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'Copter Pilot Reports 
-Seeing Man Set Fires 

Of the 18 forest fires reported in this 
county last week, at least five were 
deliberately set, District Forester Arthur 
Leach said Monday. ' 

And the Division of Forestry, he said, 
has ·•eyewitness" evidence on some of 
the acts of incendiarism. He reported: 

"On ~ovember 20, shortly after 1 p.m., 
while on fire detection patrol the Ken­
tucky Division of Forestry's plane spot­
ted a smoke in the southern end of 
Floyd county. While traveling to this 
smoke a second smaller smoke was seen 
on the same ridge. When checking the 
second smoke, an automobile was seen 
traveling the strip road; while the plane 
was watching the automobile it stopped 
and a person was seen to gel out and set 
another fire. This was observed hap­
pening several times. Then the plane 
followed the automobile until it was 
parked. The Kentucky Division of 
Forestry's law-enforcement officer was 
sent into the area. The information that 
he gathered and what the aerial detection 
plane saw should furnish the grand jury 
with adequate information for this case." 

The penalty for incendiarism is a 
maximum fine of $1000, or two years' 
imprisonment, or both fine and im­
prisonment. 

Last week, the worst of the fall fire 
season, saw 82 forest fires in the six­
county area, with approximately 400 
acres burned over, Leach said. All, he 
added, were the result of human 
carelessness or malicious intent. 

In the Thanksgivi[\g spirit, Leach was 
thankful for Monday's light snowfall 
which at least temporarily ended the 
spread of woodland blazes.

Bullets Fired from Auto 
Barely Miss Workers, Report 

An explosion at a gas well last week­
end was the second to occur during the 
35-day-old strike against Kentucky West 
Virginia Gas Company by 300 employees 
represented by the Oil, Chemical and 
Atomic Workers (QCA W) International 
Union, Local 3-510. 

Early Sunday morning, supervisory 
personnel discovered a gas well that had 
been damaged by dynamite, permitting 
thousands of cubie feet of natural gas to 
blow into the atmosphere . The super­
visors had been searching the vicinity 
near Wayland for a leak that had been 
reported by two men hunting in the area . 
Repairs to the well were expected to be 
completed within a day. 

The explosion is being invesligated by 
officers of the Alcohol, Tobacco and 
Firearms Division of the Treasury 
Department, a company spokesman 
said. No determination has been made at 
this time as to when the explosion oc­
curred. 

The explosion is the second such in­
cident since the strike began October 17 . 
Numerous other instances of vandalism 

have also occurred, it was said. 
Kentucky West Virginia Gas Company 

has posted cash rewards totalling 
$150,000 for information leading to the 
arrest and conviction of any individual 
engaged in acts of sabotage against the 
company. 

Bullets fired from a passing car missed 
by only a few feet three employees of the 
Kentucky Hydrocarbon Company at 
Langley, early Tuesday morning, it was 
reported here. 

According to officials of the company, 
five or six shots were fired from a car 
travelling by the plant on KY 80, around 2 
a.m. When the shooting occurred, three 
employees of the plant were standing 
within six feet of a piece of equipment 
which was struck by a bullet. Damage to 
the plant was minimal. 

Kentucky Hydrocarbon Company is a 
subsidary of Kentucky West Virginia Gas 
Company. 

The shooting is being investigated by 
Kentucky State Police. The investigation 
will center around evidence found at the 
scene, according to one officer.

The park construction contract was 
awarded to Big Wheel , Inc., of Angier, N. 
C., on its bid of $394,800. The only other 
bidder, All Points Construction Co., 
Lexington, asked $418,800 for the work, 
which includes grading, draining and 
paving, fencing, lighting and water lines 
in 18 acres of the park development. 

The $54,792 bid of Tom 0. McGuire, 
Prestonsburg contractor, on the jail 
remodeling and repair also was ac­
cepted. His bid was more than $15,000 
below the other bid submitted, that of 
Koenig Mechanical, Louisville. This 
work will involve the jail floor and 
plumbing repairs and is designed to halt 
damage to offices on lower floors as a 
result of plumbing and drainage defects 
in jail cells. 

A new ordinance clarifying building 
code requirements and setting new fees, 
effective Jan. 1, emerged from last 
Thursday's discussion by the City 
Council of a building already under 
construction here. 

The structure in question was a 
prefabricated building of 3,000 square 
feet floor area which Donald Ray 
Pelphrey is erecting for Price Gravely 
Sales. Although such a building is 500 
square feet larger than the maximum 
allowed in a fire zone, Council permitted 
its construction because the present 
ordinance is ambiguous and its strict 
enforcement in this case would penalize 
the builder needlessly.

Water District 
Attains Quota 

The Abbott-Little Paint Water District 
has reached its goal of 200 tap-on signees, 
and Howard K. Bell, Engineers, 
Lexington, will now begin a feasibility 
report to be made to the Farm Home 
Administration, one source of the fWlds 
needed to complete the project, the 
district's board of commissioners an­
nounced at a special meeting last Friday. 

A member of the board said that the 
tap-on fee, which for the original 200 
signators was $150 each, is expected to be 
increased to $300 each, although the 
commissioners will ask Fm . H. A. to 
permit the $150 fee to stand till con­
struction begins. 

The project cost has been estimated at 
$550,000. The proposed system will ex­
tend up both forks of Abbott Creek and 
down Little Paint Creek to the Floyd­
Johnson line, covering a distance of 
about 17 miles. 

Half of the estimated cost will be 
sought as a grant, the remainder as a 
loan. The $30,000 already raised through 
tap-on fee charges, plus a hoped-for 
$100,000 grant from the Appalachian 
Regional Commission, would reduce the 
amount of the loan to be sought to 
$160,000, and that will mean reduced fees 
to consumers, it was pointed out.

Dale Hinton at the time and was released 

from Highlands Regional :\1edical Center 
after being treated there 

About 200 feet of rail was damaged as 
well as the deck of the railroad bridge 
over the automobile underpass. The 
office and v. aiting area of the depot were 
v.recked in the derailment and damage 
was a lso reported to some nearby 
electric lines . 

Arvil Nelson, who lives near the depot, 
reported that he was in his a utomobile at 
the time of the wreck and that the vehicle 
began "rocking up and down," ap­
parently from the vibration of the crash. 

"I didn't know what was going on," 
Nelson said. "it was like an earthquake 
or something.'' ~elson reported that the 
shaking of the ground was so intense that 

the foundation and some walls of his 
home were cracked. Several household 
items were also broken as a result of the 
impact of the crash, he said. 

A number of the cars were loaded with 
powdered ammoniwn nitrate, a fertilizer 
which is also used in combination with 
diesel fuel for strip mine blasting, and 
the Prestonsburg Fire Department was 
called to the scene to prevent a possible 
explosion. 

A similar mishap damaged the depot 
structure in 1972. An investigation into 
the cause of Monday's derailment is 
tmder wa)'. according to a Chessie 
System spokesman.

Election Fraud 
Suits Continued 

A hearing on election fraud suits filed 
by the Democratic and RepubJican op­
ponents for Johnson county judge was 
continued last Thursday until Nov. 29. 

Republican candidate, Wayne Blevins, 
who lost the election, also asked a suit he 
had filed, asking a recount, against 
Democrat James Witten, the apparent 
winner, be dismissed. 

Johnson Circiut Judge W. B. Hazelrigg, 
in granting the dismissal said later the 
suit was dismissed because "in an 
election ... three hundred precinct votes 
can't be thrown out because 10 people 
didn't sign the registration books." 

