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Baby Deaths Probe
‘Appals’ Grand Jury

Indictments May
Be Voted Later,
Report Indicates

““This grand jury is appalled at the
factual situations thus far revealed in
regard to those cases,” the final report of
the April grand jury to Circuit Judge
Hollie Conley read, referring to its in-
vestigation of the deaths of two infants
recently in the county.

Specifically, the reference was to the
baby whose body was recovered from
Left Beaver Creek at Drift and to another
who, the grand jury was told, died of a
drug overdose,

The jury report, signed by Edward
Patton, foreman, added that the in-
vestigation of these cases will be made
more thoroughly at the next grand jury
session when, it added, ‘“‘indictments
may be forthcoming . . .”

In the last days of the jury session the
body of a third child was found in a
garbage dump on Cow Creek mountain.
Preliminary findings had not reached the
point for evidence to be taken to the
grand jury in that case, however.

Noting that it had voted one in-
dictment, that of an alleged drunk driver
involved in the death of a Floyd county
girl, the jury recommended that the
district court levy maximum fines for all
drunk cases, ‘‘regardless of whether it be
the first offense or not."

The same maximum fine was
recommended for persons guilty of lit-
tering.

Turning to a topic mentioned in almost
every grand jury report since the new
courthouse was occupied, the jury
commented on parking problems at the
rear of the building. It recommended
that the grand jury foreman and Com-
monwealth's Attorney James R. Allen
meet with the fiscal court and discuss the
situation with its members, then report
back to the next grand jury.

The jury expressed the feeling “‘that
the officers who attended this grand jury
and presented their cases did a good job
and should be commended for their
work."

The grand jury, composed of the same
members, will next be in session during
the last week of August. Four sessions
instead of the usual three will be held this
year.

The grand jury voted 32 indictments.

Doctor Reports

Skull of Baby
Was Fractured

The newborn baby whose body was
found last Tuesday in a Cow Mountain
garbage dump suffered a fractured skull,
but it has not been determined if the
injury was sustained before or after its
death, a report lo Coroner James J.
Carter said.

The autopsy report, made by Dr,
George Nichols, chief medical officer for
the state and & member of the Louisville
General Hospital staff, said the infant, a
boy, was full-term, with no abnormalities
and had lived for a time after birth.

Dr. Nichols said he is continuing his
investigation into the cause of death. He
suggested that the case should be treated
as a homicide,

No clue to the identity of the mother
has been uncovered. Hospitals over a
wide areas have been checked by officers
without result. One theory expressed is to
the effect that the mother may not have
been a resident of this county, or even of
this section of Kentucky, since the high-
way is travelled by campers and others
going into the Dewey Lake area. It is
believed the baby was tossed from a car
into the refuse heap.

A juvenile petition has been filed in
district court here against the 17-year-old
mother of a baby whose body was
recovered recently from Left Beaver
Creek at Drift. The petition may be a
prelude to circuit court action in the case.

A pathologist who performed an
autopsy on the body of this infant told
Coroner Carter that death did not result
from bleeding because the umbilical cord
was not tied. This baby also was born
alive, according to the report.

Jury Indicts Magoffin

Man

In Ivel Wreck Death of Girl

The grand jury which adjourned last
Wednesday made no addition to the
Floyd circuit court’s murder docket, but
one of the 32 indictments voted named a
Magoffin county man on a second degree
manslaughter count, and closing days of
the session were marked by the in-
vestigation of the death of an infant
which later may result in a manslaughter
or murder bill.

Jimmy Ritchie, of the Salyersville
vieinity, was named on the manslaughter
count in the auto death at Ivel of Michelle
Stumbo, 11-year-old McDowell girl.

The infanticide under investigation
involved an unnamed 17-year-old girl
after her baby's body had been recovered
from Left Beaver Creek at Drift.

Others indicted, offenses alleged and
particulars of the alleged offenses as
cited on the indictments were:

Denvil Perkins, first degree perjury,
accused of testifying falsely during the
hearing of motion and grounds for a new
trial filed by Melvin Caldwell; Robert
Stevens, theft by taking a dump truck
owned by Elmer Barnett and valued at
$16,600; William James Day, theft by
uttering a $10,315 worthless check to R &
S Truck Body Co.; Charles Ray Little,
two charges of second degree forgery for
allegedly signing the name of Herbert
Combs to two $100 checks; Milan C.
Robinson, Charles Edward Kidd and
William Jarrell, theft, taking a pop
machine from Meadows Furniture;
William Jarrell and Charles Edward
Kidd, second degree burglary, breaking
into Betsy Layne High School.

Tom Thornsbury, first degree assault
by shooting Glenn Martin with a rifle;
Randall Tackett, two counts of first
degree burglary in breaks into the H. F.

District Judge
Reviews Policy
On Tipsy Drivers

In the light of the recent grand jury
suggestion that he impose the maximum
penalty on drunk drivers for the first
offense as well as the second, District
Judge Harold Stumbo this week ex-
plained his policy in the handling of these
cases.

Hesaid he is exacting a [ine of $100 and
costs of first-time offendors, plus a 10-
day jail term for drunkenness, but is
probating the jail term if the defendant
has no previous conviction, Then, if the
defendant is back before him again, the
probation is revoked.

“'The court can take their licenses," he
added, ‘‘but I have found that this does
not deter a drunk man from getling into a
car and taking off in it."

Judge Stumbo said the law requires
that all liquor defendants be placed
under peace bond of not less than $500 or
more than $1,000, upon conviction. Action
by the county attorney is necessary fo
collect the bond in the event of a sub-
sequent violation. One such bond was
collected recently.

In a jury trial which County Attorney
Arnold Turner, Jr. described as “‘hotly
contested,'’ Russell Neeley, of Hueys-
ville, was convicted last Thursday of a
charge of transporting alcoholic
beverages in dry territory. He was fined
$50 and given a 30-day jail term. He
joined in the jail two of his brothers.

In another jury trial Bert Newsome
was convicted of drunk driving and was
fined $100 and costs. William V. Elliott
drew the same [ine on his plea of guilty to
the same count. Joseph R. Jones entered
a plea of guilty to eluding a police officer
and was fined $30. The case of Ethel
Curry, of Wheelwright, charged with
first degree assault on a minor girl, was
referred to the next grand jury.

$600,000 Damage
Suit Filed Here

A $600,000 damage suit was filed in
circuit court here last Tuesday by a
woman who alleges that she is per-
manently disabled because she was not
provided adequate care and treatment
after she had fallen and broken her hip or
femur.

The. plaintiff, Gypsy Helen McPeek,
charges that neither the Mountain Manor
Nursing Home here nor Dr. Rondall
Leslie provided proper care or lreatment
after having been informed of her injury.
She says she fell while getting out of bed
at the pursing home.

Mrs. McPeek asks $£500,000 damages,
plus $100,000 for past and future hospital
and doctor bills.

