Perkins-Called Meet
Urges Water Needs

Expansion of Plant

May Precede Plans
To Extend Services

Prospects for Economic Development
Administration (EDA) assistance
toward expansion of the preduction
capacity of the Prestonsburg Water
System’s plant as one phase in a broad
water program affecting other com-
munities appeared brighter following a
meeting held at May Lodge Monday

evening. *
The meeting was called by
Congressman Carl D. Perkins, who

spearheads in Washington the move for
more and improved water for the area,
and it was attended by Charles Oxley,
Atlanta, Ga., regional director for EDA,
Charles Mason, Economic Development
representative for Kentucky, and a
strong delegation representing area
business interests.

The meeting, which began at 7 p.m. did
not end till 10.

Mr. Oxley was impressed by
statements made by two industrialists,
plus those of officials, and admitted that
the proposal for water plant expansion
“looks more significant.”

The long-range program includes not
only a greater water supply from the
plant here but also extension of lines to
link the Prestonsburg system with the
Sandy Valley Water District lines in the
southern part of the county and with the
Paintsville system to the north. The EDA
regional director pointed out, however,
that because of a lack of funds only the
water plant enlargement should be in the
initial preapplication, leaving the ex-
tension for future consideration.

Heart Transplant, His Only Hope

The youngster will be the first Eastern
Kentuckian ever to have a heart tran-
splant—if, and there are two big ifs:

1. If he survives the lime of waiting.

2. If the heart of Eastern Kentucky is
big enough to supply the thousands of
dollars that will be required to get him a
new heart.

The heart patient is 16-year-old Charles
Keith Davis, son of the Rev. and Mrs.
Orion Davis, of Van Lear, now in in-
tensive care at Highlands Medical Center
here.

A heart transplant is his last hope for
life, he knows. He is resigned to the or-
deal, and now comes the drive, areawide,
for the money—perhaps as much as
$100,000—to cover the cost involved:

The boy became ill last April while
attending junior ROTC at Norfolk, Va. as
a freshman at Johnson Central High
School. He entered Highlands Medical
Center, later was sent to the UK Medical
Center, Lexington, and finally to Dr,
Gooding, Louisville cardiologist who
diagnosed his case as end-stage heart
disease—the only hope, a heart Llran-
splant.

This week, Charles Keith has
pneumnonia. Although naturally cheerful,
the spectre of terminal illness and his
immobilization to a hospital bed, cut off
from all normal activities and from most
of his friends, have dimmed his spiril.

Yet he is looking forward to going to
California for a last try for life, Miss
Billie Post, social worker at the hospital
here, said Monday.

If the move for funds being initiated by
Miss Post and others succeeds, Charles
Keith will go to the Stanford Medical

Center, Stanford, Calif.,, where Dr.
Shumway, noted heart transplant

Court System

Has Troubles,
Official Says

Thedistrict court system in this county
is having its troubles.

District Judge Harold J. Stumbo says
his job without a trial commissioner is
‘“impeossible,’’ and only $200 a month has
been provided for the employment of
such help. He regards the proffered
salary ‘‘ridiculous.”

Besides, says County Attorney Arnold
Turner, Jr., the system isn't working
properly because, the - siate isn't
providing enough clerical help.

A third source of trouble lies in the faet
that the state hasn't paid for office space
occupied in the courthouse by its offices,
and the fiscal court has notified the state
that if rent isn't paid by Sept. 1 out the
offices go. The facilities used by the state
in the courthouse include the circuit
clerk’s and the district judge’s offices
and the district courtroom.

County Attorney Turner said neither
the lack of help nor the non-payment of
rent can be attributed to lack of money
stemming from the district court system
in the county. He pointed out, for
example, that for May and June the state
received in fines, forfeitlures and court
costs from the Floyd district court more
than $27,000 and that for the month of
July alone the proceeds from these
sources exceeded $24,000

! A Van Lear man was killed last Thurs-
day morning in a head-on collision on KY
850, near Pyramid, and in a one-car
accident two days earlier a Floyd
countian was fatally injured on the
Mountain Parkway, eight miles west of
Salyersville.

Harold Burton, 56, of Van Lear, was the
victim in last Thursday's crash, and
Phillip Ousley, of Hueysville, suffered
injuries. Ousley later was charged with
second degree manslaughter on the
statement of State Trooper D. E.
Williamson to the effect Lthat the fatality
resulted from his ‘‘gross negligence."”

The collision occurred on or near the
curveat the foot of the mountain between

Record Losses
In Enrollment

Floyd county’s early school enrollment
last week showed a gain of 139 over the
preceding year, despite sizeable student
losses at Auxier, Prestonsburg and
Martin.

But enrollment, important as it is, was
not Supt. Grigsby's greatest concern.
Absentees and dropouts constitute what
the superintendent describes as “‘alar-
ming,"" adding, “and we must do
something about it."

What can be done? Mainly, he said,
fuller, more attractive school programs,
seeking the cooperation of parents,
calling on specialists and consultants for
assistance,

The trouble lies mainly in the high
schools, he said. And the compulsory
attendance law does not apply after
students reach the age of 16,

There was a time, Asst. Supt. Ray
Brackett recalled, when parents em-
ployed on federal programs were
required to keep their children in school.
But no longer. The federal government
has frowned on the requirement,

Each absentee costs the school system
$8 for each day he or she is out of school.

