am Leak Spurs
ass Evacuation

The largest evacuation of people ever
undertaken in Kentucky took place last
Saturday when upwards of 10,000
residents of the Painl Creek valley in
Johnson county and the towns of Paints-
ville, Staffordsville, Thealka and Thelma
were ordered from their homes before
Lhe threal of a break in a dam,

The evacuation order came after (he
Army Corps of Engineers reported that
several cracks in an earthen coffer dam
at the site of construction of the Paint
Creek dam had been discovered and that
water seeping through it could breach the
temporary structure.

It was unofficially reported that a
break in the dam could send roaring into
Paintsville a 10 Lo 12-foot wall of waler.

The evacuation was orderly. Most of
those warned of the danger left their
homes, but some staved. Those who
stayed home live on higher ground. State
police stopped traffic into Paintsville,
and police and sherifi’s deputies
patrolled the town, guarding against
possible looting, There was none.

Red Cross shelters were established in
the W.R. Castle Elementary School at
Wittensville and the Porter Elementary
School in Johnson county, and in both
Prestonsburg High and Elementary
schools and the Kentucky National
Guard Armory, near here. Fifty-six of
the evacuees spent Salurday afternoon
and night at the high school here, and
some came o the homes of relatives and

friends here and elsewhere in the county.
Most stayed in the Johnson county
schools. Among lhose evacuated were
Paintsville Hospital patients, who were
taken to the Highlands Medical Center.

A cold front changed the steady 48-hour
rain to snow Saturday morning and
averted the feared dam disaster. Water
behind the 84-foot coffér dam—a tem-
porary barrier buill to contain Paint
Creek while work on the main dam was
under way—rose to within about 14 feet of
its top but crested around noon Saturday,

By Sunday afternoon deserted homes
were occupied again.

Floodwaters [rom the Big Sandy
reached low-lying sections of Paintsville,
but no homes or business houses were
flooded.

In Salyersville, however, water from
the Licking River rose to a depth of 68
feet in the downtown business district,
and 500 residents were evacuated to
Salyersville High School. The situation
there was serious.

Meanwhile, “low counlry' areas were
hard hit. Frankfort had its worst flood of
the century.

In Eastern Kentucky, Inez was isolated
by water Saturday, and Warfield and
other parts of the county were hard hit.
Residents of Meta and Freeburn in the
headwaters of Johns Creek, Pike County,
were evacualed to the Johns Creek High
School. The upper Big Sandy, however,
escaped major rainfall.

In, Prestonsburg Sunday afternoon
after an inspection tour of the Paintsville
Dam situation with Congressman Carl D,
Perkins, Governor Carroll mobilized the
Kentueky National Guard unit here, and
the Guard brought to Martin, Wayland
and Maytown 5,400 gallons of drinking
waler 'tn half-gallon cartons from
Ashland.

Meanwhile, Army Corps of Engineers

personnel at Dewey Dam had stationed a
250-gallon tanker at Allen and another of
1000 gallons at Our Lady of the Way
Hospital, Martin, and water Lo these was
supplied from the Prestonsburg water
system.

Efforts to contaet officials of the water
system failed Tuesday morning, bul it
was reported that waler service had not
at that time been permanently restored

Sandy Valley Water system customers
in the southern end of the county also
were without water from Friday till 7
p-m. Sunday.

The water shortage also affected
heating at Our Lady of the Way Hospital
which uses steam heat.

Otherwise, Floyd counlty escaped
major flood damage. Low-lying sections
of Martin and Garrell perhaps were
hardest hit. At one time Saturday night

The jury directive was made after it
had asked Public Defender Gary Johnson
to appear and explain why an appeal
which he had said he proposed to file in
the case of Roger Sparkman, who had
been arrested by Lewis in the Drift
vicinity on charges of possession of
alcoholic beverages and marijuana, had
not been filed.

Health Board
To Seek Early
Work at School

The lid blew off again on the Pruw
burg High School asbestos situalion last
week after the Floyd County Board of
Education had voted to postpone removal
of the asbestos insulation from the school

until after the end of the term next

May instead of next month,

The action was taken in a four-hour
meeting of the board after it had received
petitions from 29 of the school’s 37 faculty
members and approximately 500 of the
785 students, requesting the delay, Supt,
E.P. Grigsbhy, Jr. said.

The motion to delay the work was
made by Dr. James D. Adams, and Il was
seconded by the other doctor-member of
the board, Dr. Mary L. Hall. The vote
was unanimous.

The reaction was strong. ‘I am still in
a state of shock...I can't believe it," said.
Mrs. Ruby Catherine Clifton, head of
PBS (People for Better Schools), the
organization which made the initial
protests relating to conditions at the
school and advanced the claims that the
presence of asbestos in ceilings at the
school constitutes a health hazard,

Following a meeling Monday evening
of the Floyd County Board of Health, its
chairman, Dr. Ernest C. Holbrook, an-
nounced that the board's unanimous
decision was to take “‘every step possible
to see that the asbestos is removed as
soon as it can be—not next spring. "

He added that he has contacted
“pulmonary people’” at the State Board
of Health and that they have held that “'a
significanl hazard does exist'" at the
school.

Funds Available To Help
Needy Meet Utility Bills

By BEN Z. HERSHERG
(In The Courier-Journal)

About $8.6 million is available in
Kentucky to aid families who cannot pay
utility bills and other emergency costs
this winter.

Eligibility for the funds, which come
from two government programs, is based
on income and other financial assets.
Families can gel once-yearly emergency
payments from each of the state and
federally bankrolled plans.

Up to 46,000 individuals could receive
utility-bill aid of up to $80 from Lhe
Energy Cost Assistance Program.
Another 21,000 families could receive
from $75 to $345 from the Emergency
Assistance Program, said Joan Riehm,
executive assistant to the secretary of
the Department for Human Resources.

Ms. Riehm said applicants for aid from
the two programs must Llake the
following information to the Bureau of
Social Insurance office in their home
counties;

—Proof of all income, such as
paycheck stubs. And proof of financial
assets, including checking or savings
account books and other holdings, such
as securities, that could easily be con-
verted into cash.

—Proof of age, such as driver's
licenses or birth certificates, or Medicaid
or Social Security cards.

—Social Security numbers for each
adult member of the family,

—The name and phone number of a
friend or neighbor who can verify the
family situation:

The purposes of the two plans differ
somewhal, and eligibility requirements
also vary, according to Ms. Riehm,

This $5 million state-funded program
was proposed by Gov. Julian Carroll in
the last General Assembly.

permanently disabled. Individuals
receiving Supplemental Security Income
payments are aulomatically eligible.

The maximum payment under the
program is $80. An individual with
monthly income up to $197 can receive
the maximum aid with the income limit
rising by roughly $63 for each additional
family member,

A smaller payment is available to
households with somewhat higher in-
comes.

Ms. Riehm said 3,500 applications for
the program have been received since
Dec. 1, when the agency began to accept
them. Applications can be processed
immediately in local Bureau of Social
Insurance offices over a statewide
computer network, she said. Applicants
should receive checks to pay current
utility bills or for use as credit against
future bills within a week after visiting
the county BSI office,

State and federal funds totaling $3.6
million are available for this program. It
is aimed at families lacking food, shelter
or utilities. To qualify, households must
include children younger than 21.

The income limit for eligibility is $150 a
month for an individual, $183 a month for
households with two people, and rises
from that level by $67 to $50 for each
additional family member.

Payments range from $75 to $345 ac-
cording to family size.

Families can qualify for the program
within a day or two of applying. Vouchers
that can be used to buy necessities are
given to families that do qualify. Utility
companies or retailers accepting the
vouchers are then reimbursed by the
state.

The faculty resolution pointed oul that
the long break from school, if the work
were done next month, would be so long
that it would be like starting a new year;
that the children will have forgotten
much background material that has been
taught this year; that students who need
summer jobs will have difficulty in
gelting jobs late in June because other
students will have already taken them,
and that seniors wishing to start summer
college lerms will graduate here too late
to enroll.

The students’ petition said that the
January date for removal of the ashestos
will delay the close of the school term a
minimum of five weeks and thus will
hamper students in enlering summer
school or finding summer employment,

“We feel,"” the resolution continued,
“we have been exposed to asbestos for
time periods ranging from four months to
three and a halfl years. We feel that 10
weeks (more) will not impose a higher
risk to our health than that (to which) we
have already been exposed."

