In 1965 when the City of Prestonsburg 
is ued $200,000 m fumcipal Im­
provement Fund bonds to finance the 
construction of the Courthouse and Rich­
mond parking lots here, there were some 
who suggested that they might be named 
"the Archer-Clark Foil) " 

Alreadv there were parking meters 
through ·the business district. :Many 
doubted more parking was needed. The 
market for the bonds was so bad that the 
city was required to put the income from 
its existing parking meters into the fund 
being rai ed for the two lots as a 
guarantee the bonds would be amortized. 

Now, Curtis Clark, retired city 
manager who with Dr. George P. Archer, 
then mayor, shared the brunt of criticism 
for the investment, announces that the 
city is in the process of calling the out­
standing $136,000 of that bond issue for 
payment. 

The parking areas have been so suc­
cessful that there not only is enough on 
hand to amortize all the outstanding 
bonds 13 years ahead of their 1991 
matunty date-the Municipal Im­
provemennt Fund will have a substantial 
balance after the last bond is paid off. 

The bond issue covered $107,000 loaned 
by the federal government at low interest 
and $93,000 sold locally. 

"Those parking lots have been 
lifesavers for Prestonsburg,'' Mr. Clark 
said last week. ''Without them, the town 
would have lo t a lot of business." 

He recalls the early days of the parking 
area which i identified as the Court­
house parkmg Jot because It occupies the 
site of the old courthouse. "There was 
quite a while there when people simply 
wouldn't drive into it," Clark said. It was 
a loser while the lot on First avenue was 
draY.ing drivers to capacity 

Finally, he said, Dr. Archer delegated

Among the six mine sites listed by the 
state Department for Natural Resources 
and Environmental Protection as 
dangerous is one in this county, but none 
oft hem will get any of the first assignment 
of funds from the $10 million fund 
established last year to clean them and 
others up. 

Kentucky will have to wait till the next 
round of funding, because it apparently 
failed to submit the list to the federal 
office of Surface Mining which is to 
oversee the reclamation of abandoned 
and dangerous mining projects. 

Although the Floyd county danger spot 
did not result from surface mining, it is 
listed by the state among the six on which 
early action ls needed. It is the former 
deep·mine workings in the David vicinity 
of the Princess Elkhorn Coal Co. 

The state department reported that the 
abandoned operation there is leaking 
acid into drinking water, and it is 
estimated that the cost of correcting the 
ituation will run between $250,000 and 

$400,000. 
The acid which is considered a 

drinking water threat has also rendered 
Middle Creek from the mine site near the 
head of its left fork to where the stream 
enters the Big Sandy at West Prestons­
burg, 10 miles away, a dead stream. No 
fish life exists in the acid-polluted water. 

Federal money soon will start flowing 
to other states to reclaim those sites that 
•·represent extreme danger to public 
health." 

The federal office last Nov. 4 asked 
states to . end in a list of their most 
dangerous sites. 

But there is no Jist on file from Ken­
tucky, according to Paul Reeves, who 
heads the office's abandoned lands 
program. 

That's why no Kentucky sites are 
among the more than 350 candidates that 
13 other states named. 

"The first group is going to have to 
come from the list we have before us 
now," Reeves said. After that, there will 
be a period of at least three month 
before more sites are selected, he said. 

Kentucky officials said they didn't 
know if a list was ever sent to 
Washington. 

All the records show, they said, is a 
memo listing six dangerous sites and a 
copy of a letter to accompany it, 
prepared Ia t January for the signature 
of RoiH'rt 0 Hell-at that time ecretary 
of the tate Department for Natural 
Resources and Environmental 
Protection

The Kentucky list might have been 
mislaid, Heeves said, but repeated 
earches have failed to turn it up. He said 

Kentucky has been eager to do Its part in 

setting up the overall strip-mme control 
program. 

In any case, Mooney and Harscher 
said, the department has now opened an 
office to handle abandoned land 
reclamation. 

"We've made up an even bigger and 
better list to dispatch forthwith," 
Mooney said. 

Harscher said the memo estimated the 
cost of fixing the six sites it listed at 
nearly 1 m ilhon. 

Other sites and costs, according to 
Harscher, were: 

-A Jake behind a mine waste darn 
posing a "fairly extreme danger" near 
Payne Gap in Letcher county-$100,000 

-A slag pile above Tilford, on U.S. 463 
in Perry county that is causing serious 
air and water pollution-$100,000. 

-A lake behind a mine waste dam on 
White Oak Branch near Defiance in 
Perry county that is threatening 
"dwellings and businesses" with sudden 
flooding-$20,000. 

-Burnmg slag near Owl's Nest off U.S. 
80, near Hyden-$15,000. 

-Siltation adding to flooding on 
Wallins Creek in Harlan county­
$210,000.

He was first elected Magistrate of 
District 3 for an unexpired term while 
employed as a section foreman for the C. 
& 0 Railway, then was reelected for two 
full terms. Afte1·10 years as a magistrate 
he was elected to his first term as county 
judge, an office which he held for seven 
four-year terms till it was abolished by 
the new state Judicial Act. He was 
elected to the new county judge­
executive post last November. 

During his tenure he worked closely 
with Democratic governors, dealing 
directly with them on matters affecting 
the county and with unvarying success. 
His close friendship with Congressman 
Perkins and Kentucky governors, 
notably Bert Combs, resulted in state and 
federal aid on county improvements. 

After the completion of the Courthouse 
Annex here, a part of which is to serve as 
a juvenile detention center, he backed a 
bill requiring state help in financing the 
operation of juvenile centers. The bill, 
passed by the 1978 General Assembly, 
became known as the "Judge Stumbo 
Bill." 

At the time of his death Judge Stumbo 
was chairman of the five-county Big

'Promise' of Pickets Caused 
Meet Cancellation, Claim 

When the e.S. Department of Labor 
belatedly announced last week 1ts can­
cellation of "town meetings ' ' here and in 
other coal area county seats the spokes­
man suggested that the meetings were 
called off "possibly because of the 
problem of logtst ics." 

But William Worthington , president of 
the Regional Black Lung Association, 
gave another reason. He said in a 
prepared statement received too late by 
The Times for publication last week that 
the meetings were called off because 
"today in protest we have promised the 
Department of Labor that their 'town 
meetings' scheduled in the coalfields 
would be protested, picketed and 
boycotted.'' 

"The Department of Labor decided not 
to send its people to Kentucky in the face 
of our protests," he added . 

Worthington alleged that "the 
Department of Labor has consistently 
made promises to the Black Lung 
Association in Washington, D.C., and 
broken them in the coalfields.' ' 

The Black Lung Association press 
release also said : 

Coal Train Wreck Scene at Lackey 

"The Department of Labor .. . orally 
acknowledged the Black Lung 
Association's expertise in the area of 
black lung problems. We offered to assist 
in educating the claimants. prospective 
claimants and representatives . That 
offer was accepted, again orally. It was 
further suggested that the Black Lung 
Association apply for an educational 
grant through the Department of Labor. 
About one week ago. we received notice 
that the department of labor was going to 
hold "town meetings" .. Again, the Black 
Lung Association was informed of what 
actions the Department of Labor in­
tended to take without consultation with 
the Black Lung Association. Finally, the 
Black Lung Association decided it had to 
take action against the department of 
labor's consistent policy of making and 
breaking promises.

Rail officials had not yet determined the cause of the derailment Tuesday 
afternoon. A State Police . ource was quoted as blaming 11 on "bad track ." 

The wreckage had been removed and rail service restored by Friday 
morning. 

"The decision was made at the 
regional black lung association to ask 
that the secretary of labor, Ray tar­
shall, not send the Department of Labor 
to the coal fields without committing 
themselves to the promises they have 
already made. It wa decided that if the 
department insisted on sending people to 
the coalfields until the regulations were 
published and without our support, the 
Black Lung Association uniformly would 
protest, picket and boycott the meetings 

"Kentucky was one of the fir.;t states, 
particularly Floyd county, to be included 
in the town meetings· therefore, a strong 
show of force was necessary. The 
Department of Labor, in the face of such 
a protest, decided not to . end its mem­
bers to Kentucky."

The state's Department for Hwnan 
Resources is cracking down on welfare 
cheating in Kentucky 

Responding to what he called a 
mandate from Gov. Julian Carroll, 
Human Resources Secretary Peter Conn 
announced last week major efforts tu1der 
way to detect and prosecute welfare 
cheating: 

- The Department for Human 
Resources is turning over 345 cases of 
welfare fraud in Jefferson county to 
County Attorney J. Bruce Miller. The 
cases represent about $460,000 
fraudulently received through the Food 
Stamp and Aid to Families with 
Dependent Children (AFDC> program. 

- The cases were investigated by a 
team of 20 special investigators from the 
Department for Human Resources 
( DHR>, who have been assigned full-time 
to Jefferson cotu1ty for the last month. 
The investigators will begin a similar 
welfare fraud effort in Northern Ken­
tucky next month, then go to other areas 
of Kentucky. 

