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Chase Ends
In Capture
Of Fugitives

One Prisoner Named

For Murder Moved
To Fayette Co. Jail

James Carl Quick, 26, one of two men
who were captured at Allen last Wednes-
day afternoon by State Trooper Don
Weedman after a high-speed chase
punctuated by revolver fire, has been
transferred by state troopers to the
Fayette county jail, Lexington, for safe-
keeping.

His companion, Rocky Gardner, 21,
driver of the stolen car in which the two
sought to elude arrest, remains in jail
here in default of $7,500 bond asked by
District Judge Harold Stumbo after a
hearing on a charge of knowingly
receiving stolen property (a stolen auto).

Quick was held to $20,000 bond on a first
degree wanton endangerment charge
and $5,000 for knowingly receiving stolen
property.

Quick is wanted in North Carolina on
charges of murder and kidnapping, and
in Georgia as an escapee [rom the
Department of Offender Rehabilitation
in Atlanta, authorities said. Gardner is
wanted in North Carolina on
misdemeanor counts.

The arrest of the two resulted from a
hif-run incident in which their vehicle
was involved in Pike county, earlier in
the day. A woman remembered their
license number and reported it to State
Police.

Trooper Weedman was in the vicinity
of the Alpike Motel, south of Allen, when
he spotted the car. He stopped it and used
his cruiser’s loudspeaker in ordering its
occuparnts outside.

Instead of obeying the order, the driver
sped away, Trooper Weedman in pursuit,
at a speed described by Weedman as “'a
little above 100."

Quick fired several shots at the pur-
suing eruiser but the bullets went wild.
Trooper Weedman said he counted three
shots but added, '“You don't keep too
accurate count under such cir-
cumstances.” A .38-calibre revolver
later récovered had five empty shells in
its cylinder.

The chase ended at the intersection of
US 23 and KY 80 at Allen. As the
fugitives’ auto ran a red traffic light

Site Inspection
For New Airport
In Area Slated

" Two new airports are scheduled for
construection, possibly by 1985, in the five-
county area served by the Big Sandy
Area Development District, a Frankfort
news release says.

And this week—weather permilling—
Federal Aviation Administration and
Kentucky Aeronautics Administration
teams will inspect four possible sites for
a new airport in the Floyd-Johnson-
Martin county area, The inspection will
be both on-site and from the air, and
recommendations made following the
visit will go far to determine the location
of the facility.

One of the sites considered, and said to
be the largest in the field of four, is
known as ‘‘the Pocahontassite,” which is
{n"The head of Danjels Creek, in the
viginity where Martin, Floyd and
Johnson counties join. This and another,
on Long Branch, in the Dewey Dam area,
are former strip-mine locations. Two
others given consideration are the Sally
Steut site on Middle Creek and Green
Rock, near Denver, Johnson county. The
Middle Creek and Johnson county sites
are mountaintop locations which have
not had the benefil of excavation for
mining.

One of the airports recommended for
the Big Sandy ADD area would be a $13
million commuter field, equipped with
precision landing instrument system and
capable of handling commercial flights.
The other, a general aviation facility for
smaller aircraft, would cost an estimated
$912,000.

When, and if, these airports are built,
Combs Airport and the Pikeville airport
would be eliminated, it is said.

Pike county is already building its own
airport, independent of the area
development planning.

Other new eastern Kentucky airports
called for in the plan announced for the
state as a whole include a $1.8 million

¢ Gov.Julian Carroll announced Monday
the creation of a new state Office of Inter-
Agency Relations with five regional state
offices whose primary function will be to
coordinate and expedite governmental
activities.

One of the regional offices will be
located in Prestonsburg.

Gov. Carroll made the announcement
at a meeting attended by top-level of-
ficials from the federal regional office in
Atlanta. The new state approach, which
the governor mentioned as part of his
briefing on his 1978-'80 executive budget,
is modeled after the Federal Regional
Office concepl.

In addition to Prestonsburg's, the

regional offices will be Jocated in
Covington, Leondon, Louisville and
Madisonville.

Each office will be headed by a
regional director who will report directly
to a deputy secretary of the cabinet.

Joe D. Elam, a former state budget
director, was named to the new position
of deputy secretary of the Cabinet for
Inter-Agency Relations.

“Government is getting too big!" Gov.
Carroll said in announcing the new set-
up. ““To get anything done, you simply
have to go personally to the state Capitol
and follow it through."

In Record Coal Year 1977 . . .

