Probe Continues 
In Slone Death 

Although the shot which re ·ulted in the 
death Saturday night near here of 
Sherman Slone, 49, apparently was self­
inflicted, Coroner James J . Carter said 
the investigation of the shooting b being 
continued. 

Slone, "'ho \\as at hi trailer-home in 
the Owens Trailer Park on old KY 114 
near West Prestonsburg when he was 
shot, died at Highlands RegJOnal Hospital 
shortly afterward of a .22-calibre 
revolver wound in his temple. 

His wife and 17-year-old daughter and 
a boy-friend of the latter concurred in 
saying that Slone shot himself. Mrs . 
Slone said her husband asked her to leave 
the room, and that while she and her 
daughter were in another room they 
heard the shot. 

Three empty cartridge cases were 
found in the revolver, and investigators 
accounted for another hot wh1ch had 
been fired into the floor. 

Slone, a native of Pippa Passes, Knott 
county, was disabled, suffering, it was 
reported, from a heart ailment. 

The shooting was investigated by 
County Detective Sam Hale. Coroner

·'Some of the causes of the ongoing 
upward trend in labor force participation 
are the continued increase in inflation, 
youth entering the labor force at a faster 
rate, and the large nwnber of women 
seeking employment," MacDonald said. 

Although 800 more Kentuckians were 
unemployed in August than in July, the 
unemployment rate remained 5.3 percent 
of the labor force. Unemployed persons 
totaled 84,900 for August. 

The number of unemployed was 18,300 
people higher this August than one year 
ago, and the unemployment rate was 1.0 
percent higher.

Med Center Grant 
To Benefit Clinics 

Gov. Julian Carroll has announced that 
a $155,769 Appalachian Regional Com­
mission grant has been awarded to the 
St. Clair Medical Center regional 
primary care system.

Initiation of optometry services;

physician for the facility; initiation of 
speech therapy services; examination of 
the fee structure for possible increases. 

Total cost of the project is $474,519. 
Local sources will contribute $318,750, all 
of which are fees. The budged period for 
the project is Oct. 1, 1978 through Sept.

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Plant in Dewey 
Not Milfoil But 
Still a Problem 

An aquatic plant which has appeared in 
Dewey Lake and the problems that its 
spread may create was the subject of an 
article in the September 13 issue of The 
Times. It has been learned since that 
time that the culprit is not milfoil, as 
identified in the article, but, rather, a 
species more common to Kentucky 
waters, known commonly as coontail. 

Although the plant was erroneously 
named, most of the problems associated 
with milfoil, unfortunately hold true for 
the coontail as well. 

Small amounts of coontail (scientific 
name, ceratophyllum), as well as any 
aquatic plant, are beneficial to an im­
poundment. but in many lakes and ponds 
in the state, according to state fisheries 
biologist, Kerry Prather, it displays an 
alarming knack for reproduction and 
spread, and in one season may actually 
choke large sections of an impoundment. 

Prather, who said no milfoil was found 
in Dewey Lake, referred to the present 
extent of coontail infestation as con­
stituting a "problem." 

·'The plant thrives in the heads of coves 
on the lake," Prather pointed out, "and 
since these same areas are the favored 
nesting areas for game fish, the heavy 
growth of coontail could possibly in­
terfere with spawining activities." 

Prather pointed out that the plant, 
which takes root in water as deep as 4-5 
feet, can seriously hinder sport fishing 
since ''you can't drag a hook through it,'' 
and he also said that baitfish and small 
panfish are afforded so many places to 
hide from predators such as black bass, 
that the food fish are almost taken out of 
the food chain. "The lake could con­
ceiveably become overrun with a large 
population of stunted bluegill, for 
example," Prather explained. 

Prather said Dewey provides an ideal 
habitat for coontail and pointed to the 
lake's well-known siltation problem as 
the primary contributor to the spread of 
the plant. He explained that as siltation 
continues to fill coves on the lake, the 
plant thrives in the resulting shallows. 
"That's why the lower part of the lake, 
which is generally deeper than the upper 
section, has resisted the spread of the 
plant," Prather pointed out. He also said 
the lake's infertile and relatively clear 
water favors growth of coontail, since 
light penetration is greater, allowing the 
roots to extend into deeper water than in 
impoundments with off-color water. 

Prather pointed to Buckhorn, a lake 
similar in many respects to Dewey, as 
having a problem with coontail. "On 
Buckhorn," he said, "it has actually 
filled up coves and has really interfered 
with fishing." 

Fertilization was mentioned as a 
possible solution to the coontail problem 
since increased fertility results in a 
decrease in water Clarity, and thus a 
reduction in suitable habitat for the 
plant. But Prather said even fertilization 
is less effective in Dewey than in other 
state impoundments. 

"The problem is caused by the 
relatively strong current in Dewey," he 
pointed out . ''So with lots of moving 
water as there is in Dewey, much of the 
fertilizer is lost through the spillway.'' 
Still, Prather stressed, fertilization 
procedures are being considered. 

Future spread of coontail is dependent 
primarily on the rate of siltation at 
Dewey. "As coves are silted in," ac­
cording to Prather, "new areas will be 
created for the spread of the coontail." 

Prather said a special meeting of 
representatives of the Army Corps of 
Engineers, Kentucky State Parks and the' 
state Department of Natural Resources 
and Environmental Protection will be 
held here Oct. 24 to study the siltation 
problem at the lake.

Reported cases of gonorrhea have 
shown the first drop in Kentuck) 111 15 
years. 

Statistics gathered by the Kentucky 
Department for Human Resources how 
that the number of reported gonorrhea 
cases dropped 5.1 pt>rcent in the 1977-78 
fiscal year. from the prcvwus year. 
Before this, reported gonorrhea cases 
had been rising steadily smce 1963 

Reported cases numbered 2,60310 1963 
In fiscal 1976-'77, such cases totalled 
11,722. The number of reported cases in 
1977-'78 was 11 ,119, a decrease of 603 
cases from the previous year. 

