Basketball remained Flo) d count;. ·s 
most popular ~peclalor sport in the 70's.

Centra I High in 1972 but the distrid 
rema med the most competitive one in the 
15th Region ~o team was a ble to "-"in 
successil·e district crowns All five high 
schools laid claml to the title at least 
once ::\lcDowell (in '71, '73 and '78) and 
Betsy Layne lin '72, '76 and '791 won the 
most district tourne)s. Wheelwright (in 
'70 and '77) came in second in the race. 
Allen Central won thetr first distnct in 
1974, the second year of the school 
Prestonsburg won the district in 1975, 
marking the first time a Blackcat team 
had \\On the district since 1959 

In the 60's Floyd count;. dominated the 
15th Region. wmning the regional 
lou rney seven times and having the 
runner up team in four tourne:,;s, in­
cludmg two all Floyd county finals. The

regional during the decade

Football: Two county high schools 
added footballm the '70's, Allen Centra I 
and Betsy Layne l'nfortunately Central 
dropped their program after two years . 
Bets~ Layne closed out the decade on a 
pmatil'e note and has the potential for a 
good program in the OO's . 

The two school~ with strong tradition 
on the gridiron. Prestonsburg and 
WhePiwnght. enjoyed a successful 
decade They each won district titles and 
each turned out All Staters and 
scholar.-hip players 

Prestonsburg won the Class AA, 
Region 4, District 2 title 111 1976 and the 
Blackcats finished second six times in 
the district. most of that time competing 
against larger schools such as Belfry and 
Boyd County Prestonsburg had three All 
Statt.>rs, Randy Leslie ( '71 ), 1\like Dixon 
<'75) and Dewe) Layne ('79). Prestons­
burg had two players go on to college 
football success in the decade Leslie at 
Eastern Kentucky and Mark Miller at 
l\larshall 

\\neelwnght won the Class A, Region 
4, District 2 title in 1970 and were co· 
champ1ons in 1976 and '77 . Two Trojans 
were All State picks, Kenny Armour ('71 > 
and Df'wey Jamerson ('76 l. \\neelwright 
had ten athletes sign college scholarships 
in the 70's, including Armour <with 
Marshall>. Jamerson (with Western 
Kentuckyl, \'ic Rhea (with Eastern 
Kentucky! and James Hunter (v.ith 
Kentucky>. 
Football was played by ten grade 

schools by the end of the decade as the 
county made sigmficant gains in their 
grade school sports program . 

Basketball: In 1973 every high school in 
the county had a baseball team Since 
then, Prestonsburg. McDowell, Allen 
Centra I and Wheelwright have reached 
the regional tourneys with all but Central 
advancing to the finals Bad weather and 
a lack of facilities limited most county 
teams to 10 and 15 game seasons.

Tennis courts at Archer Park and later 
at the Floyd County Park enabled Floyd 
countians to participate in one of the 
decade's favonte individual sports. 

Local golfers lost a course, Allen, in the 
late 70's but the Jenny Wtley course 
contmued to host two tourneys annually 
and the Allen course is scheduled to 
reopen better than ever in the OO's. 

High school sports did not enjoy a great 
increase in the 70's although 
\\neelwright maintained their strong 
tack program and Prestonsburg 
reju\·enated their program . McDowell is 
building a golf program along with Betsy 
Layne. 

Sports in the 70's was the conversation 
center piece for most Floyd countians 
The '80's will probably be the same.

Income Information 
Matched by Tax Man 

Around the fir t of every year, your 
employer, bank, the compan>' you own 
tock in, and others \\ho paid you income 
nd you tatements showing income 

such 11 wage , interest and dividends 
paid to you the previous year. La!er, 
when you file your federal income tax 
return , you have to include on your 
return the information from the 

atement.s . 
You're not the onl)' one who gels copies 

of these tatements. \'our bank, em­
ployer, etc. , send returns to the Internal 
Revenue Service as well . If you're 
thinking that' a lot of information 
returns, you're right. In 1977, over 494 
m1llion information returns arrived at 
the ten IRS ervice Centers. About ZlS 
million of these were sent on magnetic 
computer tape, disks and diskettes The 
re t were paper forms. What does the 
IRS do with all thi information? As often 
a possible, it matches the returns 
against the amounts taxpayers report on 
their income tax returns. IRS calls this 
the Information Returns Program. 

