Allen Studies Plan
¢ To Transfer Utility

Water System,
Sewers Viewed
In New Plans

At a meeting of the Allen board of
trustees and the city's utilities commis-
sion, Tuesday last week, a transfer of
ownership of the Allen water system from

* that city to Prestonsbhurg was proposed.

With a view to such a transfer, which
would see Allen connected with the soon-
to-be-extended Prestonsburg system, the
Allen utilities commissioners are seeking
to pin down Lhe exact extent of the water
system’s outstanding debts.

Confusion about the debts helped kill a
previous proposal to transfer ownership
of the system to Presonsburg. In
November, 1977, local residents voted, 67
te 19, in favor of the transfer. When unan-
ticipated debts began lo surface,
however, the transfer fell through.

One of the debts which came to light
unexpectedly at that lime was a $4900 bill
from Kennoy Engineers, of Lexington, for
a preliminary engineering report on a
plan to build a water treatment plant at
Allen with a view to connecting Allen with
the Beaver-Elkhorn water system, Allen
trustees are said to have understood that
the survey by Kennoy, the engineer for
the Beaver-Elkhorn system, would be
done without charge to them.

Also to be researched are the legal re-
quirements which would be entailed by an
ownership change, including the question
as to whether another popular vote would
have to be taken on the issue.

Some trustees expressed concern about
the unusually high water rates in effect in
Allen since mid-1978—Allen consumers
pay $7 for the first 2000 gallons and $3 for
every thousand thereafter—but heard
arguments by the utilities commissioners
that the rates are still needed to alleviate
the system’s straitened fiscal condition.

Left Beaver Rescue Squad Hopes
Help from State Finally on Way

Few Kentuckians are more interested
in the EMS (Emergency Medical Ser-
vices) bill and ils provisions of up to
$125,000 per county for ambulance servics
than the Left Beaver Rescue Squad at
McDowell.

For that group of unpaid volunteers,
who make no charge for their services, is
operating on a budget of about $25,000 and
heretofore has depended on solicitation of
contributions at roadblocks and on the
generosily of citizens and business people
for enough funds to keep going. Last year,
it realized only $5,500—in three years, on-
ly $11,500—from the coal severance tax,
and thatl can be spent only on its building
and fire equipment, :

Fuel and maintenance costs alone have
-been running at an average of around $600
a month.

The squad does nol charge for any ser-
vice. And its ambulance work, said its
captain, Doug Rice, recently, includes an
average of three trips a week to Lexington
hospitals because people are in need of
services tha! area hospitals cannot
render y

Change of Venue
Asked for Neeley

Counsel for Cisco Neeley filed in circuit
court Monday a motion asking a change of
venue for the second trial of the
manslaughter charge against Neeley in
the auto collision death almost three
years ago of Mrs. Lolita Howard.

The motion, filed by Edward J. Ennis,
assistant public advocate here, gave as
grounds for the motion newspaper ar-
ticles published in The Floyd County
Times, and in support submitted af-
fidavits of four persons stating they
believe Neeley cannot receive a fair trial
in Floyd county “‘because of the general
opinion that he is guilly of the crime with
‘which he is charged.”

The trial was sel recently for Feb, 27.
Conviction at the first trial was reversed
by the state Supreme Court, which
directed the new trial,

Lowell E. Spencer, who represented the
defendant at the first trial, has been per-
‘mitted to withdraw from the case.

_ Counsel for Tony Baril, who recently
drew terms totalling 30 years after his
conviction of murder and robbery
charges, has filed motion for the new
trial. If that motion is overruled, an ap-
peal to the Court of Appeals is expected.
Baril, however, has already been commit-
‘ted 1o the state reformatory al LaGrange.

Mr. Rice stresses the point that the
rescue squad's ambulance service is
restricted to emergencies, pointing out
that it does not have the equipment and
other resources to answer calls for
transportation, for instance, to a nursing
home or to a doctor’s office. P & B Am-
bulance in Prestonsburg, a private ser-
vice, is available for help in such cases,
and, he adds, “we are on good terms with

Win Rate Boosts

The state Energy Regulatory Commis- o )

sion has approved natural gas rate in-

creases for three Floyd county utilities. ln ln
Customers of Ohio-Kenlucky Utilities,

inc. will pay $2.58 per 1,000 eubic feel of
gas for the first 2,000 cu. ft. A rate of $2
per 1,000 cu. ft. will be charged for the
next 48,000 cu. ft. and $1.86 per 1,000 cu. ft.
for all amounts of more than 50,000 cu. ft.
The increase amounts to 24 cents per 1,000
cu. ft. The minimum monthly bill will be
§3.45.

The increase granted the Mike Liltle
Gas Co. of Melvin, provides that its
customers will pay $2.69 per 1,000 cu. ft,
for the first 2,000 cu. ft. $2.49 per 1,000 cu.
ft. will be charged for the next 28,000 cu.
ft. and $2.44 per 1,000 cu. ft, for all
amounts of more than 30,000 cu. ft. Thein-
crease amounts ta 30 cents per 1,000 cu. fl.
The minimum monthly bill will remain
$4.20.

Mountain utilities customers will pay
$2.90 per 1,000 cu. ft. for the first 2,000 cu.
ft., $2.39 per 1,000 cu. ft. for the next 48,000
cu. ft. and $2.27 per 1,000 cu. ft. for all
amounts over 50,000 cu. ft. The minimum
monthly bill will remain at $3.64. The in-
crease amounts to approximately 32 cents
per 1,000 cu. ft.

Two men were seriously wounded Mon-
day morning on the Caney Fork of Middle
Creek, near David, after shots were fired
from a passing vehicle into a trailer-office
of the Nippa Valley Mining Company.

The men, Leonard *'Lightning" Joseph,
33, of Prestonsburg, and Danny Rice, 29,
of Paintsville, both employees of Moun-
taineer Resources Co., a Prestonsburg-
based firm which operales a mine approx-
imately two miles from the shooling site,
were wounded as they gathered with
about 14 other employees and company
officials in the trailer. Joseph was wound-
ed in the abdomen while Rice was shot in
the face and shoulder.

Co-owner of the Nippa Valley upple,
Steward Ray Horne, of Little Painl, said
the workmen met with him and two Moun-
taineer Resources officials, Gary Comp-
ton and Joe Huggins, at aboul 8 a.m, to
discuss the day's work assignments, “‘and
about 10 minutes later, the shooting
started.'' Horne said the first of five shots
which entered through one end and the
rear of the trailer “'threw a lot of splinters
as il came throught some panelling,”" and
before the men inside could take cover,
Joseph and Rice were hit, Another man,

A recent campaign lo change the loca-
tion of a long-talked regional airport from
Martin county to the Mayo Hollow vicinity
here may have suffered a damaging blow
Monday night as the Prestonsburg City
Council voled to continue support of the
Martin county site as recommended by
the Regional Airport Board. But even if
the airporl concept here fails, counly of-
ficials regard the level and gently-graded
land to be created by continued surface
mining in Mayo Hollow as equally
suitable for a different type of

developmenl—that of housing.

“Whether airport or housing, we want
to see this property mined with the future
benefit of the community as a primary
consideration,” said Commonwealth's At-
torney James R. Allen, who has recently
supported the idea of airpert construction
on the site, “If the airport idea is not feasi-
ble at this point,” Allen commented,
“then we must work as hard as possible to
see that this property be regarded with
future development in mind."

Edgar Jones, who initiated mining in

Mayo Hollow two years ago, said some 580
acres of level land will be created when
mine operations in the area are com-
pleted sometime in 1982

County officials hope that if the coal
resources can be removed with future use
in mind, private landowners may be will-
ing to develop the property with the
cooperation of counly and city govern:
ments

“Housing, recreation—it really has
potential for anything,” said County
Judge-Exeecutive Bill Wells.

assistance in bringing U.S. Shoe or some
other industry to the area. complaints
were heard of drainage problems in the
Goble-Roberts Addition and in the Earl
Street area, off South Lake Drive. And the
Floyd County Humane Society appealed
for funds and public support to keep the
animal shelter here in operation

Speaking for the former U.S. Shoe
employees, Don Sparkman, of Price, told
the council that his group had been in
touch with state legislators who express-
ed a willingness to help attract industry
here, pending the availability of suitable
sites. Mrs. Minnie Bays, of Wesl
Prestonsburg, stressed her fellow
workers' loyalty and willingness to do
qualily work, in a moving appeal praised
by Councilman Estill Lee Carter as being
*as good an assel as any in bringing in-
dustry to this area "

The group was told of continuing efforts
by the Prestonsburg Industrial Corpora-
tion, a group of local businessmen, to find
firms willing to lease the building (still
leased by U.S. Shoe) and new industrial
sites at Cliff. The Franeis building in Aux-
ier was also said to be available

On a motion of Councilman Paul
Hughes, the council voted to ask U.S. Shoe
whether the company plans to resume
operations here or, failing that, whether it
would consider subletling the West
Prestonsburg building to some other firm.

Floyd Judge-Executive Bill Wells noted
that the expense involved in bringing the
building up to state fire code regulations
may have figured in the company's deci-
sion to move, but pledged the counly
government’'s support in any efforts lo
draw new industries Lo the county

Reaching for language thal would do
justice to their plight, Goble-Roberts resi-
dent Petty Thompson, and Russell May,
who owns a business on Earl Street, spoke
of chronic drainage problems in those
areas.

*“1 gel drowned every time it clouds
up,”” Thompson said, urging the council to
float a bond issue to provide funds for
drainage in that section. Of Earl Streel,
May 'said that *it is the only street in
Prestonsburg where you can drown oul
your car engine during a drought.” Floyd
Health Department Administrator Earl
Complon added thal the swamp bordering
Earl Street also needs draining. Compton
has previously told the council that the
area, immediately behind the G, and H.
Laundromat, poses a health hazard lo
area residents

Councilman Carter said he had confer-
red with Ultilities Superintendent Bill

Pointing out that the bill, as it now stands,
would require $125,000 for each of the

He suggested that it may be thal private
ambulance seérvices as well as those
operated by counlies can be reimbursed.
“I personally don't care who does it (the
ambulance work).," he remarked. "How
to gel emergency ambulance serviee lo
every person in Kentucky is the main
issue.”

The special commiltee has delayed ac-
tion on revision of the bill (see separate
story)

A delegation representing the Little
Mud Creek area was told that their road
has had a recent inspection by officials
from Frankfort and that “‘we're hoping
fer action on it.”

While speaking of road problems and
the reported lack of funds, Senator Bailey
remarked, "'It was shocking to find that
there is $185 million in the road fund."”

He commended those who had
presented a petition, asking road im-
provement, "Preparing a petition, cir-
culating it for signatures, then presenting
it is real participation in government,"” he
said

Bailey said he will support a bill which
has originated in the House to permit the
counties to impose a tax of up to 3 per cent
on minerals. He said coal already “‘has
just about all it can bear,” but added: "It
is unreal for us to pipe gas to
Philadelphia, for example, and collect no
tax on it here but for Philadelphia to tax
it, once it gels there."

Announced Here

Bill H. Howard, superintendent of the
City's Utilities Commission, announced
Tuesday that an increase of 32 cents per
1000 cubic feet of gas has been imposed
here by the cily gas system's supplier, the
Kentucky West Virginia Gas Company,
retroactive to last November 1

The delayed price increase, he said, has
cost the system almost $14,000 in gas
already supplied to customers at the old
rate.

