gAlso included in these plans is cons-

ction on Sizemore Mountain of a

bilateral loop which would, in event of
a system breakdown on either of the
Beaver Creeks, Left or Right, assure
water service from the other.

The third filter at the water system
plant at Allen also will be activitated,
Martin said. This, he added, is con-
sidered a necessity if a supply suffi-
cient for new line extensions is to be
maintained.

Beaver Elkhorn negotiated a con-
tract July 11 with Kennoy Engineers,
Huntington, W. Va., to make a
feasibility study to determine if
sewage from Allen should be pumped
into the Prestonsburg sewer system or
go into the future Beaver Valley
system. This study, Martin said, will
complete Phase I of the plan for a
sewage system fo cover the area serv-
ed by Beaver Elkhorn.

Women Appeal

Recent Layoff
At Center Here

.Five of six women laid off by the
Department for Human Resources
here in June filed an appeal Monday
with the state Personnel Department,
Employees of the Big Sandy Area
Detention Center, the women were laid
off when the girls’ unit of the juvenile
detention facility was closed as a
budget-trimming measure.

Filing the appeal this week were

artha Hicks, who had been employed

& a juvenile counselor at the facility,
and four former juvenile treatment of-
ficers, Helen Jarrell, Phyllis Gilliland,
Bonnie Blair, and Emily Layne. The
sixth woman, Elizabeth Slone, who was
also laid off as a juvenile treatment of-
ficer, did not appeal.

According to Gene Taylor, an at-
torney with the Department for Human
Resources, the women are claiming
sex discrimination, in that positions for
six male supervisors al the facility

;ere retained while the women's posi-

ons were terminated. The women
claim their training and respon-
sibilities were equivalent to those of
the men employees.

While the women are said to have
shared supervisory responsibility for
male youths detained here—on
average, 80 percenl of the facility's
population—they had a particular
responsibility for the female detainees,
in that departmental policy provides

at male supervisors be accompanied

y a woman in any dealings with the
girls, according to Harold Vanderhoof,
assistant director for residential ser-
vices in the department’s eastern
region.

According to the department's per-
ﬁonnel policies, the order in which
;employees are laid off is determined
by five factors, including qualifica-
tions, Lype of appointment, conduct,
performance ratings, and seniority.

%Performance" is possibly a suffi-

ently broad criterion to justify laying
off the women in an instance such as
this, Taylor opined this week.

Two Killed, Three Injured
In US 23 Wreck Near Here

Two died near here late last Wednes-
day night in a two-car collision and
three others were injured, one critical-
ly.

Dead at the scene of the crash were
16-year-old Melvin Terry Click, of the
Goble-Roberts Addition here, and Mrs,
Mary Goble, 48, wife of Ted Goble, of
Stratton Branch, near here.

Steve Goble, 11, nephew of Mrs. Go-
ble, was critically injured and was
flown by helicopter to Cabell-
Huntington Hospital, Huntington, W.
Va. His brother, Jerry, 13, suffered a
broken leg. Ruby Jean Fraley, driver
of the car in which her sister, Mrs. Go-
ble, and the two boys were passengers,
also sustained a fractured leg. The in-
jured boys are nephews of Mrs. Goble
and Miss Fraley.

Occupants of both cars were pinned
in the wreckage and were extricated
only through the use of the Floyd Coun-
ty Emergency & Rescue Squad's
“Jaws of Life."”

The wreck occurred a short distance
north of the curve at the former Vance
Volkswagen building, near here. State
Trooper Ernie Dudleson, who in-
vestigated the tragedy, said it was in-
dicated that Click, driving north and
alone, left the road and lost control
when he cut back onto the highway. He
apparently applied the brakes, and his
car skidded, broadside, down the road-
way in the lane of the oncoming vehicle
driven by Mrs. Fraley.

Mrs. Goble was a daughter of Mrs.
Lyda Spradlin Fraley, of Stratton
Branch, and the late Wash Fraley. She
was employed by the Jenny Wiley Rest
Home and was a member of the Free

Bridge Construction
At Tram, Certainty

The Tram bridge project is alive and
well.

And the
Prater Creek road is scheduled for
blacktopping aiso. That is the report
this week from Magistrate Hershel
Hamilton, of Beaver, who represents
the fourth magisterial district on the
Floyd fiscal court.

Hamilton has been frequently
targeted for criticism by residents in
that section of the county unhappy
about the deterioration of their roads
and most recently by Tram residents
fearing that the proposed bridge across
the Big Sandy there was being scuttled

burg lost his life last Wednesday night. The tragedy, which occurred on U.S. 23, a few miles
north of here, also claimed the life of Mrs. Mary Goble, 48, of Stratton Branch, passenger in

for want of vigorous support by county
authorities.

Hamilton said this week that officials
at the Pikeville district office of the
Bureau of Highways had assured him
that preliminary design work for the
Tram bridge is complete and thal a
construction contract is due to be let in
October.

Following a meeting with Transpor-
tation Commissioner Frank R. Mells
Monday, concerning the proposed
straightening and widening of the Mud
Creek road, the magistrate said of-
ficials of the department had agreed to
meet with local residents at 9 a.m. to-
day (Wednesday) at the mouth of
Branhams Creek.

The paving of 2.75 miles of the Little
Mud road is due to begin this week,
Hamilton added, and the Prater Creek
road is due to be repaired in 60 days.

Mark McDaniel, as assistant to
Metts, confirmed yesterday (Tuesday)
that design work on the Tram bridge is
complete, but estimates of an October
construction date amount only to “an
engineer's guess,"" he said.

Funds are presently being sought for
securing rights-of-way for the project
and, when that phase is completed, fur-
ther funds will be necessary for the
relocation of utilities, McDaniel said,
Only then will the project enter the con-
struction phase.

“The project is definitely 'go.' There
is no question about that,” said
MecDaniel. “The only guestion now is
about the availability of funds."

While money is *“‘tight,' however, the
funds needed for the project are not
among those “‘frozen’ by the state, the
official said. *“The project is being ad-
vanced as fast as possible, The bridge
will definitely be built,"” he asserted.

Paving of the Liltle Mud road awaits
only the correction of some drainage
problems there and should begin
within the next two or three weeks, he
said.

