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Fire Levels B. & B. Engineers Building 
Cause of the fire which early Saturday morning destroyed the Bull Creek office and maintenance structure of B. & B. 

Engineers had not been determined as of Monday, according to Allen Fire Chief Ruben Stephens. 
Stephens said by the time the Allen firefighters arrived at the scene of the blaze shortly after receiving a call at 5:30 

a.m., Saturday, "the fire had been burning for two or three hours" and there was no chance of saving the 50 x 70-ft. 
metal structure. Stephens said the squad was able to help save a large tandem truck by spraying from their pumper in 
the area of the truck while a local resident moved the vehicle to a safe distance from the blaze. 

The fire completely levelled the building which contained three offices and a large work area relating to the com­
pany's pipeline operations, and destroyed a Chevrolet Blazer as well as a Ford four-wheel-drive truck . 

Stephens said the fire may have started in the structure's work area which contained several pieces of electric­
powered equipment as well as cleaning fluids and other flammable liquids. 

ouncil Gets Report 
After Parking Study 

The final draft of a $12,000 parkmg 
study for downtown Prestonsburg was 
rece1ved by the city council this week 
without comment or formal recogni-

n. 
The cost of the study, commissioned 

by the previous city council last Oc­
tober and prepared by Wilbur Smith 
and Associates, of Columbia, S.C., 
could theoretically be recouped by a 
bond issue if the plan were ever to be 
acted on. There appears at this stage to 
be little likdihood of that, however. 

According to the study, the city lacks 
125 parking spaces which, it is sug­

ested, could be made up by opening a 
rface parking facility at the corner 

of Goble and Front Streets and by con­
struction of a multi-tiered parking 
facility on the site of the present 
municipal parking lot in the southeast 
quadrant of Lake Drive and Court 
Street. 

The report also recommends 
modifications to the traffic signal and 
intersection at Lake and Court, im­
proved traffic circulation in the 
downtown area, and the establishment 

a city parking authority . 
The present council has already rul­

ed out as unfeasible the construction of 
a vertical facility at Lake and 
Court- which would have cost an 
estimated $2.3 million- and the vacant 
lot at the corner of Goble and Front 
Streets was sold to a housing contrac­
tor several weeks ago. 

A proposal currently being advanced 
by the council, to make Third Avenue 

outh Central Avenue) one way in a 
southerly direction, is not consistent 

with the traffic pattern recommended 
by the commissioned study. 

The one recommendation contained 
in the study on which the council is ac­
ting is the installation of a more 
sophisticated traffic light at Lake and 
Court, said to be capable of improving 
traffic flow on Lake Drive. 

The city received approval last week 
for a $3332 grant from the Department 
for Housing and Urban Development to 
update the city zoning map. The grant 
is to be matched with $1666 in local 
monies. 

Word of a $200 annual levy on the city 
by the Floyd County Planning Commis­
sion was received somewhat cooly by 
council members, some of whom ques­
tioned whether the city is appropriate­
ly represented on the commission . The 
current city representatives are H. D. 
Fitzpatrick, Jr. and George C Brown. 

Brown, a member of the previous ci­
ty council whose term on the commis­
sion expired early this year , was ap­
parently reappointed to that position 
by the commission without consulta­
tion of the present council. 

Mayor Harold Cooley said the city 
would consider the proposed levy when 
it is learned how the money is to be 
spent and whether the county and other 
municipalities intend to contribute 
their share toward financing the com­
mission's activities . 

In the looming dispute between city 
and county authorities over disposal of 
city garbage, the council chose to ig­
nore a proposal by Bob McAninch, 
chairman of the county solid waste

When Gene So, 34, was named acting 
regional engineer at the Bureau or Sur­
face Mining's Prestonsburg office last 
August, he pledged a "more vigorous, 
more conscientious and fairer enforce­
ment (Of stnpmining laws) than there 
has been under the previous ad­
ministration " 

At that time, former Regiona l 
Engineer Gene Stewart and Nevard 

ells, chief reclamation inspector, had 
been relieved of their duties in the 
wake of alleged irregularities in their 
dealings with local mine operators, 
charges of which they were subse­
quently cleared 

Now So has himself been replaced at 
the Prestonsburg office by Bureau of 
Surface Mining Commissioner Elmore 
C. Grim and has resigned his position 
at the bureau's Pikeville office, under 
circumstances that suggest to some 

bservcrs that his enforcement prac­
tices may .have been too vigorous for 
some mining mterests here. 

According to an alternative theory, 
however, So may have resigned in view 
of a llegations that he was himself in­
volved in questionable business rela­
tionships with some operators whose 
mining activities fell within the 
jurisdiction of the surface mining of­
fice here. 

A deputy commissioner ol the 
Bureau of Surface Mming said this 
week, however, that he knows of 
nothing that would substantiate either 
theory. 

John Thacker, formerly chief 
reclamation engineer in the bureau's 
P ikeville office, was named regional 
administrator of the Prestonsburg and 
Grayson offices late last month, and 
shortly after that So tendered his 
resignation as regional engineer at 
P ikeville, effective July 15 . He has 
been replaced there by Tom Bow, 
formerly ass1slant engine('r in that of­
fice. 

While So this week denit>d any im· 

proper business lies with coal 
operators, he did not dispute the claim 
that such charges may have figured in 
his dismissal and resignation. And, 
while he would not comment on 
speculation that his removal was 
politically mot1vated. he asserted that 
his administration had been 
scrupulou~ly fair and that he had 
managed to ' 'walk the thin line" bet­
ween satisfymg coal operators on the 
one hand and environmentalists on the 
other.

A small group of civ1c and govern­
mental leaders has been meet ing 
privately since May to discuss the im­
pact of the loss of food stamp alloca­
tions for Floyd County, should that oc­
cur.

Task Force is an attempt to meet that 
emergency , should it arise. Represen­
tatives from Big Sandy CAP, the 
Department of Human Resources , 
Eastern Kentucky Comprehensive 
Employment program , the Social 
Security Administration, the Appa­
lachian Research and Defense Fund, 
civic and religious leaders have been 
involved in the meetings. Present

The action , naming the Floyd fiscal 
court as defendant, was fi led by the 
Burton Antenna Co., lnc , et al , firms 
which have had their troubles with the 
Television Commission estabhshPd 
under the ordinance adopted by the 
court in 1978.

What Did the 

County Seat 

Look Like 

Years Ago?

"It is not like the old days," you are told. But what was the 
town really like? Perhaps you are lucky and uncover a 
photograph or a postcard or two of the town. That still leaves 
a number of unanswered questions such as "What did the 
rest of the seat town look like and when was that picture 
taken in the first place?" 

