As the dust settles following the recent 
shake-up at the 1ountain Comprehensive 
Care Center here, it appears that pro­
grams who e threatened demise caused 
the loudest public outcry Y. ill be funded 
for another year but that the agency will 
operate "1th a substantiall> reduced 
admini trative staff. 

n P.arlier dt>CJsion to close the La} ne 
House, a detoxification unit for alcoholics, 
llas been reversed, although outpatient 
alcoholic services v. ill be cut. Also 
restored to the budget arc funds for 
preschools for developmentally disabled 
children in Prestonsburg and Pikeville, 
and for services to the psychiatric ward at 
Pikeville Methodist Ho~;pital. 

MCCC Executive Director David Bell 
said this week that the preschools and the 
inpatient psychiatric program would be 
funded out of government momes that 
have become available since the program 
cuts were originally announced. 
However, no further funds have 
materialized for the Layne House, which 
will be able to operate only at the expense 
of outpatient services in Floyd, Johnson, 
Magoffin and Martin counties and by im­
po. ing tighter spending policies on the 
unit, Bell said. 

The long-term prospects for federal 
funds to operate facilities like the Layne 
House still appear bleak, he said, 
although the state leg•slature recently 
gave the Department for Human

The MCCC board voted Monday, over 
the dissent of the two Floyd county board 
members present, to discontinue sen·ices 
the agency has been providing the Golden 
Years Rest Home at Lackey. In support of 
th" 1 en 1t was argued th I the facih­
ty falls with n Lh are of respon ibulty of 
the Hazard Comprehensive Care Center, 
which was said to be now willing and able 
to provide services there. 

Board members Dick Leslie and Floyd 
Davis voted against the proposal, Leslie 
arguing that MCCC has a responsibility to 
the institution on account of its historical 
and geographical ties to this area. Of the 
rest home's 56 current residents, 23 come 
from MCCC's catchment area. including 
14 from this county.

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The Most Unpopular Action 
Politics, like life, is replete with anomalies. For example : 
One of the most popular planks in any politician's platform is 

the one declaring the firm intention of reducing the bureaucracy 
and the number of public employees. 

But the most unpopular thing a politician can do is to put that 
promise into effect. / 

Governor Brown and some of his department heads are 
learning that reducing expenses by cutting individuals from the 
state payroll is anathema to the victims, their families, relatives 
and friends. That is the situation, only a few months after his 
promises of a businesslike administration helped him win the 
governorship with a tremendous outpouring of votes. 

Perhaps it is a natural reaction. Thousands of efficient in­
dividuals are losing jobs in which they at one time felt secure, 
and this at a time when inflation makes unemployment par­
ticularly painful and frightening. Certainly there are many who 
have felt the axe who should not be jobless but should have been 
transferred to other departments where needed. In such a time 
of change and shifting payrolls, some injustices result. Some 
who aren't pulling their weight remain at work while the ef­
ficient are penalized. 

We sympathize with those who have lost their jobs and face 
uncertainty, if not actual hardship. We also sympathize with this 
governor who apparently is undertaking to make good on an 
election promise to the people of Kentucky. 
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The grandson of a !\'avajo medicine 
man, young Cecil Willeto heard his 
people's traditions measured against the 
white man's history. Navajo religion 
measured against European 
Christianity, and quickly found himself 
in the no-man's·land between alien 
cultures. 

A stint in the army followed, then 
marriage and children and, with them, a 
troubling question: What heritage to 
teach them? 

"Raise them the way you were taught 
at home, and you'll survive," was his 
family's advice. But Willeto heeded, 
instead, the voice of a Christian 
missionar), who persuaded him that the 
Christian's Lord is the only guarantor of 
·urvival "Eternal life is waiting for 
me," he confesses. "That ts what I want 
people to have. That is what I tell 
people " • 

The stocky Navajo pastor is not 
unaware that Christianity is cited for the 
decline of their own culture by many of 
his people-younger militants who ac­
cuse the white man's religion of ren­
dermg Indians docile in the face of their 
own oppression as well as an older 
generation resentful of Christianity's 
undermining traditional tribal authority. 

To the first charge, Willeto pleads no 
contest. Does he feel no anger at the 
white man's domination of his people? 
"Once I did," he says quietly. "but not 
since I have found the Lord." But is not 
this precisely what some of his people 
find offensive about the white man's 
creed-it's capacity to dissipate a sub­
ject people's anger? "Some young people 
are saying this," he concedes, "but I am 
not saying it Not since I found the Lord." 

One thing he will not accept, however, 
is Christianity's responsibility for the 
decline of Indian lore. "A man once said 
to me, 'Our religion is dying out because 
of the nonsense you Christians have 
brought,' '' he relates. 

"I said to him, 'My friend, how much 
do you know? How many Navajo 
prayers?' " 

"Enough to live" 
"Do you teach them to your children?" 
"No. But some day I will teach them." 
"Will you teach them everything you 

know?" 
"Maybe." 
And maybe not. The waning of the 

tribal faith, Willeto implies, not without 
sadness, may owe less to the lure of 
foreign gods than to his people's own 
neglect.

Calhoun said her husband fell 
down a hill, "and they grabbed his arms 
and hit him with the blackJaCk again . . He 
started cussing when he rolled over the 
hill. 

"I seen him wiping the blood from his 
eyes. I screamed, and I heard three shots. 
He lay there bleeding to death. and they 
never o~fered to help him," she said.

Evans explained the last base assess· 
ment was carried out in 1966 by a North 
Carolina firm and since that time sale and 
exchange of property had not been ade­
quately recorded within the city limits . 
He also puinted out that tax maps had 
been m1splaced, addmg to the "general 
confusion." 

Although no official action was taken 
regarding the matter, Evans said "the 
general consensu:; seems to be that we get 
a professional appraiser to help 
straighten the situation out." 

