Court Writes
New Ordinance,
Buys Landfill

“It will take a lot of courage,” County
Attorney Arnold Turner Jr. cautioned
members of the Floyd fiscal court last
week as he introduced the county’'s new
solid waste ordinance for its first reading.
And the magistrates agreed that it will be
no easy lask to enforce a mandatory gar-
bage collection system among those in the
county for whom “dumping it in the
branch" has become almost habitual

The court declared itself ready for the
challenge, however, and unveiled an or-
dinance which provides that:

~All homeowners and landlords must
have a permit on file with the Floyd Coun-
ty Solid Waste Agency, showing that they
have an approved means of garbage
disposal.

~A three-person agency, to be ap-
pointed by the county judge-execulive
with fiscal court approval, will be respon-
sible for issuing permits, licensing com-
mercial collectors, and setting fees

-To be licensed, collectors will need to
have a covered truck, compactor, and ac-
cess to a legal landfill.

—-Owners of premises will be reckoned
to have a Class A permil if they and or
their lenants are having their garbage
picked up by a licensed collector.

Tel-Com Wins Part
Of Rate Increase Bid

With a recent backing of the Rural Elec-
trification Administration, the coopera-
tion of the regulatory agencies, and pa-
tience on the part of consumers, Tel-Com
President Paul R. Gearheart once said,
this region could enjoy TV service of un-
precedented quality within two years.

The backing of the REA he has—in the
form of a $2.8 million guaranteed loan.
The patience of many consumers is wear-
ing thin, however, and the regulalory
agency in this area—the Floyd County
Cable TV Commission—is less than
agreeable,

Three recent requests for rate in-
creases, which the cable operator says
are necessary for him to upgrade his
system, were either denied or passed wilh
substantial modifications in recent deci-
sions of the cable commission.

In response to Gearheart's request for
one dollar a month rate increase on
customers presently paying $6, a commis-
sion granted a 50-cent increase, effective
July 1. The commissioners argued that
the increase requested was not justified,
in view of the facts thal no additional ser-
vice was being provided the affected
customers and ‘‘complaints of inferior
service'' persist. A 50-cenl rale increase
is justified on account of inflation, and
would suffice lo give the operalor a
reasonable rate of return on his invest-
ment, the commission said. One commis-
sion member, Anthony Castle, opposed
any increase for the operator at this time.

The commission gave Tel-Com a $1.50

increase-hringing the present §6 rateup lo
$7.50, for service to the company's
customers in the Ivel, Stanville, Little
Mud, Tram, Betsy Layne, Harold and
Prater Creek areas, effective with the ad-
dition of channel 17 (Atlanta) to the
system there. A $4 increase requested
by the operator was denied as excessive.
Other cable operators providing similar
service are levying a $7.50 rale, the com-
missioners argued.

A request by Gearheart o raise the fee
for customers served by his Martin tower
from $9 to $10 was denied, on grounds that
the 8.82 per cenl profil presently realized
on thal system already represents a
reasonable return. The additional service
anticipaied for Martin tower customers
could be provided at the current fee
““without adverse eifect’’ on the
operalor’s fair rate of return, the commis-
sioners decided.

At its regular meeting Friday the com-
mission explained recent Floyd fiscal
court decisions, including one to give Paul
Butcher, operator of Big Sandy Cable TV,
30 days in which to extend seryice to Little
Paint customers or face legal action, and
another giving Tel-Com 30 days to im-
prove service in the Wheelwright area or
face similar consequences.,

Cow Creek operator Phillip Goble was
granted a rate increase to $7.50 monthly,
contingent on his providing 10-channel
service, including channel 17, to his
customers in that section.

Calhoun Death
Inquest Slated;
FBI in Probe

I'tve invesdtigation of the slaying June 7
al Thelma, Johnson county, of Chester
Calhoun, 49, of Prestonsburg, will include
an inquest to be conducted Friday morn-
ing by Johnson County Coroner Bill
Phelps. The hearing is scheduled for 10
a.m. at the Johnson county courthouse, it
was unofficially reported.

Relatives of the slain man said Monday
that the Federal Bureau of Investigation
is also undertaking a probe of the slaying.
The FBI entry into the case reportedly in-
volves possible violations of the viclim’s
civil rights.

Calhoun was shot and fatally wounded
after his car had been stopped by State
Trooper Phillip Nickels and Johnson
Deputy Sheriff Guy Dozier. Nickels said
he shol Calhoun after the latter resisted
arrest, assaulted the state trooper and al-
tempted to gain possession of Nickels'
revolver.

An autopsy report made by Dr. Willlam
F. Hamilton, pathologist, said Calhoun
was shot two times in the chest al close
range, the bullets ranging down and
backward. Calhoun also was shot in his
right hand, but the pathologisl said "'the
bullett which passed through the hand
very likely entered the chest through a
very large and irregular defect.”

The ballistics report, which is counted
on to identify whose weapon was fired,
that of the trooper or the deputy sheriff's,
has not yet been made available. Nickels

Bull Creek Land Values
Increase in Jurors’ View

Owners of properly in the Walergap
area which has been condemned by the
state for construction of the new KY 80
stand to receive substantially increased
cash settlements for their property as the
result of eircuil court jury decisions here
in recent weeks.

Assessments of the properties’ fair
markel value in 1978, when they were
originally condemned, were in each case
challenged both by attorneys for the land-
owners, who claimed the assessments
were too low, and by the state Depart-
ment of Transportation, claiming they
were loo high.

The jury more than doubled the
assessments in several cases, and in one
instance almost quadrupled the original
award.

About three acres of land owned by Cur-
tis and Joan Hatfield, assessed by courl
commissioners Jack Branham, Fred
Conn and Gordon Moore as worth $300,000
in August, 1978, was reckoned by the jury
lasl week as actually worth $700,000 at the
time of the original assessment. A state
motion for a new trial in the case was
denied.

Property belonging to Ermal and
Maurine Scutchfield, said by the court ap-
praisers to have been worth $72,750, was
actually worth $195,000, according to last
week's jury. Two acres belonging to
Sarah Hammonds and several others, in-
itially appraised at $14,000, were said to be
worth $25,000. Of two parcels of land own-
ed by Roger and Marjorie Reynolds, of
Banner, and several others, the commis-

sioners’ appraisal was increased frea
$78,000 Lo $115,000, in one instance; and
from $27,000 to $100,000 in the other,

Prestonsburg attorney Jim Hammond,
who has represented most of the land-
owners in the cases, is himself named as
a parly in one action. Hillbillies, Inc.,
whose corporate address is the same as
that of Hammond'’s law office, is listed as
lessee of the Hatfield property, and Ham-
mond is himself listed as an assignee of
the Hillbillies lease.

They
were not on the official agenda but had
received an assurance [rom Salyersville
Mayor Tim Bostic, who chaired Monday's
meeting in the absence of Pike Judge-
Executive Wayne T. Rutherford, that
they would be heard.

When Bostic motioned the group to step
forward, at the end of an hour-and-a-half
of regular business, he was challenged by
Wells,” who argued that, since the group
was not on the agenda, the meeting had
already run some 10 minutes overtime,
the board was about Lo eat dinner, and a
dinner speaker was scheduled, the Beauly
residents should not be heard at that time.
Perhaps if they were willing to wait until
after dinner they could be heard, he sug-
gested,

Alan “Bud' Perry, of Paintsville,
pointed out thal, since the group had
traveled some distance to the meeling

and the board was not ordinarily so con-
cerned with the rules of parliamentary
procedure, the Beauty delegation should
be heard al that time. Wells’ point of view
prevailed, however.

The decision came as no surprise lo
Mrs. Slone: “We've been given the
runaround plenty of times,"" she explain-
ed. They wailed an hour and a quarter.

Again summoned before the meeting,
with warnings from the chair that nothing
of a personal nature would be tolerated,
Mrs. Slone read a brief statement to the
board. No discussion was entertained, the
meeting adjourning immediately on a mo-
tion of Wells.

In her slatement, Mrs. Slone said the
group had come as members of Concern-
ed Citizens of Martin County, a group
recently organized to protest lack of
citizen involvement in a plan o relocate
Beauty residents out of the flood plain
there. Largely as a resull of Lhe group’s
efforts, the Community Development
Block Grant intended to finance the pro-
jeet was recently denied, HUD officials
citing “‘the failure of the Martin County
Housing Agency to comply with the CDBG
regulatory requirement to hold two public
hearings prior to the submission of the
preapplication.”

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Not Our Concept of Justice

Because the ‘‘formula” employed by the Kentucky parole
system makes the difference between a 21-year prison sentence
and a life term a matter of only a year, the plea bargaining in the
case of the King brothers for the kidnap-murder of a Paintsville
man may seem inconsequential, but the effect isn’t right.

Strikes us that these two should have had to stand trial and that
a jury of their peers should have had the opportunity to decide
their guilt or innocence and also the penalty they should pay if
held guilty of abducting James Leonard Wells, tieing him to a
tree and executing him for no apparent reason.

If the Kings are guilty, as they have admitted after successful-
ly bargaining for a 21-year term (which means eligibility to
parole in six or seven years), they deserved life terms without
hope of release until the full debt was paid. -

We admit, we do not know all the available evidence and have
only a layman's understanding of the points at issue. For that
reason, we are always hesitant about criticizing prosecutors for
accepting pleas of guilty with the understanding that the result
be an agreed verdict. Yet we cannot understand how the Com-
monwealth could be satisfied with the resuits of this case.

A few years in prison for the unprovoked murder of a harmless
citizen is not our idea of justice.

Bevinsville Company
Gets Small Mine Aid

The Slone Coal Co., of Bevinsville, was
recently awarded services worth $28,154
by the Small Operator Assistance Pro-
gram to help it meel environmental
regulations pertaining to the effects of
surface mining.

