City Council Action
Jezones Arnold Ave.

Zoning status of three tracls on Ar-
nold Avenue here will change from
residential to commercial, il was
decided Monday night by unanimous
vole of the City Council.

In the absence of Councilman Dick
Clark, the council approved the zoning
switch which will change the proper-
ties, owned separately by the Harlowe
heirs, David Bruce Spradlin and John
Allen, from R-3 (for single-family
dwellings) to C-2 which allows for
general commercial development.

Planned development calls for con-
struction of a four-story office building
by First Commonwealth Bank, of
Prestonsburg, on the Harlowe traet,
parking and access to the bank struc-
ture on the John Allen property, which
includés the historic Garfield Place
and lies adjacent to the Harlowe tract,
and parking on the land owned by
Spradlin.

City Manager David Evans said
drawings received recently from J.&R.
Architects, of Lexington, show the
bank building facing the Mountain
Parkway entrance to Prestonsburg
with drive-in servige entry from Ar-
nold Avenue, The northern entrance to
the street may later be designated two-
way, Evans pointed out, to accomodate
access from the eastern terminus of
the parkway.

@' Evans alsosaid that the drawings do

not call for razing of the Garfield Place
although at this time, he stressed,
“restoralion seems unlikely.” State
funds for such work are restricted to a
great degree, he explained.

Three Arnold Avenue residenls who
voiced protest to the rezoning proposal
al the council’s October 27 meet, were
present as the vote was taken but made
no further statement.

At Monday's meeting, the council
moved to enlarge and renovate the
parking area which occupies the site of
the old Muncipal Building on Front
Street. Councilman Billy R. Collins
pointed out that the city had already
spent $12,500 to have the lol leveled and
a wall torn down, although only eight
cars are now able to park there al a
$7-a-manth rental. “There's room for
30 or more cars there with a little
work,"" Collins told the council, *and 1
believe it could be enlarged.” Estill
Lee Carter, council’s representative to
the street department, said, “We
should be able to start on it, hopefully
within the next lwo weeks."”

Evans told the council that the city
had been awarded $10,000 in the form
of a state Department of Trans-
portation Highway Safety Program
grant for the purchase of a new plice
car. The council commended Evans for
his efforts in acquiring the money

Evans also informed the council that
Prestonsburg was one of 21 com-
munities throughout the state which
have been listed to receive Cerlificates
of Compliance which recognize units of
government which submit budgels,
audits and financial statements thal
meel generally accepted accounting
principles and the financial re-
quirements of state law

Blaze Damage

To 7,500 Acres
Reported Here

The worst outbreak of forest firesin
more than a decade has burned several
thousand acres and threatened homes
and businesses in a wide area of Floyd
county over the past week, and lhe
tinder dry conditions which have con-
tributed to the severity of the situation
are expeclted lo continue until Ihe
weekend

Until last Wednesday, the Kentucky
Division of Forestry office here was
handling about three or four fires a
day, an average number for the fall
fire season. But then reports of foresl
fires increased dramatically and by
Thursday thousands. of acres of wood-
land were involved in Lhe Easlern
Forest District which includes Floyd
and five other surrounding counties, Of
these counties, Floyd's situation was
considered the worst.

“Calls started coming from the
Hueysville area, along Roule 7 and 850,
Thursday and into Thursday night."
reported Carter Conley, information
officer at the districl forestry office,
“and we also had some from Stephens
Branch and Caney.'’ Conley said the
fires in those areas, like mos! which
have plagued the county recenlly,
began as “scattered small fires™ which
eventually burned o combine and
form exlensive blazes. He explained
that al the lime of the initial outbreaks,
the three fulllime crews of Forestry
Division firefighters which are assign-
ed to the district did not constilute
enough manpower lo prevenl the
spread of the fires. "By Saturday,”
Conley continued, "we were up to 14
fires with still only three crews,
although those crews were supple-
mented by several local Reclamation
personnel.”” By that time the blazes
had cropped up in various parls of the
counly with extensive burning in the
Little Paint-Easl Painl area, on Lefl

US 23 Remains
Top Coal-Haul
Road in State

Kentucky's major coal-haul route is
US 23 from the upper reaches of the Big
Sandy valley all the way to Catletts-
burg, the Kentucky Department of
Transportation has reported.

The report distinguishes between
long coal haul routes and short routes.
Truckers traveling the long routes may
cross one or more counties on their
way to either barge facilities, localed
in such places as Ashland in Boyd
county or Owenshoro in Daviess coun-
ty, or tipples al one of the major rail-
loading centers, such as Manchester in
Clay county or Jackson in Breathill
county.

The shorler routes serve truckers
who are hauling coal to one of the many
tipples which serve mines in the large
coal-producing counties, such as Pike,
Letcher and Harlan counties, Many of
the short routes follow private haul
roads from mine to tipple.

Coal-producing counties are those in

All Precincts But One for Carler . . .

County Bucks Political Tide

Kentucky joined maos! other states in
giving Ronald Reagan, Republican,
the popular vote lead which resulted in
an electoral college landslide—but not
with Floyd county's assent

In fact, this county led all others in
the state in the majority given Carler,
and all but one of the 41 precincts in Lhe
county voted Carter. Tickey precinet
was Lhe lone dissenter, polling 163
votes for Reagan to 114 for Carter.

The 15,154 ballots cast at last Tues-
day’s election represented the heaviesl
voter turnoul for the county, Although
he was unopposed, Congressman Carl
D. Perkins led the Democratic tickel
with 11,856 voles. Senator Wendell H.
Ford in his successful race for reelec
tion had a total of 10,945 voles Lo 2259
for his Republican opponent, Mary
Louise Foust.

In the presidential balloting Ander-
son the independent polled 171 voles in
this county.

Another incumbent, Judge James B
Stephenson, of Pikeville, was an easy
winner for slate Supreme Courl
justice, although he lost this county to

Cordell H. Martin, by 771 voles.
Stephenson, however, polled ma-
jorities in 12 of the 20 counties in the
district and won, 50,869 voles lo the
Hindman attorney’s 34,299. Stephen-
son’s home county, Pike, gave him a
majorily exeeeding 10,000, and to Lhis
Boyd county added another 6,000. Mar-
lin carried Knott, Floyd, Magoffin,
Perry, Letcher, Jackson, Morgan and
Rowan counties bul none by margins
comparable to Pike or Boyd.

Dr. Mary Hall, incumbent, defeated
her opponent, Noah Carson Akers, 1658
votes to 1271 for member of the Floyd
County Board of Education from Divi-
sion 4 of the county.

