From County Shot

Two stale police officers—one;, a
native and the other a resident of this
couniy—were wounded late last Tues-
day by a Pike county man who earlier
in the day had shot his wife and bar-
ricaded himself in his home.

@ State Trooper Jerome Clifton, 30, of

Sidney, Pike counly, who is a nalive of
Dwale, was listed Sunday in critical
condition al the UK Medical Cenler,
Lexington. He was shot in the abdomen
and complications required amputa-
tion last Friday of his right leg at the
hip. > 3

State Detective Don K. Weedman, 27,
of Water Gap, was shot in the mouth
but is in satisfactory condition at Cen-
tral Baptist Hospital, Lexington. ]

Champion Chaney, 53, was held
without bond last week in the Pike
county jail after having pleaded not
guilty o three charges of firstL degree
wanton endangerment. The shootings
were done with a .22-calibre rifle.

Apparently, Trooper Clifton was
dispatched to the Chaney home, on
Jonican Creek, a remote section in the
headwaters of Fishtrap Reservoir,
after Chaney had shot his wife in the
shoulder. A hoslage situalion

veloped as Chaney kept his two
children, a daughter two months old
and a 13-month-old son, in the house
with him and refused to surrender.
Other officers, including Detectlive
Weedman, were dispatched to the
scene.

A stalemate existed for about five
hours. Officers were hampered by fear
of harming the children, but they did
use lear gas in an effort to dislodge
Chaney. The gas reportedly affected

@the children but not their father.

Weedman was wounded around 5:30
p-m. as he approached the front door of
the Chaney residence, urging Chaney
to surrender. Clifton was hit aboul two
hours later by a shot which apparently
was fired at random. The bullet, it was
said, passed through two thin walls of
the house before striking the officer.

Twenly or more officers surrounded
the house during the siege. Among
them was Slale Police Commissioner
Kenneth Brandenburgh and other high-
ranking State Police officers who flew
to the scene by helicopter from
Frankfort.

Finally, a Pike county constable,
Willard Slone, a longtime acquain-
tance of Chaney, succeeded in per-
suading Chaney to lay down his rifle.
Officers watching Slone in his over-
tures to the gunman then overpowered
Chaney:

Mrs. Chaney was discharged last
Friday from the Methodist Hospital,
Pikeville.

Clifton suffered blood clots in the
femoral artery in his right leg before
the amputation was performed. He
also was being treated for kidney
failure.

Described by fellow officers as “the
best we have,” he is a son of Mrs
Juanita Clifton, of Dwale, and the lale
Pat Clifton. His wife is the former
Freda Lafferty, daughter of Mr. and
Mrs. Dean Lafferty. of Arkansas
Creek, near Martin, and they have (wo

Buffalow Held
After Girl Shot

Bond of $10,000 has been asked for
the release from jail here of William G.
Buffalow, of Rl. 1, Prestonsburg, who
is accused of shooling and wounding
Elizabeth Renee Petty, 1l-year-old
Clark School pupil, last Wednesday.

In the firsl degree wanton endanger-
ment warrant issued for Buffalow, he
was alleged to have shot the girl with a
pellet from an air pistol. The pellet
struck her above the eye.

Buffalow was arrested, shortly after
the shooting, by State police De-
tective Keith Scoti. District Judge
Harold J. Stumbo later issued an
order stating that he had infor-
mation to Lhe effect that Buffalow is
mentally ill and directing that contact
be made in his behalf with mental
health authorities.

At the same time, Jack G. Dingus,
owner of the site on which the Buffalow
mobile home is located, opposite the
Clark School, filed a writ of forcible en-
try and detainer to require removal of
the trailer.

NBC Interested in Old-Style
Mining Plan Proposed Here

Donald L. (Dootney) Horn's plan to
mine coal the old-fashioned way is get-
ting national attention.

The Prestionsburg man was inter-
viewed here last Wednesday by Robert
E Franklin, manager of the Pittsburg
(Pa.) Bureau of NBC.

The television executive was
primarily interested in Horn as the
founder of the Old Style Mining Com-
pany here which plans to produce coal
by old-fashioned methods—"'shooting
from the solid," hand-loading of coal

..cars inside the mine, the coal hauled

outside by ponies and so on.

Horn contends that coal can be pro-
duced by methods in use 50 years ago
more cheaply than with modern equip-
ment, and that returning lo old-style
mining will save many small
operators

When the mine, located near the Ball
Alley curve here, is ready lo begin
operation, an NBC camera crew will be
sent to record the production work,
step by step, from the face of Lhe coal
to the loading into rail cars, Franklin
said.

Old Style Mining is ready for opera-
tion, Horn said. But, first, there is Lthe
maller of a new-style permit.

Student Fees Ban
Budget Cut Viewed

Floyd science studenls may not be
able to do laboralory experiments,
commeree students may lack adeguate
malerials lo practise their secretarial
and accounting skills, and home
economics students may have no food
to prepare as the result of a budget cut
ordered earlier this year by Gov. John
Y. Brown, parents and teachers com-
plained this week.

The problem arose, il is claimed,
with a senate bill enacted by the 1978
General Assembly, forbidding schools
from raising money for instructional
materials by charging student fees
Prior to thal, schools had routinely
levied fees on sludents for workbooks,
use of typewrilers, laboratory
specimens, and other classroom
malerials

Responding to complaints that the
fee system discriminaled against
poorer students, the state legislature
decided thatl year that no public school
“shall charge a fee, or rental, or re-
quire a student to purchase instruc-
tional materials for enrollment, full
participation or completion in any
regular school program.” Instead,
money would be appropriated for this
purpose from state revenues on a basis
of average daily altendance.

Critics of the policy change claim,
however, that insufficient monies have
been appropriated, and that even less
will be available this year than in the
previous two years. Fourleen dollars
per student were allocated under the
first year of the new policy and $20 Lhe
following year and, although slate law
required that only $5 per pupil of this
sum  be spenl on instructional

materials, each school in the county
last year received a check represen-
ting $14 per student, according lo
Assistant Superinlendent Ray
Brackell.

While $15 was sel by the legislalure
as this year's fee allocation, that figure
was subsequently cul to less than $5 in
a budget reduction ordered by Gov.
Brown. Compared lo last year's, this
year's allocalion represents a loss lo
this county of mare than™ $125,000,
Brackell said.

Even when the allocation stood at §20
per student, it amounted to
“considerably less than we were able
lo raise by charging fees,” Janel
Rowe, a home economics leacher al
Prestonsburg High School, said this
week. “With Gov. Brown's latest cut,
there is no way we can raise sufficient
money. Il has paralyzed us," she add-
ed. Home economics students at the
school were formerly charged $10 a
vear for sewing and cooking needs,
Mrs. Rowe said

Frances Bracketl, head of the
school's commercial studies deparl-
ment, said the department once raised
$3000 annually through fees for the pur-
chase and upkeep of lypewrilers,
workbooks, and office supplies. Thal
figure fell to $600 lasl year and this
year's allocation ‘‘will scarcely cover
the cost of paper,” she said.

Biology teacher Jack Crider said he
hoped his classes may be able Lo "“get
by" with materials left over from last
year bul that the budgel cuts raised the
possibilily that biology students would
not have sufficient dissection
materials this year.

A pelition circulating among
leachers and parents Lhis week asks
Senalor Benny Ray Bailey and Rep.

Stumbo to introduce a bill to res-
cind the 1978 fee law—a law which
“makes the day-lo-day classroom
operation extremely difficull and
somelimes impossible because of lack
of funds,” according to the petilion.

There is still “every hope” thal the
application for $2.8 million in lax-iree
bonds to build a K-Mart store here will
be approved by the stale Industrial
Revenue Bond Oversight Commitlee, a
spokesman for the developers,
Parkway Plaza Associales, of Chal-
tanooga, Tenn., said this week.

The developers chose lo defer their
applicalion until the commillee nexl
meels on October 15 ““in order Lo pul a
better package together,”” he said. *We
feel we meel all the (commillee’s)
criteria,'" he added.

The revenue bonds, provided for
under a state law passed earlier this
vear designed to slimulate economic
development, are issued through local
governments or by the Kentucky
Development Finance Autlhority,
which is the financing arm of the slale
Development Cabinet. Under the law,
a developer seeking lhe bonds must
show he or she will nol gain an unfair
advantage over exisling businesses
and must show the economic need for
the venlure, the soundness of it and the
public purpose served by the project-

In ils first meeting last week, Lhe
oversight committee considered 15 ap-
plications for the revenue bonds, of
which 10—including one for a K-Marl
at Grayson—were approved, two were
rejected, and three—including those
for K-Marts here and in Painls-
ville—were deferred. All bul one of the
approved bonds will be issued through
local governments.

Opinion Hits at Dismissal

Of Traf

An opinion written by Deputy Assis-
tant Atty. Gen. Charles Runyan held
last week thal district judges have no
legal authority to dismiss a traffic cita-
tion because the arresting officer fails
to appear in court on the date set for
hearing of the case.

The opinion was issued at the request
of The Lexington Herald in its continu-
ing coverage of the Floyd distriet courl
and Judge Harold J. Stumbo's handl-
ing of traffic cases.

Judge Stumbo commented that he is
not convinced that the opinion 18 cor-
rect, adding that it is a moot question,
anyhow, since such dismissals are no
longer a problem.

Basic points made in the opinion are
these: ]

-District judges have no authority
to act on traffic citations until the ac-
cused or his altorney appears before
the eourt.

