According to police re­
ports , the woman, Ett~ Mae Gearheart, 44, was a passenger iD: the car, which was being driven 
by her daughter, Terna Frances Gearheart, 23, when it left KY 122 near Salisbury and struck a 
culvert. The woman was dead on arrival at Our Lady of the Way Hospital, in Martin. 

According to witnesses, three per­
sons were seen inside the newly-built 
home of Carl Ousley on Willow Lane at 
Lancer about a half-hour before flames 
were spotted within the structure, and 
State Police arson investigators are 
basing their search on descriptions of 
the three as well as the vehicle in which 
they left the scene. The blaze was 
reported at around 11 p.m. 

Prestonsburg Fire Chief Tom 
Blackburn said it appeared that fires 
had been set in the kitchen area as well 
as in the basement beneath a stairway 
and he pointed out that no gas or elec­
tricity had yet been connected to the 
house. Flame damage was restricted 
to the kitchen while damage from 
smoke was reported throughout the 
structure. 

Board Rejects 
Multi-County 
District Plan 
Degt. Here May Lose 
$20,000 State Funds 
But Vote Unanimous 

Turning down a recommendation of 
its "Chief executive officer, the Floyd 
County Health Department board 
voted Monday not to seek consolidation 
with three other counties in a single 
health district. 

"I · will never agree to go into a 
district," asserted Dick Leslie, county 
planner and a member of the health 
board. The districting plan would 
mean the end of local control of public 
health services, he said. 

Dr. Claude Allen characterized the 
plan as "something being forced on 
us" by state health officials and said it 
would not be in the best interests of the 
county. 

Even Administrator Earl Compton, 
who recommended that the board seek 
a fiscal court resolution in favor of 
Floyd county's entering a health 
district with Martin, Johnson and 
Magoffin counties, criticized the state 
Bureau of Health Services for " resort­
ing to blackmail" in its effort to sell 
the districting concept to the counties. 

Compton said he was recommending 
the plan in order to make the county 
eligible for nearly $20,000 in state 
money which is being held back pend· 
ing the county's agreeing to join a 
district. 

The administrator made it clear, 
however, that he is otherwise opposed 
to the arrangement. The state had been 
"unable to sell the plan on its merits, " 
he said, and had sought to pressure the 
county into compliance by withholding 
25 percent of state funds and threaten­
ing health department workers with

Council Hears 
New Complaint; 
'Bumps' May Go 

Citizen complaints against sex­
oriented contests at the Prestonsburg 
Drive-In were again brought before the 
city council at its meeting Mond~y, 
Jerry Herrmann presenting a petition 
to the council demanding that "all 
legal avenues be taken tahalt" lbe per­
formances. 

Herrmann, proprietor of a religious 
goods store here, said the petitioners 
were opposed to " any contest devised 
to expose the body ," referring to "wet 
T-shirt" and "sexy nightgown" con­
tests said to have drawn large au­
diences, including youngsters, to the 
theater in recent months. 

Council members said they had no 
evidence the contests contravened 
state obscenity laws and, repeating ad­
vice they had given pnwious com­
plainants, suggested that community 
pressure would be more effective than 
legal action in controlling the perfor­
mances. 

Another issue which has exercised 
the council in recent months-the in­
stallation of "speed bumps" to reduce 
traffic speed on some city streets-ap­
pears to have been resolved by a stale 
attorney-general 's opinion on the sub­
ject. According to the opinion, the 
bituminous mounds are not among the · 
traffic control devices approved under 
state regulations . 

In view of the opinion , speed bumps 
already installed will be removed the 
council decided. " 

The Appalachian Regional Commis­
sion has approved an additional $90,000 
grant for the construction of an access 
road to the Cliff housing project, the 
council was told. The road, six tenths of 
a mile in length, is expected to cost 
about $1.1 million and will serve about 
140 units of federally-assisted housing.

Informant Says 
He and Fugitive 
Plotted Robbery 

Elisha Branham, Jr. , the last person 
known to have been with 17-year-<Jld 
Michael Dwayne Cline on the night of 
Cline's abduction and murder, was ar­
rested early Tuesday morning in Texas 
City, Texas. 

The 23-year-<Jld Prater Creek man is 
being held, pending his return to this 
county to face charges of robbery, ab­
duction and murder. 

State Police Detective Danny Stum­
bo and Commonwealth's Detective 
Tom Halbert will go to Texas this week 
to return the fugitive here . It is not 
known at this time if Branham will 
waive extradition. 

The two officers had spearheaded a 
quiet investigation into Branham's 
possible connection with the youth's 
death, had earlier established the fact 
that he was living and accumulated 
evidence leading to the issuance here 
of a murder warrant last week for his 
arrest. 

Texas City patrolmen · spotted a 
Monte Carlo parked in front of a 
business place, around 2a .m. Tuesday. 
They checked the license plate, called 
police headquarters and were told to 
arrest the driver . Entering the store, 
they found Branham and the night 
clerk in conversation . When they asked 
for the F loyd man 's identification 
card, and were told he had none, they 
asked his name. He readily supplied it. 

Held in secrecy until this week by the 
officers here was evidence that 
Branham had not been killed, as was 
Cline, and, instead, had been accused 
by an acquaintance of plotting the rob­
bery of the Allen service station at 
which young Cline was night attetman~. 

Several days prior to the Aug. 15 
discovery of young Cline's body near a 
Perry county roadside, Stumbo and 
Halbert were told by a prisoner in the 
Powell county jail at Stanton that 
Branham had plotted with the prisoner 
the robbery of the service station .

Pnce, who rented a truck said to have 
been used to transport dynamite stolen 
in April last year from Elkhorn Ex­
plosives, on Garth Hollow. She denied 
knowing what the truck was to be used 
for . 

Also accused in the case were Sterl­
ing Hamilton, coalmine operator and 
his son, Scotty, of Teaberry· 'Earl 
Wayne "Mussey" Wright of' Drift · 
James E . Turner, Jr., of Wheelwright ~ 
and Tony Salisbury, of Hunter. ' 

The government had sought to prove 
that some of the dynamite stolen from 
Elkhorn Explosives in March and April 
last year was sold to the elder 
Hamilton as part of a pre-arranged 
deal. 

Named as co-conspirator but not in­
dicted was Birchel Brein Reid, of 
Price, who appeared as a prosecution 
witness in the case. Tape recordings of 
conversations between Reid and his 
alleged accomplices, made by a device 
hidden on his body, were used as 
evidence in the trial. 

Appearing for the defense, Lexington 
builder Charles S. Clark said that the 
house he was constructing for 
Hamilton, in which some of the stolen 
dynamite was allegedly stored, had not 
been built a t the time of the thefts. The 
prosecutor produced dated 
photographs taken by Office of Surface 
Mining inspectors , apparently showing 
the new house under roof in January 
and March last year. 

Assistant U.S. Attorney Tom Self 
said the government would re-try the 
case. Trial date has been set for Oc­
tober 19.

Delegates approved the plan recom­
mended by the KEA board of directors 
and a board-staff crisis committee 
after Brown appeared, uninvited, at 
the meeting to defend his budget cuts. 

They stood silently when Brown 
entered the room, listened quietly, 
made no response to his invitation to 
question him, and silently watched him 
leave. 

KEA president Joyce Dotson said 
she had advised Brown not to come to 
the session because teachers are angry 
and upset about the budget cuts and 
because she believed the governor 
might be embarrassed by the reception 
he got. 

"Teachers are wondering where the 
line will be drawn on these cuts," she 
said. "They fear that if two days are 
cut now from the school term, what is 
to keep more from being cut later? The 
same fear applies to salary cuts and 
the depletion of teacher retirement 
system appropriatiOns that should go 
to pay off the system's unfunded Jia bili­
ty of more than $1 billion dollars." 

The plan adopted by KEA delegates 
will be carried out before the 
November 3 general election and is 
directed toward "positive action" by 
the 1982 General Assembly. 

As a first step, KEA will file one or 
more suits challenging the constitu­
tionality of Brown's actions in regard 
to reduction of the school year by two 
days (which would cost teachers two 
days of salary unless local boards 
make up the difference), reduction in 
teacher salaries, withdrawal of ap­
propriations to the state teacher retire­
ment system, and any other cuts and 
any other actions that affect education. 

Altogether, $108.6 million has been 
cut from state appropriations for 
elementary and secondary schools 
since last August, including $40.2 
million in the latest round of cuts last 
month . 

Delegates amended KEA's 1982 
legislative program to provide for 
restoration of $9.5 million cut from the 
teacher retirement system and $5.5 
million cut from teacher salaries for 
two dropped in-service days. They also 
added a plank to introduce or support 
legislation that will limit the authority 
of the governor to reduce appropria­
tions without the approval of the 
General Assembly. 

As part of their plan, delegates 
adopted "at this time" the position of 
"no position" on the succession amend­
ment to the Kentucky Constitution that 
would allow the governor, other 
elected state officials, and sheriffs to 
seek re-election.

