Federal stripmine law clearly intends 
to regulate coal tipples, an attorney for 
a Dinwood couple argued in a London 
court last week.

Explosion Cause 
Not Determined, 
Official Report 

A powerful explosion a half-mile in­
side a Knott county hillside claimed the 
lives Monday afternoon of eight 
miners, one of whom was a Floyd coun­
ty man. 

The blast occurred about half an 
hour after the men had begun their 
work shift at 2 p.m . in the Adkins No. 18 
mine located on Tater Branch, off KY 7 
near Topmost.

The ruling by Administrative Law

Baril Free 
After Plea 
Heard Here 
Time Already Spent 
In Prison Offsets 
Concurrent Terms 

Both the defendant and the Com­
monwealth in the murder case of Tony 
Baril were not satisfied with the situa­
tion when Baril's third trial was called 
for hearing Monday morning in circuit 
court here . 

But, in the end, Baril won freedom 
after more than three years' confine­
ment while his case ~as wandering 
through the courts. 

Baril was dissatisfied, because, he 
said, he was innocent of the knife­
slaying of Earl Chester Porter, yet 
feared that enough evidence to convict 
him was at hand. So he pleaded guilty. 

Commonwealth's Attorney James R. 
Allen's dissatisfaction stemmed from 
the Court of Appeals ruling last 
February which reversed Baril's 
20-year sentence. That opinion ac­
cepted the defense contention that 
Baril was not granted his request for 
an attorney while under questioning by 
Allen and that the interrogation con­
tinued after the defendant had asked 
for legal counsel- a situation which, 
the prosecutor has maintained, did not 
exist. 

The Court of Appeals held that 
evidence acquired during this inter­
rogation should not have been admissi­
ble in the trial. 

This Allen held, was a crippling blow 
to the Commonwealth in any future 
trial. 

So it was that when the case was call­
ed for its third trial Monday Baril, 
though maintaining his innocence, 
pleaded guilty, and the prosecution 
recommended reduction of the murder 
charge to that of manslaughter and a 
sentence of 15 years. A 10-year term

Auto Tragedy Halts 
Plans for Wedding 

A well-known Drift man was killed 
and five others were injured in a three­
car smashup, early last Friday even­
ing at Hazard as family members were 
en route to Viper, Perry county for the 
wedding of his son. 

Archie Fugate, Sr., 59, died of 
massive chest injuries at the Hazard 
Appalachian Regional Hospital, short­
ly after the wreck. The injured includ­
ed his son, Archie Fugate, Jr., who was 
to have been married later in the even­
ing to Miss Sharon Whitaker at the 
Viper Presbyterian Church; his wife, 
Mrs . Thelma Jones Fugate; Mrs. 
Fugate's mother, Mrs. Thelma Jones; 
the Fugates' daughter, Sharon Gayle, 
and Walter Thorpe, of Chavies, driver 
of the auto with which the Floyd county 
car collided. 

Wedding guests had assembled at 
the church and time of the nuptials was 
only a matter of minutes away when 
word of the tragedy reached them . 

It was reported here that Archie 
Fugate, Jr. was driving the auto oc­
cupied only by him and his father when 
in the darkness of a rainy night he 
missed a turn at a poorly marked in­
tersection of KY 15 at Hazard, left the 
southbound lane and collided with a 
northbound car driven by Thorpe. 

Other family members who were in­
jured occupied the a uto that was trail­
ing the first, and it crashed into the 
wreckage. 

All the injured are expected to 
recover. Archie Fugate, Jr . later 
underwent leg surgery at the Hazard 
hospital, and it was said 324 stitches 
were required to close the lacerations 
he suffered. He and Thorpe, driver of 
the second car, share the same hospital 
room . His mother suffered a broken leg 
and is in the Hazard hospital. His 
grandmother, Mrs. Jones, sustained a 
broken shoulder and a head injury but

"Government cannot do 
everything," he told the audience, 
comprised largely of health and social 
service workers, in the Prestonsburg 
Community College auditorium. "We 
have to be neighbors again ... to take 
care of one another ... to look about our 
own."

Tree, Santa Draw Big Crowd 

Two Floyd Men 
Nabbed on Auto 
Theft Charges 

Two Floyd county men and a third 
from Pike county have been arrested 
as members of an auto theft ring after 
10 stolen luxury-type automobiles had 
been recovered in Pike county by Ken­
tucky State Police. 

The arrests resulted from an in­
vestigation begun late last month by 
State Police Detective Richard Ray. 
All the vehicles, Cadillacs and Lincoln 
Continentals, had been stolen in 
Michigan, brought to Kentucky and 
sold to unsuspecting buyers, Ray 
learned. The cars were valued at 
$200,000 . Vehicle identification 
numbers had been obliterated on most 
or all of the cars . 

Names of those arres.ed were not 
released by Phillip Tucker, KSP public 
information officer. at the request of 
Sgt. Ray, who explained that making 
their identity public might impede the 
continuing investigation of the crime 
ring . Three other stolen autos have 
been found in other states and another 
arrest is possible, Ray said. 

National Automobile Association and 
FBI agents arc assisting state police in 
the theft probe. 

While about 75 relatives waited at 
nearby Beaver Creek Elementary 
School, rescue teams, working in 
shifts, made their way deeper into the 
mine until five bodies were reportedly 
discovered at the coal face at around 
9:30 p.m. The bodies were not removed 
from the mine until after midnight and 
discovery of the remaining three miss­
ing men came even later . Last of the 
rescue workers did not leave the 
disaster scene until about 5 a.m . Tues­
day, a spokesman for the Department 
of Mines and Minerals said. 

