Damage to farm crops and gardens 
was placed at $500,000. Seventy-five 
wells were contaminated, and it was 
estimated by the Floyd County H-ealth 
Department that their cleanup will 
cost $30,000. Damage to county parks 
and Archer Park here was estimated to 
be $150,000, and the Beaver Elkhorn 
Water District reported $25,000 
damage. 

The Mud Creek Water District warn­
ed consumers against drinking water 
from its lines unless it is boiled, but no 
report of the damage to its facilities 
was available. 

Congressman Carl D. Perkins called 
on Governor Brown and President 
Reagan to declare the counties of 
Floyd, Knott, Breathitt, Johnson, Let­
cher, Magoffin, Martin, Ousley, Perry 
and Pike a disaster area . Reviewing 
the damage over the area, Perkins said 
in his telegrams requesting the action, 
"I have personally seen this damage, 
and I request that you act without 
delay."

Perkins Says J o Corps 
Will Survive Cutbacks 

''The Job Corps could become the on­
ly federal program not cut to pieces in 
the next few years," Representative 
Carl D. Perkins told a group of civic 
and business leaders at a luncheon 
honoring l}im Saturday at May Lodge. 
"CETA has been shredded, and is now 

worthless. This has not yet been made 
public but will be in t~o or three days, 
and," he added, "vocational education 
is being cut 25%." 

" I am especially delighted to have 
been able to protect the Job Corps from 
cuts in Washington," Perkins said. " I 
told Stockman (Budget Director David 
A. Stockman), I hoped he would not 
touch the Job Corps, and Senator 
Hatch told bim the same thing." . 

Undeterred by the weather, the in­
defatigable Perkins, who said he is 
currently working 18 hours a day on the 
"hardest job I've ever ha d", cutting 
$101h to $11 billion from federal pro­
gra ms, was here to visit the Prestons­
burg Job Corps Center whose location 
in the former U.S. Shoe Company 
building was largely due to his efforts. 
The cuts he referred to a re all part of 
President Reagan's budget reducing 
program. . 

The Seventh district Congressman is 
chairman of the powerful Health, 
Education and Welfare Committee. 

Herb Watkins, vice-president and 
general manager of the Singer Career 
Systems, Rochester, N. Y., which 
manages the Job Corps Center here, 
said, "Congressman Perkins really is 
the father of the Job Corps," and City 
Manager David Evans added that on 
the local level "we are pleased and 
proud to have the Job Corps center 

•here. Problems envisioned by some 
have not materialized." 

Perkins urged that heavy equipment 
training be added as soon as possible to

New Pact Approved, 
Miners :Back on Job 

The 72-day-old coal mine strike 
which has plagued this section ended 
Monday with the return to work of 
many miners after a 40-month contract 
had been ratified by a 2-1 vote of the 
workers Saturday, followed Saturday 
night by the signing of the new paCt by 
UMWA President Sam Church, Jr. and 
industry officials. 

Although approva l of the agreement 
was expected, the margin of support 
was surprising. Saturday's vote was a 
complete reversal of the vote to reject 
the proposal offered the rank-and-fi le 
workers in March. 

Miners returning to work Monday 
will receive a $150 bonus, according to 
the new contract terms. Coal trucks 
were moving Monday morning, in­
dicating that many were back at the 
mines, but about 11,000 UMW construc­
tion workers are yet without a contract 
with the Associated Bituminous Con­
tractors, a nd if these workers set up 
picket lines many union miners are 
certain to honor them. 

With about 85 per cent of the vote 
reported, Eastern Kentucky's District 
30 had polled 2081 votes for contract 
ratification, with 942 against. 

These incomplete returns indicated 
that only three districts, two in Penn­
sylvania a nd one in West Virginia- had 
voted against ratification. 

The new contract, according to union 
figures, includes a n economic package 
representing a 37.5 percent increase in 

wages and benefits over the last con­
tract that expired in March. 

In addition to pension im ­
provements, an extra holiday (the day 
after Thanksgiving) and dental care 
for $2-month premiums, each miner 
will get a total of $3.60 an hour in wage 
increases over the life of the agree­
ment. That will bring top-scale 
underground miners from $10.56 an 
hour to $14.16. 

In the pension area, widows of 
miners who retired before 1976- those 
covered by the " 1950 fund"- will get a 
pension for the first time. It will be $95 
a month and will start next March. 

One change favored by the industry 
is that the long-standing prohibition 
against mining coal on holidays will be 
relaxed so volunteers can work at 
triple-time wages on every holiday but 
Christmas and Christmas Eve. 

While the March agreement would 
have eliminated a royalty or penalty 
payment on the purchase of non-union 
coal by union companies, the contract 
approved Saturday will conl inue that 
royalty. By the end of the contract the 
firms will be paying $2.23 a ton on the 
non-union coal. 

Many miners believed that doing 
away with the royalty, $1.90 a ton 
under the old contract, would have en­
couraged non-union production, and 
they cited its loss as one of the main 
reasons for rejecting the first proposal.

Septic Tank, Sewer Problems 
Belong to State Agency, Claim 

Every day someone calls him to 
complain about a neighbor's septic 
tank, Health Department Ad­
ministrator Earl Compton said this 
week, and he wishes they would take 
their complaints elsewhere. 

It is not that he does not wish to in­
vestigate the complaints, but simply 
that the inspection of septic tanks is no 
longer the responsibility of the health 
department, he explained. 

While county health departments 
have historically been responsible for 
investigating septic and sewer 
systems, monitoring the water quality. 
of public swimming pools, and enforc­
ing solid waste, stream and air pollu­
tion laws, then-Governor Wendell Ford 
transferred these duties in 1974 to the 
state Department for Natural 
Resources and Environmental Protec­
tion and, in 1980, the legislature again 
transferred the regulation of septic and 
sewer systems to the state Department 
for Housing, Buildings and Construc­
tion, he said. 

