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Annexation Here 
May Reach Vote 

The annexation ordinance has yet to 
be drawn up, but some Mays Branch 
residents chose not to wait before 
registering their objections to a pro­
posal which would include that section' 
in the city of Prestonsburg. 

A petition signed by 22 residents and 
property owners opposed to annexation 
was presented to the city council Mon­
day, a move that <:ould mean the issue 
will be placed on the ballot next 
general election. 

If 50 percent or more of the residents 
and pt'operty owners in· an area propos­
ed for annexation demand it, the ques­
tion must be put. to a popular vote. In 
that event, opposition by 75 percent or 
more of the resident voters in the af­
fected area is needed to kill the annex­
ation proposal. 

Some 11 Mays Branch .residents are 
said to favor the proposal. 

City police and firefighters have a 
new pay schedule as the result of a 
council decision. Police will get in­
creases ranging from one to four cents 
an hour, and firefighters increases 
ranging from nine cents to 74 cents. 

The relatively higher increases for 
firefighters is designed to bring their 

· pay scale more into line with police pay 
r{ltes, City Manager David Evans said. 
Starting police patrolmen and 
firefighters will now earn $3.50 an 
hour . Prior to the new pay schedule, 
patrolmen began at $3.47 an hour and 
firefighters at $3.41. 

Ranks and gradations within each 
rank were also revised for both depart­
ments. Besides the chiefs, both depart­
ments will now have three ranks, wjth 
each rank embracing seven grades or 
"steps." In addition, the fire depart-

Ask Ban on Public, 
Press at Hearings 

. Repo,rters and the public may be bar­
red from some pretrial hearings in the 
case of Ben and Olive Meade, accused 
of assaulting one of their infant 
triplets; according to a ruling Monday 
by Circuit Judge Hollie Conley. 

Judge Conley said he would rule . 
"one at a time" on motions by defense 
attorneys to close the hearings. If 
evidence is to be produced in a pretrial 
session which would be inadmissible 
during the trial, he will sustain a re­
quest to withhold it from the press and 
public; otherwise he will deny the re­
quest, he said. 

Conley made his decision in a closed 
session with Assistant Com­
monwealth's Attorney Jerry Patton 
and defense attorneys Gary Johnson 
and R. Neal Walker. Johnson, who is 
representing Ben Meade, and Walker, 
a public defender representing Olive 
Meade, had filed the motion to exclude 
the media and the public from pretrial 
hearings in the case. The motion was 
opposed by representatives of the 
Floyd County Times and the Lexington 
Herald. 

In explaining his decision , Conley 
cited an opinion in a November, 1980 

state appeals court case, according to 
which closing part of a judicial pro­
ceeding is justifiable "after a deter­
mination has been made that there ex­
ists a substantial probability that the 
right of the accused to a fair trial ... 
will be irreparably damaged:" 

Ben Meade, 30, and his wife, Olive 
Ann Meade, 28, of Prestonsburg, were 
charged with assault February 21, 
1980, after . 4-month-old Bobby Jean 
Meade was admitted to a Louisville

Rosenberg Sees 
Program's Loss 
A Blow to Poor 

"Amid all- the talk of budget reduc­
tions, no one has yet come up with an 
answer to the problems all this will 
create for the poor ,"' John Rosenberg, 
director of the Appalachian Research 
and Elefense Fund ( APP ALRE.D), 
charged this week. · 

While the cuts will likely mean that 
-low-income persons will need legal help 
more than ever , he added, the same 
cuts will substantially reduce their 
chances of getting it. 

Originally funded by the Office of 
E~onomic Opportunity to addre~s the 
impact of coal-related problems on 
low-income people, the legal services 
agency has increasingly expanded its 
caseload beyond such social issues to 
include the "day-to-day needs" of in­
dividual clients. 

Plan To Impose 
Tax on Utilities 
May Be Dropped 

The Ten Commandments will have to 
come down. There will be no attempt, 
for the time being at least, to raise a . 
utilities tax. Watch for a drug educa­
tion program in at least some of the 
schools by August. 

Those were among the messages 
coming from the Floyd Board of 
.Education at its meeting la.st Wednes­
day. 

While Superintendent E. P . Grigsby,. 
Jr. and several board members em­
phasized that "it went against the 
grain" of their personal convictions, 
the board unanimously accepted the 
superintendent's recommendation to 
order removal of plaques depicting the 
Ten Commandments from county 
schools. 

According to legal advice coming 
from the state attorney-general's of­
fice and the state board of education, 
local school boards are bound by a re­
cent Supreme Court decision to have 
the Commandments removed or face 
costly lawsuits, Grigsby told the board. 

Grigsby said this week that about 80 
percent of the county's schools had 
·received the plaques, which were spon­
sored by local citizens' groups. Some 
schools had already removed them 
voluntarily and the others will be in­
structed to do so, he said. 

The board declined to act on 
Grigsby's request that he be authoriz­
e.d to "feel the pulse" of the county on

Perkins Slates 
State Hearings 

Washington-The first two of a series 
of hearings into the possible effects of 
cuts in child nutrition and vocational 
education have been scheduled by Rep. 
Carl D. Perkins, of Kentucky. 

Strike Threatened· 
At Hospital Here 

· for the Kentucky State Police, and 
State Police Detective Danny Stumbo 
have investigated the most recent fire. 
The certainty that it is a case of arson 
stems from the fact tha t the carpeting 
in a section of the living room was 
saturated with gasoline and the con­
tainer yet contain'ing gas was left at the 
end of a gas-soaked trail across the 
carpet. 

As well as its traditional involvement 
in such issues as black lung, en-. 
vironmental damage, land reform, 
taxation, and the broadform deed, the 
·agency is now virtually the only source 
of legal aid for a poor person needing a 
divor~;e, involved· in a housing dispute, 
wishing to file a consumer complaint, 
applying for food stamps or govern­
ment benefits, or seeking a school pro­
gram for a handicapped child, he 
maintains . . 

Legal aid attorneys can always find 
al ternative employment but their 
clients "are in for a very hard time," if 
cuts proposed for legal services by the 
President win· the approval of Con­
gress , Rosenberg said. 

As in the earlier blazes, the owners of 
the home ·were away at the time the 
fire erupted, making an ~arly report of 
the fire to the Maytown Volunteer Fire 
Department impossible. By the time 
the flames were spotted by a local resi­
dent, Zeb Prater, and reported to the 
fire department, the blaze had advanc­
ed too far to be controlled, according to 
Maytown Fire Chief Edward F. Robin­
son. 

Mr. and Mrs . Bradley reportedly lost 
all their household possessions in the 
fire . 

R~p. Perkins, chairman of the sub-. 
committee on Elementary, Secondary 
and Vocational Education, which has 
jurisdiction over vocational education 
and child nutrition, set the first hearing 
for March 13 at Paul Blazer High 
School, in Ashland, and the second at 
the University of Kentucky, Lexington, 
on March 14 .. 

''We just have to take a good look at 
what might happen to our young 
people-we have to make sure that at 
least we have some idea of the effects 
on them of cuts in nutrition arid invoca­
tional education," Rep. Perkins said. 

"Nobody objects to cutting out waste 
in federal spending, and nobody ob­
jects to cutting out unnecessary pro­
grams-! have always supported 
that," he said. " But when it comes to 
the size of the proposed cuts in child 
nutrition and vocational education, we 
have to know what the effect will be on 
the school children." 

Perkins said he does not want to see 
• a return to the days "when too many 

young people were so hungry in school, 
it prevented them from learning, and 
because of that, they were not 
prepared for a working career. In­
stead, a lot of them ended up on 
welfare," he said. 

"We want to make sure that we don't 
let that happen again, and we want to 
make sure that we train our young peo­
ple for jobs that are going to exist in the 
years ahead," he added. 

A large number of educators and 
citizens interested in education and 
nutrition a.re scheduled to testify at the 
two hearings in Ashland and Lex­
ington. Many will come from other 
states, including Ohio, West Virginia , 
Michigan and Alabama. The day-long 
hearings will start at 7;30 a.m., which 
-is early for Congressional hearings, 
but Rep. Perkins said. he wanted to 
give all of the witnesses a chance to 
testify. 

• Additional hearings will be schedul­
ed in other cities around the country, 
Perkins said. 

. A strike may be "unavoidable" 
unless Highlands hospital workers see 
substantial progress soon in their con­
tract negotiations with the hospital ad­
ministration, a spokesman for the 
hospital workers' union said Tuesday. 

While negotiations have been under 
way for several weeks, progress has 
been "very slow" and the administra­
tion has so far been unwilling to discuss 
economic issues, Ellis Stevens, a 
delegate for District 1199 of the Na­
tional Union of Hospital and Health 
Care Employees, charged. 

Hospital administrators claim, 
however, that they are continuing to 
bargain in good faith, that all matters 
are open for discussion , and that 
economic issues . will be addressed as 
soon as other issues are resolved. 

"Our concern is to proceed in a 
businesslike fashion ," Assistant Ad­
ministrator Russell Dean said. "We 
have been negotiating, and will con­
tinue to negotiate, according to 
customary procedures." 

The ~ospital workers' present con­
tract expires March 23. Pay rates are a 
central issue in the current bargaining, 
Stevens arguing that workers will need 
a raise of at least two dollars an hour to 
keep up with the rising cost of living. 

After five years' employment as an 
operating room technician, Stevens 
said, he earns $3.59 an hour. About 60 
percent of the hospital's 450 employees 
earn the same or less a.nd "we can't 
support our families on it," he said. 

