Hospital Strike 
Set for Monday 

Highlands hospital workers- voted 
last week to s tr ike at Sunday midnight. 

According to a statement issued by 
the employees' union, District 1199, 
National Union of Hospital and Health 
Care Employees, the decision to str ike 
w·as carried by 201-an unanimous 
vole. 

" Employees have deep concern for 
all our patients ," the sta tement read. 
"but conditions at the medical center 
have become intolerable a nd the 
hospita l adminis tration has refused to 
make changes." 

In another statement , Assista nt Ad­
minis trator Russell Dean ack.no\'.:ledg­
ed that the hospital administration had 
received not ice of a strike. Dean re­
jected union claims that the hospital 
was s talling on its demands, however. 

"We feel that progr ess has been 
made and we will cont inue to negotiate 
in good faith in the hope that further 
progress can be made," he said. 

Among the grievances listed by the 
hospi tal workers are alleged refusals 
by the administration to authorize a 
patient care and staffing committee , to 
recognize seniority rights, to permit 
fair grievance procedures, or to post 
employee work schedules seven days 
in advance. The union is also complain­
ing of inadequate pay. pensions. and 
benefi ts.

Kentucky had a population increase · 

of 33.7 per cent- up from 3,220,711 in 
1970 to 3,661,433 at the time the census 
was taken last year, and the Big Sandy 
River section of the state, benefitting 
from an unprecedented coal boom, 
kept pace . 

Floyd county's population, according 
to the Census , stands at 48,764, an in­
crease of 35.9 per ct;nt' ove•- the 35,889 

. tabulated in 1970 

Its five incorporated towns showed 
these totals: 
· Allen , 338 in 1980, a loss of 53.3 per 
cent from its 724 in 1970 ; Martin , 827, 
up from 786 in 1970 for a gain of 5.2 per 
cent ; Prestonsburg. 4011 as compared 
with 3422 in 1970, a gain of 17.2 per 
cent ; Wayland, 601, up from 384 10 
years ago for an increase of 56.5 per 
cent; Wheelwright, 865, 9.1 per cent 

e more than the 793 total in 1970. 
While Prestonsburg was showing a 

population gain of 589 over the 10-year 
period, two other count y-seat towns of 

the area lost population. Paintsville 
lost 1.9 per cent, from 3868 to 3815, and 
Pikeville was down from 5205 to 4756 
for a percentage loss of 5.6 per cent. 

The new population figures for this 
county are a lso broken down into seven 
divisions. The 1980 totals for these are: 

Allen -Martin Division , 6909; 
McDowell Division , 4361; Mare Creek , 
5418; Mud Creek, 6201; Prestonsburg , 
14,160 ; Risner-Bull Creek, 2,116; 
Wayland , 4629. 

The census includes housing unit 
totals for the county's incorporated 
towns: 

Allen, 126, a drop from 260 in 1970 ; 
Martin , 373, up from 262; Prestons­
burg, 1691 , up from 1256; Wayland, 206, 
a gain from 130; Wheelwright ,' a loss 
from 407 in 1970 to 380 when the 1980 
census was taken. 

Other area county population totals 
fol low : 

Johnson , 24.,436, up 39.3 per cent from 
17539 in 1970; Knott , 17,940, 22.1 per 
cent above its 14,698 at the last 
preceding census ; Magoffin, 13 ,515, 
29.4 per cent up from 10,433 : Martin, 
13,925. which was 48.5 per cent gain 

over the 10,443 recorded in 1970; Pike,

On April 1, 1980, there were 55,513

While the population of Boyd county 
increased by only 6 percent in the 
decade , the number of housing units

It gets harder all the time to imagine 
wha t it used to be like in Prestonsburg.

When Scutchfield was growing up -in 
the Water Gap section; where he still 
resides, mules and horses were a prac­
tical commodity.

"Why. there's not hardly a lot in 
town I've not plowed ." Scutchfield 
recalled.

6,000 Demostrate 
In D.C. Black Lung 
Fund Cut Protest 

AL S- Coal miners protesting cuts 
in Black Lung benefits at the March 9 
rally and march in Washington, D. C. 
were greeted at the White House by a 
row of police cars barring them from 
the idewalk and a dozen mounted 
police posted on the sidewalk between 
the police cars and the White House 
gate. 

As the miners marched past the 
White House from McPherson Square 
where the rally had taken place, many 
stopped to comment on this reaction to 
their concerns from the Reagan ad· 
ministration and a few taunted the 
police. 

Most exchanges between police and 
miners were friendly, however , and a 
park service truck at the end of the line 
of police cars was decorated with 
placards from the demonstrations. 

Close to 6,000 miners , wives and pen­
sioners attended the UMWA sponsored 
demonstration, most of them boarding 
busses in the wee hours of the morning 
in order to attend the two and a half 
hour event. Hats and jackets marked 
with District 15 and District 22 in­
dicated that miners from as far away 
as Colorado and Utah had made the 
trip. There were few complaints about 
either the chilly weather or the long 
ride. Members of the West virginia 
Black Lung Lung Association who had 
boarded the bus at 3:30 a.m . in 
Beckley, W. Va., had just finished the 
eight block march, and faced .a eight to 
ten hour ride home cheerfully. declared 
that they were glad they had come. 

Despite the good spirits, many there 
were sceptical as to whether the 
demonstration would have any real ef­
fect on rolling back the proposed cuts. 
A retired miner from Pennsylvania 
shook his head when asked if he 
thought the demonstration would do 
any good . "I've got 34 years 
underground and can 't get Black Lung 
benefits ," he said. He added that he ex­
pected more demonstratoins and a lot 
of protest if " Reagan keeps trying to 
take food away from little children and 
old people. " 

Few of the demonstrators paid much 
attention to the speeches of politicians 
and union officials, chatting among 
themselves during the majority of the 
program and responding politely but 
without enthusiasm to declarations of 
support. 

At one point, however, there was a 
request from the speaker's platform on 
the balcony of UMWA headquarters for 
a few moments of silence for a former 
miner who had died of Black Lung that 
morning. A total silence fell over 
McPherson Square and the crowd 
listened respectfully as the miner's son 
urged them not to give up the battle. 

Speakers at the rally included W.Va . 
Senators Robert Byrd and Jennings 
Randolph, and Representatives Carl 
Perkins of Kentucky, Nick Joe Rahall 
of West Virginia , George Miller , of 
California, and Austin Murphey, of 
Pennsylvania.

Flood May Follow Fire 
Conservationists Warn 

As many can recall , we had a rather 
low rainfall last summer and fall 
resulting in increased dangers of forest 
fires: and we were blessed with them' 
They caused smoke-filled skies, a 
serious hazard to people with 
respiratory problems, not to mention 
the cost in helping to bring· the fires 
under cotrol. 

Many people say, " Well , that was 
last year!" Yes , very true, but let us 
consider some probable results which 
might have been overlooked . 

First, we will see above-average ero­
SIOn due to various sections of our 
forest being burned last November. 
Without the leaves, etc. on the forest 
floor to help absorb the intense rain­
fall, rapid run-off will likely occur, 
resulting in massive erosion of burned 
mountain lands. 

Second, there will be a high pro­
bability of flooding especially in low­
lying areas near small streams and 
rivers. 

Third, we need the rainfall to 
replenish our water supply for drinking 
water and other home uses, for our 
crops, recreation , etc.

Public Defender On Way Out 
Among a ll the budget cuts presently 

making news, a t least one cannot be at­
tributed to the Reagan administration. 
It is the elimination from the Law E n­
forcement Assistance Administrat ion 
budget of funds supporting regional 
public defenders in a number of sta tes. 
including Ken tucky . And it · is a 
holdover from the Carter administra­
tion. 

Four attorneys work out of the Ollie<' 
of P ublic Advocacy here . They are 
responsible for defending indigPnl 
clients charged wi th crim inal offenses 
in a six-county a rea a nd currently have 
200 cases pending . The funds that sup­
port them run out at the end of 
September . 

What will happen then? " I suppose 
we wi ll return to the pract ice of 
rota ting these cases among pri vate at ­
torneys... sa id We pard Bur•" ·ister, 
supervising a ttorney in th< public 
defender's office here . 

If tha t does happen. it will be a turn 
for the worse. in Burmeister's view . 
The public defender system has proven 
cost cfft>ctive. a nd provides spPediPr 

and better defense for the poor, he 
claims. What is more , it takes a burden 
away from private attorneys that they 
are generally happy to be rid of. he 
said . 

On the last point a t least , many 
private attorneys agree . At its last 
meeting, the P ike County Bar Associa­
tion voted its support for the existing 
publ ic defender program, accordi ng to 
Bob Bishop. a public defender who ad­
dressed the association on the subject 
of the program's threa tened demise .

Detention Center's 
Closing Slated Here 

The juvenile detention center here 
will close. Floyd schools may have half 
a million dollars less to spend next 
year. Medicaid recipients will have to 
pay for their own transportation to 
clinics . 

These are among the effects of 
budget cuts announced last week by 
Gov. John Y. Brown , Jr., as part of his 
plan to cope with declining state 
revenues . 

The juvenile detention center, which 
occupies the upper story of the court­
house annex building, will close by Ju­
ly 1, according to a decision announced 
by Human Resources Secretary Grady 
Stumbo. The closing will save the state 
$152,000 next year, he said. 

In all , $43.3 million will be cut from 
the state's elementary and secondary 
education budget. A $19 million cut last 
year is said to have cost Floyd schools 
about $200,000 this year. 

The closing of the detention center 
here comes as one of a serieS of

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Carter said he believed the coroner's 
salary should be the same as that for 
magistrates. 

