Marshall Quits; 
Water District 
Rehires Mgr. 

While its general manager, fired last 
Monday, was reinstated Wednesday, 

• the Beaver Elkhorn Water District will 
be effectively under new management 
if a contract approved by the water 
district commission last week is 
ratified by Big Sandy ADD directors. 

The contract, negotiated last 
Wednesday between the commis­
sioP"'rs and Roger Redttenwa!d, pro 
gram director for the Water Resources 
Assistance Corporation (WRAC), calls 
for WRAC to take over field and finan­
cial management of the system until a 
permanent administrator can be hired. 

The lack of an administrator was 
cited by commission chairman Doug 
Marshall as a reason for his resigna­
tion ~om the commission Saturday. 
Mar all had replaced Gary Martin as 
chai man only five days earlier, after 
Mar in had resigned in the wake of 
allegations of mismanagement of 
water district funds . 

In his letter of resignation, Marshall 
wrote Floyd Judge-Executive Bill 
Wells that he "hoped a quick deter­
mination of the financial condition" of 
the water district could be made. A re­
cent audit revealed gaps in the water 
district's records and serious flaws in 
its internal accounting procedures. 

Marshall told Wells he could not 
comment on the district's financial 
status "because, as a board member 
meeting only once a month, I did not 
have this information available to 
me." 

An offshoot of the Big Sandy Area 
Development District, WRAC needs 
ADD approval of its contracts with 
local water districts. Formed three 
years ago, the management-services 
agency has built up a solid reputation 
for its ability to ball out troubled water

As 2 Wounded, 
Rails Damaged 
In This County 

As the United Mine Workers union 
and coal industry negotiators disputed 
the prospects of resuming contract 
talks this week, scattered incidents 
stemming from the 40-day-old coal 
strike were reported in this and 
neighboring counties. 

An explosion around dawn yesterday 
(Tuesday) blew away a section of rail 
and shattered several ties on a railroad 
trestle near the mouth of Caney Fork of 
Middle Creek. Residents reported 
hearing the blast as far as three miles 
away. 

About the same time, another explo­
sion rocked a railroad bridge between 
Warco and Maytown. 

No coal was being hauled at the time 
of the incidents, according to a C. and 
0. official, who said the railroad has 
been "virtually shut down·" by the coal 
strike. 

On Monday1 roving pickets shut 
down all non-union operations in Mar­
tin county, idling as many as 5500 in­
dependent miners, according to one 
report. 

Last Wednesday, two coal-truck 
drivers were injured by" gunfire in a 
blockade by pickets near Banner. 

Following the· incident, Circuit Judge 
Hollie Conley issued an order Thurs­
day restricting the activity of pickets' 
near the operations of two Floyd coal 
companies. The restraining order,

Fire Insurance 
Rate Increase 
Predicted ·Here 

Commercial and residential fire in­
surance rates could rise for Prestons­
burg residents as a result of changes in 
the way the city's fire department is 
evaluated, Fire Chief Tom Blackburn 
said this week. 

Despite disclaimers by officials of 
the New York-based Insurance Ser­
vices Office, which regulates industry 
standards, "I can foresee insurance 
rates going straight up," Blackburn 
said. 

A critical element in the formula by 
which insurance rates are set is the 
preparedness of the local fire depart­
ment, the chief explained. Formerly, a 
department's fire prevention pro­
grams figured significantly in rating 
its preparedness, a fact that favored­
departments like Prestonsburg's, with 
its active inspection programs. 
Blackburn said. 

Under the new rules, the number of 
firefighters on duty and pieces of 
equipment in service will figure more 
prominently in the evaluation. Without 
considerable expense, Prestonsburg 
Fire Department will fall short of op­
timal standards under the new rules 
and insurance rates will rise accor­
dingly, Blackburn said. 

Moreover, where a whole city has 
formerly enjoyed a smgle insurance 
classification, each property will now 
be classified separately, depending on 
such factors as i.ts proximity to a 
hydrant and the availability of 
firefighting equipment. he said.

Research.Poll Shows Kentuckians 
Unfamiliar with 'Moral Majority' 

A majority of Kentuckians say 
they've never heard of an organization 
called the "Moral Majority," accor· 
ding to the University of Kentucky 
Survey Research enter's poll. 

That question was part of a battery 
of several opinion items about Moral 
Majority issues in the Center's spring 
public opinion poll. 

The results surprised the co-director 
of the poll, Dr. Pamela Conover of the 
UK political science department. 

"We originally intended that as a 
screening question so that only people 
who had heard or read of the organiza· 
tion would be asked their opinion about 
it," said Conover. "But 52 percent of 
the people indicated that they didnt 
know enough to be confident about an 
opinion." 

While they may not have been 
· familiar with the organization, Ken· 
tuckians endorsed some of the stands 
associated with the Moral Majority 
and rejected others. They were mixed 
about the extent to which churches in 
general should get involved in social 
and political matters. 

The question that asked about 
whether people had heard of the Moral 
Majority showed 46 percent saying yes. 
Conover said that when sampling error 
is considered, that figure might actual· 
ly be as high as 50 percent or as low as 
42 percent. 

Of those who had heard of the Moral 
Majority, only 30 percent said they 
tended to agree with the stands taken 
by the organization. conover cautioned 
that percentage is based upon less than 
half the total sample .. 

The interviewers also asked ques· 
tions about two topics the Moral Ma· 
jority has traditionally opposed-the 
Equal Rights Amendment and abor­
tion. On those questions, 53 percent of 
Kentuckians favored the ERA and 63 
percent agreed that abortion decisions 
should be left to the woman and her 
physician. 

"We got very similar results when 
we asked those in the fall poll last Oc· 
tober and November," said Conover. 
"Those views apparently haven't 
changed much." 

The 20-minute telephone survey also 
asked quesitons about a variety of 
other topics, including taxes and 
politics . 

Of the 747 respondents, almost half 
said the amount they pay in state and 
local taxes was "about right" rather 
than too high or too low. 

Proposals· to amend the Kentucky 
constitution to permit governors and 
sheriffs to be re-elected to a second 
consecutive term drew majority sup­
port. That question will go before state 
voters in the fall general election. 

On the issue of self-succession by the 
governor and sheriffs, some dif­
ferences among educational levels 
were found. "The more education 
respondents have, the more they're 
likely to oppose it (self-succession), at 
least for governors," reported Con­
over. 

Conover pointed out that this par· 
ticular survey asked questions of any 
adult Kentucky resident, not just 
registered voters. 

All of the respondents earlier in the 
interview had answered some specific 
quesitons concerning religion and 
schools. On those issues, 87 perceht 
favored displaying a copy of the Ten 
Commandents in public classrooms, 71 
percent approved of setting specific 
times for prayer in schools and 50 per­
cent endorsed the teaching of scientific 
creationism. 

KET Offers College 
Courses Late August 

Kentucky Educational Television 
has become the first television station 
in the country to finalize plans for of­
fering the state's viewers a new adult 
education program from the Public 
Broadcasting Service <PBS). 

