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City Gets Gas Well 
Almost Free of Cost

The city of Prestonsburg and its 
Utilities Commission have a "paying" 
gas well this week to supplement their 
supply of natural gas-and its drilling 
cost them not a cent. 

The well was drilled on Monday in 
the Cliff vicinity by the Kinzer Drilling 
Co., of Allen, on contract with the state 
Department of Energy, and the only 
cost to the city will be completion of the 
well, which includes casing, and possi­
ble shooting or acidizing of the pay 
sand. 

A natural gas flow of 100,000 cubic 
feet was struck Monday in the B1g 
Lime formation but drilling continued 
through the shale. Acidizing, which 
normally increases Big Lime gas pro­
duction, may be done but the Utilities 
Commission had not as of Tuesday 
morning made a final decision on in­
curring the cost of that "treatment." 

The well was drilled at a reported 
cost of $120,000, all of which was paid 
by the state Department of Energy 
with federal funds appropriated for 
such ventures in an exploratory pro­
gram to discover unconventional gas m 
deep coal beds and the Devonian shale. 

Ernest VanHoose, of the Department 
of Energy, said Tuesday that this is the 
first gas well to be drilled in the state 
as a part of that program. 

Bill Harvey Howard, superintendent 
of Prestonsburg utilities, was credited 
with a persistence that paid off for the 
city after experiencing disappointment 
during early days of the exploratory 
program. At first, the program was ad­
ministered by the American Public 
Gas Association, and Prestonsburg 
was promised the free drilling of a 
well. But, according to VanHoose, 
most of the funds allocated to APGA 
was spent in New York and other 
eastern states. 

Howard maintained the city had in 
good faith accepted the offer made and 
has procured a lease, but APGA of­
fered no hope. Then a federal grant for 
the same purpose was made to the 
Kentucky Department of Energy. The 
city began negot~. tions to bene-fit fror.1 
the state program. 

The well was drilled on a 700-acre 
tract leased by the city from the 
Prestonsburg Development Corpora­
tion. If the tract is further developed, 

however, the entire cost must be borne 
by the Utilities Commission. 

News of the development attracted 
outside interest. One of those in­
terested was Mayor Hambley, of 
Pikeville, who was quoted as saying 
that city needed such a program to 
help supply the million cubic feet of 
natural gas burned there daily. 

The Department of Energy has 
scheduled the drilling of another well 
in Perry county and one in western 
Kentucky. 

Cost of casing the Cliff well is 
estimated at $27,000. Acidizing is ex­
pected to cost less.

Inspector Says Bldg. 
Unsafe for Juveniles 

With renewed funding for reopening 
of the juvenile detention center here 
seemingly assured and continued 
operation promised through a plan of 
regional support, officials are en­
thusiastic that the facility may return 
to use within the next few weeks. 

But Larry Adams, fire inspector for 
the City of Prestonsburg, does not 
share in their enthusiam. 

Adams sees the center as plagued by 
"unacceptable" flaws and design 
shortcomings which would pose a 
serious threat to occupants of the 
facility in the event of fire and he con­
tends that its reopening should be 
postponed until potential hazards can 
be corrected. 

"I don't want to seem like the bad 
guy in all this," Adams commented. "I 
see the need for such a facility as much 
as anyone else. But it's my job to view 
the center from a safety standpoint, 
and, believe me, there's some real 
serious problems." 

When Adams learned, early in Oc­
t<Jber, that the center might be reopen­
ed, he inspected the facility, compiled 
a considerable list of items he con­
sidered falling under the category of 
"non-compliance" to safety codes and 
submitted the report to the state fire 

marshal's office in Frankfort. Two 
weeks later, a state inspector visited 
the center in response to Adams ' 
report and, according to Adams, 
''made out a report nearly identical to 
what I had found." 

According to Adams' report, cor­
ridors and s~irwells are used in the 
building as rer'urn air plenums. "If fire 
develops anywhere in the building, 
smoke will be pulled immediately 
around these areas so your only points 
of egress would be blocked by suf­
focating smoke." 

"Nothing is sealed off. Storage and 
mechanical rooms are open in con­
struction so that they open directly into 
the cell block areas. There are holes in 
walls for conduit, and anywhere 
there's an opening, the smoke is going 
to go," Adams continued. 

''There's nothing to check the 
smoke- no protection at all," he 
pointed out. ''You have a fire on the 
first floor and in minutes everyone on 
the second floor (the level of the court­
house annex building used for the 
detention center) is dead."

In addition to the potential smoke 
hazard, which Adams pointed to as 
presenting the most immediate pro­
blem, he also noted that mattresses are 
not flame retardant, smoke detectors 
are "too few and not located properly,'' 
and a leaking roof, which has been a 
long-term problem with the building, 
presents the potential for electrical 
short circuits. 

Public Defender's Collections 
Not Worth Effort, Farley Says Recent reports ate not the first in the 

way of criticism to be filed against the 
center. A letter dated March 31, 1978, 
from Joseph Steier, deputy state fire 
marshal, to County Judge-Executive 
Henry Stumbo listed seven items not in 
compliance and advised : "We are 
listing the items that must be complied 
with before this office can grant ap­
proval for this facility to be occupied." 

Once you get the services of a public 
defender, you may never have to pay 
the bill if you're inclined to dodge pay­
ment of your debts. 

State Public Advocate Jack Farley 
said last week that it's not worth the ef­
fort to track down defendants who owe 
public-defender fees. 

The record of defendants' fee pay­
ments in Floyd county is low, Circuit 
Clerk Frank DeRossett said Monday. 
"For the first six months of this year 
they paid only $535 " 

His office has no record of the 
number of cases assigned to a public 
defender. 

It was suggested recently that courts 
investigate more thoroughly the finan­
cial condition of defendants before they 1 

decide they are unable to pay for the 
services of an attorney and assign the 
defense to a public defender. 

Discussing the inability to collect 
from these defendants with a 
legislative subcommittee in Frankfort, 
Farley indicated the state would spend 
almost $100, for example, trying to col­
lect a $100 fee. 

The Justice and Judiciary Subcom­
mittee of the int~rim joint Committee 
on Appropriations and Revenue wants 
to strengthen the fee-collection system. 

Sen. Jon Ackerson, R-Louisville, sug­
gested that the state put liens on such 
debtors' houses, cars or salaries. 

Farley said he believed that would be 
unconstitutic.nal. A better course, he 
said, would be for pretrial release of­
ficers to gather additional financial in­
formation on a defendant when he's be­
ing considered for bail. 

Farley added that his office, not 
judges, should decide whether a defen­
dant is eligible for a public defender. 

Public defenders are assigned when 
a court determines a defendant can't 
afford a private attorney. The defen­
dant then pays the fees to the state- if 
they are paid. 

Deputy Justice Secretary James 
Baker said his department is putting 
together a task force of residents and 
professionals to make recommenda­
tions to the legisla ture. 

Baker expected the group to be form­
ed last week and to present its recom­
mendations by the end of the year. 

Ackerson asked that the subcommit­
tee staff develop legislation addressing 
he questions of collection of fees, ap­

pointment of public defenders and the 
use of pretrial release information. 

In another development, Farley 
revealed that he plans to ask for nearly 
double his office's present funding . 
Farley said he will ask for $7.5 million 
a year. The public advocate's office 
now receives $4.3 million annually. 

He said the increase would allow him 
to set up 20 to 25 regional offices to 
direct public defender services. <See Story No. 3, Page 4)

Voters Reject 
Succession, 2-1 

As far as local races were concerned. 
the election story in Floyd county 
yesterday <Tuesday) was largely a 
tale of two cities, Prestonsburg and 
Martin, where council races attracted 
some attention. 

In Prestonsburg, six of the seven in­
cumbent council members who ran 
again were re-elected, only Dixon Nun­
nery losing his council seat. Newly 
elected to the council were George C 
Brown, city merchant and former 
councilman, and West Prestonsburg 
beautician Eunice Shepherd. Mayor 
Harold Cooley was re-elected without 
opposition. 

SIGNING the register at the courthouse polling booth, :\lary E. Branham, 
of Prestonsburg, prepares to cast her vote in Tuesday's election, assisted by 
Eva Collins, a poll booth official. 

Elected to the council were: Billy 
Ray Collins 736, Estill Lee Carter 665,

Eunice Shepherd 532. Despite the added interest of a city council race here, only a thin trickle of 

voters turned out to cast ballots at the courthouse, reflecting a light voter 
turnout throughout the county.

Nunnery 485, Bobby Watson 429, and 
Chaddie Crider 423. 

