Citing 
low scores of Floyd students on stan­
dardized achievement tests in recent 
years, they ask that " priorities be 
geared toward keeping all students in 
the classroom." 

A committee of grade school prin-
• cipals r ecently recommended that the 

number of gr ade school basketball 
games be reduced in an effort to 
reduce the current emphasis on the 
spor t. The panel was concerned at the 
length of the basketball season, the late 
hours at which youngsters must play, 
crowded gym schedules, and unruly 
behavior on the par t of fans. 

"We talk about sportsmanship in 
class. Hopefully, coaches talk about it 
too. But his is where they learn the 

• lesson," sa id one principal , in 
reference to reports that grade school 
net pfa y erupts with growing frequency 
in ugly confrontations between spec­
tators and referees. " Mostly it's the 

Dr. Wright Quits 
Two UK Posts, 

• Sues for Fees 
Dr. Ballard Wright, former Pres­

tonsburg physician, resigned last week 
as director of the University of .Ken­
tucky black-lung clinic and as chair· 
Jl1an. of UK's anesthesiology depart­
ment. He has been under. investigation 
for withholding more than $1000,000 in 
black~lung fees. · 

Following his resignation, Wr ight fil ­
• ed suit in Fayette Circuit Court, 
· disputing the university's claim to the 

fees, which Wright received fr om 
private attorneys f~r his testimony on 
behalf of miners seeking ·black-lung 
benefits. 

The issue of Wright's handling of 
deposition fees was first raised by the 
Lexington Herald in a February 26 
story. The Herald last week quoted 
three sources as saying the amount in­
volved may actually be between 

, • $200,000 and $300,000. 
In his suit, Wright said he beHeved he 

was only required to turn over to the 
university the fees he earned from the 
state, not those from private attorneys. 
He would not have tried to earn private 
deposition fees if he had known the 
university would claim them, he said. 

Other issues raised by the Herald 
story include a report that, on several 
occa sions , Wright had testified under 
oath that he had personally examined 

• miners who were actually examined by 
other doctors, and a further report that 
the black-lung clinic had contracted for 
computer ser vices with a company 
owned by Wright and his family.

Meanwhile, two a rtides in the cur­
r ent issue of PTA Today, the magazine 
of the Na t iona l P a r e nt-Teache r 
Association, discuss the role of parents 
in determining the effects of sports on 
children. Athletic competition has 
emotional as well as physical impact 
on a child's development, the authors 
note. 

George 0. McCalep , an assis tant pro­
fessor at Georgia State University, in 
a n a rticle entitled "What is a Good 
Sports Progr am ?" tells parents to do 
some thorough investigating befor e 
registering their child in a n athletic 
program . The purpose and objectives 
of the program should be in writing, 
distributed widely to coaches, par­
ticipants and parents, and reviewed . 
annually at open meetings, he advises. 
The objectives should be geared 
toward equa l fun for all participants 
a.nd the r ight to take part in games 
regardless of ability level, he adds. 

According to McCa lep, if the win-at­
all-costs syndrome exists in a spor ts 
progr am , t he like li hood of 
psychological and physical ha rm to a 
child increases. McCalep suggests 
several ways to reduce the pressures of 
competition, including dropping most 
valuable player awar ds, eliminating 
publicity focusing on individuals, 
grouping children according to maturi­
ty and a bility levels rather tha n age, 
emphasizing physical fitness , and plac­
ing children in leadership roles. 

A key factor in the quality of a sports 
program is the coach, McCalep says, 
but good coaches are hard to find . 
Without training, volunteer coaches 
may resort to techniques they en­
countered as spor ts participants or to 
what they perceive to be the methods

Stumbo Elated at Passage 
• Of Truck Tax as Road Aid

Although the session had its disap­
pointments for him, it's possible that 
no legislator left Frankfort last week 
more elated than Rep. Greg Stumbo. 

His "coal truck tax" bill <HB 810), 
which he introduced in the beginning 
days of the session had run the gauntlet 
of committees, amendments, floor 
votes, companion legislation in the 
Senate, conference haggling- and last 
Wednesday it won final approval. 

Stumbo's other coal-r eia ted bill, 
which would have affected the so­
called broad-form deed, was not so suc-
cessful. · 

The truck tax bill provides that the 
coal operators will pay for repairs to 
roads damaged by over weight trucks 
which haul their product to market. 
The bill requires the opera tor, not the 
trucker, to procure a trucking per mit, 
which costs nothing, but after that he 
will pay four-tenths of 1% of the value 
of his coal if it is hauled more than 15 
miles, or two-tenths of 1% if its hauled 
15 miles or less. 

The legislation is "landmark" in 
nature, since it is the first of its kind to 
be enacted by any state legislature. 

The firs t $1 .6 million collected via the 
new truck weight tax will go into the 
state road fund . Of the remainder, 25 
percent will go directly to the road 
funds of the counties which produce the 
coal , while the state will receive 75 per­
cent to repair state highways in those 
counties. 

How much the coal counties' share 
will be depends on va r ious factors-on 
the selling price of coal, how much is 
trucked, how far it is trucked, a nd so 
on- but Rep. Stumbo " guessed" the 
tax could generate between $10 and $15 
million for the coal counties and 
possibly $1 million a year for this coun­
ty. 

Urging passage of the bill, Stumbo 
said Kentucky should no longer keep 
its " head in the sand" ignoring .the 
over weight problem and the failure to 
enfor ce a law that was on the books. 
" Right now, people are hauling coal in 
excess of the weight limit. The law 
hasn' t been addressed or adhered to," 
he pointed out. 

An insignificant item tagged onto the 
bill escaped wide notice until it was 
passed . That was the amendment by 
Senator Benny Ray Ba iley, providing 
that trucks carrying coal and other 
mater ials subject to spillage be 
covered. The law also applies to gravel 
and other materials. 

Rep. Chris Perkins, of Knott county, 
commented, " It's an acceptable begin­
ning solution," but added he's not yet 
certa in it will generate enough money 
to repa ir the damaged roads. 

Senator J ohn Doug Hays, Pikeville, 
voted against the bill but. said he had 
only m inor objections to it. " It was 
mostly fear of the unknown ," he said,

Meyer and Ted Hiday, and was demonstrated at the Bush & Burchett Mine 
No. 1 at Ball Alley here where the inventor of the machine once operated the 
Old-Style Mining Company. Dinwood residents will appeal a 

tedera l agency's ruling that a coal tip­
ple in that community does not fall 
under federal stripmine law. 

It will be demonstrated at coal shows over the country as .a prelude to 
large-scale production. 

Mining men who have seen the machine in operation are enthusiastic. Its 
producers claim for it that it is the answer to the problem of conveying wor k­
ers, supervisors, technicians and inspection personnel to the face of the coal, 
even in the thinnest seams being worked. Without this means of conveyance, 
men going to the face of the coal may t ide a battery-powered car only a pa rt 

An appeals board of the U.S. Depart­
ment of the Interior ruled recently that 
the Dinco Coal Sales, Inc . tipple does 
not come under the law because it is 
situated too far from the mine from 
which it draws coal. The. tipple is about 
25 miles distant from the company's 
nearest mine, which is in Knott county.

Widow of Victim

David Rubinstein, an attorney with 
the Appalachian Resea r ch and 
Defense Fund, said his two clients, 
Ma ry Jane a nd Ivan Debord, would file 
an appeal in U.S. District Court in 
Pikeville. The Mountain Parkway will again 

boast a public rest area with restroom 
facilities , Department of Transporta­
tion Secretary Frank Metts has 
assured a Pikeville legislator. 

A bill filed by Sen. John Doug Hays, 
which would have requir ed the state to 
maintain a rest area with facilities on 
all state toll roads, died in committee 
last week, but not before Hays received 
a written commitment from Metts to 
build rest areas on either side of the 
Mountain Parkway near Campton. 

