New Court Acts 
ThAppointOwn 
Board of Control 

• At its first meeting last Saturday the 
new county administration sought to 
wrest control of the juvenile detention 
center here, in a move that may in· 
itiate a legal wrangle. 

The legal problem stems from the 
fact that the previous fiscal court set 
up a non-profit corporation- Big Sandy 
Area Juvenile Detention Center. 
Inc.- about four months ago to oversee 
operation of the center , appointing as 
directors of the cor poration former 

. Judge-Executive Bill Wells , Jr ., 
Teresa Fitzpa trick and Frank Arnett. 

The three were ~ppointed to four­
year terms, making their appoint­
ments a lmost concurrent with the 
terms of the present fiscal court, which 
will put up some $36,000 annuaJly to 
operate the detention center . 

In a press release issued this week, 
Judge-Executive Jerry Lafferty, Jr . . 
s a id h e and the fisca l co urt 
magistrates were "dismayed" to learn 

. that the detention center " is not under 
the control of the people's elected of­
ficials but is controlled by three 
private citizens acting as directors for 
a non-profit corrx>ration." 

"Such a situation," Lafferty said, " is 
not in the best interest of our taxpayers 
or the juvenile. " 

The court moved to replace the ex­

• Newsome Ends 
Plea Holdout, 
Gains Freedom 

John Henry Newsome ended his long 
holdout Tuesday on the issue of plead· 
ing guilty to the slaying here of Gerald 
McBrayer, and is a free man . 

He pleaded guilty to a manslaughter 
charge and accepted a 15-year pen 
term, but, since he already had served 
five years in prison at the time his 
earlier conviction was reversed, he 
was eligible for parole . 

Reversal of the trial of the case was 
made by the state Supreme Court on 
the grounds that the court did not in­
clude in instructions to the tria l jury 
the alterna te offenses of second degree 
manslaughter or reckless homicide. 

His two daughters were implicated 
in the slaying at the first tria l and were 
committed briefly to juvenile deten· 
tion . The case against Newsome 
mater iaJly weakened and members of 
the victim 's family reported to be 
reluctant to go through another trial, 
the Commonwealth offered the accus· 
ed man credit for time already spent in 
prison and commutation of the re· 
mainder of his sentence. 

• But Newsome maintained he did not 
kill McBrayer and until this week 
refused to plead guilty. A second trial 
had been tentatively scheduled to 
begin Friday. 

The murder tr ial of Otis Lee Wallen, 
charged with the slaying of Paul 
Mullins, is scheduled to begin Thurs· 
day of next week. Johnny Estep 
entered a guil ty plea to third degree 
burgla ry charge Tuesday and was 

e sentenced to a three-yea r pen term .

Sale Reported 
In Negotiation 

Owners of the Bailey Mining Com· 
pany, of Weeksbury, are negotiating 
purchase of Island Creek Coal Com· 
pany's Wheelwright mine, it was lea rn· 
ed here this week. 

Bailey Mining was itself bought in 
January last year by Inspiration Coal 
Co., of Knoxville, Tenn., a subsidiary 
of the Hudson Bay Mining and Smelt· 
ing Co., of Toronto, Canada . The Knox· 
ville firm also recently purchased the 
Sovereign-Pocahontas Coal Co., of 
Bluefield, W. Va. 

Neither Vern Bailey, president of 
Bailey Mining, nor Inspiration Coal of· 
ficials were willing this week to con­
firm the deal, which is expected to be 
closed on February 5. 

According to one report, the pur­
chase price for the mine is $4 million. 
That figure could not be confirmed, 
however. The reputed sale is expected 
to result in an expansion of present 
operations at the mine.

Accused Slayer of 5 
Asks Change of Venue 

• Scheduled for hear ing in circuit 
court here .Friday by Circuit Judge 
Hollie Conley is the motion of counsel 
for William Okie Bevins, accused slay­
er of five men a t Allen last October, for 
a change of venue. 

The motion, filed last week by Lester 
Burns , attorney for Bevins, seeks to 
move the trial not only from this coun· 
ty but also from adjoining counties. 

Bevins remains a prisoner in the 
Laurel county ja il at London where he 

• was taken, shortly after the slayings . 
He is charged with five capital murder 
offenses in the slayings of Roger Click, 
Rufus Hamilton, Jarvey Hamilton , 
Michael Halbert and Roger Hatfield. 
Three first degree assault indictments 
were also lodged against him in the 
shooting and wounding of Dale Wright, 
Ronnie Bryant and Anderson New­
some, all of whom have recovered 
from their wounds . 

Cited in the motion for change of 
• venue were reasons the defendant feel s 

he cannot have a fair and impartia l 
trial in Floyd or adjoining counties. 

Among these a re the wide relationship 
and personal popularity of the victims ; 
the " extremely hostile and bitter feel· 
ings" of relatives , fr iends and 
associates of those who were shot ; the 
prejudice engendered by what the 
defendant terms "a constant and 
unremitting barrage" of newspaper 
items and special articles and broad­
casts by statewide radio and television 
stations. 

Defendant claims trial in this or an 
adjoining county would deprive him of 
life and liberty without due process of 
Jaw, in direct contravention of both the 
state and federal Constitutions. 

