US 23 ‘Shoulders’
Slated For Sealing

*‘Shoulders" of US 23 from the Bert
Combs bridge here to Ratliff Creek,
Pikeville will be sealed in coming
weeks in a move to protect the highway
against damage by freezing next
winter.
