Various residents say, however, the 
water from their spigots smelled of oil, 
and that they could taste it. 

These reports began Satur day after­
noon and continued through Sunday. 

Howard is not disputing anybody's 
word, but says the situation has its 
puzzling aspects. ·

" We'll have five sections of U.S. 23 
from Pike county to Boyd county under 
contract by the end of this year ," Metts 
told members of the Big Sandy Area 
Development District at their Paints· 
ville meeting last week. 

Metts said that the first contract is 
scheduled for the July 23 contract let­
ting. It calls for reconstruction of U.S. 
23 from KY 3 to Waller Branch in 
Lawrence county, a distance of about 
two miles. 

The Aug. 20 letting will include the 
section from the Shannon Branch road 
to the Isaac Branch road, a distance of 
about five miles, also in Lawrence · 
county. 

The Dorton Connector in Pike County 
will go to contract on Nov. 19. On Dec . 
17, bids will be opened for a nine-mile 
section of U.S. 23 in Johnson county 
from Paintsville to the Lawrence coun-

"There certainly was no oil in the 
water at the (water) plant, and it 
should have showed there if 
anywhere,'' he said. From the plant, he 
and other water system employees 
made spot checks at their own homes 
and the homes of others. No odor or 
taste of diesel. 

" We used new1 styrofoal cups, to be 
sure we could get no taste or odor from 
a detergent used in washing gtasses," 
he said of the testing undertaken. "We 
found none." 

News of the spill, resulting from the 
collision at Mullins, Pike county, of a 
tanker-truck containing 8000 gallons of 
diesel fuel and an automobile, reached 
Howard shortly after 1 a.m. Friday. 
But no contamination of the water sup· 
ply here was expected, since the intake 
pipe at the water plant is six feet below 
the surface of the river and the oil was 
not expected to reach any depth. 

The plant operated till about 3 p.m. 
Saturday when it was shut down till 7 
p.m . while spot checks were being 
made. This followed the receipt of 14 
calls, which were logged. 

Meanwhile, vendors of bottled water 
began having a business boom as 
householders sought an oil-free water 
supply. · 

Although the spill effects remain 
debatable here, there was no question 
about its effect on the Beaver-Elkhorn 
Water District water which serves 
Beaver Creek and its two forks. Some 
diesel oil reached the system, but all 
appeared to be clear Monday. Pumps 
at its Allen plant were shut down Satur­
day but resumed pumping, the follow-
ing day. . 

Meanwhile, the town of Marttn, 
which has had a long history of water 
troubles, was not affected. . 

The Mullins collision occurred, it 
was reported here, when a car, 
reportedly driven by 19-year-<>ld Deb· 
bie Martin, of Teaberry, attempted to 
make a U·turn on US 23. Both Miss 
Martin and Arthur Goff, 44, of Grundy , 
Va ., driver of the truck, were slightly 
injured. 

The fuel spilled into a small 
drainageway and its flow into the ri.ver 
was being restricted to a comparative· 
ly small volume at a time, but the oil 
slick on the river was visible, all the 
way from Mullins to Prestonsburg .

The May rate marks the first time 
since December 1981, that the state has 
recorded an unemployment rate below 
10 percent. STANLEY'S Nationwide, May's comparable 
unemployment rate was 9.1 percent. 
This is a nonseasonally adjusted 
figure-meaning that seasonal employ­
ment factors have not been considered. 

The state's unemployment rate for 
May of last year was 8.1 percent. Ken­
tucky's civilian labor force this May 
was 1,622,800 persons, 23,700 more than 
in Apr il but 52,100 fewer than May 1981. 
The civilian labor force only includes 
persons currently employment and 
unemployed persons actively looking 
for jobs.

A total of 159,000 Kentuckians were 
unemployed in May, down 6,400 from 
April, but 22,700 more than were 
une.mployed in May 1981. 

Kentucky's total employment for 
May was estimated at 1,463,800. This is 
30,100 higher than the department's 
April estimate and 74,800 lower than 
the May 1981 estimate. 

The increase in the state's employ­
ment was primarily due to workers be­
ing recalled in the transportation­
equipment manufacturing industry, 
according to the Human Resources' 
labor analysis section. Significant 
employment gains also occurred 
among agricultural an d 
nonagricultural self-employed and un­
paid family workers, as well as 
workers in the textile, apparel and 
trade industries. 

Labor market analysis in Human 
Resources report that employment in 
Kentucky's construction industries is 
at a standstill and employment in the 
bituminous coal mining industry is 
declining because of decreased de­
mand.

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Farmers Urged 
To Plan Best 
Tax Strategy 

• : In the wake of recent tax law revi­
Sions, careful financial planning has 
become critical for Kentucky farmers 
who want to maximize their tax 
benefits. 

The Economic Recovery Tax Act of 
1981 included a new , accelerated 
system of recovering the cost of 
depreciable personal property placed 
in use after 1980. Under the new 
system, taxpayers can write off pro-

• 
perty costs over much shorter periods 
of time than before. 

Most agricultural assets, including 
farm machinery, almost all breeding 
stock and single-purpose buildings 
such as chicken houses and finishing 
barns, now are classified as "five-year 
property"-to be depreciated over the 
span of five years. Before 1981, 
farmers usually depreciated these 
items over the estimated useful life of 
the asset, which represented a much 

•
, loner period of time. 

"For example, almost all farmers 
used to depreciate tractors for seven or 
eight years and buildings normally 
were written off over 15 or 20 years," 
said Don Reid, Extension farm 
management specialist in the Univer­
sity of Kentucky College of 
Agriculture. "Now these assets qualify 
for five-year write-offs." 

