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1 Dead, Six Hurt 
As Boats Crash 
Probe Continues 
After Collision

A Paintsville man was drowned and 

the lives of six others endangered when 
two boats collided on Dewey Lake last 
Sunday afternoon. 

Robert Clayton <Gunny) Mont­
gomery, 23, was the victim of the 
boating accident which took place in 
the area near the Clark Branch arm of 
the reservoir, approximately two miles 
upstream from the Jenny Wiley Boat 
Doc~. 

All eight occupants of the two boats 
were thrown into the water and the 
~even survivors were taken to the 
.flighlands Medical Center. Most 

/seriously hurt was Mrs. Connie Young 
Montgomery, wife of the victim, who 
W"\S transferred to a ~exington 
hospital when it was fearid she had 
suffered a concussion. She was permit­
ted to leave that hospital Monday, 

owever, and return home. 
Collision of the two boats- one 

powered by a US-horsepower motor 
and the other by a motor of 140 
horsepower-occurred at about 3 p.m. 
The boat in whkh Mr. and Mrs. Mont­
gomery and Miss Elizabeth . Stacey 
were passengers was operated by Billy 
Branham, of Paintsville, son of the 
owner of the craft. The second boat 
was operated by Allen Howell, of 
McDowell, who had with him his wife, 
Lana Marie, and their daughter, 
Rachel. 

Coroner Roger Nelson said he was 
told by Johnny Brashear, water safety 
officer for the Kentucky State Police, 
that Branham apparently was running 
his boat downstream on his side of the 
lake at the time of the collision with the 
oncoming Howe!J boat. Most of those 
involved wore life jackets, but Mont­
gomery did not. 
~ Montgomery, however, was a strong 
swimmer and a former part-time 
lifeguard, and it is believed he was 
knocked unconscious by the impact. 
The sidP. of the boat he occupied was 
ripped out. Severe damage resulted to 
the side and bottom of the second boat.

Effective Date 
Of Higher Rates 
Set October 1 

Prestonsburg gas users and all 
others affected by the Kentucky West 
Virginia Gas Company's proposed rate 
increase may have won at least tem­
porary relief from the threat of doubl­
ed gas bills. 

The temporary victory came last 
week when the Federal Energy 
Regulatory Commission (FERC) sus­
tained the motion filed by the 
Prestonsburg Gas Consumers Associa­
tion April 19, protesting the proposed 
116% rate increase and asking that its 
effective date be delayed. 

Barkley J. Sturgill, attorney for the 
gas consumers here, said FERC last 
week delayed effective date of the in­
crease till October 1. The raise was 
originally scheduled to take effect May 
1. 

In the meantime, Sturgill said, it is 
hoped that full-scale hearings will be 
held before the FERC in Washington , 
with consumers trying to prove their 
contention that the rate jump is not 
justified. 

"It's a complex case, and we'll be 
breaking new ground, but a hearing 
would give us a chance," the attorney 
said. 

While a public hearing is being 
sought the FERC itself has appealed to 
the U.S. Supreme Court the Fifth Cir­
cuit Court opinion in the Louisiana case 

,. which opened the way for the big in­
crease, in the first place. 

Bill H. Howard , superintendent of 
the Prestonsburg Utilities Commis­
sion's gas and water systems, said he 
could not say that tne delay order by 
FERC will mean that increased rates 
set by the commission to meet the new 
rates imposed by Kentucky West 
Virginia will be delayed till Oct. 1. 

"What we must first learn," he said, 
"is this: Will the new rates be retroac­
tive if, after Oct. 1, the rate increase is 
upheld'? "

Many illegal mining practices helped 
cause the explosions that killed seven 
men in a Mihk Branch mine in January 
and eight in a mine near Topmost the 
month before, according to govern­
ment reports issued last Friday. 

&>on after the disasters, Kentucky 
Mines and Minerals Commissioner 
Willard Stanley cited sloppy mining 
practices at the sites, drawing an 
angry response from some of the vic­
tims' families. Last week's findings by 
!;he U.S. Mine Safety and Health Ad­
ministration reinforce his assessment, 
however. 

According to the MSHA report, four 
factors contributed to the January 20 
blast at the R.F.H. No. 1 mine at 
Craynor: the absence or inadequate 
use of water, ventilation curtains , rock 
dust and cleanups. 

Miners are required to use water or 
rock dust to settle highly-volatile coal 
dust and to clean up accumulations of 
the dust. Ventilation curtains should be 
used to help remove coal dust suspend­
ed in the blasting area. 

Although it was not listed as a con­
tributing f1;1ctpr, investigators said 
they found a number of charged and

unstemmed blasting holes in the 
R.F.H. mine with 4.8 to 7.2 pounds of 
explosives in each one. Moreover. ex­
plosives were improperly stored there, 
they said. 

Federal regulations permit a max­
ium of three pounds of explosives in the 
blasting holes and require the use of at 
least 24 inches of incombustible stem­
ming material, which is designed to 
confine the blast to the holes. 

Contributing to the blast at the 
Adkins Coal Co. mine in Knott county 
on December 7, according to the MSHA 
report , were six factors: blasting holes 
were packed with about six pounds of 
explosives; stemming was not used; 
neither water nor rock dust was ap­
plied to the coal dust; coal dust was 
allowed to accumulate in depths from 
one to four inches; and ventilation cur­
tains were not used. 

As in the case of the R.F.H. mine. in­
vestigators said storage requirements 
for explosives were not adhered to at 
the Adkins mine. Citations for the 
alleged violations there were issued in 
March, most of which are being con­
tested by the coal company. 

