Kentuckians are not making suffi­
cient use of money set aside for 
reclaiming abandoned mines. a state 
official told members of the B1g Sandy 
Area Development District board Mon­
day. 

• Some $70 million has accumulated in 
taxes paid by coal operators into the 
Rural Abandonee Mine Program and 
his office is seeking applications to 
make more use of it, said R. Carey 
Graham, II, a branch manager with 
the Natural Resource Cabinet's divi­
sion of abandoned lands. 

Coal operators pay a tax of 35 cents a 
ton on surface-mined coal and 15 cents 
a ton on deep-mined coal to be used to 
reclaim sites that were mined before 

J ugust 3, 1977 and later abandoned. 
~ersons who know of such a site, 

especially if it is dangerous, an 
eyesore, or a serious environmental 
blight, should contact his office , 
Graham said. 

Graham urged public officials to look 
for opportunities to turn abandoned 
mine sites into parks, housing sites or 
other public facilities, His office sub­
mitted applications for $161z million in 
reclamation funds under the program 

. this year and is prepar ing a $30 million 
package for next construction season, 
he said. The phone number for the 
Division of Abandoned Lands is

Mr. Clark served as mayor from 1949 
to 1955 and as U. S. marshal from 1955 
to 1962. He became Prestonsburg's 
first city manager in 1964, serving till 
1979, and it was during that time that 
he, with the late George P . Archer as 
mayor, led Pres tonsburg in un­
precedented development. He was 
named Prestonsburg's Outstanding 
Citizen of 1965 by the J unior Chamber 
of Commerce. 

Clark was twice nominated by the 
Republican party as its candidate for 
Congress from the Seventh d:strict. He 
had been county chairman of the Big 
Sandy Development Association and 
was district chairman of the Kentucky 
Retail Merchants' Association, had 
been a director of the Prestonsburg 
Chamber of Commerce and a member 
of the Kiwanis Club here.

A native of Prestonsburg, Mr. Clark 
was a son of the late Cal and Hettie 
Jones Clark.

Stumbo Goes Home 
To Open Campaign 

"People in Kentucky are looking for 
an alternative," Grady Stumbo told a 
crowd of about 350 in the McDowell 
High School gym last Sunday. "People 
in Kentucky want a governor who they 
feel will come to their community and 
listen to their problems." 

The implication was clear ; Stumbo 
is such a person, his likely opponents 
are not. 

The 37-year-old physician was laun­
ctung his campaign for Democratic 

'ttom1nallon for governor Though they 
have yet to enter the race officially, his 
opponents are expected to include Lt. 
Gov. Martha Layne Collins and Louis­
ville Mayor Harvey Sloane. 

In his 21 2 years as Human Resources 
secretary in the John Y. Brown ad­
ministration, Stumbo noted, he had 
managed more people, programs and 
money than Sloane and Mrs. Collins 
"in their entire public careers added 
together." 

Taking his opponents to task for fail ­
ing to appear with him on panels in 
London, Bowling Greefl, Owensboro 

and Morehead, Stumbo challenged 
them to stand with him on the same 
platform. "Let's see who is the most 
creative. Let's see who' has the best 
ideas for this state. And let's see who is 
just reacting out of habit," he said. 

State government should be a 
"positive force" in the lives of people, 
especially those in need, Stumbo said. ' 
In the rush to balance budgets, govern­
ment officials have forgotten one 
thing," he added. "They've forgotten 
people." 

Stumbo was presented to the crowd 
by Floyd Schools Supt. Pete Grtgsby. 
Jr., his high school basketball and 
baseball coach. Managing his cam­
paign is his lifelong friend and business 
partner, Sen. Benny Ray Bailey. 

If the amount raised so far in cam­
paign funds is any indication, Stumbo 
has solid support in Floyd county. In 
his organization's first three months, 
he raised a quarter of a million dollars 
here while Mrs. Collins listed only one 
major donor in this county and Sloane 
listed none. 

County Out of Line 
In '81, Says Audit 

Some employees were paid two 
salaries . others received illegal 
payments for expenses, and a firm was 
awarded a contract without com­
petitive bidding. 

These were among allegations of 
financial irregularities under the 
previous county administration that 
came to light with the release last week 
of the annual audit of the county books. 
They follow an earlier charge that 
state funds were misused during the 
same period. 

According to the audit, which covers 
the year ending June 30, 1982, the coun­
ty : 

- violated the law which forbids 
lump sum payments to county workers 
fol' expenses; 

- paid dual salaries to several 
employees from general county 
revenues as well as from grant funds ; 
and 

- let a contract for computer ser­
vices without seeking competitive bids, 

aiJegedly a violation of state law. 
Neither the identities of those said to 

have received the illegal payments for 
expenses nor the amounts involved 
were disclosed. Bill Bottoms, of Bur­
chett and Bottoms, the accounting firm 
that conducted the audit, said he would 
make no comment on it until he had 
formally presented it to the fiscal court 
at its next meeting. 

County records reveal that at least 
four employees drew dual salaries last 
year. Dick Leslie was paid $1906 a 
month as county planner and $1112 a 
month as deputy judge-executive. Sam 
Hale, who earned $1267 a month as 
flood plain administrator, received an 
additional $1267 monthly between 
September and December, when he 
was on loan to the sheriff's depart­
ment. 

Grace Damron, paid $1461 as county 
finance officer, earned an additional 
$1465 per month when she joined the

Wells Says Site 
Made Favorable 
By Road System 

State Labor Commissioner John C. 
Wells announced at a press conference 
in Frankfort Tuesday that one of the 
two black lung clinics to serve Ken­
tuckians will be in Prestonsburg and 
that it is scht>duled to begin service 
around December 1. 

The East Kentucky Black Lung 
Clinic, to be established here. will 
serve the eastern part of the state. The 
second clinic, in Louisville, will receive 
claimants from the Western Kentucky 
coal field 

Dr. Ballard F . Wright, of Lexington, 
fomerly of Prestonsburg, will head the 
clinic here. 

"This," said Wells, " is one of the 
best things I've ever done. In the past I 
have seen so many of my friends and 
relatives in Eastern Kentucky who 
were sick, many old, hauled to Lex­
ington, all over- now I am proud that 
they and others will have a clinic near 
them." 

The Prestonsburg choice, he said, 
was based on the number of patients 
and the accessibility of the location. Of 
about 1100 black lung claimants in the 
area, he said, 700 are from the Pres­
tonsburg area, 230 from Harlan and 200 
from Hazard. Accessibility of Pres· 
tonsburg has been strengthened by an 
improved road system, including US 23 
and new KY 80. 

" In terms of black lung miners," the 
commissioner said, "Pike county is 
No. land Floyd is second." 

