Helpers Needed
For Tax Returns

Volunteers are needed to help others
with their tax returns as part of VITA,
the Volunteer Income Tax Assistance
program sponsored by the Internal
Revenue Service.

In the VITA program, volunteers are
recruited to provide free assistance to
taxpayers unable to pay to have their
tax returns prepared, particularly
those who file short forms and qualify
for the Earned Income Credit. VITA
volunteers receive a three to five day
training course in basic income tax
return preparation. VITA instructors
and training materials are provided
free by the IRS. Training is conducted
at a location convenient to volunteers
and instructors, generally starting in
late December and continuing through
January of each year.

VITA volunteers also assist low in-
come elderly, handicapped or non-
English speaking taxpayers. They give

explanations of the special credits and |

deductions for which certain taxpayers
may qualify.

For the convenience of taxpayers
who cannot travel to an IRS office,
most VITA volunteers provide
assistance in local neighborhoods at
schools, churches, and libraries. Over
6,000 taxpayers were helped last year
at 28 sites throughout Kentucky.

Feed Seedlings Available
From Forestry Division

Thirteen varieties of tree seedlings
can be purchased from the Kentucky
Division of Forestry for delivery in
mid-February, forestry officials have
announced.

The seedlings, grown at the Division
of Forestry's nurseries in Dawson Spr-
ings, Gilbertsville and West Liberty,
include both hardwoods and pines. Of-
fered for sale are black locust, white
ash, cottonwood, sycamore, yellow
poplar, black walnut, white oak and
Chinese chestnut trees.

Three types of shrubs—black alder,
autumn olive and lespedeza—are also
being sold by the division. Special
wildlife packets which contain a mix-
ture of seedlings suitable for wildlife
planting is also available. Containing
100 seedlings, the packet costs $17.

Seedlings are available in bundles of
100, 500 and 1,000. Prices range from
$12 for 100 pines to $135 for 1,000
Chinese chestnuts or black walnut
seedlings.

Dentist Indicted
On Fraud Charge

Attorney General Steven L. Beshear
has announced that the Medicaid
fraud-control unit of his office has ob-
tained an indictment from the Jeffer-
son County grand jury charging Dr. P.
R. Williams, D.M.D., of Louisville,
with the filing of fraudulent medical
claims.

The indictment of Williams contains
two-felony counts and charges
Williams with devising a scheme (o
defraud the Medicaid program in the
filing of some 1,062 fradulent claims for

rendered to the patients. These false
claims resulted in the state Medicaid
program paying Dr. Williams approx-
imately $77,357.

The grand jury returned the indict-
ments after the case was presented by

‘Wrong-Side’ Driving a Problem

CAMP ZAMA, Japan—Two once im-
placable enemies—Japan and the
United States—have become, over the
years since the end of World War II,
strong friends and allies. The names of
Japanese firms and products are
household words in America, and
American soldiers serve their country
on the Japanese home islands. Army
Staff Sgt. David C. Bentley, of
Wayland, Ky., is one of them.

Bentley, 35, son of Mr. and Mrs.
Robert H. Bentley, Wayland, is a
finance specialist with the U.S. Army
Finance and Accounting Office at
Camp Zama.

*“It’s my job to compute and audit
travel vouchers for the military and
civilian personnel working at Camp
Zama," Bentley said. I also provide
travel information for personnel who
are making travel plans and trying to
budget travel money for their
employees."”

Camp Zama, 35 miles southwest of
Tokyo, was established in 1935 when
the Japanese Diet (governing body)
approved plans for construction of a
military academy near the town of

Zama. In 1936 the completed academy
was dedicated and became the
Japanese counterpart of the U.S. Army
Military Academy at West Point, N.Y.

“I enjoy all aspects of Japan,”
Bentley said, ‘‘except for driving in
this densely populated country. The
people are friendly and it’s very in-
teresting working with the Japanese
because we're always comparing one
another’s customs. It's been fun
teaching English and giving the
Japanese my impression of American
life. I've also come to find how
delicious raw fish is."

Bentley, who enlisted in August,
1970, arrived in the *‘Land of the Rising
Sun" in March, 1980. The Wayland
High School graduate said there were a
couple of adjustments he’s had to make
since coming to Japan. “Without ques-
tion the biggest adjustment was driv-
ing,” he said, ‘“‘Not only driving with
millions of others, but driving on the
opposite side of the road. Also, in the
beginning, there were some problems
in_trying to be understood by the

New Parole Concept
To Be Tried in Ky.

A model probation and parole pro-
ject, funded by a $30,000 grant from the
National Institute of Corrections, is ex-
pected to greatly improve efficiency in
Kentucky's probation and parole
$ystem, according to James L. Hurd,
executive director of the office of com-
munity services in the state Correc-
fions Cabinet.

~“In the past, we have had a loose
system that has been subject to too
much individual interpretation. When
evaluating performance in all our
probation and parole districts, it's dif-
ficult to compare 11 different
systems," said Hurd.

- Under the new system, clients will be
classified based on risk of future
criminal activity and need for ser-
vices. The system is designed to help
probation and parole staff deal with of-
fenders individually and develop more
appropriate case plans. In addition, it
will standardize the supervision re-
quirements to enhance accountability
and performance. Wisconsin is the only
other state to implement the model
project.

“This system is similar to the federal
program but superior,” said Hurd. *In
implementing this program, we can be
more sure of what we're trying to ac-
complish, we can move people through
the system more quickly, and we need
not maintain clients' rolls who do not
require assistance,” he added.

Hurd said that the Parole Board has
agreed to cooperate and that the board
has shown confidence in community
services by allowing the office to deter-
mine the type of supervision suitable
for paroles whether it be minimum,
medium or maximum.

The project will also involve a client-
based management information
system that will provide data
necessary for routine monitoring,
evaluation, as well as planning and
preparation of necessary management
reports, ‘I believe that in the long run
the job of the probation and parole of-
ficer will be made easier," said Hurd.
“In addition, we will be able to rate
staff fairly and have more accoun-
tability.”

A core team was selected to attend a
training session at the National
Academy of Corrections in Boulder,
Colorado. Participants included Jerry
Nichter, branch manger, Louisville
probation and parole; Joan Wagner,
district supervisor; Wayne Alexander,
district supervisor; Dan Yeary, assis-
tant district supervisor; Mike Price,
training instructor, corrections train-
ing; Terrell Davis, Covinton probation
and parole officer; Delores Catchings,
Bowling Green probation and parole
officer, and Spencer Underwood,
Paducah probation and parole officer.

“The core team did a splendid job
during the session. Their presentations
were superior and it is obvious that
they are very conscientious in-
dividuals. 1 believe that their en-
thusiasm will be contagious,’ said
Hurd. On Sept. 9-10, the core group
discusses the new system with the pro-
bation and parole supervisors.