Blevins, in the dismissed complaint, 
had charged more votes were tabulated 
in some precincts than there were 
registered voters. 

Blevins' attorney is to present his case 
on Nov .. 29 when the hearing resumes. 
Witten's lawyer, J. K. Wells, will present 
Witten's case, beginning Dec. 10 or 
possibly earlier. 

With the dismissal of one of Blevins' 
complaints, lawyers for both sides will 
not now be attempting to prove the same 
charge against both candidates "buying 
votes with whiskey and money," 
Hazelrigg said. 

The judge added later that both at­
torneys must prove Witten and Blevins 
"had knowledge" of any alleged at­
tempts to influence voting.

Both 
County Judge Henry Stumbo and 
Magistrate Kenneth Roberts voted 
against the motion. 

Judge Stumbo explained that he op­
posed the motion because it failed to 
include the provision that money would 
be in the budget fund to cover the amount 
of the claim.

Kentuckians' Average Age 
Increasing, Study Discloses 

Kentucky's population, generally 
speaking, is growing up. The number of 
Kentuckians under age 20 is decreasing 
while the number over 65 is increasing . 
And, interestingly, the percentage of 
females is continuing to rise. 

These are just a few of the trends 
revealed in a new report published by the 
Urban Studies Center of the University of 
Louisville . The Center officially 
represents the Commonwealth in the 
Federal-State Cooperative Program for 
Local Population Estimates organized by 
the U. S. Census Bureau. 

The new report, entitled "Kentucky's 
Population: Disaggregations of 1975 
Estimates," was developeu by Drs. 
Michael A. Spar and James M. Brock­
way, co-directors of the Urban Studies 
Center's population research division. 
The report disaggregates new population 
estimates for each of Kentucky's 120 
counties by race, age and sex. 

On a statewide basis, it shows that 
between 1970 and '75 the number of 
Kentuckians under age 20 decreased by 
30,000 and the number of those over 65 
increased by 34,000 during the same five­
year period. Those under 20 now con­
stitute 35 .6 percent of the total 
population, whereas in 1970 they made up 
38.5 percent Those over 65 now con­
stitute 10.9 percent of the total Kentucky 

population, compared with 10.5 percent 
in 1970. 

The report further reveals that the 
total population of Kentucky increased in 
the five-year period by an estimated 
175,811 persons, from 3,220,711 in 1970 to 
3,396,500 in 1975. This represents an in­
crease of 5.5 percent. One-third of the 
increase was attributed to a net 
migration into the stae, while two-thirds 
was the result of the excess of births over 
deaths . 

The report estimates that the total 
number of females in Kentucky's 
population in 1975 rose to 1,747,468 to 
constitute 51.45 percent of the total. The 
estimated number of males was 
1,649,032, or 48.55 percent of the total 
population . In comparison, the per­
centage of females counted in the 1970 
Census constituted only 50.94 percent of 
the total population while the percentage 
of males was 49.06 percent.

Hints for New Thanksgiving Cooks 
By HELEN PRICE STACY 

This Thanksgiving 1976 could put a 
strain on households, for it's possible 
there just might be a man in the kitchen 
while the housewife sits comfortably, 
watching the game on TV, reading the 
newspaper leisurely or just plain taking a 
nap. 

Whether it is he or she, or both, trying 
to put together the holiday meal, it would 
be well to observe some rules that were 
published in most "house hold aids" 
books at the turn of the century. No 
Appalachian home of stature, including 
the one-story, one-room cabin or the 
double log house, was without such ~ 
dream book ; one home in the city, 
whether a bungalow or a Victorian 
mansion, was without some such book, 
not artfully placed on a coffee table in the 
parlor, but usually secreted away on a 
pan try shelf so no one would surmise that 
the housekeeper came by this knowledge 
any way but by natural good raising or 
training in fashionable finishing schools. 

"Too much stress can hardly be laid 
upon the desirability of having the dining 
room bright and cheery," advised one 
book. This book acknowledged that "We

After reviewing 91 applications, the 
Kentucky Comprehensive Health 
Planning Council has given its .approval 
to 62, approved 17 with stipulations, 
disapproved five and deferred action on 
six.

eat to Jive," but also that "We live to 
eat." 

It was pointed out that appointments of 
a Thanksgiving table should be linen of 
snowy whiteness, silver bright and 
shining, sparkling glass and well shar­
pened cutlery. "These give an air of 
refinement to .the simplest repast and are 
a crown of luxury to the feast." Dinner 
napkins, said the book, should be at least 
three-fourths of a yard in size. 

"You who will do the work of the kit­
chen should boil the coffee pot in soap, 
water and soda before making this 
delightful drink . . . pans made of 
sheetiron are better for baking 
than pans of tin . . clean bottles and 
cruets with sand and soapsuds ... always 
scrape dough from your rolling pin and 
wipe with a dry towel, rather than wash it 
... Don't put your tinware away damp, 
and before storing scour with flour and 
crumpled newspaper." 

Some further golden rules for those 
who might be new in the kitchen this 
holiday are: Leave nothing dirty, so 
clean and clear as you go; a good cook 
wastes nothing; an hour lost in the 
morning must be run after all day; haste 
without hurry saves worry, fuss and 
flurry; stewboiled is stew spoiled; strong 
fire for roasting and clear for broiling; 
wash vegetables in three waters . 

About the most the book allows for the 
roast Thanksgiving turkey is to rub 
butter over the outside before placing it 
in the dripping pan with a bit of water 
and baste frequently. But, to "you who 
must try to provide a new taste to ease 
monotony, take the first and second joint 
of the roast turkey, cut deep gashes in 
them and into the cuts put a little mixed 
mustard, bit of salt and cayenne pepper, 
broil a while, place on hot dish and 
spread with butter." 

Further hints about the turkey include 
these: When buying, notice the legs- if 
rough and reddish the bird is old and if 
smooth and black, it is young; place a 
pan of water in the oven to keep from 
scorching." 

The book said to not "Conomize by 
buying a tough turkey, but save pennies 
otherwise, such as by making economy 
cake. "Always remember ," was the 
advice, "in malting any cake that baking 
powder and sweet milk go together and 
sour milk and soda." Cooks were ad­
vised to grease cake pans with fresh lard 
and keep the over door closed "for fear it 
will ca_use the cake to fall." To make 
economy cake, use 1 cup of sugar, 1 cup 
of buttermilk, 1 egg, butter the size of an 
egg, 2 cups of flour and 1 teaspoon of 
soda. "Then bake." 

For those who did not like to bake 
cakes, an alternate dessert was given: 
"Apple snow. Remove skins and cores of 
baked tart apples, beat pulp smooth, add 
half a cup granulated sugar and white of 
an egg, then beat till mixture will hold on 
a spoon. Serve with whipped cream." 

More detail was given to carving the 
turkey, such as not removing the carving 
fork until the entire turkey is careved; 
carving the thigh into three portions 
making one piece with bone and two 
without and, "never rise from the seat 
while carving." 

To emphasize carving the holiday bird, 
the book gave this : "Give no more to 
every guest than he is able to digest. Give 
him always of the prime, and but little at 
a time. Carve to all but just enough, let 
them neither starve nor stuff. And that 
you may also have your due, let some 
neighbor care for you ." 

Tpday markets offer turkeys and 
trimmings already prepared for the 
holiday feast, but for those- he or she or 
both- who do not fancy a day in the 
kitchen baking and roasting, cleaning up, 
doing the dishes, keep in mind that 
sumptous Thanksgiving dinners are 
being served in Kentucky resort parks.