A total of $50,000 damages was asked
last week in a suit filed by Mrs. Betty
Porter, of Prestonsburg, against Gold
Key Builders for properly damage
resulling, it is claimed, when the com-
pany did excavation on adjacent
property, removed a drain pipe and
altered and obstructed the natural
drainage. Damages are claimed for
accumulation of water on her property,
flooding which caused damage to both
the exterior and interior of the residence
and furniture. It was alleged that
flooding occurred on four occasions,
three limes this year.

Gearheart
Trial May
Go 3 Days

Jury Holds Senator
Not Guilty in Trial
After Wreck Death

The trial of Donald S. Gearheart,
charged with the rifle slaying at Eastern
of Brian Conley, was in its second day
here Tuesday, despite reports last week

that the hearing might be continued,

The slaying occurred during the 1977

“‘wildcat’’ mine strike, and the trial had

been delayed till the recent UMW strike
pending a new contract was settled
hecause of the connection of the case with
a labor dispute,

Special Judge Reed Anderson, of
Pikeville, is presiding in the trial, Circuit
Judge Hollie Conley having disqualified
because of his kinship to the vietim.

Commonwealth testimony was yet
being heard Tuesday morning, and a
verdiet is not expected until sometime
today (Wednesday),

The two-day trial of State Senator Jim
Hammond on a reckless homicide charge
ended last Wednesday in a jury holding
him not guilty after about two hours’
deliberation. The charge grew out of a
wreck on KY 114, near here, last Sep-
tember in which William DeRossett, 52,
was fatally injured.

The wreck occurred, according to the
State Police investigation, after Ham-
monds had passed two vehicles, in-
cluding the DeRossett car, when an
approaching truck owned by the Power
Line Construction Co., of Campton, left
the road to avoid hitting the senator's
auto, then went out of control, first
colliding with Hammonds' car and then
hitting the DeRossett vehicle, head-on.

The state, represented by a special
prosecutor, Commonwealth’s Attorney
Larry Roberts, of Fayette county, sought
to show by the testimony of the driver of
the first car, Bill Smith, of Prestonsburg,
that Hammond had sufficient time and
room o pull back behind the DeRossett
car.

But the defendant testified that he did

not see the oncoming truck until he had
passed both cars, He also said he saw
lumber fly from the truck, indicating that
it had hit a guardrail.

The contention that the truck hit a
guardrail and went out of control,
causing the wreck, was supported by Dr.
John Hutchinson, University of Kentucky
engineering professor. Hutchinson
testified that paint which he found on the
guardrail, 180 feet from the collision site,
came from the truck. He maintained that
the truck was already out of control asa

result of contact with the rail before
hitting the Hammond and DeRossett

cars,

A state trooper lestified that his in-
vestigation indicated that Hammonds'
passing of the cars did not cause the
tragedy.

DeRossett's widow, who also was in-
jured in the wreck, has filed a damage
suit against Hammond and the Power
Line Construction Company in U.S.
district court at Pikeville.

In other circuit court action within the
week :

—Donald Leckrone was convicted of
burglary and was given a one-year pen
term by jury verdict. Billy Salisbury,
who entered a plea of guilty in the same
case, and testified for the Com-

monwealth, was granted probation

because, it was said, he had no prior
record. The charge against James R.
Spurlock may be dismissed, since, ae-
cording to Commonwealth’s Attorney
James R. Allen, the evidence shows he
was not involved in the burglary. The
charge against the three arose from a
break into the Lowell Sammons service
station,

—James Baldwin pleaded guilty to a
charge alleging theft of coal, and was
fined $500.

Body of Floyd Man Found
In Fire-Swept Mobile Home

An autepsy of the body of Arnold
Frasure, 34, who was burned to death in a
fire which destreyed his mobile home on
Wilson Creek, near Maytown, shortly
after Monday midnight, was a part of the
investigation under way Tuesday by
authorities.

Investigators were told that Frasure,
shop foreman and drill operator for the
Middle States Coal Co., David, arrived
home around 9 o'clock Monday night and
that the trailer was reported ablaze to the
Maytown Volunteer Fire Department at
12:20 a.m. Cause of the fire was un-
determined. Frasure, who was un-
married, lived alone,

Coroner James J. Carter said the
victim's watch had stopped at 12:05. A
stale arson investigator was summoned
te the scene. Coroner Carter and County

Detective Sam Hale joined Sgt. Hut-
chinson and State Troopers Danny
Stumbo and Don Weedman in the early
investigation.

The victim was a son of Willie and Ollie

Goble Frasure, of Langley. Other sur-
vivors include a brother and six sisters,
Billy Ross Frasure, of Langley, Mrs,
Lula Adkins and Mrs. Belitia Wright,
both of Sidney, O,, Mrs. Ledoris Fields, of

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Sex Education

The Lexington Herald this week built its Page 1 story,
datelined Prestonsburg, of the criminal disposal of two un-
wanted babies in this county in most careful fashion fto
support the theme expressed in its headline, ''Deserted Babies
Point Up Lack of Sex Education in E. Kentucky’’.

The news-story argues the need for more sex education in the
schools of the area and implies that these instances of sheer
disregard of human life would never have been recorded, had the
two mothers benefitted from such training. At the same time

it admitted, however, that

in Lovuisville,

which has the

"‘enlightenment’ of sex education, the same sort of crime was
committed recently and in a fourth of the births there the

mothers are adolescents.

We submit that sex education would not have saved these
babies’ lives. Since it includes knowledge of the Pill and other
contraceptives, it very well might have prevented them from
being conceived. But, once they were born, an education deeper

than how to prevent pregnancy or venereal

infection was

necessary if they were to live and be cared for as human beings.

Is sex education mere training of young girls and boys in the
art of not getting caught and how to avoid the wages of
promiscuity? What could a prostitute learn in any classroom
more than she already knows? Some of the most promiscuous
men and women in the land would rate a Ph.D. in sex education.

Any dolt can either teach or learn the basics in the proverbial

‘one easy lesson.”

This is not fo minimize the importance of pre-natal and post-
natal care for mothers, but that is not a part of the classroom
course that is so urgent in the minds of many of the
“‘professionals.”” The two mothers who tossed their babies aside
needed a little forgiveness and love at home even more than care

for their bodies.

Young bodies with all their vibrant energies need something
more than sex education classes offer. Theirs is a difficult age.
And their problems are magnified by the sex craze of the day, a
time when their senses are teased by every medium—in almost
every newspaper and magazine, on every television and motion
picture screen. Plus the open and well-publicized cohabitation of
well-known men and women who have had the" benefit of this

treasured sex education!

We do not presume to know all the answers to the problems of
youth, but of this we are certain:

They need the teachings of the home and church and school—
precept and example, the teachings that constrain young minds
and hearts simply todo the right thing; not their “'own 1‘hlng,” to .
respect their own bodies and the bodies ‘of others, to have
reverence for life and to hold to the old-fashioned virtues of love

and compassion.