The enrollment figures, compiled last
week, are subject to change, it was ex-

Court Move To Limit
Deputies to 9 Fails

+ A special fiscal court meeting last
week was devoted almost entirely to
questions involving the sheriff's office,
and an attempt to set a limit on the
number of deputy sheriffs to nine failed.

Sheriff Doug Lewis, who was
represented at the meeting by Burnis
Martin as legal counsel, told the court
that if it wants law-enforcement to give
him the funds needed to do the job.
Referring to the ‘'‘freeze’” on depuly

. salapies, Lewis charged that the court

action was personal. He alleged that
politics was behind the action,

He said that he wants to cooperate with
the court and that he has removed his
father, Ex-Sherifi Joe Wheeler Lewis,
form the payroll.

In response to the sheriff's complaint
of “‘politics,” members of the court
referred to a damage suit already filed
because of an arrest made by deputy
sheriffs last year and pointed out that the
attorney general's office had said the
court is open to liability now in event of a
suit, since its members are aware that
Ex-Sheriff Lewis has been on the payroll,
although they had not formally approved
his hiring.

Lewis said he paid his father out of his
annual $18,700 salary and that he also has
paid two other deputies. He added that
126 others serveas deputies on a fee basis
only, with the authority lo serve courl
summonses and make arrests for
violations that result in fines.
(Magistrates said they were aware that
Pike county has 900 such deputies.)

Commonwealth’s Attorney James R.
Allen told the court he had discussed the
situation with Sheriff Lewis and added
that he was prepared to take action "if
anyone has evidence thal Joe Wheeler
Lewis is usurping the office of sheriff."

Court members said they weren't
worried about usurpation of the office but

about the liability of the county in event
of a suit.

“‘What we're interested in is that we
don't have the pants sued off us,"" County
Judge-Executive Yvonne S. Jones ex-
plained.

Members of the court claimed the 126
fee-paid deputies is an excessive number
and that some are unfit for the work.
Magistrate Kenneth Raoberts termed
some deputies 'hop heads and dope
fiends who aren't helping the county,'

Sheriff Lewis said he was willing for
the court to set the number of deputies if
it would also pay their salaries.

In the end, Magistrate Roberts’ motion
to limit to nine the number of deputies
died for want of a second. The later

Student Accused
In Porter Death
Avers Innocence

Tony Greg Baril 18-year-old high
school student here, was formally
charged last Friday with the knife-
murder near here the night of August 12
of Earl Chester Porter, 25, night at-
tendant at a service station on nearby
Katy Friend.

Baril had been in jail under 30-day
sentence for public intoxication since
early last week.

No bond had been set by District Judge
Harold Stumbo as of Monday morning. A
hearing for Baril will depend, it was said,
upon the decision of his attorney, Public
Defender Gary Johnson, who was out of
the county Monday.

The murder warrant was issued on the
affidavit of State Detective Keith Scott,
who led the investigation of the bizarre
crime, Porter died of 39 knife wounds in
his neck and body.

Young Baril continues to deny the
murder charge but has admitted to
having been at the scene of the crime
after the crime was committed, Com-
monwealth’s Attorney James R. Allen
said the investigation continues.

After the body of Porter was
discovered the only obvious clue to the
slayer lay in the print of a tennis shoe
found in the blood near the body.

The first break in the case came when
a driver's license bearing young Baril's
name was found at the roadside along
new US 23, near the junction of that high-
way and the Water Gap road.

When Baril was arrested on the drunk
charge by State Trooper Tommy Shelton
the suspect was wearing tennis shoes
which had the distinctive sole said to be
similar to the print found at the service
station. The shoes had heen washed, but
dried blood remained between the upper
and sole portions. Kentucky State Police
laboratory test identified the blood on
the shoe to be the same as that of Porter.

The murder weapon has not been
found. Baril admitted he had had a

"Harkins ﬁineral Claims
Damages of $10.5 Million

Harkins Mineral Associates, a limited
partnership, comprised of Josephine
Harkins Browning, Iley B. Browning, Jr.
and Elizabeth L. Browning, has filed suit
against the Floyd County Coal Company,
Inc. and Island Creek Coal Company,
asking a minimum of $10,500,000 for
alleged violation of the agreement en-
tered into by the parties.

The circuit court action involves some
30 parcels of land on Prater and Beaver
Creeks which were leased by plaintiffs’
predecessor, the Harkins Mineral Corp.,
to the Floyd County Coal Company.
Floyd County Coal later subleased the
acreage to Evans Elkhorn Coal Co., Inc.,
which still later assigned the lease to
Island Creek.

Plaintiffs allege in their suit that the
defendants failed (1) to account for and
pay on or before the 25th day of each
:ponth, as agreed, the royalty for all coal
Jined; (2) to pay the minimal annual
rental exceeding the tonnage royalty by
the same date each month; (3) to mine
and pay royalties on all coal that could
have been mined at a reasonable profit;
and (4) to deliver to plaintiffs mine maps
showing the mining work done.

Plaintiffs say checks were sent them
from time to time, accompanied by
remittance advices, but they claim they
were unable to determine from these the
quantity of coal mined and sold. They say
they rejected these checks until Oct. 18,

Time To Get Serious
About a Serious Problem

It is time for Floyd county, its officials and citizens to get
serious about this drug problem.

If what has been done, or undertaken, in the past has had any
beneficial effect, it is not apparent to the naked eye. Drug
education in the schools is commendable; young people need to
be told, in school, at home, in the churches, wherever, the
dangers that are inherent in even the most casual experiments in

narcotics of any type.