May 10is the scheduled closing date for
the school term if there is no lost time,
(The county’s schools had as of Tuesday
already lost three days.) Actually, Mr.
Grigsby pointed out, there will be only 76
days of school left after the Jan, 15 date
originally set for the asbestos removal,

Supl. Grigsby pointed out that a four-
hour monitoring of the school during
school hours by OSHA showed that the
highest level of asbestos in Lhe building
was only .77, far below the 2.0 level that is
acceptable. Mrs. Clifton later said,
however, that she has been informed by
Dr. Block, of the Department of Labor,
that the federal government is in the
process of lowering the acceptable level
asbestos to .15, and Mrs. Ann Latta, of
PBS, said state labor laws now provide
that if a level of .1 or higher is found in an
industrial establishment the employer
must at his own expense furnish a
medical examination for his employees.

Supt. Grigsby in explaining the board
action said the board held that a more
complete and efficient job of asbestos
removal could be done if it is done after
the term ends. He added that one con-
tractor already is interested in doing the
work but that the board would prefer to
get "‘quotes,"”” or bids, from two or three
others. Mr. Grigsby also said the con-
tractor’s lime would be spent in
removing the asbestos and dispesing of
it. Then, he said, a separale contract
would cover electrical work.

PBS members said they have been
told the work can be done in 12 days.

Marvin Crider, Jr., architect, was
authorized to contact several contractors
for bids and dates when the work can be
begun and when it could be completed,
once il is begun.

The board, Grigsby said, recognized
the highly. technical and dangerous
procedure contractors must follow'in the
asbestos removal, and that it appears an
emergency exists,

The question of an emergency that can
wait till next May for action was raised
Monday afternoon by County Judge-
Executive Yvonne S. Jones at a meeting
of the Floyd County Economic Aid Board
which was asked by Supt. Grigsby lo
appropriate $35,000 for the work. The
superintendent’s request for the funds
followed receipt of notice that the $35,000
voted by the Big Sandy ADD Board
toward meeting the emergency will not
materialize, since the ADD board cannot
allocate funds for educational purposes.

The Economic Aid Beard did not
allocate the requested funds. The $35,000
sought is needed to match the $35,000
made available by Governor Carroll
from his emergency fund to help meet
the cost of the asbestos removal.

The Economic Aid Board is composed
of Judge Stumbo, chairman, Supt.
Grigsby, the mayors of Prestonsburg,
Martin and Wheelwright, Bob Branham,
Magistrate Herschell Hamilton, Dick
Allen, 0.C. Howell and James Reed.
Mayor E. P. Grigsby of Martin and
Magistrate Hamilton were not present at
the meeting.

Judge Stumbe said she would
recommend to the fiscal court at ils
Tuesday meeting that it allocate the
$35,000 from coal severance tax funds but
only if the board of education agrees to
take immediate action,

Discussihg the failure of the Economic
Aid Board lo grant the superintendent's
request for funds, the chairman said
there are too many other communities in
the county needing help for the board to
allocate funds for a project that does not
appear to be an emergency.

Gardening Tips from Extension Speciolists ot the
University of Kentucky College of Agriculture

Notwithstanding the time
of year, for people who live
on the farm or own a home
with & backyard garden, there
is always something to be
done to keep the place in
shape and the good work
going on. For instance, now
before heavy freezing and
thawing, it is a good time to
slean out the gutters. Unless
s is done the drain holes in
gutters are likely to clog,
ze and seriously damage
only the drains, but also
uilding, or buildings. A
cleaning out of such
should be done before
reezing weather sets in.
Is should be cleaned
needed, sharpened and
ed during the next two
s. Anyone who has ever
d out 1o do some farm
arden work early in the
g knows how exasper-
ng it can be for the tool he
needs to be inoperative,
Don’t let this happen to you.

Also before winter closes
in, give the old compost heap
a final turning over. This will
hasten decomposition of the
latest additions such as
autumn leaves. A generous
sprinkling of hydrated lime
will help things along and

correct any tendency to
acidity.
If the homeowner expects

to secure any landscape

service soon, the time to do
that is now. As this is gener-
ally a slow time of year for
landscapers, the one you
select will have more time for
you now than later in the
season. Moreso while your
grounds are bare, the land-
scaper can get a better idea of
the problem and how to
correct it.

Something ¢lse to do as
winter comes on. Save all the
ashes from your wood-
burning stove or fireplace for
garden use in the spring. They
are a fertile source of potash,
an essential plant food.

Store the ashes in water-
tight containers over the
winter and keep them dry.
This is very necessary because
their strength easily leaches
away. When applying them in
the spring, use them thinly,
especially on lawns. Ashes are
said to protect Asters against
the blight and if used consist-
ently, will loosen the soil.

Something else that will
help you with your garden-
ing. Attract birds. Feeding
winter birds is an interesting,
useful and humane pastime.
Don't start it, however, unless
you intend to keep it up.
Once birds come to depend
upon your largess, they may
starve to death if you stop
feeding them.

PSC Says KU
Should Unload
Coal Itself

A study shows that Ken-
tucky Utilities Co. could save
money by operating its own
coal unloading facility instead
of solely contracting with
another firm, but KU contends
that the operation has saved
money.

The issue, being considered
by the Kentucky Public
Service Commission, con-
cerns KU wunloading practices
for its Ghent Plant Unit No. 2
in Carroll County.

Low-sulfur coal from
eastern Kentucky is tran-
sported by rail to Cleancoal
Terminal where it is trans-
ferred to Ohio River barges
for transportation to the Ghent
No. 2 unit, a distance of one-
quarter mile.

KU contends this practice is
less costly than constructing
and operating a rail unloading
facility on the plant site. The
consultant's study says that
even if KU constructs rail
unloading facilities and meets
its contractual agreement
with Cleancoal, it would still
save money.

KU officials say it would
take about two-and-a-half
years (o construct rail
unloading facilities. KU
already has barge unloading
facilities at the plant for coal
received by river barge,

The $75,000 study by Arthur
Young & Co., of Louisville, an
accounting and consulting
firm, determined that KU
could save 48 cents per fon
over a 30-yvear period by
operating its own rail
unloading operation.

During that period, the
study shows, the Cleancoal
arrangement would cost $1.78
per ton while the rail
operation would cost $1.28 per
ton. KU says its operation with
Cleancoal presently cosis 96
cents per ton, but the study
contends that KU has not
allowed for escalation in costs.

Additionally, KU pointed out
that the Cleancoal
arrangement is for 10 years—
not 30 years.

The PSC ordered the study
when the unloading operation
came to light during hearings
earlier this year on KU's fuel
adjustment charges.

The PSC ordered KU to pay
for the study.

More than 600,000 workers
protected by federal wage and
hour laws were illegally un-
derpaid by almost $129 million
during the 1978 fiscal year.

U.S. Is Preparing To Give State Disaster Relief

{In The Courier-Journal)

WASHINGTON—Although the White
House hasn’t yet formally declared
flood-stricken Kentucky a disaster area
the federal government reportedly
is already gearing up o provide
relief.

This apparently has been the situation
since early Saturday, when Rep. Carl
Perkins, D-7th District, called from
Kentucky to notify President Carter's
staff of the floods.

Before the federal government can
officially begin to provide emergency
services, a major disaster must be
declared by President Carter.

Late Monday, Gov. Julian Carroli’s

emergency efforts in Kentucky.

“It's as if a (disaster) declaration
already had been made’’ said Perkins,
whose Eastern Kentucky district was
hard-hit by the flooding.

The Farmers Home Administration
provides, among other things, low-cost
loans to help farmers recoup losses.

Oneof the problems encountered in the
devastating floods of April 1977, in
southeastern Kentucky, was that a
disaster declaration was quickly made,
but federal agencies seemingly weren't
prepared to go into action.

Sen. Wendell Ford, D-Ky., said
yesterday that he and his staffl have
attempted to avert that situation by
informing the White House and federal

staff—headed by top aide Jack Hall and
state adjutant general Billy Wellman—
was preparing the formal request for
disaster relief, as required,

“We are putting it together and up-
dating it by the hour,” said Gary Auxier,
the governor's press secretary.