- The Department for Human 
Resources opened a toll-free "Welfare 
Fraud Line" April 24 for use by any 
citizen who wants to report suspected 
cheating in welfare programs. The 
Welfare Fraud Line will be operated 
around the clock, seven days a week. 
Special investigators will follow up on 
information given in the calls, which may 
be made anonymously . The Welfare 
Fraud Line number is 1-800-372-2970. 

- DHR is expanding the use of com­
puter matching to detect welfare fraud 
and abuse : 

- Lists of welfare recipients in Jef-
ferson cotu1ty are being matched against 
lists of wage-earners that employers 
submit quarterly to DHR's Division of 
Unemployment Insurance. An employee 
receiving income that was not reported 
by the employee to welfare caseworkers 
is investigated. 

- DHR is making arrangements to 
match Kentucky's welfare rolls against 
wage records maintained by the Social 

· Security Administration in Baltimore. 
This will broaden the income records 
available to check for welfare fraud. 

-The Department's Inspector General 
has met with welfare officials in Illinois, 
Ohio, and Indiana to arrange for 
cooperation in investigating and 
prosecuting welfare fraud involving two 
or more states. A recent check by the 
U.S. Department of Health, Education 
and Welfare <HEW) revealed 780 welfare 
recipients in Kentucky whose names also 
appeared on the welfare rolls in one or 
more other states. Receiving benefits 
from more than one state at a time is 
illegal. 

- DHR is participating in Project .. 
Match, an HEW program in 25 states to 
detect welfare fraud among federal 
employees. A computer check revealed 
the names of 261 federal Civil Service 
employees that. matched those on Ken­
tucky welfare rolls. The names of 187 
Kentucky welfare recipients also mat­
ched names on the Department of 
Defense employment lists. The raw 
matches are being checked to determine

how many actually involve welfare 
fraud. 

- DHR conducted a simtlar Project 
Match program in Kentucky, matching 
lists of AFDC and Food Stamp recipients 
with lists of Slate Government em­
ployees. About 300 raw matches were 
made, and these are now being checked 
for errors and possible welfare fraud. 

-DHR is working with the state At­
torney General's office to identify 
possible fraud in the Medicaid program. 
About 90 providers have been identified 
so far who appear to be involved in 
fraudulent practices. 

"Welfare cheating 1s a crime, and Gov. 

"In the past, when we found someone 
cheating on welfare benefits, our 
caseworkers didn't have time to develop 
a strong case for prosecution. So we 
weren 't able to do much more than at­
tempt to make the clients pay back the 
money they received illegally a policy 
that amotu1led to granting welfare 
cheaters interest free loans of the tax­
payers' money ." 

Now, Conn said, "with the cooperation 
and support of the county attorney and 
the judiciary, we Wlll be seeking felony 
convictions in the cases we are turning 
over to local authorities. "

Judge Henry Stumbo 
The death last week of County Judge-Executive Henry Stumbo 

ended one of the most remarkable political careers in the annals 
of Kentucky politics. In three district campaigns and eight which 
were countywide he never knew defeat over a period of 38 years. 

But it is not for his long and uninterrupted tenure of office that 
Judge Stumbo wi II be remembered. His concern for people, not 
only in the mass but as individuals with personal problems and 
needs, his record of service to them, year after year, term after 
term of office, are the lasting and memorable features of his 
career. 

A man of limited formal education, Judge Stumbo had a 
remarkable grasp of the intricacies of county government, the 
law as it pertained to fiscal and county courts, and it was his · 
hand that guarded the county's fiscal affairs. 

'At his death Floyd county was perhaps in the soundest 
financial condition of its long history. 

It should be recalled, also, that he was never a divisive in­
fluence. A native of the Left Beaver Creek area, he could have 
succumbed to the temptation to play favorites with this section 
or that of the county. But he never forgot that he represented, 
and was responsible to, all Floyd county. 

Perhaps his most cherished pub I ic project was the county park 
area now being developed at the central location near Allen 
where, he hoped, all residents of the county could find relaxation 
and enjoyment. 

This is nat intended to be a eulogy. It is, rather, a brief 
assessment of a remarkable career. It is not to portray Judge 
Stumbo as a man without fault but as a good, decent man whose 
many services to his county wi II be the more appreciated, now 
that he is gone. 

Valley Loses a Leader 
<An editorial in The Ashland Daily Independent) 

The death of Floyd County Judge-Executive Henry Stumbo on Tuesday comes 
as a shock, not just in his own bailiwick but beyond. _ 

The shock is magnified because his death comes in the initial months of h1s old 
job under new rules. He had been county judge of Floyd for 28 years, and 
originally announced his intent to step down the first of this year. Th_e lure ~f a 
new approach, the position of judge-executive, a purely admi~JstratJve­
legislative post, kept Judge Stumbo in the running, and he won h1s seventh 
county-wide race. 

That idea of performing the administrative job without the time-consumi_ng 
burden of the judicial element was an appeal. It was probably what brought h1m 
to run for magistrate, the route that led him to become a force not only in county, 
but state politics. 

Judge Stumbo was a young man with little formal education when he ~aunched 
his career. At the time, he worked as a section hand on the Left Beaver lme of the 
c & 0 Railway. From a popular start in that District Six, he developed strong 
populist appeal across Floyd County. He called Carl Perkins and Bert Combs 
clooe friends. 

He commanded respect across Kentucky, and while he was a man who did not 
emanate the aura of power in his common approach, it didn't take long around 
him to know it was there. 

In recent years he broadened his working scene from Floyd County to the 
entire Big Sandy Valley, and served first as vice chairman and until Tuesday as 
chairman of the Big Sandy Area Development District, where his actions were 
always felt. 

There is something fitting in knowing the old sportsman, the ballplayer from up 
Left Beaver, was on a trip to watch the Cincinnati Reds when he was stricken.

Bell Begins Charge 
On Assistance Calls 

It could now cost you 20 cents when you 
call for directory assistance. The 
telephone company's plan to charge for 
excessive directory-assistance calling 
went into effect Monday. 

But the plan will help the vast majority 
of Kentuckians keep their phone bills 
down, according to Ph ill G. Scott, South 
Central Bell's manager. 

"The plan will actually lower basic 
monthly phone bills, while providing for 
a number of directory assistance calls 
before any charging might begin," Mr. 
Scott said. 

The plan includes : 
- A monthly allowance of five direc­

tory-assistance calls per main telephone 
before charges would begin; 

- A 20-cent charge for each call to local 
directory assistance made after the 
allowance is used up; 

- The 20-cent charge for each call to 
long-distance directory assistance within 
Kentucky would be cancelled by each in­
state long-distance call made from and 
billed to your phone during the same 
month, and 

- On each directory-assistance call, 
local or long distance, you may request 
two numbers . 

Mr. Scott said monthly telephone bills 
are being cut 30 cents as the directory­
assistance plan goes into effect. 

People who have visual or physical 
handicaps that prevent them from using 
a directory are exempt from directory 
assistance charges. To apply for an 
exemption, Mr. Scott said to contact the 
telephone company business office. 

Calls by the hospital patients, motel 
guests and by people calling from coin 
telephones are automatically exempt, he 
said. 

Scott said Bell proposed the charging 

plan because of the rapidly growing 
number of calls to directory assistance 
and the skyrocketing cost of providing 
directory-assistance service in recent 
years . 

"Our operators were answering more 
than 200,000 directory assistance calls 
every week-day," Mr . Scott said. 
Providing the service cost Kentucky 
telephone users more than a half-million 
dollars per month, he said. 

"Not only were we getting an enor­
mous number of calls, but eight out of 10 
of the calls were for numbers already 
listed in the telephone directory . And just 
one-third of our customers made 90 per 
cent of the calls." As it was, all telephone 
users were helping pay the bill for the 
few who made most of the directory­
assistance calls. 

"Under the charging plan, those who 
use the service most will pay for the 
service they get," he said. 

''Of course, we know there are times 
when you need to call directory 
assistance for a phone number," he said. 
"That's why the plan includes a monthly 
allowance of calls that can be made to 
directory assistance without any ad­
ditional charge." 

According to Scott, few people will 
have any additional directory assistance 
charges. "In Cincinnati, where a similar 
plan has been in use for three years, 94 
per cent of the telephone subscribers 
there have not had any extra charges in 
any given month since the plan began," 
he said .

882,000 vehicles have driven into it. And 
that does not include the cars for which 
spaces were rented at one time on a 
monthly basis. 

The Richmond (First Avenue) lot has 
probably had a traffic flow twice as 
heavy as that of the Courthouse lot, but it 
has meters and no vehicle count is 
maintained. 

A third parking area has been 
established between Second and Lake 
Drive, but in the meantime a fourth has 
been lost with its conversion to the site of 
the Municipal building which is now 
under construction.