Floyd County Ranked
8th in Ky. Production

+ Despite the drop-off in mining caused
by the coal strike which began in
December, coal production in Kentucky
experienced a record year in 1977, and of
all the state’s coal-producing counties,
Floyd ranked eighth in total production.

Of the 147,827,929 tons of coal produced
by surface and underground operations
in the state last vear, 5,548,491 tons came
from Floyd county, according to annual
tonnage totals compiled by the state
Department of Mines and Minerals.
Floyd county’s production was split
almost equally between the surface and
underground methods, with 2,639,074 tons
from underground operations and
2,909,417 tons from strip-mining,

The statewide total is more than five
million tons above 1976 production levels,
and is higher than the previous
production record of 144,204,511 tons set
in 1975,

Kentucky's production was far above
that of other coal states. West Virginia
ranked second with 95,405,977 tons.
Pennsylvania, Illinois and Virginia

followed with 86,421,876, 53-512;209 and
35,547,933 tons, respectively.

Pike county was the biggest Kentucky
coal producer, mining 17,958,230 tons,
Muhlenberg county, perennially Ken-
tucky's highest producer, fell to second
place with 17,353,345 tons.

Other ‘‘top ten'' coal producing
counties in the state with tonnage figures
included the following:

Harlan county, 10,813,461; Hopkins,
10,319,026; Martin, 8,943,533; Perry,
B8,841,875; Breathilt, 5,726,353; Bell,
5,156,349; Knott, 5,494,057,

The surrounding counties of Magoffin
and Johnson produced 2223156 and
3,115,905 tons, respectively.

Commenting on the tonnage figures,
Gov, Julian Carroll said, ‘“The hard
winter we just came through demon-
strate again the nation's continuing
reliance on coal as a major energy
source, and Kentucky's production in
1977, despite the adverse conditions of a
strike, demonstrate Kentucky's ability to
meet those needs.”

Oil Spill Dama

Downstream water plant facilities
escaped interruption of service and no
fish and wildlife damage is expected
from the oil spill which was discovered
early last Friday morning at the Ken-
tucky Oil & Refining Company plant at
Bewy Layne.,

An estimated 36,000 gallons of high-
grade oil spilled from a company tank,
but dikes contained all the spill except
the 3,-5,000 gallons which escaped into
the nearby Big Sandy river through an
unused drain that had been thought
closed, Dale Tomlinson, plant manager
said.

Mr. Tomlinson said a truckdriver who
was loading oil for transport to West
Virginia apparently fell asleep and
permitted the oil to continue running. He
said all of the spill except the portion that
entered the river was recovered.

‘“We have dikage (dikes to contain oil
spills) sufficient to hold our full
capacity—only, the drain which we
thought was closed was open, and the oil
trickled through it,"” Tomlinson said.

He said that as soon as the spill was
discovered around 6 a.m., all water plant
downriver from Betsy Layne, fish and
game officials, the US. Corps of
Engineers, water quality and en-
vironmental personnel were notified.

“We, of course, are ready to do
whatever we are asked to do by way of
correcting the situation,” Tomlinson
added.

The oil which entered the river is a
high-grade produect, rated next to Penn-
sylvania oil, the plant manager said. He
said the oil slick held mainly to the

“One of our greatest concemns in
running Kentucky state government has
been the difficulty in making the
machinery operate efficiently,” Gov.
Carroll said. ‘““We have many fine,
dedicated employes but the sheer size of
government makes its operation com-
plex and complicated and also

unresponsive.

“I have always said that the govern-
ment closest lo the people is the most
responsive and least expensive, That is
why we are putting state government
closer and in reach of most Kentuckians.

“‘Our new regional system will not be
another layer of bureauacy but rather
will be ‘sparkplugs’, getting things
moving and providing a quick answer,
even when il has to be ‘no.' "

“‘These offices, being plugged in at the
highest operational level of state
government, will cut across existing
agency lines and eliminate red tape," he
said.

The primary functions of the new of-
fices, the governor said, will be to:

—Coordinate and expedite activities of
state agencies responding to emergency
or disaster situations.

—Coordinate between state agencies,
and between state and local agencies, to
develop specific projects in a given area,
such as the several urban development
projects in downtown Louisville,
Lexington and Northern Kentucky,

—Improve the relationships between
state and local governments in the ad-
ministration of state funding programs,
such as the Area Development Fund,
Economic Aid Fund (in coal counties),
Energy Road Fund, Resource Recovery
Roads, Community Flood Abatement
Control and Riverport Development,

Secondarily, Gov. Carroll said, the
offices will refer citizens and local
agencies to appropriate state agencies
they have todeal with on such matters as
public assistance, personal lax
problems, public heaith programs and
labor relations. But the offices will not
have a total ombudsman function, he
added, because that alone would swamp
them and not allow them to perform their
primary functions.