Human Resources Secretary Peter 
Conn praised efforts by local health 
departments for contributing to the 
decrease. "Local health departments 
have really made an effort to locate, 
examine and treat gonorrhea," Conn 
said, "and they have been able to 
examine about 80 percent of those named 
as contacts by gonorrhea patients." 

"All information received about 
contacts is kept in strict confidence," 
Conn said, adding that this emphasis on 
confidentiality has contributed to the 
program's success 

About 75 percent of the cases in Ken­
tucky involve persons under age 25. At 
least half of those under 25 that are 
infected are teenagers or younger . 

Education about venera! disease is 
important, especially for young people, 
says Pete Campassi, who manages the 
Department's venera! disease program . 
"If everyone knew to seek medical at­
tention at the first sign of infection, there 
would be an even greater decrease in the 
number of gonorrhea cases." 

In the past, the main effort in venera! 
disease control was the fight against 
syphilis. Even though syphilis is still a 
big problem , he said, there are many 
more people infected with gonorrhea. 
According to Campassi , gonorrhea is 
much harder to detect than syphilis. 
There is no blood test that can readily 
identify gonorrhea. One who suspects 
that he or she has gonorrhea must seek a 
special medical examination. Most 
routine physical examinations do not 
include a test for gonorrhea. 

One thing that hinders the eradication 
of gonorrhea is that about 80 percent of 
the women who are infected with the 
disease have no noticeable symptons, he 
said. Many of these are found by the 
confidential referral by a male who has 
been infected. Most males. he said, have 
no problem identifying the symptoms.

Fall-Grazed AlfaHa 
Reduces Crop Damage 

Taking a freeze-down harvest of alfalfa 
this fall is an important step toward 
reducing damage to the crop from alfalfa 
weevils next spring. 

"Grazing or cutting alfalfa for hay 
after the first killing frost will destroy 
some of the weevils present and reduce 
the number of places for them to Jay 
eggs," explains Chris Christensen, 
Extension entomologist in the University 
of Kentucky College of Agriculture. 

Adult alfalfa weevils spend the winter 
in alfalfa fields. Whenever the tem­
perature is v.arm enough for them to 
become active during the winter, they 
lay eggs that produce the initial spring 
peak infestation in the crop. Egg are 
laid in the stems of dormant or growing 
affalfa and in stemmy weeds such as 
hen bit. 

lt is safe to harvest alfalfa after a 
killing frost causes the plants to go 
dormant, says Christensen. This takes a 
temperature of 24 degrees or below. 

To get the most feeding value from the 
alfalfa, cut or graze as soon after the 
killiog frost as possible. Avoid grazing, 
however, during wet field conditions 
when livestock trampling can damage 
the alfalfa crowns, advises the specialist. 
Observe normal precautions to avoid 
bloating problems in cattle. 

The Initial hatch of alfalfa wee .. ·ils in 
the spring comes from eggs latd during 
the wmter and can be devestating to the 
crop, according to Christen en. This 1s 
especially the case if there is a mild 
winter or enough snow cover to protect 
the weev1ls. 

"Cutting or grazing alfalfa this fall to 
reduce winter egg-laying may eliminate 
the need for applying an insecticide to 
protect the crop from the initial weevil 
peak next . pring," ays Christen en. 

A second peak in alfalfa weevil in­
festation comes from eggs laid in the 
pring . Reducing the initial hatch will 

help reduce weevil numbers from the 
second hatch 

"Fall insect management of alfalfa, 
coupled with early harvesting, might 
ehmtnate the need to pray fields 
altogether next sprmg," says 
Christensen.

Mine Noise Level 
Comes Under Study 

The U.S. Labor Department's Mine 
Safety and Health Administration 
<MSHA) has authorized the use of per­
sonal noise dosimeters to determine 
noise exposure of coal miners. 

The use of a personal noise dosimeter 
will for the first time allow accurate 
measurements of noise exposure for all 
miners working on mobile equipment. 
The new rule was published in the 
Federal Register of Sept. 12 and becomes 
effective Oct. 1, 1978. 

Under current regulations, the level of 
noise exposure for each miner must be 
measured twice a year, the 
measurements to be taken at least three 
months apart but not more than six 
months apart. An exception is granted 
where it can be documented that the 
miner is not exposed to 90 decibels of 
noise at any time. Accurate 
measurement by noise level meters has 
been possible for all miners excep 
operators of mobile equipment where the 
person measuring the noise could not 
mount the vehicle simultaneously with 
the operator. The new noise dosimeters 
may be worn by the equipment operators 
and will measure the total noise exposure 
during the work period. 

Because the dosimeters may be 
damaged, the rule requi res that when 
the dosimeter is used the instrument case 
and microphone cable should be worn 
underneath exterior clothing whenever 
practical. The regulation does not 
mandate the substitution of dosimeters 
for noise level meters currently in use 
but authorizes their use as an additional 
instrument.

When getting ready to purchase an 

item, how many times have you heard 
"don't worry about signing this -you've 
got 3 days to cancel if you want out." Or 
how many times have you been told "go 
ahead and sign: if you decide you don't 
want it we'll just forget it." Contracts are 
binding and cannot be ·'gotten out of'' as 
easily as some people would lead you to 
believe. 

The only exceptions are if you have 
purchased something in your home that 
cost more than $25.00 and is not in­
surance, or when the contract you are 
signing has a cancellation clause in 1l. 

Both of these exceptions have 
procedures you have to follow in order to 
cancel the transaction, you should send a 
written notice to the company or other 
part~ within 3 days. To be afe, you 
should send it by certified or registered 
mail. Transactions other than door-to­
door are somewhat more involved when 
it comes to cancellation. Written con· 
tracts must have a written clause for 
cancellation in the contract. Most have 
specific instructions and some have 
penalties for cancellation.