The pre ent ms matching efforts are 
largely a result of the Revenue Act of 
1962. That legislation requ~red payers of 
income, such as interest and dividends as 
low as ten dollars, to furnish mformation 
statements or returns to both those 
receiving the payment and the ms. By 
using its then newly acquired computers, 
IRS could match those returns with in­
come tax returns and determine if a 
return had been filed and if all income 
had been properly reported. 

Income information is reported to the 
IRS on three basic type of information 
return . Individual taxpayer are 
probably mo l familiar with one or these, 
the W-2, Form they receive from em­
ployers hawing wages, tips, other 
compen ation and the amount of tax 
withheld. Another type, Forms 1099 and 
1087 are sent to the IRS by corpora lions, 
banks, etc. , and reports rents, royalties, 
interest , dividends and other non-wage

A third type of Information 
return includes income distribution 
schedules from partnerships, small 
bu in es and fiduciary tax returns. In 
addition , orne foreign countrle having 
treaties with the U . report income 
earned abroad by U.S citizens. 

The IRS matches information returns 
against the tax returns in its Individual 

1a ler File, a computer system con­
taining the tax accounts of all individual 
taxpayers. Information returns nt in on 
magnetic media are much easter and 
cheaper to process and match. For 
example, it cost the IRS about S200 to 
process and match 100,000 information 
returns on magnetic tape, and about 
$26,000 to proc the same number of 
paper documents Becau e of the 
relatively low cost of processing, the IRS 
matche nearly 100 percent oC the 
magnetic tape documents, while about 15 
percent of the paper documents were 
matched in 1977. Even o, the IRS ays 
that ils method of matching paper 
documents with tax returns ensures that 
any consistent omissions will be detec­
ted. 

This year, the IRS i improving its 
matching program through a 
cooperative effort with the Social 
Security Admmistra tion called Com­
bined Annual Wage Reporting. As of 
January 1, 1979, employers file tax year 
19'78 Forms W-2 and W-2P <for pensions) 
with the Social Security Administration, 
which transfer the information to 
computer tape and shares it with ffiS . By 
receiving the W-2 information on 
magnetic tape, the IRS expects to match 
almost all wage and pen ion information. 

Whether documents are on magnetic 
tape or on paper, it is important that each 
document has the correct Taxpayer 
Identification Number <TIN) of the 
person receiving the payment, the IRS 
said. An individual taxpayer 's TIN is the 
Social Security Number, while the TIN 
for an employer's business account is 
called an Employer ldentlCication 
Number. When a TIN is entered in­
correctly on an information document, or 
left ofC altogether, the IRS must find the 
correct one. Sometime that llm'Olves 
corre pondence with the taxpay r . To 
reduce errors, the IRS urges taxpayers 
to use their TIN's on income statements 
sent to them to be s ure the payer has the 
correct Til ·.

"We get blasted so often that the 
motoring public now looks on us as 
a bunch of crooks," one shop owner 
said. "No wonder we're having 
trouble attracting new talent and 
keeping those we have now." 

According to one industry es­
timate, more than 270,000 people 
must be trained to perform proper 
engine maintenance before the entire 
U.S. vehicle population can be 
maintained according to specifica· 
tions recommended by the vehicle 
manufacturers. Currently. the Unit­
ed States has a ratio of about 250 
privately owned vehicles per 
mechanic. compared to 68 vehicles 
per mechanic in England and 74 per 
mechanic in Japan. 

In response to the problem, several 
of the industry's largest companies 
actively recruit mechanics through 
variou.; programs. For 25 years 
General Motor has offered free 
summer I.'.Orkshops for high school 
and communit} college automotive 
teachers, designed to improve their 
teaching of student mechanics. Last 
year the program allracted I ,300 
teachers. Ford ran a similar program 
that last year attracted I ,700 
teachers. And the Plymouth Trouble 
Shooting championship. now in its 
18th year, has brought an estimated 
28.000 mechanics into the field.

Q-1 have a daughter, 16 year old, who 
sits under a sun lamp for 20-30 minutes a 
day. She mostly tans her face, which 
peels quite often. She sa) s she does this 
to help control pimples and oily skin. 