Because of the increase from the sup-
plier, Howard announced that, effective
Jan. 1, the charges to customers in the
corporate limils of Prestonsburg will be
increased 40 cents per 1,000 cubic feel and
30 cents to customers outside the city

Kentucky West Virgima filed last year
for a rate increase but the Federal
Energy Commission has nol yet granfed
it. The company notified Lhe Utilities Com
mission Tuesday of the increased charge
for gas it is making, pending the federal
commission’s final action.

The city charged customers at the old
rate, $1.85 per 1000 cubic fee! in the cily
and $2,25 out, from Nov. 1 to Jan. 1. Under
the new rales there is no increase on the

‘proposals to secure funding, and a
glossary of terms commonly used in
| CETA.

Noting that a number of new provisions
will benefit women particularly, Women's
Bureau Director Alexis M. Herman em-
phasized the need for women to be
knowledgeable about the CETA system
and to participate in it. *‘It is essential for
women and women's groups to become in-
volved in all aspects of CETA, from the
planning stages of programs through the
delivery of services. For they must help to
determine the kinds of programs and ser-
vices that will best fulfill the needs of
economically disadvantaged women eligi-
ble to be served,’" Herman said.

A record 3 oul of every 5 husband-wife

'E'conomists-Upbeat
On State Revenues

A panel of economists expressed
cautious optimism about Kentucky's
revenue outlook at a joint Appropriations
and Revenue Committee meeting last
week.

Larry Lynch, professor of economics at
Transylvania University who serves as
consultant to the House appropriations
committee, estimated that General Funa
tax receipts will rise 10.1 percent to
$2,024,000,000 in 1980-81 from an eslimated
$1,839.100,000 in 1979-80. He also estimated
that in 1981-82 the fund will grow 13.1 per-
cent Lo $2,290,800,000.

These estimates are slightly higher
than Department of Revenue estimates
presented at the meeting and are also
higher than a November prediction made
by Lynch, The state Revenue Department
predicted General Fund income of
$1,810,000,000 in 1979-80; $2,015,000,000 in
1980-81 ; and $2,280,000,000 in 1981-82,

Lynch predicted the state Transporta-
tion Fund will grow less than one percent
this fiscal year to $375 million, 7.4 percent
in 1980-81 to $402,600,000 and will increase
5.1 percent lo $423.1 million in 1981-82.
This again is slightly higher than state
Rev Department estimates of $378
million this fiscal year, $395 million next
year and $410 million in 1981-82.

Lynch based his predictions on assump-
tions he said followed the consensus of
U.S. and Kentucky economists who ex-
pect a mild, nationwide recession in the
first quarter of 1980 and lasting until the
third quarter. Inflation would average
about 11.5 percent for fiscal year 1979-80,
10 percent for fiscal year 1980-81 and 9
percent for fiscal 1981-82 under his
assumptions. Kentucky's unemployment
rate should rise to more than 6 percent in
;100 and decline somewhat in 1981, he add-

Participants in the round table discus-
sion included former University of Ken-
tucky Dean of Business and Economics
Charles Haywood, Acling Executive
Director of the Kentucky Council of
Economic Advisors Charles Renfroe,

legislative economic consultant Richard
Sims and Lynch.

I continue to remain optimistic about
further growth of the Kentucky
economy,”” Haywood said, especially if a
climate favorable to business prevails. If
given a choice of a high, medium or low
prediction for Kentucky's financial
future, Haywood said he would pick a high
forecast.

Renfroe was more guarded in his
forecast, He expects the Kentucky
economy to do “‘at least as well" as and
maybe better than the federal economy.
He said there is ‘‘some chance’" of escap-
ing a recession this year. He suggested
the committee look carefully at specific
revenue items such as the gasoline tax.

Sims said road expenses in Kentucky
have increased 500 percenl over an eight-
year period, making Kentucky number
one in the nation in road cost increases.
He blamed this on higher costs of road
materials and the costs of building roads
in mountainous regions,

In addition, he said, receipts from taxes
affecting the coal indusiry have not gone
up as fast as state expenditures,
such as road costs, have increased. He
said he didn't see any increase in
severance tax receipts for the coming
year and didn't expect severance receipts
to increase ‘‘drastically’' next year.

Both Haywood and Renfroe, however,
stressed the uncertain nature of economic
forecasting. Haywood said trying to
forecast two years is a “‘very difficult
_job," and noted that usually forecasts are
made six months to a year in advance.

Rep. Buddy Adams (D-Bowling Green)
asked whether it would be better if the
legislature. considered only a one-year
budget, considering the second year of the
two-year budget period at a later special
session.

Haywood said other states have a year-
ly system and noted that it is also possible
to give the governor authority to impose a
surtax if estimates fall short,

Eagle Spotters Busy in Ky.

Seen any eagles lately?

Between Jan. 2 and Jan. 20, employees
of the Department of Fish and Wildlife
Resources and a corps of. volunteers
organized by the Kentucky Ornithological
Society counted 70 of these majestic birds
in Kentucky. The count was part of a na-
tionwide eagle census under the direction
of the National Wildlife Federation.

But Jim Durell, assistant director of
game management for the Fish and
Wildlife Department and coordinator of
this statewide eagle count, feels there are
probably more eagles in the com-
monwealth and would like to hear about
any additional sightings.

“Many of our census takers commented
that they saw more hg{g re the _these
count started,’ DureIl says. "But for the
purposes of the census, only eagles ac-
tually seen during the official counting
could be reported.” Eagles are known to
frequent Dale Hollow Lake, for example,
but since none were spotted there by an
official counter during the census period,

these birds could not be included,

As expected, all but 10 of the official
sightings occured in far Western Ken-
tucky, with two areas accounting for
more than hall the total. Twenty-three
eagles were sighted at Land Between The
Lakes and 22 were reported on the Ballard
County Wildlife Management Area.

Outside of Western Kentucky, two
eagles were seen at Rough River Lake,
three near the dam at Lake Cumberland,
two in the upper end of Cumberland (near
Somersel), two at Cave Run and one in
Woodford county.

““This last bird was probably just pass-
ing through," Durrel says, “‘since eagles
usually stay near Iarge bodies of water,
around tall ¢liffs or in areas where both

Almost all the eagles seen durmg lhe
census were bald eagles, although nine
golden eagles were reported from the
Ballard wildlife area. It takes a trained
observer to tell the difference between a
golden eagle and a young bald eagle,
since the latter doesn't develop its distine-
tive white head until it's around five year
old.

Fish make up a large part of an eagle’s
diet but these birds, like most predators,
are opportunists who will eat whatever is
most readily available. They will feed on
carrion if it’s fairly fresh and they like to
stay near hydroelectric generator outlets,

where fish killed in the turbines provide
easy meals. These researchers feel that
one of the keys to eagle management is
maintaining good waterfowl populations.

Another pressing management need,
according to Durell, is to identify eagle
roosts so these sites can be protected. Tall
trees or other roost used by eagles should
not be cut and human activily in the area
should be limited.

Kentucky Afield

If you found your Christmas stocking
stuffed with fishing tackle, there's no
reason to wait impatiently until spring to
try it out. Winter fishing, while it can be
cold on the toes and fingers, can also
provide some pretty hot action,

During normal winters in Kentucky,
most large lakes and rivers remain ice-
free, although sometimes dedicated
crappie anglers must break their way
through frozen bays to reach the open
water over their favorite fishin' hole.

Black bass fishermen, particularly
those skilled at the old Kentucky art of
“jigging,”" pull some really large bass
out of shoreline cover by slowly working
a gob of nightcrawlers, a minnow or a jig
along likely looking spots.

Below dams, anglers can find both
open water {even when everything else is
frozen) and sauger, These fish, which
have run upstream in preparation for
their spring spawn, will readily take a jig
fished slowly along the bottom. If you're
crossing the Kentucky or Barkley:
tailwaters when the air temperature is
well below freezing and see several boats
on the water, chances are you're looking
at sauger fishermen,

Late fall and winter fishing can yield
some of the biggest fish of the year, like
Kenfucky's newest state record, a 47-
pound rockfish taken Nov. 28 from Lake
Cumberland. The angler, Forest Reed,
Monticello, landed this 46'2-inch fish on
14-pound test line from the same area of
the lake where the previous record, a 45-
pounder was caught in 1978.

One important aspect of winter fishing
is dressing for it. If a snowmobile suit,
insulated underwear, heated socks and
hand warmers were also on your
Christmas list, you're all set. The best
bet is to dress in layers of clothing, so you
can peel off or put on as the temperature
changes.

It's also most important to be very
careful around water in the winter time.
Lakes and streams are virtually
deserted, so there's little help available
should you run out of gas or have a
mechanical breakdown. Let someone
know where you're going and what time
you expect to return. That way, if
something does happen, search parties
will know where and when to start
looking.

Also realize that hypothermia, the
potentially fatal lowering of the body's
core temperature, can .occur even at
above freezing temperatures. The
combination of wind and wel is par-
ticularly dangerous and can cause death
from exposure even when the actual air
temperature is in the 50s.

Always wear a personal floatation
device while around cold water and
remember that a dunking in 50 degree or
colder water can be very serious. So if
vou plan to do some winter fishing, by all
means learn the symptoms of and
treatment for hypothermia.

But with a little caution and some
common sense, winter fishing can be a
safe sport. Give it a try this winter, and
you might discover something else to do
with your time besides waiting for the
spring crappie runs.

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Our Fragile Earth

Endangered species are the rarest
organisms on earth. Worldwide, there are
over 700 species on the U.S. Department
of the Interior’s official list; the list does
not include several hundred species
calegorized as '‘rare” or *‘threatened.”
Of the 700-odd considered in imminent
danger of extinction, 239 are found in the
U.s.

The listing, begun in 1966, was given
legislative sanction with the passage of
the Endangered Species Act in 1973
Although mast controversies between
development and endangered species
were setlled through compromise, there
were enough direct conflicts to prompt
Congress to amend the act last year. Now
a ‘“‘super commilleee’’ can uphold or
override any decisions made under the
1973 act.

Birds as a group have the highest
number of species appearing on the U.S.
list. Fifty-five of them, the majority from
Hawaii, are listed. Some of the more
familiar species include the California
condor (only about 25 are left in the wild),
Mississippi sandhill crane, Everglade
kite, bald eagle (in most states), whoop-
ing crane, peregrine falcon, brown
pelican, Bachman's warbler, Kirtland's
warbler, ivory-billed woodpecker, and the
red-cockaded woodpecker

Twenty-eight fish, including the snail
darter of Tellico Dam fame in Tennessee,
appear on the list. Some familiar ex-
amples are the blue pike, a formerly very
popular game fish; Devil’s Hole pupfish;
shortnose sturgeon; Gila trout; Maryland
darter; and the longjaw cisco, a former
sport fish.

Twenty-one mammals are on the list
This familiar group includes the Indiana

bat, brown bear, in parl of its range;
eastern cougar; Florida panther; black-
footed ferret; red wolf; and the jaguar.
Lesser known species include the
Hawaiian hoary bat, gray bat, salt marsh
harvest mouse, Morro Bay kangaroo ral,
and the Delmarva peninsula fox squirrel

Twenly-three clams, all relatively little
known, appear on the list. Some, in-
¢luding the Cumberland bean pearly
mussel and the Cumberland monkey-face

pearly mussel, have already caused
modifications in roads and dams schedul-
ed for construction in critical habitat
areas

Six amphibians, found mainly in the
western states, five reptiles, two snails,
one crustacean, and six insects are on the
list. Twenty plants, including some wild
rices, a trillium, some evening primroses,
and a larkspur, are also listed

Many scientists believe the list should
be greally expanded. For example, many
botanists believe that most orchids should
be placed on the list.