One question pending on the Mud
Creek road improvement is whether it
can be defined as a reconstruction pro-
ject and so qualily for recently-
authorized bond menies, Mc Daniel
said.

More Than Mere Digging

With the nation apparently committed to dependence upon
coal to meet future fuel needs, prospects for coal-mining are

bright.

But what of Eastern Kentucky, from which a sizeable
chunk of coal production will come? Unless there is a change
in planning, those plants for the synthesis of coal into
gasoline and oil will be located far away. The lone Eastern
Kentucky plant for production of fuel from coal is located at
Catlettsburg, and it is only a pilot plant, too small to con-
tribute fuel in quantity and so not expected to be a permanent
part of the production plan. Most other Kentucky plants are
planned for Western Kentucky, none nearer this Eastern
Kentucky center or production than plants in Central or

Northern Kentucky.

So it is that a rewriting of an old story appears to be on the
board: the raw materials produced in Eastern Kentucky, to
be shipped elsewhere, processed far away and sold back to
Eastern Kentucky as a finished product.

What chance has Eastern Kentucky of attaining the in-
dustrial diversity that economists prate about, as long as this

policy prevails?

In Pike county, where there is no lack of derring-do on the
part of its leaders, they have begun construction of their own
coal gasification plant. That venture now is stalled because

of a cost overrun.

But that is no reason for it to be a victim of inflation. The
federal government is committed to spending billions to con-
vert coal into the oil and gas on which the nation’s future
heavily depends. Enough of those millions to see that the
Pike county project is completed and operating should be

made available.

It doesn’t make sense to tax the capacities of Kentucky
roads and railroads to transport Eastern Kentucky coal to
Western Kentucky or elsewhere for conversion. Not all of it,

at any rate.

Eastern Kentucky has another route to go in the use of its
own coal, and that was suggested long ago by Harry Caudill,
Whitesburg attorney-author. Mr. Caudill suggested that the
coal produced here be burned in power plants and its by-
product, electric power, be ‘“‘shipped’ outside via power

lines.

Coal-burning power plants for Eastern Kentucky—all with
“scrubbers’ or whatever protection against air-pollution
that is needed—should also be in the national program
designed to make the country independent of foreign oil.

Whatever means is used, Eastern Kentucky needs par-
ticipation that is something more than mere digging.

$70,550 Grant
Made to Martin

A state grant of $70,850 has been
awarded to the town of Martin for
repair costs of sewage facilities
damaged by floods in 1977 and 1978,
Jackie Swigart, secretary of the state
Department for Natural Resources
and Environmental Protection, an-
nounced last week.

She said the total project cost is
$98,400, with the remaining funds to
come from local sources.

Officials in the department’s Divi-
sion of Water Resources said the pro-
ject includes repairing five sewage lift
stations and replacing a sewer line.
Division spokesman Ed Cottrell said
the renovated stations and the new line
are designed to resist damage in future
floods.

Completion of the repairs and in-
stallation of the new line will put an end
to the dumping of raw sewage in
Beaver Creek at Martin, Cottrell add-
ed, and will result in improved water
quality in the stream. The dumping of
sewage into the stream began in
December, 1978 and has been a source
of concern to the department, Cottrell
added.

Cottrell said design work for the pro-
Ject has been completed and the
repairs are expected to be finished by
late fall or early spring.

Woman’s Terms
On Guilty Plea

Are Probated

Ruby Jordan, a 26-year-old Blaine
woman, pleaded guilty in circuit court
here last week to four counts of
possessing a forged instrument,
receiving a probated sentence of one
year on each count.

An indictment returned by a grand
jury here last November accused the
woman of possessing forged
checks—one payable Lo herself, in the
amount of $7820, written on Edward
Lee Hall; a second payable to herself,
for $3625.20, signed by Benjamin Hor-
tin; a third, also payable to herself, for
$8000, signed Nancy Jo Perry; and a
fourth, payable to the Johnson County
Journal, for $8324.56, signed Lonnie
Williamson.

In urging the court to probate the
sentence, according to an arrangement
previously negotiatled with Assistant
Commonwealth's Attorney R. Donald
Goble, defense attorney Gary Johnson
noted that a psychiatric report in-
dicated the woman suffered from a
mental illness at the time of the erime
“sufficient to perhaps cause some
judgment deficit" although “‘not suffi-
cient that she would nol know the
eriminality of her conduct."

Johnson also noted that his client had
had *‘suicidal thoughts because of the
loss of an infant child;" that she had
since remarried, had “straightened
out her life,"” and had been successfully
treated for her mental condition; that
this was her first offence; and that she
had subsequently assisted police in
“several crucial criminal prosecu-
tions.""

Jordan was reportedly instrumental
in resolving the kidnap-murder case of
Paintsville motel clerk James Leonard
Wells, in which James A. King and his
brother, David, subsequently pleaded
guilty and received prison sentences,

Circuit Judge Hollie Conley agreed
to step down this week in the case in
which Prestonsburg CPA Oliver Wen-
don Luginbhyl is accused of theft and
forgery. A special judge will be asked
to hear the case.

Defense attorneys had requested the
judge to disqualify himself in view of
the fact that he had previously stepped
down in a case involving Lawton Ray
Allen, the complaining witness in this
case and a former business associate
of Luginbhyl's.

According to a January, 1978, grand
jury indic tment, Luginbhyl is accused
of transferring funds from Allen's ac-
count to his own without authorization
and of unlawfully altering a contract
between the two men.

The defendant has asked to be tried
before a judge alone, rather than by a
jury, in view of the *‘complicated
business and legal nature of the case."”

VA Answers Vets’
Common Questions

Q@—Under what conditions can a
veteran’s home loan entitlement be
restored after he or she has used it?

A—When the property on which
the loan is made is disposed of and the
loan is paid in full, entitlement may be
restored. Also, a veteran with suffi-
cient entitlement may assume your
loan and substitute his or her entitle-
ment for yours.

Q—Would an election to receive the
VA improved pension, under Public
Law 95-588, be advantageous for a win-
dow without children and without in-
come?