By knowing when key buildings were constructed (usually 
churches and public edifices), when gas or electricity came 
in, whether or not automobiles are in view and of what vin­
tage, you may be able to date the picture. With a magnifying 
glass one may be able to read the year on the license plate of 
one of the cars. But often there is no telltale sign to help date 
the picture at hand. 

Fortunately there are other alternatives. During the 1930's 
the Soil and Conservation Service flew over most of Eastern 
Kentucky and took aerial photographs. The most striking 
things one notices when comparing those images with 
similar shots taken recently is the greater. amount of land in 
crops during those depressed times and the poorer quality of 
those photographs taken a third of a century ago. Regret­
tably, the quality is too poor for duplication for newspaper 
publication. Those copies we had made from the original 
negatives in the National Archives, Washington, D. C., are 
filed in the Camden-Carroll Library's Appalachian Collec­
tion. If you are curious and would like to examine them, you 
are welcome to look at them the next time you are on the 
campus of Morehead State University. A number of counties, 
primarily Eastern, were not photographed. The counties not 
photographed in the 30's are Floyd, Harlan, Johnson, Knott, 
Lawrence, Leslie, Letcher, Martin, Perry and Pike in the 
east; Crittenden, Livingston and Lyon in the west. 

Despite the poor quality of the photographs, or in some 
cases the lack of aerial shots. there is still another way to see 
your town in many cases. The Sanborn Map Company pro­
duced 1ts first Eastern Kentucky insurance map in 1884.

Towns in the "Kentucky Yesterdays" region that were first 
surveyed in the late 1880's include Vanceburg, 1884; Ow­
ingsville, 1886; Catlettsburg, 1885; Flemingsburg, 1886; 
Mount Sterling, 1886; and Maysville, 1886. 

New additions by 1910 included Jackson, 1897; Paintsville. 
1910; Louisa, 1907; Pikevi1le, 1910, and Morehead, 1908. Later 
still were the first insurance maps for Grayson, 1929; Olive 
l!ill, 1920; Prestonsburg, 1926; Hazard, 1920; and Whites­
burg, 1927. Especially for towns whose first Sanborn map is 
of an early vintage, there tends to be a series of maps before 
1930, each showing individual structures. This is an extreme­
ly valuable tool for dating buildings or photographs. Because 
the shape of the buildings are shown, you can tell when 
grandma Myrna was able to get her husband to add that 
porch or to put a wing on the house, perhaps within five years 
or so. 

Copies of the pre-1930's maps have been donated to the 
University of Kentucky's map collection. 

Except for the names of businesses and giving you an idea 
as to the physical shape of the town, the maps do little to 
populate your towns. Here thf:'re is another source-direc­
tories. In a few cases there are I\ ·neteenth Century city 
directories-Maysville beginning in 1861 and Ashland in 
1891-but for the most part one is dependent upon Kentucky 
State Directories. These tend to list perhaps twenty percent 
of the town's adult male population. emphasizing lawyers 
and store owners. The first state directory for Kentucky was 
published just before the outbreak of the War Between the 
States. Many of the family namPs mayst ill be familiar today. 
Such directories by various publishers were produced quite 
regularly (every few years) between then and 1906. l\1aps 
and directories arc a few of the sources from ·which local 
history can be recovered. 

The "Kentucky Yesterdays" project covers a 23-county 
area. Part of the concept of this Kentucky Humanities Coun-

cil supported program is the desire to bring home to the coun­
ty of origin information relating to its history so that local in­
dividuals and institutions interested in its heritage might 
carry forward research into their past for the benefit of us 
all.

Ocie Puckett and her husband, 
Amos, like many other older residents 
in the area, get along the best they can, 
paying their bills and buying groceries 
with meager pension checks and rais­
ing as much of their own food as their 
own vitality and land will allow. 
They're not the kind of people who 
would represent a "big score" for a 
would-be robber or assailant. But in­
creasingly, it is people just like the 
Pucketts who are being victimized, 
perhaps because they seem, at least, 
easy targets. 

Mrs. Puckett, 62, found herself such 
a victim as she picked raspberries 
near her home on the Left Fork of Ab­
bott Creek about three weeks ago. 

A man who she described as tall and 
heavy set with a dark complection, ap­
proached-her and asked how much re­
mained from the government check 
she and her husband receive each 
month. "I told him we didn't have a 
thing left out of our check and he hit me 
across the back with a club," Mrs. 
Puckett explained. When she cried out 
for her husband the assailant struck 
her again, this time a blow to the ribs. 
She began crawling toward the road­
way and the man left, she said. 

Two days later she was taken to 
Highlands Regional Medical Center by 
the Floyd County Emergency and 
Rescue Squad accompanied by an ac­
quaintance, Ethel Click, and although 
her injuries were not major, x-rays 
revealed cracked ribs.

"You'd think we'd be the last peo­
ple somebody like that would want to 
bother-we don't have but very little to 
start with-but I guess nobody's safe 
no more," she commented.

LACK SHALE 
MAP AVAILABLE 

The Kentucky Geological Survey at 
the University of Kentucky has releas­
ed a new map showing the structure 
and thickness of the Devonian-age 
black shale in Eastern Kentucky. 

Approximately 540,000 acres of black 
shale-a possible new source for 
oil-are exposed at the surface in cen­
tral Kentucky. It ranges in thickness 
rom about 40 feet in Casey county to 

more than 1,500 feet in Pike county 
where it is present in the subsurface. 
Testing has shown that on the average 
about 15 gallons of crude oil can be ex­
tracted from a ton of shale. 

Much of Kentucky's natural gas is 
produced from the Devonian-age black 
shale in the eastern part of the state 
where it is present at depths of 2.500 to 
5,000 feet. 

Knowledge of the geologic structure 
and thickness of the black shale should 
aid greatly in the search for oil and gas 
in Eastern Kentucky. This information 
will also be valuable in the possible 
future utilization of the black shale as a 
ource of synthetic petroleum.

Woods' Homers Part of Summer

Summer brmgs many things we can 
count on Dewey Lake ts always jam

Road." Archer Park is always the site 
for some of the best softi.J..1II action m 
Kentucky And, Larry Woods is always 
either at or near the top of the Archer 
League home run race. 

As sure as summer follows spring, 
one can count on Woods smashing a 
softball and sending 1t on a majestic 
flight that ends well beyond the 290-foot 
mark in the dePpest part of the Archer 
softball field. He does it frequently 
and, seemingly, with little effort. 