Although no action was taken in a brief 
executive session by the Council regar· 
ding personnel, a di cus ton of the alleged 
inadequacy of a number of radio dispat­
chers was initialed by Councilman Dick 
Clark preceding the session. Police Chief 
Keith Lawson, Fire Chtef Tom Blackburn 
and Councilman Btll Ray Collins joined 
Clark in calling for changes in some 
dispatching personnel and a general tn· 
crease m effectiveness of the police and 
fire dispatching operations.

Anderson nor Ella Jane Hall, chau 
woman of the Wheelwright Board of 
Trustt>es, would comment on the report, 
but Gary Johnson, the cit)''S attorney, 
sa1d It was his understandmg that An­
derson had tendered his resignation, 
effective "some t1me this month." 

The development comes in the wake of 
a d1spute over Ander on's legal standing 
as a police officer in Utis county and also 
follows an agreement by which he and a 
man he had arrested earlier thJS year 
agreed to drop charges against each 
other 

DIStrict Court Judge Harold Stumbo 
recently raised the issue of the police 
officer's legal standing, arguing that as a 
resident of Pike county-Anderson hves 
in Virgte-he is barred by state statute 
from serving as a police officer here.

Attorney Johnson conceded this week • 
that the employment of an out~f-county 
restdent as city marshal contravenes 
state statute but sa1d the sttuation only 
underscores Ute difficulty encountered 
by Wheelwright in recruiting law en­
forcement officers. 

Other charges levelled at Anderson by 
Judge Stumbo met with firm denials this 
week. The Judge claimed that Anderson 
is employed as a deputy sheriff in Pike 
county-a claim denied by Anderson­
and that his Wheelwright office con­
sequently posed a conflict of interest. 

Stumbo further questioned the 
policeman's effectiveness, claiming that 
he had issued no citations this year of 
which the district court office had any 
record . Jail records mdicate, however, 
that the former Wheelwright policeman 
has booked 26 individuals on a variety of 
charges this year. 

The compromise effected last week 
stemmed from Anderson's arrest on 
January 1 this year of a Melvin man. 
Berlin Johnson, on charges of public 
intoxication and resisting arrest. 
Johnson lodged a complaint against 
Anderson the same day, alleging first 
degree assault, in that Anderson "caused 
him serious physical injury by hitting him 
with a deadly weapon." 

Johnson's action against Ander on and 
Anderson's charge that Johnson had 
resisted arrest were both dropped 
Friday. Reports that the settlement also 
included Anderson's resignation could 
not be confirmed. Johnson's trial on the 
publ;c intoxication charge has been 
continued until August, according to 
court records. 

Judge Stumbo's criticism of Anderson 
was contained in a May 28 letter to 
Supreme Court Justice John S Palmore, 
written in response to criticism of 
Stumbo himself , also contained in a letter 
to Judge Palmore, by Mrs Hall, who 
accused Stumbo of " consistently 
diSmissing or reducing" Wheelwright's 
police citations.

Durmg the vote , the delegates from 
those three counties moved to 'he other 
side of the convention floor and 
threatened to hold a splinter election. 
Delegates from Letcher and Perry joined 
the walkout after the voting. 

The dispute was finally re,oiYed after 
more than an hour's delay in which the 
chairmen of the various Seventh dL-;trict 
counties negotiated a compromise on the 
slating of candidates for the State Cen­
tral Committee with Bob Cobb, state 
chairman, which resulted in the election 
of Dale Emmons, Flemmg county, as the 
youth representative. 

Dr Leslie aid he did not believe the 
Credentials committee voted correctly, 
as Floyd county'· credentials had bf.'en • 
mailed to state Democratic headquarters 
prior to the convention.

KET Cuts Saturday 
Broadcast Hours 

Ket announced today reduced broad­
cast hours for the summer in the face of 
budget cutbacks and personnel shortages 
at several KET transmitter sites. 

Immediately affected is KET'S Satur­
day schedule On June 21, the statewide 
television network will begin broad­
casting at 5:00p.m., instead of the usual 
12:00 p.m. sign-on. 

According to Associate Executive 
Director for Broadcasting Sandy Welch, 
KET, hit hard by the spiraling costs of do­
ing business in inflationary times, has 
been looking for ways to reduce operating 
costs. Recent personnel shortages at 
several of KET'S 15 transmitters sites 
have served to worsen the situation. 

Welch characterized the KET decision 
as drastic, but necessary. "It's always 
difficult and painful to cut broadcast 
hours, •· Welch said, "but we tried to look 
for areas that would be least disruptive to 
our schedule.'' 

Under the new plan, some KET pro­
grams which originally aired Saturday 
mornings and afternoons move to a later 
time period, while still others have been 
completed or discontinued. 

Beginning June 21, "Personal Time 
Management," a course on personal and 
professional time, will air Saturdays at 
5:00 p.m. "New Shapes: Education," a 
discussion of developments in Kentucky 
education, can be seen at 6:00p.m. 

Several TV courses offered for college 
credit which were part of the Saturday 
schedule last spring have completed their 
broadcast cycle and are expected to 
return in the fall. ' 

Saturday musical specials and repeat 
programs from a current broadcast of 
"GED," the KET-produced series design­
ed to prepare adults to obtain their high 
school equivalency diplomas, will be 
discontinued for the summer. KET will 
continue to air "GED" on Tuesdays and 
Thursdays at 6:30p.m., noted Welch.

Mushroom Cans Get 
Botulism Inspection 

Kentucky health department 
sanitarians ·will soon begin checking nurs­
mg homes, hospitals and other institu­
tions and food service establishments in a 
regional recall of canned mushrooms that 
may contain the deadly botulism toxin. 

The recall began this week after the 
Food and Drug Administration found 
botulism toxin in mushroom stems and 
pieces packed in cans manufactured by 
Emil Lerch Inc. of Hatfield, Pa . The No.10 
size cans have been distributed by the 
Pennsylvania firm since February 1977. 
The mushrooms were sold in 19 Eastern 
and Southern states. 