Delmas Slone, of Bevinsville, is presi-
dent of the company and the mine site will
be in Floyd county.

The Small Operator Assistance Pro-
gram (SOAP) provides assistance to any
Kentucky coal operator who plans to mine
less than 100,000 tons of coal per year and
who plans to apply for a permil under the
permanent regulatory program. SOAP
provides assistance in determining the
probable hydrologic consequences (PHC)
of planned mining activities and Lo oblain
a statement of results of test boring and
core samples (RTB). These are required
in order to obtain a permit under the per-
manent regulatory program.

SOAP is able to assist small operators
in obtaining a permit by providing
qualified laboratories and consultants to
collect, analyze, and interpret hydrologic
waler data and by providing laboratories
ad consultants to anylize and interpret
bore hole, highwall, and observation well
data.

SOAP provides payment for qualified
laboratory services and provides regional
background for the laboratory and
operator.

Although more than 40 small operalors
have appliced to SOAP since its inception
last October, Steve Brown, manager of
the program, feels that some small
operators are still reluctant to apply.
Brown said, "It is unusual for operators to
expect aid from this department. We've
always regulated operators in the past,
now we are going fto help them in a very
substantial way."

In other business, the board approved
funding applications for a number of pro-
jects submitted for its review, including
requests for $133,000 for streetl repairs in
Wheelwright's Branham Hollow and 79
Hill sections, $3350 in federal funds
toward a land use plan for Prestonsburg,
and about $115,000 for transportation ser-
vices for the elderly and handicapped in
the Big Sandy area.

(Licensed collectors will file quarterly
reports of their subseribers, who will not
be required to apply individually for their
permits).

--Individuals or businesses may obtain
a Class B permit if they have an approved
means of disposing of their own garbage,
including access o a legal landfill.

~Any commercial collector operating
without a license will be punighable by a
$100 fine for each offense and 30 days in
jail,

—-Anyone oceupying premises without a
permit will be liable to eviction, and both
owner and tenant will be subject to a $100
fine and-or 30 days in jail.

Meanwhile, the courl authorized a
$50,000 down-paymenl on the 300-acre
Osborne Branch property which has
received preliminary state approval as a
sanitary landfill, Total cost of the proper-
Ly is $312,000, for which Farmers Home
Adminstration funds have been soughl.
The sile is expecled Lo serve as a landfill
for about 25 years and will be, for the im-
mediatre future, the county's only legal
dump.

Operating money for the trash collec-

tion system is to be raised by private
bond issue, to be recouped be fees an-
ticipated to begin at $ monthly for
private households. It is expected thal en-
vironmental officers will be hired Lo assist
other police officers in enforcing the or-
dinance.
“I think the great majority of people are
seriously concerned aboul the problem,”
said Judge-Executive Bill Wells. “Those
who have just been dumping in the creek
will have to cooperate,” he said, adding,
“They may not thank us, but our children
and grandchildren will."

The ordinance requires another (wo
readings, and is still subject to altera-
tions, before becoming law.

Requests by Mud Creek residents for
police protection in that seclion, and by
the Floyd County Humane Society for sup-
port for the county animal shelter, both
elicited sympathy from the court but little
else.

The sums, including $31,390 remain-
ing out of a $315,117 allocation for the
Floyd County Park and $12,917 remaining
for the Beaver Creek channelization pro-
ject, were directed to be returned to
“unallocated funds for future use,""in ac-
cordance with new legislation creating
the Local Economic Assistance Fund.

Judge Wells recommended thal Llhe
courl ignore the request-advice which the
courl heeded with alacrity.

Paul Butcher had refused a cour! order
directing him to extend cable service to
about 15 families in the Little Paint sec-
tion, the court voted to give the operator
30 days to comply with the order or face
further legal action.

Complaints were also received concern-
ing cable TV service provided by Tel-
Com, Inc. in the Wheelwrighl area.
Residents there said they were “tired of
paying for TV and getting nothing,” and
called for a revocation of Tel-Com's fran-
chise in that area. The courl voted to open
that section to bids from other cable
operators if the service there was nol im-
proved within 30 days. In other TV-related
actions, the court voted to hire an in-
dependent technician to evaluate cable
TV service in the county and to bar
operalors from applying for rate in-
creases within six months of a previous
application.

over Lhe past two weeks, *higher than the
old fill." €.D. Francis, of Garrell, claim-
ed thal during a rain in March which he
measured at one inch, water overflowed

Beaver Creek's banks. “‘Thal litlle

amount of rain never caused the stream

Lo overflow before," Francis claimed,

Highway officials countered the
resident’s arguments, claiming that the
fills which have resulted from the KY 80
construction “would nol significantly
contribute to flooding." A highways
department drainage specialist claimed
that “where the flood plain is plugged
up'’ by the bridge fill at Garrett, the rise
in water level during flood would be
“unmeasurable.” Don Herndon, chief of
planning for the Corps of Engineers
Huntington office, told residents that the
plans submitted to the Corps by
Department of Highways engineers
conformed to Corps standards. **When
the Corps issued permits for Route 80
construction,” Herndon pointed oul “'we
were satisfied first thal the engineering
would not increase the severity of
flooding. "'

After a lengthy session of argument
and counter-argument, residents were by
no means convinced. As Dolly Turner, of
Garrett, said, “We're not going to believe
you and you're not going to believe us
until we have flooding and maybe
property or lives lost."" Mrs. Turner also
pointed oul that Garrett residents are
realistic. “We don't expect to get this
road changed--all we can hope for is
some channelization and clearing.”

According to Rep. Greg Stumbo,
siream cleanup appears to carry the
greatest potential in offsetting some of
the problems feared by Beaver Creek
residents, Stumbo, who played a major
role in arranging Saturday’s meeting,
said he lold residents that at this point in
consiruction of the road there was little
hope that the state would be willing to
drastically alter work thal had already
been done. *‘What we have Lo concentrate
on now is downstream dredging and
cleanup to facilitate the rate of flow,”
Stumbo commented.

Stream channelization has, for years,
been looked to as a logical solution to
alleviating flooding severity and money
has been "‘on hold' for al leasl 10 years
for major dredging and channelization of
Beaver Creek at Martin but the holdup
for a decade remains, and that is the
problem of right-of-way acquisition.

The Corps’ Herndon said plenty of
money is on hand for the actual con-
struction cost in channelization but the
headache of right-of-way purchase is up
to stale and local officials, County Judge
Bill Wells stressed at this point that ““The
county doesn’t have one cent of money fo»
right-of-way."”

When one Beaver Creek resiwent
summed up much of the long-standing
right-of-way acquisition problem with
the question, “‘How can you explain to a
landowner that you're going to take an
acre or two of his land and give him zero
in return?"’, Herndon agreed that “the
issue of just compensation is our
dilemma in Martin.”

Congressman Perkins expressed
confidence, however, that the work at
Martin might still be effected. Perkins
advocated walking the land where right-
of-way needs to be acquired with a Corps
of Engineers official present at all times,
“The Corps needs to talk directly lo
landowners and, hopefully, clear up
some of the confusion which exists."

Perkins pointed out thal the Ap-
palachian Regional Commission (ARC)
has a fund for stream cleanup work and
he requested that a flood study of the
Levisa Fork watershed be concentrated
first on the Beaver Creek section so that
cleanup work may be begun there in
coming months. Herndon, who deseribed
a debris cleanup project which is
currently under way along the Pike
county section of the Tug Fork, said he
feels that the Corps will be willing to turn
stream clearing efforts toward the Right
Beaver section “with no problem."
Herndon described the clearing efforts
on the Tug Fork as “a kind of low key
work'’ in which problem areas of debris
accumulation are identified and cleaned
up, bul he stressed that such a project
can improve stream flow significantly.

Congressman Perkins said he would
step up meetings with Corps of Engineers
officials and asked that Senator Bailey
and Rep. Stumbo work with other state
officials to secure funds for stream
clearing work.

Stumbo said he felt confident that some
stream work could be initiated before
fall. Stumbo also told those present at the
meeting that “from now on there should
be a mechanism to obtain public input
before a major road project like KY 80 is
begun, not afterwards when it may be too
late to correct mistakes."

““The state’s going to have to wake up
to this problem in the future and listen to
citizens who are most familiar with local
problems,” he said.

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Shopping Aisle

Fans Vs. Air-Conditioners
Whether you're a fan of air-
conditioners or conditioned to fans,
it's that time of year to do some
thinking and avoid hot air.

First, consider the advantages and
disadvantages:

An air-conditioner:

+ Cools room air directly and
dehumidifies it in the process. It is
not very dependent on outside
temperatures and can provide a
fairly wide range of indoor tempera-
ture levels.

» Is expensive to buy, Most units
cost from $200 to $450.

« |s expensive to run. Even an
efficient unit might cost about $50
to cool one room during cooling
season.

» Is bulky and heavy to install.
Most units cannot be easily moved
from one room to another and
immobilize a window during the
off-season as they are difficult to
remove and store.

» Takes moderately heavy cur-
rent, Some local electrical codes may
even require the installation of a
separate circuit. If not, a unit can
not share a circuit with another
high-current appliance.

A fan:

+ Does its cooling by expelling
warm air from a room and bringing
in cooler air from outside. The
cooling does depend, however, on the
difference in temperature between
indoors and outdoors. A fan can also
be used to circulate air inside a
room, making you feel cooler. It does
not dehumidify.

» Is relatively inexpensive to buy.
Most box fans and window fans cost
between $25 and $100.

= Is inexpensive to run. During an
entire cooling season, a box or
window fan might consume $12 or
more in electricity. And depending
on how you use the machine, one fan
could be used to cool more than one
room.