Cooperation Requested

Due to the extreme dryness of
vegetation and severity of forest fires
in the area atl present, the slate
Forestry Division requests that Floyd
counly residents refrain from burning
trash or debris il at all possible until
the arrival of more favorable condi-
tions,

Wayland Home
Lost to Blaze

A Wayland home was left a shell and
all its contents were destroyed early
Monday morning by a blaze which
family members escaped only through
the warning of a smoke detector

The fire had spread from a bathroom
closet into the attic and was filling the
stairwell to the attic when the oc¢-
cupants, Roy Wireman and family,
first became aware of the blaze, Asst.
Fire Chief Thomas Taylor said. A wir-
ing defect was given as the cause of the
fire. The loss was partially insured bul
there was no immediate estimale of
the damage

One fireman, Carey Holmes, suf-
fered a cul forearm when he smashed a
window. Seven stitches were required
to close the wound

The call to the five-room Wireman
residence capped a week-end which
saw the fire depariment on 24-hour du-
Ly as forest fires spread over the Right
Beaver Creek section. The assistant
fire chief said the Wayland firemen
went, non-stop, from Friday night till 2
a.m. Sunday: And-another fire was bur-
ning near the town at the time of his
reporl around 10 a.m. Monday.

OUTLINED BY FLAME, ridgetops loom ominously over a home on Middle Creek, one of many
areas of the county which have been ravaged over the past week by the worst outbreak of forest
fires since the early 1960's.

Education Boar
Budget of $13.9 Million

The Floyd Beard oi Education lasl
week adopted a $13.9 million budgel,
described by Asst. Superintendent Ray
Brackett as “"tighl and conservative,"

However precariously, il is also
balanced, Bracket! noted with some
satisfaction—an achievement made
easier by the facl thal "for the first
time in some years we have had a
positive amount to carry forward.’™
The school board, which went heavily
into the red two years ago and began
last year with a $380,000 deficit, began
this year with $375.000 in the bank.

An 18.4 cents tax rate, also adopted
by the board last week, is expected lo
yield around half a million dollars {rom
local property taxes. This-amounts on-
Iy 10 aboul four percent of total school
revenues, the bulk of which comes
from state (71 percent) and federal (25
percenl ) sources

State funds toward new school con-
struction here amount 1o $770.000 in the
present budgel, while federal funds
channelled through the stale include
$1.1 million in food services and $1.2

million in Title I funds.

The cost of pupil transportation
alone is expeclted to top thé million
dollar mark this year, reflecting con-
tinued increases in the price of
gasoline and $149.000 sel aside for
the purchase of eight new buses.
Costs for food sérvice personnel
show a hefly increase, from
$358,000 last year (o an anlicipatl-
ed $449.000 this year. Plant
operation, which cost $773.000 las!
vear, is expetled to cost $826,000 this
vear. And instructional costs, in-
cluding teachers' salares, will accounl
for $7.2 million, up a million from las!
year

Adminisiralioncosts, including
salaries for (he three superintendents
and the central office stafl, are an-
ticipated to be $188,000 this year—a
very small fraction of the total budget,
Bracket! pointed oul

In other business before the school
board, Joyce Everly, president.of Peo-
ple for Beller Schools, asked what
plans had been made lo accommodate

the influx of students expected with the
completion of the 94-unil housing com:-
plex being built at Chiff,

While properly negaliations are con-
tinuing with a view to building a new
elementary school in Prestonsburg,
board members indicated thal no im-
mediate provision has been made for
the new CIiff students, Dr. Mary Hall
suggesling thal the board “‘wail and
see' how many new students the hous-
ing project generales.

“We did not know aboul the Cliff pro-
jecl until it was done, " Superinlendent
E. P. Grigsby, Jr.said later, indicaling
that the board_ would appreciate con-
sultation prior to consiruction of new
housing facilities.

On the recommendation of Denzil
Halbert, school athletics diréctor, the
board adopled new regulations regar-
ding athletic transfers of grade school
students. According to the new rules,
any student who has represented a
school in @ “first team” game and wha
changes school will be ineligible 1o play

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Make A
Thanksgiving -
Bread
Sculpture

This recipe for sculptured Sprouted
Wheat Bread recalls the Thanksgiv-
ing hymn “Bringing in the Sheaves.™
Instead of the familiar bread loaf
shape, this dough can be sculptured

into a sheal of wheat for an
appropriate  Thanksgiving decor-
ation.

Bread sculpture started over 4,000
years ago when Egyptians baked
bread into flower and bird shapes. It
creales a dough that is good Lo eal
and easy to manipulate. The conven-
tional method of breadmaking is
used: yeast is dissolved first in warm
water, then cooled scalded milk with
corn oil, molasses, honey and salt are
stirred in followed by the sprouted
wheat and white flour.

Unfortunately this is nol a recipe
for the cook who suddenly feels
creative at the moment. The wheal
must be sprouted and that takes a
minimum of two days. Whole wheat
kernels may be purchased at special-
ty food stores or health food shops.
Following are specific directions:

To sprout wheat kernels: Discard
broken or discolored kernels. Soak
1/4 cup kernels in 3/4 cup walter
until saturated (a few hours). Drain
kernels.

Scatter the kernels in a single
layer in a colander lined with several
thicknesses of cheesecloth (or use a
lined large strainer set over a bowl).
Cover with more cheesecloth or
plastic wrap. Hold at room tempera-
ture until 1/8 to 1/4 inch sprouts
appear (about 2 days).

Keep the kernels moist by occa-
sionally pouring on and draining off
water. Use them as soon as sprouts
appear and before the sprouts turn
green. Any extra sprouts can be used
as garnishes; in salads, casseroles,
quick breads and other yeast breads.
To store sprouts, refrigerate in a
firm, air-tight container for a few
days to over a week.

Sprouted Wheat Bread

1-1/2 cups milk
1/3 cup corn oil

2 T. honey

2 T. light molasses
2 t. sall

1/2 cup
(105°F.-115°F.)
2 packages active dry yeast

3/4 cup sprouted wheat

2 cups unsifted-whole wheat flour
3 to 4 cups unsifted white flour
1/4 cup wheat germ

warm water

Scald milk; stir in corn oil, honey,
molasses and salt. Cool to
lukewarm

Measure warm water into a large
warm bowl. Sprinkle in yeast, and
stir until dissolved. Add lukewarm
milk mixture, sprouted wheat, whole
wheat flour and 1 cup white flour;
beat until smooth. Stir in wheat
germ and enough additional flour to
make a stiff dough.