—If an accused traffic offender fails
to appear on the citation dale,
however, a warrant can be issued for
his arrest.

ic Citations Here

—District judges cannot dismiss
traffic tickels because the proseculing
officer fails to appear in court on the
citation date. The judge is only em-
powered to strike the citation from the
citation docket, or accept a guilly plea,
if the accused offers one.

—If the judge strikes the citation
from the docket, the police officer can
procure a summons from the county
attorney and gel the case back on the
docket at another time.

(An attorney general’s opinion is
without effect of law.)

Turning lo a discussion of criticism
of his work as judge and pointing to his
efforts to serve efficiently and justly,
Stumbo said last week after the opinion
had been issued that the criticism and
faultfinding have stemmed mainly
from **politics.™

“In the last six months this court has
sent to Frankfort $97.500 in fines. |
must be deing something right,” he
said, adding:

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Airport Comm. Cites
Power Lines Danger

The Kentucky Airport Zoning Com-
mission agreed last week to send a let-
ter to the Kentucky Power Co. of

Ashland ordering the company to

Femove or mark several wires hazar-
dous to aircraft around the state.

The wires involved are located in the
vicinity of airports in Prestonsburg,
Pikeville and Hazard.

The wires in Prestonsburg were put
up on airport property parallel to the
runway without approval of the
Prestonsburg Airport Board, said Ed
Martin, commissioner administrator.
The board has ordered the Kentucky
Power Co. lo remove the lines that pose
an immediate threat to airplanes and
especially helicopters in the area. No
action has been taken by the company,
he added.

Commission members said wires in
all of these areas have proven
dangerous in the past. A group from
Pikeville appeared before the commis-
sion to ask that something be done
before more deaths occur.

““We're having people drop out of the
air down there,” said Bob Davenport,

‘of Pikeville. Charles Carlton, also of

Pikeville, said he personally knew of
four people that were killed in “‘wire
strikes.” “These accidents would not
have happened if they (the lines) had
been marked,'" he said.

Members of the commission had no
previous knowledge of several of these
lines hecause the Kentucky Power Co.
had failed to apply for permits on

them, Martin said. “I senl a letter
about six weeks ago asking them lo ap-
ply-and I haven’l gotten any answer.”
He said any future letters will include
the penalties the company will face if it
doesn’t apply for permits.

“We should stop fooling with the
power company and enforce what we
have to enforce,” said Jim Clark, com-
mission member.

Other areas of the state are being
studied for potentially hazardous wires
to try to prevent any more accidents
from occurring, Martin said.

Marshall O. Julien, public affairs
director for Kentucky Power, said in a
telephone interview yesterday that the
company had not been informed of the
commission’s order,

When told what the order involved,
he said that “we'd already agreed to
mark that line (the line south of the
Pikeville airport), so the substance of
the order is putting a time frame on
i

Julien said the static wire at the
Pikeville airport had not been replaced
since July 26 when a small plane hit it.
resulting in three deaths.

He also reiterated the company's
position that the lines were not respon-
sible for the accident.

Julien issued a statement Thursday
saying that il there had been any
hazard there, it “certainly doesn't ex-
ist now with the static wire removed
nor is there any urgency in installing
the markers.”

Power Firm Says Marker Issue
Aft Airports Distorted

Kentucky Power Company told this
week of ils frustration by whal il lerm-
ed ‘“misleading and somelimes er-
roneous reporls’’ concerning air
navigation markers on power lines
which have surfaced since a July 26
plane crash near the Pikeville airport.

The issue was rdised again Sept. 18
when the Kenlucky Airport Zoning
Commission announced to the news
media that it was ordering Kentucky
Power to either install markers or
remove certain lines near the
Pikeville, Prestonsburg and Hazard
airports. That order was the result of a
Commission meeting on Sepl. 17 in
Frankfort.

Marshall O. Julien, public affairs
director of the company, said “Part of
our frustration in handling this maller
lies in the facl we have already an-
nounced plans to mark the main line in
question near the Pikeville Airport,
even though the lines had been cer-
tified by the Federal Aviation Ad-
ministration as nonhazardous o air
navigation and did not require
markers. The static wire on that 138-kv
line, which is located six-lenths of a
mile south of the airport, was 4he one
struck during the July 26 accident. This
wire has not yet been replaced and
won’t be until the markers are install-
ed. If there were any hazard existing,
which we think there should not have
been since the line is well out of the pro-
per approach pattern; il certainly
doesn’t exisl now with the static wire
removed nor is there any urgency in in-
stalling the markers."

He cited an example of the confusion
which seems to be reigning in the
marker issue. "One of the trans-
mission lines near the Pikeville Airport
which the FAA suggested the company
mark is nol even in existence today. It
has been replaced by a lower distribu-
tion line near our new service building
and that line is lower than the roof of
our building. Apparently the FAA used
out-of-date maps in making the request
and we will be in conlact with FAA
about that in Lthe near future,”” he said.

Julien went on lo say that the com-
pany was disappointed thal the Zoning
Commission met and issued a policy
statement without the company being
represented. “We had been given in-
sufficient notice of the meeting when
contacted by the Commission on Tues-
day less than 24 hours before its
regular bi-monthly session on Wednes-

that I know of had only two drunk driv-

75. And there hasn't been a word said
about that.”

Stumbo said his court ranks third
among 26 districl courts in this section
of the state in the matter of convic-
tions.

He suggested that the Ad-
ministrative Office of the Courts could
be helpful to district judges if it would
issue definite guidelines—something
that to date that has not been done.

He said he is sentencing most first-
time offenders in traffic cases to traffic
school and that he keeps a card file of
such cases, insuring that their
penalties will be stiffer on another ap-
pearance in court.

Attendance al traffic school saves
the driver from an accumulation of
points against his record. He has an
idea that revocation of a driver's
license often fails of its purpose, par-
ticularly with the drunken driver who,
getting drunk again, has ne heistancy
about driving without a license.

Stumbo says the law requiring

“There will be no more Cat Chat,”

15 years by seventh and eighth graders

“at Prestonsburg Elementary School

alarmed some parents and teachers
this week and may be shul down.

A modesl journal—its current issue,

runs to eight poorly-reproduced pages,
mostly of trivia—'"“Cat Chat" has
nevertheless been a useful vehicle of
student feeling and has never before
caused concern, according to Thomas
Tackett, school principal.

Causing the present alarm is an
essay in gossip-column-type reporling
in this issue, hinling al sexual ae-
tivities among various students, which
drew questions from some 'eachers
and parents about the moral education
of grade schoolers, the quality of the
school papér, and the adequacy of ils
adult supervision.

“I don't think that a high school or
college paper would print the trash
that was in this paper,”" one parenl
wrote The Times this week. My child
‘» third grader) is not really concerned
\ith the things talked aboul in this
paper at the present. Bul if she spends
five more years al the school reading
Junk like this...I'm sure it couldn't help
her moral thinking."

“Some people are reading more into
it (the offending column) than is really
there.” cautioned Roland Jones, senior
eighth grade teacher at the school and
facully adviser to the student paper.
Nevertheless, had he read this issue
before publication, "'it would have gone
into the waste can," he said,

The paper is normally brought to
him for editing but this issue was nol,
and he did nol know of its conlents until
200 copies were already in circulation,
he said. ‘

Jones stated during an interview Mon-
day but he subsequently appeared to
qualify that assertion, noting that the
student editors ‘*have promised me, if 1
let them write another paper, they'll
let me read il before they run it off.”

He instructed the editorial staff to
write letters of apology to students
identified by name in the offending
piece and some appeared contrite,
Jones said. Principal Tackell said,
however, that the students were sur-
prised that readers had taken offense
al their article.

“The kids can't seem to understand
what the fuss is about. What bothers us
is not necessarily whal bothers them,"
said the principal, who took respon-
sibility for “‘not editing the paper close-
ly" but said its contents reflect a
breakdown in moral education in the
home and churches.

For at least one parent, however, the
breakdown is at the school. “Parents
can lalk until they're blue in the face
about whal’s right and what’s wrong,”
the: parent wrote. “But if il's the ac-
cepted thing at school for the children
to print this sort of thing, then the child
will think the parent is an old fogey."

“We feel pretly badly aboul the
whole situation," said Tacketl, adding,
“In future, I'll read every word of the
paper myself to insure no further com-
enls are made that will upsetl parents
or students."

ment for contract services has already
been exceeded by $6752 and expen-
ditures on materials and supplies, for
which $§11,100 was allotled, already
amount to $22,204, according lo the cily
treasurer's report for August. X
Receipts from on-streel parking
meters, expected (o bring in $25,000
this year, are also reported Lo be well
below expectations, with only $5142
received by the end of August. Police

Chief Keith Lawson suggested that the -

alleged reluctance of District Court
Judge Harold Stumbo o convict per-
sons for parking offenses contribules to
a feeling among some motorists that
they can evade parking fees and fines
with impunity.

Police Officer Sue Blackburn writes
between 85 and 125 parking tickets in
the city daily and notices are sent Lo
delinquent drivers, but many fail to
respond to them, Lawson said.

““How are we going to keep spending
like this and pay for it?" Councilman
Dick Clark asked of the budgel over-
runs. To which City Manager David
Evans replied tersely, “We're not."

In other business, the council ap-
pointed Jimmy Joe DeRossett, Harry
Burke and Tom Lemaster to one-year
terms on the tax equalization board,
accepted a bid for $8273 on a police
cruiser from Newlon Chevrolet, of
Louisa, and accepted the resignation of
Fire Officer Walter Roth, who is join-
ing the army.