That would give the KEA board of 
directors the option of taking a position 
on the amendment , sought by Brown, 
before the November 3 eleclion. 

Meanwhile, under the plan, KEA 
members will work to get legislators 
and candidates commilted to KEA's 
state budget goals for public schools. 
These include restoration of cuts, 
holding the line against further cuts, 
and passing KEA's legislative pro­
gram to improve school funding. 

Crisis committees will be established 
in district and local education associa­
tions affiliated with KEA. 

Delegates designated Labor Day 
week (Sept. 8-11) as a special time for 
KEA members to wear badges with a 
"STOP CUTS ... Now More Than Ever 
We Need Each Other" message, mak­
ing KEA efforts visible in classrooms 
and communities throughout the state. 

KEA's 29,000 members also will sign 
crisis declarations and petitions to pre­
sent to area legislators at meetings in 
each KEA district. Other organizations 
will be invited to lend support by par­
ticipating in the meetings. 

Copies of the declarations and peti­
tions will be delivered to the governor 
and state superintendent of public in­
struction by KEA president Dotson 
before the end of October. 

Dotson told delegates that "it may be 
necessary to take further steps" after 
November 3, the date for completing 
the crisis plan. What those "further 
steps" might be was not stated. 

She said the KEA board of directors 
will evaluate the situation at its 
November meeting.

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Central to the operation of the highly 
competitive business are li ts of clients 
referred by physicians as potential 
users of equipment such as breathing 
machines.

In some instances the state has 
designated compliant counties as 
"lead" counties and given them con­
trol of state-funded programs, he said, 
citing the recent transfer of a TB pro­
gram from this county to Johnson 
county. 

Compton said he feared surplus 
funds held by the health department 
here would be distributed among the 
other counties if a district were 
established. The Floyd health depart· 
ment ended the 1980-'81 fiscal year with 
a balance of $154,000. 

Under the state plan , with which the 
counties are supposed to comply by 
August 31, public health respon­
sibilities would be shifted from in· 
dividual counties to multi-county 
districts. About half of the state's 120 
local health departments have joined 
or indicated a willingness to join 
districts. 

In the Big Sandy area , Johnson and 
Magoffin fiscal courts have voted to ac­
cept the district arrangement . 

Control of programming and respon· 
sibility for hiring an administrator and 
medical director would fall to the 
district board under the state pro· 
posal; local officials would retain con­
trol over the tax rate.

Johnson county would 
have three representatives and Martin 
and Magoffin would each have two. 

While the withheld funds represent a

Sally Spears, of Van Lear, HHMC cardiac rehab patient, exercises on the 
stationary bicyclt> three times a \\eek.

Imagine wanting to come to the 
hospital. "I look forward to the 
Highlands cardiac rehabilitation 
classes because I enjoy them and 
they've helped me so much." That's 
the opinion of Sally Spears, of Van 
Lear. She comes to Highlands three 
days a week, spending one hour in 
supervised exercise, education and 
guidance sessions. Classes consist of 
three to five patients, a specially train­
ed cardiac nurse and consulting doc· 
tor. 

This vivacious 67-year-old woman 
was diagnosed as clinically dead after 
a massive heart attack in 1978. After a 
36-day hospital slay, she recovered but 
experienced another heart attack two 
years later. "I knew I had to make 
some changes if 1 wanted to live,' ex· 
pJained Mrs. Spears. "So, after a 
recuperation period, Dr. Syed Akhtar, 
my cardiologist on the Highlands staff 
suggested I join the cardiac rehab pro· 
gram at HRMC. It was truly one of the 
best decisions I've ever made," Mrs. 
Spears exclaimed. 

The goals of the program are to 
teach prudent heart living, help pa· 
tients to attain their maximum level of 
physical fitness and adapt to life after 
a heart attack. One of the biggest bene· 
fits of the program, according to Mrs. 
Spears, is the secure feeling of having 
her heart and blood pressure

monitored while exercising. "I can feel 
the progress I've made after gradually 
building up my exercise tolerance and 
my family tells me what a difference it 
has made," said Mrs. Spears 

Zina Goble, R.N., cardiac rehab 
supervisor, keeps a close watch on her 
cardiac patients' condition by using a 
sophisticat~d telemetry system. It con· 
sists of a pocket sized monitor and two 
electrodes for the patient to wear while 
exercising. A nearby computer prints 
out the heart rhythm. Since the patient 
and nurse know exactly how the heart 
is reacting to exercise, the stress of 
wondering how much can be safely 
done is eliminated. 

Each patient on the cardiac rehab 
program is individually evaluated by 
the physician and nurse. An exercise 
and diet program is planned to fit the 
needs and lifestyle of each patient. 

"Sharing experiences with other 
heart patients in my rehab class who 
understand what I'm going through 
really helps a Jot," said Mrs. Spears . • 
"We all urge each other to reach our 
goals. Our nurse is invaluable because 
she teaches about our disease and hO\\ 
we can adjust our life to it. She's honest 
about our progress and what we can 
achieve." 

"I'm reaching my weight goal and 
am not as tired as I used to be,' · summ­
ed up 1\lrs. Spears. "I wish all heart at· 
tack patients would join the cardiac 
rehab program so they could feel as 
good as I do! ··

New Surgery Center 1 

Opening .Scheduled . 
The opening of the new Lexihgton 

Surgery Center at 1725 Harrodsburg 
Road, Lexington, has been scheduled 
for Monday, August 31, Dr. Edwin J. 
Nighbert, president of Lexington 
Surgery, Inc., announced this week. 

The facility is the Central! and 
Eastern Kentucky areas first " free 
standing" ambulatory surgery facility 
for "in-and-out-the-same-day" am­
bulatory surgery. 

According to Dr. Nighbert, "There 
are more than 100 minor surgica) pro­
cedures that can be performed on an 
out-patient basis in a 'free-standing' 
facility just as safely as in the hospital 
setting.

Boarding Home Bill

A bill to regulate boarding homes 
was approved for pre-filing by the In­
terim Joint Committee on Health and 
Welfare. 

The bill-which was rejected at the 
last meeting of the panel-was amend­
ed to give boarding home operators the 
right to a hearing before the state could 
suspend the home's operating permit. 

The bill also requires boarding 
homes to pay a $25 annual fee to the 
local health department charge~ with 
inspection of the facility. 

The measure applies to any home 
providing living quarters and meals 
for three or more adults who are not 
related to the owner or operator.

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Recycling Grows from Cans to Cars A new toll-free number

With America's dependence Qn 
foreign oil more apparent than ever, 
the need for alternative energY' 
sources has also become obvious. 
Such ourccs will take years to 
develop. 

For now. renewed emphasis ha 
been placed on conservation as the 
only practical way to decrease oil 
consumption; and one rapidly grow­
ing and potentially invaluable meth­
od of conservation is the recycling 
and remanufacturing of auto 
parts. 

Unfortunately, the automotive 
parts recycling industry has never 
even achieved the public awareness 
level of efforts to popularize the 
recycling of alumi~um cans. In the 
words of Kenn·eth W. Vonhof, 
president of the Automotive Dis­
mantlers and Recyclers of America, 
"While business is good, used parts 
are st ill associated with 'junk,' a 
word that should not be applied to 
recyclable materials in ·an energy­
short country . A country that 
depends on the automobile as much 
as we do cannot afford to continue 
wasting resources like perfectly 
useable used auto parts." 

Yonhof says millions of barrels of 
oil could be saved annually in the 
United States and Americans could 
save on car repairs if better use was 
made of used automotive re­
placement parts. The auto di sman­
tling and recycling industry saves the 
United States an estimated 80 
million barrels of oil annually that 
would otherwise be used in the 
manufacture of new replacement 
parts, according to Yonhof. 

''Few people rea lize how much 
energy is required to manufacture 
the thousa nds of parts that make up 
an automobile ," Yonhof says. 
"Studies estimate that for the 10 
million-plus cars produced each year 
in the United States, the equivalent 
of 575,000 barrels of oil are 
consumed each day in various 
manufac turing processes. The 
energy required to produce new 
replacement parts could and should 
be reduced through the effective 
re-use of parts." 

Recycling eliminates many of the 
processes inherent in new parts 
manufacturing, including the min­
ing, tran port and smelting of ores, 
conversion to steel, and casting and 
finishing. 

Harry A. Hol zwasser, president of 
Arrow Automotive Industries, one of 
the nation' largest remanufacturers 
of automotive parts, estimates that 
remanufacturing in 1978 saved the 
equivalent of 30.1 million gallons of 
fuel oil from the remanufacture of 
brake drums, the equivalent of 27.6 
million gallons of fuel oil from the 
remanufacture of crankshafts and 
the equivalent of 27.2 million gallons 
of fuel oil from the remanufacture 
of alternators, transmissions and 
water pumps. 

The rema nufacturing of water 
pumps alone for one year saved the 
equivalent of enough fuel oil to heat 
I ,600' ew England homes for an 
entire year. 