Killed in the explosion, the worst 
area coal mine disaster since 26 miners 
lost their Jives in two blasts at a Scotia 
Coal Company mine in Letcher county 
ir. 1976, was Keith Ct·ager, 25, a son of 
Mr. and Mrs. Homer Crager, of Hueys­
ville. Other victims listed by the 
Department of Mines and Minerals of­
fice at Martin included Dillard Ashley. 
40, of Mousie; Tommy Centers, 31, of 
Vicco (Perry county); David Slone, 25, 
of Kite ; James E . Gibson, 24, Pippa 
Passes; brothers Clarence Perry, 28, 
and Roy Perry, 22, both of Pinetop 
<Knott county), and Bobby Slone, 39, of 
Topmost, foreman of the crew. All vic­
tims were taken to Hindman funeral 
homes except for Crager who is at Hall 
Funeral Home, Martin. 

Five of the men were married and a 
total of 13 children were left fatherless 
as a result of the tragedy. 

A ninth miner, Roy Conley, of' 
Wayland, who had entered the mine 
with the rest of the crew, left the mine 
to work on a faulty battery, thereby 
escaping injury. 

As of Tuesday, cause of the blast. 
which blew mud and debris 280 feet 
from the mine mouth against a facing 
cliff, had not been determined. 
Because the mine was wet, some of­
ficials doubted that a dust explosion 
had occurred and pointed to the 
possibility of a methane explosion. 
Willard Stanley, commissioner of 
Mines and Minerals, who stayed at the 
disaster site through much of the night. 
was quoted as stating, however. that 
methane had not been detected by 
rescue teams. · 

The Department of Mines and 
Minerals office a,t Martin said a full­
scale investigation into the cause of the 
blast would begin today (Wednesday), 
a t 10 a.m. At that time Mines and 
Minerals personnel, federal in­
vestigators and mine owner Orville 
Adkins, of Langley, will begin a com­
bined effort at identifying clues to the 
disaster. 

The same mine was the scene of 
another explosion fatality in October. 
1980 when Topmost miner Maynard 
Hunter was killed in a dyn~rnite 
blasting mishap. '

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The Court Correctly 
Faces an Obligation 

It is encouraging to note that the Floyd fiscal court. has 
committed the operation of the county's solid waste collec­
tion and disposal system to Floyd County Solid Waste, Inc., a 
non-profit agency, as long as there is any outstanding bond 
indebtedness against the system. 

The agreement to that effect that was entered into between 
the court and the Kentucky Pollution Abatement Authority 
may have the- weakness that it is not binding upon future 
courts, but it should be binding. For the county is honor· 
bound to abide by the conditions under which those bonds 
amounting to $l lfz million dollars were sold. 

Nobody claims for the system the aura of perfection. It has 
its "bugs," and they may be thriving too long. Some homes 
have been missed by the waste collection trucks. Some pay 
faithfully each month for the service received; others who 
are equally well-served pay nothing. Participation in the pro­
gram may be termed mandatory but there is no mandate 
that is being enforced. And many who could well afford the 
monthly collection fee are practicing a blind "out-of-sight, 
out-of-mind" philosophy by carting their refuse to a distant 
roadside dumping spot or to the nearest stream, all to the 
detriment of others. 

For all that, this, we believe, is the county's last best hope 
of making the countryside liveable and of escaping the odious 
brand of "stink-pot." 

The fiscal court has correctly called on the sheriff to 
employ one or more ecology officers to police the county's lit­
tering problem. The court, presumably, will finance the cost 
of such service, and it is important that it begin immediately. 
Then, if they will do the job that is theirs t() do, and if the 
courts will show violators clearly that they cannot escape 
without paying the penalty, and a stiff one at that, the public 
will become convinced that the county is not playing games 
when it speaks of participation in the garbage collection 
system being mandatory. 

County Judge-Executive Wells is quoted as saying the 
county is preparing legal action against some who have ques­
tioned or challenged the legality of the existing solid waste 
ordinance. That issue should be joined, and settled, now. 

Few of us love our neighbors as we are enjoined to do. But, 
however callous we may be in our disregard of the well-being 
and the sensibilities of others, the law, if firmly ?nd impar­
tially enforced, can make us wish we had thought and acted 
otherwise.

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The DHR budget seeks $345.1 million 
in general fund dollars in fiscal year 
1983, for programs the state Finance 
Department has indicated will be in­
cluded in the Governor's budget, and 
an additional $58.6 million for pro­
grams that will be funded if money is 
'made available for them in the Gover­
nor's budget or is appropriated by the 
legislature. 

The Department's total budget re­
quest, federal dollars included, 
amounts to $1.6 billion, an 8.3 percent. 
increase over this year's budget. 

Because of high inflation and 
diminishing federal funds, the budget 
authors indicate, "it would impossible 
to maintain many DHR services at cur­
rent service levels without more 
money." 

Among services cut in the proposed 
budget are job training programs, 
mental health and mental retardation 
services, medical assistance, aid to 
families with dependent children, 
unemployment insurance, food stamps 
and various health services. Funding 
for spouse abuse shelters is included 
only in the "additional" budget, to be 
funded if extra monies become 
available. 

Tuesday's public hearing on the pro­
posed budget was the first of five 
scheduled across the state this month 
in response to a request by Kentucky 
Action for Human Needs, a coalition of 
advocacy groups. 