Compton disagrees with the changes, 
arguing that enforcement of the pollu­
tion laws would have been better left to 
county officials. But, as long as they 

are no longer its responsibility, the 
local health department can no longer 
afford the cost of enforcing them, he 
pointed out. 

Investigating pollution complaints 
cost the department $12,000 last year, 
money the budget no longer provides 
for, he said. 

Where should people take their com­
plaint? Septic and sewer complaints 
should be referred to the Department 
for Housing, Buildings and Construc­
tion, which sends a plumbing inspector 
to this county every Wednesday. The 
inspector, Bill Wolfenbarger, has an of­
fice in the health department building 
here. The Frankfort number of the 
department's plumbing division is 
(502) 564-3580. 

The numbers for Natural Resources' 
Bureau for Environmental Protection 
are (505) 564-3410 (water quality), 
564-3770 (sanitary engineering), 
564-6716 <hazardous material and solid 
waste management), and 564-3382 (air 
pollution). 

"These are the people complainants 
should be raising hell with," Compton 
said.

Martin, Magoffin, Knott-all these and other counties 

report skulduggery, mainly vote-buying and abuse of the 
absentee ballot, at the recent primary election. Federal 
authorities have called for the election records of at least two 
of these counties, which indicates that prosecution in U. S. 
district court is a possibility. 

No formal complaint about the election as held in Floyd 
county has been lodged, but a large part of the population of 
this county knows that a lot of money was floating around and 
the "floaters" were there to take it. 

Thus it is that individuals nominated or elected to office, as 
well as those who unsuccessfully aspired to office, set the 
lawless example, although they soon expect to take S()lemn 
oath to uphold, protect, and enforce the law. The "law" is 
presumed to include those statutes which forbid vote-buying, 
vote-selling, theft of votes, etcetera. 

So it is that leaders and would-be leaders set the sorry ex­
ample for the young people whose dress, customs and con­
duct they so piously deplore. 

Many individuals involved in elections would prefer not to : 
engage in vote-buying but do so in self-defense, because they 
fear the power of money in the hands of their opponents. 
Strict enforcement of the law would make such 
"self-defense" unnecessary and at the same time restore 
respect to the political process.

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the list of skills taught at the center 
which now includes carpentry, plumb­
ing, electricity, masonry. He explained 
that the coal-oriented economy of this 
section makes heavy equipment opera­
tion a profitable skill . 

" In a couple of years, you will not 
know the Center" the Congressman 
predicted. "A year from now, there 
will be an entirely different picture. 
We're going to clean up the swamp in 
the next few months, and it will be used 
for the benefit of the youth at the 
Center who will do most of the work." 

The Job Corps Center here was term­
ed "one of the best centers in the 
region, if not in the country," by Rick 
Muegge, Region IV Job Corps director , 
Department of Labor, Atlanta, Ga ., 
who said, "The Center here is improv­
ed not only by its faci lities but also with 
the youth in the Center," and he pledg­
ed that as long as there is a need by 
local youth, it (the center ) will be a 
local center.' ' 

At this time, of the 172 youths receiv­
ing training at the J ob Corps Center on­
ly two are not from this section. The 
largest group is from Pike county, but 
there are 16 from this county, five from 
Johnson, and others from Perry, 
Magoffin and adjoining counties. 

Tom Hummer, deputy director of the 
Center, pointed out that residents a t. 
the Center currently are donating one­
third of the quota to the local blood 
center , that since February 15 
members have received their GED 
certificates of graduation from high 
school, and 12 have received their 
drivers ' licenses. 

The 50 or more guests who toured the 
Center prior to the luncheon at Ma~ 
Lodge, were for the most part business 
and civic leaders of the community, 
friends of Representative Perkins, who 
had for some time planned a visit to the 
Center. Many expressed amazement at 
the renovation of tne !ormer U.S. Shoe 
plant, and several agreed that the dor­
t;nitory section compared favorably 
with that of most colleges. · 

In addition to workshops where 
classes in plumbing, electricity, 
carpentry, and masonry are taught, 
there are classes in general education 
with emphasis on reading and math. 
Each student is given a thorough 
evaluation of his learning skills upon 
entrance at the Center, and at regular 
intervals thereafter . Students in the 
classes ar·e allowed to progress at their 
own pace. 

Upon completion of training in the 
trade of their choosing, young men at 
the Center are given on-the-job train­
ing for a 45-day period. At the end of 
this phase, the trainee may either be 
given more training in a particular 
part of his trade , or may be ready to 
leave the Center to be on his own. One 
of the trainees is now ready for on-the­
job training . Another , who is a 
graduate of Betsy Layne High School , 
said he had worked as an electrician 
but felt he needed more training. He 
will complete his training at the Center 
soon .

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plaintiff, himself. 
Through the testimony of players 

and on-lookers, who described the play 
in which Wright was injured, the plain­
tiff's counsel pointed to the helmet 
design as the ultimate cause of the 
spinal damage. 

Witnesses testified that Wright tack­
led the Mqrgan county player, hitting 
the ball carrier's thigh with the front 
part of his helmet , and a 
biomechanical engineer from the 
University of Kentucky stated that the 
helmet's face mask may have acted as 
a lever, jamming the back rim of the 
helmet into Wright's spine. 

"We alleged that the back edge of the 
helmet was not adequately padded or 
cut high enough to prevent injury in 
this type of situaiton,' ' Attorney Owens 
pointed out. Medical specialists called 
on behalf of Wright indicated through 
their testimony that the nature of the 
spinal injury conformed to the allega­
tions of plaintiff's counsel. 