"There is a 100 percent turnover in 
staff here every year, and that ought to 
tell you something," Stevens said. 

Posters Illicit In City 
A Prestonsburg city ordinance pro­

hibits the posting of political adver­
tisements 011 utility poles within the ci­
ty, City Manager David Evans remind­
ed candidates and their-supporters this 
week. E:vans said he fears the city 
might begin to look "junky"as cam­
paigning for the May primarit-s pro­
gresses. 

The workers' wage dem~nds will be 
discussed as· soon as economic issues 
are "on the table," Dean said. While no 
figures are available on staff turnover 
rates, the figure claimed by the union 
is "wa:v. too high ," he said. 

Delegations of hospital workers, said 
to have·numbered about 100 each time, 
have twice approached hospital ad­
ministrators to press their demands in . 
recent weeks. 

A strike·was narrowly averted three 
years ago when . Highlands workers 
voted to ratify the present contract. 
" We sacrificed then but, with gas 
prices and inflation the way they are, 
we can't sacrifice any more," Stevens 
said this week. 

Bus Firm Drops 
Purchase Plan 

Greyhound Lines, Inc. has lost an-at­
tempt to divest itself of the Pikeville­
to-Ashland portion of its franchise. 

The Kentucky Department of Trans­
portation has dismissed t;wo applica­
tions filed by Bristol-Jenkins Bus 

. Lines , Inc.-one for approval of the 
purchase of the Ashland· Pikeville fran­
chise from Greyhound, the other for 
authority to act as a common carrier 
over the route. 

The dismissal was made, wrote 
James F . Runke, Bureau of Vehicle 
Regulation commissioner, because the 
contract between the two bus lines had 
expired and Bristol-Jenkins had by let­
ter requested that the hElaring schedul­
ed at Pikeville on March 17 be cancell­
ed. 

Plans of Greyhound to abanpon the 
route ·were reported last year The 
order dismissing the Bristol-Jenkins 
applications does not prohibit the filing 
of new applications by either of the 
firms or proper applications for the 
abandonment of any rout~s now 
authorized. 

Local governments now served by 
Greyhound had filed protests to the 
Bristol-Jenkins applications

Our Mistake 
The Times erroneously reported last 

week that the building destroyed by 
fire in the Cliff vicinity was.owned by 
Jim Hammond, Prestonsburg at­
torney. Mr. Hammond says he did own · 
the property at one time but sold it; 
early . this year, to H. D. Fitzpatrick, 
Jr. and Sallye Ligon Clarke. The 
building was not insured and was 
untenanted at the time of the ,fire. 

The Reagan administration· has 
recommended that the $321 million 
federal program that fin~nces AP­

A good educa­
tion could connote mere knowledge of 
languages·,. mathematics, literature, 
this and that-mental training which 
sometimes makes educated crooks. 

I like to think that the noble Plutarch 
deliberately omitted the " a " to make it 

·plain "good education," the kind that 
trains the mind and also stores up 
within the human mind and heart a 
_respect for morality, honesty , kind­
ness, respect for others.

*Cancer 
Hope line 

Q- We're planning to insulate our 
home. A neighbor said she saw a pro­
gram on television about something in 
insulation making people sick or caus­
ing cancer. Can you tell me if this is 
true'? 

A-Some types of insula-
tion-e.specially foamed-in insula­
tion-contain formaldehyde as an 
agent to assure the complete chemical 
reaction of the ingredients in the in­
sulation . Formaldehyde vapors 
(fumes) are toxic and intensely ir­
ritating to mucous membranes-the 
lining of the nose, mouth, and lungs. 
They also can cause a burning sensa­
tion in the eyes and·a rash on the skin. 
In addition , formaldehyde is a 

· suspected carcinogen. NCl has tested 
it in both rats and mice, and tumors did 
develop in one of the species. Thus, for­
maldehyde remains in the suspect 
category. · 

When hom!owners go to the trouble 
and expense of adding insulation, they 
usually caulk seams, and any formald­
dehyde vapors are sealed into the liv­
ing space. If a vapor barrier is placed 
between the insulation and the interior 
walls, then the vapors can't reach the 
living space. A vapor barrier can be a 
securely fastened plastic sheet or a 
coat of air-tight paint. <Most paints are 
"breathers" letting air pass through, 
so the paint would have to be specially 
chosen.) If a vapor barrier is instaUed, 
the insulation must be vented to the 
outside in some way, or the build-up of 
vapors might cause serious problems. 

Foamed-in insulation tends to be us­
ed in existing houses where there is no 
-access to install a workable vapor bar­
rier in the walls. Building a second in­
terior wall to act a·s a vapor barrier 
and adding vents to the outside bet­
ween the two interior walls should 
solve the problem . This, of course, is 
expensive. However, if a second wall is 
to be built anyway, the installation of 
venting can be avoided by using insula­
tion that does not contain for ­
maldehyde. 

When foamed-in insulation has 
already been used, and if another wall 
can't be added, the air-tight paint can 
be tried on the interior walls if outside 
venting is also added. If the vapor 
pressure- the amount of fumes- is too 
great, then the air-tight paint will peel 
off. If "breather" paint is used the 
fumes pass right through without .af­
fecting the paint, but then there are 
fumes in the living space. 

The cheapest ingredient in foamed-in 
insulation is the formaldehyde, so it is 
the tendency of manufactures to use 
excess formaldehyde to be sure all the 
other ingredients react completely. 

Perhaps public knowledge and ques­
tioning can prevent this overuse of for­
maldehyde. People have learned to 
read ingredient labels on foods. Now is 
the time to start reading ingredient ; 
labels on other products as well.

If you are married but living apart 

during the )ear 1981, you must file 
"married filing separately" or, in 

some cases, "married filing jointly" 
<which will still be a tax savings>. To 
be able to file as a single person, your 
spouse must not have hvcd with you 
any time during 1981.

Employees may deduct traveling ex­
penses <including cost of meals and 
lodging> only if they are incurred while 
he is away from home over-night in 
connection with business of his 
employer Deductions for traveling 
and entertainment expenses may be 
disallowed unless the tax-payer 
substantiates the following ( 1 > amount 
(2) time and place <3> business pur­
pose and < 4 l business relationship of 
the entertained person An account 
book, diary. or similar records should 
be kept and documentary evidence for 
any lodging expense or expenditure of 
$25 or more. 

Standard mileage rates have been in­
creased for business use of a car or 
truck to $.20 per mile for the first 15,000 
miles. For each mile over 15,000 the 
rate is $.11 per mile. 
M~dical expenses <to the extent ex­

ceeding 3% of adjusted gross income> 
include air conditioning used for 
alleviating illness, birth control pills, 
food and beverages <special> for 
specific ailments, memberships in 
cooperative health association, rental 
of medical and healing equipment, sup­
port or corrective devices (including 
special mattress and board for ar­
thritis> etc. are also deductible. 

If a taxpayer travels outside the 
United States and the entire travel 
time is devoted to business activittes. 
the cost of traveling expenses may be 
deducted. However, if a vacation was 
included in such travel, the taxpayer 
may have to allocate transportation 
costs between business and non­
business activity. 

Deductibility of convention. 
seminar, etc expenses depends on 
primary purpose of attending- must 
be of business purpose and not 
pleasure. Expenses include travel, 
meals , lodging, and these are 
separable. The trip to the place where 
the convention is held may be primari­
ly for personal reasons, while the ex­
penses incurred for meals and lodgings 
may be related to business. Deductions 
for attending foreign conventions are 
restricted. Expenses for only two 
foreign conventions per year are 
allowable.

Beefing Up 
1,he Army 

Today's volunteer peacetime Army 
is an unqualified flop, requiring exten­
sive restructuring and a new identity. 
It is seriously understaffed, leading 
Sen. Sam Nunn m., Ga.) to comment 
that "our military-manpower problem 
may prove to be our nation's No. 1 
security problem." 

So writes Ralph Kinney Bennett in 
the March Reader's Digest. He reports 
that the Army is "inadequately train 
ed, mdifferently disciplined and com­
posed increasingly of minorities and 
undereducated or barely educatable 
whites . About 50 percent of recruits 
have high-school diplomas, and better 
than 45 percent are 'Category IVs,' the 
lowest intelligence category permitted 
in the service." 

There is an even more serious pro­
blem, however : Bennett charges that 
the government itself has destroyed 
the Army 's identity. "Civilian 
authorit1es have replaced leadership 
with 'management ' and egalitarian ex­
perimentation," he writes. "They have 
made the Army into a combination 
school, encounter-group and jobs pro­
gram rather than a disciplined fighting 
force ready to defend the nation." 

Basic training is a mere eight weeks; 
bayonet drill is virtually nonexistent 
and hand-to-hand combat training is 
rare . Twenty percent of Army women 
are unable to move out with their units 
in the £>vent of an emergency because 
of pregnancy or their status as sole 
parents of small children.

The problems until now have been 
virtually ignored by a series of Ad­
mimstrations. beginning with the Ken­
nedy years. Congress must help rectify 
them by making extended service bet­
ter paid and by rewarding NCOs with 
pronounced pay differentials to pre­
vent further loss of experienced per­
sonnel. This, combined with a return to 
leadership. training and discipline will 
produce the combat-ready Army the 
nation needs, the author asserts. f SHIRLEY'S FIGURE !

"One thing is sure, we are not 
prepared to just roll over and die, ' ' 
Rosenberg said. "We will be doing 
everything we can to keep legal ser­
vices coming to low-income people." 