The county solid waste agency was 
taken to task for 'an agreement it 
negotiated recently with the county 's 
franchised trash collectors. The agree­
ment was to buy back the franchises in 
view of the county's assuming direct 
responsibility for garbage collection 
here soon. 

At the request of Solid Waste Board 
Chairman Bob McAninch and Albert 
Burchett, the board's attorney, who 
said they knew nothing of the agree­
ment until it was concluded, the fisca l 
court directed tha t a new agreement be 
drafted which would na,me as parties 
only the solid waste board and the two 
operators who have actually been 
awarded garbage collection franchises 
by the county. 

The two men, Okie Lawson, owner of 
District Four Sanitation Co., and 
Adrian La fferty, owner of Floyd Coun­
ty Sanitation Co., are the only parties 
to whom the county is directly 
obligated, they argued. 

Lafferty, who sublet parts of his 
franchise some years ago to Eugene 
Akers , serving the Left Beaver area, 
and the Martin Sanitation Co. , sought 
successfully to have the subcontrac­
tors included as parties to the original 
agreement with the solid waste board . 

According to the agreement, Lawson 
is to receive $15,000 for his franchise 
rights, Lafferty $42,750, Akers $6000, 
and Martin Sanitation $16,250. 

In directing that a new agreement 
be drafted, members of the fiscal court 
indicated that they had no dispute with 
the purchase figures but insisted that 
settling with the subcontractors is Laf­
ferty's responsibility. 

The long-dispu ted question of 
whether " Little Floyd"-a section of 
Mare Creek-belongs to Pike or Floyd 
county once again exercised the court. 
The matter was raised by Jeffery Dar­
rell Clark, of Harold, who said a bank 
was insisting on a resolution of the 
issue before lending him mor tgage 
money to build a house on property he 
owns in the disputed section. 

The state Attorney General had 
declined to give an opinion on the mat ­
ter , Clark said. 

Despite assertions by Mare Creek 
resident Julia n Scalf that the state 
legislature long ago held the area to be 
part of Floyd county- advanced by 
Scalf and other residents in support of 
their contention tha t the Floyd fisca l 
court is responsible for road construc­
tion and maintenance there- the court 
heeded the advice of Assistant County 
Attorney Eric Hall that the matter still 
needs to be adjudicated in cir cuit 
court. 

The court did resolve, however, that 
the location of the plar.ned residence is 
in Floyd county •· to the best of its 
knowledge" and therefore qualifies for 
residential mortgage money. 

Following complai nts about the con­
dition of the Mare Creek road, and a 
claim tha t its unevenness contributed 
to the injury of a child riding a school 
bus there recently, Judge Execut ive 
Bill Wells and District Four Magistrate 
Hershel Hamilton agreed to meet with 
residents on the site. 

Again before the court was the is­
suance of $1.6 million in industrial 
revenue bonds to finance the construc­
tion of a service and operations center 
for South Centra l Bell on Wills Branch 
of Bull Creek. The proposal was ap­
proved by the fiscal court last October 
and more recently by a state bond 
oversight committee. An ordinance 
providing for the issue of the bonds 
must now have two readings before the 
court. 

South Centra l Bell will have to post a 
$10.000 performance bond befon• thf' 
company is perm itted to lay cables on 
any coun ty right -of-way in thl' futu re 
according to anot her fiscal court deci: 
sion . In response to a company request 
to lay a cable on Dodson Branch ol Hull 
Creek. Judge Wells noted that com­
plaint s had been received in the past 
about the condition in which the com­
pany a llegedly left the roads when 
their work was don(' . 

Over the objection of Magistrate Hay 
Wilcox. who has been highly critical of 
the phone company's performanct• in 
th1s regard. thl' court decided to 
aut hori ze fh(' pniject on 'condition that 
a bond was postt'd . 

retrenchments designed to trim $20.1 
million from the state Department ot 
Human Resources' budget. A unit fOl 
girls had been transferred from tht· 
center last summer to the Pike Count) 
Juvenile Center. which is also targeted 
for closing as a result of the present 
cuts. 

It will be up to the county to decide 
where to house the juveniles, Secretary 
Stumbo said. Officials here claim, 
however, that the county is in no finan­
cial position to maintain the detention 
center. 

Calling the faci lity 's closing ''a 
tragedy, " County Attorney Arnold 
Turner, Jr. said this week it would 
mean the loss to the courts of an impor­
tant tool in dealing with young of­
fenders . 

A brief term in the detention center 
represented a " third option" -between 
simply sending the youth home or com­
mitti ng him to state custody-which 
has proved valuable in the vast majori­
ty of cases to come before district court 
here, Turner said . 

" Without this middle ground," he 
predicted, "a big percentage of 
juveniles (appearing before the court) 
will be summarily returned home." 

"What are you going to do with a 
youngster caught stealing gas for the 
first time? You're not going to want 
him committed to a state institution for 
six months. There will be no alter­
na tive now but to send him home," 
Turner said. <State Jaw requires that 
juveniles, if imprisoned, be kept out of 
sight and sound of adult prisoners.) 

Nine staff positions wi ll be 
eliminated as a result of the center's 
closing. Two of the positions are cur­
rently vacant, however , and some of 
the other employees may be trans­
ferred to other programs, it was said. 

The state has paid the county no rent 
for the space occupied by the detention 
facility, as the result of an arrange­
m ent by which state funds largely 
financed construction of the court­
house annex building in 1978. Human 
Resources has been paying 70 percent 
of the uti lity bills, however, its share 
amounting to $1386 a month. 

Amon g other budget -cutting 
measures, some 200 positions in the 
Human Resources department will be 
e liminated through attritfon or 
reassignment next year ; people being 
cut from Medicaid or AFDC will no 
longer enjoy a 10-day grace period 
before being removed from the rolls; 
and cash payments to destitute people 
and disaster victims will be redueed. 

Despite the elimination of a number 
of alcohol-treatment programs across 
the state, the Layne House here will not 
be immediately affected, since it is 
funded by federal dollars, said David 
Bell , director of the Mountain Com­
prehensive Care Center. The reprieve 
is likely to be only temporary, 
however, since federa l money for the 
state's comprehensive care centers is 
also targeted for a 25 percent reduc­
tion, he noted . 

As a result of cuts in the schools' 
budget, the size of kindergarten 
classes will r ise by a bout 25 percent; 
purchase of new language-art text ­
books will be delayed a year; there 
will be no additional money for voca­
tional and special-education classes; 
educational fees will r ise by only $5 per 
student instead of the $15 originally 
budgeted for next year; and there will 
be no additiona l power equalization 
money- money budgeted for poor 
school systems in an effort to equalize 
tax support for schools across the 
state.

From the time Terry Joe Owens 
came into this world-it was January 
11- life has been for him a more than 
ordinary struggle. 

The first-born of Terry and Shawna 
Owens, he arrived early, quickly fell 
victim to pneumonia and jaun­
dice-common hazards for 
preemies-and was transferred the 
day after his birth from Highlands to 
the UK Medical Center in Lexington. It 
would be a month before he was ready 
to come home. 

All was ready in the home on South 
Lake Drive where the young 
parents- Terry is 21, Shawna 17- Jong­
ed for the end of what had seemed a 
never-ending wait. Their vigil would 
not be over. 

Bradycardia. the doctor called it, 
and the Owens' added a word to what 
has become an extensive medical 
vocabulary. Abnormal slowing of the 
heart rate. The hospital staff had notic­
ed it in Terry Joe . They would need to 
watch him a while longer. 

The next addition to their medical 
lexicon was a word Shawna 
remembered seeing once in a 
magazine. SIDS- an acronym for one 
of the most common, most frightening, 
least understood killers of 
babies Sudden Infant Death Syn-

For some reason, SIDS babies just 

stop breathing, usually during sleep. 
Until recently, it has not been diagnos­
ed until after death. But increasingly, 
nurses and physicians are learning to 
recognize the signs in advance. 

Terry Joe Owens had the signs-ab.­
normally long !J3Uses in his breathing, 
a slowing of his heart rhythm. He was 
transferred again, this time to Cincin­
nati Children's Hospital, where he 
could be placed on a "sleeping 
monitor." 

The monitor emits a loud signal if the 
baby's breathing rate slows unusually. 
It happened often enough to the Owens 
baby to make it c'ear he would need to 
be monitored continually over the first 
critical months of his life. 

There are portable monitors for hire. 
designed for use in the home, but they 
are expensive-much more than 
Terry, a gas station attendant. and 
Shawna could afford $236 for the first 
month-their medical card would take 
care of that. And $175 every month 
thereafter. 

The Prestonsburg Kiwanis passed 
the hat last week, for $236. That will 
support the monitor's vigil for better 
than a month. 

It has been five days. Three times 
the signal has sounded. Two "false 
alarms" and the third time Terry Joe 
"picked up on his own," h1s mother an 
nounces proudly. 

And next month? 
"We'll make it." Shawna says simp­

ly.

Even though the recent warm 

weather has reminded us of spring. of­
ficially . it ·s still winter. and it's the 
time to watch out for cattle lice . 

Cattle lice populations should be 
peaking about now , and this is the time 
to observe animals for signs of stress. 

There are two types of lice that affect 
cattle in Kentucky: chewing and blood­
sucking lice . 

Chewing lice attack skin, hair and 
raw flesh of animals, although they 
don 't reduce performance in cattle as 
much as blood-sucking lice. 

Blood-sucking lice feed on blood. 
They're usually found in colonies on 
the hair and heavy populations can 
cause an animal to become anemic. 