Beginning in late August, KET will 
broadcast three college-credit 
"telecourses" from the PTV-3/ Adult 
Learning Service at PBS. 

According to Dee Brock, director of 
the Adult Learning Service, the aim of 
the program is "to provide a full range 
of educational and instructional pro· 
grams and program-related · services 
for adults." 

The college courses from the Adult 
Learning Service, sponsored in Ken· 
tucky by the state Council on Higher 
Education, are "Cosmos," the much­
heralded astronomy series hosted by 
Dr. Carl Sagan; "American Govern­
ment Survey," a look at our U. S. 
system of government; and "It's 
Everybody's Business," an introduc­
tion to business practices inthe U. S. 

KET will also broadcast two addi­
tional telecourses during . the fall 
semester. "Writing for a Reason" is an 
introduction to better writing techni· 
ques. "Dea!i):}g in Discipline," a 
University of Kentucky-produced 
graduate course, helps teachers cope 
with discipline problems in the 
classroom. 

The scientific creationism question 
\drew 14 percent " don't know" 

responses, according to Conover. 
"Many people apparently were not 
sure what that question meant ," she 
said. 

Two questions asked about church 
involvement in the social and politicial 
arenas. By a 62 to 33 percent margin, 
Kentuckians agreed that churches and 
clergy should express views on social 
matters. On the other hand, a majority 
refjected the idea that churches should 
be involved in political activities like 
backing a candidate for public office . 
They split on this question 65 to 31 per· 
cent. 

The UK Servey Reserach Center is 
involved in a cooperative effort with 
similar surveys in 19 other states to ask 
questions that can be compared across 
states, according to Conover. The 
center has comparative data so far on 
one religious item: whether the 
respondents say they have had a "born 
again" experience. 

"We explained that as 'a turning 
point in your life when you committed 
yourself to Christ," conover said. 

In Kentucky, 62 percent said they 
had been "born again." That same 
question in a Florida survey in 
February showed only 35 percent in 
that state answering yes. 

Two other questions asked Ken· 
tuckians to rate the job governor John 
Y. Brown' Jr. and the kentucky 
legislature are doing. 

For the governor, 9 percent said ex­
cellent; 43 percent, good; 34 percent, 
fair; and 8 percent poor. 

For the legislature, the results were 
4 percent, excellent; 37 percent, good, 
42 percent, fair ; and 8 percent, poor. 

Kentuckians were asked whether 
they wanted more, less, or the same 
amount of their tax money spent in six 
particular areas. 

The results were : 

Environmental programs : more, 27 
percent; same, 48 percent; less, 17 per· 
cent. 

Programs for the poor: more, 40 per· 
cent; same, 35 percent ; less, 21 per­
cent. 

Public grade schools and high 
schools: more, 60; same, 31; less, 6. 

Streets and highways: more, 51 ; 
same, 41; less, 6. 

Police forces: more, 46 ; same, 44 ; 
less, 6. 

Public colleges and universities : 
more; 40; same, 45; less, 10. 

The tax questions indicated that peo­
ple in Kentucky do not want higher 
taxes, but they do not want to cut ser· 
vices either, according to Conover. 

1 'The public has obviously not faced 
the essential contraditions in those two 
opinions," she said. 

Interviewing for the survey started 
March Z7 and ended April 7, with ran· 
domly selected telephone numbers be· 
ing called throughout the state. 

According to conover, a sample size 
of 747 has a confidence level of 95 per· 
cent, plus or minus four percentage 
points. 

"Theoretically that means we're 95 
percent confident that results on ap­
prove or disapprove type questions 
should be within four percentage points 
ofresults we would have gotten had we 
called every residential telephone 
number in the state," she said. 

The UK-SRC spring poll 1981 is the 
fifth in a series of biannual public opi· 
nion polls conducted by the UK Survey 
Research Center.

Skeans was convicted April 21 of 
violating a circuit court injunction 
limiting the activities t>f union pickets 
and was sentenced to 30 days in jail. 
The sentence was suspended on condi­
tion that she stay clear of the hospital. 
She had been accused of damaging a 
supply truck with a baseball bat as the 
driver attempted to cross a picket line 
near the hospital. 

As an aide to Assistant Adminis­
trator Donald Nunnery, Mrs. Smith 
reportedly attended negotiating ses­
sions between the hospital adminis­
tration and the union. She is also 
said to have recently undergone 
surgery. 

Trial of the three alleged assailants 
on assault charges has been set for Ju­
ly 6. 

Charges have also been brought 
against Ellis Stephens and Chuck 
Meadows, striking operating room 
technicians , for strike-related in­
cidents alleged to have occurred April 
26 and 27. Stephens is president of the 
local union chapter at the hospital. 

Both men are accused of breaking a 
glass door at the hospital's emergency 
room entrance, April 26. Stephens also 
faces a wanton endangerment charge 
for allegedly throwing rocks at Jack 
Kline, a hospital security guard, the 
same day. Meadows is accused of 
throwing rocks at cars belonging to 
Kline and Richard King, also a securi­
ty guard, damaging the the vehicles. 

Russell Dean , assistant ad ­
ministrator at the hospital, said this 
week that eggs, coal , rocks , and sec­
tions of pipe are being hurled by 
pickets at the windshields of cars 
entering and leaving the hospital. The 
incidents occur after state police have 
left the scene, he said. 

No resumption of contract talks bet­
ween the hospital and the union is 
scheduled, he said. 
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Slone said that in recent weeks all 
the county landfills had either been 
closed or made otherw1se inaccessible 
to Floyd County Sanitation, with the 
result that he is left without a site for 
the disposal of trash collected over 
much of Magisterial District No. 1 as 
well as Martin. 

The Turkey Creek landfill which has 
been the source of much protest from 
area residents, who objected to the 
trash accumulation in recent months , 
is being cleaned up and is closed to fur­
ther dumping. The Mud Creek dump in 
District No. 4 "has been let go to the 
point where we can 't even get our 
trucks in, ' ' Slone said. Another landfill , 
which has served District 3, is located 
on a mountaintop and his trucks can't 
negotiate the steep access road, he 
claimed. 

Slone said that despite his present 
difficulty in finding a usable waste 
disposal site, he would continue to 
serve Allen and Martin where he has 
contracted to collect garbage-' 'even 
if I have to haul to Johnson county ." He 
said that such a haul would make it im­
possible for him to "break even," but 
added, ''I'd do it anyway just because 
of the way the county 's done me." 

Solid Waste Commission Chairman 
Bob McAninch and commissioner 
David Cooley said they had come to 
Monday's meeting to learn just what 
the situation was at Allen. Cooley said 
the commission didn 't know that Slone 
was under contract to serve the "Old" 
Allen section. "We thought Paul had 
sold out," he commented. 