U.S. Jury Convicts 
4 Floyd Countians 

In Martin, the six council seats went 
to a slate of candidates calling 
themselves the United Party, who wag­
ed a campaign severely critical of the 
administration of Mayor Larry B. Hall . 
Five of the losing council candidates 
had been endorsed by the mayor. The 
mayor's office was not in contention 
this election. 

After a two-day trial last week, a 
U.S. District Court jury in Pikeville 
found four Floyd men guilty of taking 
part in a plan to sell stolen dynamite, 
and acquitted a fifth man. 

Sterling Hamilton, of Tea berry, Ear I 
Wayne "Mus&ey" Wright, of Drift, and 
1ony .!)<thsbuty, ot Hunter, were each 
convicted of conspiracy to deal and 
dealing in explosives without a federal 
license, and of dealing in the explosives 
knowing they were stolen. 

In addition, Wright was convicted of 
receiving explosives after having been 
convicted of a felony-a reference to 
1979 convictions for receiving stolen 
property and wanton endangerment. 

Hamilton's son, Scotty, also of Tea­
berry, was found guilty of conspiring to 
deal in explosives without a federal 
license. The fifth defendant, James E. 
Turner, Jr., of Wheelwright, was ac­
quitted of a charge of dealing in stolen 
dynamite. 

Wright was sentenced yesterday 
<Tuesday ) to eight years in the federal 
penitentiary for his part in the stolen 
powder deal and Salisbury received a 
sentence of five years . Sentencing for 
the Hamiltons has been set for 
November 9. 

All counts except the conspiracy 
carry a possible penalty of 10 years in 
prison, a $10,000 fine, or both. A con­
spiracy conviction is punishable by a 
maximum of five years in prison, a 
$10,000 fine, or both. 

The five defendants were previously 
tried on the charges in August. After 
hearing six days of testimony and 
deliberating for a day-and-a-half, the 
jury in that instance acquitted one 
defendant, Mary Joyce Hall, of Price, 
and threw out two charges against 
Turner but declared itself deadlocked 
on the other charges. 

Roberts Voices 
Threat To Seek 
Election Probe 

Magistrate Kenneth Roberts, of 
District 2, who was a candidate for re­
election at Tuesday's election, said 
here Monday that, regardless of the 
outcome at the polls, he will ask a 
federal grand jury to take a look at the 
handling of the election in this county. 

Roberts, who was opposed by a 
write-in candidate, Birchell Duff, 
claimed the election officers in some 
precincts were "stacked" against him . 

He said he also will challenge the 
legality of the sheriff and county clerk 
serving as election commissioners and 
naming precinct election officers in an 
election in which they are involved as 
candidates. 

The magistrate alleged that after, 
one list of election officers was publish­
ed as official, the election commission 
prepared a ''corrected" list, supplan­
ting some precinct officials who had 
originally been named without notify­
ing them others had been named in 
their stead and that their services 
would not be required . 

He indicated, too, that he may ask a 
jury to look into the handling of 
absentee ballots in one or more pre· 
cincts 

Last week's trial was completed in 
two days, Tuesday and Wednesday, the 
jury reaching its verdict in about 2-1/2 
hours. 

The case resulted from investiga­
tions by federal Alcohol, Tobacco and 
Firearms and Kentucky state police of­
ficers anti was prosecuted oy Asst. U.S. 
Attorney Tom Self. 

According to testimony in the case, 
Wright and Birchel Brein Reid broke 
into ·the powder magazine of Elkhorn 
Explosives at Garth Hollow in March 
last year, stole 60 cases of dynamite 
and 12 cases of blasting caps and 
delivered them to Sterling Hamilton 
for $1500. 

Wright, Turner, Salisbury and Reid 
were said to have returned to the 
magazine a month later and to have 
stolen 200 cases of dynamite, half of it 
being delivered to Hamilton and there­
mainder being stored in Salisbury's 
mobile home. 

The scheme came to light, according 
to the prosecutor, when Salisbury's 
trailer began to buckle under the 
weight of the dynamite, which was 
then removed to a spot near Drift, 
where it was discovered accidentally 
by a man gathering polk greens. 

Though named as a co-conspirator, 
Reid was not ind1cted in the case. Tape 
recordings of conversations between

For Tax Practitioners 

Income tax practitioners will have 
an opportunity to receive the latest in­
formation on individual, business and 
farm taxes in 13 workshops to be held 
across the state, one of which will be 
held Dec. 8-9 at May Lodge, Jenny 
Wiley State Park.

Inexplicably, to Adams' thinking, a 
Certificate of Occupancy was issued 
the following September, by the state 
Department of Housing, Building and 
Construction, and the facility was 
opened. "Not one thing that the deputy 
state fire marshal had listed was cor­
rected," Adams said. "I can't under­
stand how that happened." 

"The Prestonsburg Fire Department 
didn't want the center opened, either," 
Adams commented, "but certificates 
of occupancy were issued over the ob­
jection of local authorities. " 

Adams thinks the problems at the 
center must be taken care of now. "It 
was bad enough when it was oc­
cupied- but now that it's empty is the 
time it needs to be corrected." 

County Judge-Executive Bill Wells 
said this week that he understood that 
the building met all state requirements 
before it was opened and pointed to the 
fact that the center operated for two 
years with no problems. "We're lucky 
to get it open, much less renovate," 
Wells said. 

A total of $77,000 is expected in state 
Department of Human Resources 
funds with a balance of $100,000 being 
provided by Floyd, Johnson, Magoffin, 
Marlin, Lawrence and Knott counties 
in a joint agreement for mutual use 
and support of the center for a period of 
one year No money has yet been 
received, it was pointed out. 

Adams said he expects additional 
communication with the state fire mar­
shal's office during the week concern­
ing reopening of the center.

Against Stunlbo 
Banned by Judge 

If there was ever any doubt that 
Harold Stumbo would be re-elected 
district judge, it was laid to rest last 
Friday. 

On that date he asked- and was 
granted by Circuit Judge Hollie Con­
ley- an order. or declaratory judg­
ment, directing that only Judge Stum­
bo's name appear on the non-partisan 
portion of the ballot reserved for the 
district judge and that County Clerk C.

The order was issued on the same 
day Stumbo filed petition for 
declaratory judgment. naming the 
county clerk as the defendant. What 
prompted Judge Stumbo's petition was 
not learned, since efforts to contact 
him failed It was not apparent that 
there was any organized opposition via 
a write-in vote. 

Stumbo's petition contended that he 
was the only person having a cer­
tificate of nomination and therefore 
was the only candidate under the provi­
sions of KRS 118A.090 and was the only 
person under Section 5 of that statute 
who could be elected at the November 
election.

But now, in the absence of that haze, 
we cannot believe that these recent 
sunny days, followed by cool nights, 
are really Indian Summer.

Protests Crossing 
Blockage 

I am writing this letter in regard to 
the blocking of the railroad crossing at 
the old depot in Allen by the extremely 
slow-moving and non-moving trains of 
the Chessie System. 

This has become a very serious pro­
blem which affects families and 
businesses. It has become a several­
times-a-day occurrence for this cross­
ing to be blocked for 20-45 minutes or 
longer at a time. 

On Tuesday, Oct. 29, it was blocked 
at one time for an hour and two 
minutes. And on two consecutive morn­
ings, Thursday and Friday, it took 
more than 20 minutes for a moving 
train to pass! During this time, 
employees were waiting to get to their 
jobs, and children were standing 
waiting to get to school. These 
crossing-blackings occur throughout 
the day and night. 

If there is a track condition that 
would necessitate a slow order, why 
aren't the tracks repaired? But this is 
only part of the problem. I have 
registered complaints on numerous oc­
casions with Martin Yard, Shelby 
Yard, Paintsville Yard, and the 
Chessie System Company in Hun­
tington, West Virginia , but to no avail. 
At Huntington, I had a personal con­
versation with Mr. Kermit Hall who 
was sympathetic to the problem. He 
issued an order for trains to cut this 
crossing when they stopped to pick up 
or to set off. 

Some train crews have obeyed this 
order, but many are flagrantly ignor­
ing and violating it. In so doing, they 
are also in violation of city and state 
laws. Don't they realize, or don't they 
care, that should an emergency arise, 
an ambulance or fire truck could not 
reach the scene, neither could private 
transportation be provided? That 
scheduled appointments are delayed or 
missed? That employees are late for 
their jobs? That students are late for 
classes? That at times residents have 
to leave their cars parked and climb 
through the trains to get to their 
homes? That this is an unnecessary an­
noyance and hazard that should not ex­
ist? Is it going to take a tragedy and a 
for-certain resulting law suit against 
all responsible to rectify this problem? 
I pray not! 