The Transportation Department last 
year closed the parkway's only rest 
area, which was at Campton, to pre­
vent contamination of the city's water 
supply , the adjacent lake created when 
the Parkway was built. The new rest 
a rea will be buil t west of Campton and 
will serve motorists from KY 15 as well 
as parkway traffic. 

Metts promised Hays that design will 
begin immediately and construction 
will begin within a few months.

Elmer Music at 90, a 
Testimony to Hard Work 

Spend a few minutes with Elmer Music and you realize that here's a fellow 
who can't sit s till for a minute. :rools and farm implements lie scattered 
a bout and pa rt of the two-and-a-half acres he works is visible from the back 
porch of his home on Spradlin Branch, near here . 

He had just finished painting his john· boa t when he paused from his chores 
for a n interview. Friday morning, a nd earlier he had climbed an apple tree 
and pruned it for his daughter who lives nearby. 

Life for Elmer Music has been hard work. It had to be that way in the early 
days, he'll tell you, just to survive. Now, a lthough times in general a re a lot 
easier , Music continues to work hard- even at age 90. 

Born, like so many of this area's older citizens, in a mud-chinked log cabin. 
Music recalls working, as a sma ll child , around the big river boats that plied 
the Big Sandy. He would help unload powder kegs or ·"carry chicken coops 
up the bank for a piece of candy." He remembers the big s teamboats tha t 
would r un " mostly of a winter," including The Maxie Ghost , a sidewheeler. 
The Cando, largest of the boats he recalls, The Alka, and the Yellow Dog, 
which was painted br ight yellow. Later. as a young man , he would "buy 
middlins off the steamboats to feed my stock." 

Music.a lso talked of the days when Jogs were joined in huge rafts and float­
ed downriver to Callettsburg and other Ohio River towns. " I 've seen poplar 
logs run solid for three days and nights," he said. " They were so thick one 
time that my uncle walked across the river on the logs." 

Those were also the days of the tragic sma llpox and flu epidemics which 
claimed the lives of thousands of Eastern Kentuckia ns . ''That 's when I 
learned to make caskets." he said . 

His life in the mountains was nearly interrupted when he was inducted into 
the Ar my in 1918. " Me and a bunch more boys were a t the depot wait ing to be 
shipped off and all the women were cryin ' a nd carryin' on," he recalled. 
" But then word came down that they'd signed peace a nd all of a sudden 
everybody, including me. was tickled to death." 

A(ter that Music start ed the firs t of 37 years' work in the mines. Sixteen 
years he worked at Cliff Coal Company and later at Colonial, Bull Creek. and

. quor sales in this county. 
That is the date set Monday by

court clerk calling for the wet-dry vote. 

Fred Bingham, treasurer of the 
group, said the petition bore 3665 
signa tures, 10 percent more th~n the 
number required by law.

Woman's Suit Asks 
Accounting for Gas,

A dispute between owners of adja­
cent gas leases on Mare Creek wound 
up in Circuit Court here last week, 
Gypsy Williams Hughes,, of Ashland, 
filing a damage suit against S.J .

It is April in Paris, and after a long 
absence, the Americans have returned 
to the City of Light 

These Americans are not tourists, 

•
however They are paintings, part of a 
priceless collection of sun-filled Im­
pressionist landscapes and portraits on 
loan from American museums and 
private collections and exhibited 
together for the first lime in France, 
their native land.

'Dream' Home Said 
Out of Reach Now 

The ideal "dream home," the home 
which for decades has been Ute stan­
dard of success and prosperity in this 
country, may be out of reach for most 
Americans today, believes the presi­
dent of the Institute of Real Manage­
ment (IREM). 

"To Americans, a detached, single­
family home represents more than just 
a place to Jive. It is a complex cultural 
symbol of family :mity, independence 
and achievement-achievement of the 
American dream," said Tan Tek Lum, 
CPM, IREM president. 

"Today, high interest rates, continu­
ing inflation and escalating land, con­
struction and energy costs make owing 
such a 'dream' home unaffordable for 
most Americans." 

For these reasons, Lum believes, 
Americans will have to reassess their 
perception of the "American dream" 
and revise their ideas of what they 
need and want in a home. 

"As most Americans have had to ad­
just to smaller cars, they will have to 
adjust to smaller homes, whether in 
detached or multiplex buildings or in 
medilim-or high-density apartment 
buildings, " stated Lum. 

The IREM president warned thAt 
young persons may have to rent or live 
with relatives for a longer period of 
time before being able to afford to pur­
chase a home. 

"Even then," he continued, "they 
may have to adjust to condominium or 
cooperative housing or a two-family 
home, as more of these are being built 
to make housing affordable for first­
time buyers." 

For all of these reasons, affordable 
housing has become, in Lum 's opinion, 
a serious social issue. 

"The kind of housing that the majori­
ty of Americans want can no longer be 
built at a price they can afford," he 
concluded. "The 'bigger is better' 
isolated housing of the past must give 
way to more efficient, higher density 
housing that makes the best use of 
valuable. limited resources."

Parents can learn much about a 
sports program by looking at the way 
money is spent, says McCalep. The 
largest percentage of money for youth 
sports should be spent on safe, func­
tional equipment and facilities and on 
training for coaches, not on fancy 
uniforms, trophies for top players and 
out-of-town expenses, he says. 

According to Rainer Martens, sports 
psychologist and professor of physical 
education at the University of lllinois, 
parents need to determine when par· 
ticipation in sports becomes too 
stressful for their child. "The amount 
of stress a child experiences depends 
on his or her sense of self-worth, per· 
sonal security and sell-confidence," 
Martens says, in an article entitled 
"Sports and Your Child: The Emo· 
tiona! Impact." Stress is less impor­
tant. he claims, if a child believes that 
family, friends and the coach think he 
or she is important regardless of the 
game's outcome.

Protest Early Dismissal 
<Ed. note: The following letter was ad­
dressed to E. P . Gr igsby. Jr .• 
superintendent or schools>. 

In our phone conversation of March 
15, I asked for an explanation regar­
ding schools dismissing early (12:30) 
on March 12 and 15. You told me they 
were being dismissed at that time 
because Prestonsburg High School's 
principal made a formal request for 
early dismissal. FUs reason, you told 
me, was due to the heavy and early de· 
mand for tickets to the regional basket· 
ball tournament games. 

I told you then that I thought all 
schools were being dismissed at that 
time. You said you thought it was just 
schools that have an interlocking bus 
schedule with Prestonsburg High 
School. 

I then asked you that this practice be 
stopped in view of the fact that the 
state required 175 days a year a six 
hours a day classroom time that was 
not being adhered to. I believe you said 
it was only going to go on for one more 
day but you would hope that something 
could be done. 

We then discussed the low test scores 
our students received in the past few 
years. I told you that our prior ities 
should be geared toward keeping all 
students in the classroom. You gave 
me the impression that Prestonsburg 
High School's early dismissal was an 
isolated incident and was not the prac­
tice county wide. 

However, we found this practice to 
be going on all over the county. Not on· 
ly during regional tournament games 
but during district games and in grade 
school tournament play as well. 

Because you and the Board of Educa­
tion continue to allow practices such as 
these to go on throughout Floyd county, 
we can only conclude they you approve 
of the overemphasis on spor ts which is 
causing the educational welfare of our 
students to take a lower priority. 

Students are being taken out of class 
not only for ballgames. They are also 
losing valuable classtime when schools 
such as Allen grade school are allowed 
to take students from class to the lun· 
chroom to purchase pop or ice cream 
each afternoon. 

We believe that early dismissal for 
any reason other than emergency 
situations should be stopped. 

We are therefore requesting to ap· 
pear before the Floyd County Board of 
Education to express our concerns and 
ask that an immediate policy dealing 
with this problem be adopted.

Changes in the nation's economy 
over the past few years are leading to 

• 
upheavals in the real esta te investment 
market, a ccording to a leading 
economist and real estate analyst. 