The motion was accompanied by 
statements of eight county residents to 
the effect that they believe the defen­
dant cannot get a fai r and impartia l 
trial in this or an adjoining county. 
They are Amalee Spurlock, William E . 
Martin, Donald R. Shannon, Ralph L. 
Anderson, Charles Laferty, Herbert G . 
Sa lisbury. Denny R. Mar tin. Roy 
Eugene Conn.

Council Extends 
Garbage Pickup 
Rate Hike Study 

Members of Prestonsburg city coun­
cil this week asked for more time to 
consider an ordinance setting new 
commercial garbage<ollection rates 
after it became clear that the proposed 
rate hike would not come anywhere 
nea r making the service self­
supporting. 

The city sanitation department in­
curred a $50,000 loss last year, and the 
increased rates are not expected to 
bring in more than an additional 
$20,000 annually, it was said. 

After the proposed new rates were 
announced recently, repreSentatives of 
ro of the 400 affected businesses ap­
peared at a public hearing to voice 
their objections to the increase. Rates 
were subsequently readjusted for the 
complainants. 

Councilman Estill Lee Carter opined 
that it was unrealistic to expect the 
sanitation department deficit to be 
made up by increases in commercial 
pickup rates a lone, hinting that 
another review of household rates 
might be required. 

The council decided to take up the 
question of commercial pickup rates at 
its next meeting.

out gas . Mike Little, owner of the Mike 
Little Gas Company , informed state 
police and the office of the Floyd Coun­
ty Judge-Executive tha t the gas line 
which supplies that area was not func· 
tioning due to lack of pressure . P lans 
were made to evacuate the families to 
the Osborne Elementary School and 
two school buses and drivers were 
dispatched to carry out the task. For­
tunately, the problem was resolved 
shortly after noon and the residents 
were allowed to remain in their homes.

P'burg May Be 
Split Between 
25th and 29th 

Half of Prrstonsburg 's voters might 
fall within one senator ial district and 
half in another. depending on the final 
provisions of a bill which is expected to 
be introduced in the state senate today 
(Wednesday >. 

According to one version of the bill , 
which would redraw senate bounda ries 
to reflect population shifts revealed by 
the 1980 census, the boundary between 
the 25th and 29th senatoria l distr icts 
would slice through the city, splitting 
the Courthouse, Trimble Branch and 
Cliff precincts from the 29th distr ict 
and adding them to the 25th and restor ­
ing to the 29th district the Auxier and 
Abbott Creek precincts, presently pa rt 
of the 25th . 

While the proposed new boundaries 
appeared to be changing a lmost daily 
in the course of political trading last 
week, one proposal of Sen. Pat Mc­
Cuis ton , D-Pembroke, defines the 
boundary between the 25th and 29th 
districts as a roughly U-shaped line 
beginning at the Johnson-Floyd line, 
following U.S. 23, Fraley's Branch, KY 
1428, Lake Drive, Graham Street , 
Third Avenue, Westminster Street, 
Highland Avenue, KY 1428 and KY 3, 
ending again at the Johnson-Floyd line. 

Precincts encompassed by the pro­
posed line would be added to the 25th 
district represented by· Sen. Lowen 
Hughes, D-Ashland, while precincts 
outside the line would be represented 
by Sen. Benny Ray Bailey, D-Hind­
man . 

A number of Floyd officia ls reacted 
angrily to the proposal this week, 
County Court Clerk C. "Ollie., Robin­
son vowing he would file suit ii the pro­
posal is adopted. Robinson and Sen. 
Bailey said they thought the Floyd-

Auditor Terms Board 
Comeback' Amazing' 

"Little short of amazing" is the fact 
that the Floyd school district increased 
its surplus in fiscal year 1981· '82, an ac· 
countant told members of the school 
board last week. At the same time, the 
audit report he delivered to the board 
was sharply critical of bookkeeping 
practices in some county schools. a 
number of whi ch ended the 
year- illegally-in debt. 

Don Wallen said the audit of school 
district books by Linton and Company. 
a Pikeville accounting firm. confirmed 
a $382,000 general fund surplus as of 
J uly 1, 1981-up $89,000 from the 
previous end-of-year balance. The in­
crease came at a time , when most 
school district surpluses were being 
eroded by federal budget cuts, he said. 

The surplus- the second since the 
school district ran " in the red" two 
yea rs ago- is, nevertheless, only a 

fraction of the district's $14 mi11ion 
budget. Financial experts generaJly 
recommend tha t school districts carry 
a 10 percent surplus against contingen­
cies. 

WaJlen also reported that a 20-yea r 
bonded indebtedness on the Stumbo 
school at Grethel wi11 be retired in 
April , and that two other debts incur ­
red in the early 1960's- for construc­
tion of the Clark and Osborne grade 
schools- are nearing retirement. 

However , the audit of activity and 
lunchroom funds in each of the 
county's five high schools and 13 of its 
grade schools revealed a number of 
anomalies. Among them: 

- Five schools- three high schools 
and two grade schools- are running in 
the red, a violation of state law. 

- Six schools opera ted last year 
without a proper budget. 

- Records at some schools are not 
being maintained in accordance with 
the accounting system recommended 
by the state education depa rtment. 

- Internal controls over receipts and 
disbursements at virtuaJly aU schools 
are, according to the accountants, 
"somewhat weaker than we like to 
see. " 

Records at P res tonsburg High 
School are said by the auditors to be 
" in a state of complete disarray." 