The new systerri allows taxpayers 
the option of writing off five-year 

• 
assets over a 12- or 25-year recovery 
period. "But this does not mean a 
farmer can depreciate his new tractor 
over five years and the chicken house 
he just built over 12 years," explained 
Reid. "He must choose one of these 
recovery periods for all assets in the 
same class." 

Farmers should plan their cost 
recovery strategies with future income 
expectations in mind. "Farm pro­

i ducers who expect income growth 
-., within the next 10 years or so might be 

better off by stretching out their tax 
write-offs," said Reid, "while those 
who foresee a decline in income should 
take advantage of short recovery 
periods." 

The specialist explained that it takes 
only moderate increases in taxable in­
come in future years to make long 
periods of depreciation more valuable 
than shorter periods. 

"Without careful planning of long-
• term assets," said Reid, "the farmer 

may experience depreciation expense 
lumping-too much depreciation one 
year and too little in other years." 

Another change brought about by the 
new law, the current expensing option, 
allows taxpayers to deduct up to $5,000 
of the cost of assets put into service 
during the lax year rather than 
depreciating these costs over a longer 
period. "This option appears attrac-

liA. tive, especially in high-income years," 
• said Reid. "But it reduces the amount 

of investment tax credit for which the 
taxpayer is eligible." 

For example, if a farmer bought a 
tractor for $9,000, he would be eligible 
for a 10 percent investment tax credit 
($900) for the year he put the tractor in 
service. If he exercised the expensing 
option, however, his credit would 
amount to only $400-10 percent of 
$4,000. , . 

• 
Although the $5,000 deduction may 

reduce the farmer's tax liability for the 
year in which the assets were placed in 
service, it will not offset the declining 
value of the assets in future years. This 
is true because the expensing option 
reduces i.ile base cost upon which the 
assets could be depreciated. In the ex­
ample above, a farmer who used the 
option could depreciate only $4,000 of 
the $9,000 purchase price of his tractor. 
Without the option, he could write off 

- the entire $9,000. 
The changes brought about by the 

new tax act make up-to-date records of 
income and expense transactions an 
important tool for the farmer. But the 
changes also point out that records 
kept for tax purposes probably are not 
the best records · to use in making 
management decislons. 

" Farm managers should keep 
separate tax and management 
records," Reid said, '*because, among 
other things, depreciaf~n has different 
meanings in these diff ent settings." 
He explained that depr iation should 
reflect the actual, expec ed useful life 
of an asset for managem t purposes. 
When figuring taxes, epreciation 
represents a cost recovery period and 
will be much less than the u~eful life. 

Reid recommended that anyone no 
well-versed in tax matters get in touch 
with an adviser who is interested and 
knowledgeable about farming as well 
as tax problems. " But an adviser can­
not be expected to perform miracles at 
the end of the tax year," cautioned the 
specialist. "The rule is to plan ahead 
and consult your adviser throughout 
the year."

We have achieved that state of emotional ambivalence in 
which we are pleased and displeased at the same time. 

We are, for example, gratified by the news that the Depart­
ment of Transportation has definitely scheduled contract­
letting on uncompleted sections of US 23 in Johnson, 
Lawrence and Pike counties, because these are important 
parts of Eastern Kentucky; and we are little short of 
downright angry about the continued neglect of the most 
heavily travelled sector of them all, the two-lane section be­
tween Paintsville and Prestonsburg. 

The end result of present planning makes certain that US 
23, four-laned at either end of the valley and narrowed to two 
lanes in the middle, will for many of us be known as "The 
Hour-Glass road." Or, more appropriately yet, "the Dumb­
Bell road." 

As it stands, it not only is inadequate but is also dangerous. 
All ordinary traffic hazards aside, the overhanging cliffs that 
border it continue, and will continue, to shed their boulders 
and rockslides onto the roadway. 

The state excuses itself of responsibility for a new road by 
reminding us that the Appalachian Regional Commission 
was told 15 years ago, or longer, that the present road, then 
recently completed, was adequate, and the ARC then promp­
tly anc permanently put it into that classification. 

Since the ARC is scheduled for termination within the next 
year, and consequently will never be able to appropriate 
funds to improvement of this road, does this mean that Ken­
tucky will never do anything about it at its own expense?

You can tellllS what the top 
road priorities are for your area, and· 
you can tell us when proper 
maintenance is not being done on state 
roads," Metts said, referring to the 
Transportation Department's spring 
offensive maintenance program in 
which citizens are urged to report road 
problems to local highway garages. 

Metts said that if 1&75 was used as a 
base year, the Transportation Depart­
ment's budget has grown only three 
percent while the res~ of state govern­
ment has grown 120 percent. 

"Contrary to some accusations, 
there have been no disasters. The 
roads are getting better maintenance, 
our resurfacing cycle has been reduced 
from 25 years to 15 'Years and we will 
award over $400 million in contracts in 
1982," he 'said. 

"We have been able to do this only 
because there was so much fat and 
waste in the Transportation Depart· 
ment. For example, by reducing the 
number of transportation employees 
by 28 percent, we cut $50 million an­
nually from the department's payroll. 
Mter this was done, another $50 million 
in overhead surfaced. It rained money 
in our department for awhile," Metts 
said. 

The Kentucky Turnpike authority 
allotted an estimated $54 million of 
unused oond money last week for the 
US 23 work in Johnson aftd Lawrence.

Glaucoma is the second leading 
cause of blindness in the United States;

Cervical cancer kills.11,000women in 
the United States each year; this figure 
should be much lower since cervical 
cancer is one of the most curable of 
cancers if it is detected in its earliest 
stages. The Pap test is a simple 
painless test which takes only a few 
moments to perform ·and could save a 
woman's life. 

The Floyd County Health Depart­
ment is having a Pap clinic on Wednes­
day, July 7, from 8:30 until 11 :30 and 
from 1 until 2. This clinic is a free ser­
vice of the Health Department and any 
woman who has not had a Pap test in 
the past year is urged to take advan­
tage of this free service. 