Tests from samples of clothing, hats 
and lunch buckets used by the Adkins 
miners indicated that the temperature 
reached 553 degrees in the area of the 
explosion. Nor did the dead miners 
receive any help from their self-rescue 
devices. All died of carbon monoxide 
poisoning and in seven instances the 
device was either still on the victim's 
belt or near the body. In the eighth 
case, the device was found away from 
the body with its top off, investigators 
concluding that it was blown there by 
the explosion . 

Five of the R.F.H. victims died of 
carbon monoxide pOisoning and two 
from the force of the explosion. Except 
in one instance, where it was not clear 
whether the device had been used or 
not. the miners' self-rescue devices 
l)ad not been useo. 

Smoking materials, including 
cigarette butts. were found in both 
mines, contrary to regulations. but in­
vestigators said they did not consider 
smoking a factor in either accident.

Termite Season Is Here IS A FUNERAL NECESSARY? 
Some swarming insects which 

homeowners are noticing with the 
onset of warmer weather may simply 
be nuisances, but others could signal a 
serious problem. 

" As the weather gets warmer, more 
and more overwintering insects are 
stirring into activity," said Dr. R.A. 
Scheibner. Extension entomologist in 
the University of Kentucky College of 
Agriculture. Some insects, such as 
ants, may emerge in large enough 
numbers to be a nuisance around the 
house, but many of these kinds will 
disperse in a short while and the pro­
blem will be over for the year, he adds. 

This is not the case with termites. 

Scheibner says termites and some 
ants began swarming in March and are 
continuing to swarm. Termites, or 
while ants, resemble true ants in 
general appearance, but the two can be 
distinguished by comparing features 
such as antennae, wing length, and 
eyes. 

"Insecticide sprays will kill a lol of 
these swarming pests, but for termites, 
that is treating only the symptom and 
not the problem," warns the specialist. 
The problem is the parent colony which 
continues to survive no matter how 
many termite swarmers are kil1ed. 

"Swarming termites are only the 
surplus members of a colony that may 
be established in the home," he said. 
Termites, like ants, are social insects 
that live in colonies which may contain 
thousands of individuals. Workers and 
soldiers are wingless termites which 
slay within the colony. Winged ter­
mites are mature males and females 
that are seen when they swarm from 
the nest at certain times of the year. 

Most swarming occurs in early spr­
ing in Kentucky, according to 
Scheibner. 

"Termites cause millions of dollars 
of damage to structural wood of 
buildings each year," he said, adding, 
"so there is good reason to want pro­
tection from them.'' 

The strategy for protecting buildings 
from ter mites is to put a soil insec­
tici r!o barrier between the building and 
the termites' nest. Termites make 
their nests and feed on wood in the soil , 
but they also make mud shelter tubes 
to reach wood above ground. 

Scheibner points out that termites 
feeding on wood above ground must 
return to the soil periodically to keep 
from drying out and dying 

"The treatment does not necessarily 
have to kill the colony. but il has to 
form a continuous barrier that the ter­
mites cannot get around Any small 
gap in the protective bamer may allow 
termites to pass and continue business 
as usual in the building, " said the 
specialist. 

In most cases , according to 
Scheibner, it is too difficult for 
homeowners to apply satisfactory ter­
mite protection themselves. "Do-it­
yourself termite control work is not on­
ly laborious, but it often is not done 
thoroughly enough," he said. Fflr that 
reason . he advises using the services of 
a professional pest control operator, 
especially for complex jobs such as 
houses

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Question: Do young people get bladder 
cancer? 

ANSWERiine: Cancer of the bladder 
may occur at any age, but it occurs 
most frequently in persons aged 50 to 
70. Four out of five bladder patients are 
men. The incidence of bladder cancer 
for white males is twice that of black 
males. 

Question: What are the symptoms of 
bladder cancer? 

ANSWERiine: Blood in the urine is the 
most important and often the first sign. 
It usually appears suddenly and 
without pain. Blood may be present in 
the stream throughout voiding, or may 
appear only at the end of a clean 
stream. Repeated appearance of blood 
in the urine is the single most 
characteristic symptom of bladder 
cancer. It is usually painless but at 
limes may be accompanied by some 
discomfiture and increased frequency 
of urination. Sometimes blood clots 
may form. causing painful muscle 
spasms in the bladder. Bloody urine 
however. does not always mean 
cancer. Other conditions, such as infec­
tion, benign tumors, or bladder stones, 
may be responsible. It is imperative 
that you consult your doctor in the 
event of bloody urine or any other 
unusual urinary condition. 

Question: What are the symptoms of 
thyroid cancer? 

ANSWERiine: A lump or mass in the 
neck is usually discovered iirst. Any 
noticeable lump should be examined 
by a physician, particularly if it begins 
to increase in size. In most cases there 
are no signs or symptoms of thyroid 
cancer. However, there may be a 
swelling of one side of the neck near the 
"Adam 's Apple" and, if a malignancy 
has been present for some time, there 
may be a history of persistent 
hoarseness or difficulty in swallowing. 

Question : Do men get thyroid cancer? 

ANSWERiine: Thyroid cancer occurs 
almost twice as frequently in women 
as in men, and more frequently in 
whites than in blacks. It also occurs 
more frequently in the older age 
groups. 

Question: Does difficulty in swallowing 
indicate cancer? 

ANSWEIUine: Difficulty in swallowing 
may be an early symptom of cancer 'or 
the gullet or esophagus. Weight loss is 
also a symptom of this cancer. There 
should be no delay in reporting such 
signs and symptoms to one's physi­
cian . This is very important since 
there is a period when extensive local 
spread takes place before metastasis 
or spread to other organs via the blood 
and lymph system. 