He said the decisions announced 
Tuesday constitute the first revision of 
the black lung program in the state. 

Dr Wright, a native of Floyd county, 
is a son of a miner, Wells pointed out. 
He said Wright was selected from a Jist

In granting Dinco's motion in 
Pikeville federal court last Wednes­
day, the judge said the company would 
have to post a $300,000 bond against 
any possible damage done to residents 
by operation of the tipple. 

Last month Unthank ruled that the 
federal government must enforce a 
law requiring permission fro m 
everyone living within 300 feet of the 
tipple before it can operate legally. 

Earlier rulings by the federal Office 
of Surface Mining that it could not 
regulate the tipple because it wasn't at 
or near the company's mine "were 
clearly erroneous," the judge said at 
that time. 

Unthank then remanded the case to 
the Interior Department for "further 
proceedings not inconsistent with this 
opinion. " ' 

Dinco has appealed that decision to 
the 6th U.S. Circuit C.ourt of Appeals in 
Cincinnati. 

Last Wednesday's ruling means that 
Dinco can operate the tipple while the 
appeal is pending.

Sheriffs Talk about Pay John C. Hail

A spokesman for the Kentucky 

Sher iffs' Association says a proposed 
succession amendment is the organiza­
tion's first priority, but several sheriffs 
indicated that compensation is most 
important. 

The views were given last week to 
the legislative interim Subcommittee 
on County Officials Compensation. 

Ray Stoess, the sheriffs' association 
executive director, said succession is 
the primary goal in the next regular 
session. 

If the 1984 General Assembly puts a 
new version on the ballot, the referen­
dum would be held later that year. 

However, similar proposed amend­
ments have been defeated by voters 
four times since the first one was plac­
ed on the 1959 referendum ballot. 

Several sheriffs said they should be 
placed on a fixed salary to give them 
independence from local fiscal courts 
and enable them to know their annual 
compensation in advance. 

Under the current law, the state sets 
a maximum salary for sheriffs, who 
depend on fiscal court appropriations 
and fees to achieve it. 

This year's maximum, which is tied 
to the cost of living, is $28,387, plus a 
state expense allowance of $3,600. 

The subcommittee staff report shqw­
ed that of 98 sheriffs audited in 1980, on­
ly 56 were malting the maximum of 
$23,184 that year. 

"If we can change the law (by allow­
ing succession), a majority of our pro­
blems can be solved," Stoess said. 
"We're just getting started and, 
believe me, we're going to be heard 
from." 

But Rep. Bob Heleringer , 
R-Louisville, said the main problem 
appears to be the tr oubles related by 
McCreary County Sheriff Lindell 
Wilson , which Heleringer said 
outrages him. 

Wilson told of his financial and 
political clifficulties since taking office 
early this year and said similar pro­
blems exist in counties with under 

Equipment Firm Held 
Victim of Espionage 

Attorney General Steven L . Beshear 
has announced the recent arrest of a 
Birmingham, Alabama, man on 
charges of theft and corporate es­
pionage stemming from the theft and 
resale of blueprints from Joy Manufac­
turing Co., a firm which makes 
machinery and parts used in the 
surface-mining industry. Beshear 
stated that Birmingham police work­
ing through the Leviticus Project, a 
multi-state task force created to in­
vestigate crimes in the Appalachian 
coal region , investigated the case and 
made the arrest. Members of the 
Leviticus Project, of which Beshear's 
office is a member, stated that other 
companies had been producing mining 
equipment from plans stolen from Joy. 
The parts and equipment were then 
sold at prices below Joy's. The loss to 
the firm, according to its officers, in­
volved millions of dollars over the past 
several years. 

Beshear stated that while espionage 
has plagued the equipment industry for 
years, this is one of the few cases that 
has ever resulted in arrest. Leviticus 
agents working in an undercover 
capacity paid a former Joy employee 
$18,000 for blueprints of the firm's 
equipment. 

Additional evidence will be 
presented to a grand jury and a 
number of additional arrests are ex­
pected. 

Beshear praised the efforts of the 
project citing the recent efforts in 
thwarting stolen heavy equipment and 
other recent inclictments involving 
frauds in the coal industry.

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''It's something I could have never 
done in England," said the 44-year-{)ld 
Bond who pointed out that his modest 
income in his native land would have 
made acquistion of a suitable space 
and necessary tools almost impossible. 
With the required skills and more than 
enough enthusiasm, Bond needed only 
a location for his shop, and that was 
provided by his wife's parents, Lacy 
and Edna Bailey, the basement of 
whose home offered a clean and conve­
nient work area . 

With a small newspaper advertise­
ment and word-of-mouth spreading 
news of "The Clock House," the Bonds 
admit they were surprised at the 
number of customers who began to res­
pond, even in the first weeks. Most of 
the business came in the form of repair 
-work although there were enough in­
quiries into custom-made clocks to 
convince the Englishman that his 
creative ability might also be put to 
good use. 

Bond became familiar with the work­
ings of delicate and complex 
mechanisms while serving an appren­
ticeship at a Royal Aircraft Establish­
ment project as a young man. It was 
also during this time that he. became 
fascinated with horology, the study of . 
clocks, and the art of their construc­
tion. 

Although repair work is the "bread 
and butter" of The Clock House, the 
design and construction of clocks is 
Bond's first love and his wife proudly 
points to the fact that "clockmakers 
who can repair, design and build clocks 
number only about 300 in the world." 
Four small, polished brass clocks 
designed and built by Bond decora ted a 
table while parts of a larger, steeple­
shaped clock lay scattered about, 
awaiting assembly. He cuts the gears 
and shapes the precision escapements, 
using formulas related .to geometry 
and trigonometry, combined with a 
good deal of drafting. and it's vital that 
the cogs be formed to perfection. "You 
don't want to throw away a handful of 
brass gears you've just spent hours on 
cutting," Bond remarked. Bond stress­
ed that he was not involved in the pro­
ductiOn of grandfather clocks, since he 
has no connections at present with a 
skilled cabinet maker. " Maybe later ," 
he said. 

In addition to his own work, he has 
close connections with Dutch and 
British firms which include the clocks 
of his mentor, Mike Harding, of 
England, whom he calls "the best 
clockmaker in the world. " 

Bond is pleased w1th the way his 
business is going and he credits much 
of its success to the "business sense" of 
Mrs. Bond. He is thrilled that his love 
for clockmaking is generating some in­
come and he hopes that the repair work 
he docs as well a~ sales of some of his 
clocks in area slot es will allow him the 
opportumly to concentrate on more 
design of originals. 