Fiscal Court Levy 
Of Sales Tax Void 

Frankfort, Ky.- A sales tax cannot 
constitutionally be levied by a county, 
according to an opinion by the office of 
the Kentucky Attorney General. 

Assistant Deputy Attorney General 
Charles W. Runyan issued the opinion in 
reply to an inquiry by Tom Scheffey, of 
the Frankfort bureau of the Kentucky 
Post, who questioned the con­
stitutionality of a northern Kentucky 
fiscal court levying a sales tax to support 
a mass transit program there. 

Runyan cited a Kentucky Court of 
Appeals decision in Driver vs. Sawyer 
<l965l, in which it was made clear that a 
county can levy only two kinds of taxes­
ad valorem taxes <on property) and 
occupational taxes.

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Judicial Article, Main Target 
For Special Legislative Session 

Implementation of the state's new 
Judicial Article will be the main topic in 
the Kentucky General Assembly's 
special session, expected to be called by 
Gov. Julian Carroll this week and to 
begin next Monday. 

The article, an amendment to the 
Kentucky Constitution approved by 
voters last November , replaced a 
combination of state and local courts 
with a unified court system. The new 
four-tiered structure reforms a court 
system which had existed in Kentucky 
since 1891. 

The article established a Kentucky 
Supreme Court, restructured the Court of 
Appeals and maintained the circuit 
courts. This part of the reform became 
effective last Jan. 1. The article is to be 
fully implemented Jan. 1, 1978, when new 
district courts are to become operative. 

Legislators are to set up machinery for 
the district courts and work out details 
for circuit court operation during the 
special session. More than 100 specific 
issues relating to the district and circuit 
courts have been pinpointed for con­
sideration. 

Among other matters, legislators must 
determine the number, distnbution and 
location of new district courts, as well as 
the number of district judges who will 
assume duties now performed by county, 
quarterly, magisterial and police court 
judges. 

The judicial reform article calls for a 
minimum of 56 district judges, one in 
each judicial circuit. Legislators will 
decide how many judges each county is 
to receive and whether each county is to 
receive a district judge. 

In addition, the General Assembly 
must address the related issue of the 
number and salaries of trial com­
missioners who could assume some 
responsibilities of district judges and 
could be paid less than district judges. 
The judicial article requires the Supreme 
Court to define the authority and duties of 
trial commissioners, who do not have to 
be lawyers. 

Another court-related issue that will 
confront legislators in the special session 
is establishment of a fee system for the 
new courts to assure that they will be 
substantially self-supporting. (the new 
system will cost about $34.7 million by 
July 1, 1978, according to one estimate of 
the Administrative Office of the Courts.) 
Currently, filing fees differ from county 
to county. The administrative Office of

the Courts set up by the 1976 General 
Assembly has proposed a uniform filing 
fee . 

The article requires that the state pay 
for the new court system, and Gov. 
Carroll has promised that no cities or 
counties will Jose revenue when local 
courts are replaced by district courts. So, 
another task of the legislature will be to 
decide how local governments will be 
compensated for any loss of court 
revenue. 

City and county courts have been 
financed through fines, fees and for­
feitures collected by the local courts, and 
excesses have gone into local treasuries 
as general revenue.

The Christmas season is quickly ap­
proachmg and many people will be 
buying toys. To insure that your family 
has a safe Christmas, check all toys to 
make sure that they cannot hurt your 
child. 

There are toys with obvious hazards, 
like dart games, but there are also many 
unsafe toys that might not appear so 
hazardous at first glance. To be sure, ask 
yourself six ba_sic questions when you 
shop for toys: 

1 Are there any detachable parts 
which could easily fall off or be taken off, 
and then caught in the throat, ear or 
nose, or swallowed? 

2. Is this toy marked "flame 
resistant", "flame retardent", or "non­
flammable"? Is it washable? Look for 
these labels on dolls and stuffed toys, 
especially. 

3. Is the toy appropriate for the child's 
age? A chemistry set may be fine for an 
older child, but remember that younger 
children in the home may injure them­
selves on an older child's toy. To be safe, 
heed the minimum ages recommended 
by manufacturers. 

4. Is the toy made of a substance that 
will splinter or shatter easily? Try to buy 
flexibly constructed toys, with smooth, 
rolled edges. Sharp points could cause 
punctures, so a void toys made with nails, 
staples, pins, or wires. 

5. Are there non-toxic labels on any art 
supplies or painted toys? 

6. Finally, beware of electric toys 
which are terribly noisy and could cause 
ear damage. 

If toys have directions for children, 
make sure that they are easy to read and 
understand. If necessary, explain or 
demonstrate how to use a toy properly. 

Teach children how to disconnect 
electrical toys: show them how to hold on 
the rubberized plug and pull, without 
tugging on the cord. 

And just because a toy was in good 
condition when you bought it, don't forget 
to check toys periodically for breaks, 
jagged edges, loose parts, or 
deterioration. 

Should you have questions about the 
safety of any particular toy or discover 
that one appears to be hazardous, contact 
Edsel Moore, Kentucky Product Safety 
Program, Department for Human 
Resources, 275 E. Main, Frankfort, Ky., 
40601. The Product Safety Program in­
vestigates products which are hazar­
dous, unsafe, or defective in their design, 
construction or composotion. The 
Product Safety Program will be glad to 
answer questions about any toy you are 
considering purchasing.

Frankfort, Ky.-Another fraudulent 
"easy money" scheme, known as the 
"advance fee racket" or "front-end loan 
device," has been brought to the at­
tention of the state Division of Securities. 

Difficult financial conditions en­
countered by businesses recently have 
led businessmen to use other-than­
normal methods to obtain capital for new 
or expanded operations. 

Under the "front-end loan" plan, the 
businessman is told that for a fee, usually 
between five and 10 per cent of the value 
of the loan, he can secure the funds from 
another source. 

The source, usually unidentified, is 
described in a way that is alluring to the 
businessman. 

Tactics frequently employed by the 
"money broker," the term used to refer 
to the person offering to arrange the loan, 
include descriptions of the anonymous 
source as either a wealthy individual, a 
foreign capital source of an off-shore 
bank. 

The money broker will also use a 
"name-dropping" technique in his ap­
peal. He will provide the businessman 
with a list of prominent businesses, 
claiming he has secured the funds for 
these enterprises, as evidence of his 
success in securing loans. 

After payment of the fee, the business­
victim receives promise after promise 
for the delivery of the cash. After several 
months, the money broker will either 
disappear or claim he has been 
defrauded by the anonymous source. 

By this time, the businessman has lost 
his last available cash, the money he 
used to pay the broker's fee, and has lost 
the time necessary to find a legitimate 
funding source or an alternative finan­
cial approach. 

Unfortunately, in many cases, the 
victim is so embarrassed by his 
gullibility that he will not complain to the 
proper authorities. 

James Strode, attorney for the 
division, said it is difficult to obtain an 
indictment even when complaints are 
made. 

"The charge, theft by deception, is 
very difficult to prove because the 

Motor Fuel Use 
Drops 3rd Year 
. Frankfort, Ky.-For the third straight 
year since the 1973 energy crisis, the 
Kentucky Department of Transportation 
is reporting a significant decline in its 
annual motor fuel consumption rate. 

According to State Transportation 
Secretary John C. Roberts, current 
figures indieate that the department's 
usage of gasoline and diesel fuel is not 
expected to exceed six million gallons for 
1976--or 13 per cent fewer gallons than 
were consumed during 1973, the year the 
energy crisis began. 