But instead of using that time to
make up class work it is being used to
play class basketball tournaments, I do
not know how the faculty at Prestonsburg
High School can justify this in light of all
the times my child has had to be out of
school.

I am really concerned that, once my
child graduates from school here, he will
not have the basic background needed to
go on to college; 140 days of classroom
work is not a quality education.

Where are our supervisors? Where are
our school administrators? Do they
never visit a classroom? Do they never
see the students in town and in the school
parking lot? In short what does the school
administration do to improve the
schools?

STOCKHOLM, Sweden—Russia
detonated an underground nuclear ex-
plosion Sunday in the Semipalatingk
region of western Siberia, Sweden's
Uppsala Seismological Institute
reported.

Of New Dam

Congressman Carl D. Perkins has
requested $5 million for the stalled
Yatesville Lake project on the grounds
that more than $11 million has already
beenspent and "‘it is a mistake to leave a
hole in the ground."”

He has also requested $850,000 from the
House appropriations subcommittee on
public works for flood control on the
Levisa and Tug Forks and navigation
studies on the Big Sandy River.

A delegation from Lawrence County,
including Judge-Executive J. J. (Jake)
Jordan, FIVCO Area Development
District President R. C. Wells and at-
torney Wayne T. Bromley, testified
before the House subcommittee that
funding should be resumed for the Yates-
ville Lake project.

Work on the project was halted last
vear because of a lack of funding and
pressure from President Carter that he
would veto funding measures for Yates-
ville and other similar water projects.

The group said the project would
alleviate flooding on 29-mile-long Blaine
Creek and provide about $10 million
annually in tourism and other jobs. The
delegation also pointed to the $11 million
already spent on the project, the 112
families relocated, the 12,000 acres
purchased and, if the project is not
reinstated, the loss of taxes on that land
for 10 years.

The problem was in the Senate last
year, but Sen. Walter Huddleston told
Judge Jordan the project will be rein-
stated and that it is not on President

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AN ORDINANCE

PROVIDING FOR THE MANAGE-
MENT, CONTROL AND OPERATION
OF THE WATER SYSTEM AND PRO-
POSED WASTEWATER SYSTEM OF
THE CITY OF ALLEN, KENTUCKY

WHEREAS, the City of Allen has
purchased a waterworks system by the
issuance of revenue bonds, which bonds
are to be secured by and payable from
the revenue of said system, and intends
lo provide a wastewaler system ser-
vicing the same area as the waler
system, and

WHEREAS, toinsure that a proper and
permanent plan of management, control
and operation of said systems be
provided for, in order that said systems
will be operated efficiently, and in strict
compliance with the provisions of the
ordinances and confracts authorizing,
creating, issuing and selling bonds, the
acquisition of loans, and-or the ad-
ministration of grants, and to assure that
said systems will not be subjected to
political or partisan control or influence;

NOW, THEREFORE, the Board of
Trustees of the City of Allen, Kentucky,
does ordain as follows:

Section 1. There is hereby created a
“City Utility Commission” (hereinafter
referred to as the Commission). Said
Commission shall consist of five persons,
no one of whom has within the last two
years before his appointment held any
city office, or is related within the second
degree to the Chairman or any member
of the Board of Trustees of the City of
Allen.

The members of said Commission
shall'be taxpayers and legal voters of the
City of Allen or of Floyd County residing
withinthe service area of the Allen Water
System, and shall not at the time of their
appointment be indebted to the City or
County either directly or indirectly, or be
the surety on the official bond of any
offices of the City or County. Said
Commissioners shall be persons of out-
standing reputation for ability and in-
tegrity. Said Commissioners shall be
appointed so as to be representative of
the Communities of Allen, New Allen,
Dwale, and the Emma area of Floyd
County, Kentucky.

Section Il. The first members of said
Commission appointed under this or-
dinance shall be appointed for terms as
follows:

One for the term of two years, two for
the term of four years, and two for the
term of six years. Upon the expiration of
the first term, successors shall be ap-
pointed by the Chairman of the Board of
Trustees in the following manner:

The Commission shall prepare a list of
the names of the persons proposed to be
appointed, and submit these to the Board
of Trustees at a regular or specially
called meeting. After pertinent
discussion, each name will be submitted
for ratification or rejection by motion,
second, and ma jority vote, in the normal

manner. The Chairman shall then ap-

point persons so ratified by process.

Section II1. All Commissioners shall
qualify as such Commissioners by ac-
cepting such appointment, and executing
bond with corporate surety in the penal
sum’ of $5,000.00 conditioned upon their
faithful performance of their duties as
such commissioners. Said bonds shall be
approved by the Board of Trustees, and
the City shall pay from the Revenues of
said systems the cost of securing cor-
porate surety upon said bonds.

An action may be maintained upon any
commissioner's bond by any person
injured by a violation of the covenants
therein contained.

Section IV. All Commissioners shall

continue in office until their successors
have been appointed and qualified. Any
commissioner shall be eligible for
reappointment upon the expiration of his
term. :
Any commissioner failing to attend
three successive meetings without cause
acceptable to and approved by the
Commission shall be thereby
automatically removed from office and
the vacancy shall be filled as herein-
above provided,

Each Commissioner shall be
removable for cause, by the recorded
vote of a majority of the Board of
Trustees at a public hearing, provided
that the cause or causes for such removal
are submitted in writing to the Board of
Trustees by the Commission at least two
weeks prior to said hearing.

If any commissioner shall become a
candidate for or be elected or appointed
to any public office, or shall move his
place of residence from the service area
of the Allen Water (Wastewater) System,
he shall automatically vacate his
membership from said Commission.

In the event of a vacancy on said
Commission from any cause, and also at
least thirty days prior to the expiration of
the term of any Commissioner, his
successor shall be appointed as provided
in Section II hereof.

Section V. A majority of said Com-
missioners shall constitute a quorum at
any meeting.

At the first meeting of the Commission,
and annually thereafter, it shall organize
by designating one of its members
chairman, and another secretary. The
chairman shall preside at all meetings
when present, and shall call special
meetings on his own motion or when
requested to do so by two other utility
commissioners. The secretary shall keep
a record of the proceedings which shall
be available for inspection by any in-
terested person.

Said Commission shall adopt rules and
by-laws for the time and place of its
meetings and the conduct thereof.

Section VI. The Commission shall have
full, complete and exclusive control of
said waterworks system and wastewater
system, and shall employ, fix the com-
pensation of and have the power to
discharge all employees of said water-
works system and wastewater system
including any and all consultancies (eg.
engineering services) thereto, No public

officeholders shall be eligible for em-
ployment by said Commission in any
capacity, nor shall any of said employees
be related to any of the Commissioners,
or to the Chairman, or to any member of
the Board of Trustees within the second
degree.