But stronger lessons than mere words will be needed. There
are laws forbidding the trafficking in narcotics. These need to be
enforced. The main target must be those who introduce young
people to drugs, then prey upon their addiction and reap
financial rewards through selling the stuff.

To get at the source of the problem, to hit the suppliers—
individuals and “'rings’‘—state and federal help will be needed.
The victims must be known, but the real target for the law is the
victimizer. And these will be brought to trial only through the
most skillful detection methods known to the law-enforcement

system.

Senseless, horrifying erimes resulting from the use of drugs
have ptagued the nation. It can no longer be said that it can't
happen here. It’s quite possible that it already has.

Judgment for $31,500,000 and recovery
of coal wasted is asked under KRS
381.350, but if the court adjudges that that
statute is not applicable, the $10,500,000
be adjudged the plaintiffs for alleged
violation of the agreement.

Funds To Aid in Impiémenting New Miﬁe Laws

After several months cntense
negotiations, the state of Kentucky and
the U.S. Department of Interior have
agreed to a $2 million strip mine program
support grant

The grant, which is & reimbursement
for costs associated with implementing
the federal strip mine reclamation
program, was announced jointly by Gov.
Julian Carroll, Sen. Walter D. Hud-
dleston and Sen. Wendell H. Ford.

The grant will be used for additional
mine inspectors, opening three new field
offices and equipment and support
services with which Kentucky will carry
out the federal interim surface mining
program.

Secretary Eugene Mooney of the
Department for Natural Resources and
Environmental Protection said that the
grant essentially is reimbursement for
past and anticipated costs to be abosrbed
by the state during the first year of the
interim program’s operation which ends
Sept. 30. The reimbursement is over and
above the more than $3 million the state
has set aside for the porgram.

The federal strip mine bill passed last
August required coal producing states to
adopt an interim program reflecting the
new standards in the federal bill. The
1978 General Assembly passed enabling
legislation for the state to undertake such
a program beginning June 17. Program
grants from the Interior Depaartment’s
Office of Surface Mining Reclamation
and Enforcement to assist states in in-
terim program implementation reqguired
program approval.

Carroll called the award to the
department a ‘‘tremendous ac-
complishment under very Irying and
pressing circumstances," He added,
“this reimbursement will be of great
value to the Commonwealth in our goals
of continued coal production and ef-
fective environmental protection.”

“‘We have moved ahead dramatically
with major state appropriations and the
anticipation of these supplemental
federal funds,’ said Carroll, ‘‘We have
already shown our commitment by
allocating over $3 million in the first year
for the surface mining program."

Huddleston said, *“We are pleased that
Kentucky has been awarded this grant
because it is essential to provide
adequate and fair enforcement of the
new strip mining regulations and at the
same time allow miners to efficiently
produce coal in an environmentally
sound manner."

Ford indicated he was extremely
pleased that the grant was approved,
noting these funds will be essential for
Kentucky to properly and effectively
enforce the new surface mining
regulations.

According to Mooney, Kentucky will
receive the lion's share, about one-third,
of the total federal appropriation for the
first year of the program. He said the
state's leadership in the initial
development phase would provide a
guide for others to follow, even though
the funds have been delayed due to an
extensive negotiation period during
which various grant conditions were
debated and revised continuously.

“In the future, we definitely need to
spend more time in implementing the
surface mining program and less time
negotiating over grants,’ said Mooney.
*'If we are to continue to be the nation’s
top coal producing state and at the same
time protect our environment and
reclaim land that has already been af-
fected by mining, we have no time to
spare.”

Approval of the initial grant ap-
plication is expected to make easier the
job of securing future grants, according
to departmental officials. A second
application for funds is being prepared
for the next fiscal year beginning Oct. 1.
Mooney anticipates that the agreement
on this initial grant will result in a new,
positive working relationship with
federal surface mining off ials.

“Everybody is looking to us,” Carroll
said. “‘This grant is only the tip of the
iceberg. As Kentucky continues moving
forward in the regulation of its own coal
industry, more federal financial support
will follow. However, we know that as the
Office of Surface Mining gets better
organized, the grant process will come
along more smoothly,”” he added.

Carroll’s support of the federal bill was
based on the concept that each state
should control its strip mine programs.

Officials are hopeful that a permanent
state reclamation program will be ap-
proved in the future which will qualify
the state for additional funds and total
administration of the law of Kentucky.

Use of the grant money includes paying
for new four-wheel drive vehicles which
were ordered in May in the anticipation
of the grant and financing a project to
assess the department's automated
information management needs. This
will involve developing & system for

computer storage of strip mine permit
applications and other data. Also,
Mooney said money would be used to
lease' two helicopters to increase the
state’s surveillance capacily, Enhanced
permiltting capabilities and coordination
will also be a major objective of the
program.

Commenting on expansion of field
support, Mooney said that in addition to
the new field offices, the department’s
divisions of water quality and waler
resources and the blasting program of
the state Department of Mines and
Minerals will receive some of the federal
money

L&N Fined $1 Million
In Coal-Car Shortage

The Louisville & Nashville Railroad
Co., under heavy criticisin because of a
coal-car shortage in Eastern Kentucky,
was: fined $1,051,600 by the Interstate
Commerce Commission last Thursday.

The fine, which is expected to be
reduced in negotiations between the L &
N and the ICC, received faint praise
from members of the Kentucky
congressional delegation.