Meanwhile, government agencies such
as the Farmers Home Administration
already were beginning to organize their

Area Disaster Plan “Proven”
During Recent Flooding

State and national Red Cross officials
who came here in response to the past
weekend's flooding in this section praised
the efforts of the Floyd Counly Red'Cross

_ Chapter and local volunteers for .lhe
efficiency with which an area disaster
plan was carried out.

The plan, which has been a major focus
of the local chapter since the severe flood
of April, 1977, was ‘“‘put to the test" over
the we€kend as hundreds of residents,
primharily from Magoffin and Johnson
counties were displaced from their
homes.

With the large-scale evacuation of
Paintsville in the face of a potential dam
failure on Paint Creek and the
displacement of hundreds of people along
the Licking River in Magoffin county, the
Floyd Red Cross chapter speedily
established three disaster service cen-
ters in the Prestonsburg area, although
only the one set up at Prestonsburg High
School was utilized to any large degree.

Shelby Willis, executive director of the
Floyd Red Cross said the state Red Cross
organization was alerted to the situation
and in a short time, emergency supplies
were headed this way, In fact, the
response from both the state and other
Red Cross districts was overwhelmiing
as lwo (ractor-trailers from the
Louisville office hauled in supplies lo the
shelter here as well as shelters all along
the Big Sandy and elsewhere. A shorl
time later, two more trucks brought
additional supplies from Dayton, O, and
by the time area shelters had begun to be
used they were [ully stocked with various
foodstuffs, coffee, personal toilet Kits,
baby formula and bottles, cots, blankets,
ete,

Red Cross workers manned the shelter
here while others from the Floyd chapter
helped set up disaster centers in Salyers-
ville and at Porter Elemenlary, in
Johnson county. Eight Red Cross
workers from Kingsport, Tenn. along
with rescue squad members and Floyd
Red Cross personnel also helped with
evacuation procedures and distribution
of supplies.

At both Prestonsburg and Porter,

round-the-clock nurses were on hand to
take care of any medical problems, and
all prescription medicines were ad-
ministered every four hours, ‘‘just like in
a hospital,” according to Mrs. Willis.

Lewis Bondurant, director of public
relations with the Kentucky Red Cross,
who helped at the shelter here and in
other centers in the area, said the
operations at the disaster center here
were a “‘model of efficiency'’ and he
further commended the local
organization saying, '‘Your people here
were already well-organized before
outside help got here. There's a lot of
your chapter workers who haven't slept
for the past 24 hours."

Mrs. Willis said many of the people
who stayed at the sheiter here and in
other locations *‘came in their robes with
hardly any other clothes,” especially
those Johnson county residents who were
faced with the prospect of a dam break.

Although relatively small-scale
flooding hit the county requiring only
partial implementation of the county-
wide disaster plan which has been
devised by the Red Cross chapter here,
Ray Brackett, Floyd County Chapter
board chairman, said, ‘‘we couldn't be
sure how extensive the flooding would be,
bt we were réady with disaster service
centers all over the county if the need
arose."

Jim Landrum, disaster director for the
South Florida Red Cross Division, who is
here this week working on assistance
applications, said he was “‘amazed’’ by
the fact that after the shelter here was
closed, an inventory of supplies showed
nothing had been taken from the shelter,
“not even a towel."" He also added, **Your
local people did a fantastic job on this
shelter operation.”

Commitment Procedures
Under Committee Study

As a result of a recommendation by the
Kentucky Judicial Council, the Supreme
Court has appointed a Mental Health
Advisory Commiltee which will un-
dertake a project to research and make
recommendations on mental health
commitment procedures in Kentucky.
The initial meeting of the Commiltee was
held on Wednesday, December 6, 1978, al
the Administrative Office of the Courts in
Frankfort.

The work of the Committee will be
direcied toward reviewing the existing
procedures, identifying the problems
related to the procedures whether they
be statutory or budgetary, and making
appropriate recommendations to the
Supreme Court and (he General
Assembly for improvement.

The problem of how to handle the
mentally ill has been identified by judges
across the state as one of the most
significant problems they have in per-
forming their duties

A grant was made by the Kentucky
Crime Commission to conduct the study,
which will take a year to complete.

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Committee Asks
Special Session
Look at Taxes

The Interim Joint Committee on Ap-
propriations and Revenue last Tuesday
requested thal the call for the upcoming
session of the General Assembly be
expanded {o include a look at the state
income tax.

Since only items which are included in
the call for a special session can be
considered by the legislature, the
commitlee requested changes in the call
issued by Lt. Gov. Thelma Stovall.

The original call for the session had
asked the General Assembly to increase
the standard deduction for state income
tax; however, the committee noted that
only about half of all taxpayers take
advantage of the standard deduction and
recommended looking for changes in the
tax that would affect more people, such
as an income tax credit,

The committee also requested that the
executive budgel be considered in the
upcoming session, since in order to cut
taxes some expenditures must be cut.

The committee motion was carefully
worded, however, to include only in-
creases or decreases in expenditures or
eliminating or decreasing programs.
Members of the committee said they
wanted to avoid opening up the budget to
the point that almost any legislation or
new programs could be considered in the
special session,

Rep. Joe Clark (D-Danville), chairman
of the committee, said that he had asked
the lieutenant governor to appear before
the committee to explain her proposed
legislation, but that she had refused. In a
letter to the committee Stovall had said
that it was “‘inappropriate’” for her to
appear at lhe meeting, adding 1 would
be happy to discuss it at such time as my
own legislation is finally prepared.”

Sen. Joe Prather (D-Vine Grove) said
that the legislative leadership had met
with the lieutenant governor and ‘‘the
best we could determine,” she would
have something more specific “by the
end of next week.”

The committee heard a staff report on
the sales tax on utilities. Legislative
Research Commission staff member
Linda Kubala said that while elimination
of the tax on residential sales would cost
the state about $54.4 million over the
biennium, the average electric customer
would save only about $1.25 a month. The
average customer who heats with gas
might save about $2.50 to $3.50 a month
she said, and the average natural gas
customer would save only about $1 a
month.

Rep. Harold DeMarcus (R-Stanford)
said, “'I don't think the utility sales tax is
as big a political issue as peopledthink it
is,"" He added that the ''big issue" is the
fuel adjustment clause, which is added
into utility bills, and noted that the taxes
people mention first “are the ones they
pay in a lump at a time,” such as the
property lax.

The committee also heard an LRC
report on alternative changes in the state
property tax system, ranging from a
freeze on the property tax revenues to
allowing a fixed percentage increase in
the revenues. Clark asked for figures
from the LRC of the financial impact of
the different proposals.

On Shooting Count

Curtis Winford Tufts was jailed here
Monday evening on a first degree assault
charge after he allegedly had shot and
wounded his step-son, Arnold Wicker,
Jr., at the Tufts home in Wayland earlier
in the day.

He was booked by State Troopers
Sizemore and Phipps. Wicker was shot in
the stomach by a shotgun charge said to
have been fired at close range. Wicker
was reported in serious condition and
underwent surgery at the McDowell
Regional Hospital, but is expected to
recover.

Details of the shooting are lacking.

The threat of a devastating flood and
the weekend evacuation of Paintsville
had a direet impact on Highlands
Regional Medical Center.

As concern for the leaking cofferdam
on Paint Creek grew, authorities began
making arrangements to implement
disaster procedures, As early as 3 a.m.
Saturday, Highlands Regional was
notified of a possible evacuation of
Paintsville and more specifically, the
Paintsville hospilal, Within a short time,
disaster plans al Highlands Regional
were in-full effect.

The actual call to evacuate Paintsville
came 4 few hours later, at 8:58 am.
Immedialely, the transfer of patients to
Highlands Regional began.

Official sources at Highlands Regional
indicated that the complete transfer of 17
patients took less than two hours. The
Painisville Rescue Squad, local am-
bulance services and some private
auwlomobiles were used. Sources reported
that the transfers were completed in
remarkably rapid time and without in-
eldent

“Because of a comprehensive disaster
plan and regular rehearsals, we were
prepared to deal with the situation,”
according to Les Rankin, administrator
at Highlands Regional Medical Center.