Wells Explains 
Water Situation 

J. C. Wells, manager of the Beaver 
Elkhorn Water District, said last week, 
after reading The Times' story saying it 
was not known why his district discon­
tinued water service to the town of Allen, 
that he was anxious that the people there 
know the reason. 

At the same time he affirmed that "it 
is the wish of the members of the com­
mission of the Beaver Elkhorn Water 
District to be helpful and neighborly to 
the people of Allen, and we will do so 
according to Public Service Commission 
regulations." 

The water district, he pointed out, is 
not permitted to supply water for which it 
is not paid, he pointed out, adding, "This 
was the reason the temporary service 
was discontinued." 

Mr. Wells reviewed the situation: 
''The chairman of the Town Board was 

advised and a temporary arrangement 
was made so water could be put into their 
system on April 10. After this, proper 
application for contract was to have been 
prepared and signed by both parties. 

Beaver Elkhorn's attorney prepared a 
water use agreement and it was 
delivered to the chairman of the new 
Allen Water Commission for handling by 
the Town Board on Tuesday, April 25, 
but, having no application or assurances 
of payment of water bills as they became 
due, this was the reason the temporary 
serv1ce was discontinued. 

''During the days from AprillO through 
April 23, Beaver Elkhorn metered 
1.276,000 gallons into the Allen system at 
the P.S.C.-approved rate of 90c per 1,000 
gallons. A billing was made for this, 
amounting to $1,146.40 and it was 
delivered to the chairman of the new 
water commission, along with the water 
purchase contract for proper handling. 

"Beaver Elkhorn had and does have 
ample water to supply the people and 
businesses in the town of Allen 3 to 4 
million gallons of water per month in 
excess of whatever may be needed for 
our present customers or planned 
growth. We further have a third filter yet 
to be activated which could process 
additional several hundred gallons per 
minute, when ready. 

''If the people in the Town of Allen 
continues to suffer for lack of water, 
Beaver Elkhorn can and will start water 
going into their system immediately 
upon having a properly signed ap­
plication and assurances of regular 
payment and w11l arrange to have a 
permanent tap made between the two 
systems. once a water use contract is 
signed.''

Nobody was 
injLU"ed in this accident but traffic was rerouted from 11 a.m. to 3 p.m. Asked if 
drivers of such vehicles have been warned of the sharp curve on Caney Mountain, 
State Trooper J. R. Adams replied, "Not to my knowledge." 

Madison was hauling steel pipe to Pierson Brothers Construction Company at 
Garr~tt when he encountered the train wreck. Having no knowledge of the area, 
he tned to take his rig over the mountain and, according to Winford Rice, owner 
of Rice's Service Station, who pulled the tractor trailer a way from the curve at 6 
p.m., "his trouble was due to the rig being too long to negotiate that 'hair-pin' 
curve. He cut around and got the trailer hung on the hill.''

Several effectt-..e herbactdes are 
avatlable for controlling weeds tn corn 
ftelds after the crop is up and growing. 

Postemergence treatments can rescue 
weed:, corn f1elds that \\ere not protected 
by preplant or preemergence herbicide 
applications made before or during 
planting lime, says W. W Witt, Ex­
ten ion weed specialist m the UK College 
of Agriculture. 

He lists the following herbicides 
cleared for u e and recommended in 
Kentucky for postemergence weed 
control in corn: 

Atrazine plus emulsifiable oil controls 
most grasses and broadleaf weeds. It 
should be appliL>d after weeds are up but 
before they are ll2 inches high. Do not 
use if small grains or other crops are to 
beplantedon the land the same year or if 
tobacco or vegetables will be planted the 
following year 

Bladex SOW controls annual grasse 
and broadleaf weeds and can be applied 
through the 4-leaf stage of corn. Do not 
apply after the fifth leaf is visible. This 
herbicide should not be used on seed 
corn, sweet corn or popcorn. Do not add a 
surfactant or other additives to Bladex. 

2, 4-D, amine or ester, controls most 
broadleaf weeds except milkweed, night· 
shades and burcucumber but has no 
effect on grasses. It may be applied when 
corn is 4 to 24 inches high and weeds are 
up. Earlier sprayings are more effective 
than later applications. After corn is 10 
inches high, use drop nozzles to avoid 
spraying com plants. 

2, 4·D sprays may make corn plants 
brittle, resulting in stalk breakage if 
windstorms or cultivation follow within a 
week. This treatment hazard is greater 
as corn becomes larger or during periods 
of rapid growth. 

Banvel controls broadleaf weeds, in· 
eluding velvet leaf and smartweed. It can 
be applied up to the time corn is 36 inches 
high or 15 days prior to tassel emergence. 
Apply either as an over-all or directed 
spray. Do not graze or harvest for dairy 
feed before com is in the milk stage. 

Ban vel K kills annual broadleaf weeds. 
It can be sprayed "broadcast" over the 
fie ld before corn is 10 inches high. Later 
applications may be made up to the time 
corn is 36 inches high if directed sprays 
are used to avoid covering the corn 
plants. Do not graze dairy cattle on 
treated areas or feed treated forage 
before harvest. Keep other livestock off 
treated areas until 30 days after ap­
plication. 

Basagran 4E kills broadleaf weeds 
such as cocklebur, smartweed, jim­
sonweed, giant ragweed and nutsedge.

The Kentucky Department of In­

automobile insurance relates directly to 
the high cost of medical, hospital and 
doctors bills. However, insurance 
companies are not granted rate in­
creases automatically upon request. 

Automobile msurance companies have 
an assigned risk category, often referred 
to as the "high risk" category. In­
dividuals w1th excessive traffic 
violations or previous accidents on their 
insurance record are usually grouped 
together in the assigned risk category. 

Testimony of Non-Drinking Alcololics 
Offers Hope for Alcohol Abusers PRESTONSBURG 

DAIRY CHEER The Department of Insurance requires 
insurance companies to submit data 
covering the previous three years of 
business, documenting their reasons for 
requesting the rate increase. This data 
must include the amount of premiums 
and the paid or incurred losses ex 
perienced over the three year period. 
Then the insurance company must ap­
pear before an open hearing and justify 
their request for a rate increase, proving 
that their current rates are inadequate. 

One problem often posed before the 
Consumer Protection Division involves 
whether an insurance company can raise 
the rates on a policy for reasons that 
were known before the policy was 
originally issued. For example, a con­
sumer explained to the insurance 
company, prior to applying for liability 
insurance, that he had received a 
speeding ticket. At the time of the ap­
plication the company had no problems 
or questions regarding the speeding 
ticket and issued a policy to this con­
sumer. When the policy was up for 
renewal, the consumer was notified that 
his rates would be raised due to the 
prev1ous speeding ticket.

If insurance companies did not 
·eparate the assigned risk individuals 

from other insured individuals, in­
surance rates would likely increase for 
everyone to cover the cost of insuring the 
"high risk" individuals. Insurance 
companies isolate the "high risk" in­
dividuals so drivers with clear driving 
records are not penalized. 

When consumers' insurance rates 
increase because of a traffic violation or 
accident, the consumer is either forced to 
pay higher insurance rates or have his 
policy terminated. Once a consumer's 
policy is terminated with one company, 
he is placed on an unwritten "non­
renewal" list. Eventhough, there is no 
written non-renewal list, information on 
consumers whose policies have been 
terminated is available to other in­
surance companies through independant 
reporting companies. Individuals who 
have had policies terminated find it 
extremely difficult to get insurance from 
another company at a reasonable rate.

The stigma of alcoholism. 
For too long we 've considered those 

addicted to alcohol as weak-will d and 
hopeless: we hear of someone's drinking 
problem and usually decide they are no 
longer worthy of our attention. The 
alcoholic ' s family oftentimes is 
ostracized by the "drinking doom". 

Even professionals working with 
alcoholism are put down because of what 
they do. The Executive Director of the 
Kentucky Alcoholism Council laughs at 
people's reaction when he explains his 
career of working in the field of 
alcoholism. The common feeling is "Oh, 
I'm so sorry 1 '' 

It is time for these attitudes about 
treatment and the problem to nd in 
Floyd county. 

The recent coverage of former First 
Lady Betty Ford's alcohol problem can 
lead in furthering of the cause in ac­
ceptance of alcohol illness and treatment 
possibilities. 

Quoting from last week's Courier 
Journal Associated Press article, Betty 
Ford says, "I am grateful for this 
program of recovery . .. I am pleased to 
have the opportunity to attend it- 1 ex­
pect this treatment and fellowship to be a 
solution for my problems. " 

The courageous former First Lady has 
used past personal difficulties (breast 
cancer> unashamedly to help others 
suffering the same problems. Many of 
our local A. A. members and treatment 
personnel hope Mrs. Ford will follow 
similar routes with her alcohol addiction. 