The regular organizational structure of
state government will be used to carry
out any action, he said. The regional
offices will make sure that any and all
state agencies that have to be involved
ultimately are aware of the situation
from the outset so action can proceed on
all fronts simultaneously and the local
government agency knows just whal has
to be done from the beginning, something
which is not the case now.

Nally and Gibson Surfacing, Inc., of
Springfield, successfully bid $888,233 for
a contract calling for surfacing along a
total of 26.4 miles of five Harlan county
roads, one of which is the Harlan-Whites-
burg Road (US 119), starting at KY 413
and extending northeast for 11.6 miles,

Often
they don’t use birth control, in many
cases even if they have it available (they
can getitin all health departments, 1 like
to think) and some of the reasons for this
failure to protect self are not always
clear, Do we solve the problem by
preaching and consigning them to
hellfire? No.

You said that any doll can either teach
or learn “‘the basics™ in the proverbial
“one easy lesson''. We hope vou don't
think sex education is teaching them how
to copulate. There is no use to teach that,
because Nature has taken care of that
since the beginning. Would they get the
“one easy'' at the poolroom, street
corner, bawdy house, TV, or where? Just
‘‘any teacher' can’t teach this sensitive
anatomy, physiology, and sense of
responsibility to children.

We have seen the dismal results of
having picked the wrong instructor, such
as a person wilhout training in sensitivity
and human sexuality, or a lewd and
lascivious lecher. This can be worse than
no sex education at all. We know of one
instance where, a few years ago, the
person selected to teach sex education
used the allotted time to tell the class
about his own personal at home sex life
and exploits. An individual of insensitive
caliber must not be picked to do this
teaching. Further, the teacher has to be
qualified and informed, aware of and
able to give proper instruction. We must
start at the elementary level, maybe no
later than 4th grade.

We must start early because menarche
(onset of menstrual periods) starts more
early than formerly (sometimes at 9or 10
years of age) and a girl who menstruates
almost always ovulates. The ovum, if
united with a sperm, sets in motion a
pregnancy, Too young, did someone say?
No, because there is the problem of about
13,000 girls under 14 who give birth each
year. [tisurgent that we educate them to
the facts, and thus help keep them out of
trouble. Truth and objectivity have
merit.

In light of all this and more, do you feel
that anybody but *“‘us chickens”’ can be
expected to solve these dilemmas? If you
knew how many people wanl an abortion,
maybe you would take another look,
perhaps reconsider your strong views.
More and more people are opposed to and
disgusted with the enforced motherhood
foisted on women over the ages.

We have got to educate in a way to
prevent premature pregnancy and child-
birth. It is belter sometimes to have
early abortion. The message now is that
every unwanted pregnancy should not be
expected to result in “the miracle” nine
months later, Until the day when no
longer needed, abortion is part of the
fabric of our society. Look at Italy . .
about the same number of illegal
abortions each year as term births. Italy
is now on the verge of legalizing abortion.
Why not? That may be the only way to
reach the day when it will no longer be
needed.

I refuse to believe you have a closed
mind on the topic, for an inflexible editor
would not be much help. Let’s hope your
article will not be the last word from you.
There are many things to do if we are to
create a better society. If you could at-
tend a clinic or two, I think you'd write
about it in a different way.

Certainly the children need home,
church, and school teachings. How much
have parents been able to help? Church?
School? Not enough. Home and church
have beenslow. The television has helped
and hurt. Let’s get real comedy on TV
(the present comedy is trash) and learn
how to laugh at ourselves and our folly.
We need to learn how to say out loud (for
better or for worse) that we have organs
for reproduction and that Nature's laws
can be frustrated only up to a point.
Perpetuation of the race is probably the
strongest urge in existence. If we are
hell-bent to frustrate the natural laws
forever, including natural selection, we
only serve to prolong an impossible
dream.

By now you may feel I am the inflexible
one. If so, be my guest. But at any cost,
let us try to avoid a holier-than-thou
attitude, which to many people appears
unseemly. The dirt does not leave the
house if we only sweep it under the rug.