E pcricnccd angler· regard fall as one 
of the be. tlime of the year to catch ftsh . 
i\lany consider it second in productl\·ity 
only to the spnng spawning period. 

During the hot summer months. many 
game pecie · retreat to deep water 
sanctuaries, where they are difficult for 
all but veteran structure fishermen to 
locate. Except during feeding flurri es at 
dawn and dusk. summer fishing can be 
dO\\ nright frustrating. 

But the picture changes dramatically 
as the water starts cooling and the sun's 
rays become more oblique. The com­
bination of lower temperatures and less 
har h, penetrating light allows the fish to 
remain longer in shallow water, where 
they are more likely to encounter the 
angler'· offering. 

Surface lures. spmner baits and the 
relatively new "buzz" baits are good 
ba ·s producers in the fall. The buzz bait 
re embles the ·afety-pin spinner bait, 
except for a specially designed spinner 
blade. The e lures run across the surface 
of the water with a bubbling, gurgling 
sound which really eems to attract 
shallow-water bass. 

Check out orne of the same areas 
where you caught fish last spring, because 
fall locational patterns often resemble 
those of the . pawning period In fact, at 
least one angling authority refers to a 
"false spa \\n" period in the fall. This per· 
tOll occurs when the water temperature 
drops to the temperature at which the 
fish spawn in the spring. Who knows, 
maybe the fish are fooled and think it's 
lime to spawn again. 

Some fishing techniques that are 
associated with summer continue 
through autumn. Quiet. calm fall mor­
nmgs are good times to look for white 
ba s "in the jumps," chasing schools of 
shad. Sometimes one- to two-pound 
largemouth or Kentucky bas:; join in, and 
a mixed bag of black and white bass 1s 
possible. 

:-oight fishing for white bass and 
crappie is also productive until winter 
arnves. But because fall nights are cool, 
this kind of fishing appeals to the hardy. 
the warmly dressed or those who own 
houseboats, But in spite of the chill, fall 
fi shmg at night can be a good way to put a 
last me , of fresh fish in the freezer 
before wmter ets in. 

An added bonus the fall fisherman 
enjoy i the beautiful fall weather, with 
it crisp air and deep blue kys. Add the 
brilliance of fall colors and it's nice to be 
out on the v.ater even if the fish aren't 
btting.

Suit To Stop 
4 Dams Lost 

LI<~XI:-.IGTON, KY. <APJ - Three 
citizens' groups and the Kentucky Rivers 
Coalition have lost their court lawsui'\ 
challenging the eonstitut1onality of 
federal-state agr(•ements on four Ken­
tucky dam projects . 

However, U.S. District Judge Bernard 
T. Moynahan Jr. did not address the 
constitutional question in his order. 

The order upheld motions by the state 
and the Army Corps of Engineers to 
grant them a summary judgment. It 
overruled a similar motion by the 
coal ition . 

The effect of the order was to end a 2· 
year-old Ia wsuit filed by the Lexington­
based Kentucky R1vers Coalition, the 
Citizens Action Committee of Taylor­
sville, the Committee of Paint Creek and 
the Friends of Tygarts Creek, as well as a 
number of individuals . 

The order was filed Tuesday in 
Lexington. 

The suit contended that cost-sharing 
agreements Gov. Wendell I<~ord signed 
with the corps in 1973 violated the Ken­
tucky Constitution. The agreements 
obligated the state to pay, at a later time, 
part of the costs of four projects. 

The contracts involved construction by 
the corps of floodcontrol and recreation 
dams and reservoirs at Taylorsville in 
Spencer County, Kehoe in Carter County, 
Paintsville in Morgan and Johnson 
counties and Yatesville in Lawrence 
County. 

Chuck Hoffman, coordinator of the 
rivers coalition, said his group and the 
other organizations would consult with 
their attorneys before deciding whether 
to appeal the order 

"I was really in shock when I heard it, " 
Chuck Hoffman , coordinator of the rivers 
coalition, said Friday. "We still don't 
know what happened." 

He said consultation with other groups 
would have to precede any decision on an 
appeal of the issue.

"This may sound trite, hut 1l isn't. The 
discovery of the origin of Fetal Alcohol 
S\ndrome is a good-news-bad-n£'ws 

ftuation . The good news is that it is 
l'ntirely preventable. The bad new is 
that it is not being prevented m 
thousands of babies e\·ery j car,'' says 
Ray Daugherty, Executive Director of 
the Kentucky Alcoholism Council. 

With 1 in i50 to 800 babies born with 
FAS every year, there is one message 
that the Kentucky Alcoholism Cotmcil is 
trying to get out. Daugherty says, ··we 
are trying to let everyone who is con­
nected with pregnancy know that women 
who are pregnant are running a risk of 
causing birth defects in the unborn child 
when they drink during their pregnan­
cy." lie continued, "Our basic message 
is. if you are pregnant, or even think you 
are pregnant, don't drink." 

Agreeing with him is Bonnie Cox of the 
Bluegrass Chapter of the '!\'larch of 
Dimes, "Any woman who is at any . tage 
of pregnancy, from conception to 
delivery, is taking a chance of creating a 
child with would be born abnormal or 
unhealthy." Cox went on, "We have not 
yet made the 1mpact on the mother-to-be 
that we must. Too many expectant 
mothers are continuing established 
drinking habits ... . and we are still seeing 
many babies born with FAS." 