Could this cau::-e skin cancer'? 
A-Many sunlamps produce 

ultraviolet radiation that, like ultraviolet 
from the sun, can cause eye injuries, skin 
burns, and possibly, even cancer. 
Because the lamps are potentially 
hazardous, the Federal Drug Ad­
ministration is developing a per­
formance standard for them 

In addition to gi\•ing off middle 
wavelength ultraviolet radiation that 
causes sunburn, some sunlamps also 
emit short wavelength ultraviolet rays 
that can be highly dangerous to the cell 
structure of the body. FDA':s standard 
would call for sun lamp manufacturer::; to 
minimize short wavelength ultraviolet 
radiation. 

Scientist::; in FDA's Bureau of 
Radiological Health say that short 
wavelength radiation can affect DNA, 
the genetic material that enables cell to 
duplicate themselves . When the rays 
strike the DNA, damage may occur. 
Most of the hme, the cell repa~rs the 
damage. But \\hen 1t does not, th cell 
may die and contnbute to an appearance 
of premature aging of the skin. Affected 
skin may also change it: character 
completely . Such changes in cell 
character are called m utahon:s, and 
some mutations can be cancerous. 

Some scientists believe that the injury 
from which skin cancer ultimately may 
develop may start when the first bit of 
middle or short wa\·elength ultraviolet 
radiation strike a particular part 
of the D, 'A . Thus, people who 
sunbathe frequently in their youth 
may be setting the stage for skm 
cancer in their more mature 
years. 

Y.'hile sunlight or sun lamp exposw-e is 
frequently recommended as a treatment 
for teen -age skin problems. your 
daughter should visit her family 
physician or a dermatologist concerning 
the safest way of controlling oily skin

The tate Board for ~lementary and 
Secondan Education Ia t Wednesday 
stood it ground on a regulation calling 
for all public high schools to have a 
standard accreditation rating by the 
1980-81 school year 

The state board has expressed concern 
at previous board meetings about four 
Pulask i county high schools which 
contmue to have a basic accreditation 
In 1976 , the board voted to abolish its 
Joy, est ' 1basic" accreditation ra ling by 
the 1980-81 chool vear. 

Board member J~hn Ramsey said that 
the problem came about "because the 
people of Pulaski county hadn't been 
willing to face up to the need for 
education ... it has to be solved locally , as 
I see it " 

Dr. :'IIurrcll Stewart, Pulaski county 
superintendent, sa1d that he believes 
!here has been an increase in local 
support recently 

Accordmg to state board chairman 
Henry Pogue, Dr. Stewart had asked 
about the availability of emergency loan 
to help solve the dilemma. 

The statute , however , spells out 
several nece sary situations that must 
exist for eligibility for emergency fun­
ding. sa1d Pogue. The first requirement 
for such funding is loss of physical 
facilihes due to fire or flood. Under the 
Ia", the emergenC) funding wouldn't 
apply to Pulaski county. 

Dr. Stewart appeared before the board 
along with Pulaski ' county board of 
education chairman, Lowell Wilson, and 
vice-chairman Dean C Wood to reque t 
changes in a facility survey report made 
by the state education department. 

The Pulaski board wanted the four high 
schools, Burnside, Eubank, r\ancy and 
Shopville , to re:nain where they are until 
a new high school, which would con­
solidate the schools, can be built The 
county board members also wanted the 
right to change the prioritie of the 
factlity urvey they see nE'cessa ry . 

Pogue said that the facility sun•ey 
report is made by the department and i. 
to be accepted or rejected by the local 
board. "If they don' t accept it , thE'y have 
the opportunity to obtain an outside 
organization to make a facility survey 
that could oe compared with this one," 
said Pogue ' 'The right to change 
priorities does not agree with our 
regulation '' 

Board member Bob Brown said that 
the board does not equate consolidation 
with a standard accredita lion rating 
Brown said that he was shocked at the 
number of people teaching outside of 
their field of study. He also criticized the 
schools for their lack of curriculum of­
ferings in fine arts and foreign language. 

Pogue said they must make the people 
of Pulaskr county aware of the problem 
and build up support for the need for a 
better education system in Pula. k i 
countv. 

In oiher action, Dr. William Sadler, one 
of the state board's monitors to the 
Jefferson County Board of Education, 
said that the board members and Supt. 
Ernest Grayson seem to be working 
better together 

"There seems to be more of an effort of 
the superintendent to folJow up on things 
the board wants. There also seems to be a 
closer workmg relationship between the 
superintendent and the board and bet -