Boxing for Children?

_ The recent death of a 13-year-old Martin county schoolboy
from a brain injury suffered in an amateur boxing bout justifies
questions about the value or even the acceptability of the sport

for youngsters.

It, of course, can be argued that deaths have occurred as
long as contact sports kave been played (or fought), and that one
death is insufficient grounds for the general censure of boxing.
Football, baseball, hockey, basketball, all these have exacted

their toll.

But only boxing is basically a sport in which the avowed aim
of one participant is to knock the other unconscious. Professional
football may be a close second in the injury department, but even
that sport with its prevalent mayhem is not aimed at reducing

the opposition to helplessness.

If there had never been a tragedy such as was recorded in
the death of this eighth-grade youngster, the value or advisabili-
ty of setting children at the so-called ‘‘manly art of self-defense”
is questionable. True, these children are ‘‘supposed” to wear
protective headgear, but this one didn’t, and no adult was there
to demand that he did. Besides, it is not known that even such
gear would protect the brain of a child from the effects of solid
blows to the head, steady jabs that, some say, ‘““scramble’ the

brain.

Should young boys be introduced to boxing and lured into
competition with the hope of future ring glory, even champion-
ships and fortune? Should not the other side of the picture be

presented, also?

That other side of the picture would include those old
veterans of the professional ring with their cauliflower ears,
scarred, battered features. Also in that picture would be that

. veteran, dropped by managers, unable to earn a livelihood in the
ring because his reflexes are gone and outside the ring because
he is a punch-drunk automaton, walking on his heels and almost
literally stumbling his way through a mental fog.

We have an idea that any sport that leaves success or sur-
vival to luck, fate or even survival of the fittest is not for young
minds and bodies at a time when they need care rather than an

uppercut to the jaw.

He pointed out that the rescue squad
regards its prime duty to be responding to
the needs of heart attack victims, the in-
jured, any who must have immediate at-
tention, and that if its one ambulance is
diverted lo routine runs its prime purpose
could not be filled.

The Left Beaver Rescue Squad was
organized in 1965, a few years after the
Floyd County Emergency & Rescue
Squad began its work following the school
bus disaster here. It has a full comple-
men! of 25 volunteers who maintain and
operate both the ambulance and fire
department work. Most of these men have
full-time jobs, others are on the “‘waiting
list,"" ready to take their turns at active
rescue, firefighting and ambulance work
as the present roster is reduced by
natural attrition such as death, age,
illness and the like.

As in the case of the Floyd County
Rescue Squad, nobody seeks recognilion
or praise. The rescuers are seldom men-
tioned individually. Their reward lies in
meeting human need.

The roster is composed of men in a
variety of vocations. Glenn Frasure, a
founder of the squad, is postmaster at
Price. Mr; Rice is chief engineer at the
McDowell Appalachian Regionad
Hospital. Another member is an X-ray
technician there. Others are in stores,
mines, schools—wherever.

The rescue squad and fire depart-
ment—they occupy the same building,
have the same phone number, essentially
are one—have this equipment which is
paid for: One ambulance, purchased for
$15,600; two full-size fire trucks and one
mini-pumper, plus a wide variety of
equipment.

Purchase of a new ambulance is in the
planning. That will cost money. And
gasoline, tires, everything is 'costing
more,
but its members know that a budget of
considerably more than $25,000 will be
necessary to maintain services at their

Harvey Howard and that draining the
swamp posed severe engineering pro-
blems, Clearing Earl Street itself seemed
feasible, however, and a drain would be
located there, he indicated. Carier also
promised action on the Goble-Roberts
problem “at least by the next construc-
tion season."

The city was also said to be in conversa-
tion with Pete Grigsby, Jr. and Ulysses S.
Horn, reputed owners of the G, and H.
Laundromal, regarding the removal of
junk machinery near the premises. The
building has been cited al various limes
for health and fire code violations, it was
said.

“If we don’l get any money this week,
we're going lo have to turn the dogs
loose,”” Mrs. Edith Belcher, president of
the Floyd County Humane Society, told
the council, explaining that inadequate
funding and lack of public support could
mean the closing of the society’s animal
shelter here.

“There are many dog lovers in the
county and most of them seem glad we're
here," she said, “‘but they're not glad
enough to help support us.” The abrupt
resignation of the county dog warden
recently added to problems at the shelter,
even though another candidate for that
position awaits Floyd fiscal court appoin!-
ment, Mrs. Belcher added.

Monthly income from city ‘and county
sources, as well as fees collected at the
shelter, fall $200 short of the $2000 re-
quired each month to keep the facility in
operation, said Johnny Burke, Jr.,
Humane Sociely vice-president.

The council voted lo pay in six in-
stallments instead of 12 the $6000
budgeted annually by the city toward
upkeep of the animal shelter, and to con-
sider the possibility of making a further
contribution in six months. Councilman
Carter urged the Humane Sociely, lo ap-
proach again other cities and lowns in the
county, and civie organizations, for sup-
port.

Amid citizen complaints of dogs runn-
ing loose in the city, Mayor Harold Cooley
noted that the city dog ordinance took ef-
fect January 1, and urged that an im-
munization clinic and licensing drive be
conducted. "'Until we get control of the
situtation, it will be just a hit and miss
operation,”’ he said.

On a motion of Councilman Dick Clark,
the council voted its “‘full support of a
regional airport,” noting that it would like
the airport to be near Prestonsburg if
feasible. The resolution continued,
however, thal the council *‘supports the
fiscal court’s decision of March, 1977, lo
develop the project through a regional
airport board and supports thal board’s
decision” regarding the location of the
airporl.

The resolution follows recent moves (o
have a Mayo Hollow site, near here, con-
sidered for the airport, rather than the
Martin county site recently chosen by the
airport board. Some proponents of the
Mayo Hollow location are now said to be
considering a housing development there,
however.

The council appointed John David
Evans as city administrator. Evans was
formerly cily manager at Morehead. Ap-
plicants are still being considered for the
positions of police chief and Department
of Works supervisor.

H.C. Francis and Woodrow Allen were
appointed to the Planning and Zoning
Commission, and Ted Nairn and Lee
Shannon to the Board of Zoning Adjust-
ment.
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District affiliate, specializing in water
systems management.

The utilities commission is also to ask
the Beaver-Elkhorn water district to
amend its 201 Wastewater Facilities Plan
to reflect alternate proposals for the
disposal of Allen sewage.

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ANY TOPPERS FOR THIS WHOPPER?

J.D. Bond, of DelLand, Fla., writes to
say that George Brown's recent piece in
this column about the old watermill stir-
red memories. Then he hauls off and tells
a story that earns him for all time high
rank among those who—not to pul it
bluntly—are called *‘raconteurs of lall
tales.”

J.D. says the story originated on the
Long Fork of Shelby Creek, in Pike Coun-
ty, where he was born. With that preface,
let his yarn speak for itself:

Grandpa Jay Tackett built a log and
rock dam for one of the finest millponds in
Pike County. His mill ground cornmeal,
sawed timber, and ran machines in his
blacksmith shop. Fishing in the pond was
real good for many years, bul a growing
problem almost stopped it. The
troublemaker was a super-whopper-sized
catfish thal devoured all the bait and most
of the tackle that was put into the mill-
pont. That fish bested and baffled all of
the local fishermen, and it whipped every
dog and raccoon that dared to invade its
waters. Uncles Joe P., Mark and Calvin
got tired of that fish's bullying ways and
they pul together a very total whopper-
stopper plan.

For the hook Grandpa's horseshoe sleel
and forge produced one a foot long and
half a foot wide with a hammered barb
that just wouldn't let go. Line that would
be stout enough came from Pa's newest
and toughest plowing harness. Live bait
was provided when old raider-rabbit
himself got caught in the boys' box-trap in
Ma’'s cabbabe patch. Instead of a pole,
these lads hitched Pa’s sturdiest team of
oxen to the line and they went fishing,

In a short time that plowline tightened
with a jerk that triggered the stubborn-
valve in those ox-engines and they dug in
to hold their ground. That catfish was con-
trary, too, and his battling finally led him
to breaking water like a plugged black
bass in April. His thrashing around stir-
red up such a commotion that those oxen
were terrified into a panicky flight up
Long Fork creek. That's how it was that
old super-whopper was snaked onto the
sandbar above the millpond. He was so
big that he made a good mess of fish for
every family on Long Fork, and in those
days families were big. Pa and Ma and
their fourteen (14) children were—I won’t
say just about average—typical.

Well, that fishing trip made everybody
right happy, excepl for Grandpa Jay. His
mill had to have a considerable amount of
fixing up after it was over. You should
know that when those frightened cow-
brutes pulled that enormous fish out so
fast it left such a hole in the millpond that
the creek ran backwards up through the
turbine-race and unground two bushels of
meal

Solving Mortgage Payment Problems

‘Sometimes job layoffs, iliness or other emergencies force homeowners

1o fall behind mortgage payments. Although this situation is serious,
it is not hopeless—if you act sensibly.

Visit Your Lender Immediately

 Although it is human nature to procrastinate in an unpleasant

situation, contact the company that holds yvour mortgage immediately.

This is crucial in order to retain a good working relationship: with

your lender. When you call or visit your lender, be prepared to discuss

a number of issues in detail:

*+ Why did you fall behind in your payments?

» What are your current resources?

+ What do you intend to do to remedy the situation?

Furnish a detailed account of your necessary expenses and the assets
you can raise (including wages. welfare payments, union benefits,
savings, insurance policies you can borrow against, elc.).

It will beé up to you to find a way to bring your payments up to
date, but if you show vour good will, the lender may be able to help
you in one of several ways:

+ During the delinquency, you can work out a repayment plan
before foreclosure is considered.

* The lender may *‘grant forbearance.” That is, he or she may
reduce or suspend your monthly mortgage payments now and increase
them over an extended period of time later.

* Your lender may “recast” your mortgage. Your mortgage would
be increased by the amount of money you owe in arrears.

« If your mortgage was insured by HUD/FHA, it might be
transferred directly to HUD's authority. HUD, in turn, might arrange
a repayment plan.

If All Else Fails. ..

If you are sure you will be unable to resume your mortgage payments
within a reasonable period of time, your lender may advise you to
sell your home or sign it over to the lending institution. Either of these
steps will help you avoid foreclosure, thus protecting your credit
record. THESE MEASURES SHOULD BE CONSIDERED ONLY
AS YOUR LAST RESORT.

Other agencies, such as HUD, the United Fund, credit or labor
unions, and social service agencies may provide further help and
counseling.

When you are having trouble paving your mortgage you are
vulnerable, both financially and emotionally. Beware of services that
offer—for a fee—to speak to your lender on your behalf.

This will only add another debt for you to pay, probably
at @ higher rate of interest than your mortgage.

Finding That Lost Dog

Anyone who has ever lost a dog knows how heartbreaking it can be.

However, by using common sense and putting forth some effort, there
is a good chance vou can recover your lost pet. According to D. James
Scobie, who has spent over twenty years helping people find lost dogs
in New York State, the most effective way of reuniting you with your
pooch is to make “‘scent objects”’—strips of your smelly old socks, or
small sticks rubbed on your skin. Scatter these ten yards apart in
“spokes™ 150 feet apart, within a radius of one mile from your home.
Using his keen sense of smell, very likely vour dog will be able to

track his way home.