A—Advantages under the improved
pension program probably would de-
pend on the widow’s age and possible
entitlement to widow's benefits from
social security. However, if she is not
entitled to social security as a widow
and expects no increased income in the
near future, election of the improved
program may be advantageous. Phone
or visit your nearest VA regional office
for full particulars.

Q—Do I have to make a downpay-
ment on a Veterans Administration
guaranteed home loan.?

A—VA does not require a downpay-
ment on loans it guarantees for
veterans if the sales price of the pro-
perty is not more than its appraised
value. However, the lender may re-
guire a downpayment.

Tour Commercial Apple Orchards

Thirty-seven Floyd and Johnson county apple growers attended the recent'’
commercial apple orchards tour sponsored by the Johnson County Exten-
sion Service. Four University of Kentucky Extension Specialists discussed
weed control, insect and disease control. Two of the common insect pro-
blems noticed were Japanese beetles and red mites. Red mites build up dur-
ing hot weather after sprays of Sevin are used to control Japanese beetles.
Sprays of Kelthane 10 days apart will take care of the mite problem which
causes the apple leaves to have a bronze appearance.

Two of the most common diseases noticed were cedar-apple rust and black
rot. Cedar and apple trees serve as host for one another. Cedar trees within a
three-mile radius will cause the disease. Early application of a fungicide
during pre-pink will help control the infection which appears on the leaves as
a yellow to orange circle which causes leaves to drop off. Black rot is a
fungus which causes the leaves to have brown spots and apples to rot around
the calyx end. Pruning off dead limbs and good fungicide spray and phala-

. tion in summer months will help control this disease,

For the back yard gardeners apple scab and disease resistant trees will
help in not having to worry about spraying. Two good varielies are Prima
and Priscilla.

Tips on How To Beat the Heat

As temperatures continue to reach 80
degrees and above throughoul Ken-
tucky, state agencies are concen-
trating on special information to help
citizens “beat the heat.”

The Department for Human
Resources is particularly concerned
with early identification of heal ex-
haustion and heat stroke and actions to
be taken in eachpof thesé instances,

This department is also placing em-
phasis on the elderly. ‘

In Barren River Area Development
District, a department social worker's
pleas for fans for the elderly brought
quick action from the district.

An air-conditioned senior nulrition
site in each of the district’s 10 counties
has been designated a 24-hour shelter
for older persons who can’t keep cool
as the mercury climbs. “We don't have
money to buy fans or air conditioners,”’
Bill Guthrie, director of Barren River
ADD, said, ""but we can open our senior
centers."

Local Civil Defense crews will help
man the centers to keep them open 24
hours a day. Nearby Fort Campbell is
loaning the district 75 to 100 cots to set
up in the centers, Red Cross personnel
are assisting with transportation. The
local comprehensive care center is ac-
cepling calls on its 24-hour help line
from older Kentuckians to take the
following precautions:

—Ask someone to check on you daily
with a phone call or visil.

—If you have air conditioning and
know of someone whose home doesn't
have air conditioning, invite them in to
cool off.

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Regional Hospitals,
RNs Sign Contract

Following negotiations that were ex-
tended past the June 30 deadline, Ap-
palachian Regional Hospitals and the
Kentucky and West Virginia Nurses
Associations which represent
registered nurses at four ARH
hospitals, have reached agreement on
a new two-year contract, effective July
Xic

The announcement was made last
week by Pat Tanner, chief negotiator
for the associations, and Ron Vance,,
for the hospital system, -

Registered nurses at Hazard ARH
and South Williamson ARH in Ken-
tucky, and at Beckley and Man in West
Virginia are covered by the contract.

The new contract expands ceverage
of medical benefits, increases shift dif-
ferential pay and establishes a new
wage structure for R.N.’s. Effective
July 1, the minimum salary for
registered nurses is $13,600 per year.
The agreement also calls for additional
salary increases, effective March 1,
1981, July 1, 1981 and March 1, 1982,

problems or diabetes should contact a
physician for special instructions dur-
ing hot weather,

Disaster and Emergency Services is
also sending out some warnings to all
Kentuckians about the dangers of the
high heat.

These officials warn that all age
groups can be affected by dehydration,
overweight, alcoholic excess or lack of
sleep.

Dehydration can be fatal, the of-
ficials warn. A loss of two quarts of
body fluid decreases efficiency by 25
percent and a loss of fluid equal to 15
percent of body weight is usually fatal.
Thirst is not an adequate warning of
dehydration as the sensation may not
be felt until there is a body deficil of
one to two quarts of water.

Disaster officials recommend drink-
ing small quantities of water often
rather than large quantities occa-
sionally.

A general collapse of the body’s cool-
ing system will lead to heal stroke,
which is potentially fatal. If a person
expends more calories than they take
in, they can be prone to heat illnesses,
the officials warn. Since most persons
lose their desire for food in very hot
weather they must be encouraged to
eat. The heavier meal of the day should
be scheduled for the cooler hours,

High heat for a long period of time is
not only fatiguing and dangerous to
people but also to their vehicles.

Disaster and Emergency Services
officials offer some advice when
traveling in hot weather.

Vehicle cooling and lubrication are
interdependent, and malfunction of one
will rapidly placethe other under
severe strain.

All engines are prone to overheal to’
some degree. This can lead to ex-
cessive wear and ultimately leaking oil
seals in the power packs.

Cooling hoses should be kept tight. A
drip a second is seven gallons in 24
hours.

Batteries will not hold their charge
efficiently in intense heai. Batteries
should be kept full but not overfilled,

Vapor locks occur many times in this
type weather when gasoline vaporizes
in the fuel line. The only remedy for
this problem is to cool off the line.

Persons should use common sense
and travel only when necessary. Trips
should be planned for the early morn-
ing or later afternoon.

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Protect Your Family From Fire

By Iris Rosenberg

Could your family survive a fire in
ur home? This year, friends and
latives of nearly seven thousand

families will sadly discover the
answer is “no.” More than half of
the twelve thousand fatalities from
fire will die in their homes. Another
three hundred thousand people will
survive with injuries. The cost of fire
will approach 11.4 billion dollars.

What should you know about fire

otection? What are some of the

st common fire hazards? How
can you defend yourself against
them?