Woods is one of the most proliftc 
home run hitters playing m the Ken­
tucky Amateur Softball Association. 
His blasts are becoming legendary. 
Like the two times he hit two home 
runs in one inning. He did it this season 
against one of the league's top pit­
chers, Morgan Elkins, of the Kentucky 
State Police. And there was a game 
this season when he hit four out of Ar­
cher. 

"I've seen everybody in the state 
championship teams where they were 
loaded with the powerhouse hitters, but 
I've never seen anything to compare 
with Larry's four homers in a game," 
Commissioner Billy Ray Collins says 
of the feat accomplished during the Ju­
ly 4th tournament. 

What is even more amazing about 
the feat is that Woods had hit four 
homers in his four trips to the plate in 
the game. His fifth, and final, lime up 
in the game, brought a hush over the 
crowd anxious to sec a perfect five for 
five homer day. The leftfielder trotted 
to the fence as the pitcher waited to 
deliver to Larry. He sent the pitch over 
the left field fence, but the leftfielder, 
with his back pressing against the 
fence, reached over to make the catch 
and rob Woods of his fifth homer of the 
afternoon. 

Those home runs did not count in the 
regular league race because they were 
htt during a tourney, not a league 
game. Woods won the July 4th Tourna­
ment home run award. one of many 
tourney home run trophies he has col­
lected. 

Since coming into the league six 
years ago, the Prestonsburg city 
policeman has led the league in homers 
three times and finished second three 
times. He has helped his team win the 
league crown three times with either a 
secpnd or third place finish the other 
three times. 

two seasons back, percnmal league 
contender National Mines acqUired the 
annual All ~tar performer. 

For five seasons. 1975·79, Wood and 
his friend and fellow policeman, Ketth 
Lawson, treated area softball fans to 
the state's mo t exciting home run 
races. Larry won in '75, Ketth v.on in 
'76 They became teammate with 
Ridgeway tn '77, when Keith won hi 
second straight home run title and 
Larry came back to win the crown in 
'78. They were National Mines team 
mate:; last season when Larry won ht:> 
second home run tttle in a row. The 
years Keith won the crown, Larry was 
runnerup, and vice versa The four 
homers hit in one game by Woods this 
season broke the Archer record set by 
Lawson last season. 

After Lawson was tragically wound· 
ed in the line of duty over the winter, 
this great one-two home run punch has 
been halted. 

Larry Woods' homers are a part of 
summer, but he does not always go to 
bat with home run on his mind. 

''No, I really don't try to h1t one out 
every time I'm up," he added, "But, 
there are times when I do go for the 
home run." 
And those times are a softball fan's 
delight.

Sugge hons for markers are careful· 
ly researched and submitted to county 
marker chairmen. They make recom· 
menciations and send them to the socie· 
ty. Wells and her as istants conduct 
additional re earch and forward the 
apphcations to a 12-member editing 
committee selected by General 
William Buster, director of the Ken· 
tucky H1stor1cal Society. 

After the application have been 
checked by the committee for authen· 
ticity and clarity of expression, Wells 
and her as istants make a final review 
before sending them to Sewah Studios 
in Manetta, Ohio, where the markers 
are cast in aluminum. 

"When the marker is finished, it is 
shipped to the appropriate state trans· 
porta !ion department district office," 
Wells explained. "Transportation per· 
sonnel then erect the marker at a site 
which they and the county marker 
chairman have approved." 

In 1969 the society published ''Guide 
to Kentucky Historical Highway 
Markers'' which is available to society 
members for $1.50 and to non-members 
for $2. 

In 1973 a supplement to the original 
guide was published. It is available to 
member for 2 and to non-members 
for $2 25. These publications contain 
the exact location and wording on all 
the markers in the state. 

You can help preserve Kentucky's 
heritage by reporting any damage or 
needed repairs to markers.

·nee the 1890s, residents of Boise, 
daho, and Klamath Falls, Oregon, 

have been heating their homes with 
water from neighboring hot springs. 
Until the advent of the energy 
crunch, no one paid much attention 
to this unique and rather exotic 
source of heat. Gas was too cheap 
and abundant. 

No longer. Oil prices have 
yrocketed and oil reserves are 

windling. Geothermal energy, as 
heat from the earth is called, has 
become a "hot ticket." Already: 

• The Geysers geothermal plant 
produces enough electricity to serve 
600,000 homes in northern 
California. 

• Geothermal energy heats a 
hospital in Texas, a high school in 
South Dakota, and a YMCA in 

alifornia. 
• Heat from the earth's crust is 

used to dehydrate onions in Nevada, 
heat greenhouses in Salt Lake City, 
and raise prawns in California. 

Scientists on the geothermal 
bandwagon believe that if only one 
tenth of one percent of the U.S. 
geothermal resources can be 
recovered, it would equal all of the 
oal reserves in the country today. 

One expert believes just develop­
mg the sources of geothermal energy 
found in the last few years could 
reduce oil imports by 20 percent. 

Geothermal energy is not cheap. 
But it is competitive with the price 
of oil today. A barrel of oil can run 
as high as $45, while geothermal 
energy is equivalent to a barrel of oil 
costing $11-35. 

Just developing the 
sources of geothermal 
energy found in the last 
few years could reduce 
oil imports by 20 
percent. 

Furthermore, geothermal energy, 
1ke solar energy, is non-polluting. 

The federal government is enthu­
siastic enough about geothermal 
energy to plunk down $150 million 
for projectS testing and developing 
new geothermal technology. 
Congress already has passed tax 
incentives to spur development and 
is con. idering more. 

But the United States has been 
ow to recognize the potential of 
eothermal energy. Iceland, Japan, 

the Philippines, and New Zealand 
have utilized geothermal energy for 
decades. 

Perhaps the leader in geothermal 
energy is Europe, where geothermal 
energy heats: 

• 6000 h mes in Budapest, with 
a goal to heat an additional 100,000 
to 200,000 residences; 

• 30 acres of greenhouses in 
Szentes, Hungary; and 

• 17,500 apartments in France, 
with a target of 500,000 more 
dwellings by 1985. 

This country's foot dragging is 
explained by a maze of' problems 
facing geothermal energy develop­
ment. Technical and legal factors 
have not been ironed out completely. 
And development requires a major 

estment, one the large energy 
companie~ have been unwilling to 
make. 

What Is Geothermal 
Energy? 

Imagine the earth as a ball made 
up of three layers. The core is a hot 
mass of liquid iron and nickel. The 

ext laye1 is a covering of hot, 
mi-molten rock called the mantle. 