The exact number of 4-pound, 4-ounce 
cans involved in the recall is not known, 
federal officials said.

Department for Human Resources of­
ficial John Draper said today health 
department officials will be asked in the 
next day or two to check institutions and 
food service establishments for the 
mushrooms, which were packed under 12 
brand names. He said health departments 
wiJl concentrate on institutions because 
they are the most likely purchasers of the 
bulk quantity cans. The check will take 
about a week, he said. Draper is manager 
of the department's food control branch. 

If any cans are found, they will be 
removed from sale or use and ·held' for 
pick up or disposal by the Pennsylvania 
company, Draper said. 

The mushrooms were packed under 
these labels: Even Tide, Chef's Finest, 
Friends Golden Glow, Elizabeth Park, 
Railtons Natural and Railtons Barco, 
Romayo, Mijla Special Mushrooms, Man­
do's Pizza Systems Inc., Veteran and 
Pomoco. 

The cans can be identified by the letters 
"E" and "L" on the top of a two-line code 
stamped on an end of the can, Draper 
said. 

Consumers discovering such cans 
should return them to the place of pur­
chase, Draper said.

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Firefighters Attend 
School in Lexington Earnings Up-But Prices Up More CALL MIGHTY MUFFLER 

FOR MUFFLERS & SPECIALTIES More than 1,200 firefighters from across 
the state were challenged to "learn by do· 
ing" at the 51st Annual Kentucky Fire 
School in Lexington. 

"The goals for all of us are the protec­
tion of life and property," Acting State 
Fire Marshal Gilbert Ellis told the gather­
ing. To achieve those goals, he said, 
firefighters must have education and 
training in the latest firefighters techni­
ques and with the latest technology. 

John R. Groves Jr., commissioner of 
the state Department of Housing, 
Buildings and Construction, said the 
school is "democracy at its very best" 
because the participants are there volun· 
tarily and for the public good. 

Groves also used the occasion to in­
troduce the new state fire marshal, Gayle 
F. Horn of Frankfort. Horn, who is a 
registered professional engineer, will 
replace Ellis on July 1. 

During the school, the firefighters are 
taught the latest techniques in such areas 
as firefighting strategy and tactics, 
rescue, cardio-pulmonary resuscitation 
and handling of hazardous materials. 

The school is sponsored by the Universi· 
ty of Kentucky in cooperation with the 
State Fire Marshal's Office, the Depart­
ment of Housing, Buildings and Construc­
tion, the Kentucky Firemen's Associa­
tion, the Lexington-Fayette Urban County 
Government and the state Department of 
Education.

Gains in weekly earnings for wage and 
salary workers and their families were 
outpaced by the rise in prices between the 
first quarters of 1979 and 1980, according 
to household survey data published by the 
Bureau of Labor Statistics of the U.S. 
Department of Labor.' 

Median family earnings from wage and 
salary employment rose by 8 percent, 
from $365 to $395 a week, but the purchas· 
ing power of these earnings declined by 5 
percent after deflation by the Consumer 
Price Index CCPI·W). 

Neduab weekly earnings of all in­
dividuals with full-time wage and salary 
jobs rose by 9 percent over the 
year--from $238 to $260. However, 
because of the increase in prices their 
real earnings declined by 4 percent. 

Among married couples, those with only 
one earner experienced the steepest drop 
in real earnings over the year--about 7 
percent. For two-earner families, the 
decline was a more modest 4 percent. 
There was also a further increase in the 
number of dual-earner families, par­
ticularly of those where both the husbaqd 
and wife were employed. At the sarr\e 
time. the number of families where on~ 
the husband worked declined by nearly 
half a million. 

The earnings of families maintained by 
women increased by almost 12 percent, 
nearly matching the rise in consumer 
prices. Nevertheless, the median earn­
ings of these families remained very low, 
$220 a week, compared with $428 for mar­
ried-couple families and $350 for 
families maintained by men. 

Earnings levels varied with the employ­
ment situation of family members. In the 
first quarter of 1980, weekly earnings of: 
married couples ranged from $159 where 
the husband was unemployed to $559 
where a son, daughter or some other 
family menber was jobless and both hus­
band and wife were working. 

The unemj)loyment rate for husbands, 
at 4.0 percent, was substantially higher at 
the beginning of 1980 than a year earlier, 
while the rates for wives and women 
maintaining families were essentially un­
changed. About 55 percent of the 
unemployed husbands but only 17 percent 
of the unemployed women maintaining 
families had other family membfrs work­
ing. Among 1.3 million jobless wives, 83 
percent had someone in their family who 
was working. 

After allowance for inflation, a 5 per­
cent increase over the year in the weekly 
earnings of black men translated into an 8 
percent decline in their purchasing 
power. With average weekly earnings of 
$239 in the first quarter of 1980, black men 
working full time earned 74 percent as 
much as white men, down from 77 percent 
a year earlier. In contrast, black women

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Unearthing America's Prehistoric Past 
By Madeleine Jacobs

For most of us, American history 

begins in the 1600s when European 
colonists settled on the East Coast. But 
clues to America's more distant past 
may actually be buried in our own back­
yards, especially those in the Mississippi 
Valley. For it is there, in the rich, fertile 
floodplains of the valley, that many 
"prehistoric" Indians, living hundreds of 
years ago and predating modern Indian 
tribes, built their homes and left 
evidence of their cultures. 

Time and dirt have covered these over, 
but, increasingly, archaeologists looking 
for America's roots are digging into 
these prehistoric sites. Among these 
modern-day explorers is Dr. Bruce Smith 
of the Smithsonian Institution's Museum 
of Natural History in Washington, D. C. 

"We now know that man lived in 
America for many thousands of years 
before European explorers and settlers 
arrived and we want to learn more about 
these cultures," he explains. "Un­
fortunately, many sites are disappearing 
because of construction and agricultural 
practices. 