« |s light and portable. A box or
oscillating fan can be moved quickly
and easily, and window fans can be
easily unhooked and stored for the
winter.

* Takes relatively little current
and causes no problems of separate
wiring or circuit adequacy.

Makers of air-conditioners now
put efficiency ratings on their
machines. Energy Efficiency Ratio
(EER) scores of 7.5 or higher are
good. The EER expresses the ratio
of an air-conditioner’s cooling
capacity to the power required to run
it.

Air-conditioners come with var-
ious conveniences with which you
should be familiar before you buy a
certain model. A thermostat dial
controls the temperature level that
the unit will reach before cycling off.
You can set it for the conditions you
like by turning the thermostat to the
coolest position and waiting till the
room cools to your liking. Then turn

the control down slowly until you
hear the compressor go off. Do that

again at night for a different
temperature level.

Cooling controls marked **hi cool™
and “lo cool” do not, in fact, change
the temperature. They change the

speed and the effect on actual
cooling is minimal. You should
remember that “hi cool” might

provide a little extra breeze with a
little extra noise, and “lo cool™ will
create a more modest breeze at a
more modest noise level. Noise will
be a factor with any machine. You

should always take this into
consideration.
All air-conditioners have filters

that have to be cleaned and some
models come with indicators that
call this to your attention.

A few machines have built-in
timers that are convenient if you
forget to turn the unit off when you
leave the house. For other machines,
separate timers may be bought
which must accept three-prong
grounded plugs or else they cannot
be used.

Electric fans come in three main
varieties: box fans. window fans and
oscillating fans.

Box fans are probably the most
efficient as they can be used in both
windows and interior settings. When
set in or near a window, they can be
used to ventilate. Set anywhere else
in the room, they can be used for
circulation.

The more air a fan moves in a
given time, the better its cooling
ability. But most machines, set at
their highest speeds, produce an
unattractive amount of noise. This
should be tested before you buy a
model—some machines make just as
much noise at their low speeds as
they do at their high levels.

Some box fans ‘have built-in
thermosiats that save you the
trouble of turning off the machine if
the room gets too chiily.

Separate window-mounting pancls
are available for some box fans and
retail for about $12, You can, of
course, place a box fan in a window
without the panels, but exhaust

ventilation will drop off about
10%.
Window fans are similar to box

fans in shape, but are designed to
remain in the window and therefore
cannot be used 1o circulate air inside
the room.

Unemployment Benefits
To Be Increased, July 1

Unemployment insurance benefits Lo
jobless Kentuckians will be increased ef-
fective July 1, the Department for Human
Resources announced last week,

The increase will bring the maximum
claim to $128 a week, said C. Leslie
Dawson, depuly secretary of the depart-
ment. The new rate represents an $8 in-
crease over lhe presenl maximum rate.

The insurance claim increase is in ac-
cordance with 1978 Kentucky General
Assembly legislation that enables the
department to change the amount of the
benefits each year to belp the unemployed
cope with inflation, said Dawson.

“While the increase will not affect per-
sons filing unemployment claims al the
department’s Social Insurance offices
before July 1, persons filing after that
date may realize as much as $312 in addi-
tional benefils over the 39-week max-
imum benefil period,” Dawson said.

In July the maximum afhount Ken-
tuckians can receive through unemploy-
menl insurance will have risen 128 per-
cent from the 1970 maximum payment of
$65 per week and 60 percent from the 1975
maximum of $80,

Home Resale Price
Tops $60,000 Average

The median price of exisling homes ex-
ceeded $60,000 in April for the first time in
history, Dr. Jack Carlson, executive vice
president and chief economist of the Na-
tional Association of Realtors, reported
today.

“The median price of an exisling home
in April rose $900 Lo $60,400, 10.4 percent
nigher than a year earlier, at a time when
consumer prices were increasing by 15.9
Percent,”" Carlson aid. ‘Thus far in 1980,
home prices have been appreciating at a
rate slower than the rate of inflation.”
However, he added, considering the steep
drop in home sales, any price apprecia-
tion seems remarkable.

Carlson noted thal existing home sales
declined another 12 percent in April lo a
seasonally adjusted annual rate of
2,420,000 units. “This is the lowest level in
nearly five years,’' Carlson said,

The slump in activily eontinues to he
nationwide, with April sales off 5.6 per-
cent in the Northeast, 8.2 percent in the
South, 15.4 percent in the North Central
and 19.6 percenl in the West, he said.

Since the start of the slump 17 months

ago, resale activity has fallen 40.4 per-

cent,” Carlson noted, “‘with the major
portion of the decline occuring since Ocl
ober, 1979, when tigh! credit policies were
initiated to counter inflation.”

Morigage interest rates during most of
April were hovering about 15 percenl,
Carlson added. As a resull, the April
figures on sales do not reflect how the
markel is reacting to the sharp reduction
in morlgage interest rates. ““These lower
interest rates,”” he continued, “should
stabilize the resale market and setl the
stage for recovery in sales of existing pro-
perties.”” Preliminary estimates indicale
some rebound in resale aclivity in May,
but all the figures are nol yet in,
Carlson added.

Dr. Roger Akers, chairman, says,
“This is an aitempt by the Board of
Health and the staff of the health depart-
ment to bring needed services (o the peo-
ple of the area™

Earl Compton, health department ad-
ministrator, said, “We feel that a large
number of Floyd county cilizens are not
receiving the services of this department
because the health department is located
in Prestonsburg, which is in the extreme
northern end of this county™. Mr. Comp-
ton added that ‘‘the increasing cost of
gasoline and the absence of local bus ser-
vice make it almost impossible for some
citizens lo receive our services'’.

“After the branch office is established
the citizens from the head of MudCreek,
Left Beaver and Right Beaver will be able
to receive the same services they now
must _travel 30 miles or more 1o
receive from the health department in
Prestonsburg,” Dr, Akers said.

Compton said he is looking al possible
sites in the Wheelwright, Bypro, Melvin
and Price areas, and hopes to be in the
branch office and offering services by the
middle of July

The health department has set aside the
last two weeks in July (July 21 - August 1)
for “Gel Ready Time", the title of the
department’s campaign to get children
immunized before school begins. Parents
are asked to bring their preschool
children into the health department dur-
ing these weeks Lo get the necessary im-
munizations and lab work completed
before entering school,

Children who are entering school for Lhe
first time mus! have their immunizations
up-to-date or completed by the end of the
school year. This does not mean thal
parents cannot bring their children to the
health department before the last two
weeks in July. Immunizations are offered
on Monday, Wednesday and Friday of
each week.

The gift of sight is our mosl precious
possession, but glaucoma can steal it
away slowly and painlessly until blind-
ness results. For every month a glaucoma
victim postpones treatment, he may lose
a small but priceless percentage of his
sight—a gift he may never reclaim. Yet a
simple, painless test will detect
glaucoma, and early treatment can con-
trol it.

Persons age 35 and older can obtain a
glaucoma test Monday, June 23, at the
Floyd County Health Department from 10
to12and 1to 3.

Thursday, June 26, the .regularly
scheduled Mud Creek Outpost Clinic will
be conducted in the library of the John M.
Stumbeo School at Grethel. Clinic hours
will be from 9 till 1. Services that will be
available include immunizations, TB skin
tests, diabetes screening, and blood
pressures. All services are free and the
public is invited,

The above and all other outpost clinics
sponsored by the Floyd County Health
Department provide parents living in the
Martin, Wayland, Mud Creek and Bypro
areas with the opportunity to prepare
their children for their first year of
school. All children entering school for the
first time this fall (first graders,)
kindergarten, and transfer students)
must have a TB skin test, immunization
certificale, and a physical examination.
The TB skin test and immunization cer-
tificate can be obtained at the health
department on Monday, Wednesday, or
Friday of each week, or at any of the
regularly scheduled outpost clinics in the
areas mentioned above.

There will be no nursing services
available at the Floyd County Health
Department on the morning of Wednes-
day, June 18. Nursing services will
resume on this date at 1 p.m.

A basic service of the state Job Service
offices is to refer qualified jobseekers to
employers who have jobs to fill. The Job
Service reviews the job skills and ex-
perience of applicants and refers
qualified applicants to employers.

Blind Dates In The Supermarkets

As a supermarket shopper, do vou
know whether the products you buy
are fresh?

This may seem like an odd
question, but it is likely that you
have no idea when a box of spaghetti
or a can of vegetables was processed,
for example. It may have been
sitting on your supermarket shelf for
months, and you may not be getting
the full value for your food
dollar.

The reason for this situation is
blind dating—which is a code that
conceals the processing date of many
food products. Although certain
foods—milk and other dairy
products, for example—are openly
dated, most food manufacturers use
blind coding for other products.

These products, while not as
perishable as milk, still have a
certain period of freshness that is not
indefinite. No matter how it is
packaged, cereal and flour, for
instance, begin to lose nutritional
value if too many months go by after
processing.

Blind coding ranges from simple,
easily decipherable codes to coding
so complex that you need a
guidebook. For example, a firm
might use the numbers “8016™ to
mean January 16, 1978 the “016™
stands for the 16th day of the year,
and the “8” stands for 1978. This
code, while not terribly difficult,
nonetheless requires a “'key" to work
out its system. Most blind codes have

that in common.

The complexity of blind coding
indicates that they are hiding
something you are not supposed to
know. For without a guidebook or
“key" of some sort, these strange
combinations of letters and numbers
are impossible to figure out.

State consumer protection boards
in Maryland, New York and
Connecticut have printed pamphlets
that can break the codes on a
number of food manufacturers, and
Massachusetts is phasing out blind
dates, but their example has not

been followed thus far in any other
state.
The compelling issue, however, is

why these codes are-used by food
manufacturers in the first place.
Obviously, blind codes conceal from
the food shopper information vital to
food product selection.