Turn dough out onto a lightly
floured board and knead until
smooth and elastic (about 8 to 10
minutes). Place in a greased bowl,
turning to grease top. Cover,; let rise
in a warm place, free from draft,
until doubled in bulk, (about 1
hour).

Punch dough down; divide in half.

Proceed according to directions
below for desired shape.

Wheat Sheaf: Divide one half of
dough into 18 equal pieces. Roll 2
pieces into 12-inch ropes. Twist
ropes together; set aside. Roll 8
pieces into 18-inch ropes and roll
remaining 8 pieces into [5-inch
ropes. Place one 18-inch rope
lengthwise on center of a greased
baking sheet, bending top third of
rope off to the left at a 45-degree
angle. Place a second 18-inch rope
on sheet touching the first rope but
bending top third off to the right.

Repeat procedure using two more
18-inch ropes placing them along
outer edges of straight section and
inside bent sections so that ropes are
touching,. Repeat, using two of the
15-inch ropes. Repeat, starting with
the long ropes, placing them on top
of -the arranged long ropes and
slightly spreading out ropes forming
bottom of sheaf. Fill in by topping
with the remaining 15-inch ropes
making shorter bends in the two
uppermost ropes. Cut twist in half.
Arrange twists side by side around
center of sheafl; tuck ends under-
neath, Repeat with remaining half of
dough.

Loaf: Shape each half into a loaf.
Place in 2 greased 8 1/2 x4 1/2 x
2 1/2-inch loaf pans.

Cover; let rise in warm place, free
from draft, until doubled in bulk,
about 1 hour. If making sheaf, make
diagonal snips with scissors along the
bent portion of “stalks™ above the
twist. If desired, gently brush sheaf
with beaten egg.

Bake on lowest rack position at
400°F. about 20 minutes for sheaves
and 35 minutes for loaves. Remove
from baking pans or sheets and cool
on wire racks.

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The Hour-Glass Road

US 23 continues to be the major coal-haul highway in Ken-
tucky, the state Department of Transportation says in its an-

nual report.

That means this road holds No. 1 importance in the move-
ment of Kentucky coal and that this movement is through
Pike, Floyd, Johnson, Lawrence and Boyd counties.

And yet those who plan highways apparently remain com-
mitted to a bizarre bit of thinking. They are already at work,
widening US 23 to four lanes through every county except

Floyd and a part of Johnson.

We refer to the section of US 23 between Prestonsburg and
Paintsville, which the Appalachian Regional Commission
refuses to approve for improvement, leaving an hour-glass
effect, broad at either end but pinched in the middle.

And that middle is the miost dangerous part of the entire
route. Its two winding, heavily travelled lanes between
Prestonsburg and Paintsville skirt precipitous cliffs which
tower only a few feet from the roadbed and pose a constant
threat to all who drive it. Add to that a steady stream of
heavy trucks hauling coal, gasoline, machinery, with smaller
vehicles sandwiched somewhere in between, and you have an

impossible situation on ahead.

If there is any justification for such a policy on the part of
those who presumably work for Appalachia or plan for the
future of the all-important fuel industry we would be pleased

to hear about it.

In addition, four
experienced loresters were called in
from ceniral Kentucky to serve as
coordinators of the beefed-up [ire-
highling squads.

Although the number of personnel
assigned specifically lo firefighting
duties in the Eastern District stood al
aboul 90 by Sunday, scores of local
volunteers and area [ire departments
and rescue groups had made a
valuable contribution o conlaining
fires which immediately threatened
property in the county in the preceding
days. The Wayland Fire Department,
for example, responded to such a large
number of calls [rom alarmed proper-
Ly owners in the hard-hil Garrell and
Hueysville section that a spokesman
for the Wayland squad said, “*We
fought non-stop from Friday morning
till about 2a.m. Sunday," The Wayland
firemen were called lo Steele’s Creek,
Rock Fork, Sall Lick, Tommy Taylor,
of the Wayland fire department, com-
mented, “We'd be fighting a fire one
place and receive a call to go to
danother.” The Maytown and Martin
squads were also kepl busy battling
fires, and Prestonsburg’s fire depart-
ment was called to David where a
house and barn were threatened and to
the Happy Hollow.vicinity where fire
had surrounded a high pressure gas
meler house.

winds Sunday gave [lirefighters a briefl
respite, woodland blazes were renewed
later in the day and by Monday the
situation had once again become
grave. The home of Troy Moore in the
Lick Skillet seclion, above Wayland, on .
the Floyd-Knotl county line, was
reportedly burned as a result of a
forest fire, Monday, and the Wayland
Fire Department, along with the Mar-
tin and Hindman Fire Departmenls
and Knotl County Rescue Squad fought
a fire, the same day, which threatened
the Wayland Grade School for more
than two hours. A large concentration
of kudzu vine which caught firé near
the school structure sent flames 30 feet
skyward, a spokesman for the Marlin
Fire Department reported.

As of Monday, 14 fires were reported
in the county with blazes in the
Daniel’s Creek section, Salt Lick, Little
Mud Creek, Abbo{l Creek, Melvin,
Jack’s Creek and the Goose Creek area
between new and old KY 80 and Stone
Coal, near Garrell. In addition,
“burnouls’ were reported in Turkey
Creek, Wayland, Stephens Branch
near Martin and Rough and Tough on
Middle Creek. “These are fires thal
have burned to the point where it's no
longer feasible to fight,”" reported
forester Conley. *'All we can do in these
silualions is warn residents of the
danger," he added.

According to the forestry division of-
fice here, 23,000 acres had burned in
the six counties of the district as of
Monday with 7,500 acres of thal total in
Floyd county.

Assistant Director of the Kentucky.
Division of Forestry Bob Garver, who
came here Monday, spoke of the
seriousness of the current oulbreak of
fires, *“We're teelering on Lhe brink of
being out of control,” Garver said,
referring to the situation in the Eastern
Districl. "'It's been 23 days (as of Mon-
day) withoul major rain, and it's sodry
thalt even rools are burning under-
ground and spreading the fire across
cleared lines," he pointed out,

Most of the fires which have erupted )
over the past week began on ridgetops,
according lo the forestry division, a
good sign, it was pointed out, that
hunters, particularly squirrel hunters
building fires Lo smoke out their prey,
are to blame for the majority of the
outbreaks. “We suspect that the big-
gesl part of these fires were hunter re-
lated,"" Officer Conley said.