Denied Rate Hike

The slate Utility Regulatory Com-
mission has denied a request by the
David Water District that the company
be allowed to increase the rate it
charges for waler from a two-inch
meter.

Middle States Ceal Co. had filed a
motion to intervene in an April 2 hear-
ing on the matter and asked that the
case be dismissed on the grounds thal
the rate adjustment was
discriminatory because the company
was the only customer affected.

The commission found that David
Water Districl’s proposed rate adjust-
ment is not “‘cost justified." The com-
mission determined that the proposed
rate places an unfair burden on Middle
States because the rate not only pro-
vides revenues sufficient to meet cur-
rent operating expenses but also pro-
vides revenue sufficient to cover losses
incurred in prior years.

The utility commission had directed
the water @district to file an amended
application '‘selting forth a revised
schedule of rates whereby any in-
crease in revenues is more reasonably
apportioned to all classes of
cuslomers.”

The David Water Districl serves 78
customers.

The state Energy Regulatory Com-
mission has approved two purchased
gas adjustments for Elzie Neeley Gas
Co. in line with wholesale gas price
fluctuations. The first adjustment is a
decrease of $1,015.04 which will result
in an average annual decrease of $9.79
per customer. The second adjustment
is an increase of $358.25 which will
raise the customer's bill $3.45 per year.

The company serves 90 customers.
Its supplier is Colbumbia Gas of Ken-
tucky.

Coal Tax Monies

State Senator Benny Ray Bailey last
week delivered coal severance tg
monies amounting to $36,574.82 to
Floyd fiscal courl. The money is the
first check to be issued to Floyd county
under the Local Government
Economic Assistance program passed
by the 1980 General Assembly to allow
for larger participation of local govern-
ment in coal tax revenues. (Senator
Bailey represented the Senate in work-
ing with administration officials in for-
mulating and developing the plan
return a larger share of the coal ta
dollars to local governments and was
floor manager of the bill in the Senate.)

Senator Bailey commented:*

““This check represents what 1
believe will be the most important pro-
gram ever developed for assistance to
local governments in East Kentucky.
In the past, all our coal severance tax
money was kepl in Frankfort and whal
little we got back came to us with so
many strings. atlaached that local of-
ficials could not use the money f
necessary projects such as roads an
bridges. This money, which will
amount to over $700 million in the next
10 years for East Kentucky, gives real
hope to our people and to our local
governments that we will have the
resources necessary to develop a long-
range plan for the development of our
area and for meeting the needs of our
people.

“Bringing a larger, more fair, sha
of our coal severance tax monies ba
to our coal producing counties was one
of the reasons I ran for State Senator
and one of the major goals that I have
as State Senator. This check for
$36,574.82 represents a small, but im-
portant, first slep in accomplishing
this goal.”

GREBNUP FOR WEEK END

Rail Officials Propose
Added Facilities Here

Tentative plans were outlined here
at a conference Monday afternoon be-
tween Chesapeake and Ohio Railway
officials and members ¢f the city coun-
cil which betoken relief from the pres-
ent inadequacy In railroad service and
conveniences for Presionsburg,

Officials present at the meeting,
which was held in the office of B, F.
Combs, emphasized the point that the
company wished to take the proper
action in the matter, and submitted
five projects for consideration. These
projects, one of which may be carried
out, are:

First, a macadam toad from the
river bridge here via the Middle Creek
county bridge to the depot at West
Prestonsburg. This route would fol-
low what is now designated as Floyd
street.

Second, a macadam road from the
county bridge to the railroad crossing.

Third, a paved thoroughfare par-
allel to the railroad, extending from
i~a gour'y bridge to the railroad cross-
foe

Fourth, the paving cf Filovd street
parallel with the railroad to the rail-
road bridge, thence crossing Middle
Creek to the depot.

Fifth, a bridge across the river at
West Prestonsburg paralle! with Har-
ris street.

Following the conference the city
council met Monday evening In regular
session and gave consideration to the

proposed plans, with the result that
the proposal’ to bridge theé river was
considered the most practical and ad-
vantageous, especially to West Pres-
tonsburg,

The bridge would cost, it is various-
Iy esiimated, between $100.000 and
$130,000. ~While the total cost of con-
structing the bridge would not
borne by the C. and O, it was stated
at the meeting that the raillway would
bear the greater part of the expense.

If decision is made to construct the

ridge, giving direct connection with
Wect and Bast Prestonsburg, the rail-
way company has promised to erect a
Iargsr and more modern depot at West
Prestcnsburg for the use of bpth
towns, the station at East Prestonsburg
being eliminated.

What results from these proposals
depends upon the attitude taken here
toward carryving out of one of the five
projects and upon the demands to be
made upon the town in securing the
completion of such a project. The date
for definite action 'in the matter is not
set, but steps willl pe taken soon, it is
said, to determine wh:}t may be done.

This schedule was returned by the
fate board of education as unsatisfac-
tory, it being held that it was out of
proportion. Another schedule was re-
quasted, and it was suggested by the
state.department that the salary of the
teacher be increased more for high
schicol and college work, with a de-
erease In the basic salary.

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‘Waveland Link With
Antebellum Past

f" Waveland is more than a
. museum=—it is a unique little village in
! Lexington which represents
{ antebellum life in the Bluegrass and
! the genteel tradition of the South.

The Waveland mansion is a classic
example of Greek Revival archilecture

" which was popular in Kentucky during
- the period before the Civil War. The
. house has lonic columns and the front
. doorway was inspired by the entrance
" to the Acropolis in Athens, Greece, ac-
scording to Frances Trivetle,
| Waveland's curator for 15 years.

Trivette and her tourguides, who

-wear antebellum costumes, explain
. Waveland's history, along with stories
. about the house, as they show visitors
.the 11 rooms filled with artifacts and
: furnishings of the era.

. Wayeland’s history begins with
« Daniel Boone, who “laid off”" the 2,000
<acres of land for his nephew and
‘namesake, Daniel Boone Bryan. In
+1755° Boone's sister Mary married
* William Bryan, one of a large family of
“ Kentucky settlers who gave their name
+ to Bryan's Station near Lexington.

+ On this land Daniel Bryan built a
* stone house and 'surrounded it with a
- plantation village which included a
*gunsmith shop, gristmill, distillery,
* blacksmith shop, a paper mill, a Bap-
‘tist church and female seminary. *

His son Joseph tore down the stone
house and replaced it with the present
mansion which was completed in 1847.
Joseph's servants were capable
brickmasons, carpenters, iron-
workers, cabinetmakers and artisans.
They took the lumber for the house
from Waveland forests, then seasoned
and dressed it on the premises.

The floors are made from ash, the
woodwork is poplar, the doors are
walout and the stairs are cherry.
Upstairs the ceilings are 14 feet high
and downstairs the ceilings are 13 high.

Bricks were kilned from Waveland
c¢lay, iron was wrought in the
Waveland smithy and along the Ken-
tucky River, foundation stone was
guarried. Joseph lived at Waveland un-
til his death in 1887. The home has been
restored and furnished to the period of
his life.

Life and labor in Kentucky during
that time is further reflected by the
other structures on the property. The
servants’ quarters are in a red brick
building, which has been restored, with
each room devoted to a particular col-
lection.

Visitors can easily visualize the man-
sion’s cooks using such implements as
the fireplace toaster, grease skimmer,
cheese press, beaten biscuit board and
the sauerkraut maker. Visitors can
also imagine how tiring and tedious it
must have been for servants to use
fluting irons to iron the large petticoats
worn by women: during that period,

Other nostalgic visions may appear
such as coachmen polishing the car-
riage which belonged to Gov. Beriah
McGoffin in 1859, servants preparing
hams, sausage, and bacon in the
smokehouse and cutting large blocks of
ice in the icehouse.

A country store, which was moved
from its original location in Jessamine
County, to Waveland, features a
potbellied stove, a post office, an
apothecary counter and merchandise.

Behind the slave quarters is an herb
garden which is cared for by the
Fayette Rose and Garden Club. Along
with the various herbs grown at
Waveland, fruit trees still produce a
variety of fruit.

A log house at Waveland, moved
from Stanford, is used for family
reunions, seminars, school groups and
club meetings. The gardens may be us-
ed for weddings by scheduling them in
advance with the curator. Tours are
conducted Tuesday through Saturday
from 9 a.m. to 4 p.m., and Sundays,
from 1:30 to 4:30 p.m.

The focal points for the program are
four ‘‘mightmares” that imagine cir
cumstances leading to nuclear confliet
Ustinov's chilling examination of each
possible route to nuclear war
culminales in a sequence sel in a
fallout shelter where, in the aftermath
of each calamily, he reveals how it
happened

The firstl nightmare envisions the
possibility of a conventional war in
Europe escalating into a nuclear war
between NATO and Warsaw Pacl coun
tries. Nuelear war through prolifera-
tion is the theme of the second
nightmare, while the third scenario ex-
amines the likelihood of nuclear war by
accident. The fourth possibility, the
belief that one of the superpowers
could strike first to gain a lemporary
advantage over the other, is perhaps
the most controversial of all, Ustinov
notes

“Nuclear Nightmares” was filmed
at military sites around the globe and
includes footage of United States, Rus-
sian and NATO defense systems. In ad-
dition, rarely seen material of Soviel
soldiers at nuclear missile bases in ac-
tion have been incorporated, although
the Soviet government refused to grant
the filmmakers permission to visit the
Soviet Union

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Roof Support Is Focus of Mine Program

Roof support in underground mines
is the principal concern of the state's
mine safety analysts, Mines and
Minerals Commissioner Willard
Stanley told a legislative committee
last week.