Cutting Cost 
Besides conserving enormous 

amounts of energy, the recycling of 
auto parts ha s other practical 
benefits, not the least of which IS 

reduced cost to the consumer. 
Holzwasser says the cost of a 

remanufactured unit can be as much 
as 60 percent less than that of a 
comparable new unit, largely 
because materials costs are reduced 
by the reuse of many heavy, costly 
components. New parts are added 
when absolutely necessary, ensuring 
the quality of what Holzwasser calls 
"born again" products. 

Yonhof estimates that a used part 
will often cost one-third to one-half 
as much as a new part. For example, 
a used transmission in good condi­
tion will cost about $350 to $400 
dollars, whi le a new transmission 
will cost about $800. 

Another advantage of recycled 
parts, according to Yonhof, is 
availabili'ty. There arc approximate­
ly 20,000 dismantlers in the United 
States, and many of them are 
connected via " long lines," a 
telephone network that allows used 
parts dealers to find what they need 
quickly from other dealers. "If we 
can't find the parts, nobody can," 
Yonhof says. The used parts dealers 
naturally are at an advantage in the 
servicing of older cars, for which the 
replacement parts often are not 
available through new car dealers or 
parts stores. 

In addition, some used parts 
dealers now are specializi ng in 
certain years and makes of cars, 
Yonhof says. Yonhof himself owns 
"All Foreign Auto Salvage" in 
California , specializing tn used 
foreign car parts. 

Many used parts dealers offer 
better warranties than those offered 
by new parts manufacturers, Yonhof

says- some up to I 00 days on 
mechanical and electrica l parts. 

The environment also benefits 
from the use of remanufactured auto 
parts. In 1978 the remanufacture of 
vehicle engines alone kept 425 tons 
of particulate out of the air, by 
eliminating blast furnace operations 
that are part of ihe production of 
new parts. 

A Growing Industry 
Despite the relative obscurity of 

automotive parts remanufacturing, it 
is a growing industry. In 1978 more 
than 2,100 companies, mostly small, 
local or regional firms, remanufac­
tured 37 different kinds of auto parts 
with a retail value estimated at $4.6 
billion, Holzwasser says. Holz­
wasser's own Arrow Automotive 
Industries recorded $72.2 million in 
sales in 1979. 

Holzwasser has emerged as one of 
the industry's leading spokesmen. 
Besides publicizing the benefits of 
auto parts recycling, he has met with 
Congressional committees, govern­
ment agencies, top business execu­
tives, and he has taken out new­
spaper advertisements to promote 
the idea of recycling in general, not 
just for the auto parts industry. 

Speaking of the savings in energy 
consumption, consumer costs, and 
environmental pollution as a result 
of auto parts remanufacturing, 
Holzwasser says, "As immense as 
these savings are, they represent only 
a raindrop when viewed against the 
total national potential." 

Holzwasser notes that a study by 
the Center of Policy Alternatives at 
Massachusetts Institute of Tech­
nology showed that some 2.2 million 
tons of heavy home appliances such 
as refrigerators, washers, dryers and 
freezers are discarded each year in 
the United States. 

"These junked appliances are not 
only an eyesore, they are a big factor 
in the devastation of our environ­

' ment," he says. "They are also a 
terrible waste." 

Dr. Robert Lund, author of the 
MIT study, has worked closely with 
Holzwasser. The pair received 
government acknowledgement and 
support when the Department of 
Energy awarded a research contract 
to MIT to study the potential for the 
application of remanufacturing to a 
cross section of consumer and 
industrial products. 

" Remanufacturing, pioneered in 
the automotive industry, can work in 
any number of other industries," 
Holzwasser says. "The concept is an 
easy sell once you've made people 
aware of the facts." 

In November of 1978, Holz­
wasser's efforts led to a government 
forum on product remanufacturing 
sponsored by the Department of 
Energy, the National Bureau of 
Standards and the U.S. Congress' 
Office of Technology. 

Some Predictions 
Whatever progress is made in the 

acceptance of remanufacturing in 
other areas, Holzwasser is confident 
that remanufacturing of auto parts 
will be a fast-growing industry in the 
years ahead . Several factors support 
Holzwasser's optimism. 

People are keeping their old cars 
longer because of the rising prices of 
new cars. Since older cars generally 
requ,1re more parts replacements 
than newer ones, the fact that more 
old cars are being maintained is 
certainly gqod news for the reman­
ufacturing business. 

While more people arc keeping 
their cars longer, new car sales 
continue to grow at a rate of about 
4.5 percent a year. Even new cars 
occasional I y need replacement parts. 
If present trends continue, more new 
cars being sold now means more old 
cars with parts replacement need. 
years from now. 

ew car sales have shifted 
dramatically toward smaller, lighter 
cars. These cars tend to wear out 
parts sooner than larger cars, 
because they operate under greater 
stress and higher temperatures. ln 
addition, many of the new mall cars 

being sold today are imports, so the 
adva ntage of remanufactured parts 
regarding availability could be of 
increasing benefit to the industry. 

U.S. Department of Transporta­
tiun figures show that passenger car 
driving in the United States dropped 
by only 2 percent during the 1974 
gasoline shortage and more than 
recovered to previous levels the 
following year, suggesting that 
present gasoline prices and energy 
shortages may not lead to a 
significant decline in driving.

While present prices are much 
higher than those of 197 4 and the 
seriousness of recent events seems to 
have convinced more people of the 
need for conservation, Holzwasser 
says he does not expect any decline 
in driving, even if the price of 
gasoline reaches $2.

Even if driving does decline, he 
says, long, highway pleasure trips 
will be the first to go. Essential local 
stop-and-go travel, the type that 
causes the most wear on parts, will 
be the last to be curtailed.

Holzwasser suggests that the auto 
industry design parts taking their 
reuse into account. Presently the 
industry is heading in the opposite 
direction, he says, substituting 
aluminum for cast iron and steel, 
and plastic for metal. While the new 
parts are lighter and therefore 
stretch gasoline mileage, Holzwasser 
says reduced remanufacturability 
may, in the long run, offset the 
initial savings at . the gas pump.

Earth Getting Hotter? 
U~less the world's population cuts 

down on its burning of coal, oil, and 
gas, the earth's climate may warm up 
enough to cause drastic changes across 
the globe, according to the current 
issue of International Wildlife 
magazine. 

While scientists are not exactly sure 
what the effects of the warming trend 
will be, the impacts are potentially so 
sweeping that Gus Speth, former head 
of the Council on Environmental Quali­
ty, terms the problem as the "ultimate 
environmental dilemna .'' 

" By the middle of the next century ," 
the National Wildlife Federation's 
bimonthly publication reports, ~·our 
planet could be warmer than at any 
time during the last 100,000 years. If 
that happened, entire growing zones, 
deserts, grasslands, and forests could 
all shift. Melting ice in the polar 
regions could raise sea levels 15 feet." 

What's causing this alarming rise in 
temperature'? The culprit is an 
oderless, colorless gas called carbon 
dioxide. A vital ingredient in photosyn­
thesis, it makes up less than .04 percent 
of the atmosphere. But since the start 
of the Industrial Revolution in the late 
1700's the amount of carbon dioxide in 
the air has increased by 15 to 25 per­
cent. 

would be to slow down the accumlation 
of carbon dioxide in the atmosphere," 
suggests International Wildlife, " by 
reducing the consumption of fossil 
fuels-through energy conservation, 
greater energy efficiency, and a shift 
to nonfossil energy sources. Such 
policies, however, would have to be 
global. " 

Another way of attacking the pro­
blem is to prepare for a warmer world 
by developing drought-resistant crops 
and new strains that would stand up to 
higher temperatures and utilize saltier 
water ; by improving irrigation and 

· water management techniques; and by 
requiring global food reserves and 
plans for massive disaster relief. 

According to Lester Machta, a 
climatologist with the National 
Oceanic and Atmospheric Administra­
tion, we have another 10 to 15 years 
before we must start planning. "The 
uncertainties are too large to say that 
some kind of positive actions have to be 
taken right now," he told Interna-
tional Wildlife. ·

fuels are burned and stored-up carbon 
combines with oxygen in the air. 
Around half the carbon dioxide 
generated each day is absorbed by the 
oceans or perhaps by green living mat­
ter. The other half accumulates in the 
lower atmosphere. 

But other scientists feel those uncer­
tainties should force us to move right 
away. As David Burns of the American 
Association for the Advancement of 
Science puts it, "We are taking the thin 
film of air and water upon which life on 
earth depends and messing around 
with it in an absolutely fundamental 
way- without really knowing the con­
sequences of what we're doing. "

Explains International Wildlife : 
"This virtually transparent layer of 
gas has little effect on the sunlight 
which passes through it to warm the 
earth. But infrared heat radiated back 
into the atmosphere from the planet's 
surface has a longer wavelength. Some 
of it is trapped by the carbon dioxide in 
a ~rocess that has been called a 
'greenhouse effect." 