Clearly, not everyone in the PCC au­
dience was convinced that "taking 
care of one's own" would be sufficient 
to make up for the sharp reductions in 
government spending on human ser· 
vices, especially in the case of costly 
health services. 

Janice Berger, of Melvin, and 
Shirley DeRossett asked how children 
who are no longer eligible for Medicaid 
because of AFDC cuts would receive 
health care. Dr . Stumbo said district 
health departments would serve them. 

Dr. Ellen Joyce was concerned about 
the future of federally-subsidized 
health clinics serving a largely in­
digent population. Joseph Smith, Depu­
ty Commissioner in the Bureau of 
Health Services, said_ such clinics 
would have to make their own way, by 
serving more middle-class clients. 

H. D. Fitzpatrick, Jr. asked for con­
sideration for nursing homes and 
Terry Keeler, of David, expressed con­
cern about cuts in the maternal and in­
fant health program. 

Cleda Wells, operator of a Prestons­
burg daycare center, complained that 
federal and state budget cuts mean 
poorer families are unable to afford 
professional daycare services. 

In response to a question from Janie 
Beverly , of Martin , Stumbo 
acknowledged that the state had fallen 
short of its promise of a spouse abuse 
shelter in each area development 
district, but said that a shelter propos­
ed for the Big Sandy area had been lost 
on account of " bickering" among those 
planning it here. 

The proposal that drew most com­
ment from Tuesday's audience , 
however, was one that does not appear 
in the DHR budget but which will 
nevertheless be put to the 1982 General 
Assembly. It is a proposal to put some 
10,000 welfare recipients to work-the 
so-called "workfare" plan. 

Widely criticized as impracticable 
and self-defeating, the plan was 
defended by Stumbo as enjoying wide 
public support and offering the pro­
mise of dignified work for welfare reci­
pients in hospitals, daycare centers, 
health departments, mental institu­
tions and other social service agencies. 

The Secretary conceded that the 
state was under considerable pressure 
from the Reagan administration to im­
plement a workfare plan.

Porter, .night attendant at the TCT

Over the years, many taxpayers 
have come to believe as fact some 
misconceptions about the Internal 
Revenue Service. Unfortunately, these 
misconceptions cause taxpayers need· 
less apprehension afld worry. 

The IRS is a large agency, and the 
tax law is complex- a combination 
that might baffle the average person. 
The following, hopefully, may serve to 
dispel some of the common misconcep­

·tions : 
- Using the peel-<>ff label will trigger 

a tax examination. The coding on the 
label actually just speeds up process­
ing. It helps in identifying taxpayers 
and the kind of forms contained in the 
tax package they receive; it is not an 
examination indicator. 

-once examined, always examined. 
IRS makes a special effort NOT to keep 
examining the same people over and 
over. In fact, IRS has a special pro­
gram called the Repetitive Examina­
tion Procedure, the purpose of which is . 
to see to it that no taxpayer is examin­
ed two years in a row on the same issue 
when there was no change the first 
year. 

-An IRS mistake can never be 
straightened out. If attempts to solve a 
tax problem with IRS are unsuc· 
cessful, taxpayers should contact the 
Problem Resolution Office at their 
local IRS office. This may be done by 
calling the IRS toll-free number listed 
in the telephone directory and asking 
for the Problem Resolution Office. 

- A mistake on a return triggers tax 
examination. Generally, math errors 
are corrected by the computer and do 
not generate an examination. The ad­
justment is automatic, increasing or 
decreasing taxes and refunds as ap­
propriate. A mistake on its own does 
not generate an examination. 

- Tax on a " long" form is not the 
same as tax on the "short" form . 
Because of certain situations, some 
taxpayers must use the Form 1040, 
often called the "long" form. However, 
the Tax Tables and Tax Rate 
Schedules for both Form 1040 _a nd 
Form 1040A are the same. Taxpayers 
would not pay more tax simply 
because they chose to use one form 
over another . 

-IRS agents and revenue officers 
work on commission. IRS employees, 
like other government employees. 
work on a salaried basis. The amount 
of money they "collect" or don't "col­
lect" in no way influences the amount 
of their paychecks. 

-Anyone whose return is examined 
will end up owing more tax. The three 
possible outcomes of an examination 
are: an additional tax assessment, an 
additional tax refund, or a 
" no-change" case. Since the reason 
most returns are selected for examina­
tion is that the return has a good pro­
bability of additional tax, many ex­
aminations do result in increased 
assessments. However, the primary 
purpose of the examination is to deter­
mine the correct tax and, if no changes 
are needed, or if a correction to the tax-

payer 's benefit is needed, no-<:hange or 
refund reports will be prepared. 

-Filing a return early means it will 
be examined. IRS uses a variety of 
computer methods to select and score 
tax returns for examination, using 
mathematical formula to measure the 
probability of error on each return. 
The same tax return would receive the 
same score regardless of when or 
where it was filed. The grouping of 
r·eturns and the filing date do not 
change the probability of further ex­
amination . 

-Calls to the IRS for tax help are 
recorded and the person's return is ex­
amined. Calls to the IRS toll-free 
system are not recorded and the 
returns of persons using this free ser­
vice are not examined more frequently 
than others. While some calls may be 
monitored as part of the IRS Quality 
Review Program, this procedure in­
sures courteous and accurate 
responses from IRS employees. No 
record is kept of the caller's name. 