Attorneys said the point was also 
stressed during the proceedings that a 
group of doctors, biomechanical ex­
perts and technicians who appeared at 
the trial as witnesses for the defense, 
had apparently not been consulted dur­
ing the design stages of the model 
PAC-3 football helmet. "One design 
man for the company even admitted 
that the only test he had run on the 
helmet was to put it on his head," 
Owens stated. 

Before concluding their argument, 
Monday, June 1, Wright 's lawyers 
showed a film of a day in the life of 
young Wright, a quadriplegic since the 
injury, which illustrated such things as 
necessary architectural modifications, 
special appliances , necessity for 
round-the-dock attendants and conti­
nuing medical expenses. 

Lawyers for Riddell called a body of 
experts to the stand who testified that 
the impact during the tackle was to the 
top of the head and that the helmet 
could neither cause nor prevent such 
an injury. 

When the four-man, two-woman U. S. 
District Court jury returned from 
deliberation at about 6:30p.m., Thurs­
day, they concluded that the helmet 
"created such a risk of injury to the 
cervical spine of the kind sustained by 
the plaintiff" that a prudent manufac­
turer would not have put the helmet on 
the market. 

Awarding Wright a total of 
$7,042,917.50 damages the jury ordered 
Riddell to pay $42,019.50 on medical ex­
penses incurred to date ; $500,000 for 
future medical expenses ; $1 million for 
future attendant and nursing care; 
$500,000 for special housing needs and 
modifications, wheelchairs and other 
appliances; $2 million for permanent 
inability to earn money, and $3 million 
for physical and emotional suffering. 

Wright, a son of Ronald J. and Mar­
sha Wright, of Allen, was hospitalized 
for six months after the accident but 
later returned to graduate from 
Prestonsburg High School. Locql 
residents pitched in following the acci­
dent to contribute to a special fund to 
help~ith the family 's financial burden 
which resulted from hospitalization 
and medical treatment. 

"Of course we 're happy, " his father 
said last week, " but no amount in our 
thinking is enough . All the money in the 
world won 't help his condition , but it 
will make things easier for him ."

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county line vicinity, was blamed by in­
dignant residents on culverts and drain 
pipes installed by the contractor in con­
struction of new KY 80. Dempsey Chaf­
fins and Jo Inmon, two of those repor­
ting on the situation, said the drainage 
installations were obviously too small, 
resulting, they said, in backwater ris-
ing into homes and businesses. 

The area affected is between a mile 
and a mile and a half from Garrett. 
Chaffins, whose home was one of the 
flooded buildings, indicated suit 
against the state will be filed. Miss In­
mon said she had a longstanding con­
troversy with engineers and the con­
tractor over the inadequate drainage 
facilities. She reported that within the 
year she had spent $365 for wrecker 
services in getting her auto out of her 
yard. 

She said an earlier flood left a deep 
deposit of siltin her yard, that it would 
dry and she would be able to drive to 
her premises and park her car. Then, 
with a new rain , the vehicle would be 
mired in mud. 

Gary Geddes , resident engineer for 
Hurst & Roche, engineers supervising 
the construction work being done 
there, said the drainage facilities are 
being rechecked. "I don't know they 
are too small ," he said. 

The American Red Cross is setting 
up a field office at the Courthouse An­
nex here to offer emergency help to 
flood-sufferers. 

The rainfall, according to available 
records, was around 21h inches last 
Saturday, but the ground was already 
saturated by earlier rains . Dewey 
Lake was 11 feet above summer pool, 
Monday afternoon. 

Superintendent of Schools Pete 
Grigsby, Jr. commented that " the 
$275,000 we have been promised for 
repair of the flood damage a t 
McDowell last August looks mighty 
small now. " He said the school 
system's maintenance people are 
working to clean up the schools and 
that he is trying to get state and county 
equipment to help with the effort. 

By nightfall Saturday almost every 
hollow and small creek in the county 
was described as a torrent. Among the 
streams reported at record or near­
record levels were Arkansas Creek, 
Salt Lick , Frazier's Creek and Toty 
Creek. 

Those farther downstream who have 
suffered in the past spent a sleepless 
night, fearing the worst. 

The floods forced scattered evacua­
tions in several areas and were respon­
sible for two deaths in Breathitt coun­
ty. 

The state Division of Disaster and 
Emergency Services sent survey 
teams to Eastern Kentucky Monday to 
assess damage from the floods.

Marks August 17 
Back to School 

Floyd school students will return to 
their classrooms August 17, according 
to the 1981-82 school calendar adopted 
by the Board of Education at its 
regular meeting last Wednesday. 
. In a reversal of the usual procedure, 

official opening day for the new school 
year will be the following day, August 
lB. Pupils will not attend classes that 
day, which is designed to allow 
teachers to resolve any problems 
which emerged the day before. 

In a similar reversal of the 
customary procedure, the official clos­
ing day for the school year will be May 
12, 1982, when teachers alone will be re­
quired to show up at school. The last 
day for pupils to <!Uend will be May 13. 

Superintendent E . P . Grigsby, Jr. 
said the new procedure is being tried at 
the request of school principals 

Four legal holidays were chosen by 
the board : Labor Day <September 7,) 
Thanksgiving <November 26), 
Christmas Day, and New Year's Day. 
Students will also be off on the Friday 
following Thanksgiving. The 
Christmas vacation will run from 
December 23 through January 4. 

Four in-service days for teachers 
were set aside-September 18, 
January 16, and February 13 and 20. 
The latter three days will likely be used 
when the schools are closed on account 
of snow . 

Four days will be used for meetings 
of the Kentucky, East Kentucky and 
Floyd County Education Associa­
tions-October 16 for the regional, 
April 9 for the county, and April 15 and 
16 for the state meeting.