What he sees as a growing concern, 
not only among legal aid attorneys and 
their clients, but also among judges, 
private attorneys and the general 
public to retain the legal services pro­
gram might yet stem the budget­
cutting tide, Rosenberg believes. 

Alternatively, legal aid attorneys 
might be able to expand their caseload 
to include paying clients in order to 
support their work with non-paying 
clients, he said. 

A concern among legal aid lawyers 
to bring down the cost of legal services 
generally could result in their advertis­
ing cut-rate services to a wider 
clientele as a means of staying in the 
business of providing legal aid to their 
traditional clientele, Rosenberg sug­
gested. 

While tax-exempt public-interest law 
firms have been successfully establish­
ed elsewhere, they have invariably 
been in urban areas and the foundation 
support which has often financed them 
appears to be dwindling. 

"Our main fight right now is to keep 
the legal services program going and 
to see that it. is funded at the highest 
possible level," Rosenberg said. 

APP ALRED has its administrative 
offices in Prestonsburg and serves 
about 8000 eastern Kentuckians an­
nually. Private attorneys would not be 
able to absorb this caseload even if 
they were willing to do so, legal aid at­
torneys contend. 

For their clients, they Say, the issue 
is simple: Without a legal aid program 
they will be defenseless. And the na­
tion's celebrated ideal of "liberty and 
justice for all" will be for the poor, they 
argue, a hollow promise.

The Reagan administration is ex­
pected to ask Congress this week to ap­
prove a 25 percent reduction in federal 
programs for educating disadvantaged 
and handicapped students. One such 
program is authorized under Title I of 
the Elementary and Secondary School 
Act. . 

A major component of the federal 
government's aid to the nation 's 

. schools, Title I is designed to provide 
compensatory education to children 
from poor families and represents 
about $1 million annually in aid to this 
county. A 25 percent cut could mean 
the loss of 16 teachers here, it was 
estimated. 

The reduction in federal aid will 
compound the effects of state educa­
tion cuts which could cost this county 
as much as $800,000, the board was 
told. 

It is hoped that a drug education 'pro­
gram will be introduced in at least 
some of the county's schools by the 
beginning of the next school year. 
Among several programs being con­
sidered is one sponsored by the state 
Department of Education and intended 
to impart drug information and 
sharpen decision-making skills for 
pupils in the first grade and on through 
high school. 

Kathy Hatfield, of the McDowell 
P.T.A., Don Goble, drug program 
director at Mountain Comprehensive 
Care Center, and Frank H. Layne, a 
long-time worker among alcoholics 
here, urged the board to consider the 
program. 

A delegation of parents from the 
Garrett grade school asked the board 
to have the parking lot there repaired, 
Sue Owens claiming that children 
could not alight from school buses 
" without falling into a mud puddle." 
The Floyd fiscal cotrrt will be ap­
proached again in an effort to procure 
gravel for the lot, it was decided . 

Parents of students at the Home 
Branch school complained about the 
quality of lunches there and about ir­
regular school bus service.

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Atty. General Explains 
10 Commandments Role 

Since the United States Supreme 
Court handed down its decision concer­
ning the posting of the Ten Command­
ments in Kentucky ' s public 
classrooms, much has been written 
and sai~ about it. There haw been cer­
tain misleading statements concerning 
the Supreme Court decision and the 
role of the Attorney General 's Office in 
this matter. Other comments have in­
dicated an apparent lack of understan­
ding of the basic principles underlying 
our constitutional form of government 
and the statutory role of the Attorney 
General 's Office in Kentucky. I want to 
take this opportunity to explain what 
has happened and why it has happen­
ed. 

In November, 1980, the United States 
Supreme Court declared unconstitu­
tional a Kentucky statute requiring the 
posting of the Ten Commandments in 
public classrooms of K~ntucky. 
However, the Court in its Opinion went 
far beyond a simple discussion of the 
statute in question. Here are the exact 
words of the United States Supreme 
Court: 

"The pre-eminent purpose for 
posting the Ten Commandments on 
schoolroom walls is plainly religious in 
nature .. . 

"This is not a case in which the Ten 
Commandments are integrated into 
the school curriculum, where the Bible 
may constitutionally be used in an ap­
propriate study of history, civilization, 
ethics, comparative religion , or the 
like ... Ppsti~g of religious texts on the 
wall serves no such educational fUnc­
tion . If the posted copies of the Ten 
Commandments are to have any effect 
at all , it will be to induce the school 
children to read, medita te upon , 
perhaps to venerate and obey, the 
Commandments. However desirable 
this might be as a matter of private 
devotion, it is not a permissible state 
objective under the Establishment 
Clause." 

The Court went on to point out that it 
made no difference that the posted 
copies of the Ten Commandments were 
financed by voluntary private con­
tributions. In other words, the United 
States Supreme Court inaicated that it 
does not matter how the school board 
receives the copy of the Ten Command­
ments, by gift or otherwise, because it 
is the permanent posting of the Com­
mandments that violates the United 
States Constitution. 

The above words and thoughts are 
not Steve Beshear's-they are those of 
the United States Supreme Court. 

The Attorney General's Office was 
then asked by the Ken t ucky 
Superintendent of Public Instruction 
what should be done about. copies of the 
Commandments already posted in 
classrooms. By statute, m y office is to 
give such an advisory opinion when re­
quested. We therefore issued our ad­
visory opinion, based upon the clear 
language quoted above, that the United 
States Supreme Court is requiring the 
removal of those copies of the Ten 
Commandments now posted on Ken­
tucky's public classroom walls. 

Contrary to some statements being 
made, the Attorney General 's Office is 
not ordering anyone to do anything. 
This office has no authority to order a 
local' school board to take this kind of 
action. Qur opinions are advisory only 
and are meant to give guidance to local 
officials as to what the law is . If we had 
not advised local school boards the way · 
we did, we would not have been doing 
9ur job. 

As the son of a Baptist minister who 
was raised in a Christian nome, I 
understand and apprecia te the sincere 
feelings of many Kentuckians that 
copies of the Ten Commandments 
should be posted in the public 
classrooms. However, under the Ken­
tucky Constitution andA:he laws of this 
state, my job as Attorney General is to 
tell people what the law is-not what 
many people might like it to be. 

There are only two ways to change a 
decision of the United States Supreme 
Court : (1) Wait for the membership of 
the Court to change and hope that a 
new major ity has a different attitude 
on an issue; or (2) An amendment to 
the United States Constitution. 

As you can imagine, this was not an 
easy opinion for me to issue. However, 
the United States Supreme Court left 
me no choice. I didn't make the deci­
sion, but, once made, m y role is to ad­
vise school boards so as to keep them 
out of legal difficulties, including possi­
ble lawsuits.

Recent news stories have highlighted 
interesting environmentally-related 
items. Environmental Action, a 
publication of Environmental Action 
Foundation, has summarized several 
of these items in recent issues. 

In what may become a landmark 
case, Mountain Stream Monitors, a 
West Virginia environmental group, 
has been sued by a local stripmine 
company for making "defamatory and 
libelous" statements. The environmen­
tal group declared in a mimeographed 
newsletter that DLM Mining Company

had "destroyed over seven miles ol 
native brook trout streams." The com­
pany contended the accusation was 
false and although legal experts say 
the suit cannot be won, it may effect 
public criticism of environmental 
degradation. Usually epvironmental 
groups are plantiffs, not defendants. 

In another item, Environmental Ac­
tion reported that the 1980 census 
shows that America is abandoning its 
cities and sprawling to the suburbs and 
beyond. There is also a trend towards 
migration to the sunbelt states. 
Typically, "bedroom communities" of 
commuters are greatly increasing, 
while older urban and suburban 
population centers are dying of 
neglect. Louisville, Kentucky, for ex­
ample, actually showed a decrease in 
population, while surrounding counties 
experienced a population surge during 
the past 10 years. Seattle, 
Washington's population dropped by 
about 10 percent, but a surrounding 
county grew by 63,000. San Diego grew 
26 percent, but outlying areas grew by 
46 percent. It seems Americans like 
living in warm, rural areas and work­
ing, if necessary, in cities. This could 
become an important component of 
any future energy crisis. 

In another news item, it was noted 
that, according to Environmental Pro­
tection Agency figures, there are more 
than 2,100 U.S. toxic waste sites where 
hazardous wastes may be polluting 
groundwater supplies. Some 250 are 
places where toxic wastes were 
dumped in unlined pits within one mile 
of a public water supply well. The 
dumps were located in 35 states; 
Florida led the list with 54, South 
Carolina had 23, Ohio had 21 and Penn-
sylvania had 20. · 

Finally, some good news. Goodyear 
Tire and Rubber Company has an­
nounced a revolutionary method for 
getting rid of PCB's poisonous, 
possibly carcinogenic compounds used 
in a number of industrial processes, in­
cluding the insualtion of electric trans­
formers. Although its manufacture 
was banned in 1967, about 750 million 
pounds are still in use. The new process 
reduces PCB's to common table salt 
and a residue which can be rendered 
harmless through incineration.

Forest Fire Season 
In Effect This Week 

Floyd county residents are being 
reminded this week by the Division of 
Forestry that, beginning March 1 and 
continuing through May 15, the official 
fire threat season in Kentucky will be 
in effect. 

Rocky Hamilton, speaking for the 
division, said that during this period all 
burning must be done between 4:30 
p.m . and midnight. 

Hamilton identified the burning of 
debris and unattended campfires as 
two of the major causes of forest fires 
in Kentucky. The Division of Forestry 
urges all hunters to be extra careful 
with their campfires. 