Lice can easily be identified on cat­
tle, especially if they're present in 
large numbers . An obvious sympton of 
cattle lice is when cattle experience an 

· abnormal amount of itching. 
Depending on the severity of the pro­

blem, producers can slow down or 
completely eliminate cattle lice in 
their herds. Dust bags or back rubbers 
provide excellent control for the back

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Spring Fire Season Approaches: MSU Student Recognized 

Forest Said To Be Vulnerable 
The fall of 1980 will long be 

remembered by Kentuckians because 
of the severe fire damage in the forests 
of the state's eastern counties. 

Figures released by the Department 
for Natural Resources and En­
vironmental Protection's division of 
forestry show 358,653 acres were burn­
ed in 1,883 fires this past fall. 

Most of the fires occurred in the 
eastern third of the slate-in the 40 
counties east of Winchester, Richmond 
and Somerset. Counties hardest hit by 
the fires were Floyd, Pike, Perry, Mar­
tin, Harlan and Letcher, forestry of­
ficials said. 

Forest damage figures compiled by 
C. J. Lohr, chief of the division's forest 
products utilitzation section, show a 
$714,718,000 reduction in the value of 
the timber affected iy the fires. 

"This value loss can be explained as 
the 1980 value loss in the timber's 
growth rotation of 70 years," said 
Lohr. 

"As the timber matures to the 
70-year age level and is cut for sale and 
use, its value will be approximately 
$714,718,000 less than if the fires had 
not burned in the fall of 1980. And these 
dollar values are all based on 1980 
dollars," Lohr added. 

"Any burning in hardwood timber 
areas affects all of the trees, from the 
seedling-sapling sized ones to the 
mature trees. The effect on all is a 
reduction of quality and value at the 
time they are finally harvested and 
sold," he explained. 

"Fires burning under the conditions 
we saw in the fall fires were capable of 
wiping out 20-year-old tree stands, 1 
which will require an additional 20 
years to return to its original condition. 
That's a 40-year setback in a 70-year 
rotation cycle," Lohr said. 

"As a result of these fires, much of 
the timber will be permanently scar­
red," Lohr said. "Insects and disease 
will also cause deterioration of the 
trees throughout the remainder of their 
lifetime,• · he added. 

Lohr said any forest products 
harvested from a burned-over 
woodland will be of substantially lower 
quality and value. 

"The loss affects not only the lan­
downers and local forest industry, it af­
fects the entire community," Lohr 
commented. 

In addition to production losses, he 
estimated job loss to tbe state's forest­
products industry at approximately 
16,724 man-years of work which would 
have been available over a 70 year 
period had the fires not occurred. 

"The loss goes even further," Lohr 
said. "The development of Kentucky's 
forest industry will be proportionately 
slower. Tax revenu~ will also be lost 
because of the fires. ' 

Estimates of tax revenue loss to the 
state and federal governments has 
been set by forestry officials at more 
than $71 million, or 10 percent of pro­
duct value. 

"Although we cannot regain what 
has been lost, we can and must prevent

further forest losses said Forestry 
Directot Ray Swatzyna "Over the 
past 30 years Kentucky statistics show 
an average of 1,936 fires a year which 
burned on the average 79,634 acres of 
woodland. Last fall's fires were far 
more destructive, burning approx­
imately 382,00 acres. 

"This is an unnecessary economic 
loss to the state that we must strive to 
prevent," Swatzyna said. 

The forestry director said approx­
imately 30 percent of all forest fires 
reported in 1980 were incendiary, ''In 
many cases these fires were not 
maliciously set fires, but ones started 
by people who mistakenly believed 
burning helps the woods," he said 

"Some people think burning rids 
forest of snakes, ticks and thickets," he 
expiained. "In fact, generally the op· 
posite results from these fires. People 
need to realize that there is no good to 
come from these fires-only tremen­
dous harm." 

"We hope people will keep this in 
mind as the spring fire season ap­
proaches. March, April, and May are a 
time of high fire occurrence in Ken­
tucky," Swatzyna noted. "This year 
the average rainfall is still way down 
and we are afraid the woods will be 
very susceptible to fire . We can't urge 
caution too strongly."

Test Finds Most Soaps Irritating 
You usc an average of 28 pounds of 
soap a year, and you pay anywhere 
from four to 125 cents an ounce for 
it. Now a dermatologist has found 
that depending on which brand you 
use, this can all be very irritating to 
your skin. 

"At least one out of every five 
Americans has some sort of skin 
problem that can be aggravated by 
a soap that is not mild," says Dr. 
Albert M Kligman, Professor of 
Dermatology at the University of 
Penns) lvania. 

Dr. Kligman headed a team of 
dermatologists who set out to 
determine the irritancy to the skin of 
18 commonly available soaps. The 
bars of soap were tested on 
individuals who were carefully 
monitored for skin irritation 
reactions. 

"Little is knO\\n about the safety 
of soap~." Dr. Kligman reports. 
"What are the signs of soap 
damage? Do soaps differ in their 
capacity to injure kin? Do soaps 
cause distinctive skin diseases'~ Are 
soaps bad for dermatitic skin? How 
should soaps be tested for 
safety?" 

What became clear from Dr. 
Kltgman's study is that there is a 
great difference among soaps, span­
ning the range from marginal to 
severe irritancy. 

Dr. Kligman's research ranked the 
chapping, redness and scaling of the 
tested soaps. From the mildest to the 
most irritating, the order is: Dove, 
Aveenobar, Purpose, Dial, Alpha 
Keri, Fels Naptha, Neutrogena, 

, Ivory, Oilatum, Lowila, Jergens, 
Lubriderm, Cuticura, Basis, Irish 
Spring, Zest, Camay and Lava. 

Dove, a synthetic detergent bar 
was ranked mildest. Neutrogena, 
considered to be a neutral soap, was 
no different than Ivory, the most 
widely used brand. (An earlier 
clinical study by different re-
earchers found Neutrogena to be 

mild enough to be used by persons 
who were irritated by ordinary 
soap.) 

"It is widely believed," Dr. 
Kligman says "that superfatted 
soaps are milder on the assumption 
that they leave a film of 'protective' 
oil on the skin. Oilatum, an example 
of this species, was not able to live 
up to its reputation. Since soaps 
emulsify and remove oils, superfat­
ting is superselling." 

Dr. Kligman says he studied soap 
because of the problem of identify­
ing and recommending a mild soap 
for sensitive skins. 

Just what is the problem with 
soap? Pure soaps are composed of 
alkali combined with tallow or 
vegetable oil. The natural moisture 
barrier which protects the skin from 
damaging factors is reduced when 
routinely washed with soap, result­
ing in dry, rough, tight skin. 

The irritation can be worsened by 
the habits of the individual user. For 
example, acne sufferers who wash 
five to seven times a day actually 
aggravate the disease. Mothers also 
have a tendency to overuse soap on 
infants with diaper rash. 

The new study by Dr. Kligman 
contrasted with earlier tests which 
failed to show differences among 
soaps or which concluded that soaps 
were harmless.

OIL IN ELECTRIC PLANTS 
After ttiree years of research, a 

Department of Energy funded study in­
dicates they have found a method of 
converting an oil-burning generating 
plant to coal with a relatively small in· 
vestment in retrofitting. The method is 
to mix pulverized coal with water and 
an unspecified stabilizer to obtain a li­
quid fuel that would be stored and 
burned just like oil. This new fuel 
would be called "arc-coal." The fuel 
would !:lave an effective BTU value 
considerably less than oil but would of­
fer the possibility of shifting a gas- or 
oil-burning plant to coal with a 
relatively small investment and, in ad­
dition, could conceivably operate from 
fuel delivered directly from a slurry 
pipeline. About the only change that 
would be required for a normal oil­
burning plant would be a different kind 
of burner.

Census Survey Here 
Seeks Employment Data 

The U. S. Bureau of Census is con­
ducting a regular survey on employ­
ment and unemployment in this area, 
now through March 20, according to 
Joseph Harris, acting director of the 
Bureau's Regional Office in Charlotte. 

In addition to the ususal questions on 
current employment, the March 
survey will include others concerning 
the work experience and income of 
household members last ·year and 
whether they have moved since March 
1980. 

Households in this area are part of 
the sample of 78,000 across the country 
scientifically selected to represent a 
cross section of all U. S. households. 

The monthly survey is conducted for 
the U. S. Department of labor and pro­
vides a continuous record of activity in 
the labor force. The January survey in­
dicated that of the 105.5 million men 
and women in the civilian labor force, 
97.7 million were employed. The Na­
tion's unemployment rate was 7.4 per­
cent, the same as in December and lit­
tle different from the rates which have 
prevailed since May of last year. 

Information supplied by individuals 
participating in the survey is kept 
strictly confidential by law and the 
results are used only to compile 
statistical totals.

At 77, Tolson retains his skill and an 
innate understanding and sensitivity in 
his artistic expression. Tolson sees in 
his uncut sycamore, water birch and 
cedar the finished work he dreams of 
producing. 

Tolson brought from a box a wooden 
snake he had just finished and a par­
tially completed apple tree. These 
components eventually completed an 
Adam and Eve Scene for Bob and Judy 
Stix. 

"I don't recall seeing anyone do this 
type of work till I took it up 15 years 
ago,''Tolson said. "Oh, I'd known about 
old people carving wood dolls for their 
kids, but nobody looked on it as an art 
form." 

An art form it is. Soon after Tolson 
began creating objects of strength and 
beauty from wood, he found other peo­
ple admired his skill. 

The wood carvings of the Eastern 
Kentucky artist, father of 20 children, 
have been in traveling exhibits in 
Europe, Japan and other countries as 
well as the United States. His work is 
part of permanent exhibits at the 

Smithsonian in Washington , f>'ord 
Museum in Michigan and a handsome 
exhibit of his work is in the lobby at 
Maddox <Dr Paul ) Clinic, Campton, a 
short distance from Tolson's home. 