McAninch explained that the county 
had no choice but to close the landfills. 
"The four dumps in the county are in 
such bad shape that the state wants 
them closed," he pointed out. " The 
state Bureau of Hazardous Material 
doesn't want us to have a landfill at 
all," he continued . "They would rather 
see all the garbage recycled, but we 
just don't have the money or capability 
for something like that. " McAninch 
also stressed that state regulations 
prohibit use of a county landfill by a 
private concern . 

Allen Mayor Obie Crisp told the com­
mission representatives that the town 
had entered into a contract with Slone 
after the solid waste commission had 
been unable to provide service some 
time ago. "You told us you 'd be here in 
a month and you never came for a 
year," Crisp told McAninch and 
Cooley. 

Crisp said the town council would 
honor their contract with Slone which 
runs through January 1. He told the 
COQ}mission representatives, "You can 
come back and talk to us at that lime or 
if Paul makes some other arrangement 
with you, that 's fine with us , too. "

to his work, but to the Floyd county 
community, as a whole. 

Among other awards presented was 
a plaque presented by Chalmer 
Frazier, executive director of the 
Chamber, to Sam Blankenship, outgo­
ing president. Mr. Blankenship had 
earlier delivered the annual presi­
dent's report which outlined ac­
complishments of the past year as well 
as ongoing projects. 

This year's principal address was 
delivered by W. Grady Stumbo, M.D., 
secretary of the statt> Department of 
Human Resources . 

Stumbo, a Floyd county native, 
spoke of a bright economic outlook for 
the state in general, despite proposed 
budget cuts in many areas. Kentucky, 
Stumbo said, had recorded more new 
businesses having located in the state 
during the past 12 months than any 
other equivalent period in the past. 

Stumbo did warn that major cuts in 
welfare in the state would have an im­
pact, with the bulk of the effect being 
felt by small businesses. As a counter 
measure to such a situation, the state 
has formulated a program which may 
make available $25 million to aid small 
businesses. 

Speaking of Eastern Kentucky , 
specifically, Secretary Stumbo attack­
ed absentee landowners, pointing out 
that one coal company which owned 
land here and in New York, paid a tax 
rate 8,000 times greater there than 
here. 

At the conclusiOn of Dr. Stumbo's ad­
dress, he was presented an original 
print by artist Russell May , of 
Prestonsburg.

At Allen Meeting 

An especially large group of Allen 
citizens gathered at Monday night 's 
meeting of the town council , and , 
although several topics were discuss ­
ed, it was concern for a clean-up of the 
town that drew the most enthusiastic 
response. 

Goldie Short, who led much of the 
discussion on the problem of tras'1 and 
debris in Allen, said the community 
"used to be one of the best-looking 
towns on the Big Sandy," and Jimmy 
D. Gray termed Allen a "showcase" 
among towns in days past. 

Citizens spoke of illegal dumps which 
border their community (a common 
phenomenon in most Floyd county 
towns), and scattered concentrations 
of junk cars, cans and other debris . 

Mr. Gray stressed the need for Allen 
businesses to cooperate in cleaning up 
and it was decided that a letter be writ­
ten to each place of business re­
questing such cooperation. 

Phyllis Porter reminded those pre­
sent that individual responsibility 
might go a long way toward improving 
the appearance of the town. "If each 
individual will take care of their own 
property and garbage, we wouldn't 
have the problem like we do," she 
stated . 

Mayor Obie Crisp suggested that 
citizens make an effort to "take down 
names and report anyone throwing out 
garbage," and he said meetings should 
be held "every Monday, if we have to 
until we can get something going. " 

Mrs. Short was appointed by Mayor 
Crisp as chairman of a community 
clean-up committee, and it was decid­
ed that a meeting to formulate a 
beautification strategy be held next 
Monday at 7 p .m . at Allen City Hall.

Mock Election Brings Big Response 

The Darbys at Statewide Press and Bill Woods , of Woods Grocery, decided 
last week to sponsor a "little" mock election at Mr. Woods' store at Emma. 
They figured it would be fun - sort of a pre-game activity before the "big" 
election on May 26. So, they stuck a few posters on the door of Bill's store, 
printed up some ballots, made a ballot box, and, starting Friday night, the 
voters start rolling in. 

By noon, Saturday, more than a hundred had signed their names to a list of 
voters and cast their ballots (for Dist. 1 candidates only ). By Tuesday, 
several hundred had responded and with the election not scheduled to end 
until Saturday, things are lr ' -ing wild . 

Now, the sponsors are a ,le concerned about the work that may be in­
volved when it comes time to count the votes, since they have said that the 
election results will be posted after the voting ends this weekend. 

Even though things may have gotten a bit out of hand, the masterminds 
behind this project are still having fun, and, as Woods commented, " It'll be a 
lot more accurate than any poll ." 
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which was directed at UMWA pickets, 
had been sought by the Triple Elkhorn 
Mining Company and the Bebe Coal 
Corporation, non-union mining con­
cerns with offices on Daniels Creek. 

A convoy of 14 trucks was hauling 
coal Wednesday from a Triple Elkhorn 
mine on Prater Creek to the company's 
processing facility near Allen when it 
ran into a blockade of about 40 cars and 
pickups containing union pickets, 
around 12:50 p.m. Rocks were thrown 
and shots fired at the convoy, woun­
ding two of the drivers. 

William Dorton, 35, of Sitka, sustain­
ed a head wound, and Charles Hitch­
cock, 37, of Allen, was shot in the 
r ight shoulder. Neither driver is believ­
ed to have been seriously hurt. 

According to the companies' injunc­
tion petition, about 47 shots were fired 
"from rifles, handguns, and/ or 
shotguns," damaging 10 trucks as well 
as injuring the two drivers. Thirty-six 
truckloads of coal, in three convoys, 
had been hauled along the route earlier 
in the day without incident. 

Fred Dawson, president of Triple 
Elkhorn and Bebe Coal, said in an af­
fidavit that a shot was fired into the 
Triple Elkhorn tipple around 7: 15 
Thursday morning. Shots were said to 
have been fired at the Bebe tipple near 
Harold last month and two Triple­
Elkhorn drivers were reportedly forc­
ed by pickets to dump their coal loads 
on the Prater Creek road April 20. 

In his order, Judge Conley enjoined 
pickets from obstructing the coal com­
panies' operations, from congregating 
near company premises or carrying 
firearms in that area, and from mak­
ing threats or directing abusive 
language toward company employees. 
The order limited to five the number of 
pickets permitted to assemble at any 
one place.

The teacher had reportedly tendered 
his resignation the day before but had 
resumed teaching Thursday. The 
parents wanted to know his current 
status ; even more , they sought 
assurances that he was back to stay. 

Boyd confirmed that he had offered 
to resign-for the children's safety, he 
said. A masked indiyidual , armed with 
a rifle , had been spotted near his home, 
a short distance from the school, on 
Tuesday morning, and a bomb threat 
had been made on the school Thursday 
afternoon , he said. 

School district officials told him they 
had received calls from parents 
threatening to take their children out of 
the school unless he was retained, 
Boyd said, adding that he had decided 
to stay on for that reason. 

He said he wanted the parents' 
reassurance that they stood behind 
him. He' got it. 