I realize that much coal is being 
moved and certain problems arise as a 
result . But violations of laws, 
disregard for private citizens, and 
potential safety hazards should not be 
made manifest as part of those pro­
blems. 

I am not anti-railroad inasmuch as I 
have many relatives and friends who 
are presently in its employ or are 
retired from it, even my own father. 
But sentiment and friendly association 
are not factors in the issue. I am sure 
many of them empathize with me and 
would not like to be in my predicament. 

Therefore, I appeal to those in 
authority, be it local or state officials, 
and (or) the Chessie System officials, 
to exercise their authority and do what 
is morally and legally right to resolve 
this problem.

Dinwood Tipple 
Is Closed Again, 
Fate Not Clear 

After more legal maneuvering in the 
case of the Dinco Coal Sales tipple at 
Dinwood, near Martin, the final out­
come of the battle by some residents 
there to shut the plant down remains in 
as much doubt as ever. 

An October 7 decision by Ad­
ministrative Law Judge David Tor­
bett, allowing the tipple to resume 
operation, was overturned Thursday 
by the Department of the Interior's 
board of hearings and appeals, in Arl­
ington, Virginia. 

Torbett's decision had been appealed 
by attorneys for Ivan and Mary Jane 
Debord, Dinwood residents prominent 
in the effort to close the tipple down. 

Earlier, lawyers for Dinco procured 
a temporary order in Franklin Circuit 
Court restraining the Department for 
Natural Resources and Environmental 
Protection <DNREP) from requiring 
Dinco to get a state permit for its tip­
ple. Except for last week's board of ap­
peals decision, the company would ap­
parently have been free to resume 
operation of the tipple. 

Even now, it is not clear how long the 
plant will be shut down. Federal Office 
of Surface Mining <OSM) inspectors 
halted operations there on July 20 
because. Dinco had not obtained 
waivers from the 16 or so families liv­
ing within 300 feet of the operation. 

Judge Torbett overruled the OSM ac­
tion, arguing that federal mining in­
spectors have no jurisdiction over tip­
ples, like Dinco's, which are located at 
a distance from the mines they serve. 

The appeals board last week ruled 
that Torbett should have considered 
the effect of the tipple operation on the 
health and safety of the Dinwood com­
munity, and remanded the case to him 
for a ruling on that issue. 

While some Dinwood residents 
testified at an October 6 hearing here 
that operation of the tipple did not 
bother them, others said dust 
generated by the plant made their 
breathing ailments worse. 

However the public health issue is 
decided, the question of jurisdiction 
over tipples that are not near or con­
nected to coal mines will remain to be 
decided. The question is whether tip­
ples like the one at Dinwood will be 
regulated at all. 

Under the interim regulations 
prevailing until state mining officials 
either assume primary responsibility 
for surface mining operations in Ken­
tucky or cede that responsibility to 
federal authorities, tipples in this state 
are technically subject to regulation 
and permitting unless they are purely 
loading facilities. 

Joshua Santana, chief counsel with 
DNREP, indicated this week, however , 
that the regulatory agency is in fact 
concentrating its attention on tipples 
that are at or near or otherwise con­
nected with the mines they serve. 

And, as for whether the state agency 
would offer any resistance to- the 
Franklin Circuit Court's tying its 
hands with respect to the Dinco case, 
Santana's only reply was an 
unembellished "no comment."

Johnson Co. Student Shot, 
Result of Hall owe' en Prank 

An apparent Hallowe'en prank 
resulted last Thursday evening in the 
near-fatal shooting of a Johnson Cen­
tral High School ~enior and the jailing 
under $100,000 bond of a former 
Johnson courthouse janitor. 

Greg Pack, 17, of Tutor Key , was 
shot in the forehead by a bullet from a 
.22-calibre weapon and remained Mon­
day in serious condition at the UK 
Medical Center, Lexington . 

Fifty-one-year-old Jake Salyer, of 
Baker's Branch, was jailed for the 
shooting. Salyer was jailed on a first­
degree assault charge and $100,000 
bond was asked for his release. 

The bond was reduced Monday to 
$1000, or $100 cash, by Special Judge 
Daniel Sparks, of Louisa, but the new 
bond was voided later in the day and 
Salyer was returned to jail, about two 
hours after his release, to remain there 
till a full hearing on a motion for lower 
bond is held. 

State Detective Kenneth DeBoard 
said Pack was one of four youths stan­
ding on a hillside along the road bet­
ween U.S. 23 and Tutor Key, tossing 
grains of corn a t passing cars. The 
youths apparently had partially block­
ed the road with small limbs and 
brush, he said, so that when traffic 
slowed, the youths threw kernels of 
corn at passing vehicles. 

"This car passes, the corn was 
thrown and a shot rang out," DeBoard 
said. 

A spokesman at Paintsville Hospital, 
where Pack was first taken, said the 
bullet entered the youth's head just 
above his left eyebrow 

DeBoard linked the corn-throwing in­
cident to other Halloween pranks in the 
area. 

"It's a problem we have to deal with 
every year at about this time," he said. 
"Usually one or two weeks prior to 
Halloween and one or two days after." 

Names of the other youths were not 
released, although DeBoard said state 
police took statements from everyone 
involved in the incident.

Gas Customers 
Face Increase 

The state Public Service Commis­
sion has authorized nine natural gas 
rate reductions and two rate increases. 
The increases and decreases are caus­
ed by the fluctuating price of wholesale 
natural gas. 

The increases are for Mountain 
Utilities, of Prestonsburg, and the 
Johnson County Gas Co., of Van Lear. 

Mountain Utilities' supplier, the 
Kentucky-West Virginia Gas Co., has 
proposed an increase of $8,492 in the 
price of gas it delivers to the utility. 
Mountain utilities' 515 residential 
customers will experience an average 
annual increase of $13.46 if the Federal 
Energy Regulatory Commission ap­
proves the entire amount. 

State commissions have virtually no 
control over such increases at the 
wholesale level. 

Kentucky-West Virginia has also 
proposed a $3,958 increase for the 
Johnson County Gas Co. Customers 
who use gas supplied by Kentucky­
West Virginia will have to pay an 
average annual increase of $16.56 if 
FERC approves the full amount. 

Johnson County's customers who 
receive gas supplied by the Columbia 
Gas Co. of Kentucky will have their 
rates decreased. Columbia is lowering 
its price to the utility by $3,059. 
Customers will see a decrease of $6.62 
annually. 

Johnson County Gas serves 876 
residential customers. 

Columbia is also decreasing its price 
to Martin Gas, of Prestonsburg. The 
$3,318 drop in price will mean an an­
nual savings of $5.76 for each of the 
utility's residential customers. 

Martin Gas serves 640 residential 
customers in Floyd county. 

Rate Increase Approved 
Granted Gas Companies 

The state Public Service Commis­
sion has authorized rate increases for 
two Floyd County gas utilities to offset 
the rising wholesale cost of natural 
gas.

Somewhere in the city tonight a 

young mother will tuck her little girl m­
to bed, probably kiss her goodnight, 
urn out the light and sit down with her 

husband to watch television. 
But there is something else she 

should have done-and she can be ex­
cused for neglecting to do it- because, 
while pulling the blanket up around her 
little girl's chin, she'll never know 
what happened today. 

She should have breathed a prayer 
for a truck driver somewhere .. . 

Let's back up to one afternoon this 
week on the west side of town. You'd be 
surprised what you can see sometimes 
when you observe the human scene, 
the drama of everyday people, when 
you really take time to observe.

The Environmental Protection Agen­
cy report, "Southeast Environmental 
Profiles, 1977," outlined various types 
of air pollution problems, by county 
and city, in Kentucky and its sister 
states. The last article in this series 
compared Kentucky's problems with 
total suspended particulates, including 
soot and smoke. carbon monoxide, and 
nitrogen dioxide to those of nearby 
southern states. Some violations of 
smoke and soot national ambient stan­
dards were reported, and some Ken· 
tucky cities violated the carbon monox­
ide standards, but no southeastern 
areas violated the nitrogen dioxide 
standard.