"Since 1979, a virtual revolution has 
occurred in real estate finance that will 
immensely a ffect all aspects of real 
estate," said Anthony Downs. senior 
fellow at the Brookings Institution, a 
private research organization in 
Washington, D.C. 

' 'The basic cause of the revolution is 
a change in the expectations of capital 

• suppliers concerning future inflation 
rates," he asserted. 

Downs explained that continuing 
high inflation in the late 1970s and early 
'80s led to a boom for those persons in­
vesting in real estate. 

" It was highly profitable," he stated, 
" to borrow money, buy real estate, and 
let rapidly-r ising prices build up equi­
ty gains that were enormous compared 
to the initial investment." 

That changed in the '70s, however, 
• when lenders began losing money on 

loans due to inflation. The 
resuJts-higher interest rates and vari­
able mortgages-shifted responsibili­
ties of future inflation from the lender 
to the borrower . 

This shift, Downs believes, is likely 
to have a major impact on real estate 
investment and the proper ty manage­
ment profession in the near future. 

Specifically, Downs believes that 
mortgage rates a re likely to remain 

• high ; equity investments in real estate 
will be less profitable in the 1980s; 
commercia l and industr ial rents will 
rise more slowly, due to a slowing of in­
fl ation, while residential rents will rise 
when the economic recovery begins 
this year; real estate will appreciate 
more slowly than it has in the past. 

All of these events will have a strong 
impact on property management, said 
Downs. Property managers, he stated, 

• 
will have to revise their practices to 
meet the new challenges that will con­
front them in the future.

Nat'l Ginsing Meet 
Set for Lexington 

For the second time in fo, • years a 
national conference on ginsen6 will be 
held in Kentucky. The Fourth National 
Ginseng Conference will be a t Lex­
ington 's Continental Inn, May 25-26. 

Joint sponsors of the event a re the 
Kentucky Council on Agr iculture, the 
University of Kentucky College of 
Agriculture, the Kentucky Ginseng 
Association and the Kentucky Ginseng 
Growers Association. 

Ginseng is a $5 million a year crop 
for Kentucky. P lants are collected 
from natural populations , har vested 
from semi-cultivated plots in forests or 
harvested from cultivated beds. A 
pound of wild ginseng may bring as 
much as $160, but averages $120 per 
pound , according to Dr. C.R. Rober ts, 
Extension horticulturist in the UK Col­
lege of Agricul ture. 

Roberts has coor dinated efforts to 
collect information on the state's 
ginseng population. 

The Chinese are the world's largest 
users of ginseng, which they value for 
medica l pu r poses and as a n 
aphrodisiac . Some forms of the plant 
are sold in the United States, and the 
market is growing. 

Representatives from as many as 20 
states and several foreign countries 
have attended previous na tiona l 
ginseng conferences. Some two dozen 
people are scheduled as program par­
ticipantS during this year 's conference. 

Topics include basic ginseng grow­
ing techniques, procedures for digging, 
washing, handling and drying the crop , 
economics of production, security 
measures, legal resources for grower s 
and domestic and foreign use. 

Registration for the conference is be­
ing handled by the Kentucky Council 
on Agriculture, 36 Fountain Place, 
Frankfort , Ky. 40601. The registration 
deadline is May 10. A fee, payable to 
the Kentucky Ginseng Association , will 
cover two noon meals and a copy of 
conference proceedings .

Comments On ... 
Child Abuse 

<Provided by Mountain Comprehen· 
sive Care Cente1·) 

It is known now that child abuse is a 
widespread problem affecting 
children, parents, and society. Last 
week's article outlined some common 
signs which signal the need for help 
This week's subject is where troubled 
families can find help. Assistance is 
available in a variety of support ser­
vices. 

Medical help is available at hospitals 
and clinics to treat injuries or 
malnutrition, to test development or 
provide psychiatric therapy, and to 
help the parents with their own 
physical or mental problems, alcohol 
abuse, etc. Public services and private 
organizations offer protection, shelter, 
babysitting , help or "hot" lines, 
counseling, transportation, financial 
help, employment, parenting skills 
courses, and mental health services. 
Self-help groups such as Parents 
Anonymous provide troubled parents 
time together in a non-threatening, 
non-agency setting to talk about their 
feelings and offer support to each 
other. 

Some parents - or even older 
children- seek help on their own. Most 
do not. They need an outsider to get the 
help process started. And too often 
child abuse continues because people 
who could help "don't want to get in· 
volved." A friend or relative can be a 
big help by listening and responding to 
the parent<s l; by offering help with the 
housework and with caring for the 
children; and by telling them of the 
help available and helping them follow 
through with visits to these places. 

If efforts of this kind are not suc· 
cessful , or if the child is hurt, then 
there is no choice but to report it to the 
proper authorities: either the Bureau 
of Social Services or the police. Tem­
porary separation may be chosen until 
the parents can solve some of their pro· 
blems and receive counseling. In ex· 
treme cases, permanent separation 
may be the only answer.

It is my prediction that wild ginseng 
will be gone frorn the forests of Ap­
palachia within two years, unless the 
persistent digging of its roots for sale is 
stopped soon. This long-lasting reces­
sion is to blame. With the high 
unemployment rate. and men with 
families to feed , unemployed men are 
hitting for the woods in droves to dig 
ginseng. A handful of the dritd roots is 
worth its weight in gold. A man can 
take one·half pound of the dried roots 
to the store and buy enough groceries 
to last his family for two weeks. The 
average price per pound is $100. and is 
higher in some sections. So if we do not 
declare a moratorium on digging 
ginseng, and if this recession lasts to 
the end of 1982, the ginseng will all be 
gone by then. 

We who love to see beautiful plants 
gracing the forests of Appalchia deeply 
regret to see this happen. The old-time 
"sang-diggers" called ginseng " the 
purtiest plant that grows in the woods. 
Indeed, a lusty, knee-high four-leaf 
plant of ginseng is one of grace and 
beauty. A four-leaf plant which was 
called a " four-prong" by the old sang­
diggers, has a long stem and four com­
pound leaves, each with five leaflets 
<quinquefolius ) . The leaflets are 
obovate in form , with fine teeth on the 
margin and a sharp tip at the end. 

A plant with three compound leaves 
was called a "three-prong" by the old 
saggers. The tiny first-year plant was 
called a "three-leaf." as it had only 
three leaves. 

Ginseng stands at the head of its 
fa mily , The Ginseng Family 
<Araliaceae >; its botanical name 
Panax quinquefolia, ia aignificant. 
Panax means a cure-all , and that 's 
what ginseng has been to the Chinese 
for thousands of years .. 

The American ginseng is superior to 
the Chinese schinseng, and that 's why 
they are always eager to buy ginseng 
offered on the American markets .. 

Most American doctors have frown­
ed on ginseng as a healing herb. They 
claim it is mostly superstition of the 
Chinese, who put great store in the an­
cient doctrine of signatures- that is, If 
a plant is formed in the likeness of the 
human body, it is designed to cure the 
body ills. 

At long last ginseng has been 
' recognized in our country as a good 

medicine, especially for the elderly. 
Give an elderly person regular doses of 
ginseng tea and it has great power of 
rejuventation . Ginseng has been found 
to contain many essential vitamins and 
minerals : also a new element recently 
found by researchers called pana, 
which is believed to hold the secret of 
g in seng 's healing virtues and 
aphrodisiac powers . 

When the root of a ginseng plant is 
washed clean, it is white like human 
flesh, Such a root, when shaped like the 
human body, is highly prized by the 
Chinese. 

I have always regarded ginseng as 
" the friend of the poor. " It has helped 
many a poor family through a lean 
period. It has been dug and scld by the 
natives of Appalachia ever since 
pioneer days. It has put food on the 
table; it has bought books and clothes 
for the school kids; it has bought calico 
and combs and coffee for many poor 
families . There should be a monument 
erected to ginseng in every county seat

As 1 am now past 87 years of age. I 
can remember when ginseng was 
abundant in all th<> rich coves of Ap­
palachia . Its ch1ice habitat was cool. 
rich woods under the shade of the 
virgin cakes and yellow populars. It 
was· a plant that thrived in the shade; it 
could not endure hot sun . 