Activity funds at the high school here 
show a startling end-of-year deficit of 
$16,247, including a $12.212 deficit in the 
school's athletic fund. Many of the 
records needed for a complete 
audit - including a budget. invoices, 
and receipt books- are missing. And 
figures giv ·n the school's financial 
report are sometimes impossible to 
verify, say the auditors .

Governor John Y. Brown has pro· 
claimed the week of J anuary 11·17, 1982 
as National SIDS Awareness Week, 
a nd encourages a U citizens to par· 
ticipate in any a ctivities held during 
this period. 

The F loyd County Health Depa rt· 
ment a long with the Department for 
Human Resources in Frankfort is part 
of the SIDS information a nd counseling 
project. This project was established in 
order to meet the needs of the victims 
of SIDS families and to counsel them 
and give information regarding SIDS. 

SIDS or sudden infant death syn­
drome is the sudden unexpected death 
of a n infant or young child which is 
unexplained by history and in which a 
thorough autopsy fails to demonstrate 
a n adequa te cause of death. 

SIDS strikes without warning, usual­
ly happening during a sleep period, 
thus the term "cr ib death" by which 
SIDS is also known. SIDS strikes all 
sections of the population regardless of 
race or socio-economic status. 

SIDS usually strikes infants between 
two weeks and seven months of age. 
Only rarely do SIDS deaths occur in 
older or younger infants. 

SIDS is the number one cause of 
death in babies after the first week of 
life. Approximately 6,000 children die 
in the United States from SIDS every 
year . Kentucky alone had !17 SIDS 
deaths in the year 1980.

*Cancer 
Hope line 

Q. I know that cancer is a disease of 
·the cells, but just how many cells are 
there in a cancerous tumor? 

The number of cells depends on the 
size of the tumor and the type of cell. 
There is a considerable difference in 
the size of the various cells that make 
up the human body. Most cells are so 
small that 700-800 are required to cover 
the head of a pin. 

It is generally believed that cancer 
cells divide at a steady rate, and 
therefore a tumor grows at a steady 
rate. First, one cell splits into two, the 
two become four , four become eight, 
etc. The average length of time re· 
quired for all cells in a tumor to divide 
has been called its doubling time. With 
the completion of one doubling time, 
the number of cells in the mass 
doubles, and the weight of the mass 
doubles. A tumor that is large enough 
to see contains at least one million 
cells. 

By the time a lump in the breast can 
be felt, it has gone through 30 genera· 
tions of doublings. It has been 
estimated that the doubling time for 
breast cancer ranges from 6 to 540 
days, depending on the kind of cells 
and their rate of growth. Thus, seeing 
a physician immediately when you feel 
a lump is vital, for not only will the 
lump continue to grow if it is 
cancerous, it may also spread to other 
parts of the body. 

Self-examination is the best way to 
keep track of what is normal for you 
and thus to discover any unusual lumps 
at the earliest possible time. Breast 
self-examination for women and 
testicular self-examination for men 
are simple, easy to learn techniques, 
and the few minutes involved once a 
month could save your life.

School Board Head 
Views With Alarm 
Governor's Budget 

Governor Brown's proposed ex­
ecutive budget, as presented last 
Thursday night , would leave schools 
with fewer total funds for school opera­
tions than they have at present, accor­
ding to Charles J . Brauch, president of 
the Kentucky School Boards Associa­
tion. 

"The proposed capital outlay, power 
equa liza t ion , and trans porta t ion 
allocation amounts are substantially 
shor t of the minimum amount needed 
by schools simply to keep up with infla ­
tion," Brauch said. 

These are the funds from which 
schools buy teaching ma ter ials and 
s uppl ies , pro vide for s ma ller 
classroom sizes, pay the salaries of 
non-teaching personnel, t ransport 
students, maintain and pay for school 
buildings. In addition, a proposed 
change in the funding formula would 
cost districts $9 million for the 1982-84 
school year , while a lid on the a llot­
ment for pupil transportation will 
mean districts will absorb fr om $8 to 
$10 million in transpor tation costs next 
year, he claims. 

Brauch said that school boards have 
little or no control over rising costs of 
operation, and must depend upon ade­
quate state funds for operating costs to 
support these areas. 

"The proposed budget would result 
in at least 400 fewer certified personnel 
in the schools. Most of the positions 
eliminated would be c lass room 
teachers, resulting in larger class 
sizes," Brauch added. " If significant, 
additional funds for operating ex­
penses are not available within the cur­
rent state resources, then the General 
Assembly must look for new sources of 
revenue in order to maintain the basic 
level of education. The proposed 
budget would mean an absolute crisis 
for our public schools ."

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The Innocent Under Attack 
Right or wrong, The Times with its first edition of the new 

year discontinued its weekly listing of those who had been ar­
rested and booked at the county jail during the preceding 
week. We did so, because it had been pointed out to us that 
many of the defendants never went to trial and that, in any 
event, we failed to follow up on their cases to report their 
outcome. 

Hereafter, we propose to follow as closely as possible the 
various cases through the courts and to report what happen­
ed. Only cases of an i.lilUsual nature or wide interest will be 
reported immediately following the arrest of those accused. 