Floyd County Family Planning Ser­
vices will be in The Wheelwright 
Branch Office of the Health Depart­
ment on Friday July 2, call 886-2788 or 
452-2184 for an appointment.

KAR 63: 010, 401 KAR 59: 005 and 010. 

The proposed regulations deal with 
general air pollution control provi­
sions, definitions and abbreviations, 
new process operations, existing in­
direct heat exchanges, existing pro­
cess operations, steel plants and foun-

• dries using existing electric arc fur­
nances , existing by-product coke 
manufacturing plants and fugitive 
emissions.

Dr. Grady Stumbo, the former Floyd 
countian assigned to the biggest single 
job in state government, confirmed 
last week Governor John Y. Brown's 
announcement that he has submitted 
his resignation as secretary of the 
Department for Human Resources, ef­
fect ive November 15. 

Stumbo said he will spend the re­
maining five months concentrating on 
major projects such as medical care 
for indigent people, medicaid cost con­
tainment, implementation of nursing 
home reform , regionalization of the 
state's local health departments, and 
the contract with NKC of Louisville to 
operate that city's University Hospital. 

Responding to reporters' questions, 
Stumbo said he has not made a deci­
sion on whether to run for public office. 
" I wiJl not make a decision on my 
political future while I am Secretary of 
the Department for Human 
Resources, " he said. "After I leave I 
will have to choose whether I will go 
back to my medical practice in 
Eastern Kentucky or become a can­
didate." 

He has been mentioned as a possible 
candidate for governor. 

Stumbo and his friend, State Senator 
Benny Ray Bailey, founded the na­
tionally recognized East Kentucky 
Health Services Center in 1971. "That 
clinic was a dream of ours, an impor­
tant ambition and something I am very 
proud of," he said. 

His resignation was made five 
months in advance to provide an oppor­
tunity for an orderly transition to a new 
secretary, Stumbo pointed out. " Also, 
by November we will have completed 
the first 90-day implementation of the 
1982 General Assembly legislation and 
phased in the changes in the federal 
budget which takes effect October 1, 
1982." 

The Department for Human 
Resources receives two-thirds of its 
budget from the federal government 

and anticipated reductions in those 
funds are expected to cause cut-backs 
in programs. 

When he announ<;ed the resignation 
Governor Brown praised Stumbo as an 
"effective, creative manager in hard 
financial times. He has made an im­
portant contribution and has been an 
outstanding public servant and I thank 
and congratulate him for the job he's 
done. I expect him to finish in the next 
five months with tbe same energy he 
has today." 

Stumbo's medical background and 
experience at his Knott county clinic 
" have given him an understanding, 
compassion and senstivitiy to be sure 
that the people who need human ser­
vices gel them effectively," Brown 
said.

Approved Fireworks 
Precaution Advised 

When you think of July 4, you think of 
fireworks. And, while you're on the 
subject, you should remember how 
potentially dangerous fireworks are. 
1 Last year, approximately 11,000 
Americans were treated in hospital 
emergency rooms for fireworks­
related injuries. Three-fourths of those 
injured were under 25 years old. 

"People just don't seem to ap­
preciate the risk of playing with 
fireworks," said state Public Protec­
tion and Regulation Cabinet Secretary 
Tracy Farmer. "To be safe, only ap­
proved fireworks should be used and 
every precaution should be taken." 

Approved fireworks have a state fire 
marshal (SFM) number printed on 
them. And... according to Jim Kloster­
man of the ~tate Fire Marshal's Office, 
state law prohibits the sale of ex­
ploding devices . 

"Anyone caught selling or possess­
ing an unapproved device faces a 
possible $1 ,000 fine,' ' said Klosterman. 
" We would hope that people enjoy the 
Fourth only at permitted displays."

fire department. 
State Fire Marshal Gayle Horn add­

ed that local fire departments, police 
departments and state fire marshals 
will be looking out for anyone who has 
fireworks without the SFM numbers.

"Working on the house was our one consistent work project 
during our week of Bible study in Drift. It's hard to believe 
that anyone could have so much fun cleaning house," but 
because it has been a sharing experience it has been that 
much more enjoyable," Karen P eters (above) said of her 
visit to Drift. 

Drift, Kentucky was a long way from 
home for '51 Coloradans, but it was 
their decision to spend a week there 
recently, painting, cutting weeds, 
mowing lawns and repairing one resi­
dent's home. 

As part of the youth ministry at 
Montview Presbyterian Church in 
Denver, the young people, grades 9-12, 
are required to participate in a work 
trip every summer. The Presbyterian 
office in New York mails a brochure of 
work opportunities in the United States 
each year. The youth at Montview had 
three choices for their work trip this 
summer-an area in California, one in 
Chicago, or at Drift. Everyone decided 
on Drift Because most of them had 
never been to the eastern part of the 
United States. 

Monday, June 14, the 37 travelers 
from Colorado climbed the "99 steps" 
to Pikeville College to unload their bag­
gage in the college dormitories, which 
was to be their home base. 

For their weclt's visit the group had 
organized a basic recreational pro­
gram which included group games, 
group singing, recreation, tutoring ses­
sions, Bible study, and work projects. 
As Harriet Isbell , director of Christian 
Education at Montview and one of the 
adult chaperones, put it, "We care 
about people. These work trips give us 
experience in working with people; it's 
a mission opportunity." 

After the group arrived in Drift and 
found their way to the community's 
small Presbyterian Church, they 
discovered that there had been no 
publicity on their week of Bible study. 
The first day brought out 18, but after 
two days of going door-to-door and 
spreading the word, their enrollment 
grew to 33 by the end of the week.