Question: Is the cause of esophageal 
cancer known? 

ANSWERline: It is unknown although 
certain environmental factors have 
been linked to it. The disease has been 
found to occur more frequently among 
city dwellers than among persons liv· 
ing in rural areas. Smoking cigarettes, 
cigars and pipes along with the con­
sumption of alcohol have also been 
linked to esophageal cancer. Case 
histories have shown that the majority 
of persons who develop this type of 
cancer have a history of heavy drink­
ing, heavy smoking or both. 

Question : What are the signs of cancer 
of the ovary? 

ANSWERiine: Ovarian cancer is often 
"silent," showing no obvious signs or 
symptoms until late in its develop­
ment. The most common sign is an 
enlarged abdomen caused by the col-
lection of fluid . Sometimes there is ab­
normal vaginal bleeding. In women 
over 40, vague digestive disturbances 
<stomach discomfort, gas, distension ) 

~ which persist and cannot be explained 
by other causes may indicate the need 
for thorough checkup for ovarian 
cancer. These symptoms are, of 
course, most often no cause for con­
cern. However, what would be a nor­
mally enlarged ovary in a 
premenopausal woman could be cause 
for concern in a woman after 
menopause. 

Question : What is Hodgkin's disease 
a nd what are its signs? 

ANSWERiine : It is a cancer of the lym­
phatic system, and was named after 
Thomas Hodgkin, an English physician 
who first described it in 1832. About 56 
percent of the cases of Hodgkin's 
disease occur between the ages of

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The Dewey Lake Problem 
Whatever the circumstances of the tragedy which claimed 

the life of a young man on Dewey Lake last Sunday after­
noon, the seeds of tragedy were sown there long ago when no 
horsepower limit was set for motors driving boats on the im­
poundment. 

Dewey Lake may have 20 miles of slack-water but no more 
than ten miles attract high-speed craft. The lake is narrow 
winding, and these few miles of boating area accommodat~ 
on occasion as many as fifty boats, some of which are 
operated at cautious speeds but many of which defy the 
dangers of water and ignore the safety of others in reckless 
abandon. 

It is ridiculous to open such limited space as Dewey Lake is 
to boats hurled along by motors, both outboard and inboard, 
of as high as !50-horsepower. 

But boaters have invested heavily in such craft. To banish 
them from the impoundment would be a stiff penalty for 
them to pay. 
. That leaves the situation up to official regulations, the set­

tmg of areas for water skiing and high-speed boat oper~tion 
the protection of other areas from such boats and the enforce~ 
ment of sensible rules for boat operation-and no quibbling. 

The state of Kentucky has cut back on its state police force, 
and water safety personnel is limited. It is a poor time to 
reduce any possible precaution or defense against tragedy.

traffic accidents. The $350,775 National 
Highway Traffic Safety Administra­
tion grant y.oill be used to pay state 
troopers overtime to detect and arrest 
drunk drivers in the 40-county area, 
said Kentucky State P<,>lice Commis­
sioner Marion D. Campbell. 

Campbell said extensive research 
was conducted by police to pinpoint 
counties with an unusually high rate of 
h;-affic accidents involving drinking 
drivers.

reason to fear Mullins. 
During the interval when he returned 

home, his client "had been told things" 
that caused him to be emotionally 
disturbed, Johnson said. The defense 
attorney said his client would not ques­
tion the fact of the shooting, but he urg­
ed the jury to "enter the defendant's 
mind" at the time of the incident. 

Testifying for the Commonwealth, 
Harold "Porky" Mullins, a cousin of 
the victim , said he was with Paul 
Mullins at the Cooley trailer on the 
night in question and that Wallen had 
threatened to shoot Mullins. After 
Wallen left, then returned to the 
trailer, Paul Mullins went out to meet 
him , unarmed, with his cousin follow­
ing, Harold Mullins testified. Paul 
made no threat and was shot without 
warning, his cousin said. 

Cross-examined by Johnson, Mullins 
admitted that, in a statement to State 
Detective Claude Tackett the night of 
the shooting, he said he had remained 
inside the trailer and was not a witness 
to the incident. That statement was in­
correct, he testified Tuesday explain­
ing that he was nervous and confused 
when he made it. 

Mullins denied a suggestion by the 
defense attorney that he had changed 
his story out of revenge, in order to 
make sure the Commonwealth could 
produce an eye-witness to the shooting. 

The trial began amid unusual securi­
ty precautions , with spectators search­
ed before being permitted to enter the 
courtroom. A number of telephone 
threats had been received, it was said, 
in explanation of the security 
measures.

Putting Things 
In Perspective 

While perusing the April 21 issue of 
the Floyd Co. Times, I came across the 
latest happenings in the District Court. 
And with not a little trepidation I saw, 
among others, these convictions with 
resulting penalties: (1 ) several cases 
of "drunk"-$10 fine; (2} disorderly 
conduct-$1 ; (3) spilling coal on 
highway-$15; (4) speeding-$40, all 
but $20 suspended, and referred to 

. state traffic school; (5) speeding 
(several cases)--$21; (6) overvveight 
truck-$60, all but $15 suspended; (7) 
no insllrance-$50, suspended; (8) 
passing on double line-referred to 
state traffic school; (9)coon hunting in 
restricted area-$20, suspended. And 
th en I sa w "fishing without 
license"-$15. I eager ly read on an­
ticipating, breathlessl y, to see 
"suspended"-but alas, such was not 
the case. Looking back on the other 
violations I could easily ascertain, with 
the exception of the coon hunters, the 
life-threa tening situations that could 
arise from the actions of the guilty par­
ties. Even the "no insurance" could 
lead to much financial distress to an in­
nocent victim. 