"Our ultimate aim is to make 
beautiful clocks," he said.

sheriff's staff in September last year. 
Janet Tackett, an $883-a-month 
secretary, picked up an extra $882 a 
month as juvenile support staff 
worker. 

The use of grant funds to pay addi­
tional salaries to county workers 
violated grant guidelines and resulted 
in the county's being required to repay 
$14,892 in state funds that were intend­
ed to help juvenile offenders. 

The legality of paying an employee 
two salaries· out of county funds 
depends on circumstances-for exam­
ple, on whether the worker was being 
paid twice for the same work-and 
could raise conflict-{)f-interest issues, 
Assistant Attorney-General Charles 
Runyan said this week. He would not 
comment on the situation in this coun­
ty , however. 

In the final months of the administra­
tion of former Judge-Executive Bill 
Wells, the fiscal court agreed to pay 
$9000 a year to Computer and Utility 
Services, Inc., to prepare the county 
payroll. Registered with the Secretary 
of State as the firm's agent is Stephen 
R. Allen, of Prestonsburg, a brother of 
county treasurer David D. Allen. 
· The county's arrangement with 
Computer and Utility Services violated 
a state law requiring that all expen­
ditures above $5000 be advertised for 
competitive bids, Bottoms said. 

John Allen, attorney for the com­
puter firm, disputed the auditors ' 
analysis, claiming that, since the fiscal 
court resolution that authorized it is 
rescindable at any time, the county's 
arrangement with Computer and Utili­
ty Services is not a contract. 

Even if it were a contract it would be 
exempt from the law requiring com­
petitive bids because it involves highly 
complex equipment, Allen added. 
(Kentucky law provides that, where 
"highly complex equipment which re­
quires technical discussions" is involv­
ed, a county may contract or purchase 
tl{rough " competitive negotiation" 
rather than competitive bidding. In 
that case, the Jaw demands a written 
finding that the complexity of the pro­
duct makes it impracticable to award 
the contract according to the normal 
bidding process. ) 

Alternatively, the arrangement with 
Computer and Utility Services could be 
regarded as a personal service con­
tract which is not subject to bidding, 
Allen said. 

Bottoms said he stands by his firm 's 
interpretation of the arrangement.

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" It had burned once in the early 
1930's ," Allen recalled, "but never 
after that until last July. " The state 
Division of Air Pollution cited the coal 
recovery operation for illegal burning 
yet later an inspector from that agen­
cy's Hazard office along with a federal 
inspector claimed that the pile had 
been burning all along. "They looked 
at a section of the pile where red dog 
had formed during the burning 50 
years ago and figured from that and 
the smoke flying from the new fires 
that it had burned for years," Allen 
said. But Allen pointed out that "snow 
used to lay on the pile as long as 
anywhere else in the winter, and I can 
show you right now a tree 18 inches 
through that grew there." Other 
res idents on the creek confirm Allen's 
observations. 

The company soon abandoned its at­
tempts at coal recovery and Allen 
began the long search for help in rid­
ding the community of the problem. 
For a year the question of responsibili­
ty for the mess was bantered back and 
forth between numerous agencies and 
offices, and Allen has the bundles of 
correspondence to prove it. Finally, a 
representative of O.S.M. from Pitts­
burgh, Dyrel P . Delaney. visited the 
site in July and told Allen, "This has 
got to go. " 

O.S.M.'s Harrison inspected the site 
with potential contractors last summer 
although , again, right-of-way pro­
blems delayed further progress. He is 
confident now, however, that work can 
proceed on the project through 
O.S.M.'s Rural Abandoned Mines Pro­
gram <R.A.M.P .). 

Even after the source of the noxious 
haze is cleared away, Allen will harbor 
more than a little resentment and bit­
terness for the many months he and his 
family have suffered. But, as he said, 
" Maybe we'll be able to sit out in the 
yard without dreading it."

1982, I came across the article announ­
cing Tel-Com's intention to improve 
service and add stations to their 
systems in Toler Creek, Big Mud, Mid­
dle Creek and Wheelwright in this 
county. 

The one question that came to mind. 
upon reading this article was, "What is 
this, some kind of joke?" 

You see, I live on Middle Creek, and 
some three to four years ago, when Tel­
Com purchased this system from 
Hamilton Cable Vision, we the people 
of Middle Creek that were hooked to 
the Hamilton system, received letters 
from Tel-Com, announcing this very 
same thing. 

The only improvements that have. 
been made from that time to now were 
in Tel-Com's favor; i.e., rate increases 
to $6.50 per month and now $7.50 per 
month. During this same time the 
quality of service has diminished. Just 
last night, (Nov. 5), for instance, there 
was so much interference that during 

·an hour program we missed about a 
third of the program due to the signal 
flashing in and out. And now, this even­
ing, you can barely see the picture on 
the Hazard station, and hear even less 
of the sound. The only reason I'm still 
on this system is that there is no other 
system offered in this community . 

So, with quality drooping, and pro­
mises unfulfilled for from three to four 
years.

We applaud The Times editorial 

about the need to test Kentucky 
teachers, and support Supt. Barber in 
his request for same. 

No mortal can teach what he does not 
know. The need for this law is not con· 
fined to Kentucky or this county but 
our concern lies here. Acceptance of 
John Dewey's philosophy with em­
phasi!i on teaching methods and 
theories instead of on content accounts 
for the present decline in the classroom 
as much as anything else. Exceptions 
exist, with competent, dedicated 
teachers on any faculty , and blame for 
low standards does not rest solely on 
teachers. All of us are responsible. 

Devoting more time to TV than to 
study is one cause. Increased sports 
the year round is another, extra-mural 
games and tournaments all year, week 
nights included, curtailing study. A 
third factor is time pupils spend selling 
items for school needs or extras. An 
important one is neglecting basic sub­
jects for extended curricula. Few earn 
their Iivlihood by majoring on fringe 
courses and seldom then unless they 
know fundamentals. Oldsters recall 
the one-room school with eight grades, 
one teacher for a seven-month term, 
and rejoice that in those days basics 
were mastered by the majority, most 
of whom never entered high school, but 
they can read , write, spell, do 
arithmetic creditably, and use accep­
table grammar. Reduced curricula 
may help improve standards that 
magazines and speakers are deploring 
across the nation, with good cause. 

Once remedial reading was limited 
to the, lower grades. Today countless 
high schools, colleges, universities. and 
seminaries offer remedial courses in 
reading plus! Many remedial teachers 
have aides, who with regular teachers 
make three trying to teach reading. 
Add Mom and Dad to make four or 
five! Some youngsters have 
disabilities. This does not apply to 
them. Too many receive high school 
diplomas, even college degrees, who 
cannot pass a sixth-grade exam. 
Employers note the lower quality in 
applications. 