In 1975, the combined gasoline-diesel 
fuel consumption figure was eight per 
cent below the 1973 figure. In 1974, it was 
15 per cent below the 1973 figure. 

Roberts said the predicted 13 per cent 
reduction for 1976 was based on gallons 
consumed during the first nine months of 
this year, and an anticipated decline in 
the amount of roadwork which always 
occurs in the final quarter of each year 
when weather conditions force a halt to 
most highway construction and main­
tenance projects. 

The number of gallons of fuel con­
sumed between January and September 
1976 was "just slightly over five million 
gallons," Roberts said.

Bunnell said the money brokers 
generally make their appeals through 
newspaper advertisements, using the 
classified section most frequently. 

"Hot Line to Money" or "Unlimited 
Funds Available" are two of the phrases 
often used in the appeal for loans in­
volving first or second mortgages on real 
estate, venture capital or business loans.

ORDINANCE NO. 15-76 
LEGAL NOTICE OF THE ENACTMENT OF AN ORDINANCE PERTAINING 
TO BUILDING PEI,l.MITS IN THE CITY OF PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY. 

The City Council of the City of Prestonsburg at a regular meeting held on 
November 18 1976, at City Hall, adopted the following Ordinance: 

No one sha'll erect, add to,--remodel or demolish any building within the City 
Limits without first obtaining a building permit to do so from the City Building 
Inspector. 

To obtain a building permit, ·an application shall be filed stating the kind of 
materials to be used in the construction, a floor plan showing the dimensions and 
the location of the construction, relative to the adjoining property lines. 

The applicant shall have his architect certify that such plans meet all stan­
dards of theN a tiona!, State and Local Building Codes. 

Mter reviewing the plans and application, the Building Inspector shall have up 
to seven days to accept the application and issue a building permit or reject same 
and state his reasons for doing so. 

This Ordinance will become effective on January 1, 1977, and the following 
rates will be charged:

Frankfort, Ky.-Near a protected 
Kentucky stream in McCreary County is 
a mountain that may someday be a 
wildlife management area-that is, after 
it has been strip mined. The owners of 
Quality State Coal Co. believe that with 
the box cut and acid method of operation 
they employ in mining, the land may 
even be more useful and liveable after it 
is reclaimed. 

The box cut and acid method is an 
example of reclamation practices ap­
proved by the state Department of 
Natural Resources and Environmental 
Protection's reclamation division to 
prevent serious damage such as erosion, 
acid polJution, landslides, stream 
sedimentation and off-site property 
damage to strip mine areas. The Division 
of Reclamation seeks ways to reduce the 
cost of reclamation, but its chief purpose 
is to enforce reclamation laws and in­
crease the effectiveness of reclamation 
in Kentucky. 

The sites being mined and proposed 
for mining by Quality State are located 
in Jones Hollow, near the Little South 
Fork of the Cumberland-which is pro­
tected by the Kentucky Wild Rivers Act 
-off Highway 92 west of Stearns in Mc­
Creary county. 

According to Dempsey Foster, a co­
owner who is also foreman of Quality 
State's strip mine operation, the results 
of the mining job will prove that strip 
mining without acid drainage can be 
done on a wild river-as long as it's done 
with good management. 

Glenn Shadoan, who, as a reclamation 
division field inspector, assists coal 
operators and monitors reclamation 
work to see that it is carried out properly, 
described the box cut method used by 
Quality State Coal: 

"A berm, or wall, of land stands un­
disturbed around the active mining to 
prevent dirt and water from sliding over 
the mountain side. Then, as the coal is 
mined in sections, the spoil, or dirt, that is 
taken from the first section is placed in 
the next vacant spot. In this way, 
reclamation is completed as the mining 
goes along and no spoil is pushed over the 
hill to form outslopes that may slide into 
the valley and streams." 

Vising the box cut method, said 
Shadoan, the topsoil must be scraped off 
before mining can begin. Afterward the 
pits are filled up to the berms to make the 
area look as much as possible like the 
original contour. After grading, topsoil 
must be spread over the entire area and 
finalJy it must be seeded and mulched. 

This method of mining may be more 
expensive and more time-consuming for 
the operator than regular strip mining in 
which everything is placed over the side 
of the hill, Shadoan said. 

He continued, "Except for the extra 
spoil material that goes into the hollow 
fill , none of it goes over the hillside. It 
stays within the boundaries and is later 
put back in place. And the material that 
is put in the hollow fill is graded to form a 
gentle slope down to a 30 foot bench 
followed by a 100 foot lift to another 30 
foot bench followed by another 100 foot 
lift ." 

The reclamation inspector added that 
the company must segregate the dif­
ferent soil layers when it tackles a high­
wall. This separation enables the com­
pany to sever the topsoil and to place the 
toxic layers, or potentially acidic 
material , in the bottom of the old pit. The 
toxic layers must be covered with at least 
four feet of nonacid-bearing material.

Quality State Coal also utilizes a 
dilution pool. Into the normal storage 
Cf#pacity of the silt structure, they allow 
an extra amount of storage for rainwater 
that would dilute any acid existing in the 
silt structure. 

Not only does Quality State Coal seed 
and mulch, but the firm also plants trees. 
According to Foster, the company has 
planted 6,000 to 7,000 loblolly and Virginia 
pine and Chinese chestnut trees. "One of 
my brothers," he said, ''who works for us 
on the mining operations, is known as 
'Johnny Appleseed' because he wants to 
plant trees everywhere." 

Nearby, there is a mountain th~t 
Quality State Coal has already stnp 
mined and reclaimed, after using the box 
cut and acid method. According to the 
mine's three co-owners-Jim Clevenger 
and 0. C. Davis as well as Dempsey 
Foster-the possibilities of a farm or 
perhaps a residential subdivision arise 
for what was previously useless, rugged 
ground. 

Clevenger continued, "The landowner 
of our proposed strip mine site plans to 
develop it into a wildlife management 
area-a kind of game preserve with a 
pond for wildlife and wild fowl, such as 
pheasant and quail. Our company would 
be doing the grade work and vegetation. 
The landowner would provide the wildlife 
and any necessities required for their 
habitats and feeding." 

"We've already 'permitted' 40 acres at 
the site of the proposed wildlife area," 
added Davis. "However, when the strip 
mining is' done and reclamation om­
pleted, that area should span 80 acres." 

Mrs. Sutton pointed to the need for 
more vocational education classes in 
schools where normally only academic 
subjects are taught. She stressed that 
young people need to be better prepared 
for life when they finish high school, that 
some are not even able to balance a 
check book. 

Mrs. J. T. Spillman conducted a 
devotional period and Mrs. Marie 
Mullins read the Club Collect.

"One of my clearest memories of ll).Y 

boyhood is watching my mother spin," 
recalled a mountain man during an 
Eastern Kentucky festival. "She had her 
big wheel in a corner and walked back 
and forth, back and forth, spinning the 
wool into yarn. I have often wondered if 
her steps had been measured how far she 
walked." 

Learning to spin on a wheel, but first 
carding the wool and even before that 
plucking wool was part of a four-day 
program at Rogers Elementary School in 
Wolfe county. This event was made 
possible by the Kentucky Arts Com­
mission and National Endowment for the 
Arts through cooperation of the Wolfe 
County Board of Education. 

In the Wolfe school students were 
initiated into plucking hair from Angora 
rabbits, rather than wool from sheep. 
"When it is spWI it looks like thread," 
said student Sandra Profitt, "but when it 
is crocheted and washed it fluffs out real 
pretty." 