Said Commission shall also have fill,
complete and exclusive control of the
collection of all accounts due said
waterworks and wastewater system, the
keeping of all records of said systems,
and the payment of all accounts due by
said systems. No expenses may be in-
curred nor any disbursements made for
the account of said waterworks and-or
wastewater system without the prior
approval of the said Commission.

Said Commission shall have full,
complete and exclusive control over the
maintenance, operation and extensions
of said systems and shall provide suf-
ficient reserve funds to insure that the
systems are kept in good working order,
and to provide against-emergencies
which may arise.

So long as any of the bonds issued or
loans otherwise secured to purchase said
waterworks and-or wastewater system
are outstanding, the Commission shall
take all action necessary and proper to
insure the strict compliance with each
and every term, condition and covenant
of the ordinance under which said bonds
or loans were authorized, issued, sold, or
secured.

Said Commission shall see that
adequate and proper schedules of rates
for services are at all times in effect.
Said rates shall be so fixed as to provide
funds adequate to make all payments
provided for in the waterworks revenue
bond ordinance and others as ap-
propriate, to operate said systems, to
properly maintain them, te make all
necessary and proper replacements, and
to provide an adequate fund for
depreciation.

The Commission shall make proper
rules and regulations Lo insure regular
and prompt payments as provided in said
bond ordinance.

Said Commission shall see that all
accounts due said systems are collected
promptly, and shall promptly discon-
tinue service whenever such accounts
are unpaid.

Said Commission shall absolutely
accept nothing in payment of accounts
but cash, or checks, the equivalent of
cash.

Section VII. This ordinance is enacted
to insure and protect the citizens of the
City of Allen and surrounding com-
munities serviced by the Allen Water
System, and the holders of the Water-
works Revenue Bonds of the City of
Allen, and the terms and conditions of
same are for the benefit of said citizens
and bondholders, and may not be altered,
amended nor changed unless copies of
such proposed changes shall be published
at least once a week for four successive
weeks prior to the introduction thereof at
any meeting of the Board of Trustees of
the City of Allen.

Christian Scientist Excused |
From Knott Health Course

Joni Carol Southworth will be
graduating with her senior classmates at
Knott County Central High School in June
despite her objections to a stale
mandated health course.

Miss Southworth and her parents
contend portions of the health course
conflict with her Christian Science
religious beliefs.

The state Board for Elementary and
Secondary Education has granted her an
exemption from the course, paving the
way for her graduation.

The board stressed, however, that it
was not making a blanket exemption to
all similar students and directed its staff
to develop an alternative health course
that would meet the objections of other
Christian Science students.

And some board members, while
voting for the one-time exemption, ex-
pressed concern that they were setting a
dangerous precedent,

Randy Kimbrough, assistant
superintendent for instruction, said she
had talked at length with Mrs. Wayne
Southworth, Joni Carol’s mother, in an
effort to devise a special, individualized
health course for her daughter, but they
could not reach agreement.

Mrs. Southworth pointed out similar
alternative courses are not required for
physically handicapped students
exempted from required physical
education courses.

The Christian Science faith, formed by
Mary Baker Eddy in the 1860’s, in-
terprets the Scriptures as upholding the
idea that disease, sin, death, etec. are
caused by mental error and have no real
existence,.

Mrs. Southworth told the state board
Tuesday that the ideas presented in the
high school health course, particularly
relating to hygiene, physiology and
anatomy, could corrupt or damage the
mental concepts of her daughter,

““We consider the study of the body and
health idolatry and this would force my
child to practice idolatry,” Mrs. South-
worth said.

Mrs. Southworth said her daughter had
22 credit hours in high school, well above
the minimum 18 hours required by state
law. The statutes require 10 hours in
mandatory courses, including a one
semester, halfhour credit course in
health.

She said the local Knott county school
board granted an exemption for her
daughter Monday night, but feared it
might lose state educational funds if the
state board did not concur,

Mrs. Southworth said she has eight

Senators Announce

Black Lung Meeting
Slated Here Apr. 25

Kentucky Senators Wendell H. Ford
and Walter D. Huddleston announced last
week that one of a series of “‘town
meetings’' to be held in Kentucky to
furnish information about the newly-
enacted Black Lung Benefits Reform Act
of 1977 will be held at the courthouse
here, April 25. Meetings will begin at 10
am. 2 and 7 p.m.

Six teams of two persons each will
conduct the meetings to ensure that
every person who has a chance to qualify
for benefits under the new law is aware of
the new liberalized requirements and
how the program works, the senators
said

Under the new law thousands now have
an opportunity to have their claims
reviewed under its provisions. DOL
expects that many persons who did not
file claims under the old law will decide
to file now. For that reason, the
Department of Labor wants to get as
much information about the law to in-
terested persons across the country as
quickly as possible. The teams will
establish communications with miners,
coal operators, unions, claimant
associations and other individuals af-
fected by the new law,

Permanent field offices will be
established as quickly as possible where
miners and others may obtain in-
formation on black lung benefits and
requirements. The field informational
campaign will be supplemented,
nationwide, through various news media,
fact sheets, informational leaflets, and
brochures.

“‘We expect the miners to converge on
these town meetings, and we believe the
DOL will present the information in a
highly understandable way,"” the
senators said. 'Reform in this area has
taken far too long, but at last we seem to
be getting noticeable results.”

Conference To Study
Non-Voting Trend
Of Young Voters

The state is taking aim on a new silent
majority, young non-voters, and will
sponsor a day-long conference May 2 at
Eastern Kentucky University on the
causes and patterns of this growing
trend.

The conference is part of a program,
initiated by Secretary of State Drexell R.
Davis, which is designed to get more
Kentuckians registered and out to vote.
Funded by the 1976 General Assembly
and begun 18 months ago, the program's
first phase included 10 months of
research that suggested an alarming
apathy among young voters.

According to Judson Edwards, director
of voter education for the State Board of
Elections, demographic studies in tan-
dem with age analyses of county elec-
tions over the years 1973-'76 indicate that
the major non-voting age range is 18-34.
Only one out of five persons eligible to
vole in this age range is actually voting,
said Edwards.

Congressman Carl D, Perkins had good
news Wednesday for the upwards of 300
area residents who became unemployed
with the clesing of the Prestonsburg Shoe
Company (U. S. Shoe) plant.

He announced that the U.S. Depart-
ment of Labor will make trade ad-
justment assistance available to those
laid off since last Oct. 29. They will be
eligible for about 70 percent of their
average pay per week for a period of 52
weeks; will be given special assistance in
finding new jobs: will receive I[ree
training, also transportation help if they
train a distance away from home. An
allowance will be paid them for trans-
portation while looking for work, and
relocation help will be available if they
have to move.

Perkins, who applied for the assistance
immediately after learning of the plant
closing, said he is "‘very gratified that
these people have been helped.” He
suggested that they go to their nearest
unemployment office to file necessary
applications,

Meanwhile, the shoe company building
remains unoccupied and it has no
prospects of having a tenant soon.