"“The magnitude of the fine reaffirms
what we've been contending all along—
that L & N is not delivering adequate
service to coal shippers in Eastern
Kentucky,” Sen. Wendell Ford, D-Ky.,
said.

Coal mReports ‘-
Next Month

Starting next month, Kentucky coal
producers and processors will be
required to make monthly reports of coal
hauling activities to the state Depart-
ment of Transportation under a revenue-
sharing program created by .the 1978
General Assembly.

Transportation Secretary Calvin
Grayson said that House Bill 546
established a Coal Impact Road Fund for
highway construction and maintenance
in the so-called “‘coal impact counties’
which do not produce coal but whose
roads are affected by coal tran-
sportation.

The new fund is financed by the coal
severance tax, Grayson said. Allocations
are to be made each fiscal year to coal
impact counties, starting in 1979-80.

Grayson said each county's share of
the fund is based on its percentage of the
coal transported in all coal impaet
counties, measured in “ton miles." A
figure of 50 ton-miles, for example, could
result from 50 tons of coal hauled one
mile or one ton hauled 50 miles.

The Transportation Department has
drawn up forms to be used by all
severance taxpayers to report coal
tonnage and routes over which it is
shipped. For each fiscal year, said
Grayson, the department must publish
coal road milegae by county, and total
ton miles of coal transported in each coal
impact and coal-producing county.

Starting next August, the department
must also publish a yearly directory of
the state coal road system. However, all
data requested will be held in confidence.

Grayson said the directory and other
information required under the law will
be compiled by his department’s Division
of Systems Planning. Difficulites in
establishing procedures to collect the
data have delayed the effort by about one
month, he said.

Over the next biennium the Coal Im-
pact Road Fund is to receive 25 per cent
of severance taxes collected beyond $165
million in fiscal year 1978-79 and beyond
$192 million in 1979-80. The law sets aside
60 per cent of the money for state
primary roads and 40 per cent for county
road projects.

Leo Koester, an L & N assistant vice-
president for public relations, said the
railroad will have no comment until it
receives offical notice of the fine.

The fine was levied on charges of
“numerous violations of car service
prders’ affecting the placing, removal
forwarding and repair of coal cars during
three months ending July 31.

The fine is separate from a proposed
ICCrule toforcethe L & N and its parent,
Seaboard Coast Line, to provide more
locomotives and coal cars for Eastern
Kentucky.

The fine was based on a minimum levy
of $500 against L & N for each violation of
failing to move coal cars that are in short
supply. Another $50 per day was added
for each offense not corrected.

The fine could have been much more,
ICC sources said, perhaps double, if the
agency had applied a past rule that
required railroads not to keep cars
standing at loading or unloading for more
than 24 hours.

Instead, the ICC used a new rule that
took effect Aug. 8, which gives a railroad
60 hours to movye the cars,

Going to the Fourth

As 1 grew up as a boy on the farm,
there were two events you didn’t miss if
you lived in a ten-mile radius of Olive
Hill. One was the fourth of July; the
other, the circus. Every country boy had
his heart set on going to Olive Hill for the
Fourth of July celebration. In those days
they called it ‘‘Going to the Fourth"'.
Quite often, the father would hitch up the
team to the jolt wagon and take the entire
family to town.

I can recall as a boy on the farm that I,
along with my brothers and sisters,
worked very hard to get the corn laid by
in order to take in the grand and glorious
Fourth. When one arrived in town there
was always a carnival with the merry-go-
round, booths where you could throw
three balls and win a cupid doll,
providing you knocked over two of the
milk bottles or whatever target was
being used.

Most of the farm boys and girls con-
sidered it quite a thrill to mount a
brightly painted pony and ride the
merry-go-round for three or four minutes
for the token price of five cents. In those
days, most of the girls rode, sidesaddle.

There was also a variety of cold pop on
ice. This was also a rare treat, especially
when all the cold liquid you had been
consuming was water from a cold spring
or a deep, walled-in well. It should also be
noted that you were considered among
the affluent if you had as much as a
dollar to spend for the entire day.

The circus was the event that I enjoyed
most as a farm boy and, I might add, I
still do. Most grown-ups would say the
only reason I go is to take the children,
but the plain truth was that mom and dad
enjoved the circus as much as any of the
children did. I was always fascinated by
the elephant and the beautifully trained
equestriennes.

On one occasion, I accompanied my
father to Olive Hill to hear Governor
Morrow speak. My father called it,
““Going to the speakin®'. On this ocecasion,
the governor told of a tall, gawky boy
going with his father Lo see the circus. As
the giraffes passed by, the boy stared at
them in complete bewilderment and
turned to his father, saying, ‘‘Pop, 1 don't
believe there's any such a damned
animal'’,

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W’wright with Experience, Size
Wins 18th in Season Opener

The Wheelwright Trojans won their
18th consecutive district game Friday
night with a 20-6 win against Virgie.

The game was significant for two
reasons: The winning streak was ex-
tended and it is one of only three home
games on this year's lineup. Why is one of
the state's best Class A teams playing
before the state’s best Class A teams
playing before the home crowds only
three times?

“The reason is simple, we couldn’t get
anyone from our area to play us, so I had
to schedule whoever [ could, ‘‘Coach Don
Daniels said. ‘‘Most of the teams on our
schedule are in the same boat we are in,
no one in their region would schedule
them.”