“Tam so very proud of our staff here at
the hospital for the way they responded
and performed their duties in this critical
situation,”” He also said, "I think the
success of Lthe evacuation is a real tribute
to many people bul particularly to the
planning and preparedness of Jim Tom
Newman, director of Civil Defense, and
other Paintsville and Johnson county
officials.

In addition to the 17 patients who were
transferred lo Highlands Regional, a
large number of other evacuees came to
the hospital seeking care and shelter.
After hospital personnel determined
their needs, some were laken to
evacuation centers in Prestonsburg while
many others were fed and given a place
to stay at Lhe hospital.

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Footrot Problem Expected

With muddy conditions on farms, an
Extension veterinarian says that cal-
tlemen can expect footrot problems in
their cattle,

All breeds are susceptible and the
disease can affect cattle on pasture as
well as in confinement lots, according to
Bill Wise in the University of Kentucky
College of Agriculture. Although the
problem may show up any time of the
year, its incidence is higher from
December through March,

Tissue-destroying footrot is caused by
an anaerobic germ which means it lives
in the absence of oxygen. The germ
thrives in wet, dark places such as mud
and wet manure.

‘Early detection and treatment are
important,’’ says Wise, He points out that
the germ enters the tissue of the feet
through small cuts or bruses, then
multiplies under the skin and in the outer
tissues. Other organisms can then move
into the wound and increase the infection

Lameness is usually the first sign of
footrot. Wise says that an examination of
the fool may show little more than a
reddening and swelling of the skin bet-

the hoof. But intense pain often can be
noted by touching the infected part.

Infected cattle lose weight when feet
gel sore enough to interfere with their
movement (o get feed.

Under wet conditions when foolrot is
actively spreading, Wise recommends
isolating infected cattle and mass-
treating the entire group with antibiolics
or sulfa drugs. He says letracycline
antibiotics may be added to the feed,
sulfa drugs put in the drinking water, or a
combination of these treatments may be
used

Copper sulphate foot baths will help
control the disease. Wise also recom-
mends spreading a 1-f0-20 mixture of
powdered copper sulphate and slacked
lime around water troughs or where mud
and manure accumulate.

Treatment of individual animals is
most effective, according to Wise, under
dry conditions when the disease is no
longer spreading in the herd

Valuable breeding stock usually should
be treated individually. The Extension
veterinarian says an antibacterial oint-
ment may be applied to open lesions and
the foot bandaged. A single therapeutic
dose of penicillin or tetracycline, or a
long-acting sulfonamide will cure the
infection if given early in the course of
the disease.

*lo form of treatment is satisfactory if
infected animals are not kept in a clean,
dry place free of mud and manure during
treatment,”” Wise warns. ‘“‘Repealed
outbreaks can be expected if unsanitary
conditions persist in the barn lot or
pasture.”

The maximum
Hability of a credit card holder is $50.00
for unauthorized charges made on a
credit card. But if you carry a number of
credit cards and lose 10 cards, you're

Check your monthly bill carefully to
recognize signs of theft: If your bill is
larger than your individual charge slips,
see if you're being charged for a pur-
chase you did not make.

Back in 1519 when Her-
nando Cortez was subduing
the unfortunate Aztecs of
Mexico, he found these
people flavoring their tobacco
with a substance they called
“xochiocotzoquahuitl.” They
also burned this substance as
incense and used it to treat a
‘great number of ailments
ranging from skin disorders to
colds.

Cortez recognized this sub-
stance as liquidambar which
Europeans of his time ob-
tained by trading with the

East where it was harvested
from the Onental sweetgum
tree, Liquidambar onentalis.

This liquidambar trom the
Orient was also used by
Europeans in the manufac-
ture of perfume. incense and
medicines. The liquidambar
used by the Aztecs came
from the American sweet-
gum, Liquidambar styra-
ciflua.

History records that
American sweetgum was first
found in the United States by
another Spanish explorer,
Alvar Nunez Cabeza De Vaca,
in 1528 when he was explor-
ing in Flonda. He used the
liquidambar obtained from
this tree to treat insect bites
and stings received by his
men. This substance, by the

way, is stll collected from
wounds 1n the trunk of the
tree and extracted from its
bark. It is known 1o the drug
trade as American Storax and
is still used to flavor tobacco,
to scent soap and in the
preparation of some medi-
cines, One of these prepara-
tons 1s used to treat a skin
disease known as scabies

The Amencan sweelgum
whose unique, starshaped
leaves turn a bright purple in
the fall makes a wonderful,
attractive shade tree for the
lawn. lts wood is valuable too
and is widely used in the
manufacture of veneer, floor-
ing, lurniure, boxes and
other items of wood,

The tree can be identilied
by its starshaped leaves,
corklike “wings™ on its twigs,
and its dangling seed bur
whiclt has the appearance of a
Medieval skull-cracking
weapon known as the Spanish
Mace. Seed shaken from these
burs in autumn will readily
sprout come spring. The seed
are also relished by squirrels,
chipmunks, quall, towhees,
chickadees and other birds.
The seed burs will often hang
on the tree all winter. On the
lawn they can be a nuisance
in spring. Although not much
bigger than a golf ball, they
need to be raked up before
getting out the lawnmower,

Foresters say that spring-
ing from a seed, the sweet-
gum will grow at the rate of
about a foot a year. So if you
would have a sweetgum shade
tree in a shorler penod of
time, it will be best to dig up
a sprout from the wild or
purchase one from & nursery.

place in casserole. Make a sauce of 1 cup
brown sugar, 1 teaspoon dry mustard, 'z
cup white vinegar and 'y cup water.

Put in blender 1 small onion, 'z
green pepper, 2 tablespoons flour, 4 eggs,
2 cups evaporated milk, 2 tablespoons
parsley flakes, 1 teaspoon salt, %%
teaspoon each garlic salt and pepper.
Blend till onion and green pepper are fine
textured. Put drained sausage in two 9-
inch unbaked pie shells, then place slices
of Swiss cheese from {two 8-ounce
packages over this and pour mixture
from blender over the contents of both
pies. Sometimes 1 alternate layers of
sausage, cheese and mixture. Bake 35 to
40 minutes at 375 degrees. | like to let
mine set for about an hour before slicing
to serve.”

Manual Details Rights
For Disabled Persons

A series of seminars designed to in-
form advocates, lawyers and service
professionals about the rights of
developmentally disabled persons is
being presented across the state.

According to Diane Schneider, director
of the Developmental Disabilities Law
Project, there are more than 182,000
disabled Kentuckians with rights that
have never been specified to them.

“No matter how severely develop-
mentally disabled a person may be,” she
said, “‘the ability to assert one's rights is
seldom found to be completely lacking.”

Much of the information presented at
the seminars is drawn from a manual
Schneider edited. The manual entitled
“Disabilities Law in Practice,” is more
than 500 pages in length and was
published in November by the
Developmental Disabilities Law Project
and printed by the Office for Public
Advocacy. Included in the manual are
articles defining developmental
disabilities, state federal and local
assistance programs and services, estate
planning and institutionalization.

The manual is available for $10 through
the Developmental Disabilities Law
Project, Short-Long Term Residential
Care, Newport, Kentucky 41071, or
through the Office for Public Advocacy,
Protection and Advocacy Division, State
Office Building Annex, Frankfort,
Kentucky 40601.

The special General Assembly session
scheduled o assemble Monday has been
delayed Lill today (Wednesday) by a
record-breaking flood in Frankfort.

Gov. Julian Carroll meanwhile added
three items to the call for a special
session of the General Assembly, in-
cluding specific aspects of the state
budget,

Carroll said in an afternoon press
conference last Friday that con-
sideration of both appropriations and
spending is required by the Kentucky
Constitution and that reductions in the
budget would require equal reductions in
spending.

“We don’t expect a surplus by the end
of this fiscal year that concludes in June,
1979, Carroll said, although he said
there could be a substantial surplus in the
first two quarters. “We don't make
quarterly estimates and the first quar-
ters are usually the best,” he said.

Carroll also asked the General
Assembly to clarify legislation dealing
with the state’s welfare fraud unity to
“‘make it absolutely clear to the courts of
our intent to deal responsibly with crime
against the laxpayers."