The openness of alcohol problems from 
famous personalities and their treatment 
can persuade problem drinkers and 
everyone else to look at alcoholism ob­
jectively. It may take more instances of 
celebrities like Betty Ford and Wilbur 
Mi!Js , publicly admitting their problem, 
for the stigma of alcoholism to diminish . 

In our area we can list some who have 
made public their alcohol problem and in 
doing so have led others to treatment. 

Minimum Wage 
Goes up, July 1 

Workers across Kentucky covered by 
state minimum wage-hour laws will be 
getting 40 cents more per hour beginning 
July 1. 

The increase was approved by the 1978 
General Assembly and signed into law by 
Gov. Julian M. Carroll. 

This action raises the minimum wage 
for workers covered by state regulations 
from the current $1.60 an hour to $2 an 
hour, effective July 1. The new law also 
provides for another increase a year 
later, raising the minimum to $2.15 an 
hour, effective July l, 1979. 

Workers covered by federal minimwn 
wage laws are not affected by the new 
state law. 

"There has been some confusion as to 
the amount of the increase and when it 
goes into effect," said Charles E . Yates, 
assistant director of labor standards in 
the Kentucky Department of Labor . ''We 
want to make it clear to the employees 
and employers all over Kentucky who 
are affected by this law that the new 
minimum wage will be $2 an hour."

Having alcohol problems is nothing to 
be embarrassed about . Individuals like 
Betty Ford , Frank Layne, and Dan Jack 
Combs are helping to lessen the stigma of 
alcoholism and paving the way by 
making it easier in admitting alcoholism 
and accepting help.

Trial of the complicated land case 
involving ownership of 24,000 acres of 
coal lands, mostly in Knott county, began 
in U.S. district court at Catlettsburg last 
week. 

The land dispute goes back to 1975, 
when M. R. Goodley, of Charlotte, N.C., 
filed suit against several companies and 
individuals, seeking to set aside and 
expunge records of some land trans­
actions that took place in 1972. 

All but 1,000 acres is in Knott county. on 
Quicksand and Troublesome creP.ks and 
some of their major tributaries. The 
remainder is in Perry and Breathitt 
counties. The land has been the focal 
point of controversy for several years.

Defendants in the case are Piedmont 
Land Sales Inc., of Salem, Va., Hugh 
Rakes, of Salem, an official of Piedmont, 
Clinton Coal Co., with which Rakes is 
also connected, and W. F. Goff, of Pound, 
Va. 

Claims and counterclaims have been 
filed involving such questions as who 
actually holds title to the land, whether 
or not there has been fraud in trans­
actions involving the acreage and 
whether the transaction involving 
Goodley and the defendants was legal 
and free of fraud. 

The uncertain status of the land first 
aroused interest in Knott and surroun­
ding counties in 1974 when Bob Bales, of 
Salem, Va., claimed ownership of the 
acreage and said he intended to mine it 
for coal. 

Bales was assigned the deeds by 
Piedmont Land Sales in 1974. But there 
are other claims to the disputed land-by 
families that have lived there and paid 
taxes, some for more than a century, by 
the Knott county school system and by 
the University of Kentucky, owner of 
Robinson Forest.

Unidentified fi)'mg objects. UFOs. 

They're the subjeN of many discussions, 
many movies and many books. But, what 
are they? 

Do the~ really exi t and, if so, what are 
they and where do they come from? 

Or, are they the product of mass 
hallucinations or hoaxes occurring with 
increased frequency since the end of 
World War U? 

Dr. Burt L. :\Ionroe, Jr., chairman of 
the Unh·ersity of Louisville's Biology 
Department, would like to know the 
answers to tho ·e questions and to many 
more. 

In hopes of finding some of those an­
swers, he has plunged headlong into a 
study of this phenomenon, becoming, at 
the same time, an investigator of local 
reports of UFO sightings and a con· 
sultan! for two national organizations­
the Center for UFO Studies at North­
western University and the Aerial 
Phenomena Research Organization in 
Tuscon, Arizona. 

Unlike most scientists who tend to 
wri te-<>ff reports of sightings as either 
hallucinations or misinterpretations of 
something known, Monroe believes 
everything points to the existence of a 
" FO phenomenon." 

But, he would not say that he believes 
in UFOs as objects from outer space. "I 
am a scientist," he said. "I don't believe. 
I study data . 

"I've looked at every possible ex­
p lanation from the known standpoint. 
One thing I think is just unquestionable­
people who say otherwise simply haven't 
looked at the data- and that is that there 
is a body of information about a 
phenomenon that is not explained. 

''If you ask what I believe in, the only 
thing I can say is that I believe the data 
tmquestionably indicates there is a UFO 
phenomenon. That doesn't say anything. 
That doesn't say there are spaceships or 
little green men from Mars, or anything 
else. It just means something is going on 
up in the sky. Something is producing 
UFO reports . People are seeing 
something that cannot be explained." 

Monroe's main interest is the study of 
birds, or what he called "identified flying 
objects." The tmidentified variety began 
to peak his interest while he was a flight 
instructor in the Navy from 1953-'59. 

Since then he has seen that the reports 
not only persisted but also increased as 
the years went by. 

He has seen something else that con­
vinces him these reports cannot all be 
discotmted simply as figments of fertile 
imaginations. 

" UFO sightings occur in patterns­
very strong patterns," he noted. 

Approximately 85,000 sightings 
reported internationally have been fed 
into a computer at the Center for UFO 
Studies, Monroe noted. 

"If you take those reports and look at 
them for patterns, you will find very 
startling things," he said. ·'For instance, 
UFOs occur in waves. You get a rash of 
sightlngs in a geographical area. 

"If you plot them on a graph, they 
produce a wave or peak. If you graph all 
the positively skewed waves that have 
occured in the modern era- in the last :JJ 
years- you'll find that they produce a

Monroe ~aid there have been six wa\e 
rPcorded durmg the pa t 30 )ears. The 
last one \\a due in December 1977 but no 
one knows if 11 happenPd because the 
long1tude would have placed in in the 
Soviet Union, nd it is difficult to obtain 
such mformation from that country. 

Another thing that impresses him 
about the UFO sightings 1 ·, if all those 
reported on a single night "'-ere plotted on 
a map, they would tend to produce 
,traight lines that cro s at a common 
point like poke on a wheel This, he 
said, also indicate the phenomenon is a 
non-random occurrence. 

"Whenever you have something that IS 
mathematically non-random, that means 
there IS a cause for it," he explained 
·'And, in this case, the cause is unknown. 
If you say these are hallucinations or 
hoaxes, why do they occur in straight 
lines? Why are they making them up 
every 61 months in different parts of the 
world in precisely that pattern? I mean, 
it doesn't make any sen e. If people 
hallucinate or hoax, you should not get 
such patterns." 

There are three common explanations 
for UFO sightings, other than the one 
that they are caused by something 
unknown, Monroe said. ··some are 
hoaxes. There are people who lie for a 
cause. Also, there are hallucinations 
where people imagine they see 
something. Or, they are misinterpreting 
something, like the planet Venus, a 
fireball or ball lightning. 

·•If we look at the hoax or hallucination 
and exam me the psychological aspects of 
persons normally producing them, we'll 
find that those persons are the ones who 
tend to be tmder some stress," he ex­
plained. 

"If you look at the people who make 
UFO reports, you'll find it's just the 
reverse. They are normally non-stress 
people-farmers tending their crops, 
policemen on their rounds, radar 
operators, pilots. 

":-.lo matter how you slice the t:FO 
phenomenon , there' s something 
unknown and that's what irritates me. 
Science will not look at it. Yet, we're 
dealing with something that is clearly 
unknown." 

Scientists who do attempt to study it 
find it frustrating since available in­
formation is "anecdotal," that is, they 
deal mainly with peoples' experiences. 

"We are not dealing with the type of 
subject that can be studied in the 
Ia bora tory or in controlled conditions, " 
he said. ''We don't have a crashed UFO. 
Still, the anecdotal data can be analyzed 
just as we analyze observational data of 
an astronomical obJect. We really have 
no way of studying galaxies in the lab, 
yet we know a lot about them." 

Scientists, he added, insist on applying 
known physical laws to the study of 
UFOs. 

" Theminuteyou do that , you' re dead," 
Monroe said. "You run into con­
tradicitions s ince they do not obey

physical laws as we understand them 
· 'You've got to explore it the other way. 

You' \·e got to just take the data Per1od 
Then you' ve got to analyze it f r these 
pattern · and see if the pattern suggest 
an explanatiOn ." 

This 1s "'hat Monroe has done, and he 
ha seen things that produce e\·en more 
que_tions . 

For instance, ·pace hips hav never 
been seen on radar zeroing in o Earth 
from outer space. 