SHORT ROWS

Back in the days B.C. (before com:-
modities) just about everybody with a
piece of land or able to rent a little plot,
had a vegetable garden. These gardens
often required considerable effort, but
when the cold winds of autumn started
keening around chimney corners, there
were usually beans to bubble in kettles on
the hearth, potatoes to roast in the ashes,
and turnips and cabbage to cook with a
pieceof hog jaw, There were also rows of
canned stuff on shelves in the pantry and
cellar,

But somewhere along the line the act
and art of pgardening slipped into
desuetide with the subsequent resull
there are fewer ‘‘good livers'' than there
used to be. So many young people
growing up today wouldn't know a bean
from a black-eyed pea and subsisting
largely on hamburgers, cola drinks and
weird ‘‘crunchies” of one kind or
another, will never know the goodness of
a tomato, roasting ear, or radish plucked
fresh from a garden,

In this day of inflation, everyone who
can should put in a garden. It will sub-
stantially reduce cash outlays for foods
thus providing money for other needed
goods. It will provide a more varied and
healthful diet, and lessen the necessity
for standing in commodity lines at the
county seat or at the food stamp counter
at the post office,

Also cultivating a garden provides far
more than just food. The work has a
therapeutic value. As the prophet said, it
helps a person keep pace with the earth
and soul of the earth. He becomes alive
and more keenly aware to the joy of the
seasons, and in the accomplishment of a
good crop, attains a greater measure of
dignity and self respect,

Some folks do not plant and cultivate a
garden because they say, ‘‘We can buy
stuff cheaper’n we can raise it."

Maybe so if they have a steady job at
high wages. But even so what pithy,
wilted turnip purchased cheaper in a food
store can taste half as good as one raised
by one's own hands and pulled fresh
from a patch in the garden? Then there’s
the deep down satisfaction of sitting
under one'’s own fig tree and eating his
own figs. This satisfaction cannot be
purchased at any market, super or
otherwise.

Of course all this does not apply to
those engaged in occupations that
require much time and strenuous effort.
Raising a garden, while most rewarding
in many ways, is also a job that requires
a lot of time and work

Actually gardening is a lot of pleasure
and your County Extension Agent stands
ready to provide novices with a wealth of
information on how to do it. A garden will
go a long way-toward restoring the
nostalgia of the good old days.

Regulations Revised
On Handicapped Scouts

The Lonesome Pine Council, Boy
Scouts of America, has announced that
the age restrictions on enroliment and
advancement of mentally retarded and
severely handicapped Cub Scouts, Scout,
and Explorers have been eliminated.

Through action taken by the BSA's
national Executive Committee, the
BSA's Rules and Regulations will include
new guidelines for registration and
advancement of mentally retarded and
the severely handicapped youth, in-
cluding the blind, deaf, and emotionally
disturbed.

H. C. Van Meter, president of the
Lonesome Pine Council said the new
regulations will apply immediately to
those presently enrolled as well as all
pending cases for exceptions to former
regulations.

In order for members to meet the new
guidelines, appropriate medical
authority must certify that the candidate
has a severe mental or physical handicap
as defined in BSA regulations, and the
council’s appropriate committees must
certify as tothe completion of all existing
requirements for each progress award,
including the Eagle Scout award.

If proper certification is given, Cub
Scouts may remain in the program after
their 11th birthday, Scouts can par-
ticipate after age 18, and male and
female Explorers may remain in their
units after the age of 21. All of them will
continue to be eligible for their respec-
tive advancement programs.

The
goal of every citizen should be to keep
things clean and lovely, at home and
countywide.

Anyone desiring to know what is wrong
with America can get a birdseye picture
by reading R. K. Bennett's review of
““Time For Truth” in May Reader’s
Digest. Wm. Simon, author of the book,
and former Secretary of the U.S.
Treasury, tries to arouse the populace to
the dangers of big government, which
some still do not recognize.

Hearts go out to Betty Ford, the wives
of senators and others who have the same
problem. Even prescribed drugs often
present peril. Medicine that cures one
individual may be poison to another,
since body chemistry varies widely, and
the most eminent physicians cannot
always know what reaction drugs may
produce, or in whom. It is reported that
of more than 20,000 only a small per-
centage have been adequately tested, or
can be, as research staffs are never
ample, and it often takes years to
evaluate final effects of some drugs.
Remember thalidomide! Most drugs do
have some side effects. These may differ
drastically with individuals. Some can
tolerate practically anything. Others are
allergic to nearly all medicines.