Researchers across the country are 
confirming the idea that drinking alcohol 
during pregnancy can cause defects in 
the unborn child. Hundreds of mothers 
and babies have been examined and 
studied to determine what happens 
during the pregnancy to cause Fetal 
Alcohol Syndrome. "One thing that we 
now know for sure from all of this 
research, is that it is not a specific 
quantity of alcohol taken in by the 
pregnant woman that determines the 
extent of the problem. It is more like the 
blood-alcohol ratio that 1s doing 
the damage,'' says Ray Daugherty. He 
continued, "We frequently see women 
with certain body weights, and vl.>rious 
metabolic rates maintaining alcohol in 
their blood longer than other women with 
less weight and a higher metabolic rate. 
What this means is a few drinks Will 
make the blood-alcohol ratio high in 
some women and make them higher 
risks with fewer drinks t,han other 
women." 

Because Fetal Alcohol Syndrome is an 
area of concern for those interested in 
preventing birth defects, as well as those 
who have an interest in alcohol related 
problems, the Bluegrass March of Dimes 
and the Kentucky Alcoholism Council 
have combined resources in a project 
aimed at prevention and intervention.

Tobacco Growers 
Warned on Use 
Of Insecticides 

With tobacco cutting and housing in full 
swing. an Extension entomologist in the 
t;n1 \'ersity of Kentucky College of 
Agriculture cautions growers about 
applying "cleanup" insecticide sprays to 
reduce the chances of taking insects to 
the barn. 

The most common insects of concern at 
this time of year are hornworms. aphids 
and flea bettles. 

West Germany says that there is no 
problem if the grower adheres to the 
number of waiting days between ap­
plication and harvest, as stated on the 
insecticide label. But he cautions that if a 
grower fails to observe the proper 
waiting time. insecticide residues on the 
tobacco may be higher than reasonable. 

"This could pose problems in regard to 
the future of our export market for 
tobacco," warns Gregory. He points out 
that West Germany and other European 
countries ha\'e established prop()sed 
tolerance standards for insecticides used 
on tobacco, and most of these tolerance 
at;e quite low because Europeans con­
sider tobacco in the category of food. 

"For the future well-being of our 
tobacco industry, we need to continue 
producing the crop' with low insecticide 
residues to avoid losing interest among 
foreign buyers," says Gregory. 

High residues may occur when in­
secticides are applied closer to cutting 
than is specified on the label. The 
chemicals degrade more slowly when the 
plants are placed in the barn where the 
environment is more stable than they do 
out in the field, according to the en­
tomologist. 

From a practical standpoint, Gregory 
says that proper insecticides can be used 
without creating high residues if the 
grower observes the "waiting days to 
harvest" that appears on the label. 
Several examples of waiting periods are 
7 days for malathion, 14 days for Lan­
nate-Nudrin, 5 days for 'Azodrin and 3 
days for Orthene. Thiodan should never 
be applied after topping, according to the 
entomologist. 

''Do not apply insecticides to tobacco in 
the barn," emphasizes Gregory. ''This is 
unnecessary, is not recommended, and 
furthermore there is not a single in­
secticide registered with EPA for use in 
the barn."

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Ilemodialysis at HRMC- Life Saving 
Treatments for Area Residents 

Leonard Coleman, of Lookout in Pike county receives one of 
his three-a-week dialysis treatments at Highlands Regional 
Medical Center in Prestonsburg.

For a number of area residents and for 
thou~nds of their fellow Americans, the 
15 hours a week during which they are 
hooked to a machine that looks like 
something out of STAR WARS, are the 
most Important hours they can possibly 
spend. In fact, for people with kidney 
failure those 15 hours are literally the 
difference between life and death. 

Kidney disease is the fourth largest 
cause of death in the United States and 
the toll would be, "significantly higher if 
it weren't for hemodialysis," according 
to Michael Parlier, RN, administrative 
director of hemodialysis at Highlands 
Regional .Medical Center. 

Though the realities of fatal kidney 
disease are an everyday part of life for 20 

·area residents, they are alive today and 
able to lead productive lives because of 
the dialysis treatment they can receive 
at Highlands Regional. 

''Our patients come primarily from the 
five-county Big Sandy area and can only 
get their treatments at Highlands 
without having to make long trips, 
several times a week, to either Lexington 
or Huntington. West Virginia," says 
Parlier. Highlands Regional has four 
dialysis machines in the hospital and two 
that have been placed in private homes in 
the area. Plans call for the addition soon 
of two more machines at the hospital. 

Each dialysis patient must spend five 
hours a day, three days a week, attached 
to the life-giving machine which acts as 
an artificial kidney, filtering and 
cleanmg the blood. The patient's blood is 
extracted from the body, passed through 
the machine's intricate filtering system,

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and sent back into the body in a cootmuous 
flow. Patients pass the time by reading, 
watching television or talking with the 
staff and each other. 

The hemodialysis process is not as 
efficient as nature's kidneys and the best 
answer for someone with kidney failure 
is to receive a kidney transplant from a 
living relative such as a mother, father, 
sister, or brother. According to Dr. J. W. 
Sutherland, in place of a transplant or 
while one awaits a transplant, dialysis 
offers patients "a new outlook on life and 
allows people who would have no hope 
otherwise a means of living a productive 
life." Dr. Sutherland, chief of staff at 
Highlands Regional, is a specialist in 
internal medicine with additional special 
training in the study of kidneys and 
kidney disease. 

Thousands of people in the United 
States, from all walks of life, owe their 
lives to hemodialysis. There are more 
than 35,000 Americans who receive 
regular treatments at an annual cost of 
nearly one billion dollars, nationwide. 
The federal government, through 

1edicare, picks up the tab for 80 percent 
of the cost for those patients who have 
been on treatment for at least three 
months. 

Frank Goble, of Prestonsburg, a 
retired mine engineer, became the first 
dialysis patient at Highlands Regional in 
the spring of 1976. Since then, he has 
received more than 330 five-hour 
treatments. 

"Frank 1s a unique individual," ac· 
cording to Parlier. "He has really 
become a member of the hospital family 
since he began treatments with us." 

Frank Goble thinks the people at the 
hospital are, "A·l" and adds, "if the 
machines and staff of the hospital were 
not here, I wouldn't be, either- they have 
kept me alive." 