Don't rely on that method alone. While Mr. Scobie finds the use
of “scent objects” extremely effective. he also recommends other

approaches for hounding down your hound:

« Call all pounds within the area. Dogs can travel great distances
within a short period of time. Better yet, make frequent visits to the

pounds, as it is usually difficult to describe dogs over the phone.

» Call local radio stations. Often they will broadcast your plight

as a free public service.

« Call. schools and police. Children, especially, are good dog

spotters.

* Place lost and found ads in local newspapers; include an accurate

description of your dog.

« Notify all delivery people of your plight. They travel throughout

your neighborhood daily.

*» Distribute posters and bulletins alerting your neighbors of your

missing dog. Include photos when possible.
* Ring doorbells. Ask neighbors if they've seen your dog.

To avoid losing your dog in the first place, Mr. Scobie recommends
that a puppy be familiarized systematically with his surroundings; walk
him repeatedly around the neighborhood so he can deposil scents in
his memory bank. Dogs should be tattooed for identification in case

their collars come off when they are lost.

~ Incidentally, some seemingly lost dogs are not lost at all. Male dogs
have been known to travel miles to visit a female dog in heat. Mr.
Scobie reports that these animals usually make their way home,

sometimes three weeks later!

Above all, don't panic, With Mr. Scobie’s advice you have an

" excellent chance of finding your canine companion.

What’s Hap
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To the Dollar?

Fifteen years ago, you went 1o
Germany for your honeymoon. You
received four German marks for
every dollar traded at the exchange
window. Dinner at your favorite
sidewalk cafe cost a modest
§5.00.

Last month you returned 1o
Germany for a second honeymoon.
You remembered how romantic
everything was, especially since it
was so cheap. But this time there
was a real jolt. You got less than two
German marks (1.80 to be exact) for
every dollar exchanged. And this
time, that moonlit dinner cost you a
whopping $12.00, The prices—as
well as the years—dimmed the
glow,

After dinner you wondered why
the dollar-mark rate had changed so
much in fifteen years. If you asked
an economist, he would give you two
reasons: inflation and trade.

High Inflation is One
Culprit

Inflation is the key factor. To be
precise, it is the relative inflation
rate between Germany and the
United States that is important. If
inflation 1s higher in the United
States than in Germany, the dollar

Indeed, this is what happened. Prices
in the United States more than
doubled between 1964 and 1979,
whereas prices in Germany (mea-
sured in German marks) increased
by less than 50 percent.

The reverse holds if .inflation is
higher abroad than in the U.S. Take
an extreme example. Only seven
years ago, a dollar bought a fraction
of a Chilean peso. Today it buys an
astounding 35 pesos. But the
inflation has been outrageous in
Chile, averaging 100 percent annual-
ly over much of the last seven
years.

Remember, it is the relative, not
the absolute inflation rate that
causes exchange rates to move, The
exchange rate for two countries is
unlikely to change if their inflation
rate is roughly the same. In 1964 the
dollar purchased five French francs
on the money exchange, roughly the
same as today. The dollar-franc
exchange rate is still the same
because inflation in France was
almost the same (on the average) as
it was in the United States during
the last fifteen years,

Deficit is the Other

Inflation is only the surface,

look deeper. What lies under the
relative inflation rate? It is the trade
balance of each country. Generally,
if a country has a trade deficit—that
is, if it buys more from abroad than
it sells abroad—its currency will be
“weak” and decline in value.
Conversely, if the country has a
trade surplus—if it sells more than
it buys—its currency will be
“strong”.

This is what happened with the
U.S, dollar and the German mark.
During most of the last fifteen vears,
Germany ran trade surplusses and
the German mark rose in value.
Conversely, the United States ran
trade deficits and the dollar fell.

The next question: What causes a
country to have a trade deficit or
surplus? In economic jargon, it is
determined by demand and supply.
If a country spends (demands) more
than it earns (supplies). it will run
a deficit. If it does the reverse, it will
realize a surplus,

What determines how much a
country will supply (export) abroad?
That depends on how efficient the
country is in producing goods. If it
has ample natural resources, modern
technology and highly trained labor,
it will produce at low cost.

Foremost are excessive government
expenditures  and  inflationary
expectations.

The U.S. government is a major
culprit here. 1t has been running
huge deficits during the last ten
years, spending more money on
defense, commerce and social ser-
vices than it is collecting in taxes.
Prices go up for everyone and
businessmen buy their goods from
abroad, where inflation is lower.

Fine! You may say, but how do
demand and supply fit into the
exchange rate? The exchange rate is
merely a price that adjusts
automatically—unless the govern-
ment tries to control it. I exports
exceed imports, the exchange rate
will rise and vice versa. Thus, if
Germany runs a trade surplus
exports more than it imports—the
German mark rises in value. The
opposite holds for the U.S., when it
runs a deficit and the dollar falls in
the exchanges.

In the Long Run

In the long run, there is an
automatic adjustment mechanism
operating here, if the government
does not interfere. As the exchange
rate goes up, import prices rise and

More Than Meets The Eye ;

Most automobile accidents can be traced to drunken driving or some
form of carelessness or negligence (including the failure to take
precautions against mechanical failure and inclement weather).

Another cause of accidents, héwever, is actually builtinto’every
driver—namely, blind spots, For each eye, there is a hole in the vision
corresponding to the point where the optic nerve attaches to the retina
at the rear of the eye. Normally, we don't notice the effect because
one eye can cover for the hole in the other. When your nose or some
other object blocks the lateral yision of one eye, however, the blind
spol goes uncompensated.

The further you are from a visual object, the larger the blind spot.
So, such a lapse could conceal even a large school bus. Furthermore,
therc are blind spots built into every car, areas behind the car that
MIrrors cannot see.

To counter this simple but dangerous impairment, make sure to turn
your head far enough to the lefi and right at intersections to ensure
that your nose has blocked the vision of neither eye. In addition, you
should look twice in each direction. By doing so, you'll give a vehicle
that may have been in your blind spot the first time a chance to move
into your field of vision. To counter against the car’s blind spots,
double check the seene in your rear view mirror by turning your head
back—quickly—and signal well in advance of turns.

Blind spots. alone, should be énough to convince you that stop signs
are meant to be stopped at.

FIND YOUR BLIND SPOT: Hold this page about 10" in front of
vour face. Close or cover your left eye and stare at the little girl
(the jigure on the left). Move the page back and forth (towards you
and away from youl until the little boy (the figure on the right)
disappears.

Close or cover your right eve and stare at the litile boy (figure
on the right), moving this page back and forth uniil the little girl
disappears. The area of your blind spot gets larger as the distance
between you and the scene increases, so that even a truck—or a school
bus— could be hidden in your blind spot.

Used (and Abused) Car Buying

Used car salesmen have long been the butt of jokes, but too often,
the laugh is on the unwary consumer. Still, there are several
advantages to buying a used car. They obviously cost less to purchase
and insure, and they spare their owners the burden of the rapid
depreciation that accompanies new cars. Many mechanics will tell you
you're betler off with a solid older car than with some of the shoddy
workmanship that Detroit has been issuing and recalling recently.

New-car dealers generally stock trade-ins that are in better shape
than used-car lot models. Wholesale houses or behind-the-scenes
middle men may be able 10 get you a close-to-cost deal. But before
you hit the market, hit the books so you'll know what o expect.

The Kelley Blue Book hisls average wholesale and retail prices, but
is generally available only to those in the industry. The following
authoritative periodical reports are available in most libraries:
Automotive Market Report, Official Used Car Guide, and Automotive
News,

Consunmier Reports regularly prints valuable advice on used cars.
Its booklet, “How to Buy A Used Car,” includes helpful information
such as frequency-of-repair records and ratings of individual functions
and overall performance. Because of maintainence costs, CR' warns
against buying very old or discontinued models, for which finding parts
could be a problem.

CR further advises against taking very cheap offers from a
dealer—something is bound to be wrong. On the other hand, a cheap
offer from a private owner may be legit, either through naivete or
the need to sell quickly.

Uneasy Rider

Luckily or not for nearly eight million motorcyclists in America,
statistics don’t scare people into taking it easy. The U.S. Department
of Transportation says that 80% of motorcycle accidents result in.death
or injury, whereas the figure for cars is 10%. Mile for mile, you are
five times as likely to be killed on a motorcycle as in a car.

Many people are sold on bikes as a cheap, fun way to get around,
however, and there are ways to improve the odds.

Buy a bike you can handle and keep it in good repair. Make sure
before you buy it that you can pick it up readily when it falls and
push it when it's out of commission. On the other hand, look out for
small bikes that have neither the power, stability, nor comfort you'll
need on the highway.

Most motorcycle injuries are to the head. Approved helmets do help,
and do nor impair either vision or hearing. Look for one with a DOT
symbol, or certification by the Snell Memorial Foundation or Safety
Helmet Council of America. Face shields or goggles keep wind, dirt,
and bugs out of your eves.

Wear bright clothes. Many car-bike collisions occur because the car
driver doesn't see the cyclist.

Jack Attack

The National Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA)
warns that the standard automobile jack provided with 1975 and 1976
light-duty GMC and Chevrolet trucks literally hit the road while being
used, causing a number of reported injuries.

NHTSA disclosed its finding in a letter to General Motors Corp.,
stating that the jacks “when used under roadside conditions. .. are
subject to failures, which can result in injuries and property damage.™
NHTSA, a branch of the Department of Transportation, has received
five reports of failures. GM itself has received 57 such reports,
including instances of jacks dropping the vehicles they were supporting,
resulting in a total of five injuries.

GM issued the jack, model no. 344788, to approximately 954,000
of the following light-duty trucks: Chevrolet C-10, P-10, G-20, GMC
C-15; P-15, G-25. Of screw-type design, but with the appearance of
a hydraulic jack, the tool shows no pre-failure symptoms.

NHTSA urges owners to avoid using the jacks. If an emergency
dictates its use for a tire change, take the following precautions
(applicable to jacking in general);

* Select a flat, even surface for the jacking operation

* Try to lighten the vehicle load

« Stop raising the vehicle immediately if the jack begins to bend
or deform

* Place wooden blocks or other support under the axle after the
jack is extended

* Never get under the vehicle while the jack is supporting it

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Bailey on Three-Man Panel
To Study EMS Bill Charges

Benny Ray Bailey is one of three
senators from the Senate Health and
Welfare Committee named last week to
consider the revision of a bill which would
improve emergency medical service in
the state,

The measure, Senate Bill 66, which
came out of the Interim Committee on
Health and Welfare, was developed to
help local governments' ambulance ser-
vices through state-local fund matching.

The bill would provide a statewide mat-
ching program of 75 percent state and 25
percent local funds for ambulances and
equipment up to a maximum of $50,000
per county. A companion matching pro-
gram of 50 percent state and 50 percent
local funds for ambulance personnel
would not exceed a ceiling of $75,000.

To qualify for matching funds, counties
would have to spend at least 5 percent of
their own revenue.

But according to Dr. Grady Stumbo,
secrelary of the Department for Human
Resources, the bill does not provide incen-
tives for state emergency services lo
become self-supporting organizations.

Dr. Grady Stumbo told the Senate com-
mittee that, although the bill addresses
funding for emergency ambulance ser-
vices in'the state, 75 percent of ambulance
runs in Kentuicky are not urgent but con-
valescent runs. He questioned if a case
could not be made for a lower level of am-

bulance services that would meet this.

convalescent need, at a lower personnel
and equipment cost to the state.