Carelessness causes much of the
problem; more than half of the home
fires in the United States result from
careless smoking. Fires originate in
bedding or upholstery nearly 50
percent of the time. Half of all home
fires start in the bedroom or the

&ing room, and 35 percent of all
Bme fires begin in basements,
utility rooms, and kitchens. Perhaps
most frightening of all, most fatal
home fires start at night, while
people sleep.

Fire detection and prevention
begin with these facts: three out of
four fires begin slowly, with smolder-
ing and smoke. Most fire deaths
result from inhaling smoke and

isonous gases, before there is
exposure to flames.

All fires pass through four phases
in their development. At first,
carbon monoxide and poisonous
gases are given off, in a largely
invisible or “incipient” phase. Then
a combination of visible and invisible
smoke is released, capable of
asphyxiating people. Flames don't
appear until the third phase, and
gmil}- a period of *“high heat”

curs, when all living things can
instantly perish.

Flames are recognized as danger-
ous, but smoke is thought of as
merely threatening, giving advance
warning of developing fire. In
reality, snioke creates panic, and can
be the most dangerous element in a
fire, with its blinding and irritating
qaliiies. and its serious impact on

¢ respiratory system.

Begin at Home

Preventing fires at home begins
with precautionary measures, and
lots of them. To begin with, large
fire-proof ash-trays should be placed
in every room and kept clean.
Matches, cigarettes, cigars, pipes,
and tobaccoes should be thoroughly

ut out.

Electrical circuits are dangerous
when overloaded; they frequently
cause fuses to blow out. Avoid using
extension cords and plugs, especially
ones with multiple sprockets.
Fifteen-ampere fuses on lighting
circuits are preferable.

Storage areas should be kept
rubbish-free, and oily rags or old
papers should be removed. An oily

p is best kept in a metal
coOntainer, and stored in a safe and
well-ventilated space. Ashes are also
best stored in metal receptacles
without holes.

Each room in a house has its own
special requirements. For the kit-
chen, begin with the stove: nothing
should be stored above it. To prevent
burns, pot handles should be turned
ta keep children from pulling them

m. Tight sleeves worn while
vooking won't catch fire as easily as
loose ones. Curtains in the kitchen
should be fire-proof.

In the living room, search out all
lit cigarettes and extinguish them
before going to bed. The chimney
should be checked and cleaned
regularly; a fireplace screen made of
metal 1s best. All lighters and

tches should be kept away from
Children, and electrical outlets
should be covered to keep small
fingers away. Maintaining air space
around the television and the stereo
prevents over-heating. Space heaters
should be kept isolated from people
and combustibles.

Fire Resistant Construction
In buying and building houses, fire
sistant construction should be
Wught or planned for. Two exits for
each room should be available, with
windows low enough to serve as
exits. Chimneys should be approved
by the Underwriter's Laboratory,
and fire stopping should be properly
in place where sections of the attic
and the cellar are left unfinished. Al
gas or oil-fired utilities should be
looked at yearly by a trained
*airman, Rural home-owners must
altend to threats from grass fires and
burning trees, and danger from
ightning in exposed locations.
~ Keeping the lawn mowed and
cutting off dead tree branches are
essential; equipping the roof with
terminals which are connected to
adequate conductors and grounds is
important. In addition, the electrical
. nds for telephones, televisions,
electricity must be connected to
e

lightning ground, and arresters
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installed on antennae as well. Sheet
metal duct work and iron floor
beams must also connect with the
lightning ground conductor.

Even with satisfactory precautions in
effect, fire is still a possibility. Fire
claims its victims mainly among
children and the elderly. Their
particular needs must be planned
for when escape plans are
created.

Hold fire drills, and teach children
how to escape through windows.

By keeping bedroom doors closed,
death by asphyxiation is minimized.
Since hot gases rise, upper bedrooms
are particularly vulnerable. Doors
should not be opened when the knobs
are hot. All family members should
know where to go once outside.
Trapped people shouldn’t hide, but
stand near a window.

Nobody should return to a
burning building! The fire depart-
ment telephone number should be
memorized or kept handy; fire alarm
boxes should be located. People who
catch fire can put themselves out by
dropping to the ground and rolling
back and forth until the fire is
extinguished.

Detectors—How
Which Kind?

Many?

In addition to these contingency
plans, smoke detectors can be
installed, and houses may be

equipped with fire extinguishers and
escape ladders. Because fires become

noticeable only well into their
development, smoke detectors
provide an earlier warning and

thereby reduce the obstacles to
escape. Placed high on a wall or on
the ceiling, they activate before
smoke engulfs a room. A loud alarm
sounds to warn people. By contrast,
heat sensors take precious minutes
more to register the presence of
fire.

Although smoke detectors have
existed for a long time, they were
primarily confined to industrial use
until a few years ago. Recently
however, their production for homes
has become more common, with
some gquestion over which serve
best.

Smoke detectors come in two
kinds: ionization units and pho-
toelectric models. lonization units
respond to smoke when small
americium particles create an elec-
tric conductivity in the air. Smoke
entering the ionization chamber
disturbs the electric current, and
trips the alarm.

Photoelectric units contain a light
bulb and a photocell. Smoke enter-
ing its chamber causes the pho-
toelectric unit to respond when light
from the bulb reflects off the smoke
particles and hits the photocell. This
sounds the alarm.

The Americium oxide in ioniza-
tion units is radioactive, and has
been charged with causing cancer.
Its presence raised objections from
Ralph Nader and others, but the
emission is less than what is
commonly found in watches with
radium dials. The choice to be made
between the two types of smoke
detectors turns on other qualities.

lonization units react most quick-
ly to bright fires which flare with
little or no smoke, while photoelec-
tric models respond best to smolder-
ing smoky fires. But both provide
sufficiently greater protection than
using nothing, and some suggest
using both. Each costs about sixty
dollars. Both come powered either
by batteries or house current, with
neither option presenting significant
drawbacks.

Fire extinguishers should be
purchased with a view to what kinds
of fires are likely in the home. There
are extinguishers which work effec-
tively on Class A, B, or C fires. Class
A fires involving wood, grass, papers,
elc., require water or a cooling
agent. Class B fires with gas, oils,
greases, and liquids, need to be
smothered in foam, powder, or an
inert gas like carbon dioxide. Class
C fires in live electrical equipment
call for a non-conducting extin-
guisher with dry powder, or carbon
dioxide.