The top layer is the crust. The crust 
is not solid, but a series of 
continental plates that float on top 
of the mantle. 

As the plates move, the mantle is 
disturbed and occasionally hot rock 
called magma shoots up toward the 
surface. Magma that breaks through

the crust forms a volcano, but 
magma trapped underground 1s a 
source of geothermal heat. 

Most magma cools eventually. 
The one exception is magma com­
posed of radioactive elements which, 
as they decay, release heat. Some 
deposits of this radioactive rock, 
called pluton. have been generating 
heat for 200 to 400 million years. 

Geothermal heat can be e1thcr wet 
or dry. Dry geothermal energy is hot 
rock, which is buried under the 
surface. It represents 80 percent of 
the U.S. geothermal resources. 

Wet geothermal energy comes in 
two categories: hydrothermal and 
geopressurized. Hydrothermal re­
sources are geysers, hot springs, and 
other sources of hot water and vapor 
which are heated by contact with 
magma and pluton. The best known 
example is the geyser Old Faithful 

in Yellowstone National Park. 
Geopressurized resources are 

pools of hot salty water and methane 
gas that are trapped under pressure. 
Prospectors drilling for oil often 
tapped these pools and would curse 
the hot, smelly water that spewed 
out. 

Hot dry rock, hydrothermal, and 
geopressu rized resources exist 
throughout the united States. but 
the most accessible resources lie in 
the West and Gulf Coast. Nonethe­
less, one crew recently "struck hot 
water" 30 miles from Times Square 
in Fort Monmouth, New Jersey. 

Hydrothermal energy is the ea­
siest of the three to "mine" and the 
bulk of geothermal energy used 
today is hydrothermal. This is how 
the homes of Boise and Klamath 
Falls are heated. Water from nearby 
hot springs is run through a heat 
exchanger. which extracts the heat 
and pipes hot air through the 
homes. 

Similar systems are used to heat 
hospitals, greenhouses, and 
agricultural operations like Geother­
mal Food Processors in Fernley, 
Nevada. There, a hot spring has 
been tapped to dehydrate 34,000 
pounds of onions a day. 

With the exception of the Geysers 
plant in northern California, most 
hydrothermal energy . is not hot 
enough to produce electricity; it can 
be used solely for low temperature 
operations such as heating homes 
and processing food . To generate 
electricity, water must turn to steam, 
which then propels a generator. 

Three Kinds of Energy 
Geopressurized energy, which is 

concentrated in Texas and the Gulf 
States, represents not one, but three 
forms of energy: geothermal, 
hydraulic, and natural gas. Accord­
ing to the theory, developers should 
be able to first tap the methane for 
natural gas. 

Next, prospectors would extract 
the heat from the salty pool. Finally, 
the pool itself would be opened and 
the energy released by the waters 
bursting forth would be harnessed to 
electrical generators. 

As intriguing as the concept is, it 
is not "a piece of cake," as old time 
oil prospectors used to say. The first 
step came with the reopening of a 
well that was originally closed when 
developers found geopressurized 
water rather than oil. Methane was 
successfully extracted from the 
southern Louisiana well. 

The next step is a site near Alvin, 
Texas, where University of Texas 
geologists are conducting a two-year 
experiment. They hope to drill 
16,500 feet into a geopressurized 
pool and test whether hot water as 
well as methane can be extracted 
economically. 

For all three types of geothermal 
energy, scientists are examining the 
concept of cascading heat. Under 
this theory, geothermal heat is 
reused. At Raft River, Idaho, for 
example, hydrothermal waters are 
used to generate electricity. Then the 
still warm water heats a fishfarm 
pond and a greenhouse before being 
disposed . 

Despite its advantages, geother­
mal energy is not without its 
problems. Although non polluting, 
geothermal energy can harm the 
environment. A geothermal mine 
could lower the ground level, up to 
several feet in a few years. And some 
geothermal operations might trigger 
seismic disturbances in earthquake­
prone areas. 

Furthermore, care must be taken 
with the disposal of wastewater . If 
too hot or too full of minerals, the 
water could kill plant and fish life. 
Geopressurized water also has a foul 
smell. 

Who Owns It? 
One of the biggest headaches 

facing geothermal energy developers 
is red tape. Geothermal energy is 
largely undefined legally. Take

Despite these obstacles, forward 
looking scientists arc confident that 
geothermal energ) is one part of the 
solution of the energy crisis. Heat 
from the earth may never replace oil 
as an energy resource, but the 
warmth steaming beneath our feet 
does offer an alternative.

OSM Awards $130,000 
To Put Out Pike Fire 

Secretary of the Interior Cecil D. An­
drus announced that a $129,866 con­
tract has been awarded to a Pikeville 
firm to extinguish a burning coal waste 
pile affecting 25 residents of Pike Coun­
ty . 

The contract was awarded to Pike 
County Construction Company for the 
emergency project near Collins, ap­
proximately 10 miles south of 
Pikeville. 

"Noxious fumes and smoke, as well 
as open flames, are arising from the 
waste piles," said Walter N. Heine, 
Director of Interior's Office of Surface 
Mining (OSM) . 

"Three utility gas lines lie on or near 
the burning waste pile and there are . 
seven homes in the immediate vicinity, 
four of them within 100 feet of the pile," 
Heine said. 

David C. Short, OSM's Region II 
Director in Knoxville, Tennessee, said 
the waste material apparently was 
dumped there approximately 25 years 
ago. He said no one has been able to 
determine who was responsible for the 
dumping and no bonds cover the pro­
blem. 

.-.Corrective action," Short said, 
"will include removing approximate­

ly 6,000 cubic yards of burning refuse 
and extinguishing the fire both in that 
material and the 6,000 cubic yards re­
maining at the site. The refuse will be 
mixed with non-burnable material, 
recontoured, and revegetated." The 
work is expected to take about 30 days. 

Funds for the work will come from 
the Federal share of reclamation fees 
levied on current coal production, 
under the 1977 Federal Surface Mining 
Control and Reclamation Act, to 
reclaim abandoned mine lands.

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Kentucky Active Competitor 
For International Markets 

Accordmg to an old saying, a per on 
is a good alesperson if he can sell an 
ieebox to an Eskimo or sand to an 
Arab. Good . ales by Kentucky 
manufacturer have put some unusual 
product · in a variety of countries. For 
example, Kentucky companies sell 
sunlam~ to the Philippines, kayaks to 
Canada, u ·ed whiskey barrels to 
Scotland and bowling balls to Central 
America 

Although the Bluegrass State is best 
known for its bourbon and tobacco ex­
ports, the diversity in products il­
lustrates the number of small 
busines. e · that are actively competing 
in the international market, said Com­
merce Commissioner Jack C. Segell 
"Based on my European trade trip and 
con\·ersations with European 
businessmt'n, there are opportunities 
for Kentucky companies to export 
more products." he said. 