"By the year 2000, virtually all 
evidence of prehistoric occupation of the 
Mississippi Valley will have vanished. If 
we don't make an attempt now, we'll 
never know about these cultures." 

Smith has studied the "Temple Mound 
builders," who lived between roo and 1600 
A.D. in the Mississippi Valley and 
elsewhere in the United States. His 
research is an out-growth of pioneering 
studies of these indigenous American 
Indians by the Smithsonian's Mound 
Exploration Division nearly 100 years 
ago. 

"From their research, we know that 
the Temple Mound builders were 
primarily farmers who attained the 
highest level of cultural development in 
North America prior to the European 
involvement," Smith says. "This took the 
form of a sophisticated 'chiefdom' level 
of organization, with an elite group that 
made many of the decisions facing their 
society." 

The mounds themselves marked the 
ceremonial, administrative and 
defensive center of the chiefdom, which 
ranged in size from 500 to more than 1,000 
people. Most of these people lived in 
small villages and on single-family 
farmsteads. The elite, however, lived in a 
fortified ceremonial center with their 
structures and houses built on rec­
tangular, flat-topped earthen mounds, 
constructed from thousands of 
basketloads of dirt from the river valley. 

One of the 1,600 mound centers in­
vestigated by the Mound Exploration 
Division was the Powers "Fort" in south­
eastern Missouri. Division members 
excavated and described the ceremonial 
center of the chiefdom in the early 1880s, 
but further research was not undertaken 
until the late 1960s when a University of 
Michigan research team, including 
Smith, excavated several outlying 
villages. In 1974 Smith directed a group 

• 
of students in the first excavation of a 
single-family farmstead of the Powers 
Chiefdom. "Our goal was to learn more 
about the everyday life of an average, 
non-elite Indian family," he recalls. 

How does an archaeologist reconstruct 
the lives of people who left only 
fragmentary shreds of their existence? 

"It's like putting together the pieces of 
a complex puzzle," he says. "The objects 
by themselves do not tell us very much­
we have to see how they are located in 
relationship to each other and in what 
context they are found. That's why ex-
cavations are so slow and tedious. Also, 
even before you select a site you have to 
know what questions you want an­
swered." 

Smith wanted to learn how long and 
during what seasons the site was oc­
cupied, the size and composition of the 
occupying group, activities carried out at 
the site and the overall role of the site in 
the chiefdom. 

Working under the hot Missouri sun, 
student archaeologists took 10 weeks to 
excavate the 8,000-square-foot site. Soil 
disturbed by the plow was first removed, 
revealing the remains of two houses and 
series of pits where different activities 
such as butchering and cooking ap­
parently were carried out. Soil was then 
carefully scraped away with small 
trowels, grapefruit knives and spoons, 
uncovering additional artifacts one by 
one. Each item was photographed in 
place, assigned a number and bagged. 
Next, all dirt excavated was washed 
through a fine screen, revealing very 
small items. The steps were repeated 
until sterile soil was reached. 

Ultimately, almost 50,000 objects­
ranging from flakes of stone and 
ceramics, clay fragments, bones of small 
animals and fish1 nut fragments , seeds 
and other plant remains- were 
recovered from the entire site. 

Smith personally examined each of 
these items and was able to identify the 
function of about half, a process that took 
3 years and hundreds of laboratory 
hours. To distinguish man-related ar­
tifacts from those formed by nature, 
objects were compared with other known 
and documented objects and with those 
found at the site. Patterns of wear were 
examined with a microscope; 
radiocarbon dating helped determine the 
age of organic materials, such as 
charred wood from the house posts. 

Armed with this detailed analysis, 
Smith began to put together a picture of 
life at the farmstead. He concluded that 
around 1300 A.D. an extended family of 
five to seven males and females lived at 
this site for 1 to 3 years. 

"From bones and tools found, we know 
that the males hunted white-tailed deer, 
racoon, fox, squirrel, beaver, rabbit and 
wild turkey during the fall and winter 
and fish and waterfowl during the spring 
and summer," he says. 

• "One of the two houses seemed to be 

used for sleeping aand keeping warm 
during the winter. The other house was 
the center of daily life at the farm, with 
broken pottery vessels and tools 
recovered from inside testifying to the 
wide variety of activities that were 
carried out there From this evidence, we 
concluded that the site was occupied 
year-round."

preparation such as cooking equipment 
and remains of wild plants and nuts from 
hickory and oak trees. Just as hunting is 
traditionally a male-oriented activity in 
Indian cultures, food preparation is the 
province of females, Smith says. Both 
males and females, however, probably 
raised squash, corn and beans in a 
domesticated garden. The farmstead 
was about 2 miles from the fortified 
mound village and Smith believes that 
the family went to the village for im­
portant ceremonies and to seek 
protection against attacks. 

On a more philosophical level, there 
are many questions that will never be 
answered-What, for example, were the 
hopes and aspirations of these peoples? 
"We may never figure out what caused 
these cultures to decline and fade away 
around 1500 A.D.," Smith says, "but 
perhaps we can learn something from 
these people who lived so successfully 
with their environment for hundreds of 
years."

Concluding his story, Smith says, 
"These prehistoric lndians were not 
eking out a precarious hand-to-mouth 
existence in a hostile landscape. Far 
from it. They existed in a naturally 
abundant environment and used a 
variety of its energy sources in a way 
that did not endanger nor drastically 
modify it."

"Rational Suicide" 
Documentary On KET 
"I don't think of myself now as killmg 

myself. I feel no desire to kill, or injure, or 
maim. To me, that's the difference bet­
ween rational and irrational suicide ; irra­
tional is neurotically mvolved with kill­
ing .. . " 

These words, spoken bJ New York ar­
tist and pyschotherapist Jo Roman 32 
days before carrying out her carefully 
planned suicide, are the opening words of 
"Choosing Suictde," premiering Monday, 
June 16 at 9 p .m ., on KET. This one-hour 
documentary focuses on Roman's deter­
mination to end her life with dignity and 
on her own terms. 