With blind coding, you have no
way of knowing whether a particular
product has exceeded its shelf life,
This means more sales for the food

processor (fewer returns on stale
items), but less nutrition for you and
your family, as well as some decline
in taste and overall quality.
Although state consumer guides to
cracking the codes are helpful, they
place a practical burden on the
consumer. You have to refer to the
guidebook -as shopping choices are
made and then do cumbersome
computations. These inconveniences
could easily be avoided, of course, by
open dating on all food items.
What can you do? Consumer
legislation is crucial. Massachusetts
has enacted open dating regulations

in three areas—perishables; frozen
foods; and non-perishables (primari-
ly packaged foods such as
cereals),

You can write to your legislator
and demand open dating or support
proposals in this area. You can also
write to food manufacturers and
express your view on open dating
versus coding.

You can confront your local food

shop or market; ask store policy
about removing products that have
exceeded their shelf life. Make the
point that you are unable to select
for freshness because of blind
coding. If possible, organize to make
these demands more persuasive, so
that food manufacturers may indir-
ectly feel this pressure.

In the meantime, make use of
guides to breaking the codes. Inform
your friends. Choose products, where
possible, that feature open dating.
Be an informed consumer.

If you are anything like the average
food shopper, a major part of your
food dollar is spent on convenience.
In other words, you are paying a lot
of money for food preparation that
you could do at home.

Look at what that convenience
costs. For example, seasoning blends
contain salt, pepper, onion, garlic
and parsley. At 75 cents for 4
ounces, you pay $3 a pound! Yet,
each of these ingredients amounts to
only pennies per pound. You pay
extra for the ‘“convenience™ of
someone else mixing the ingredients
together.

or

Another seasoning example is
instant chopped onions which costs
about a dollar for a 2.5 ounce box,
or over $6.00 a pound. At these
prices, you get about % cup of
chopped onion. You could easily
chop the onions vourself and freeze
the bits for convenience. Stuffing
mix weighs in at about $2.00 a
pound; for this you get about 2 cups
of dry bread crumbs, some season-
ings, and celery pieces. Again, you
can do it yourself,

When you look at fancy foods and
meats prepared in delicatessens, the
price for convenience soars. Many
delicatessen meats, including those
wrapped in your supermarket, can
be made at home more nutritiously
as well as less expensively,

Thin sliced ham is chipped and
formed with hydrolyzed vegetable
protein added—you can do better at
home. The same is true of almost
any other meat in the deli case.
Corned beef, roast beel, chicken
loaf, or tongue loaf can be made for
a fraction of the package price and
it can be more wholesome and more
appetizing made in your own
kitchen.

Some recipes suggest that making
your own delicatessen is not terribly
complicated. Here is a recipe for
homemade pork pate;

Take 1% 1Ibs. finely ground pork
together with % Ib. ground pork
liver. Combine them in a large
mixing bowl with 2 tbsp. chopped
shallots, 1 crushed bay leaf, !4 tsp.
salt, "2 tsp. pepper, 2 eggs, pinches
of thyme and ground cloves, 1 tsp.

allspice, | tbsp. flour, | crushed
clove of garlic, % cup white wine, |
tbsp. cognac and mix well. (You
may add diced truffles, which are
optional.) Line a casserole or loaf
pan with thin strips of fatback
(bacon or salt pork), leaving the
strips hanging over the sides. Pour
the mixture into the dish and cover
by folding the strips. Top with a
tight wrap of aluminum foil (double
thickness). Place the dish in a larger
pan with enough water to reach
halfway up the side of the dish. Bake
at 350° for two hours, allow to cool
and refrigerate.

Pate, of course, is a gourmet dish,
found most often at elegant parties.
Yet, the recipe for homemade pork
pate, although not a “quick meal™ is
not overly complicated, either. It
goes without saying that you will

_produce a dish superior to the

canned variety of pate, more
nutritious, and yet less expensive
than the processed version,

A plainer dish that can be made
at home is chicken loaf: You boil a
chicken until very well done; grind
the chicken meat and whites of six
hard-cooked eggs. Mash the egg
yolks. Add one pint of bread or
cracker crumbs, season with salt,
pepper, celery salt or seed, and mix
together. Add the chicken liquor,
mix and place in a mold

overnight.

Finally, here's a homemade ver-
sion of deviled ham spread that is far
superior to the canned spread. Grind
together in a meat grinder or food
processer left-over ham pieces
(about a pound), 2 or 3 sweet
pickles, three hard-boiled eggs and
half an onion. Blend in % cup of
mayonnaise and |1 tablespoon of
pickle juice.

By now, the peint should have
been made: you can prepare
processed, convenience foods at
home-—even delicatessen meats—
less expensively. Chances are you
won't want to omit all convenience
foods from your kitchen. But buy
selectively. Read labels. Figure cost
per pound. Don't assume you can't
prepare many of these foods at home
yourself.

MMM...Morel Mushrooms

Spring is the exclusive season for
North America’s exclusive Morchel-
la mushrooms, commonly called

Morels. If you are already familiar |

with the delightful taste of fresh
fried morels. you need only a warm
Spring rain to awaken that memory.
If you are uninitiated, you should
take an opportunity to enjoy this
delicious springtime food.

Though there have been many
attempts. the mystery of this delicate
fungus hds not been solved to the
extent that it can be raised commer-
cially. Sometimes part of a bumper
crop found by successful mushroom
hunters during a bountiful season
does find ils wavy into a [ew
neighborhood groceries, or t(he
farmers” section of city markets. If
you find them for sale, do try them
Because they are so rare. and the
season is so short, they will be
expensive but as a special once-
a-year treat, they are worth the
price.

More difficult, but also more fun,
is the thrill of searching them out
where they grow. While there is no
guarantee of success, a few requir-
ements for their growth are known.
The ground must be warm, with
plenty of moisture. They prefer
secluded spots rich with decay from
dead elms or under dead cotton-

woods in the bottomland. You might
find them in old apple orchards, but
searching in hardwood clumps such
as oaks and hard maple is usually
unproductive.

In terms of identification, the
morel is one of the safest mushrooms
to hunt. They have few imitators,
but there is a somewhat similar
group known as the false morels.
These are not necessarily deadly but
can cause ‘an adverse reaction in
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many people.

If you are doubtful aboutl any of
your find, they should be discarded
immediately, The most distinguish-
ing characteristic of the false morels
is that the head is not fully attached
to the stalk but ends with an
umbrella effect at the bottom. The
illustrations point up this
difference.

True morels resemble sponges.
Heads are composed of ridges and

g o
-

pits; black ridges with brown pits,
white ridges with brown pits, or

yellow-brown ridges and pits. The
head is fully attached to the stalk,
or stem. G

False morels have similar coloring
but the heads lack the definite ridges
and pits, They appear wrinkled. The
head is attached to the top of stalk
and hangs free, like a skirt.

Morels can be stored in your
refrigerator for about a week. Frying
them is a simple task: )

* Immerse them in cool water to
remove any traces of soil or bits of
leaves.

+ Split lengthwise, leaving the
stem attached to the head. :

* Soak in salt water for several
hours, or if convenient, overnight.
This will assure the removal of any
small bugs.

* Drain well and roll in flour; or
il you prefer, use an egg batter.

» Heat skillet with about % inch
butter or margarine. ’

+ Add morels and fry at medium-
low heat until brown.

For your freezer:

» Remove from skillet before
brown, and drain. Spread in layers
on wax paper and seal gently but
securely in aluminum foil. To serve,
brown them unthawed in hot
butter.

Gunning For Concrete
Setting fasteners in concrete walls or
floors is often more trouble than it's

worth. Try to drive nails into
masonry with a heavy hammer.
Likely as not, your only reward will
be a bent nail and broken
enthusiasm.

Even hammer-driven punching
tools, which hold special fasteners
more - securely and keep them
straight, require massive effort.

Boring holes in concrete for anchor-
fastener Systems iS messy. hot and
lime-consuming work.

A better approach to the whole
problem has been devised with the
Remington Power Hammer 476
from Desa Industries. At first
glance, the device looks like a foat
long punch with a hand grip at one
end. On second inspection, it seems
more like what it actually is—a rifle,
of a specialized sorl.

The power hammer drives fas-
teners firmly into cement with
impressive speed, ease and reliabili-
ty. You merely’ set a special
cartridge into its breech and a
special fastener (a nail with a plastic
collar) into its muzzle. When you
press the tool against the material to
be fastened. the breech automatical-
ly closes. Fire the cartridge with a
sharp rap with-a hammer on the end
of the tool. The fastener will go off
with a pistol-like retort.

With most hammer driven punch
tools, users become exhausted after
setting only a dozen or so nails. The
power hammer saves this strain, You
can use it for nailing into concrete,
cement blocks, or moriar joints o
fasten furring strips, wood studs,
shell brackets, electrical junction
boxes and the like.

The design of the power hammer
is reasonably safe as well. You must
place the cartridge firmly against
the material to be lastened in order
to close the breech. The too| can be
fired without this breech being
firmly seated, bul the firing of the
hammer is weak and contained
within the mechanism, posing little
hazard at all.

The power hammer is well
safeguarded against accidental fir-
ing. You must give it quite a smart

Three Plaster

If Spring has left you with a leaky
roof which is damaging interior
ceilings, the first thing to do is drain
the water from any ceiling area with
water spots before it destroys the
plaster or wallboard. IT you punch a
hole in the ceiling where you notice
water marks, you ¢an ecasily repair
the damage by spackling.

Hairline cracks, which are non-
structural, can also be spackled.

blow with a one pound hammer to
set off the cartridge. and when
dropped the tool will not fire.