“Qutiaw hunters,” Garver inter-
jected, stressing thal responsible
hunters avoid these methods, especial-
ly during times of dry weather. Arson
is also suspected in a number of fires
and state police have been assigned lo
investigate these, it was said.

Especially hard hit by the recent
fires are cable television operators in
Floya and surrounding counlies.
Lowell Conley, of Garrett, owner of a
system which serves about 700
customers in the Garrett section, suf-
fered particularly heavy losses as theg
result of a woodland blaze on the Rock
Fork Mountain. "We've been com-
pletely annihilated,” Conley said. He
pointed out that the bulk of his equip-
ment, which was slored in a structure
on the mountaintop, was lost. He said
reception of 13 channels was lost al-
though satellite reception has been put
back inlo service.

Garver emphasized that the fires ex-
act a terrible toll on area woodlands.
“These fires burn large trees and open,
them to any number of plant diseases
and insect infestation. They destroy
young trees, one lo two inches in
diameter, outright. Wildlife habitat, in
many cases is destroyed, and the
watershed value of the land is reduced
lo zero for two years,” the forestry of-
ficial pointed out. A greal deal is lost
in terms of aesthetic value, as well,”
he added, *‘and that's worth a lol.”

Unemployment Highest

In Eastern Kentucky

Unemployment in Kentucky averag-
ed close o the national jobless rale
during the June-September quarter,
according to Department for Human
Resources statistics.

The state's 7.8 percent unemploy-
men! rale average for the four months
was .2 perceniage poinls more than the
national average of 7.6 percenl.

In September, the state’s jobless rate
was 7.7 percent of the labor force, 0.6
percentage poinis higher than the na-
tion's unadjusted rate for the month,
said Robert Macdonald, the depart-
menl's chief labor market analysl. The
rale represents 126,600 people
geographically located “pretly evenly
throughout the state,” he said.

Of the Kentuckians represented in
the unemployment statistics, approx-
imately 27.9 percent lived in the
western and south central regions of
the state, 28,7 percent lived in the north
central region, 215 percent in the
eastern region and 21.7 percenl in the
northern and bluegrass regions.

During August and September,
unemployment showed a slight
downward trend in Kentucky. Mac-
Donald attributes the decrease to
seasonal movements in the labor force

The number of jobs in the stale in-
creased 19,200 from Auguslt to
September, with most of the increase
credited to the school systems. The
total number of jobs in Kentucky was
1,434,600 in September, 62,800 less than
in the same month last year.

The Louisville metropolitan area’s
unemployment dropped in September
from the August rate of 8.4 percent to
7.8 percent. The 33,584 people unable to
find work in September was 2,490
below the August level. Increased hir-
ing during the month accounted for
most of the decrease, said MacDonald

The Lexington melropolilan area
continues to show the lowest unemploy-
ment rate in the state. The area's
September rale was 4.1 pereenl,
representing 7,210 people out of work,
down from 7,664 recorded the month
before

Grigsby Says Absenteeism Costs
This County $1 Million a Year

In an address to the Betsy Layne
PTA Monday, Schools Superintendent
E. P. Grigsby, Jr. called for a new
method of financing education in Ken-
tucky, claiming thal lhe presenl
method is “archaic' and unfair lo
smaller schools.

The present system, according to
which state funds are allocated to the
school district on a basis of average
daily student attendance rather than
on actual enrollment, cosls the county
a million dollars a year in fees losl
through absenteeism, it was said.

Maoreover, the state Minimum Foun-
dation Program, in funding special
teachers (including principals, music,
art and physical education teachers,
hibrarians and guidance counselors)
only as a ratio of basic classroom
{eachers—one special teacher Lo every
eight basic teachers—discriminates
against smaller schools, the
superintenden! charged

‘The original intent of the Minimum
Foundation Program, Asst. Supl. Ray
Bracket! added, was that the addi-
tional costs of education would be rais-
ed through local taxes—a source
severely truncated by the four percent
ceiling on the amount by which local
tax revenues may now be increased

The school officials called for
legislative changes designed either to
allocale funds according to enrolment
rather than altendance, or for abolition
of the Minimum Foundation Program
in favor of a school system supported
totally by state funds.

In the meantime, Assl. Supl. Ron
Hager told the meeting, parents could
assist school officials in current efforts
to raise the daily attendance level. If a
child has a doclor's or denlist's ap-
pointment in the afternoon, he said, he
or she should still be sent to school in
the morning, since attendance for even
four periods counts as a full day for
funding purposes.

The school officials also reminded
the parent-leacher group that monies
for school supplies—in short supply as
a result of legislation prohibiting
teachers from assessing fees and Gov.
Brown's subsequent restriction of state
fee allocations to $5 per student—could
still be raised in voluntary donations
by parents

Brown Raises
Stumbo Salary

Gov. John Y. Brown, Jr. has raised
the salary of Dr. Grady Stumbo, the
Floyd countian who heads the state’s
Human Resources Depariment, tlo
$64,000 a year.

Announcement of the salary increase
was made Monday by the governor's
press secrelary, Frank Ashley.

Ashley said the salary covers Stum-
bo's dual role as a Cabinel secrelary
and special assistant to the governor
Ashley said the desicion to raise Stum-
bo's annual salary came partly as the
result of Brown's not liking the idea of
others in the Human Resources
Department ‘“making more money
that the secretary."”

Under the departmeni's salary
schedule. positions thal require a
physician carry higher pay than mosl
state jobs. One position, for example,
pays $63,500 a year

“The governor fell that with Stumbo
being a physician and the additional
costs of maintaining a home here (in
Frankfort) that (he) should have (he
higher salary approved for other physi
cians in the department,’’| Ashley said.

The money lo finance Stumbo’s pay
raise will come from the governor's of-

Llice budget under an execufive order

Brown signed on Sept. 9, Ashley said.

Under that order, Cabinet
secretaries are paid an extra $2,500 a
year for being special gubernatorial
assistants, raising their salaries lo
$47,500, Ashley said.

Stumbo will get more than that
because of his sltalus as a physician,
Ashley added

The order came after Atlorney
General Steve Beshear and Jerry
Abramson, the governor's general
counsel, concluded that a previous ad-
ministration’'s practice of paying
Cabinel secretaries more than the
governor's annual $45,000 salary was
“inconsistent with the law,” Ashley
said

The measured service option will
cost $8.26 and include a $3 calling
allowance.

Preliminary results of a survey of
Kentucky small game populations con-
tain some good news and some bad
news.