Testifying before the Committee on
Agriculture and Natural Resources on
progress made by his department's
Mine Safety Analysis Division, Stanley

inted out that 60 percent of [atal
mine accidents in this state result from
roof falls. As a consequence, he said 10
of the department’'s 64 analysts have
been assigned lo look at nothing but
roof support procedures in the mines.

Stanley, a Floyd countian appointed
by Gov. John Y. Brown to his present
post in January this year, knows from
first-hand experience the perils of roof

falls. His father was killed in the col
lapse of a roof and Stanley himself was
rescued from a roof fall as a young
miner in 1943.

The mine analyst program, set up by
a special session of the General
Assembly in late 1976, was an
outgrowth of the Scotia mine disaster
earlier that year. Stanley said it is the
only one of its kind in the nation.

The legislature intended for the
analysts to observe the work habits of
underground coal miners and Lo point
out unsafe practices. The analysts
have the authority of state mining in-
spectors and must pass a test for an in
spector’s license.

Stanley said he thought the inspec-
tor's test requiremen! was a mistake
because the analysts tended to em-

Frankfort, Ky., Sepl. 22—
Temperatures and waler levels on
the state’s major lakes conlinue lo
lower as fishing remains generally fair
on Kentucky's big waters. The lake-by-
lake rundown, as compiled by the Ken-
tucky Department of Fish and Wildlife
Resources, follows.

BUCKHORN: Catfish good still
fishing live bait and on trotlines on the
jower lake; crappie good around stick
ups; bluegill fair in inlets and bays;
black bass fair on surface lures and
spinner baits off points and banks; in
tailwaters, trout fair; clear, falling
slowly, one foot below summer pool
and 80 degrees.

BARREN: Black bass good on ar-
tificial nightcrawlers and crank baits
off points; crappie good over submerg-
ed cover (6-10 feel); clear, falling, one
foot below pool and 77 degrees.

HERRINGTON: White bass good
early and late on plunker and fly com-
bination in jumps; black bass good ear-
ly and late on surface lures and
medium runners off deep banks; clear,
falling slowly, six feet below pool and
90 degrees.

CAVE RUN: Musky good on medium
deep runners casting on the upper lake
and trolling over main channel; black
bass fair (best al night) on artificial
nightcrawlers off deep banks; clear,
falling, one foot below pool and 76
degrees.

CUMBERLAND: Black bass fair
and improving on spinner baits early
and late, artificial nighterawlers and
buzz baits at night and still fishing
crawfish during the day on the upper
lake and by still fishing crawfish late
afternoons on the lower lake off steep
rocky points; crappie fair on the lower
lake drifting minnows in deep coves off
the main lake; in tailwaters, trout ex-
cellent with several limits; clear, fall-
ing, 37 feel below the timberline and 80
degrees.

GRAYSON: Bluegill fair still fishing
red worms off rocky points; black bass
fair early and late on surface lures off
banks; in tailwaters, trout good; clear,
stable, 1.5 feet below pool and 80
degrees.

GREEN: Black bass fair on ar-
tificial nightcrawlers and buzz baits off
points and over drop-offs; bluegill fair
over submerged cover; in tailwaters,
trout fair; clear, stable, two feet below
pool and 77 degrees.

and 79 degrees.

KENTUCKY: Crappie slow to fair
over submerged cover (10-12 feét);
black bass slow on spinner baits and
artificial nightcrawlers in inlets and
bays; in tailwaters, catfish fair; clear,
stable, 3.5 feet below pool and 80
degrees.

BARKLEY: Crappie fair and im-
proving over submerged cover and
drop-offs; in tailwaters, catfish good,
crappie fair; clear, falling, three feet
below pool and 79 degrees.

NOLIN: Black bass slow on crank
baits off shallow points; crappie slow
over submerged cover; clear o
murky, falling, two feet below pool and
80 degrees.

FISHTRAP: Crappie slow around
stick ups; catfish slow still fishing cut
bait in the backwaters; in lailwalers,
trout slow; clear to murky, falling,
three feet below pool and 80 degrees.

DEWEY: Crappie slow around stick
ups; bluegill slow off rocky points;
clear to murky, stable at pool and 80
degrees.

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Inflation and Retirement Double Jeopardy

By Jerry Yates

Qnﬂation is a pain in the buck for
everyone, but among the hardest hit
are retired people, most of whom live
on fixed incomes. While working
people can offset at least some of
inflation’s bite through regular wage
increases, retirees are generally
relegated to watching their purchas-
ing power disappear chunk by chunk
ather than bit by bit. For many,

‘ampaging inflation plus fixed
income adds up to serious difficulty
in living comfortably.

And if you are sitting there
sympathizing with those poor old
folks: who seem to have worked all
their lives only to be rewarded with
day-to-day hand-to-mouth anxiety
instead of relaxing peace and quiet,
remember one thing. Unless you're
the Pope, you too will be retiring

me day and you could very easily
find yourself in a similar
situation.

The time to start planning for
vour retirement is long before it
comes, in fact, as long as possible
before it comes. While you probably
cannot accurately estimate what
your needs or wants will be after
retirement until it is only a few years
way, when it comes time for
concrete planning. it will- be much
easier if done while sitting on a nice
fat nest egg.

Basically, planning for retirement
is a matter of, first, estimating the
amount of money you will need,
then, estimating how much you can
expect to collect from retirement
benefits and, finally, deciding how
you are going to make up the

Qiffcrcncc Obviously, such estima-
ions are easier to make the closer
you get to retirement, but it won't
hurt to make them early and adjust
them as you go along.

When estimating your retirement
needs, you must take into account
changes in your lifestyle and the
consequent adjustments in your
spending patterns. This entails both

«lowcring of some expenses and an

crease of others. Generally you
should be able to get by on less after
you have retired but this is by no
means assured. In any case your
needs will increase each year as
inflation pushes prices up.

Work-relatéd - expenses such as
clothing, transportation and lunches
should decrease. And of course you
will po longer be paying into your
retirement fund. Taxes will also be

wer due to a number of special
credits, exemptions and
deductions.

Among expenses that will proba-
bly increase are medical care, leisure
activities, vacations and insurance.
Without your employer’s contribu-
tion to health and life insurance, you
will assume a greater burden of the
cost. Medicare may offset part of the

crease.

One important decision that will
affect both your living expenses and
the amount of money you have
available for expenses is your choice
of housing. There is a wide range of
alternatives here that will require
careful thought, based both on
€Conomic and emotional
considerations.

Keeping the house you live in

fore retirement can be an effective

edge against inflation. However,
maintenance costs and taxes may be
increasingly difficult to meet. If you
do decide to keep your house, the
US, Department of Housing and
Urban Development has renovation
loans available at relatively low
interest rates with favorable terms
for older people. Renovations should

*;S made before you retire, if

sible, while you have more
readily available cash,

Besides maintenance and tax
expenses, your house is tying up
money that could be earning interest
in a carefully selected investment.
By selling your house and moving to
a smaller house, condominium or
apartment, you can net a good deal
of cash to help you through

.cttrcmcnt If you decide to sell, do
1t after you retire when you wtll be
eligible for lower capital gains taxes.
A one-time exemption allows you
$100,000 profit tax free if you are
over age 55 and have been living in
your house for three of the last five
years.

Once you have established a rough
estimate of your post-retirement
costs, you have to take into account
the effect of inflation. Although this
is impossible to predict precisely
because the inflation rate varies
greatly over the years, a table
prepared by the Science and Educa-
tion Administration allows you to
get some idea of how much your
expenses will increase by the time

you retire.
To use the table, find the inflation
factor that corresponds to the

number of years until your retir-
ement and the annual average rate
of inflation, which is up to your
judgement. You're better off overes-
timating than underestimating, but
try to be reasonable. Multiply the
inflation factor by your estimated
retirement expenses to gel your
inflated retiremeat expenses.

Women should be especially
careful in planming for retirement, If
you are a married woman who has
spent most of your time at home, it
1s especially important that you
evaluate your financial situation in
the event of your husband's death.
This includes knowing exactly what
social security benefits you are

and what provisions are made for
vou in your husband's retirement
benefit plan. It also involves master-
ing financial planning before you
have to.

A little creative thinking won't
hurt your chances for a comfortable
retirement. Pari-time jobs are often
available for retirees. Your years of
experience and the expertise that
comes with them may make you
more valuable than you think. If you
have a hobby, your skills may be
developed to the point that they are
marketable.

Your retirement is your respon-
sibility. Plan ahead and enjoy it.

This figure can then be adjusted
as changes require a revision of your
estimates for your retirement ex-
penses or for inflation. After you
retire you can use the table to
estimate your expenses in the years
ahead.

Once you have determined your
post-retirement costs and adjusted
them for inflation, determine ap-
proximately how much income you
can expect from retirement benefits.
This will generally consist of a
pension, social security benefits and
any income-producing assets.

If you are not included in a
pension plan at work, an Individual
Retirement Account allows you to
put aside up to $1,500 a year or 15
percent of your yearly income,
whichever is less. You pay no income
tax on this money or on the interest
it accrues until you usc it, which
usually isn't until you retire, when

you will be in a lower tax
bracket.
IRAs vary greatly, and some

critical comparison- shopping is the
only way to assure you get an
arrangement you can live with. One
important thing to keep in mind is
that the law requires a 10 percent
penalty for withdrawal before age

59'%, and the banks can place
additional penalties on top of
that.