So far, the build-up of carbon dioxide 
in the atmosphere hasn't had much ef­
fect on the climate. William Kellogg, a 
senior climatologist at the U.S. Na­
tional Center for Atmospheric 
Research told International Wildlife, 
"The increase theoretically has been 
something on the order of one degree 
Fahrenheit. When it gets near two 
degrees, then it'll dominate over the 
natural process." 

That's what scientists fear. If we 
continue to consume fossil fuels at the 
present rate, the carbon dioxide build­
up could cause an average 
temperature increase from three to as 
many as eight degrees Fahrenheit. 
What would that mean'? Researchers 
have made a number of predic­
tions- some good, some bad:

As climate zones change, so would 
food-growing patterns. Northern 
Hemisphere farming areas might ex­
tend north, with losses for some crops 
such as corn and wheat, and gains for 
others, such as rice.

warmer global climate. Crop diseases 
could also become more of a threat.

While most wildlife would migrate 
with the climate, some species that live 
in specialized habitats might become 
extinct. 

Changes in ocean circulation and 
temperatures could hurt fisheries by 
disrupting the "upwelling" process 
which brings nutrients up from the 
depths.

"Recently publicized predictions of a 
teacher shortage in the mid-1980's are 
directly related to the women's equal 
rights movement and other complex 
issues," says George Denemark, dean 
of the Umversity of Kentucky's College 
of EducatiOn. 

One effect of the ERA movement has · 
been to open more financially lucrative 
professions in business, medicine, 
engineering, and law to women. "The 
impact in teacher education is that 
many of the very best prospective 
teachers are being drained off to other 
professions ." · 

Another consequence of enhanced 
opportunites for women, the education 
dean says, is that the American Col­
lege Testing (ACI') scores of students 
declaring an interest in entering 
education are declining. 

"We no longer have a corner on'the 
market for the highly intelligent 
women." Of the freshmen entering col­
lege in 1980, one-seventh as many 
declared education as a major as did so 
10 years ago. 

Another critical factor which will 
contribute to the shortage can be 
described as "social valuing," iden­
tified as the rewards and social status 
afforded the teaching profession. 

"For many more students the 
motivation is now back to making a 
good living and being secure as oppos­
ed to making a social commitment." 
And in those areas, teaching is less at­
tractive for two reasons: (1) low 
salaries, and (2) the perception of the 
teaching profession as "rough and 
tough." 

The beginning salary for teachers, 
Denemark emphasizes, is still in the 
$10,0Q0-$11,000 range, much lower than 
for the alternative professions 
available to women students now. 

Many prospective teachers, too, are 
considering the possibility that they 
will have to engage in "police" ac­
tivities related to discipline, drugs, and 
other social ills. 

AJl this is occurring at a time when 
Kentucky and other states are adop­
ting more stringent teacher education 
entrance requirements and competen­
cy testing. 

"It is difficult to demand more 
rigorous teacher preparation pro­
grams before you raise salaries and 
make them more competitive with 
business," Denemark contends, "but 
that is precisely what we need to do." 
The problem is further complicated by 
the public's growing expectations for 
schools and teachers while a widening 
gap develops between teacher salaries 
and those in other professions. 

Just how bad is the teacher shortage 
likely to be? The peak for teacher 
education enrollments was in 1971-72. 
"There has been a 56 percent reduction 
in teacher enrollment since then. By 
the mid-80's, the demand for teachers 
will again exceed the supply," 
Denemark reports. 

There is already a teacher shortage 

which are traditionally underserved. 
"They are always the ones with the 
problems. People simply want to work 
in the urban areas." 

An intangible factor that is difficult 
to gauge wheri assessing the impact of 
teacher shortages in the '80's, accor­
ding to Denemark, is the "moral and 
ethical commitment" to teaching. Re­
cent regativism toward public educa­
tion discourages many from entering 
teaching and diminishes the image of 
those already teaching "A person has 
to have a strong moral and ethical 
commitment to teaching to go to school 
to learn to teach. It's a tough test."

Bra dora Plummer, of Van Lear, said 
she was alarmed by proposals to 
weaken regulations protecting 
women's rights. 
· Helen Meadows spoke for an Auxier 
delegation seeking an extension of city 
water lines in that section. 

One woman urged construction of 
synfuel plants. Dorothy Clark asked 
about federal money for housing, Alan 
Carter sought funds for getting the na­
tion's railroads in order. A Turkey 
Creek man told of his two-year fight to 
get black lung benefits. 

They were among the audience of 
more than 100 who came to voice their 

concerns and offer suggestions to 
Senator Walter "Dee" Huddleston at a 
public meeting in the circuit courtrrom 
here last Thursday. 

Huddleston sought to allay fears 
about the social security program ; 
pointed out that Congress had voted to 
continue some funding for legal ser­
vices; noted that Democrats had of­
fered 63 amendments-including one 
that would have cut foreign aid-to tap 
cash sources other than social · pro" 
grams; expressed his supyort for syn­
fuel plants; referred individual pro­
blems to staff members ; but could do 
little to soften the fact that this has 
been a year of stringent cutbacks in 
federal money, the effects of which are 
only now beginning to be felt .. 

Federal budget reductions do not 
necessarily imply that the programs 
cut are of no value, he said, but simply 
that funding for them will have to come 
from non-government sources. · 

Huddleston illustrated the point in 
responding to the man who defended 
the community college here as 
"valuable resource." " If people in the 
area think something is important," 
the senator said, " they are going to 
have to help support it."

Court Indicts 
Magoffin Men 

The graod jury of the U.S. district 
court at Pikeville last week returned 
indictments against two Magoffin 
county officials, accusing them on 25 
counts of mail fraud and aiding and 
abetting and on one count of con­
spiracy in connection with alleged elec­
tion irregularities in Magoffin county 
last May. 

The accused men, Sheriff Thomas 
Ryan "Skip" Salyer and Harold Dean 
Howard, of Edna, member of the 
Magoffin board of education, were 
scheduled for arraignment Monday, 
and trial is slated for Sept. 19. 

The indictment claimed that alleged 
scheme was set up to get Salyer elected 
county-judge executive. Salyer won the 
Republican nomination last May, 
defeating incumbent Calloway Mont­
gomery by more than 400 votes. 

Howard is serving his first term as a 
member of the Magoffin board of 
education . 1 
, The first count of the indictment 
charged that Salyer and Howard con­
spired to buy votes, bribe voters, ob­
tain and cast fraudulent ballots and use 
the U.S. mail to further the alleged 
scheme. 

The indictment also alleged that 
defendants and co-conspirators obtain­
ed ballots by false and fraudulent 
means and later indicated to the coun­
ty court clerk's office and the election 
commission that the absentees were 
legitimate. 

It also charged that the defendants 
paid, or promised to pay, money, 
generally $50, to absentee ballot voters 
to obtain their unmarked ballots. Some 
of those payments occurred in or near 
the Magoffin county courthOuse, accor­
ding to the indictment 

Between April 'J:l and May B, the two 
defendants contacted at least 13 people 
and asked them to apply for absentee 
ballots, the indictment charged. The 
jury identified the 13 who allegedly 
received money but returned no indict­
ment against them. 

The 13 allegedly contacted were 
listed as Austin Minix, Johnny Prater, 
Willie U. Risner, Janice Lynn Risner, 
Henry Harvey, Michael J. Miller, Carl 
Randy Rudd, Sarah McKenzie, Ruby 
McKenzie, Anna Marie Bailey, Clyde 
Minix, Elmer P~rkins, Jr. at:~d Johnny 
E . McKenzie. 

The indictment charges that in one 
instance, an absentee ballot was 
delivered to Johnny Prater's horne in a 
squad car . In another section of the in­
dictment, the grand jury alleges that 
Willie Risner was paid $20 and three 
cases of beer. Another man, Robert L. 
Lykins, allegedly was delivered a pint 
of whiskey in .exchange for his 
absentee ballot. 

The indictment alleges that Salyer 
delivered three absentee ballots to 
Sarah McKenzie, who allegedly signed 
the ballots for herself, her husband and 
her daughter before returning the 
ballots to Salyer. 

Some ballots were turned over to 
Salyer and Howard, the indictment 
said, adding that in some cases the 
ballots were mailed to Howard's home 
at Edna and to the homes of persons 
not identified. 

The other counts in the indictment 
reiterated the alleged conspiracy and 
spelled out the specific incident involv­
ing each of the. 13 persons listed. 

An indictment does not constitute 
proof of guilt.

Pickets Protest Magoffin 
Mines' Hiring Practices 

Two strip mines operated by Ad­
dington Brothers for Ashland Coals, 
Inc. in Magoffin county were picketed 
last week by residents of the county in 
protest of the company's hiring of "out­
side" labor a t a time when that county 
has one of the highest employment 
rates in the state. 

Although it was originally reported 
that the pickets numbered between 200 
and 300, Ashland Coal said the number 
was not more than 40, and this estimate 
was corroborated by the Magoffin 
sheriff's office and by State Police 
troopers assigned to the site. 