These misconceptions are certainly 
not all of the incorrect notions people 
have about the IRS. Many misconcep­
tions could be clarified by a taxpayer if 
he or she took the time to call or write 
the IRS .

The prevalence 
here may be linked to more red meat 
and carbohydrates in the American 
diet.

3. Breast cancer-There were 108,900 
new cases. it is the leading cause of 
cancer death in women. Women whose 
mothers, sisters, or aunts have had 
breast cancer are at added risk of con­
tracting it. 

4. Prostatic cancer- There were 
54,000 new cases. It is a very slow­
growing disease. 

5. Uterine cancer-There were 54,000 
new cases. It is most prevalent in 
menopausal women over 45. Wide use 
of the pap smear has cut the number of 
fatalities in half because of early detec­
tion. 

6. Lymphomas-There were 39,200 
new cases. The three major types are 
Hodgkin's disease, lymphosarcoma, 
and reticulum sarcoma. 

7. Bladder cancer-There were 
35,500 new cases. It is most common in 
men over 50 and has been linked to cer­
tain environmental factors and 
possibly cigarette smoking. 

8. Pancreatic cancer-There were 
24,000 new cases. For unknown 
reasons, the incidence of pancreatic 
cancer has been rising sharply. 

9. Stomach cancer- There were 
23,000 new cases. The incidence has 
decreased steadily over the last 20 
years, possibly because of the greater 
·fiber content in the American diet. 

10. Adult Leukemia- There were 
20,000 new cases. The most ·common 
leukemias occur in people over 40.

The special Supplemental Food Pro­
gram for women, infants and children 
{WICl, funded by the United States 
Department of Agriculture, provides 
specified nutritious food supplements 
to pregnant, breastfeeding, and 
postpartum women, and to infants and 
children up to 5 years of age who are 
determined by health professionals 
{physicians, nutritionists , nurses and 
other health officials ) to be at " nutri­
tional risk" because of inadequate 
nutrition. 

Earl Compton, administrator of the 
Floyd County Health Department, says 
that under the WIC Program infants 
receive iron-fortified infant formula, 
cereal which is high in iron, and fruit 
juices which are high in Vitamin C. 
Participating women and children 
receive fortified milk and <or ) cheese 
eggs, hot or cold cereal , which is high 
in iron, fruit or vegetable juice which is 
high in Vitamin C. 
~r. Compton also said that infants, 

ch1ldren and pregnant, breastfeeding, 
and postpartum women are eligible for 
the WIC Program if they reside in an 
approved project area and meet the in­
come standard for the program. The 
income criteria of 195%, which we have 
been using, has been reduced by 
legislation enacted in August, 1981. In 
accordance with the limit for reduced 
price school meals, the income limit is 
now 185% of the Office of Management 
Budget (OMB l income poverty 
guidelines . Each person is individually 
determined by a competent profes­
sional on the staff of the Floyd County 
Health Department to be at nutritonal 
risk and to need the supplemental 
foods provided by the WIC Program. 

"At the present time, " Compton 
said, " we have a waiting list for per­
sons applying to the program due to 
limited funds . The waiting list is 
established on a priority basis. When 
openings occur persons with the 
greatest nutritional need will be admit­
ted first. In most instances pregnant 
and breastfeeding women , and infants 
wilJ be of higher priority than postpar­
tum women and children.

State To Stock 
Rainbow Trout 
Below Dewey Dam 

Beleagured fishermen of the area 
take heart! Beginning next spring a 
brand new angling opportunity will 
become available in the form of rain­
bow trout which will be stocked in the 
tailwaters below Dewey Dam. 

Kerry Prather, state Division of 
Fisheries biologist who serves the 
southeastern district of Kentucky from 
a "homebase" here, said stocking of 
the hatchery-bred trout will be made 
during the months of April, May June, 
September and October. Eight hun­
dred fish will be released at each stock­
ing with most fish in the 8-ll-inch 
range, according to Prather. No fish 
will be released during July and 
August, he explained, since water 
temperatures are generally too warm 
for the fish to survive. 

Prather stressed that in addition to a 
Kentucky fishing license anglers must 
purchase a trout stamp which is affix­
ed to the license. There is no size limit 
on the trout although fishermen may 
keep no more than eight fish.

NEW HOME APPLIANCES 
HAVE INCREASED EFFICIENCY 

The appliance industry has improv­
ed the energy efficiency of several ma­
jor appliances, according to a recent 
study by the Association of Home Ap­
pliance Manufacturers. 

The data from that study shows that 
from 1972 to 1980 energy efficiency was 
increased in such appliances as 
refrigerator-freezers, freezers, room 
air conditioners, dishwashers, clothes 
washers and dryers. 

The study also found that less effi­
cient models of appliances have been 
discontinued. Manufacturers are offer­
ing and consumers are buying more ef­
ficient products. The market is rapidly 
shifting to more efficient models. 

With energy rates rising and as ap­
pliances become ready for replace­
ment, consumers should study their 
own needs as to repair costs they may 
have, features their appliances have, 
the features they want if new ap­
pliances are purchased, and the effi­
ciency ratio found on labels for com­
parisons of appliance efficiency. 

Be sure to look for, read and com­
pare the information found on the 
yellow label in bold, black print. The 
labels only give averages, though, and 
less intensively than the average. 
Costs will also vary with the energy 
rates charged by local utilities. 

SWEET POTATOES DON'T 
NEED SWEET ADORNMENTS 

Both plentiful in the market and 
traditional on the table, sweet potatoes 
are a common sight in the fall. 