SIDS, or Sudden Infant Death Syn­
drome, is not a new disease; it has 
been around hundreds of years, but has 
not received much attention until 
recently. SIDS is a disorder which 
causes from 6,000 to 7,000 infant deaths 
in the United States annually. No 
ethnic or racial group is immune from 
this mysterious and fatal disease. 

There is no way at the present time 
to prevent SIDS, but with more 
research it is hoped that more preven­
tive measures will develop. There are 
certain children who are determined to 
be "at risk" for SIDS, and these 
children are watched closely, 
sometimes monitored by machines. It 
is felt that these measures might pre­
vent SIDS, but there really is no sure 
preventive measure. · 

A SID workshop will be held Wednes­
day, June 17, at the Floyd County 
Library from 9 a.m. until 3:30 p.m. 
This workshop is open to nurses, 
emergency room personnel, mental 
health counselors, funeral directors, 
coroners and ministers. If you have a 
question concerning the workshop, call 
the Floyd County Health Department 
at 606-886-2788. 

On June 12 the Health Department 
will sponsor a Pap smear clinic from 
8:30a .m. until 2 p.m. Any woman who 
has not had a Pap smear in the past 
year is urged to take advantage of this 
free service of the Health Department. 

There will be no nursing services 
June 17, due to the nurses attending the 
SIDS workshop.

Newsome Trial 
Slated July 20 

The second trial in circuit court here 
of John Henry Newsome, for the slay­
ing of Jerry McBrayer, Prestonsburg 
store owner, has been set for July 20, 
Commonwealth's Attorney James R. 
Allen· said this week . 

His conviction in the first trial of the 
case was reversed by Appellate Court 
decision after Newsome had served 
part of a 15-year term imposed at the 
first trial, and he was eligible for 
parole by the time the sentence was 
reversed. He could have gone free , had 
he entered a plea of guilty to the slay­
ing of McBrayer, but refused to do so , 
insisting that he is innocent. 

A trial date for Denver Patrick and 
James M. Noel, charged with the 
murder at Wayland last October of 
James T. Neimi, 19, in an alleged in­
surance murder plot, will be determin­
ed when the pre-trial conference begun 
last week is completed, Allen said. The 
conference was continued, he said, at 
the request of defense counsel. 

A third defendant in the Wayland 
case was added May 29 with the jailing 
here of Denver Patrick's brother , 
Brillen, who is charged with con­
spiracy to murder Neimi. Although he 
is not accused of participating in the 
actual murder, Patrick is charged with 
plotting with his brother and Noel to 
kill Neimi. 

Two cases are scheduled for trial in 
circuit court this week-that of 
Woodrow Shepherd, accused of at­
tempting to kill State Trooper James 
Stephens, today (Wednesday), and the 
trial of Ronnie Neeley, on a drug 
charge, Thursday.

Work was begun last week on the in· 
stallation of about $25,000 of electronic 
communications equipment at City 
Hall here which will eventually tie in 
with a regional system of weather 
monitoring and early flood warning. 

Although a National Crime Informa­
tion Center<NCIC) terminal which has 
been in use by Prestonsburg police and 
fire departments for some time pro­
vides access to state emergency 
organizations and weather informa­
tion, the new equipment, which is being 
provided through federal money, will 
be linked directly to the National 
Weather Service for minute-to-minute 
reports on such things as approaching 
storms. 

Installation of the equipment here 
and in other communities throughout 
Eastern Kentucky, West Virginia and 
Western Virginia is part of a plan to 
link communications between flood· 
prone areas in order to provide more 
effective response to impending 
storms or high water. The National 
Weather Service <NWS> and state 
emergency services organizations are 
working together in the project, it was 
said. 

Ron Tester, a state Disaster and 
Emergency Services mES) techni­
cian, said the equipment will allow 
local dispatchers to communicate with 
NWS centers in Louisville and Hun-

tington, W. Va. as well as with DES 
personnel in Frankfort. He said that in 
coming months a total of 205 computer­
controlled rain gauges in the 
Ky.-Va.·W. Va. area will be linked into 
the system with the result that weather 
patterns and threat of flooding can be 
monitored with a high degree of ac· 
curacy. "When fully operational," 
Tester explained, "the system will be 
able to take the rainfall in one minute 
and compute how much is likely to fall 
in an hour." 

With complete information in a cen­
tral computer "memory" concerning 
topography, specific stream 
drainages, siltation rates and other 
contributing factors, local com­
munities will be able to receive detail­
ed projections on probability of 
flooding and which areas are likely to 
be most affected 

The equipment will also provide in­
formation concerning other natural 
disaster emergency situations of any 
kind, it was said. 

Although the entire regional system 
will not be completely operational until 
installation of the rain gauges can be 
completed, the terminal and monitor­
ing equipment here will begin pro­
viding detailed weather projections 
and flooding information by as early as 
next week.

Senator Bailey 
Says 4 Counties 
"Disaster Area" 

Slate Senator Benny Ray Bailey has 
asked Governor John Y. Brown, Jr., to 
declare several East Kentucky coun­
ties disaster areas because of the re­
cent flooding . 

In his request, Senator Bailey told 
the Governor : 

''I spent Sunday driving through 
Knott , Perry, Floyd and Martin coun­
ties . The high waters have destroyed 
many bridges, culverts and roadways. 
In addition, many people lost their 
household furnishings, automobiles 
and had extensive damage done to 
their homes by the flood waters. Many 
of the bridges and culverts were 
private and will have lo be replaced 
with private, individual efforts. Many 
automobiles were across a stream and 
are now stranded because a bridge or a 
culvert was washed away. Since there 
is no public transportatior. system in 
East Kentucky, our people must use 
their private automobile for trans­
portation to work. With the coal strike 
ended , many of our coal miners cannot 
return to work ba:ause of the problems 
created by the flooding." 

Senator Bailey said the Department 
of Transportation gave him an 
estimate of $1,500,000 for the flood 
damage to the highway system. 