He stressed the late afternoon or 
evening burning of leaves and debris 
around private dwellings. "It is not ad­
visable to do any burning while any 
type of wind exists and it is illegal to 
burn within 150 feet of any wooded area 
or fuel lines leading to woodlands," he 
said. 

During the fire season a Division of 
Forestry airplane will be flying to 
detect fires and illegal burning. "This 
plane allows us to quickly know if there 
really is a fire and to spot offenders", 
he said.

Just because winter seems to be 

slowly withdrawing, don't assume that 
all the dangers associated with cold 
weather are leaving with it. The pro· 
bability of getting into serious-or even 
fatal- trouble while outdoors in late 
winter and early spring is as great, if 
not greater, now than in the dead of 
winter. 

More people will be out fishing, 
canoeing or hiking as the days warm. 
Many of them may not be prepared for 
sudden changes in the weather. A cap­
sized boat, even on a 70-degree day, 
may toss a fisherman into 50-degree 
water where he can remain conscious 
for le~s than half an hour. 

Wet clothing C either from a dunking 
or from a sudden rain) coupled with 
strong winds can lower the body's in­
ternal temperature to dangerous 
levels even when air temperatures are 
in th~ 50s. Most garment materials

sulating value when wet and winds in­
crease evaporation, which has an even 
further cooling effect on the body. 

While this lowering of the body's core 
temeprature (called hypothermia) 
isn't technically the same as "freezing 
to death," the results can be just as 
permanent. A drop of only two degrees 
from the normal 98.6 degrees can bring 
on the first symptoms of hypother­
mia- uncontrolled shivering, followed 
by loss of mental powers, muscular 
rigidity, unconsciousness and, if inter­
nal temepratures drop below 70 
degrees, death. 

So be particularly alert during cool­
weather outings. Watch for, both in 
yourself and your companions, shiver­
ings, slurred speech, irrational 
behavior- like the sufferer was 
drugged or drunk-and clumsiness. 

The treatment for hypothermia is to 
reverse the body's heat loss. In mild 
cases, getting the victim into a warm 
place Ca heated building or a sleeping 
bag with another person) is generally 
enough. 

In severe cases, however, it's impor­
tant that the head, shoulders, chest ab­
domen and groin be warmed first. If 
the arms and legs are warmed too 
rapidly, blood is drawn away brom the 
body's core area and increased inter­
nal cooling, called "afterdrop" can oc­
cur, sending the victim into sometimes 
fatal shock. 

After initial treatment, be sure to 
seek professional medical aid. And 
don't rely on the victim's own assess­
ment of his condition- remember that 
a loss of reasoning power is one of the 
first effects of hypothermia. 

If your're going to be around water 
at all, wear a personal floatation 
device. Exposure to cold (below 50 
degree> water renders even the 
strongest swimmer helpless in a mat­
ter of minutes. Also keep foul weather 
gear handy on any outing, along with a 
change of clothes and matches (in a 
waterproof container> for fire starting. 

In other words, remember your boy 
scout days and be prepared. Winter 
and spring outings are fun and can be 
safe if you are alert to, and make pro­
per preparations for, their da~gers.

Delano Stumbo, former teacher here 
and resident of Lancer, is very ill at his 
home in Hamilton, 0 ., but he has not 
time for self-pity. He is too busy think­
ing about others and working to meet 
their needs. 

Two months ago, he was in a 
Hamilton hospital, and it was while he 
was there that the idea for what he 
termed his "latest project" was 
born-a hospice. 

Erce.J. Eaton, Hamilton newspaper­
man, went to Stumbo's home to inquire 
about the movement he had initiated. 
The former Floyd man, still suffering, 
told him : 

"At the time I was in the hospital 
about a dozen patients there were con­
sidered terminally ill . They obviously 
needed a ddi tiona} assistance." 

So he invited clergymen, club 
members, others to his hospital room, 
told them his plan. Soon 150 persons 
were involved in his "project" which 
would include in-the-patient's-home 
care by qualified nurses and others. 

Help for these who are by some con­
sidered beyond help is only one of a 
long list of service projects Stumbo has 
been involved in over a 19-year period 
during which he served the nearby 
Fairfield schools as counselor and as 
social worker for the school district. 

All his undertakings are people­
related: 

-as a counselor he established a 
drug program ; 1 

-served as president of BAPSO 
three years and was instrumental in 
starting a neighborhood watch pro­
gram; 

-served on the Butler county mental 
health board; 

- helped pass a bond issue for the D. 
Russell Lee vocational school and coor­
dinated the placement of pupils there; 

-was instrumental in' procuring 
federal funding for various projects af­
fecting youngsters and others in need; 

- helped develop a policy on child 
abuse cases which has been adopted by 
several other Ohio communities· 

-as a member of the Community 
Action Committee of Hamilton worked 
on a breakfast feeding program. 

A son of Mrs. Beryl Dingus Stumbo, 
of Nicholasville, and the late Charles 
Stumbo, he is a 1951 graduate of 
Prestonsburg High School, received 
his bachelor's and master 's degrees at 
Eastern Kentucky University , Rich­
mond, later studied at Ohio State, 
Miami U., the University of Cincinnati 
and St. Xavier. His wife, the former 
Zetta Ratliff, also is a teacher. 

Before going to Ohio, he was a 
teacher in Prestonsburg High Schoql. 

Not many weeks ago, while confined 
to bed at his home at 405 Gray Ave., 
Hamilton, 0., he continued to com­
municate by telephone with others in­
terested in his "projects." 

"I miss the kids," he told his inter­
viewer. "I'm sure I made some 
mistakes but, overall, I feel very happy 
about my work."

As a land owner, if you have idle land 
which has grown up in brush or if you 
have any undesirable trees that are not 
producing any returns for you, a wa.y to 
bring this land into profitable produc­
tions is to plant tree seedlings," says 
Carter Conley, of the Kentucky Divi­
sion of Forestry. 

The Division of Forestry will supply 
the seedlings at a low cost, ranging 
from $30-$75 for 1000 seedlings, with a 

minimum order of $10 for 100 seedl­
ings. 

"The trees will be bundled, shipped, 
and can be delivered by the Division of 
Forestry," Conley said. Assistance 
through the county ASCS office is also 

available for seventy-five percent of 
the total cost of a tree planting opera­
tion'' Tree seedlings available from 
the state nurseries are Loblolly pine, 
virginia pine, white pine, scotch pine,

Art and Music May Make 

Youngsters Better Readers 
Lee Jenkins, director of the 

reading and elementary-education 
departments at Oregon State Uni­
versity in Corvallis, has some 
novel ideas about learning to read. 
He's convinced that children who 
can sing and draw will become bet­
ter readers. 

"A child who can sing 50 songs 
can read 50 songs," said Jenkins. 
"We need to tie reading and music 
together. After pupils have sung a 
song and know the words to it, then 
we can bring it out in print. And 
there is a whole world of discovery 
because the kids know what the 
words are already. 

"There is so much reading that 
can come from music. Music cer-

tainly is not a subject that should 
be set aside because there isn't 
enough classroom time. It can be 
one of the major ways some chil­
dren learn to read." 

Jenkins favors the idea of giving 
children a beginning line from 
which they can generate ideas for 
writing a sto11, such as, "One dark 
and stormy mght..." 

"But they seem to be more im­
aginative writers if they have a 
picture drawn first and they write 
about that," Jenkins said. 

"H they can draw, then the read­
ing can come because they can 
draw and then they can write about 
their art. Then you can have them 
read about what they wrote. 

"If we were to learn to read the 
way we learn to talk, it would be a 
much simpler process. We don't 
get a bunch of rules in our pre­
school days on how to talk, but we 
pick it up." 

Beginning readers should write 
their own reading material, Jen-

. kins maintains. He said national 
studies indicate that children using 
the write-your-own method "do no 
better, nor any worse" than other 
beginning readers in conventional 
classroom programs. 

~'Art a~d music may be the very 
thmgs kids need to get their 
reading done," Jenkins said.

It seems more than a bit odd that, 

even though parents are generally 
skeptical these days about the ability 
of the schools to impart even rudimen­
tary literary and computing skills, 
many impute to the same schools a 
massive influence on their children's 
values. 

That , at any rate, seems to be behind 
much of the controversy about the 
wisdom of hanging the Ten Command­
ments on the walls of the stat~'s · 
classrooms. If advocates and critics of 
the practice hold anything in common, 
it is a belief that it all matters, and 
matters profoundly. 

Much of the heat, presumably, stems 
from a conviction that displaying the 
Commandments represents the thin 
end of a wedge. And much of the con­
cern, pro and con, appears founded on 
diverse understandings of just what 
the broad end of that wedge entails. 

What havt we here'! 'il'he beginnings 
of a mighty return to the moral under­
pinnings of the nation? Or a frightening 
move to bend a diverse people to the 
constraints of a single, simple-minded 
orthodoxy? 

Floyd Schools Superintendent Pete 
Grigsby, Jr. and members of th~ 
school board generally lean toward the 
former understanding-or at least 
believe that most of their constituents 
do. 

Several of them were anxious to ·go 
on record at last Wednesday's school 
board meeting, to make it clear that 
their vote to remove the Command­
ments from Floyd classrooms was 
taken under duress and did not reflect 
their personal convictions. 

" I believe in the Ten Command­
ments and what they stand for," 
Grigsby asserted. "But as state of­
ficers we are sworn to uphold the law of 
the land. " 1 

The direction of State Schools 
Superintendent Raymond Barber, ex­
plained at a recent meeting of the Ken­
tucky School Board Association, was 
that locai boards should have the Com­
mandments removed in order to comp­
ly with the Supreme Court's ruling on 
KRS 158.178, he told the board. 