"I guess I've whittled 5,000 of the . 
Adam and Eve Scenes - I call it 
'Temptation," ' Tolson said. "There 
are only two of Noah's Ark I know of, 
one in Dearborn and the other in New 
York . M:r favorite pieces are the 
beheading of .John the Baptist and the 
one about the Romans when they threw 
the people and children to the lions. 
Why, I've had people come here and 
gather up the shavings out of the box 
and carry them off." 

Two of Tolson's sons, Donnie and 
Charles, exhibit a beginning of their 
father's skill in their hand carvings of 
walking sticks, people and animals 

Tolson was. a coal miner in years 
past. During World War II he worked 
in Dayton, Ohio, painting machinery 
"for an electric company." 

He spoke of a heart condition and 
looked out a back window to a two­
room unpainted building. "As soon as I 
can, I'm going to start work out there. 
I've not done much for about two mon­
ths," he said. 

The Tolson hands seemed twitchy, 
almost itchy to get busy with his pocket 
knife turning out more carvings of Un­
cle Sam, Adam and Eve, owls and 
animals. Tolson is a master craftsman, 
his wood sculptures capturing a 
timeless beauty.

Supplemental Insurance 

At the present time, persons over 65 
are entitled to insurance benefits under 
the Medicare program. Attorney 
General Steven L. Beshear said. 

The enactment of Medicare left some 
gaps for private health insurance to 
fill. However. many elderly. persons 
have been sold far more supplemen­
tary coverage than needed. Many of 
the policies are poor values for their 
cost. Beshear said. 

Many Medicare s uppl emental 
policies mainly cover only services 
also covered by Medicare . They do pay 
some or all deductibles and co­
payments Medicare does not pay. 
Beshear noted. 

The best Medicare supplement 
policies cover deductibles ~nd co­
payments under both hospital and 
medical insurance. Also covered may 
be additional days in inpatient 
hospitalization and skilled · nursing 
facility care or additional home health 
visits. 

Since the elderly have increasing 
medical needs and more frequent 
hospitalization, they need to be aware 
of the difference between policies con­
cerning supplemental insurance. 
Beshear. said. 

Discrepancies appear in many of the 
supplemental insurance policies . A 
policy may define hospital in a way

that many hospit als and patients care 
facilities do not qualify. Some policies 
may stipulate benefits are not paid for 
the first 21 or 30 days of hospita lizat ion. 
This is twice as long as the average 
stay in the hospital. Also, it is impor­
tant to check to see if convalescent or 
nursing home facilities are covered in 
the policy. Beshear added. When pur­
chasing s upplemental insurance it is 
wise to ,(nvestigate before investing. 

"Two important facts surface when 
purchasing supplemental insurance. 
Private h'ealth insurance can help you 
fill some but not all the Medicare gaps. 
And , if you are eligible for Medicaid , 
you will need even less supplemental 
coverage, because the combination of 
Medicare and Medicaid pays almost 
all essential medical costs." Beshea r 
added. 

As with the purchase of any in­
surance, do not buy more policies than 
needed, Beshear advised. Duplicat e 
coverage means multiple premiums 
with no greater protection than a 
single, good policy. Check for pre­
existing conditions, exclusions and 
waiting periods. It is important to 
know when a new policy begins paying 
and what medical conditions are per­
manently excluded . 

Be aware of supplemental policies 
that have a governmental look because 
no private insurance company selling 
insurance to add lo Medicare is af­
filiated with or endorsed by the federal 
government . Besheal' said; iAiso. v.'hen 
purchasing additional insurance 
beware of scare tactics. Less than I 
percent of the elderly exhaust 
Medicare hospital benefits. Onl-y about 
4 percent of the elderly are in nursing 
homes. Most importantly, few private 
health insruance policies cover ser­
vices that Medicare does not. the at­
torney general added.

Miners with black lung should be 
spared cuts , except rare cases of prov­
ed deceit , if such exist. Of all workers 
due benefits disabled miners and 
hospitalized veterans should shat·e 
priority because the debt owed them 
can never be repaid. In bygone days 
this column offered a suggestion for a 
national monument honoring miners 
who daily risk their Jives for us. 

May our government never neglect 
the sick , needy , and helpless. But 
" chiselers" in any category should be 
removed. Some suffer poverty from 
choice and shiftlessness . When a third 
generation of one family stays on 
relief, reevaluation is paramount. 
When aid was first provided low in­
come families the government said 
poverty would soon disappear . Instead, 
the number continually increased. Re­
quests for specific projects or bureaus 
were sometimes granted with the 
assurance that those eligible would 
decrease. The opposite occurred more 
than once, according to the press, 
regardless of which party was in 
power. Welfare has become a way of 
life in our great land where once even 
many of the poorest were too proud to 
accept " charity," as some called it. 
The picture is vastly different today. 

Lunch and Food Stamp programs 
have soared, not just for low income 
families . Who in America starves? 
Thomas Edison existed largely on tea 
and toast for years, it is claimed. Yet, 
he lived to be about 84, and left 1,300 
patents . No one recommends a diet of 
tea and toast, but a percentage of low 
socio-economic families have a more 
nutritious diet than some among the 
wealthy, who know and care little 
about nutrition and whose children 
sometimes consume "junk" food in 
quantity . Social Security provision 
toward caskets for members should 
have had a ceiling in the beginning. 
After providing for the sick, the needy, 
and the disabled , also for national 
defense adequately , the government 
may be wise to make reductions across 
boa.rd . 

Yes , it is bad to forego community 
parks, centers, other desirable and 
needed buildings , et cetera . But isn't 
that preferable to economic collaspe 
than can wipe out more jobs, annuities, 
pensions, and savings? It can happen 
and not because the GOP took charge 
in November , for both parties contain 
liberals who are consistent spenders, 
with no thought of pay-day or of tomor­
row. It is also because we average 
citizens are inclined to forget what 
President Kennedy said when in­
augurated: " Ask not what your coun­
try can do for you but ask what you can 
do for your country." 

Some groups can fare without 
assistance, or with less , but still want 
more from Uncle Sam, even if obtain­
ing it means ultimate disaster. With 
more leftist governments closer home, 
anything saved and transferred to the 
defense budget may prove to be a sen-· 
sible course. Some of the best profes ­
sionals in our armed forces, and some 
retired ones , have insisted for years 
that we lack superiority in defense. Too 
many leaders trusted Russia , half 
believing she no longer sought world 
conquest, until her forces entered 
Afghanistan , a region vital to us . 
Junior high school pupils knew better, 
for the U.S.S.R. had broken treaties 
galore, falsified incidents, claimed to 
want peace, while gaining subtle con­
trol of one small country after another. 

Centuries ago, Peter the Great 
declared Russia would some day r ule 
the world. That concept has been in­
stilled into successive generations. 
Very successfully, too , if one notes the 
amount of land and number of people 
under communist domination today, 
the pro-Marxist regimes appearing in 
the Western Hemisphere. Nothing 
short of military strength and God will 
stop the Russian Bear. Equality of 
arms is insufficient, since we pledged 
never to make the first strike in 
nuclear war . We seek no world con­
quest, gave the Phillippines in­
dependence. Alaska and Hawaii asked 
for statehood. Instead of a mass exodus 
from our shores to communist lands, 
the opposite is true . Still , they accuse 
us of instigating strife almost 
everywhere. 

We have disarmed unilaterally for 
years , provided Russia with 
technology, sold her food, some sup­
plies converted to military use etc , 
neglected our own safety and nationa l 
survival , blithely trusting those who 
vowed to bury us, who claimed we 
would provide the rope to ha ng 
ourselves ! The late Eleanor Roosevelt 
returned from a visit to Russia and 
said she wanted to take America but 
not in ruins , not so long as we could 
retaliate. The chief Russian strategy is 
to get control of the minds, to sell her 
dangerous ideologies to youth in 
school, to infiltrate the pulpit and 
classroom, the news media . She works 
not from the outside in but from the in­
side. and she now spends forty percent 
more of her budget on defense than we 
do on ours . 

The final analysis can easily be , 
which do we value more- numerous 
social programs or national s urvival ? 
Will Congress, lobbyists anrl citizens 
argue. squabble, dela y until it is too 
lilte:

Fly A Kite­
Carefully 

"Go fly a kite" is a familiar phrase 
that takes on special significance this 
time of year because many people, 
children in particular, do exactly that 
when the winds of March begin to rise. 

It's a fun-type outing. but like most 
other outside ventures there are some 
rules to observe to remove an element 
of danger if it ·s to remain an enjoyable 
experience. 

"We want kites to remain fun and 
kite-flying to be safe. so we hope 
everyone. especially children. will 
keep a few simple safety rules in 
mind," says W. W. Zoellers. manager 
of Kentucky Power Company's 
Pikeville division . 

According to Zoellers. kites should 
only be flown in area::; away from busy 
streets. highways and shopping areas 
to avoid accidents. Any area that does 
not offer good visibility for both the 
kite flyer and any motorists who also 
might be there is not the place to fly a 
kite . Some good common-sense rules to 
avoid electrical shock while flying 
kites are: 

- Do not fly kites near utility wires. 
In the event the kite should become en­
tangled in such wires. do not pull on it 
or attempt to remove it. Zoellers says 
to call the local Kentucky Power Com­
pany office for assistance. 

-The string must be dry . Do not fly 
kites on rainy days . ever substitute 
wire or anything metallic that will con­
duct electricity for kite string. 