" I think it was wrong of you to 
resign, " one woman said. "We think 
the world of you and we want you a t the 
graduation." 

Boyd responded with a remarkably 
candid account of his past involvement 
with drugs and his continuing use of 
marijuana. 

As for so many of his generation, 
Vietnam was a turning point, he said, 
describing in detail his experience as a 
sergeant in the Airborne Rangers dur ­
ing 1968 and 1969 and his growing a d­
diction to amphetamines . 

Describing himself as "one of the 10 
percent who did the fighting" in Viet­
nam, Boyd told of exhausting and 
perilous reconnaissance missions and 
of the drugs routinely supplied by the 
army to keep its combat units in the 
field. 

"I was up to 30 hits of speed a day," 
he said. 

In 1969, his homicidal antagonism 
toward superior officers earned him 
six months in a psychiatric ward. " I 
prayed to God to help me," he said, 
"because I didn't know what to do." 

Boyd found his answer in marijuana. 
"I switched (from hard drugs ) to mari­
juana, which I use to this day. I am 
completely changed because of that 
fact," he said. 

"I'd much rather be easy to get along 
with," he explained . "I have 
pressures, the same as everyone, and I 
need something to take them away.'' 
Marijuana, he said, gives him "an easy 
feeling of 'don't worry about it. "' 

If the teacher was straining the 
loyalty of his audience, few gave any 
indication of it . When one man ven­
tured that he was " totally against 
drugs," Boyd responded, with the 
authority of one who has seen it all, 
that "marijuana is not a drug. " 

"I know what I'm talking about. 
Morphine, cocaine, acid, PCP-you 
name it, I've done it. " he said, adding, 
"It's not drugs like marijuana that are 
ruining our kids-It's PCP and the 
pharmaceuticals they are taking out of 
your home medicine chests." 

Even marijuana is "not for kids," 
Boyd conceded. " It makes them lazy 
and they lose ambition," he said. He 
discouraged its use by students, had 
shown a movie discrediting it, and 
even told them "it would make their 
hair fall out," -though they knew it 
was a joke-he said. 

"These kids know more than you 
think," he said, suggesting they could 
readily distinguish between marijuana 
and harmful drugs. 

Again, one parent cautiously demur­
red. But hers was an isolated voice 
amid scattered expressions of loyalty 
and tolerant silence. 

Beyond the confines of the PTA au­
dience, opinion was more varied, even 
among Prater Creek residents , some of 
whom thought the teacher should have 
taken a leave of absence pending his 
June 4 trial. 

At Betsy Layne high school Monday, 
about 65 persons heard Pikeville physi­
cian Dr. Mary Fox condemn the use of 
drugs, including marijuana, as 
"ruining" the younger generation. A 
May Lodge audience·heard a similar 
indictment in March by Dr. Thomas J . 
Gleaton, Jr ., a Georgia State Universi­
ty physiology professor, who argued 
that marijuana is a more dangerous 
drug than is commonly believed. 

The view is supported by the authors 
of a recent publication of the National 
Institute on Drug Abuse. "We still do 
not know everything we would like to 
know about this controversial drug," 
the authors write , " but present 
evidence clearly indicates that 
(marijuana) is not a 'safe' substance." 

Boyd told the Prater Creek parents 
Thursday that he had informed Board 
of Education officials , and teachers 
and students at the Prater school, of 
his a ttitude toward marijuana. "If 
anyone feels tha t I shouldn 't be 
teaching your kid, then say so now,' ' he 
challenged his listeners . There was no 
response. 

" I smoke it on my own time," the 
teacher said of his marijuana use, 
"and it's nobody 's business but mme. 
As long as it doesn't Interfere with the 
kids, don't get on my case." 

Floyd Schools Superintendent E . P . 
Grigsby, Jr. said this week that Boyd 
submitted his resignation last 
Friday-not Wednesday, as the 
teacher had indicated-citing " threats 
to the school" as his reason for step­
ping down.

Marcum Oeared 
Of Libel Charge 

A libel suit against Homer Marcum, 
publisher of the Inez-based Martin 
Countian, was dismissed in Pike Cir­
cuit Court last Thursday after a jury 
determined that a fight involving Mar­
tin county officials-which Marcum 
had reported in two 1978 stories and 
which prompted the suit against 
him-did in fact occur. 

The suit was filed by Martin County 
Judge-Executive Willie Kirk, who 
alleged that Marcum's malice toward 
him prompted a false newspaper ac­
count of the fight. 

The altercation was said to have oc­
curred June 6, 1978 and to have involv­
ed Kirk, Martin County Clerk Sam 
Moore, and Helen Horn, matron at the 
county jail. 

A Martin Countian report on June 14, 
1978 quoted Mrs. Horn and her hus­
band, jailer Arvil Horn, as saying that 
Mrs. Horn "whipped up" on Kirk and 
Moore and that Kirk struck Mrs. Horn. 

A second story, published in the 
newspaper a week later, quoted 
Moore's son, Roger, and Kirk's wife, 
Victoria, who disputed the earlier ac­
count. In an editor's note, Marcum in­
dicated that the earlier story was bas­
ed on information supplied by the 
Horns. 

Pike Circuit Judge E. N. Venters in­
structed the jury to determine whether 
Kirk had struck Mrs. Horn and, if not, 
whether Marcum had any reason to 
disbelieve the information he received 
before publishing the first story. 

The suit was dismissed when the jury 
returned its verdict, reportedly after 
about 20 minutes' deliberation. 

Contrary to some reports tilat the 
dismissal was based on the jury's 
determination that Marcum had no 
reason to disbelieve the Horns' story, 
Judge Venters confirmed this week 
that the jury did not need to address 
that question-since it had previously 
determined that Kirk had struck Mrs. 
Horn as reported. 

Marcum this week characterized 
Kirk's suit as "frivolous" and said he is 
plan'ning to write a story outlining the 
cost of the trial to taxpayers. 

The suit sought $250,000 for Kirk; 
Venters earlier dismissed claims 
totalling $157,500 by Mrs. Kirk. The 
trial was moved to Pike county at 
Kirk's request. 

Marcum yet faces two other libel 
suits, one brought against him by Mar­
tin County Commonwealth's Attorney 
Paul Deaton and the other by Kitty 
Cassady, foreman of a grand jury, the 
proceedings of which were the subject 
of recent Martin Countian reports.

After more than two years of 
painstaking deliberation, the National 
Commission on Air Quality has recom­
mended a change in the Clean Air Act 
that could effectively end acid rain. In 
its report to Congress last month, this 
panel of experts from industry, 
academia, government, and en­
vironmental community proposed 
"significant reductions in sulfur diox­
ide emissions by 1990." While en­
vironmental groups have objected to 
other Commission recommendations 
for changes in the Clean Air Act, which 
is up for Congressional reauthorization 
this year, most have hailed this propos­
ed attack on sulfur dioxide emissions. 