Other surveyed air pollutants includ­
ed sulfur dioxide and hydrocarbons, a 
maJOr component of ozone or 
photochemical oxidants, dangerous air 
pollutants. Sulfur dioxide is a smelly, 
corrosive, poigonous gas emitted when 
coal (responsible for 60 percent of all 
sulfur dioxide emissions> and other 
sulfur-bearing fossil fuels are burned. 
Ozone is actually a complex chemical 
group formed when hydrocarbons and 
nitrogen oxides react in the presence of 
sunlight. These compounds, emitted 
from a variety of sources, including the 
automobile, cause reduced visibility 
and irritation to the eyes and 
respiratory tract. Some of the com­
ponents of ozone are carcinogenic, or 
cancer causing, agents

Pressed Flower Prints 
Pressing flowers, once a popular 
activity of proper Victorian young 
ladies. 1s making a big comeback 
these d4Ys Pressed flowers can be 
used to make flower pictures. which 
add old-fashioned charm to walls in 
your bedroom. den or bathroom. 

• Collecting flowers: The best 
time to pick flowers is midmorning, 
after the dew has dried. Try 
collecting a variety of flowers, at 
different stages of growth. Leaves 
and ferns add interest to the 
picture . . Some plants wilt quicklj, so 
you may wish to carry an old book 
with you to place them in immedia­
tely. Collect other plants in plastic 
bags- but be sure not to let them 
wilt. 

• Processing flowers : There are 
many methods of pressing the plants. 
Place small plants in old paperbacks, 
telephone books or bet ween sheets of 
newspaper weighted down with 
books. To make a flower press. 
assemble two I Ox 12 inch plywood 
boards. a large sheet of plastic (use 
a large plastic garbage bag), a roll 
of paper towels and silica gel crystals 
(available at garden supply and craft 
stores) Spread the plastic on a table 
and place one plywood board on top. 
Layer five paper towels on the 
board. Then place the flowers on the 
towels. taking care not to overlap 
flowers. Sprinkle wilh silica gel. 
Repeat layers of towels, flowers and 
silica gel until all flowers are down. 
Place second plywood board on top. 
Wrap this "sandwich" in the plastic 
and seal. Weigh evenly with heavy 
books. Flowers should be dry in 
about four or five days. 

• Making the flower pictures: To 
assemble the picture, you'll need 
frames with matte-boards cut to fit, 
white glue, toothpicks, and tweezers. 
Experiment with flower designs on 
the matte-boards. using tweezer.s to 
handle fragile flowers. When you 
find a design that pleases you, 
outline flowers lightly in pencil. 
Spread glue along lines and press 
plant into place. For special effects, 
stretch fabric over the matte-board. 
Velvet is especially attractive. Place 
finished pictures in frame. 

Extra flowers can be glued to 
stationery or handmade greeting 
cards. Some hobbyists use pressed 
flowers for decoupage and stained 
glass. With a little imagination you 
can probably think of other uses. 

Flower pressing makes a wonder­
ful hobby for adults and children. If 
you start now, you can create 
handmade presents to g1ve next 
Christmas.

Beginner's Guide 
to Lively Livestock 

More and more families are buying 
and raising farm animals to augment 
the famil} food supply. From 
gentleman farmer to 4-H. the key to 
succe s is buying healthy animals 
and keeping them that way. 

• Building animal housing: For 
farm animals, too much shelter is 
worse than too little . To keep your 
animals healthy, provide the enclo­
sures with adequate ventilation. 
Some farmers suggest shelters that 
are completely open on one end 
(away from the prevailing winds). 
To keep away predators, such as 
coyotes and and stray dogs, build a 
protective fence around your 
animals' yard or pasture. The 
barricade must be strong enough to 
prevent your animals from escaping. 
For rabbits, make sure the enclosure 
is ''gnaw proof." · 

• Feeding animals: Animals have 
specific nutritional requirements 
which have been scientifically deter­
mined. To make sure your animals 
receive the vitamins and minerals 
they need, it is best to feed them 
pre;>ackaged commercial food . If 
you want to use homegrown feed, try 
mixing it with the commercial 
products. Amateur farmers often 
make the mistake of overfeeding 
their animals. Fat animals won't 
breed; they usually give little milk 
and supply poor quality meat. Put 
them on a diet. The most importanl 
requirement of all animals is fresh 
water . Unless your animals have free 
access to a clean stream, you should 
change their water at least twice 
daily. . 

• Preventing d1sease: Keep your 
animals' environment scrupulously 
clean. Keep livestock away from 
their own manure to prevent internal 
parasites. Quarantine new animals 
for a few weeks to make sure they 
do not carry disease. After visiting 
other farm animals, disinfect your 
boots. Finally, eslablish a good worm 
control and vaccination program 
wtth your veterinarian.

*KENTUCKY AFIELD* 
RECORD DEER 
HARVEST EXPECTED 

The wildlife biologists who keep 
track of Kentucky's deer herd are ex­
pecting another record harvest of 
white-tailed deer this year. If these ex­
pectations are realized, it will be the 
sixth consecutive year that deer 
harvests have reached new highs. 

Last year, an estimated 16,193 deer 
were taken in Kentucky. This estimate 
is based upon the number of deer 
checked through check stations plus a 
mathematical "fudge factor" to take 
into account the few that very likely 
were not checked. Since the check sta­
tion system was established in 1976, 
deer harvest has increased by over 30 
percent. 

Just over 13 percent of the total 
number of deer hunters were suc­
cessful last year. Since a 10 percent 
success rate is considered average on a 
nationwide basis, it looks like Ken­
tucky hunters are doing a little better 
than most. 

The increasing harvest and the 
higher than usual success rate are 
reflections of Kentucky's growing deer 
population. There are probably more 
deer in Kentucky right now than at any 
other time in the state's history. 

This is good news indeed far the co 
monwealth's deer hunters, moJ;t of 
whom are busy gearing up for Nov. 7 
opening of the gun season. Hunters 
won 't find too many changes in this 
year 's regulations, with the big excep­
tion of the season dates themselves. 

The gun season isn't split this year 
like it has been for the past several. In­
stead, the season runs for three, five or 
10 consecutive days from Nov. 7, 
depending upon which zpne you're hun­
ting in. 

opening days and a large harvest on 
both. With 10 consecutive days, but on­
ly one opening day, the harvest should 
be significantly less than if we had two 
five-day seasons_ 

Again this year a rundown of regula­
tions and a list of check stations is at­
tached to each deer permit. Be sure to 
spend a few minutes going over these 
rules to make sure you're doing 
everything right. 

Remember that all deer taken in 
Kentucky must be checked at an of­
ficial check station or by a conserva­
tion officer. Those who do not need a 
license or a deer permit (residents 65 
or older, landowners, etc. ) should ob­
tain a free deer permit from a conser­
vation officer before hunting. This per­
mit contains a check station stub, and 
deer taken by these hunters must be 
checked the same as any other. 

Finally, don't let the excitement of 
the hunt make you forget either the 
rules of safe hunting or your outdoor 
manners. If you are hunting on so­
meone else's land, remember that 
you're his guest, so behave like you 
want to be invited back next year-if 
you don't, you probably won't be.

Attorney General Steven Beshear 
has announced formation of a coalition 
aimed at combating this country's 
most expensive crime- shoplifting. 

The Kentucky Coalition for Preven­
tion of Shoplifting will be composed of 
representatives from the Office of the 
Attorney General; Kentucky Federa­
tion of Women's Clubs : Distributive 
Education Clubs of America ; Ken­
tucky Retail Federation Inc.; Ken­
tucky School Board Association; 
Eastern Kentucky University CoJlege 
of Law Enforcement ; state Justice 
Department and the Kentucky 
Association of Chiefs of Police. 

In making the announcement, 
Beshear said Americans are more con­
cerned about crime today than at any 
point in U.S. history. 

Yet , when considering the issue of 
crime, Americans usuaJly think of 
crimes such as murder, robbery , rape 
or other violent crimes, said Beshear. 
"However, there is another crime that 
affects each and every one of us on a 
daily basis and has been increasing at 
an alarming rate . That crime is 
shoplifting," he said. 

Shoplifting is taking merchandise 
from a store without paying for it. 
Shoplifting is stealing and shoplifting is 
a serious crime, said the attorney 
general . 

Shoplifting is the nation's most ex­
pens ive crime. accounting for 
moneta ry losses estimated to be more 
than $16 billion each year By contrast, 
U.S. bank robbery losses in 1979 were 
$47.5 million . 

In Kentucky alone $251 million was 
lost to shoplifters in 1979. 

Shoplifting losses in this country are 
estimated by retail store owners to be 
roughly 5 percent of their sales. This 
loss is passed on to the consumer in the 
form of higher prices. This 5 percent 
represents merchandise loss only and 
does not include the additional costs 
the retailer must incur for security 
personnel a nd equipm~nt or the addi­
tional cost to taxpayers in the form of 
lost tax revenues, as well as the cost of 
law enforcement, trial and probation 
activities related to shoplifting. 