When I was in my early teens, I was 
permitted by my father to go with him 
and his crew of "sangers," as we call­
ed them . I enjoyed watching those old 
sangers hunt for ginseng. They seemed 
to have a ' 'nose" for ginseng and could 
sniff it out in the most unlikely places. 
Sometimes they'd find a large patch 
with over one hundred plants ; ruling 
over this patch, there would be a knee­
high four-prong with all its offspring 
spread roundabout. 

In looking for ginseng in those days. 
we had to use extreme caution to keep 
from being bitten by vicious timber 
rattlers. Back then the snakes were 
a bout as abundant as the ginseng. 

Today when I roam the forests of Ap· 
palachia and fail to see any ginseng. I 
am made sad by the loss of this plant, 
which is the most valuable ever to 
grace the forests of Appalachia. I fear 
the time is near at hand when the 
Chinese will cry for American ginseng, 
and their cries will be in va'in .

The Interior Department's Office of 
Surface Mining <OSM l has approved 
spending $455,000 to relieve abandoned 
coal mine problems in Pike and Perry 
counties. 

OSM Director James R. Harris an­
nounced the two projects are : 

- A serious erosion problem on 
George's Branch in Perry county, 
about 10 miles southeast of Hazard, 
which at times has caused the blocking 
of George's Branch and an adjacent 

• road. OSM has approved spending 
$250,000 on the project. 

- A slide problem on Hurricane 
Branch in Pike county, about 5.5 miles 
northwest of Pikeville , which is 
threatening a home and other proper­
ty. OSM has approved spending an ad· 
ditional $205,000, to go with $76,362 
previously approved for the project. 

This increase was necessary because 
preliminary work revealed unan· 
ticipated complex hydrologic condi· 

• tions, Harris said; steps now must be 
taken to restrict ground water in· 
terference which is affecting the 
stability of the slide material. Two 
slides have occurred there over the last 
two years, one of which left debris next 
to the home, he noted.

Last week, in a move I still find hard 
to believe, the General Assemb)y 
painted a giant bulls-eye on the state of 
Kentucky and invited the entire nation 
to take a shot at the target. pacted by the blockages of Georges 

branch and the adjacent road in Perry 
county, following moderate to heavy 
rainfalls, said W. Hord Tipton, OSM's 
acting regional director in Knoxville, 
Tenn. Some of the material eroding 
from the old surface mine area 
ultimately ends up in Carr Fork Reser­
voir, he added. 

I am speaking, of course, about the 
hazardous-waste disposal bill that the 
House passed last week over my very 
strenous objections. 

That project will involve grading and

The bill <Senate Bill 279) would allow 
a state siting board to approve installa­
tion of a hazardous-waste incinerator· 
landfill complex at a location in Ken­
tucky--even if local authorities object 
to the project. 

In other words, the state may level a 
gun at the head of some selected coun­
ty, and say in effect: " You'd better like 
this, because there's nothing in the 
world you can do about it."

Over 1.2 mill ion Americans are wearing the Medic Alert emblem which 
provides information on hidden medical conditions. Additional facts and 
Medic Alert membership rorms can be obta ined at the Highlands Regional 
Medical Center Pharmacy. 

In an emergency your life could be saved by a Medic Alert emblem which 
provides identification and information on your special medical problems 
according to Bonnie Grabowski, Highlands Hospital pharmacy director. 

The emblem, which is worn on the wrist or as a necklace, alerts physicians 
and others to a patient's medication allergies or other conditions such as 
diabetes and epilepsy. Also engraved on the emblem is an identificaton 
number plus a collect, twenty-four hour phone number to Medic Alert's 
emergency medical information center. The center provides detailed life­
saving information, within seconds, from data stored in the member's file. 
Information contained in the file is duplicated in the form of a wallet card 
which is updated annually. 

Currently, over 1.2 million Americans belong to Medic Alert, a nonprofit 
organization which has been operating for the past twenty-six years. The 
organization estimates that one out of every five Americans has a hidden 
medical condition that should be known in an emergency.

Old Span Collapses 
At Hueysville; Repair 
Reported in Planning 

The old county bridge spanning 
Right Beaver Creek at Hueysville col­
lapsetllast week under the weight of a 
truck loaded with concrete blocks, 
leaving the original road up Salt Lick 
and connecting with new KY 7 at dea­
dend at the creek.

Frankfort, Ky., April 5-Windy, 
unsettled weekend weather has slowed 
fishing activity around Kentucky, but 
several lakes are still reporting fair to 
good crappie fishing . The lake-by-lake 
rundown, as compiled by the Depart­
ment of Fish and Wildlife Resources: 

Kentucky: Crappie fair over drop 
offs < 10-15 feet deep) and around 
shallow cover (4-6 feet >; in tailwaters, 
catfish and crappie fair ; murky to 
muddy , stable at two feet above winter 
pool and 57'. 

Barkley: Crappie fair over channel 
drop offs < 10-12 feet deep); in tail­
waters, little activity ; murky, stable at 
two feet above winter pool and 57'. 

Barren: Crappie good over channel 
drop offs (6-12 feet deep); black bass 
good casting crank baits off rocky 
points and steep banks; murky, rising 
slowly, seven feet below summer pool 
and 58'. 

Nolin: Crappie slow over submerged 
cover <around 10 feet deep>; black 
bass slow casting spinner baits off 
points and in coves; clear to murky to 
muddy, rising, 14 feet above summer 
pool and 55'. 

Rough River: Crappi«> slow over 
submerged cover (3-8 feet deep); in 
tailwaters, crappie slow; muddy, r is­
ing, seven feet above winter pool and 
58'. 

Green : Crappie slow to fair over 
submerged cover (around 10 feet 
deep) ; black bass slow casting crank 
baits and jigging dollflies and night­
crawlers off points and around shore­
line cover; murky to muddy, stable at 
four feet above winter pool and 55•. 

Herrington: Black bass good casting 
small crank baits in headwaters; crap­
pie slow over submerged cover and 
around stick ups; Dix River muddy, lit­
tle white bass activity; clear to murky 
to muddy, stable at summer pool and 
52'. 

Cumberland: Crappie fair still fish­
ing over submerged cover (5-10 feet 
deep); black bass <with an occasional 
walieye) slow in upper lake casting 
deep runners or plastic worms over 
drop offs ; white bass good in Big South 
Fork ; murky to muddy, stable at three 
feet below timberline and 57'. (Lower 
lake and tailwaters report not avail­
able.) 

Dale Hollow: Crappie fair around 
willow bushes (3-4 feet deep); clear to 
murky to muddy, rising, one foot below 
normal pool and 57'. 

Laurel : Black bass good casting 
spinner baits and surface lures in 
timbered coves; trout good still fishing 
worms, cheese or corn off steep banks; 
clear, stable at one foot below power 
pool and 57'. 

Cave Run: Crappie fair around stick 
ups; black bass slow casting spinner 
baits in coves and along shoreline 
cover; clear to murky to muddy, fall­
ing, seven feet above winter pool and 
52'. 

Buckhorn : Cra ppie fair over 
submerged cover and around stick ups 
(5-15 feet deep); white bass slow in 
headwaters; murky to muddy, rising, 
three feet above winter pool and 58'. 

Grayson : Crappie fair around stick 
ups <6-8 feet deep); black bass fair on 
spinner baits and crank baits off rocky 
points ; muddy, stable at summer pool 
and 54'. 

F is htrap: Crappie slow over 
submerged cover; clear to murky, 
stable at winter pool and 52'. 

Dewey: No activity ; muddy, rising, 
one foot below summer pool and 54'.

The present estimate of the number 
of alcoholics in the United States is 
about 10 to 12 million. We believe this 
number to be naively conservative.

No one plans on 
becoming an alcoholic. 