This means that the offense of drunken driving will escape 
notice unless the cases of those arrested are brought to trial 
or official court records show what was done about them. 
And we regret that, for we consider this offense one of socie­
ty's major problems. 

Kentucky law, if enforced to its limits, is over-sympathetic 
to the offender. In this state a drunken driver may be fined 
for the first offense no less than $100 nor more than $500, and 
it's usually the minimum. He or she may not be sent to jail for 
this first offense. A second conviction is punishable by the 
same fine, plus a jail term ranging from three days to six 
months. For still further convictions the fine remains the 
same but the jail term may be from a month to a year iri 
duration. 

By contrast, in Ohio-where, incidentally, stiffer penalties 
are being asked-a jail term is mandatory upon conviction 
for the first offense. Legislation being prepared would, if 
enacted, revoke the driver 's license for life upon conviction 
for the third time. 

Across the nation, women whose families have ·suffered 
maiming or death from drunken drivers have organized 
Mothers Against Drunk Drivers. Lois Windhorst, president of 
the Kentucky chapter of the organization, lost her father-in­
law and mother-in-law in a wreck which was caused by a 
drunken driver. 

The mourning is nationwide. 
In four Eastern Kentucky counties last year- Boyd, 

Carter, Greenup and Lawrence-the deaths of 20 of the 21 
persons killed in traffic accidents were alcohol-related, ac­
cording to Kentucky State Police records. 

Fines, however stiff, may not be the answer. Jail terins 
may be as ineffective. A drunk will drive on a suspended 
license as readily as on a valid one. But something must be 
done in defense of the innocent, those under attack by the 
lawless _;ind uncaring. · 

The public needs to become aroused and to demand of the 
courts a crackdown to the farthest, sternest limit the law will 
permit instead of adopting the two-faced policy of ex­
coriating the stranger and defending as "a good fellow" the 
friend or relative who is equally guilty of endangering the 
lives of innocents whom he may meet but not pass on a 
highway.

Johnson line should constitute the 
boundary between the two districts. 

The 25th district presently embraces 
Boyd, Lawrenae and Johnson counties 
as well as the Auxier and Abbott Creek 
precincts in this county. The 29th 
district comprises Perry, Knott and 
Floyd counties, with the exception of 
the two Floyd precincts. 

The county's magisterial and educa­
tional districts may also need to be 
redrawn , depending on population 
shifts revealed by the census, although 
neither county nor school officials have 
yet addressed the issue seriously. 

County Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr. 
said this week that fiscal court 
magistrates, unlike state legislators, 
would not be responsible for redefining 
their districts. That task would fall to 
three commissioners appointed by the 
county judge-executive, he said. 

The commissioners would file a 
report with the circuit court , excep­
tions could then be filed by aggrieved 
citizens, and the final decision would 
be up to the circuit court judge, Wrner 
said. 

Woodrow W. Burchett, school board 
attorney, said it was not clear to him 
that school districts here would need to 
be redefined. If redistricting is needed, 
however, the school board could pro­
bably do the job itself, he said .

Rescue Squad Frees 
Man Pinned in Truck 

The Floyd County Emergency and 
Rescue Squad figured in the rescue last 
Saturday afternoon of a man who had 
been pinned in a state Department of 
Transportation truck five and a half 
hours after the vehicle had been hit by 
a train at Shelbiana, Pike county. 

The truck, driven by Ronald McCoy, 
slid on snow and ice onto the tracks and 
was dragged approximately 150 feet. 
Millard Blackburn, a passenger, was 
pinned in the cab, between the 
locomotive and the ground. McCoy 
escaped with minor hurts. 

The Pike County Rescue Squad call­
ed the rescuers after its ''Jaws 
of Life" had been broken in a vain ef­
fort to extricate Blackburn. Rescue 
workers provided clothing and other 
convering for the trapped man in the 
near-zero weather, <!nd he remained 
conscious, conversing with those who 
were working to free him . 

Blackburn suffered chest injuries. 
His condition later described at the 
Pikeville Methodist Hospital as "fair." 
Bud Alexand•' l . captain of the Floyd 
rescue group, was treated after a 
broken hose sprayed hydraulic fluid 
onto his face and body.

The court heard a complaint by 
Harry Hager , of Auxier, concerning a 
swamp on the lower end of that com­
munity,.

There 
are a great number of people from 
various areas of Floyd county who 
have chosen to involve and educate 
themselves with regard to our school 
system. The levels and methods of in­
volvement are many but we all have 
the same goal- the improvement of the 

• quality of education our children are 
receiving <or will receive> and the im­
provement of the environment in which, 
it is received. With this goal in mind, 
we have begun to communicate with 
each other in the hope that we can 
strengthen each individual's effort 
with the knowledge and support of 
others who are facing or have faced 
similar problems (whatever they may 
be l . And last, but certainly not least,

• the current state coal severance tax 
• rate is 41 ~ percent, not 4 percent. 