The living room of the home was 
freshly painted and the windows clean­
ed, as were the two bedrooms. In the 
kitchen, the entire ceiling bad been 
replaced. A small child was standing 
on a chair in the bathroom cleaning out 
the medicine cabinet with members of 
the group cleaning the floor, bath tub 
and windows. 

The Welfare Department was 
scheduled to inspect the home, the 
following week.

On three occasions members of tl}e 
work party spent the night in the 
church at Drift, sleeping in sleeping 
bags on the floor with two showers to 
accomodate 37 people. 

Several or the children, they 
discovered, were craving something to 
do with their time; they were bored. 
They needed to hear positive things 
about themselves. The program that 
the Mont view group prepared for them 
during their week's visit met the 
children's needs. When the week was 
near a close, one little boy stood up and 
said, " What will I do when you leave? I 
won't have anything to do! " 

Before embarking on Montview 
Presbyterian Church's 32nd work trip 
the students raised $4,000 and con­
tributed $50 each. For an entire week 
they gave of themselves in every possi­
ble way the could, believing that love 
isn't love until you give it away.

The state Revenue Department 
became the Revenue Cabinet, July 1. 

Cabinet status will properly 
recognize the critical importance of 
revenue collections to state govern­
ment, Gov. Brown said. The depart­
ment now collects more than $2 billion 
annually from the state's 43 taxes. 

"That's where it should be," Brown 
said, because of the importance of 
maintaining close supervision over 
fluctuations in revenue collections. 

The governor also said that he 
wanted to recognize the superb job 
done by Ron Geary since his appoint­
ment as Revenue Commissioner last 
November. 

Brown said that Geary, a 34-year-old 
attorney and certified public accoun­
tant, will be named Revenue Secretary 
under the reorganization. Currently, 
Geary serves as a member of the 
Governor's Cabinet. 

Support Services will provide legal ser­
vices. audit review and protest resolu­
tion, tax policy advice, fiscal and per­
sonnel administration, word process­
ing services and management 
analysis. 

Also created was an Office of 
Revenue Estimating and Economic 
Analysis which will be headed by an 
executive director, Geary said.

The role of formaldehyde in 

hypersensitivity disorders and some 
of the dangers posed by the widely­
used chemical, especialJy within the 
home environment, was touched on in 
an article which appeared in last 
week's edition of The Times. The pro­
blem is not restricted to any one area 
of the country-it is nationwide, 
although awareness of the potential 
hazards of inhalation of the chemical's 
fumes or absorption through contact, 
varrs dramatically from region to 
reg10n and even, state to state. The 
following article is meant to serve as 
more of a fact list, with information 
~erived from U.S. Consumer Product 
Safety Commission statistics and other 
sources. 

The Consumer Product Safety Com­
mission <CPSC) points out in a for-

' ;roaldehyde "Alert Sheet" that con­
sumers are most likely to be exposed to 
formaldehyde from products such as 
urea formaldehyde foam insulation, 
plywood, partkle board and chip 
.board, although CPSC has also receiv­
ed complaints concerning carpet. 
~rapes, clothing and newsprint. Some 
of these, it is pointed out, may release 
~ormaldehyde gas, especially when the 
~roduct is exposed to heat and humidi­
ty. Some other products in which the 
chemical is used includes: cotton 
elothing and fabrics, including perma­
Rent press garments, carpeting, paper 
products such as grocery bags, wax 
~per, facial tissue, plastic parts in 
some appliances and mildew preven­
O.on chemicals. Small amounts are in a 
multitude of other products, including 
staampoos cosmetics, and toothpaste. 

Identifymg formaldehyde on the con­
Cents label of products (when such con­
Cents are !i<>ted) can be confusing since 
there are ... 1umber of alternate names 
Cor formaldehyde and formaldehyde 
eontaining chemicals. Formaldehyde 
may, for example, be listed as any one 
of the following ingredients: BFU, 
tannoform. Formalin, Foralith, For­
mic aldehyde, Formol, F)'de, Ivalon, 
Karsan, Lysoform, Methylene oxide, 
Methyl aldehyde, Methanal, Morbicid, 
Oxomethane , Oxymethylene, 
Paraform and Superlysoform. Preser­
vatives containing formaldehyde in 
eosmetics include Dowicil 200r and 
Bronopol R. 

Although some common symptoms 
of formaldehyde poisoning were men­
tioned in the earlier article, the CPSC 
~eludes the following as health com­
plaints related to the chemical which 
they have received: severe breathing 
difficulties, eye irritation and impaired 
vision , rashes, chronic headaches, 
nausea and vomiting, swolJen lym­
phatic glands and mononucleosis-type 
symptoms, heart palpitations and 
chest pains, insomnia and irritability, 
swollen joints, "colds" and flu-like 
symptoms , fever and chills , 
neurological disorders, lupus syn­
drome, sun sensitivity, nose bleeds, 
cancer and in extreme cases, death. 

The CPSC points out that " For­
maldehyde is a strong sensitizer, 
which means that the sensitized in­
~ividual may experience increasingly 
severe reactions to very low concentra­
-tions of formaldehyde." Such sensitiza­
:Oon "presents serious problems since 
lormaldehyde is used in the manufac­
ture of many common consumer pro­
ducts." 

Although the findings on formalhyde 
exposure seem alarming enough, it 
would certainly be a mistake to 
assume that any of the symptoms 
listed herein should necessarily be 
ascribed to contact with the chemical. 
However, the CPSC recommends that 
home testing be carried out if there is 
reason to belive that formaldehyde 
may be causing persistent health pro-

West Garrett's 
Housing Project 
Wins Approval 

Congressman Carl D . Perkins 
anounced Monday that a block grant of 
$487,000 has been made by the U.S. 
Department of Housing and Urban 
Development for housing improve­
ment at West Garrett. 