Yet, these conviction penalties were 
suspended, amended, made lower or 
only slightly higher than the "no 
fishing license" penalty. 

Baffled, I began to search my mind 
for judicia l equity; for justice 
tempered with mercy and compassion, 
but to no avail. True, the individual 
broke the law and the arresting officer 
was only, doing his sworn duty. 

But I, in my restricted avenue of 
thinking, surmised that at the very 
least the conviction could be amended 
to "worm-drowning" (which in my 
case I could be found guilty nolo con­
tendere) and all but 50 cents suspend­
ed. At the very harshest the felon 
could be referred to a copy of Izaak 
Walton's "The Compleat Angler" for 
required reading and hopeful conse­
quent penitence. But no such lenience! 
Why, even the coon hunters and 
disorder ly conduct were met with less 
disdain. 

Finally, in my not-so-infinite wis­
dom, the reasoning of these disposi­
tions became crystal clear. We must 
make examples of these scoundrels! 
And after much soul-searching and at­
tempting to be fair and impartial 
without casting (no pun intended} 
aspersions, I see what must be done. 
We must purge our river banks, creek 
banks, ponds and spillways of these 
menaces to society; these mostly hard· 
working cads who seek pleasure and 
solace in the cool quietness of a tran­
quil stream under the shade of a willow 
tree; those uncaring usurpers who 
have the brazen audacity to partake of, 
yea, even rape nature's gifts without 
proper remuneration to the state's cof­
fers for that privilege. 

We must show these blatant Jaw­
breakers once and for all those acts of 
rebellion will not be tolerated; that 
they will be prosecuted to the fullest 
extent of the law if caught and con-
victed. , 

We must instill in these incorrigible 
rascals that crime does not pay, that 
justice will be meted. And that as a 
result all citizenry will live in a state of 
peace and happiness, secure in the 
knowledge that all's right with the 
world. 

And we, the people, will have no fear 
of our personal safety when driving to 
and from our places of business and 
pleasure or walking the streets, 
because we will know that the true 
criminal element has been ostracized 
from our midst.

It 's hard to tell how many potential 
state or even world record fish are 
filleted and eaten every year. or how 
many are turned over to taxidermists 
before positive identification can be 
made. 

The Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources, the official keeper of 
record fishes caught from Kentucky 
waters, is forced to disqualify several 
possible records every year because 
the fisherman acted a little too hastily, 
either in cleaning his catch or in having 
the mounting process started. 

This is particulary true with species 
which resemble each other closely. 
The onJy sure way to determine 
whether a fish is a largemouth bass or 
a Kentucky bass, for example. is by an 
examination by a trained biologist of 
certain internal organs. 

The situation gets even more cloudy 
when you consider the number of 
hybrid fish swimming around in Ken· 
tucky waters. Some of these, like the 
tiger musky <a muskellunge-northern 
pike cross> or the hybrid striper 
<rockfish x white bass> are "man· 
made" crosses, deliberately hybridiz­
ed in hatcheries. But hybrids also oc­
cur naturally-the bluegill-green sun· 
fish cross is a common one-so it takes 
a professional fisheries scientist to 
make a positive identification of many 
species. 

If you do catch a fish you think might 
be a record, keep the fish whole-don't 
dress it in any way and if you give the 
fish to a taxidermist, instruct him not 

. to do anything to it until he has your ok.

The other major requirement is that 
the fish be weighed on a scale certified 
legal for trade. Such scales can be 
found at grocery stores, meat markets 
or similar establishments and bear a 
certificate of inspection from the Ken­
tucky Department of Agriculture. Get 
the signatures of three persons who 
witness the weighing and you're all set. 

In many ways, your chances of get­
ting on a world record list are better 
than making the state record roll, since 
state lists are kept only for the biggest 
fish of each species. World records are 
kept for different line classes, so a fish 
that won't qualify for a state record 
could still get you on a world record list 
if the line used to land the fish was the 
right size. 

The official keeper of world record 
fresh-and salt-water fish is the Interna­
tional Game Fish Association, 3000 
East Las Olas Boulevard, Ft. Lauder­
dale, Fla . 33316. A $15 membership will 
bring you an annually updated list of 
all world records. For a list of state 
record fish, or for information about 
state records, write the Division of 
Public Relations, Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources, No. 1 Game 
Farm Road, Frankfort, Ky. 40601.

Of P .H.S. Principal 

Does the principal of P .H.S. have the 
right to tell a loved ·and respected 
teacher of 20 years experience to take a 
leave of absence or he will get a penna­
nent leave for her? Does he have the 
right to bring personal feelings into a 
professional job when it affects a 
woman who done a good job for many 
years? Does he have the right to 
threaten her with replacement when 
she is doing her job? 

Should not a man in this position be 
more concerned with the nurture of our 
children and helping them to get along 
and grow rather than showing them his 
lack of control and his inability to han­
dle his temper?