It il} easy to blame the Boards and. 
Superintendents but no sch()ols surpass 
their ., principals, and no classrooms 
their teachers. We praise Maytown 
principal Gary Frazier for making 
some rules early in the year and for 
willingness to assert authroity when 
needed. Parents have the right to com­
plain when a teacher does more assign­
ing than instructing, rarely returns a 
paper, reads a novel or sleeps in 
classroom, abuses children, refuses to 
teach required subjects, fails to cover 
material due that year. Nor can one 
bla'Jle a ~eacher who complains,:vhen 
~()~ brings her child and says, "He's 
a holy terror, driving me crazy-see 
wht you can do with him," forgetting 
that Teacher may have a half dozen of 
his kind, plus 25 others! 

Indeed, parents are a major factor in 
pupil progress. Youngsters rarely have 
home chores today. Idleness produces 
habits that cause failures. Many 
children do not know the worth of work 
or money, often have too much to 
spend. Instead of enjoying a good book

Ballots Prove 
Trumka's Boast 
Is Well-Based 

Candidates are expeCted to be op­
timistic and, when Rich Trumka was in 
this county last month on a final swing 
in his campaign for the UMW presiden­
cy, he was no exception. "We're going 
to win, nationwide and in District 30. 
There's no doubt in my mind," he 
predicted in the course of an interview 
here. 

As election returns came in last 
Tuesday, it became apparent that the 
33-year-old union lawyer had beaten 
Sam Church, Jr. by a greater margin 
than even the challenger had an­
ticipated . 

With 669 of 868 locals reporting, ac­
cording to UMW headquarters in 
Washington , ·Trumka had 75,393 votes 
to Church 's 36,088- a 67 percent 
margin. 

The margin for Trumka in District 
30, which includes eastern Kentucky, 
was smaller but still substantial. There 
were some 3,444 votes cast for Trumka 
here and 2,070 for Church, district 
secretary-treas urer Bobby Roy Justice 
said. Trumka also won District 23 in 
western Kentucky by a lopsided vote, 
3,677 to 1,393. 

Kentucky's other UMW distr ict , 
Distr ict 19, based in Middles­
boro-where Church got 1975 votes to 
Trumka's 475-was one of only three 
districts that Church carried. The 
other two were District 18 in western 
Canada and District 21 in Arkansas. 

District 30 President Ernie Justice 
and District 23 President Lee Roy Pat­
terson had endorsed Trumka ; District · 
19 leaders backed Church. 

Later this month, Trumka plans to 
marry Barbara Vidovich , who worked 
in his campaign. His financee is from 
Gates, Pa., near Trumka's home town, 
Nemacolin. 

Cecil Roberts, who also stopped here 
on a campaign swing recently, was 
ele :::ted union vice-president on the 
Trumka slate. 

The campaign marked Church's first 
bid for election to the office he has held 
since 1979, when he moved up from 
vice -pres ident follo~ing Arnold 
Miller's resignation because of poor 
health.

An Estimated 1,000 Hunters 
Converge on Dewey Lake Area 

Body Found 
NearKY80 

The announcement last spring that a 
three-day gun season for deer hunters 
would be allowed in the 8,650·acre 
wildlife management area surroun­
ding Dewey Lake and Jenny Wiley 

1 State Park drew protests from a 
number of individuals and sportsmen's . 
groups. Since the herd at Dewey was 
perhaps the best in twenty years, a 
" slaughter" of male deer was 
predicted and one Pike county bow 
hunter estimated as many as 500 gun­
toting hunters would converge en the 
lake over the weekend. 

But state policy prevailed as Divi­
sion of Wildlife officials termed the 
season, the first open to gun hunters 
around the lake in six years, a new 
stage of "deer mangement," and the 
weekend of November 6-8 saw a virtual 
army of hunters descend upon the hills 
around Dewey Lake. The aftermath of 
that weekend has rekindled and inten­
sified objections to the state's ruling, 
from hunters and non-hunters alike. 

It is estimated that as many as 500 
hunters took to the lake's environs the 
first day and that the weekend hunter 
total exceeded 1,000. Parking areas 
from the German Bridge section at the 
head of the lake to the dam were 
crowded with vehicles and scores of 
boats transported hunters to all sec­
tions of the impoundment. State Con­
servation Officers worked long hours 
at weigh stations in an effort to record 
the deer kill and the weekend's total 
figures showed 125 bucks {males) kill­
ed with an estimated 20 illegal kills of 
does. " It was a slaughter," said Con­
servation Officer Dalton R. Conley who 
added that "five and six vehicles would 
be lined up at one time waiting to weigh 
deer." 

During the past three years a one­
month bow-hunting season has 
resulted in a yearly average df 20-25 
deer killed, it was reported. 

Although objections to the gun 
season are varied, the fear of drastical­
ly and unnecessarily reducing the size 
of the deer herd may be most often 
heard. Dr. Brent Clark, a Betsy Layne 
dentist who helped organize a letter­
writing protest against the opening of 
the lake to gun hunting last spring , 
says he has spent the last 20 years as 
both a hunter and observer of the deer 
a t Dewey Lake. " I don't have exact 
sta tistics but I feel I know pretty well 
what affects the deer population at 
Dewey and, generally, what will hap­
pen in a given situation," he said. He 
was not surprised then, he said, when a 
trip to the lake over the past weekend 
with some friends concluded without a 
single deer sighting. "We did find a 
four-point buck lying dead and a couple 
of does somebody had left," Clark com­
mented. 

Though Division of Wildlife staff 
biologists argue that the deer herd in 
the Dewey Lake preserve is large 
enough that as many as 90 percent of 
its males could be "harvested" without 
affecting the size of the deer herd next 
year, Dr. Clark and others are uncon­
vinced. They point to the gun season of 
1964, a year, apparently, when deer 
herds were thriving after a long period 
of no hunting, and speak of the first 
"slaughter." 

"Each season after that the kill was 
small since the herd had been so 
severely reduced," recalls Chalmer 
Howard, secretary of the Dewey Lake 
Fish & Game Club, one of the local 
sportsmen's organizations which pro­
tested the gun season. "It was closed 
then sometime after that and later 
restocked with 78 deer from the Mam­
moth Cave area, " Howard pointed out. 

"I know the deer herd at Jenny 
Wiley," said Dr. Clark . " It's very 
delicate and can be thinned out very 
fast. 