She added that "it doesn't hurt the 
rabbit when you pluck the hair and you 
only pluck hair five inches or longer. 
When spWI, rabbit hair is much stronger 
and eight times warmer than sheep's 
wool." 

Donna Shotts was one of the students 
who enjoyed spinning the rabbit hair into 
yarn on a walking wheel. (Oldtimers 
usually refer to a smaller type wheel as a 
flax wheel.) 

"The rim of the walking wheel," she 
explained, "is made of ash because this 
wood bends easiest. Five kinds of wood 
are used in a wheel. People used to have 
spinning bees in which they tried to see 
who could spin the longest yarn without 
stopping." 

Sandra Proffitt also learned how to 
card rabbit hair on a carding comb, and 
Noah Collier became familiar with the 
yarn winder. Sandra told how in early 
days families picked teasel plants and 
moWited them on two pieces of wood 
"shaped in a cross," compared with 

Hunters Are Warned 
Against Fire Hazards 

Frankfort, Ky., Nov. 19-Kentucky 
hunters, who are taking to the fields and 
woods in great numbers this week with 
the opening of the small game season, 
are urged to be especially careful with 
cigarettes, matches and campfires due to 
the unusually dry conditions which now 
exist throughout the state. 

"If hunters are cautious with their 
smoking materials and campfires, they 
can actually be a deterrent to grass or 
forest fires," Fish and Wildlife Com­
missioner Arnold Mitchell said. "By 
virtue of sheer numbers," he added, 
"these hWiters constitute a pretty good 
'fire reporting corps', and I know they'll 
be willing to do their part and more." 

Mitchell said reports from landowners 
and fish and wildlife field personnel, 
especially in Western Kentucky, indicate 
conditions are "ripe" for fires which 
could cause serious damage to forest 
lands, wildlife and personal property. 
State forestry officials confirmed these 
reports, Mitchell said, and stressed the 
need for cooperation from hunters. 

"A good rain or snow is what we need 
most right now," Mitchell said, "but WI til 
then, we'll just have to double up on our 
fire prevention and fire reporting ef­
forts."

today's carding combs made of hard­
wood and metal. 

Collier said yarn winders, similar to a 
wheel without the rim, once were called 
weasels. "A gear inside the box would 
pop after a certain number of turns and 
that is where the song "Pop Goes the 
Weasel' comes from." As yarn is wound 
on the winder it stretches, is tied into 
skeins, removed and washed, then put 
back on the winder "so it won't shrink." 

Janet Fields learned about vegetable 
dyeing. She discovered that a greenish 
yellow could be obtained from mountain 
alder, gold from apple bark, yellow from 
white ash or aster, blue from bayberry 
and if walnut leaves, hulls or bark is 
added, black will result. A light caramel 
can be obtained from beech leaves, red 
from poke berries or the inner bark of 
white ash and a butter yellow from petals 
of brown-eyed susans. 

The program was Wider direction of 
Mr. and Mrs. Wayne Southworth, of 
Knott county, and was a Folk Arts pilot 
program in the Wolfe coWity school 
system. 

"We are involved with three complete 
crafts," said Mrs. Southworth. "We do 
spinning, natural dyeing and textile 
production." 

As to how far the mountain man's 
mother walked when she paced back and 
forth, spinning wool into yarn, Donna 
Shotts explained that "a long time ago a 
person might walk as much as 20 miles a 
day while spinning with this type of 
wheel." 

The program will do much to preserve 
mountain traditions. The Folk Arts 
venture is designed to create interest in 
traditional music, arts and crafts on the 
local level and is directed by John 
Harrod.

198 Rehabilitated 
In Floyd by Bureau 

In Floyd county the Kentucky Bureau 
for Rehabilitation Services served 487 
persons and rehabilitated 198 during 
fiscal 1975-'76, according to figures 
released by the state b reau. 

Kentucky continues to rank among the 
top 10 states in the nation in helping the 
handicapped, especially the severely 
disabled, reach their full potential as 
wage-earners. According to U. S. 
Department of Health, Education and 
Welfare <HEW) statistics, Kentucky has 
ranked in the top 10 in the nation over the 
past decade for its rehabilitation 
program. 

"Almost 50 percent of the 25,<Y79 han­
dicapped Kentuckians served during 
fiscal year 1976 were severely disabled 
persons," said Marshall Swain, assistant 
superintendent of education for Ken­
tucky's Bureau of Rehabilitation Ser­
vices. "A total of 9,276 were rehabilitated 
and 5,335 of this number were severely 
handicapped." 

The cost of rehabilitation was less than 
$2,200 per person, said Swain. After 
rehabilitation, the individuals go into the 
job market as taxpayers who will pay 
back much more than the cost of their 
rehabilitation, according to HEW 
statistics. 

Among those rehabilitated in Ken­
tucky, 1,544 were previously on welfare 
rolls, Swain added.

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Oral History Project Announces 
Publication of Social History 

Pippa Passes, Ky.-The Appalachian 
Oral History Project announced the 
publication of a social history at its 
quarterly executive meeting held 
recently at Alice Uoyd College. "Our 
Appalachia," a book based on hundreds 
of hours of tape-recorded interviews with 
local residents, is about the memories 
and experiences of the mountain people, 
from the turn of the century when cash 
was scarce and barter a way of life, 
through the pressures the mountain 
people face today as they attempt to 
balance the nation's energy needs with 
preservation of their ecology. 

The book, edited by William Weinberg, 
former project director and now a 
Hindman attorney, and Laurel 
Shackleford, former project editor and 
Louisville-based free lance writer, is 
being published by Hill and Wang, New 
York, N.Y. Scheduled for release in 
February, the book has been hailed by 
Harry Caudill, author of the widely-read 
Appalachian book, "Night Comes to the 
Cumberlands," and Studs Terkel, best­
selling author of "Hard Times" and other 
books based on oral history interviews, 
as a remarkable social histm y of the 
Appalachian area, as told by its people. 

In other business, the Appalachian 
Oral History Project completed plans to 
make oral history tapes available 
throughout the nation, with the signing of 
a contract with the Microfilm Cor­
poration of America (MCA), New York, 
N.Y . (a subsidiary of New York Times). 
MCA will put the transcripts on 
microfiche, index-size cards which wi.ll 
hold 100 pages of copy and can be read 
with a desk-top viewer. MCA, which has 
exclusive rights to publish the collection 

in this form, will market them 
throughout the United States. 

The Appalachian Oral History Project 
is also making other plans to make tapes 
more accessible to students, writers, 
sociologists, educators and others in­
terested in the history of the Appalachian 
region. A catalog of the transcribed 
tapes, funded by the Research Section of 
the National Endowment for the 
Humanities, will be available this spring. 
The catalog will include annotations of 
tapes from all four colleges involved in 
the Project, along with a topical index. 

In addition, Mike Mullins, project 
director, discussed the project's possible 
participation in the Coal Miners 
Research Project. "The group is now 
looking for funds to set up a coordinated 
effort to collect oral history, photographs 
and written records on the coal industry, 
an industry which has had and continues 
to have great impact on our mountain 
region," says Mullins. 

Four colleges participate in the Oral 
History Project, which uses student 
interviewers to collect the history and 
folklore of the Central Appalachian 
region . Students interview local 
residents, recording their stories, songs 
and recollections about the past. These , 
memories are then transcribed and are 
available to all persons interested in 
learning about Appalachian life and 
cui ture. The four colleges are Alice Lloyd 
College, Pippa Passes, Lees Junior 
College, Jackson, Emory & Henry 
College, Emory, Va., and Appalachian 
State University, Boone, N. C.