Music is moving folks. So hang on,
we've got some catching up to do!

The Allman Brothers Band returns?
Well, maybe. Gregg Allman seems to be
pondering a dropping of his sexy
sidekick, Cher, and regrouping the old
gang for a lour. However, Dickey Betts
and Chuck Leavell are doing great on
their own and seem (o doubt the come-
together. Dickey Betts and the Great
Southern currently have a new album
called *'Atlanta’s Burning Down"' that is
climbing the charts. Chuck Leavell and
his group, Sea Level, have produced a
second album, ‘‘Cats On the Coast,” that
is rising forward as a contemporary
sound.

Gordon Lightfoot is upset with critics
labeling him as a folk singer or a country-
western artist. He considers himself a
contemporary songwriter and set out to
prove himself on his new album, *‘End-
less Wire'', The stronger beat and
heavier guilar on the cuts, '‘The Circle is
Small'’ and *‘Songs the Minstrel Sang,"
plus the almost rock 'n roll sound on
“Endless Wire"' definitely stray from his
usual folk song style. Lightfoot, begin-
ning with the heavy folk scene of Dylan
and Peter, Paul, and Mary, broke away,
established an all Canadian band and
now sees himself as a writer and singer
of all types of music. No doubt this artist
is capable of such talent, however, he is
just beginning to prove this to the public.

A hard rock ghost? How cool can you
get? This seems to be the bid as critics
bombard Frank Marino of Mahogany
Rush with accusations of being a rein-
carnation of Jimi Hendrix. The Canadian
band's star guitarist began with a style
known to fans as Hendrix but is not
developing more to his own. Check the
heavy sound out for yourself on their new
album *'Mahogany Rush Live'' and hope
the critics will allow them to “‘rest in
peace."

Admiring the three big B's—
the Beatles, Byrds, and Beach Boys—in
1969, Gold formed a group called the
Bryndle which included Wendy Wald-
man, Karla Bonoff and Kenny Edwards.
The band soon split with Ronstadt
picking up the pieces: Bonoff's songs,
Edwards as a bassman, and Gold as a
backup vocalist and guitarist. Gold then
became Ronstadt’'s arranger and things
began to come together. Gold now has a
new album, “*All This and Heaven Too",
which contains the hit single, “Thank
You For Being a Friend.” The sound is
romantic rock with flares of guitar and
piano produced by the master-to-be.

A tightly knit trio that is appearing
more and more often is that of Carly
Simon, James Taylor, and Paul Simon.
Together they appear on Carly's new
album, “‘Boysin the Trees.' The work of
these three remarkable artists tuned into
Carly’s style has definitely produced a
winning album for the lady with a clear,
haunting voice.

Grape Vine Pruning Demonstrated

Rev. Charlie Rowe is pictured standing at his grape arbor when a pruning
demonstration on grape vines was held at his home at Goble-Roberts Addition,
recently.

Although only one kind of fruit makes up the vine crops there are still dif-
ferences in the pruning due to the growth habits of the different kinds of grapes.
For example, French American hybrids tend to over-produce much more so than
the American type grapes. Consequently the French-American hybrids must be
pruned much heavier than the American variety.

The four-arm kniffin system is the most popular training system for grapes.
The first step in training the grape vine by this system is to cut the plant back to
two strong buds when it is set in the spring. When the shoots from the two buds get
about one foot long the weakest bud should be removed. The shoot that is left
should be tied to a stake or to a string if the trellis has been erected. If the shoot is
tied to a stake then it should be tied about every 12 to 18 inches. When the shoot
reaches 6 feet the top should be removed, this is the height of top wire of the
trellis. The low wire should be about 3 feet high. After the main trunk has reached
6 feet, two to four buds should be allowed to push out growth at the top wire and
two or three at the bottom wire. All shoots between the wire or below the bottom
wire should be rubbed off.

Pruning on old vines should be done during the dormant period in early spring.
The American grape varieties should be pruned 30 to 10 this means that 30 buds
are left for the first pound of wood removed and 10 buds left for each additional
pound of wood pruned form the vine.

Since French-American hybrids tend to over bear then a general formula 20 to
10 should be used. The new fruil tabloids are in and can be picked up at the Ex-
tension Office (Courthouse Annex or call 886-2668).

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Apple Pruning Methods Shown

Many of the fruit tress that are planted
every year are not pruned properly if at
all. The kind of pruning and training a
tree received the first 1 to 4 years after it
is planted may determine whether or not
it will produce a maximum crop for the
next 15 Lo 20 years. There are a few basic
principles that the homeowner should
follow when pruning any type of plant,
and of course these principles must take
into consideration such things as growth
and fruiting habits of the plants.

Apples, peaches, plums, cherries,
nectarines, and pears are included in the
tree fruits. This group of fruits are
probably abused most from the lack of
pruning. Well-developed scaffold
branches, with wide crouch angles is one
of, if not the most important, principles
to remember when training tree fruits.
Also remember all custs should be made
flush with the limb or trunk. To train a
tree to the modified central leader
system, first cut the one year old un-
branched whip, (for those who are
wanting to plant apple trees, one year
whips are the cheapest and easiest to
train) back to about 36 to 40 inches in the
spring or fall when the three is set. This
will induce side branches. During the
summer, the scaffold branches should be
selected from the induce side branches.
The first branch should be selected about
18 inches up from the ground, the next
branch should be about 6 to 8 inches
above the first limb but as close to the
opposite side of the tree as possible. This
is probably the most scaffold branches
one can expect from the first year
growth.

When the whip is cut back, the top 2
shoots nearest the cut will grow at a very
shap angle which will develop into very
undesirable crouch angles. Remove one
of these shoots in late spring or early
summer. They can be rubbed off at this
time by hand. This will cause less stress
on the plant and as a result those selected
branches will develop much faster for the
first year.

The second year, the central leader
should be cut back 30 inches higher than
the last scaffold branch. All side bran-
ches should be cut back to about 10 to 18
inches with the bud nearest the cut facing
away from the centeer of the tree. The
third scaffold branch should be as near to
a right angle to the first two limbs but 6 to
8 inches higher and the fourth should be
on the opposite side of the third but 6 to 8
inches higher.

This same pattern of scaffold branch
selection is followed until the desired
height is attained. The selection of
scaffold branches will probably take
from three to six years. After all the
scaffold branches are selected, most of
the pruning that is done is for main-
taining the tree. This pruning is done in
the spring while the tree is still dormant.
Maintenance pruning includes such
pruning as removing watersprouts, cross
branches, dead and diseased wood,
unproductive wood and to thin branches,
to allow light to the¢enter of the tree, and
also to reduce the number of fruit buds.
At all times while pruning apple and pear
trees one must keep in mind that apples
and pears bear best fruit on old wood (2
year old fruit spurs.)