After checking the opponents’
credentials, it is easy to understand why
most teams in their region would not play
them. South Point (Ohio) High has not
lost a football game since Gerald Ford
was President. Ketron, Tenn. High has
been ranked in the top 10 of AAA schools
every year in this decade. Greenup
County has established one of the
strongest high school football programs
east of Lexington and are defending state
4A champions. Belfry is a good AAA
team that has a reputation of losing a
home game as often as a tourist visits
Buffalo, New York in January. These
clubs make up a third of the Wheelwright
schedule.

“l am looking for a good season. We
could have a 65 or 5-6 record and still
have a good year with the caliber of
competition we have on the schedule,”
Daniels said.

This is not to be confused with con-
cession on the part of Daniels and the
team. They will play anybody with the
idea the Trojans are going to win another
one.

“I did not schedule anyone, thinking it
would be an automatic loss. I feel we
have the size and talent and experience
to give anyone a tough football game,”
Daniels, who is in his 16th year of
coaching Wheelwright football, says with
some pride.

There is one team not on the schedule
this vear that disappoints Daniels.
Paintsville, the team that has
represented Class A's Region 4 District 2
in the playoffs the last two seasons, while
Wheelwright with back-to-back 7-0
district marks stayed home, could not or
would not play the Trojans this season.

“'Our team is young. Some of the boys
started last season, others had 'some
playing time, but they have not been on
the field together enough as a unit. They
lack that important game experience.
They have been playing in spurts.
Sometimes they look real good, but other
times they look like the “'Our Gang
Comedy Hour" "It was Prestonsburg
Coach Phillip Haywood discussing his
team, a week before the season opener.

The key word for this season's Black-
cals is consistency. This was evident in a
preseason scrimmage against 4A
Greenup County,

“We looked aboul how I expected,"
Haywood commented. ‘I was surprised
by the play of the defense." They looked
good, however it was only in spots early
inthe game. They got tired and you have
a tendency to make mistakes when that
happens. The defense would hold them
for eight or nine plays and then Greenup
would get the big play because of a
breakdown on our defense.'

Two important players for the
defensive unit are linebackers Dewey
Layne, 6 ft., 205-jr., and Dwayne
Rodebaugh,5-11, 210-jr., both returning
starters. '“They have good size, pursue
well and hit solid. I am counting on them
this season to help us out a lot on
defense,”” Haywood anxiously noted.

The defensive line has some depth, but
needs game experience. Lee Carter, 6-1,
225, jr., is a returning letterman at
tackle. Other tackles with experience are
Bobby Wells, 5-9, 195-jr., Bill Greer, 5-11,
195-jr., and then a pair of sophomores
Alan Frazier, 5-10, 190, and Terry Click,
6-1, 215 are being counted on to see ac-
tion.

Keith Colvin, 6-2, 185-jr., returns at
defensive end. Monty Branham, 6-2, 190-
sr., and Harry Adams, 6, 185-jr., are
returning lettermen. Two sophomores—
Lonnie May, 5-10, 175, and Mark
McKenzie, 5-10, 185—will all see action at
the end position.

John Holland, 5-8, 165-sr., and Desi
Whitt, 5-9, 185-jr., will alternate at nose
guard.

The defensive secondary has Jack
Goodman, 5-7, 155-jr., Ralph Gilliam, 5-9,
160-soph., Greg Slone, 5-9, 160-soph.,
Richard Burchett, 5-11, 170-jr., and Greg
Dillion, 5-10, 170-sr., at cornerbacks.
Jack Wells, 6 ft. 175-soph., Danny
Daniels, 5-10, 180-jr., and Tom Hastings,
6 ft. 175-jr., will play the strong safety
position. Greg Haywood, 6 ft. 165-soph.,
will have support at the free safety spot
from Andrew McClanahan, 5-9, 160-jr.,
and Dennis Daniels, 5-11, 155-jr.

““We can't give up the big play. What
the defense lacks in experience and size,
it must make up for it with agressive
play.

That is what defense is
all about," Haywood pointed out.

The offensive line is “*big and young,”
according to Haywood.

Layne plays tackle on offense as well
as defense. He has also been working at
guard. Carter is the other tackle. Greer
and Adams are the guards and Wells is
the center. All five saw a lot of action on
the varsity last season and started some
games, all five are juniors who just need
playing experience as a unit. Four
sophomores are listed as backup
linemen. They are May at guard, Click
and Frazier at the tackles and Sam
Huffman alt center. Freshmen Joe
Frazier, 5-10, 165, guard, and Ray
Marcum, 5-10, 185, cneter, are expected
to get some varsity playing time.
Prestonsburg loses no one from the of-
fensive line this year and the Cats are
expected to stronger at that position with
time.

The backfield lost quarterback Alvin
Hall and running backs Mark Chaffin and
Kerry Slone through graduation. That
fine trio is replaced by Danny Daniels
moving into the guarterback spot,
Rodebaugh appears to be the starting
fullback with Whitt and Holland seeing
action at that spot. Goodman, Hastings
and Dillon are the halfbacks that will
play a lot. There are a number of others
working in the backfield. Haywood is
being used as a quarterback, split end
and half back in preseason drills. Jack
Wells is working out at three positions
also, quarterback, halfback and tight
end. Gilliam, Slone and McClahahan are
voung and will be used as backups.