Finally, Carroll is asking the
legislature to approprate revenue Lo
provide assistance for the South Shore,

Hammond Asks
Disaster Help

After touring the flooded areas of
Eastern Kentucky, particularly the
counties of Martin, Floyd, Johnson,
Morgan, Powell and Magoffin, State
Senator Jim Hammond by telegram
requested President Carter to declare
these counties a federal disaster area,
making the people of those counties who
have suffered Ilosses from Lhe
devastating flooding during the weék of
December 4-11 eligible for federal
assistance in the form of low interest
loans and grants.

(Governor Carroll called on President
Carter, Monday, to declare all these
counties, except Floyd and Johnson,
disaster areas.)

Hammond also requested Governor
Carroll, Senators Huddleston and Ford
and Congressman Carl D. Perkins to
include in their request to the President
these counties.

Hammond said that the areas of
Warfield area in Martin county, Martin
in this county, West Liberty in Morgan,
Paintsville in Johnson, \Salyersville in
Magoffin, and Clay City in Powell
county were particularly hard hit, left
without transportation and com-
munication facilities, and that many
were"without driftking water or. feod
supplies, or both,

In each of the communities, Hammond
said, cleaning up efforts were already
under way. He said this attests to the
strong will and determination of the
people, especially in the face of the
continued after-effects of the spring
flooding of 1977.

Hammond said that the Disaster and
Emergency Services office in Frankfort
has been in operation and providing
emergency assistance since Friday to all
victims of the flooding and that any not
receiving disaster assistance should
contact General Wilburn Buntin, deputy
director of Disaster and Emergency
Services, lelephone 502-564-4700.

On July 7, 1978, the District Court of the
District of Columbia entered a Stipulated
Order providing that the definition of
family income for purposes of computing
maximum rentals for public housing, as
contained in a HUD Circular, which
excluded spouses from the $300 deduction
for each dependent and excluded
dependents from the $300 deduction for
each secondary wage earner, was invalid
and violated the United States Housing
Act of 1937, as amended. The effect of this
determination is that certain families
who lived in public housing during the
period from March 16, 1971 to September
26, 1975, may have been charged too
much rent. Therefore, the Distriet Court
ordered HUD to establish a one million
dollar fund for the payment of claims
which current or former tenants of public
housing may submit for a refund of any
overpayments.

The District Court's Stipulated Order
provides that, if valid claims exceed one
million dollars, HUD has the option of
having the Order dissolved in which case
NTO and HUD may negotiate a modified
settlement or proceed with further
litigation. Thus, claimants should realize
that the submittal of a claim determined
valid by a PHA may resultin full, partial,
or no payment, depending on the total
amount of valid claims submitted to
HUD, or the final outcome of any further
litigation. Any person wishing to receive
a copy of the Stipulated Order or a claim
form may do so by making their request
known to a local PHA.

Christmas Cactus
Brightens Winter

By JOHN E. SPARKS
County Extension Agent

The Christmas Cactus (Zygocactus
Sp.) is a member of the cactus family
native to Brazil, and is also known as the
Thanksgiving or crab cactus. They bear
exquisite blossoms from late October
into January.

Christmas Cactus roots easily and
should be grown in a good indoor potting
medium and appreciates plenty of water
while in active growth. The plants need
sun in fall and winter, so are well suited
to a sunny window; it should receive
some light shade during spring and
summer. Fertilize with house plant
fertilizer according to the label during
the active growing periods.

To encourage flowering, reduce
watering and allow the roots to become
somewhat dry in Oclober. Growing in
cool conditions (50-60 degrees F) with 12
hours of uninterrupted darkness for a
month encourages flower bud formation.
This should be done in October for
flowering aroound Christmas, After
blooming, reduce watering somewhat
and fertilize when new growth begins.

Boyd Co. Sheriff Begins
Crackdown on Coal Trucks

By STEVEN R. FARLEY
(In Ashland Daily Independent)

CATLETTSBURG —Coal truck traffic
on U.S. 23 here came lo a stop last
Wednesday after Boyd sheriff's
deputies—in light of an accident Tuesday
involving a school bus and coal truck—
cracked down with radar and weight
scales.

Boyd Sheriff Tom Jackson said coal
traffic was stopped as deputies set up
positions on US, 23 south of here.
Jackson said his five-man department
could keep it up until Friday, but would
then have to resume its normal duties of
service Lo circuit court by serving papers
and warrants.

Speaking to a group of more than 50
concerned citizens at Catlettsburg Junior
High School, Jackson said he would
request funds from the Boyd Fiscal Court
al its next meeting to pay for three ad-
ditional deputies. Those deputies,
Jackson said, would patrol U.S. 23.

Jackson said he cited 25 trucks for
overweight yesterday and made a
number of truckers clean dirt off their
license plates.

Inan interview last week, Jackson said
he was concerned more with operators
driving recklessly or speeding, not
overweights. He said he had cited only
four trucks for overweight before the
Wednesday check.

“The situation is going to get a lol
worse before it gets better,” Jackson
said, adding that approximately 2,000
coal trucks use U.S. 23 from the counly
line to eity limits here a day

The emotional audience facing
Jackson was not appeased. Parents
indicated they will continue to make their
voices heard on the matter. Members of
the group said they would attend the
upcoming fiscal court meeting to support
Jackson's request and that they planned
to visit Kentucky State Police and the
state Department of Transportation.

Plans were also made to visil an at-
torney’s office where petitions are being
drawn up asking for controls on drivers
who speed and drive recklessly,

“U.S. 23 is atrocious,” said Mrs.
Fredda Hulett, a spokesman for the
group.

“We'll walk with signs knee deep in
snow to protest against the coal truckers
who run at an excessive rate of speed and
can't control their vehicles,’ she said.

Capt. James Cromer of the Ashland
KSP post also complained of lack of
manpower.

*This problem could be cleared up in
oneday,” he said. *‘It's up to the drivers
to obey the laws. The problem could be
corrected if they decide to honor the
presence of other people on the road.”

Cromer added that is unlikely “‘aslong
as greed is involved and the quest for the
almighty dollar.”

To resolve the problem, Jackson said
more pressure will have to be placed on
the Department of Transportation to get
more enforcement officers up here,
although he added the one man DOT has
in Boyd County is doing a fine job.

Jackson said he knew an accident like
the one Tuesday in which three persons
were Lreated at an area hospital was
coming, but said he expected it at the
busy intersection of US. 23 and In-
terstate 64. “That's like a time bomb up
there,” Jackson said of the intersection.

Parents were critical of a lack of en-
forcement on the part of Kentucky State
Police, DOT and Jackson's office, but
according to DOT figures, more
citations, convictions and fines have been
levied this year concerning overweight
trucks.

Former Sheriff Rice, contacted at his
Ashland Coal Inc. office, said that during
the height of coal traffic last summer he

While Ashland Coal, a division of
Ashland 0il Inc., does not own any coal
trucks, it does publish safety booklet and
advises drivers of the need for safety,
A.V. Rash, a spokesman for the com-
pany, said this morning,

Ashland Coal uses independent drivers
on contract to haul its coal, Rash said,
“*and there are only so many things you
can do with a contract hauler. You can
talk to them, advise them, but you can't
be as direct as with an employee.”

Independent truckers are required to
be level-loaded and covered with a
tarpaulin before they leave the mine
area, Rash said. That policy has been In
effect approximately one year.

Rash said his company is aware of the
heavy road traffic along U.S. 23. That is
one reason Ashland Coal is constructing
a truck-to-barge facility below Ashland
0il refinery to reduce coal truck traffic

TO MAKE THIS HOLIDAY COOKIE HOUSE

You don’t have to be a
eraftsman to bhuild this
eookie house. Since the base
is a cardboard box, it's much
simpler Lo make than most
cookie houses and won't
put a big dent in your
holiday budget.

You don't even have to
make the cookie dough, be-
cause this uses refrigerated
slice and bake sugar cookies.
Two rolls of refrigerated
cookie dough will make
enough cookies to cover the
whole house. Walls and roof
are covered with your own
butter eream frosting or
frosting mix.

The cookies should be
completely cooled hefore
you work with them, so you
can make them a day ahead,
But if you'd rather com-
plete the house in one half-
day session, hake the
cookies first, Construet the
cardboard base while they
are cooling, then decorate
the cookies and “build”
your house,

Cookie houses can be
kept from one year to the
next, with just a little
patching necessary the sec-
ond wvear.