·'If )'OU look at UFOs, they re not 
usually coming and going from 
some...,herc," he observed. "We re not 
bemg deluged with craft enter! g our 
atmosphere , zippmg around and doing 
the1r thing and leaving. Everyt ing is 
here . It 's somewhere in our world, in our 
ecosphere where this is happening ... We 
don' t see them leaving. Yet , the next day 
they're not here . They seem to be in­
volved with thi planet as it exists m 
pace." 
This could suggest that UFOs, are not 

traveling in space but, rather, in time or 
between dimensions, Monroe said. But he 
does not believe enough IS known about it 
to propose such a hypothesis. 

Other factors puzzle Monroe, and he 
feels they, too , must be studied. 

Computerized data shows that most 
sightings occur on Wednesdays. "Over 
tw1ce as many are reported on Wednes· 
day than Tuesday," he noted. "The 
econd JS Saturday. Why Wednesday? 

Even if you say more people are out at 
mght when the cases occur, you "'ouldn 't 
elect Wednesday. You'd ay Friday or 

Saturday.' ' 
And, to make matters more puzzling, 

many more sightings occur on the 24th of 
each month . 

"When the 24th falls on a Wednesday, 
all heck breaks loose," he aid. "Tr.~re's 
no rhyme nor reason for it because our 
months are artificial. Particularly the 
days. They vary. There's no reason why 
one day should fall out even 1f there were 
patterns There might be weekly pat­
tems, or lunar patterns, or yearly pat­
terns. Anything but something that would 
fall on a particular day of the month " 

Generally, people accept the UFO 
phenomenon more readily today than 
they did a few years ago. 

Explaining why this is happening, 
Monroe said, "There 's .something 
fascinating about a mystery. Secondly, 
because of the problems we have in 
society, people subconsciously want to 
find a factor that m1ght unify the world.

Also, some people seem to think the 
UFOs may be coming here to help solve 
the problems of our world. 

"Many scientists look at the 
p ychological aspect of it and say that 
people want it: therefore , they are 
reporting it. Again, if .}OU look at the 
psychological backgrounds, )'ou'll find 
this IS not the case." 

But , while Monroe believes scientists 
should take a more serious look at UFOs, 
he cannot blame them for their skephcal 
attitude . 

"If you have several thousand reported 
case of apparent spacecraft, it makes 
sense that, if there are that many, sooner 
or later one of them is going to crash," he 
observed. "The basic data is so con­
tradictory, that most scientists will wash 
their hands of them. I don't blame 
them."

U.S. District Court Ruling 
To Benefit Miners' Widows

Between 200 and 300 widows of miners 
are expected to benefit from a District of 
Columbia U.S . district court decision 
holding that two Floyd county widows of 
miners are entitled to health costs from 
the t:'MW Health and Retirement Funds, 
it was said here last week. 

The district court ruling was in 
response to a suit filed last year by Mrs. 
Gracie Robinson, of Prestonsburg, and 
Mrs. Juanita Hager, of Auxier, after they 
had been refused a health card, although 
their husbands were working in union 
mines at the time of their deaths . Their 
husbands were eligible for pension 
benefits at the time they died but had 
elected to continue work and had not 
applied for pensions. 

Steve Milleman, of the Appalachian 
Research and Defense Fund attorney 
here, argued the case for the widows in 
Judge Gehard Gesell's U.S. district court 
in Washington. 

"It was a very important question, in 
our opinion," Milleman said, "because it 
could have made the funds immune from 
eligibility suits." 

Lawyers for the Health and 
Retirement Funds argued that they were 
helpless to determine if the widows were 
eligible because collective bargaining 
contracts between the UMW and the 
Bituminous Coal Operators Association 
<BCOA) spelled out who was covered and 
who was not. 

In the 1974 U W-BCOA contract 
agreement, coverage for widows of 
miners who were eligible but who had not 
applied for benefits was included, 
Milleman added . 

But , both Mrs. Robinson's and :\-lrs. 
Hager's husbands died before the 1974 

contract agreement. 
Milleman said that health coverage for 

their past expenses ·was not made 
retroactive in the court decision. 

The court also ordered the funds to try 
to contact widows who would be affected 
by the decision . "That will be up to us to 
do," :\filleman said 

The UMW and the BCOA were not 
involved in the case, Milleman said. He 
added that until this time it had not been 
clearly established law that a union's 
health and retiirement fund, set up as the 
result of a labor agreement, but 
separately incorporated, could be sued 
over eligibility decisions it made. 

Defendants argued that if plaintiffs are 
to receive permanent health benefits, 
they must be required to repay $2,500 
each, representing the excess in death 
benefits received over that received by 
the decedents of a pensioner. Judge 
Gesell did not agree. "In the first place," 
he wrote, "it is not at all clear that such 
money will be owing: survivors of other 
miners receiving permanent health care 
coverage receive $7.500 in death benefits. 
Moreover, the relief in this case, if there 
is to be any, shall be prospective only, yet 
many class members may have spent 
money for health care since their five­
year coverage ran out Finally, it is 
obvious that many plaintiffs will now be 
unable to raise $2, 500, and as a matter of 

· equity should not therefore be denie a 
benefit due ." 

The UMW has until :\lay 12 to file an 
exception to the decision.

Atkins Blasts Plane Purchase 
State Auditor George Atkins has an­

nounced that his office intends to conduct 
a comprehensive audit of the use of all 
state aircraft and the operation of the 
state's air transportation system. 

In a Frankfort press conference Atkins 
said, "At a time when we see our sur­
pluses dwindling and unaccounted for, at 
a time when our debt is mushrooming, .. 
• when the taxpayers are being asked to 
shoulder the burden of state govern­
ment's increasing expenditures, the 
examples of extravagances in the state's 
a1r transportation system further 
evidence this administration's lack of 
regard for the taxpayers' money." 

Atkins' announcement came on the 
heels of the purchase of a 10-passenger, 
twin-engine turbo prop jet at a cost of 
$845,000. He called the purchase an 
example of state government's 
questionable priorities in that ''filling the 
gap'' between the state's 6-passenger and 
16-passenger aircraft was the state 
finance department's justification for a 
necessary government expenditure . 

"Almost simultaneously with the news 
that the new aircraft will provide for 
greater flexibility in scheduling travel 
for official state business, we learned the 

state's 16-passenger Fa1rch1ld for the 
past two weeks has been used as a 
private shuttle service between Frank­
fort, ;\-liami, and the Bahama Islands at 
the taxpayers' expense," Atkins said. 

• 'There's little wonder why people 
mistrust their government when as they 
are filling out their tax returns, the 
leaders of this state take the taxpayers' 
money and buy custom-made turbo prop 
Jets filled with sofas, throne chairs, and 
w~t bar, and then use this equipment for 
their vacation transportation at the 
taxpayers' expense." 

The auditor said, "It's just this kind of 
management policies and fiscal 
decisions that will have caused the 
Commonwealth to spend $136 million 
more than it takes in during this ad­
ministration.·'

Bicycling Dangers Cited 
The bicycling season is now in full 

swing, and cyclists can enjoy themselves 
more safely by following a few simple 
guidelines, says Calvin G. Grayson, State 
Transportation Secretary . 

"Last year in Kentucky, there were 731 
accidents involving bicycles and motor 
vehicles, resulting in 625 injuries and 15 
fatalities . Many of th~e accidents could 
have been avoided." said Grayson, "if 
the cyclists had been more careful. " 

Grayson said that although bicyclists 
have a right to be on the road, they must 
obey traffic signals and roads signs just 
like automobile drivers. "A bicycle 
should be driven on the right side of the

reduce harvesting losses by speeding up 
drying time in the field and by timing 
operations according to moisture content 
of the crop, says John Sparks, county 
Extension Agent for Agriculture. 

Using a hay conditioner that flattens 
the stems after cutting can cut drying 
time in half and reduce dry matter losses 
50 percent, he points out. Harvesting the 
crop in an early stage of maturity also 
reduces drying time because there is a 
higher leaf-to-stem ratio than when the 
crop is more mature. In addition, there is 
a decrease in protein, digestibility and 
palatability for each day delay beyond 
the early flowering stage. 

Field losses that occur after the new­
mown hay has dried down to about a 40 
percent moisture content can be at­
tributed to raking and baling, says the 
county agent. These losses range from 10 
percent to over 25 percent. 

To reduce leaf shattering, he recom­
mends windrowing when the moisture 
content is greater than 30 percent and 
starting to bale at about 20 percent. Hay 
can be stored safely at this moisture 
level, and usually it will dry a little more 
before bales are picked up from the field . 

Although you can't control the 
weather, Sparks says it pays to pay at­
tention to weather forecasts during 
haymaking. Cut. when there is a good 
chance for dry weather, and nee hay is in 
the bale move it into storage as soon as 
you can. If conventional rectangular 
bales are rained on in the field, they 
likely will have to be broken, allowed to 
dry out, and then rebaled to permit safe 
storage. This doesn't apply to large 
sound bales which can be left in the field.

Faulty equipment . leaves hay in the 
field .