Fortunately, professions involved are
discovering more about such and trying
to educate the public, who are advised
against increasing dosage, taking
another’'s medicine, or an old drug, using
several at once unless prescribed. They
are asked to consult a physician—or even
a pharmacist or nurse in emergency—
about uncertainties, to note and report
deviations in behavior, conversation,
physical condition, particularly if the
patient is allergic to any drug or on habit-
forming ones, which some diseases
necessitate. When things seem amiss a
doctor should be contacted. Medical
magazines and authorities writing in
others claim that errors occur in private
offices, clinics, hospitals, prescription
departments, etc., despite attempts to
prevent them. Mistakes are common in
all professions but less harmful in most
others. Incorrect dosage may be given,
some drug given the wrong patient,
faulty equipment cause a mishap.
Medical personnel appreciate being told
when something appears faulty. If un-
checked, results can be disastrous,
especially for out patients. Crimes, in-
cluding murder, have been committed by
people under the influence of alcohol or
drugs, oiten by individuals who would
never do such normally.

Alcohol has long been a problem
everywhere, For years Washington has
had the highest per capita consumption
of any city in the U.S. Many women who
join its cocktail circuit find they have no
margin of safety, not that one excuses
such indulgence. Numbers of men who
take a drink with associates wind up as
alcoholics. When not forsaken little sins
often lead to big ones. While liquor and
drug addiction are diseases they are also
sinful. Though legal addiction comprises
a separate category, it, too, is laden with
hazards. Many become habituees
through prescribed drugs, vet the in-

tentions of most physicians are
unquestionable. Some patients insist
upon having sleeping pills or

tranquilizers for their nerves, et cetera,
or obtain non-prescription ones. Num-
bers would fare better without them even
if never ensnared. The body has
tremendous curative powers that have
little chance to operate when drugs are
present.

Current statistics of drug dependency
are staggering. The armed forces,
athletes, people from every walk of life
are confronted with drug abuse, whose
tollis barely starting. With vast numbers
of youths confirmed addicts, what can be
expected of their unborn children?
Alcohol and drugs fill many beds in
hospitals and other institutions, and
break up countless homes and lives.
National Health Insurance and socialized

medicine are not the answer. Prevention
beats cure and is possible if taught in
childhood, The lesson in Galatians 5:21
should be given by word and example in
home, school, church and society, any of
which can be too permissive and lenient
in attitudes alone. Vietims must not be
rejected. They need sympathy, un-
derstanding, and acceptance as persons.
But there is a distinction between ac-
cepting the individual and approving his
use of alcohol or drugs. He requires
boundary lines and firmness as well as
friendship and love. There is danger of
our being so tolerant that we tolerate evil
itself. The line is fine and should be
drawn in kindness, though numbers
bring their problems on themselves.
Thousands have found that the best and
frequently the only way out is by help
from above.

State Ahead
Closing Dumps

Kentucky is ahead of schedule in at
least the first step involved in closing
open dumps in the state.

The state environmental department’s
Division of Hazardous Materials and
Waste Management reports that in the
last two months more than 350 open
dumps have been identified and
ownership has been determined on 164.

From this 23 have been.closed and 18
have undergone some type of cleanup
operation. Division officials estimate
that only 47 dumps were closed during
1977,

Inventorying of open dumps is in
response to federal legislation calling for
their closing by 1983. The survey is also
an attempt to determine the scope of the
program and to provide the groundwork
for establishment of solid waste
management systems to serve all parts
of the state,

Norm Schell, division director,
believes the inventory will provide
counties with an incentive to plan solid
waste management systems required by
legislation passed by the 1978 General
Assembly. Such systems for collection
and disposal of solid waste would handle
waste that is now taken to open dumps.
*“The inventory will also let people know
that the state is getting information on
ownership and that we will be carrying
out the mandate of the law which carries
Schell adds.

Ownership of land on which open
dumps exist must be determined before
court action can be taken. Six senior
citizens, hired under a senior en-
vironmental employment program, are
handling the documentation of open
dumps turned in by 12 field people
working out in the state. The whole
process involves re-inspection of
previously closed open dumps to find out
their current stalus and a search for
active dumps not previously discovered.

Kentucky began its inventorying
program in February even though
criteria for identifying open dumps has
not published by the federal En-
vironmental Protection Agency (EPA(.
Criteria was to be published in October of
last year and was to precede a national
inventory of open dumps by the EPA.

“Getting background information on
who owns these sites is going to be useful
nomatter what guidelines come from the
EPA," explains Schell.