Another regular dialysis patient at 
Highlands, Josephine Hobson, of Pike 
county, recently got a new job and went 
back to work. She maintains her work 
schedule and dialysis schedule at the age 
of 70. 

Parlier explained that some patients 
respond better psychologically to 
treatment than others, bl.t that most of 
them take the need for treatment, the 
long hours and the routine in stride. 

As Frank Goble puts it, the treatments 
are nowhere near as bad as what would 
happen if there were no treatments. "It's 
either go to the hospital for treatments or 
to the graveyard, and that's really not a 
hard choice to make."

Weinberg Heads Committee 
To Study Rural Area Shortages 

A committee has been organized to 
study the shortage of doctors, dentists 
nnd lawyers in Kentucky's rural areas 
and the low number of rural students in 
the state's professional schools. The 
committee's · chairman, State 
Representative Bill Weinberg, D· 
Hindman, said the committee would be 
taking "definite action to solve the e 
problems in the rural areas." 

"This committee will work with the 
intention of getting legislation passed in 
the 1980 General Assembly," Weinberg 
said. ''If we don't, we'll just end up with 
another report that sits on a shelf 
gathering dust." 

Weinberg said the committee will try 
to develop a plan which would get more 
rural students into Kentucky's medical, 
dental and law 5chools and ultimately 
solve the shortages in the rural areas. 

The Legislative Research Commission 
! LRC l studied the doctor shortage in 
rural areas in 1977 and Weinberg said 

Energy Roads 
Of County Get 
$355,648 Fund 

An energy road fund allocation of 
$355,648 for Floyd county has been an­
nounced by the state Department of 
Transportation. 

The program for the 1978-'79 fiscal year 
in Floyd County allots $260,586 for im· 
provements on state-maintained roads 
and $95,062 for county roads. 

Transportation Secretary Calvin 
Grayson said blacktop resurfacing 
projects are included for two state­

Basic Skills Testing Program 
To Begin During April, 1979 

Basic skills testing of 239,000 Kentucky 
public schoolchildren in grades three, 
five, seven and 10 will occur dw-ing the 
Ia ·t three weeks of April, 19i9, according 
to Dr. Donald Van Fleet, head of the state 
Department of Education's office of 
research and planning. 

At a Thur day meeting of test coor­
dinators and school officials in Frank­
fort, Van Fleet outlined the respon­
sibilities of state and local educators for 
"competency-based" testing mandated 
by the passage of the Educational Im­
provement Act by the state legislature. 

The April testing schedule announced 
by Van Fleet was the first indication by 
state officials of a specific timetable for 
the actual testing procedw-es. Results 
and computer analyses of the test will be 
available to local school officials by 
August, he said. 

Deputy Superintendent of Public In· 
struction Ray Barber said a forthcoming 
report on the state's previous testing 
programs would indicate above-average 
performance by Kentucky school­
children.

Van Fleet said a pilot te t ing program 

involving third grade students in 
Woodford County resulted in the 
department's decision to utilize separate 
rather than combination test booklets 
and answer sheets. He said the pilot 
project revealed no substantive dif­
ference in cores of students taking 
either test form. 

Test results will enable educators to 
assess a student ' s performance as 
compared to class, school , district, state 
and national norms, Van Fleet said. 
Department officials have projected that 
15·24 percent of the students tested will 
require some form of · remedial in­
struction aid.

The Kentucky Geological Survey 
completed last July 1 the geologic 
mapping of the entire tate through a 
total of 710 maps, each covermg about 60 
quare miles. Other than minute Rhode 

Ish land, Kentucky is the first state to be 
completely covered by detailed geologic 
maps through an lS·year mapping 
program that has been a joint effort 
between the KGS and the U.S. Geolog1cal 
Sutvey. 

The maps are of special interest to 
miners, engineers, planners, developers 
and governmental bodies, Dr. Donald 
Haney, director, noted, because they 
provide information on potential mineral 
wealth as well as structural and 
engineering data for a region. 

Before the ambitious mapping project 
was completed, a number of significant 
mineral deposits had been located 
through the use of published geologic 
maps. For example, geologic mapping in 
Livingston co\.D'lty revealed the presence 
of a fault structure not previou ly 
recognized. Further exploration by a 
mineral company led to the discovery of 
a major fluorspar deposit. (Flurospar is 
the source of fluoride contained in many 
toothpastes and is also used in steel 
processing l . 

In other areas of the state major coal 
deposits were folD'ld. as were oil and gas 
reserves, as the re ult of information 
gained from the geologic mapping 
program. 

Haney's predecessor, Dr. Wallace 
Hagan, directed the project throughout 
its course and then retired this summer 
at the time of its completion. Haney, 44, 
says he would like to see the survey 
direct its attention to other areas, while 
maintaining ongoing projects, now that 
"Kentucky has the best geological map 
coverage in the world." 

For instance, the new director says the 
survey needs to eventually create a 
"geologic hazards" unit to better inform 
planners, builders and land developers of 
unique geologic characteristics in a 
given area which should be considered 
before starting construction projects or 
land development. 

To illustrate that these characteristics 
are often ignored, he cited the case of a 
cement plant Wtder construction in 
Alabama. The rock foundation for the 
plant was not properly investigated prior 
to beginning construction, and the 
limestone caverns beneath the surface 
were not discovered until the rock 
foundation collapsed, taking the partially 
completed cement plant with it. 

Haney also mentioned a portion of I-75 
atop Pine .Mountain in Tennessee that 
demands constant repairs because of 
rock and soil slides along the roadway. 
That problem, he said, could have been 
avoided if all the complicated geologic 
.structure associated with Pine Mountain 
had..b n well known before the highway 
was constructed. 