Stumbo criticized a state emergency
medical services board that would be
formed by the bill to help the Department
for Human Resources develop future
regulations and emergency service plan-
ning programs. The department has other
boards that could perform the same
task,he said. Stumbo said the state stands
to lose $2 million in federal CETA funds
June 30 and that real financial dilemma
exists."” He said 19 percent of total sale
costs of emergency services is presently
provided by this CETA funding.

The Floyd County Health Department
announces that flouride supplements to
prevent tooth decay are now available to
all preschool children who do not have
flouridated drinking water at home. The
supplements are free of charge.

The flouride supplement comes in two
forms: drops for children from birth to
three years of age and chewable tablets
for children from three to six years of age.

Most city water systems in Kentucky
add flouride for cavity protection, but if
home drinking water comes from a well,
cistern, or a privately owned water supp-
ly, it may not contain enough natural
flouride to protect babies and small
children living in rural areas of the coun-
ty.

Fligures show that 66 per cenl of the peo-
ple in Floyd county are not served by a
flouridated water supply. Many of these
people in- Floyd county have.preschoal.
children who are not getting the protec-
tion they need. The years from birth to six
are very important. Even a baby needs
flouride because both sets of teeth—the
baby teeth, and the permanent teeth—are
forming under the baby's gums, though
you can't see some of them for years.
Flouride goes into the structure of those
teeth and makes them stronger and more
resistant to decay.

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__Sturgill Views Coal Future

Former Floyd countian William B
Sturgill says there will be a steady in-
crease in the demand for coal throughout
the 1980's but sales of Kentucky coal this
year will be aboul the same as las! year

Sturgill, Kentucky's new secrelary of
energy, knows all aboul coal. He brings 30
vears of experience jn the coal industry lo
his job as the state's energy chief

During an interview, Sturgill summed
up his philosophy in direcling the realiza-
tion of the benefits of the state's large coal
reserves: ‘‘When I promote c¢oal, | pro-
mote Kentucky."

Sturgill is president of Golden Oak Min-
ing Co., Inc. and is a member of both the
board of directors and the executive com-
mittee of the Kentucky Coal Association
He is serving as energy secretary without
pay

According to Sturgill, the reason Ken-
tucky's coal sales won't improve much
this year is that although utilities are
beginning Lo convert gome facilities from
burning oil and gas (& coal, it won’t hap-
pen quickly enough.

As early as 1983 or 1984, however, there
will be a noticeable increase in the de-
mand for coal due to utility conversions,
he predicts, with more substantial in-
creases by 1984 or 1985. He noted that 114
utilities in the country are under federal
orders to converl from oil and gas and
that 14 utilities are under mandatory con-
version orders. Some plants are conver-
ting before they are forced to, he said, and
two Consolidatéd Edison plants have been
making inquiries for coal to meel their
specifications for 1981.

According to Sturgill, last year the U S.
sent $76 billion out of the country in pay-
ment for foreign oil. On the bright side, he
hopes exports of U.S. coal to foreign coun-
tries may increase slightly this year, with
more substantial increases in the 1980’s.

As energy secretary, Sturgill said he
feels he is working for the good of the
state and for ‘“‘no other purpose...except

to promote Kentucky and the economy of
Kentucky in what I think is a basie in-
dustry. When I promote coal, 1 promote
Kentucky."”

““I would not have accepted this position
if 1 had not encouraged Gov. Brown.. lo
look on coal as the cornerstone of his ad-
ministration,” said Sturgill in noting that
he is nol receiving compensation for his
work as the state’s lop energy official

"“The people of Kentucky are going to be
pleased, going to be happy” with the
results of the efforts of the Kentucky
Department of Energy, said Sturgill

Born in Floyd county, Sturgill is a
graduate of the University of Kentucky
and currently serves as chairman of the
board of trustees of the university. In ad
dition to his coal-industry association. he
1s president of East Kentucky Investment

The Interior Department’s Office of
Surface Mining (OSM) has signed a
§34,500 contract to begin work to alleviate
a slide danger that is threatening the
Edgar Osborne home near Tutor Key,
Johnson county.

Senate Bills Touch
Fire Cover, Police

The Senate passed measures relating to
non-elective peace officers and to fire in-
surance during the later half of its Tues-
day session, last week

Senate Bill (SB) 13 eliminates the two-
year residency requirement for non-
elective police officers. It also eliminates
the requirement that most police officers
file their photograph with the county
clerk. Supporters of the bill maintained
the photograph requirement as a public
record interfered with undercover work.
The bill is sponsored by Sen. Ed Ford
(D-Cynthiana).

The second bill passed, a committee
substitute for SB 32, would require in-
surance companies to pay 8 percent in-
terest per year on a payment not rendered
within 30 days after receipt of proof of
loss. It was reported out favorably by the
Senate Committee on Banking and In-
surance

Originally the bill required the insurer
to deposit the unpaid award into an ac-
count ‘which earns inlerest at the max-
imum rale payable on savings accounts
The hill was sponsored by Sen, Ford and
Sen. Helen Garrett (D-Paducah) with a
recommendation for passage [rom the In-
terim Joint Committee on Banking and
Insurance

During the first half of the Tuesday ses
sion, the Senale dissolved into a commit-
tee of the whole to hear background infor-
mation on the slate Department of
Transportation budget

Discussion centered around $184.5
million “‘fund balance’ listed in the
KYDOT report at the end of the fiscal
year last June 30. The senalors were
unable to determine whether thal money
can be used to offsel the predicted road
fund deficit

The Senate plans to continue the study
of the Transportation fund when it
reconvenes this afternoon

Just before Senate adjournment Tues-
day, some of the legislators left early to
atlend an information session on
workmen's compensation held jointly by
the House and Senale Labor and Industry
commitiess

Addressing a standing-room-only erowd
was Robert Lowe, an auditor and
workmen's compensation specialist with
the Atlanta-based firm of Tillghast,
Nelson and Warren

Lowe said his iirm is frequently called
upon for independent evaluation of
workmen's compensation premium pric-
ing and related malters. After one such
evaluation in Hlinois by the firm, insurers
were reguired to pay back $50 million in
premiums to employers, said Lowe

The evaluation had shown the premium

rates paid by Illinois employers for their
workers' coverage was too high

Rep. Ronald Cyrus (D-Flatwoods) ask
ed if the evaluation revealed that the
employers would have otherwise been
“ripped off" for $50 million

Lowe replied that he would not
necessarily use that term, and he felt that
generally insurance companies try to “‘do
a good job, but need some help from time
to time."

Lowe did not make any specific com-
ments or recommendations concerning
workmen's compensation in Kentucky
He said his firm was contacted last week
and requested to appear before the
legislators

The auditor could not quote a cost for a
study in Kentucky similar to the Hlinois
study., Lowe said the cosls range from
$200,000 for the state of Pennsylvania
study to $8,000 for a study done for an in-
dividual group

Critics of Kentucky workmen's com-
pensation have said state employers pay
high premiums in comparison with other
states while Kentucky workers gel low
benefits

Council Ponders Law
For Coal-Haul Roads

Ferreting out the problems of Eastern
Kentucky and finding the answers is the
aim of legislation endorsed last week by
the Appalachian Development Council,
said chairman Bert Ed Pollitte.

Pollitte said the 22-member citizens ad-
visory council intends to help the 49 Ap-
palachian counties come up with solutions
to improve the quality of life, transporta-
tion, intergovernmental relations, educa-
tion and enterprise development.

The council endorsed House Resolution
6 which calls for a study of a regional
transportation plan that emphasizes
maintenance and traffic on coal haul
roads.

However, the council sent House Bill
(HB) 212 back on committee. HB 212
defines primary and secondary roads, re-
quires a formula for distribution of motor
fuel tax money and gives counties more
authority for road construction and
maintenance.

“We're going to be facing in the immi-
nent future a tremendous demand for coal
haul roads,"” said John B. Wells, Jr,, of
Paintsville. If maintenance authority is
turned over to counties with limited
equipment and without highway
engineers, better roads cannot be ac-
complished, Wells said.

Legislation to place loans for moderate-
income housing under the Kentucky Hous-
ing Corp. was also approved.

Janie Douglas,of Harlan said legislation
was necessary because individuals such
as coal miners “‘fall between the cracks"
in loan programs and are ineligible for

low-income loans yet cannot afford ade--

quate housing. The cost of site develop-
ment is much more expensive in the
mountains, Pollitte said.

The council also endorsed continuation
of the Community Flood Damage Abate-
ment program and HB 177 which requires
CFDA participants to take part in the na-
tional flood insurance program.

“Getting full funding for kindergarten
units is one of the primary problems with
education in Eastern Kentucky,”" said
Phillip Dillion, of Liberty. the council sup-
ported the recommendation that schools
receive maintenance and transportation
money based on average daily attendance
in kindergarten programs.

The council favored HB 172 which calls
for a constitutional amendment to require
a referendum for tax or assessment in-
creases.

In the area of enterprise development,
the council endorsed a bill to require the
Kentucky Development Finance Authori-
ty to set aside $500,000 in loans fto in-
dustrial sites of 25 acres or less.

State Revenues Up,
According To Report

Total state revenue receipts for the first
six months of fiscal year 197980 are 7 per-
cenl ahead of those of a year ago, accor-
ding to a report issued today by Finance
Secrelary George Atkins and Revenue
Commissioner Robert Allphin

However, the six-month ligures do not
present a totally accurate comparison of
the commonweallh’s financial shape for
two reasons, according to the report.

First, in December 1978 Frankfort was
flooded and tax money did not get pro-
cessed. This created an unrealistically
depressed picture of the 1978-79 revenue
receipts,

Secondly. the delay during 1979 in set-
ting the state property tax rate has caus-
ed a temporary set-back in the collection
of both general and public service coms-
pany property taxes,

According to the report, the $832 283,005
total general fund collection for the first
six months of the fiscal year is actually
more than $10 million less than the
estimate for this period. However, pro-
perly taxes are currently more than $20
million under their estimate and will be
collected later.

Sales and use tax collections are above
their estimate and above the figure of a
year ago. Individual income taxes are ex-
actly on their estimate, and corporation
income is slightly above its estimate.

The Transportation Fund revenue is
suffering from the energy crisis,
however. Tax receipts of the state Road
Fund are 3.7 percent behind the estimate
for this period.

The report also shows that $45,914 has
been designated for the Democratic Party
and $19,382 for the Republican Party dur-
ing this peried from the political check-off
on income tax forms. This is just slightly
ahead of the figures from the first six
months of last fiscal year.

Areas showing gains of more than 100
percent during this time period over that
of last fiscal year are: license and
privilege tax collections for eil produc-
tion, property tax -collections from
building and loan associations, and in-
terest on investments.

Housmg Dearth Seen for ’80’

By LESLYE M, MURRAY
henluck\ will experience a housing
shortage by as much as 10,000 unils per
year in the coming decade, according to a
report recently released by the University
of Louisville's Urban Studies Center

The report, entitled *1979 Housing
Report For Kentucky,” gives an account
of county-by-county housing information
throughout the Commonwealth. Partially
funded by a grant from the Council on
Higher Education, the reporl gives
statistics for the five basic geographic
regions of Kentucky, the 15 Area Develop
ment Districts (ADD) and for each coun-
ty.