Even as the cable TV company plans
an ambi.ious expansion here, Tel-Com,
Inc., of Harold, came under fire again
this week from customers unhappy
with TV reception and service.

Since
Tel-Com took over the system several
months ago from Hamilton Cablevi-
sion, which had itself drawn criticism
for the quality of its service, service
has not improved for some subscribers
and may even have deteriorated, the
pelitioners said.

To Make Refunds
On Litter Tax

Commissioner of Revenue Robert
Allphin announced today the Depart-
ment of Revenue has begun notifying
elgible businesses that payments made
by them under the Litter Control Act
will be refunded.

The Kentucky Supreme Court
recently declared the Litter Tax un-
constitutional. Commissioner Allphin
said nearly $2 million was collected
from Kentucky businesses during the
period the law was in force. The 1978
General Assembly enacted the litter
assessment, making it effective in
June of that year, The Supreme Court
decision invalidating it was handed
down on May 14.

Allphin said the Department of
Revenue is making the refund notifica-
tions based on its files. Applications for
refunds are not necessary except in the
case of those taxpayers who remitted
less than $1, he added.

Extension Service Notes

REWORK OLD STRAWBERRY BEDS

The key to a good strawberry crop is
mid-summer care. Now is the time to
renovate and rebuild the strawberry
patch for good production and large,
high-quality berries. Renovation at
this time includes mowing off old
leaves, thinning plants, fertilizing and
weeding. Renovafion should be done
after the plants have finished fruiting.

Before renewing a bed of strawber-
ries, decide if it is really worthwhile. If
a lot of problems exist, such as poor
production, disease, heavy grass and
weed infestation, it may be better to
dig out the entire planting and start
with new, clean plants early next spr-
ing.

An old bed may sometimes contain
vigorous plants that do not fruit, or por-
duce only small berries. This
sometimes happens when seeds from
rotten berries left in the bed germinate
to produce young plants that are not
productive. These young plants grow
rapidly and often produce runners
freely, so you have many plants of the
same poor quality.

Non-productive plants crowd out
more productive plants. If a bed is
predominantly made up of such plants
it should be dug up. When selecting
plants for a new bed or reworking, try
to select parent plants or runners from
plants known to be good producers.

If the plants in the bed have been
fairly heavily infected with leaf spot,
mow off these old leaves before
renovation is begun. The mower blade
should be set high so that the main
growing point or crown of each plant is
not injured. If leaf problems aren't ap-

parent, this step is not essential, The
infected leaves which have been mow-
ed off should be removed and
destroyed.

Thinning is also an important part of
strawberry renewal. Young plants pro-
duce the most and the largest berries.
Narrow the rows by cultivating out un-
wanted plants at this time. A healthy
band of plants 6 to 10 inches wide pro-
vides abundant runner plants that will
develop in the space next to them.
Vigorous runner plants produce the
main portion of the crop next year.
Normally, about 30 inches should be
kept open between these bands of old
plants.

In a fairly new planting that is only
one or two years old, clean out only
enough runners to keep the planting
from becoming too dense. This means
thinning now and again in early August
to maintain about five to seven plants
per square foot,

If soil has relatively good terulity,
only a nitrogen fertilizer is necessary
at renewal time, Use about one pound
of ammonium nitrate per 100 feet of
row. A garden fertilizer, such as a
10-10-10, might be used if soil is known
to have an overall low fertility. From 3
to 5 pounds per 100 feet of row might be
necessary. Apply fertilizer before the
rows are thinned and worked over. In
this way the fertilizer will be worked
into the soil and extra tillage is un-
necessary.

Fertilize again in September just as
flower buds for next! year's crop are
developing. Use 1 to 2 pounds of am-
monium nitrate per 100 feet of row. Be
sure to brush fertilizer granules off the
leaves to avoid plant injury and water
the plants well following fertilizer ap-
plication,

Workmen’s
Comp Rates
Are Reduced

Employers in Kentucky will pay
lower insurance premiums for
workers' compensalion coverage
under rate reductions ordered last
Tuesday by state Insurance Depart-
ment Commissioner Daniel Briscoe.

Rate reductions for workers’' com-
pensation insurance were mandated
under new legislation supported by
Gov. John Y. Brown, Jr.

Commissioner Briscoe announced he
has ordered into effect an overall 29.7
percent reduction in industrial
workers' compensation insurance
rates. Simullaneously, Briscoe ordered
a 27 percenl decrease in insurance
rates paid by coal mine employers.

Reduction of workers’ compensation
premiums by at least an average 27
percent for one year was mandated by
House Bill 532, passed during the 1980
General Assembly session. HB 53218 a
wholesale revision of Kentucky's
workers' compensation law. It also in-
creases weekly benefits for workers in-
jured after July 15 and places a
425-week cap on payments made to
partially disabled workers

The one-year reductions should
result in an estimated $68 million sav-
ings for non-coal industry employers
and $14 million for coal industry
employers, according to figures
recently released by Gov. Brown's of-
fice.

Savings by coal industries will be
less than non-coal industries since coal
industries will be effected by a
separate rate filing based on a federal
law pertaining to black lung. HB 532
couldn't reduce possible increases
under the new federal law. The
Federal Black Lung Benefits Reform
Acl of 1977 was passed by Congress
and, therefore, is outside the state
legislature’s jurisdiction.

Public hearings will be held in
September on the third rate [iling. Also
hearings will be held on the two filings
already approved, and the rates may
be reduced even further

New Property Tax Policy
Sees Drop in Compliance

“Property has its duties as well as its
rights,"” mused British statesman
Thomas Drummond more than 150
years ago.

Happily or unhappily, every modern
day property owner knows this old
maxim still holds true and also knows
one of those duties is properly tax.

Property tax dates back to colonial
times and was one of the first taxes
levied in the Bluegrass State. For
many years properly tax was the
primary source of local government
revenue in Kentucky.

Property taxes are levied on
realty—such as land; tangible per-
sonal property—motor vehicles for ex-
ample; or intangible personal proper-
ty—like stocks and bonds. Certain pro-
perties are taxed for state purposes on-
ly, others are subject to local taxation
only, but most are subject to both.