Due to aggressive efforts from 
businesses. the Department of Com­
merce and the mternational office, 
Kentucky's percentage of small firms 
im·olved m exporting is more than. 
three times the national average, said 
William Savage, director of the inter­
national divis1on in the Department of 
Commerce. About 24 percent of Ken­
tucky firms export. as compared to a 
national average of 7 percent. The 
number of Kentucky firms reporting 
international trade has increased from 
224 in 1976 to nearly 600 in 1980. 

Parker Tobacco Co. of Maysville is a 
Kentucky business that has been ex­
porting for 20 years. The company 
buys tobacco from Kentucky and other 
parts of the world, processes it, and ex­
port it worldwide. 

About 9 million of the company's $25 
million annual sales is from exports. 
said part-owner Alex Parker. "In fact, 
if we hadn't gone overseas, we might 
not be in business today," he com· 
men ted. 

Usually, the importing country sends 
its own representatives to select and 
in pt.'Ct the tobacco before it is shipped 
o\·ersea:. 

However, Parker Tobacco still finds 
it nece,sary to maintain strong ties to 
other countrie:; . One of Parker's sons 
lives in Brazil. and two other sons have 
been traveling in Honduras and Africa. 

"There's no way to do it besides with 
personal contact," Parker com­
mented. 

During the peak burley season 600 
per:;ons are employed day and night to 
proces. the tobacco, Parker said. The 
offshore tobacco that is imported into 
the United States for processing pro· 
v1des employment for 100 persons for 
an extra three months, he added 

A . the second-large t employer in 
Bell Count). Hddlesboro !fanning co 
employs 250 persons to finish shoe 
leather for export to foreign shoe 
manufacturers The company's in­
creased exporting resulted from the 
shoe industry's move overseas, said 
Hobert Anderson, Jr., in the sales divi­
sion. 

Because it takes 120 separate hand 
operations to make shoes, the industry 
ha expensive labor costs, Anderson 
said With much lower labor costs 
over eas, the shoe manufacturers have 
moved into countnes such as Korea. 
Canada, Europe and the Middle East. 

The company does most of its sales 
dtrectly from Middlesboro by using a 
Telex and quoting prices in response to 
inquiries. It is soliciting trade with 
China and has filled orders for the 
Soviet Union. 

Much of the lumber exported by Mor­
Wood Sales in Morehead goes to 
underdeveloped countries. Mor-Wood 
has an $8 million contract to export 
wooden cartons to Libya. One day an 
international representative from La 
Choy was m the plant and asked where 
he could get a quarter of a million 
wooden boxes, said Larry Cook, 
general manager. The company looked 
at the order, and took on a Libyan con­
tract. 

"Out of every 30 inquiries. we try to 
zero in on five or six," Cook said. "We 

try to weed them out owe don't end up 
chasing rainbows." 

Although Mor· Wood ha been expor­
ting for ju ·t two year , the exports now 
account for between 30 and 45 percent 
of ales, Cook sa1d. Mor Wood employs 
around 100 persons at the sawmills, 
plus support personnel. 

Sargent and Greenleaf m Nicholas­
ville began an exporting program in 
1977 and already has export sale of 
more than $5 million annually, said 
President Rex Parmelee. The com­
pany manufactures and sells high 
security locks to countrie · all over the 
world. Only Iran, the Soviet Union and 
several African countries don't 1mport 
from Sargent & Greenleaf. 

Sargent & Greenleaf security locks 
are used to secure government 
documents in many of the NATO coun­
tries, and are required by law in some 
t:.S government building . 

The company decided to begin an ex­
port program when it moved into a new 
factory and needed to use the addi­
tional space, Parmelee said. 

Although the locks were already be­
ing sold overseas by trading com­
panies, Sargent & Greenleaf thought }t 
could profit from its own export pro­
gram. The company established rela­
tionships with U.S. embassies in other 
countries and held seminars for banks, 
government and safemaker . 

The U.S. and state departments of 
commerce were very helpful with 
determining the legal and technical 
aspects of exporting. Parmelee said. 

Sargent & Greenleaf has since decid­
ed to do its own freight forwarding and 
packaging and processes some of its 
own banking. As a complete export 
group, the company is now looking for 
other compatible Kentucky-made pro­
ducts for export. Parmelee explained. 

With exports accounting for 30 per­
cent of its sales, the company has not 
had to lay off any of the 350 Nicholas­
ville employees, despite a domestic 
lull, Parmelee said 

Another rather techmcal product is 
exported by Prewitt & Associates of 
Lexington. The company manufac­
tures a recorder-strain, which is a 
device used to measure the movement 
strain on airplanes, bridges and 
buildings. 

The device records the movements 
on a metallic disk. After inspecting the 
disk, an engineer can determine the ef· 
feet traffic has on a bridge and whether 
it is safe, said Fay Yount, export sales 
manager. 

The company finds it necessary to 
export because of the specialized 
nature of the device, Yount said. Ex­
porting now accounts for 80 percent of 
Prewitt's sales. 

Prewitt attracted international at­
tention by advertising in trade publica­
tions and using direct mail-outs . It now 
exports to Japan, Australia, eanada, 
Kuwait, Hong Kong and several other 
countnes. 

The boom in exporting among small 
and medtum businesses has resulted in 
a definite increase in employment, 
Savage said. It has also spurred 
development of the state's interna­
tional trade services, which will make 
future exports even easier, he added . 

"Kentucky is in the vanguard of ex­
porting programs," Savage explained. 
Other states are inquiring about our 
program so they can better design 
theirs,-he said "This has established 
Kentucky as a stable exporting state 
with a definite commitment to expor­
ting," Savage said. 

Exporting is an mtegral part of Gov. 
John Y. Brown, Jr.'s economic 
development program, Segell said. 
"Kentucky will continue an active ex­
port program as a hedge against any 
future U. S. economic slowdowns," he 
added

To all the problems Kentuckians 
face dunng the above-normal 
temperatures, consider one more. 

The National Highway Traffic Safety 
Administration has issued warnings 
about the intense summer weather 
overheating car interiors, especially 
the vinvl and metal on child restraints 

The · NHTSA has developed the 
following precautionary measures: 

-Before placing your child in a child 
restraint system, check the device If it 
is too hot, place a towel or blanket in 
the seat before buckling your child in. 