Roman believed m planned self­
termination and opposed forced prolonga­
tion of life upon anyone who wished to end 
it. 

For the last ten years Roman had in­
tended to end her life sometime in her 70s 
and was writing a book advocating her 
thoughts on "rational suicide.' ' At 62 
Roman discovered she had ~';~st cancer 
and began orgamzmg 101 ... ~~~-~cancer 
departure. 

When the advance of the disease seem­
ed to threaten her ability to finish the 
book, Roman asked her friend, documen­
tary producer Richard Ellison, to record 
her ideas and plans on tape. Ellison in 
turn recruited videomakers Leah Siegel 
and Don Blauvelt. Together they taped 19 
hours of intimate conversations and con­
frontations with close friends and 
relatives, some of whom strongly opposed 
Roman's intentions. 

Jo Roman ended her life exactly as she 
had envisioned. She wrote farewell letters 
to 60 friends and an obituary for the New 
York Times. The last evening was spent 
in her New York City apartment with her 
husband, her daughter and a close family 
friend working on her final creation, a 
coffin-shaped " life sculpture." Then in 
the early morning hours of June 10, 1979, 
62-year-old Jo roman washed down 35 
sleeping pills with a glass of champagne. 
Husband, Mel Roman, a professor of 
psychiatry, was with her in her final 
moments. " She was, " he said, 
"completely without fear or am ­
bivalence." 

Immediately following "Choosing 
Suicide," at 10 p.m. "Choosing Suicide: 
The Implications" with host, Hugh 
Downs, examines the issue of rational 
suicide.

More Closely Eyed Greenhouse Crew Brings Splash of Color to City 

State Human H.c~ourccs Secretary 
Grady Stumbo has announced plan. to 
reform state regulatiOn of nursing homes. 

Stumbo disclosed the proposed changes 
following a Louisville Courier-Journal 
series of articles detailing deficiencies in 
the regulation and operation of nursing 
homes 

Among Stumbo's proposals are these: 
-1'he Human Resources Department 

will work w1th the Interim Committe on 
Health and Welfare to prepare the gover­
nor's reform package on leg1slahon 
governing nursing homes. 

-The department will prepare a direc­
tory of all nursing homes in the state and 
w1ll include a rating of the homes 

--The department will begin 
automatically revoking the licenses of 
nursing homes that fail to promptly cor­
rect problems. 

-If authority from Go\'. John Y. Brown 
Jr is granted, Stumbo will ha,·e the op­
tion of cutting off Medicaid and Medicare 
funding of nursing homes that violate 
regulations. 

In announcing the plans this week, 
Stumbo said reform has long been needed 
in the nursing home industry. 

"We're going to act promptly and 
decisively to end the lax enforcement of 
nursing home regulations that the state 
has had for years. We have a serious pro· 
blem and we need solutions now," Stumbo 
said. 

He said the reforms will take place over 
the next several months.

Food 
Suddenly, vitamins are "in." Mil­
lions of us, each day, take a 
multivitamin pill. In addition, count­
less people reach for vitamin C 
during the cold sea on, and others 
take vitamin E to boost their sex 
lives or vitamin B 12 for extra 
energy. Your family can probably be 
counted among these people. 

Now food manufacturers have 
caught on to the public's interest in 
vitamins by adding vitamins to 
foods. The food industry, according 
to some critics, uses vitamins as a 
promotic;mal gimmick to increase 
profits. 

Vitamins are added to "fortify" 
foods-meaning that nutrients 
which do not occur naturally in the 
food are added (vitamin C in cereal): 
or to "enrich" foods to increase the 
levels of naturally occurring nu­
trients (B-vitamins in many cereals): 
or to "restore" foods-to replace 
nutrients that have been lost in 
processing (B-vitamins in flour). 

All of these processes ignore the 
nutritional facts of life by placing 
emphasis on the added vitamins 
alone for their nutritional claims. 
Nutrition is measured by protein, 
fiber, calories, and carbohydrates, as 
well as by vitamins and minerals 
which may not be contained in the 
food, including important trace 
elements (calcium, phosphorus, 
magnesium, etc.) Nutrients act in 
complex complementary patterns 
which cannot be duplicated by the 
addition of random vitamins or 
minerals to a food product. 

For the same reason, it is not a 
good idea to depend on vitamin pills 
alone for good nutrition. If you are 
under a lot of stress, and miss meals 
(because you're rushed or because 
you're dieting-two very common 
reasons for missed meals), swallow­
ing vitamins and minerals in 
megadoses is not going to keep you 
healthy. Supplements are only part 
of the picture. You need a balanced 
diet, and that means real food in two 
or three well-balanced meals 
daily 

What about the claims for 
megavitamin therapy for a variety of 
ills? Given the fact that nourishing 
food is basic to good health, can 
heavy doses of vitamins and minerals 
provide added benefits even 
prevent illnesses or cure illnesses? 
From claims for vitamin C in 
preventing andfor curing the com­
mon cold to claims that vitamin E

prevents heart disease, you have 
probably heard a great deal about 
the "wonder-drug" effects of 
vitamins. 
Thes~ claims have come under 

strong attack, and are controversial. 
The U.S. Department of Health, 
Education, and Welfare have ques­
tioned what they term the "myths of 
vitamins." The position of the Food 
and Drug Administration about 
vitamin supplements is basically that 
you don't need them: Americans get 
all the nutrients necessary to prevent 
deficiencies of the most common 
vitamins, such as C and E. Further­
more, they argue, most claims for 
vitamin supplements are either 
untrue or have no scientific proof. 
The government report acknow­
ledges that some research with 
vitamin C showed that massive doses 
reduced the occurrence and time of 
a cold by about 25 percent; but it 
concludes that vitamin C does not 
cure or completely prevent colds. 