The hazard of the hammer firing
right through weak fastening mater-
ials and injuring someone also seems
quite small, When, as a test, the tool
was deliberately misused to fasten
thin wood paneling unbacked by
concrete, the nail almost spent itself
just getting through the wood. Once
past the board, the nail tumbled
slowly through the free air, a limp
and harmless projectile. However, it
still would not be wise to use the
power hammer without the proper
backing.

There's no worry about the
hammer being misused as a gun,
either. The barrel is oversized and
not directly connected to the firing
chamber. Real ammunition forced
into the chamber simply fizzles.

The Power Hammer sells for
about $33. Its special fasteners range
in size from % to 2% inches, and cost
from $8.85 to 817 .a hundred.
Different power cartridges (light,
medium, heavy. extra heavy) are
made to suit the varying thickness of
concretes and cements. Each car-
tridge will run you §11. All told, the
figures add up to 20 to 28 cents for
ecach nail fastened. This is more
expensive than a simple hammer-
driven punch set would cost you. but
the time and exhaustion saved
should make the price well worth
it.

The power hammer is a worth-
while investment for anyone who
frequently uses masonry fastenings.
Careful shopping will provide you
with substantial price discounts—
both for the power hammer itself
and its loads and fasteners.

One caution. The retort of the
Power Hammer is extremely loud
(130 db, higher than the peak
volumes at most rock 'n’ roll
concerts). Ear protectors are a must
for the operator and anyone else
nearby. And while doing any
masonry hammering, you should
always wear goggles to protect your
eves [rom flying concrete chips and
debris.

The following is a thumbnail sketch
of what is taking place in the energy
field.

SHALE. US, deposits of shale
hold an estimated 1.8 trillion barrels
of oil. That's about 60 times the
proven reserves of liquid petroleum,
but the rock has to be heated to a
temperature of some 900° F. before
it gives up the oil and gas. about two
barrels of oil per ton of shale.

There are problems, including
what to do with the waste. The
crushed residue has a larger volume
than the original shale. Some oil
companies are experimenting with
cooking the oil out of the ground, but
that produces lower grade oil.

Another big problem for shale is
water. It takes two barrels of water
to wash out the impurities of one
barrel of oil. And where there's
shale, mostly in the West, there's
very little water.

COAL. The U.S. has just over 25
percent- of the world's coal reserves,
and represents about 80 percent of
the known fuel reserves in this
country, But coal is tough to mine,
expensive to transport and relatively
dirty to use. There is talk of a crash
effort to heat the coal to high
temperatures, like shale, and use the
resulting oil and gases. It's an
expensive process, about $30 per
barrel.

TAR SANDS. Another form of
extraction, gooey concentrations of
oil can be found in surface and
shallow underground sand deposits,
mostly in Utah. Again, the expan-
sion of sand during the extraction
process is an environmental disposal
problem. Canada, however, is em-
barking on-a $2.2 billion project to
extract oil from the tar sands of
northwestern Alberta,

The Future

SOLAR. For many, solar power
represents the one chance to get out
from underneath the domination of
the big oil companies as well as
OPEC. The most common solar
device is the conventional unit that
sits on a roof and uses the sun’s rays
to heat water. The basic unit is about
$2,000 for a one-family home and
saves about $40 a year. Solar power
remains in infancy, and the current
Congress does not appear ready to
change that status substantially.

BIOMASS. Actually the first
form of energy, burning all forms of
natural growth for energy has been
around since early man heated
himself by a wood fire. In New
England, nearly 20 percent of all
homes use wood as the primary
heating source, Burning garbage also
falls into this category, but air
pollution is a major problem,

GEOTHERMAL. By tapping
energy from the earth's hot interior,
we would have an energy source that
is inexhaustible, free and clean.
Geothermal energy exists in volcan-
oes, geysers and hot springs. But the
reserviors of steam are difficult to
find and rarely close to the
surface.

HYDRO. Electricity from dams is
making a comeback, especially
smaller dams less than 65 ft. high
that would supply power for local
communities and industries,

WIND. There arc some who
contend that modern windmills will
supply two percent of the nation’s
power by the end of this decade
especially in rural areas where power
is costly.

OCEANS. Four forms of
seapower are under investigation—
currents, tides, waves and heat. All
are at the same stage as solar

power—expensive and not par-
ticularly reliable.
NUCLEAR. Finally, there is

nuclear power, which was once the
fuel of the future. Nuclear power
plants are now more expensive to
build than coal plants, if the local
citizenry lets it get that far. The
“accident” at Three Mile Island
obscures a more important point: no
onc has come up with a way to
dispose of nuclear waste.

When Lillie, with characleristic drive
and independence, embarked on a career
as an aclress, she surprised hardened
producers wilh her shrewd business
sense. She made headlines by hiring a
special train lo lake her from Edinburgh
lo London. No mere actress had ever
done that before:

Lillie was no ordinary woman. She
learned to smoke on stage and continued
to do so when she was off slage.
Everywhere she went, the glamorous ac-
lress answered queslions aboul her
lifestyle. Newspaper readers learned
thal the “Jersey Lily" was passionate
aboul exercise, plain food and soap
(Pears'?) and water. Her favorile excer-
cise, il turned oul, was to lrot a mile or
two every morning.

A new student can expecl Lo spend 91
classroom hours learning basic medical
information lo master the physical skills
needed on the job. The classes stress a
“hands-on"’ approach, The studenl learn-
ing cardiopulmonary resuscitation, for
example, gets a lol of experience perfor-
ming the CPR lechnique, rather than
simply learning the theory behind it, said
Tommy Thompson of the Human
Resources Department.

The classes go beyond first aid, Thomp-
son noted in a recenl interview, because
an emergency medical technician also
needs to know how Lo safely rescue some-
one pinned in car wreckage and other
tasks notl routinely faced in first aid.

In the past 10-15 years, there has been a
revolution in ambulance care, Thompson
said. The davs when ambulance atlen-
dants merely transporied sick and in-
jured people have passed.

Coal Switch To Save 0Oil

The Department of Energy’s Economic
Regulatory Administration has proposed
that Public Service Electric and Gas
Company of New Jersey and Virginia
Electric and Power Company use coal in
two of their units and thereby save 8.200
barrels of oil a day and $74 million a year
in fuel costs

ERA issued proposed prohibition orders
to the utilities to ban the use of oil or
natural gas in those units. This is the first
step in a regulatory process designed to
convert to coal use when practical in
arder to reduce oil imports.

Conversion of these two units, together
with 27 others which have been issued
similar orders or have negoliated volun-
tary conversions in New York, New
Jersey, New Hampshire, Connecticut,
Massachusetls,” Maryland, Virginia,
Georpia and Illinois, would resull in a sav-
ing of about 173,00 barrels of oil a day.

A total of 5,200 barrels of oil daily and
$60 million annually would be saved at
Public Services's 195 megawatl Unit No.7
at the Burlinglon generating stalion in
southern New Jersey near Philadelphia.

Law Makes Private
Insurers Foot More
Of Medical Bill

On July 15, a revised state law will
grant the Department for Human
Resources more power lo recover
Medicaid funds from “liable third par-
ties,"" Medicaid director Jim Rogers said
today

The federal government's policy is thal
the Medicaid program pays a recipient’s
medical bills as a last resorl, Medicaid
funds are paid only after a recipient’s
privale medical insurance company, lor
example, pays its share of the bills. But
recipients sometimes have failed to file
claims with their privale insurers, leay-
ing Medicaid with the bills, Rogers said

With Lhe recenl passage of the revised
stale law, recipienis automalically give
the department the authorily to seek
benefils thal should have been paid by
third parlies, Rogers said

The law applies nol only (o insurance
companies, but any other party liable for
arecipient's medical bills. A recipient in:
jured in a traffic accident might be com-
pensated for medical expenses by an in:
dividual, for instance.

“We expect the changes in Lhe law to
allow us Lo double our collection of third-
parly payments,'' Rogers said. In 1979
the department recovered $689,000 rmm
third parlies

The revisions also clear up a stumbling
block in recovering directly from in
surance companies, Rogers said In
many cases a recipient’s policy may state
thal insurance claims are paid only to the
policy-holder. The new state law gives
the slate authorily lo supersede such a
provision, so Human Resources can
recover directly from the insurance com-
pany, he said

Rogers said in most cases Medicaid
recipients simply aren’t aware of the
“lasi resort’’ principle

To help Medicaid card-holders become
more aware of the changes in slale law,
the department is sending an explanatory
insert in July's AFDC and Medicaid mail
ings. Fulure Medicaid cards also will
have information aboul the revised law,
Rogers said,

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Gourmet
Diet

Trims Fat—

Tastefully

April can be a cruel month. Layers
of winter clothes peel away and
reveal a body that went to seed over
the long, cold winter months.

Dieting becomes the obvious
answer, particularly when you think
of last year's bathing suit. Unfortun-
ately, a too-small swim suit is not
enough to force us back into shape.
Some of us need to be taken by the
hand and led gently down the path
to healthy good looks.

A well-balanced general mainten-
ance diet—one that is free of foods
like. butter, cream, eggs, bacon,
prime meats and fancy desserts—
will not only keep you healthy, but
will also forestall diseases associated
with a faulty diet: high blood
pressure, diabetes, hypoglycemia,
stroke, and heart attack.

There are ways of achieving a
slender and healthy new you without
restricting vourself to a diet of water
and cottage cheese.

For example, you can keep close
to a normal diet by substituting
non-fattening, healthful ingredients

for some of the foods you're
currently using.
Using non-fat dry milk, for

example, will allow you to cook and
prepare foods in your usual recipes
but with fewer calories. You can
keep pounds off—and, at the same
time, avoid taking in cholesterol and
highly saturated milk fats.
Another dieting tip: Use fruit
juices (with no sugar added) as a
substitute for refined, brown or raw
sugar in recipes that call for
sweeteners. Other sweet alternatives
are fresh and cooked fruits, sweet

vegetables (carrots, tomatoes,
onions), sweet spices and herbs
(allspice, anise, basil, cinnamon,
coriander, ginger and nutmeg). Stay
away from all artificial
sweeteners.