The good news is that both quail and
rabbit populations show increases over
last year, with rabbit numbers ex-
pected to be al or even above average
in many parts of the state.

The bad news is thal guail numbers
are still below average, in spite of
gains over the last two years. Although
all the data from the survey have not
been labulated, population figures
from June indicate a statewide quail
increase of 33 percent over last year.
But even with this increase, quail
numbers are slill 38 percent below the
average of the past 17 years.

The survey which produced these
figures is an annual study conducted
by the wildlife division of the Depart-
ment of Fish and Wildlife Resources in
which volunteer rural mail carriers
are given survey cards and asked lo
record all the quail and rabbits they
see along their mail route.

The results are expressed in quail or
rabbits per 100 miles, figures thal by
themselves mean little. But year-o-
year comparisons of the data allow
biologists to identify increases and
decreases in the populations of these
popular game species.

The survey is conducted in June, Ju-
ly and August of each year. August
figures are still being tabulated, so
final results aren't available,
However, biologists expect the situa-
tion to be close to that indicated by the
June and July figures.

It appears that rabbit populations
have pretty much rebounded from the
effects of the winters of '77 and '78.
Rabbit numbers tend o rise and fall in
cycles, so we might be on an upswing
now. If we are, that's good news for
beagle dogs and their rabbit-hunting
oWners.

Biologists expected that it would
take about five years for quail popula-
tions to gel back to where they were
before the cold and the snows hit, and
slow annual gains over the last couple
of years seem lo bear oul these predic-
tions.

Hunters should remember, however,
that these figures are general

statewide averages and thal specific
local conditions can vary greatly in
either direction.

Some sections of the state, where
good habitat exists, will continue to
harbor more coveys and will ex-
perience quicker population growth
than areas with marginal or poor
habitat,

About the only thing to do, wildlife
hiologists say, is to be patient and hope
that the next few winters are relatively
mild ones. If so quail populations
should be back to normal before too
much longer.

Safety Tips for Woodburners PAPER HANGING

Woodburning sloves can be a real
energy saver as well as add charm o a
home, but they also can mean disaster
il cerlain safely measures are nol
followed, warns a major insurer,

James Green, personal lines under-
writing officer for the Kemper Group,
said woodburning stoves which are
misused or improperly installed and
maintained are an increasingly serious
hazard to life and properly.

“If properly installed and maintain-
ed, woodburning stoves can offer
warmth and service,” said Green.
*“They are an ideal supplementary
heal source. Bul the homeowner must

Aake steps Lo assure their safety.”

. Green said that many of the fires
Ihal occur in woodburning stoves could
be prevented by following a number of
Safely measures:

< —The stove should be free of large
‘eracks or broken parts

—The stove should be cleaned
thoroughly, including the grate, so that
it is free of build-up deposits.

—The stove should be located on non-
combustible floor material.

—The floor protection should extend
al least six feel from the sides and back
of the stove and 18 inches from the
front.

—The stove should be placed al least
36 inches from any combustible
material.

—There should be at least 18 inches
between the top of the stove pipe and
the ceiling.

—A thimble (protective collar) must
be used if the stove pipe passes through
a wall or partition. The stove pipe
should fit snugly into the thimble.

—The chimney should be cleaned
before installation and at leas! once a
year thereafter to remove debris and
ereosote build-up.

—Ashes should be emptied from the
stove at leasl once a week, more often
if necessary.

—The stove pipe should be routed so
that it does not pass through floors,
closels, concealed space, or connect lo
the chimney in the attic.

—If the stove pipe enters the
chimney, it should enter horizontally at
a point higher than the outlet of the
stove fire box.

—Never connecl two stoves to the
same chimney,

—The stove should have an
automatic draft regulator or a built-in
damper. If not, the chimney should
have a damper near the stove.

~Burn only seasoned, dry hardwood
in the stove, and never use gasoline,
kerosene or other combustible fluids to
start a fire.

—Never use a woodburning stove to
burn trash or allow it to burn unattend-
ed or overnight.

—When installing a woodburning
stove, consull with the communily zon-
ing commission to find out aboul
restrictions and regulations regarding
their installation and use.

However, now
you can buy pates in most cities and
they've become a favorite item.

History of the Pate

The pate was created during the
early Middle Ages by the French,
who were already well known for
their succulent pork meat. Only the
very wealthy enjoyed pate, however,
until the French Revolution, which
put a lot of chefs out of work.

These former masters of the royal
tables turned to the towns and
villages where they began to make
and supply townsfolk with their
creations of pork meat products.
Thus was born the charcuterie, the
art of the charcutier and the first

*“take-out” food shop.

Charcuterie

The word charcuterie, derived
from chair (meat) and cuit (cooked),
refers to both an entire gamut of
pork products, and to a shop where
they are prepared. Using mainly
pork meat but also liver, poultry, and
game, the talented charcutier con-
cocts many types of pates, terrines,
sausages, and other meat products.
Charcuteries also sell many other
foods prepared to take out—salads,
quiches, and cooked entrees.

Now here's an important point
that will partially explain the
excellent taste of pates. Refrigera-
tion was not developed until late in
the nineteenth century; cooks early

' learned the secret abilities of spices

to act as natural preservatives while
simultancously enhancing the flavor
of the dish. In the Middle Ages,
meal products were either salted and
stored in cellars or turned into
charcuterie products in which spices
did the preserving.

A few of the qualities of spices are
described:

» Clove and hot red pepper for an
antiseptic elfect

« Juniper, laurel and hot red
pepper kept the f{lies away

» Sage, marjoram and rosemary
were mixed with the fat of the meat
to retard rancidity and oxidation.

* Discoloration and dark-turning

effects were eliminated by wusing
ground nutmeg, mustard seeds,
ground angelica, ginger and
coriander.

With the growth in demand for
pates, more manufacturers - have

come on the scene, which has had
both good and bad effects for the
large scale manufacture of pates,
including lower quality for the
consumer. Why? Maost quantity-
produced pates contain chemicals,
preservatives, [lillers and water.
Others, like Les Trois Petits-
Cochons in New York; however; use
a tradition going back to the Middle
Ages. The pates are baked all day
using the 600 year-old art of
charcuterie in  which the pates
preserve themselves in their own
juices and natural seasoning.

How and When
Pate

Follow the lead of Louis X1V and
serve one or two pates as your main
course. Il you are a stranger 1o pates,
the favorite is the Pate de Campagne
or “country pate.” This is a mixture
of coarsely ground pork meat and

to Serve

pork liver, scented with onions,
garlic, parsley, bay leaves and
thyme.