If you do have a pension, you are
far from home free. In the great
majority of cases combined pension
and social security benefits [all short
of post-retirement expenses, often by
a rather scary amount. The best way
to make up the difference is to invest
the money you have hopefully
managed to save in any of a wide
variety of investment possibilities,
depending on your particular
situation.

Basically there are two types of
investments—those that offer high
yields but also involve a high level
of risk and those that offer lower
yields but are practically guaranteed
against loss.

The study findings are contained in a
21-page summary of a multi-volume
report. The report was coordinated by
Dr. Joseph H. Oxley, of Battelle, work-
ing with a team of nine Battelle staff
members.

In discussing the difficulties of
establishing the effects of acid rain, the
report summary noted that “one can
see some signs of recent erosion of
rocks in New Hampshire, or damage to
vegetation in New York, which can be
e‘iplamed on the basis of the acidity of
rain. But the damage can be explained
by other factors as well.”

But the report’s authors wrote that

trace amount of toxic materials as
well."”

The role of
organic acids has generally been
neglected in past work.

Reports On Women's
Jobs Safety Record

Women have a belter work injury
record than men but the main reason is
that relatively few women are in
hazardous jobs. according lo the
September issue of the Monthly Labor
Review. The Review, published by the
U.S. Department of Labor's Bureau of
Labor Statistics, also reports that
workers' concerns about hazardous
working conditions are on the increase
and are contributing Lo job dissatisfac-
tion.

An article, ''Are Women Safer
Workers? A New Look at the Data,”
provides the first comprehensive
analysis of work-related injuries and
ilinesses of women, by occupation, in-
dustry, and specific injury
characteristic. The authors, Norman
Root and Judy Daley of the BIS Office
of Occupational Safely and Health
Stalisties, report that women have a
relatively better work injury record
than do men primarily because of the
kinds of work in which women are
engaged. Women are under-
represented, for example, in crafts and
kindred occupations, where large
numbers of injuries occur. The authors
conclude that work activity is the key
delerminant of injuries. “The data
show that women in traditionally male-
dominated jobs will suffer the same
kinds of injuries and generally with the
same relative frequency as their male
counterparts.’’ the authors say.

Rest Areas Are Losing
Some Maintenance Staff

Beginning Oct. 1, Department of
Transportation maintenance crews
working the midnight to 8 a.m. shift
will be eliminated at all but two of the
interstate rest areas throughout Ken-
tucky. Twin rest areas on 1-65 in Har-
din County and I-64 in Carter County
will remain open during the third shift
because of equipment requiring
24-hour maintenance.

Elimination of the third shift will
result in a budget savings of about
$378,000 a year, said Carl Wells in the
division of maintenance. The move is
part of the *“belt-tightening'' that
began in mid-July when maintenance
operations at the rest areas were
reduced. The earlier cuts brought
about $210,000 in savings to the depart-
ment.

The rest areas will remain open to
the public during the third shift even
though no attendants will be on duty.
State police have been asked to in-
crease patrols at the rest areas to
guard against vandalism.

Maintenance crews mow the lawn in
the summer and remove snow in the
winter. Their regular duties include
picking up litter, cleaning restrooms
and general upkeep of the buildings.
With the reduction, special crews may
be brought in at peak times to help out,
said George Asbury, state director of
maintenance.

To Operate a Chainsaw . . .

The Department for Human
Resources consumer product safely
branch offers the following tips to
avoid chainsaw-related accidents:

SAFETY BEFORE YOU START:

—Check the chain for condition,
sharpness and lension; correct all of
the chain's deficiencies before opera-
tion.

—Check for damage to guide bar
such as nicks, dents or bends; repair or
replace a damaged guide bar,

—Have the chainsaw repaired, main-
tained and checked periodically by a
qualified serviceman.

—Read the owner’s manual and be
sure you understand the operating in-
structions.

—Wear protective clothing including
a hard hat, safely goggles, sure-grip
gloves, hearing protection, safely
shoes and trim-fitting clothes.

—Place the saw on clear ground to
start it. Don't start saw when il is prop-
ped on your leg or knee.

SAFETY WHILE YOU WORK:

—Avoid fatigue; it can lead to ac-
cidents. Rest frequently, before you
feel tired,

—Start all cuts at top speed (full
throttle) and continue to cut at top
speed.

—Let the chainsaw do the work.
Don’l try to force the saw through the
cut.

—Be aware of the downward and out-
ward path the saw will take after the
wood is cul. Keep your legs out of this
path.

—Stand on the uphill side of the log
when cutting because the log may roll
downbhill.

—Don't work alone—use the buddy
system.

—Never allow someone else to hold
the wood as you cut it- Reposition the
log between cuts.

—Always hold saw with both hands
while saw is running.

—Carry your chainsaw safely:
engine stopped, guide bar and chain-
saw pointed behind you, guide bar
sheath in place and muifler away from
your body.

—Turn off saw for cleaning and ad-
justments.

—Turn off the saw and allow it to cool
completely before refueling.

—If the saw’'s chain continues lo
move while engine idles, adjust idle
speed. If it still moves, don’t use the
saw until it has been repaired.

JOBS THAT ARE NOT FOR YOU

—Small flexible branches should be
cut with pruning shears, an axe or a

Transits

With the price of gasoline constantly
rising, and the private passenger car
becoming a luxury of the past, more
and more cities are turning their
attention to the needs of mass
transportation. The fuel crunch, in
fact, has created a public transporta-
tion boom.

In the first quarter of 1979, public
ridership jumped 5.13 percent
nationally. But increased use has
meant increased problems for many
city transit systems, as antiquated
buses and subway cars strain under
new, heavier loads. The demand now
is for innovative ways 10 move these
swelling numbers of public riders
quickly and comfortably. Here's how
cities are responding to the current
challenges:

Subways

Although rail transport has been
criticized by some as too limited and
expensive, the fact is that we are on
a rapid-transit building binge. With
the government footing 80 percent of
original construction and purchase
costs, subways are springing up (so
to speak) all over.

In Atlanta, the first seven miles of
a new underground system were
opened last summer. When complet-
ed, trains will speed at 50 mph along
53 miles of track.

Baltimore has begun digging an
eight mile system planned to open in
1982, and Miami has started work
on 20 miles of tracks. Even Los
Angeles, that symbol of freeway
sprawl, is considering an I8 mile
subway that will stretch from
downtown to North Hollywood.

The granddaddy of them all, New
York’s MTA, showed itself to be the
hidden heartline of the city, when a
spring transit worker's strike added
hours to the schedules of thousands
of metropolitan commuters.

Subway cars themselves may soon
be changing, The Budd Company
has recently introduced what it feels
to be the most versatile passenger
vehicle in North America. The new

, SPV-2000 is a self-propelling car

that can make solo runs or link up
with as many as eleven other cars in
a long commuter chain. Models are
already operating in Boston.

Buses

Most cities in America no longer
conform to the “downtown business
area/outlying residence area” pat-
tern that once made subways so
practical. Now, businesses, jobs and
homes are spread all over our cities.
Commuters head in a thousand
directions each morning, no longer
simply pouring into a single down-
town area. As more and more
businesses relocate to the suburbs,
this tendency towards decentraliza-
tion is increased further still,

For many communities, buses are
the only kind of mass transit that
make any sense—since only buses
can shift routes and patterns to meet
today’s versatile commuting needs.
What's pcrhaps more to the point,
though, is that buses are relatively
cheap. The staggering initial cost
(even with federal subsidies) of
subway construction is avoided in
starting up a bus_system.

The recent drive for common

access for all citizens, including the
handicapped, sparked the creation of
the “kneeling bus.” This new bus
lowers its height for easy access
when it comes to a stop at a curb,
and features a hydraulic lift to
accommodate  wheelchair  pas-
sengers. Also being tested are new
“articulated™ buses made by Volvo
that actually bend their extra-long
bodies when turning around
corners,

Ways in which buses are being
used are changing as well. For
example, in San Diego the buses on
some routes have been equipped with
bicycle racks, increasing cyclist
ridership by 500 percent. In many
other cities, bicycle racks are
becoming regular features at bus
stops and stations.

In Barre, Vermont, a small
supermarket came up with its own
sane and simple form of mass
transit. Free buses to and from
Howard's Market in Barre are now
jammed with elderly shoppers who
would otherwise have trouble getting
to the store. Increased business for
the market more than pays for the
bus.

In Atlantic City,
Chattanooga, Chicago, and San
Francisco, jitneys are making a
comeback. A jitney is a car or a
small van that travels a standard
route like a bus but can be hailed
like a taxi. “Jitney" was once slang
for a nickel, and to this day, most
jitney fares can be measured in the
nickels of buses rather than in the
dollars of taxis.

Our Fragile Farth

Another gloomy report has been
issued about the global environment.
In an 800-page study released in late
September, 1980 by the President's
Council on Environmental Qualily, the
U.S. government added its voice to the
chorus of environmental concern. The
study, ordered by the President in 1977,
contains findings, statisties, and
analyses from 13 different government
agencies, and is a stinging indictment
of how man misuses the earth and its
limited resources. “The Global 200
Report to the President” warns that
the world will face a troubled 21 cen-
tury,

The report predicted that by the year
2000, at current and projected birth
rates, world populations will have
risen to nearly six and one-half billion,
a significant increase over the present
four and one-half billion. The less
developed countries (LCD’s) will ac-
count for most of the growth, estimated
to equal the present combined popula-
tion of West Germany and Poland an-

Half Of Work Force
On Pension Plan

Half of the full-time private
workforce in America—approximately
30 million workers—was covered by
private pension plans in 1979, accor-
ding to a US. Labor Department
study.