The company has asked that pickets 
be enjoined, and a hearing on the mo­
tion for injunction was a scheduled 
Monday in the Magoffin circuit court. 

Teddy Flynt, a lawyer representing 
pickets, said they were local residents 
angry because 80 percent of the 
employees at the two mines were from 
outside the county. 

A.V. Rash, manager of governmen­
tal and public affairs for Ashland Coal, 
said that the company has a practice of 
employing local residents whenever 
possible. 

But Rash said, "The idea of saying 
that if you don't live in the county you 
can't work for the company is absolute­
ly absurd." 

The picketing was halted Tuesday 
when the company obtained a tem­
pora ry restraining order after gun­
shots were fired into some equipment 
at the mines Monday night. Nobody 
was reported injured. 

Flynt said the residents were • 
picketing because " We (Magoffin 
County ) have one of the highest 
unemployment rates in the state, and 
this is historically one of the poorest 
counties in the whole country. Now 
there's a coal boom going on, and it's 
not even benefitting the people who live 
here." 

He said residents were trying to form 
a group called the Magoffin County 
Labor Association, which would at- • 
tempt to negotiate with the company 
and persuade it to hire more local 
residents at the mines. 

Rash said the company had hired 
.some Magoffin county residents, but 
that some employees had been moved 
there from other finished jobs. 

He said it would be " ludicrous" to 
tell employees when one job was finish­
ed that "we have now mined the coal 
on this permit.. .we are rnoving ... you 
guys cannot work for us anymore." • 

Also, he said, Ashland Coal laid off 
145 to 150 employees last year due to 
high production costs and a weak coal 
market. 

Now the company is increasing pro~ 
duction and doing more hiring, but 
priority goes to rehiring lai -off 
employees, Rash said.

Q. My best friend just died of ovarian 
cancer. Her doctor only found it a little 
over a year ago, and she was treated 
~mediately. Why did it go so fast? 

A. The ovaries are a dangerous part 
of a woman's body because any tumor 
growing there is not noticed for a long 
time. Such cancers rarely cause any 
pain or other discomfort until they are 
solidly established. By that time, they 
may be as large or larger than an 
orange. The smallest one likely to be 
felt is about 1/2 inch. 

If such a tumor is malignant 
. _.&cancerous) , it tends to metastasize 
• spread) early and be diagnosed late. 

This spreading before diagnosis is pro­
bably what happened in your friend's 
case. 

Fortunately, most ovarian tumors 
are cysts - fluid or mucus filled sacs 
that generally turn out to be benign 
(non-cancerous). 

The problem occurs because there is 
no safe inexpensive method of detec­
ting cancer of the ovary. The only pro­

.-edure is a minor surgical one which is 
1111111'1ot practical for women who have no 

findings or symptoms. The Pap smear 
is rarely helpful. Therefore, the 
woman must rely on herself to note any 
warning signs and on her doctor's 
thorough regular gynecologic ex­
amination. 

Symptoms a woman should be aware 
of are swelling, pain, and a lump. 
However, these are late in showing up. 
At the beginning, there may be only 

•ague indigestion, gas, belching, and a 
.-eeling of fullness after small meals. 

These are uncomfortable, but not 
usually alarming. However, because 
they are so well associated with early 
ovarian cancer, doctors now insist that 
any continuing, unexplained indiges­
tion in a woman over 40 should be 
reported to a gynecologist. 

Once a woman with symptoms goes 
to a gynecologist, there is a better 

,..£hance of finding out if an ovarian 
.mor is causing the problem. 
' 

According to the National Cancer In­
stitute, one woman in 70 may devel.op 
ovarian cancer at some time in her life. 
Statistics indicate that the most likely 
woman to have ovarian cancer is one 
who has never been pregnant and has 
never been on the pill Cor who tried the 
pill and had immediate bad side ef­
fects). She is probably about 20 percent 
overweight, has a history of menstrual 

aroblems or cervical polyps that re­
'llllllfuired treatment, and members of two 

or more generations of her family have 
already developed ovarian cancer. 

A number of steps can be taken to cut 
down on the risk: 

-Have a pelvic examination 
regularly on the schedule your doctor 
recommends; 
-If you're over 40, report any unex­

plained, continuing indigestion to your 
.. necologist.

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Veteran's Administration 
Questions and Answers 

Q-Can I receive GI Bill education 
assistance for training for my private 
pilot's license? 

A-No. You must have your private 
pilot's license before entering a com­
mercial flight program for· which 
Veterans Administration assistance is 
payable. Education allowance is not 
payable to students training for a 
private license. 

Q-I am attending college under the 
GI Bill and am having trouble with my 1 
algebra course. I understand the 
Veterans Administration pays a 
tutorial allowance, and my wife 
teaches algebra. Can she act as my 
tutor and receive the tutorial 
alowance? 

- No. The law specifically states 
tutorial allowance cannot be paid to a 
veteran's spouse, parent, child, sister 
or brother. 

Q-Can any veteran be buried in a 
national cemetery? 

A-Burial is available at all national 
cemeteries having grave space (ex­
cept Arlington National Cemetery, 
which is restricted) to any deceased 
veteran of wartime or peacetime ser­
vice (other than service for training) 
who was discharged under conditions 
other than dishonorable. 

Q-I waived a portion of my military 
retired pay to receive Veterans Ad­
ministration disability compensation, 
including additional allowance for 
dependents. If I receive a VA clothing 
allowance because of my prosthetic 
devices, will it also be deducted from 
my retired pay? 

A-No. Veterans receiving retired 
pay are not required to waive any por­
tion of it in order to receive the VA 
clothing allowance. 

Q-What is the work-study program 
for veterans? 

A-The work-study program is an ar­
rangement for veteran students draw­
ing Veterans Administration educa­
tional benefits and attending school on 
a full-time basis, whereby they can 
work in VA facilities to supplement 
those benefits. 

Q-1 am buying a house with a 
Veterans Administration guaranteed 
home Joan and have been told the clos­
ing costs will be relatively high. Can I 
include them in the amount of the loan? 

A-Application for DIC must be 
made. The surviving spouse -is not 
automatically entitled to VA DIC 
benefits and only the VA can make a 
service connected death determination 
for DIC benefits. 

Q-My father was killed on active 
duty. I am 19 years old and would like 
to know if I am eligible for educational 
benefits from the Veterans Ad­
ministration? 

A-You are probably eligible for 
benefits for survivors and dependents 
of veterans. Contact the nearest VA of­
fice for assistance. 

Q-Has my eligibility for a Veterans 
Administration guaranteed home loan 
expired? I was discharged in 1956. 

A.-No. Loan entitlement, which is 
based on military service since Sept. 
1940, is no longer subject to an expira­
tion date. 

Q.-As the widow of a veteran, I was 
covered under the. Civilian Health and 
Medical Program of the Veterans Ad­
ministration, but I have recently 
remarried. Am I entitled to keep my 
CHAMPVA coverage. 

A.-No. A surviving spouse of a 
deceased veteran who remarries loses 
entitlement to CHAMPV A. Eligibility 
may· be reinstated, however, if the 
marriage is terminated. 

Q-My mother receives a Veterans 
Administration widow's pension, and 
she has recently gone blind. Can the 
VA offer any further help?. 

A-Widows qualified for death pen­
sion may be granted a special 
allowance if they are helpless, blind or 
in a nursing home, or so nearly 
helpless as to require the regular aid 
and attendance of another person. Con­
tact the nearest VA office for details. 

Q- Does the issuance of a Veterans 
Administration Certificate of Eligibili­
ty guarantee approval of a GI home 
loan? 

A-No. In addition to being declared' 
eligible for a GI home loan based on his 
period of service , the veteran must ap­
ply for a Joan from a bank or other 
lender and meet the qualifications of 
that lender. 

Q- I keep hearing about a special 
National Service Life Insurance divi­
dend payable to veterans whether or' 
not they kept their insurance in force. 
Am I entitled to this dividend? 

A-No. The story is a hoax that keeps 
appearing periodically. There are no 
dividends available on policies that 
have lapsed. 

Q- I was previously granted a 
Veterans Administration education 
loan. Can I apply for ant?ther loan, 
since I am still in pursuit of a standard 
college degree? 

A- Yes. You may apply for another 
VA education loao based on your cur­
rent enrollment, provided you have not 
defaulted on a prior loan that remains 
outstanding and you do not have an 
education overpayment. 

Q-I last attended school under the 
GI Bill several years ago and I still 
have several months of entitlement 
before my time ]imit expires. When I 
quit school before, I had an overpay­
ment with the Veterans Administra­
tion. Must I pay it back before I re­
enroll? 

A- No. You do not have to pay it 
back to re-enroll. However, if you do 
not make arrangements to pay it back, 
your benefits will be withheld until the 
overpayment is recovered.