Sweep potatoes can enhance many 
·meals when served simply with butter 
or sprinkled with bacon bits. So, 
there's no need to add calories to this 
hearty tuber in the form of brown 
sugar or marshmallows. 

Or, try this recipe to add some novel­
ty but limit sugar: 

Sweet Potato Puff 
3 cups mashed sweet potatoes 
2 beaten egg yolks 
2 tablespoons melted fat 
2 tablespoons sugar 
12 teaspoon salt 
1 2 cup milk or orange juice 
2 egg whites, beaten stiff 

Combine sweet potatoes, egg yolks, 
fat, sugar and salt. Gradually add 
about 1z cup milk or orange juice and 
beat unlillight and fluffy. Beat two egg 
whites until stiff but not dry. Fold into 
sweet potato mixture. Pile lightly into 
a greased baking dish, and bake in a 
375 degree F oven about 30 minutes or 
until puffed and browned. 

If you overbuy, sweet potatoes freeze 
easily and retain their texture 
somewhat better than their cousins, 
Irish potatoes. 

Unlike most other vegetables, cook 
sweet potatoes until they are almost 
tender before freezing. They can be 
baked or boiled. Once they have cool­
ed, peel and slice. Dip the slices for five 
seconds in a solution made of 14 cup 
lemon juice and one pint cold water; 
this will keep the color bright. 

If you mash the vegetables before, 
freezing, cook them until tender. Mash 
with one tablespoon orange or lemon 
juice to each two cups of vegetables. 
Then they'll be ready to make into 
sweet potato puff for winter meals. 

Whether you call them yams or 
sweet potatoes, they're rich in vitamin 
A. Like carrots, sweet potatoes derive 
their bright orange color from 
carotene, which supplies vitamin A; 
therefore, the deeper t~e color, the 
more vitamin A. Sweet potatoes are a 
reliable source of other vitamins and 
minerals, including iron, phosphorous, 
calcium and potassium.

One reads advice urging everyone, 
particularly old folks . who lack storm 
windows, to place heavy vinyl over 
windows, to tape cracks around win­
dows. in order to conserve heat. lower 
bill . and keep warm. But some forget 
that every person, regardless of age, 
require oxygen, that fresh air is 
essential to good health, even in cold 
weather. Families whose houses are 
overheated have more bad colds and 
other respiratory problems. Stale air 
can be one cause. Every home should 
be aired to some extent daily . 

U.S. gold and silver were removed· 
from circulation long ago. Copper 
cents are now the victim . Billions were 
in use but the number is fast dwindling . 
It is approximately one fifth of what it 
was. Sandwich pennies will be provid­
ed soon. Some recall how almost 20 
years ago the public was asked not to 
hoard silver coins but to turn them in . 
One year word came that the reason 
was that there might not be enough for 
holiday shopping. and some of us were 
gullible enough to accept it. If the im­
itations had the same value as the ge­
nuine silver coins what difference did it 
make which was used shopping? 

Sometimes persons wonder why the 
government permits sources, in­
cluding it own, to disclose our pathetic 
military weaknesses, to emphasize 
same one sh0uld say. Your answer 
may be as good as any. The manner in 
which the U.S. has continually disarm­
ed unilatera lly is a disgrace, and a 
reflection on the various presidents 
and others who were responsible . What 
once would in all probability have been 
treason is today acceptable to many, in 
and out of government. 

The tragic death of Anwar Sadat 
poses a quandary for America . Which 
course will Egypt take. Like some 
other nations. the chances are she will 
cling to a neutral position as long as 
she can. hoping for more economic 
assistance from any power willing to 
help . While the Russians were ordered 
out under Sadat, no one forgets that the 
Aswan Dam. plus other necessities , 
were made possible by the U.S.S.R. 

It is strange thinking that many 
public officials, high in government 
echelons , believe . America can buy 
friendship or votes in the U .. , that 
many third world and other small 
countries will reciprocate for aid given 
them , by going along with us on issues 
important to the U.S. The opposite has 
proved true generally speaking. It is 
encouragmg to note that our presenl 
U.N. representative recognizes thi 
and says it is high lime to do somethin 
about same. Multiplied millions of tax­
payers ' money goes to Communists 
and/or to nations leaning to the left. We 
buy from them. Stores display some 
lovely articles. But often shelves are 
loaded with items of cheapest quality , 
compared with the same thing made 
here. They frequently wind up being 
junked, adding to inflation for the 
American citizen who is tired of trying 
to keep up half the world. Usually these 
lands purchase much less here than we 
do from them. Often we lend them 
money to pay us for the things they do 
import. Strange thinking! 

The U.S. economic condition must 
grow worse a while before it improves. 
Of course the administration gets the 
blame. Acutally, it is the liberals in 
both parties who are responsible . If 
they could win now the majority would 
vote to reinstate abandoned social pro­
grams, and to add any more A.B. C., or 
X.Y.Z.-you name it- they could think 
up . Some are worthwhile but dozens 
overl a p. according to published 
reports . Many could be combined. sav­
ing huge sums. Elementary pupils can 
see the reason for such waste . It adds 
voters to the party lines as a rule. And 
the interest on borrowed funds that 
provide such programs is just what in­
fluential persons a nd groups lending 
much of the money want. The more 
money required, borrowed, and spent . 
the richer they become. Shame on a ll 
of us " John Does" who have permitted 
this great land to get into such condi­
tion. Pay day always comes some day 1

CREniT CARD SHOPPERS 
Attorney General Steve Beshear 

says Kentuckians apparently are not 
taking advantage of their rights as 
credit card shoppers. 