"In a period of cutbacks m trans· 
portation funding, it is extremely im­
portant that the Dept. receive some 
additional funding to assist with this 
disaster," he said. "I am hoping that 
the Governor will declare this area a 
disaster area which will assist us in ob­
taining some relief and I am also ask· 
ing that Governor Brown direct all 
state agencies to review the situation 
here in East Kentucky to see how their 
agencies can assist our people." 

Bailey represents Floyd, Knott, 
Perry and Martin counties in the state 
Senate, but has asked the governor to 
look at all areas of flooding in East 
Kentucky for possible disaster area 
declarations. 

Emergency Health Care 
Week, June 7-14, Planned 

Gov. John Y. Brown, Jr. has 
declared June 7-14 as Emergency 
Health Care Week. In his proclama­
tion, the Governor recognized that 
"life~threatening emergency pro­
blems were treated with minimal 
specialized emergency medical train­
ing until the early 1960's. Now, the 
emergency medical profession, in­
cluding nurses, doctors, paramedics 
and emergency medical technicians of­
fer citizens in many communities the 
invaluable service of skilled, pre­
hospital emergency care and compe· 
tent, highly trained medical attention 
in hospital emergency rooms." 

Emergency rooms treat heart at­
tacks, runny noses, gunshot wounds, 
and poison ivy victims. The emergency 
rooms of hospitals are ready to care for 
the real emergencies of automobile ac­
cidents and the uncomfortable 
emergencies of a severe sinus 
headache. 

Melinda Stumbo, RN, head nurse of 
the emergency room at Our Lady of the 
Way Hospital, in Martin, said that "the 
emergency room is available to all peo­
ple at all times. There's a doctor here 
24 hours a day. The hospital has train­
ed m:rses and special equipment to 
treat all emergencies. Whether the pa­
tient has a true emergency frequently 
depends on how bad it hur-ts and how 
well someone else is caring for them." 

During this ·Emergency Health Care 
Week, the people of Floyd County can 
be sure that there are dozens of people 
available, every hour of every day, to 
take care of them in an emergency.

Perkins Effort 
For Martin Fund 
Clears Hurdle 

Congressman Carl D. Perkins has 
apparently. pulled the rabbit out of the 
hal for Martin . 

When President Reagan "froze" half 
a million dollars in Economic Develop­
ment Administration monies in 
February, as part of a sweeping reduc­
tion in the federal budget, Martin ap­
peared likely to lose a $1.4 million pro­
ject aimed at replacing its decrepit 
water and sew&ge systems. 

A Farmers Home 'Administration 
grant-and-loan of $843,000 and $100,000 
in state flood abatement monies have 
been committed for the project. The 
EDA grant was essential to complete 
the funding "package" for the work. 

After first registering shock at the 
President's decision to freeze the EDA 
funds, Perkins expressed optimism 
that the money might yet be released. 
Mayor Larry B. Hall said that he, too, 
remained hopeful. Few others seemed 
to share their optimism. 

In a White House call, Perkins ex­
plained the urgency of the city's water 
and sewerage needs and the need also 
for additional housing for the poor 
there-the latter in support of a 
$423,000 HUD grant intended for a new 
housing project which had also fallen 
under the President's budget-cutting 
ax. 

Legislation sponosred by Perkins in 
the House of Representatives to free 
the water system monies cleared the 
House last week, and seemed certain to 
pass in the Senate. 

The HUD grant appears to be ir­
retrievably lost.

Attorney General Warns Against 
Dangers of 'Body Stimulants'

The attorney general's division of 
consumer protection has received in­
quiries regarding the receipt of cir­
culars advertising the purchase of 
"body stimulants" through the mail. 
These circulars are generally letters 
from pharmaceutical distributors sell­
ing a wide range of these drugs. 

Pictures of the drugs usually accom­
pany the letter. The drugs are advertis­
ed as "believe <d) to be the strongest 
and most effective available." 

"My division of consumer protection 
has investigated the claims and 
representations of these companies 
and advises consumers to beware 
because the tablets and capsules are 
not the amphetamines they are 
represented to be," Attorney General 
Steve Beshear said. 

These letters and circulars have 
been sent to many young people in an 
attempt to mislead them into thinking 
they are purchasing high-quality 
prescription amphetamines. Con­
sumers should be aware these non­
prescription drugs are commonly used 
and can be purchased from a phar­
macist who is familiar with the poten­
cy and quality of the products he sells 
and should be consulted before pur­
chasing such products. 

The capsules and tablets usually con­
tain any one or a combination of three 
drugs-ephedrine sulfate, 
phenylpropranolamine and caffeine. 
Although caffeine is familiar to most 
people, few know ephedrine sulfate and 
phenvlpropranolamine are common in­
gredients in many over-the-counter 
cold remedies and weight-reducing for­
mulas.

several companies and are packaged 
in a variety of capsules and tablets 
which are designed to look like 
prescription weight-reducing capsules 
and tablets, commonly known as 
"black beauties" and bearing the let­
ters "RJS." Other capsules have the 
letters "DEX" printed on them or 
numbers such as "127, 335 or RJ8."

These combinations of letters and 
numbers are printed on the capusle to 
mislead purchasers into believing the 
capusles are prescription am­
phetamines, which they are not, 
Beshear said. They are merely over­
the-counter drugs that do not require a 
prescription. 

"Recently, young people have been 
treated at hospital emergency rooms 
for overdoses pertaining · to these 
drugs. Others have suffered severe 
health problems, such as stroke, as a 
result of overdoses. Many of these vic­
tims took three to four times the max­
imum recommended dosage, which 
despite the drug's over-the-counter 
status, can be extremely dangerous," 
Beshear said.