That statute had required that the 
state superintendent be instructed to 
post copies of the Ten Commandments 
on school walls throughout the state. 

The Supreme CoUr-t ruled the statute 
unconstitutional. 

"We could be sued collectively and 
individually; we could be put behind 
bars," Grigsby counseled the board

members, " if we do not comply with 
the law ." 

The board fell into .line, amid pro­
testations that their own beliefs were 
being sacrificed on the altar of an ill­
advised but omnipotent law. 

If any of them felt there might be 
something to be said for the law as a 
guarantor of personal freedoms in a 
pluralist society, they. weren't saying 
so Wednesday night. If anyone thought 
the fragile balance of a culturally­
diverse nation might merit some pro­
tection, there was no evidence of it 
here. ' 

Of course, if the board takes any heat 
for its decision, it is not likely to be 
over any threat to civil liberties. 
Rather, it will come from those who 
see it as yet another assault on values 
they cherish and want theil' children to 
cherish. 

In that regard, a group of Crittenden ' 
county parents.took the lead last week, 
in filing suit against the school board 
there-for a decision identical to that 
taken by the Floyd board. 

The Crittenden board, too, had been 
impressed by the message 
disseminated at the previous week's 
meeting of the K.S.B.A.-that, if the 
Commandments didn't come down, 
they might all be sued for large sums of 
money. But critics characterized that 
argument as part of "an orchestrated 
campaign of fear and misinforma­
tion." 

What the Crittenden parents argue is 
that the law stricken by the Supreme 
Court doesn't apply in their case, or .in 
the case of the other 21,000 plaques 
posted under the auspices of the Ken­
tucky Heritage Foundation. The Com­
mandments, they point out, can be us­
ed for quite non-religious purposes in 
classroom teaching. 

But further, they contend, they 
"desire their children to be educated in 
an environment which.is not adverse to 
their own religious, moral and ethical 
values." 

Fair enough. It is of the nature of 
deeply-held values that parents want to 
pass them on to their children . And, 
almost by definition, 6ne's most basic 
convictions are those one thinks others 
should share. 

It is only in a pluralist society that 
this poses a dilemma.· Maintaining an 
ethically-sensitive society in which 
atheists, non-Christian believers, and 
Christian believeFs of a non­
fundamentalist stripe' can all feel at 
home demands subtler social 
strategies that simplistic " back to the 
Bible" campaigning. , 

Coincidentally, another decision of 
the Floyd school boar~ last week sug­
gests a possible strategy worth pursu-
ing. ' . 

The board moved 'enthusiastically 
toward adopting a drug education pro­
gram in at least some of the schools 

d 
I . 

next year, an a comJnon presupposi-
tion of the programs being considered 
is that values education is a critical 
component of drug education. 

Few are likely to argue with that. 
The method espoused by at least one of 
the programs, however, is one that has 
been circulating among educators for 
some years as "values clarification." 

"Values clarification" is intended 
not to inculcate a p:articular set of 
values so muc~ as to help students 
identi~y and. appropriate their own 
values. 

Other models of V.alues education 
are also available, including one de­
veloped in recent years by Harvard 
psychologist Lawrence Kohlberg. Set­
ting aside people's various conclusions 
about what is morally right or wrong, 
Kohlberg draws attention to the way 
they arrive at those conclusions . The 
focus shifts from the content to the 
mechanics of tnoral d~cision-making . 

While the schools cannot properly 
get into the business , of moral indoc­
trination, Kohlberg argues, they can 
and ought to be in the business of mor'al 
education. There are more or less ade­
quate ways of making ethical 
judgments, and studepts can learn the 
difference, he claims.· 

Such a method will not completely 
satisfy parents bent on having the 
schools impart a particular canon of 
religious and ethical values. However, 
it does · suggest, a " middle 
way"-between heavy-handed indoc­
trination and outright 'neglect of moral 
education-which may be the best deal 
we can hope for in a nation that prides 
itself on its cultural diversity. 

Parents and school board members 
might well give it mo~e attention .

Open To Floyd Residents 

The Special Supplemental Food Pro­
gram for Women, Infants , and 
Children, <WICl funded by the United 
States Department of Agriculture pro­
vides specified nutritious food sup­
plements to pregnant women and in­
fants and children up to 5 years of age 
who are determined by competent pro­
fessionals (nutritionists, nurses, and 

1 other health officials} to be at nutri­
tional risk because of inadequate 
nutriton. 

Under the WIC program infants 
receive iron-fortified infant formula ; 
cereal which is high in iron ; and fruit 
juice which is high in Vi tamin C. Par­
ticipating women and children receive 
fortified milk and/or cheese, eggs, hot 
or cold cereal which is high in iron, and 
fruit juice which is high in Vitamin C. 

Infants, children, and pregnant or 
nursing women are eligible for the WIC 
Program if they reside in Floyd coun­
ty . Eligibility for the program is in­
dividually determined by competent 
professionals on the staff of the Floyd 
County Health Department.

Construction of the additional 295 miles will follow according to the engineering construction schedule. 
All constfllction in Floyd County should be completed by the end of this year.

An interesting Kentucky side trip 
might be a visit to Beckham and Hard­
scrabble counties. Travelers would 
have to go into there and then still 
might: not find them. 

Beckham and Hardscrabble counties 
do not exist today. Beckham county did 
exist if only for 80 days. That 80-day 
period was long enough for Beckham, 
named for Kentucky Gov. J.C.W. 
Beckham, to make history. Gov. 
Beckham has named acting governor 
in 1900 after Gov. William Goebel was 
killed. Later Beckham was elected to 
the office. 

As far bac,k as 1877 efforts had been 
made to create a new county. The 
Vanceburg Courier, Lewis county, in 
June of that year noted a meeting had 
been held at Olive Hill in Carter county 
to hear a report from a committee that 
had been appointed to establish lines 
for the new county. 

"The lines were established to the 
satisfaction of the congress assembl­
ed," noted The Courier "after which it 
proceeded to appoint committees to 
enroll the names of the citizens favor­
ing a new county. A committee to post 
notices in Vanceburg, Grayson and 
Martinsburg was also chosen." 

Vanceburg was the county seat of 
Lewis at the time, Grayson of Carter 
and Martinsburg (now Sandy Hook ) of 
Elliott. 

The new county was in business Gov. 
Beckham, a Democrat, named men of 
both parties to leadership posts. C.C. 
Brooks was named county judge; L.N. 
Raybourn, sheriff; E .A. Evans, court 
clerk ; J. W. Lusky, county attorney; 
Lewis Geqrhart, circuit clerk, and 
Tom Goodman, jailer. Circuit judge of 
the new county was Matthew M. Red­
wine, and state senator was W.B. 
Whitt. 

In 1979, 35 percent of all women in the 
work force were clerical workers, ac­
cording to "Jop O~inions for Women in 
the 80's," a publication of the U. S.

On the map, the new county took the 
southern third of Lewis County, the 
western third of Carter and a northern 
tip, or about one-fourth, of Elliott. 
Beckham was bounded on the west by 
Rowan and Fleming counties . 

The county,like an earlier attempt to 
create Hardscrabble County from 
parts of Lewis and Carter counties, did 
not survive. Opponents of the 12lst 
county, especially a faction of Carter 
county, challenged the effort. Brought 
out was a statute that prohibited a new 
county if by so doing its creation left 
another with less than 400 square miles 
or if the new county consisted of less 
than 400 miles. Another statute 
decreed that a county line must be 10 
miles from another county seat. 

If tombstones had been used for 
counties, Beckham's would have read : 
Born Feb. 9, 1904, died April 29, 1904 
The end came as a result of a state 
Court of Appeals ruling. 

Many years later the new, but no 
longer active, county figured in a wed­
ding and a divorce. 

A woman in another state wanted her 
family record to show that her late hus­
band had been legally divorced from 
his first wife before their marriage. All 
she remembered about the divorce was 
that it had been granted in Olive Hill . 
Records for Carter county did not show 
the divorce action. The search con­
tinued. Finally, an aged resident of 
Carter County advised the searchers to 
sort through records of Beckham coun­
ty. The divorce record was found. 

Beckham county might have been a 
stepchild of Hardscrabble County. It 
might also have had another name. 
One recommendation for a name in­
cluded that a Farrow county, to honor 
Kenaz Farrow a circuit judge in the 
area.

Some 4,000 Kentuckians will be 
crowding the primary ballots this year 
for elected offices across the state, 
says John Craig, director of the Ken­
tucky Registry of Election Finance. 

Although rules, regulations and laws 
applying to campaigns and elections in 
the state are covered in a manual 
issued by the registry, Craig said there 
are still some areas which have caused 
problems for candidates. 

"One area which candidates fre­
quently overlook is fihng copies of their 
financial reports with the county clerk 
of the county of their residence at the 
same time they file with the registry," 
Craig said. 

Another area, Craig said, is when 
financial reports should be filed with 
the registry. Primary reporting due 
dates for 1981 are: 

-April 24, 32-day pre-primary report 
-May 14, 12-day pre-primary report 
-June 25, post-primary report. 
Craig said candidates should be sure 

to follow this schedule for filing their 
financial reports with the registry. He 
warned that if the reports are not filed 
with the registry within five days after 
their due dates, the reports will be con­
sidered delinquent. 

All reports to the registry are to pro­
vide the name, address and occupation 
of all contributors giving more than 
$100 either as a single contribution, or 
when multiple contributions are made 
by a contributor, at the point the mulli­
ple contributions are more than $100, 
Craig said. 