- Kites should be constructed of 
wood and paper- nothing metallic or 
with metal wires should be attached .

Tel-Com Faces 
Possible Loss . 
Of $5000 Bond 

Following cont inued complaints 
about the quality of its television ser­
vice in the Wheelwright area, Tel-Com 
may forfeit its $5000 performance 
bond, according to a decision last week 
of the Floyd cable TV franchise agen­
cy. 

The agency postponea until next 
week decisions on whether to permit 
Tel-Com and Burton Antenna Co. to 
raise their rates. 

In response to complaints that ser­
vice in the Wheelwright area showed 
no lasting improvement since an 
ultimatum given Tel-Com by the fran·­
ch.ise agency last mo nth, Paul 
Gearheart, president of the company. 
said he was doing all he could to im­
prove service there, that a new line 
would be provided in time, and that h1s 
own inspection showed tha t a 
"watchable" picture was being receiv· 
ed on TV screens in the area . 

In a statement released this week, a 
Tel-Com spokesman claimed that the 
" real basis " for complaints from its 
Wheelwright customers is their de-

mand for new services not required of 
TV operators by the county cable TV 
ordinance. While the ordinance re­
quires operators to provide major net­
work programming and an educational 
channel, it does not oblige them to fur­
nish additional services such as Home 
Box Office or Atlanta 's Channel 17. 

The q>mpany spokesman also claim­
ed that the incidence of vandalism is on 
average " at least 200 to 300 percent 
higher in Wheelwright than in other 
areas of the county.'' 

In order to forfeit Tel-Com's bond, 
the franchise agency will need to prove 
in circuit court that the operator has 
not lived up to the terms of his con­
tract, County Attorney Arnold Turner, 
Jr. said this week. A public hearing 
with sworn testimony may be the most 
appropriate forum for gathccing the 
facts of the matter, Tumer suggested. 

At its meeting Friday, the franchise 
agency also heard complaints from 
Tel -Com subscribers a( Eastern, 
David, and Johnson Fork of Caney 
Creek. 

Attorneys and accountants for Tel­
Com and Burton Antenna presented 
arguments in favor of rate increases 
for their clients. Mike Little, president 
of Burton Antenna , seeks an increase 
from $7.50 to $9 monthly for his 
subscribers in the upper Left Beaver 
area. Tel-Com seeks increases varying 
according to the type of service to be 
provided. 

Decisions on the rate hike requests 
may· be forthcoming next week , when 
the county attorney and an accountant 
will have studied financial documents 
presented by the TV operators in sup· 
port of their claims.

Forget there is only one hotel near 
the basketball arena where you can 
walk to the games. 

Forget that if you can't afford the 
jacked up prices at that hotel and have 
to stay elsewhere, you will be fighting 
congested streets an hour after and an 
hour before each session. 

Forget that these motels away from 
the arena have also jacked up their 
prices for this event. 

Forget about all your worries for the 
next four days . Forget about all the 
money you are going to spend and 
relax and enjoy that gathering of high 
school athletes on the hardwood to 
entertam roundball fans from Cov­
ington to Corbin, from Pikeville to 
Paducah. 

The Sweet 16 is back for another 
welcome visit and come Saturday 
night at Rupp Arena , the 1981 State 
High School Basketball Champion will 
be crowned. 

This has surpassed being a mere 
sporting event. It is a happening. A get­
together for basketball lovers who 
could think of no better place to be in 
mid-March than the Sweet 16. 

The Sweet 16 is special to Ken­
tuckians. While most of the states in 
the nation have gone to a classification 
system with three or four, sometimes 
f.ive, state champs, the Bluegrass State 
has always had a single champion. 

Kentucky probably will always 
decide on only one winner in their state 
tournament. It is doubtful the 15th 
Region will ever produce another state 
tournament champ, but that does not 
seem to matter. 

A coach in the region recently told 
me he would rather have a regional 
championship team that lost out in the 
first round of the Sweet 16, than a team 
that won the Class A or Class AA 
crown. 

That feeling is shared by coaches 
throughout the Commonwealth. The 
class system continues to be opposed 
by the majority of coaches. There is 
something exciting about the chances 
of a small school going to the city and 

. bringing back the championship. 
Granted, these chances are few and 

far between, but ask the coach of a 
small school aobut that and most of the 
time they will point to Edmonson Coun­
ty's triumph in 1976. Making the 
quarterfinals or the semifinals for 
these teams is a victory within itself. 
They have proven they can play with 
certain teams in the state by surviving 
the first round. 

A tournament that is regarded by so 
many as being so speical may never 
change its format. And it should not. 

The Sweet Week in Lexington begins 
today . 

ON THE RADIO 
If you can't make it to the Sweet 16, 

you can keep up with what is happen­
ing on the radio. Turn your radio on 
and chances are you are already on a 
station carrying the games. WDOC-FM 
(95.5) is airing the Sweet 16 action 
again this year. 

BETTER THI\N USUAL 
The 15th Region this year has a 

legitimate shot at reaching the semi­
finals of the state tourney. The draw is 
the most advantageous it has been in a 
while for the 15th Region. 

NEXT ATTRACTION 
Starting March 25 and running until . 

March 28 is the girls' Sweet 16 which 
will be held at alumni Coliseum on the 
Eastern Kentucky University campus. 
This is the seventh consecutive year 
the tourney has been in Richmond. 

Several coaches have been pushing 
hard for the girls' state tourney to be 
moved to Lexington and Memorial Col­
iseum. The assistance provided by 
EKU, such as dorms for the teams to 
stay in, is such a financial help to the 
KHSAA that Richmond is still the best 
location for the tourney which does not 
generate the kind of revenue necessary 
to move it to Lexington. 

STILL SHOOTING 
One of the truly pure shooters to 

come out of this area is John Conley 
who was an all region performer at 
Garrett High and Allen Central High. 
John could hit from anywhere on the 
court, and I mean that literally. In 
practice, he was famous for his set 
shots from one end of the court to the 
other. 

John underwent back surgery last 
November. Naturally, this slowed his 
three on three and horse games, but it 
did not stop them.

Report 

Frankfort, Ky., March 16-Cool 
nights and cold rains have dampened 
Kentucky's spring fishing season, but 
there is still some good fishing to be 
found, and even better prospects are 
just around lhe corner. The lake-by· 
lake rundown, as reported by the Ken· 
lucky Dept. Fish & Wildlife Resources 
follows: 

KENTUCKY-Black bass are good 
with crankbails along the shorelines 
and off the gravel points; Crappie are 
fair to good in 10·12 foot waters in the 
main lake and fair in the tailwaters 
along the banks where they are being 
taken with jigs; Catfish are good in the 
tailwaters; clear, stable at one foot 
above winter pool, 47'. 

BARKLEY -Crappie are good in 12-
15 feet of water over drop offs and 
submerged cover, with minnows, clear 
to murky, slowly rising at one foot 
above winter pool, 47'. 

NOLIN-Black bass are fair to good 
with crankbaits along shallow, stumpy 
points and dropoffs; Crappie are fair in 
the headwaters in ten feet of water 
with minnows and on jigs in the coves: 
clear to murky, stable at 13 feet below 
summer pool, 50'. 

BARREN-Black bass are slow off 
rocky points and steep banks; Crappie 
are slow; clear, rising at seven feet 
above winterpool, 47'. 

ROUGH RIVER-Black bass are 
slow jigging along the banks; Crappie 
are slow along the banks using min­
nows and with jigs in the headwaters; 
murky to muddy, rising at 10 feet 
above winter pool, 47'. 

GREEN RIVER-Crappie are fair 
on minnows over stick ups; Black bass 
are fair jigging dollflies along drop­
offs; clear to murky, slowly rising at 
three feet above winter pool, 52'. 

DALE HOLLOW-Crappie are good 
at 10-12 feet over submerged cover 
with minnows; White bass are fair in 
the large tributaries; clear, stable and 
51'. 

CUMBERLAND- Crappie are slow 
to fair around submerged cover and 
stick-ups in 10-12 feet of water in the 
tributaries; Black bass are fair on 
large spinner baits and jigging large 
minnows in creeks, inlets and bays; 
clear, stable at 29 feet below the 
timberline, and 49°. 

HERRINGTON-Crappie are slov.. 
to fair around submerged cover and 
Black bass are slow off the deep 
points; clear to murky, 17 feet above 
winter pool, 45'. 

CAVE RUN-Crappie are fair 
around stick-ups on minnows; clear to 
murky, stable at winter pool, and 44'. 

BUCKHORN-Crappie are good 
over submerged cover; Black bass are 
fair jigging nightcrawlers along stump 
banks around submerged cover; clear 
to murky to muddy, stable at winter 
pool, 46'. 

DEWEY-Bluegill are slow; clear to 
murky, stable at winter pool , and 50'. 
GRAYSO~-No activity; clear, 

stable at winter pool. 
FISHTRAP- No activity; murky to 

muddy, stable at winter pool, so•.

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Kick Salt Habit 
Is Advice 

Along v. ith a sweet tooth, Americans 
havt• developed taste buds turned to 
salt We sprinkle salt over dinner 
plate:>, dump tl rnto almost e\·crything 
we cook. and rat large amount in com· 
mt•rcially proce·sed foods. 

But just as Americans l<>arned to 
lo\'e salt, they should ll•arn. for 
health's. ake, to eat much less of it. ac· 
cording to Dr. Fudeko Maruyama, I<:x­
lension specialist in foods and nutrition 
in the University of Kentucky College 
of Agriculture. 