How do these emissions become 
"acid rain?" Though scientists still 
debate the intricacies of chemical 
changes they do agree that sulphur and 
nitrogen oxides are pumped into the at­
mosphere through tall industrial 
smokestacks, where they undergo 
complex chemical reactions with other 
particles and sunlight. A significant 
portion of these sulfates and nitrates 
filter down to the earth as dry par­
ticles, which, deposited in lakes, on 
leaves and branches, can lead to 
acidification. When moisture ac­
cumulates in the atmosphere it sends 
these same particles to earth as 
fulfuric and nitric acid in rain or snow. 

This acid doesn't color or cloud the 
precipitation; it doesnt assault the 
nose with a caustic odor. It simply 
kills-fish, aquatic life, entire lakes. At 
least 212 once-teeming Adirondack 

. lakes are now sterile. Wildlife experts 
say that without aggressive action, 
more than 50,000 North American lakes 
will die in just two decades. In addi­
tion, forest and crop growth may be 
significantly stunted by acid rain , and 
thousands of people may die from 
breathing sulfates. 

Up to now, environmental protection 
laws have not effectively met the 
challenge of vinegary acid rain. When 
they were forced to meet local emis­
sion restrictions, some industries built 
taller smokestacks to send emissions 
far from their production sites. Many 
of these tall smokestacks spew sulfur 
directly into Canada-at the rate of 
about four million tons per year. Cana­
dians estimate this causes $2 to $4 
million in damages yearly. Unfor­
tunately, U. S. smokestacks are not the 
only sources of acid rain-Canada 
pumps 1 to 1.4 million tons of sulfur 
emissions into the U.S. each year. 

In other words, the U. S. sends 
Canada two-to-four times the amount 
of sulfur emissions it receives. To com­
pound the problem, bedrock forma­
tions in Canada, as in some parts of the 
northeastern U. S., make the soil par­
ticularly sensitive to acidification. 
One-half to three-quarters of a million 
square miles of rolling green Canadian 
hills and forests have been affected by 
acid rain. 

Canadians are understandably in­
censed When President Reagan arriv­
ed in the Canadian capital of Ottawa 
last month, he was greeted by hun­
dreds of protesters, many carrying 
placecards with the message, "Acid 
Rain Go Home." Our northern 
neighbors want the U. S. to regulate 
sulfur dioxide emissions and regulate 
them fast. If Congress approves the 
Commission's acid rain recommenda­
tions, the U.S. will be well on its way to 
clearing the air between the two coun­
tries. 

Congress, however, is feeling 
pressure from industrial lobbyists, 
who charge that the Clean Air Act 
hampers economic growth and stymies 
energy development. Unfortunately, 
one way industry is trying to cut back 
on costs is to switch to coal combus­
tion, the largest single source of sulfur

emissions in the nation And industry 
fears that if Congress approves the 
new anti-emission recommendation, it 
will have to cover the costs of cleaning 
up emissions from even its tallest 
smokestacks. · 

Such clean-up costs are not so pro­
hibitive as industry would have us 
think, however. According to the U.S. 
Environmental Protection Agency, 
most coal can be easily and inexpen­
sively washed, and the sulfur can be 
mechanically extracted. Expensive 
chemical coal cleaning and scrubbing 
processes, when properly designed, 
can produce sulfur compounds for dry 
wall, cement, fertilizer additives, and 
commercial sulphuric ac1d. 

So, actually, the commission's pro­
posal-if enacted-may cause little 
economic hardship for industry, while 
promising cleaner lakes, and clearer 
diplomatic skies . The recommendation 
has miles of deliberation and arbitra­
tion behind it, and will travel many 
more miles before it becomes law, but 
if Congress acts now, and passes this 
urgent proposal, fish and other aquatic 
life in North America will receive a 
needed breath of fresh water, and an 
extension of life.

Although funeral services are not a 
popular topic. they are one of the 
largest purchases a family makes.

the polls to fill many state and local 
political posts.

"I think baseball gets shortchanged. 

The season needs to be longer," Pete 
Grigsby, Jr . recently observed, "It 
would be nice if the season could run 
through May and start the tour­
naments in June. The season is just too 
short and it hurts the kids in our area. 
Not many of them get baseball scholar­
ships because they don't get ·enough 
high school playing lime." 

Grigsby, a baseball star at the 
University of Kentucky, and a man 
who guided McDowell to a county 
record eight district titles including the 
lat state tournament appearance by a 
county team (1963), feels the short 
baseball season will not be extended by 
the KHSAA. 

"If they lengthen the season past 
May. then it will run after school has 
ended and that could cause conflicts 
with a graduating senior if he is going 
to summer school or to work. If the 
season begms in the early part of the 
school year, say the first of August 
with the end coming around September 
and then resuming in the spring, there 
is a conflict with the football playing 
schools." 

Grigsby. like most baseball minded 
folk, knows the only way Floyd county 
can compete with other teams in the 
state is to play more games and have 
more practice time. However, in most 
of the larger schools the baseball 
players play a sport that does not con­
flict with their winter baseball prac­
tice. With the majority of the county 
baseball players also playing basket­
ball it is difficult to set up a winter 
training program. 

"It is difficult to set up a baseball 
season that would appeal to everyone, 
and there are going to be conflicts if the 
season is extended in the spring or in 
the fall, so I imagine the KHSAA will 
avoid that by keeping the season as it 
is. It hurts the baseball players. They 
are not treated like players at the ma­
jor sport level like football and basket­
ball, but there is no definite solution 
without causing other problems " 

So, like Pete and other baseball fans 
in the state, we will have to make the 
best of the short high school baseball 
season and hope the Babe Ruth pro­
grams in the summer will be some help 
in developing baseball talent in the 
county.

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Dr. Fox Warns 
Of Drug Abuse 

A Pikeville public health physician 
spoke to a Betsy Layne parents ' group 
with missiOnary zeal about the pro­
blem of drug abuse among school 
students Monday night. 

Speaking to about 65 persons at a 
meeting sponsored by the Betsy Layne 
PTA, Dr. Mary Fox sometimes couch­
ed the drug abuse problem in terms of 
Biblical prophecy and the approaching 
Armageddon 

Evoking the Cold War rhetoric of the 
fifties. she hinted at a Communist 
conspiracy to undermine the moral 
fiber of this nation's youth as a possible 
cause of the problem. 

Generally, however, Dr. Fox relied 
on the more sober language of 
economics and on reports issued by the 
federal Department of Health and 
Human Services <DHHS> to make her 
case that marijuana and other drugs 
are posing an increasingly serious 
threat to the health and development of 
students here. 

"No matter what we do about it, 
drugs are going to be with U!> a long 
time," she predicted, "and the reason 
is M-0-N-E-Y." Describing marijuana 
as among Kentucky's ten leading cash 
crops, she said an acre of the plant 
could yield as much as $150,000 in 
street sales, compared to about $3000 
for an acre of tobacco. 

Presciption pills sold for 25 or 30 
cents each by pharmacists sell for 
from $3 to $10 on the street, she said, 
adding that "drug sales are big 
business." 