Who shoplifts? Some two-thirds of all 
shoplifters caught in the United States 
are under 21. Most of these young peo­
ple have none of the usual "economic" 
reasons to steal; yet by their criminal 
acts, they can suffer the same 
penalties a nd loss of opportunities, 
Beshear noted. 

They are categorized as amateurs 
and steal for a wide variety of reasons,

The state coalition will be affiliated 
with the National Coalition for the 
Prevention of Shoplifting located in 
Atlanta, Ga . 

The national coalition is the largest 
citizen-based crime prevention pro­
gram in the country. It was formed in 
1979 when concerned representatives 
from the American Retail Federation, 
the Distributive Education Clubs of 
America and the General Federation 
of Women's Clubs joined together to 
work toward the reduction of shoplif­
ting. 

The goals of the Kentucky Coalition 
to Prevent Shoplifting are: 

- To reduce the incidence of shoplif­
ting in Kentucky; and - To reduce the 
dollar value in losses due to shoplifting 
in Kentucky. 

Attorney General Beshear said the 
group will be specifically working 
toward the reduction of juvenile 
shoplifting, an increase in prosecution 
of shoplifting cases and an increase in 
the severity of sentences imposed on 
shoplifters.

To accomplish these goals, the Ken­
tucky coalition is launching a 
statewide public education campaign 
to increase public awareness of the 
crime of shoplifting.

shoplifting; at merchants , to en­
courage prosecution of shoplifting; and 
at law enforcement officials and 
judges, to heighten their awareness of 
the seriousness of the crime.

Going home for Thanksgiving is but 
a precious memory for some while 
others can still enjoy the anticipation 
and pleasure of going home for the holi­
day. My daughters prefer to bring their 
families home for Thanksgiving rather 
than for Christmas if they can come for 
only one holiday. 

A long time ago I prepared so many 
different dishes that the food didn't 
really go well together. Now our 
Thanksgiving menu is much more sim­
ple and seldom varies from turkey and 
dressing, mashed potatoes, giblet 
gravy, green beans <and sometimes 
another vegetable), cranberry sauce 
or cranberry salad <and sometimes 
both), candied sweet potatoes, Waldorf 
salad, hot rolls and pumpkin pie with 
whipped cream. We all prefer to have 
fewer dishes and fewer leftovers, so we 
can have other family favorites during 
the holiday week-end. 

Since turkeys have baking instruc­
tions printed on the wrappers, prepar­
ing them is much easier for new cooks. 
All that needs a decision is whether to 
baste the turkey or whether to wrap it 
in foil. A basted turkey is much pret­
tier, but I prefer to wrap the turkey in 
two thicknesses of foil for several 
reasons . My family loves giblet gravy 
with lots of meat. I cut the wings from 
the turkey (they were never eaten, 
anyway) and cook them with the rest of 
the giblets. I add butter and salt and 
simmer the turkey over low heat to 
make a thick rich broth for the gravy. I 
chop the meat into small pieces and 
add it when the gravy is almost done. 
Otherwise the stirring will separate the 
meat into strings. 

To prepare the turkey for baking, 
wash and drain thoroughly. Then dry 
the outside with a cloth. Rub salt on 
the inside. Rub butter outside and 
sprinkle with salt. To wrap the turkey I 
make a drugstore wrap with two pieces 
of foil for the first wrapping and 
another for the second wrapping. I 
pack dressing inside the turkey and 
around the breast outside (or you can 
put a mound of dressing on the foil and 
place the turkey breast side down on 
the dressing). I have tried one piece of 
foil and two pieces and the two 
thicknesses hold the moisture and 
flavor in best. 

A traditional stuffing recipe follows, 
along with a special Chestnut and 
Sausage Dressing, which was given to 
me by Norcie Sturgill Burchett, of 
Prestonsburg, Kentucky. It is one of 
her specialties. 

Turkey Stuffing 
Cook the giblets until tender. Cool and 
dice into small pieces. Reserve the 
broth for the dressing. 
SAUTE in 34 cup butter or chicken fat: 

3 cups finely diced celery 
1 cup finely chopped onion 

Remove from heat. Place in large con­
tainer for mixing stuffing. 
ADD: 

12 cups soft bread cubes <or 6 cups 
bread cubes and 

6 cups crumbled corn bread) 
1lb. mild sausage, crumbled 
1 tbsp. chopped parsley 

THEN ADD: 
2 tsp. sage 
3 eggs, beaten 
1 tsp. pepper 
Chopped giblets 

ADD 11 2 to 2 tsp. salt. <The sausage 
adds some salt). 
ADD enough broth to mix thoroughly 
and make the stuffing moist. If 
desired, add oysters or mushrooms. 
This makes enough stuffing for a 16-to 
20-pound turkey or two large hens. 

Chestnut And Sausage 
Dressing 

COOK and FLAKE: 2 cups hot sausage 
SAUTE in 2 to 3 tsps. butter until 
tender; 

2 cups chopped onion 
1 cup diced celery 

BOIL and CHOP: 2 cups chestnuts 
Combine all three in large mixing 
bowl.

Cranberry Ring 
DISSOLVE in 1 cup hot water: 

1 (3-oz.) pkg. strawberry gelatin 
ADD: 1 (101z-oz.) can or 1 cup frozen or 
fresh cranberry relish 
ADD: a dash of salt and pour into a 
61 '2-cup ring mold. Chill until firm. 
DRAIN, reserving the juice: 

1 (14-oz.) can (or 1112 cups) crushed 
pineapple 
DISSOLVE in 1% cups boiling water: 

1 (3-oz.) pkg. lemon gelatin 
ADD: 2 cups tiny marshmallows 
Stir until melted and ADD reserved 
pineapple juice. Chill until partially 
set. 
BLEND TOGETHER: 

1 (3-oz.) pkg. cream cheese, softened 
112 cup mayonaise or salad dressing 
1/8 tsp. salt 

ADD to lemon-marshmallow mixture. 
STIR IN crushed pineapple. 
If mixture is thin, chill until it mounds 
slightly when spooned. 
FOLD IN: 1'2 cup whipping cream, 
whipped 
Pour over first layer. Chill until firm. 
Unmold. Serves 10-12. 

Another traditional Thanksgiving 
dish is pumpkin pie. The more custar­
dy you make the pie, the better it tastes 
in my opinion. The following is a recipe 
given to me by Mrs. Andy Moore of 
Ashland. Kentucky. It was given to her 
by a dear friend. You can make the 
crust froin scratch or use a good brand 
of frozen pie crust. 

Callie's Pumpkin Pie 
COMBINE:

Barber Will Ask For 
More School Funding 

Local school superintendents and 
board chairmen got some encouraging 
news recently from Superintendent of 
Public Instruction Raymond Barber 
who said he will ask for increased 
funds to local districts in his 1982-84 
budget request. 

Barber's remarks came during a 
meeting in Frankfort to brief local 
school officials on significant educa­
tional issues. 

Barber said he will request a zero­
based budget for the Departp1ent of 
Education during the first ye~r of the 
next bienniwn. Mandatory 5 percent 
salary increases will be financed 
through staff reductions, he added. 

This would put the department in a 
better position to go after expansion of 
funds that flow through to local 
districts, Barber said. 

"However, we are going to need your 
help,"·he explained. "All who are in­
terested in the future financial state of 
education in Kentucky need your 
help." 

He asked the group to join in lobby­
ing local legislators. 

Barber went on to say some "old­
fashioned horse trading" and revision 
of priorities might have to be done to 
keep money in critical areas. 

Gov. John Y. Brown Jr. also address­
ed the group praising the school of­
ficials for their professional handling 
of budget cuts.

Brown reassured the 
superintendents and chairmen that no 
segment of the budget would get a 
higher priority than education. 

Alice McDonald, head of the office of 
federal programs in the Department of 
Education, told those attending that 
Kentucky can expect further reduc­
tions in federal funds for 1982-83 and 
ensuing years. 

"It is difficult to give you an 
estimated figure at this point for 
1982-83 but I estimate the dollar figure 
could be as low as $150 million for Ken­
tucky or as high as $170 million," she 
said. 

McDonald went on to say the block 
grant which has been given so much at­
tention has been somewhat "over in­
troduced." 

"Only $7 million of approximately 
$177 million that will come to Kentucky 
next year will be in the form of a block 
grant," she said. 

Remember, minors must be accompanied by a parent. 