No two alcoholics may behave the 
same or display the same set of symp· 
toms. There are as many different 
kinds of alcoholic behavior as there are 
alcoholics.

However , the symptoms of 
alcoholism, though massive, are such 
that they clearly identify the presence 
of the illness along with its stage of 
progression.

. Amid the tangle of conflicting opi­

mons as to whether and when coal tip­
ples fall under federal surface-mining 
regul~tions, one fact a t least is not in 
dispute- namely, that surface mining 
operations are hazardous to the health 
of people living nearby, a t least if they 
live within 300 feet of the operation and 
especially if they already suffer from 
respiratory problems. 

That, presumably, is why the federal 
Surface Mining Act of 1977 required 
written waivers for all surfa<:e coal­
mining operations conducted within 
300 feet of occupied dwellings. And that 
law once promised to protect com­
munities like Dinwood, just south of 
Martin, where a coal operator decided 
to build a tipple but residents never 
signed the needed waivers . 

But the promise of protection has 
proven empty. The law has been so 
worked over by judges and attorneys 
the very life has been beaten out of it. 
What once appeared to be plain 
language now scarcely means 
anything. 

This is how it came about. 
For some reason, the 1977 law ex­

empted coal-loading facilities from 
regulation. Such facilities would fall 
under the regulations only if they were 
"at or near" the mine from which they 
drew coal. 

What about tipples that crush coal as 
well as load it? Do they have to be at or 
near the minesite in order to be subject 
to federal regulation? The answer to 
that question, plainly stated in the 
preamble to the federal regulations, 
was no. Crushing and screening is pa rt 
of the processing or preparation, not 
the loading, of coal. Tipples that crush 
coal are subject to the law, regardless 
of their distance from the minesite. 

That was how Steve Cassel, an in- · 
spector with the Office of Surface Min­
ing, understood the law when he cited 
the Dinco Coal Sales tipple at Dinwood 
last July for operating without permis­
sion of nearby residents. That was 
what Ivan and Mary Debord, Dinwood 
residents, understood when they joined 
issue with Dinco last September . And 
what Wanda Gregory, Everett and 
Sadie Hunter, Georgie Keans, Danny 
Moore, Doug and Wanda Moore, Mary 
Moore, Tim and Debbie Pack, Mcin­
tire and Loretta Risner, and James 
Ward, Jr. and Veronica Ward, also 
Dinwood residents, understood when 
they joined the suit in December. 

But by then Ronald Reagan was 
President, with his professed intention 
of deregulating industry. And James 
Watt was Secretary of the Interior, a 
man whose notion of environmental 
protection quickly revealed his ap­
pointment to that post to be so inap­
propriate as to appear . downright 
cynical. 

Neither the election of Reagan nor 
the appointment of Watt has altered 
the Surface Mining Act. Nor has the 
permanent regulatory program been 
changed. But the outcome of the effort 
to enforce the law at Dinwood il­
lustrates how easily the law and

regulatior.s can be subverted by of­
fi-cials with a mind to do so . 

An appeals board of the Department 
of the Inter ior , bound to pay at least lip 
service to the law and regulations, 
recently ruled, nevertheless-for no 
reason persuasive to anyone with a feel 
for the law's intent- that they do not 
apply in states, like Kentucky, ~hich 
a re still under an interim regula tory 
program. In a 2-1 decision , the aJ?peals 
board upheld the ruling of an ad­
ministrative law judge setting aside 
the notice of violation i~sued against 
Dinco. 

Their decision would presumably 
mean that the Dinwood tipple wottld 
again fall under federal law when Ken­
tucky attains "primacy"- that is, 
pt imary responsibility for enforcing 
federal stripmine law in this state. 

Apparently anticipating that even­
tuality, the Office of Surface Mining 
and the Kentucky legislature recently 
opened the attack on the regulations 
from another front. 

Only loading facilities have to be at 
or near the minesite to be subject to 
regulation, they concede, but the 
crushing of coal- until now defined as 
an element of preparation or process­
ing- is now defined, in a recently­
passed state law and in the latest OSM 
policy, as part of the loading process. 

Under such novel interpretations, 
the Dinco tipple, which crushes and 
loads coal but which is about 25 miles 
from the company's nearest coal mine 
a t Mousie, is declared exempt from 
surface-mining regulations. 

According to the two appeals board 
judges who signed the recent opinion, it 
does not leave Dinwood residents 
without environmental protection. The 
residents could still seek relief from 
state and local regulatory agencies, 
they sa id. -

Dinco residents have already tried 
that. It doesn't work. While the Clean 
Air Act does regulate dust genera ted 
by tipples, its standards are not design­
ed to protect individual communities 
but only the air quality over a wide 
region. Dinwood residents learned that 
when they unsuccessfully challenged . 
the issuance to Dinco of an air-quali ty 
?ermit. 

T.he sad fact is that the Dinwood 
families , and others similarly situated, 
have been left out in· the cold, not by 
any logic derived from the Surface 
Mining Act, but by a shrewd sleight-of­
hand. 

They are victims of a cynical trick of 
legal interpretation. 
. As the lone dissenting judge wrote of 

the appeals board ruling, "The people 
of Dinwood will marvel at what a won­
drous ~hing the Jaw is."

VA To Contract Aid 
For Vietnam Vets 

The Veterans Administration has 
begun a major effort to contract with 
private organizations to provide read· 
justment counseling services to Viet· 
nam veterans in areas which cannot be 
adequately or conveniently served by 
existing outreach Vet Centers. 

Charles T. Hagel, deputy ad­
ministrator of Veterans Affairs, who 
heads the Vietnam Readjustment 
Counseling Steering Committee, has 
directed VA field facilities to identify 
geographic areas containing a signifi· 
cant Vietnam Era veteran population 
and which have unmet needs for read· 
justment counseling. 

As implementation proceeds in this 
effort Vietnam Era veterans and their 
families throughout the U.S. Puerto 
Rico and the Virgin Islands will be 
assisted with these additional services. 
A total budget of $11.2 million has been 
earmarked for this contracting ser· 
vice. 

VA's "Operation Outreach" now has 
107 Vet Centers operating nationwide 
with another 29 scheduJed to open this 
year. Vet Center staff members have 
counseled almost 95,000 Vietnam Era 
veterans in over 300,000 visits, and 
another 60,000 family members have 
also been helped in this unprecedented 
effort. 

The program was established under 
Public Law 96·22 in 1979. The centers 
a re designed to offer a low-key per­
sonalized approach to Vietnam Era 
veterans who have experienced pro· 
longed difficulty in adjusting to civilian 
life after military service.

Insf,ect Sprayers 
• Before Spring Use 

Before the peak season for applying 
herbicide, farmers should take a few 
minutes to check their spraying equip­
ment to avoid frustrating delays and 
uneven application. 

Many problems can be prevented 
simply by replacing worn parts and 
calibrating sprayers, according to 
James Martin, Extension weed control 

. specialist at the University of Ken­
tucky Research and Education Center 
in Princeton. 

He offers several tips for maintain­
ing and calibrating equipment. 

1. Check the cordition of the pump, 
since a worn pump may lead to inade­
quate pressure and spray volume. 
Roller pumps are subject to more wear 
than are other pumps, but they usually 
can be rebuilt by replacing the rollers. 

2. It's a good practice to replace noz­
zle tips each year before using the 
sprayer. Nozzle tips may become worn 
with excessive use. The opening of the 
tip usually becomes larger and so will 
deliver more liquid than is needed. 
Nozzle tips made of stainless steel are 
more expensive, but will provide 
longer service than aluminum , brass 
or plastic tips. When cleaning the open· 
ing of a clogged tip, do not use a nail or 
wire which may disturb the shape or 
increase the size. 

3. Also replace hoses that leak or 
show signs of surface deterioration. 
Use synthetic rubber or plastic hoses 
which are resistant to weather as well 
as to oils and solvents contained in cer­
tain pesticides. Rinsing hoses inside 
and out and keeping them from being 
rubbed or kinked will help prolong 
their life. 