There are some things I did not say 
to Mr. Mueller and probably should 
have· however, my tongue tends to be 
sharp and gets carried away ~n ~n "off 
the cuff' ' situation. My pen IS JUSt as 
sharp, but tries to be more logical. 
Local support contributing to Floyd 
county's school budget is less than 5 
percent of that budget, while the state 
average for "local support" is around 

• 20 percent. Floyd county's school tax 
on property is 18.3 cents per $100 valua­
tion this year. Last year it was 18.4 
cents per $100 valuation. I noticed that 
Fayette county's various school tax 
rates on property add up to 40.2 cents 
per $100 valuation. There are many 
reasons given for Floyd county's lack 
of local tax money- "we're a poor 
county"; HB 44 requires a higher tax 
rate to be "s;.~bject to recall" <the 
school district may have to pay for an 

• election if the rate is petitioned>; a 
utility tax would affect people on fixed 
incomes. 

If this county could assess a 
severance tax. it would have the ability 
to transfer some of the burden of finan­
cing its school system outside of the 
county lls well as the state. The needs 
of the Floyd county sc,:hool district are 
demonstrated in the five-year Facility 
Survey recently completed by the 
state. This severance tax alone would 
not be enough to accomplish the first 
ten items on the Jist of priorities in this 
survey. It will take a combination of 
this tax, other taxes, and aid for the 
Kentucky School Building Authority if 
it is continued and funded again by the 
1982 General Assembly. 

While I do not always agree with how 
the Floyd County School Board chooses 
to manage the funds it does have, it is 
not hard to see that they still do not 
have the funding necessary to give our . 
children the service we think they 
deserve. It is our right as citizens to de­
mand good service for our tax dollar, 
but it is also our responsibility to see to 
it that the tax dollars necessary for 
good service are there. We can carry 
out this responsibility simply by 
writing or calling our legislators to tell 
them our viewpoint.

ministrator of Veterans Affairs Robert 
P. Nimmo has announced. 

Because of higher interest rates 
earned by insurance funds, the amount 
to be paid to policyholders during 1981 
is $45 million above the 1981 figure. 

No application is needed, Nimmo 
stressed. Dividends will be paid 
automatically during 1982 on the an­
niversary date of the individual's in· 
surance policy. 

Policyholders will receive varying 
amounts, depending on the type of 
policy, the amount of insurance in 
force , the insured's age at issue or 
renewal and time the policy has been in 
force. 

Almost $24 million will be paid to 
78,000 World War I veterans with cur· 
rent policies. The average dividend for 
term policyholders will be $307 and for 
permanent plan policyholders, $303. 

Some 3,124,000 World War II 
veterans with active policies will share 

$590 million. Average dividend for 
term policyholders will be $121. For 
permanent plan policyholders the 
average dividend will be $246 and 
modified life plan policyholders will 
receive an average of $116. 

Korean Conflict veterans who kept 
their GI insurance in force-a total of 
496,000- will receive an average pay­
ment of $71. Their policies earned $35 
million during the past year. 

More than 161,000 disabled veterans 
of World War II and the Korean Con· 
flict holding Veterans Special Life In­
surance policies will receive an 
average dividend of $97. This is only 
the third year dividends will be paid in 
this program. 

A greater share of the higher interest 
rates was earned by those veterans 
who converted their insurance plans to 
permanent type policies rather than 
continuing to hold the original term 
policies, Nimmo said. 

Each of the four participating in· 
surance program funds are a separate 
entity, accounting for the difference in 
average dividends, he added.

Kentucky's hospitals last year incur­
red liabilities of nearly $700,000 for 
assessments and taxes to the state 
special fund that finances coal industry 
black-lung benefits. 

According to a recent study by the 
Kentucky Council on Compensation In· 
surance, the estimated total charges of 
$692,702 were equivalent to $41.67 for 
each hospital bed in the state. 

According to the study. Floyd county 
hospitals incurred estimated liabilities 
of $10,690 in special fund taxes and 
assessments based on projected pay­
rolls of $6,699,000 and established 
premiums of $72,818. 

The study was based on total pay­
rolls of $434,019,000 reported by 
member institutions to the American 
Hospital Association and total 
workers ' compensation insurance 
premiums of $4,718,680 based on rates 
established with the state Department 
of Insurance. A total of 16,625 beds was 
included in the study . 

Assessments and taxes for the 
special fund ranged from 11 cents for 
every $100 of payroll for professional 
hospital personnel to more than 43 
cents for every $100 of payroll for 
employees in non-professional job 
classifications. 

Special fund taxes and assessments 
are charged against the earned 
prem iums of companies writing 
workers' compensation insurance in 
Kentucky, but are added to rates they 
charge employers for insurance 
coverage. 

Last year 's levies represented a sur­
charge of nearly 15 cents < 14.68l on 
every workers' compensation in­
surance premium dollar, the council 
reported , more than double the 6.91 
cent surcharge in effect a year earlier.

For most apartment dweller:.. the 
way to a beautiful apartment is to 
make the most of what there is to 
work with. Take, for instance. a 
daybed. Not exactly a prime 
candidate for beauty in home 
furnishings, a daybed can be given 
a special look with a little material 
and a little stitch here and there. 
Here's how to make your very own 

• daybed cover: 
• First of all, the whole daybed 

cover can be made with one piece of 
fabric, as long as you buy 60" wide 
material. You will also need v..· 
welting cord for the edges. (The 
cording is what make-; the cover look 
like it is made with more than one 
piece of material.) 

• To get the exact length of the 
material needed, measure the height 

e or the bed from the noor to the 
made-up top surface (that IS, \\ith 
sheets and blanket). Multiply this 
figure by two (two sides) and add it 
to the length of the bed. Add 4N to 
allow for cording. This is the length 
of material needed. 