The program thus funded is the se­
cond in the county. The first and larger 
project of the kind has been under way 
at Wheelwright since 1980. 

The new work, known " S the West 
Garrett Rural Ne:ghborhood Improve­
ment Project, will involve the 
rehabilitation of 37 dwellings over a 
period of 18 months. 

The Floyd fiscal court is scheduled to 
do street improvement work there, and 
the office of the Floyd County Urban 
Renewal Agency at Wheelwright, 
headed by Anna Jean Tackett, said an 
effort will be made to correct the com­
munity's sewage disposal problem. 
Septic tanks, the only sanitation facili­
ty there that helps keep raw sewage 
out of nearby Right Beaver Creek, are 
inadequate. 

Funds for the work are expected to 
be available around Sept. 1. In the past, 
HUD administered funds it generated 
for such projects, but financing for the 
West Garrett work will be ad­
ministered by the state. The Local 
Development Corp., a non-profit 
organization that is an off shot of Urban 
Renewal, will do some of the 
rehabilitation work, it was said.

Architect Offers 
Help In P'burg 
Sidewalk Work 

Planning of major sidewalk renova­
tion in downtown Prestonsburg, from 
the postoffice to First Avenue, which 
has been talked for more than a year, 
came nearer reality at Monday night's 
meeting of Uie Prestonsburg City 
Council with the announcement that 
William J .

Dear Judge Lafferty and Members of the Floyd fiscal Court. 

I want to thank you for the confidence and trust you have shown in me by appointing me to and 
allowing me to serve in the position of Floyd County Planner for the past six months. I brought a 
philosophy of service to all the People of Floyd County with efficient, responsive, responsible and 
honest government dedicated to increasing the standard of living of all the citizens of Floyd County by 
creating an economic atmosphere of financial security, educational opportunity, moral well being and 
physical safety. Judge Lafferty, you and the Court have shared this with me, in the directions that I was 
given by you in the setting of goals for this county. 

I want to report to you that planning is underway for a County Wide Sewer System, a cheap efficient 
County Wide Solid Waste System, a County Wide Water System, a County Wide Ambulance Service, a 
Convention Center for the Floyd County Park, -located at Allen, renovation of the Golf Course at the 
Floyd County Park, a Park on Right Beaver Creek with a community swimming pool, a concrete, steel, 
two lane bridge spanning the Big Sandy River at lvel, a Mountain Top Airport Facility for Eastern Ken­
tucky located in Floyd County, a Rock Quarry with Crusher and Blacktopping Plant to aid the financially 
ill Floyd County Highway Program and a new Floyd County Highway Maintenance Facility. 

Also within the past six months I have worked diligently in finalizing the obtaining, along with Anna 
Jean Tackett of the Floyd County Urban Renewal Community Development Agency, a $500,000.00 Com­
munity Development Block Grant to rehabilitate thirty-seven houses in West Garrett, titled West Garrett 
Rural Neighborhood Improvement Project; with Julia May, Exetutive Director and Ron Reynolds, Chair­
man of the Floyd County Housing Authority approximately 2.3 million dollars in housing units for low in­
come housing, consisting of thirteen buildings located at Warco on Rig~t Beaver Creek; $400,000.00 in 
Industrial Revenue Bonds for an office complex in downtown Prestonsburg being developed by the law 
firm of Combs and Combs, Prestonsburg; $100,000.00 in grant funds for the Auxier Community Park at 
Auxier, Kentucky; $29,500.00 grant funds from the Corps of Engineers to the Floyd County Sheriff's 
Office for patrol of the highways located within Jenny Wiley State Park; $13,200.00 grant funds from 
the Department of Human Resources of the Commonwealth of Kentucky for the operation of the Juvenile 
Detention Center in Floyd County Courthouse Annex; and approximately $4,500.00 total grants, shared 
equally between Left Beaver Rescue Squad, Auxier Fire Department, Maytown Fire Department, Mud 
Creek Fire.

I have obligations to my mother and brother and personal goals which are now putting a greater de­
mand upon my time and energies than I had when you entrusted the job of Floyd County Pl•nner to me. 
As a consequence I can no longer serve you and all the People of Floyd County in the manner in which 
you deserve and demand. Therefore, with a heavy heart, I am hereby resigning my position with the 
Floyd County Fiscal Court as County Planner effective July S, 1982. 

I am also resigning my position on the Floyd County Urban Renewal Community Development Board 
and Big Sandy Juvenile Detention Board effective the same date. I will continue to serve in the appoint­
ment by you, Judge Lafferty, and Prestonsburg Mayor Harold Cooley to the Big Sandy Area Development 
District Board.

I have enjoyed working for all the Citizens of Floyd County and the 
rewards of the accomplishments that all the People of Floyd County have received during the past six 
months through the leadership of you, County Judge Executive Jerry Lafferty, Jr., and the Floyd Fiscal 
Court.

Died less t h an a year after his article, "I Shall 
Live To Be One H undred Years Old," was published in Cosmopoli­
tan Magazine. 

Cunvood , virile m an of the great north woods, in t h e prime 
t)f life, succumbed to an infection caused by an insect bite . H e 
died when not yet abreast the half-way mark of the cent ury-long 
life he firmly believed and declared would be his . 

There a re those who will sermonize upon the t r ick f a t e played 
Curwood, from t h e angle that man has not his life in his own 
hands a lon e- t hat death comes to all alike and often w h en least 
expected. 

On the oth er hand, it may be observed t h a t, reckoned as the 
aver age m ortal lives , Curwood's life was easily a hundred years 
in length. This may be judged from his career a s a n ovelis t, in­
d efa tigable worker and ardent n a ture-\-vorshipper. Though Cur­
w ood's literary work is not for t h e ages , QUt was eph emera l, his 
was no drab period of m er e existen ce.

ty has been the home of Appalachia's 
.highest quality literary magazine. 