1-DAY ROUND TRIP 

ORDINANCE NO. 7-82 
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF 
PRESTONSBURG RELATING TO AN 
AMENDMENT TO THE AUXILIARY 
POLICE FORCE ORDINANCE 

WHEREAS, It has come to the atten­
tion or the City Council or the City of 
Prestonsburg that a city residence re­
quirement was ordained in the Aux­
iliary Police Force Ordinance; and, 

WHEREAS, The residency require­
ment has been abolished for regular 
members or a police force; and, 

WHEREAS, The City Council of the 
City of Prestonsburg feels it is in the 
best interest to remove the residency 
requirement for Auxiliary Police to 
comply with state statutes; NOW, 

BE IT ORDAINED by the City of 
Prestonsburg, Commonwealth of Ken­
tucky : 

Section One: "Section 1 of Ordinance 
3-75 is amended to read as foiJows : 

" There is hereby created and 
established an auxiliary police force to 
be known as the Prestonsburg Aux­
ilia ry Police, the membership of which 
shall not consist of more than fifteen 
<l5) persons. The Prestonsburg Aux­
iliary Police shall be made up of per­
sons who would otherwise qualify them 
to be a member of the Police Depart­
ment or the City of Prestonsburg as 
regular full-time members of the 
Police Department of the City of 
Prestonsburg. Regular full-time 
members or the Police Department of 
the City of Prestonsburg shall not, 
however, be eligible for membership 
in the Prestonsburg Auxiliary Police. 
Each member of the said Prestonsburg 
Auxiliary Police shall be in good 
physical condition, be able to read , 
write and understand the English 
language, be of good character and a 
person of sobriety and integrity and 
shall be an orderly, law-abiding 
citizen. Each member shall be not less 
than twentyo{)ne (21) years of age. 

Section Two: All other provisions of 
Ordinance 3-75 enacted May 1, 1975 
with respect to the Auxiliary Police· 
Force are hereby adopted and incor­
porated herein the same as if all provi­
sions of the ordinance were set out in 
length herein. 

Section Three : This ordinance shall 
take effect after its passage and upon 
publication according to law.

On May 20-21, 1932, Amelia Earhart 
became the first woman to make a 
nonstop. solo flight across the Atlantic 
Ocean .

On May 20, 1932, five years to the day 
after Charles Lindbergh's transatlan­
tic flight in "The Spirit of St. Louis," a 
slender, girlish-looking woman climb­
ed into the cockpit of a bright red 
Lockheed Vega and set off, alone, from 
Harbor Grace, Newfoundland. Over­
coming fatigue, bad weather and a ter­
rifying 3,000-foot drop through the 
clouds when the aircraft ''iced up," the 
pilot landed safely on the coast of 
Ireland 15 hours and 18 minutes later. 

As the first woman to make a 
nonstop, solo crossing of the Atlantic, 
Amelia Earhart was greeted with wild 
acclaim and feted on two continents. 
Later that year, in August, Earhart 
became the first woman to fly solo 
from coast to coast, reaching Newark 
from Los Angeles in just over 19 hours. 

Fifty years after her history-making 
flights, Earhart's plane is exhibited in 
the Smithsonian's National Air and 
Space Museum in Washington, D.C., as 
a testament to her courage and dedica­
tion. Not only did she prove that 
women could be proficient professional 
pilots, the world's most celebrated 
female pilot also helped focus public 
attention on aviation as an up-and­
coming method of transporation. 

Though the 19305 marked the heyday 
of Earhart , that decade also featured 
the rise of another aviatrix, Jacqueline 
Cochran, who, though never achieving 
Earhart's public recognition, also ad­
vanced the cause of women in aviation. 

"Jacqueline Cochran and Amelia 
Earhart were good friends and even 
something of rivals," Claudia Oakes, 
assistant curator at the National Air 
and Space Museum and the historian 
responsible for a new exhibit on Jac­
queline Cochran, says.

In 1961 Jacqueline Cochran posed in front of her Northrop T-38 after setting 
eight major speed records. At the time of her death in 1980, Cochran held more 
speed, altitude and distance records than any pilot. male or female, in avia­
tion history. 

Earhart's glamour was somehow 
enhanced by her disappearance over 
the Pacific in 1937 while attempting a 
round-the-world flight. Since then, 
however, controversy surrounding her 
talents as a pilot has surfaced from 
time to time. 

"Was she a good pilot?" Oakes 
muses. "Maybe she was and maybe 
she wasn't. But one fact cannot be 
disputed : She made those flights. Fly-

ing from Hawaii to the U.S. mainland 
in 1935, which she was the first person, 
male or female, to do, was dangerous 
and tricky. Once you got going, there 
was no place to land. Amelia had to 
know what she was doing in order to 
survive." ' 

If Earhart's flying skills have been 
questioned by some, her contributions 
to aviation are not. "Besides acting as

a role model for thousands of young 
women," Oakes says, "Arne! a also pro­
moted aviation as an industry. People 
t that time just did not think of flying 

transportation. Amelia wrote aticles 
encouraging husbands to fly on 
business trips and urging women to fly 
with their husbands. Because she was 
who she was, people listened." 

Her 1937 disappearance stunned the 
world. A massive sea-air search cover­
ing 265,000 square miles of ocean was 
conducted, but to no avail. Both 
Earha r t and her navigator F red 
Noonan were officially proclaimed lost 
t sea. 
" Amelia Earhart was an American 

heroine," Oakes maintains. "She had 
great chari~ma , warmth, a sense of in­
genuousness. The American people 
had to take her to heart. They felt they 
had lost a personal fr iend- and the 
public mourning was great. " 

J acqueline Cochran's personality 
was cut from a different mold. 
"Cochran was ambitious, determined 
to succeed," Oakes says. "But then she 

ad to be. She was in a field dominated 
by men." 