In addition to practical questions of 
game management those who would 
close the lake to furth~r gun seasons 
speak of ethics. " I think you've got to 
ask whether it's really ethical for 1,000 
hun.ters to crowd into a realtively

restricted area <the Dewey wildlife 
area ) and hunt deer that are actually 
hemmed in by the lake waters on one 
side and strip-mine areas on the 
other," Howard commented. " I'm a 
hunter myself," he pointed out, "but in 
this type of situation the deer just 
doesn't have a sporting chance." 
Howard said '8 number of the deer 
taken were shot by one hunter while 
running from another. 

A number of people are also upset 
because, as Howard said, "For the 
first time you could go to the lake and 
almost count on seeing a deer." Officer 
Conley a lso ef<pressed fear that the re­
cent weekend would make future deer 
sightings few and far between. "You 
could go out on a family drive around 
the lake and even if you had to look at 
the milk jugs, still , there were many 
times you'd get to see a big buck or a 
doe and some fawns," he said. " It's 
really nice to see wildlife like that in 
this country." 

Fish & Wildlife Department conser­
vation officers in this section were 
against opening the preserve to gun 
hunting. "None of the Eastern Ken­
tucky officers wanted it opened for 
anything more than bow season," said 
Conley who als<> stated that Tim Dash, 
of Whitesburg, commissioner for the 
state's Seventh Conservation District, 
which includes Floyd county, express­
ed his opposition to the gun season at 
a regional meeting. Regional wildlife 
biologist Larry Short also reportedly 
disapproved of the proposal as did the 
county's fish and game clubs. 

Since there was apparently no local 
support, area sportsmen wonder why 
their objections were ignored. 
Bowhunter Charles Franklin Johnson, 
of Pike county and others who joined 
for a letter-writing campaign in the 
spring accused the state of bowing to 
the pressures of gun hunters and 
possibly looking to attract late season 
business to the state park, allegations 
which were flatly denied by the 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources. Clark spoke of the possibili­
ty that the U. S. Army Corps of 
Engineers, which controls most of the 
land surrounding Dewey lake, exerted 
its influence to see gun season open in 
order not to discriminate against one 
group while allowing bowhunters use 
of the lake. 

"If there's a problem with fear of 
favoring one group of hunters over 
another," Dr. Clark said, "I'd be in 
favor of closing the area completely 
since it's a seed area for the rest of this 
whole section.'' 

Itjs feared by many that gun season 
will again be open next year since, as 
Clark stated, "It's a lot easier to get a 
certain season opened than it is to close 
one. " If the season is allowed, those 
who object contend, the sight of a deer 
along the water's edge at Dewey Lake 
will once again become a rare spec­
tacle.

Cervical cancer. kills 11,000 women 

each year-a tragic figure which 
should be much lower, since cervical 
cancer can be one of the most curable 
of all cancers if it is detected and treat­
ment is started in the earliest stages. 

There is a simple test to determine if 
a woman has cervical cancer. This is 
the Pap test, a simple painless test that 
only takes a few moments of a 
woman's time. This test could have 
saved some of those 11,000 women who 
died of cervical cancer. 

The Floyd County Health Depart­
ment is having a Pap clinic next Mon­
day from 8:30 a.m. till 2 p.m. This 
clinic is a free service and any woman 
who has not had the test in the past 
year is urged to take advantage of this 
service. Women age 45 and over are 
especially urged to take advantage of 
this service, since this is the high risk 
age for the disease. 

Floyd County Family Planning will 
be closed Nov. 17-19 while the staff is 
attending a family planning con­
ference in Louisvile.

Chill Future Seen 
As Heat Costs Soar 

With winter coming on, everyone's 
thoughts are turning to the high 
heating bills that can be expected. 

Because of that, the state Public Ser­
vice Commission recently invited the 
Kentucky Congressional delegation to 
a hearing on natural gas price in­
creases. The hearing was for two 
utilities that were facing increases in 
the cost of gas..-to them. Those high 
costs go straight to consumers and the 
commission wanted to inform the 
legislators of the problem and ask for 
their assistance. 

"These flow-throughs of high-cost 
gas are the result of a federal law and 
the commission is hoping Congress can 
make some changes in it," said state 
Public Protection and Regulation 
Cabinet Secretary Neil Welch. The 
PSC is one of 13 agencies in the Public 
Protection and Regulation Cabinet. 

Welch was referring to the Natural 
Gas Policy Act approved by Congress 
in 1978. The act was designed to offer 
incentives to producers to explore for 
gas and thus eliminate the shortages 
the country had been experiencing. 

It has worked. In fact , there is now a 
surplus of gas. However, the 
marketplace has not taken over and 
caused a reduction in prices. Because 
of provisions in contracts between pro­
ducers and pipeline companies, the 
high-cost gas continues to be produced 
and the pipeline companies must take 
it. This is true even though cheaper gas 
is available. 

"These contracts are a major con­
cern of the commission and that is 
what they're hoping Congress will look 
at," Welch said. "They are urging 
everyone who uses gas in the Com­
monwealth to write to their Con­
gressmen and ask for help."

Nature Trails 
By RUFUS REED 

Our White Walnuts 
Late Victims of Blight 

Our highly useful white walnuts have 
lately fallen victims of a serious blight 
which may eventually destroy them 
like the blight that killed our valuable 
chestnuts. 

The white walnut blight works from 
the top limbs down slowly but eventual­
ly it kills the tree. You may have notic­
ed white walnuts with dead branches in 
the top. This is the work of the killer 
fungus, which scientists call, Melan­
conis Juglandis to distinguish from the 
chestnut blight, which they called En­
dothia Parasiticus. They have not yet 
found a way to combat this fungus. 

Books call this tree, "butternut," but 
I prefer the name, "White Walnut," 
given to it by the oldtimers.. They had 
many uses for the white walnut. They 
tapped their white walnuts in the spr­
ing to draw out the sweet sap. From it 
they made a delicious sirup which they 
claim was as good or even better than 
sugar maple sirup. Also the thrifty 
housewife of early days always 
gathered a basketful of the soft, green 
nuts and used them to make delicious 
pickles. Only once have I eaten pickled 
white walnut nuts and I remember 
they had a delicious tang. 

The nuts of the white walnut are bet­
ter to eat than most fall nuts. They are 
enclosed by a hard corrugated shell 
sharp at both ends and two inches long. 
The kernel inside is oily and of good 
flavor. The nut is enclosed by a hull 
which sticks like glue to one's fingers . 

When not damaged by the blight, the 
white walnut is a lovely tree. Its trunk 
looks silvery against the dark 
background of winter woods. It has 
large, compound leaves two feet long. 
Each leaf is composed of 17 leaflets, 
with the odd one at the end. 

The hulls of the nuts were used in 
early times to make a beautiful 
orange-<:olored dye to color fabrics. It 
was regarded as a very rich color . 