This is the third year that Kentucky's 
waterfowl hunters will be using the point 
system to determine daily bag and 
possession limits for ducks. Although the 
basic system will be unchanged this 
year, some of the point values have 
changed. 

This season there is only one 100 point 
duck-the canvasback. Redheads, hen 
mallards, black ducks, wood ducks and 
hooded mergansers are worth 70 points 
each, while pintails, blue-winged teals, 
cinnamon teals, green-winged teals, 
gadwalls, shovelers, scaups, and 
mergansers <except the hooded 
merganser) are 10 point birds. 

Drake mallards and all other species 
not mentioned above count 25 points 
each. Coots have a point value of zero, 
but there is a daily limit of 15 and a 
possession limit of 30 on coots. 

Although the point system seems 
complicated at first, it's really not too 
hard to figure out. Basically, a hunter 
can take ducks until the point values of 
the birds he bags reaches or exceeds 100 
points. 

If, for example, a hunter takes a 
canvasback as his first duck, he's 
through for the day. If he goes out the 
next day and drops another canvasback, 
he's reached the maximum possession 
limit also (the possession limit is the 
maximum number of ducks of those 
species and sexes which could have 
legally been taken in two days of hun­
ting). 

However, if our hunter takes nine birds 
worth 10 points each, he is still allowed 
another duck, no matter what the point 
value, since he hasn't reached 100 points 
yet. Now, if he takes a canvasback, his 
point total is 190 and he's reached the 
legal limit. 

It's possible to have as many as 195 
points (for example, three 25 point birds, 
two 10 point birds and a 100 point bird), 
depending upon the order in which they 
were taken. As long as the hunter's bag 
doesn't contain 100 points worth of ducks, 
he may continue to shoot. 

It's possible to identify your ducks 
either on the wing or in hand after 
they've been taken. But the hunter who is 
good at on-the-wing identification can 
often get in rriore shooting than the one 
who must wait until he has retrieved his 
ducks before making a positive iden­
tification. 

In fact, the point system is designed 
specifically to encourage on-the-wing 
identification. The hunter who chooses 
his ducks, taking primarily low point 
birds, can come home with a lot more 
meat for the table than the hunter who 
shoots, then identifies. Even the ability to 
tell a drake mallard from a hen of the 
same species can allow a hunter to 
double his daily take.

The U. S. Fish and Wildlife Service

Duck hunters-and goose hunters as 
well-should remember that they need a 
federal migratory bird hunting stamp 
(commonly called a "duck stamp") in 
addition to a valid Kentucky license.

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Area Gas Consumers 
Warned of Higher 
Bills this Winter 

nusually cold temperatures that have 
prevailed throughout Kentucky in recent 
weeks are resulting in unseasonably high 
gas bills this month for many Colwnbia 
Gas customers. 

And gas company officials warn the e 
htgher bills rna) be only a prelude to 
what's in store later this winter as a 
result of actual and anticipated increases 
in gas rates. 

Jack tumbo, manager for Colwnbta 
Gas m the Preston burg area, said 
temperature throughout KE-ntucky 
during the past few weeks have averaged 
80 to 90 percent colder than normal and 
more than twice as cold as last year when 
the weather was unusually mild. 

"Thts means our customers have been 
usmg over twice as much gas this year to 
keep their homes at the same tem­
perature than they did last year The 
result is substantially higher gas bills," 
Stumbo said. 

Looking ahead to the coming winter, 
the gas company warns that customers 
can anticipate gas bills that are 40 per 
cent higher than those received last 
winter. possibly even higher if the long 
range projection of the :\a tiona! Weather 
Servtce for colder than normal tem­
peratures over the next few mo11ths is 
accurate. 

··overall. last year. most gas bills were 
not as high as they might have been 
because we had an extremely mild 
winter that averaged about 12 per cent 
warmer than normal," Stumbo ex­
plained "In addition, since last 
Xovember we have had natural gas rate 
increases of about 25 per cent and are 
anticipating a still undetermined. but 
sizeable additional increase sometime 
after the first of the year as the result of a 
recent Federal Power Commission 
decision . 

''We feel that as a result of these factors 
many of our customers may receive bills 
this winter that are 40 per cent higher 
than those for the same penod last year. 
The increase will be even larger if colder 
than normal weather occurs," the gas 
company manager said. 

Mr. Stumbo said many customers are 
finding that the best way to help offset 
the rising cost of all forms of energy is to 
reduce usage through conservation. 

"For example, setting thermostats at 
67 de~rees instead of 72 degrees will 
reduce consumption 15 to 18 percent 
according to nat10nal studies," he said. 

Additional tips on how to reduce gas 
usage through conservation can be ob· 
tained by asking for free booklets at local 
gas company offices.

Warned Against 
Pest Control Con 

Frankfort, Ky.-The state pesticides 
office is cracking down on unlicensed 
pest control operators in Kentucky. 

The pesticides office of the Kentucky 
Department for Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection is in­
vestigating activities of unlicensed pest 
control salesmen who are operating 
illegally in various areas in Kentucky. 
Department officials warn that illegal 
activities could occur in any part of the 
state. 

According to the officials, a 
homeowner should check the legitimacy 
of a pesticides salesman who approaches 
him about a termite problem he didn't 
know he had. They ask that anyone 
doubtful about a pest control company 
obtain a second estimate from another 
company. 

The department urges anyone dealing 
with pesticides operators to make sure 
the person is licensed by the state 
pesticides office. Many illegal pest 
control operators are allegedly spraying 
homes for termites. To check a pest 
control operator's credentials, obtain his 
name and call the pesticides office in the 
division of special programs in Frank· 
fort, (502) 564-7274. 

Anyone who knows of illegal pesticides 
control activities should call the 
department in Frankfort.

Experimental greenhouse ... 
Ventilated by air from. abandoned Inine 

A way to employ "used" 
energy-and to extend the 
worth and usefulness of coal 
mines that have been mined 
out and abandoned-that's 
what has resulted from an 
experimental research program 
on greenhouses. 

There seemingly was no 
earthly connection between an 
abandoned coal mine and a 
greenhouse-until University of 
Kentucky College of Agricul· 
ture researchers discovered a 
direct link. 

The research project in· 
valves the growing of vege­
tables and flowers in a green­
house built on a ledge in the 

-mountains of Southeastern 
Kentucky-the greenhouse 
being ventilated by air pumped 
from an abandoned mine. 

The project was conceived 
by Dale Anastasi, Extension 
horticulturist at the Univer· 
sity's Robinson Forest Sub· 
station at Quicksand. One cold, 
winter day, he stood at the 
mouth of an abandoned coal 
mine and was warmed by air 
corning out of the old shaft. 
His mind framed the idea of 
utilizing the warm air from the 
mine to heat a greenhouse to 
produce vegetables and flowers 
out of season. 

Anastasi, who helped in the 
design of the project, was 
joined in the development of 
the idea by J.N. Walker, of 
UK's Department of Agricul· 
tural Engineering, after which 
J.W. Buxton and Dean Knave!, 
both of the Department of 
Horticulture, joined the 
project. An abandoned drift 
mine near Virgie in Pike 
County was selected for the 
experiment. Drift mine is a 
designation given a deep mine. 

A steel and plastic green­
house was erected on the ledge 
and linked to the mouth of the 
mine by an air duct througl1 
which the mine air was 
pumped into the greenhouse. 