Although the one year old unbranched
whip is the most desirable many people
still buy two branch one year old trees. In

this case as many scaffold branches
should be selected from the existing
material as possible. The top should be
cut back 18 to 24 inches above the highest
scaffold branch and selected scaffolds
should be cut back to almost 8 to 10 in-
ches. All other branches thare are to be
removed should be cut back to 4 to 6
inches. This will stunt the limbs but allow
the tree trunk to grow. The following
spring remove the 4-6 inch stubs, the
trunk will be much larger than the stubs
so consequently there will be less gir-
dling effect.

Afterthestubs are removed the second
spring, the pruning and training of a
branched tree is the same as a un-
branched tree.

shared by the parents for their spiritual
manna. [ts many lessons were used to
guide their children along life's *‘straight
and narrow.'' Their example has
produced a harvest that she would have
been so proud of.

The second book, *'The Black Draught
Farmer's Almanac,"” coupled with the
manual labor of the five young sons,
produced most of the food. It eliminated
some of Dad's burden, taught the
daughters how to preserve food, and
provided the sons with the opportunity to
put their boundless energy to good use. It
also provided them with **'a different way
to make the same mistake—again'’, [
found Mom's reliance on such a
publication to be a source of comedy. The
skeptic believes one plants seeds in the
ground, not in the signs.

The third book: Of course, it was the
family album that reflected the growth of
the eight children, all of whom are living.

Since the second book is the basis of my
subject, I shall leave the others in their
respective places.

Mom always obtained the first
available copy of the publication, each
year. She researched its pages with the
determination of one preparing for a Ph.-
D. dissertation, and to her il was more
valuable. The information she
catalogued was passed to Dad and that
determined when the sons did the
planting, what they would plant, and
when they would attend to the crops.

Their farmland was a field, turned
edgewise, filled with thorny brambles,
with the driftmouth of an abandoned
mine, above them, It was also directly
adjacent to the mine where Dad earned a
living, tramming coal. Their constant
companions were “Old Mag," the mule,
a French harp, safely tucked inside the
pocket of one of the younger boys, and too
frequently a contraband deck or cards.

It was my impression that the boys
accomplished a great deal by merely
arriving at their destination. That farm-
land was "'straight up a mountainside
and, at best, difficult to negotiate with a
mule, farm implements, seeds and their
lunch. According to the boys, Old Mag
had already been the source of their
greatest discontent by remaining in one
place too long. Today, they intended to
avoid a repeat performance by doing the
work to their satisfaction, without har-
ming the mule,

The farmland was considered ‘‘new
ground'' because it hadn’t been tended,
was filled with thorny brambles, a few
oak and chestnut stumps, and sporadic
growths of moss in the driftmouth
residue, red dog. The boys were in-
structed to grub the brambles, use the
stumps as a border between the field and
abandoned mine, and plow the ground
before returning home. The rising sun
was accompanied by abnormally hot
temperatures; so the boys decided the
shortest road home was to hitch Old Mag
to the brambles and let her do the work.
Unfortunately, she became entangled in
one of the brambles and was halfway to
the mouth of the hollow before being
caught. They took Old Mag home and
began the long, arduous task of removing
the thorns from her hips with pliers. The
error was considered only a slight in-
fraction of the rules, one Dad confessed
he “‘might” have made, under similar
circumstances.

April 15th arrived. No, it didn't mean
income tax deadlines: the signs were in
the right place for the planting of corn
and cornfield beans. The boys, with their
‘'necessities’’ returned to the mountain.
This time, they were determined to get
their crops in while it was still cool. The
musician, in charge of planting,
managed to get the corn planted in
record time, The second son realized
they had forgotten to add the gallon of
beans. As a solution to the problem, he
promptly hid most of the beans in the oak
stump and scattered the others
throughout the red dog debris that
“wouldn’t sprout a weed.”

The one 1 know best allegedly
remarked, ‘‘Ralph, when that corn
comes up without the beans, Dad's gonna
know Lhat something is wrong and we're
all in trouble’’.

The optimist replied, “Don't worry,
they won't come up''.

When Dad went to assist in the harvest,
he inquired about the absence of the
beans. Before the boys could explain
themselves, he spied them growing out of
the stump and red dog,

There were two family mottos, each
established by Mom and Dad. They
were: ‘‘Solidarity in bad limes as in
good,'" and “Spare the rod and spoil the
child."” This time, when the punishment
was meted out, there was no particular
order.

*‘No", the skeptic voice replied. *“We
plant seeds in the ground, not in the
signs."’

“Well, you ain’t housekeeping, then,"
and she handed me a belated wedding
gift—''The Black Draught Farmer’s
Almanac''.

The following spring, we planted our
first garden. Neither of us could read an
almanac; therefore, we planted our
crops at will. We had the most beautiful
bean vines I've ever seen, There was only
one thing wrong: they bloomed nine
times and not a single bean. Henceforth:
“Mom, when’s a good time to plant?"
resounded in the house, prior to planting
season.

bound by law not to reveal the
records in question,” reports
Omar Greeman, director of the
Vital Statistics Branch of the
Department for Human
Resources.

Adoptees in search of their
natural parents find that these
records are of little benefit in
their guest.

According to Greeman,
legislation requires that the
original birth certificate of ‘an
adopted child be sealed and
closed to public inspection. A
duplicate  certificate s
prepared, bearing the child's
adopted name and the names
of the adopting parents. When
a copy is requested, only the
duplicate certificate can bhe
released. Reledse of the
original birth certificate of an
adopted child presently
requires a cour! order.

Kentucky Revised, Statute
199.570 specifically delails that
the original birth certificate
should be sealed and marked
“CONFIDENTIAL—subject to
copy and for inspection only on
written order of the court.”

““This  legislation. was
designed to protect the privacy
of individuals who give their
children up for adoption. An
unexpected revelation of this
sort could do a great deal of
harm," commented Greeman.

Greeman has discovered
that dealing with determined
and ofter emotional searchers
is a part of his job.

About his unpleasant task of
denying the information, "It is
very difficult, 1 attempt to
explain why it is impossible for
the office to give out the in-
formation; but for some, no
explanation is acceplable, I'm
in no way playing God, only
upholding the law.”

Problems for genealogists
arise when they discover that
the Vital Statistics Branch has
records dating back no further
than 1911.

Though the 1850 General
Assembly sel up provisions for
recording the births and deaths
of Kentuckians, the legislation
proved inadeguate. A con-
stantly changing series of
county officials, to whom the
responsibility had been
delegated, failed to yield an
organized and efficient system
of record keeping. As a result,
a centralized office was
established in Frankfort in
1911.

To frustrated genealogists,
Greeman has several sources
to recommend, including
Kentucky's Historical Society
which maintains an index of all
birth and death -certificates

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Nature Trails

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In spring all nature seeks to unfold and
express its purpose of being, which is to
fill the earth with new life and beauty, All
life thrusts upward, seeking the sunlight
of a new day.