*'The offense looks decent at times and
then they make a lot of mistakes. The
backfield has the ability to run, there is
pretty good size in the backfield. Again,
they are young and need playing time
and working together experience. Our
wishbone offense is an explosive type of
attack and yet it involves finesse because
it is also a ball control offense. To work
the wishbone effectively, the backfield
has to work together,"” Haywood said.
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The offense also is plagued by lack of a
consistent performance, ; O

“‘We haven't played yet, so il remains
to be seen how well our execution is. We
have good size at fullback, the halfbacks
have good speed inside-and putside and
we throw better this season, so the
ingredients are there for the wishbone",

Haywood has been impressed with the
passing game in preseason and gave an
indication that the Cats might put the ball
inthe air more this season. Branham and
Colvin saw action at tight end last year
and newcomers Steve Wright, 8-1, 185-
soph., Richard Burchett, §-11, 170-jr.,
Gerald DeRossett, 6 ft. 170-soph., and
Dennis Daniels give depth and youth to
the receiving corps,

A very bright spot for the Blackecats on
offense is the kicking of Rodebaugh, one
of the region’s top kickers. He will handle
the kickoff, point after and field goal
chores again this year, ‘“We for the
touchdown every time, but if we are
around the 20 and have a fourth and eight
or even a fourth and five, we have the
man who can kick it through the
uprights,” Haywood happily said. The
punting game is another story. '‘Usually
you have one guy on the team each year
who can punt. This year we are a little
shaky. We have a number working on it,
but...” sighed the coach.

The Blackcats do not have as many
older players on this squad to help the
youngsters make the transition from
jayveeor limited action player to varsity
starter or key reserve. This could
manifest in the early season where the
Cats play two district games in the first
three weeks of the season and then have a
stretch of three consecutive road games.
Haywood comments:

‘“We are only playing four home
games right now. I naturally wish we
could play every game before the home
crowd.

The date of our open spot is
usually the Paintsville game, but this
year they have a game scheduled at that
time. We are trying to work that out. The
early district games are tough on a young
team and the district is going to be strong
this season."”

Some linemen are
gone but they are replaced and they are
big.

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Suit Claims
Strip Mining
Rules Illegal

A suit filed by the state of Indiana in
federal court in Indianapolis claims that
the federal Surface Mining Control and
Reclamation Act of 1977 is a violation of
states’ rights.

The suit, filed last Wednesday by At-
torney General Theodore Sendak, says
the federal mining law regulates ‘“‘ac-
tivities purely local in nature within
Indiana."

The complaint, filed for Gov. Otis R.
Bowen, Natural Resources Director
Joseph Cloud and the state Department
of Natural Resources, says that federal
officials““have retained complete and
overall enforcement powers under the
act, regardless of the sufficiency of any
present or future state laws."

Indiana has had a reclamation
program since 1941, the suil states.

In Frankfort, Eugene Mooney,
secretary of Kentucky's Department for
Natural Resources and Environmental
Protection, said that he hadn't heard of
the Indiana suit until he was called by a
reporter and that he doubted that Ken-
tucky would be interested in taking
similar action.

“We have accepted money from the
federal government on the basis that we
were taking part in the federal (strip
mine) program, so that would seem to
commit us in a way,"" Mooney said.

He said he wouldn't know if the state
would be interested in filing a friend of
the court brief until he read the Indiana
suit. *‘T doubt if we would want to get
involved," he said.

In most cases, Mooney said, the
Supreme Court has ruled that the federal
government can take jurisdiction in
areas in which interstate commerce is
indirectly involved, such as coal.

“Obviously, it's a
and an interesting legal question worth
raising,” he said, *‘but in most of these
cases the courts have favored federal
jurisdiction,”

The Indiana suit charges that the
federal law has resulted in substantial
initial capital expenditures by Indiana
coal operators and that it will be
necessary to pass those costs along to
Indiana consumers.

“The process of surface coal mining,
reclamation and-or the subsequent uses
of reclaimed lands have no substantial,
direct or indirect effects on interstate
commerce,"' the suit says.

Committee Opens Guidelines
For Pupil Testing Program

The Advisory Committee for
Educational Improvement last week
approved guidelines for local districts to
implement the new Educational Im-
provement Act.

The guidelines will now be considered
by the State Board for Elementary and
Secondary Education at its quarterly
meeting, September 5-6. When the
guidelines are approved by the board,
they will be sent to local school districts
to aid education officials in developing
their educational improvement plan.

House Bill 579 calls for a statewide
competency testing program and
remedial training for those students with
educational weaknesses. The Com-
prehensive Tests of Basic Skills, already
used to test students in 151 counties, will

be .used. to. determine Student coms..

petencies,

Once the screening tests have been
administered, diagnostic tests will then
be given to students idnetified as being
weak in any of the six basic skill areas.
The basic skill areas are defined in the
legislation as reading, writing, spelling,
language arts, mathmatics and learning
skills.

Each district will use test results from
prior years and information gathered
during public hearings at each school to
determine the strengths and weaknesses
of the local school program and develop a
local improvement plan to address the
educational weaknesses.

State education officials said that local
districts will be asked to list their
weaknesses in the order of priority.
Depending on the resources available,
districts would not necessarily address
all areas of weakness in the educational
improvement plan, according to Randy
Kimbrough, head of the Bureau of In-
struction.

Dr. Donald Van Fleet, head of the
Office of Research and Planning, said
that reading would probably be a priority
subject in many districts since there is a
high correlation between reading

existence. Their license fees provide the
bulk of our financing, and we should not
forget that we exist to serve them.”

23 Kentucky Stores Lose
Rights to Food Stamps

The U.S. Department of Agriculture’s
Food and Nutrition Service reports that
23 Kentucky grocery stores were
removed from the food stamp program
during the first six months of 1978
because of violations.