COOKIE HOUSE

Materials Needed.:

2 rolls Pillshury Refrigera-
ted Sugar Slice 'n Bake
Cookies

Red tinted sugar

3 - 15.4 oz. packages vanilla
frosting mix or 6 Lo 8
cups homemade butter
cream frosting

Pressurized cake and cookie
decorators (red and green)
or pastry tube and tips
and tinted frosting

Cardboard box with
flaps (9" x 12" x 9")

Heavy cardboard for roof
(24"x 157")

Masking tape
First Bake The Cookies:

1. For Roof Shingles:
Slice one roll of the cookie
dotrgh into 50 slices (less
than 1/4-inch thick); sprin-
kle each with red sugar.
Bake at 3509 for 8 to 10
minutes until light golden
brown around edges. (Do
not overbake.) Cool on rack.

2. For Wall Bricks: Slice

top

28 1/A4-inch slices from sec
ond roll of eookie dough
{Refrigerate rest of dough.)
Cut each slice in hall. Bake
as for Roof Shingles.

3. For Froat of House
Decorations: Slice remain-
ing cookie dough into
1/4-inch slices.

Santa — Use two slices,
Cut narrow strip from two
sides of one slice, forming
a Lriangle. Place triangle
over one edge of whole slice
for Santa's hat. Use two
narrow sirips for mous
tache. Add chocolate chip
eves and eandy mouth. Bake
and cool on rack. Frost hat
and moustache with vanilia
frosting, using a decorator
tip, if desired, Sprinkle hat
with red sugar.

Angel — Use one and a
quarter glice. Cut narrow
strip from Lwo sides of full
slice to form triangular body.
Place cut-off strips at sides
for wings. Roll 1/4 slice in-
to ball for head. Place at
top of triangle and add
candy eyes. Bake and cool
on rack. Outline body and
wings with decoralor writ
ing tip.

To Make the House

Cut the two longer flaps
from hox (reserve one for
the chimney and the other
for reinforcing). Shape
shorter flaps into triangles,
cutting from top center of
flap to corners of box, to
form peak at front and back
of house. Reinforce triangles

on the inside by taping card-
haard over the flap fold

Fold 14" x 15" piece of
cardbhoard in half to form
roof. Tape securely to house
From reserved flap, form
and tape chimney, cutting
bottom at same angle as
roof, Tape to rool.
To Decorate

1. Prepare frosting. (Keep
it covered as you work.)
Spread frosting over sides of
chimney. With red decora-
tor, pipe on lines of frosting,
using small writing tip, to
resemble bricks. Spoon
frosting around top of
chimney to resemble snow,

2. Spread thick layer of
frosting over sides and back
of house. Press cookie
“bricks" securely into
frosting.

3. Spread frosting over
roofl, Starting at the bottom,
arrange a row of red sugared
cookie “shingles.” Overlap
remaining shingles in rows
to cover roof. (Carefully
press cookies into frosting
to secure.)

4, Spread frosting over
front of house, With leaf tip
and green decoralor, make
door and shrubs. With small
writing tip make window.
Arrange decoraled cookies
on front. Press into frosting
to secure.

5. Spoon remaining frost-
ing on peak and around edge
of roof to resemble snow.
(If frosting becomes too
stiff, add & few drops of
warm water,)

Legal Notice to families who lived in
public housing projects operated by the
Housing Authority of Martin, Ky. or lived
in public housing projects in any other
city between March 16, 1971 - September
26, 1975.

If you rented a house or apartment
from the Martin Housing Authority or
any other Public Housing Agency (PHA)
during the period between March 186,
1971, and September 26, 1975, you may be
eligible to file a claim for a refund of part
of your rent during that period if:

1. The wife or husband of the head of
the household was present and dependent
upon the head of the household for sup-
port and-or;

2. A dependent member of your family
household was employed

If you believe vour family falls within
one of the categories described above,
you may wish to continue reading this
Notice in order to determine how and
under what circumstances you may file a
¢laim,

On July 7, 1978, the Distriet Court of the
District of Columbia entered a Stipulated
Order providing that the definition of
family income for purposes of computing
maximum rentals for public housing, as
contained in a HUD Circular, which
excluded spouses from the $300 deduction
for each dependent and excluded
dependents from the $300 deduction for
each secondary wage earner, was invalid
and violated the United Stales Housing
Act of 1937, as amended. The effect of this
determination is that certain families
who lived in public housing during the
period from March 16, 1971 to September
26, 1975, may have been charged too
much rent. Therefore, the District Court
ordered HUD to establish a one million
dollar fund for the payment of claims
which current or former tenants of public
housing may submit for a refund of any
overpayments.

The District Court's Stipulated Order
provides that, if valid claims exceed one
million dollars, HUD has the option of
having the Order dissolved in which case
NTO and HUD may negotiate a modified
settlement or proceed with further
litigation.

School Board Authority
To Set Priorities for Funds

FRANKFORT, Ky. (Dec. 6, 1978)—The
newly formed Kentucky School Board
Authority should have a classification
system including a priority list of schools
and a cost parlicipation [ormula
prepared by January, acting Director
Arnold Guess said last week.

In a report to the subcommittee on
program implementation oversight of
the Interim Joint Committee on
Education, Guess also said that although
funds for the program won't be available
until July 1, the authority may get per-
mission from the commissioner of
finance to begin issuing bonds in early
Spring.

The authority was created by the 1978
General Assembly to close the “historic
gap between the needs for schoolhousing
in the Commonwealth school
distriets and their ability to
construct schoolhousing,” according to
House Bill 627

The authority has been funded with $7
million for fiscal year 1979-80, said
Guess. The rale of state funding could be
from'zero to %0 percent, but the rate has
not vel been determined.

The acting director told the sub-
commiltee that the School Bopard
Authority is a separale corporate entity
but is still closely allied with the
Department of Education.

The authority serves a multiple pur-
pose in that it gives incentives which may
cause local school districts to put more
into capital construction, it acts as an
additional equalizer between wealthy
and poorer school districts, and it acts as
a bond holding company, said Guess.

Guess said a school’s placement on the
priority list will be determined by three
factors:

Need for construction on a per pupil
cost basis as determined by state and
local teams;

Effort by the local school district as
determined by (a) examining con-
struction under the three present funds,
capital outlay, special voted fund, and
the general fund and (b) division of that
total by the average daily attendance for
a per pupil rate;

Percent of pupil growth experienced by
a school district over the past five years

Guess said he is “‘determined that this
(placement on the priority list) will be
objective and not political.”

There is a possibility that *very
wealthy'' school districts may be funded
by the authority during the first year,
noted Guess, but that funding would
probably be near 30 percent while poorer
school districts would get around 70-80
percent funding.

Subcommittee member Rep. Pete
Worthington (D-Ewing) expressed
concern about districts where, for one
reason or another, little effort has been
expended to obtain new construction,
These may be low on the priority list even
though the need is great, he said.

Guess responded that need will be the
“overpowering’’ factor in determining
the priority list.

Worthington also stated that the School
Board Authority is taking a different
form than he thought was created by the
bill. He felt that the authority would be
acting solely as a bonding agent, with no
appropriations, to enable a school
district which has bonding potential but
an ‘“‘unstable'’ financial condition to
receive bonds at a lower interest rate by
working through the School Board
Authority.

Guess said that although funds are
available from the authority, the
authority could still act only as a bonding
agent with a school district providing 100
percent [unding.

Several subcommittee members stated
that they wanted Guess to return to a
meeting after guidelines are completed
in January for further discussion of the
authority’s role.

Also speaking before the subcommittee
were Richard M. Burnett, a fiscal agent
with Johnston, Brown, Burnett and

Knight Investmenl Bankers in Louisville,
and Frank Hatfield, Bullitl county school
superintendent and a member of a
superintendents advisory committee to
the authority

Burnett, whose firm has set up bonding
for schools and also underwrites; buys
and distributes these bonds, told the
subcommittee that Kenlucky school
bonds are already in a favorable position
and are being bought by many banks and
individuals. The new School Board
Authorily will add further “'credence’ Lo
the school bonds,

Hatfield said so far local school of-
ficials have been active in the authority
formation and he hopes thal interest
continues.