Getting equipment in top-performing 
condition before you start to make hay 
will reduce field losses and help you 
avoid breakdowns that are costly in time 
and money, Sparks reminds.

Government, Law and Democracy Crowns Successor ........ .......,_... ... - -~ -··· . 

Certainly we can all agree that 
government is necessary if anything 
worthy to be called civilization is to exist. 
By "government'' I mean the use of 
power to encourage social action, and to 
prevent anti· ocial action, by those who 
do not belong to the government. 

The idea of "law" is a refinement on 
that idea of government, on that idea of 
using force to coerce social action. The 
idea of "law" reflects a desire in men 
that every exercise of governmental 
power be predictable, predictable as to 
the form it will take and as to the subjects 
it will reach. 
The Idea of Government 

A further refinement on the idea of 
"government" Is that of making men's 
tenure in power temporary and depen­
dent upon the popular will. This latter 
idea is called • 'democracy.'' In America, 
the ideas of ''government," "law" and 
''democracy' 1 are inextricably blended. 
We have come to call the product of that 
blending the institution of "government 
under law." 

Now itis "government under law" that 
makes it possible in our society to define, 
and redefine, spheres in which a man's 
actions are not subject to governmental 
control. Paramount, of course, among 
the spheres that we traditionally have 
held worthy of exemption are those of 
free speech, free press and religious 
freedom. Within the memory of all of us 
is the time when the sphere of economic 
enterprise was also an exempt area. 
Acting "under law,'' our society has 
slowly withdrawn that exemption, as the 
increasing size of business enterprise has 
made regulation of its decisions seem 
necessary to the common good. 

You will notice that I have referred 
continually to "government," "law" and 
"democracy" as ideas. That is not to say 
that they do not manifest themselves in 
collective ways of acting that are just as 
real and as observable as are stones or 
trees. But "government," "law" and 
"democracy" differ in a very important 
way from the atomic facts of the physical 
world. Unlike stones and trees, they have 
neither existence nor reality outside the 
channel of human culture. They are as 
dependent for their existence upon the 
"mass-mind" of society as is the in­
stitution of coinage or the latest method 
of doing my lady's hair. 
A Cultural Current 

This dependence of "government," 
"law" and "democracy" upon the 
existence of a cultural current and the 
mood of those that move in it may seem 
self-evident. I hope it is, for recognition 
of that fact can make what we do here 
today far more meaningful. It will make 
it possible for us to assign to ourselves 
tasks that can support and encourage the 
development of those ideas. 

The life of America; our life in a 
"government under law" presupposes, if 
I may borrow from George Santayana, 
two things: first, that we are a fun ­
damentally unanimous people, and 
second, that each citizen has a plastic 
nature, which he is willing to modify. If 
fundamental unanimity is lacking and all 
are not making in the same general 
direction, there can be no honest 
cooperation, no satisfying compromise. 
Every concession, under circumstances 
of bitter division, is but a temporary one 
to be retracted at the first favorable 
moment; it amounts to a modification of 
one's essential nature, a partial 
surrender of life, liberty, and happiness, 
tolerable for a time, perhaps, but in­
volving a perpetually sullen opposition 
and hatred. 
The Best Answer 

In the past, we have been able to 
maintain our national unanimity only by 

color, sex or national origin. Where the 
President's Executive Order No. 11246 is 
shown, Executive Order No. 11375 also 
applies.

Two years ago only a few Eastern 
Kentuckians served on state boards and 
area alcohol councils ; now these boa rds 
are overwhelmed with members from 
Floyd, Johnson , Martm, Magoffin , and 
Pike counties. 

Having alcohol problems is nothing to 
be embarrassed about. Individuals like 
Betty Ford, Frank Layne, and Dan J a ck 
Combs are helping to lessen the stigma of 
alcoholism and paving the way by 
making it easier in admitting alcoholism 
and accepting help.

When'· the bel>t t1me to go fishing? 
"R1ght now,'' says Charlie Bowers, 

d1rector of the Kentucky fish and wildlife 
department's fi heries division. 

According to Bowers, now through the 
middle of l\Iay is the best time of the year 
to catch fish in Kentucky. Most game 
species spa""11 during this period, and 
spa.,.,1ling activity cause fi h to con­
centrate in shallow water areas where 
they are easy to located and catch. 

The only dark pot on this otherwise 
bright angling horizon is the weather. 
Spring in Kentucky is almost always 
marked by unsettled weather con­
ditions-thunderstorms, cold snaps, 
strong winds, and other disturbances 
that make fishing less than ideal. 

But. Bowers says, the fish are often 
more adaptable than the fishermen and 
will spawn Wlder less than ideal con­
ditions. ThOl>e anglers who wait for that 
perfect day might miss the peak 
spawning periods. So get out on the water 
whenever you can, even if it is a little 
colder, cloudier or windier than you'd 
like. 

Of course. this doesn't mean that you 
should keep fishing during really severe 
weather. Our large lakes can get rough in 
a hurry when the wind gets up and 1t's 
extremely dangerous to be caught out in 
a open boat during a thunderstorm. So 
temper your desire to catch fish with a 
good dose of common sense and keep a 
watchful eye on the weather. 

This persistent cool weather has held 
spawning activity back, Bowers says. 
But hedoesn'texpect any adverse effects 
on future fish populations. Because of the 
enormous number of fish spawned each 
year, even a very poor season will see 
many more fish hatched than can survive 
to adulthood. 

Right now. the crappie are ready to 
spawn but they are waiting for just a few 
degrees rise in water temperature. With 
just a few warm days, fishing should 
become excellant just about anywhere, 
Bowers believes. And a rapid warming 
trend should also see a big jwnp in black 
bass activity. 

In the meantime, however, try fishing a 
little deeper than you normally do. Most 
of the fish seem to be holding right at the 
edges of their spawning areas, waiting 
for the correct temperature. So if you 
don't get results in three to five feet of 
water, try fishing from 15 to 20 feet deep. 

"We are making more arrests for 
undersized bass than we did last year," 
says Steve Yontz, assistant director of 
the department of fish and wildlife's law 
enforcement division, "but so far the 
difference doesn't appear to be 
significant.'' 

''Obviously, the majority of anglers 
know about and are observing the new 
size limit on black bass," Yontz says. The 
legal length for keeper largemouth, 
smallmouth and Kentucky (spotted) bass 
was increased from lOto 12 inches Jan . 1, 
1978. 

A check of citations written so far this 
year by Kentucky's conservation officers 
shows that 77 arrests have been made for 
possession of bass Wlder the legal 12 inch 
limit, Yontz says. Through the end of 
April, 1977, the COs made 63 arrests. 

''Of these 77 citations 37 of them did not 
indicate what size the bass were, only 
that they were under 12 inches," Yontz 
says. ''But of the other 40, more than half 
(22) were for bass that would have been 
illegal even before the limit was raised." 
The remaining 18 were for bass between 
10 and 12 inches. 

To determine legal size, fish may be 
measured from the terminal point of the 
lower jaw to the longest point of the tail, 
Yontz says. The law requires that all

Yontz also reminds anglers that it 1 
illegal to remove the head or tail from a 
bass or other game fish before the end of 
the day's fishing . 

Fisheries biologists believe that the 
increased size limit will be a very ef­
fective management tool and will im­
prove the quality of bass fishing 
throughout Kentucky. But much of this 
effectiveness will be lost if anglers don't 
observe the new limit, says Fisheries 
Division Director Charlie Bowers.

Gov. Julian Carroll ordered on April21 
a so-day extension of the time for having 
motor 'ehicles mspected, effectively 
elimmat mg the legal requirement for 
inspection sticker renewals this month 
and after. 

Gov. Carroll took the action after 
learning that many service stations have 
discontinued inspection operations in the 
wake of the General Assembly action 
abolishing the mandatory inspection 
program effective June 17.

Atty. General Asks 
Change of Proposal 
In Grievance Steps 

The state Attorney General's Office 
has suggested that the Kentucky 
Education Association (KEA> modify its 
draft proposal for grievance review 
procedures in local school districts. 

In a March 23 opinion, Assistant At­
torney General Robert L. Olenoweth 
notes that the final step in KEA's four 
level procedure "impennissivle stifles 
the exercise of constitutionally protected 
rights." The draft proposal would allow 
the superintendent of the local school 
board to decide whether the board would 
hear the grievance. 

KEA 's four levels of communication 
procedure begin with the employee 
taking his or her written grievance to the 
immediate supervisor for discussion. If 
this does not resolve the complaint, the 
employee then goes to the next higher 
level of administrative authority. 

If the employee remains dissatisfied, 
the complaint is then taken to the 
superintendent of schools ot his or her 
designee, according to the KEA proposal. 
If the employee is not satisfied with the 
superintendent's decision~ the fourth 
level of communication requires the 
complaint be returned to the superin­
tendent who is to refer the matter to the 
school board. 