Schell says, though, that the inventory
is only the beginning of attempts to at-
tack the problem of open dumps. ‘‘How
much time it takes for it all to get
together, that is having facilities to
handle materials that would have gone
into an open dump, I cannot say,’’ he
says, “Eventually, they (open dumps)
will not reappear because of adequate
solid waste managements systems.

UK Survey of Fever-Causing Ticks
Needs State’s Public Cooperation

The Entomology Depart-
ment of the UK College of
Agriculture is calling on the
help of Kentucky residents to
find out to what extent ticks in
the state are carrying Rocky
Mountain Spotted Fever.

The disease, transmitted by
ticks, is on the increase in the
U.S, There were 1,115 cases
réported to the Center for
Disease Control in Atlanta in
1977—an increase of 19 percent
from the year before. There
were 42 fatalities reported
from the 856 cases for which
case-report forms were sub-

mitted.

More than half of last yvear’s
cases of Rocky Mountain
Spotted Fever, or 52 percent,
occeurred in the southeastern
and south central states. There
were 27 cases reporled in
Kentucky

‘'We are asking people to
mail live specimens of ticks Lo
our laboratory to determine
what the situalion is in Ken-
tucky regarding the potential
threat of the disease,” says
Chris = Christensen, UK Ex-
tension entomologist. *The

the American dog tick, but
several others are implicated,
including the lone star tick
which is common in Westemn
Kentucky.""

Both ticks are very flat,
hard-bodied, leathery looking
creatures with 8 legs.

To determine if ticks are
carrying the disease, live
specimens are needed. They
may be taken to county Ex-
tension offices where special
mailing tubes are available, or
mailed directly to the En-
tomology Department,
University of Kentucky,
Lexington, Ky. 40506. A small
plastic bottle, such as a pill
vial, containing a moist cotton
ball will keep the ticks alive
while going through the mail
service, says Christensen,

In most cases, Rocky
Mountain Spotted Fever is
transmitted when a tick bites;
attaches to and feeds on a
person, but it also may be
caused by juices or feces of a
tick rubbed into the skin, ae-
cording to the entomologist.

He advises watching for tick
bites because there is little
chance of getting the disease if
the tick is removed within 2 to 3
hours after it bites.

Symptoms of the disease
include a skin rash, headache,
intense aches in the lower back
and fever Although
tetracycline and chloram-
phenicol. are effective treat-
ments, early diagnosis is ex-
tremely important, according
to the Center for Disease
Control,

Rocky Mountain Spotted
Fever not only is a disease of
man but also is contracted by
certain rodents such as the
field mouse which is the
reservoir of the disease, ac-
cording to Christensen. Ticks
can be infected by feeding on
an infected mouse or infected
person, The entomologist also
points out that if a female is
infected, her eggs carry the
disease and hatch out ticks that
are carriers

“This- figure indicates Lhe money
necessary to patch the damaged areas
with blacktopping,’”’ Grayson said. “To
completely resurface the roads would
increase the cost to approximately $40
million."

According to Grayson, ‘‘pothole pat-
ching, ditching and minor surface
repairs will cost about $12 million. These
are repairs which can be accomplished
with state highway personnel and the
cost will be absorbed by the annual
maintenance budget.”

It is estimated that $15 million will be
needed to make repairs on severely
damaged highways. Severe damage
includes errosion and breakage which
will require special equipment and
material to repair.

“‘Al the present time, we do not have
$15 million available for this work,"
Grayson said. ''However,"” he continued,
“‘the 1978-"79 fiscal budget goes into effect
July 1 and modifications will be made to
the maintenance budget to include
emergency work for projects which must
have immediate attention."”

Winter damage for 1977 was estimated
at $39 million, or $12 million more than
the 1978 winter

Grayson explained that last year the
state had more localized severe damage,
“but this year we received widespread
surfacedamage.' "‘Surface damage'’, he
said, "is easier and is less expensive to
repair,”

Evans Sees New Element
In Eastern Ky. Coal Field

By JIM JORDAN
(In The Lexington Herald)

Top executives of three Lexington coal
companies say they are uncertain about
the purpose of the continuing stale m-
vestigation into organized crime in the
Eastern Kentucky coalfields.

The three—George E. Evans, Jr,,
president of National Mines Corp.; J. L.
Jackson, president of Falcon Coal Co.
and John C. Nowicki, president of New
Era Resources Inc.—said Sunday they
have not been contacted by the 1l1-
member task force conducting the
secretive, seven-month probe that has
resuled in the arrests of four Ken-
tuckians.

They said this was apparently because
the investigation involves small coal
companies and not the major producers,
but they differed on whether the probe
will tarnish the industry's image.