KGS is working with the federal 
Nuclear Regulatory Commission. of­
ficials from Vanderbilt University in 
Nashville and others from St. Louis on a 
study in western Kentucky known as the 
New Madrid Earthquake project in an 
effort to determine earthquake hazards 
in the area. Haney explained that a 
major fault runs across Kentucky, which 
some scientists believe traverses the 
entire length of the U.S. 

A major earthquake, thought to have 
measured XII on the Modified Mercalli 
Scale (practically all structures greatly 
damaged or destroyed>, did occur in the 
far western portion of Kentucky in 1812, 
and the region 1s still prone to occasional 
"shakes." 

"I'm not an alarmist about earth­
quakes and I don't mean to imply that 
an earthquake of the same magnitude as 
the one of 1812 is imminent, but I do 
believe we should be more aware of all 
the possibilities and plan our con­
struction projects accordingly," Haney 
said. The director noted that the Clays 
Ferry bridge, which transports 1-75 
travelers across the Kentucky River 
near Richmond, is built directly above 
the Kentucky River fault. 

As might be expected, the survey has 
several energy-related projects under 
way, including a large program in 
eastern Kentucky to determine the ex­
tent of coal resources in that area. A 
similar project in western Kentucky has 
just been completed. The eastern Ken· 
lucky project, just under way, will 
require the attention of eight of the 
survey's 32 professional geologists. 

Another two geologists have been 
assigned to a study of the slate's 
limestone resources. Hanl'y pointed out 
that this information could be especially 
useful if a process known as Ouidized·bed 
combustion of coal gains Widespread 
usage for the removal of sulfur released 
by the burning of coal for electricity. 
Though this process lime tone is mixed 
with coal that is bemg burned at the

power plant: ulfur released from the 
coal during combustion combine with 
the limestone rather than being g1ven off 
as ulfur dioxide which IS harmful to the 
cnv1ronment. 

Haney said that there are many types 
of limestone in Kentucky, and the KGS 

tudy could indicate the location and 
extent of limestone that are parti ularly 
suitable for use with fluidiz d-bed 
combustion, once that process I ready 
for large-scale use. 

The survey also includes an oil and gas 
·ection that conducts research on the 
occurrence of oil and gas m the state, a 
well as collecting data on wells that are 
drilled, and making this information 
avrulable to the public. Records for more 
than 100,000 wells are on file at the sur­
\'ey, and samples and cores from about 
15,000 ''ells are housed at the sample 
library. 

eedless to ay, the survey's research 
v.ork rs costly. Be ide receiving regular 
budgetary allocations from the state. the 
urvey is also the recipient of several 

out ide grants, chiefly from the U.S. 
Department of Energy, U.S. Department 
of the Interior and the Kentucky Institute 
for l\1mmg and 1incrals Research. 

Before joming the surve:r, Haney was 
chairman of the Department of Geology 
at Ea tern Kentucky t;niversity in Rich· 
mond where he had been since 1962.

Insurance Tag 
Delay Is Past 

The month-long grace period is up, and 
all Kentucky motor vehicles are required 
to carry a little white sticker mdtcating 
the owner has liability insurance. 

That grace period was granted by the 
Kentucky Department of Insurance after 
some insurance compames said they had 
trouble getting the stickers mailed to 
customers. 

Then there was the problem some 
motorists and companies had. It wasn't 
clear just where the stickers were to be 
placed. The insurance commissioner 
eventually said the preferred position is 
on the left of the rear window, although it 
can be placed on the front. 

The law has one loophole: If a motorist 
can prove that he has insurance when he 
is stopped by a policeman, he won't have 
to suffer the penalties for not displaying a 
sticker. 

A driver caught without a sticker faces 
a $50 to $500 fine and at least a 30-day 
suspension of his license. And licenses 
will not be renewed, the law says, unless 
a driver presents proof that he has in­
surance. 

A driver displaying an expired in­
surance sticker faces a $50 to 500 fine and 
a 90-day suspension of his license. Those 
displaying a bogus sticker may get a $500 
to $1,000 fine and a one-year loss of 
license. 

Drivers just now buying auto insurance 
may not receive their stickers for some 
time. That's because some companies 
mail the stickers to policyholders from 
their home offices and not from l'>Cal 
agencies. 

In the meantime, drivers can carry 
"binders" from the insurance company 
signifying that they carry valid policies. 

Emergency Aid Fund 
Approved for Region 

Gov. Julian Carroll has announced that 
a $203,381 Appalachian Regional Com­
mission grant has been approved for 
initial funding of the Boone Regional 
Emergency Specialty Services, based in 
Lexington. 

According to Development Secretary 
William L. Short, Carroll's alternate 
representative to the commission, the 
flmds will be used to support a defensive 
driver training course for 425 ambulance 
attendants and a cardiopulmonary 
resuscitation <CPR> training course for 
10,000 to 20,000 residents of Appalachian 
Kentucky. 

The driver training program will take 
place at Eastern Kentucky University 
where a driver training track and in­
structors are available. The program is 
designed to reduce accidents, injuries 
artd atM>uf~lf'doWif- e ti)' 20 ~rcen . 

The CPR training will reduce the 
number of deaths from heart attacks by 
improving the chances for receiving care 
in the first few minutes. The program 
will also give a large segment of the 
population contact with health education 
and self-care. 

"Emergency services in eastern 
Kentucky must cope with the wide 
dispersal of population as well as the 
adverse terrain Short said. "Programs 
such as these are improving health care 
services to eastern Kentuckians," he 
added. 

The projects, which will serve all the 49 
Kentucky Appalachia counties, will cost 
$221,764. Local sources will contribute 
$18,383. 

The budget period for the project is 
Oct. 1, 1978 through Sept. 30, 1979.

The study will include design, cost 
estimates, plant location, environmental 
analysis, market and economic 
evaluations, and financial planning for a 
joint industry-government project. If the 
study proposal is accepted and approved 
by the DOE, the study would begin in the 
fourth quarter of 1978. 