According to the report, the expected
housing shortage is caused in part by
several faclors: A very large group of
young households, born during the post-
World War 11 “baby boom'" period, have
just entered the housing market. Second-
ly, households have become increasingly
smaller, with more people living alone or
in non-family households, thereby in-
creasing the demand for housing. In addi-
tion, the average annual production of the
state’s home builders over the past
several years has been insufficient te
meet the basic shelter needs of the in-
creased households in the state,

The U.of L report also shows a severe
housing shortage is already in evidence in
Southeast Kentucky, which experienced
record increases in th demand for new
units during the 1970's. The number of
households in this region increased 31 per-
cent from 1970 to 1979, making it the
fastest growing region in the state,

To accommodate this growth, this
region has become heavily reliant on
mobile 'homes and in many countries,
such structures accéounted for more than
half the new housing units added during
the decade. Consequently, by 1979, 20 per-
cenl of the occupied housing consisted of
mobile homes.

Another significant finding is the quali-
ty of housing throughout the state showed
a marked improvement during the 1970's
In 1970 one in five occupied housing units
lacked complete plumbing, but by 1979 the
number had been reduced to only ‘6 per-
cent. Similar improvements were made
in the availability of units with complete
kitchens. Only 4 percent of the occupied
units in 1979 lacked complete kitchens.

The U of L report also indicates the ma-
jority of Kentuckians are satisfied with
their housing, Only 4 percent described
their housing situation as “‘poor.”

In addition to housing improvements in
the last decade, the per capita income in
the Commonwealth has increased 107 per-
cent from 1969 to 1977, or an annual com-
pound increase of 9.65 percent. This an-:
nual rate was even higher in the pericd
from 1977 to 1978 when the per capita in-
come increased by 10.7 percent

However, in spite of this rapid increase
in per capita income in the last decade,
Kentucky is still behind the nation. In 1978
Kentucky's per capila income was $6,631
as compared with the national figure of
$7,721

As the study indicates, due to inflation
in consumer priees, the real per capita in-
come increased only 26 percent from 1969
to 1977, as compared with the 107 percen!
increase in current dollars. Furthermore,

the percentage increase in real per capila
income from 1977 to 1978 was pnly 2.8 per
cent

The U of L report also analyzes income
growth throughout the state by regions
and counties. According to the report, in
1977 North Central Kentucky, which in-
cludes Jefferson County, had the highest
per capita income with $7,191 while
Southeast Kentucky recorded the lowest
per capila income with $4,589. In addition
to North Central Kentucky, the only other
region Lo have a higher per capita income
than the state as a whole is Western Ken-
tucky. While per capita income in North-
east Kentucky is aboul equal to the
statle average, Midwest Kentucky had a
per capita income 20 percent lower than
the state average

Although it has the lowesl per capila in-
come inthe slate, Southeast Kentucky has
the highest rate of growth in per capita in-
come in the state. Between 1969 and 1977,
real incomes in this region increased by
65 percent.

Prices of new housing have also in-
creased in Kentucky, with Lexington hav-
ing the highest average price for a new
home al $64,800. The average cosl.of a
new home in Kentucky went from $25,000
in 1970 to $56,000 in 1978, an increase of 126
percent. In Lexington the price for a new
home increased 171 percent during the
same time period

The U oi L study further points out that
neither per capita nor median family in-
comes have kept pace with the increase in
housing costs. Housing prices have in-
creased 16 percent faster than per capita
incomes in Kentucky

The report, authored by Dr. Theodore
Koebel of U of L's Urban Studies Center
also gives statistics for types of loans used
and housing productin

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Lower Water Heater To Save on Energy

As the winter winds grow colder, the
cost of healing a home grows ever higher,
To help ease the burden of soaring fuel
costs, the US, Department of Energy sug-
gests steps to take at little or no cost that
can lower home energy cost by about 25
percent.

If the thermostat on your water heater
is set between 140-160°, you can reduce
the setting down to 110°120" and save at
least $20 a year for electric water healers
and $10 a yvear for gas. If this change in
thermostat setting produces spolty dishes
in the automatic dishwasher, of if there
isn’t enough hot water for all the
household needs. vou can always turn the

dial back up a littie. the lower the selting
you can accept, the more money you-will
save,

Anybody with a screwdriver and five
minutes to spare can reset the water
heater thermostat. At the front of most
waler heaters there are one or two plates
held on by serews. Turn off the circuit
breaker (if you have an electric water
heater) and then remove the plates. Push
back the insulation and you will see the
thermostal. It will either have numerical
seltings or simply the designations
“high,"” “medium,"" and “low."” Reset the
thermostat to 120° or “low."" After replac-
ing the insulation and the metal plates,

turn the circuit breaker to its "‘on"" posi-
tion,

Every house is a solar collector, The
trouble is, it may be collecting the sun's
heat when you don't want il to and releas-
ing thal heat when you do. If you use air
conditioning, you can save from $25 to $30
each cooling season by keeping windows
closed and shades or curtains tightly
drawn, especially on the sunny sides of
the house.

In the winter, you can cut fuel bills by
opening shades in the morning on the
eastern and southern sides of the house
and by closing them late in the day. If it is
sunny in the afternoon, you can get addi-

tional solar heal by opening the shades on
the west side of the house, -

The shades on the north windows should
be kept shut al all times during the
winter. k

WEAR YOUR FEZ.
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Would Allow Schools
To Charge Some Fees

Public schools in Kentucky will be
allowed to charge some student fees if a
bill which passed the Senate last week
becomes law,

Senate bill 85 would ease the prohibition
on studen! fees which was enacted during
the 1978 General Assembly

Under the new bill students may be
charged for admission and transportation
for cultural enrichment programs, field
trips and other school day actlivities not a
part of the regular program.

Since passage of the 1978 measure, slate
law has banned all student fees excepl
itemns of personal attire, purchase of ren-
tal of music instruments or non-
instructional materials which become
property of the student,

‘I'o replace lost revenue under this stu-
dent fee ban, the 1978 legislature had ap-
propriated $20.44 per student, based on
average daily attendance, for use by the
local school districts. The districts were
required to account for at least $5.

Debate today on the bill easing the 1978
prohibition centered on two amendments.
The first amendment restored the accoun-
tability clause which was deleted under
SB 85. The second amendment raised the
accountability figure in the proposed
legislation from $§5 to $10.

The amendments and the bill were
passed alter a motion failed which would
have recomitted SB 85 to the Appropria-

tions and Revenue Committee. The stu-"

dent fee bill was originally reported out
favorably by the Senale Education Com-
mittee and sent to the Senale floor.

Sen. Robert Martin (D-Richmond), a
retired educator, was among senalors
favoring the motion Lo recommit the bill

In the last budget, more than $25 million
was appropriated to replace lost fees
under the prohibition, said Sen. Martin.
The legislature does not yel know what
amount will be available for thal purpose
in the next budget, he said. Voting on SB
85 before that information is available is
putting the ‘‘cart before the horse,” said
Martin.

Martin said prohibition on student fees
may have Lo bedotally repealed if there is
no money in the budget to offset the loss
The senator said he does not oppose the
bill itself but is concerned whether.
replacement money will be available.

Sen. Ed O'Daniel (D-Springfield), a bill
co-sponsor, opposed a recommitlal of the
bill to the A & R Comimitiee. O'Daniel said
SB 85 isjnot an "appropriations bill" and
voiced the fearthat the bill would be *'lost
m the shuffle” if it were recommitted. He
also said Appropriations and Revenue
would be ‘‘clogged” with bills if all
measures with a fiscal impact were refer-
red there.

The motion to recommit the bill failed
22-15

The majority of the senators favored
the bill easing the student fee ban and the
measurf passed 37-1.

Many' of the senators guestioned the
wisdom of the original broad ban on stu-
dent fees enacted by the 1978 General
Assembly.

Sen. Kenneth Glbbnn (D-Madisonville)
said “then and now'" he opposes Lhe state
assuming a responsibility ‘that parents
were willing to assume. The bill winning
Senate approval today just makes the 1978
action '"'more palatable” he said.

Sen. John Berry (D-New Castle) said in-
stitution of a program similar to the free-
lunch program for students who could nol
afford fees would have been less costly
than a total student fee ban plus state
replacement money.

A policeman who is also an avid sports- .
man has won a $500 reward for helping
solve an eagle killing in his home town of
@ Princeton, Ind.
Darryl Sollman received the award
from the National Wildlife Federation
after Dennis J. Braun, also of Princeton,

pleaded guilty in U.S. District Court at
Evansville, Ind., to shooting and possess-
ing a bald eagle in violation of the federal
Migratory Bird Treaty Act. Magistrate

David W. Miller fined Braun $500 and $23

in court costs,
Officer Sollman began his investigation
‘ after hearing a rumor that Braun, then a
19-year-old federal job trainee, had shot a
bald eagle near Princeton’s public power

plant. “*Being an avid sportsman and lov-
ing the outdoors the way I do,"" Sollman
explained, ‘I made an all-out effort to
gather evidence and do something about
ks

At Braun’s home, Sollman saw the tail
feathers of a bald eagle displayed in a
flower vase. He then learned f[rom
Braun's wife that Braun had displayed
the dead bird to friends and had tried un-

£l successfully to find a taxidermist who
would mount it,

He summoned an Indiana conservation
officer, James Bagby, who in turn called
in Special Agent Larry Keck of the In-
dianaplis office of the U.S. Fish and
Wildlife Service, and Braun was taken to
courl.

Protection Act (16 USC 668), the

While the shooting of bald eagles, the
nation's symbol since 1782, has been a
federal offense since 1940, the bird wasn't
officially declared an endangered species
until 1978, when it was so listed in 43 of the
lower 48 states. The bald eagle population

., in the lower 48 is now estimated at 5,000,
" not counting seasonal immigrants from
Canada. The bird is plentiful in Alaska

and non-existent in the 50th state, Hawaii.

Loss of habitat and the contamination of
its food supply with deadly pesticides
have been largely responsible for a
decline of the country’s eagle pepulation
in this century, but illegal shooting still
accounts for many eagle deaths each
year. Wildlife officials agree that the
NWF reward serves as a deterrent to

. eagle killing.

A workshop to help consumers take part
in the regulatory process to set building
energy performance standards is being
held in Atlanta on Friday, January 25, at
the Georgia Conservancy,

held from 1-6 p.m. The Consumer Energy
Council's workshop will be from 1-4 p.m.
The Rural America,
Income Housing Coalition's session,
which will focus on low-income concerns,
will be from 4-6 p.m.

The workshop is being conducted under
a Department of Energy grant by the Con-

sumer Energy Counci! of America, in
partnership with Rural America,
National

assure that new buildings will be designed
to be energy effiecient. They are impor-
tant for the general public since they
could drastically reduce energy use—and,
therefore, cost—for homeowners and
renters. They could also reduce oil im-

ports, alter the design of new buildings
and encourage the use of renewable

energy resources, such as solar.
The workshops will provide a general

overview of the proposed standards; im-
pact on consumers; discussion of many of
the complex technical issues; and ad-
dress specific local concerns raised by
participants. In addition, the Consumer
Energy Council of America, at a later
date, will provide technical assistance on
an individual basis for those wishing to
testify at public hearings scheduled by the

Department of Energy.

Although the workshops are designed to
help consumer groups become involved in
the building standards process, they are
open to the public. Limited travel funds
will be made available to those who
qualify to help pay costs of attending the

hearings.

Seek Library Department Probe

A resolution calling for legislative in-
vestigation of a Department of Library
and Archives contract was reported out of
committee last week but the matter may
be resolved through another means, ac-
cording to the measure's co-sponsor.