The tax collection process moves
along a framework established by the
Kentucky property tax calendar. In tax
year 1980, this calendar will remain the
same as in past years. Then in 1981 new
laws passed by the General Assembly
will take effect resulting in calendar
changes.

Basically, the present property tax
calendar is as follows:

—Shortly before Jan. 1, the property
valuation administrator in each county
begins to publicize the assessment
period. The PVA is a locally elected of-
ficial who is directly supervised by the
state Department of Revenue,

—From Jan. 1 to March 1, all owners
or persons with an interest in taxable
property must file a tax return with the
PVA listing real and personal proper-
ty and their fair cash value. The pro-
perty valuation administrator then
assesses the property and assigns a
fair cash value to it.

The PVA must assess all property at
its fair market cash value, uniformly
and equally among all taxpayers.
Before 1965 assessments had been
made at a fraction of the fair market
value. In a 1966 case, the Court of Ap-
peals ruled that the state constitutional
requirement for assessment at 100 per-
cent of value still holds and theoretical-
ly ended that practice.

—After the completion of the assess-
ment period, the PVA prepares a tax
roll. The PVA Is required to submit to
the department a recap containing real
estale values by classes (farm,
residential, commercial) before the
first Monday in May.

—Beginning with the first Monday in
June the public has five days to inspect
the tax roll. If a taxpayer is dissatisfied
with the PVA’s assessment of his pro-
perty, he may file a writlten appeal
with the county clerk during the week
of inspection seeking to appear before
the Board of Assessment Appeals
which meets the second week in June.

—When the PVA has completed his
changes and corrections on the tax roll,
he submits a recapitulation or sum-

‘mary of the tax roll to the Department

of Revenue not later than June 20
unless the time is extended by the De-
partment.

—The Revenue Department then
reviews the assessments of each coun-
ty to see if the acceptable level of fair
cash value is achieved.

This measurement is done by the use
of sales ratio from each county on all
classes of property. This ratio is
developed by a comparison of sales
prices of property that has sold against
the assessment. If fair cash value
requirement is met, then the depart-
ment will certify. Those not certified
are sent back to PVA for reassess-
ment.

As of the week of June 26, 112 coun-
ties had summitted their first re-
capitulation but only 35 had been ap-
proved. Eight other counties hadn't
sent in their recaps, according to
Revenue Department records.

This is the first year that such a large
number of recapitulations have not
been accepted. In the past, the recaps
were accepted if they had attained a 90
percent level of fair cash value on
farm, residential and commerical
categories. Now assessments in each
category must be at least 95 percent at-
tainment level of fair market value,

This is in line with a property tax
policy established by the new Commis-
sioner of Revenue, Robert Allphin. In a
memo to all property valuation ad-
ministrators, Allphin said the 1980 tax
year will be one of “increased em-
phasis on compliance with the (state)
consitutional and statutory require-
ments."

—After the recap is certified by the
Revenue Department, a notice is sent
to the local rate-making bodies inform-
ing them of the total assessment
figures. The local school and govern-
ment officials then adopt tax rates
within legal limits.

—Tax bills for each property owner
are computed by the county court clerk
and turned over to the sheriff who is
responsible for collecting the tax.

Next year there will be changes in
the property tax calendar due to new
state laws that were passed by the 1980
General Assembly,

House Bill 161 will speed up the set-
ting of tax rates, In 1981 the Revenue
Department will be able to set the state
property tax rate after 75 percent of
the counties have been certified rather
than 75 percent of the total assessment
value. In past years all the counties
had to wait for the tax rate to be set if
large counties with a big percentage of
the assessmenlt value were late in fil-
ing.

House Bill 146 will lengthen the time
the public can inspect the tax rolls
from five days to 12 days. This will also

give people a longer period in which
they can appeal assessments. It will
also change the date for filing for agri-
culture exemptions from property tax
from April 1 to March 1 so farmers
have the same listing period as other
property owners. The exemption
allows assessment based on the land's
value for agricultural purposes,

The bill also requires the PVA to
keep a copy in his office of the assess-
ment open for public inspection for five
years from the date of certification. A
taxpayer will be able to see the rolls as
long as the inspection doesn't interfere
with office operalion. Previously, the
law was interpreted that a taxpayer
could only see the present tax roll dur-
ing the five-day inspection period.

Other property lax changes coming
in 1981 are under House Bill 109. This
bill places a proposed constitutional
amendment on the 1980 November
ballot which would extend the Home-
stead Exemption to include disabled
persons designated by a railroad
retirement system or a federal agency.
It now covers people 65 years old and
over.

Senate Bill 44, effective in 1981, will
make it easier to collect delinquent

Legend of John Fox, Jr., Lives On

Kentucky, of all the states, is the
land of today and tomorrow. With ils
natural resources and its people, the
commonwealth will continue to radiate
its assets to touch many parts of the na-
tion.

And yet, for all its potential, Ken-
tucky's attraction for many visitors is
its ties with yesterday, ils romance, ils
adventure and its independent people.

There are those who still speak of the
late John Fox, Jr. as though he lived
just over the mountain, sitting on his
cabin porch, taking notes or traveling
across mountain gaps.

Memories of the popular writer
abound throughout Kentucky.

“My father was a personal friend of
John Fox, Jr."” writes Alexine Talbott
of Louisville. ‘*“He autographed a copy
of “The Little Shepherd of Kingdom
Come' and gave it to my father. We
prized it highly but loaned it out and it
never returned.”

Fox was born in 1863 near Paris
(Bourbon county) and was a graduate
of Transylvania University. He later
attended Harvard and worked in New
York.

But he still is thought of by some as a
mountain man.

He traveled to Kentucky's southern
mountains after his health prevented
further newspaper work in New York.
With his father and brother he ven-
tured into the mining business, but
soon found himself and his friends in-
volved in bringing law and order to the
region.

‘‘He was a strong one fer all his story
writin’ and had a way of makin’ friends
all over,"” recalled a Letcher county
man. “‘He'd ride up the creek and
folk’d come to their porches to say
‘howdy" to him."

There isn’'t much water in Kingdom
Come Creek in dry weather. In small
pockets of water minnows dart like
silver needles stitching reflections
from a denim sky.