-Infant and child seats get just as 
hol as the car seat, so when possible 
park in the shade. 
-If you must park in direct sunlight, 

cover the car seat and child restraint 
system with a light-colored towel or 
blanket. 

-Never let your child ride 
unrestrained on the regular seats of 
your auto. Always use a child restraint 
system selected on the basis of the 
child's age, weight and height or use 
the vehicle seat belt Place the child in 
the back seat whenever possible. If the 
child can sit up, use the lap belt rather 
than no restraint system at all

When your atrline flight leaves you 
may be left behind. 

Since most airline· overbook their 
flights to a certain extent, you can be 
"bumped" off your flight even though 
you have a valid ticket and a confirmed 
rcs('rvatton "Bumping" occurs when 
there are more passl'ngers registered 
for a fljght than there are eats 
available. Therefore, some ticket 
holders will not he able to travel on that 
flight 

Although overbook1ng and 
"bumping'' arl' lt>gal, those who are 
"bumped" against their will are usual 
I) entitled to some compensatiOn.

Emergency Feed Program

The Soviet Union has the United 
States to thank for its advanced 
technology in air defense, military

them-Bennett reports in the August 
issue of the magazine. 

In effect, this places the U.S. in the 
difficult and costly position of being 
forced to compete against itself in the 
arms race. For the past ten years "the 
Kremlin, moving further away from 
consumer goods. devoted an 
astonishing 15 percent of gross national 
product to its military might," Bennett 
notes. In contrast, the U.S. spends 
about five percent of GNP on defense. 

Major breakthroughs for the Soviets 
were the acquisition of computer 
"chips" and machines capable of mak­
ing miniature bal1 bearings <essential 
in the assembly of a missile-guidance 
system) during the detente period of 
the Nixon Administration . The chips 
arrived in Russia by way of Poland, 
when the sale of a complete plant for 
the manufacture of integrated circuits 
was approved in 1974. The miniature 
ball bearings were harder to come by, 
smce the Pentagon opposed selling 
them the one machine essential to their 
production. But, as Bennett points out, 
"In 1972 Secretary of State Henry Kiss­
inger overrode opposition, and the 
Soviets were able to buy 168 of the 
machines,·· strengthening their MIRV 
program considerably 

The Office of Export Administration 
(QEA> in the Department of Com: 
merce is charged with the responsibili­
ty of preventing inadvertent sale of 
militarily sensitive items It was this 
office that approved the sale of a 
$6-niillion computer to Zil, the largest 
truck plant in Russia and producer of 
military trucks. 

Bennett urges removing export con­
trol from Commerce and establishing a 
clear set of priorities for U.S. security 
interests; an evaluation of sales based 
on their impact on the Soviet economy 
rather than their U.S. value; and the 
establishment of a basic never-sell list. 

"In the end," he concludes. "the 
United States can no longer ignore the 
fact that the Soviet Union remains a 
garrison state in which everything 
serves a military-political purpose. We 
must not contribute to that purpose 
through ill-advised trade." 

Secretary of Agriculture, Bob Berg­
land, recently authorized an optional 
method for determinmg eligibility for 
the emergency feed program which 
could allow participation by more 
farmers. 

Under the option, county offices of 
USDA's Agricultural Stabilization and 
Conservation Service will consider a 
livestock feeding period that runs from 
the date of application to the end of the 
crop year and will consider both the 
feed a farmer has on hand as well as 
the estimated production for the rest of 
the year. 

Previously, county offices determin­
ed that the program's feeding period 
ended when additional feed normally 
became available to the farmer . 

Bergland said the otpion will allow a 
farmer to reserve some of the farm's 
production for winter feed and use pur· 
chased feed to meet current needs. The 
regular requirement that the feeding 
period end on the day when additional 
feed normally becomes available on 
the farm sometimes results in a hard­
ship for some producers, Bergland 
said. 

Under the emergency feed program, 
county offices authorize financial aid 
to farmers when a natural disaster 
reduces the amount of feed normally 
produced on the applicant 's farm and 
the applicant must buy feed in larger­
than-normal quantities. 

Participants may be reimbursed up 
to 50 percent of the cost for feed pur­
chased . This, however, may not exceed 
2 cents per pound in terms of feed grain 
equivalent.

Doe~ )OUr television emit a 'afe 
amount of radiation? W hat's really 
in the co metic-. ou bu)? Is peanut 
butter made according to recogni1ed 
standard ? 

These thing:. are directly regulat­
ed by the food and Drug Adminis-

atlon, a branch of the Department 
of Health, Education. and Welfare. 
The ph):;icians. chemists, nutrition­
ist . microbiologists and phar­
mac.ologisb at the FDA try to make 
sure that your food, drugs and 
co·mctic arc arc. t hat the products 
you bu) arc fair!) labeled, that you 
will not be exposed to un afe levels 
of radiation. and that restaurant and 
interstate travel facilities are sani-

ry. The con umer safety officer 
\estigate complaint" and inspect 

plant:.. The lawyers and compliance 
officers interpret and enforce the 
Ia\\, and the consumer affairs 
officer~ \\ ork with consumer 
groups. 

The FDA has many functions. It 
inspects ne" plants where food, 
drugs, televisions, medical devices 

d cosmetic are made, to assure 
that the e products are safe for 
consumer use. Before drugs, medical 
device and food are even put on the 
market, they are inspected and 
approved. The FDA inspecb ever) 
batch of insulin and antibiotics, and 
even most color additives before they 
can be used. It makes sure that foods 
made according to a set recipe meet 
set standards. It abo sets standards 

r products that emit radiation. 

After a food or drug ha. been put 
on the market, the FDA will obtain 
samples to make sure that it is afe. 
For example, last year the FDA 
urged caution on the use of 
propoxyphene, be t known as Dar­
von, a drug prescribed for killing 
mild or moderate pain 

a · Thtrty million prescriptions for 
~ropoxyphene had been b ued the 

year before, and 1000-2000 death 
had occurred a a re~ult. Most of 
the e death \\Cre termed suicides, 
but it wa~ also observed that 
accidental deaths may have occurred 
when people took only lightly 
higher than the ma)(imum recom­
mended do e. The FDA issued a 
warning which . aid: 

"People "ho usc propoxyphene for 
relief of mild patn should be careful 
not to take more than the recom­
mended dose or to mix th!J drug with 
alcohol or certain other 
drug ... . Disregard of this advice 
may have fatal con~equences.''

What You Seej What You 
Get 

It is the FDA that develops 
labeling regulations. Here again, the 
FDA's scope include pre cription 
products and consumer good .. 
Medicine labels mu,t be approved so 
that doctors know exactly what they 
are prescribing. Cosmetic labels 
must list ingredient.; some foods 
require nutntion listings. 