More alarmingly. some cntics of 
megavitamins charge that you can 
actually "overdost!" on certain 
vitamins. That is, as noted in a 
recent Consumer Reports, vitamin C 
can lead to diarrhea or even kidney 
problems, if consumed to excess. 
Other problems may occur with 
huge amounts of vitamin A, vitamin 
D, or potassium chloride, and severe 
side effects have been reported. 

But it is important to point out 
that studies are not conclusive. 
Claims for success with megavi­
tamins, with optimistic results of 
research, continue alongside the 
disclaimers. For example, Consumer 
Reports has stated that treating 
schizophrenia with megavitamin 
therapy has been unsuccessful. 
There may even be adverse effects 
in such treatment. But according to 
the Do It Now Foundation, a 
national organization involved in 
educating people about drugs, 
megavitamin therapy of 
schizophrenics has been highly 
successful. The organization notes 
that the Committee on Therapy of 
the American Schizophrenia As­
sociation reports an 85 percent 
improvement rate with niacin ther­
apy. Vitamin C is used along with 
this therapy. Large doses of vitamin 
C and niacin, the group claims, will 
also help amphetamine users in 
lessening the intensity of a 
"comedown" off the use of 
amphetamines.

Summer Youth Jobs 
Okayed For Funding 

Department for Human Resources 
Secretary Grady Stumbo announced to 
day, on behalf of Gov. John Y Brown Jr., 
the authorization of funding for 1,517 sum­
mer jobs for economically disadvantaged 
youths. 

The jobs are being made available 
through two programs that were 
developed as a reaction to current 
economic conditions, said Stumbo. 

Through local governments and private 
non-profit agencies in the 89 county Com­
prehensive Employment and Training 
Act (CETA) balance of state area, 1,280 
jobs will be available. Federal CETA 
money is allocated to states for these 
types of projects. 

The remaining jobs will be available 
through the Kentucky Association of Com­
munity Action Agencies 

The projects will be administered at the 
state level by the department's Bureau 
for Manpower Services, which also will be 
responsible for recruitment and place­
ment of participants, said Bureau Com­
missioner Dr. John Wells. 

"The present economy has forced these 
young people and many of their parents 
out of work," said Stumbo. 
"Unfortunately, these economically 
disadvantages youths are the ones who 
suffer the most in the long run." 

These two programs are not "give 
away" programs, Stumbo stressed. "The 
young participants will work for their 
wages, and their work will benefit the 
local communities. PartiCipants will be 
performing services such as road work, 
public park maintenance, services to the 
elderly and repair work on public 
schools," Stumbo said. 

While these projects are not part of the 
CETA summer youth program, the work 
performed will be similar to CET A pro­
jects. 

While working, the participants will ac· 
quire work experience and skills, Stumbo 
said. "The projects are designed to serve 
as an incentive for these young people to 
continue their education and to learn 
marketable skills and professions."

State Begins Technical Help 
To Counties' Road Programs 

The state Department of Transporta­
tion last week began supplying technical 
assistance on road programs to Ken-
tucky's counties . 

County judges have been notified of a 
toll-free number they may call to ask for 
assistance in planning their county road 
programs. 

On July 1 counties will assume full 
responsibility for the county road pro­
gram under House Bill973, enacted by the 
1980 General Assembly. The new law 
directs that each county's allocation from 
revenue produced by the motor fuels tax 
will be sent directly to that county's fiscal 
court. which must spend the money for 
construction, reconstruction and 
maintenance of county roads and bridges. 

In mid-May transportation officials an­
nounced the formatiOn of a technical 
assistance team, which would offer ad­
vice and guidance to any county re· 
questing it during a 120-day transition 
period. 

Transportation officials now say they 
can begin the service 30 days early 
Technical assistance will still be offered 
for 120 days after the law becomes effec­
tive July 1 

The toll-free line will be available 24 
hours a day and will provide county of­
ficials with direct telephone access to the 
technical assistance team. Transporta­
tion officials emphasized that the team is 
available for technical assistance. Any 
questions regarding the allotment or 
distribution of funds should be directed to 
the Department of Finance. 

Related legislation enacted during the 
1980 session requires that any governmen­
tal unit which expends slate funds on its 
roads must hold a public hearing on its 
road program Anyone wishing to speak 
on any proposed road project may do so. 
The counties and cities are directed to 
give due consideration to recommenda­
tions stemming from the meeting, but are 
not bound by them.

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Getting More Out of Postal Service 
By \\'. Brian Perr} 

Just what is the U.S. Postal Service, 
and why are people '\3) ing all tho e 
nast} things about it? With the 
Private Express Statute of 1792, 
Congress granted the Po:.tal en·ice 
a monopol) over postal routes for 
letters, but in today':. world of 
electronic communications, old 
definitions of postal route~ are being 
outmoded. 

The notion of sending a private 
letter instead of making a phone call 
is becoming almost quaint. Even 
with the modernization that follo'>'cd 
the postal reorganization act of 
1971. the Post Office is losing more 
and more ground to more efficient 
and profitable private companies, 
such as t.nited Parcel Service (UPS) 
and Federal Express. 

The Post Office is a half-breed. 
and that is one reason it gcb nak 
from all sides. Although the 1971 
reorganization depoliticized the 
postal service, granting it indepen­
dence under a semi-autonomous 
board, tt did not create a private 
corporation. Congress founded the 
service with an aim "to bind the 
nation," as a subsid) to national 
literacy, culture and unity. 