Remember, it doesn’t have to taste
bad to be low-calorie. The Dieter’s
Gourmet Cookbook (Cornerstone
Library, distributed by Simon &
Schuster, $4.95 paper) was designed
for the dieter who has to or wants
to avoid fats, cholesterol, sugar and
salt—but refuses to sacrifice taste.

The book is a compilation of
gourmet recipes which skillfully
eliminate these four “dangerous”
ingredients. The results are as

varied—and delicious—as pineapple
chiffon pie (under 300 calories per
serving), stuffed veal (202 calories
per serving) or broiled salmon with
green sauce (333 calories per
serving).

Each recipe includes the amount
of fat, saturated fat, cholesterol,
carbohydrates and sodium in each
serving. By checking these in-
gredient counts against the amounts
permitted by the diet you (or your
doctor) have chosen, it's possible to
watch your weight, eat carefully and
still have fun.

If you have any doubt about what
the benefits of a salt free diet are,
think about it this way. Salt forces
the body to retain water. A pint of
water can make you a pound
heavier. On the other hand, chang-
ing to a salt free diet can help you
lose as much as five pounds in as
little time as a week.

Likewise, restricting your
cholesterol intake will keep your
circulatory system free and clear.
Cholesterol is not a fat, as most
people think, but a waxy alcohol
which crystallizes in the body and
becomes imbedded in the walls of
your arteries, and veins—reducing
the amount of blood flowing to the
heart. When that flow is seriously
reduced, a heart attack can occur.

You get the idea.

Why not try haute cuisine diet-
ing? It's relatively painless—in fact,
it saved the life of author Prince’s
husband, a heart attack victim who
chose this diet over dangerous
by-pass surgery and reversed his
condition. Sound like a miracle? The
book can tell you the whole story.

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Missionaries To Speak

Larry and Joyce McPherson, mis-
sionaries to Kenya, Africa, will speak at
the Salisbury and Maytown United
Methodist Churches, Sunday, June 22, al
9:30 a.m. and 11 a.m,

The McPhersons serve with World
Gospel Mission, an interdenominational
missionary organization wilth 335 mis-
sionaries and homeland slaff working in
eighteen areas around the world. Interna-
tional headquarters is in Marion, Indiana.

In 1969, the McPhersons, Ohio natives,
went on a work crusade to Kenya, Africa.
The challenge and need on the field caus-
ed them to discover their own spiritual
need. Although they had been active in
church work, they recognized a need for
full commitment to God, and accepted His
claim upon their lives for Christian ser-
vice., Some lime afier returning to the
States, Mr. McPherson quit his job. they
sold the home, and as a family, moved to
Kentucky so (hat he could attend Asbury
College in Wilmore where he graduated in
June 1974.

In 1975 the McPhersons, with their (wo
young children, left for Kenya after being
appointed there for missionary service by
WGM. Later they were moved to Eldoret,
where they assumed full responsibility for
all pastoral duties because there was no
African pastor available. In 1977, Larry
was appointed director of the West Pokot
work.

The McPhersons will return Lo Kenya
when support and travel funds are in
hand.

Four Clay counly men have been
charged with mining withoul a permit on
a sile al Cuttle Gap near Manchester, in-
vestigators for the state Department of
Natural Resources and Environmental
Protection said loday.

The four, who were charged in warrants
issued Friday, surrendered this morning
to Clay Counly District Courl Judge
Robert C. Muncy. They were identified as
Paul Bray, 45; Darrell W. Hoskins, 33;
J.C. Henson, 23; and Larry Moore, 33, all
of Manchester,

John Nagle, special investigalor with
the department’s Bureau of Surface Min-
ing Reclamation and Enforcement, said
investigators from the London regional
office determined thal aboul 631 tons of
coal had been removed from open pits on
the site. A stockpile of 91 tons were found
on the 2-acre sile, he said.

Nagle said Bray was identified as the
operator al the site and the other men
were working Lhere when investigators
arrived with a search warrant Thursday.

The arrests represent a continuing ef-
fort on the part of the Natural Resources
Department to hall illegal mining by
“wildeal™ operators, Nagle said. The ag-
gressive stance againsl illegal operations
assists legitimale operators by protecting
them from competitors seeking to avoid
the costs of permitting and reclamation,
he pointed out.

For those individuals who wanl more
health coverage than is provided with
Medicare, private health insurance is
available. The elderly, with increasing
medical needs and more frequent
hospitalizations, need to undersland
health insurance.

The protection health insurance
supplies you and your family is twofold
It protecls you against the loss of income

* due to disability; and it protects you

against the high costs of hospitalization,
surgery and other medical care.

There are two basic health insurance
plans an individual can have. A group of
people are insured under one policy in a
group plan. This type policy may be
offered by employers, labor unions or
professional groups. When you leave the
job or organization, you will generally
lose the group insurance coverage unless
the insurer gives you the option to con-
tinue your coverage individually by
taking over the premium payments. One
advanlage of group insurance is the
premiums are lower,

The other insurance plan is an in-
dividual plan. This policy is obtained
directly from an insurance company.
Individual plans are designed so they fit
the particular needs of a person or
family. With individual insurance plans,
it is important to know the provisions for
renewing the policy, Policies state the
terms for renewing the contract.

There are five basic types of health
insurance. It is wise to be aware of these
and how they relate to your personal
needs before deciding on a policy.

Disability income insurance is
designed to replace earnings lost because
ol disability. Policies generally require a
person to be totally disabled before
benefits are paid. Some may also pay
benefits if an individual is partially
disabled.

Hospital insurance provides benefils
for hospital care. There are usually two
types of service: (1) daily room and
board, routine nursing services and
minor medical supplies; (2) additional
related services—lab tesls, x-rays,
drugs, operaling room fees, etc. These
services are called miscellaneous ex-
penses.

Surgical insurance helps pay for the
cost of operations, surgeon fees and
related services. Surgical insurance is
usually sold in conjunction with a
hospitalization policy.

Physician insurance is generally sold
as yet another addition lo hospital and
surgical insurance. It helps you pay for a
specified number of inhospital visits.
Seme policies provide benefits for home
and office visils

Major Medical insurance is the fifth
basic type of health insurance. Major
medical insurance protects you against
serious and prolonged illnesses, It helps
pay for almost all types of care and
treatment prescribed by physicians in
and out of hospitals. Generally such care
or treatment must be related to the
diagnosis and treatment of disease
rather than preventive medical care.

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SOLID WASTE ORDINANCE
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE FISCAL
COURT OF FLOYD COUNTY, KEN-
TUCKY:
That this Ordinance be and is hereby
adopted as the “Floyd County Solid
Waste Disposal Permit Ordinance’:

SECTION I: DEFINITIONS:

A, "County™ Means the Floyd County
Fiscal Court.

B. “Agency” Means the Floyd County
Solid Waste Agency, an agent of the
Floyd Fiscal Courl.

¢ “Permil™ Means a written authority
or license granted by the agency
representing that said holder is in
vompliance with this ordinance and any
and all regulations issued by the agency
hereafter

D. Commercial Collector” Means any
person, association, municipality, or
enlity that collects or contracts for the
collection of solid waste and garbage for
a fee. Any party or entity shall be
deemed to be a commercial collector,
whether said person or enlity operates
said collection of garbage and solid waste
for a fee on a profit or non-profit basis.

E. “Solid Waste'" Means glass con-
tainers, metal containers, food stuffs.
paper containers and refuse, or other
organic or inorganic materials that are a
surplus to consumption by the occupiers
of the premises that are not stored upon
said occupied premises. And the same of
which are being removed from said
premises and deposited within the
boundaries of Floyd County, Kentucky.

F. "Premises” Means any structure,
trailer, mobile home. modular home,
dwelling. that is intended for use by

persons for either residential or com-

mercial activity and generates solid
waste therefrom. Further, any slructure
consisting of separate households,
separate entities, separate portions of
commercial activity, to-wil: apartment
buildings, duplexes, quadplexes, mobile
homes, commercial buildings, shall each
be deemed to be a premises severable
each from the other, forall requirements
and obligations under this ordinance.

G. “Owner of Premises” Means the
individual, individuals, or entities with
fee title, holder of life estates, or a legal
interest definable by lerm lease or
written agreement; upon premises,

H. “Occupier of Premises™ Means that
pérson or persans actually occupying and
in control of premises. In Lhe case of
leaseholds, the ocecupier of premises
shall be deemed the person withstanding
as lessor by writlen or implied contract.

I. “‘Subscriber’” Means that individual
or individuals, or enlity contracted with a
licensed commercial collector, for the
collection of solid waste from premises.
SECTION I1: PROHIBITION:

No owner of premises within Floyd
County, Kentucky shall allow the oc-
cupation of said premises nor shall any
person or entily occupying premises
within Floyd County, unless there exists
for said prémises on file with the Agency

a valid permit issued by said Agency as a
result of a demonstration by the owners
and-or odtupants of an approved

technique of solid waste disposal.
SECTION I11: CREATION OF AGENCY
AND POWERS:

A. There shall exist an Agency, as
defined herein, that shall consist of three
13} members, to be appointed by the
County Judge Executive, and approved
by the Floyd Fiscal Courl. with such
powers and duties as set forth as follows:

ta) That said agency shail accept all
applications for permits as described
hereafter, and issue or deny said permits
to all owners and-or occupants of
premises.