If you are more adventurous, try
the zesty Pate Au Poivre Vert, made
with imported whole green pepper-
corns which give it that lively taste.
Either of these would go well with
a duck pate. Garnish them with
cornichons, the little French
pickle.

With pate, serve a salad, perhaps
a Salade D'Escarole aux fines
herbes. Generous helpings of crusty
French bread and a good dry white
wine such as Chablis or'a fine white
Burgandy will make your menu
complete.

A home first aid kit should contain adhesive ban-
dages, preferably the type that do not have plastic
coated gauze or are tinted with medication which might
cause an allergic reaction. Also, be sure to have a two
inch wide roll bandage and some elastic bandages,
about three inches wide, for wrapping sprained joints.
Supplement these with some individually wrapped, four
inch square gauze bandages, a roll of one or two inch
wide adhesive tape and a pair of scissors large enough
to cut gauze or cloth.

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How To Get Started In Stocks

Have you decided to invest a portion
of your funds in stocks, bonds or
other securities? You may want to
consider opening an account with a
brokerage firm. If you wish to make
frequent transactions in the stock
market, a brokerage account would
allow you to do so in an orderly
manner,

Opening an account with a
broker-dealer is similar in some
respects to opening a bank account
or a credit account with a depart-
ment store. It requires establishing
certain credit assurances to the
broker-dealer of your ability to pay
for any securities ordered.

To start, an account executive will
be assigned to handle your account.
Your account execulive may arrange
to open your account by telephone,
by mail or through a visit to the
broker’s office.

The new account application
requires, among other things, your
name, address, age, social security
number, busipess address, employer,
occupation, bank and/or credit
references, and, in most instances,
your level of income. Your account
executive will also ask about and
discuss with you your investment
objectives and the degree of risk or
other financial limitations you may
have.

It is important to remember that
if you find any of the questions asked
of you to be too personal or of a
confidential nature and do not wish
to furnish that information to the
broker, the brokerage firm does not
have to accept your account and may
refuse to open an account in your
name. The broker must have certaimn
facts to comply with rules designed
for the customer’s own protection.
The firm must know, for example,
whether it is dealing with the spouse
of an employee of another firm, or
with any other person for whom
securities transactions might be
subject to any other restrictions or
limitations.

How To Read A Report

Once you own stock in a company,
you will receive an annual report
that tells you whether or not your
company is financially sound, profit-
able and growing. The picture and
text sections usually portray the
company in the best possible light,
of course, and are generally easy to
understand.

If you want the unvarnished facts
about how the company is doing,
however, you have to know how to
read the figures and interpret other
parts of the report.

Financial figures in an annual
report are separated into two main
sections: the income statement and
the balance sheet,

The income statement tells how
the company performed last year. It
contains plus factors, including all
the money your company took in
from customers for sales of goods or
services and income from other
revenues such as interest and
dividends on the company’s invest-
ment in stocks and bonds.

The difference between the plus
factors and the minus factors gives
you that all important figure, the net
profit for the year, This figure, often
called the bottom line, is probably
the single most widely used measure
of a company's performance.

The income statement tells
whether the company is moving
forward or backward. This is the
action side of the ledger.

The balance sheet, on the other
hand, tells a static story of precisely
where your company stands at a
given time. It shows the finances of
a company for an instant at year's
end. The balance sheet is meant (o
be a statement of your company’s
solvency.

The asset section, always on the
left page, shows what the company
owns. It includes your company’s
cash and marketable securities,
accounts receivable, inventory and
fixed assets such as land, buildings,
machinery and office equipment,
These all add up to total assets.

The liability side of the balance
sheet, on the right hand page, details
what the company owes. Character-
istically, this includes money owed
for unpaid bills, taxes and repay-
ment on loans to banks and other
lenders. The final figures in this
column is called total liabilities.

Also connected to the liability
sheet is the figure for the company’s
net worth, or as it's also called,
stockholder’s equity. This figure, the
difference between total assets and
total liabilities, represents the
amount of money you and other
stockholders might expect to share if
the company was liquidated at its
balance-sheet value.

How To Judge Performance

Financial statements covering a
single year are not, in themselves,
especially meaningful. They’re much
more valuable to you as they
compare to your company's perfor-
mance over the past years. All
annual reports today give compari-
son figures for some years back,
usually ten, so it’s easy to note the
trends of sales, earnings per share,
dividends and so on.

It's important to view your
company’s figures in perspective.
You may, for example, get a

distorted picture by reviewing only
the earnings statement. What may
appear to be good earnings may not
be especially healthy if your com-
pany has borrowed too heavily.
Professional analysts have ways of
getting that perspective by applying
simple mathematics to calculate
some ratios that are not printed in
the report. Here are some
examples:

* Working capital: The ability of
a company to meet its obligations,
expand its volume and take advan-
tage of opportunities is often
determined by its working capital.
And, since you want your company
to grow, this year's working capital
should be larger than in past years.
You determine this figure by
subtracting the current liabilities
from the current assets. This tells
you the amount of money that’s lefl
free and clear if all current debts are
paid off. A comfortable cushion of
working capital makes it easier for
the company to get credit to reinvest
in the business or tide it through bad
times.

* Current ratio; Financial experts
generally agree that a company’s
current assets should be at least
twice as large as current liabilities.
This means that for each $1 of
current liabilities there should be $2
in current assets. To determine your
company's current ratio, divide
current assets by current liabilities.
A gradual increase in current ratio
over the years usually is a sign of
improving fipancial strength.

* Quick Assets: Quick assets
represent the money your company
has to cover a sudden emergency
assets that are quickly convertible to
cash. The figure doesn’t include

inventory merchandise because that
has yet to be sold. Subtract
inventories from current assels Lo get
the quick asset figure. A well fixed
industrial company should have
slightly more money available in
quick assets than the amount of
current liabilities.

» Operating Margin of Profit: To
measure a company's growth record
you can calculate what is known as
the percent of operating profit.
Divide operating profit by sales.
Then compare this figure with those
of past years to see whether your
company is becoming more profit-
able or simply growing in size.
Typically, a sound company would
have about a 10 percent operating
margin of profit.

» Net profit Ratio: This is yet
another guide to indicate how
satisfactory the year's activities have
been. To get this percentage divide
net profit by net sales. Say it comes
out to 5 percent. This means that for
every dollar of goods sold, 5¢ in
profit ultimately went to the com-
pany, If it's much less than that, you
might question the value of your
investment and the management of
your company.