The study is based on a special
survey by the Census Bureau con-
ducted in May 1979 under contract with
the Departments of Labor and Health
and Human Services to determine the
number and kinds of workers covered
by privale pension plans.

The study also found that among full-
time wage and salary workers in
private industry age 16 and over:

—Fifty percent of the working men
and 40 percent of working women were
covered by pensions in 1979. Men were
more likely than women to be
employed by a firm sponsoring a
retirement plan, and to be covered by
that plan.

—Just over 50 percent of white
workers, compared to 46 percent of
workers of other races, had pension
coverage.

—Workers in establishments with 500
or more employees were almost 2'%
times as likely to have pension
coverage as workers in establishments
with fewer than 100 employees.

—More than 3 out of every 10 non-
covered working men, and more than 4
out of every noncovered working
women were employed by small, nonu-
nionized retail trade and service in-
dustry establishments.

—Nearly 4 out of every 5 employees
represented by a union were covered
by a retirement plan. This proportion
was twice as high as the coverage rate
for employees not represented by a
union.

—Workers covered by a pension
ranged from 27 percent of those under
25 years of age to 65 percent of those
aged 50-54.

Mexico City will swell from its
1980 population of about 10 million to
more than 31 million by 2000. Calcutta
will have about 20 million, and Bom-
bay, Cairo, Jakarta, and Seoul will
have about 15 million each. For every
two people living in 1980, there will be
three in 2000.

The greatly increased population
will also have less to eat per person
than now, despite projections Lhat food
production will rise 90 percent over
1970 levels. Most of Lhe increase will go
to countries which are already well
fed, implying calamitous scarcily in
the LCD's. The number of malnourish-
ed will rise from an estimated one-half
billion people in the mid-1970s to nearly
one and one-half billion in 2000. Starva-
tion will claim increasing numbers of
babies in the LCD’s and many sur-
vivors will grow up physically and
mentally retarded.

For the next ten years, there will be
adequate supplies of oil and other
energy sources in the wealthy in-
dustrialized countries, but even before
then the poor nations will experience
serious shortages. By the year 2000
Americans will be using 30 limes more
energy than most poor countries and
the climate for wars over energy will
be ever-present.

One of the scarcest energy sources
will be firewood. Already the quest for
firewood in Africa, the Himalayans,
the Amazon rain forest and other such
areas has meant the annual loss of
enough trees to forest half of Califor-
nia. Forty percent of the forests in
Africa, South America, and the Far
East are already gone. Already scarce
in many countries, including India,
firewood is the most important energy
source for the troubled LCD's. The lack
of reforestation programs has already
caused problems in many countries
and the money is not available now to
begin them

The increased population, little food
and dwindling energy supplies will

cause other problems.

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Root Cellaring Saves

Root cellaring is a simple method of

storing fresh produce without
processing. it can help you eat
better, save money, conserve energy,
and give you a feeling of
reparedness.

A traditional root cellar is an
underground storage space for fruits
and vegetables. They are sometimes
dug into hills and then lined with
stone or concrete. Dirt-floored
basements are also frequently used
as root cellars.

Vegetables to be stored in a root
cellar should be harvested at their
peak. It takes planning to produce
ready for
harvesting when the weather is cold
enough to provide good storage
conditions,

Many vegetables (such as lettuce,
escarole,’ cabbage, collards, kale,
parsnips, brussels sprouts, carrots,
beets, turnips and potatoes) grow
best during cool fall weather. Before
planting your root crops for storage,

qonsult seed catalogues to ensure
h

at your choice of the varieties of
vegetables will keep well,

The timing of your harvest is
important when you are planning to
store vegetables for the winter. Soft
fruits should be harvested before the
first frost. Hard shelled fruits should
be protected from heavy frost.

Root vegetables may be left in the

ground through black frost (hard
qfrecze); in fact, they should be left

n the ground as long as possible as
the ground will not be affected by
Indian Summer-type weather and
your storage area may be.

Watch for two dangers. Some root
crops, sych as beets, will work their
way up lhrough the ground and
should he mulched to protect from
damage by frost. Also, do not

dnstponc harvesting until the ground

frozen that it is impossible to
dig.

Watch your calendar as well as
the weather. November means
winter in northern New England, the
Midwest and the Great Plains states;
in the South it is delayed until
December.

It is preferable to harvest in dry
weather; the vegetables will not have
as much recently absorbed water

@:nd will have less clinging soil,

making them easier to prepare for
storage. Brush off the excess dirt,
but do not scrub until ready to eat.
Dry all wet vegetables. Handle
gently to avoid bruising which can
cause spoilage.

Select only your best produce for
storage. The damaged vegetables
can be used for sbups or stews, so
hey need not be wasted. Most
egetables should not be sun-dried
after digging; exceptions are garlic,
onions, sweet potatoes, squash and
pumpkins. The leafy tops should be
clipped off right after digging, as
they draw moisture from the root,
making them tough and stringy. The
tops themselves will become slimy if
stored.

Expect some spoilage, but if more
han one-third of any type of
produce spoils, look for a reason in
the handling of it. Check your stores
weekly for spoilage and cull any
produce that is showing signs of
decay, as decay will spread rapidly
in a root cellar environment,

Root cellaring does not mean that
your produce will lose its food value.
Vitamin A increases in squash

during storage. B vitamins remain
stable, as do fiber and mineral
,content, Some vegetables become
more fibrous with age. Wilted green
vegetables, however, have lost their
vitamin C content.

Preparing Vegetables

Beets: Trim the tops to one inch.
Pack in layers of damp sawdust,
moss or sand. Keep cold and moist.
They will store for two to five
months.

Broccoli: Harvest before severe
frost. After trimming, bag each head
in plastic and keep cold and very
moist. They will last two weeks.

Brussels sprouts: Harvest after
several frosty nights; this will
improve the flavor, Pick off sprouts
and place in perforated plastic bags.
Keep cold and damp. They will store
three to five weeks. They may also
be replanted in your cellar.

Cabbage: Pick firm, solid heads,
complete with root.
loose outer leaves. Do not store any
heads showing signs of disease as it
will spread rapidly in cool, damp
places. The heads should be kept
cool with high humidity. Place on
shelves a few inches apart, or tie by
the roots and hang from the rafters.
Take warning: if your root cellar is
in the basement of your home, the
fumes given off by stored' cabbages
can give your house a strong
cabbage smell.

Carrots should be kept cold and
moist. Dig them before a hard
freeze. Break off the tops. Place an
inch of damp sawdust in a box and
arrange carrots side by side in a
single layer. Pour another inch of
sawdust on top and continue to layer
until the box is full, with a layer of
sawdust on top. Carrots may also be
kept in the garden covered by one or
two feet of mulch before the ground
freezes hard. Before mulching, top
with screening to keep rodents from
eating your carrots.

Celery can be stored in your
garden for up to two months. The
plants ‘may then be transferred to
your cellar for another month or two
of storage. Gradually bank garden
plants from both sides with loose
soil, covering to the tops by the time
hard frost arrives. Pile with ten
inches of straw or hay and top with
boards to keep the straw in place. In
the cellar, keep them cool with high
humidity. Replant celery closely: in
boxes of soil or sand. Do not wet the
leaves and stalks when watering.

Onions: bend the tops, and let

» them dry in the ground for a week.

Pull the bulbs on a dry day and cure
them in the sun for three to seven
days. Cut the tops, leaving a one
inch stub, then cure for two to three
weeks in dry shade. Hang in mesh
bags or panty hose. Keep them cool
and dry.

Sweet potatoes should be dug
carefully to avoid bruising. Brush off
soil, handling the roots gently. Cure
ten to fourteen days to toughen skins
and to sweeten. Wrap in newspaper
and pile in baskets. Keep cool and
dry.

_White potatoes are ready to dig
when the tops are dry, but they may
be kept in the ground for six weeks
afterwards, Do not allow them to

turn green from the sun. Cure in a
protected place with no sun, wind or,
rain. Allow one to two wecks for
curing. Store in a cool place with

relatively high humidity. Keep them
in the dark.in small mounds.

Pumpkins and sguash should be
picked when the skin is hard. Leave
stems on to avoid spoilage,

Acorn squash should not be cured,

‘Other types should be spread in the

sun for ten to fourteen days. Handle
gently and store in a warm, dry
place. Spread in a single layer.
Attics and heated basements are
often ideal for storage. Squash will
keep up to six months, pumpkins not
quite as long.

Tomatoes: Pick the mature green
fruit. Pick them without the stems
before the first frost. To. ripen
quickly, spread in a single layer out
of direct sunlight in a warm spot;
they will ripen in about two weeks.
Storing at 55 to 60 degrees F. will
keep the fruit on hold for several
weeks.

Apples should be allowed to
mature on the tree. Leave stems on
when picking. Store in a cool, fairly
humid spot, but do not allow them
to frecze. Keep apples in shallow
layers to avoid bruising.

Grapes: Fall-ripening varieties
will keep for one to two months.
Allow them to ripen on the vine to
avoid bruising. Store by hanging in
a cool, moderately humid place.