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NWF Urges Rejection 
Of Proposed Changes 
In Clean Air Act 

The National Wildlife Federation has 
called on members of two Congres­
sional committees to reject outright 
changes proposed by the Reagan Ad­
ministration which would, according to 
NWF, "gut major sections" of the 1970 
Clean Air Act, which is up for renewal 
this year. 

The Administration 's proposals, a 
copy of which was obtained by the 
NWF, are an "alarming and un­
justified step backward in our nation's 
effort to improve air quality ," wrote 
Dr. Jay D. Hair, executive vice presi­
dent of the NWF, to members of the 
House Committee on Energy and Com­
merce and the Senate Committee on 
Environment and Public Works. · 

Hair noted in his letter that the Ad­
ministration proposals '· ignore the 
critical air pollution problem of acid 
rain, which has killed hundreds of 
lakes in the northeastern U.S. and 
threatens to ·spread to other regions. " 
Instead, the Administration changes 
would end current requirements that 
all new coal-fired plants install "scrub­
bers" to reduce sulfur emissions. In 
addition, the nitrogen oxide emission 
standard for automobiles would be 
relaxed. 

Acid rain is caused when emissions 
of · sulfur oxides from coal-burning 
plants imd nitrogen oxides from auto­
mobiles and power plants mix with 
water vapor in the air and are con­
verted into acids. Increased emissions 
will "exacerbate the acid precipitation 
problem," Hair wrote, "needlessly 
destroying valuable fisheries and other 
natural and man-made resources for 
millions of Americans and further 
straining our relations with Canada." 

Hair also emphasized that the pro­
posals , sent to the White House by the 
U.S. Environmental Protection Agen­
cy, would " delay regulation of addi­
tional air-born toxic pollutants and 
would significantly reduce the degree 
of control for toxic emissions to an in­
adequate level." 

The proposals come at a time when 
Americans are becoming more and 
more concerned about attempts to 
weaken the Clean Air Act, Ha ir pointed 
out, noting that a recent Harris poll in­
dicates that 86 percent of Americans 
believe the Clean Air Act should not be 
weakened. 

The National Wildlife Federation, 
with its 4.6 million members and sup­
porters, is a member of the Clean Air 
Coalition, comprised of conservation, 
labor, consumer, and civic groups 
pushing for passage of a strong Clean 
Air Act in 1981.

New Solar Facility 
Dedicated at Berea 

Agt• Discrimination \t•t

In 1967 , the first federal legislation to 
prohibit age discrimination in employ 
ment was the Age Discrimination in 
Employment Act, according to "Labor 
Firsts in America," published by the 
U.S. Department of Labor.

The nation's first all-solar federal 
building designed with an experimen­
tal wood-burning furnace to back up 
the sun's energy was dedicated today 
on Highway 21 East near Berea, Ky. 
Senator Walter D. Huddleston 
delivered the dedication address. 

Following the hour-long-ceremony, 
guests were taken on tours of the 
building to view its many energy­
saving and innovative design features 
and to learn about the work conducted 
there. Housed in the new facility are 
employees of the U.S. Department of 
Agriculture's Forest Service. 

According to Willie Curtis, Forest 
Service research project leader, most 
of the building's heating and air condi­
tioning will come from the sun's 
energy. 

"There are 120 solar paneis mounted 
on the roof to collect the solar energy," 
said Curtis. "The balance of our 
energy will be supplied from wood­
fired boilers with a natural gas back-up 
systems. 

"We also have heat exchangers in 
various places around the laboratory 
which pick up heat and redistribute it 
throughout the building." 

In addition, Curtis pointed out that 
the earth is built up on three sides of 
the building to provide some insula­
tion. In effect, 48 percent of the 
building is underground, he says. 

Curtis pointed out many interior 
energy-saving features. Most of the 
windows face south, for example, 
which adds extra warmth on cold 
winter days. 

Skylights illuminate the corridors, 
lobby, library, and some offices 

"On sunny days," said Curtis, "we 
don't have to use electric lights at all in 
those areas. '' 

With the wood-burning furnace, they 
can also switch entirely to wood 
energy. 

"We plan a study for at least a year 
in which we will operate largely on 
wood." said Curtis. 

Their purposes will be to test the 
heat-€ffciency of different woods, and 
to determine species' burning 
characteristics and drying re­
quirements. Wood for the project will 
come from improvement cuttings con­
ducted on the Berea district of Daniel 
Boone National Forest. 

The 22,000 square-foot structure was 
designed by Alan Hisel of the Webb­
Dillehy Design Group, Inc., of Lex­
ington. It was constructed by C.E. Pen­
nington Co., Lexington, for a cost of 
$2.1 million. 

These expenses should be offset by 
considerable savings in energy, accor­
ding to Forest Service engineer John 
Herrick, who works out of unit head­
quarters in Broomall, Pa., and was in­
strumental in coordinating the project. 

He cited the fact that the building's 
projected energy budget is 49 percent 
of the goal proposed by the Depart­
ment of Energy. In all, this represents 
a 60 percent energy savings. 

"We feel that the new building will 
increase the efficiency of our opera­
tion," he said. "Having a solar system 
will save a considerable amount of 
money in the future." 

If the building uses a few dollars less 
of electricity each month, that may 
mean that less coal is being burned 
somewhere to supply the voltage. 

How coal is used is not their concern, 
but some of the employees at Berea are 
daily involved in evaluating the impact 
of mining on other Applachian 
resources. 

Curtis estimated that there are more 
than 50 surface-mine reclamation 
research studies underway at Berea. 

They look into problems such as ero­
sion, establishing vegetation, and 
stream pollution that often plague min­
ed areas. 

They conduct experiments in the 
laboratory and in the field to find the 
best techniques, treatments and 
species for reclaiming surface-mined 
lands. 

Many of their techniques and recom­
mendations are used by mining com­
panies and government agencies in 
their reclamation efforts. 

The person who sees that this infor­
mation is passed from researchers to 
users is Don Eagleston, a specialist 
with state and private forestry, whose 
office is also in the new building. 

Eagleston keeps track of the latest 
research developments, and also

He takes 
part in field demonstrations and 
publishes a "Rec-Tec" newsletter to 
maintain contact with users. 

The aim of all research and state and 
private forestry efforts is to see strip­
mined land revegetated and in use 
again, rather than remain a scar on the 
landscape. 

The pastures and green hillsides of 
Berea College Forest can be seen from 
the new building. Nearby are other 
forest resources, those of the Berea 
Ranger District of Daniel Boone Na­
tional Forest. The unit maintains head­
quarters at the solar facility. 

John W. Baswell, Jr. , is district 
ranger. He and his staff maintain an 
area that covers 73,126 acres of forests, 
streams, sandstone cliffs, lakes, and 
scenic trails and roadways, 

They manage the land to preserve its 
multiple resources and provide enjoy­
ment for thousands of visitors. 

This concern for natural resources is 
reflected in the new building's design, 
a combination of function and beauty 
using mostly natural materials. Most 
of its residents would agree with Curtis 
that, "We are proud of our new 
facilities here in Berea." 

The public has an open invitation to 
visit this innovative Forest Service 
facility. Curtis said that someone is 
usually available to conduct a short 
tour and explain their work. Hours are 
8:00a.m. to 5:00p.m., Mon.-Fri.

"The rights of citizens of the United 
States to vote shall not be denied or 
abridged by the United States or by 
any state on the account of Sex." The 
19th Amendment to the Constitution. 

This week women across the country 
will celebrate the 61st anniversary of 
the passage of the 19th amendment giv-

•
. ing women the right to vote. Sixty-one 

years isn't that long ago, and yet many 
people perhaps have forgotten that 
women didn't win that right easily or 
quickly. Many long years of marches 
and speeches, protests and politicking 
went by before August 26, 1920. 

The first indication that things 
weren't really equal in America occur­
red to women as early as 1776. Abigail 
Adams, an early feminist , wrote to her 
husband John, off in Philadelphia draf-

.• ting the Bill of Rights, that "in the new 
-code of laws which I suppose will be 
necessary for you to make, I desire you 
to remember the ladies and be more 
generous and favorable to them than 
;your ancestors." John, an early patriot 
but a chauvinist nonetheless, wrote 

1
'back : "As to your extraordinary code 
, of laws, I cannot but laugh." So much 
' for women's equality in the Bill of 
Rights. 

In 1848, 300 women took things into 
• their own hands, gathered for the first 

Women's Rights C'lnvention in Seneca 
Falls, New York and drafted their own 
Bill of Rights: "We hold these truths to 
be self-evident: that all men and 
women are created equal. .. " And the 
women's suffrage movement in 
America had begun. 