Federal law allows consumers who 
shop. with credit cards to stop 
payments for defective merchandise 
or poorly performed services. 
However, according to industry 
spokesman, consumers rarely exercise 
this right. 

The federal law involved, the Fair 
Credit Billing Act, says consumers who 
have purchased defective merchandise 
or services may have the right to have 
charges for those goods or services 
removed from their credit card bill if 
they made a good faith effort to return 
the items or if they have given lh<' mer­
chant an opportunity lo resolvr lh<' pro­
blem. 

A consumt>r who wants to cancel a 
charge may do so by writing the com­
pany which issued his or her card ex­
plaining the problems. This notice 
must reach the creditor within 60 days 
after the consumer received his credit 
card bill. 

Consumers who shop with bank 
credit cards, such as MasterCard or 
Visa, also have the right to cancel 
charges for defective goods or ser­
vices. However, certain conditions 
must first be met. 

In addition to requiring the con­
sumer to try and work things out with 
the merchant before removing the 
charge, the law pertaining to bank 
cards limits the consumer's right to 
cancellation to those purchases made 
either in his or her home state or within 
100 miles of his or her home. Only pur­
chases for more than $50 may be 
canceled when bank-issued credit 
cards are used.

After a charge has been removed 
from your account. you may be 
recharged for that purchase if the mer­
chant sends a notice to your credit card 
issuer stating the problem with the 
purchase has been resolved.

Removing a charge from your credit 
card bill does not prevent a merchant 
from trying to collect a debt in other 
ways. A merchant may file a suit 
against you for the amount of the pur­
chase. If a merchant files suit against 
you for payment of a credit card debt, 
you may want to check with a lawyer to 
make sure you are on sound legal 
footing, Beshear advises. 

Remember the best way to deal with 
consumer problems is to prevent them 
from occurring by knowing and exer­
cising your consumer rights. The right 
to remove credit card charges for 
defective goods or services is only one 
such right, according to the attorney 
general. If you have consumer pro­
blems which you cannot work out, 
write to the Office of the Attorney 
General, Consumer Protection Divi­
sion, Frankfort, Ky. 40601.

Better 
yet, grind a fresh clc,ve yourself and 
apply it to the sore tooth until you 
can get to the dentist. 

If a filling falls out, you can make 
your own temporary filling by 
mixing zinc oxide (which you can 
buy at the drugstore for under $5) 
with the same oil of cloves men­
tioned above.

Cosmetic Common Sense 
Before you spend your dollar at the 
cosmetic counter, know what the 
products you arc buying can and 
cannot do: 

Masks- are facial treatments 
that you apply to your face, a nd then 
peel or scrub off. They can remove 
the excess surface oil, the top layers 
of dead skin cells and dirt from your 
face. This can give your skin a clear, 
fresher look, and strong masks will 
deep clean your skin. 

Moisturizers- are something you 
should consider if your skin feels 
tight and dry after washing. They do 
not add water or moisture to your 
skin, however. They seal in the 
moisture that's in the skin by 
preventing its evaporation into the 
air. To lock in the moisture you 
already have, apply the moisturizer 
when your skin is slightl y damp. 
When do you need to consider using 
a moisturinr? That's up to you, but 
if you're fair complexioned, you will 
need one at an earlier age than if you 
have dark eyes and an olive-toned or 
an oily complexion. 

1 s it true that your skin becomes 
accustomed to products if you keep 
using them 'l Your skin can become 
accustomed or ·toughened if you use 
products repeatedly, much the same 
way that your skin is toughened to 
the sun's rays when you tan. 

Simple beauty preparations are 
often as effective as high-priced 
cosmetics. As a facial scrub to deep 
clean pores and loosen blackheads, 
baking soda is suitable for women 
a·nd men.

Best Shampoo Buys 
You pay more for additives and 
special ingredients in your shampoo-· 
but your hair doesn't need· them, and 
may even be damaged by them. 

"The public likes to be told that 
the newest shampoos contain 'mira­
cle' ingredients," says New York 
dermatolog is t Carole Lynn Shear. 
"But the truth of the matter is 
nothing cleans the hair better- or is 
better for the hair - than a mild, 
basic shampoo." 

Dr. She<H, who is on the attend1ng 
staff of Cabrini Medical Center, 
recorn mends a no-nonsense shampoo 
that dues just what a shan1poo 
should gently but effect ively cleans 
the hair and scalp and is safe to 
usc every day. 

She cautions that shampooing 
even occasionally with a harsh 
shampoo can pay harsh dividends. 
"Strong shampoos can aggravate 
dandruff because they over-dry the 
scalp and leave it flaky," she 
says. 

If you are troubled by dry hair 
and scalp, Dr. Shear says "shampoo­
ing more often, but with gentle baby 
shampoo, can be a good hedge 
against the problem because it is not 
harsh and won't harm the hair." 

To those who have heard that hair 
will fall out if it's shampooed too 
often. she says, "You cannot wash 
your hair too often. If you live in the 
polluted environment of a big city, 
once a day is a minimum. Healthy, 
sh in·y good-looking hair starts with 
clean hair." 

Dr. Shear recommends the use of 
a conditioner after shampooing. 
"The hair shaft has cuticles which 
stick out and cause fly-away, unruly 
hair. Conditioning pushes these. 
cuticles back up against the hail} 
shaft ~o that the hair is left smooth 
and soft." she says.