Are·a Input 

How can handicapped children in the 
Big Sandy area best receive testing 
and evaluation services? What other 
related services can be provided and 
how can these be evaluated? 

According to Harry "Brown, director 
of the 38-member educational consor­
tium known as the Eastern Kentucky 
Educational Development Corporation, 
it is hoped that parents, educators and 
other interested individuals and agen­
cies will respond to these questions 
regarding two Diagnostic Service 
Centers in the Big Sandy area . 

"We at EKEDC are developing two 
applications for funding through the 
Kentucky Department of Education, 
which propose the continuation of these 
two diagnostic centers to serve all ex­
ceptional children, ages 5 to 17," 
Brown said. 

" The centers will be located in· 
Prestonsburg and Paintsville, and 
serve the school districts of Pike, 
Floyd, Morgan, Magoffin, Johnson, 
Martin, Elliott and Lawrence counties 
and the Paintsville and Pikeville in­
dependent districts. 

According to Brown, the Centers 
have four main project goals. 

1. Increased identification and 
testing of handicapped children to in­
sure coordinated and proper eva1ua­
tion and placement; 2. Expansion of in­
teragency coordination and awareness 
activities ; 3. Provision and expansion 
of computer-based system for com­
plete tracking of handicapped children 
and services; 4. Expansion of inservice 
training to include parent modules, 
computer tracking and assisting school 
personnel in proper handicapped iden­
tification.

ed by 24.8 percent-leaving it about 
128,000 persons fewer than the ideal. 

The co-chairmen of the subcommit­
tee of the Interim Joint Committee on 
State Government assigned the 
redistricting task-Sen. Helen Garrett, 
D-Paducah, and Rep. Lloyd Clapp, 
D.-Wingo-said earlier this year the 
the panel would first tackle the job of 
redefining the state 's seven congres­
sional districts. Work on that task 
would begin soon after the May 
primaries, and they hope to pre-file 
legislation by early October, they said. 

Recommendations from each of the 
current congressmen have been re­
quested, but so far none has responded, 
according to a report in the current 
Legislative Record. 

Growth in the Seventh Congressional 
District, reflecting a reversal of the 
earlier out-migration from the eastern 
Kentucky mountains, suggests that 
veteran Congressman Carl D. Perkins 
could lose several counties from his 
district. 

The Seventh District has grown 8.3 
percent in the past 10 years, according 
to the Census Bureau figures, and now 
includes some 566,456 persons. The 
ideal size for a congressional district is 
reckoned as 523,062-meaning that the 
Seventh District is "heavy" by more 
than 43,000. 

The First, Second and Fifth districts 
are not likely to change much, but a 
steep population decline in Jefferson 
county will affect the Third. Louisville 

While some have called for giving 
northern Kentucky more 
autonomy-the area is now divided 
between the 4th and 6th 
districts-changes there are not likely 
to be made easily. 

The real battle in the General 
Assembl y will probably come, 
however, when the 138 legislators sit 
down to redraw their own district boun­
daries. 

The ideal House district should be 
36,614 and the ideal Senate district 
96,354. But before any redistricting can 
be done, all census data has to be 
sorted into precinct boundaries and 
then into legislative districts-a 
lengthy task.

Q- I have had cancer surgery and 
will soon be receiving radiation 
treatments . My doctor has a nswered 
all my questions, but I'd like to have 
something I can read and refer back to 
between the times I see him. Do you 
have a brochure that will help? 

A- The National Cancer Institute 
has recently published a booklet called 
"Radiation Therapy and You : A Guide 
to Self-Help During Tratment." lt is 
available free from the Cancer 
Hopeline. 

The booklet deals with many topics 
related to radiation in an easy to follow 
question and answer format. What 
radiation is, how it works in treating 
cancer, what happens during treat­
ment, and side effects after treatment 
are a few of the subjects explained. 

There is also emphasis on very prac­
tical matters such as how to counteract 
such side-effects as an upset stomach 
or diarrhea . It even has suggestions for 
coping with nervousness, "the blahs," 
and other emotional reactions to radia­
tion therapy.

Q- 1 stopped smoking six months 
ago, and I feel great, but I'm worried 
about getting lung cancer because I 
smoked for so many years. What 
symptoms should I look for? 

A- First, congratulations for quit­
ting and sticking to it. You will be 
pleased to learn that when you stopped 
smoking, your lungs began to cleanse 
and repair themselves. However, stop­
ping smoking after many years of 
tobacco use will not ensure that you 
will not develop cancer. 

There are several symptoms of lung 
cancer, but not all' of them appear in 
any one patient. 

See a physician for a cough that lasts 
for more than two or three weeks, even 
one that hangs on after a chest cold, or 
a chronic bronchitis cough, even 
though it has been checked before. A 
cough or a change in the cough habit is 
found .in most lung cancer patients at 
some time during the course of the 
disease~ The tumor seems to act as a 
foreign object or an obstruction in the 
lung, and the cough is the body's 
method for trying to remove it. 

Other fairly common symptoms in 
lung ca:-~cer are vague chest pains, a 
faint wheezing sound, or blood­
streaked sputum. 

Chest pain is the second most com­
mon symptom. It is usually felt as a 
persistent ache unrelated to the cough. 

Faint wheezing often occurs at an 
early stage, but it may not be consis-
tent. · 

Blood-streaked sputum is a first 
symptc;>m in a small percentage of lung 
cancer cases, but even tiny amounts of 
bl<.od -fine streaks, for ex­
ample-should be taken seriously. Its 
appearance even once should be 
reported to a doctor. Coughing up blood 
in flecks or streaks occurs in over half 
of all lung cancer patients . 

Lung cancer is fairly slow-growing, 
and it ordinarily takes about 20 months 
from the time the tumor might be visi­
ble on an x-ray to the appearance of the 
first symptom. That symptom is usual­
ly the change in the character or inten­
sity of a chronic (on-going) cough. 