Craig also advised candidates to 
keep these regulations in mind: 

-Contributions or loans by a can­
didate to his or her campaign are to be 
reported in the same manner as con­
tributions from other contributors. 

-Candidates or their treasurers are 
required to maintain accurate records 
of all their receipts and expenditures. 

- Candidates should note that all 
financial reports are required to be fil­
ed, even though the candidate may lose 
the election. ·

East Again Highest 
In No. Out Of Work 

A combination of economic factors 
pushed Kentucky's unemployment in 
B4 counties to exceed the statewide 
rate. 

According to figures released today 
by the Department for Human 
Resources, about 70 percent of Ken­
tucky's 120 counties posted unemploy­
ment rates of 10 percent or higher for 
the month. Edmonson County in the 
south central area recorded a 27.9 
jobless rate in January, the highest 
rate in the state. 

Kentucky's unemployment rate ex­
ceeded the national rate of B.2 percent 
in January, with 171 ,400 Kentuckians 
looking for jobs. 

The state's two major labor areas 
both reported unemployment rates in 
January. The Louisville metropolitan 
area recorded a 9.5 percent jobless 
rate while the Lexington metropolitan 
area's rate was 6.2 percent. 

Geographically, eastern Kentucky 
had the highest unemployment in the 
state, 13.1 percent. The Bluegrass area 
posted the lowest rate in J anuary, 7."9 
percent. · 

Several economic factors have com­
bined to cause high levels of unemploy­
ment in Kentucky, said Robert Mac­
Donald, chief labor market analyst for 
the Human Resources Department. 
"The growth in the labor force · has 
been much greater than the growth in 
job opportunities, plus the duration of 
unempluyment has been increasing for 
the past six months," he said. Job 
layoffs in most major industries caus­
ed by the economic recession and nor­
mal seasonal layoffs that occur in 
January have both added to already · 
high unemployment rates here, he add­
ed. 

Of the 33 eastern counties only 
three-Breathitt , Martin and 
Pike-show unemployment rates of 
less than 10 percent. Menifee county 
had the highest rate of 26.5 percent; 
Martin county, with 5.6 perce~t, had 
the lowest. 

The figure for Floyd was 11.9 percent; 
for Knott, 7.B; for Magoffin, 16.9; and 
for Pike 7.9.

There are more than 152 million 
adults <age 16 and over) in America 
and of this number more than 60 
million are without a high school 
diploma. There are two million adults 
in Kentucky and of that figure over one 
million are lacking a high school 
education. Each year tnore than 20 
thousand students drop out of school in 
Kentucky alone. 

KET has united with educators 
throughout· the state to address the

In 1980, 13,925 adults passed the GED 
exam a~ compared to 8,567 in 1974-a

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Be Wary of Delayed 
Coal Contracts: AG 

FRA, KFORT. Ky. <Marc h 5, 
1981 l-Attorne~ General Steven L . 
Beshear has warned investor to be 
wary of offers to purchase deferred 
delivery coal contracts. These coal 
contract are arranged through so­
called "coal exchanges" located in 
several major cities and are offered 
from ''boiler room" sales offices 
throughout the country. Beshear ex­
plained. 

Unlike traditional coal brokers who 
sell to ulttmate user without a delay in 
delivery. "botler room .. salesmen offer 
deferred contracts to per ons who wish 
to speculate that coal prices will rise 
prior to the delivery date. Purchasers 
rna~ extend delivery under their 
12-month contracts for additonal 
periods up to 2-1 monlths. 

The contracts are sold on a claim of a 
strong upward trend in the national 
price of coal Exports of coal, coupled 
with dramatic upward domestic shifts 
in demand occa ioned by huge coal 
gasification plant . are cited as 
reason to purchase coal contracts 
now. 

Investors are not informed that the 
prices charged for the contracts are 
often 1.5 to three times higher than the 
spot market price of the coal. It is 
unlikely the spot market prices will 
rise to exceed the price charged in­
vestors in the deferred contracts. 

Often, the coal offered in the "boiler 
room" contracts is of such poor quality 
it cannot be used except by limited in­
dustrial users . Some coal offered to in­
vestors would not comply with existing 
Em·ironmental Protection Agency re­
quirement . 

To attract the interest of individual 
investors, unprincipled promoters 
have revived what are known as 
·'boiler room" techniques. Sales per-

sons with little or no background in 
business or in energy exploration use 
high-pressure sales techniques which 
include unsolicited telephone calls to 
members of the public. 

"Boiler room" techn iques a r e 
dangerous because the salespersons 

·using them do not know enough about 
what they a re selling to give investors 
the important information they need. 
and to which they are entitled. The 
more ,..unscrupulous promoters inten­
tionally misrepresent or withhold in­
formtation about an investment 
becatl~e they are more concerned with 
making money for themselves than 
with helping investors . 

Investors are cautioned that no con­
tracts for the future delivery of coal 
are traded on any commodity ex­
change registered with the Commodity 
F utures Trading Commission, Beshear 
said. There is no assuranc(! that the 
coal sold on a "coal exchange" wi ll 
meet. the contract specifications. 

The price of coal for future delivery 
is not based on adequate historical in­
formation from which a realistic pro­
jection of future market price can be 
made. Because the terms of such con­
tracts are not standardized, there is no 
established market for these type con­
tracts. 

Investors are further cautioned there 
is no assurance coal producers who 
market their coal through "coal ex­
changes" can produce coal in suffi­
cient quantities to fi ll their contracts. 

Through the attorney general's of­
fice and the division of securities, Ken­
tucky is a member of the Leviticus 
Project. This is a cooperative multi­
state organization with the purpose of 
investigating and prosecuting a varie­
ty of crimes related to the coal in­
dustry. particularly in the Appalachian 
region . The project consists of 14 law 
enforcement agencies from Alabama, 
Georgia, Indiana , Kentucky, New 
York , Pennsylvania and Virginia . The 
member states joined as a structured 
group in 1978, after working together 
on a case-bv-case basis since 1976.

Trucks Need License 
Truckers must license their trucks 

this month and state licensing officials 
say, "Do it early." Jesse Chisholm, 
director of motor vehicle licensing, 
said nearly 9,000 trucks must be licens­
ed by March 31. The licenses are issued 
from Frankfort. 

Last year, Chisholm said, truck 
drivers were lined up in the hall outside 
the division's office. Some were unable 
to obtain their licenses by the deadline. 

Without the license, it is illegal to 
haul on Kentucky's highways. The 
trucks are licensed according to weight 
and the percentage of miles driven in 
Kentucky. 

Under the International Registration 
Plan, interstate haulers can pay all 
fees in their home state. The fees are 
based on the number of fleet or truck 
miles driven in each participating 
state. Fees for other states are sent by 
the motor vehicle licensing division of 
those states. Twenty-seven states and 
Canadian provinces are participating 
in the plan. 

To license a truck, the driver must 
submit the truck title and a certificate 
of apportion registration obtained from 
the county clerk where the driver 
resides. No personal or company 
checks will be accepted this year. Fees 
must be paid in cash or with a certified 
money order, Chisholm said.

The 
member states joined as a structured 
group in 1978, after working together 
on a case-by-case basis since 1976.

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Psychology Ranges From Shock To TLC 

By Patrick Tague 

Electric shock treatment has always 
been the epitome of what many 
people fear and hate about 
psychiatry. It symbolizes an attitude 
where the psychiatrist may be more 
interested in his patient's reaction 
than the patient Despite what you 
may think about shock treatments, 
and despite what even many psychia­
trists think, shock treatment seems 
to be making a comeback. 

Shock treatments date back to the 
1930s when two Italian psychiatrists, 
looking for a treatment for 
schizophrema, used electricity to 
induce convulsions in a patient. It 

worked, apparently, because the 
patient improved, and shock treat­
ments became common therapy for 
severe psychotic illnesses. 

A number of antipsychotic drugs 
were introduced in the 1950s to 
control the m0re severe illnesses. At 
the same time, many stories began 
to circulate about excessive and 
indiscriminate use of electric shock 
treatments. Some psychiatrists aban­
doned shock treatments, but then 
discovered that many cases of severe 
depression did not respond either to 
psychotherapy or to medication. 
Many of the depression cases did 
respond to electric shock. 

Still Shocking 
Why is the ele<;tric shock treat­

ment successful in depression cases? 
No one seems to know. In fact, no 
one seems to know why electric 
shock works at all, one of the reasons 
many psychiatrists, about one-third 
according to a recent survey, are not 
enthusiastic about the therapy. 

One theory is that the electricity, 
as much as 80 to I 00 volts, affects 
the hypothalamus, a portion of the 
brain that regulates the body's mood 
controlling substances. Patients 
often do not recall the shock 
therapy. 

Proponents of the therapy claim 
that the only physical sign of the

Tender Loving Care 
If the return of shock treatments 

is the wave of the future, consider 
this recent study by two 
psychologists from Tennessee's Van­
derbilt University. Hans Strupp and 
Suzanne Hadley separated two 
groups of college men, 17 to 24 years 
old, diagnosed as suffering from 
neurotic depression or anxiety 
reactions. One group was treated b; 
trained psychotherapists. Sympathe­
tic (but untrained) college professors 
listened to the fears and anxieties of 
the second group. 