It is thl· sodium in table salt-sodium 
chlonde-that can be a health hazard 
Exce. s . odium intake contribute~ to 
high blood pre~sure. In the United 
State , wh<'re sodium intake is high, 17 
percent of adults have high blood 
pressure, according to USDA 
estimates . 

Kentucky has an even htgh<'r m­
cidenC'e of high blood pressure among 
adults. The. tate leads the nation in the 
number of deaths from cardiovascular 
disease, linked to hypertension or !ugh 
blood pre sure, said Maruyama. A 
"surprasingly high" number of Ken­
tucky adolescents also have htgh blood 
pressure. she said. 

The high incidence of hypertension in 
this state may be partly attributed to 
the regional diet. "People in Kentucky. 
and in the South generally, eat more 
salt, in foods like country ham, beans, 
and sauerkraut,'' said Maruyama. 

Excess sodium in the diet is but one 
factor related to high blood pressure. 
Obesity seems to play a major role. 
Gender. race or lifestyle may also con· 
tribute. Males and blacks are affected 
more often by high blood pressure than 
is the rest of the population. 
Maruyama said. 

But there is no good way at present to 
predict who will develop high blood 
pressure Stnce diet is a factor in­
dividuals can control, nutritionists 
stress limiting sodium intake to pre­
vent or control hypertension. 

orne salt is needed by the body, but 
most Americans take in more sodium 
than they need. Maruyama said. An 
adequate and safe daily intake would 
be 1,100-3,000 milligrams of sodium, ac­
cordmg to the 'a tiona! Research Coun­
cil of the National Academy or Science. 

But the average American mtake of 
salt is 10-15 grams per day, or the 
equivalent of 4,000-6,000 milligram· of 
odium. That intake far exceeds 

physiologic requirements, said 
Maruyama. 

How do Am('ricans take in so much 
sodium? Although they often u~e a 
heavy hand with the salt shaker, they 
con~ume most of the sodium in com­
mercially prepared foods, such as 

ailed nal:"ks, oups, sea ·onings an 
condiment , as well as meaL and 
chese. 

Ten to 30 percent of the sodium in the 
average American diet comes from the 
salt shaker, said Maruyama, while at 
least 70 percent is sodium occurring 
naturally in foods or added to commer­
cially processed foods-which account 
for most of the 70 percent. 

To keep sodium mtake within recom­
mended levels, most American should 
usc the salt shaker sparingly and limtl 
prepared foods with high amount· of 
salt added. 

''A person can get as much salt as 
'the body need from the natural salt in 
foods," Maruyama said . ".:viany 
prepared foods we eat also have salt 
added by the manufacturer. With these 
two sources, a person doesn't need to 
add salt in cooking or at the table to get 
the recommended amounts." 

A teaspoon of salt. about five grams, 
contains 2,000 milligrams of sodium. A 
single teaspoon of salt added to food 
each day could exceed safe sodium 
levels for a person, :\taruyama aid So 
could a large serving of a processed 
food high in salt. 

Although kicking the salt habit would 
sound drastic and difficult to manv 
Americans, it can be done. · 

"The taste for salt is acquired," said 
Maruyama. "Mothers sometimes salt 
baby food because it tastes better to 
them that way. Manufacturers used to 
add salt to baby food for the same 
reason." 

Just as people gradually learned to 
hke salt, they can gradually learn to 
like the flavor of unsalted food, she 
said 
~1aruyama suggests the follov.ing 

ways to trim the diet of excess sodium: 
I . Instead of salt, learn louse lemon 

juice. herbs and spites to flavor meals, 
vcg(·tablcs, soups, stews, casseroles, 
sauces or salad . 

2 Choo~il' foods carefully when 
eating out. Many fast-foods, such as 
salted fnes and burgers loaded with 
mu lard, ketchup and pickles, arc high 
in salt 

3. Head labels carefully to determine 
th<' amounts of sodium in procc ed 
fC>od and nack items. Check labels for 
th<• \\Ord : alt. brine, sodium, sodiUm 
bicarbonate, and ~a. the rhemtcal 
symbol for sodium.

Annual Report 
Due April 15 · 

Annual reports of 1980 earnings must 
be filed by April 15 by social security 
beneficiaries who earned more than 
the a nnual exempt amount in 1980, Jim 
Kelly. Social Security district director 
for the Big Sandy area. said recently. 

The 1980 annual exempt amounts 
were $5,000 for persons 65 and over and 
$3.720 for those under 65 of last year. 

People who received some benefits 
in 1980 who earned more than the ex­
empt amount are required to file a 
report of those earnings by Arpil 15. 
This rule does not apply to persons 
receiving disability, KELLY said. 
Those drawing disability must report 
any amount earned immediately. 

The general rule is that $1 in benefits 
is withheld for each $2 of earnings 
above the exact amount. A person 
can have substantial yearly earnings 
before all benefits are withheld. For 
example. a 65-year-old person whose 
monthly benefit rate is $350 could earn 
$13.400 before all benefits for 1980 were 
withheld, Kelly said. 

People who are required to file an an­
nual report should have received a 
copy in the mail. If they have not. they 
should contact the social Security of­
fice to obtain a copy. 

The 1981 annual exempt amounts are 
$5,500 for people 65 or older any part of 
1981 and $4,080 for people under 65 all of 
1981 

More information about annual 
reports and the annual earnings test 
can be obtained at the Big Sandy Area 
Social Security Office, located on U. S. 
23 between Prestonsburg and Paints­
ville. The toll-free number is listed in 
the local telephone directory.

Floyd Follows 
Upward 1'rend 
Of State Crime 

Crime in Kentucky took another 
jump again last year, and Floyd county 
followed that trend, according to in­
terim figures released here last week 
by State Police Commissioner Marion 
D. Campbell. 

Although the final tabulation of Ken­
tucky's 1980 crime and arrest figures 
will not be ready for release until about 
July 1, the preliminary data given out 
by Campbell show the number of ma­
jor crimes reported statewide during 
the past year rose approximately 11.3 
percent as compared with a 6.2 percent 
increase in 1979. 

Burglaries were up 18.1 percent, ag­
gravated assaults up 17.5 percent, 
larcenies up 9.4 percent, robberies up 
6.8 percent and auto thefts up 1.1 per­
cent . Of the seven major of­
fenses followed by state police in com­
puting the annual crime rate , only 
murder, down 4.2 percent, and forcible 
rape, down 2.9 percent, went against 
the otherwise upward trend.

Filed in Death 
At VA Hospital 

A Pikeville lawyer has filed a 
$500,oo0 claim against the Veterans Ad· 
ministration Hospital in Lexington in 
connection with the death of a 
Wheelwright man last November after 
receiving the wrong blood at the . 
hospital. · 

Gary Johnson, representing the 
estate of Delmer Banks, said the claim 
"was an administrative claim and was 
filed with the VA administration office 
in Louisville." 

"It was not a court action and will be 
settled by their office," Johnson said . 

According to Johnson, VA officials in 
Louisville have six months to accept or 
reject the claim or negotiate a settle­
ment. 

" If a satisfactory settlement is not 
made within that period, a suit can 
then be filed in federal court," Johnson 
said. 

John Rowan, director of the Lex­
ington hospital , said that all such 
claims are handled by the district 
council in Louisville. 

According to Linda Cranfill of the VA 
hospital, the two. nurses responsible for 
the blood transfusion mix-up have been 
reprimanded in a letter that will be 
placed in their personnel files. The two 
nurses were not fined or suspended 
from duty, she said. 

"We do have some re-education pro­
grams in process for nursing personnel 
that deal with transfusions," she said. 

Rowan said that "everyone dealing 
with blood processing are being given a 
thorough re-education training to pre­
vent such a thing occurring again." 

Luther Burrus, an attorney for state 
VA headquarters in Louisville, said 
that he has the authority to approve 
settlements of up to $25,000. 

"Anything in excess of that figure 
would have to go to the general ad­
ministration in Washington. It would 
be out of our hands then, " he said. 

Burrus said it would be improper to 
comment further on the claim since it 
was still being studied by the VA's 
lawyers. 

Banks was a retired 49-year-old 
chemical worker who moved to Ken­
tucky from Detroit. He died Nov. 25 
while being treated in the intensive 
care unit of the hospital. 

Banks had undergone surgery four 
days before to relieve blockage in a 
duct connecting his liver and intestine. 
Mter surgery Banks received an im­
proper transfusion, according to 
hospital officials. 

State Medical Examiner Dr. William 
Hamilton performed an autopsy and 
said in his report that "Banks died as a 
result of an incompatible blood trans­
fusion." 

' 'The mismatched blood triggered 
severe shock, widespread hemorrhage 
and acute kidney failure . The CQmbina­
tion of these side effects was sufficient 
to cause death." Type 0 blood was re­
quired by the patient, but he was given 
Type A.

Paintsville Meeting 
To Consider Effects 
Of Cuts In Budget 

Through a series of informal public 
meetings, one of which will be held at 
Paintsville, the Department for 
Human Resources hopes to learn how 
Kentuckians view the current govern­
ment budget crisis and its effects on 
various social, health and public 
assistance programs. 

The department has scheduled 10 
meetings during March and April at 
sites throughout the state Dr. Grady 
Stumbo, secretary of the department, 
said he hopes people will come and 
voice their concerns. 

"Reductions in our programs and 
services are inevitable," said Stumbo. 
"We know a lot of these reductions are 
going to be unpopular and in some 
cases difficult to cope with. We are ge­
nuinely concerned about the impact 
these cutbacks are having at the local 
level." 

Through the meetings, he said, 
department representatives hope to 
help communities define what the 
budget cuts will mean locally and start 
looking for other ways to fill the gap in 
services. 