Marijuana , Quaaludes and PCP, also 
known as "angel dust," are the drugs 
most commonly used by school 
students in this area, while inhalants 
are proving increasingly popular 
among younger children, she said. 

Citing a recent DHHS publication, 
Dr. Fox pointed out that, contrary to 
earlier reports that the drug was 
relatively harmless, marijuana can be 
traced in the body up to a month after 
use, its smoke is more irritating to the 
lungs than tobacco smoke and contains 
more cancer-causing agents, it lowers 
hormone levels in both men and 
women, it can affect thinking, com­
prehension, memory and problem solv­
ing, and it can interfere with driving 
and other skills involving mental and 
physical coordination. 

" In the last 10 years, marijuana has 
been found to do a lot more to the body 
and mind than was once thought,·· she 
said. 

Present-day marijuana is more po­
tent than earlier strains of the plant 
and is reaching an increasingly young 
market, Dr. Fox said. 

The nitrous oxide used as a pro­
pellant in many aerosol products, such 
as whipped toppings, is also in use 
among younger children as an in­
halant, she said. 

Among the possible signs of drug use 
by their children, Dr. Fox told the 
parents, were falling grades, a loss of 
concern for personal grooming, weight 
Joss, increased desire for sweets, ir­
ritability, and-in the case of mari­
juana-a characteristic sweet odor on 
the clothing. 

Marijuana appears to be 
psychologically rather than physically 
addicting, and youngsters who feel in­
secure about their own worth are 
especially vulnerable to its appeal, Dr. 
Fox said. 

Parents need to inform themselves, 
organize, and perhaps even form 
playground patrols-but, most impor­
tantly, they need to be explicit in loving 
their children, she said.

High blood pressure-the silent 
killer-affect~ one out of seven 
Americans . Yet. 75 percent of the 
American population is unaware of the 
facts surrounding the ·d1sease. 

Although a growing number of peo­
ple n1.m relate high blood pressure to 
heart trouble, strokes and kidney 
failure . many people still have 
misconceptions about the disease . 

!\ole these facts about high blood 
pressure-a timely topic since May is 

ational High Blood Pressure Month. 
High blood pressure is a physical 

condition in which the heart and blood 
vessels are strained b} blood pumping 
with too much force through the body. 
Some people think that a headache, 
dizziness or feeling poorly are telltale 
s1gns that blood pressure is up . 
However, high blood pressure rna~ not 
have-any symptoms. You can feel fine 
even though your blood pressure is 
high. 

Another common misconception 
about the disease is that it affects only 
the nervous, tense individual. The 
medical term for high blood pressure is 
'hypertension.· Some people assume 
that only anxious or tense people have 
high blood pressure. However, this 
isn't true High blood pressure can af­
fect anyone. 

Another erroneous belief is that high 
blood pressure control is a cure. There 
is no cure for high blood pressure. 
Physicians generally use medication to 
bring blood pressure into the normal 
range. However, unless medication is 
taken each day as prescribed, blood 
pressure will go back up. 

In addition to medicine, high blood 
pressure patients are often advised to 
watch their weight, cut down on salt, 
exercise more, and stop smoking. 
Some people think that they can choose 
either to take the medication or follow 
the other advice. 

However, this isn't true since the two 
types of therapies are meant te com­
plement one another. If you watch your 
weight, cut down on salt, and exercise 
more, your medicaiton may be more 
effective, and as a result you may need 
to take less . 

Ask your doctor what to do should 
you miss a dose of medicahon, and that 
you make certain your presc1 iption 
doesn't run out. ·

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Auxier Equitable 
Gas Increases Ok'd 

The state Public Service Commis­
sion has approved a rate increase for 
the Auxier Road Gas Co. that will raise 
the mimmum monthly bill from $5 to 
$6. 

The minimum bill will pay for the 
first 1,000 cubic feel of gas. A rate of 
$5.20 per 1,000 cu. ft. will be charged for 
amounts over 1,000 cu. ft. 

The increase was requested because 
of a debt from a reconstruction pro­
gram. 

The Commission has also approved a 
rate increase for the Equitable Gas Co. 
to offset an increase in the wholesale 
cost of gas. 

Equitable's supplier, Kentucky-West 
Virginia Gas Co., is raising the cost of 
natural gas it supplies to the utility by 
almost $68,000. 

Residential customers w1ll have to 
pay an average increase of $12.77 per 
year. 

The minimum monthly bill will be 
$1.80 and a rate of $3.69 per 1,000 cubic 
feet will be charged for the first 2,000 
cu. ft. a rateof$1.66per 1,000cu. ft . will 
be charged for the next 18.000 cu. ft. 
and the rate continues to decline after 
that. 

The rates will be effective May 1.

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Savin Teens Need Proper Sex Education, 
According To Health Organization 

Mountam Maternal Health League m 
Berea. Kentucky, is concerned about 
the increasing sexual activity among 
teenagers. Although the use of con­
traceptives by teens to avoid unplann­
ed pregnancy has increast>d, teens are 
not using the most effective methods 
available. part of the reason for this is 
the adverse publicity about birth con­
trol 1Jills and intrautenne devices. 
More often, teens simply do not have 
the information they nee'd to make in­
telligent choices about their own sex­
uality or about the use of birth control 
methods. Two-thirds of pregnant 
teenagers say they never usc con­
traceptives. 

The education depal'lment at Moun 
tain Maternal Health League provides 
low-cost clinic and educational ser-

vices to all men and women, including 
teenagers, to help them plan their 
families. Sexuality classes are con­
ducted for schools, churches. parents 
and other groups. Assistance is provid­
ed to school systems in the develop­
ment of state-mandated sex education 
courses in the public schools. 

Teenagers represent only 18% of sex­
ually active women capable of becom­
ing pregnant, but they produce 46% of 
all illegitimate births and 31% of all 
abortions. Jf there is no change in cur­
rent rates, 4 out of 10 girls who are now 
age 14 will get pregnant in their teens, 
2 out of 10 will give birth, and 3 in 20 
will have abortions. 

"We can no longer hope the problem 
will go away by itself. And there is no 
evidence that increasing teen's fear of 
pregnancy by denying them contracep­
tion would decrease their sexual activi­
ty. Most sexually active teens experi­
ment with sex for 6 months or more 
before ever using contraceptives. In 
the meantime. many become preg­
nant. 

"The public can no longer be allowed 
to ignore teen pregnancy and sex 
education is unneeded. Teenagers need 
proper information. Public school sex­
uality education programs should be 
given the highest priority," recom­
mends Nancy Cunningham, MMHL's 
Education Director. 

Last year in the United States, over 1 
million teenage girls became preg­
nant. In Floyd county, there were 211 
births to teenage girls, including three 
to 14-year-olds, according to figures 
released by the state Department of 
Vital Statistics.

Summer Youth Jobs 
Said Available 

More than 5,000 summer jobs will be 
available this year to economically 
disadvantaged young people in 91 Ken­
tucky counties, Human Resources 
Secretary Grady Stumbo recently an­
nounced . 