McDonald did emphasize, however, 
the trend is toward block grants; and 
more consolidation of federal school 
programs into block grant form will be 
seen in the future.

The Joy of Raspberries 
What t:ould pos~ibl) be more 
delightful than eating fresh-plucked 
raspberries grO\\ n in )( ur ver} own 
raspberr} patch? If you start your 
patch nO\\, you'll be savoring the 
first berries in just ·1 fe\.,. months. 
Besides enjoying those fresh raspber­
ries ever) summer from now on, 
you'll have enough left over for 
freezing and making jam and 
s:rup. 

• Choosing a raspberry variety. 
There are two broad types of 
raspberries. ingle crop and ever­
bearers. v1ost gardeners prefer 
ever bearers since they provide two 
crops a season. one in early summer 
and another in early fall. "Heri­
tage." "September" and "Indian 
Summer" are popular everbearing 
varieties. Order plants by mai l or 
buy them at a local nursery. Better 
still. find someone \\ ho alread: has 
a raspberry patch. since the plants 
must be thinned each spring, many 
gardeners can give you their excess 
plants. 

• Starting your raspberry patch : 
Choose a spot that gets sun all day 
and that is accessible from all 
directions. You'll have to be able to 
get to :our plants for picking, 
pruning and fertilizmg. A row of 
raspberry plants about 15 feet long 
and three feet wide is usually 
sufficient for a famil) of four. Beg1n 
b} blending into the top soil about 
two wheelbarrows of rotted horse 
manure, and five pounds of ground 
limestone. If you cannot get the 
manure. add fertilizer to compost or 
leaves and grass clippings. Rake 
smooth. Dig holes a foot deep, about 
15 inches apart. Add a shovelful of 
fertilizer mixture and blend into the 
soil m each hole. Place raspberry 
plants in holes, with roots about four 
inches below the surface of the 
garden. Fill holes, compacting soil to 
form depre~sions which catch rain. 
Water phnts and prune to· bout ten 
inches high . 

A:though your plants will bear 
fruit within a few months, the 
function of these original plants is to 
provide a root system. For every foot 
of root growth. a new plant will 
develop. The root system takes about 
two years to fully mature. 

• Tending your patch: Prune dead 
canes in February or March, 
removing to ground level. Also, weed 
out any weak live canes. Prune the 
remaining live canes to about four 
feet high. At the same time fertilize 
the patch. \tfanure is best, as 1t both 
fertilizes and acts as mulch. It will 
be necessary to remove some plants, 
as raspberry plants proliferate 
profusely. Give these plants to 
friends and neighbors who, by now, 
will be jealous of your plants. 

• Picking berries: Raspberries are 
ripe when they can be pulled off the 
vine with no resistance. Since they 
are fragile , collect them in small 
containers (so they are not crushed 
under their ov.n weight) . Eat them 
as soon as possible. To store 
overnight, sweeten them with honey 
or sugar to prevent mold 

* * * * 
Focus on Autofocus Cameras 
The newest feature in cameras these 
days is "autofocus," an automatic 
focusing apparatus so that (in 
theory) all you )1ave to do is point 
the camera and shoot. 

Many camera buffs consider the 
Polaroid Sonar cameras to be the 
best autofocus cameras on the 
market. A mechanism in these 
models instantaneously measures the 
time 1t takes for a pulse of ultrasonic 
sound to travel from the camera to 
the subject and back, it then adjusts 
the focus setting a~cordingly . 

or course, the immediately appar­
ent disadvantage of this system is 
that you cannot take autofocus 
pictures through a closed window 
because the mechanisms will focus 
on the glass·. With Sonars, however, 
you can override the autofocus 
mechanism and focus manually. 

Four companies have come out · 
with 35 mm autofocus cameras using 
a coincident image rangefinder : 
Chinon. Fujica, Konica, and Ya­
shica. Lnfortunately, these models 
often misfocus and do not offer a 
way to focus manually. 

At discount, the Polaroid Sonars 
range from about $75 for the Sonar 
Pronto to $17 5 for the Polaroid 
Sonar SX-70. The 35 mm autofocus 
cameras sell for about $160 to $180. 
Consult a knowledgeable salesperson 
before deciding on any autofocus 
camera to be sure it will fit your 
needs.

The Medicine Cabinet 
It's been said that Americans are the 
most cleanliness conscious people on 
earth. It might be closer to the mark 
if we said Americans are the most 
socially conscious people about 
cleanliness. A check in just about 
any medicine cabinet will attest to 
that. 

Most of those cabinets are 
jammed with every conceivable 
cosmetic and beauty aid, allowing us 
to put our best face forward. Those 
cabinets are even more crowded 
these days because the male of the 
family has been convinced that he, 
too, needs all sorts of aids for his 
face, hair and body. 

New York dermatologist Dr. 
redric Haberman contends there's 

no need to clutter up the bathroom 
shelves and spend precious extra 
dollars on two sets of beauty aids. 
Dr. Haberman advocates the unisex 
medicine cabinet noting that a man 
can use just about any beauty aid 
made for a woman that he dares, and 
vice versa. 

Dr. Haberman says there may be 
just one exception to the rule: 

eodorant-and that's because a 
man perspires more. He says 
products strong enough to prevent 
excessive perspiration would be too 
harsh for the more sensitive skin. He 
notes that the woman might just use 
less deodorant or antiperspirant. 

What To Use 
That brings up the question of the 

difference between deodorants and 
antiperspirants. The U.S. Food and 
Drug Administration classifies an­
tiperspirants as drugs because their 
active ingredients reduce sweating, 
and thus affects a function of the 
body. Deodorants are considered 
cosmetics because they contain 
perfumes to disguise the natural 
scent of the body. Deodorants also 
contain chemicals to inhibit the 
growth of bacteria on the skin. That 
bacteria. when it comes into contact 
with sweat, causes what we know as 
body odor. 

Do The Products Work? 
The deodorant and antiperspirant 

business is nothing to sneeze at; 
Americans spend $7 50 million each 
year on these products. Some may 
hink the only difference between 

· one product and another is what 
Madison Avenue tells us, but a 
recent study by an FDA panel shows 
that some products do work better 
than others. 

The panel notes that aer0sol 
products are the LEAST effective, 
one reason being that the propellant 
in the can can be as much as 80 

rcent of the product. The FDA 
panel found that lotions are the most 
effective product type in reducing 
perspiration. Following the lotions 
were the creams, the sticks and the 
liquids. The panel says roll-ons were 
the most variable; some were good, 
some were not. 

Although the antiperspirants do 
reduce perspiration, the panel says 
hat is not the main reason we 

remain socially acceptable. The 
panel concludes that the metallic 
salts contained in the products kill 
odor-producing bacteria on the 
skin. 

Most antiperspirants have alumin­
um chlorohydrate as the most active 
ingredient. The FDA discovered that 
aluminum chloride is actually a 

uch better ingredient to help stop 
perspiration. Very few products 
contain aluminum chloride, because 
it is more likely to irritate the skin 
and corrode fabrics. 

If you're the kind of person who 
really worries about perspiration, 
you should know this: a team of 
British chemists is now using male 
sweat in various formulas for 
after-shaves and colognes. The

WASHINGTON- Secretary of Labor 
Raymond J. Donovan urged organized 
labor "not to dissipate its attention and 
energy fighting to save energy counter· 
productive clause in every piece of 
legislation ... 

Referring to labor law regulations 
being reviewed by the Labor Depart· 
ment under President Reagan 's 
regulatory reform program , Donova n 
said, in remarks prepared for delivery 
before the AFL·CIO Building Trades 
Department convention in Atlantic Ci· 
ty, N.J.: 

"We are not gutting any essential 
programs. We are not removing any 
essential protections. We are simply 
making programs less burdensome 
'and less costly, both for the depart· 
ment and for the firms that must comp­
ly with them." 

Removing burdensome and unessen· 
tial regulations, Donovan declared, 
will let American companies compete 
more effectively. For construction 
workers. he said, a healthier Amer ican 
economy will mean more jobs 

Donovan said the Labor Department 
is "doing away with unnecessary and 
counterproductive regula lions. not 
programs." 

Donovan added that the Labor 
Department and the construction 
trades had worked together on changes 
in regulations and procedures under 
the Davis-Bacon Act that achieved 
"the protection of construction wages 
while still protecting the legitimate in· 
terests of American taxpayers. "

PSC Approves Harold 
Phone Rate Increase 

The state Public Service Commis· 
sion has approved a rate increase for 
the Harold Telephone Co. that will 
raise basic residential service from 
$9.25 to $13.05 per month

TROOPERS NOT MISSED 
FROM TESTING POSTS 

Trained law enforcement of­
ficers - such as the State 
Police- should be out fighting crime, 
not hanging around the courthouse giv­
ing driver's license tests, according to 
Gene Peter, deputy commissioner of 
the bureau. 