4. Clean strainers frequently to filter 
particles that may damage the pump 

. r nozzle tips. When replacing screens, 
make sure to use the correct size. 
Screens located near the nozzle tips a re 
usually finer than those near the pump. 

5. Make sure the pressure gauge and 
regulator are in good condition, since 
they monitor and control the spraying 
job. Pressure gauges may be damaged 
by corrosive pesticides or surges of 
pressure exceeding the range they are 
calibrated for. When replacing the 
pressure gauge, use one calibrated for 

. he range of its intended use. Also, be 
sure the pressure regulator is capable 
of maintaining a constant pressure and 
that it has a working range about the 
same as the range of pressure that will 
be used . 

6. To be sure of applying the correct 
rate of pesticide, you must know the 
volume of spray solution <gallons per 
acre> the sprayer is delivering. 
Pressure, ground speed, and nozzle tip 

. ize are factors that can be 
manipulated to obtain the desired 
volume.

Kentucky's trout trucks will begin 
rolling April 12 as the Department._ 
Fish and Wildlife Resources' annu'llll' 
stocking of trout waters gets under-

e way. 
By April 22 trout will have been 

stocked in 31 streams, nine lakes and 10 
tailwaters in all sections of Kentucky. 
Although most trout streams are in the 
eastern part of the state, there are 
spring-fed streams in west-<:entral and 
Western Kentucky that are suitable for 
trout. 

The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service 
stocks an additional 18 streams in the 

• 
Daniel Boone National Forest. Seven of 
these streams are in remote sections of 
the forest and are stocked with "sub-
adult" trout , which grow up wild and 
wily. These hike-in streams are ideal 
for the trout fishing purist, since they 
are the nearest thing Kentucky has to 
native trout. 

Trout anglers must h'ave a trout 
stamp in addition to a valid license. 
This stamp, which costs $3.50 for both 
residents and non-residents, covers the 

• cost of transporting and stocking the 
trout, which are obtained free from the 
federal hatchery system. 

Trout are stocked in waters that are 
often too cold or too infertile to support 
catchable populations of warm-water 
fish such as bass, bluegill or crappie. 
These waters include both mountain 
and spring-fed streams and the 
tailwaters of most of our major lakes, 
where cool water discharges below the 
dams create good trout habitat. 

Although trout are stocked on a put­
and-take basis <that is, they are big 
enough to be caught and kept when 
stocked) many fish will "hold over," or 
survive, until the following year. Ken-

lucky's state record rainbow trout, a 
14-pound, six-ounce specimen, was a 
holdover fish below the dam at Lake 
Cumberland, where lour- and five­
pound trout are not uncommon. 

Most trout fishermen in Kentucky 
prerer "organic" baits suer as worms, 
cheese, whole-kernel corn or even 
minature marshmallows fished on the 
bottom. Trout will also r~dily hit 
small spinners or crankbaits and while 
fly fishing isn't that popular here, it 
can be effective. 

The daily limit is eight trout and the

Says Old Veterans 
Deprived By Cuts 

I noted recently that the Viet Nam 
Veterans were getting some recogni­
tion for the sacrifices they made in the 
useless Vietnam War. These veterans 
richly deserve all the honor reserved 
for heroes. 

I wish, however, to write about a 
group of forgotten veterans- the World 
War I veterans who went to France and 
gave the best part of their lives to 
make the world "safe for democracy." 
These old veterans are now in their 
eighties, and ten more years will take 
most all of them into a new world 
where there'll be no more wars. 

At present these old veterans are 
feeling the axe of Reagan's budget 
cuts. With much enthusiasm the 
veterans administration of Louisville 
is slashing the pensions of these old 
veterans, ~n most cases by more than 
half. In some cases, they are suspen­
ding the payment of the pension for a 
period of about two years. 

So Reagan's budget cuts is a two­
edged sword that slashes through the 
hearts and lives of the elderly, the sick 
and those in desperate need. Reagan is 
sending millions to help a heathen 
country like El Salvador but fails to 
take care of the needy at home. He 
gives a big sum to El Salvador, and its 
people would knife Uncle Sam in the 
back if given a chance. 

In order to make a big showing on 
Reagan's budget cuts, the veterans ad­
ministration at Louisville has used a 
shrewd way to suspend the pension of 
any feeble veteran of World War I. It 
seems they want to get these old 
veterans off the pension rolls as soon as 
possible. 

Here's how they take away an old 
veterans pension for a period of about 
ten years: Let's say some feeble 
veteran up in his eighties is drawing a 
pension of $250 monthly. This pension 
was granted him on the statement of 
his doctor that he was feeble and need­
ed help about getting around. The 
veterans' administration, Louisville, 
goes back about a year and does some 
figuring. Then they write the old 
veteran somewhat as follows : "In 
checking your record over the past 
year, we find you have been overpaid 
in the sum of $2,000.00. In order for us 
to recoup this sum, we are suspending 
your pension until this amount is paid 
in full." 

As a result of this edict the old 
veteran will have no income except a 
small social security check-not 
enough to pay his living expenses and 
hire a nurse when he needs one. 

So what can the feeble veteran do in 
a case like this? Nothing, but sit 
around and worry himself into an early 
grave.

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Pensioners May Owe Taxes, 
Internal Revenue Cautions 

YLTOX 
If you receive a pension, you may 

suddenly discover you owe taxes on 
this income, since most pensions are 
either partially taxable, or will at some 
time become taxable, the Internal 
Revenue Service says. 

If you have a tax liability of $200 or 
more for 1982, you may have to pay a 
penalty at tax time: To avoid this, 
there are two options, according to the 
IRS. 

One option is to estimate your annual 
tax, and pay it all at once in advance, 
or in installments, whichever is most 
convenient. To do this, you should fill 
out IRS Form 1040-ES, "Declaration of 
Estimated Tax for Individuals," and 
submit it to the IRS. Included with 
Form 1040-ES is a worksheet to help 
you determine estimated tax, and a 
voucher to send in with your estimated 
tax payments. 

The other option is to file a Form 
W-4P, "Pension Annuity, or Sick Pay 
Recipient's Request for Federal Tax 
Withholding," with the issuer of the 
pension. This form should be available 
through the company issuing the pen­
sion or can be obtained from the IRS. 

In addition, if you're 60 years of age 
and over, free tax counseling is 
available through local IRS­
coordinated Tax Counseling for the 
Elderly (TCE ) programs. Through 
these programs, specially trained 
volunteers pro.vide assistance on such 
matters as tax credit for the elderly, 
the special treatment of gain on the 
sale of a home by an elderly person, 
the proper method of reporting certain 
pension income and paying tax on it 
when necessary, and other subjects of 
special interest and concern to older 
persons. These volunteers can also 
help you fill out your tax returns, the 
IRS says.

Comment Sought On 
State Health Plan 

Kentucky citizens can comment on a 
r·'lmprehensive health plan ' for the 
state prepared by the Department for 
Human Resources and the Statewide 
Health Coordinating Council. 

The plan is a revision of the .existing 
five-year state health plan approved by 
Gov. John Y. Brown Jr. June 22, 1981. 

Following a 30-day public review 
period, the revised plan will be used as 
Kentucky's major health policy docu­
ment for recommending uses of 
federal funds and for reviewing ap­
plications submitted under the state's 
certificate of need process. 

The public review period is March 29 
through April 2:1. During this time, in­
terested citizens may address written 
comments to the Division for State 
Health Planning, Bureau for Health 
Services, 2:15 E . Main St., Frankfort, 
Ky. 40621. Copies of the proposed plan 
a re available for review at various 
locations throughout the state. 

Also, a public hearing will be held 
April 28 in Human Resources' Health 
Services Auditorium, Frankfort, to 
solicit comments on the plan from 
health professionals and private 
citizens. The hearing begins at 9 a.m. 
and will continue through 10 a.m., or 
until all persons have had an oppor­
tunity to speak. 