• Spread fabric over daybed, 
wrong side up. Leave 2" on the noor 
in the front. The two sides should be 

• 
even with one another. Smooth the 
rest of the material toward the back. 
At the two front corners, fold out the 
excess triangle of material starting 
at the lower edges and pinning a 
scamlinc straight up to the top 
surface. 

• Remove fabric from the bed. 
Sew the two corners scams and trim 
excess, leaving lfz" scam 
allowance. 

• 
• Put cover back on bed, right 

side out. Pinmark mattress edges at 
front and sides. Remove cover. Place 
filler cord against the wrong side of 
cover along the pinmarks. Pinch 
fabric around the cord and pin 
through both layers. Using zipper 
foot, stitch close to the cord. 

• Again, put cover on the bed, 
right side out. Fold and pin bottom 
edges (front ::\nd sides) over filler 
cord to the length you desire. Using 
zipper foot again, stitch along the 
cord. 

With some extra material, synthe­
tic stuffing and some welting cord, 
you may want to make a few pillows. 
Here arc the basics: 

• Each pillow requires only one 
piece of fabric. The cording is only 
on three sides.

If crosswise (not lengthwise) with 
the right sides of the material 
touching. Stitch a seam on the two 
short sides 112 " from the ends. Turn 
right side out. 

• Pinmark the folded edge. Cut 
enough cord for the length of the 
three sides (the two sewed sides and 
the side that is pinned). While 

ing the cording against the two 
seams and the pinmarks, pinch 
fabric around the cord and pin 
through both layers of material. 
With zipper foot, stitch along the 
cord. 

• Turn cover wrong side out and 
stitch about one-third of the open 
side, leaving enough of an opening 
for the stuffing or pillow. 

• Turn cover right side out. Stuff. 
slipstitch opening and plop right 
onto your new daybed cover .

Two formal actions reflected the 
tenor of the day, one for a prompt audit 
of county financial records with an 
Aprill deadline, and the second an im­
mediate cut of 15 county employees 
from the payroll. 

Attorneys for the George Hall heirs 
secured a circuit court order late last 
week, tieing up county money in an ap­
parent move to force settlement of the 
judgment on condemnation. The pro­
perty involved in the court action was 
the final connecting link for a proposed 
access road to Island Creek 's 
maintenance shop on the Big Sandy 
across from Paintsville. 

Appraised several years ago for con­
demnation at $22,000, the property was 
later valued at $123,000 by a Johnson 
county jury .

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Program Would Offer Respite 
To Caretakers of Handicapped 

The mental retardation developmen­
tal disabilities unit of Mountain Com­
prehensive Care Center is at present 
working to organize a program which 
would provide a type of service similar 
to that of babysitting for any age level. 
This type of care is offered by some 
state institutions and is referred to as 
" respite care," meaning temporary 
relief. The respite care program , if 
developed, would only be available to 
the mentally r etarded, developmental­
ly disabled and their families in the 
area . 

MCCC is working to develop such a 
program, the agency said in a press 
release this week, because it is aware 
that there are times when parents or 
guardians would like to have an even­
ing or a weekend to spend away from 
the responsibility of caring for a han­
dicapped person. MCCC is also aware 
~hat because a person is handicapped it 
ts often very difficult to find someone 
to provide this service. 

The respite care program would con­
sist of persons who would be willing to 
take an MR/DD person into their 
homes for a n evening or some 
designated time and provide care and 
supervision for this handicapped per­
son. 

The length of stay in respite care 
would be determined on an individual 
basis and would be available to any age 
level, if possible. It is hoped that 
emergency respite care would be 
available but services would normally 
be planned in advance for a definite 
period of time. The person providing 
the respite care would make the final 
decision in regard to which handicap­
ped persons they would be willing to 
take and also would schedule respite 

care to their convenience. The pro­
gram woud be set up to allow persons 
involved in respite care to become well 
acquainted before the actual tern 
porary relief takes place. In this way 
an individual needing respite care 
would already be familiar with the per­
son providing the service and the pro­
vider would also be knowledgeable as 
to the handicapped person's needs, 
routines, etc. 

In response to the need of respite 
care in the region, MCCC is taking 
steps to establish such a system of care 
among families who have a mentally 
retarded or developmentally disabled 
person in their homes. An organiza­
tional meeting has been scheduled for 
Tuesday, January 19, 1982 at 6:00p.m . 
at Mountain Comprehensive Care 
Center <Old Hospital Building ), Front 
Avenue, Prestonsburg, to discuss these 
and other aspects of respite care ser­
vices. 

If you are interested in any part of 
the respite care program please con­
tact the MR/ DD Unit of MCCC at 
886-8572. The help and cooperation of 
all interested persons is needed to 
make this program possible. The 
meeting is opened to the public and all 
interested persons are encouraged to 
attend.

Improved Fatality 
Figures Said Result 
Of DUI Crackdown 

Kentucky ended 1981 with 828 traffic 
fatalities, only three more than wer e 
reported during the year before. 

According to State Police Commis­
sioner Marion D. Campbell, a much 
larger toll was averted by a crackdown 
on drunk drivers which held the 
number of fata lities reported over 
Christmas and New Year's down to a 
total of 14 as compared with 22 during 
the same per iod in 1980. Both state 
police and many local police depart· 
ments conducted vigorous anti-drunk 
driving enforcement campaigns over 
the holidays. 