The Appalachian Heritage 
magazine, edited by Ball resident AJ 
Stewart, has provided a positi ve 
representation of the area and an out­
let for expression by both established 
and up-and-coming regional writers. 
The quarterly publication has 
celebrated Appalachian life and 
culture and educated its readers con­
cerning the history, folklore, crafts, ar­
chitecture, art and education of the 
Central Appalachian region. 

In March, A.Jice Lloyd College, citing 
financial reasons, decided to cease 
publication of the magazine. 

It seemed Appalachian Heritage 
would suffer the same fate of other 
statewide and regional publications 
that have folded in recent years 
because of skyrocketing publishing 
costs. 

However, a group of supporters of 
the magazine have decided the 
magazine is too vital to this area and 
too worthy of continuance to let die.

(Appalachian Heritage, Inc.), and 
have announced the next issue will be 
published in August or September.

Weinberg, who began he Ap­
palachian emphasis programs .1t Alice 
Lloyd College in the early 1970s, work­
ed closely with the magazine during its 
early years. 

"A.J has done too good of a job. It's 
just simply too good of a publication to 
die," said Weinberg. 

He predicts a bright future for the 
magazine because of the active board 
and positive reactions by possible fund­
ing sources. 

That board met Saturday at the 
Knott County librar y and voted to ac­
cept the agreement worked out with 
Alice Lloyd College to transfer all 
rights of publishing to Appalachian 
Heritage, Inc.

While appreciative of the past ar­
rangement with the college, Stewart 
welcomes the change and cites the 
chance for a rebirth for Appalachian 
Herita~;e. 

"We've been given a new lease on 
life and we will make the most of it," 
said Stewart. "I'm as excited about the 
magazine as I was when it first 
began." 

A literary magazine should be in­
dependent of other institutions or 
organizations to have complete free­
dom of expression, explained Stewart. 

So, Stewart and members of the 
board believe the magazine; within a 
year or two, will be stronger than it 
ever was.

Gas Prices Increase Drastically

The average price for gasoline in 
Kentucky increa()ed 10 cents per gallon 
since last month, according to the Blue 
Grass Automobile Club's June Fuel 
Gauge Report. This is the largest 
single monthly increase recorded by 
the AAA Club and places the cost for 
gasoline at the level it was last sum­
mer. 

"The primary reason for this large 
increase in cost is a result of supply 
and demand," said AAA spokesman 
Bob Owen. "The demand for gasoline 
had declined gradually since 1978, and 
this eventually led to a surplus of 
gasoline and lower prices. However , 
the demand for gasoline now is up 
about two percent over this time last 

year, and this higher demand means 
higher prices." 

AAA's June Fuel Gauge Report 
shows the average price for fuJI­
service stations is now $1.37 for 
regular, $1.39 for no-lead and $1.45 for 
premium no-lead. The average price 
for diesel is $1.33 per gallon. Self­
service prices are now $1.25 for 
regular, $1.32 for no-lead and $1.40 for 
premium no-lead. 

Motorists planning trips during the 
coming July Fourth Holiday will find 
most stations open . Of the stations 
surveyed by AAA, 86 percent will be 
open past 6 p.m. on Saturday and a ll 
day Sunday, and almost 80 percent will 
be open on July Fourth.

Blood Supply Low 
During Summer Time 

For hospital staffs, sommer vacation 
time creates a serious problem of 
critically low blood supplies. 

" It 's not that the need for blood in­
creases during the summ~r, but that 
the sopply diminishes ," says a 
spokesman for CKBC. Since 75% of 
blood donations comes from large 
groups, such as businesses and univer· 
sities, vacation season means a sharp 
decrease in donors. Supplies 
sometimes drop so low that hospitals 
are forced to cancel elective surgery in 
order to save blood for emergency 
transfusions. 

Giving blood is a simple and painless 
procedure. Some of the requirements 
are that the donor must be healthy , bet­
ween the ages of 17 and 66 and weigh at 
least 110 pounds. You first give a blood 
sample , which is checked for iron and 
answer a few questions about your 
medical history. After donating a pint 
of blood which takes about 10 minutes, 
you are given a snack to help restore 
energy. 

Once collected, blood can be stored 
up to 21 days, if it is kept whole. More 
often, however, it is broken down into 
various components so that it can be 
given to several different patients. 
Since some of these components last 
only a few days, fresh supplies are con­
stantly needed. Type 0, the universal 
donor, tends to be in short supply since 
it is the blood type most often in de­
mand. 

On June 23, Wednesday night, three 
patients required 90 pints of A+ blood 
which depleted the supply on hand. All 
types are running critically low from 
day to day.

Classroom, from 10 a.m. until 6 p.m.

Q. I have just learned that my 
mother has cancer. We are very close, 
and I want to do whatever she needs as 
I care for her, but I'm so numb I can't 
even think. Can you offer any general 
advice? 

A. First, your instincts to be suppor­
tive of your mother are absolutely cor­
rect; be there, hold her hand, listen, 
etc. Take your cues from her, bullet 
her know you're available. Ask advice 
from her doctors and nurses. 

Second, learn as much as you can. It 
takes time to get over the shock of a 
cancer diagnosis, so don 't rush 
yourself. But when questions arise, 
write them down on a list, and when 
you're ready , seek the answers. The 
search may be frustrating, however, 
for some questions have no definite 
answers. For example, it may be that 
no one can tell you why your mother 
has cancer nor guarantee that she will 
be cured. 

But many of your questions can be 
answered. You can learn how cancer 
begins as a single cell that reproduces 
too rapidly. You can learn that 
suregery is the treatment of choice for 
many cancers and that it may be team­
ed with chemotherapy or radiation or 
both . Much good information is 
available on these topics. Consult your 
mother's physician, or contact the 
Cancer Hopeline. 