Her drive and ambition a re perhaps 
more understandable, however, when 
seen against the stark backdrop of her 
childhood. Raised in poverty by foster 
parents from the time she was a baby, 
Cochran claimed to have worked ever 
since she could remember. She learned 
.to read by watching signs painted on 
the sides of freight cars. 

As she reca ll ed in h er 
utobiogr aphy , THE STARS AT 

NOON, "Until I was eight years old, I 
had no shoes. My bed was usually a 
pallet on the floor and sometimes just 
the floor .... My dresses in the first 
seven years of my life were usually 
made from cast-off flour sacks. That 
was my life in the sawmill towns of nor­
thern Florida when I should have had 
toys and been getting schooling. It was 
bleak and bitter and harsh. But it 
taught me independence and the 

ecessity of fending for myself." 
Says Oakes, "She had one burning 

desire- to get out of there." 
Mter landing a series of jobs as a 

nurse and a beautician, Cochran was 
hired by the Saks Fifth A venue 
haridresser, Antoine, in New York Ci­
ty. In 1934, armed with some business 
experience, she started what later 
become a highly-successful company, 
J acqueline Cochran Cosmetics. 

Cochran had taken flying lessons two 
years earlier (earning her license in 
three weeks) in anticipation of using 
airplanes to promote her fledgling 
cosmetics business. But once she 
started flying, there was little that 
could hold her back. 

In 1938, racing against both male and 
female pilots, Cochran won the 
prestigious Bendix Trophy, completing 
the course from Los Angeles to 
Cleveland in just over 8 hours, 10 

inutes. That same year , she was 
amed the outstanding female pilot of 

1937, winning the first of 14 Harmon 
Trophies she would hold during her 
lifetime. 

"But by 1939," Oakes continues, " the 
war clouds were looming. Jackie 
wanted to organize women pilots to do 
utili ty flying, to free the men to fly in 
combat. In 1940, she tried to sell the 
U.S. Army Air Forces on the idea ." 

' , Cochran received permission to fly 
o England to observe women pilots in 

t he newly-formed Br itish Ai r 
Transport Auxiliary. To call attention 
to her cause, she asked to ferry a 
bomber across the ocean. 

"But a group of male pilots 
objected," Oakes says, "and a com­
promise was worked out. Jackie was 
able to pilot the bomber but had to 
relinquish the controls to her male co­
pilot on take-off and landing. Im-
agine- here was one of the world's 

ost celebrated pilots! " 
In 1943, the United States decided to 

organize its own women pilots pro­
gram, the Women Airforce Service 
P ilots (better known as WASPs) and, 
not surprisingly, Cochran became its 

I director. 
After the war, Cochran resumed rac­

ing, settmg many more records. In 
1953, she entered the jet age, becoming 
the first woman to fly faster than the 

of sound. When she died in 1980, 
held more speed, distance and 

altitude records than any pilot, male or 
fema le, in aviation history- an 
achievement still unsurpassed today. 

Yet despite her records and 
undeniable talents as a pilot , Jackie 
Cochran never became a household 
word. 

"Cochran was well-respected, but 
not well-liked," Oakes explains. "She

stead of Earhart, there would not have 
been the same public outpouring of 
IP'ief.

discovery that in its various flower 
parts it portrayed Christ's passion- his 
trial and subsequent crucification. So 
they often used this wild flower to il­
lumine their sermons on Passion 
Week. They were the first to name this 
flower the Purple Passionflower. 

It is truly remarkable the way this 
wild flower portrays Christ's passion. 
Here in this wild flower one sees the 
deeper mysteries of nature. Our 
Creator is the Divine Author of nature 
and uses nature to convey to man some 
of the truths of the Gospel. 

In this there is seen a purple corona, 
which the devout Jesuits believed was 
a symbol of the crown placed on the 
head of Christ at his trial. In the flower 
there are five blunt stamens deep in 
the throat of the corolla, and the 
J esuits believed these were symbols of 
the blunt nails in use when they nailed 
Christ to the cross. The vine of the 
flower has long tendrils coiled like a 
whip; the J esuits believed these were a 
symbol of the whip used to lash Christ 's 
body. Each of the large leaves has 
three parts, believed to represent the 
Holy Trinity. The flower has a sweet 
fragrance- a symbol of the sweetness 
and goodness and innocence of Christ. 

The purple passion flower is found in 
most Southern states and is common in 
Central America , where the Jesuits 
carried on their missionary work. The 
flower bears pods called passion fruit. 

Children call them "maypops," and 
delight in eating them when they turn 
slightly yellow on the vine. 

In some tropical countries, the pas­
sion fruit is grown extensively and the 
juice is used to make punch. 

The purple passion flower may be 
found in open, sunny places, trailing 
over shrubbery by means of its grasp­
ing tendrils. This wild flower is indeed 
a remarkable creation of nature.

Alcoholism ... 
The Growing Threat

A rather common statement I hear 

being made by people regarding so-
eone's alcohol use goes something 

ike this ... "Well, Daddy drinks but on­
ly on weekends. He starts maybe on 
~riday evening and sobers up Sunday 
mght, but I don 't think he's an 
a lcoholic. " 

When discussing " Daddy's" 
behavior while he's drinking I hear of 
fights, fear in the family , shame and 
very often violence. What I am hearing 
is alcoholism. 

There are many definitions of 
coholism- most are wordy and com­

plex. I like the definition given by 
Alcoholics Anonymous which says, "If 
you drink and have problems and con­
tinue to drink you're alcoholic." 

Alcoholism is present in a person 
long before he or she becomes a daily 
drinker or a binge drinker. Alcoholism 
is born psychologically when the vic· 
tim continues to use alcohol in spite of 
objections from others or in a manner 
displeasing to themselves. 