Both the bark and roots of white 
walnut are medicinal. In passing 
through the woods. I have seen where 
white walnuts had been dug out of the 
ground and their roots taken to sell to 
the herb markets for medicine. The 
roots are used to make medicine for 
stomach trouble and as a cure for 
chronic constipation. A tea made from 
the bark will quickly expel worms 
from a child. Also medicine from the 
roots and bark will cure flu and bad 
colds. 

The white walnut lumber makes fine 
furniture and feels smooth as satin 
when polished . 

Let's all do everything in our power 
to save the precious white walnut from 
the blight.

Four Lanier TypeMaster word processors are now being used by medical 
records transcriptionists. It is estimated that they will increase efficiency by 
at least 25% per transcriptionist. There are no rough drafts or whiteouts, 
since all changes, corrections and proofing are done on a TV-like screen. 1be 
processor's printing can produce a full page in 40 seconds. 

"The physicians and the Medical Records staff think our new system is 
fantastic ," reports Dolores Preston, Medical Records director. The doctors 
receive perfectly-typed, letter-quality reports. The transcriptionists don't 
have to worry about margins, centering and inserting paper. These are all 
done automatically by giving the processors simple commands. They can 
store information and recall it for future use in seconds. The word pro­
cessors also print 3 copies simultaneously which eliminates copying time 
and expense. 

The new word processors can be tied in with the hospital's computer 
system and expanded if needed. For the future, word processing a pplica· 
lions are being explored in Development, Radiology. Personnel, Administra­
tion, Finance and other departments.

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C.A.T. Now Accessible to Area Patients

If you were to walk, unsuspecting, 
through the doors of Highlands C.A.T. 
Scanning, Inc . and into the area where 
the office's equipment is set up, you 
might think you had wandered into the 
nerve center of a top secret military 
project or the heart of some diabolical 
experiment. But there are no signs pro­
claiming " Achtung!" or uniformed 
guards to whisk you away and any 
sinister thoughts you may have had 
soon vanish when it becomes clear that 
the formidable equipment is used only 
to help solve medical problems and 
even save lives. 

The complex-looking lighted panels, 
viewing screens and the huge scanning 
apparatus itself are part of C.AT., or 
Computerized Axial Tomography, an 
advanced diagnostic procedure which 
only became readily accessible to pa­
tients in this area with the opening in 
January of this year of Highlands 
C.A.T. Scanning, a concern formed by 
a group of local physicians. Before, pa­
tients would have to travel to Lex­
ington or other urban centers to take 
advantage of the procedure. 

Unlike the conventional X-ray, which 
produces unidirectional images on 
sheet film. the C.A.T. process involves 
a recording "camera " which slowly 
revolves around a section of the pa­
tient's anatomy, the head, for exam-

pie. rendering computer reconstruc­
tions of "slices" of the anatomy from 
4-13 m.m.in thickness. The process 
moves to contiguous slices, eventually 
giving a detailed picture of the whole. 
Details can be examined more closely 
by enlarging slices or sections thereof. 

Dr. Peter Jakobson , the young 
radiologist who directs the facility. 
stressed tire gteat usefulness of the

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Tattered & Torn 
• But Still Aloft

The "rocket's red glare and bombs 
bursting in air" haven't been the only 
threats to the flag that inspired Fran­
cis Scott Key's famous poem. 

The Star-spangled Banner, the giant 
<34-by-3o-fool) flag that greets visitors 

• at the National Museum of American 
History in Washington, D.C., had col­
lected lots of dirt over the vears- a 
messy mix of dust, soil, grass ~nd even 
microscopic blue cotton particles from 
visitors' jeans clinging to the priceless 
flag . 

Museums conservators attributed 
the grimy buildup to the banner's 
dramatic location directly in front of 
the busy, often drafty museum en-

• trance on the National Mall. "The 
main problem was dust which comes in 
with visitors and on eddies' of air and 
then settles on the flag," Scott Odell, 
head of the museum's Division of Con­
servation, explains. Also, the mere fact 
that the flag has been hanging in one 
place, exposed to light and air for 19 
years, was a major factor in the ac­
cumulation of dirt. 

Clearly, the Stars and Stripes were 
facing new dangers. Besides being 

• 
unattractive, "dust in the long run 

'. wears by abrasion as the flag sways 
slightly in the drafts," Rita Adrosko, 
head of the museum's Textile Division, 
notes. "Chemical substances trapped 
in dust might also contribute to 
degradation of the flag's surface." 

The museum has just completed a 
delicate cleaning project to protect the 
flag from further deterioration. Both 
siJes of the flag were vacuumed by 
conservators working from a scaf-

Building. Mter Pearl Harbor, it was 
folded and stored in a \ar-paper­
covered package in a cavern near 
Luray, Va . 

When the war ended, the flag was 
rehung in a glass case, its bottom edge 
set in moth crystals. During its stay in 
Arts and Industries, the flag was 
vacuumed only once, and no other 
treatment is recorded. In 1963, the ban­
ner was moved to its present location. 

The recent conservation project will 
not undo all the ravages of age, but it 
should help to preserve the Stars and 
Stripes for future visitors to enjoy.

An · opaque theatrical curtain was 

then placed in front of the flag_ to keep 
it in total darkness, except when 
unveiled for brief, hourly sound-and­
light shows during museum hours. The 
air-handling system, which creates a 
clean air curtain around the flag, was 

. upgraded to control dust as well as 
humidity and temperature. 

The Star-spangled Banner, which 
key observed in the "dawn's early 
light" of Sept. 14, 1814, has had many 
adventures during its 169 years. Little 
is known about the flag's treatment 
from 1814 to 1907, when it belonged to 
the family of Col. George Armistead, 
commander of Fort McHenry during 
Britain 's unsuccessful attack on 
Baltimore in 1814. But the earliest 

'. known photograph of the flag, taken in 
1874, shows it crudely tacked to a 
coarse hcking, with one star missing 
and white stripes tattered. 

In 1914, Mrs. Amelia Fowler of 
Boston stitched the flag to a new back­
ing. It was then hung horizontally in 
the Smithsonian's Arts and Industries

MIND YOUR OUTDOOR MANNERS 
Whether or not you have a place to 

hunt next year could depend upon how 
well you mind your outdoor manners 
this season. 

Chances are, you'll hunt on someone 
else's property. If you behave like a 
good guest should, the landowner will 
welcome you back next year. But if you 
act like a slob, don't be surprised if a 
big "posted" sign greets you when 
you return. 

The most basic and fundamental act 
of good outdoors manners is asking 
permission to hunt, yet it's amazing 
how many hunters don't observe thil 
simple courtesy. Entering the lands of 
another without permission is 
trespassing and could subject you to 
arrest. 