Data was taken for a year, 
using a wide variety of instru­
ments to ascertain the condi­
tion of the air and its compo· 
nents. In October of 1975, the 
first plantings were made in the 
greenhouse. Larry Collins, a 
research technician, joined the 
project in July of that year to 
become the resident director. 
He maintains a daily .vigil at the 
greenhouse, recording all 
information on growth and 

conditions, traveling about 30 
miles cjaily from hls home at 
Blackey, near Whitesburg, to 
the project site. He travels the 
distan~.:e over an old logging 
road so bumpy that he has to 
have ne\\ shock absorbers put 
on his ~ar about three times a 
year. 

The tlrst tests in the project 
were in regard to the effect of 
the pumped-in mJne air on the 
environment of the green­
house. No toxic gasses were 
detected, but carbon dioxide 
was found to be at a level of 
600-700 parts per million. 
Collins says that now the 
carbon dioxide readings are 
running as hlgl1 as 3,000 parts 
per million. 

Three fans. operating 
together or separately, pull the 
air from the depths of the 
mine, which has about 50 miles 
of caverns, according to 
Colltns. The electricity to 
operate the fans and to provide 
ligl1ting when necessary, is the 
only energy used in the opera­
tion, so the cost of fuel to 
ventilate the greenhouse is only 
a seventh of the cost to operate 
a normal greenhouse. 

Onginally the three fans ran 
24 hours a day. but it was 
found that the sun's ray on 
cold days warmed the interior 
so the fans were not needed to 
run continually to keep the 
temperature at a constant 55 
degrees. As a result tempera­
ture controls were installed and 
located at three strategic points 
in the greenhouse. The controls 
kick on one, two or all three 
fans, depending on the need. 
The air pulled up from the 
mine acts as a warming element 
in the winter and a cooling 
element in the summer. 

One of the problems is to 
keep the entire length of the 
I 00-foot greenhouse at the 
same temperature. The farther 
away from the air duct, the 
more variable the tern perature. 
Plans are to divert the air more 
di~ectly to all parts of the 
greenhouse to solve that prob· 
!em. 

The temperature in the 
greenhouse, ventilated with the 
mine air, is maintained at 
50-55 degrees at nigl1t and 
60-80 degrees during the day, 
depending on the intensity of 
the sun in the dayligl1t hours. 
Relative humidity remains at 
100 per cent much of the time

in the colder weather, but does 
drop to as low as 40-50 per 
cent on brigl1t summer days. A 
constant check is kept on the 
humidity-and there is a 
humidity recording device out­
side the greenhouse as well to 
make comparisons with that in 
the created environment. 
Humidity, however, is another 
of the problems- too much 
humidity in the winter and at 
times too little in the summer. 
In the winter the humidity 
causes a near virtual rain condi· 
tion in the greenhouse, with 
the floor becoming almost 
solid mire as a result of the 
extreme moisture. 

Three plantings are made of 
everything grown in the green­
house-one planting is at the 
end near the ventilating fans, 
another in the middle and a 
third at the far end. 

The created environment 
was found ideally suited for 
lettuce and spray chrysan the­
mums-the chrysanthemum 
cuttings rooting well under the 
conditions. "We rooted every­
thing we could-and everything 
rooted," Collins says tri­
umphantly. The plantings were 
all in soil boxes made of wood, 
the individual boxes for tl1e 
purpose of giving an oppor­
tunity for various growing con­
ditions. 

Geraniums were started 
from seed in a miniature green­
house-as were a lot of bedding 
plants. The miniature green­
house was outfitted with a 
heating unit to keep the 
temperature at a necessary 70 
degrees. The bedding plants 
thrived after replanting-as did 
the geraniums. The geraniums 
grew to mature, strong­
stemmed flowering plants in 
six weeks. The bedding plants 
were later planted outside the 
greenhouse entrance and 
thrived in the rather rocky soil. 

Cauliflower has been grown 
in the greenhouse and devel· 
opes quickly. Tomatoes also 
grow well, but tomatoes may 
pose a problem in that they 
may not pollinate and produce 
because of the very wet condi· 
lions in the winter. 

Carnations and snapdragons 
take well to the spring-summer 
environment and develop 
exceptionally strong stems. 

Research is being conducted 
on how much soil is actually 
needed for plantings. Lettuce 
was grown in individual soil 
boxes containing one inch, 
three inches and six inches of 
soil. The one inch of soil posed 
problems, but the lettuce 
thrived in the deeper soil. 

MINE AIR VENTILATES GREENHOUSE-A duct through 
which 55-degree air is pulled from an abandoned coal mine 
ventilates a greenhouse built on a mountain shelf in Eastern Ken­
tucky. The project, an experiment being conducted by 
researchers of the Univer ity of Kentucky CoUege of Agriculture, 
is hoped to open new economic avenues in year-round flower and 
vegetable growing employing "u ed" energy from old deep shaft 
mines. Flanking the greenhouse entrance are bedding plants that 
were grown inside and transplanted outside. 

VENTILATING FANS- This battery of three fans pulls the air 
from the abandoned mine shaft, maintaining the greenhouse 
interior at warmer temperatures in the winter and cooler tempera­
tures in the summer. In the foreground is a temperature and 
humidity measuring device, two others being located in other 
sections of the greenhouse. 

Old hubcans hav~ ~en used 
to make "hanging planters" 
and petunias and house plants 
thrive in the small amount of 
soil. 

Experiments are currently 
being conducted with the 
growing of azaleas in the green­
house. 

Soil for all plantings is 
mixed in a small cement mixer. 
The mixture is usually one part 
soil, one part peat and one part 
vermiculite or perlite. In pots, 
the formula is changed slightly, 
using two parts vermiculite or 
perlite in order to give room 
for a bountiful root system. 

Collins conducts counties 
experiments as to fertilizing 
and chemical use in the created 
environment of the greenhouse 
and keeps voluminous data on 
all plants-when the plant 
flowers, if it yellows and when, 
or if it dies seeking to find the 
reason for any adverse condi­
tion. He has begun his graduate 
work toward a masters degree 
and plans to use the data to 
write his thesis on the green­
house research project. 

Few disease problems have 
been encountered in the plants 
during the experiments. 

Water has been another 
problem. An active rrune below 
the abandoned shaft has been 
the source of water for the 
greenhouse. But mines are 
required to use rock dust to 

curb moisture-and rock dust 
builds up the calcium content, 
so the water that is pumped up 
to the three storage tanks in 
the green.house is "running sky 
high in calcium content," 
Collins said. "We've been 
thinking of developing a cistern 
to catch natural water." 

There are still bugs to be 
worked out, but in general the 
experiment has proven a 
success- and the success of the 
research points to the possi· 
bility tl1at abandoned mines 
are not the only source for 
such greenhouses-that air 
from active un :erground mines 
could be employed to ventilate 
greenhouses. Since exhaust 
fans must be kept in operation 
in active mines, greenhouses 
ventilated by mine air are also 
feasible by using the active 
mines, with electrical costs to 
operate the ventilating fans 
being reduced or entirely 
absorbed by the coal opera­
tion . 

Everything points to a 
supplementary industry blos­
soming in mining areas like 
those of Southeastern Ken­
tucky. The researchers note 
there are plenty of mine shafts 
and plenty of cheap land sur­
rounding the old mines.