As the sun gets warmer its magnetic
power increases, so that it draws all life
upward, from out the cold, dank tomb of
winter earth. The motto of Nature is,
“Upward and onward forever!"'

The millions of seeds lying dormant in
the earth begin to feel the drawing power
of the sun. Each seed sends out an em-
bryo sprout, which pushes through the
hull and starts its upward thrust toward
sunlight and a new life. One often sees in
the woods literally hundreds of acorns,
which have sprouted and are sending up

“a tiny sprout of gorgeous pink color, This

tiny shoot is embarking on its long and
hazardous journey, aiming toward
becoming a mighty oak. The motto of
Nature’s plants is, ' Unfold and grow and
express the purpose of your creation."

Each little sprout, each tiny shoot,
feels the divine urge to grow, to reach up
for the sun and new life. Each seeks to do
its part in forming a complex fabric of
plant life of various kinds.

Both insect and animal life seek 1o
unfold and grow in the spring of the year.

Says Grain Reserve
Has Many Benefits

“We believe that if a sufficient number
of farmers participate in the reserve
program, grain prices will rise. This is
one big reason many farmers are
responding to the program," Polk Hill,
chairman of the Floyd County
Agricultural Stabilization and Con-
servation (ASC) committee, said last
week.

Mr, Hill noted that there are other
important advantages in the program:
Farmers retain ownership and control,
permitting them to take advantage of
later price increases. They can receive a
commodity loan advance to help their
cash flow while the grain is in reserve.

'"'The farmer receives annual storage
payments in advance (25 cents per
bushel for corn) from the Commodity
Credit Corperation (CCC) to help pay the
costs of reserve storage,”” Mr. Hill said.

Floyd farmers can sign up for the 1978
feed grain and wheat set-aside program,
starting March 1, according to Sharon
Conley, of the Agricultural Stabilization
and Conservation (ASC) committee. Set-
aside requirements are 10 per cent for
feed grain.

Participation in lhe program is
voluntary. All farmers planting feed
grain and-or wheat are eligible to par-
ticipate in the voluntary program.
Farmers who sign up will be eligible for
price support loans, target price and
disaster payments for corn, on the
participating farm, and eligible for loans
on any other normal crop acreage (NCA)
grown on the farm.

Cigarette, the Main Culprit, But There Are Others, Report

By JEANNENE MANNING

Within the next five to ten years the
medical profession should have enough
information to determine an individual’s
risk in developing heart disease, em-
physema or lung cancer, according to
Dr. William H. Anderson, chief of the
division of respiratory and en-
vironmental medicine at the University
of Louisville School of Medicine,

The work being done by Anderson and
his colleagues centers around the
cigarette smoker and the factors in the

Wmoker's physical make-up and en-

vironment that make him a greater risk
in developing one of these serious
diseases.

*The lines on which we are working
are to see if we can develop evidence to
aid in determining the risk (of developmg
one of these diseases) in certain people,”
Anderson said. "‘And it appears that
genetic make-up is involved.

“The tobacco industry is right when
they say cigarette smoking is not the sole
cause of cancer," he said. *‘There are
multiple factors in the causation of the
disease."

Anderson's research involves the study
of many patients suffering from heart
and lung diseases. the patient's medical
history, that of his family, and an in-
vestigation of his environment all help
Anderson to reach new conelusions about
the future of the cigarette smoker’s
health.

Anderson is studying three aspects of
cigarette smoking—the tar, nicotine and
carbon monoxide involved in smoking.
He says the Federal Trade Commission
measures the first two in cigarettes each

six months, but nothing is being done to’

determine how much carbon monoxide a
person takes into his body from smoking,
and the effects from that ecarbon
monoxide

“We do know that carbon monoxide is
related Lo heart disease,”" Anderson said.
"'Some people get rid of carbon monoxide
faster than others. Women do better at
that than men.”

He added that active people get rid of
carbon monoxide faster, and it is possible
that this is one reason for exercise being
a recommended prevention for heart
disease,

‘““Carbon monoxide attaches to the
hemoglobin in the blood 210 times more
readily than oxygen," Anderson said. It
deprives the heart of oxygen. Nictone
makes the heart work harder while we
are taking away the oxygen and inhaling
carbon monoxide.

Because of the extensive work done in
Anderson’s laboratory al Louisville
General Hospital on carbon monoxide,
the facility also is used by the coroner's
office to determine whether carbon
monoxide poisoning is the cause of death
in such cases as fire deaths. It is the only
laboratory in the Louisville area with this
capability, Anderson said.

But there is much more to the work
donein the laboratory, He said he and his
colleagues have prefty well concluded
that the material in tar is related to
emphysema, and that nicotine as well as
carbon monoxide is related to heart
disease.

“Cigarette smoking does and does not
cause lung cancer,” Anderson said.

“‘Only 10 percent of all smokers are going
to get lung cancer, which means smoking
is not the only risk involved in getting
lung cancer.

“But," he added, ‘‘only aboul one per
cent would develop lung cancer if they
didn'l smoke. And, approximately one-
third of all smokers develop emphysema
and chronic bronchitis.”

As for the genetic theory about
developing cancer, ‘‘We know that if
there is someone back in the family with
lung cancer, there is a greater risk in the
future generations,"" he said.

The environment also has some effect
on people, and there are occupational

risks, too, such as working around
asbestos, mining uranium and other
things.

“People who live in Louisville are
significantly more apt to get lung cancer
than those who live in Bardstown or other
towns of less than 25,000, he said.

And there are some socio-economic
factors te consider, too, The decreases in
the number of smokers in the last 16
years have been greater in the higher
socio-economic group, Anderson said.
*“That's probably because the literature
on smoking is more available to the

higher socio-economic group,"

Coal Severance Tax May Fall
$10 Million Below Estimate

State revenues from the coal severance
tax may fall about $10 million short of
estimates this fiscal year because of the
prolonged coal strike and cold winter,
state revenue officials say.

Commissioner Maurice Carpenter said
he hopes increased sales tax revenues
will compensate for the loss of coal taxes,
however,

Revenue officials have estimated that
the state's general fund—which finances
most state government operations—will
reach $1.4 billion by June 30, the end of
the fiscal year.

In comparison, a loss of $10 million
seems fairly minor—only about two-
thirds of one percent of the total budget.

“‘We're fortunate to have such a large
general fund,” said Paul Tanner, the
Department's research director,
‘“‘because there are compensating
areas."

Tanner said part of the lost severance
tax revenue could be recouped in the 60
days before the end of the fiscal year, but
it is unlikely the state will make up the
bulk of the loss.

The increased price of coal in the wake
of the strike will help somewhat, he said,
since the severance tax is based on the
price of coal.

The department originally estimated
that the severance tax would bring in
$131.2 million this year. A total of $112.6

was collected during the last fiscal year,
Tanner said.

“The strike was longer than we an-
ticipated,’' he said. But he said it came at
as good a time as any, since cold and
snowy weather would have hampered
coal production and transportation
anyway.