Edward W. Davidson, Southeast
regional director of the food stamp
program, said most of the violations
resulted from stores selling ineligible
items for food stamps and discounting
food coupons for cash.,

Since there are more than 8,000
grocery stores in Kentucky authorized to
accept food stamps, Davidson said it is
obvious that the vast majority of Ken-
tucky food retailers voluntarily comply
with food stamp laws,

Currently, there are approximately
33,000 persons in Kentucky on the food
slamp program. Each month they are
issued more than $14 million in food
coupons. Of this amount, over $9 million
is in bonus stamps.

Chrlstlan Schools’ Status Argued

The state’s right to approve private
Christian schools was debated Monday,
last week, as closing arguments were
presented in a case pitting the state
Department of Education and State
Board of Elementary and Secondary
Education against the Kentucky
Association of Christian Schools and
pastors and parents of children attending
those schools.

Former Gov. Bert T. Combs, counsel
for the state, said that church-related
schools in Kentucky serve two functions:
that of providing secular education and
religious instruction.

He said that the state wants only Lo
regulate the secular education the
children are receiving, without in-
terfering with the schools' religious in-
struction. ‘“The state has a compelling
interest in seeing that Kentucky children
have the opportunity to obtain a proper
education,"” Combs said.

William Ball, Harrisburg, Pa. attorney
representing the Christian schools, had
earlier contended that the state
presented no evidence that the minimum
standards private and publie schools are
required to meet represented a ‘‘com-
pelling state interest.”

Ball later denied that the private
church-related schools have a secular
function. **They are only religious and
totally religious,’’' he said.

Combs said the court would *‘have to go
further than any court has ever gone to
say that Kentucky cannot impose
minimum standards on these schools."

The controversy began in May 1977
when the state board of education
refused to accredit 20 Christian schools
for failing to meet minimum standards in
such areas as textbooks, facilities and

Atty. General To Help
In Search for Tires

Attorney General Robert Stephens has
asked Kentuckians who bought certain
kinds of steelbelted radial tires to contact
his office as part of a search for possibly
defective tires.

Stephens said he has been asked by the
National Highway Traffic Safety Ad-
ministration to help gather information
about purchases by Kentuckians of three
types of tires manufactured by the
Firestone Co.

They are the Firestone 500, the
Grappler Radial 8000 sold under a
Montgomery Ward label, and the Super
Shell steel radials sold by the Shell Qil
Co.

The federal agency made a
preliminary determination last month
that there were safety defects in those
tires. Public hearings held last week
indicated that personal injury and
property damage may be caused by
those defects, but Firestone officials
contend they are not defective.

A final determination on safety of the
tires will be made next month.

Anyone who has purchased the tires in
question may contact the attorney
general's Consumer Protection Division
tollfree at 1-800-372-2960.

Each county
convention will be held at the Court-
house, and each legislative district
convention will be held at the voting
place of the legislative district chairman.

All registered Democrats are welcome
to take part in the selection of delegates
to the national party conference, to be
held in Memphis in December. To be
eligible to vote in a county convention,
Democrats must be registered to vote in
that particular county. The same holds
true for the legislative district con-
ventions.

Compulsory attendance laws exempt
children from attending public schools if
they are ‘“enrolled and in regular at-
tendance in a private or parochial
regular day school approved by the state
board of education.”

The lawsuit filed last September by
representatives of the Christian schools
charged that the law is unconstitutionally
vague and does not authroize the board to
accredit or approve such schools.

During three days of testimony in
June, Combs had contended that “‘the
state has not only the right but the
obligation to set minimum standards for
the education of children in Kentucky."

Combs said that Ball, who argued that
the First Amendemnt’s freedom of
religion clause gives Christian schools
the right to operate without state in-
terference, had not shown where any
regulation has infringed upon the free
exercise of religion.

Evidence presented by the state in
June included testimony by the heads of
two Christian schools and a represen-
tative of the Seventh Day Adventist
Schools who said that meeting minimum
state standards had not encroached upon
their free religious exercise.

Although 20 Christian schools were not
accredited in May 1977, 310 private and
parochial schools do have state wk-
creditation, state education officials
have said.

Parents of children not in compliance
with compulsory attendance laws can be
prosecuted for truancy. Six parents
testifying for the Christian schools in
June said they would face fines and jail to
keep their children in church-related
schools.

In November 1977 Judge Henry Meighs
of Franklin Circuit Court issued a
temporary injunction to stop truancy
proceedings until the case was heard,

No decision in the case was handed
down after last week's closing arguments
and no indication was given as to when a
decision would be ready. The injunction
will remain in effect until the decision is
made, Meigs said.

song is one of the most im-
pressive sounds in nature. Un-
fortunately over much of the
land, the draining of marshes
and the pollution of streams
has heavily decreased its
population. In places where it
does exist, the roar of planes
and automobiles drowns out
its voice. Only occasionally
over much of the countryside
does one hear its timeless
voice lending enchantment to
the summer night.

Zoologists say the bullfrog
often lives to be 16 years old
and dines on about anything
it can catch and swallow. This
includes minnows, snakes,
mice, ducklings and baby
turtles, It is also very fond of
dragonflies that prey on its
progeny in the tadpole stage.