In other action, the subcommittee, with
Sen. Kenneth Gibson (D-Madisonville) as
chairman, voled to approve a resolulion
authored by Sen. Nelson R. Allen (D
Russell) and Rep. Jody Richards (D-
Bowling Green), chairmen of the Interim
Jont Committee on Educalion, relating to
the intent of the Educational Im-
provement Act of 1978. The resolution
outlines the committee's understanding
of the acts's funding, responsibility lor
administration, and specific provisions
for carrying out the act.

The subcommittee voted to send a
resolution relating to the state-supported
kindergarten program without action to
the full committee. The resolution, also
authored by co-chairmen Allen and
Richards, asked that the 1980 General
Assembly changed the pupil-teacher
ratio from 50-1 to 40-1

What Kentucky treasurer em-
bezzled some $247,000 from the Com-
monwealth and fled the state never to be
relocated?

These are two of the questions from a
history quiz which will appear in the
December isssue of the Bulletin, the
bimonthly publication of the Kentucky
Historical Society. ‘‘New features are
being added to appeal to history lovers of
all ages," according to Dr. Jim Klotter,
managing editor of the publications staff,
"'The answers to the questions are not as
easy as they seem.”

Isaac Shelby, John L. Helm, James B.
MecCreary and A.B, Chandler served two
terms as governor, but not consecutively.
J.C.W. Beckham filled the remainder of
assassinated Gov. William Goebel's
term, then a full one of his own, But
Kentucky's second governor, James
Garrard, is theonly governor who served
two full consecutive terms, 1796-1804.
After thal, the Constitution of 1799
prohibited conseculive terms.

“Honest Dick" Tate had been elected
treasurer every Iwo years since 1867
before he fled the state in 1888 with state
funds. His lasl recorded location was in
Brazil

Along with history quizzes, the Bulletin
also will feature old photographs.
Readers may submit old photographs
which will be copied and returned. *‘This
will help the Kentucky Historical Society
expand the photograph collection,"’
Klotter said.

The rights of workers to their pensions
are protected by the Employee
Retirement Income Security Act
(ERISA); this law also protects the
rights of some widows and widowers to
survivors’ benefits, according to the U.S,
Department of Labor.

Child’s Fun, Vital

A new program and a unique tool,
which children.love, are helping Ken-
tucky's kindergarten teachers meet the
needs of their students this year.

The program, Kentucky's In-
dividualized Kindergartens, is a
cooperative effort between the Bureau of
Instruction and the Bureau of Education
for Exceptional Children, The tool, called
LAP-D for ‘‘learning achievemenl
profile-diagnostic edition,”” assesses a
child's motor, language and thinking
skills.

*The program was begun in August lo
help kindergarten teachers create in-
dividualized education programs for
their students,’" said Betly Bright,
director of the program. “We held eight
workshops in August to train and certify
teachers in the use of the LAP-D,"” she
said. ‘‘Local school districts have been so
enthusiastic about the program that we
had to schedule another workshop fo
meet the response.”

Of Kentucky's 181 school districts, 103
sent representatives to the first training
sessions. Twenty-five more sent
representatives lo the latest (raining
session in Lexington. There are now 200
teachers certified to train others in the
use of the LAP-D.

The LAP-D is not a lest that a child
passes or fails. Developed by the
federally funded Chapel Hill Outreach
Training Project in North Carolina, the
LAP-D is a series of tasks which a child
performs with his teacher.

Contained in the bright orange LAP-D
box, which resembles a tool box in size
and weight, is a mixture of puzzles,
building blocks, pictures and toys. The
child counts the blocks and builds steps,
catches a ball, draws pictures, cuts with
sissors, works puzzles and finds
similarities and differences in pictures.

“It's just playing to the children,” said
Bright, “‘Butl I've never seen anything
better for getting a good look at what a
child can and cannot do. It can tell the
teacher which child needs more work in
counting or learning the alphabet, and
which child needs to practice catching a

ball or stacking blocks, But most im-
portant, it can help the teacher find the
exceptional child and begin working with
him earlier," said Bright.

It takes a teacher about an hour and a
half te give the LAP-D to a child.
Theoretically, it should only take forty-
five minutes. Because of the time in-
volved, said Bright, teachers usually
give the LAP-D in parts over a period of
days.

“If you do 1t all at once," Bright said,
“you lose the child's interest and then
fatigue becomes a factor in the resulls.
We're working on a quick screening
instrument based on the LAP-D that will
only take about ten minutes.”

The developers of the LAP-D at Chapel
Hill are interested in the quick screening
instrument. **Many children can perform
all the tasks, so there really isn't any
need to give il to every child,” noted
Bright. “*A child who performed poorly
on, say, eight or ten oul of twenty tasks
could then be given the wheole LAP-D.”

One of the original goals of the
program was to establish regional and
state norms on the LAP-D, but this idea
has been dropped. ""We're just going to
establish averages. There's no need to
compare one child to another. In fact,
that defeats the whole purpose of the

lindividualized education program.”

"We're going to establish means so a
teacher can find exceptional children.
We should know regional and state
means by January," added Bright.

Children who do very poorly at the
tasks are referred to their schools for
further testing. The Bureau of In-
struction and the Bureau of Education
for Exceptional Children encourage
teachers to keep exceptional children in
the regular classroom. “These children
may develop better in a class with their
peers than isolaled in a special
program,’ sald Bright.

For most kindergarten children the
LAP-D is just an hour and half of fun with
their teacher, For the teacher it's a
serious way to get to know a child better.

KHSAA'S NEWEST MEMBER
GRIGSBY. CONSIDERED BOOST
FOR LOCAL ATHLETICS

The election of PFloyd County
Superintendent of Schools Pete Grigsby,
Jr. to the Kentucky High School Athletic
Association Board of Controls this fall is
a boost Lo eastern Kentucky athleties in
general and girls and 15th Region
athletics in particular.

Grigsby won the election over Belfry
high principal Frank Welch. The position
became open when Paul Trimble, of
Paintsville, resigned. Grigsby will serve
the unexpired two-year term left by
Trimble. He represents Section 8
(Regions 15 and 16) of the KHSAA,

With his election, Grigsby has brought
stale-wide recognition to himself and
Floyd county. For several years, only
high school principals could be elected
for membership on the KHSAA Board of
Controls. That rule was changed on July
1, 1978 enabling superintendents, coaches
and other school personnel in addition to
principals to have the opportunity to be
elected to the Board of Controls. Grigsby
is the first non-principal lo win an
election for the Board since the new
ruling became effective,

Top priority has been given on locating
the regional basketball tournaments for
boys and girls, Grigsby said. There
seems t{o be justification for the
speculation that the Grigsby election
means regional basketball tournaments
will be held in Floyd county for the next
two years.

Second on the priorities list is a topic
that, under Grigsby's leadership, has
progressed rapidly in Floyd county but
has not moved as fast statewide—
fulfilling Title IX,

“I am going to work toward im-
plementing Title IX statewide,” Grigsby
commented. “‘Floyd county has been
recognized for the quick and successful
use of Title IX. Before my term ends I
plan on offering the method we have used
in Floyd county to influence other areas
in Kentucky that have not implemented
Title IX as it was proposed. This is not
only for girls’ basketball practice and
seasonal play, but also working toward
equality for district, regional and state
tournament set ups and all-star
games."

Third on the list of goals set by the only
person from Floyd county to be elected to
the Board of Controls while still residing
and working in Floyd County, is to ex-
pand the number of athletie programs for
the Eastern Kentucky high schools.

“l1 will continue to work for more
athletic programs in Floyd county and
throughout our area,” Grigsby said. *‘I
want to get a strong minor sports
program started with high schools of-
fering golf, track and tennis in addition to
the revenue sports of basketball and
football, if the school is large enough to
have a football program."

Establishing a good spring sporls
program (the time of the year when most
minor or low non-revenue sporis are
played) is an impressive goal. Grigsby
has already proven his dedication to
fulfilling Title IX by giving Floyd county
one of Kentucky's better women's
athletic programs and appears jusl as
determined to bring the eastern Ken-
tucky region a solid minor sports line-up,
something high schools in Eastern
Kentucky need.

“Getting more high school students
involved in sports is a worthwhile goal
that creates interest and pride in the
schools,” Grigsby added. “‘Establishing
a good minor sports program is im-
portant to achieving this goal.”

Grigsby has set some impressive
goals. Goals that, upon their
achievement, should leave the high
schools in Floyd and surrounding
counties with fine athletic programs.