The opinion recommends that the final 
level be modified to allow the employee 
personally to present the grievance to 
the board at the next board meeting. 

The draft proposal is distributed by 
KEA to local school districts as an outline 
for a grievance procedure.

How To Get a Loan at 2°/o 
If a contractor \\ere to a k a banker for 

a loan at two per cent mtcrest to buy 
heavy equipment, the banker '>'ould 
probably laugh. But, 1f a contractor were 
to ask his local conservatiOn district for 
thi loan, he mtght be in bu ine s. 

The Division of Conservation fe Is that 
uch a loan is worth offering to promote 

conservation of Kentucky farmlands. 
Any contractor \\ho is \\illing to devote 
the majority of his working hours to 
conservation could be eligible for a loan 
at that interest rate from an equipment 
revolving fund admm!Stered by the 
division. 

All 121 conservatiOn districts are 
loaned funds by the divisiOn for purchase 
of specialized heavy earth-moving 
equipment and the districts, through a 
loan-lease agreement w1th a local con­
tractor, then pays the loan off usually 
over a three-year period. The district 
loans the contractors t\\ o-thirds of the 
price of the heavy equipment, and the 
contractor mu t pay the other th1rd. 

According to Harry Brown, head of the 
equipment revolving fund, ap­
proximately 14 million feet of farm 
roads, one milhon feet of terraces, two 
million feet of diversion ditches and 
several other conservation practices 
have been installed since the program 
began in 1948. 

The program was initiated to en­
courage contractors to give priority to 
conservation work after World War II. At 
this time, heavy equipment was being 
used primarily for building roads and

high cost farmer had to pay for con­
servation work, and to encourage con­
servation '>'Ork, the tate allocated 
$400, for low mterest loans.

"squeezed in the profit margin" because 
he could not afford to pay the contractors 
for conservation work. Farmers are 
charged less for conservation work 
because the contractors have to pay less 
for their equipment.

The Nose Is a Good 
Weather Forecaster

"When the ditch and pond offend the 
nose 

Look out for rain and stormy blows." 
Springtime is usually accompanied by 

spells of severe weather and without 
anything more reliable than the almanac 
to forecast these spells of bad weather, 
folks of yesteryear had to depend on 
nature signs, their senses, the way their 
bones ached and other such things. 

The nose is a particularly good weather 
forecaster. People who live close to 
swamps or ponds frequently notice that 
the odors of marsh gas <decaying 
vegetable matter), becomes more 
noticeable just before a rainstorm. 

This is because the lowered pressure of 
the atmosphere, which is part of the 
storm area, allows the bubbles of evil­
smelling gas that are always forming 
under the mud to expand and escape into 
the air. The smells continue until the 
pressure has increased again. 

On a quiet morning such as often 
precedes a storm, the odor of tobacco 
smoke remains much longer than usual 
in a given place. This odor lingers 
because there are only slight tem­
perature differences in the air. The usual 
air currents-not breezes-which are 
circulating about unsensed by us when 
the sun is shining, become for a time 
quiescent. With the air thus being still, it 
retains odors for longer periods of time. 
Since the scent of game remains longer 
than usual for dogs to follow, to hunters 
such a condition presages a good day for 
the chase. 

When chimney smoke rises only a short 
distance in the air, then falls toward the 
rooftops or spreads out and remains as a 
layer for a considerable length of time at 
a low level, it indicates a storm. There is 
more humidity in the air before a storm. 
Thus the smoke particles are quickly 
moistened a'nd becoming heavier, cease 
to rise. 

If interested in such natural 
phenomena, one notices that both 
hearing and sight, as well as smell, 
receive stronger impressions in advance 
of a storm. Such sounds as those of the 
farmyard, distant church bells, 
locomotive whistles, or the whine of a 
chain saw are much louder and more 
distinct than at other times and for a 
reason previously given. The ordinary 
turbulence of the mixing of the air has 
practically ceased, resulting in lessened 
atmospheric disturbances which tend to 
prevent the freest transmission of 
sounds. 

If one lives in a mountainous area, he 
may hear the roar of the mountain before 
the storm breaks. Although the air may 
be calm where the observer stands, the 
wind often begins stirring in the air 
above him. As it blows down the 
mountainside at some distance from 
him, it sets in motion the twigs of the 
forest trees in its path. What he hears is 
the combined innumerable notes of the 
stirring branches. 

For the same reason that sounds carry 
more readily in air undisturbed by the 
various circulating currents, objects are 
distinguished more clearly and ap­
parently with greater closeness to the 
vision in advance of a storm. That is 
unless there is fog, smoke, or some other 
obscuring factor in the way. 

With all the modern methods of 
weather forecasting and communicating 
this information, folks no longer need to 
depend on th.eir noses and natural signs 
to predict the weather. The old methods, 
however, are still worthy of remem­
bering.

Recruit Drive 
Increases Guard 
Unit Here by 12 

A concentrated recruitment drive 
conducted by a special team of Kentucky 
National Guard recruiting specialists 
last week upped the Prestonsburg unit's 
manpower by 12, more than the total 
recruited since last August. 

The success of the recruitment 
program considerably reduced the 
possibility that the armory here would be 
abandoned by the State Guard 
organization and S.Sgt. John Pyles said, 
"I think we'll be up to full strength by 
August.' 

Till now, the Prestonsburg mechanized 
infantry tmit had remained at only 60 per 
cent manpower, one of the worst records 
in the state, and a recent advisory by 
Kentucky National Guard Adjutant 
General Gerald Wellman warned that 
1.11less recruitment was stepped up 
considerably in such "problem" units 
across the state, those armories would 
face shutdown by next August. 

S.Sgt. Pyles said the community 
contact that was made last week was one 
of the most significant accomplishments 
of the recruitment drive. "We were able 
to meet area leaders and citizens and 
introduce them to just what an armory 
brings to a community in terms of in­
come and increased prosperity," Pyles 
pointed out. 

He also said that, as a result of meeting 
with officials and civic groups, the new 
$516,000 armory on the Auxier road has 
been booked for every week-end through 
December as a meeting place for area 
clubs and civic groups.

Lepidopterists believe the 
monar<.:h butterfly evolved in 
Mexico thousands of years 
ago, according to the wildlife 
publication.

Food Poisoning Often 
Mistaken for Flu 

Food poisoning often gets 
caught in a case of mistaken 
1dentity. People pass off their 
misery as flu and go right on 
being careless in the kitchen. 

Before you set yourself up for 
another bout with foodborne 
illness, examine the facts . 
Maybe it wasn't flu that laid 
your whole family low. 

"It's not easy to tell the 
difference," says Fudeko 
Maruyama, a nutritionist with 
the UK College of Agriculture 
Cooperative Extension Ser­
vice. "The symptoms are often 
the same: nausea, vomiting, 
stomach cramps, diarrhea, 
fever and headaches." 

Small children and older 
folks are particularly 
vulnerable to food borne illness. 

Symptoms can develop as 
soon as 1 hour after you eat 
contaminated food, or it may 
take 2 days or longer. Symp­
toms are much more severe 
and the illness can cause death 
if it's botulism poisoning, 
which may not be evident for 
several days. 

If you recover with no more 
than an upset stomach, you can 
be sure you didn't have 
botulism. 

Water from a contaminated 
well or spring can also cause 
sickness. Few natural water 
sources here in Kentucky test 
out as safe for drinking. 

Think back to the foods you 
ate before you got sick, 
Maruyama suggests. 

By any chance, did they sit 
out at room temperature for 
several hours'? Or did you store 

Preplant Herbicides 
For Weed Control 

Getting effective weed 
control in corn and soybeans by 
applying a herbicide before 
planting depends on when and 
how thoroughly the chemical is 
incorporated or mixed in with 
the soil. 

''This is true regardless of 
weather conditions," says W. 
W. Witt, Extension weed 
control specialist in the UK 
College of Agriculture. 

He recommends applying the 
preplant herbicide on a well­
prepared seedbed, then 
following immediately with 
two diskings to mix the 
chemical weed killer 
thoroughly in the top 2 to 3 
inches of soil. Cross-disking 
will do a better job than going 
through the field twice in the 
same direction . 

Incorporating the chemical 
deeper than 3 inches, however, 
will reduce the effeetiveness of 
the herbicide by 30 percent or 
more, the specialist cautions. 

Witt advises working the 
preplant herbicide into the soil 
immediately after spraying, 
preferably in the same 
operation, even though the 
product label states that it may 
be done several hours later. 
"Delayed incorporation 
usually will result in poor weed 
control," he emphasizes.

At the time of the Civil War many 

sections in the foothills of Appalachia 
were very sparsely populated. Some of 
the more remote areas that had once had 
a few settlers became depopulated, 
entirely. Such was the case of Lost 
Hollow. When Silas Clayton settled here 
in 1860, the only evidence of previous 
human habitation was an ancient, one­
room log cabin that was in its last stages 
of decay. The roof of hand-riven boards 
had been made on the light of the moon, 
causing them to roll up like fried meat­
skins. This left gaping holes, here and 
there. They let in the rain but provided 
openings for the night creatures to 
emerge after dusk and gather food in the 
semi-darkness. 