During separate interviews, they also
differed about recent events in Eastern
Kentucky.

Evans and Nowicki said they have
indications that a new, possibly corrupt,
element they cannot quite describe or
define entered the coalfields in recent
years as a consequence of the coal boom.

Jackson said he had not noticed any
such change.

Gorge Campground

Nowicki said New Era "investigators"
had uncovered '‘some indications'' that
one criminal organization might be
hehind the apparent increase in drug
usage and the thefts of heavy mining
equipment in Eastern Kentucky

These were “‘unconfirmed
allegations,' he said, but it might be an
aspect of the state probe.

There was “‘perhaps, more traffic'' in
stolen heavy equipment in recent years,
Nowicki said. The equipment is seldom
recovered and the thefts are '‘not large
enough o get the FBI involved."

If organized crime is financing small
coal operations, the criminal influence
may be difficult to uncover because of
the complex nature of the industry, he
said.

Evans was less specific, but more
certain that Eastern Kentucky has been
“penetrated by some force’' from outside
the coalfields.

“There has been a change,” Evans
said. “There have been indications of
some kind of element that didn’t exist
there in the past.”

He cited a possible increase in
availability of drugs and the sporadic
violence during the recent three-and-a-
half month coal strike.

“The miners were acting in a way that
wasn’'t quite normal,"” said Evans, a
former Eastern Kentucky miner. It was
as if some ‘“‘outside influence’” was
“stirring this thing (violence) up."

He said, however, that he was ‘‘con-
fused' about the state investigation, He
described it as ‘‘a real puzzle."

“All I know about it is what I read in
the newspaper,'’ he said.

Nobody Willing To Predlct
Effect of Anti-Litter Law

Litter again is becoming a source of
concern among people across the state,

Recent articles in several eastern
Kentucky newspapers have expressed
concern over the problem, and the state
Environmental Quality Commission
voiced similar concems al a recent
meeting.

The situation, at least for the present,
is unchanged from what it has been
previously, according to state officials,
but they point to legislation passed by the
1978 General Assembly as at least the
beginning of a comprehensive anti-litter
program.

The bill levies a three per cent per $100
tax on wholesalers of products packaged
in metal, plastic, paper or glass.
Revenues are to be used by the Depart-
ment for Natural Resources and En-
vironmental Protection for the purchase
and placement of litter receptacles
across the state, employment of persons
to clean up litter, increased enforcement
of litter laws and the recycling of
reusable litter. In addition, the depart-
ment is to use funds for various public
education campaigns aimed at
preventing litter.

As to how successful the program will
be, at least in the first two years that it is
to run before re-examination by the 1980
General Assembly, no one is willing to
say.

“The only thing 253 (the number of the
bill passed by the legislature) can do in
the near term is provide for going out and
picking up litter,”” says Norm Schell,

director of the department’s Division of
Hazardous Materials and Waste
Management.

“To that extent it will relieve the
problem of litter. What percentage of it
will be eliminated [ cannot say,”" he adds.

Schell says he wants lo be as realistic
as possible in his expectations for the
program, mainly because it will be some
time before revenues find their way back
to the department, By 1980, Schell
estimates, the program will have *‘been
in place' less than a year.

If the program is going Lo be a success,
Schell believes it will be because of the
education aspects of the bill aimed at
behavior modification among people of
the state, This, however, may take longer
than two years Lo accomplish.

Presently, the only available tool for
preventing litter is education through
local enforcement of litters laws, but
even this is beset by manpower problems
at the state level and by patchwork en-
forcement at local levels, said Schell.

Despite the obstacles facing the
program, Schell and other state officials
say the important thing is that at least a
planned and coordinated attack of litter
is beginning.

Addictive Federal Financing
Brings Federal Controls

By WILLARD ASHWORTH, JR.

Happy, Ky.)

Twenty vears ago, while I was in
college studying for an elementary
education degree, I asked my Uncle Edd
why we could not get some federal money
to help our county scheol system,

His answer: "'If we get federal money,
we will get federal controls.”

After 17 years in the school business I
think 1 can see where he was right.

Some years ago the [ederal govern-
ment started to pass out money to local
school systems. They did not have to ask
for it—or even use it. But the packaging
was so attractive it seemed that hardly
anyone could turn the money down. The
federal controls were few at first, but
things steadily got tighter.