Ky Jligh Schools 
To Supply Voc. Ed. 
Books in 1979-'80 

The state Textbook Commission has 
adopted the multiple listing of textbooks 
to be used for the next five years in the 
areas of reading, music and vocational 
education. 

For the first time Kentucky high 
schools will supply vocational education 
textbooks used by its students, including 
those students attending vocational 
education classes at a site other than the 
high school. 

Reading programs offered by 10 
publishing companies recently were 
approved by the commission for use in 
Kentucky's public schools beginning with 
the 1979-80 school year.

The design considerations anticipate 
construction of a commercial scale coal 
liquefaction plant that would convert 
20,000 tons of high sulfur coal a day into 
50,000 barrels a day of liquid products for 
use as transportation and utility fuels 
and petrochemical feedstocks. Early 
estimates by Bechtel place the cost of 
such a plant at about $1 billion. 

The commercial plant would utilize the 
H-Coal process developed by 
Hydrocarbon Research, Inc. and soon to 
be studied in a pilot plant being built near 
catlettsbtrg.

each, Alaska, Washington, D.C., and 
Montgomery, Ala. Roberts was stationed 
in Berlin for three years and was there at 
the time of the Berlin Wall construction 
in 1962. Col. Roberts recalls his tour in 
Berlin as a "very rewarding experience. 
I had a chance to see first hand the U.S. 
and Russia come eye-to-eye and tanks 
gun barrel-to-gun barrel, but at the time 
we rel'\lly did not realize the significance 
of the crisis." 

Between Vietnam tours, Roberts 
served with the Army's Defense Com­
munications Agency in Washington and 
then attended Armed Forces Staff 
College in Norfolk, Va. After returning 
from his last tour in Vietnam he was 
stationed in Alaska where he earned his 
master's degree in education, and later 
returned to Germany to take command 
of the 39th Signal Battalion until 1975. 
!:<'rom Germany he returned to the U.S. 
and took the District Recruiting Com­
mand in Montgomery. In 1977, Roberts 
was chosen to attend Air War College 
and was placed on the promotion list for 
the rank of colonel. 

It was during this time that Col. 
Roberts learned through a friend of the 
opening for a professor of military 
science at EKU. 

Roberts says he is glad to be back and 
terms the changes in the University as 
"fantastic". 

"Eastern has always had a good 
reputation throughout the military for 
producing good officers. Of all the second 
lieutenants Eastern has commissioned, 
our retention rate for career officers is 
very high," the Colonel said. 

Approximately 1,200 students, of which 
one-third are female, are enrolled in 
Eastern ROTC this fall, according to 
Roberts, but he is more proud of the 50 
third-year military science students who 
have contracted to continue in the 
program toward a commission. Roberts 
said there were about 40 MS III students 
last year.

Plug Those Heat Leaks 
To Save on Fuel Bills 

Whether you're beefing up your 
present heat-loss protection or starting 
from scratch, you can save real dollars in 
your fuel bill by plugging leaks of hot air 
in your house. 

From a report in the October issue of 
Reader's Digest , here are some of the 
areas where little work will yield 
improved heating efficiency and lower 
heating bills: 

-Duct-pipe insulation. Wrapping duct 
pipes and heat and hot-water pipes will 
retain heat until it reaches the register. 
This is particularly important when the 
pipes run through unheated areas such as 
era wl spaces, garages and basements. 

-Storm windows and doors. If you 
haven't got them, you could be spending 
between $76 and $146 more in fuel bills 
than necessary. 

-Fireplace damper. Some older 
houses have no dampers at all; even 
when they are installed, they may not fit 
properly. A glass front for your fireplace 
will prevent heated air from disap­
pearing up your chimney-and save you 
as much as $60 a year. 

-Thermostat controls. A timing 
device can turn your thermostat down 
automatically at night and up again in 
the morning. Experts calcu1ate that if 
every family did this, they would save as 
much as four percent of the country's 
yearly fuel consumption. 

Health Systems 
Gets ARC Grant 

Gov. Julian Carroll has announced that 
a $190,000 Appalachian Regional Com­
mission continuation grant has been 
awarded to East Kentucky Health 
Systems Inc. based in Winchester. 

According to Development Secretary 
William L. Short, Carroll's alternate 
representative to the commission, East 
Kentucky Health Systems Inc. provides 
assistance in the implementation of 
various primary care systems 
throughout Kentucky Appalachia. 

"This continuation grant will mean 
further development of vital health care 
services in Kentucky's 49 Appalachian 
counties," Short said. The grant will 
affect seven area development districts 
-Big Sandy, Buffalo Trace, Gateway, 
FIVCO, Kentucky River, Cumberland 
Valley and Lake Cumberland. 

"Development of health manpower, 
services and facilities is an important 
building block in the overall economic 
development of east Kentucky," Short 
said. 

The one-year continuation grant will 
cover such expenses as staff and per­
sonnel costs, office supplies, printing 
expenses, telephone, travel, etc. 

Total cost of the project is $256,790. 
Local sources will provide $56,076. The 
state will provide $8,265, and the grant 
recipient, $2,449.

The Columbia Gas System's multi­
billion dollar commitment toward fin­
ding new supplies of gas for its customers 
took another step forward last week. 

Marvin E. \\'hite, chairman of the 
board of Col urn bia Gas of Kentucky, 
announced application has been filed 
with the Federal Energy Regulatory 
Commission (FERCl to build a $104 
million transmission pipeline that will 
help bring new gas from Oklahoma and 
Arkansas to Columbia customers 
beginning in 1980. 

The request for permission to build the 
265-mile-long, 20·inch pipeline was filed 
by Ozark Gas Transmission System, a 
general partnership of four companies. 