The contract and contract extension in
question are with Library Interface
Systems of Minnesota for converting
library card hard copy to machine
readable copy at the state library and
Louisville Free Public Library with the
aim of interlibrary access.

Sen. Ed Ford (D-Cynthiana) said the
contracts for a total $265,000 were award-
ed and continued despite objections of the
Personal Service Contracl Review Sub-
committee. Ford is a subcommittee
member and a co-sponsor of Senate Joint
Resolution (SJR) 11.

The resolution asks that the matter by
investigated by a legislative body made
up of the seven members of the review
subcommittee. The measure was

reported out favorably by the Senate .

Committee on State Government,

Ford said the controversy surrounding
the contracts may be resolved soon
through action of the state Department of
Finance, but SJR 11 should be passed in
case the matter is not resolved. Joint
resolutions require passage of both
houses and action by the governor,

Finance Secretary George Atkins at-
tended the Senate committee meeting but
did not formally address the members.

Atkins said a report on the contracts is
near completion by his department and
will be submitted to the Personal Service
Contract Review Subcommittee. The sub-
committee, created by the 1978 General
Assembly, meets monthly both during the
interim and during legislative sessions.

Atkins said he feels questions raised by
the review subcommittee are legitimate,

In other action, the committee passed
an amended version of a bill aimed at
reducing costs related to state use of
registered and certified mail.

Cost reduction would be achieved by
use of the cheaper certified mail rather
than registered when the material being
sent does not have intrinsic value, accor-
ding to Sen. Tom Easterly (D-Frankfort),
Senate Bill (SB) 11 sponsor.

Certified mail costs 80 cents and pro-
vides a receipt to the sender and a record
of delivery. Registered mail costs $3 and
gives added protecton for mail which has
value such as negotiable or non-
negotiable instruments, money or mer-
chandise.

In its original form, SB 11 would have
allowed use of the 80-cent certified mail
when the contents did not have intrinsic
value, It also removed mandatory re-
quirements that an additional mail ser-
vice, “‘return receipt requested,” be ob-
tained at an extra cost of 45 cents. In that
form $135,000 per year would have been
saved, Sen. Easterly said.

The bill was amended by committee to
retain the requirements for the 45-cent
“return receipt requested'’ for legal
notices so agencies could have a record at
their offices

Easterly had argued that receipts
should not be required in all cases since
agencies could still voluntarily get the ex-
tra mail service when necessary. Also,
the post offices retain a two-year record
of certified and registered mail delivery,
he said. _

In the amended form $80,000 per year
will be saved, he said

The bill was also amended to correct ils
title to reflect that it concerns agencies in
and out of state government and lo bring
one section in line with federal law as re-
quested by the supervisor of state postal
services Randall Mason.

The committee also reported out two
other bills:

—SB 56, which would make the center
for veterans' affairs an independent body
reporting to state Department for
Military Affairs rather than to the
Department for Human Resources. It is
co-sponsored by Sen. Easterly, Sen.
Nelson Allen (D-Bellefonte) and Sen. Joe
Prather (D-Vine Grove).

Ray A. Beyer, adjutant for the
American Legion of Kentucky, said the
present setup under DHR makes veterans
seeking benefits feel they are considered
“welfare recipients.”

—SB 65 with a committee amendment,
would allow purchase of equipment
replacement parts under $5,000 by the
state Bureau of Highways without bids
Before amendment, the bill would have
allowed purchases under $6,000.

The bill was introduced for the Interim

Joint Committee on Highways and Traffic
Safety by Sen. Allen and Sen. John Rose
(D-Winchester).

Herltage Comm1ssmn Planner

Many of the state’s earliest structures
stand abandoned or deteriorating in rural
areas or small towas, “These buildings
could be saved and the locality could be
helped through perservation,” said David
Morgan, a preservation planner for the
Kentucky Heritage Commission.

A program of preservation and
rehabilitation is the tool these towns and

The life, growth and redevelopment of
small towns and rural areas is a major
concern to preservationists in
agriculturally based states like Kentucky,
said Morgan. ““We want people to know
how to revitalize their rural communities,
and we're looking inlo ways (o help pro-
perty owners and county planners. The
quality of life in these areas is greatly im-
proved when existing housing is recycled,
important structures are rehabilitated for
use as community facilities and main
street districts are preserved.

AG Seeks Tougher
Corruption Penalty

. The attorney general's office is taking
steps to help prevent corruption in state
government.

Legislation giving the attorney general
the authorily to prosecute cases of corrup-
tion in state government while increasing
penalties for such crimes was introduced
in the Senate Jast week by Sen.. Mike
Moloney (D-Lexington).

That legislation would amend state law

. 50 the attorney general could prosecute

@ any person on the state payroll who
violates criminal and penal laws
“involving or in connection with state
funds, or the sale or transfer of goods or
services or Lo the commonwealth any of
its subdivisions.”

The amount specifically relates to
violations such as bribery or unlawful
compensation.

Moloney will also introduce a bill that

would make the crime of official miscon-
duct in the first degree—now a Class A
ymisdemeanor—a Class D felony
punishable by up to five years in prison
and a $5,000 fine. Official misconduet in
the firsl degree, as a felony would not be
affected by the statute of limitations, as it
is now.

With *‘conduct involving a misde-
meanor, or lesser crime., there is
presently a time limit of one year from
the time the alleged activily took place"
for an investigation to take place, said
Beshear.

. “Because of the serious nature of any
improper activity on the part of a public
official in violating the public trust,”
Beshear said, “'I feel that some revisions
of our laws are necessary to allow for the
prosecution of these cases."

“In my mind, and 1 believe in the minds
of the public, it is an extremely serious
crime to violate the public trust and to
misappropriate taxpayers' dollars,” he
added.

The proposed legislation will allow pro-
secution on such crimes brought in
Franklin County to be handled by the at-
torney general.

Beshear said there had been no
“approval or disapproval™ by the gover-
nor on the proposed legisiation. He said
his office had senl drafts of the bills to
Gov. John Y. Brown Jr.'s office.

Franklin Circuit Court proseculor Ray
Corns “‘not only agrees with this proposed
legislation but he has authorized me to
say he will actively support its passage,”
Beshear noted,

Sen. Moloney, who attended the press
conference, said the legislation prepared
by the attorney general's office “‘covers
every possible situlation that could
arise...] don't see how the legislature
could vote against il."’

Beshear said similar legislation (House
Bill 325) was introduced in the House on
Tuesday by Rep. Joe Clarke
(D-Danville), but maintained that his
legislative measures would give the at-
torney general's office sufficient authori-
ty.

Beshear noted that the legislation, if ap-
proved by the General Assembly and
signed by the governor, would only affect
cases brought after it becomes law.

Concerning another matter, Beshear
said state Auditor Dr. James Graham has
agreed lo provide the attorney general’s
office with one or more investigative
auditors for the atiorney general's in-
vestligation of the Revenue Department’s
sales and severance tax division.

Beshear said his office had been asked
by Revenue Commissioner Roberl
Allphin to investigate possible
“irregularities’' in that department.

Beshear said he will assign members of
his office to the investigation later today.

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Vehicle Title Law
Pondered For Ky.

It is time for Kcntucky to have a vehicle
title law, Transportation Secretary Frank
Metis said last week. ¥

“Citizens of the commonwealth deserve
the protection from theft, from illegal
sales of properly under lien and from
transfer errors that a titie law can pro-
vide,"' Metis said.

The Department of Transportation is
reviewing a number of proposals which
have been under study for some lime.
Metts said he expects to make recommen-
dations to the General Assembly soon.

Kentucky is said to be the only ene of 50
states that does not provide for its citizens
a document offering proof that the
original and successive owners have legal
title to vehicles in their possession, sub-
jeet to the claims of lien holders.

Metts said an acceptable title law must
provide for central issuance of titles, for
maintenance of a central lien file and for
retention of all significant documents un-
til evidence is finally provided that a lien
has been satisfied or a vehicle has been
junked,

In a mobile society where people
change residences freely and frequently
throughout the commonwealth and the
nation, it is increasingly necessary that
Kentucky have a single, widely-known
central point where questions about vehi-
cle titles can be answered, he said.

The central file should contain all sup-
porting documents, such as the vehicle's
certificate of origin and evidence of the
existence of any lien,

One of the principle reasons for having
a title law is the degree of protection it
provides automobile owners from becom-
ing victims of car-thief rings. A title law
eliminates the possibility of registering a
stolen vehicle under its own identification
number and makes substantial dif-
ficulties for establishing forged titles.

By reporting a car theft to the central
file, it is possible to prevent transfer of ti-
tle not only in Kentucky but on all similar
state indexes nationwide. A title law also
protects the purchaser from the risk of
buying a used vehicle with a lien on file,

Metts pointed out that a central opera-
tion, using computer capabilities, can
eliminate a common problem thal fre-
quently crops up when a vehicle is being
transferred—errors in identification
numbers that result from repeated retyp-
ing of registration documents. The
Bureau of Vehicle Regulation has
estimated as many as 25 percent of all
current vehicle registrations have incor-
rect numbers.

The title document that will come into
being with the title law is completely
separate from and has no relationship to
the annual registration of vehicles. All
motor vehicles will continue to require an-
nual registration and the issue or removal
of license plates.

Metts said, *‘This seems to be an idea
whose time has come. We believe there is

broead support in the General Assembly
for a title iaw. Concerned groups such as
police officers and automobile clubs will
support one. In fact, we expect to have en-
thusiastic backing of every Kentuckian
who ever had his car stolen."”

The latter, he said, would be a substan-
tial figure since auto thefts in the com-
monwealth run to about 10,000 units an-
nually.

Blind Students Get
Braille Textbooks

Because the Bruce Van Whys decided to
move to Lexington when they retired in
1963, several Kentucky school children
are gelting textbooks in Braille—books
which would not otherwise be available to
them.

“When it came time for me to retire, I
wanted to be active and to do something
which would help others,' said Mrs. Van
Why, who was a public health nurse. She
learned to write Braille—a system of
writing which blind people read by feeling
characters of raised dots.

In October 1964, she was able to
organize the Lexingion Braille Guild
Association. She began teaching other
volunteers how to write Braille—a skill
she said not everyone can master. “'It's
more than learning the letters of the
alphabet. There are many, many rules
which just have to be memorized. For ex-
ample, the letter ‘p’ used alone means
‘people.’ It takes aboul nine months to
learn the system, and then a new braillist
has to produce 35 sheets of Braille before
earning certification from the Library of
Congress," she explained.

There are now about 15 active members
in the group. Last year, they produced
more than 30,000 sheets of Braille, in
cluding textbooks for blind children in
Fayette and Garrard counties and in
Erlanger. ‘‘Most of our work is for public
school students,” Mrs. Van Why said.
“*However, we will transcribe for anyone
who needs this help.”” They have put
materials into Braille for the Library for
the Blind and Physically Handicapped in

Frankfort, for college students and other #

individuals.,

The Fayette County Board of Education
keeps a file of the originals for any book
which the guild transcribes for its
students. Ann Thompson, a teacher with
the Fayette schools, says al present they
have about 15 textbooks and 15 to 20
leisure library books on file. ““We’ll be
able to use some of the textbooks for a
kindergarten student we now have,"” she
said.

Part of the volunteer work done by the
guild is to make copies of the originals
stored by the Fayette schools, using
special plastic sheets and a specialized
machine which is stored in the Van Why
home. Any child needing the same book
would be able to get a copy by contacting
the guild, in care of Mrs. Van Why, 1820
Williamsburg Road, Lexington, Ky.