Fox traveled up and down this creek,
rode paths that wound zround Big
Black Mountain and Pine Mounlain,
crossed Scuttle Hole Gap and other
gaps in the peaks and rode a high ridge
rimmed by tall pines (today the Little
Shepherd Trail). Much of his destiny
remained across the state line in
Virginia, where he died at Big Stone
Gap.

Travelers up Kingdom Come Creek
today can pass the school, log barns
and cabins and continue through a
small valley shadowed by mountains to
see the house where Fox lived, worked
and wrote some of his stories. They can
pass through a gate at the lane, walk a
path past an apple tree and sit on the
front porch to ponder the man whose
books and stories will be forever a part
of Kentucky.

While writing or taking notes about
his 45 short stories and his dozen best-
selling novels, he was enjoying the best

years of his life in Letcher, Leslie,
Clay, Perry, Harlan and other nearby
counties, A soldier in the Spanish-
American War and man of many in-
terests and abilities, it was his love for
the southern mountains and their peo-
ple thal continued to pull him back to
the area.

Fox's feeling for mountain people of
his era still lives during the summer al
The Little Shepherd Amphithealre al
Van, five miles north of Whitesburg on
KY 15. Here, surrounded by the sighls
and sounds of a mountain evening, a
casl portrays ‘'The Little Shepherd of
Kingdom Come.' When the drama
starts at 8:30 p.m. each Thursday, Fri-
day and Saturday, Chad Buford and
Margaret live oul one of Fox’s stories

What can you do when it's too hot to
go fishing?

Sit down in the coolest, shadiest spot
you can find, get a tall cold drink and
think cool thoughts.

Think about a crisp October day, the
fall leaves rustling beneath your feet,
the sky a deep, deep blue and the
autumn colors of the squirrel woods
showing sharply through the clear air.

Think about the sights and smells of
a pre-dawn November morning as you
shiver in your tree stand, waiting for
daylight and that trophy buck that’s
bound to come your way this year.

Imagine the sound a sharp:

December wind makes rustling
through the dry corn stalks of your
blind as you scan the sky for the sight
of ducks among the lowering clouds
and the occasional snowflake.,

Hear in your mind the way a beagle
sounds on a January morning, when
his baying interrupts your second cup
of coffee. You put on boots and a heavy
jacket, grab your shotgun and pocket
of shells and follow his tracks in the
new snow to where he picked up the
scent of the rabbitt, then wail for the
two of them to complete the circle.

Picture the way a full moon shines on
deep snow. An owl hoots in the distance
and is answered by one just over on the
next hill. Then their dialogue is joined
by the sounds of a pack of foxhounds in
full cry. The heat of the campfire is
warm on your legs as you listen, im-
agining the unseen chase in your mind.

Remember how cold your feet can
get when it’s 12 below and you're stan-
ding in knee-deep water in a goose
blind. But it’s the last day of the season
and, cold or not, you're going to stick it
out.

Recall the sound of ice breaking
beneath your boat as you work your
way slowly toward the open water of
mid-lake. You know that ice will form
in the guides of your rod, but the erap-
pie are there, willing to bite even
though made sluggish by the numbing
walers.

You think of February, with its dark,
dreary days, the hunting seasons clos-
ed but still too early for fishing
Remember how, then, you sat by the
wood stove and imagined thal ils

warmth was the heat of the July sun,
and that you were casting a top-water
lure towards a clump of green cattails,
as dragonflies hovered over the sur-
face of the pond.

These cooling thoughts and pleasant
memories have been made possible
partly through the money you spend on
hunting and fishing licenses, funds
which help the Department of Fish and
Wildlife Resources provide outdoor
sports for you and for your children.

The Story Behind
Gold Medal Cheese

In cool dark storerooms across Ken-
tucky, cheddar cheeses have been ag-
ing quietly for up to nearly a
year—somé with a special goal in
mind. Among the cheeses are several
whose owners are trying to develop the
exacling fine flavor characteristics re-
quired to compete for a gold medal at
the 1980 Kentucky State Fair,

“Development of the fine cheddar
flavor necessary to win the gold medal
starts on Kentucky's many dairy
farms that supply the high quality milk
needed for cheesemaking,” says Ed-
ward Aylward, Extension dairy pro-
ducts specialist in the University of
Kentucky College of Agriculture.

Beginning as early as August 1979,
skilled cheesemakers turned milk into
yvoung or “‘green’ cheese ready for ag-
ing. During the aging process milk fat
and protein are changed to create the
sharp, clean acid flavor associated
with aged cheddar cheese.

On August 6, 1980 Kentucky
cheesemakers will have their besi
cheddar cheeses judged at the State
Fair by an out-of-state expert, Ed
Custer of Mississippi State Universily.
The cheese wilth the most appealing
natural cheddar flavor will be declared
the gold medal winner and sold by aue-
tion, with the proceeds going lo chari-
Ly.

Manufacturer of the runner-up
cheese will receive a silver medal, and
the cheese will be presented to the
Governor of Kentucky

The auction and presentation will
take place August 8, following the an-
nual dairy dinner which starls with a
cheese tasting session at 6 p.m.

“Anyone may purchase a tickel to
this lively evenl and participate in the
fun of bidding for the gold medal
cheese,” says Aylward.

The highest bidder wins a trophy, the
cheese and the right to designate the
charity lo receive the auction pro-
ceeds, Last year, Armour Foods,
Elizabethtown, manufactured the gold
medal cheese which was bought by
Convenient Foods in the auction for
$130 per pound.

As an added attraction to the event
this year, the Kentucky Beekeepers
Association will provide 10 pounds of
blue ribbon honey to be auctioned for
charity. “The best cheese and the best
honey Kentucky has to offer will be
available to the highest bidders,''says
Aylward.

An RV Guide

Recreational vehicles range from
a virtual house on wheels 1o what is
little more than a rolling tent.

The
average price is $21,000, but they
can go as high as §55,000.