Legally, the FDA cannot recall a 
product. Most recalls are carried out 
voluntarily by the producer or 
di tributor. Sometimes this is ba ed 
on findings of the manufacturer; 
otherwise it is by the FDA's 
findings. If the company does not 
comply (and this is rare), the FDA 
can seek a court order authorizing 
the federal government to seize the 
defective or dangerous product. 

A recall does not necessarily mean 
that the prod uct will be taken off the 
shelf. Perhaps the violation can be 
corrected easily. Th is may be 
through relabeling, repairing, or 
modifying a product without taking 
it off the market. Whether this is 
done or the product is actually 
removed and returned to the man­
ufacturer, another role of the FDA 
is to issue public warnings when a 
hazardous product has been 
found . 

Besides not having the power to 
order recalls, the Food and Drug 
Administration has other limita­
tions. It cannot require approval for 
the safety of cosmetics before they 
are sold; only afterwards can it take 
legal action to halt sale of the 
product. Products made and sold 
within the same state are out of the 
jurisdiction of the agenc}; interstate 
commerce must be involved . The 
FDA cannot control the price of any 
product, nor can it directly regulate 
advertising, except of prescription 
drugs and certain medical devices. 

Consumer Education 
The consumer information end of 

the Food and Drug Administration 
is extensive. A whole series of "We 
Want You To Know About" 
pamphlets has been published about 
microwave oven radiation, prescrip­
tion drugs, medicines sold without 
prescriptions, etc. The last brochure, 
for example tells consumers that. 

"Each drug (or medicme) )OU 

take not only acts on the body but 
may also alter the effect of any other 
drugs you are taking.

What Can You Do? 
The public can play a role in the 

FDA. In fact, the agency invites you 
to expre )OUr view about current 
policie . You can respond to 
rulemaking propo als published in 
the Federal Register, petition direct­
ly to the FDA Commi sioner for a 
change in regulation (write to the 
FDA for standard petition style), or 
become a consumer representative in 
an FDA advisory committee 

The Federal Register publi hes 
FDA notice . The not1ce of intent 
invites comment on plans to change 
or issue regulations. The notice may 
be issued a a press release, as an 
announcement at public meetings, or 
as a study draft. A tudy draft is an 
examination of the issues before a 
formal proposal is drawn up. 

The notice of public meetmgs or 
briefings is usually issued as a press 
release. The purpo:;e of a public 
meetmg i to inform the public about 
a proposal or a change, explaining 
the issues involved and what the 
effects of the change \\ill be. 

The notice of public hearing 
announces those legal proceedings 
used in administering the FDA's 
regulatory programs. All interested 
people may submit oral or written 
testimony. 

The Federal Regtster is available 
at main branch public ltbraries and 
local U.S. congres:.1onal offices 
Remember, when you give an 
opinion, the most weight will be 
given to tt if it provides new data and 
scientific findings about the subject 
of the proposal. The FDA prefers 
that you submit four copies; one j 
acceptable, though. Your opinion 
can be filed in any form in the Office 
of the Food and Drug Administra­
tion's Hearing Clerk, Room 4-65, 
5600 Fishers Lane, Rockville, Mary­
land 20857 . 

You can also contribute your ideas 
and opinions at consumer exchange 
meetings. These are held regularly in 
the Capitol area with national 
consumer leaders; additional meet­
ings are regu larly scheduled by a ll 
FDA district offices. These meetings 
are held so that consumers can help 
FDA officials establish priorities for 
current and future health concerns 
Also, these meetings facilitate 
exchanges between local FDA 
offices and consumers. 

Reporting Defect~ 
On the most basic level, it is your 

right- and indeed your obligation­
to report defective goods, be they 
insanitary, mislabeled, or in any 
other way harmful. There are 130 
FDA field offices that handle this 
information. Your complaint can 
either be in writing or by phone. 

FDA local offices provide educa­
tional materials; they also can put 
you in contact with a consumer 
affairs office that will provide 
information. They can, for instance, 
pr<;>Vide tips for buyers of microwave 
ovens. 

"Don't try to test the oven 
yourself with any of the devices that 
are sold to consumers for such 
purposes. The FDA has tested a 
number of these devices and found 
that many of them are inaccurate 
and unreliable. The testing devices 
used by public health authorities to 
measure oven leakage are tested for 
accuracy by the FDA.'' 

The Food and Drug Administra­
tion has advisory committees per­
taining to var1ous subjects, and 
consumer representatives are select­
ed for these committees. To become 
a representative, there must be an 
opening, you must not have a 
conflict of interest, and you must be 
selected after being nominated by an 
organi1a tion. 

The fDA has a special interest in 
making sure women and minorities 
are adequately represented on these 
committees. If you arc selected you 
receive a daily compensation fee of 
$128, plus travel and per diem (for 
non-Capitol area re idents) .

State Crime Rate Up 
6.2 Percent in 1979 

If) :-.u were the victim of a robbery or 
a violent assault last year, take heart. 
There are many other Kentuckians 
who know exactly how you feel. 

The state released its latest annual 
cnme statistics recently and, accor­
ding to that report, the number of rob­
beries reported during 1979 was up 14.2 
percent. The rate of increase for ag­
gravated assaults was almost as high, 
13.5 percent. 

In Floyd county, total crimes were 
up from 387 in 1978 to 561 in 1979, 
although robberies dropped from six to 
four. Murders dropped from nine to 
two and manslaughter from three to 
none, but rapes were up from six to 
nine. 

State Police Commissioner Kenneth 
E . Brandenburgh, whose agency com­
piles those statistics annually based on 
data received from all state, county 
and local law enforcement agencies in 
Kentucky, said that the sharp rise in 
robberies and aggravated assaults was 
the chtef factor behind an overall 6.2 
percent increase in Kentucky's major 
crime rate for 1979. 

The other offenses traditionally in­
cluded in making that calculation are 
murder, rape, burglary, larceny and 
auto theft. 

Rape, down by slightly under 1 per­
cent, was the only offense to show a 
decrease. Murder was up by 5.3 per­
cent, burglary by 3.8 percent, larceny 
by 7.2 percent and auto theft by 3.1 per­
cent. 

Related arrest figures also showed 
juveniles as having been involved in 
nearly one-third of all the major 
crimes cleared by arrest. Juvenile in­
volvement was heaviest in auto theft, 
burglary and larceny. 