Federal law made it unlawful for 
anyone but the Post Office to deli\·er 
first class mail, but man~ business­
men claim the) can provide better 
service less expensively. There is 
mounting pressure to divest the 
Postal Service of its monopol). 

fat, Indifferent and Lazy? 
Critics have a point. The relative!) 

small UPS handles 3 I/ 2 11 mcs as 
many parcels as the Post Office. The 
big leader in the $1 .3 billion market 
for high-speed delivery of small 
packages is Federal Express. (The 
Postal Service's share last )ear \\.as 
$88.6 million, or 6.8'1! ). 

One small compan) offenng mail 
deliver) in Rochester, KY. for tOe 
was closed b) the courts for violating 
the Postal Service monopol) . Ob­
servers comment that the prospering 
private companies are willing to 
hustle to compete for higher profits, 
whereas the declining Postal Sen ice, 
protected by the government, is fat , 
indifferent and laz). 

In fact, claims Postmaster Gener­
al William F. Bolger, the Postal 
Service is delivering 12% more mail 
with 85,000 fewer workers since the 
1971 reorganization . The main 
rationalization for continuing the 
Postal Service, ho'>'ever, lies not in 
strict business comparisons, but in a 
larger social purpose. Like all 
common carriers (such as the phone 
company), the Postal Service is 
required by law to service every 
segment of the public at reason~ble 
cost. To do that, common earners 
must subsidize their most costly 
service (the lone phone atop a 
remote mountain, the mail boat to 
the Aleutian Islands) by their most

• First class mail : All -,ersonal 
correspondence, checks and money 
orders must go first class. It e~JOYS 
priority in shipment and pnvacy 
from postal inspection. You can 
expect first class mail to be delivered 
overnight intracity and to locally 
designated cities, on the second day 
to locally designated states, an.d .on 
the third day to the remammg 
outlying areas. Because of i~creased 
automation, stricter requirements 
for envelope size have recently gone 
into effect. All mail must be at least 
5n x 3 1 /2~. First class mail 
weighing one ounce or less is subject 
to a surcharge if it exceeds II 1/2" 
x 6 1 /8". All first class ma.il 
weighing over thirteen ounces IS 
automatically called priority mail. 
(The maximum size is I 00 inches in 
length and girth combined.)

It includes neither msur­
ance nor a record at the post 
office. 

• Certified mail: this service 
provides you with a ~ailing receipt 
and record of delivery at the 
addressee's post office. For an 
additional charge, you can request a 
proof-of-delivery receipt. This return 
receipt, which enables you to request 
restricted delivery and other 
specifications, is also av.ailable o~ 
registered and C.O.D. mall and mall 
insured for more than $15.

Registered mail is the safest way to 
send valuable and irreplaceable 
goods.

The time most private customers 

use fourth class mail, or domestic 
parcel post, is the holiday seaso~ 
when normal guidelines on wrapping 
and delivery dates don't apply. 
Weight restrictions do stay the same. 
Packages mailed between large post 
offices (check locally if you're not 
sure whether your office is large or 
small) rna) not exceed 40 lbs in 
weight or 84" in combined length 
and girth (distance around parcel at 
thickest part) .

Wrapping It All Up 
If you '>'ant to deprive mail 

handler~ of the little satisfactiOn 
they find in mangling your parcels. 
folio\\. these guidelines: 

• First, find a box to match the 
weight and nature of the contents, 
preferably of cor ruga ted fib7rboard. 
If the wetght of the contents IS 5 lbs .. 
the le~t strength of the box should 
be 125 lbs.: if 10 lbs., 175 lbs: if 25 
lbs., 200 lbs .: and if 50 lbs .. 275 
lbs. 

• Regulation<> now prohibit the 
use of masking tape or cellophane 
for packaging and discourage the use 
of staples or twine . Reinforced 
filament tape.; are ideal. One- half 
inch tape holds up to 140 lbs ., the 
3/4" tape up to 210 lbs . 

• Don't leave empty space In 

boxes. Try to square off shipments 
to form a solid block . Split heavy 
shipments into two or more 
packages. 

The parcel damage rate in the 
Postal Service is less than one 
package in .400. Good ~ac~~ging 
techniques wt ll make your mdtvtdual 
odds tha t much better. You can 
obtain a free copy of t he Postal 
Service pamphlet, "Packaging for 
Mailing," from your local post 
office.

Cratis Williams . hould know how Ap 
palachia rs pronounced He IS an Eastern 
Kentucktan and re pcded scholar and 
founder of a phenonwnon currcntl) 
sweeping Appalachian campu e called 
Appalachian Studies. 

Williams, professor of English, former 
dean of the Graduate School at Ap 
palachian State University, Boone, ~. C, 
and current spec1al assistant to the 
chancellor, is a natiOnally recogniled 
authority on the cultural heritage of Ap· 
palachia. 

He will be among the guests at 
Morehead State University's fourth an 
nual Appalachian CelPbration, June 23 'Zl, 
as a scholar-m-rcs1dcnce. the cclcbratwn. 
sponsored by MSU's Appalach1dn 
Development Center and the Department 
of Music, will feature Williams Ill a free 
concert on Monday at 8 p m . w1th Ap· 
palachian musicians J.P. and Annadeene 
Fraley, Edna Ritchie Baker and Alfred 
Bailey. 

In addition to the concert, Williams" ill 
conduct a one-hour session deahng with 
ballads, storytelling and collecting techm­
ques each day in addition to a publrc pro­
gram on Appalachian speech 

A native of the Big Sandy valley, 
Williams grew up on Cams Creek, about 
25 miles southwest of LoUJsa in Lawrence 

' county, and attended a one-room school 
"Cratis has always been proud of bemg 

an Eastern Kentuckian,'' says his sister 
Mabel Barber, a retired MSU faculty 
member. "Even when he was young, he 
like to visit and listen to older people talk . 
He was interested in the heritage of our 
people raght from the begmning " 

The eldest of five children, he ::;pent a 
great deal of time with his grandfather 
who owned and operated a country store 
on Cains Creek. During those years, the 
country store was more than just a place 
to buy provisions; it was a kind of com­
munity center where people went to 
socialize 

By listemng to the storie , the song and 
the mus1c, \\ llhams developed an 
av.arencss of tht' App<tlachian culture and 
hentage. 