(b1 To issue licenses lo commercial
collectors, as sel forth hereafter.

ic) To set and approve fees for com-
mercial colleclors, license to conduct
business in Floyd County, Kentucky.

id) To promogale and establish such
rules and regulations as may deemed to
be necessary lo effectuate the intent and
purposes of this ordinance, including
procedures for application, termination,
standards of performancee for Class A
and Class B permits, and to issue and-or
make available suitable forms
thereupon. However, such standards and
requirements of performance of licensed
commercial collectors, owners and
occupiers of premises, whether by Class
A or Class B permits, shall be no less
than State and Federal requirements in
the treatment of solid waste, as well as a
demonstration by the owner and-or oc-
cupier of a technique for the collection of
solid waste by covered trucks, com-
pactor vehicles, and access to State and
Federally approved sanitary landfills,
under the Laws of the Commonwealth of
Kentucky and the United States of
America. for the ultimate disposal of said
solid waste.

SECTION IV: ISSUANCE OF LICENSE
TO COMMERCIAL COLLECTORS:

No commercial collector shall conduct
business within the confines of Floyd
County, Kentucky, without a license to
conduct business, duly issued by the
agency herein, and only upon written
application, and upon a showing that said
commercial collector has the financial
ability and equipment to meel all laws of
the Commaenwealth of Kentucky and the
United States of America, all regulations
of said agencies of the Commonwealth of
Kentucky and the United States of
America, and in addition thereto, having
vehicles for transportation of said solid
waste that shall be eovered and capable
of compacting. and have legal righl of
access 1o a sanitary landfill approved by
the United States of America, its agen-
cies, and the Commonwealth of Ken-
tucky. and iis agencies, and such other
specifications, equipment and demon-
stration of abilities as may herzafter be
sel forth by duly enacled regulations by
said agency as may he deamed
necessary by said agency to effectuale
and accomplish the purposes staled
herein.

SECTION V: ISSUANCE OF PERM!T.‘:
TO OWNERS OF @ OCCUPIED
PREMISES, AND DUTIES OF

LICENSED COMMERCTIAL
COLLECTORS THERUPON:

There shall exist initially two (21
classes of permits to be issued by said
agencies to owners of occupied premises,
being Class A permits and Class B
permits, as well as such other classes of
permils as may be eslablished by
regulation of the agency hereafler.

ta) Class A permits shall be issued by
the agency to the owners of oceupied
premises whereupon it is demonstrated
that said owners and or occupants are
participating with a licensed commercial
collector for the collection and disposal of
solid waste within conformity of the
regulations of the agency established
herein which shall be no less than the
requirements of the laws of the Com-
monwealth of Kentucky, the Uniled
Stales of America, the agencies of the
Commonwealth of Kentucky, United
States of America, their regulations
promogated thereaflter, which shall
include a demonstrated legal righl of
access to a sanitary landfill, duly
licensed and-or approved by the United
States of America, Commonwealth of
Kentucky, agencies of the United States
ol America or the Commonwealth of
Kentucky, where applicable. Said Class
A permits shall be deemed to have been
issued when ihe records of the agency
reflect that said premises are currently
being serviced by a licensed commercial
collector,

{11 It shall be the duty of all licensed
commercial collectors to repert Lo the
agency within ninety (90) days of the
issuance of said license as to all sub-
scribers of their services, and owner of
said premises being serviced, if the
occupier and owner are nol Lthe same,
and to thereafter file quarterly reporis in
writing as to any new subscribers or
cancelled subscribers from the original
ninety (90) day reporl.

12) So long as said name subscribers
and-or owners, il nol the same as the
occupier, is lodged of record with said
agency as a bona fide and current sub-
scriber to the services of a licensed
commercial collector, said owner and-or
occupier shall be deemed to be a holder
of a Class A permil for occupied
premises within the meaning of this
Ordinance.

i3) Upon notification by quarterly
reports by the commercial collector, as
to the loss of a subscriber as described
herein, said subscriber and-or owner, if
not the same, shall be notified in wriling
by said agency lo show cause why said
Class A permit shall not be revoked.
Unless such showing is made by wrilten
affidavit within fifteen (15) davs of
notice, said permit shall be revoked by

said agency. All notice required herein,
shall be written, setting forth the reasons
as to the proposed cancellation and-or
revokation of said permit, and shall be by
certified mail or actual service upon said
owner and-or occupier. Notice to the
occupier of said premises, il other than
the owner, shall be deemed (o be actual
notice lo thewowner Lhereol.

B. Class B permilts shall be issued lo
any individual, individuals, or business
entilty to cover premises actually oc-
cupied where there exists no Class A
permil, upon application to the agency by
the owner and-or occupier and a showing
that said owner and-or occupier, if they
be nol the same, has in effect a disposal
of solid waste that is in conformity with
all the laws of the Commonwealth of
Kentucky, laws of the United States of
America, regulations, hereinafter
enacted by this agency and a demon-
strated legal right of access to a sanitary
landfill duly licensed by the United States
of America, Commonwealth of Ken-
tucky, agencies of the United States of
America, and-or Commonwealth of
Kentucky, if applicable. Further the said
holders of Class B permit shall file with
the agency quarterly reporls indicating,
by affidavit, their continuing conformity
and compliance with the disposal
lechnique upon which permit was issued.
The failure to file quarterly reports by
the owner and-or occupier of said
premises, if owner and occupier are not
the same, to show cause why said permit
shall not be revoked

(1) 1t shall be the duty of all licensed
commercial collectors to report to the
agency within ninely (80) days of the
issuance of said license as to all sub-
seribers of their services, and owner of
said premises being serviced, if the
occupier and owner are nol the same,
and lo thereafter file quarterly reports in
writing as to any new subscribers or
cancelled subscribers from the original
ninety (90} day reporl.

(21 So long as said name subscribers
and-or owners, i not the same as the
occupier, is lodged of record with said
agency as a bona fide and current sub-
seriber to the services of a licensed
commercial collector, said owner and-or
occupier shall be deemed 1o be a holder
of a Class B permit for occupied
premises within the meaning of this
Ordinance.

t3) Upon notification by quarterly
reports by the commercial collector, as
to the loss of a subscriber as described
herein, said subscriber and-or owner, if
not the same. shall be notified in writing
by said agency to show cause why said
Class B permit shall not be revoked
Unless such showing is made by written
affidavit within fifteen (15} days of
notice, said permit shall be revoked by
said agency. All notice required herein,
shall be written, selling forth the reasons
a5 to the proposed-cancellatlion and-or
revokation of said permit. and shall be by
certified mail or actual service upon said
owner and-or occupier. Notice to the
occupier of said premises, if other than
the owner, shall be deemed to be aclual
notice to the owner thereof.

SECTION VI: PENALTIES:

A. Any commercial collector who
conducts business within the confines of
Floyd County, Kentucky, without a
license issued by the agency herein, shall
be punishable by fine of $100.00 for each
offense of collection of garbage for a fee

without license, and copfinement in the
County Jail for a period of thirty (30)
days. Each eollection from an entity or
individual and the charging of a fee for
the said collection of solid waste shall be
deemed to be a separate offense.

B. Any owner of premises that allows
the occupation of premises without a
Class A or a Class B permit shall cause
immediale evietion of the occupants
from said premises until such times as a

Electricity Produced
From Hot Dry Rock

Electricity has been produced for the
first time by heal from hot, dry granite
localed nearly two miles below the earth's
surface in New Mexico. :

Sixty kilowalls was generaled al the
research site at Fenton Hill in the Jemez
Mountains of north-central New Mexico,

In the hot dry rock approach, being
developed for DOE by the Los Alamos
Scientific Laboratory, two holes are drill-
ed into relatively impermeable hot, dry
rock. Water is sent through one hole under
enough pressure o ¢rack the rock bet-
ween the twin holes, creating a heat reser-
voir. Fresh water is then allowed to flow
to the reservoir where il is heated, and
brought back to the surface and run
through heal exchangers. Energy gained
this way spins electricily-producing tur-
bines.

Plans are for the experimental turbine
assembly, engineered and buill by Barber
Nichols Engineering of Arvada, Colorado,
to run for six months

More Kentuckians died in traffic ac-
cidents last year that in 1978 although
fewer accidents ocourred and Ken-
tuckians drove less:

The figures for Floyd County do not
agree with the statewide piclure,
however. This county's traffic death’s last
year totaled 10, three fewer than in 1978
The number of injured in 1979 was higher,
however, with 522 recorded as compared
with 428 the preceding vear.

For the [irst thne since 1975 when the
uniform traffic accident reporting pro-
gram was begun, the number of miles
driven on Kentucky highways declined.

Five thousand fewer accidents were
reported last year compared with 1978.
However. there were 12 more fatalities
and 349 more injuries reported

“Unsafe speed was a predominale fac-

tor in fatal accidents lasl year,” State
Police. Commissioner Kenneth E,
Brandenburgh said,  *'This' report
underscores the need for our anfi-
speeding program in Kentucky.

The state polee are currently coenduc-
ting a program called, 55-please, designed
to reduce the number of fatal accidents by
increasmg 'ho enforcement of the 55 mph
speed limit, To date 79 fewer falalities
have occurred this year compared with
the sanw pernd last year.

Brandenburgh said he was concerned
about the driving habils of Kentuckians,
especially during the summer season. Ac-
cording 0 the annual traffic accident
report, 51 percent of all fatal accidents
last year vecurred between June and Oc-
tober.

29 were respunsible for the largesi
number of fatal and other injury ac-
cidents, Nearly three-fourths of the fatal
aceidenls happened on stale and U.S.
two-lane roads last year and involved
local resivits:

The largest number of aceidents involv-
ed two-car eollisims, according to the
reporl. Nearly hall Ihe number of per-
sons killed were in two-car collisions

Fatal accidenis occurred most fre-
quently on Friday and Saturday at mid-
night, 3 p.m_and 5 p.m. The fewest falal
accidenls oceurred belweend a.m. and 6
a.m.