« How Accurate is Report: Cal-
culations to measure the strength
and weakness of a company can go
on almost ad infinitum. And you can
learn a lot from them. But if you
simply want assurance that the
statements in the report are accurate
and give a true reflection of your
company, turn to the section in the
back, and the statement of indepen-
dent accountants. This is a certified
statement of an outside accounting
firm saying that it has examined the
company’s books. The statement
attests that the data in the report
fairly presents the company’s finan-
cial position.

Finding Old Stocks

Another way to break into the
stock market for the first time is to
find old stocks in your attic.

If you come across an old stock
certificate how can you find out if
it's worth anything? Many people
assume that stocks are worthless
because they are old. However, it is
worth your time and effort to find
out how “‘worthless” these cer-
tificates really are.

Many corporations, while possibly
no longer listed anywhere as an
active company under the name on
the certificate, may have merged
with another company or simply
changed their cofporate name, and
they may be still operating and
financially successful today. Of
course, many hundreds of thousands
of corporations have gone bankrupt
or dissolved for various other
reasons. There are still several
procedures you can follow to find out
if that stock certificate is worth
something.

There are several books which
may be helpful in certain circum-
stances. You should be able to find
these books in a public library, or at
a stock exchange or stock brokers
office. They are:

$200,000 Grant

For Ambulances

Awarded State

The Kentucky Department of Trans-
portation has awarded a $200,000
federal highway safety grant to the
Department for Human Resources for
the purchase of 20 ambulances to
distribute lo ambulance services
across the state

The 1979 vehicle accidents caused %02
deaths and about 45,000 injuries in Ken-
tucky. With the increasing rate of vehi-
cle accidents in the state, an increased
number of ambulances is needed.

Accidenls where ambulances are
needed now greally oulnumber the
number of qualified ambulances
available in Kentucky, according to
Department of Transportation of-
ficials.

The new ambulances will bring Ken-
tucky’s total number of ambulances lo
303, or about 73 percent of the total
estimated need.

According to Human Resources of-
ficials, the additional ambulances will
help reduce the number of deaths and
lessen complications caused by ac-
cidents.

Local governments will match the
amounl of federal funds for the project,
bringing the project’s total to $400,000.
The program is in ilts eighth year of
federal funding

Applications, based on a regional
plan, will be reviewed to allocate the 20
new ambulances, Human Resources
officials said. Priorities are: eslablish-
ment of a new service to meet a need;
additional services based on need; and
replacement of outdated ambulances.

Bul a member of the stale racing
commission says a segment televised
last year on the drugging of
thoroughbred racehorses was unfair,
sensational and one-sided. "'The entire
program was given over to horror
stories,” says Keene Daingerfield,
chief steward for the commission since
1973. **l thoughl the whole program
was basically distorted ™

By running unstable horses on pain-
numbing drugs, horse owners and
trainers, the segmenl suggested, en-
danger the lives of the horses and their
riders and risk possible breakdowns.
First televised in May 1979 and
replayed to another large nalional
television audience in July, the expose,
which centered on Florida racing scan-
dals, questioned the integrity of the
racing industry and whether the bel-
ting public could be sure a racehorse
was nol running on a performance-
alerting drug

The show not only senl a shock wave
through the racing industry, but it fuel-
ed a humane society effort (o introduce
legislation in Washington, D.C., that
would prohibit the administration of all
medications to a horserace, including
the therapeutic drugs now allowed in
Kentucky and a majority of other
states with parimutuel racing.

That legislation, which was filed on
Capitol Hill in May and is now pending
in Congress, is considered by many in
the horse industry as having a good
chance of passage. If enacled inlo law,
it would totally ban therapeutic med-
ication for thoroughbreds, which is
allowed in 27 of the 30 racing states. It
would also provide stiff penallies in-
cluding fines of as much as $25,000 and
jail terms as long as three years for
violaters

Daingerfield admits the racing in-
dustry has its abuses, but says the “60
Minutes™” segment brough! unfair al-
tention to the racing industry and only
increased the public's confusion about
the use of drugs on horses

Dangerfield says while corrupl
horsemen can find ways to mask il-
legal substances in a horse's system
with permilted agenls, the therapeulic
medications which are permitled for
use in Kentucky and many other racing
stales are nol only safe for the horse,
but good for the whole racing industry.

*1 sincerely believe the best interesl
of the horse is served by a program of
medication which at least prevents the
adminisiration of more dangerous
drugs.” says Daingerfield, a horse
owner lrainer and breeder for many
years.

Under the state's present medication
rule, hundreds of drugs are legal for
application to thoroughbreds. The two
used mos! often are Butazoladin, an
anti-inflammatory agenl better known
as Bute, and Lasix, a diuretic which
prevents respiratory tract hemorrhag-
ing in horses known as ‘‘bleeders."’

Daingerfield says research indicates
the drugs cannot speed or slow a
horse's performance, bul in many
cases the drugs, he added, allow
rheumatic horses and bleeders the
chance to perform when they could not
without a program of medication.

Older, sore horses which might
otherwise wind wup in the
slaughterhouse, says Daingerfield can
live out the pampered existence of the
racehorse for many years with the use
of permilled medicalions

Dr. Tom Tobin, a researcher al the
University of Kentucky Equine Drug
Research Laboratorty, says studies
have found *'no subslantial or severe
problems'" with Lasix or Bute. A ma-
jority of natinal research on Lasix has
been conducted at the UK cenler, he
adds.

Calling Bule a *full brother to
aspirin,”” Tobin says the drug "‘reduces
the hypersensitivily Lo pain in the area
of inflammaltion,” but in no way numbs
an entire limb the way a prohibited
local aneslhetic can. Tobin says he has
nol seen any evidence that the use of
Bute or Lasix "“increases the incidence
of breakdowns.”

The possibility of the strict federal
legislation led the Kentucky Racing
Commission in July to adopl a more

strigent medication rule which, il ap-
proved in December by a legislative
subcommittee, would allow a horse to
race with smaller amounts of Lasix or
Bute.

Under the new rule, a horse would be
permitted only four micrograms per
milliliter of Bute in his blood plasma
prior to a race. Lasix could be ad-
ministered only intravenously to a
horse no later than four hours before a
race.

Modeled afler regulations approved
in April al Lexington meeling of the
National Association of Racing Com-
missioners, the new rule met with op-
position from horsemen during hear-
ings this summer. It is considered a
step, however, in prevenling high
levels of Bute and Lasix from being us-
ed to mask the presence of more harm-
ful drugs, Dangerfield said

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Prepare Your Garden for Winter

October. If you're a backyard
gardener, this is the time of year to
prepare for next spring’s planting.