Nuts should be dried for one to
three weeks, with the husks removed
to prévent mold. Keep them in their
shells, in a cool, dry place and use
within a year. Keep them covered in
a rodent-proof container with a tiny
vent hole.

You can also keep dried seeds,
popcorn, pickles, sauerkraut, cured
meats, homemade cheeses and
mushrooms in a root cellar. Eggs
may be stored, providing that
measures are taken to seal the shells.
Compost may be stored- in buckets

for your next year's planting.

The three major elements of
successful root cellaring are temper-
ature, humidity and ventilation. Use
a thermometer in your indoor root
cellar to observe the temperature. in—
a dug-out cellar, below the frost line,
it will remain a fairly constant 52
degrees F. You can admit cold by
using a window, a louvered ventila-
tor or a pluggable exhaust pipe.

A range of 32 to 40 degrees makes
for excellent storage. A range of 40
to 50 degrees will permit shorter
storage of root vegetables and will
keep onions. For a basement root
cellar, the most frequently chosen
site is the northeast side, as it allows
the least sun. Outdoor cellars are
most often dug into a hill which
faces north or on the north side of
the house, except in extremely cold
climates.

Humidity must be at 90 to 95
percent to keep most root crops from
shrivelling. Purchase a hygrometer
from your hardware store to mea-
sure humidity. A dirt floor in your
root cellar supplies more moisture
than concrete. You can add humidi-
ty by sprinkling the floor with water,
by spreading damp burlap over the
produce, or by setting pans of water
on the floor. Basement root cellars
are more likely to require added
humidity than will a dug-in cellar.
You can also pack your produce in
damp sand or sawdust, or pack in
perforated plastic bags to keep in
moisture. '

Ventilation can help cool your
root cellar and reduce excessive
humidity. It will also remove odors
emitted in the maturation process of
fruits and vegetables. Install a low
intake pipe and a high outlet pipe on
opposite sides of the cellar to keep
it well ventilated and allow airflow
around your stores.

Other factors to consider when
planning a root cellar include
accessibility and drainage. Your
cellar should be close to the house,
easgy to clean, with light available so .
you can examine your produce, but
dark at other times. Stored produce
should never be in direct contact
with water. If your dirt floor is too
wet, put in a few inches of gravel for
drainage.

The materials from which shelving
and bins are made should be
non-toxic. Hard ~woods should be
used as they hold up better in foist
environments. Bins and walkways
should be slatted to allow air to
circulate.

At the end of the season, your root
cellar should be cleaned out. Use the
good produce and compost the
spoiled ones. Clean out crates and
baskets and expose to the sun. If
shelves can be removed, expose them
to the sun after wiping them down.
Note your successes and failures for
use in planning next.year's root
cellar stores. '

Attorney General’s Oplmons

If a disabled voter's application for
an absentee ballot contains a doctor’s
statement indicating a continuing
disability, the voter does not need to
obtain statements from the doctor for
subsequent elections, according to one
of several attorney general's opinions
recently released.

The county clerk should retain the
doctor’'s statement and file it. The
disabled voter, however, must make
applications for each subsequent elec-
tion, Assistant Deputy Attorney
General Walter C. Herdman wrote in
the opinion

John A. Cottrell, deputy clerk in the
Scott county clerk's office. requested
the opinion

Opinions issued by the state attorney
general’s office interpret state
statutes, but do not carry the force of
law. Opiniens concerning the Open
Records Law, however, do carry the
force of law.

The city of Irvine can annex properly
owned by Estill county to annex the
sile of a proposed housing project, ac-
cording to an opinion written by Assis-
tant Deputly Attorney General Walter
C. Herdman.

Irvine would like to annex the hous-
ing project site to obtain financing
through the U.S. Department of Hous-
ing and Urban Development for a $4.82
million development. However, bet-
ween the area in question and the city
limits is a strip of land which is used as
a county road departmenl garage
area.

County voters living outside the pro-
posed annexation could not protest the
annexation, but the fiscal court might
be able to file a petition of protest
Should the parties in question waive
the right to protest, it would probably
not be necessary to wait the 60-day

period specified by statute to allow for
possible objections to an annexation
proceeding, Herdman wrote, noting
that nobody resides in the garage site.

A commonwealth’s altorney or assis-
tant attorney cannot also be a member
of a board of education, according to an
opinion written by Assistant Deputy
Attorney General Walter C. Herdman.

Herdman advised John F. Billings,
assistant commonwealth attorney for
Boyd county, that Kentucky statutes
provide that no person shall be eligible
to serve on the board of education if he
or she holds a state office requiring the
constitutional oath. Commonwealth's
attorneys are such officers.

The Pike county building comnus
sion may construct a new couly
garage to be funded by revem:. bonds,
according to an opinion written by
Assistant Deputy Attorney General
Charles W. Runyan.

This same ‘'holding corporation™
concept may also be used to obtain
movable equipment which could be
mortgaged as security for bondholders
and then leased by the holding corpora-
tion on an annual lease-option basis.

A fiseal court can also incur an in-
debtedness up to 5 percent of the value
of taxable properly within the county,
provided that indebtedness is approved
by voters in the county at a special
election. When this indebtedness is in-
curred, the county may levy an extra
tax, not to exceed 20 cents per $100 of
the county's assessed valuation, for the
purpose of retiring the debt

Constructing and repairing roads
and bridges are purposes for which this
debt may be incurred- Roads and
bridges may also be constructed or
maintained through the holding com-
pany concept. The state local finance
officer must approve the bonds.

Appalachia Council Seeks To
Enhance Image of Mountains

How much does Kentucky appreciate
its Appalachian heritage? Not nearly
enough, say members of the Ap-
palachian Development Council's
Quality of Life Committee.

The panel, meeting Wednesday at
Hindman Seltlement School with a
recently named ad hoc committee with
like concerns, pinpointed ways of pro-
moting the image of eastern Kentucky,
which they feel has been stereotyped.

An important concern of the panel is
that Appalachian studies are left out of
the curriculum of most state schools.
Ad hoc committee member Mike
Mullins, director of Hindman Settle-
ment School, said he would meet with
the deans of education at Eastern Ken-
tucky University and the University of
Kentucky about the possibility of in-

New Fire Standards
Set For Work Areas

Announcing new completely revised
federal regulations on workplace fire
protection, Secretary of Labor Ray
Marshall and Assistant Secretary Eula
Bingham called the new revisions “‘a
major step in the Administration’s
fight against inflation as well as
against fire hazards themselves."” .

“The revised standards exemplify
what the President seeks in his direc-
tive to federal regulatory agencies to
cut costs and reduce waste without cut-
ting regulatory effectiveness,” Mar-
shall said as he and Dr. Bingham an-
nounced the issuance of completely
revised standards by the Occupational
Safety and Health Administration
(OSHA).

“I am pleased Lthat the new OSHA
regulations not only are anti-
inflationary but will increase protec-
tion of workers against accidental fires
in American workplaces."

“It is a happy coincidence that these
new rules are being issued just before
the Presidentially proclaimed 'Fire
Protection Week' October 5 through
11,”" he added. “*With the new OSHA
rules for the workplace and the em-
phasis on home fire safety during Lhe
week, perhaps we can begin to cut the
dreadful toll in lives and property caus-
ed by fire each year."”

Dr. Bingham, who heads OSHA, said
the new fire protection regulations
represent another major step in her
agency's “‘common sense’’ approach Lo
streamlining and clarifying its regula-
tions.

“We have now instituted clear, con-
cise, consistent, and enforceable fire
safety regulations in place of confus-
ing, complicated and often property-
oriented rather than worker-oriented
standards,” she said.

The new standards, she noted,
feature performance-oriented provi-
sions allowing employers to choose a
variety of methods for achieving
worker protection, eliminate un-
necessary rules, clarify and simplify
the remaining requirements, and fill
various gaps in worker protection.

Thus, larger employers with more
resources have the flexibility to
develop their own compliance pro-
grams for fire safety while smaller
employers without equivalent
resources can refer to and use more
specific guidelines in the non-
mandatory appendices.

tegrating Appalachian courses into
those schools' curricula.

Mullins said courses could be
created in art, musie, literature,
history and even biology. ""We are liv-
ing in the most luxurious botanical
garden in the world.” he said.

The panel also discussed ways of bet-
ter publicizing the cultural events in
eastern Kentucky. Three commiltee
members, Dee David, of Appalshop.
Ralph Janis, of the Kentucky
Humanities Council, and Janie
Douglas, who chairs the commillee,
were named to develop a proposal for
funding an intern position to serve as a
liaison with the media. The commiltee
is also interested in asking the stale
Department of Public Information
about using its distribution services to
provide more information aboul the ac-
tivities in eastern Kentucky.

The committeé, in the past concern-
ed with housing and flood problems,
also discussed ways of providing in-
service lraining for teachers inlerested
in Appalachia.

The Appalachian Development
Council’s Education Committee also
met on the Hindman school campus for
discussions with stale and federal of-
ficials interested in education. The
education panel, chaired by Phillip
Dillon, of Stanford, heard Dr. George
Denemark, dean of the University of
Kentucky College of Education, say the
key to improving education in eastern
Kentucky, and elsewhere in Lhe stale,
is by teachers and administrators
working collectively, rather than in-
dependently.

Rita Spivey, an expert in education
programs with the Appalachian
Regional Commission in Washington,
D.C., told the committee the state-
federal funding commission is begin-
ning to move away from its “‘brick
and mortar" approach toward direct
human services. She said recent
changes in the commission's code
allow states to put more money in pro-
jects that will improve reading, math,
and written and oral communication
skills.