Throughout the 1800's, women suf­
fragists organized in cities and towns 
across the country and Kentucky 

• 
women were no exception. The first 
group to organize in the state was from 
the small community of Glendale in 
Hardin county, according to Helen 
Deiss Irvin's "Women in Kentucky." 
Kentuckians such as Laura Clay an<:\ · 
Madeline McDowell Breckinridge 
traveled throughout the state expoun­
ding the cause with an almost 
religious-like zeal. Some of the leading 
feminists of the day-Susan B. An­
thony, Elizabeth Cady Stanton and 

• 
Lucy Stone-made frequent trips to 
Kentucky to speak to ever-growing 
crowds of women in Louisville, Lex-
ington , Richmond, 'Paducah, 
Owensboro and other communities. In 
1881, the American Woman Suffrage 
Association met in Louisville, and in 
1911 the National American Woman 
Suffrt~ge Association held i.ts national 
convention there. In 1913, the first 
public suffrage march in the South was 
held in Louisville. 

• Throughout the latter half of the 19th 
century, hundreds of women wrote 
thousands of letters in support of 
women's rights . Slowly, and in some 
cases, decades after the other states 
had altered their laws, Kentucky 
began to listen to the speeches and pro­
tests and read the letters and petitions; 
laws began to change. By 1900, women 
were allowed to make wills, to have 
some say in the guardship of their 
children, to attend college, to practice 

• medicine, to serve on boards and to 
stand for election. In 1894, it was ruled 
that married women could retain pro­
perty they owned prior to their mar­
riage, and, in 1900, legislation made it 
possible for a woman to keep any 
wages she made from a job instead of 
turning them over to her husband. · 

But the major issue of suffrage had 
not yet been resolved. Despite a law re­
quiring widows and single women to 

l... pay taxes, no woman could vote. Then 
W on January 10, 1918, Jeannette Rankin 

of Montana, the first woman elected to 
Congress, rose to her feet and introduc­
ed on the floor of Congress, the simply­
stated 19th amendment. There was 
much tension in the air for suffragists 
and their opponents all knew that the 
voted would be close. One ill con­
gressman came to the House on a stret­
cher to cast a "yea" vote. Another left 
the bedside of his dying wife, a suf-

., fragist herself, to grant her final wish, 
a vote for the amendment. It was close 
indeed, but the amendment passed 274 
for and 136 against, only one voter 
more than the required two-thirds ma­
jority 

It was a year and half before the 
Senate could be swayed. Then ratifica­
tion by the states began. Kentucky's

suffragists were ready for the vote in 
the Bluegrass State, and, on January 6, 
1918, on the first day of the legislative 
session, ratification was passed by a 
vote of 30-8 in the Senate and 72-25 in 
the House. On August 26 of the same 
year , our neighbor Tennessee, faced 
with making the deciding vote, became 
the 36th state to ratify, and the amend­
ment became law. 

Finally, 7.2 years after that first 
Women's Rights Convention in Seneca 
Falls and 144 years after Abigail 
Adam's plea to her husband, 
everybody in the country could not help 
but "remember the ladies." The vote 
was ours. 

Kentucky is the only state in the na­
tion that does not have some form of ti­
tle law. That void makes it easy for 
stolen vehicles and vehicles rebuilt 
from stolen parts to be registered 
without the clerk's or buyer's 
knowledge. 

The transportation subcommittee on 
vehicle regulation has listened to 
testimony from county clerks, state 
transportation officials, and others 
while working on legislation for 1982.

The Federal Trade Commission 
has declared that consumers suffer 
the loss of feeble car warranties. 
Clearly. there is a problem with the 
state of automobi le servicing and 
repair; but as the chorus of 
complaints crescendo, somebody is 
at long last working on a remedy. 

Operating out of a suite of offices 
within Washington's downtown cor­
ridor. A.uto Owners Action Council 
(AOAC) is rolling into its lburth 
yea r . This is no paper organization 
or group of data collectors. The 
Council can point to literally 
thousands of success stories where 
consumers atta ined justice in a 
connict with the motor industry . 

Its efforts have gone beyond the 
activities of fellow consumerist 
lobbies by engaging in timely 
research into a wide range of 
auto-related issues. AOAC has 
gained a respectable image; pro­
grams are appreciated by segments 
of the car insurance trade, auto 
service stations, and the public on 
whose behalf the outfit battles 
regularly. 

Council founder Archie Richard­
son himself was victimized by an 
i nadeq ua te warranty /incorrect 
repair situation in 1971. With a law 
degree and a strong background in 
science, Richardson quickly recog­
nized that individual complaints­
overcharging, faulty mechanical 
work, callous treatment" of the 
customer, questionable servicing 
policies-represented broader mat­
ters affecting millions of car owners. 
He launched a successful lawsuit 
dealing with his own complaint and 
immediately turned his sights on 
comprehensive solutions. 

"The laundry list of auto industry 
abuses," explains the 37-year old 
attorney, "staggers the imagination: 
defective automobiles, inferior quali­
ty workmanship, poor quality con­
trol, arbitrary and capricious war­
ranty denials, and many, many 
more." With cars ranking second as 
a personal investment, topped only 
by homes, there is reason to be 
concerned. 

Lawyers and Mechanics 
The nerve center of AOAC is the 

membership division, which is large­
ly concerned with handling com­
plaints. The Council has initiated 
key lawsuits in the metropolitan 
region, including a $1 million case 
for a member victimized by serious 
fraud. As with all of their activities, 
the AOAC maintains a thoroughly 
professional posture, and employs 
those whose idealism is matched by 
hard training in law and 
mechanics. 

Nearly 10,000 separate claims 
have been processed, realizing 
almost $900,000 for several thou­
sand Council members over the past 
few years. Some cases go to court, 
often with aid from pro bono 
Ia wyers. 

The organization is not without 
problems, in spite of a track record 
that witnessed 80-90 percent of all 
cases resolved to member sa tisfac­
tion (many times with healthy 
dealership rapport developed for 
AOAC). Favorable attention in the 
local press and high esteem of 
business and consumer parties in the 
equation helped funding, with 
dramatic growth in membership 
since 1976 plus research grants from 
government agencies adding to the 
coffers. 

Yet, to maintain the momentum 
of complaint servicing and queries 
from residents of the region-while 
high-powered research projects are 
being carried out-additional in­
come is needed. Paul Sandel, an auto 
safety specialist holding a GS-13 
employment level rating, speaks for 
Council staff. "We could all be 
holding different jobs with high pay, 
but this is a chance to do a job 
nobody else is. This • is something 
that's important." 

in a single week, 80- 100 cases 
come to the . group's attention. 
Investigators are put on complaints, 
with a specialist in a particular field 
(insurance, warranties, suspiciously 
high repair charges or continued 
problems after servicing) tackling 
the issue. 

Bill Taylor, a former Army 
Colonel, recalls early days. "We had 
a small staff of semi-volunteers, 
reimbursed at a minimum. Everyone 
was on a hand-to-mouth existence. 
We were finance.d by walk-in clients. 
The reception was tenuous from 
finance, insurance, arid of course 
auto companies." These days, Coun­
cil employees, many of whom hold 
law degrees, are paid on a better 
scale. Their training period is 
extensive. 

In 1979 alone, 2,600 new 
members signed up. The budget rose 
to nearly double the 1977 figure 
when $95,000 was brought in. Over 
half of the funds come from public 
and private researc h s tudies to assist 

the motoring public. The Council's 
reach was expanded as staffers took 
similar jobs with the Consumer 
Product Safety Commission, area 
auto dealerships. and local govern­
ment bureaus. Richardson was asked 
to present an education program on 
Washington radio. 

Discarded Eight Million Cars 

AOAC sees operator complaints 
as only one feature of a larger 
situation. "Consumers have earned 
the right to expect and demand 
more," asserts Richardson, "than 
the industry has demonstrated it is 
wi !ling, or even able, to deliver." 

A study was prepared for the 
Environmental Protection Agency 
on the 20 million tons of solid wastes 
occurring annually from eight 
mill ion discarded cars. The Council 
designed an education program for 
auto-buyers used for a nationwide 
audience. When the federal authori­
ties sponsored hearings on used car 
sales, AOAC was designated con­
sumer rep. 

Reports on bumper guards, auto 
emission and pollution, and the 
inflatable air bag were well received 
in varied qujrters. The group is 
frequently c!llcd on to deliver 
testimony before committees on 
Capitol Hill. A major car insurance 
company supported research on this 
thorny subject, and was pleased with 
Council findings, even though they 
differed from positions advantageous 
to the business sector. 

For his efforts, Richardson was 
appointed to serve on two ranking 
bodies, the (Congressional) Office of 
Technology Assessment and the 
National Highway Traffic Safety 
Administration. The problems are 
multi-dimensional, but the organiza­
tion has survived working on 
disagreements with dealerships, and 
building an expanding base-with 
projects that transform the industry 
as a goal. 

One upcoming battle will be on 
auto warranty legislation. The 
Council is joining with the Federal 
Trade Commission to change guar­
antees that cover a limited number 
of parts or car functions­
something no other industry is 
granted, sinc,e full warranties on 
products are standard. When onLy 
repair and not exchange is offered, 
purchasers suffer perennial losses 
through having had the misfortune 
of buying a "lemon." This fight will 
be on the existing Magnuson-Moss 

legislation that guides warranty 
terms. 