How to Get Your Own Medical 

ecords 
Are you trying to decide whether to 
have urgcry? Do you wonder what 
all those ho pita! test. were really 
intended to determine? What did 
your insurance company learn that 
cau cd them to cancel your 
polic)? 

The answers to these questions arc 
in your medical record . These 

ospital, clinic and doctor's files are 
ot readily laid bare for the 

individual most directly concerned: 
the patient. Yet various government 
agent and private concerns have 
little trouble gaining access to 
them. 

An individual's medical record 
are commonly available to insurers, 
government social service agencies, 
law enforcement officials, credit 

stitution,, medical researchers, 
schools and employer . 

There is strong evidence of even 
more widespread dissemination. For 
example, one woman, upon register­
ing to give birth in a hospital, found 
herself deluged with mail from baby 
products manufacturers. Firms have 
even sprung up specializing in the 
acquisition of medical files for their 
·nsurance agent clients. 

Individuals seeking to gain know­
ledge of their own files, however, will 
encounter the attitude that the 
records are the private property of 
the doctor, hospital, clinic, etc. They 
may be informed that the records 
are beyond their comprehension. Or 
they may simply be advised that the 
doctor knows best. Practitioners 
opposing patient access to files have 

ited the time and cost of record 
eeping, suggested that this 

availability will produce more eva­
sive reports and have argued that 
open records may harm the 
patient. 

The Health Research Group, a 
Washington, D.C.-based consumer 
action agency, has set up guidelines 
to assist individuals seeking to obtain 
their medical records. The first step 
· to find out what one is legally 
entitled to. It is not as easy as it 
sounds. 

If the desired records are in a 
veteran's or military hospital or in a 
public health facility, access is 
provided for under the Federal 
Privacy Act. Other medical records 
are governed by state law, in which 
there is great variation. In half of the 
states, no law exists to guarantee 

ccess; Illinois, Colorado and Massa­
chusetts are the most progressive. 

Some state Jaws apply differently 
to public versus private facilities or 
physician's versus hospital files. 
Some exclude certain records. 
Others may preclude if\dividual 
access but grant availability to legal 
or medical representatives. In some 
states, one may see the records but 
ot reproduce them. 

To Get Your Records 
The Health Research Group recom­
mends that you first call the relevant 
office or institution and request the 
desired documents. Keep a record of 
the time, date, person contacted and 
their response. This should be 
followed by a written request, citing 
he appropriate statutes. If these 
equcsts are denied , try to get a 

written refusal and inquire about 
appeal procedures. Such procedures 
should be exhausted if they exist. 
The next step is to seek outside 
help.

Phased Out by Bell System 

HEARING TESTS SET 
For Floyd County, Ky. 

It marked the end of an era for Ken­
tucky telephone users . Four- and eight­
party lines, long a fixture and often a 
nuisance to families and businesses in 
outlying regions of the state, went the 
way of crank phones and calls to "Cen­
tral." 

On November 30 a Bell technician 
changed Mr . and Mrs. Clarence Herr­
ington's telephone from an eight-party 
line to a two-party line. The Herr­
ingtons, who live 10 miles east of Cyn­
thiana in rural Harrison county. had 
the last four- or eight-party line in 
South Central Bell 's Kentucky service 
area. 

"Eliminating these lines has been a 
top priority of ours," said Art Willett, 
Bell 's local manager . "It's taken a 
decade of hard work to accomplish, 
and we've had to invest $40 million to 
build new phone lines and call-handling 
equipment to do it." 

But, Willett said, more than money 
and lime has been involved. "Our folks 
did a fine job- from designing new 
systems to hanging new phone cable to 
installing new phones. It's quite an 
achievement." 

Public Service Commission support 
and concern also played an important 
role in reaching this milestone, accor­
ding to Willett. 

Commission and Bell officials saw 
the need to u~grade rural service in the 
early '70s when 56,000 Kentucky 
families and businesses shared four­
and eight-party lines. In 1972, the com­
mission directed Bell to eliminate all 
these lines by January I, 1982. · 

The project was often the topic of 
commission orders to Bell. "Some­
times they use a carrot; sometimes a 
stick," Willett said. "The commission 
imposed a tight deadline for a big job. 
But they also changed outdated rules 
and procedures to help us, and they 
recognized the extremely high costs of 
building telephone lines in remote, rug­
ged areas." 

Willett said there was a time when 
shared phone lines met the needs of 
rural areas. "But that time passed long 
ago. The rural areas of Kentucky need 
top-grade communications services as 
much as any area today." 

Nothing made the need to upgrade 
service more evident than the coal 
boom that swept Kentucky in the '70s. 

"All of a sudden, new mines opened, 
people settled, and businesses popped 
up where there had never been phones 
before. And there had to be good com­
munications to keep the coal moving.

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"If we hadn't already begun to im· 
prove rural Jines, there's no telling how 
many four- and eight-party lines there 
would be today." 

Willell likened South Central Bell's 
success in updating rural phone ser­
vice to bringing dial phone service and 
dial-it-yourself long distance calling to 
Kentucky. 

''We've brought rural phone service 
another important step forward , but 
other improvements must be made. 
We're committed to doing the best job 
possible with the resources available," 
he said.

Stop Killing Your Trees 
Everyone has stories about favorite 
house-plants that have withered and 
died. But few people realize how 
easily outdoor trees can be harmed 
and even killed. Carelessness, lack of 
attention, and unmindful strain can 
destroy shade trees and the invest­
ment they represent. For not only do 
trees make your yard a cool and 
pleasant place, but they add as much 
as $1 ,000 to the resale price of your 
home. So it pays to keep your trees 
healthy, thriving and bountiful. 