Unfortunately , what happens all too 
often then is that the patient waits 
another two or three months before 
seeing a doctor, a nd then another two 
or three months go by before treatment 
begins. Thus, by the time the cancer is 
discovered, it has had a long time in 
which to spread. 

You did not give your age, but those 
most apt. to develop lung cancer a re 
males between the ages of 50 and 70 
who have smoked all or most of their 
adult Jives. Although lung cancer is 
about four times ·more common 
among men than women, the incidence 
in women is increasing rapidly.

Water District 
Purchase Gains 
Council Backing 

A majoJ," step toward purchase of the 
Parkway Water District by the 
Prestonsburg Utilities Commission 
was taken at Monday night's meeting 
of the Prestonsburg City Council as the 
council approved a resolution to con­
tract with a Louisville law firm as bond 
counsel in the proposed transaction. 

The Parkway system, which extends 
from a point near the Clark School to 
near the mouth of Rough and Tough on 
Middle Creek and serves about 130 
customers, is the last system in the 
area surrounding Prestonsburg cur­
rently operating independently. To 
purchase the district, the city would 
assume $70,000 indebtedness to the 
Farmers Home Administration, re­
mainder of the original $85,000 borrow­
ed to establish the district. 

The council 's resolution approved 
hiring of the Louisville firm of Green­
baum, Doll and MacDonald as bond 
counsel. 

The bid of Ousley Concrete Construc­
tion, Inc., of West Prestonsburg, was 
accepted from among four other bids 
for replacement of sidewalks from 
Fountain Korner Drug to Benchmark 
Realty 's office along Lake Drive here. 
The bid totalled $6,650. 

A good deal of discussion at Mon­
day's meet centered around a request 
of the Archer park Board to prohibit 
" Mr. Softee," a mobile concession and 
ice cream vendor from selling in the 
park area . Park Board members argue 
that a large percentage of park conces­
sion sales are being lost as a result of 
the daily visits of Mr. Softee to the 
park. City Manager Dave Evans told 
the council that the state Attorney 
General's office had indicated that 
such vendors could not be legally ex­
cluded from a public park and it was 
decided by the council to refer the mat­
ter to the city attorney.

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Let's Hear It for Dear Old Dad! 
(By MADELEINE JACOBS 
Smithsonian News Service 

"It's a wise father that knows his 
own child. "-William Shakespeare. 

Fathers of the world, unite! 
Enough about motherly love! It's 

your turn to stand up and claim credit 
for all the hours you've devoted to the 
care and feeding of the little ones. 

Not just the time and energy you've 
spent providing food and shelter, but 
all those hours invested in midnight 
bottle feedings, diaper changings, 
back-to-school nights, endless piano 
and dance recitals, refereeing at soc­
cer games and providing unlimited 
chauffeur service. 

It's enough to make you feel like a 
proud papa, especially when you stop 
and realize that fatherly love is rather 
rare in the animal kingdom, says Dr. 
Devra G. Kleiman, a zoologist at the 
Smithsonian's National Zoological 
park in Washington, D.C. 

More often than not, she says; the 
father shows almost no interest in his 
offspring, other than perhaps defend­
ing a territory against intruders. 
Even among paternal types, there is 
wide variation in how much fathers in­
vest in their young, she notes, with 
male mammals investing less than 
birds and fishes, though more than 
reptiles and some amphibians. 

Still, there are dedicated daddies 
throughout the animal kingdom-from 
the beaver to the bush dog, from the 
phalarope to the penguin. Here's a 
Father's Day saiute to them. 

Top honors for paternal provisioning 
must surely go to the Emperor 
Penguin, the largest of the penguins, 
which makes its home on the in­
hospitable shelf ice of Antarctica. 
While we in the Northern Hemisphere 
are enjoying summer, it is winter in 
Antarctica and perpetualy dark.· Even 
as you read this, each papa penguin is 
standing alone with a single egg in the 
dark, bitter cold, abaondoned by his 
mate after a two-month whirlwind 
courtship.

During their late fall fling, the male 
and female, apparently occupied with 
better things to do, entirely forgo 
eating and engage instead in an 
elaborate series of displays which 
culminate in mating. The female lays 
one egg, then ·promptly vanishes off to 
the sea to feast, leaving her hapless, 
hungry helpmate holding the egg. 

The male penguin does not build a 
nest but holds the egg on his feet, 
covering it with a fold of his bellyskin 
throughout the entire incubation 
period. Since he does not dare abandon 
his potential offspring in order to eat, 

by the time the chick hatches some 60 
days later, the male has lost 35 to 45 
percent of his weight during his four­
month fast. 

If the vacationing momma has not 
returned by the time baby hatches, 
daddy also caters the first meal for the 
chick. The story has a happy ending, 
though, since mom eventually returns 
and both parents share the brooding 
and feeding responsibilities for the 
next five months. While much is known 
about this extraordinary example of 
fatherhood, no one has carried out

studies on marital blisss among the 
peripatetic penguin. 

The usual parental roles are even 
more reversed in the red phalarope, a 
slim-necked shorebird that breeds on 
the Arctic tundra and winters at sea, 
south of the equator. The small, 
subdued-<:olor males are ardently pur­
sued by the larger, more gaily dressed 
females until the male succumbs to her 
charms and builds a nest, usually on a 
low bank covered with short grass. The 
female duly deposits as many as four 
eggs, then takes off for the open tun­
dra, perhaps to flirt with other males, 
leaving the would-be father to incubat 
the eggs and raise the chicks on his 
own. Such unseemly maternal 
behavior led one naturalist to obse rve 
that the female red phalarope is a 
"poor mother at best." 