Preliminary research showed that 
both groups had similar im­
provement, leading Strupp and 
Hadley to conclude an intelligent 
and sympathetic ear may be as 
effective as skilled psychoanalytic 
treatment. They caution that the

During the past three years startling 
new evidence of the dangers of mari­
juana has surfaced, and the warning 
signals are loud and clear. Marijuana 
can affect the lungs and pulmonary 
system, the reproductive system, the 
genes and chromosomes, the white 
blood cells, and certain areas of the 
brain . It also has damaging 
psychological effects Even with all of 
these findings, pot smokers tend to put 
them down. In the next few 
paragraphs, the medical findings on 
marijuana and its effects on the body 
will be described in limited detail. 

BRAIN: The first point to make is 
that THC <Delta-9 Tetrahydrocan­
nabinol), the main ingredient found in 
marijuana, is fat soluble. Therefore, it 
b\lilds up in all parts of the body, 
especially the fat-storing organs like 
the brain and sexual organs. For this 
reason, marijuana may be harmful to 
the brain. It enters the bloodstream 
and then is quickly soaked up by fatty 
cells. A British research report at­
tributed brain atrophy to marijuana 
use in humans . According to Webster's 
dictionary, atrophy means. the wasting 
away or decrease in size of a body part. 
People use marijuana because of its 
short-term effects on the brain to 
develop a "high" not considering the 
possible long-term effects (actual 
physical damage to the brain tissue). 
An experiment in Bristol, England, 
was conducted by Dr. A.M.G. Camp­
bell, where he discovered young 
chronic users of marijuana <chronic 
defined as daily users) from age 18-26 
had suffered as much brain damage as 
is normally encountered in people age 
70, 80, and 90. 

REPRODUCTIVE SYSTEM : 
MALE-In the male, pot greatly 
decreased sperm count in humans and 
animals; there also was marked in­
crease in abnormal sperm. Five hun­
dred men, ages 18 to 30, who had smok­
ed pot for 6 years showed significantly 
lower rates of sexual activity and 
fewer orgasms. Thirty percent of male 
patients who have smoked for five 
years complain of impotence . 
"Today's pot smoker may not only be 
damaging his own mind and body, but 
may be playing genetic roulette with 
unborn generations," said a leading 
doctor in the field. • 

REPRODUCTIVE SYSTEM: 
FEMALE- Marijuana's effect on 
human reproductive organs is signifi­
cant. Researchers have found that 38.3 
percent of the women who smoked pot 
for six months had defective menstrual 
cycles. They also detected a very high 
testosterone level in the groups that us­
ed marijuana . Testosterone is the chief 
male sex hormone . This causes ex­
cessive facial and body hair on women. 
There were also significantly lower 
prolactin levels in the marijuana 
users. Prolactin is a hormone involved 
in milk production of a nursing mother. 
It is also thought to have other effects 
on the reproductive system. "We are 
particularly worried about what mari­
juana is doing to the adolescent 
female . The effects might be even 
stronger before the body has 
matured." 

LUNGS : As of yet, there is no direct 
clinical evidence that marijuana smok­
ing causes lung cancer. It has been 
reported that marijuana smoke con­
tains more carcinogens 
<cancer-causing materials) than 
tobacco. Someone smoking one joint a 
day will develop air way resistance 
which one would not develop from 
smoking a pack of cigarettes a day. 

Marijuana also destroys a person's 
white blood cells. It causes a 3.4 
chromosome break per 100 white cells. 
The normal rate of breakage is 1.2 per 
100 cells. White blood cells are used 
by the body to fight disease . 
Therefore, pot may reduce a person's 
resistance to disease by interfering 
with the body's immune response . 

PSYCHOLOGICAL EFFECTS : 
Marijuana is a drug that can cause pro­
found personality changes which lead 
to loss of ambition and maturation, 
chronic li s tl essness, apathy 
Cnon-caringl, withdrawal and an un­
willingness to communicate, 
moodiness, irritability, loss of interest 
in school activities and sports, a drop 
in school grades, neglect in ap-

pearance, hostility toward authority, 
and paranoia. Several doctors call pot 
"our most dangerous drug because of 
its nationwide prevalence and because 
people use it thinking nothing bad is 
happening to them." 

One of the most dangerous things for 
young people is that drugs interfere 
with the normal process of growing up. 
Young people need to learn how to 
make decisions, to deal with success 
and failure, and to form their own 
beliefs and values to carry with them 
into adulthood. Drug taking can be an 
escape from these "growing pains" 
and may mean that the young person 
will never learn these important skills 
of maturity. Marijuana is a chemical 
experience. It affects your mood, your 
body, and your mind.

Heritage Comm. Head 
Seeks To Save Past 

America has traditionally been a 
land of progress. 

That progress, however, has often 
been at the expense of tradition and 
landmark buildings. 

That is changing. 
With a tight economy and high in­

terest rates, more and more home 
buyers and investors are looking to old 
buildings. Using low-interest federal 
loans, grants or tax breaks, people are 
renovating older structures and restor­
ing them to their original grandeur. 

The Kentucky Heritage Commission, 
a relatively small state agency that 
aims to preserve the state's heritage, 
helps people obtain the aid needed for 
restoration. 

Providing that restoration 
assistance, though, is just one way the 
commission does its job. 

Anne Armstrong Thompson, the 
commission's newly appointed ex­
ecutive director, says the agency's 
staff is presently surveying the state's 
historic sites to find what should be 
preserved. Once that survey is finish­
ed, she says, a complete and illustrated 
roster of the state's historical 
resources will exist. 

Thompson hopes that some of the 
material from the survey will then be 
1sed i_n county histories, some of which 
have already been published. She says 
the histories would show people "the 
old building next to the bus stop" could 
have historical value. 

If a structure, site or area has signifi­
cant historical importance, it could be 
added to the National Register of 
Historic Places. For that to happen, 
the state Preservation Review Board 
must examine the site and decide if a 

_formal application for inclusion should 
'la>emade. · 

Once on the register, a site is provid­
ed limited protection and the owners 
are qualified to apply for a 50-50 mat­
ching grant for restoration or 
rehabilitation. Owners of commercial 
properties can apply for tax incentives. 
There are 979 Kentucky sites listed on 
the register.

on the survey, the status of grants and 
possible additions to the register. 
Thompson supervises the staff and 
works with the commission's 
numerous advisory committees. This 
work is new for her, but not alien. 

She says she had a "a knowledge that 
I was living in an h)storic area" when 
she grew up near Lexington's 
distinguished old Gratz park 
neighborhoo.d. Her family had lived in 
the area for generations and provided 
her with an appreciation for its 
historical importance. A Kentucky 
history course in the fourth grade 
helped turn that appreciation into love. 

That love blossomed in college when 
she took another state history course 
and wrote a paper on John Hunt 
Morgan. . 

The 41-year-old graduate of the 
University of Kentucky and the Flet­
cher School of Law and Diplomacy 
kept her love alive as a volunteer 
member of the commission's Franklin 
county Committee from 1967 to 1973. 
Since the early 1970s, however, her 
main interests have been her family 
and writing.

Coal-Oil Plant To Use 
Island Creek Product 

Occidental Petroleum corporation's 
subsidary, COM Energy, Inc., an~ 
Eastern Seaboard Petroleum Co. of 
Jacksonville, have jointly announced 
plans for the location of the first com­
mercial coal-oil mixture plant in this 
country at Jacksonville, Florida. Pro­
duction of a coal-oil mixture product is 
planned to begin early in the second 
quarter of this year. Site preparation is 
now under way. 

COM is a combination of pulverized 
coal and fuel oil and is expected to pro­
vi~ an economical alternative to total 
conversion to coal. The use of a COM 
product can cut an industrial con­
sumer's use of fuel oil by one-half. 

The plant, which was designed by 
Occidental Engineering Company, Ir­
vine, Calif., is self-contained and can 
produce 1 million barrels a year of the 
coal-oil mixture. The facility has been 
designed to incorporate various 
technologies to improve. stability or 
viscuosity o( the 'mix as required for 
extended storage and handling. Plans 
call for the product to be shipped to 
customers in trucks and later by 
barge.

Strawberries can be a profitable 
crop or pastime in the Big Sandy 
region, as Bill Ward, of Little Paint, 
and Curtis Blackburn, of Stanville, will 
tell you. Mr. Ward has been growing 
berries. for approximately two years 
and has nearly two acres. Mr . 
Blackburn has grown berries for 
several years and currently has 1 2 to 
3/4 acre. 

Mr. Blackburn sells his berries on a 
pick-your-own basis. He has establish­
ed rules to govern pickers and protect 
his plants . The names of pickers from 
past years are kept and they are 
notified when berry season arrives. 
"We've never been able to grow 
enough to supply all the pickers on our 
list," says Mr. Blackburn. Some people 
come from as far away as West 
Virginia. 

Mr. Ward sells his berries picked. He 
feels people will damage the plants if 
he went to a pick-your-own operation. 
Mr. Ward feels he will be able to secure 
the necessary labor to harvest the 
crop. "I've been able to sell everything 
we can pick," he said.

Both type operations have advan­
tages. Picking the berries requires ad­
ditional seasonal labor, but the gross is 
more. Pick-your-own strawberry 
operations required less labor, but re­
quire strict rules and scmeone to 
oversee picking. 

Both gentlemen have excellent sites 
for strawberries-good, well-drained 
soils with a slight slope for air 
drainage. Low spots where cold air set­
tles and poorly drained soils should be 
avoided. Pick-your-own operations 
should be reasonably near to well­
traveled roads and allow for adequate 
parking. 

Both growers lost some of their early 
berries to frost. Both are able to ir­
rigate and plan to use irrigation to pro­
tect their early fruiting varieties. The 
main crop and later varieties were not 
badly hurt. Irrigation is important in­
surance for frost protection and for 
supplemental watering during dry 
seasons. One or two irrigations while 
the fruit is developing and maturing 
generally increases fruit size. Irriga­
tion in strawberries will generally pay 
for itself in a few years. 