" I have said all along that we can't 
depend on government to satisfy all 
our needs," said Stumbo. "Now we all 
are beginning to see how necessary it 
will be for each of us to take on more 
responsibility for ourselves and for 
each other." 

Each meeting will open with a 
30-minute presentation on the Human 
Resources Department's services and 
the potential impact of federal and 
state budget cuts. The remainder of the 
two-hour sessions will be open for 
public comment and discussion. 

The Paintsville meeting will be held 
at 2 p.m. April21 in the RECC building.

To most Kentuckians driving 
through the state's rolling .:ountryside, 
the ~ight of cows grazing on acres of 
green pastures is a pretty picture. 
While admiring the view, they may not 
think however, of how important those 
grasslands are as a link in the food 
chain. 

Just as people all ove~ the world are 
dependent on grazing animals for milk 
and meat, the animals are dependent 
on forages for their nourishment. 

Improving forage production to 
strengthen forage-livestock systems 
throughout the world will be the con­
cern of a prestigious international con­
ference to be held in Lexington in June. 
The International Grassland Congress, 
to be hosted by the American Forage 
and Grassland Council and the Univer­
sity of Kentucky College of 
Agriculture, will draw an estimated 
2,000 scientists, researchers and 
technicians to share their work in 
forages production and utilization. 

The congress which convenes once 
every four years has been held in the 
United States only once before. in Pen­
nsylvania in 1952. 

Kentucky was chosen as the site for 
the 1981 conference because of the 
state's important agriculture and 
livestock industries. Kentucky has 
7,000,000 acres of grasslands, and a 
larger percentage of agricultural lands 
devoted to forages than any other 

· state, said Garland Bastin, executive 
director of the congress. 

Through the exchange of informa­
tion, the congress hopes to spur in­
creased production and improved 
quality of forages needed to feed the 
world 's ruminant animals and in­
directly, its people. Forages account 
for 25 percent of the human diet in milk 
and meat, Bastin said. More than 2.8 
billion ruminants, including cattle, 
sheep and goats, supply nearly all the 
milk and half the meat consumed by 
the people all over the world. These 
animals also supply a wide range of by­
products and services. 

As the world's population increases, 
so do demands for meat and milk. In 
the next 20 years, said Bastin, in­
creases in population and buying 
power will create a demand for 74 per­
cent more milk, 82 percent more beef, 
and 90 percent more sheep and goat 
meat. 

The productivity of the world's rumi­
nant livestock depends on the quantity 
and quality of the feed they receive. 
Most of the nutrients fed to animals 
throughout the world comes from 
forages. In some countries, forages 
provide 95 percent of the feed for 
animals, said Bastin. The United 
States relies heavily on forages for 
animal nutrition~ In Kentucky, for ex­
ample, forages contribute 85 percent of 
the total feed used by beef cattle, and 
66 percent of feed used for dairy cattle. 

As demand for animal products in­
creases, forage production must also 
increase to meet the demand, Bastin

PRUNING OF YOUNG 
APPLE TREES 

Pruning is a necessary practice for 
successful home fruit production . 
Regular pruning of a fruit tree in its 
early years will set the stage for con­
tinued productivity and for improved 
fruit quality. Basically, pruning is a 
dwarfing process, even though new 
growth arising near a pruning cut is in· 
vigorated. A prop.erly pruned tree will 
produce more marketable fruit than an 
unpruned one. Pruning cuts are 
classified as "heading back" and 
"thinning out" cuts. Heading back 
removes a portion of a limb and causes 
new shoots to arise near the cut. 
Heading back cuts also reduces the 
size of the tree. Thinnning out is the 
removal of an entire limb. It opens the . 
tree up and is less invigorating than a 
heading back cut. Pruning cuts are 
most easily made with good quality, 
sharp pruning shears. The cut made 
with a sharp instrument heals quicker 
than eneven cuts made with dull 
shears.

should be selected from the induce side 
branches. The first branch should be 
selected about 18 inches from the 

·ground, the next branch should be 
about 6 to 8 inches above the first limb 
but as close to the opposite side of the 
tree as possible. This is probably the 
most s~affold branches one can expect 
from the first year growth. 

When the whip is cut back, the top 
two shorts nearest the cut will grow at 
a very sharp angle, which will develop 
into very undesirable crouch angles. 
Remove one of these shoots in late spr­
ing or early summer. They can be rub­
bed off at this time by hand. This will 
cause less stress on the plant and as a 
result those selected branches will 
develop much faster for the first year. 

The second year, the central leader 
should be cut back 30 inches higher 
than the last scaffold branch. All side 
branches should be cut back to about 10 
to 18 inches with the bud nearest the 
cut facing away from the center of the 
tree. The third scaffold branch should 
be as near to a right angle to the first 
two limbs but 6 to 8 inches higher and 
the fourth should be on the opposite 
side of the third but 6 to 8 inches higher. 

This same pattern of scaffold branch 
selection is followed until the desired 
height is attained. The selection of 
scaffold branches will probably take 
from three to six years. After all the 
scaffold branches are selected, most of 
the pruning that is done is for main­
taining the tree. The pruning is done in 
the spring. while the tree is still dor­
manJ. Maintenance pruning includes 
such ' pruning as removing water 
sp.r.outs , cross branches, dead and 
disease·waQd, ·unproductive wood -and 
to thin branche,s., to allow ligiU to thel 
center ort'he' tree ~ and afsd to redu~e . 
th~· number of fruit buds. 

Remember to make all cuts flush 
with the limb or trunk. .

Highlands Regional Medical Center has taken another step forward in Its 
continuing effort to provide the best in patient health care. A new diagnostic 
tool for the hospital called ultrasound has been installed, according to 
Clarence Traum, administrator. 

Ultrasound does not use radiation, but rather high frequency sound waves 
to create an image. The principal is based on sonar which was developed 
during World War II. 

The "transducer", a small crystal which vibrates, creating the inaudible 
sound waves, is placed on the patient's skin. The sound waves bounce 
through the organs and tissue and the echoes are recorded. the echoes differ 
depending on the density of the tissue, and produce a screen image of the in­
ternal organ and tissue plus tumors or other abnormalities. A permanent 
record is then made by photographing the screen,picture.

Twain's Civil War Stint 
Is Dramatized On KET 

The 90-minute special "The Private 
History of a Campaign That Fa iled" 
airing Monday, April 6, at 9 p.m . on 
KET is based on Mark Twain's own 
brief s tint in the Confederate militia at 
the beginning of the Civil War . 

Missouri was invaded by the Union 
forces in the summer of 1861 and its 
Governor issued a proclamation call­
ing out 50 thousand militia to repel the 
invader. Twain, home in Hannibal 
because his work as a steamboa t pilot 
ended when the war put a stop to 
Missouri River traffic, was among 
those who 'formed the military com­
pany of the Marion County Rangers. 

All 15 of the m en were now off to join 
the Civil War in a quest for heroism 
and adventure . But within a few weeks 
they would be confronted by tragedy 
and the shocking reali zation of what 
war is about. 

In this s tory, first published in 1855, 
Twain recall s himself as the Rangers' 
second lieutenant. This was a time 
"when the green recruiters were 
without discipline, without the steady­
ing and heartening influence of trained 
leaders ; when a ll their circumstances 
were new and strange," Twain says. 

Eventua lly Twain heads west where 
he lived out the duration of the Civil 
War and established his reputation as a 
write r . La ter , Twain wrote his 
celebrated essay, "The War Prayer," 
a piece which he felt too powerful for 
publica tion in his li fetime. This poig­
nant sta tement is dramatized as the 
epilogue for the public te.levision 
special - a reminder of the £ut1hty of a ll 
wa rs.

Federal reclamation funds will be 
used to extinguish burning waste 
material from an abandoned coal mine 
that is threatening KY 292 near Aflex in 
Pike County, Andrew V. Bailey, acting 
director of the Interior Department's 
Office of Surface Mining <OSM l, an­
nounced today .

About 3,000 accidental poisonings 
were reported last year in Kentucky, 
Department for Human Resources 
statistics show. While that number is 
nearly 1,000 fewer cases than were 
reported in 1979, consumer health of­
ficials estimate that many cases go 
unreported. 

Accidental poisonings can result 
from the misuse of and exposure to 
many products, said Edsel Moore, con­
sumer product safety branch manager 
for Human Resources 

"Overdoses of drugs and medica­
tions, exposure to poisonous gases and 
fumes, chemical drain cleaners, fur­
niture polishes, cosmetics and 
~ticides or lead poisoning from old 
paint can cause injury due to poison­
ing," Moore said. 

The number of poisonings involving 
products packaged in child-resistant 
containers exceeded the number of 
poisonings related to products not yet 
required to be packaged in child­
restraining containers, Moore said. 

" We feel this can be directly at­
tributed to consumers not using safety 
closures pro~rly," he said. Adult 
carelessness imd negligence causes 
most accidental poisonings, said 
Moore. 

"Almost all poisonings can be 
prevented if adults use child-resistant 
containers properly and take proper 
precautions with hazardous household • 
products and medications," he said. 

By law, most medicines and certain 
toxic household products now are 
packaged in childresistant containers 
and the maximum allowable level of 
lead content of household paints and 
household products with painted sur­
faces has been reduced to 0.6 percent, 
Moore said. 

This action and the ban on certain 
adhesives and adhesive products has 
been effective in preventing poison­
ings, he noted. 

Department statistics indicate that 
even though poison-related injuries in­
volve mostly children, more adults 
than children are involved in fatal 
poisonings. 

Moore attributes this to parents 
seeking prompt medical attention for 
their children at the slightest hint of 
poisoning, "Parents do not take 
chances when they suspect their 
children have been poisoned. But an 
adult who suspects that he or she has 
been poisoned will often wait until 
symptoms have begun or try self­
treatment." 