The jobs are part of the federal Sum­
mer Youth Employment Program, 
which is funded by the Department of 
labor under the Comprehensive 
Employment dnd Training Act. 

Kentucky youths ages 16 through 21 
years whose family incomes are at or 
below the federal poverty level are 
eligible for jobs under the summer pro­
gram, Stumbo said. Participants will 
work a maximum of 320 hours, about 
eight weeks, during the summer.

FOOD PROCES OR I 
.IDEAL FOR SOME TASKS 

A food processor is not for everyone, 
but for those who cook a variety of 
foods, a processor may be the right ap­
pliance choice. It helps to reduce the 
tedious jobs of food preparation, 
especially during the food preservation 
season if you preserve soup mixtures, 
chili sauce, pickles or relishes. 

A well-designed food processor 
should be able to mix, shred, chop, 
grind, beat, pureee, blend, slice and 
knead foods in seconds A food pro­
cessor will not, on the other hand, in-

- corporate air into egg whites or whip­
ped cream, grind whole grains or cof­
fee beans, or crush ice in most cases. 

When shopping for a food processor, 
realize that it may perform the tasks of 
a knife, blender, mixer or grinder. but 
it does not completely replace all these 
tools. And, you may need extra ac­
cessories to perform certain tasks. 

In addition to knowing what a par­
ticular model can do, decide if you will 

1 have the time and willingness to learn 
to manage the appliance for optimum 
and safe use. It takes effort to learn to 
use the food processor in daily food 
preparation, and many people do not 
take the time to use it. 

Storage is another consideration. If it 
is in your way on the counter, you pro­
bably won't use it often 

If the apliance is for you check for: 
- A heavy base minimizes the vibra­

tion of a powerful motor. The direct­
drive models that have the bowl and 
blades position above the motor rather 
than off to the side are generally 
capable of heavier mixing with less 
vibration. 

- The bowl and cover should be 
made of shatterproof plastic. Check 
the dry and liquid capacity of the bowl 
to be sure it will fit your needs. 

- S-shaped blades blend and chop, 
while plastic blades mix soft foods or li­
quids. Metal discs slice and shred. 
Check to see how many blades are 
standard equipment on the model you 
like. 

- The feed tube should be tall enough 
to keep fingers away from moving 
parts. A food pusher with graduated 
markings cah be used as a measuring 
cup. 

- A pulse switch, in addition to an 
off-Qn control, helps prevent over­
processing of food. 

• - Check to see which parts of the 
food processor are dishwasher-safe. 

Finally, look for the Underwriters' 
Laboratories seal, which indicates the 
appliance has met electrical standards 
and other safety requirements

. KENTUCKY 
AFIELD

Wouldn't it be nice if there were 

signs out on the lake directing you to 
good fishing spots? 

Well, on several lakes around Ken­
tucky there are such signs, and more 
are going up all the time. The signs, 
pictures of a fish approaching a hook, 
indicate where manmade fish attrac­
tions have been established. Currently, 
the Kentucky Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources, the U. S. Army 
Corps of Engineers and the Tennessee 
Valley Authority are engaged in at­
tractor programs. 

Most attractors are ·made from 
brush piles anchored to the bottom. 
Brush is easily obtained and seems to 
attract fish better than "artificial" ob­
jects such as old tires or concrete 
blocks. 

With the crappie spawning season 
upon us, anglers should find these at­
tractors particularly productive since 
they ought to form natural magnets for 
spawning crappie. However, studies 
have shown that almost all 
fish-everything from bass to cat­
fish- use attractor sites during much 
of the year. 

Most of the attractors established by 
the Fish and Wildlife Department 
cover about an acre of lake bottom and 
are marked at each corner by a buoy 
with the fish attractor symbol stenciled 
on it. 

"A lot of fishermen think they have to 
park their boat right next to a buoy to 
be over productive water," says Bill 
McLemore, the biologist in charge of 
the attractor program for Western 
Kentucky . Actually, McLemore says, 
there might not be any brush right 
beside the buoy, since these markers 
only serve to show the outer limits of 
the site. 

"One way to determine if you're over 
an attractor is to notice how often your 
hook gets snagged on brush," 
McLemore says. ' If you're not gettin 
hung up, you're not fishing in the right 
place." 

The problems of getting hung up can 
be solved by using a light wire hook 
coupled with fairly heavy line-around 
20-pound test. A hefty pull on the line 
will straighten the hook and free you 
from the snag. Then the hook can easi­
ly be bent back to shape by hand and 
you're ready to continue fishing . This 
is an old crappie fisherman's trick, one 
which works anytime you're fishing 
brushy areas with live bait. 

So far, attractors have been 
established in Kentucky, Barkley, Bar­
ren, Rough River and Dewey Lakes. 
Most of the work has been done in the 
Kentucky-Barkley area, where three 
agencies-the Fish and Wildlife 
Department, the TBA and the Corps of 
Engineers have all built attractors. 

Maps showing the location of aUrae­
tors on Kentucky, Barkley and Dewey 
Lakes are available from the Depart­
ment of Fish and Wildlife, Frankfort, 
Ky. 40601. 

And when you're out fishing, keep 
your eyes open for these attractor 
buoy-they're signs saying "fish 
here."

rels of oil per day by 1990 and much 
more later. One 16,000 square mile 
shale area where Colorado, Utah and 
Wyoming meet holds an estimated 1.8 
trillion barrels of oil, about 60 times 
our proven reserves of liquid 
petroleum. Despite this reservoir ,little 
oil shale mining has been completed , 
primarily because of the cost of obtain­
ing leases, mining the shale and refin­
ing the oil. Other major problems re­
main: the technology is unproven, 
enormous water supplies are needed, 
and environmental problems, such as 
vast land disruption and residue 
disposal, remain unsolved . 

U.S. tar sands are concentrations of 
tarlike oil locked in surface and 
shallow, underground sand deposits, 
mainly in Utah and its neighboring 
states, while Canadian deposits are 
estimated to contain enough oil to sup­
ply North America for 114 years. All 
these deposits are presently regar.ded 
as too remote and inaccessible to be ex­
ploitable. Other exploitation problems 
include the difficulty of year-round 
mining because of the weather, an un­
proven technology, and the fact that 
the sands expand after mining, 
creating an environmental disposal 
problem. Despite these problems, 
billions of dollars are being spent on 
research and extraction. 

Solar energy technology has long 
been known and conventional solar 
water heating is being increasingly us­
ed in this country, although its initial 
cost is high. The promising new fron­
tier in solar energy is photovoltaics, 
the direct conversion of sunlight into 
electricity by using silicon-crystal 
panels, permitting not only the heating 
of water, but the running of household 
appliances and using electrical 
lighting. Though the cost of 
photovaltaic cells has been cut in half 
since 1975, it is still about $9 per watt, 
compared to $1 for coal-fired electrici­
ty and $1.25 for a nuclear watt. Poten­
tial breakthroughs may lower the cost 
to $2 by 1982 and to less than 50 cents 
per watt by 1990. Large scale commer­
cial applications are also being ex­
amined. 