Peter appeared before the subcom­
mittee on vehicle regulation to explain 
the reason for replacing troopers with 
civilian personnel. The biggest factor, 
he said, was filling vacancies in the 
ranks of the state police. "We've been 
able to put 39 officers out there where 
there is a desperate need for trained 
law enforcement people," Peter said. 

Civilian test administrators are paid 
substantially Jess, he added, because of 
the trooper's pay scale and training 
period. The civilian employees are 
supervised by the state police bureau, 
he added. 

The subcommittee took no action on 
a bill sponsored by Rep. Clay Crupper, 
D-Dry Ridge, which would require that 
a sworn state police officer administer 
the driver's test in each county. Crup­
per said the residents in his county 
wanted a trooper there not only to ad­
minister the test, but to perform other 
law enforcement duties. "These 
civilians don't have the power to make 
an arre-st," Crupper said. "My people 
would feel more secure with a trooper 
in the county." 

TRUTH I~ PACKAGING 
APPLIES TO ILLEGAL DRUGS 

A bill that would outlaw sales of so­
called "look-alike" drugs has been en­
dorsed by the Interim Joint Committee 
on Judiciary, but only after the penalty 
section of the measure was weakened. 

The proposed legislation would ban 
the sale of substances that are packag­
ed to look like illegal "street" drugs, 
such as amphetamines or cocaine. A 
first offense under the bill would carry 
penalties of up to a year in jail and a 
fine between $100 and $500. 

The bill's sponsor, Rep. Dexter 
Wright, R-Louisville, had sought stiffer 
penalties- fines of up to $5,000 and a 
prison term of up to five years. Wright 
said he would push to restore the 
heavier penalties in the 1982 General 
Assembly. 

:'\URSI:'\:G HOME BILL 
PASSES FIRST TEST 

About 150 people in the packed hear­
ing room rose to their feet and offered 
legislators applause and cheers when 
the Interim Joint Committee on Health 
and Welfare approved a nursing-home 
reform bill to be pre-filed for the 1982 
General Assembly . 

Nineteen legislators voted for the 
bill, although several said they will 
work to amend the act when it comes 
before the Legislature in January. 
Three lawmakers did not vote . 

The bill would authorize the Depart­
ment for Human Resources to issue 
fines to nursing homes that fail to cor­
rect violations, appoint a receiver to 
run a problem home temporarily, 
establish a rating system for homes, 
and require nursing homes to admit 
visitors during certain hours and keep 
inspection reports and other records on 
display in the lobby.

Fox Tells Committee 
Water Test At Issue 

Members of the Interim Joint Com­
mittee on Agriculture and Natural 
Resources spent much of their time 
last week pondering a "catch-22" 
situation over testing private-water 
supplies. 

Dr. Mary Fox, Pike county health of­
ficer , told the panel that local health of­
ficials are not authorized to take water 
samples or close private-water sup­
plies that are believed to be con­
taminated. That job, she said, belongs 
to the Department of Natural 
Resources and Environmental Protec­
tion. 

But DNREP Secretary Jackie 
Swigart told the legislature she does 
not have the in-house facilities to test 
water for contamination nor the staff 
to respond promptly to local requests. 

Before that authority was given to 
DNREP in 1974, local health depart­
ments collected and tested water 
samples under an agreement with the 
Department for Human Resources. 
Now individuals who suspect their 
water is bad must send samples to 
Frankfort for testing. 

Several measures- including putting 
the testing responsibility back in the 
hands of the local health depart­
ments- were discussed, and the pro­
blem was held over for consideration 
at the next committee meeting.

Affirmative action has, since its 
beginning in 1964, been the bugaboo of 
employers and the champion of 
employees, the bane of big business 
and the defender of the worker class. It 
has given employees an outlet. through 
class action suits. to collectively fight 
incidences of discrimination, pay ine­
quity and the lack of opportunity and 
advancement. It has forced employers 
to actively recruit. employ and pro­
mote women and minorities. It has 
caused educational institutions to stop 
discrimination under any education 
program or activity or risk losing 
federal money. Through the years. af­
firmative actton has been a victory 
song for thousands of women and 
minorities in the school and in the 
workplace 

But today . Wash mgt on is singing a 
different tune, and affirmative action 
is expected to rise qutckly to the top of 
President Reagan's "Hit Par<lde," 
right up there with school lunches. 
welfare. medical benefits and housing 
assistance The administration is 
releasing this week its recommended 
changes in affirmative action and 
equal opportunity reguJations. and 
rumor has it that the song that accom ­
panies the changes could be called 
"Another One Bites the Dust." 

The changes began to be spelled out 
at a series of meetings held in 
.September and October by the Sub­
committee on Equal Opportunities of 
the House Committee on Education 
and Labor. One of the most far 
reaching changes calls for altering the 
written affirmative action plans re­
quired by contractors who bid on 
federal contracts. In the past. com­
panies needed compliance plans if they 
had 50 or more employees and federal 
contracts which exceeded $50,000. No\~ 
the slakes have been raised only 
those companies with 250 or more 
employees and federal contracts of at 
least $1 million are required to have 
written affirmative action plans Ac­
cording to a report by the Con­
gresswomen's Caucus in Washington, 
this change would reduce the number 
of companies required to develop affir­
mative action plans from 17,000 to 
4,000. 

Other proposals include lowering the 
employment goals and timetables re­
quired for an affirmative action plan , 
requiring a five-year plan by com­
panies rather than the current annual 
one, and, perhaps most damaging of 
all, eliminating class action suits by 
employees in favor of what the ad­
ministration has called, "affirmati ve 
relief for identifiable victims of 
discrimination, " through individual 
suits. <This has been proposed despite 
a statement by J . Clay Smith Jr. , ac­
ting chairperson of the Equal Employ­
ment Opportunity Commission, that 
"individual remedies have historically 
failed." Smith went on to cite the case 
of the United Stales vs. Allegheny­
Ludlum Industries Inc , where 60,000 
employees filed a class action suit. If 
each claimant's sutt had been handled 
individually, it would have taken 28 
years of trial time to resolve them all' l 

While the administration is lauding 
the changes for 'eliminating red tape" 
and as part of Reagan's campaign pro­
mise to examine federal regulations 
considered to be "cumbersome and in­
appropriate." the proposed affir­
mative action changes have not been 
universally popular. Throughout the 
country, civil rights, women's and 
labor organizations are protes ting 
them loudly, calling them "devas­
tating to the affirmative action gains 
that have been made over the last 20 
years ." 

Similar fears are being expressed in 
Kentucky. Jessica Schikler, executive 
director of the Kentucky Commission 
on Women. said recently that women 
especially have just begun to make 
crittca l economic s trides due to affir­
mative action . "Kentucky women have 
made important gains in employment 
and education , through CETA training 
programs, placement 111 previously 
male-dommated occupations, the 
dissipation of sterotypic definitions of 
··women's work," and the integration 
of women in numerous fields and at 
many levels of employment. .. Ms. 
Schikler added that affirmative action 
is parttcularly critical for women 
because "it's a t the heart of s truggle 
that women face. We can solve day

But with thP budget-cutting tunes be 
ing sung 111 Washington today and 
espectally dtrge-like ballad of the affir­
mative action changes. the future for 
women's equality in employn1!'nt 
education looks dim. As Caroline Bird. 
noted historian. feminist and author. 
said in a recent Louisville speech. 
"The prospects for working women in 
general depend on thP enforcement of 
equal-opportunity laws At this vt•ry 
moment, they ar!' in mortal danger," 
from the administration. And, she add­
ed. not so tongue-in-cheek. "these are 
the people who tell us we don't need the 
Equal Rights Amendment." 

This interest has continued these 
many weeks since I returned home. 
and, while I would like to call each one 
of you or write you a personal note, my 
battle to regain my health is still going 
on and I felt 1 could reach many of you 
through the Floyd County Times to say 
a sincere thank you for your concern.

Ref nds Due To Some 
Gas Co. Customers 

The state Public Service Commis­
sion has authorized rate reductions and 
refunds for several Kentucky natural 
gas utilities, including one in this coun­
ty. 