Following the public review period 
and the hearing, members of the State­
wide Health Coordinating Council will 
consider all comments and may incor­
porate suggestions into the plan. The 
plan will then be transmitted to the 
governor for approval.

Two 
green crates marked "Giant Panda" 
stood in the middle of the animal 
enclosures at the Smithsonian's Na­
tional Zoological Park in Washington, 
D.C., as anxious Zoo officials waited 
expectantly. 

Suddenly, a fluffy ball of black and 
white lumbered out of one crate. Wad­
dling around her pen, she excitedly 
sniffed the new surroundings, picked 
.up her water dish, promptly turned it 
upside-down and plopped it on her 
head. Ling-Ling, a 136-pound, 2-year­
old female giant panda who had just 
arrived from China , was making 
herself at home. 

Meanwhile, in the adjacent 
enclosure. there was silence from 
another large wooden box. After some 
time, a 1-112-year-<>ld male, Hsing­
Hsing. cautiously emerged. He peered 
around his new home carefully, then 
beat a rapid retreat into his den

So it was that almost immediately 
after their arrival, outgoing Ling-Ling 
and shy Hsing-Hsing <pronounced 
Shing-Shing> had a lready 
demonstrated their distinctive per­
sonalities.

That was 10 years ago, on April 16, 
1972, when the two giant pandas took 
up residence in the National Zoo. 
Though they've changed through the 
decade, the personable Ling-Ling and 
Hsing-Hsing continue to attract and 
entertain millions of visitors. 

The pandas were a gift , to the 
American people from the People's 
Republic of China on the occasion of 
President Nixon's trip there in 1972. As 
the first giant pandas to live in the 
United States since Mei-Lan, a male, 
died at the Brookfield Zoo in Chicago in 
1953, Ling-Ling and Hsing-Hsing of­
fered a rare opportunity to learn about 
the care, behavior and breeding of 
these exotic creatures. 

Natives of China, giant pandas ate 
not found in the wild outside of that 
country, and only a few zoos around the 
world currently exhibit them . Even 
within China, the panda 's habitat is 
limited to what conservationist 
Vinzenz Ziswiler calls a "vegetational 
island" of bamboo-the panda 's prin­
.-·pal food-in t he mountains of 
southwestern China . It is thought that 
only about 1,000 animals remain in the 
wild. 

From the sparse amount of panda 
literature available in 1972, Larry Col­
lins, the first National Zoo curator 
responsible for the pandas, thought the 
animals would be dullwitted and 
uninterested in their surroundings. He 
was soon surprised .

" It was constantly a challenge to 
stay one l';tep ahead of them ," Collins 
recalls. Soon after his arrival, shy, 
retiring Hsing-Hsing became as ram­
bunctious as his female counterpart. 
Both pandas reveled in ripping apart 
the bamboo planters in t heir 
enciosures, knocking over their water 
tubs and doing handstands in their 
dens . " There were few dull moments 
around the panda house," Collins says. 

Even as youngsters; both anim als 
were tremendously strong. One of the 
earliest problems was finding in­
destructible "toys" to amuse them . 
Collins thought the solution might be a 
basketball, specially designed, it was 
said, to withstand even a determined 
panda. But Ling-Ling quickly figured 
out how to sink her teeth into hers, tur­
ning the expensive plaything into a 
heap of deflated orange rubber. 

In the summer, blocks of ice and tubs 
of water entertained the pandas. In the 
winter. Zoo staffers sometimes built 
snowmen for the animals. With one 
swift push of the paw, the figure toppl­
ed, rewarding the panda with the 
snowman's " nose"-a carrot. 

Learning the needs of the two lovable 
creatures was often a matter of trial 
and error. Ling-Ling and Hsing-Hsing 
liked to sleep most of the day, to the 
dismay of visitors who often came long 
distances only to find them curled up 
and snoozing. At first, Collins says, the 
staff thought they were noctur nal 
animals, but a round-the-clock "panda 
watch" revealed that the animals are 
active both in the early morning and 
early evening. 

Then there was their diet. The 
Chinese had recommended a basic 
meal of bamboo stalks, carrots, apples 
and rice gruel. To this the Zoo added 
powdered cottage cheese, vitamin and 
mineral suppiements and even a dog 
biscuit, which Collins thought would be 
good for thier teeth. 

But as the pandas nourished on this 
hearty fare , they also gained weight 
rapidly, soon reaching nearly 300 
pounds. By this time, they appeared 
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sluggish and moved clumsily around 
their ehclosures. The overweight 
animals were puton a diet; by eating 
less, they eventually slimmed down to 
a trim 250 pounds, which seems to s1,1it 
them well.

beginning, Ling-Ling was more lively 
and aggressive, the male rather meek 
and subdued. Today, the roles have 
almost reversed. Ling-Ling is often 
moody and aloof, while Hsing-Hsing 
has become an attention-loving ham . 

Their behavior patterns have been 
studied by Dr. Devra Kleiman, head 
of the Zoo's department of zoological 
research. Kleiman immediately in­
itiated a " panda log," with a team of 
volunteers and keepers to monitor the 
daily and nocturnal activities of the 
creatures and record their behavior. 
From these observations, Kleiman 
learned about the panda's process of 
communicating to each other by scent­
marking, a way of staking out their ter­
ritories, and by "bleating" sheep-like 
vocalizations. 

The pandas are no longer watched 
around the clock, but Kleiman and her 
volunteers continue their nighttme and 
early morning before and during the 
panda's spring breeding season, which 
can begin as early as the last week in 
March or as late as mid-May. 

Partly because of this short, uncer­
tan span for breeding, captive pandas 
have had a very low rate of reproduc­
tion. To date, fewer than 30 pandas 
have been born in captivity, with near­
ly all births occurring in China. 

Last year, the London Zoo lent its 
male panda, Chia-Chia, to the National 
Zoo. Amidst much fanfare and hoopla, 
Chia-Chia arrived, but before the pair 
could become acquainted, Ling-Ling 
came into estrus. When they were put 
together, Chia-Chia growled at Ling­
Ling and bit her legs and rump until 
the keepers were able to separate the 
pair. 

" It's really hard to find compatible 
pairs of pandas," Kleiman says, and 
even if there had been more time for 
Ling-Ling and Chia-Chia to get to know 
each other, " they may never have been 
compatible anyway. Even some of the 
zoos in China move their pandas 
around to find pairs who are willing to 
mate with each other." 

The zoo plans to continue its 
breeding efforts so that perhaps one 
day there will be a baby panda to 
perpetuate the species in Washington. 

But baby or no, •.he last decade has 
been enriclling experience for resear­
chers and visitors alike at the National 
Zoo.

The last article examined pest con­
trol through use of natural predators. 
This article. originally released in 
January. 1979, examines the use of hor­
monal chemicals. Biological pest con­
trol, generally the pitting of predators 
against pests, has met some success in 
man's seemingly endless war against 
insects. Another method recently ap­
proved by the Environmental Protec­
tion Agency <EPA> is the use of a 
chemical, technically a pesticide, call­
ed gossyplure. 

Actually. gossyplure does not kill the 
target insect. the pink bollworm moth; 
it simply interferes with its reproduc­
tion. Gossyplure is a pheromone. a 

· very specific chemical closely related 
to a natural chemical released by most 
insects to elicit certain reproductive or 
food finding responses in other in· 
dividuals of their kind. There are 
thousands of different natural 
pheromones in insects; the secret is to 
find which one induces what response 
and then to synthesize it in the 
laboratory. 

The pink bollworm moth is a very 
damaging cotton pest in Arizona and 
southern California, especially in the 
Imperial Valley. The adult. or 
reproductive stage, is not damaging to 
cotton, but the wormlike intermediate 
stage. the larva, has been responsible 
for about 40 million dollars in direct 
damage and control expenditures an­
nually. 