The state police effort, which started 
on Dec. 16 and ended at midnight, Jan 
3, resulted in 617 drunk driving arrests. 
The largest number of arrests reported 
by any single state police post occurred 
in the eight-county area patrolled by 
state police at Elizabethtown. There, 
the troopers took 91 drinking drivers 
into custody. 

Arrest totals reported by the other 15 
KSP posts were 60 for Henderson, 53 at 
Frankfort, 47 at Richmond, 42 at 
Pikeville, 39 at Bowling Green, 36 at 
Morehead, 35 at Hazard, 32 at Dry 
Ridge, 31 at Ashland, 30 at London, 28 
at Madisonville, 25 at Mayfield, 24 at 
Ha rlan, 23 at Columbia and 21 at 
LaGrange. 

But before anyone concludes that the 
heat is off, now that the holidays are 
over, Campbell ended his r eport by 
promising more of the same. 

"What heretofore was just a limited 
crackdown for a limited period of time 
is now going to become a round-the­
clock, seven-day-a-week priority en­
forcement effort for state police during 
1982," he said.

rid of its highways of drunk drivers, 
"We can cut our annual death toll by at 
least 25 percent almost immediately." 

Campbell said that nearly 60 percent 
of the drinking drivers arrested by 
state police over the holidays, and 
tested on the breathalyzer, registered 
blood-alcohol content levels in excess 
of .14 percent. Some were as high as .31 . 
and .32 percent. 

"At those levels, it's amazing to me 
that they were even able to find their 
cars, let alone drive them," he sa id. 
Under Kentucky Jaw, a reading of .10 
percent is considered legally sufficient 
to sustain a drunk driving conviction . 

The commissioner said that one of 
the principal strategies planned by 
state police to cope with the drinking 
driver during 1982 will be an inten· 
sificalion of the "saturation approach" 
to the problem. Squads of troopers 
moving around the state, from one high 
accident location to another, will be 
conducting traffic roadblocks designed 
specifically to spot drunk drivers. 

Campbell also is ordering a max· 
imum effort by state police on the local 
level to educate the public on the 
dangers of drunk dr iving "and solicit 
their cooperation in getting the drink-
ing driver off the road once and for • 
all."

Judge Will Get Tough 
On Drun.ken Drivers 

By ALLAN J UDD 
(In tht> Courier-Journa I) 

Daniel Schneider believes drunken 
driving is a serious cr ime. And 
although he's not sure it will do any 
good, he hopes to impress that view on 
those who are convicted of it in his Jef­
ferson District courtroom. 

Beginning Monday, Schneider, chief 
District Court judge, will " if not dou­
ble, at least come close to doubling" 
the usual $100 fine for drunken drivers 
who appear before him. He's hoping 
other judges will follow his lead. 

" It 's time to raise the fines to be a lit­
tle more commensurate with the of­
fense ," he said yesterday. 

" If I have a pet peeve in court, it's 
the drunken driver. I'm not sure there 
a re any answers. The only thing I am 
sure of is that a $100 fine is totally 
ridiculous. " 

The minimum fine for drunken dri­
ving is $100. Since at least 1969- when 
Schneider became a prosecutor in the 
old Louisville Police Court- most 
judges have been handing down the 
minimum fine , he said. 

He t hinks higher fines won't 
necessar ily deter drunken driving but 
at least will more severely punish 
those who are caught. 

" I don't think anybody thinks about 
paying a fine when he goes out and 
drives drunkenly," Schneider said. ·'If 
this were the answer, I'd triple the 
fines , quadruple the fines ." 

The law doesn't a llow judges to 
sentence first offenders to jail. So, he 
said, stiffer fines a re "the only way we 
have to get their a ttention. It will do a 
little better job of getting a ttention.' ' 

Under Kentucky law, a person con­
victed of drunken driving the first time 
may be fined from $100 to $500. 

A second conviction brings a fine of 
$100 to $500 and from 30 days to one 
year in jail. 

Although Lois Windhorst , president 
of the Kentucky chapter of Mothers 
against Drunk Dr ivers , ca ll ed 
Schneider's action "a step in the right 
direction ," she would like stiffer 
penalties.

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Travel 
New Diet Combats J et Lag 
A typical American traveler arriving 
in Paris at 7:30a.m. on a night from 

ew York will put in a full and 
exhausting day taking in the sights. 
Yet, when that weary. footsore 
individual retires at midnight, 
chances a re he or she won't be able 
to sleep for hours. 

According to The Better Sleep 
Council, a new diet has been 
developed that promises to reduce jet 
lag insomnia, a malady suffered by 
an estimated 25 million American 
business people, vacationers and 
government officials each year. This 
World Traveler's Diet is the brain 
child of Dr. Charles Ehret, Senior 
Scientist at the Argonne National 
Laboratory in Illinois. 

Insomnia and other ill effects of 
jet lag are the result of the body's 
daily or circadian rhythms going out 
of kilte r when three or more time 
zones are crossed too rapidly for the 
traveler to adjust to a new daily 
schedule, explains The Better Sleep 
Council. 