Third, as a care-giver, you need to 
know that you do not have to do 
everything yourself. Accept offers of 
assistance, and be assured that the 
giver is grateful to be allowed to help. 
You will be better for taking a break, 
apd so will the care you provide. 

Fourth, share your feelings with so­
meone you trust. We all need someone 
to understand how it is with us 
sometimes, and especially so when the 
going is rough. It may be a relative or 
fr iend, or you may call the Cancer 
Hopeline and find a compassionate, 
professional helping hand and listening 
ear . We can also put you in touch with 
an educational and self-help programs 
available to cancer patients and family 
members in your area.

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Makers of Dulcimers and Fiddles 
The element of mountain culture 

which has found widest acceptance 
outside the Southern Highlands is its 
music . These songs , ballads, and 
carols have been collected and sung in 
many parts of our country and in 
Europe, and they appear in numerous ' 
eompilatlons. 

The relation of handicrafts to moun­
tain music is much closer than one 
might at first think; it is not too much 
to say that we owe the survival of these 
ballads and carols largely to the hand­
!llade instruments that accompanied 
the words. In many instances the in­
$lruments were made by the singers 
themselves, the one most frequently 
psed to accompany the singer being the 
dulcimer indigenous to and still made 
in many parts of the Southern 
l:Iighlands . In the mountains the 
(iuJcimer has long been used as an ac­
companiment to English, Scotch and 
Irish songs. 

The dulcimer is an oblong instru-
. ment with from two to six, and 

sometimes eight strings, but most 
often three. Ross Johns, who taught 
nimself to make dulcimers have been 
making and playing them for almost 

·nine years . Most of his dulcimers are 
made from curly maple and yellow 
popular with spruce tops for better 
(ones. Johns is a current member of 
(he David Crafts program and several 

:of his dulcimers can be seen both at the 
kenter in David and the shop on Court 
street in Prestonsburg. 
: While the fiddle is in no way a unique 
instrument in the mountains, it is one 
.Of the most important and is probably 
played by more people than any other 

·instrument aside from the guitar. It is 
used for entertainment, for dancing, 
.singing, and, occasionally, at church. 
Fiddlers ' conventions and fiddling con­
£ests are still carried on, the competi­
tion among players being the keenest

of that of any instrument in the South. 
the fiddle has been made by hand in 
every state in the Appalachian region, 
usually from wO()d, but sometimes 
from garden ·gourds and even corn­
stalks. 

Ken Ratcliff, an artist, musician -and 
craftsman from Buck's Branch, near 
Martin, learned to make fiddles from 
his father, Buddy, seven years ago. He 
and his sister, Angie, both fiddlers for 
several years, are members of the 
Ratcliff Family Band which has per­
formed at various music festivals (in­
cluding the Highlands Folk Festival at 
Jenny Wiley State Park in September)

Prison Terms Meted 
In Sheriff Shooting 

A Martin county man has received 
two 2Q.year prison terms upon convic­
tion in Johnson circuit court of last 
year's wounding of Martin County 
Sheriff Ray Fields. 

Alvin Davis, 36, Pilgrim, was con­
victed last Wednesday of shooting 
Fields as he was driving his pickup 
truck along Ky.

Surface Mine Agency To Hire 
78 More for Enforcement Job. 

Kentucky's Bureau of Surface Min­
ing is growing by 78 staff members to 
handle the increased demands of full 
enforcement of strip mine regulations 
in the state . 

The state Environmental Quality 
Commission heard a discussion last 
Wednesday of the charges brought 
about by primacy, under which the 
state has sole authority to enforce sur­
face mine regulations and the federal 
government has a greatly reduced 
role. 

"What they do now is revert to an 
oversight program. They'll be looking 
at what we do," said Larry Grash, 
deputy commissioner of the Bureau of 
Surface Mining. 

George Risk of the bureau' s 
reclamation and enforcement division 
said if Kentucky's program were not 
successful, the federa l Office of Sur­
face Mining "would have the option of 
coming in and taking over the entire 
program, or coming in and taking over 
part of the program." 

Grash said the current staff of less 
than 350 will grow to 412. 

That will include the addition of 30 
mine inspectors, 15 experts such as ' 
geologists and soil scientists, 10 at­
torneys for expanded permit hearings 
and other clerical and support person­
nel, he said. 

"We feel that we will be able to grow 
and with the 78 additional employees 
we will be able to handle the primacy 
program," Grash said. 

The mine inspector force will grow to 
180, he said, and the current staff of 
eight investigators to ferret out illegal 

"wildcat" operations will soon in­
crease to 11 and eventually to 15, he 
said. 

Risk said a hearing will be held July 
29 in Frankfort to receive public com­
ment on the new regulations, which he 
said include numerous new en­
vironmental safeguards. 

These will include requirements for 
a better accounting of environmental 
conditions before mining starts, and 
more intensive review of permit ap­
plications, he said. · 

Inspectors will have increased 
powers to halt mining if danger to the 
public or the environment appears 
likely, and public participation will be 
increased, Risk said. 

He said individuals will be entitled to 
request an inspection of a mine, and to 
accompany the inspector at the mine 
site if desired, he said.