In early-stage alcoholism, the in­
dividual will look forward to drinking, 
will manipulate his or her time and 
others' time so he or she can drink ; will 
attempt to hide or conceal his or her 
drinking by outright denial of actual 
drinking or amounts consumed: may 
drink alone; will tend to excuse or ra­
tionalize their drinking; and will 
display a change in personality. 

That alcohol is gaining an important 
lace in the victim's life there is no 

ubt. 
By the time the individual enters the 

terminal stage, alcohol and it 's 
rewards are prominent, even domi­
nant, in the alcoholic's area of needs. 

Alcoholism happens when a person 
develops a sick, love relationship with 
alcohol. The love in this case is depen· 
dent; the alcoholic depends on alcohol 
to do for him what he cannot do for 
himself. 

Alcohol lowers the inhibitions, 
herefore thinking and behavior 

become carefree or bizarre as a result 
of change in feelings. Alcohol does give 
one feelings of greater self esteem. The 
behavior accompanying these feelings 
might be bragging, reckless driving, 
grandiose lying, infidelity, getting into 
fights , ending up in jail , or always hav­
ing to be right in cases of dispute. 

After the alcohol wears off, the 
drinker, recalling recent escapades, 
~sually feels embarrassed, even 

stupid. He may or may not apologize 
for errant alcoholi c behavior ; 
however, the remorse is most often 
there. -----------------

May was a very special month when 
I was growing up, for two reasons. 
First, we were allowed to take off our 
s hoes and go wading . Second, school 
was out in May and we could look for­
ward to a long, lazy summer. It is a 
memorable month in Kentucky 
because of the Run for the Roses, the 
Kentucky Derby, which is held the first 
or second Saturday in May. The first 
Kentucky Derby was held in Louisville 
in 1875. 

On May 1, our school sponsored a 
May Day celebration. The conclusion 
was a dance around a maypole. 
Several poles were erected. Each chiJd 
would hold the end of a colored paper 
streamer attached to the top of the 
pole. They wound and wove che 
streamers until there was nothing left 
to hold. The festivity lasted all day. I 
can remember speeches and a picnic 
lunch followed by the dance. All the 
girls wore white dresses. We really 
looked forward to it. 

As a child I saw many rainbows each 
spring. After a rain the sun would come 
out and a beautiful rainbow would ap­
pear. I can remember wading in the 

~ puddles and looking at rainbows. The 
colors were brilliant. I can recall the 
fantasy of finding the pot of gold at the 

'· end of the rainbow and what I would do 
with it. 

In the Bible God promised that he 
would "set a bow in the clouds as a 
token that the waters would not 
become a flood to destroy the earth 
again." What a wonderful sight to see a 
beautiful rainbow and remember 

• God's promise! Where have all the 
rainbows gone? Now you seldom see 

• one and when you do the colors are so 
dingy. I am sure that there is a scien­
tific explanation such as pollution but, 
oh, what a terrible loss. 

In May, because the days were 
longer, we were aUowed to go back to 

• play after the evening meal. We would 
play hide-and-seck until dark. There 
was no television then (thank 

• goodness !) . We had so much fun doing 
• simple things. It wouldn 't satisfy 
• children now. But then it might. I have 
• lived long enough to see a revival of 
• things that I had thought were gone 
• forever. 

I was visiting a friend a few years 
ago and went with her to get some 
vegetables and melons at a friend's 
farm. The man who owned the farm 
was a retired forest ranger, and he 
grew all his vegetables and melons 
organically. I recall being amazed at 
the delicious flavor of the vegetables 
and melons. It reminded me of the dif­
ference between what my father grew 
and what is grown now. I have said so 
many times that nothing tasted as good 
as what we had when I was growing up. 
I no•v know the reason. It is the dif­
ference between organically fertilized 
vegetables and chemically fertilized 
vegetables. We use an organic fer­
tilizer now. We don' t use any sprays. In 
fact, there aren' t as many bugs. We 
just let the ones that are there have 
what they want. Even our potatoes 
have a noticeably different flavor. The 
corn is sweeter. The beans have a real­
ly good flavor . The flavor of every 
vegetable is improved. 

There are many likes and dislikes in 
food . I have changed my mind about 
man y things. I onc e disliked 
mushrooms . The following recipe 
changed by mind. We served it at a 
benefit for a symphony orchestra and 
many came back for more. Some even 
fished out the bits that were left with 
toothpicks. It was given to me by Beth 
Dobbling of Fort Thomas, Kentucky. 

Scalloped Mushrooms 
<Meat Sauce or Appetizer) 

SAUTE lib. fresh mushrooms in v. cup 
butter or margarine for 5 to 10 minutes. 
Season with salt and pepper. Spread in 
shallow baking dish, rounded side up. 
COMBINE : 

~~ pint whipping cream 
2 tbsps. very dry sherry 
114 to 1-'z tsp. instant onion 

ADD a dash of hot sauce if desired. 
Pour over mushrooms. 
Bake uncovered in 325' oven until 
cream has been reduced to half and 
mushrooms are golden. 

This can be used for meat sauce. For 
appetizer, bake until almost dry and 
ser ve in chafing dish with toothpicks. 

Tht> following recipe, Busy-Day Pot 
Roast, is one to add to your list of easy­
to-make recipes. You are in for a plea­
sant surprise. You won't believe that 
anything this easy can be this good. 
The sauce is delicious. The recipe was 
given me by Mrs. A.D. Albright, of 
Highland Heights, Kentucky. 