With the amount of rural crime there 
is today, farmers need to know who is 
on their land, and why. A strange car 
parked beside the road might belong to 
a couple of hunters, but it could also be 
a get-away vehicle for someone "lif­
ting'' a tractor battery· or siphoning 
gas. 

The landowner who has to track you 
down on his property to see what 
you're up to isn't going to be in the best 
frame of mind and will probably chase 
you off. But if you had asked first , he 
most likely would have let you hunt on 
his place. · 

Once you do have permission to hunt 
on a particular piece of property, be 
extra careful that you don't abuse the 
privilege the landowner has granted 
you. If you driv.e onto his land, stay on 
the roads or trails and don't go cutting 
across plowed or soft ground }ust to see 
if your new mud tires really work. 

And don't litter . Pick up the wrap­
pers from your lunch and don't even 
leave spent shells lying around . In 
short, act like you are in your host's liv­
ing room, not his back 40. 

Leave gates the way you found them . 
In particular, don't carelessly leave a 
gate unlatched. The fellow who has 
s pent a couple of hours rounding up his 
cattle isn't going to be exactly over­
joyed the next time he sees the person 
who let the critters escape. 

And speaking of gates, don't park 
your vehicle in front of one then head 
off for a day's hunting. The reason 
there's a gate in that fence is so some­
one can get through, and that someone 
is generally the landowner with a load 
of feed for his stock or something 
equally pressing. If he has to sit there 
and wait for you to get back to your car 
before he can go on with his work, he's 
not going to spend the time thinking 
kind thoughts about hunters or about 
you. 

It should go without saying that 
you'll be careful with firearms and 
won't endanger lives or property by 
careless gun handling or shooting. 
Remember that even a .22 bullet will 
travel over a mile and will ricochet off 
rocks or off the surface of water. Think 
about where that bullet might even­
tually end up before you pull the trig­
ger. 

Finally, don't put your mind in 
neutral. Just because you're on a holi­
day and out for a little recreation is no 
reason not to consider the conse­
quences of your actions, not to think 
ahead a little. And the one thing you 
should think about constantly is how 
much good hunting land has been lost 
because someone didn't think about 
what he was doing or how his actions 
affect others or how thE~Y reflect upon 
the sport of hunting. ·

Most Obey 55 M.P.H. 
Limit, Police Say 

Most Kentucky drivers, about two­
thirds, are obeying the 55 mph speed 
limit, according to a routine report 
received by the highway safety stan­
dards section of the Kentucky State 
Police . 

The study was conducted by the 
Transportation Department and sub­
mitted to the state police for forwar­
ding to the Federal Highway Ad­
ministration. 

Monitoring of traffic with automated 
equipment took place over a three­
month period ending Sept. 30. The 
monitors were placed on various types 
of roads throughout Kentucky and 
87,896 vehicles were surveyed. 

About 66 percent of the drivers 
monitored were within the 55 mph 
speed limit. 

The study divides the 34 percent who 
were exceeding the speed limit into 
three catagories according to how fast 
they were going. Of an the motorists 
surveyed, 15.3 percent were traveling 
from 56 to 60 mph ; 8.6 percent were go­
ing from 61 to 65 mph; and 10.1 percent 
were exceeding 65 mph. 

This 66-34 split between drivers who 
are within the speed limit and tl'lose 
who are not is fairly consistent with 
overall averages during the first two 
quarters this year . 

During the three-month period end­
ing March 31, 64.5 percent of surveyed 
drivers were within the 55 mph speed 
limit. For the pericd ending June 30, 
66.2 percent were within the speed 
limit. 

In addition to the overall avera6e, 
the July through September report 
lists the pen:entage of speeders accor­
ding to type of roadway. 

Interstate drivers were traveling the 
fastest whether they were on rural or 
urban sections of the road. 

On rural sections of surveyed in­
terstates, 73.1 percent of the drivers 
were exceeding 55 mph. Interstate 
drivers slowed down a bit in urban sec­
tions where 54.9 percent were going 
faster than 55 mph. 

A sizable percentage of drivers on 
both rural arterial roads and major 
rura• collector roads were speeding. 
<Arterial roads are trafficways on 
which cross traffic is required to stop. 
Collector roads feed main roads.> 

The report showed 29.2 percent of 
drivers on rural arterial roads and 25.7 
percent on major rural collector roads 
were exceeding 55 mph. 

<State police statistics indicate 
speeding is especially life-threatening 
on roads in rural areas. While urban 
areas are the location of 73.3 percent of 
all accidents and 56.8 percent of injUry 
accidents, rural areas are the site of 
71.5 percent of fatal accidents.> 

The speed survey also showed only 
8.9 percent of dr'ivers on urban arterial 
roads were going faster than 55 mph. 

The 55 mph speed limit became law 
in Kentucky in 1974. 

Speed is the No. 1 factor contr ibuting 
to fatal accidents In Kentucky. Owing 
1981, excessive speed was lnvdlved in 
38 percent of traffic accidents which 
resulted in a· death or deaths.

Emergency ·Program 
Set To Provide Heat 

Buddy Adams, Secretary of the 
Cabinet for Human Resources, today 
announced Project Warmup for low in­
come people who find themselves 
without heat this winter. 

"Our projections show up to 250,000 
households in Kentucky may apply 
for benefits from the Home Energy 
Assistance P rogram," Adams said. 
"However, we will only have funds to 
help about 105,000 households . We're 
concerned about the people who may 
be left out." 

To help meet that need Adams ex­
plained that P roject Warmup has been 
developed by the Cabinet for Human 
Resources as a part of the Home 
Energy Assistance Program. <HEAP) . 

A maximum of $22 million will come 
to Kentucky for HEAP. Households 
which have at least one member who is 
blind, elderly or disabled may apply 
from J anuary 3, to J anuary 14, 1983. All 
other low-income households which 
face crises in paying utility bills may 
apply beginning January 17, 1983. 

All shelter programs must be 
operating by J anuary 1, 1983 and must 
continue through March 15, 1983. 

To help the counties submit applica­
tions for Project Warmup, Human 
Resources will hold a series of 
workshops around the state for local'<>f­
fic ials. Technical assistance will also 
be offered to develop and coordinate 
the community shelter program. This 
assistance will be useful in determin­
ing the need for the shelter, the ser­
vices to be provided, the recruitment of 
volunteer staff and coordination with 
other local agencies. 

"The involvement of community 
volunteers is essential to Project 
Warmup," said Adams . "Volunteers 
will be necessary to staff the shelters, 
to determine eligibility of applicants ..... 
and to solicit funds for services beyond 
those Human Resources can provide, 
such as food and transportation. "

Allocations 
will be made to each county based on 
the percent of residents below the 
poverty level.