The American Gas Association 
predicts the nation will run out of its 
supply of natural gas in 30 years unless 
the price is raised to permit new ex­
ploration for resources. But according to 
an article by James Nathan Miller m the 
November issue of Reader's Digest-"Is 
There Really a Shortage of Natural 
Gas?"-AGA's statistics may be 
delusory . If the AGA 's fugures on natl.lral 
gas resources are correct, there is 
persuasive argument for deregulating 
the wellhead price ; Miller contends there 
is enough evidence to the contrary to 
warrant a stringent and thoroughgoing 
examination of the facts before Congress 
acts on the issue. 

In essence, the Federal Power Com­
missioner <FPS) has to accept the AGA's 
estimates 1l because it hasn't the 
equipment with which to make its own 
measurements and 2) because the major 
gas companies will not release their own 
data to the regulatory agency. A 
Congressional subcommittee headed by 
Rep. John Moss , CD., Cal.), charged with 
examining the AGA figures has found 
reason to doubt their accuracy. 

Miller writes : "Investigators for the 
Federal Trade Commission told the Moss

2 Gas Companies 
Win Rate Increases 

Rate adjustment increases have been 
granted to the Buck's Branch Gas Co. 
and the Martin Gas Co. by the Kentucky 
Public Service Commission <PSC). 

Buck's Branch was granted a $2,268 
adjustment increase in its rates, ef­
fective for gas supplied on and after Nov . 
1. The increase sets a minimum monthly 
bill of $3.20 for consumers. 

Also effective Nov. 1 is the new rate 
schedule, granting a $9,828 increase, for 
the Martin Gas Co. The new schedule sets 
a minimum monthly bill of $3. 15 for the 
firm's customers. 

Botth firm's rate adjustments were 
due to an increase in the wholesale cost of 
gas from the supplier, Columbia Gas of 
Kentucky.

investigation of the AGA's reserves 
figures, they had recommended taking 
the AGA and the companies to court for 
'concertedly maintaining a deficient 
reporting system .' The system was 
'tantamount to collusive price rigging,' 
said the staff, and it produced ·serious 
under-reporting.' " 

Since it is the consumer who will 
ultimately pay the price for more ex­
pensive natural gas, the FTC ob­
servations are of interest to the general 
public. Furthermore, there is one group 
of gas fields where the government does 
have access to all the raw data it needs to 
make estimates comparable to the 
AGA's : the Gulf of Mexico fields are in 
the federal domain, and the companies 
leasing them are required to turn their 
data over to the U.S. Geological Survey. 
Based on these data (the same kind of 
material on which AGA claimed it based 
its own estimates) the USGS made a 
survey in 1974. According to Miller , "The 
USGA estimate of reserves (for the 153 
our of 220 fields where data were com­
parable) was 63 percent higher than 
AGA's." No one knows if this level of 
disparity exists in other gas fields . "But 
if the same degree of under-reporting did 
apply nationwide," Miller continues, "its 
significance to the nation's energy policy 
would be momentous. It would mean that 
the post-1967 drop in reserves has been a 
statistical delusion, and that the United 
States now possesses upward of 100 
trillion more feet of gas than the 228 
trillion feet the AGA says it has."

In 1970 a gas-company official who was 
then chairman of the AGA Reserves 
Committee testified before the FPC that 
all geologists on the assaying sub­
committees adhered to strict AGA for­
mulas for estimating reserves; that 
companies provided them with all the 
raw data they asked for; that they were 
not influenced by the companies they 
worked for but were truly independent in 
their estimates.

Possible Construction Of New 
Airport Discussed At ADD Meet 

A new airport to serve Floyd, Martin 
and Johnson counties was discussed as a 
real possibility Monday night at a 
meeting of tbe Big Sandy Area 
Development District's board of 
directors. 

After an announcement during the 
meeting that a special session is 
scheduled for today <Wednesday) to 
discuss airport planning in the area, 
Russell Williamson, of Inez told the 
group that he and some other area 
businessmen had taken a recent tour in 
the Spicy Ridge section of Marlin county 
with state Aeronautics Commissioner Ed 
Lafontaine to determine a suitable 
location for the possible future con­
struction of an air strip. 

The site which Lafontaine was shown 
would make use of an extensive flat area 
formed by strip-mining the ridge which is 
located on the Daniels Creek road below 
Dewey Dam about 20 minutes from 
Prestonsburg, Inez or Paintsville. 

Lafontaine seemed impressed by the 
idea, according to Williamson who said, 
"He was about as favorable over the site 
as you ever get those fellows to commit 
themselves." 

The ridge top location was cited by 
Lafontaine as being especially well­
suited to the area. Williamson said the 
aeronautics commissioner had revealed 
to him that "Our airports are going to be 
on top of hills from now on for two 
reasons- the fog and lack of availability 
of land in the valleys." 

Grant To Finance 
Gov't Assistance 

Frankfort, Ky.-Gov. Julian Carroll, 
has announced approval of a federal 
grant which will provide personnel and 
fiscal management assistance and 
training to local governments in the 
state. 

The grant of $172,065 is from the U. S. 
Civil Service Commission and Kentucky 
is adding $203,110 in state funds to that 
amount. 

It will provide continuation of 
Department for Local Government 
program of local government personnel 
management assistance, In­
tergovernmental Personnel Act (IPA) 
administration and training for local 
officials . , 

Department for Local Government 
staffers are available upon request for 
local government personnel 
management assistance and IPA 
program administration. The staff 
provides on-site advice and technical 
assistance in personnel administration 
and management. 

Training programs that will be made 
available to local governments include : 

- A small cities training course for city 
managers and principal city officials; 

- A training package on budgeting, 
accounting, reporting and other areas of 
fiscal management for municipal of­
f~cials ; 

- A budgeting and accounting training 
package for county fee officials; 

- A course on developing and im­
plementing grievance prccedures; 

- Training of local government in 
maintenance and operation of a per­
sonnel classification and compensation 
job. 

The grant also includes funds for 
continuation of a municipal personnel 
management information system at the 
University of Kentucky. 

New programs funded under the grant 
provide training and education for public 
accounts auditors and affirmative action 
plan training for local governments . 

Martin county has placed establish­
ment of an airport as its number one 
priority but Williamson stressed that 
although Lafontaine considered the site 
quite suitable, "he said we could just 
forget about it unless all three counties 
agreed on it.'' 

"We need an airport, with Ashland Oil 
coming into the coal fields, Mapco and 
Island Creek already there. Mines need 
to be able to fly in pieces of equipment for 
repair," Williamson said. 

Williamson suggested the possibility of 
building two strips on the ridge, perhaps 
crossing each other. He also expressed 
the hope that Pocahontas Coal Co., who is 
believed to own the land, might donate 
the site for airport construction. 

The new airport would consist of a strip 
or strips of 5,000 to 6,000 feet long to 
accomodate much larger aircraft than 
possible on the Bert Combs Airport on U. 
S. 23, Williamson said, and he added that 
the new facility would not necessarily 
replace the existing Combs strip but 
rather, supplement existing facilities for 
area air traffic and make provisions for 
larger craft. 

In other business at the meeting at 
Jenny Wiley State Park, newly-appointed 
Chairman of the Big Sandy ADD Board 
Henry Stumbo named his new executive 
committee, consisting of 0. T. Dorton, 
treasurer; Ollie J. Arnett, secretary ; 
Judges James Witten, Ray Fields and 
himself. 

Among favorable A-95 reviews given 
during the meeting were two affecting 
Floyd county directly. They included the 
following: 

- A $60,000 request to the Economic 
Development Administration for con­
struction of an athletic complex in the 
City of Martin in conjunction with Allen 
Central High School. 

- A request for construc~ion of 28 
building lots in the community of David 
as part of a revitalization program for 
the. town.