Tanner said the sales tax is producing
more than was estimated, primarily
because of inflation,

“Inflation is going to help us out,” he
said, “It's more than we bargained it
would be."

Tanner said revenue analysts
predicted an inflation rate of about 6 per
cent, but that it is running closer to 7
percent.

“That will make up part of the
(severance tax) loss,” he said.

Personal income tax returns are
coming in more slowly than anticipated,
leaving Revenue officials ‘‘on the edge of
our chairs," Tanner said.

Generally, returns are filed early by
taxpayers who expect refunds, and late
returns by those who owe some tax, he
said, and Revenue officials are hoping
that holds true this year.

Corporate income tax revenues look
good because corporation profits are up,
he said.

The only other unexpected decline in
taxes has come in cigarette tax collec-
tions. Tanner said the state could lose
about $750,000 in cigarette tax revenues
this year, primarily as a result of the
erackdown on cigarette bootlegging by
other states. Last year the state got a
little over $22 million from the tax.

Tanner said cigarette consumption
apparently has also declined.

Strlp-Mme Law Compllance
Provisions Cited to Operators

The state Department for Natural
Resources and Environmental
Protection has sent a memorandum to all
persons connected with the coal industry
in the state outlining the schedules for
compliance with Kentucky's new strip
mine law.

The legislation and initial regulations,
which also will govern the surface effects
of deep mining operations, become ef-
fective May 3. The law, passed by the
recent General Assembly, is in con-
formance - with the initial regulatory
program of the federal strip mine bill
passed last August,

The memo was sent to 2,600 coal
operators, coal company engineers and
engineering consultants by Com-
missioner Gene Brandenburg of the
department’s Bureau of Surface Mining
Regulation and Enforcement. In essence,
it reminds the indu-.ry that all proposed
and existing strip mining operations and
surface operations associated with un-
derground mining must comply with the
new standards on and after May 3.

In addition, the memo outlines what
procedures must be taken if there are
problems with compliance. Existing
underground mines have until Aug. 3 of
this year to apply for a permit in ac-
cordance with the new laws, although
they will be subject to the environmental
protection performance standards
beginning May 3. Structures and
facilities at both surface and un-
derground mines existing prior to May 3,
and which cannot be brought into com-
pliance by May 3, must be reconstructed
or removed by Nov. 4 of this year,
However, operators must submit to the
department and to the director of the
Office of Surface Mining in the US,
Department of Interior, a statement by
May 3 demonstrating why it is physically
impossible to bring structures into
compliance and a work schedule for
doing so.

A professional engineer registered in
the state must submit design plans for
reconstruction no later than June 3, must

be responsible for engineering inspection
during reconstruction, and upon com-
pletion of the structure must submit (wo
copies of "‘as-built’’ plans to the depart-
ment accompanied by the engineer’'s
certification that the work was done in
accordance with his plans and meets the
new standards

The department is requiring that
reconstruclion start no later than the
May 3 deadline, or not later than June 3
in the case of sedimentation ponds.

With sedimentation ponds, a “hazard
classification' must be determined by
the design engineer according Lo a slate
regulation administered by the Division
of Waler Resources, also in the natural
resources department. If structures are
classified as moderate in high hazards,
operators must apply for a permit from
the Division of Water Resources.

In most cases the new standards will
require larger sedimentation ponds. The
hazard classification requirement is
consistent with existing department
regulations in dams and will insure that
existing small, low-hazard dams are not
made larger and more potentially
hazardous unless appropriate
engineering design and construction
standards are followed.

The memo also stated that new ap-
plication forms and instruction manuals
for completing the new forms will be
available from the Division of Permits by
April 17, and that only new applications
in acwrdamc with the new law can be
accepted on or after April 18 because of
the time required to review and process
permit applications.

Drivers Have Opportunity
To Make Lifesaving Gift

What do a Kentucky driver license,
kidneys and eyes have in common? The
answer to this riddle is printed on the
back of 1.8 million driver licenses and
more than 900,000 new ones to be issued
this year

A driver license can hold a lifesaving
gift, according to Gene Hodges, director
of the Driver Licensing Division in the
state Department of Transportation. It
can be a chance for hundreds of Ken-
tuckians with kidney disease or blindness
to get the surgery they need to live
normal healthy lives.

Signing the simple form on the reverse
side of a driver's license, along with two
witnesses, can make any adult 18 or older
an organ donor. It means that upon death
the donor’s kidneys, eyes or other organs
can be used for transplants.

But, apparently, few Kentucky drivers
are signing the backs of their licenses.
Organ donors are in critically short
supply, according to Kidney Foundation
and Lions Eye Foundation spokesmen.

The Kidney Foundation has reported
that about 50 people are waiting for
surgery that could release them from
expensive and time consuming treat-
ments that purify their blood by filtering
it through a dialysis machine.

Dr, Ron Wathan, a kidney specialist at
the University of Louisville School of
Medicine, estimates that roughly 450
Kentuckians depend on dialysis
machines, and about 50 percent of those
could receive transplanted kidneys—if
kidneys were available.

But the majority of kidneys from
unrelated donors used last year in 73
transplant operations at Louisville and
Lexington ¢cam frou out-of-state donors,
he said.

Dr. Richard Eiferman, an assistant
professor of ophthalmology at the
University of Louisville, works with the

The cornea is a clear disc that covers
the colored parf of the eye. Eiferman
said transplants are about 90 percent
successful and the operation usually
takes about 45 minutes. He described the
current supply of cornea tissue at Lhe
Lions Eye Bank as ''miserable."”

Eiferman said corneas can be stored
for only 72 hours at best, so a regular
supply of the eye tissue is needed to keep
the eye bank stocked.

Dr. Wathan similarly described last
year's efforts to obtain kidneys as “a
disaster."’

Both men agreed that if more licensed
drivers would sign the backs of their
licenses, and if emergency medical
personnel were alerted lo the organ
donor program, the kidneys and corneas
from highway aceident victims alone
would probably meet current needs.

Each death from a highway accident or
any other cause holds the potential for
four successful operations—two kidneys
and two corneas—if the accident victim's
driver license is signed and prompt
actiontaken to alert hospitals upon death
of the victim, Eiferman said.

But a University of Kentucky medical
center kidney specialist could recall only
three transplants since 1975 from driver
license donors,

A recent emergency case, Eiferman
recalled, found a patient ready for a
cornea transplant, but no available tissue
at the eye bank. During the same day he
heard news reports of traffic fatalities,
but no eye donors. Eiferman noted that
the Lions Eye Foundation is on call 24
hours a day to receive eye donations.

According to the Department of Trans-
portation, non-driver identification cards
also carry the organ donor form on the
reverse side. The cards are available at
County Clerks’ offices. The licenses and
identification cards can be signed at any
time directly on the plastic with an or-
dinary ballpoint pen.