Many people love fried
bullfrog legs and pay a steep

price for a mess. Their flesh is
all but snow white and is said
to taste somewhat like chick-
en, But for a couple of
reasons, | never ate bullfrog
legs. One reason was that I
was 30 fond of listening to a
bullfrog sing and observing its
ways, I didn’t have the heart
to kill and eat it. Secondly,
when a bullfrog’s legs are
dropped into a hot skillet of
shortening, they will bounce,
flounce and kick around like
something being tortured.
This tumed off my appetite
for frog legs. 1 have no
scruples, however, against
others eating them if the
frogs are taken legitimately
and according to wildlife con-
servation laws and practices.

One peculiar characteristic
of the bullfrog is that some-
times when caught, it will
give a cry of terror that is
almost human in sound.

Another strange thing
about the bullfrog is that he
has no ribs and his breathing
is not accomplished by ex-
pansion and contraction of
the chest. He breathes by
swallowing air that is then
conveyed to the lungs. When
he plunks into the water at
the approach of an enemy, or
imagined ememy, he stops
breathing. Blood circulating
in his skin absorbs enough
oxygen to keep him from
suffocating for an extended
period of time.

Yes, Old Rana, the bull-
frog, is some critter. He has
been around since the Mio-
cene epoch of some 30
million years ago. Naturalists
say he is our only frog to
exceed four inches in size.

A woman explains: *'l had a
mastectomy a year ago and
need information  about
breast reconstruction. What
can you tell me?”’
ANSWERIine: The surgeon
who performed your mastec-
tomy is the first person
with whom you should speak
to find out if reconstructive
surgery is appropriate for
you. If so, your surgeon may
be able to refer you to a
plastic surgeon experienced
in breast reconstruction. In
general, plastic surgeons will
do reconstruction about 18
months after the original
mastectomy, For some
women, (for example, those
who have had skin changes
because of radiation therapy
given in addition to mastec-
tomy) plastic surgery is a
more involved procedure. A
frank, detailed discussion
with a plastic surgeon will be
most helpful to you. You
must understand that a re-
constructed breast will never
be exactly like your remain-
ing breast.

A high school student asks:
“Why don’t black people
get skin cancer as often as
white people?”

ANSWERIline: The most com-
mon form of skin cancer,
caused by overexposure to
the sun, is rare among black

people because of melanin.
This  pigment  substance
filters out the damaging
ultraviolet rays of the sun
and is present in greatest
quantity in people with
dark-to-black skin. Fair-
skinned people, notably
redheads and blonds, are
most susceptible to sun-
caused skin cancer because
they lack sufficient quanti-
ties of melanin,

An insurance salesman ex-
plains: “I am in my 50's
and lately 1 have had urin-
ary difficulties, I am
worried that [ may have
cancer — and, this worry is
keeping me from seeing a
doctor.,”

ANSWERIline: Urinary pro-
blems are something to be
checked by your physician
without delay. There are
many benign conditions,
infection, for example, that
are responsible for urinary
problems in your age group.
However, the incidence of
prostatic cancer does in-
crease after the age of 50.
You are right to be con-
cerned about your condi-
tion. The real worry is the
fact that you are delaying
seeing a doctor. Chances
are that you do not have
cancer, but if your do, such
a delay can be very danger-
Ous. Cancer is a disease
that is most successfully
treated when detected in
its earliest stages.

Confirmation of the discovery in the
proposed path of KY 461, between
Somerset and Mt. Vernon, is apparently
the state Department of Transportation's
first endangered species find.

Transportation officials emphasized
there is no comparison between their
findings and the discovery of the snail
darter which has halted the Tellico Dam
project on the Little Tennessee River.
The snail darter’s only known habitat is
near the dam.

“We anticipate no impact on the
habitat of the Cumberland bean pearly
mussel which has other known habitats,”
said Floyd Hughes, director of the
division of environmental analysis for
transportation.

Under the federal Rare and En-
dangered Species Act, any of about 220
plants and animals found by agencies
like Transportation must be reported to
the U.S. Department of Interior, Fish and
Wildlife Resources Division. Along with
the report comes what Hughes termed “a
consultation process'' with federal
agencies,

The consultation and associated red
tape are set up to protect endangered and
threatened critters like the Cumberland
bean pearly mussel from disturbance
which could disrupt their breeding and
multiplying, according to Hughes.

Buck Creek, a tributary of the Cum-
berland River northeast of Somerset, is
where it all started last month. A staff of
biologists from the transportation
department was taking samples of
various plant and animal life near the
site where the department has designed
reconstruction of KY 461 across the
creek.

“We were aware of the possibility of
this creature existing there,”” Hughes
said. He pointed out a listing from a Fish
and Wildlife Resources Publication
which shows the Cumberland and Rock-
castle rivers as the only places in the
world where Cumberland bean pearly
mussels are known to exist.

“The specimens collected July 17 were
not live samples,"” Hughes said. Instead,
he explained, ‘‘shells from the clam-like
water creature were identified. This,
however, indicates the virtual certainty
of live pearly mussels (VILLOSA
TRABILIS) in Buck Creek.”

The shells were positively indentified
by Eastern Kentucky University
Professor Donald Batch last month. This
early identification was later confirmed
by Dr. D. H. Stansbery of Ohio State
University museum of zoology. Stans-
bery is the recognized authority on North
American mussels, Hughes said.

Hughes said the next step will be
consultation with the Department of
Interior, required under Section 7 of the
Endangered Species Act. He said his
division and the Federal Highway Ad-
ministration will offer to decide what
design changes for KY 461 will be
necessary to protect rare mussel.