Gov. Carroll Asks Operators
To Join Him in Rules Protest

Gov. Jullan Carroll last Friday called
on Lhe state’s seven coal assoeiations {o
join him in voiding concern over
“unreasonable and over-restrictive'’
permanent strip-mining regulalions
proposed by the federal government.

Carroll requested that the various coal
associations and the editor of the Ken-
tucky Coal Journal meet with him in
Frankfort, Monday,

In a teléegram sent to the association
presidents, Carroll said it is ““absolutely
imperative that you, and your members,
as many as possible, attend this meeting
to discuss this matter with me,”

"We need to lake immediate and
positive action in order lo make our
concerns heard,” he said. "'t has been
made abundantly clear that we need to
speak with one voice and join together in
order to clearly demonstrate that (the)
proposed regulations are unreasonable
as viewed from any perspective."

The U.S. Interior Department last
month denled Carroll’s request for a two-
to three-month extension for filing
comments on the proposed federal
regulations,

Carroll had appealed personally to
Interior Secretary Cecil Andrus in a
telegram Nov. 15, complaining about the
time allowed for filing comments and the
complexity of the proposed regulations.

States had until Nov. 27 to file com-
ments on the proposed regulations, which
lake effect Jan. 15.

Carroll also asked Andrus for an ex-
tension of the Feb. 3 deadline by which
the state must file its permanent
regulatory program with the U.8, Office
of Surface Mining.

Officials of the state Department for
Natural Resources and Environmental

Protection also have sought an extension
of the program submission deadline.
They say the federal government's delay I
inissuing the permanent regulations left
the state too little time to comply.

Walter Heine, director of the Office of
Surface Mining, said on a recent visit to
Kentucky that it was very likely that all
coal-producing states would receive a
six-month extension for filing their
programs. Kentucky, however, still has
not been notified whether il will receive l
extension.

A six-month extension would give state
officials until Aug. 3 to develop a per-
manent regulatory program under the
1977 federal Surface Mining Act.

Federal approval of the state program
would give Kentucky strip mine in-
spectors primacy in enforcing the law,

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Advises Influenza
Inoculations

It’s that time of year when virus in-
fection, including influenza, occurs in
various geographic areas with con-
sequences from mild upper respiratory
infection to pneumonia or death.

Ina span of 10 years (1968 to 1978) more
than 150,000 excess deaths are estimated
to have occurred during epidemics of
influenza A in the United States.

Evidence shows that influenza-related
deaths are primarily among chronically
ill adults and children and people over
age 65.

Influenza goes under many names,
Hong Kong flu, China strain, Russian
strains. Strains of influenza A are found
more [requently than influenza B, bul
influenza B can also cause death,

The Cenler for Disease Control (CDC)
of the United States Department of
Health, Education and Welfare, Atlanta,
Ga., recommends annual vaccination for
all persons al increased risk of adverse
consequences from infection of the lower
respiratory tract. This statement ap-
pears in the November issue of the An-
nals of Internal Medicine, Lhe official
journal of the American. College of
Physicians, the national professional
association of more than 40,000
specialists in internal medicine and
related areas.

Some people suffer adverse reactions
to the vaccine, but the influenza vaccine
of 1978-'79 has been associated with few
side effects.

There are three types of systemic
reactions to influenza vaccines; (1)
fever, malaise, myalgia, and other
systemic symploms of toxicity; (2)
allergic reactions due to sensitivity to
some vaccine component; (3) Guillain -
Barre Syndrome (ascending paralysis)

According to the CDC, there is no
evidence to suggest that influenza
vaccination of pregnant women poses
any special maternal or fetal risk.

Flames Destroy Two
Homes Over Weekend

Two county -homes were destroyed by
fire over the cold, wet weekend. The
brick home of Dickie Martin, located
near the old No. 6 tipple at Garrett was
surrounded by high water when fire
broke out early Saturday afternoon.
Because of the high water, some fur-
niture had been removed, but the house
itself is said to have been valued at
$100,000.

In Dwale, the home of Mrs. Betty Jo
Salyers Humble caught fire around 3:30
a.m. Sunday. The Allen Volunteer Fire
Department called for assistance from
Prestonsburg, but the house could not be
saved. Mrs. Humble and her two children
were away for the night and no injuries
were sustained in either of the two fires.

Tax Relief Tough
Issue For Session

After a week of near-disaster, flood
damage and thoughts of Christmas bills,
the possibility of tax relief resulting from
the special state legislative session lo
convene this week stands as a bright spot
on the horizon.

The special session, called by Lt. Gov.
Thelma Stovall last month when Gov.
Carroll was out of the state, is lo consider
relief in property, utility and income
taxes.

The tax issue, however, is a com-
plicated one, and many believe it to be
too big for legislators to resolve in a
limited special session. The property tax
relief is expected to still be an issue in the
1980 General Assembly,

Mrs. Stovall has proposed a freeze on
state property tax revenues. If the
Legislature enacled such a freeze, il
would mean homeowners would continue
to pay 81.5 cents per $100 assessed
property value, but would be spared
higher taxes if assessments increased
bécause of inflation.

That leaves one important question
unanswered: how to keep tax revenues
equal with inflated costs of running
government.

A legislative committee has been
looking into ways to allow taxes to in-
crease slightly, while preventing sharp
hikes that result from inflation.

Two proposals have been advanced to
provide relief from ulility rates:
elimination of the 5 percent state sales
tax on utility bills and abelition of the so-
called fuel adjustment clause.

The sales tax is a fraction of the
average consumer’s total utility bill, but
it can still add up.

Figures provided by Columbia Gas Co.
indicate the average residenlial gas bill
is about $30 a month — so the sales tax
would be $1.50 a month, for a yearly
savings of $18 if the tax were eliminated.

Owners of a typical all-electric home
served by Kentucky Utilities Co. pay
aboul $70 a month, so they would net a
savings of about $£3.50 a month or $42 a
year,

The impact of eliminating the fuel
adjustment clause is harder to gauge.
Use of the clause has been unpopular,
because it has added sudden increases to
monthly electric bills as the cost of coal
has gone up.

But spokesmen for Lhe state’s electric
utilities say elimination of the clause
won't lower rates because higher fuel
costs still have to be paid by the con-
sumer, They say a delay in covering the
added costs could mean the

utilities will have to borrow money —
and roll those added interest costs into
the basic monthly bill along with higher
fuel costs.

An inerease in the standard deduction
from $650 Lo $850, as proposed by Mrs
Stovall, is meaningful only to taxpayers
who take the standard deduction. Those
who itemize wouldn't benefil. And the
state Revenue Department has
estimated thal most eligible taxpayers
would get less than $12 benefit from the
$200 increase in the deduction.

Mrs, Stovall also proposed extending
the state's $40 tax credit to all taxpayers
over age 62, lowering the age from
65.That break would provide an ad-

ditional $40 discount for about 350,000
eligible Kentuckians.
The tax reliefl measures must be

weighed against both the cost of the
special session, which the governor has
estimated at about $25,000 for salaries

and staff — and more importantly,
against program cuts that may be
necessary to balance the budgel if

revenues are reduced.

A native of Pennsylvania, Brown
moved to Prestonsburg last January
where she teaches speech and English
at Prestonsburg High School. A 1977
graduate of Westchester State College in
Pennsylvania, she also attended the
Pittsburgh Playhouse School for Per-
forming Arts.

Aside from her teaching respon-
sibilities at Prestonsburg High School
she is sponsor and director of the Drama
Club, attends competitions with the
Speech club, and works with the Co-ed Y
club to prepare for State conferences.

A member of St. James Episcopal
Church here, she takes an active part in
the church and has worked at Jenny
Wiley Summer Music Theatre for three
years in the costume design department.
Last summer, she was director of Alice

‘Lloyd College’s Appalachian Summer

Theatre.

Charles B. Rector, of Prestonsburg,
has received a patenl from the US.
Patent Office for a simple sleam
scrubbing process for capluring
pollutants that are emitted by industrial
stacks or chimneys. Mr. Rector’s in-
venltion uses superheated steam that
condenses within the stack and then
drains off, carrying particulates and sool
with it.

The design allows for high or low sulfur
coal, and can be installed in existing
stacks.