Silas told his two sons, Luther and 
Landre: "Boys, the first thing you have 
to do is get a roof on this cabin. It isn't 
much of a house but it \\ill do until the 
crops are laid by." He told the boys to 
save all the straight and drivable nails to 
fasten down the new roof. 

Meanwhile, Silas set to work to restore 
the old chimney that had been made of 
field stones. Father Time and the 
weather eroded the yellow clay mud that 
had served as mortar. After he finished 
with the chimney, the chinkin' between 
the logs had to be replaced. 

When Luther and Landre had finished 
with the roof, their mother, Atmt Mollie, 
said, "I'm shore glad that you fellers 
have them holes in the roof stopped up: 
them ding bats would make a-body's hair 
stand on end to hear them fluttering 
around in that loft, at night." 

Lost Creek was walled in by towering 
cliffs that left narrow strips of bottom 
and steep bluffs on either side of the 
creek. Since Silas Blauton's house was 
located at the mouth of the creek, the 
valley widened to the point of allowing 
enough stmlight in to grow a couple of 
acres of corn and beans. A garden, near 
the cabins, was fenced in with hemlock 
palings. 

After they had laid by the crops, they 
began work on the double log house that 
was to be their permanent home. A big 
chimney was in the center, providing a 
wide oven fireplace for each room. It was 
a tremendous task. but slowly the 
chimney and the log walls rose some, 
each day. 

There were two wide, open spaces on 
both sides of the chimney. This made an 
ideal place for storing dried green beans 
or "leather breeches," as most people 
called them. Also, a large number of 
rings of dried pwnpkin were hung from 
pegs driven into the wall. 

The hardest job in making the house 
was sawing the boards to floor the house. 
It took three men to operate the bucksaw. 
A log of soft timbers was placed on a 
scaffold. Two men pushed the saw down· 
ward while the one on the ground helped 
to push it upward. It cut only on the 
downward stroke. 

After the house was finished, Luther 
and Landre moved into the lower room, 
next to the creek. All was peace and quiet 
in the valley. The melancholy sOWld of 
the owl had faded away in the tall spruce 
pines that lined the cliffs. Suddenly, one 
night there came a horrible sotmd from 
the lower room- a sotmd that was so loud 
it echoed for a mile up and down the 
valley. Atmt Mollie screamed, "Oh, 
Lordy, something has killed my boys!" 
She and Silas stumbled over stumps and 
stones in haste to reach the lower room. 
The yellow flame from the oil burning 
lamp revealed nothing but two half-nude 
boys, huddled closely together in the bed. 
Atmt Molly placed her hand on Luther's 
forehead and remarked, ''His head is as 
cold as that ice on Sinkin' Cliff. Landre 
looks like a corpse but his head is as hot 
as fire." 

Silas said, "It's that darned ghost from

Clayton's Gap; she is trying to scare us 
away from our new home." Atmt Mollie 
·aid, "Silas, there ain't no way you can 
fight a ghost". The boys were too 
frightened to say anythmg, but Aunt 
:\Iollie told them, "Ghost or no ghost, 
J·ou'ns will never spend another night in 
this room". 

They never did. 
For two generations, the house was 

shunned by all. It became known as the 
house that nobody lived in.

By the end of June, a p· 
proximately 4,000 acre of 
abandoned trip mine land in 
Law-cl, Clay and McCreary 
countieS in Eastern Kentucky 
will be reclaimed by th 
Department for Natural 
Resource and Environmental 
Protection, according to Tim 
Koch, director of the depart­
ment's Division of Orphan 
Land Reclamation. 

The acreage is part of 27,000 
acres to be reclaimed by 1980 in 
12 eastern counties by the 
department. 

The reclamation to be per­
formed, according to Koch, ts 
"basic". That is, trees and 
grass will be planted for 
vegetation but little or no 
earth-moving will take place. 
Basic reclamation will, 
however, help correct 
problems of sw-face water 
flow, active erosion, and acid 
mine site damages. Koch adds 
that the areas to undergo basic 
reclamation will be returned to 
productive wildlife areas. 

"Although the program got 
off to a slow start it is well on 
schedule now and we should 
have the abandoned mines 
lands in Law-el, Clay and 
McCreary reclaimed by the 
end of the planting season," he 
said.

The Tennessee Valley 
Authority has given the state a 
$6.2 million grant to demon· 
strate minimum treatment 
methods for reclaimmg orphan 
lands. The TVA onginally 
allocated the department $10 
million to reclaim 42,000 acres 
but it was discovered that 
13,000 acres would revegetate 
without assistance. 

Benefits from the program 
will extend beyond land 
reclamation , according to 
Koch. "It's like a five-year 
reclamation training program 
for our workers on a small 
scale,'' he said in reference to 
the reclamation to be per· 
formed under the federal strip 
mine program. 

As much as $25 million an· 
nually could be provided to 
Kentucky for its orphan lands 
program under the federal 
strip mine bill passed last 
August. That money would be 
used for total reclamation or 
reclamation involving heavy 
construction and massive 
earth-moving according to 
Koch. 

As for the basic reclamation 
program, it already has 
provided 140 jobs for Wletn· 
ployed or underemployed 
persons. By the end of next 
year, Koch estimated that an 
additional 500 to 1,000 workers 
will be hired under the 
program. 

The program, which is in its 
second year, is part of a five­
year project to reclaim 87,000 
acres in Kentucky, Virginia, 
Tennessee and Alabama. 

Other Kentucky counties to 
be involved in the program 
are: Breathitt, Bell, Harlan, 
Knott, Knox, Leslie, Letcher, 
Whitley and Perry counties. 

Attorney General Robert Jo' . 
tephens announced recently 

that a parttal settlement has 
been reached in the suit 
against Jtm Walter Homes, 
Inc , in the Perry circuit court. 

The suit, brought by the 
Division of Consumer 
Protection, alleged that Jim 
Walter Homes represented

1 sued by the Homeowners 
Warranty Corporation They 
also agree that one inspector 
from the Attorney General's 
office and one inspector from 
Jim Walter Homes will inspect 
any home sold since June 16, 
1972, which a pw-chaser claims 
to have defects . Upon 
agreement of the two in­
spectors, Jim Walter will 
repair the defects tn ac­
cordance wtth the warranty. If 
dw-mg the required repairs a 
house is rendered 
unmhabitable , Jim Walter 
Homes will pay the owner 
rental value of the home so that 
temporary lodging can be 
found. 

In addit1on, Jim Walter 
Homes agrees to abide by all 
building codes and to obtain all 
required permits. 

Another section of this suit 
which alleges that the Jim 
Walter Homes contracts are 
usurious has not yet been 
decided.

Federal Court 
Convicts Patrick 

(From The Salyersville Independent> 
Ben Patrick, former sheriff of 

.Magoffin county, has been convicted in 
federal district court of conspiracy to 
extort money from a group of plumbers 
and pipefitters in 1972, involving an 
original 16-count indictment. 

Sentencing for Patrick will be June 6, 
and the punishment could stretch out to 
20 years .. 

He was reported to have entered a plea 
of guilty to one of the 16 counts he was 
charged with. 

According to court reports, the com­
plaint was based on accusations that 
Patrick, his wife, Marie , and son , Larry, 
sold work slips for pipefitters for $200 or 
$300 each . 

The men receiving the false cer­
tificates became entitled to work on a 
construction project of a power plant 
near Charleston, West Virginia. 

Previously convicted was the financial 
secretary of the local union at that time, 
George Cunningham, after it was learned 
that he had been offering such work slips 
for money. 

Patrick was specifically charged with 
buying these work slips and then 
reselling them to men in the Salyersville 
and Catlettsburg areas. 

The language of the indictment 
revealed that Patrick instructed one man 
to leave $200 on a farm wagon and 
another was told to leave $300on the front 
seat of Patrick's pickup. 

The indictment was made in December 
as Patrick was closing out his term as 
sheriff of Magoffin county. He pleaded 
guilty Monday, April 23, after some plea 
bargaining which allows his wife and son 
to be placed under a form of probation. 

Sources close to Patrick insinuated 
that the former Magoffin official may 
have been the subject of " an old political 
vend etta." 

Said one man , who asked that his name 
be withheld, "Ben has more than 
willingly cooperated with the court and 
appears willing to pay his dues for any 
wrongdoing. But there's a possibility a 
few were willing to testify against him 
because of political differences." 

Patrick was contacted by the Salyers­
ville Independent on Wednesday but 
refused to comment on the trial. 

"I have to refrain from saying 
anything, in order to cooperate with the 
court, unless it is said through my at­
torneys."