The first new, easy money was ear-
marked for audio-visual materials for
use as teaching aids. Audio-visual
companies were eager to sell, and the
school system had to spend the money on
these tools or take the chance of not
getting it next year. As a result, movie
projectors, over-head projectors, slide
projectors, film strips and other junk
filled our closets and every other
available space in our schools. The
equipment was used for a short while and
then, like every other fad, it faded away.

We needed gymnasiums and
classrooms, but we got audio-visual
materials.

Then the Atlanta regional offices of the
federal agencies that provide the money
and regulations decided we needed
reading teachers, guidance counselors,
physical-education teachers and aides.
The money was provided and extra
personnel was hired. These people then
began looking for a steady job year after
yvear. And the school board has to sweat
out the money each fall, since several
jobs are at stake if Atlanta doesn’t come
through.

If Uncle Sam doesn’t supply the
money, the extra people will have to be
laid off, except that those with tenure
may kick others out of teaching positions.
Who would you hire back if more people
had built up tenure than there were jobs
to fill? Such questions have to be faced
each fall as a new school year begins and
the money has not arrived from Atlanta.

In addition, more and inore controls
have been put into effect as the federal
money has come to the local school
system over the years.

If integration were not properly
carried out we would not get any federal
money, we were told, Being hillbillies
and sensible enough to recognize an
individual as an individual, we had little
problem with racism. Then Washington
used poverty as a guideline. Since we are
all poor, this, too, caused us no serious
trouble.

In fact, we met all their demands and
the money kept coming. And this has
allowed the federal government to
gradually inch its way into our schools
and set policy,

There is little question about getting
plenty of supplies and materials. The
problem is to get the right ones. As a
teacher, | have never been asked what |
need. The decision has been handed down
from Frankfort or Atlanta.

I will admit federal money built a nice,
modern library for my school that is air
conditioned and has all the latest
features. Also, an aide for the librarian
was provided. But opur first-grade
teachers and the 35 or 40 children each
hasin attendance sit in glass-lined rooms
with a low roof that on a warm day will
generate heat in the 90's before lunch.
And none of the 26 classroom teachers
has an aide.

We have a new, modern four-teacher
reading room. It has air-conditioning and
thousands of dollars worth of special
features such as reading aids. Yet it is
hard to find a broom to sweep one's
classroom. There is one janitor to care
for a school that has 26 classrooms,
library, lunch room and six bathrooms.
And in my 17 years of teaching, I have
never had enough textbooks so that each
child could have one.

Washington also helps with our lunch
program. The parents sign a free- or
reduced-lunch request, stating his or her
income. More lies are told on these lunch
requests than on all other government
programs combined.

Over the years not one penny of federal
money has been earmarked for salary
improvement, so the quality of teaching
has not improved very much. We still
have lots of people just hanging around
waiting for something beiter to come
along.

Whatever happened to the ideal of a
Horace Mann on one end of a log bench
and a bright young student on the other?

Finding the time to teach bothers me
most.

It seems that our system puls em-
phasis on one subject at a time and the
others are ignored. Now an average of
over half of our day is spent on reading.
Before, it was modern math that con-
fused more than it helped. And before
that it was linguistics (whatever hap-
pened to our eight parts of speech?),

Children start classes at our school at
8:10 a.m. Twenty minutes later we
regroup, with children reading on the
same level being brought together. I
have students from six different rooms
for this class, which lasts an hour and 15
minutes.

Form 9:45 untii 12:45 p.m., with 30
minutes out for lunch, I have my class to
myself. At 12:45, we are scheduled to go
out for a half hour of physical education.
My children are with me again after that,
but only until 1:45 when they are again
disturbed for special reading. That class
lasts until 2:30, and the first bus for home
leaves at 2:40.

It seems that T am trying to teach in
between classes. Out of the time I have
with my students, they will go to the
library once a week, the fish-and-game-
club officer will visit once a month, the
art teacher will come once a week, a
Bible teacher will request a session once
a month. And then there are also special
assemblies, ball games, teachers’
meetings, the school carnival, ete.

Why can’t Johnny read, write or do
arithmetic? The teacher doesn't have
time between special-education classes
and other duties to teach him.

For the teacher must take up lunch
money, sell health-and-accident in-
surance, make out reports, do surveys,
grade papers, referee ball games, coach
the teams, pass out newsletters that go
home to parents, take up money for
special events, collect picture money, get
ready for school carnivals, give children
their flouride treatments.

And God only knows what we will be
called upon to do next.

The 1878 contract terminated the 1974
benefit plan which covered the 166,000
working UMW miners and placed health
insurance coverage into the hands of
private insurance carriers.