The partners are Columbia Gulf Trans­
mission Co ., a subsidiary of the Columbia 
Gas System; Tennessee Ozark Gas Co., a 
subsidiary of Tenneco, Inc. ; Ozark Gas 
Pipeline Corp., a subsidiary of Texas Oil 
and Gas Corp., and Oklahoma Natural 
Development Corp., a subsidiary of 
Oklahoma Natural Gas Co. 

The proposed line, which includes an 
added 180 miles of gathering lines along 
with compression and dehydration 
equipment, will deliver gas from the 
Arkoma Basin of Oklahoma and 
Arkansas to another pair of Columbia 
Gas System and Tenneco subisdiaries, 
Columbia Gas Transmission Corp. and 
Tennessee Gas Pipeline Co. 

These two pipeline companies have 
already acquired purchase rights for 
natural gas to be produced in the Arkoma 
Basin by Texas Oil and Gas Corp.,

Tenneco Oil Co., and Service Drilling Co., 
and are continuing efforts to contract for 
additional supplies from the area. 

Proved reserves in the presently 
committed 1.5 million acres of the basin 
are estimated at 42 billion cubic feet 
(Bcf), while potential reserves are 
estimated to be an added 535 Bcf. This 
gas is presently undeliverable because 
no major transmission line passes 
through or near the area. 

White said that although the amount 
may not seem like much gas, "any 
amount of gas is significant as we at­
tempt to recover from nearly a decade of 
diminishing reserves." 

"Justlast year," he said, "our industry 
took about 19 trillion cubic feet of gas to 
market. Only 11 trillion cubic feet was 
discovered. That's a net loss of 8 trillion 
cubic feet." 

White noted the Columbia System has 
spent $1 billion over the past five years to 
garner its share of the estimated 1,000 
trillion cubic feet of ultimately 
recoverable domestic natural gas 
reserves-enough to last 50 years at 
present consumption rates-and in 
development programs for non-historic 
supplies that include imported and 
synthetic natural gas. 

The Columbia Gas System plans to 
spend another $3 billion on supply 
development over the next 10 years, he 
added. 

"All of this money, including that being 
invested in the Ozark pipeline, is being 
spent for one purpose: to bring more gas 
to our customers in Kentucky," White 
said.

Staff Work Exchange 
Gets $44,700 Grant 

G.ov Julian :\1 Carroll has announced 
that a $44,700 Appalachian Regional 
Commission grant has been approved for 
fifth year funding of the multi-county 
staff Exchange Demonstration Projects. 

According to Development Secretary 
William L. Short. Carroll's alternate 
representative to the comm1ssion, the 
project is operated under the auspices of 
the Kentucky Bureau of Vocational 
Education. The regionwide proJect 
covers all 49 counties of Kentucky Ap­
palachia. 

The staff exchange demonstration 
project enables vocational teachers and 
administrators to exchange work 
stations with skilled techmcians and 
supervisors in business and industry " to 
bring about closer communications 
between eastern Kentucky employers 
and vocational educators, " Short said.

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VandalL m to the state' traffic stgns 
each )·ear costs thousands or dollars, 
according to tate Department or Trans­
portal ion officials who warn that such 
acts arc ptmishable by stiff fines and 
C\en jail terms. 

But damage caused by vandals does 
not match the unintentional destruction 
caused by enthusiastic political cam­
paign workers who plaster highway signs 
with thousands or stickers, according to 
department Secretary Calvin Grayson. 
·'The . tickers take the.it· toll over the 
year , " he said. 

The department 's traffic division 
director, Bob Flener, said that over­
zealous promoters of candidates "may 
be unaware of the damage the) cause, 
but they ruin modern reflective highway 
signs.'' 

Under the state's ''criminal mischief 
law," property damage of $1,000 or more 
could result in a prison sentence of up to 
five years and not less than one year. Ed 
Hancock, transportation's deputy 
secretary for legal affairs, said if the 
prison sentence is probated, fines of up to 
$10,000 could be levied against vandals or 
anyone who defaced, damaged or 
destroyed pubhc property like highway 
signs. 

Another state statute deals with ad­
\'ertisements such as political stickers on 
public property. Even without any 
permanent damage, placing the stickers 
on road signs could result in fines of up to 
$250. 

"They can't be pulled off without 
leaving a sticky residue on the sign," he 
said. "No matter how small the area of 
damage, the whole sign must often be 
replaced because the defaced section will 
lose its reflective quality. It will appear 
black to night·time motorists." 

Flener explained that modern highway 
s1gns are unlike the old painted signs. 
They are made with a special plastic film 
fused to a metal form. They cannot be 
refurbi hed easily, and new material. 

The new material cost the state about 
1 million last year. A sigmficant part of 

that cost wa. due to bandals and political 
campaigner , Flener said. 

Flener .aid other causes of expensive 
damage to he road markers arc gunshot 
and thrown objects which also can pose 
serious threats to pedestrians and other 
motonst ·. A single hotgun blast can 
pepper a sign and destroy it beyond 
repair. If the shot penetrates the sign, the 
entire piece must be scrapped. 

Thrown objects are equally as 
damaging, particularly soft drink bot­
tles. Cola drinks can leave stains that 
cannot be removed. Everywhere the 
liquid runs the reflective quality is lost. 
Broken glass can scratch the surface and 
mar it permanently, he said. 

"It may just be a thrill for a vandal, but 
highway signs are costing taxpayers 
more than ever," Grayson said. "I 
wonder if the same people would get a 
kick out of totalmg a 6,000 car? A single 
sign can cost that much.''

TI1e wei.rd, almost human, 
voice of the Great Horned 
Owl and other owls add not a 
little to the superstitious fear 
with whlch they are frequent­
ly regarded. Certainly their 
calls add much to the wonder 
and enchantment of country 
nights. 

This is a plea to hunters 
who may encounter an owl: 
Please do not kill this wonder­
ful, valuable creature. It is 
dectdedly not "faa game."