Increase Noted In

Children Immunized

The percentage of Kentucky children
who are immunized has increased over
last year, but some counties still are fail-
ing to meet the state's goal, according to
data released this week by the state
Department for Human Resources.

About 93 percent of the children enroll-
ed in Kentucky schools this year have had
all required immunizations, an increase
of nearly 10 percent over last year, said
Dr. C. Hernandez, director of the depart-
ment’s preventive services division. But
25 counties have not reported immuniza-
tions figures, he said. :

Under state law, school systems may
enroll only students with current im-
munization certificates, Hernandez said.
The stale can take legal action against
schools that don't comply, he said.

Hernandez said the state's two most
populated countjes, Jefferson and
Fayette, are among counties with the
highest rate of compliance,

Hernandez said that while “'significant
progress'’ has been made in protecting
school children, young people continue to
suffer avoidable illnesses.

Currently, state law requires that
students in kindergarten through grade
12 be immunized against five diseases:
diptheria, tetanus, polio, measles and
rubella (German measles). While they
are generally considered childhood
diseases, Hernandez said, none of them
should be considered a mild disease. For
example, complicalions sometime
develop in measle cases and the disease
occasionally is fatal, he said.

“Immunization is a classic example of
what health officials stress—preventive
medicine. There is no excuse for any child
not to be protected,"” Hernandez said.

Immunizations are available without
charge to all Kentuckians through their
local health departments.

As Educational Tool

An educational program designed to
show teachers and parenls ‘how a
newspaper can be utilized as an effective
teaching and learning tool has been ex-
panded to all schools in Kentucky and in
19 counties of southern Indiar by The
Courier-Journal and The Louisville
Times.

Free curriculum materials in the
Newspaper in Education program,
started in 1961 by the Louisville
newspapers as a public service, have
been sent to principals and librarians in
more than 2,000 schools in the two-state
area. The materials, including activity
cards for use in every subject area and at
every grade level, were wrillen by profes-
sional educators and published and
distributed by the newspapers.

Last year, the NIE program conducted
by the Louisville papers was declared the
best of its kind in the United States by
Editor and Publisher, the newspaper in-
dustry trade magazine.

Reta Broadway, a former teacher,
reading specialist and instructional coor-
dinator in the Jefferson county public
school system, has been named coor-
dinator of the program. For Lhe past two
years she has been a field representative
in the program,

In addition to basic curriculum activity
cards, other free materials offered to
educators include classroom displays,
filmstrips and specialized teaching cards
for students with learning difficulties and

for gifted students. A separate set of ac-
tivity cards has been developed for
substitute teachers, while a program call-
ed Parents Plus Papers gives parents
ideas for reinforcing the basic skills their
children are learning in school.

NEWSPLAY, an educational game
designed for teachers and parents, also is
offered free Times Wise,a weekly column
of reading and math activities for elemen-
tary and middle school students, appears
Mondays in the Louisville Times.

The Newspaper in Education program
is designed for use in the classroom or at
home with any newspaper.

Since the beginning of the school year
last fall, more than 1,000 teachers have
ordered specific sets of free material
from The Courier-Journal and The
Louisville Times. During the same time,
about 100,000 newspapers have been used
in classrooms in the two-state area.

Aired by Commission

Local Government reaction to seven
major issues to be addressed by the 1980
General Assembly was expressed lasl
week in resolutions from the Local
Government Statute Revision Commis-
sion

The commission consists of legislators,
representatives of city and county
government, and citizen members. It has

+ been meeting during the two-year inlerim

between legislative sesssions and has
drafted a number of bills that deal with ci-
ty and county governmenl operations

Although endorsing the district jail
system, the commission expressed con-
cern about the funding of this legislation

The commissiond also endorsed state
and federal assislance for emergency
medical services (EMS) bul opposed the
proposed requirement of 5 percent
budgetary expenditure by local govern
ments as discriminatory.

The resolution also proposes payment
of funds direcily to local governments
rather than through regional boards,
leaving locals with the option of operating
independently or as a regional unil,

Another concern is the proposed state
advisory commission which currently
calls for only two elected officials and two
consumers on a 15-member commission
The local government unit recommended
that any EMS commission have majority
of non-providers.

Endorsement was also given to Senale
Bill 103 which eliminates the requirement
for filed photographs of non-elected peace
officers.

On municipal pensions, the local
government resolution does not endorse
any prefiled bill, but rather recommends
only that uniformity of administration
and benefit struets of municipal pension
systems be required and governments be
given authority to create pension fund
“investment pools.”" It further requests
that a detailed study be made through a
group of affected officials and employee
representatives

On local road aid the commission said
local governments need more slate
money and that they should also have the
option to levy additional local road
maintenance taxes by local referendum
There was also concern over long-lerm
fiscal and administrative responsibility
for road maintenance,

Local government commission
members also had several recommenda-
tions regarding possible solid waste
legislation. They endorsed strong enforce-
ment of existing open dump and littering
regulations and asked for strong technical

assistance to local governments in
developing local systems.

They also asked that all state and
federal financial assistance be channeled
through local units but require a commit-
ment of local funds and adoption of cost
effective systems

In light of recent action by President
Carter endorsing the continuation of
revenue sharing, the commission voted to
endorse the immediate appointment of an
intergovernmental commission as re-
quired in the Carter proposal. Commis-
sion makeup should include represen
tatives from the General Assembly, state
executive branch, city and county of-
ficials and citizens al large

The commission recommended the
creation of such a commission regardless
of the outcome of the Carter proposal

Whether you're shoppingfor a new or an
older home, you should know that the cost
of healing and cooling houses of about the
same size and type can vary as much as
100 percent. And although some houses
can be improved to reduce energy bills,
some cannot.

Every new home today is equipped for
energy savings, right? Wrong, When you
shop for a new home, be sure to check out
energy features yourself or ask your
builder or seller,

Most important are proper levels of in-
sulation in the attic, as well as floors,
walls and basement. The R-value
(resistance to heat loss) should be at least
R-19.

Second, look at the caulking and
weather stripping around window and
door frames, and exterior cracks and
joints. The windows should be weather
stripped and adjusted so you can't rattle
them. Try to order storm windows and
doors or insulating glass and thermal
doors.

Check the heating system. In most
cases, electric resistance heat is more ex-
pensive than gas or oil. But a heat pump
for both heating and air-conditioning will
help if only electric heat is available.

If you get central air-conditioning, ask
the builder or seller if it has a high Energy
Efficiency Ratio. It should have an EER
of 8.0 or more. An air conditioner with an
EER of 9.0, for example, uses only two-
thirds as much energy as one with an
EER of 6.0. This could mean a savings of
$100 per year in a typical home in a warm
climate.

And, there are other features to look for
in checking the builder's concern for
energy conservation. For example, look
at the ducts and pipes. Are they in heated
space; or if not, are they tightly sealed
and insulated?

Check the insulation in the attic so there
are no holes or gaps, except around vents
and light fixtures.

The orientation of a house makes a dif-
ference too. A house with many windows
on the south, and few windows to the
north, east and west, will save you energy
dollars. And summer shading eases air
conditioning costs.

if you're buying an existing home, the
most important thing you can find out is
what the pasl energy costs have been.
Don’t buy a house until you have seen
energy bills for the entire past year, not
just for the heating or air-conditioning
season. You can get the bills from the
seller or directly from the utility com-
pany, upon written request from the
owner.

New Phone Service for
Allen, Martin, Wayland

Allen, Martin and Wayland telephone
users will soon be able to take advantage
of a new service being put into operation
by South Central Bell —dialing their own
special instruction calls.

“Beginning January 19, customers in
the above mentioned exchanges will be
able to dial their own person-to-person,
credit card, collect and bill-to-another-
number calls,” said Phill Scott, local
South Central Bell manager.

“With the new equipment our
operators will be using, you just dial zero
(instead of one), the proper area code, if
it is different from your own, and the
distant number you're calling, An
operator will come on the line to get the
necessary information,”” said Scott, ‘and
your number is automatically noted for
billing."

“We think customers will like this
change,” said Scott. “Zero-Plus dialing
is a convenient way to place a long-
distance call when operator service is
needed. However, station-to-station
direct-dialed calling (one-plus) is still the
most economical way to call long
distance.”

OSM Awards Contract
To Curb Flood Threat
To Pike County Homes

The Interior Department’s Office of
Surface Mining (OSM) has awarded a
$13,000 contract to Mountain Landscap-
ing, Pikeville, to alleviate a flood threat to
two Pike county homes.

The company was expected to begin
work immediately, weather conditions
permitting, said David C. Short, OSM's
Regional Director in Knoxville, Ten-
nessee.

The work will include removing slide
material from around the mobile home of
A.D. Sturgill and a nearly completed new
home of Mrs. Bette Galliher, in Turn Hole
Hollow about five miles south of Pikeville,
and restoring the channel of a stream.

Mudslides and heavy sedimentation
from the same abandoned strip mine
operalions previously destroyed a nearby
frame home of Sturgill's and heavily
damaged another home,

Funds for the work will come from the
federal share of reclamation fees on cur-
rent coal production for reclaiming aban-
doned mine lands under the Surface Min-
ing Control and Reclamation Act of 1977,

Palmore Says New System
Has Weathered the Storm

Kentucky Supreme Court Chief Justice
John 8. Palmore in his 'state of the
judiciary™ address last Thursday com-
pared the transfer from the old court
system to the new unified judicial system
to the launching of a great sea vessel.

“It has weathered a stormy sea,” he
told a joint session of the House and
Senate. “*Now we should address what can
be done o make her more efficient."

Palmore said there are 114 district
judges although 134 were requested when
the new judicial system was established.
He asked the legislature for 22 additional
district judges,

In 1978 the average caseload was 5,000
per judge, he said. The greatest overload
oceurred in Franklin county, according to
Palmore, where one judge handled 7,800
cases. 3

Circuit courts are staffed with 87
judges. He requested additional judges
for four circuits.

Palmore said domestic relations com-
missioners who do judicial work for an

‘elected judge on a part-time fee basis is

unsound and should gradually be phased
out of existence through attrition.

He recognized no need for additional
judges in appellate courts unless the
workload changes because of new legisla-
tion.

Palmore then asked the legislators why
civil or non-criminal cases take months or
years of time, worry, expense and
frustration. He requested the Judicial
Council to begin a thorough analysis of the
processes of civil lawsuits.

He said he is convinced one cause is the
over-abundance of procedural detail,
some of which could be eliminated. The
second reason, he said, is “‘we don't have
enough judges—never have had, never
will have, and the loser is the public."

Palmore recognized that the friction
which existed between the court of justice
and a number of county judge-executives
is no longer a serious problem.

He praised the court facilities bill
enacted by the 1978 General Assembly as
the salvation of that problem. He pointed
out, however, that inflation has eroded
that plan and mentioned an amendment
to the act which has been introduced as
Senate Bill 104.

The bill gives a measure of relief from
interesl rates to local governments that
borrow money to provide court facilities.

Palmore praised the abolition of the
professional bail bond system as the
grealest and most progressive improve-
ment ever made by any legislative body
in the eriminal justice field, It is the envy
of every other state in the union, he said.
They are looking inlo our pretrial release
program which has replaced the bail bond
system.

He recognized an effort of continuing

education on the part of judges and clerks =

to improve their performance.

Palmore then painted a clear picture of
the effect of inflation on judges’ salaries
and the judicial retirement system.

He pleaded the case for the district
judges whose salaries, he said, has been
eroded by inflation.