Gas Crisis: The Counterattack

Fuel wariness has affected the
recreational vehicle market in much
the same way it has inflluenced the
auto industry. Emphasis has turned
from the maxi to the mini. Manufac-
turers are hyping their scaled-down
models while researchers are busying

themselves with alternate fuel
schemes.
The micro mini motor home

typifies the trend in the recreational
vehicle market. Fathered by the
1974 pop-top Chinook camper with
a Toyota chassis, what was original-
ly intended as a bottom-of-the-line
item has become the fastesl growing
camper. lts selling point is a promise
of 16-18 miles per gallon. The
four-cylinder engine will not fly over
hills but it is easier to drive, park and
store. The average list price is
$12,000.

The current micro mini bears little
resemblance to  the  bollom-
of-the-line pop-top. Some of the
luxury of the full size version is
missing, but its owners are not
roughing it. It is designed to sleep
four with a bed over the cab and &
convertible sofa. Other features
usually include a stove, refrigerator,
sink, shower and toilet.

The micro mini's economy is
based on lighter composition as well
as its smaller engine. Plastic and
fiberglass have replaced metal
wherever possible.

Winnebago's answer 10 gas cons-
cious consumers is an RV that runs
on cither conventional fuel or LP
gas. The factory installed conversion
kit, which includes a 20 gallon LP
gas tank, is priced at $599-§750.
These dual fuel motor homes are just
beginning to reach thc market.

The main advantage of an LP pas
option is the wide availability of the

fuel. LP gas ‘is also cheaper than
gasoline and burns cleaner, thus
saving on maintenance fees, alth-

ough its mileage rating is lower than
regular gas.

Motor grade LP should be used in
these vehicles, but you can get by
with cooking grade, the type used for
most RV stoves and furnaces, and as
long. as the temperature is abave

freezing, propane-butane mixture
cooking gas is acceptable.
Diesel fuel presents another

alternative. Motor homes are avail-
able that run on diesel fuel. One
manufacturer of such units, High-
land Motor Homes in El Monte,
Calif., has developed a diesel engine
1o replace conventional gas burners.
You will save money on fuel (the
diesel gets as much as 14 miles to
a gallon) but the transplant is priced
at about $15,000.

Buying a Recreational Vehicle

If you are in the market for a
recreational vehicle, think first of
how it will be used. A family
planning to use it for an annual two
week vacation should not be looking
at the larger more expensive models.
In fact, such minimal use suggests
that renting rather than buying
would be appropriate.

Family size is an equally impor-
tant consideration. Outings can be
rained in, and a single day in an
undersized camper can be nerve
wracking for parents, children and
pets alike. If your family is expected
to grow in the next five years, that
should be taken into account in
selecting a vehicle,

Driving Rx for Summer Rvs

Space is of utmost importance for
RVs. You should be able to-stand,
especially in the “kitchen.” Check
the storage space. See if the double
beds really can accommodate two
people.

There are¢ several clues that
indicate the quality of-the unit: See
if the doors are hung—properly.
Examine the cabinets and paneling
for workmanship. The _appliances
should bear the brand name of a
reputable manufacturer. Find oul
whether the plumbing,—heating and
electrical systems have been ap-
proved by the American_ Natianal
Standards Institute.

Go-to-a—recreational vehicle show
at which a variety of vehicles can be
scrutinized, or look up a retailer with
diverse offerings. In dealing with a
smaller manufacturer, remember
that business failures. are not
uncommon-in the recreational vehi-
cle industry. In such cases warran-
ties are worthless and replacement
parts unobtainable.

Remember that a test drive is.not
enough. It is best to rent before you
buy. Find out whether you are
comfortable driving the vehicle of
your choice. Is this type of vacafion
really for you?

Rental prices will start  at
$200-3300 per week with a_mileage
charge of 10¢-15¢ per mile for a
moter- home, van or truek-camper.
The deluxe models may run as high
as $1,000 -per week. Trailers are
considerably less expensive to rent,
Travel trailers are priced in the
range of $65-$250 per week while
the less elaborate camping trailers
are rented at a weekly tate of

$50-8120.
Some Words of Caufion

The recreational vehicle industry
is a fairly new one. In some instances
this is reflected in the state of
regulatory and safety standards.

The National Transpertation
Safety Board (NTSB) recently
issued a number of safety warnings
and recommendations for vans and
van campers based on testing vans
in slow to moderate speed crashes.
The windshield of an alarming
number of the vehicles tested could
not withstand the impact. The
steering columns on the vehicles,
which enter the passenger area at a
sharper angle than in cars, were
proven to be a potential source of
injury.

New standards are slated to go
into effect this year and next to limit
the steering column related dangers.
Cushioning is to be required on
steering assemblies to lessen impact
injuries. Also, the maximum back-
ward movement of the steering
column and wheel will be restricted
to five inches.

Some other safety problems are
peculiar to the customized var
camper. The do-it-yourselfer’s reper-
toire of plywood, nails, screws an/|
glue may produce a sturdy work-
manlike product while the van is
parked in the driveway, but the
critical factor is how well the added
fixtures, appliances and furniture
will withstand a crash. The NTSB
also frowns wupon the popular
practice of mounting captain's chairs
in the front driver and passenger scal
positions. Tests results revealed an
inclination for these chairs (o
collapse backward.

All recreational vehicles, especial-
ly the trailer variety, require special
maintenance and driving precau-
tions. Improperly inflated tires,
whether they be on the tow vehicle,
trailer or other type of RV, are a
commonly cited problem. The
hazard is magnified by overloading.
Undennflation may lead to loss of
control, overheating or flats. Too
much air can result in tire wear,
irregular handling or blowouts.

Recreational vehicles are nol
recommended for the timid driver
You will have to get used 1o
maneuvering a larger vehicle, accus-
tom yoursell to different sightlines
and learn to deal with wind gusts.
Before embarking on a trip, practice
driving the vehicle. An empty
parking lot or traffic free road can
be used for (training sessions,
including parking, braking, shifting.

Public hearings set for July 22 and 23
in Kentucky on the adequacy of the
state’s proposal for enforcing the
Federal Surface Mining Act also will
include Secretary of the Interior Cecil

drus' proposed deletion of certain
parts of the state plan.

The hearing for this seclion of the
state will be at the Hazard Community
College, Highway 15, Hazard, today
(Wednesday), beginning at 7:30 p.m.

Andrus is proposing to delete certain
portions of the stale proposal in
response to a May 16 ruling by US,
District Judge Thomas Flannery.