The opening pages of the report also 
contained a special dedication to the 
two state policemen, one Maysville 
patrolman and two deputy sheriffs, one 
from Wolfe County and one from Pike 
County, who were shot to death in the 
line of duty during 1979. 

Not since 1971 when five police of­
ficers also were slain in the line of duty 
have the state's uniform crime statisti­
cians recorded so many police officer 
deaths in a single year. 

In releasing the 1979 report, 
Brandenburgh noted that it is the tenth 
such report issued since the Kentucky 
State Police first started collecting 
statewide crime statistics on Jan. 1, 
1970 

number of murders reported tn each of 
those years was constant at 335. 

Although the overall number of 
juvenile arrests between 1970 and 1979 
was up only slightly in the major 
crimes group-from 30.4 percent to 
31.2 percent-the rate of change in cer­
tain other offense categories also 
surveyed was much higher. 

Juvenile arrests for drug violations 
were up 637 percent and arrests for 
driving while under the influence in­
creased 605 percent. Smaller increases 
also were noted for drunkeness, up 63 
percent, and runaways, up 25 percent. 

The number of juveniles arrested for 
carrying or possessing a deadly 
weapon, however, was down 17 per­
cent. 

Brandenburgh also noted that county 
police officers were assaulted more 
often, both in 1970 and 1979, than any 
other group of Kentucky law enforce­
ment personnel. The rate of reported 
assaults against county policemen, for 
each of those years, was about one out 
of every four officers. 

However, the commissioner also 
said that while the assault rate among 
Kentucky troopers was lower, "it is 
significant because of the sharp pace 
at which it is increasing." 

In 1970, state police reported about 
3.9 assaults per 100 officers. By 1979, it 
was up to 16.6 per 100.

If 
available, calcium fertilizer may be 
used for side dressing plants as 
calcium and nitrogen fertlizer while 
blossom-end rot is a problem. 

Also, avoid ammonium forms of 
nitrogen fertilizer such as ammonium 
nitrate or ammonium sulfate during 
the fruiting season. 

Gas Co. Ordered To Serve 
W. Prestonsburg Residents 

The state Energy Regulatory Com­
mission has ordered East Kentucky 
Utilities to contact each property 
owner in the immediate area of the 
William Bivens residence, West 
Prestonsburg, and determine how 
many people want gas service. 

The company has also been ordered 
to provide service by Oct. 1 to those 
persons interested. 

The commission received a com­
plaint letter from Bivens on Oct. 15, 
1979, asking for natural gas service 
from East Kentucky Utilities . In 
January, commission staff members 
made an on-site inspection. 

According to the commission order, 
the company is directed to provide ser­
vice to all individuals requesting ser­
vice unless it can prove inability to 
serve the potential customers due to 
gas supply shortage. 

The commission also issued three 
other orders which allowed Glen 
Childers and Ike Skeen, both of 
Prestonsburg, and Earl Bolen, of Gar­
rett, to deviate from a commission 
regulation , 

They will be allowed to use 1.25 inch 
plastic an~ steel pipe, in lieu of black 
steel pipe, in construction of a service 
line from their respective homes to a 
gas line of Inland Gas Co. 

Inspection by commission staff 
found it would be possible to bury the 
line to a sufficient depth to prevent 
damage to the lines by surface digging 
and plowing.

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The No. 1 cause of death in young 
chtldren is easy to prevent. Of ever) 
100 children killed in car accidents, 70 
could have avoided death if their 
parents had added one more habit to 
their child care routine. 

But less than 10 percent of Ken­
tucky's children have parents who take 
the time and effort to place them in 
ch1ld restraints when they ride in a car, 
according to safety officials. 

Parents who have been unwilling or 
unable to purchase a child restraint 
because of the cost of the devices 
(prtces range from $20 to $50) may 
soon be able to borrow one. The Traffic 
Safety Institute at Eastern Kentucky 
University, under a program ad­
ministered by the state Department of 
Transportation, is offenng assistance 
to local health and civic organizations 
interested in establishing a loan pro­
gram. 

The institute has designed a manual 
for child restraint loan programs that 
instructs groups on how to organize, 
equip and purchase child restraints 
and publicize a program in !their area . 
Adopted from a successful program in 
Michigan, it enables groups to loan 
child restraints for a small fee . 

Program coordinators are especially 
hopeful that it may help financially 
disadvantaged parents who may be 
unable to purchase a restraint. 

Robin McBride, coordinator from 
EKU, said he wants to reach parents 
through hospitals and organizations. 

"We want to develop an entire at­
titude change, •· he said. "Children 
don't have the power to make a choice 
and have to depend on adults for pro­
tection." 

McBride emphasized that the safest 
way for a child of any age, even 
newborns, to travel in a car is a child 
restraint. "Holding a baby in your 
arms is just as bad or worse than no 
restraint at all," he said 

"A 10-pound baby being held in a 
vehicle traveling at 30 miles per hour 
develops a force of 300 pounds if the 
vehicle crashes. Plus, the baby could 
easily be crushed by the person holding 
him," McBride said. 

The equivalent force would be to 
drop that same child from a three­
story building, he added 

McBride said another problem exists 
because many parents fail to use 
restraints properly . 

Although there are many varieties of 
child restraints, parents should be sure 
the model they select has been "crash" 
or ''dynamically " tested. Tested 
restraints provide a high level of pro­
tection by distributing and absorbing 
the force upon impact. 

Until recently, no rating standards 
had been established for restraints 

Building Inspectors 
Attend School 

Local building inspectors from all 
over Kentucky will be attending 
building inspectors school July 28 
through Aug. 1 at the Lexington 
Technical Institute on the University of 
Kentucky campus. 

The school is sponsored by the state 
Department of Housing, Buildings and 
Construction. There are 85 city and 
county inspectors enrolled. 

The purpose of the school, the first of 
its type in Kentucky, is to give the new 
inspectors information about 
establi!Shing building inspection 
departments and to familiarize all the 
inspectors with the new Kentucky 
Building Code. 

Kentucky's new code went into effect 
Feb. 15 and is the first uniform 
statewide building code in the com­
monwealth.

In addition to protecting a child 's 
life, using child restraints prohtbtls a 
chtld from moving about in a car and 
distracting the driver. Accordmg tore­
cent studtes, children behave better if 
they ride in a child restraint. 

The ride home from the hospital is 
the best place to start using a child 
restraint, McBride said If a child is 
trained early to accept the safety 
precaution, 1t will likely be viewed as a 
regular part of l'iding a car 

"I see so much potential in this 
area." McBride said. "The needs and 
importance of some programs come 
and go, but this can stop the No. 1 
preventable killer of children."