In h1gh school, he began collectu•g and 
learmng trad1llonal and native ballads, 
songs and hymns exactly a they \\Crt' 

sung, and studied th<' speech and rhetoric 
of the mountain folk 

Hrs ma ter's thesis on the ballad un the 
song of Eastern Kentucky has been 
published and h1s doctoral d1 sertatwn 
has been eonsidC'red ''the mo t com 
prehcnsive and vuluablc current work on 
southern h1ghland literature " 

lie has described the Appalachian peo­
ple a thP only maJor sub-culture sllll 
cn trcized for the1r heritage, but adds that 
the mountam people were really better 
educated than others at the t1me of early 
settlement 

''Our ancestors' educatiOn \\as, m sp1te 
of the cntiCISm, superior to that of other 
colomals," he said . ''The1r schools were 
for both boys and girls and they were not 
taught English, but kept their original 
dialect." 

He has said that people in other parts of 
the country ' 'laugh at us for our curious 
English but arc 13 million people with 
their own h1story wrong? We're only dif­
ferent.''

me I would not have to exactly "chase 
after the snakes " 

The goal of a good rattlesnake hunter is 
to sneak up on the snake and get it before 
it gets you. Mo t snakes try to slither 
away even when they are stopped but a 
rattler has a tendency to strike when 
stopped 

The rattlesnake hunter uses a stick 
about three feel long w1th a wire snare on 
the end. A bag, burlap is preferred, is the 
other tool or the hunter. 

Buster explained the basic technique of 
tracking and capturing the rattler." After 
the snake has been located, and they are 
pretty easy to locate when you gel back in 
the hills, you position yourself so the 
snake can't escape. Keep alert and ease 
into position. If conditions permit, the 
wire snare on the end of the stick is where 
you want to catch the snake. Hit the snake 
on the back of the head with the snare and 
as the snake strikes at the stick, you snare 
it,then kill it by smashing it's head, put it 
in the bag and it's on to the next snake." 

"Gee, it sounds so easy and in· 
teresting, ' ' I laughed . "It doesn't sound 
very dangerous to hear you tell it." 

"It is a sport where you have to be alert 
When you catch one snake you have to be 
careful not to stumble across another in 
the process of snaring the first one. For 
safety, wear high top boots and have a 
reputable snake bite kit with you at all 
times. Sure, it's risky, but that's part of 
the thrill of rattlesnake hunting. If you're 
a beginner, just be sure to go along with 
a person who knows what he's doing." 

Buster went on his first rattler hunt in 
the summer of 1978. Bill Koier, a forester 
for U.S. Steel in Harlan, and his son, Dan, 
who were the future in-laws of Buster's at 
that time took him along. "Wild Bill'' 
Koier is a pro at catching rattlers . He en­
joys it so much that he catches them for 
other people. He knew what he was doing 
and Busler says that's what made his first 
allempt at catching the snakes safe as 
well as exciting. 

"Didn't you find it odd being asked to 
hunt rattlesnakes by your future father­
in-law?" I thought out loud. 

"Not at the time," he grinned. "He 
watched out for me." 

Buster does his hunting in the large hills 
surrounding Lynch in Harlan County. He 
finds the area less inhabited than the hllls 
in our area, but he says there are quite a 
few snakes locally for anyone interested 
in the sport. 

"Well , when are you going with us?" 
Buster asked, adding, "We'll go at your 
convenience." 

"I already have a busy summer plann­
ed," I responded. "So, thanks, but no 
thanks, Buster."

Why Milk Fat Tests \'ar) 

Temperature is one of many factors 
that can influence milk fat tests. accor­
ding to William Crist, Extension dairy 
specialist in the University of Kentucky 
College of Agriculture. 

Cool weather will increase milk fat 
while weather warmer than 70 degrees 
wi1I result in .1 percent increase in the fat 
test for each 10 degrees rise in 
temperature But other factors al o af­
fect milk fat tests. 

An inadequate amount of forage will 
lower tbe fat content of milk. Generally, 
10 to 15 paunds of forage dry matter per 
day an the form of hay, s1lage or pasture 
wiD maantain normal fat test for a 1000. 
pound cow, says Crist. He adds that if the 
crude fiber content of the total ration is 
not above the recommended level of 17 
percent, the use of chemical additives 
such as sodium bicarbonate and 
magnesium oxide may help correct a 
depressed fat test. 

Lactation stage and condition of the cow 
affect the fat lest. Cows in good con.dition 
will test high for two months after cal\·­
ing, then the fat will decline to a low point 
between the third and seventh month of 
lactation. When lactation ends, fat test 
will increase again. 

Milking practices affect the fat test. 
Slow or incomplete milking will result in a 
lower test. However. if a normal letdown 
occurs at the next milking, most of the fat 
will be obtained. Crist reminds dairymen 
that milking intervals can influence the 
fat test. ''The fat test will be higher after 
tht' shorter interval and lower after the 
longer interval," he says. 

Fat tests tend to decline when a co\\ 
ages and Increase when there is a disease 
problem. Disease that causes a cow to go 
off feed and produce less milk will in­
crease the fat test. Crist emphasizes that 
matitis will cause a decrease in the test. 

Fat tests may be affected by factors 
that dairymen have no control over. In 
one study fat tests were made on a herd 
every day for one month to determine nor­
mal daily variation in a herd. The highest 
test was 4.6 percent fat and the lowest was 
3.4 percent. It was not uncommon for the 
fat test to vary by .3 percent to .s percent 
from one day to the next. Another study 
showed that the daily fat test varied by 
more than .4 percent one-third of the t1me. 
"Individual cows will vary even more 
than this." says Cri~t. ....:_ __ _