In addition 1o unsafe speed, driver inat-
tention and failure to yield right of way
were major contributing factors to fatal
and injury aceidents, Drinking was the

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Noise Linked To Disease, Death

Between 13 and 16 million Amer-
icans currently suffer from sig-
nificant hearing impairment and
cannot fully enjoy many of life’s
simple pleasures. And it is no
wonder. Noise from hairdryers,
vacuum cleaners, jackhammers and
airplanes expose us at work, home
and play to a variety of noises which
can and do cause hearing impair-
ment and loss.

Noise injures and eventually
destroys the delicate hair cells in the
inner ear where different frequencies
of sound are detected and transmit-
ted to the brain. The louder the
noise, the less exposure required to
cause permanent hearing loss. The
damaging effect of noise begins at 75
decibels (db), which is about the
level of traffic noise at a major
intersection.

Chronic exposure to 75 db for
about 40 years causes hearing loss.
Ninety decibels, which is about the
level of an electric blender, is two
and a half times louder than 75 db.
At 90 db, you must shout to be heard
only a few feet away.

The damaging effects of noise are
not limited to the ear. Studies
indicate that noise disrupts normal
sleep and dream patterns even if it
doesn't awaken you. Brain wave tests
show that noise can place you in a
less restful, more wakeful stage of
sleep, causing you to feel tired, tense
and forgetful the next day.

There are also psychological side
effects to noise experienced during
the day. Noise makes people tired,
nervous and irritable, says a psychia-
trist from the University of Wiscon-
sin. Dr. Jack C. Westman says noise
aggravates family tensions and is a
common factor in family conflicts.
This is particularly true for people
who spend the workday in a noisy
environment and come home expect-
ing peace and quiet, only to find
chaotic noise.

Because it is instinctive, the fear
of loud noises triggers a “fight or
flight” reaction, causing the heart to
beat faster, the blood pressure to rise
and the blood to flow preferentially
to the brain and muscles. Loud and
sudden sounds produced by common
kitchen appliances can cause dilation
of the pupils, drying of the mouth,
loss of skin color, muscular contrac-
tions, a reduction in the flow of
gastric juices and a reduction in the
motility of the digestive tract.

Noise also seems to increase the
level of cholesterol in the blood and
to interfere with sugar metabolism.
The sum of these effects is an
increased risk of heart disease, high
blood pressure, peptic ulcers and
diabetes.

Bad For Babies

Noise damage may also begin in
the womb. Studies found that fetal
movement and heart rates increase
in response to even moderate noises.
Although two studies of high-noise
areas indicate that babies born to
mothers living near airports tend to
weigh less at birth, a UCLA
experimental psychologist has con-
ducted studics which have left him
doubtful that the roar of jet engines
can directly effect the human fetus

through the walls of the mother’s
womb, or that birth defects have any
relation to excessive exposure of the
fetus to loud noises.

It is believed, however, that most
hospital incubators expose newborn
infants to noise levels that can
damage hearing. Dr. Fred Bess of
Vanderbilt University says that the
use of antibiotics when combined
with low intensity incubator noise
may act to damage hearing. He also
claims that life support systems can
increase incubator noise to harmful
levels.

Chain Saws and Vacuums

The Environmental Protection
Agency 18 authorized to regulate
environmental noise and to label
consumer product noise levels, The
agency's National Noise Control
Program already regulates truck
noise and i1s working on regulations
for motorcycles, buses, garbage
trucks, jackhammers, lawnmowers,
and earth-moving equipment,

The EPA recently announced that
chain saws, power tools, vacuum
cleaners and other noisy products
used around the home will have to
carry labels warning consumers how
much noise they make. The labels
must state in decibels the amount of
noise the product makes and also list
the range of noise for competing
products to help consumers make
comparisons in shopping for quieter
devices.

What should you do? Complain
(loudly) about noisy products and
refuse to purchase them. A quiet
vacuum cleaner is not necessarily a
powerless one, though housekeepers
have refused to purchase them.
Protect your ears at work and
demand noise controls from your
employer.

In the home, reduce noise by
improving your insulation. Use the
air conditioner to help block out
street noise. Your noisiest room is
the kitchen because of its numerous
hard surfaces and noisy appliances.
Acoustical tiles for the ceiling,
baffles around appliances, washable
carpeting and even fabric on the
walls help absorb rather than reflect
noise.

Jet Roar and Death

If you live near an airport, you
may have special problems associat-
ed with constant exposure to high
noise levels. In a recent special
health report, UCLA physicist-
engineer Bill Meecham said more
people are being killed on the ground
by noise than are killed in air
accidents at Los Angeles Interna-
tional Airport.

After seeing a study of residential
areas surrounding London’s Heath-
row Airport, Meecham conducted a
similar study in Los Angeles. In both
studies, the communities near the

airports experienced almost constant
exposure to 90 db of noise—a level
which is listed as very loud to
dangerous by the American Speech
and Hearing Association.

Meecham found 15 percent more
deaths due to strokes near the LA
airport as compared to areas away
from it. That amounts to about 30
to 40 more people having died under
the flight paths than would have died
had they not lived near it, he said.
He explained that while many of
those who died near the airport
already had vascular problems,
strokes are nevertheless a stress-
related disease, and many of the
people would have lived considerably
longer had they not been exposed to
additional stress due to excessive
exposure to loud noise.

The most striking statistical result
was a 100 percent increase in deaths
caused by cirrhosis of the liver,
which is usually credited to al-
coholism. A UCLA experimental
psychologist hypothesizes that
members of these stress-ridden
communities near airports may
resort to drinking as a response to
the impact that the noise has on
their nervous systems.

In the London study, the
frequency of nervous breakdowns
was higher by 31 percent inside the
stress neighborhood, and the number
of cases of organic illness—nervous
breakdowns linked to brain tumors—
doubled inside the noise sector.

Meecham's death-rate study was
challenged by researcher Ralph
Frerichs, who claims that Meecham
didn’t match his two groups well
enough. Frerichs claims that the
population under the flight paths
had a substantially higher proportion
of blacks than did the control
population. He also claimed that
there were much fewer Asians in the
noise area than in the non-noise
area. (Blacks tend to have a much
higher mortality rate than whites,
and Asians tend to have a much
lower mortality rate than whites.)

Frerichs also believes that Mee-
cham failed to consider the differ-
ences in age distributions between
the test and control groups, or the
fact that people near the airport are
more transient.

Meecham concedes the difference
between the percentage of Asians
living near the airport and Asians
living in the control group did cause
some difficulties and that there were
some small discrepancies between
the groups concerning age distribu-
tion. But he points out that a
complete match is never possible in
such comparative studies.

Changing Flight Patterns

There aren't many solutions. In
fact, the Federal Aviation Adminis-
tration says the number of airline
operations will increase by 26
percent by 1991 and that the
number of-revenue passenger miles
will go up by 78 percent. Though
airports are already overcrowded,
these increases mean more airplanes
and more people trying to use
roughly the same airport facilities
now existing, and, of course, more
noise, Chicago’s O'Hare Airport is
now the pation’s busiest, currently
serving 140,000 passengers daily,
with an annual 10 percent increase
in traffic volume. It has consequent-
ly had to institute a system to limit
the number of flights that can take
off or land every hour.

As more of a response 1o over-
crowding than to noise, some airlines
are looking to revive older, smaller,
and abandoned airports. While one
result would be decreased noise for
people living close to the larger
airports, there are several problems
which would need resolving before
the plan would work efficiently.

Passengers landing at smaller
airports would have to rent cars or
take taxis to the larger airport if
they needed to make a connection,
quite wasteful in the midst of an
energy crisis. Another problem is
that many airlines are contractually
bound to use the larger airports.
Some officials believe, however, that
the fuel that can be saved by landing
final destination passengers at old
airports (which are usually closer 1o
the inner city) plus the current
overcrowding of larger airports are
strong inducements to at least
consider reviving older airports.

Imagine yourself being carried along
by a fast moving river, navigating
your raft among jagged rocks. The
scenery rushes past as water sprays
in your face. As noontime ap-
proaches you beach your raft along
the shore and devour a well deserved
lunch on a warm sunny rock. Sound
exciting? If the answer is “yes,” you
should go on a white water rafting
trip.

White water rafting is the fastest
growing water sport in the United
States, and you don’t need to live
near the Grand Canyon to enjoy it.
Most people live within a one to two
hour drive of a river with rapids
suitable for rafting.

The best way for novices to
experience the sport is by signing up
on commercial raft trips. Raft
outfitters offer trips ranging from
three hours to nine days or more.
These professionals provide you with
virtually everything required for the
trip, including food, life vests, and of
course, an experienced guide to
accompany vou.

If you love movies, you're probably a
fan of “‘Smeak Previews,”” the
movie-goer's guide for best bets at the
local cinema. Airing on KET on Sundays,
al 4:30 p.m.. "“Sneak Previews' slars
award—winning film critics Roger Ebert
(Sun—Times) and Gene Siskel (Chicago
Tribune.), whose *'yes” and “‘no’ votes
may lake some of the mystery out of how
you spend your weekly entertainment
dollar

If you regularly tune in ‘‘Sneak
Previews'' vou're probably comfortable
wilh the running commenlary belween
Ebert and Siskel, inspired by the film
clips and relieved by the advance warning
provided in the “'dog of the week " portion
of each program.

What you probably don't realize,
however, is that one of Kentucky's own is
responsible for whal you see each week
and to somme extent for the success the
series now enjoys as one of the
most—walched weekly entertainment
shows on public television.