The gardening season doesn’t end
when the last hardy carrot has been
pulled from the cold earth, because
soil must be repaid for its hard
summer’s work. Now is the time to
bring a good season to its end and
to prepare for an even better garden
in the spring.

The logical time to make amends
to the hard-working earth is in the
fall, beginning with a cleanup after
all except the winter-hardy crops
have been harvested. The first step
is getting rid of crop residues,

Stalks, vines and exhausted plants
should be uprdoted and left in the
garden. Tough roots, such as those
of cabbage, corn and sunflower, can
be shredded or simply chopped up
with a sharp hoe. This plant debris
will decompose slowly over the
winter and add organic matter for
richer soil next year.

To work in this soil builder, either
bury it by digging, filling and
covering trenches, or, preferably, till
it in. Check the soil in different
sections of the garden after tilling to
see that you've created a uniform
mixture,

Soil Cover

Next, you may want to cover your
garden somehow. Leaving any soil
exposed to wind and weather is not
good for it. Precious topsoil can be
lost to snowmelt and winter winds,
especially if tilling has left it loose
and light.

There are two easy options for
covering the soil after the fall
cleanup and soil reconditioning—
mulching with leaves or cover
cropping. Both of these steps will
add organic matter and some
nutrients to your spring seedbeds.

If leaves are available, your
garden is moderate in size, and the
winters are relatively short, use
mulch instead. But if your garden is

. large or sloping, or if the winter will
be longer than three months, then a
cover crop makes sense.

A winter cover crop holds topsoil
and its nutrients in the garden.
Winter (annual) rye, the most
popular and easiest cover crop, sends
out deep roots that break up clay soil
and keep it loose. On the other hand,
a cover crop will also hold light

@ sandy soil in place.

Which Plants To Pull

« If you still have crops such as
collards, kale or turnip greens
growing, work around them. The
cold and snow enhance their flavor
and you can still get good meals
from them.

+ Clean up old plant material. It’s
best to destroy any plants badly
diseased or infested by insects, such
as white flies. While cold weather
may prevent the insects from
surviving the winter, old plants can
give them protection.

+ Save healthy, undiseased plant
material to dig back into your
garden or to compost. Collect
enough leaves to make a three-inch
deep layer on the garden. Compost
any extra leaves for use as mulch
during the growing season. If asked,
your city street department may
even deliver some to your home from
their fall leaf cleanup. Shredding
leaves with your lawn mower helps
them work into the soil faster or
break down faster during compost-
ing. Leaves help sandy soil retain
moisture and allow clay soil to drain
moisture,

« If you haven't had a soil test for
two or three years, do it now. Soils
can become too acid from fertilizers
and organic materials or too akaline
from buildup of sodium, calcium or
other salts. Your local county
extension agent, listed in the
telephone directory under the name
of your county, can tell you how to
prepare the soil sample, where to
have it tested and what the test
shows your soil needs. Discuss with
him the need for a separate nitrogen
test.

« Fall is the best time to add lime
and organic matter. By spring, it
should be effective.

» Plow or spade the lime, leaves
and other organic material roughly
into the soil. Rain, snow and the
freezing and thawing of winter will
break down the dirt clods and help
incorporate the lime. A garden fall
plowed generally requires only
raking in preparation for spring
planting.

» Correct any drainage problems,
One way is to establish raised beds
about four feet wide, four inches
high and the length of your garden.
Leave enough space for you to walk
between the beds.

« Finally, clean up your equip-
ment to protect it for next year,

Clean off tomato stakes and metal
tomato cages. Dirt and old plant
material causes cages 1o rust. After
removing the dirt from your garden
tools, oil a cloth and rub them down
to retard rust. If you have a garden
tractor, drain the fuel from it and
run the engine until all the fuel in
it is burned up. Otherwise the gas
will evaporate over winter and leave
a gum deposit in the engine. Also,
remove the spark plug, put a little
oil in the cylinder and turn the
engine over to spread the oil over the
walls. Then replace the plug.

Next Year

Robert A. Wearne, retired U.S.
Department of Agriculture hor-
ticulturist, gave tips to remember
next season. “Many gardens aren't
as successful as they could be for
lack of proper watering. Set some
empty coffee cans under the
sprinkler next year when watering.
One to two inches of water in the
cans means the water has probably
seeped down about four to six inches.
The soil should be moist down past
the plants’ root zone, at least 15
inches.

“Time your watering and dig
down to see how far the water soaks
through the soil in a given time.
Then you'll know how many minutes
to water your garden.

“*Mulching keeps weeds down and

reduces the amount .of water
required to keep the plants
growing.

A

“Even though home gardens are
usually small, it's good to rotate your
crops. Don’t always grow tomatoes,
for instance, in the same place. This
helps control plant insect and disease
pests. It helps control weeds and
improve your garden soil, too,” said
Wearne.

Wearne said home gardeners
should start small, with two or three
tomato plants, some radishes and a
few other vegetables they like and
work up to larger gardens. Part of

the fun of gardening, he said, is
knowing how to do it properly so he
suggests home gardeners learn about
soil preparation, and how to care for
and fertilize the soil and become
familiar with gardening
techniques.

Control Insects

“People should learn to distin-
guish between beneficial and harm-
ful insects,” he said. “You don’t
need to spray a whole garden just to
get rid of insects on a few plants.
You can pick off by hand the
cabbage loopers your garden will
probably attract. And you can make
little foil ‘collars’ placed an inch
above and below the ground to keep
cutworms from killing your trans-
plants  plants, , cabbage, for
instance.”

Wearne aiso sugpests gardeners
walch catalogs to experiment with
new varieties that may be more
productive in their location or be
more insect or disease resistant.

Two final tips: be careful not to
bring insects into your home when
you bring your house plants in for
the winter. Inspect them well first.
Insects multiply in a warm home and
can be difficult to control.

And for everyone now harvesting
their green tomatoes, Wearne sug-
gests pulling up the entire vine,
knocking the dirt off and hanging it
on a wire or nail in the basement or
other cool, dark place, to allow the
larger tomatoes to ripen.

For those who have already picked
their tomatoes, Wearne suggests
wrapping the larger ones individual-
ly in newspaper to help ripen them.
The small ones, he said, are good for
making relishes and all green
tomatoes are delicious when properly
fried.