Clyde Caudill, head of research and
planning with the state Department of
Education, said Kentucky ranks se-
cond nationally in the amount of funds
it provides for its elementary and
secondary schools. He said funding for
the schools is 66 percent state, 14 per-
cent federal and 20 percent local.

The 22-member Appalachian
Development Council was formed in
1978 to advise the state on the problems
of Appalachia. The council, whose
members include state legislators and
local leaders, is attached to the state
Department for Local Government

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Reducing Heart Attack Risk With Aspirin

At a time when medical scientists
are concluding that aspirin is not as

@ harmless as everybody always as-

sumed, studies are coming out to
prove that aspirin does have at least
one new important function. It helps
prevent heart attacks and strokes
from recurring.

A five year study called PARIS
(Persantine Aspirin Reinfarcation
Study) demonstrated that aspirin,
when combined with the drug
Persantine, can reduce the risk of a
second heart attack by up to one
third during the critical two years
after the first attack.

The possibility that aspirin by
itself may prevent heart attacks was
the subject of a study last year
involving thirty institutions and
almost 5,000 subjects. The results,
though inconclusive, were
encouraging.

® study was conducted because

aspirin was thought to have an
inhibiting effect on platelet group-
ing. When a man or woman has
arteriosclerotic plaque on an artery
and the blood flow through the area
is' restricted, platelets tend to stick
to that spot and eventually cause a
clot. The clot may restrict blood flow
and ultimately cause a heart
‘attack.

Doctors noted in the 1950s that

people who took quantities of aspirin
for rheumatoid arthritis (aspirin was
the only drug available at the time)
almost never died of heart disease.
They also observed that a California
doctor who prescribed aspirin for
chronic complaints rarely had pa-
tients suffer heart attacks.

Only about one tablet a day is
needed to inhibit the platelet
enzyme.

For stroke victims, aspirin given to
men who have suffered transient
ischemic attacks seems to prevent
second strokes, according to an FDA
study as well as a study in Canada.
In faet, the Canada study showed
that aspirin reduced the risk in men
of stroke or death by almost half. It
had no similar effects on women.

Transient ischemic attacks are
minor and they usually only affect
the brain or retina for less than one
day. Four aspirin tablets a day does

"the trick at reducing the risk of

second occurrences.

Aspirin should only be used for
this purpose after you consult your
physician.

Aspirin has not been proven to
prevent strokes in healthy people.
Neither study addressed this ques-
tion. In the Canadian experiment,
583 recent stroke victims weregiven
one of three pills—a placebo, aspirin
or sulfinpyrazone (another platelet
inhibitor)—or a combination of the
last two. There was no difference in
incidence between those who took

sulfinpyrazone alonc and those who
took it with aspirin. However
aspirin-takers had 48 percent fewer
strokes or deaths than
placebo-takers.

Of course, if you have had heart
problems, no drug is going to help
if you don't take care of yourself;

* Cigarette smoking: Smokers do
have a higher incidence of heart
disease than non-smokers. But once
you have started smoking, you have
not committed yoursell to a heart
attack. You can stop smoking. Once
you do, the risk will decrease as soon
as within six months. Eventually the
risk will be no more than that of the
non-smoker.

« Exercise: There is still a
question of how much exercise is the
healthiest. However, many believe
that moderate exercisers have a
lower incidence of heart disease than
those who lead inactive lives.
Moderate exercise three or four
times a week, an hour a session, is
generally considered beneficial.

« Obesity: This is always associat-
ed with coronary heart disease.
Obesity increases your potential for
diabetes and high blood pressure and
thus for heart attacks. Although
many doctors do not recommend
changes in the basic diet, they do
recommend weight control.

Credit Card Users

Attorney General Steve Beshear
says Kentuckians apparently are not
taking advantage of their rights as
credit card shoppers.

Federal law allows consumers who
shop with ecredit cards to stop
payments for defective merchanidse
or poorly performed services.
However, according to indusiry
spokesmen, consumers rarely exercise
this right.

The federal Jaw involved, the Fair
Credit Billing Act, states that con-
sumers who have purchased defective
merchandise or service may have the
right to have charges for those goods or
services removed from their credit
card bill if they have made a good faith
effort to return the items or if they

Johnson County
To Get $95,000

Five Area Development Fund grants
totaling more than $210,000 have been
approved, according to state Local
Government Commissioner Wilburn
Pratt.

The grants are part of a $12 million
1978-'80 biennium allocation divided
among the 15 area development
districts for capital projects.

Projects selected by the area
development districts to receive funds
must be reviewed and approved by the
state Department for Local Govern-
ment and Department of Finance.

The approved projects are listed by
county:

Johnson—A $95,000 grant to the city
of Paintsville will be used to develop a
waler system to serve elevated areas
around the city which cannot be reach-
ed by the present system. The project
includes the construction of a 100,000
gallon water storage tank and
100-gallon-per-minute pump station.
The project was selected for funding by
the Big Sandy Area Development
District.

Boyd County—A $45,000 grant to the
Boyd fiscal court will be used to com-
plete a sanitary sewer system in the
Westwood area of the county.

have given the merchant an opportuni-
ty to resolve the problem.

A consumer who wants to cancel
such a charge may do so by writing the
company which issued his or her card
explaining the problem. This notice
must reach the creditor within 60 days
after the consumer received his credit
card bill.

Consumers who shop with bank
credit cards, such as Mastercard or
Visa, also have the right to cancel
charges for defective goods or ser-
vices. However, certain condilions
must first be met. In addition to requir-
ing the consumer to try to work things
out with the merchant before removing
the charge, the law pertaining to bank
cards limits a consumer's right to
cancellation to those purchases made
either in his or her home state or within
100 miles of his or her home. Only pur-
chases for more than $50 may be
canceled when bank-issued credil
cards are used.

If you wish to cancel a charge for
defective goods or services purchased
with your bank credit card and you
have attempled to correct the problem
without success, you should write the
bank which issued your card. The
charge will then be removed from your
account and charged back to the mer-
chant's bank.

After a charge has been removed
from your account, you may be
recharged for that purchase if the mer-
chant sends a notice to your credit card
issuer stating that the problem with the
purchase has been resolved. If you
have been recharged for such a pur-
chase, a notice of the recharge will be
sent to you in your monthly statement.

If you maintain that the problem has
not been satisfactorily resolved. you
may have the charge removed again
by contacting the company or bank
which issued your card. Check your
statements to make sure that your bill
has been adjusted correctly.

Removing a charge from your credit
card bill does not prevent a merchant
from trying to collect a debt in other
ways. A merchant may file suit against
you for the amount of the purchase. If a
merchant files suit against you for pay-
ment of a credit card debt, you may
want to check with a lawyer to make
sure you are on sound legal footing.

Remember, the best way to deal with
consumer problems is to prevent them
from occurring by knowing and exer-
cising your ¢onsumer rights. The right
to remove credit card charges for
defective goods or services is only one
such right.

x KENTUCKY AFIELD %

By JOHN WILSON
Even though we've had some
September days with temperatures in
the 90s, fall is definitely in the air. Days
are noticeably shorter now, mornings
are likely to be foggy and there’s a cer-
tain quality to the late afternoon light

that belies the summertime
temperatures
Something similar is happening

below the surface of our lakes and
streams. Although water temperatures
have dropped only slightly, fish are
beginning to stir around more, feed a
little. more heavily and more often.
Like us, they can sense that winter is
approaching.

Fishermen are coming back to the
docks now with both heavier stringers
and happier expressions than they did
during July and August, when anglers
who braved the heat generally got little
for their efforts except sunburn.

We are right now on the threshold of
what is generally one of the best fishing
times of the year. From now until real-
ly cold weather sets in, anglers have a
good chance of finding active, ag-
gressive fish—and finding them in
shallow water, where they're easy to
fish for and catch.

Fall is also a great time lo be oul-
doors. Many days are crisp and cool,
with bright blue skies which comple-
ment the golds, vellows and reds of
autumn foliage.

The fall fisherman has another ad-
vantage over his summer counler-
part—fewer people. Vacationers have
gone home, water skiers have quit until
next year and many sportsmen, lured
away from the water by squirrel, dove
or bow deer hunting, have turned to
other pursuits, leaving the fall fisher-
man relatively undisturbed

Spinner baits and buzz baits seem
particularly productive in the fall. If
vou're fishing lakes such as Kentucky
or Barkley, walch for what the local
anglers: call “popcorn’—small bail
fish dimpling the surface like someone
popping corn underwater. Run a buzz
bait through this school of bait and
most likely you'll attract largemouth
bass that was following the smaller
fish looking for an easy meal.

In deep, clear, lakes like
Cumberland or Dale Hollow, Kentucky
bass will school off vertical banks,
suspending out in the lake from bet-
ween 15 to 25 feet deep from 20-30 feet
off the rocky wall. They are easy to
spot on a depth finder and will strike a
small jig dropped slowly among them

As the water cools, these fish will
move closer and closer Lo the bank un-
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til, when winter sets in, they are
holding tight against the rock walls.

Don't overlook fall stream fishing,
either. Some surprisingly small creeks
around Kentucky hold good popula-
tions of smallmouth bass. These
waters (compared to our large,
popular lakes) don't get that much
fishing pressure and autumn is an ex-
cellent time to fish flowing water.

In short, don’t put your boat and your
tackle in storage just yet—there's a
couple of months—at least—of good
{ishing left in 1980.