Many in the consumer movement 
see AOAC as a model for what 
could be accomplished elsewhere, 
but concede that relying on member­
ship (the Council asks a· mere $25 
for its full range of assistance and 
can be reached at 202-638-5550, or 
by mail: 1411 K Street, NW D.C. 
20005) is a difficult route. 

How has the Council been able to 
survive, and nourish? "You can't 
exist without credibility." declares 
Bill Taylor. The group has support 
from area dealerships who recognize 
a need for having a responsible 
partner endorsed by consumers. 
Unanimous praise comes from 
Better Business Bureaus and govern­
ment consumer ·complaint boards. 
Richardson's legal background and 
communications skills add to the 
outfit's reputation, and pro bono 
attorneys give some assistance. With 
foundation support drying up around 
the country. it is critical that links 
to such sources that exist be 
developed. Agencies such as the 
Department of Transportation are 
helpful in the Council's quest. 

Richardson is changing the orien­
tation because of a changed picture 
in the car industry. "Chrysler is only 
the tip of the surface," he says. 
"Inflation and climbing interest 
rates are hurting them, and it 's going 
to get very serious." 

The used car market, hL feels, is 
becoming the prime market. People 
arc holding on to cars for longer 
periods than in the past, and a 2-3 
year production cycle in Detroit arc 
all part of the altered scenario. "Not 
enough work is being done on rights 
and responsibilities of manufacturers 
and consumers,'' Richardson says, 
"even in the face of these 
changes." 

Considering the comprehensive 
problems of safety and the regula­
tory studies scheduled for 1980, can 
the group maintain its mission'7 "It's 
a long battle," says Richardson. 

After a $600 valve job, one man 
saw his car's performance decline, 
with overheating and engine knock 
an everyday occurrence. The vehicle 
went back to the dealer three times, 
with bills no1-1' totalling$1,160. Even 
more aggravating. it took six weeks 
to have the auto returned during 
just one of those sorties back to the 
shop. Pressure from the Council 
resulted in a full refund on labor 
fees and partial refund of other 
charges plus bona fide repair. 

After holding a sports car for 50 
days, one station announced that 
$/,400 was required for engine work 
even though the car was spanking 
new. Unable to get assistance 
elsewhere, the owner went to AOAC; 
a refund brought $200 for inconven­
ience, complete return of other 
payments. and respect for the owner 
from the firm. 

After required rehabilitation work has been completed, the agency 
and the owner will execut{' a contract which establishes a rent for the 
unit(s) that will cover rehabilitation costs, meet monthly operating 
expenses, and allow a reasonable profit on the owner's investment.

Kentucky's squirrel hunters found 
populations lower than last year, ac­
cording to a check with conservation 
officers a round the state. 

Officers in l14 counties checked 2,074 
squirrel hunters during the Sept. 15-16 
opening weekend. When checked, these 
hunters had taken 1,757 squirrels. Only 
24 hunters had taken their limit of six 
squirrels when checked. 

Last year 2,263 hunters with 2,263 
squirrels were checked during the 
same period. That averaged out to ex­
actly one squirrel per hunter, as com­
pared to .85 squirrel per hunter this 
year . Officers in seven of Kentucky's 
nine wildlife districts reported lower 
populations than last year, while of­
ficers in the other two districts felt that 
squirrel numbers were about the same 
as last year. 

Wildlife biologists were not surprised 
by these results, since they had been 
predicting lower squirrel populations 
across the state this year. Squirrel 
numbers vary with the amount of 
available mast- seeds, nuts and other 
squirrel foods. Since mast production 
was down last year, this year's squirrel 
crop was also down because of lower 
winter survival and reduced reproduc­
tion. 

On the bright side, biologist Harold 
Barber says that this year's mast crop 
looks good, so squirrel populations 
should be up next year. and late-season 
hunting is often more productive than 
August hunting, since the leaves have 
fallen and the squirrels are more con­
centrated in stands of nut trees. So if 
your opening day hunt wasn't produc­
tive, try again later in the season. The 
results could surprise you. 

With the opening of squirrel season 
behind them, many hunters are looking 
forward to the Sept. 1 opening of dove 
season. Dove populations look good, 
but many farmers across the state are 
behind schedule because of the wet spr­
ing, so finding harvested wheat or 
silage fields to concentrate doves may 
be difficult. 

The only big change in dove hunting 
regulations this year is the shooting 
hours. After a one-year experiment 
with all-day dove hunting, the Fish and 
Wildlife Commission voted to return to 
afternoon-only shooting. However, a 
half-hour has been added to the end of 
the shooting period, which now extends 
from noon until sunset, local prevailing 
time . 

Dove season will run from Sept. 1 
through Oct. 31, then reopen Nov. 26 
and continue through Dec. 4. The daily 
limit is 12 doves and the possession 
limit 24 after two or more days of hun­
ting.

Make sure to check the "plug" in 
your shotgun. Some hunters unplug 
their guns for deer hunting and forget 
to replug them . Remember that , 
shotguns used to hunt all game except 
deer must be capable of holding only 
three shells-one in the chamber and 
two in the magazine. 

Also be careful to check the field ' 
where you're hunting. If it looks like 
any kind of grain or other attractant 
has been placed there to attract doves, 
move on. It is legal to hunt over fields 
where valid agricultural practices at­
tract doves or where crops are grown 
and manipulated for wildlife manage­
ment purposes. But anything else could 
constitute "baiting" and get you in 
trouble with the law.

Alternative Proposed 
To Abandoning R ailway 

There may still be some hope for rail 
lines abandoned by the railroad com­
panies which operate them. 

The subcommittee on air and rail 
transportation has approved a bill 
creating a Railroad Finance Authority. 
Th~ authority would have the power to 
issue bonds to buy and renovate rail 
lines scheduled for abandonment by 
railroad companies. The authority 
could rent the lines to railroads and use 
the payment to retire the bonds . 

Several short-haul lines in the cen­
tral and 'western parts of the state have 
been threatened with abandonment, 
and cuts in federal funds may further 
hinder attempts to revitalize those 
lines. 

Coal Permits Issued 
The division of permits in the state 

Depar tment for Natural Resources 
and Environmental Protection issued 
160 min ing permits during the month of 
July. 

The number and types of permits 
issued included 86 original permits, 41 
revision permits, 24 amendment per­
mits, and nine succession permits. 

Of the total issues, 99 were for sur­
face min ing ope r ations, 44 for 
underground mining operations, 14 for 
preparation-plant facilities and refuse 
areas and three for haul roads. 

Permitting activities fo r July 
authorized the disturbance of 3,264 new 
acres of land and resulted in the collec­
tion of $196,700 in fees .

A special study of assaults on police 
officers, begun this week at Frankfort, 
may lead to a call for stiffer penalties 
for anyone convicted of such offenses 
in the future. 

The study was ordered by State 
Police Commissioner Marion D. Camp­
bell in the wake of the murder of KSP 
Detective Darrell V. Phelps who was 
gunned down recently in a remote sec­
tor of northern Edmonson county as he 
and another officer approached an 
open field of cultivated marijuana. 

Campbell said that he has asked a 
cadre of his own commanders to make 
the study as a first step toward 
"documenting just how bad a problem 
we have, and determining whether we 
ought to push for a change in the law 
that presently treats assaults on police 
officers no differently than any other 
assault on a private citizen." 

Although Campbell said that any 
specific recommendations from him 
for changes in Kentucky's laws on 
assault will have to await completion 
of that study, he did say that, 'if the 
General Assembly was meeting right 
now, it would be my inclination to ask 
for legislation making any assault on 
any police officer a felony offense."

have a serious problem that is getting 
more serious all the time," he said. 

Between 1970 and last year, Camp­
bell said, the number of assaults 
reported against state police officer 
personnel alone has risen from 3.9 in­
cidents per 100 officers to 37.9 per 100. 
"And we aren't holding out much hope 
that ye3:r-end figures for 1981 will 
show any great improvement," he 
said. 

In fact, even as Phelps and his part­
ner were preparing to set out for Ed­
monson county on the day Phelps was 
killed another officer, Trooper John 
Brewer at Morehead, was being 
treated for wounds he had suffered in a 
separate incident, just one day before, 
when another armed suspect opened 
fire on him from ambush with a 
shotgun in Wolfe county. 

And at LaGrange, Richmond and 
Dry Ridge, other state police units 
there were still working to complete 
their reports on two more incidents 
where troopers also had been fired 
upon but escaped injury, earlier that 
same week, while attempting to make 
arrests in Gallatin and Clark counties. 

Phelps' death raised to 22 the 
number of state policemen killed in the 
line of duty since the KSP Was organiz­
ed in 1948. But his was only the 11th 
death to be attributed to gunfire. "That 
might not sound like too large a toll, 
given the nature of our work," Camp­
bell said, "until you also note that eight 
of those 11 gunshot deaths occurred in 
just the short space of the past nine 
years ."