Never encircle a tree trunk or 
limb with a wire, cable, chain or iron 
band. More trees are injured in this 
way than in any other. Since it is 
solid and strong, a tree is often used 
as an anchor for almost anything 
that can be hung: clotheslines, 
hammocks, trailers, boats and even 
car motors. It the tree's use as an 
anchor lasts for only a short time, no 
harm will be done, but the chains 
and bands are often forgotten and 
left upon the tree. As the tree grows, 
constantly expanding in girth, it will 
strangle itself against the unmovable 
band. 

If you want to attach something 
to a tree, do it with a lag screw hook. 
Screw one into a predrilled hole and 
you can leave it there forever. As the 
tree grows, the hook will gradually 
be engulfed by new layers of bark 
and wood, and no harm will be 
done. 

Avoid bumping or scraping tree 
trunks with a car or lawnmower. 
Trees close to driveways are often 
scraped by cars backing out, and 
trees ne(lr the street are prime 
targets for automobiles. When bark 
is knocked off a tree, it leaves an 
open avenue for infection by insects 
and fungi. The remedy is to remove 
loose and damaged bark with a 
chisel and knife and to paint the 
exposed wood with a tree seal. Large 
wounds may need to be repainted 
from time to time. 

Lawnmower damage is more 
subtle. Small blows by the machine, 
repeated week after week, can kill 
the bark before damage is even 
noted. Build a guard around the base 
of your tree, or cut the grass around 
it by hand. 

Try not to change the grade level 
of earth around your tree. Removing 
too much soil around a· tree can 
expose its roots, reducing water 
intake, and causing the tree to 
topple. Filling in too much dirt 
around a tree can suffocate the 
roots, preventing the passage of air 
and water, and interfering with the 
activity of soil micro-organisms. If 
you must change the grade level of 
soil around your tree, do so as 
gradually as possible. Use a coarse 
gravel for the lower part of the fill , 
and a thin layer of sandy loam for 
the upper part. 

Avoid building a concrete or 
asphalt patio around a tree. These 
materials are much worse than dirt, 
and will gradually cut your tree's 
roots from needed supplies of air and 
water. If you already have a patio 
of this type, try perforating it with 
a series of small holes that will allow 
passage of air and water to the tree's 
roots. 

Improper pruning will also 
damage trees. Poorly cut branches 
leave unhealing stubs open to insects 
and fungus. Poor shaping of a young 
tree will lead to the formation of 
weak V -shaped crotches that can 
cause the trunk to split down the 
middle as the tree gains size and 
weight. If you don't know how to 
prune your tree correctly, call in an 
expert. 

Be careful of fire. Many 
homeowners burn leaves or trash 
underneath trees without realizing 
that the heat of their fire carries 
much further than its fla mes. 
Scorched branches are the result. 

Watch out for animals. Dogs and 
cats can chew or scrape the bark 
from young trees, opening them to 
infection. 

Don' t repair tree cavities yourself. 
Cavity repair is a tricky business, 
and amateurs never do it correctly. 
An improperly filled cavi ty is worse 
than one left alone. It wi ll produce 
rot and actually hinder the healing 
process of the tree. Call an expert to 
fix it. 

Children with hatchets, hammers 
or knives are menaces to trees. Even 
large trees can be seriously harmed 
by continual chopping on their bark. 
Tree houses are fine, though, 
providing not too much bark is 
chipped away a nd not too many 
boards are wedged into crotches. 
When the children have stopped 
using the house, however, take it 
down carefully, leaving any deeply 
imbedded nails unpulled. The prying 
action in unpulling them could 
damage the bark.

Public sensitivity to 
energy conservation and the new look 
and safety features of some units have 
made it hard for retailers to meet con­
sumer demands. A spokesman at 
Underwriters Laboratories Inc. <ULJ 
advises consumers to follow the 
manufacturer's instructions, and to 
check with local authorities before pur- . 
chasing unvented portable kerosene 
heaters. UL investigates kerosene­
fired heaters for overall stability and 
performance in accordance with 
established safety requiremen-ts. 

Besides their appeal to energy con­
scious consumers, the current genera­
tion of UL listed portable unvented 
kerosene heaters have two new safety 
features: (1) an automatic mechanism 
extinguishes the flame when the heater 
is tipped over completely or even when 
it is tipped off balance or jarred; and 
(2 ), no hazardous concentration of car­
bon monoxide can result when the 
heater is used in accordance with 
manufacturer's instructions. 

Enno Toomsalu, associate managing 
engineer, responsible for UL testing of 
kerosene heaters, said, "The safety 
features on UL Listed kerosene heaters 
greatly reduce the risk of fire.

UL's investigation and safety testing 
of kerosene heaters includes deter­
mination that the temperatures on all 
materials and components do not ex­
ceed established limits during prolong­
ed use. UL also tests to see that the 
temperature of kerosene in the tank re­
mains below its anticipated ignition 
temperature.

The average residential 
house undergoes one-half to one and 
one-half complete air changes through 
general infiltration every hour, " said 
Toomsalu. 

UL Listed heaters are required to be 
marked for use only in well-ventilated 
areas . Said Toomsalu, "Consumers 
can be sure that the area where the 
heater is operating is well-ventilated 
by raising a window one inch or keep­
ing the door to adjacent rooms open."