Moving on from feathered fathers to 
the watery world of fishes, there are a 
number of species in which the male 
guards the eggs laid by the female, but 
only a few fish can compete with the 
curious case of the seahorse, a small, 
warm-water creature in which the 
male literally gives birth. 

The female seahorse dumps her eggs 
in a specialized brood pouch located 
beneath the male's tail and swims 
away- forever. At birth, the male con­
torts his body and expels the young 
through the single opening in the 
pouch. It's a labor of love that keeps 
the seahorse sire quite busy-the 
dwarf seahorse, for example, breeds 
nine months of the year and is capable 
of giving birth every 10 days to a whole 
new batch of fish fry. 

Sad to say, such fatherly devotion is 
rare among mammals, zoologist 
Kleiman poipts out, but to be perfectly 
fair, there are sound biological reasons 
which partly explain this fatherly 
neglect. After all, among mamals, only

bush dog, a relative of the common 
household dog. In what is probably uni ­
que behavior among male mammals, 
the short, squat bush dog actively par­
ticipates in raising the young from the 
moment of birth, according to biologist 
Ingrid Porlon, a student of Kleiman's 
who is studying bush dog behavior at 
the Zoo's Conservation and Research 
Center in Front Royal, Va. 

"The father's role is incredible," an 
admiring Porton says. "In one in­
stance, we saw a male help pull the pup 
from the female during birth, and in 
each of the births we've witnessed, the 
male pulls out and consumes much of 
the afterbirth. 

"As soon as the pups are born, the. 
father aids the mother in licking the 
pups dry and from then on takes a 
nearly equal role in caring for the 
young. The mother nurses the infants 
for aboul10 weeks, but during this lime 
the father continues to clean them and 
sleeps with the pups, which helps 
regulate their temperature and pro­
tects them. It's a very close-knit fami­
ly." 

Other model mammal fathers· in­
clude the golden lion marmoset, which 
plays the predominant role .in infant 
care after the baby reaches three 
weeks of age, and the African wild dog, 
which not only provides the majority of 
child care but is helped out by related 
males living in his pack. 

So the next time you're feeling the 
burdens of fatherhood, remember 
you're in good- but limited company. 
Think about the poor lonely seahorse 
and count yourself a lucky pop.

5,000 Striking Miners 
In Eastern Kentucky 
Approved For Stamps 

Department for Human Resources 
Secretary Grady Stumbo has reported 
that more than 5,000 striking coal 
miners in Eastern Kentucky were cer­
tified to receive food stamps during 
April. 

Anticipating the strike, Stumbo tem­
porarily assigned 45 eligibility and 
clerical workers to a 10-county area in 
the eastern coalfields to help handle in­
creased demands for food stamps. 

Two temporary offices, in Phelps 
and Belfry, were operated for two 
weeks, Stumbo said. 

Most of the applications have been 
taken in Pike county. 

Harlan, Floyd and Letcher counties 
are "running a close second" in the 
number of striking miners applying for 
food stamps, Stumbo added. 

Last year 243,447 Kentuckians ap­
plied for drivers licenses. About 72 per­
cent passed the written examination.

ADDITIVES MAY BE NUTRIENTS 

Food labels can scare people into 
thinking they're getting something 
they don't want because they don't 
understand what food additives are. 

Imagine you picked up a food in the 
supermarket and read the 
label-cellulose, sugars, starches, pec­
tin, citric acid, malic acid, carotenes, 
asorbic acid, thiamin, riboflavin, suc­
cinic acid, amyl acetate, anisyl pro­
prionate. That impressive list 
describes the familiar fruit can­
taloupe. 

All foods are made of chemicals. 
When we complain about additives in 
our foods, we sometimes forget that 
many of those 'additives' come from 
foods in the first place. 

Most of the chemicals that compose 
a fresh cantaloupe are nutrients . 
Carotenes are forms of vitamin A; 
ascorbic acid is vitamin C; sugars and 
starches provide calories. Cellulose 
and pectin are natural fiber. Other 
chemicals give the catalo~:~pe its 
characteristic flavor. 

The human body is made of 
chemicals. Both organically grown and 
highly processed foods are made of 
chemicals. What's important is how 
the chemicals are put together. 

For example, artificial lemonade is 
not the same as freshly squeezed 
lemonade. Both are made of 
chemicals, but scientists cannot yet 
duplicate all the thousands of com­
pounds that are present in fresh 
lemonade; so the artificial variety con­
tains only the few compounds that 
industry can imitate. 

The Food and Drug Administration 
monitors food additives carefully to 
assure their safe use in foods. Almost 
all food additives occur naturally in 
some foods. 

However, just as too much sugar or 
too much vitamin A can be harmful, 
too much of a certain additive may not 
be good for us either. Moderation and 
variety in diet are the best protection 
from excessive consumption of any 
food additive.

When properly used, additives make 
food better in one way or another. 
Preservatives give food a longer shelf 
life ; so it can be shipped, kept in the 
store and in the home for a reasonable 
length of time without spoiling. ·one 
common preservative is calcium pro­
pionate; it's added to bread to retard 
mold growth. Other perst'lrvatives in­
clude vitamin E <tocopherol), BHA 
and asorbic acid. 

Many additives increase the nutrient 
value of foods. Vitamins and minerals 
are added to salt, milk, margarine, 
breakfast cereals ar;Jd enriched grain 
products. 

The texture or consistency of a pro­
duct may be improved by adding 
lecithin or mono-and diglycerides. 
These emulsifiers aid in the mixing of 
fat- · and water-soluble components of 
foods , such as those found in salad 
dressings, cake mixes, whipped topp­
ings and puddings. 

Food additives affect flavor and col- · 
or. Both artificial and natural flavor­
ings are used, including lemon, garlic, 
herbs, spices, vanillin and artificial 
fruit flavors . Colorings may be either 
natural or synthetic.