Both growers use Enide to control 
weeds in their plantings. "We about 
went crazy fighting weeds, especially 
grass, until we went to a herbicide pro­
gram," according to Mr. Ward. 
Several new herbicides have been 
labeled for strawberries and promise 
better control of weed pests. 

A straw mulch will be applied in late 
November or early December. The 
mulch prevents temperature extremes 
and protects the plants. It is removed 
in the spring but kept handy in case of a 

Conservation Corps 
Begins Work in Pike 

Ten Young Conservation Corps 
(YACC) workers are beginning work in 
Pike county this week on a reclamation 
project designed to help prevent 
flooding in the Tug Fork Valley. 

The Y ACC crew will perform basic 
reclamation work, including stablizing 
the slopes, to prevent additional silt 
from getting into the Tug Fork and its 
tributaries. 

While this work is going on, the state 
of Kentucky will undertake a study to 
determine what further reclamation 
work will be necessary in the area, in­
volving the Peter Branch watershed of 
Blackberry Creek, near Freeburn, 
about seven miles south of Belfry. That 
work will be done under a cooperative 
agreement with OSM, using OSM funds 
also. 

David C. Short, OSM's Region II 
Director in Knoxville, TN., said the 
Peter Branch subwatershed is one of 
the major contributors to sedimenta­
tion of the Tug Fork from the Kentucky 
side. That sedimentation, in turn, is a 
major factor in flooding problems in 
the valley. 

At least 65 homes locate d 
downs tream on Peter Branch, 
Blackberry Creek and Tug Fork now 
are very- vulnerable to flooding , Short 
said.

late frost. It can be placed back on the 
rows for protection. Mr. Blackburn 
uses a hay rake to move the mulch off 
of the plants. At least some of the straw 
is left between rows making a cleaner 
surface for pickers and berries and 
adds organic matter to the soil when 
turned under during renovation. 

Renovation is very important for 
home and commercial strawberry 
plantings. It keeps the planting from 
becoming a patch , keeps the plants 
vigorous and extends the number of 
years before the planting must be 
renewed. Both growers use tillers to 
narrow the rows to around 12 to 18 in­
ches. Fertilizer is applied at renova­
tion and again in early fall. 

Mr. Blackburn also uses a harrow to 
thin the plants. Some varieties form 
too many plants and like any other 
crop, strawberries will do best when 
properly spaced. Certain varieties are 
more likely to require thinning than 
others. Pulling a harrow over the patch 
uproots many young plants but will not 
harm large plants with extensive root 
systems. These young plants would 
have cropped only lightly and 
crowding results in small size and 
lower fruit quality. 

Strawberries can be a good way to 
3Upplement your income and can 
develop to a major part of your farm­
ing system. Success requires proper 
management and planning and work. 
"Growing strawberries is a family 
operation" Mr. Blackburn said, "You 
have got to be willing to put in the work 
to make it a success." Your County Ex­
tension Office can provide you with 
publications and additional informa­
tion to aid you in establishing a home 
or commercial pl~mting.

Automobile Repairs 
Attorney General Steven L. Beshear 

warns Kentucky consumers to collect a 
lot of information before spending 
money on car repairs. This would help 
reduce the recurring problems en­
countered by people who negotiate 
repair agreements with businesses 
they do not know and about problems 
they do not understnad . 

''Before taking your car in for any 
repairs, check the reliability of the 
garage," Beshear said. "Ask family 
and friends about its business reputa· 
tion. Ask them also about the kind of 
service they have received, the al­
titudes of the people who did the work, 
the reasomibleness of the charges and 
the willingness of the business to stand 
behind or guarantee its work." 

Call ahead to find out whether or not 
an appointment is necessary and 
whether labor costs are low.er on 
weekdays than on Saturdays . You may 
be able to arrange your schedule to 
benefit from this savings, Beshear ex­
plained. 

When you take your car to the repair 
shop, describe your car's problem in 
detail to the service manager. Do not 
suggest what you think is wrong with 
the car; just list the symptoms. 

Be sure to stay with . the service 
manager while he examines the car, 
and if possible talk with the mechanic 
and discuss the car's problems. 

Don't be talked into having repairs 
done that you do not want or did not 
plan on having done. If other repairs 
are suggested, you may want to con­
firm the need for them elsewhere. 

After the car has been examined, 
have the needed repairs specifically 
described by the repairman. Do not ac­
cept vague, work-order terms such as 
"repair brakes" or "fix transmission." 
Get an estimated cost for repairs in 
writing, and make sure the cost of all 
parts and labor is included, Beshear 
said. 

If a need for a major repair job is in­
dicated, it may be advisable to obtain 
several estimates before having the

work done. Every repair shop ~s a 
flat-rate book that gives the average 
time and the number of parts required 
to complete the job. Ask the service 
manager for a price quotation based on 
this book . 

Read the work order before signing 
it. This paper should state that any 
repairs required beyond those describ· 
ed in the work order must be authoriz­
ed by you . 

"If this is not printed on the 
authorization, write it in yourself. .. and 
obtain a copy of the repair order for 
your records and to review if further 
repairs are suggested," Beshear said . 

When the repair work is done and 
you pick up the car, test drive it to be 
sure the work has been done properly, 
the attorney general advised. If it has 
not, return the car and insist the work 
be done correctly and at no extra cost. 

Before paying the bill, make sure the 
computations are accurate and that all 
costs are itemized. Kentucky sales tax 
should only apply to parts- not to 
labor. Make sure any guarantees are 
put in writing, and keep copies of work 
orders, bills and guarantees, he added. 

If you have a complaint about the 
repairs done to your car, you should 
first contact the management of the 
repair shop directly. If you do not get 
the problem resolved in that manner, 
write to the Office of the Attorney 
General , Division of Consumer Protec­
tion , Frankfort, Ky. 40601.

Few families have had more in­

fluence in the settlement of the frontier 
of Eastern Kentucky and Southwest 
Virginia than the Harmans, yet history 
has sadly neglected their contribution 
to our nation's development. 

The Harmans of Eastern Kentucky 
trace their ancestry to Heinrich Adam 
Harman and his wife, Louisa Katrina. 
Henrich, who was usually referred to 
as Adam , was born in Prussia, Ger­
many, about 1690. He and Louisa 
Katrina were married in Prussia in 
1723, and in the late summer of 1724 
their first child, Adam, Jr., was born. 

Early in 1725, due to the repressive 
nature of life in Germany during this 
period, Adam, Sr. and his family left 
their home to begin a new life in the 
American Colonies. En route, the Har­
mans were forced to. delay their 
journey and were residing on the Isle of 
Man when their second son, Henry, 
was borri. 

We know that the Harmans had 
reached America by 1729 as their third 
son, Daniel, was born that year in Pen­
nsylvania . 

By 1734 or 1725, Adam Harman, Sr. 
and his growing family had settled in 

• the Shenandoah Valley of Virginia, 
near Strasburg. It wa~ here in 1736 that 
Mathis Harman was born. 

New settlers were soon filling the 
Valley of Virginia and Adam, Sr. once 
again felt the need to find a less crowd­
ed area. Divesting himself of his 
holdings in the Valley, Adam and his 
family began their journey into the 
wilderness of Southwest Virginia . 
Reaching the New River area in the 
present Giles County, Virginia, he 
established his permanent residence at 
what is now Eggleston, Virginia. 

Here, Adam Harman and his sons· 
were the founders of the first perma­
nent English-speaking settlement west 
of the Alleghany Mountains, possibly in 
the whole Mississippi Valley. 

While most histories fix the first set­
tlement at Drapers Meadow in 1746, in 
Montgomery County, Va., a county 
court record entered in Orange County,

Virginia, dated 29th of May, 1745, 
orders a road survey to "Adam Har­
man 's on New River. " We also find 
that he was a road overseer, a con­
stable and an officer in the Militia in 
the New River area prior to 1746. 

From their home on New River the 
Harmans were soon exploring and hun­
ting in the Big Sandy Valley. By 1755, 
Mathis Harman had constructed a hun­
ting cabin near the mouth of Johns 
Creek in the present Johnson County, 
Ky. This cabin was to become the foun­
dation for the first permanent English 
settlement in Eastern Kentucky. 

It was not until around 1786 that a 
real effort was made to settle tbe Big 
Sandy Valley when Mathis Harman, 
his brothers and a few of their 
neighbors came into the valley and 
erected a block-house near the site of 
Mathis' old hunting cabin. rt was at 
this site. that the ordeal of Jenny Wiley 
reached its dramatic climax. 

Whether by design or not , the Har­
mans built their block-house near the 
War Trail used by the Indians, and con­
stant harassment by these warriors 
prevented the settlers from planting. 
Without supplies to carry them through 
the winter, Mathias Harman and his 
friends were forced to return to 
Virginia. When the Indians discovered 
the block-house abandoned, they pro­
mptly burned it to the ground. 

Another attempt at establishing a 
settlement was made by the Harmans 
the following year and it met the same 
fate as the first. Once again, the block­
house was rebuilt but this time was 
surrounded by a stockade and by 1789 
Harman ' s Station was firmly 
established in the Big Sandy Valley. 
While the Indians were still 
troublesome for several :years, they 
were never again able to force the set­
tlers out. 

An excellent account of the founding 
of Harman's Station and the Wiley cap­
tivity will be found in a book by the 
same title written by William Elsey 
Connelley and published by Edward R. 
Hazlett, of Paintsville.