By the time symptoms appear, it is 
often too late for effective treatment, 
he said. "If there is the slightest 
chance that you or someone in your 
family has been poisoned, seek 
medical attention immediately," he 
advised. 

Even with all the laws governing 
poison prevention devices, such as 
child-resis tant containers, Moore said, 
consumer awareness and common 
sense are among the most important 
factors in reducing accidental poison­
ing.

OSM Contract Will 
Remove Faulty Dam 

Work began this week on a project to 
remove an eroding sediment dam that 
was threatening to break and flood two 
homes in Martin County, David C. 
Short, Region II Director of Interior's 
Office of Surface Mining COSM >, an­
nounced today. 

Coalfi elds Reclamation, Betsy 
Layne , is doing the work under a 
$119,461 contract awarded by Short's 
Knoxville, Tenn., office. The work, 
which is expected to take about 21'.! 
months , will include removing the ear­
then dam and accumulated s ilt and 
then regrading and revegetating the 
area. 

Water was within six inches of 
overflowing the top of the eroding dam, 
which had been left by an abandoned 
surface mine, when it was reported to 
OSM last month, Short said. The dam 
is near the community of Davella, 
which is a bout eight miles southeast of 
Inez. The basin holds approximately 
6,000 cubic yards of sediment. 

Funds for the work will come from 
the federal share of reclamation fees 
levied on current coal production 
under the 1977 Federal Surface Mining 
Control and Reclamation Act to 
recla im abandoned mine lands. The 
area was mined in May, 1977, by Lee 
Mining Co.

"You are what you eat" - the sa) 1ng 
may not be completely true. but 
people are becoming increasing!) 
concerned about nutrition and its 
effect on their health. Yet. as public 
awareness of nutrition increases, so 
does the confusion about what kinds 
of food we should or should not be 
eating. Some families are even 
experiencing a decline 1n nutritional 
habits. 

Part of the problem is the 
confusing and often contradictor; 
information available to the con­
sumer . Consumers are alarmed 
about the publicized harmful effects 
of various additives and preserva­
tives prevalent in food products, but 
there are conflicting reports about 
the relative danger in these foods 
and additives. Additionally, depen­
dence upon certain products often 
overrides health concerns; for exam­
ple. saccharin is generally not 
regarded as a serious health hazard 
by the public. despite continuing 
debate about it in the scientific 
community. 

Then, too, product labels often 
contain confusing chemical termin­
ology, which complicates food 
selection. The absence of 
percentage-ingredients labeling ~on­
tributes to a sense of uncertatnty 
about what the food product actually 
contains and in what proportions. 

Fe~ consumer~ arc aware, for 
example, of the percentage of sugar 
contained in vanous food products 
on the market. 

Finally, the concern about in­
gredients in food products is often 
subject to equall) compelling con­
cerns about calories or the pres 
surc~s of inflation. Reports indicate 
that almost one out of every five 
families has to cut back on food 
qualit) because of inflation. It 
simp!) costs too much, for many 
families. to bu) good, nutritional 
food. 

Confusion about various aspects 
of food consumption leads to a gap 
between beliefs and practices about 
nutrition. For example, a 1978-79 
General Mills survey shows more 
than 1/ 3 of all families have at least 
one member who is overweight, 
although obesity is recognized as a 
health hazard. Despite the publici!) 
about cholesterol. the General Mills 
study sho~s that 41 % of all family 
members are unconcerned about 
cholesterol in their diets. At the 
same time. nearly half of the adults 
questioned felt that there was not 
enough emphasis on nutrition 
labeling. 

Changing lifestyles also contribute 
to the gap between nutritional 
beliefs and practices Fewer people 
are employed at or near home;

Last dates for preventing crabgrass 

Controlling Crabgrass 
When it comes to crabgrass, the old 
saying really applies: an ounce of 
prevention is worth a pound of cure. 
If you already have crabgrass in 
your lawn, you can get rid of it; but 
it's a lot easier on you and your lawn 
to prevent its growth in the first 
place. 

The crabgrass life cycle starts in 
the late spring, when crabgrass seeds 
begin to sprout. As the weather 
becomes warmer, seedlings start to 
grow and spread. In the summer, the 
weeds scatter new seeds. When the 
old crabgrass dies in the fall, it 
leaves behind many new seeds to 
sprout the following year. 

One way to fight era bgrass 
without chemicals is to mow your 
lawn no shorter than 1 W'. Crabgrass 
cannot grow in the shade, and 
keeping your lawn 1 W' or longer will 
create sufficient shade conditions to 
retard the growth of crabgrass. 

To prevent reinfestation from 
seeds, rake the lawn to bring seed 
heads within reach of the mower. 
Attach a grass catcher to the mower 
if the seed heads are mature. 

Chemical crabgrass treatments 
are divided into preemergence and 
postemergence treatments. 

A preemergent treatment must be 
applied in late winter or early spring, 
before the crabgrass seeds begin to 
sprout. The actual time for its 
application varies in different parts 
of the country. A single crabgrass 
plant can produce as many as 
230,000 seeds. The preemergent 
control lays down an invisible barrier 
which the seeds are unable to 
penetrate. This ,kind of treatment is 
frequently applied as a combination 
product with fertilizer. 

Unfortunately, the residues of 
many preemergence crabgrass her­
bicides will also retard or prevent the 
growth of lawn grass seeds for about 
two to four months. This means that 
reseeding must be delayed. • 

The following are preemergence 
chemicals frequently used to control 
crabgrass. All three are available in 
granular, wettable powder or in 
combination with fertilizer. 

• Bensulide. The trade name for 
this chemical is Betasan or Pre-San.

Any areas treated with Bensulide 
cannot be reseeded for four months 
or longer. Do not use it on newly 
planted bermudas or zoysias, or on 
seedling grasses. 

• DCPA. The trade name for this 
chemical is Dacthal. It is safe to use 
on bluegrasses, fescues, bermudas, 
and zoysias. Treated areas cannot be 
reseeded for 3 to 4 months, and it 
should not be used on seedling 
grasses . 

• Siduron. The trade name for 
this chemical is Tupersan. It is safe 
to use on bluegrasses and fescues, 
but should not be used on bentgrass 
greens, bermuda or zoysia. 

It's important to apply any · 
preemergence herbicide accurately 
and evenly, at the proper time of the 
year. These herbicides are usually 
more effective than the postemer­
gence herbicides. 

If your crabgrass seeds have 
already germinated and the plants 
have emerged from the soil, you will 
have to use a postemergence her­
bicide. Try to catch the crabgrass at 
its smallest-in the two to four leaf 
stage of growth. 

The most satisfactory postemer­
gence herbicides (and ·the least 
poisonous forms of arsenic) include 
Disodium methanearsonate (DMA 
or DS\1A) and Ammonium methan­
earsonate (AMA). Two or three 
applications are often necessary, at 
7 to 10 day mtervals. Both her­
bicides are sold under various trade 
names. Be sure to use according to 
the directions on the container 
label. 

Good maintenance is the best way 
to control weeds, however. A 
well-kept lawn will have fewer weeds 
than one that is poorly cared for. 
Part of your weed problem can come 
from your neighbor's lawns, too. 
Since weeds spread from lawn to 
lawn, the condition of your grass will 
be affected by how well (or how 
poorly) your neighbors maintain 
their lawns. 

The herbicides available on the 
market today will help you to control 
the crabgrass and other weedy 
grasses in your lawn, if used properly 
and at the right time.

suburban life has increased the 
distance between home and work. In 
addition. neJTI) half of all adult 
women no~ work outside the home. 
Therefore. the reliance on conven­
.ience food~ continues to be popular, 
although convenience foods tend to 
be cxpcns1vc and many have little 
taste or nutritional value. Meals that 
are prepared from scratch tend to be 
skimpier and have fewer courses. 

Eating Awa} From Home . 
8} far tht= most dramatic change 

in food consumption is the decline in 
at-ho rne meab over the last 15 years. 
Department of Agriculture figures 
indicate that over 1/ 4 of our main 
meals are either consumed away 
from home or skipped entirely, 
largely owing to the changes in 
lifestyles already described. Smce 
both husbands and wives are like!] 
to work awa) from home, lunch and 
dinner often are eaten away from 
home; th1s pattern rna) affect 
children as well . Breakfast is the 
meal most frequently consumed at 
home, but skipping breakfast has 
increased. 

The effect of these decreases in 
main meals eaten at horne is unclear; 
but nutritionists fear that this 
pattern suggests hurried meals, 
dependence on fast-food restaurants, 
and skimpier meals - a sandwich, 

for exa mple - that are unlikely to 
provide balanced nutrition. Other 
observers foresee strains on family 
life. They urge that at least one 
structured family meal be shared 
together every day . 

Some Advances 
With all of these signals for concern 
about diet, it should be reported, too, 
that the recent focus on health is also 
being felt . Studies of the kinds of 
foods being consumed suggest that 
our diet is making certain advances 
in nutrition . Meat consumption has 
declined, and there has been a 
corresponding increase in products 
that combine meat with other 
ingredients such as starches and 
vegetables. The use of white bread 
has declined, as has our consumption 
of sweets, such as cookies, candy and 
cake. 

Furthermore, although the 
number of home-prepared meals has 
decreased , there is a resurgence of 
interest m fancy cooking as a hobby. 
Men as well as ·women are cooking 
for pleasure. 

Eating patterns are in a state of 
flux . Whether the interest in health 
and nutrition will be documented by 
substantial improvements in our diet 
remains to be seen.