Other future n1ajor energy sources 
include biomass conversion, coal con­
version, geothermal, hydroelectricity 
variations, wind and oceanic tides. 
Next: biomass and coal conversion and 
geothermal.

Beef, Pork Prices 
To Climb This Summer 

Consumers can save grocery dollars 
this summer by filling their freezers 
now with favorite beef and pork cuts, a 
prices are expected to rise nearly 20 
cents a pound by Augu t. 

With fewer hogs and cattle bound for 
market this spring, pork and beef sup­
plie will be reduced this summer and 
will bring higher prices in the super­
market, according to Dr. A Lee 
Meyer, Extension economist in the 
University of Kentucky College of 
Agriculture. 

Poultry production, and prices, 
should remain stable, he said. 

Beef prices, stable since last August, 
will continue near current levels into 
May, then will rise gradually at 
average 15-20 cents a pound by sum­
mer's end, said Meyer. The higher 
prices are predicted because the 
number of fed cattle that will go to 
market before June is down nearly five 
percent, a fairly substantial drop, he 
said 

The supply of non-fed beef, used for 
ground beef and processed meats, will 
dwindle the most and result in much 
higher ground beef prices. 

"We've seen hamburger prices 
under $1.20 a pound in the Lexington 
area for the last several months, while 
the national average price was $1.50," 
Meyer said. "But prices here probably 
will jump to $1.50 in the next few mon­
ths." 

Consumers would benefit by stocking 
up on beef, with the best buys 
wholesale cuts such as beef strip 
sirloins or beef rounds, which often are 
on special. Meyer suggested "anything 
under $1.30" as a good stock-up price 
for ground beef. 

Shoppers also will pay an average 
15-20 cents a pound more for pork by 
late summer, as hog production cut­
backs are reflected in reduced super­
market supplies. Since March, hog pro­
duction has dropped nine percent, 
Meyer said. 

"Farmers have been forced to 
reduce hog production because prices 
have been lower than their costs," he 
said. "Last year, hog producers lost 
$10-20 on each hog they marketed in the 
spring. And with current prices, they 
will not make up this year for last 
year's losses." 

Break-even costs for hog farmers 
now run above $50 per 100 pounds, said 
Meyer , when current prices are closer 
to $40 per 100 pounds. 

Consumers will see reduced pork 
supplies and increased prices beginn­
ing in June, Meyer said. He advises 
shoppers to stock up on pork before 
then, especially on cuts like pork Joins 
that offer good buys . 

Chicken prices, stable for the last 
several months, will probably stay the 
same throughout the summer and for 
the rest of the year, said ~leyer . 
Chicken production bounced back and 
stabilized prices this winter 'after low 
production and increased prices Ia t 
fall 

" Production was hurt last fall by low 
poultry prices at the supermarket, 
high feed costs, and the hot weather in 
the summer," Meyer said. "Chicken 
prices increased 20 percent in the last 
half of 1980." 

Those price increases, as well as the 
change of seasons, spurred poultry 
production for ·1981. With chicken ex­
pected to be plentiful all summer, 
shoppers need not stock up, Meyer sug­
gested, but may purchase only as need­
ed.

Wild Animal Studies 
May Explain Aging STRAND I

THIS WEEK 
A field mouse in the wild is lucky to 

live to be a year old. Yet, its cousin, the 
pocket mouse may live to five years of 
age. Whey do some animals Jive longer 
than others? And how do different 
animal species regard their elders? 

According to international Wildlife 
magazine, scientists are studying 
senescence, or aging, in wildlife to find 
out the answers to these questions, and 
in turn, to better understand the pro­
cesses involved in human aging. 

The answer to the mouse mystery is 
simple. "Some small mammals may 
live longer than others of similar size 
because they spend part of their lives 
in hibernation or in dormancy, their 
bodies barely functioning," explains 
the National Wildlife Federation's bi­
monthly publication. Thus the pocket 
mouse, which spends the hot desert 
season in a state of torpor, will live 
much longer than the on-the-go field 
mouse. 

Until recently, almost everything we 
knew about animals that live to be old 
came from zoos. Longevity records for 
zoo animals, says International 
Wildlife. include a 77-year-old 
elephant; a 65-year-<Jid vulture; a 
49-year-<Jid hippopotamus; a 38-year­
old zebra. Cold-blooded animals last 
even longer, with tortoises reaching 
150 years; sturgeon, 100; carp, 50; and 
toads, 36. 

Unfortunately, zoo records can be 
misleading since animals tend to live 
longer in the security of a .zoo than they 
do in the wild. However, such records 
give us an appreciation for some 
species' potential life spans. 

"Animals that are most likely to live 
to be old in the ..+ild are those which, as 
adults, have no predators except 
man," says International Wildlife, 
Most of these are large-elephants, 
hipos, rhinos, lions, tigers and wolves. 
But some, such as the Galapagos tor­
toise, survive not only because of their 
large size, but also because of their 
isolated habitat. 

Scientists have found that a wild 
animal's age can be estimated in many 
ways, such as by inspecting the lens 
from a rabbit's eye, the thickness of 
baleen plates in the mouths of whales, 
the annual rings in the MrnS of sheep 
and antelope, and tooth wear, or in 
some species, "rings" in a tooth. Teeth 
are, in fact, one of the most important 
considerations for life in the wild; 
research shows that most wild animals 
live only as long as their teeth hold out. 

After spending years living among 

some spec1es in the wild, animal 
behaYiorists have observed that in the 
social species-thosE> animals that Jive 
and travel in grO}JPS-:--<Jlder males and 
females are lreated quite differently. 
"Males are ~enerally of prime Impor­
tance to a social group only when they 
are dominant,'.' says International 
Wildlife. Eventually, older males are 
driven from a group by younger malf'S 
when their strength and breeding 
capacity have been reduced by age.

Brush Creek Fire 
Station Proposed 

Interest in increased fire protection 
in the Brush Creek section of Floyd 
county was demonstrated last Tuesday 
night as residents met to discuss the 
possibility of the establishment of a 
sub-station of the Maytown Volunteer 
Fire Department in that section . 

A group of about 25 men from Brush 
Creek discussed the idea, which has 
long been talked in that section, with 
several members of the Maytown Fire 
Department and it was decided that an 
effort would be initiated to locate land 
which could be obtamed through a 
lifetime lease. Following acquisition of 
a site, a building would be erected by 
the department and a truck purchased 
to serve busmesses and residences 
along the creek, it was pointed out at 
the meet . 

Maytown Fire Chief Edward F . 
Robinson said that the same area serv· 
ed by the fire department at present 
would be sened by the sub-station. 
''The big advantage in setting up a sub· 
station would be in the fact that 
firemen could be on the scene of a fire 
on Brush Creek in five minutes where 
it takes us 20 mmutes from .!\1aytown." 
Robmson pointed out.