The Western Kentucky Gas Co. of 
Owensboro will be receiving approx­
imately $2.6 million in refunds from its 
suppliers, the Texas Gas Transmission 
Corp. and the Tennessee Gas Pipeline 
Co. The refunds are the result of a U.S. 
Supreme Court ruling this past sum­
mer that found a Louisiana tax on 
natural gas was illegaL Residential 
customers will see a reduction of ap­
proximately $9.42 over the next 12 mon­
ths because of the refunds. 

Western's customers will also be get­
ting a reduction of approximately $2.55 
per year because of a decrease in the 
wholesale cost of natural gas supplied 
by Texas Gas. 

Western Kentucky Gas served 
almost 119,000 residential custorr.ers 
and approximately 1,000 commercial 
and industrial customers in parts of 
western, central and southern Ken­
tucky. 

Customers of the Union Light, Heat 
and Power Co. of Covington will be 
receiving a refund of approximately 
$11.23 over the next 12 months because 
of a refund from the company's sup­
plier, the Columbia Gas Transmission 
Corp. 

ULH&P serves 55,400 residential, 
4,405 small commercial and industrial, 
and 135 large commercial and in­
dustrial customers in northern Ken­
tucky. 

The refund to ULH&P totals more 
than $990,000. 

The Auxier Road Gas Co., which 
serves parts of Floyd county, has 
received a wholesale price decrease 
from its supplier, Columbia Gas of 
Kentucky. 

The $3,872 decrease will mean a $6.62 
per year savings for the company's 
customers . Auxier Road Gas serves 
452 residential and 39 commercial and 
industrial customers. 

The Ohio River Gas Co. has received 
a refund of $7,561 from the Texas Gas 
Transmission Corp. 

Over a 12-month period, customers 
will see a savings of $31.68. Ohio River 
Gas serves 90 residential and 30 com­
mercial and industrial customers in 
Carroll and Trimble counties.

You and 
Your Car 

Trailer TraYel Safety 
Hundreds of thousands of Americans are on the road this summer 
with trailers. Unfortunately, some of them are taking unnecessary risks 
by neglecting proper alignment and maintenance tasks. If you're 
planning a vacation on-the-tow, here are some tips to follow before 
you go: 

• If your trip will be in a high-altitude area, decrease your cargo 
load substantially to ease the strain on your car's engine. 

• Load your cargo for even weight distribution and a low center 
of gravity. 

• Before hitching the trailer up, adjust its air shocks. 
• Adjust tongue load (the weight the trailer tongue adds to the rear 

of the tow vehicle) and hitch ball height as required. 
• Check the tongue and coupling for wear. 
• Inspect the water, plumbing, and gas systems for damage or 

leaks. 
• Check the trailer's electrical system for continuity. 
• Examine the hitch for cracks or wear, and the hitch ball for 

fatigue and corrosion. 
• Determine whether your headlights need to be re-aimed. 
• Before leaving, see whether the tow vehicle and trailer look 

straight and level. 
• Affix safety chains and breakaway brake switch. 
• After you've traveled 50 miles, and at each stop thereafter, inspect 

the hitch, coupler, chains and trailer brakes, and check all fluid 
levels--oil, gas, coolant, etc. 

Look Before You Jump 
In a hot month like August, your car's battery is I 00% efficient. But 
this winter, at 0°, the percentage drops to 40%. At some point, you'll 
probably be involved in giving or getting a jump start. Here are some 
points to remember: 

• Make sure the cars aren't touching. 
• Put both cars in "neutral" or "park" with the parking brakes 

on. 
• Turn off all lights, radio, and power accessories. 
• Cover both batteries with a wet or heavy towel so that if either 

explodes-a remote yet real possibility-the gases inside won't spray 
on you. 

• Hook the red (positive) cable first to the good battery's positive 
terminal, then to the weak battery's. Hook the black (negative) cable 
to the good battery, and attach the other end to a ground on the other 
car's engine block, away from the battery. If there's an electrical arc, 
it'll be at a harmless distance, thus preventing a battery 
explosion. 

• Start the boosting car, wait a few seconds, then turn the ignition 
of the second car. It should start. 

• Remove the ground cable first. 
If the jump-start fails, have the electrical system checked. A faulty 

generator or alternator, or a loose belt could be draining your battery's 
power. 

Turn On to Turbo Charge 
Dollar-a-gallon gasoline days are here, folks, and as if that weren't 
bad enough, the precious stuffs being rationed, too. What can you 
do? 

Get rid of that big car with the thirsty V-8 engine, if you haven't 
already. Then check out the 6-and 4-cylinder small cars with 
turbocharging. Once relegated only to race cars, the turbocharger is J !_} 
the best way of giving small engines much-needed extra power without [·i 

increasing the amount of fuel burned during normal operation. 
A turbocharger is a compressor that provides a super charge of air 

to be burned with the fuel. This pressurizing is above and beyond 
the normal compression of the air /fuel mixture when squeezed against 
the top of the cylinder by the piston. By increasing the amount of 
air/fuel in each charge in the combustion chamber, more power is 
released as the mixture burns. 

Unlike a supercharger, which is powered by the engine it is supposed 
to be aiding, the turbocharger uses otherwise wasted exhaust gas to 
drive the turbines. The cycle is self-perpetuating: the more boost to 
an engine, the more power it produces, thereby turning the turbine 
faster to make more boost which makes more power ... and so 
on. 

It's an old idea whose time has come.

On Big Project 

The Big Sandy Rural Electric 
Cooperative Corp. last week won ap­
proval of the state Public Service Com­
mission of the financing and construc­
tion of its proposed $1.3 million expan­
sion and improvement project. 

The proposal next goes to the Rural 
Electrification Administration <REA> 
for final approvaL

The entire project for the five coun­
ties served by the utility includes 66 
miles of distribution lines to serve 1300 
new customers, 25.5 miles of system 
improvements, 640 transformers, 1080 
meters, 250 pole replacements, securi­
ty lights and service wires. 

The Big Sandy RECC area centers in 
Floyd and Johnson counties and ex 
tends into Lawrence, Knott and Martin 
counties. It has almost 9,000 customer­
members. 

Wells said applications for funding 
and construction usually are first sub­
mitted to REA but that about two 
months' time will be saved by first sub­
mitted the current proposal to PSC, 
then going to REA for final action. 

If the project wins final approval, 
work is expected to begin next year.

Unsolicited goods are any items that 
have not been ordered or requested hy 
the recipient in any way. Where in­
dividuals are concerned, these items 
are usually not too costly. For 
businesses, however, the problem 
takes on much larger dimensions when 
there is a shipment and billing for a 
large quantity of merchandise which 
was not ordered. 

Sometimes, unsolicited goods are ac­
companied by what looks like an in­
voice; that is done in an attempt to in­
crease the individual's or company's 
sense of responsibility for payment. 
Here again, one is not required to pay 
for unsolicited goods, even if "billed" 
for them, Beshear says.

HEALTH NEWS 
By Jt\~E 80"'0 
Health Educator 

Over 11,000 women in America die 
from uterine cancer each year This is 
truly a tragedy, since uterine cancer 
can be one of the most curable of all 
cancers The main cau~e of these 11,000 
deaths 1s that the cancers were not 
found early enough. If uterine cancer is 
discovered early enough and treated 
before the disease has spread, it can be 
stopped. 

A woman can protect herself from 
uterine cancer by having regular Pap 
tests. This test is a simple painless test 
which can detect cancer when it is in 
its most curable stage. 

. The Floyd County Health Depart­
ment is having a Pap clinic on Friday, 
November 6, from 8 until 2 p.m. It is a 
free service of the health department, 
and any woman who has not had a pap 
test in the past year is urged to take ad­
vantage of this service. 

Glaucoma is the second leading 
cause of blindness m adults in the 
United States, approximately one out 
of every seven blind persons is a victim 
of glaucoma. This needless blindness 
can be prevented if the disease is 
detected early enough. 

Persons over 35 are the high-risk 
group for glaucoma, since the disease 
rarely occurs before that age. For this 
reason persons over age 35 are urged to 
be screened regularly for the disease. 
A person can be free of glaucoma at 
age 35, but it could develop by age 40. 

The health department is offering a 
glaucoma screening clinic on Monday, 
November 9. This clinic is open to per­
sons of all ages, but those persons age 
35 and over are especially urged to 
take advantage of this free service of 
the Health Department. 

A nurse from the Health Department 
will be in Wayland on Monday, 
November 9, from 10 until2. She will be 
offering T.B. skin tests, immuniza­
tions, blood pressures and urinalyses. 
This also, is a free service of the Health 
Department, and the public is 
welcome.