When gossyplure is applied to cotton 
field. it so saturates the air with an ar­
tificial sex scent that male moths 
become confused and rarely find 
females with which to mate. The result 
is a dramatic drop in caterpillar <lar-, 
val > young and a simultaneous 
decrease in crop damage. The 
chemical is very specific for the pink 
bollworm and has no effect on other in­
sects. wildlife. or humans. Neither 
does it affect the cotton bollworm, a 
different destructive pest in the 
southeastern U.S., which responds to 
an unknown sex pheromone. 

In field tests near Blythe, California 
last year. cotton treated with 
gossyplure suffered only 10 percent 
damage from the pink bollworm, while 
the cotton in untreated plots suffered 
damage to 80 percent. Research is now 
being performed to find other 
bollworm pheromones. 

Gossyplure is the first pheromone 
approved by EPA. Another man-made 
scent for killing house flies is 
registered by the agency. but only for 
use in combination with a chemical 

p poison. A food attractant, not a true 
pheromone, has been developed for the 
Japanese beetle and was in general use 
in Kentucky and other states during 
the last two growing seasons. Placed in 
a funnel-like green and yellow trap, the 
attractant was very successful in 
lowering beetle populations. and the 
traps have become high volume items 
in local farm supply stores. 

Some pheromones are known to keep 
certain insects in the juvenile or larva 
stage. These could be very beneficial in 
controlling insects doing damage in the 
adult stage. The use of pheromones ap­
pears to be the "wave of the future" in 
insect pest control. Next : cockroaches.

The Farmers Home Administration 
provides housing loan assistance to 
people in rural areas who are in need of 
decent, safe and sanitary housing but 
do not qualify for private credit. 
Single-family housing loans are 
ava ilable to people low or moderate in­
come at a reduced interest rate. The 
current interest rate for moderate­
income borrowers is 13.25 percent. 

F mHA loans are also available to 
multi-family housing developments to 
help hold down rental costs for low­
income people, the handicapped and 
senior citizens.

The attempted robbery of a business 
place here last Wednesday failed when 
the alleged robbers took fright at the 
appearance of a woman store clerk 
armed with a pistol and fled, dropping 
in flight the money bag taken from the 
store.

"Since your time, money, and 
perhaps your peace of mind are involv­
ed, you should take every precaution to 
assure you are getting quality repair 
work for your automobile," advises 
Steven L. Beshear, the state attorney 
general. 

When you seek repairs on your 
. . automobile, ask the repair shop for a 

written estimate of the cost of the 
work. Also, find out how much this 
·estimate can vary. Make sure the 
estimate includes all parts, labor, and 
the length of time needed to complete 
the work. It is sometimes advan­
tageous to obtain several estimates, 
especially if the estimates are free or if 
the first shop's estimate is too high. 
Consumers should remember that the 
lowest estimate is not necessarily the 
best; the reputation and reliability of 
the company are also very important. 

Should a-company refuse to provide 
a written estimate, you should consult 
other companies about the repairs. Be 
skeptical of estimates that are much 
lower than others; estimates should 
not vary drastically from one business 
to another. A cheap estimate is worth­
less unless the actual costs remain 
close to the original estimate. 

"Once you have selected a repair 
shop, it is very important that you 
remove all valuables from the car, par­
ticularly if the repairs will take over­
night or if the vehicle will be left unat­
tended for several hours, " said 
Beshear. "Most businesses do not take 
responsibility for any damages or theft 
of property left in the customer's vehi­
cle." 

Before signing a repair order, see 
that each item needing repair is listed 
and each repair detailed. Do not accept 
vague descriptions which may entail 
more repairs than indicated. If the 
repair shop offers a warranty on labor 
or parts, make sure this assurance is 
placed in writing too. Furthermore, 
before signing a work order, specify in 
writing that no additional repairs are

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Maximum Yields 
On Fewer Acres 

Kentucky corn growers are faced 
with increasing production costs and 
low prices as they plan for their 1982 
crop. Plans this year should include 
evaluating the number of acres they 
plant to corn and following sound pro· 
duction methods to increae efficiency 
and yields. 

A big surplus of corn is anticipa ted 
this fall and a recently-instituted 
federal program aimed to forestall 
overproduction is something farmers 
should consider in spring planning. 

Announced by Secretary of 
Agriculture John Block earlier this 
year, the government's reduction­
acreage program requests producers 
to reduce by 10 percent the land they 
normally grow in corn. The acreage is 
calculated from the farmer 's corn base 
over the last few years. 

The main advantages of the program 
are that it qualifies partic ipating 
farmers for a government loan in the 
fall and offers target price protection, 
according to Dr. Morris Bitzer, Exten­
sion agronomist in the University of 
Kentucky College of Agriculture. "And 
generally speaking , a production 
decrease is nee. because of this 
year's anticipated corn surplus," he 
said. 

Farmers should contact their local 
Agricultural Stabilization and Conser ­
vation Service <ASCS> office to check 
base acreage figures for recent years. 
April 15 is the deadline to register for 
the reduction-acreage program. Par­
ticipating farmers are eligible for 
loans next fall if they remain in com­
pliance with the required acreage 
reduction. 

Before planting this spring, farmers 
also should plan production methods to 
get optimum yields for the acres they 
do plant to corn. Bitzer suggests plan­
ning a soybean-com rotation. Corn can 
be grown on the same acreage several 
years in a row, depending on soil condi­
tions, but better yields often are obtain­
ed by rotating corn after soybeans, he 
said . 

Farmers a lso might consider no­
tilling corn into sod, for conservation 
and production . "Even on sloping 
lands, no-tillage methods keep the soil 
where it belongs," said Bitzer. " No­
tiJling into sod can res ul t in top yields, 
and costs may be reduced because less 
nitrogen is, required. " 

Farmers may be questioning their 
nitrogen use this year since the price of 
nitrogen seems high compared to 
depressed corn prices. But if you a re 
thinking about cutting back on nitrogen 
to save money, don' t : it can end up 
costing more if yields are reduced. 
That's the advice of Dr. Don Shurley, 
Extension economist in th e UK 
Research and Education Center in 
Princeton. 

" Although farmers are tempted to 
cut costs whereever they can, nitrogen 
is not a place to cut." he said. "Lower 
yields will more than likely increase 
the cost per bushel and aggravate the 
situation.'' 

For example, when nitrogen costs 24 
cents a pound and corn is $2.75 a 
bushel, if you usually apply 150 pounds 
of nitrogen per acre and reduce usage 
to 125 pounds, the nitrogen cost per 
bushel will increase if yields are reduc­
ed more than 2.36 bushels an acre. 

" If you cut nitrogen down 25 pounds 
an acre, you'll save around $6, but 
chances are you'll cut yields and lose a 
lot more," said Shurley. 

Economic use of nitrogen is more 
related to soil properties-soil type, 
slope and drainage-than to prices, of 
either nitrogen or corn, he said. Con­
sider your soil properties, figure op­
timum yield~ither from UK tests or 
from you own experience-and use 
recommended amounts of nitrogen to 
obtain that yield. 

There may be other ways to cut c.ost 
of fertilization. Bitzer said it probably 
would pay to have soil tested if it has 
been done in the last few years. If a 
field has medium to high levels of 
phosphorus and potash, farmers may 
be able to do without these nutrients 
this year, he said.

12, 1982 at 6:30 p.m., in the Council 
Room of the Municipal Building to 
discuss a proposed change in the FY 
1982 Revenue Sharing Budget for the 
City of Prestonsburg. The proposed 
change would affect two (2 ) 
categories. Current budgeted expen­
ditures for summer clean-up and 
salaries would be reduced from 
$20,164. to $13,400. and the budget 
figures for the City Council and Mayor 
salaries would be deleted. A new 
category would be added under the 
Department of Police, that being a 
police vehicle budgeted at $8,464. The 
Revenue Sharing Budget is on file and 
open to public inspection at the 
Municipal Building during normal 
business hours. The public is urged to 
attend this public hearing and offer 
their comments and suggestions .