Circadian rhythms are the regular 
ebb a nd now of our bodily processes 
during a 24-hour period: cell 
division, liver storage and depletion 
of glycogen (energy) and rise and 
fall of body temperature all take 
place at certain times during the 
day. These in turn interact with and 
influence the sleepj wake cycle, 
another major circadian rhythm. 

When a new time zone is entered , 
the body becomes confused because 
the normal signals (or zeitgebers)­
light-da rk and social cues- that help 
regula te the sleepj wake cycle are 
taking place at a different hour. 
Even though it's midnight at the new 
destina tion, the traveler's body clock 
1s still opera ting on the time it is 
back home and won't be ready to 
-sleep for a good while. 

The World Traveler's Diet ex­
ploits the fact that the biologica l 
clock is resettable; it a ims to shrink 
the time of the whole process (from 
five or six days to ideally one or 
two), thereby reducing insomnia and 
other side effects of jet lag. 

"Resetting the clock is done by 
many factors," explains Dr. Ehret. 
"We've lea rned tha t composition 
and timing of meals as well as 
caffeine intake a re powerful zeit­
gebers, high prote in food stimulates 
the awake pathways while carbohy­
drates stimulate the sleep pa thways; 
depending on when it 's consumed, 
caffeine will either advance, delay or 
have no effect on the phases of the 
biological clock." 

Light-dark a nd social cues are 
also part of the regimen to help 
speed up the resetting of the 
clock. 

A~ an example, for an ea rly 
evening Tuesday fl ight from New 
York to Paris the traveler should 
begin the regimen on Saturday and 
follow a feast, fa st, feast, fa st 
pattern for the next four days: feast 
on Saturday, fast on Sunday, feast 
on Monday, fast on Tuesday. 

This means ea ting three full 
meals- a high protein breakfast and 
lunch and a high ca rbohydrate 
dinner-on feast days; fast days 
should include three skimpy meals 
(low ca lorie, low carbohydrate). 
During the first three days, caffeine 
beverages should only be consumed 
during the late after(loon, never in 
the morning or evening. 

The day of the night is a fast day 
with the only difference being that · 
caffeinated beverages are avoided 
throughout the day until 6 p.m.; then 
several" cups of coffee or strong tea 
.are taken between 6 p.m. and 
midnight to advance the body clock . 
Since it is nearly midnight destina­
tion time, soon after boarding the 

:plane you should try to rest as much 
as possible for the next few hours, 
turning out the lights and avoiding 
:all interaction with fellow 
passengers. 

At 2:30 a.m., though everyone else 
is asleep, you must get up and get 
in sync with destination time (7:30 
.a.m.) . "We tell people to brea1< the 
fast with breakfast ,'' says Dr. Ehret. 
"T his means having a high protein 
meal at the same time Parisians are 

_ having their breakfasts." You might 
eat the steak dinner other passengers 
had earlier, or some hard-boiled 
eggs, cheese and raw vegetables that 
.you've brought with you . It ' s 
important to avoid coffee, tea or cola 
at this time,_since taking caffeine at 
what is now morning (destination 
time) will cause phase delay of the 
body rhythms. 

After the meal , get up, walk 
a round and engage in as much 
activity as possible until landing in 
Paris. Once in the city mid-day naps 
should be avoided, and throughout 
the stay, eat high protein breakfasts 
and lunches- and high carbohydrate 
dinners. O n the first night abroad, 
it is wise to retire an hour earlier 
than usual (on Paris time of 
course). 

Line 
On the return night. or on any 

westward flight . the same regimen 
should be follov, ed except that on the 
morning before and of the flight 
several cups of coffee or strong tea 
should be consun1ed to encourage 
'phase delay. 

While on the plane, activit) / rcst 
schedules should always be coordin­
ated to synchroni7e with what the 
populace at your destination are 
doing; e .g. if they are sleepi ng, you 
should be resting; when they're 
eating breakfast, you should be 
having your first meal to brea k the 
fast (high protein).

Lunsford said the program will fur­
ther strengthen the department's ef­
forts to merge public and private finan· 
cing to aid small business development 
in Kentucky. 

He said the new program will be a 
valuable stimulus for the governor's 
overall economic development pro· 
gram, particularly for the aid of small 
businesses. 

Brown, who has concentrated much 
of his administration's economic 
development efforts on small business, 
is chairman of the National Governors' 
Conference's Task Force on Sma ll 
Business. 

Lunsford said the new program, par· 
ticularly with the strength of the cor­
poration members, can make a major 
contribution toward Brown's overall 
goals for creating jobs and promoting 
development and investment in Ken· 
tucky. 

Lunsford who will serve as chairma n 
of the corporation said that in its first 
year, the corporation will take part in 
an estimated 18 to 24 loans which in 
turn will create from 500 to 1,000 jobs. 

The program's financing will be pro­
vided through SBA 100 percent 
guaranteed debentures, Lunsford said . 

The development corporation will 
serve businesses throughout the state. 
The corporation typically will lend up 
to 40 percent for a project, to a max­
imum of $500,000. A private lender will 
loan another 50 percent and the owners 
would put up the balance. 

The program is limited to companies 
that have net worths of less than $0 
million and average after-tax profits of 
less than $2 million. A few types of 
businesses , including banks and 
newspapers, are excluded from the 
program by federal regulation.