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Good News Report 
Charge of Direction 

By THOMAS W. PAUKEN

The famous French saying, "the 
more things change, the more they 

•
stay the same," is not altogether true 
i~ ~his country. Three years ago, the of­
ftctal attitude concerning the dangers 
~f marijuana smoking was hard to 
fmd. Some legislators were in favor of 
legaliz~ng the ~ug's use; others ig­
nored 1t; and sltll others accepted the 
~ropaganda put out by a well­
fmanced lobby seeking acceptance of 
pot as a recreational drug more 
~timulating than harmful. Encourag­
mg this benign attitude was a steady 

. flow of rock music, books, pamphlets, 
magazines, news stories, radio and TV 
shows, and hollywood films. And 
although nearly 15 years of govern­
ment and privately-financed research 
had produced solid evidence that mari­
juana is, as the American Medical 
Association stated recently, "a very 
dangerous drug," particularly for 
adolescents, the evidence, even when 
offered to congressional committees, 
was generally ignored, downplayed or 

e scoffed at. 
Concerned parents who were aware 

of the hazards of pots, having seen the 
effects on their children, looked for 
guidance to combat what had become 
public acceptance of the drug. They 
organized groups, receiving medical 
and legal advice on how they could best 
fight what was recognized by the Na­
tional Institute of Drug Abuse as an 
epidemic among the young people of 
America. One such group, the National 
Federation of Parents for a Drug Free 
Youth, started in a mother's kitchen 
with a few extra dollars from the fami­
ly food budget. 

Today NFP is in communication 
with thousands of parent groups in all 
50 states. There are numerous 
volunteer organizations like it, all 
dedicated to fighting drug abuse at 
every level. Two years ago they were 
struggling to awaken the public to a 
menace whose statistics indicated that 

• more than 4 million high school seniors 
were regular marijuana smokers. 
These parents had long been looking to 
Washington for leadership and sup­
port. And in President and Mrs. 
Reagan they found it. 

Soon after he took office, the Presi­
dent spoke out saying, "The problem of 
drug abuse is one that reaches deeply 
into American society. We need to 
mobilize our religious, educational and 
fraternal groups in a national educa-

. tional program against drug abuse." 
Recently, the First Lady chaired a 

White House Briefing hosted by AC­
TION, the national volunteer agency, 
on how best to attack drug problems 
through corporate voluntarism. "At­
tack" is the active word because by 
word and deed the President and Mrs. 
Reagan have quietly, but firmly, pro­
vided a rallying point of national 
leadership which has subtlety, without 
fanfare or even notice, brought a 
change in public attitude toward the 
use of marijuaha. The former belief 
that nothing can be done about it is no 
longer prevalent. 

Mrs. Reagan's first-hand activities 
at drug prevention centers discussing 
the problem with young people have 
been duly reported. New information 
on the dangers of marijuana is gaining 
broader attention and acceptance in 
the press. Anti-drug films are appear-

• 
ing on the television networks; 

, question-and-answer programs are 
heard on the radio. Most importantly, 
there is a slowly-growing perception 
among young people that pot is not 
cool, but bad news ; the statistics are 
beginning to show a downward trend in 
its use. 

Many factors are involved and no 
one has singled out the President and 
the First Lady and said it's through 
their leadership that the tide has begun 

~to turn on this national problem. But 
~.J those who have been working in this 

cause know what support from the 
White House has meant, that it has 
helped greatly to bring a change in 
direction. 

And that's the kind of change every 
thinking American can approve.

WEKU-FM To Air 
Clay, Fee Series 

The first in a series of four 30-minute 
dramatic episodes on the lives of aboli­
tionists Cassius M. Clay and Dr. John 
G. Fee, who founded Berea College, 
will be aired each Sunday in July at 9 
p.m. on WEKU-FM (88.9 on the FM 
dial), Eastern Kentucky University's 
50,000-watt station. 

The series, entitled, ''The Lion and 
The Law," was written and produced 
by Dr. Jerry Perry, associate pro­
fessor of Mass Communications at 
EKU, who has . spent three years 
researching the lives of these two men 
who made significant contributions to 
Kentucky history during the pre-Civil 
War years. Perry began writing the 
script in August, 1981, and started pro­
duction last April. 

He said the series was made possible 
through a $1,000 grant from the Ken­
tucky Humanities Council. According 
to Perry, application has been made 
for $1,600 in additional funds of which 
$1,000 will be set aside conditionally· on 
the Council's evaluation of the work 
that has been done to this point. 

In addition to the four dramatic 
episodes, a panel of well-known ' 
historians will be brought to EKU to 
tape a discussion on the ideas and 
values of Fee and Clay. Perry said a 
decision will be made on whether the 
dist:ussion will be aired on a suc­
ceeding Sunday evening or be included 
after the final episode. · 

Historians include Dr. Lowell Har­
rison, professor of history at Western 
Kentucky Univtrsity and author o( 
several books on the anti-slavery 
movement. in Kentucky; William 
Cooper, University of Kentucky ar­
chivist and scholar on the life of Fee; 
and Dr. David L. Smiley, professor of 
history, who published a biography on 
Clay, entitled "The Lion of White 
Hall," generally recognized as one of 
the best on Clay. 

While most Kentuckians are familiar 
with the life oJ Clay, who operated the 
famed "underground railroad" for 
runaway slaves, published the eman­
cipationist newspaper, The True 
American, and served as ambassador 
to Russia under President Lincoln, 
fewer know much about Fee. 

Fee and his followers at Berea Col­
lege were forced to leave the state 
before the Civil War began due to their 
abolitionist beliefs.- "He was a white 
Martin Luther King who believed in 
nqn-violent resistance during the 1840's 
to 1860's," said Perry. 

The role of Fee will be played by 
Richard Sears, a teacher at Berea Col­
lege. He will also portray old Duke 
Wickliffe, the deadly enemy o'f both 
F.ee and Clay, who was an historical 
rfgure himself for being the largest 
~ave owner in Kentucky. Perry says 
that Wickliffe owned 200 slaves on his 
farm believed to be in Fayette county. 

David S. Little, also of Berea, a 
Goodyear ComP,any sales represen­
tative, and form·~r radio personality, 
plays the role of Qlay. Landon Nichols, 
a social science professor at EKU, 
plays the part of the inquisitor, a 
modern scholar who is transported by 
the "magic" of radio back into the 
18oo's.