Busy-Day Pot Roast 
PLACE in a roasting pan : 3- or 4-lb. pot 
roast 
Do not salt. 
SPREAD over the meat : 

1 10 3 4-()Z. can cream of mushroom 
soup, undiluted 
SPRINKLE WITH : 1 envelope dry 
onion soup mix <approx. ll2 oz.) 
Cover and bake in 300' oven for 3 hours. 
This makes lots of delicious gravy. 

The following egg dish is nutritious and 
easy to make. It was given me by 
Amanda Hammack of Murray, Ken­
tucky. Try it. I think you will like it. 

Eggs Newport 
Hard-boil: 6 eggs 
Slice. Set aside. 
FRY until crisp: 8 slices bacon 
Crumble. Set aside. 
COMBINE: 

14 cup mayonnaise 
1 10 34-()z. can cream of mushroom 

soup 
GRADUALLY ADD : 1-2 cup milk 
Blend well . 
Stir in : 1 tsp. chopped chives 
Layer egg slices and sauce in 1-qt. bak­
ing dish. Sprinkle crumbled bacon 
around edge of dish. 
Bake 20 minutes in 350' oven. 

It is a good idea to have a corn pudding 
recipe, as you can always have canned 
or frozen corn on hand . This is one of 
the very best corn pudding recipes. It 
was given to me by the late Gwendolyn 
Dingus, of Prestonsburg, Kentucky. 

Beaumont Inn's Corn Pudding 
COMBINE: 

8 level tbsps. flour 
3 tsps. sugar or honey 
2 cups whole kernel corn 
1 tsp. salt 
2 tbsps. melted butter 

COMBINE and ADD : 
1 qt. milk 
4 weU-beaten eggs 

Mix well. Pour into oblong glass baking 
dish. 
Bake slowly 25 to 30 minutes in 350' 
oven, or until done. Stir from bottom 
every 5 minutes. It may be the inter­
mittent stirring that produces the 
luscious custardy consistency. 
This is a "Specialty of the House" at 
Beaumont Inn in Harrodsburg, Ken­
tucky. 

The Quick Cobbler recipe should be 
another addition to your collection of 
easy and delicious recipes. It was 
given me by Dora Spradlin, of Lex­
ington, Kentucky . 

Quick Cobbler 
COMBINE: 

ih stick softened butter 
1 cup seU-rising flour 
14 cup sugar 
ih cup sweet milk 

Stir as for corn bread. Pour into small 
baking pan. 
Sweeten berries to taste. Pour berries 
over batter, juice included. 
Bake until browned in ~oven. 
Note : Strawberries make the best cob· 
bier. 

If you are just learning to cook, try 
not to get discouraged because, as I 
have said before, there are a lot of 
failures behind every good cook . I 
know some of my failures occurred, 
because if I had a little more than the 
recipe caUed for I went ahead and p~t 
it in, thinking it wouldn't hurt, but tt 
does. Accurate measuring will insure 
better results. "If at first you don't suc­
ceed try , try again " applies to cooking. 
Best of luck.

Public-<>wned utilities, such as rural 
electric cooperatives, need to pursue 
competitive pricing. And, the utilities, 
the state and consumers need to under­
take more serious conservation and 
management efforts to cope with the 
rising ~ost of electricity, says Tracy 
Farmer, secretary of Public Protec­
tion and Regulation. 

Farmer recently made these recom­
mendations in a discussion with the 
Kentucky Association of Electric 
Cooperatives. 

Those deciding the fate of energy use 
and costs are like business partners sit­
ting on a board of directors, he said . 
And, all the partners must " identify 
common concerns" and must "develop 
a strategy to handle e"lergy and 
economic demands." 

Planning utility development and 
energy use has changed dramatically 
over the last 10 years. Farmer cited 
reduced rates of growth in demand, 
higher construction and labor costs, 
and regular rate increases as the 
causes behind industry changes. 

"Today, we're all little guys, 
monitoring electricity and trying to 
make ends meet," the secretary said. 
"The natural reaction of utilities and 
consumers is to blame somebody else 
for the hardships. But no one person or 
group is to blame. 

"If there is a single culprit, it is the 
weak economy which has created the 
harsh business realities of the 1980s. 
Therefore, the state must answer both 
constituents and still encourage com­
petition, conservation and manage­
ment. " 

Decrease in demand for electricity 
has made competitive prices for the 
fuel more crucial than ever, the 
secretary said. He pointed out that, 
ironically, this decrease has been 
brought on by more conservation, 
slow-down in industrial expansion, and 
customer use of different types of fuel, 
such as wood, gas and coal. 

To face the financial crunch 
resulting from less electricity use, the 
association "must offer comparable 
prices" with other fuel suppliers in the 
" world market."

In addition to claiming to be 
the regular supplier, these fraudulent 
solicitors sometimes claim to be with 
an affiliate agency that "received a 
surplus" on its last order. When doing 
this, they will casually drop familiar 
names of executives, officers, and 
authorities of the affiliate.

When they call, they try to put pressure 
on the agency to make an immediate 
decision . Often, they contend that they 
must deliver the goods right away due 
to overflow problems at their 
warehouse. When the products are 
delivered, they are usually inferior and 
can even cause damage to equipment.

May is National High Blood Pressure 
month. This is a good time for us to 
realize just how serious high blood 
pressure really is.

Many people think that you can 
tell if you have high blood pressure by 
the way you feel. This is not the case, a 
person must have his blood pressure 
checked to know if he has high blood 
pressure.