The Cabinet for Human Resources 
has sent letters to all county judges to 
invite them to apply for funds tu 
operate two Froject Warmup pro­
grams: the County Shelter Program 
and the County Intervention Program. 

The County Shelter Program offers 
temporary shelter to persons without 
adequate heat in their homes. A total of 
$1 million is available to pay the 
utilities and, where necessary, the rent 
on a shelter. 

The County Intervention Program 
provides blankets, space heaters and 
some fuel to households without suffi­
cient heat. This program can also help 
pay utility reconnection fees and 
deposit necessary to restore utility ser­
vices. A total of $500,000 is available. 

Special Community Energy Project 
grants are available to any community 
organization . A total of $100,000 is 
av4ilable statewide, at a maximum of 
$10,000 per project. These grants will 
provide funds for new community pro­
jects to help people who need heating 
assistance. 

Applications for all three com­
ponents of the project are due by 
December 3 and Adams said that some 
centers may be open by December 15.

Social Security 
People in the Floyd county area who 

are planning to retire early next year 
should apply soon for Social Security 
retirement benefits if they have not 
done so already, Jim Kelly, Social 
Security district director for the Big 
Sandy area, said recently. 

It is best to apply about three months 
before retirement, so that Social 
Security checks can start shortly after 
a person's income from work stops, he 
said. 

Before a person actually applies. he 
or she should gather certain informa­
tion and evidence to support his or her 
claim, Kelly said. This includes: 

-The person 's Social Security card 
or a record of the number. 

- Proof of date of birth. The best 
ev1dence is an official record of birth 
recorded before age 5. Only original 
records or copies certified by the issu­
ing agency can be used. Contact your 
local Health Department for 
assistance in getting your birth cer­
tificate. 

-Evidence of earnings for the past 

two years. Form W-2 can be used by 
wage earners. Self-employed people 
should submit copies of their self­
employment tax returns along with 
evidence showing the return was filed 
<a cancelled check, for example >. 

A person applying as a husband or 
wife will need his or her Social Security 
card and evidence of his or her date of 
birth. It is a good idea also to have the 
marriage certificate available. 

These documents will be enough in 
most cases, but sometimes additional 
evidence is required. The people at the 
Big Sandy Area Social Security Office 
can tell you if additional evidence is 
needed, Kelly said.

Fores t-Fire Law 
Violations Down 

The Division of Forestry's increased 
emphasis on prosecuting forc::st-fire 
law violations appears to be paying off, 
said Forestry Director Donald A. 
Hamm. 

"Durir.g October, the first month of 
the fa ll fire season, we issued 76 cita­
tions for violations of forest-fire laws," 
Hamm said. "At this time last yea r , 
only 36 citations had been issued." 

"For many years the Division of 
Forestry tried to prevent fires by per­
sonal contact with area citizens, news 
articles and media reminders and 
various other programs. These had lit­
tle success and we are encouraged by 
the results of our increased prosecu­
tion of fire-law violators," he said. 

The 1982 session of the Kentucky 
General Assembly substantially raised 
the penalties for violating state forest­
fire laws, Hamm explained. "For ex­
ample, the fine for not taking proper 
fire precautions was $10-to-$100. Now 
the minimum fine is SlOO and the max­
imum $500." 

Any person convicted of willfully set­
ting fires on someone else's property 
can now be fined from $1,000 to $10,000, 
he said. 

In addition to the fine, violations are 
also charged fire-suppression costs for 
having the fir e put out. These costs 
may range from just a few dollars to 
several thousand dollars, Hamm said. 

Forestry officials report that 114 
citations have been issued in Kentucky 
since Oct. 1.

Over 150 children 
are wailing to join a permanent adop­
tive family . During Adoption Week the 
Special Needs Adoption Program is 
placing special emphasis on informing 
prospective adoptive families about 
Kentucky's waiting children. 

Since the Special Needs Adoption 
Program began in March, 1979, 240 

• 
children have joined adoptive families . 
The program has proven to be a suc­
cess for the state economically due to 
the large sums saved in foster care 
rates that would have been spent had 
the children not been placed for adop­
tion. In addition to its economic suc­
cess, the Special Needs Adoption Pro­
gram has provided many special 
children with a family of their own, an 
opportunity these children would not 
have had before the program was 
established. 

• The children who wait for adoption 
are children with special needs. These 
children include white children over 
the age of ten; black children over the 
age of three; children of any age who 
have a physical, mental, or emotional 
handicap, and sibling groups of three 
or more children who need to be placed 
together. 

Myths about adoption often keep 
families from inquiring about adop-

. tion . Families do not have to have 
large salaries or own their own homes.

Cancer 
Hopeline 

Q. My father, age 67, has multiple 
myeloma. We know it's a form of 
cancer, but what else can you tell us 
about it? 

A. "Multiple myeloma" means 
many tumors in the bone marrow 
where blood cells are made. Normally, 
few piasma cells appear in the marrow 
where they produce plasma proteins 
which become the liquid portion of the 
blood. When plasma cells overproduce, 
they crowd out normal red cells (food 
and oxygen carriers) and white cells 
(part of the body's defense against 
disease). Eventually, they also invade 
the bone tissue itself, causing it to 
become fragile and break easily. 

Multiple myeloma accounts for 
about one percent of all cancer oases. 
It occurs more often in the middle aged 
and elderly, in more men than women, 
and more often in blacks than whites. 
Although the cause is unknown, no 
evidence exists that it is either 
hereditary or contagious. 

Myeloma is sometimes very slow 
growing, and symptoms may not show 
up for years. However, blood and urine 
analyses in routine physical examina­
tions can often detect early signs. Ear­
ly stage myeloma also may be in­
dicated by repeated bacterial infec­
tions, especially pneumonia. 

The first symptom is almost always 
mild, intermittent pain, usually in the 
back or neck. For this reason, multiple 
myeloma can be confused with ar­
thritis or neuralgia. 

Given these facts, multiple myeloma 
demonstrates the need for each person 
to have regular checkups, know what is 
normal for his/her own body, and to 
report persistent irregularities to a 
physician. 

Once myeloma is diagnosed, it is 
necessary to determine its extent and 
identify any complications requiring 
treatment. These include kidney 
failure, bone pain , anemia, infections, 
and hypercalcemia (too much 
calcium ). All of these symptoms can 
be quite successfully treated. 

Multiple myeloma is one of the most 
unpredictable of all cancers in its 
response to treatmf'nt, however, so 
there is no way to forecast who will do 
well and who will not. Of course, early 
diagnosis and the overall good health 
of the patient are definite advantages.
