New City Budget 
Above $1 Million 

Prestonsburg's proposed budget for 
1982-'83 represents a number of "firsts." 

It is the first tlme the general fund has 
passed the million-dollar mark, the first 
time the budget has been prepared for 
the fiscal rather than the calendar year, 
the first time in years that an alcohol tax 
has figured in the receipts, and the first 
time- for as long as anyone can 
remember-that the sanitation depart 
ment is expected to make a profit. 

General fund receipts of $1,041,500 are 
anticipated. In addition, $107,364 is ex 
peeled in revenue sharing monies, 
$50,000 in coal severance tax, $36,000 in

alcohol taxes, and $30,000 in municipal 
road aid (gasoline tax). 

When surplus balances from this year 
are added- some $30,266 will be left in 
the coal severance budget and $21,900 of 
municipal road aid- the city council will 
have $1,352,760 to work with in the com­
ing year. 

As a result of a fee hike this year, the 
city's sanitation department, which last 
year collected $82,000 for a net loss of 
$18,000, is expected in the coming year 
to raise $185,000 for a tidy profit. Mon­
thly rates were raised from $4.50 to $6 
for residential customers last March 
and commercial customers saw hefty in­
creases in June. 

Occupational licenses- recently hiked 
by half a percentage point- are ex­
pected to yield $417,000, property taxes 
$144,000, and insurance license fees 
$125,000. 

The largest single budget appropria­
tion, $425,226, is for general govern­
ment; street repairs are expected to 
consume $294,940; some $199,132 has 
been set aside for the fire department, 
$197,437 for the police, $136,600 for gar­
bage removal, $45,550 for the city 
garage, and $36,600 for parks and 
recreation. 

The budget includes a 7 percent cost­
of-living increase for city employees, ef­
fective Jan. 1, 1984. Police Chief Jim 
Curtis also urged the council to consider 
merit raises, to be earned by employees 
on the basis of work performance 

The $50,000 listed as anticipated coal 
severance tax revenue should be regard­

14-Y ear Plan for P'burg 
Looks to Small Industry· 

If the planners are right, the popula­
tion of Prestonsburg will grow, mostly 
by annexation, to 5379 by the end of the 
century. 

If the trend of the past 30 years con­
tinues, men in the 20-30 age group will 
tend to move out, causing the average 
age to rise and increasing the proJXJrtion 
of women in the city population. 

If the city is to prosper, a way must 
be found to diversify the present 
economic base and provide new jobs to 
attract the younger e,llliJloyee. 

If communities in this area can create 
an atmosphere of confidence, private 
developers might invest here. 

But population and economic in­
dicators do not point to a bright future 
for the city. 

These are among the findings of VTN, 
Inc., the Orlando, Fla.-based planning 
firm charged with the task of updating 
Prestonsburg's 14-year-old comprehen-

sive plan. A draft copy of the report was 
presented this week to the city council 
for review. 

There is nothing new about the plan­
ners' diagnosis of the area's illness­
dependance on coal as its single 
economic base-and, if some of the pro­
posed remedies are novel, they may also 
appear to tax credulity. But, as com­
prehensive plans go, the present draft is 
unusually specific and all the more 
.,,.,ruJ for that, said City Manager David 
!<;van~ 

Regional and local "industrial 
development boards" might be created, 
the report suggests, which would be 
responsible for readying "a variety of 
developed vacant sites" for prospective 
commercial tenants. Such sites should 
range from two to 10 acres, be on paved 
roads, and have access to water, sewer 
and other community facilities, the 
report notes. 

Year's Back Pay Ordered 
For Five Fired at Center 

Five women who worked at the juve­
nile detention center here until they 
were fired three years ago must be paid 
a year's back wages, according to an 
order handed down last week by the 
Kentucky Commission on Human 
Rights. 

The commission found that the former 
employees, Phyllis Gilliland, Bonnie 
Blair, Emily Layne, Helen Jarrell and 
Martha Hicks, were victims ot:.sex dis­
crimination. 

The women worked for the Human 
Resources Cabinet's bureau for social 
services, Miss Hicks as a counselor, the 
others as juvenile treatment officers. 
They were fired after the girls' unit at 
the center was closed as a cost-cutting 
measure in June, 1980 

An investigation by commission staff 
revealed that the women were recruited 
and hired with the understanding that 
they would be supervising both male and 
female juveniles and that they did in fact 
routinely supervise detainees of both 
sexes. 

The laid-off workers did their jobs 
competently, posed no threat to the 
juveniles' privacy and represented no 
security risk, the commission staffers 
found. 

When staff reductions were to be 
made because of difficult financial 
circumstances, however, the five were 
selected for layoff because of their sex 
while male employees were retained, 
the commission concluded.

Among new industries that might be 
anticipated the planners list small slope 
skiing and "pocket" industries such as 
rustic hardwood furniture; polished, et­
ched coal Jumps; handmade rag rugs; 
quilts and homemade bread and 
cookies. 

A local small-business loan associa­
tion might be created to fund new 
development ideas. Many such 1deas 
could be expected to fail, the planners 
concede, but, they add, "should one suc­
ceed, the beneftb; may be lim;Uess " 
Look at the profits reaped, for example. 
by the inventors of the safety pin, the 
hula hoop and the pet rock, they argue. 

Garbage should be cleaned up from 
the approaches to the city and replaced 
with evergreens and flower beds. Shrubs 
and flowers, the planners note. could 
also do a lot for the city's shopping 
areas, public buildings and churches. 

The report is perhaps strongest on 
general principles of planning that 
would appear to be as applicable in 
Punxsutawney as in Prestonsburg. 
Future city leaders should discourage 
development in natural water-storage 
areas, enforce air and water quality 
standards, encourage energy-efficient 
housing, prevent the encroachment of 
commercial and industrial activity in 
established residential areas, provide 
sufficient open space and recreational 
areas, increase as necessary the carry­
ing capacity of existing highways and in­
tersections, extend water and sewer ser­
vices to surrounding areas, and upgrade 
solid waste, educational, health, library 
and fire protection services. 

Among the plan's specific 
suggestions: 

- If continuing development is permit­
ted within the floodplain, plans should be 
made for accommodating floodwaters. 

- Multi-family housing and housing 
for elderly and low-income families 
should be C:eveloped.

Reversal Plea 
To Use Remarks 
Of Trial Judge 

William "Oakie" Bevins, 71-year-old 
Printer man, last Friday became the 
fourth Floyd countian to be sentenced to 
die in expiation of murder. 

The death sentence was pronounced 
shortly after 10 o'clock Friday morning 
in the Greenup circuit courtroom by 
Judge James D. Atkinson. Jr , who dur· 
ing the preceding week had heard 
testimony and arguments m the sensa· 
tiona! case. 

Seated alongside his attorney, Lester 
H. Burns, Jr., the confessed slayer of 
five men inside the Mountain Truck 
Parts Store at Allen Ill months ago, 
Bevins listened to his condemnation with 
the same stoic calm that had marked his 
courtroom conduct during the trial. At 
least one of the widows of his '-tctims 
broke into sobs. 

"I got nothing to say, I guess," Bevins 
replied to a newsman's question short­
ly afterward. 

"To say that we're satisfied< v. ith the 
verdict> is putting it mildly," Com­
monwealth's Attorney James R. Allen, 
who led the prosecution, said after his 
return here. "The .. court has given 
justice to the people of Floyd county, and 
the only penalty that fits this crime is 
death, the penalty that the court has 
given," he had said earlier 

But Burns, Bevins' defense counsel. 
termed the verdict "outrageous and 
outlandish "and said statements made 
by Judge Atkinson during the trial were 
improper and would guarantee a rever­
sal of the sentence. Said Burns. 

"We have discovered some evidence 
which has flatly reversed the dec1sion of 
the judge, in my opinion. We have it on 
tape. The judge in a press interviev. 
stated that he had called the parole

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Pike Magistrates Offer 
To Cut Salaries in Half 

Floyd county is not alone in having 
financial troubles. these days. Pike, 
largest of Kentucky counties and 
perhaps the wealthiest in the eastern 
section of the state, is having to do 
drastic trimming of its budget. 

Pike county's four magistrates voted 
last week to give up their secretaries 
and close their offices to help make up 
for a sharp cut in coal severance-tax 
revenue. 

• The magistrates also voted to cut their 
$30,000 salaries in half, but County 
Judge-Executive Paul Patton said there 
was some question whether that would 
be legal. 

Patton said other cuts will be discuss­
ed in two weeks at the next fiscal court 
meeting to try to cut the county's $8 25 
million budget by about $670,000. 

"This will just destroy our road pro· 
gram," he said. "We had a p1etty am· 

• bitiuous road program planned." 
• The pinch is because of a decline in 

coal severance-tax revenue and a 
resulting decline in the amount return· 
ed by the state to coal-producing coun­
ties, Patton said. 

The state projected last year that Pike 
county would receive $4.3 million. "They 
now advise us we will receive $1.2 
million, so that's roughly a $3.1 million 
cut," he said. 

Patton said the impact was less severe 
because county officials first pre!Jared 
their budget for this fiscal year using the 
severance-tax figure from the previous 
year, $2.6 million. 

It was not until last July that the state 
made the $4.3 million estimate, and the 
county decided not to revise the figure 
until the $2.6 million was spent. 

said, "We were mentally working with 
a $10 million budget." 

But before the county officially 
adopted the higher figure, he said, state 
officials warned of cuts in October, "and 
in January Revenue Commissioner Ron 
Geary said there were serious problems, 
so we never did revise it." 

Becau!>e of that, and because the coun· 
ty had more money than expected in 
some o~her areas-including the amount 
of severance-tax funds left from the 
previous year-the actual cut will be 
$670,000, Patton told the magistrates. 

Magistrate Louisa Varney moved that 
the magistrates cut their salaries in half, 
give up their secretaries and close their 
offices. 

The salary cut, which would save 
$60,000, may not be legal, Patton said. 

"They were elected to serve under 
that salary. The salary for the present 
court was set by the previous court, and 
we set the salary for the next court," he 
said. 

But he said giving up the secretaries, 
who earn $12,500 a year, would save 
$50,000, and closing the offices would 
save rents amounting to "a few thou­
sand dollars a year." 

The rest of the $670,000 will come from 
cuts to be determined at the next 
meeting, Patton said. 

"We'll cut every place we can, and 
what's left over we'll cut from the road 
program," be said. "We have discretion 
on bow much gravel we can buy, but we 
don't have discretion on the utility bills 
at the courthouse." 
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For several months last year, Patton 
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He said the county will have to give up 
plans for "massive drainage im­
provements, resurfacing and new sur­
facing" on the 1,500 to 2,000 miles of 
roads it maintains.

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Salaries Can Be Legally Cut 
Pike county's fiscal court last week began trimming its 

budget in an effort to get it in balance with county income, and 
in the process its four magistrates voted to cut in half their 
$30,000-a-year salaries. 

But Pike County Judge-Executive Paul Patton says this 
estimable sacrifice of their official incomes may be illegal, 
since, he says, "they were elected to serve under that salary" 
($30,000 a year) . 

Judge Patton may be correct in his assessment of the situa­
tion as it pertains to the cutting of official salaries, but without 
consulting a lawyer we have our doubts. In the first place, we 
are certain no voter would be offended by such a move, and 
in the second we would give heavy odds that the matter of a 
$30,000-a -year salary for each of the four magistrates was 
never mentiOned by them in their quest for votes. 

Such salaries for magistrates whose duties have been nar­
rowed till they no longer issue warrants of arrest for violators 
of the law, no longer preside in the trial of minor cases, may 
not legally supervise road construction but in reality may act 
only in a legislative-advisory capacity at official meetings of 
the fiscal court-such salaries in view of their lessened work­
load are ridiculous. 

The idea that magistrates or any other official may draw 
" all the law allows' ' when the law is over-liberal with the peo­
ple's money is equally ridiculous. 

By way of contrast, it might be noted that Floyd county's 
four magistrates are paid almost $25,000 a year, including 
$3600 a year expenses. This county, however, has a population 
of about 49,000 while Pike's totals apprximately 81,000. But 
Pike county has been paying $12,500 a year for the services 
of a secretary for each of its magistrates, plus "a few thou­
sand" for rent of offices for each. 

The offices of the magistrates in Pike county have now been 
closed, however, and the secretaries let go during the budget­
trimming process. 

If any magistrate, in Pike or Floyd, wants to cut his salary 
in half, and if such an action is by any chance illegal, we have 
a suggestion: simply accept the full salary-and who's to say 
you can't give half of it back to the county?

The other complaint, he said, cited his 
handling of cases against Noma Ruth 
Stumbo. He said that two cases were 
brought to trial against her in his court. 
In one he fined her $100 and costs and 
revoked her driver's license ; in these­
cond, he fined her $17 and costs for 
operating a vehicle on a revoked license. 

All other cases against her, except one 
in which the complaining witness declin­
ed to prosecute, "went upstairs," to cir· 
cuit court, he said.

and South Lake Drive should be upgrad­
ed to residential wherever possible. 
While the city's 1969 plan called for 
highway-oriented businesses (each as 
motels, restaurants and gas stations) 
north and south of the city, many retail 
businesses which have sprung up in the 
past decade in those areas would be bet­
ter located within the central business 
district. 

-Rezone the central business district 
to allow private businesses there to ex­
pand and new businesses to move in. 

-The Joint Planning Board should 
prepare a plan for the "two major areas 
of future development" -from the pre­
sent city limits to the Mountain 
Parkway-U.S. 23 intersection and 
along the Lancer-Watergap road-and 
the city and county should agree to stick 
to the plan. 

-The intersections of North Lake 
Drive with U.S. 23 and Court Street pose 
major traffic problems and the traffic 
circulation on Prestonsburg's narrow 
streets needs to be improved. 

- The city's newly-expanded water 
system provides a good service at 
minimum cost, the report notes, but it 
is vulnerable to pollution and no backup 
source is currently available. The city 
should look for alternative water 
sources . . 

-Any expansion of sewer services 
could tax the system beyond its capaci­
ty and plans should be made to expand 
the existing facility. The city should also 
plan for additional treatment and 
disposal methods in case state or federal 
regulations restrict the present 
discharge of effluent into the Big Sandy. 

-Archer Park is the kind of recrea­
tion area one would expect to find in a 
city at least three times the size of 
Prestonsburg. The city could also use a 
park overlooking the river downtown. 

If the recommendations of the com­
prehensive plan are followed, Prestons­
burg will one day have no single-family 
dwellings downtown. What residential 
areas remain- some are planned for 
Third Avenue and Graham Street- will 
be for multi-family dwellings. Other 
recommendations: 

A parking facility and park overlook­
ing the river on First Avenue, at the 
head of Court Street. On-street parking 
would be banned from Court Street, Ar­
nold Avenue and First Avenue and those 
streets will again become two-way. No 
traffic would be permitted to turn left 
from Arnold Avenue at U.S. 23. 

According to the plan, the city and 
county would buy up everything in an 
area bounded by Trimble Branch, 
Highland A venue, Francis Street and 
North and South Lake Drive to construct 
a new city-county facility "which would 
house all city, county and other govern­
mental offices now scattered throughout 
the community." 

The city government and downtown 
businesses would get together to im­
prove the appearance of the area by con­
structing new storefronts, installing soft 
vapor lights, planting trees and flowers, 
and replacing neon signs with small 
wooden signs. 

Rezoned multi-family residential 
would be a section north of the 
downtown area bounded by North Lake 
Drive, U.S. 23, the old West 
Prestonsburg bridge, Arnold A venue 
and Music Street, and another area to 
the south of the downtown district 
bordered by Third A venue, Francis 
Street, Highland Avenue, Howard, Rich­
mond and Graham streets. West Pres­
tonsburg and a tract at Cliff would be 
zoned industrial. 

The comprehensive plan, which has 
been about a year in preparation, cost 
the city $4000. 

P reston To Handle

"And," Burns added, "the judge said 
he (Bevins) may get back out on the 
street and kill someone, so that was one 
of the main reasons that he gave him 
death. We have him on tape saying that. 
That's improper. He should not have 
done that, and that-it alone-will 
reverse his sentence." 

Commonwealth 's Attorney Allen 
declined to comment on Burns' state­
ment. The tape referred to was said to 
have been made by Rick Darby, 
Prestonsburg radio station manager. 

No date was set for Bevins' execution. 
His death sentence will under state law 
automatically be appealed to the Ken­
tucky Supreme Court. 

Some have predicted that,'•·egardless 
of high court action, the case will drag 
through the courts so long that Bevins 
will die of natural causes before time of 
his execution. 

In reading the final sentence, Judge 
Atkinson said that on the basis of all the 
evidence presented there was only one 
penalty. "I, therefore, sentence William 
0. Bevins to death in the Kentucky elec­
tric chair for the murders of Roger Hat­
field, Michael Halbert, Jarvey 
Hamilton, Rufus Hamilton and Roger 
Click," was the judge's final 
pronouncement. • 

Bevins has been returned to the 
Laurel county jail at London and is ex­
pected to remain there until his appeal 
is decided. Fourteen prisoners are now 
on death row in :E;ddyville state peniten­
tiary, and if Bevins joins them he would 
be the oldest in the prison for execution. 

The first Floyd countian condemned 
to death was Gus Finley, who was hang­
ed here April 17, 1885 for the slaying of 
a youth, Jim Hunt, at Ivel. The second 
was Ishmael Scott, who was elec- • 
trocuted at Eddyville in 1933 for the slay-
ing of Martin Stephens on Stone Coal, 
near Garrett. The third, Roy Salisbury, 
was convicted Feb. 5, 1965 of the 
murders of three persons, Mr. and Mrs. 
Roy Denney and Thomas Combs, near 
Drift, but after the Supreme Court had 
temporarily outlawed capital punish­
ment his sentence was commuted, along 
with those of several others, by Gover-
nor Breathitt to life imprisonment. He 
is yet in prison. • 

Bevins' death sentence followed his 
plea of guilty to the five murders and to 
three shooting and wounding counts. 
After his plea was entered, Judge Atkin­
son heard the testimony of witnesses and 
attorneys' arguments before his final 
decision.

One easy way is 
just to postpone clearing operations un­
tillate July, after the young birds have 
hatched and left the nest. 

Of course, hay must be cut when it's 
ready and the weather is right, so 
waiting isn't possible. However, leaving 
an eight-foot uncut strip around field 
borders will save most nests, since 

• wildlife tends to concentrate around 
field edges, where cover is nearby. 

So it is becoming increasingly impor­
tant for landowners to be aware of 
wildlife and of wildlife habitat. Often 
making small changes- such as delay­
ing mowing for two or three weeks or 
leaving a fence ·row uncleared-can 
make a big difference. 

The Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources offers technical advice and 
assistance to anyone wanting a wildlife 
plan for his property. Interested land­
owners should get in touch with their 
local conservation officer for details or 
write to Division of Wildlife, Department 
of Fish and Wildlife Resources, 
Frankfort, Ky. 40601. 

Idle fields must be mowed periodical­
ly to keep down brush, but if this mow­
ing i~ done in strips on alternate years, 
much wildlife cover will be preserved.

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Grade Level Skills 
Being Coordinated 

Educators in 15 local school districts 
are currently field-testing information 
to determine what skills should be 
mastered at certain grade levels 

The Kentucky Department of Educa-
• tion will use this information to ensure 

that students throughout the state are 
studying the same things at roughly the 
same grade level. 

According to Dr. Donald Hunter, head 
of the bureau of instruction with the 
Department of Education, this project 
is an effort to furnish some guidelines for 
basic skills to local school districts. 

"We are designing the minimum basic 
skills curriculum, however, with the 

• knowledge that school districts should go 
beyond this, " Hunter said. 

A basic skills committee met for the 
first time last year, at the request of 
Superintendent of Public Instruction 
Raymond Barber, to design and imple­
ment the minimum basic skills plan. 

The group divided into five subcom­
mittees to define the minimum basic 
skills in reading, writing, spelling, 
mathematics and library / reference 
skills. Each subcommittee also pin-

• pointed the grade level at which a skill 
should be mastered. 

According to Hunter, this will aid 
teachers in making sure students are 
adequately prepared to succeed at the 
next grade level. 

"We want to emphasize that this is 
simply an effort to furnish local districts 
with a guideline," Hunter explained. 
"Kentucky has a list of approved text 
books and other than that, what is t3ught 
in the school is pretty much left up in the 
air." 

The districts that are field-testing the 
work of the committee include Wood­
ford, Henderson, Bullitt, Morgan, Lyon, 
Carroll, Monroe and Grayson counties.

Spring Is Time 
To Gather Wood 

Cold weather can quickly become a 
memory when temperatures rise and 
garden and yard work beckon. But 
before thoughts of winter recede entire­
ly, some consideration of the next 
fireburning season is in order, suggests 
a University of Kentucky Extension 
specialist in forestry. 

"It will be hard to act on the follow­
ing advice," admits Douglas McLaren, 
who is located at Robinson Substation­
Quicksand. "But now is the time to begin 
gathering fuel wood for the next season .·· 

McLaren explains that wood to be us­
ed for home heating requires four to six 
months of air drying to arrive at proper 
moisture content for burning. "So, just 
as you are about to deplete your present 
woodpile, you must begin the tasks of 
gathering, splitting and air-drying your 
cache to be used next fall. " 

The specialist notes that the more 
dense species of wood, such as oak, 
beech and hickory, need six months of 
drying lime. Yellow popular is a species 
requiring less drying time, but McLaren 
says, "You wouldn't want an entire 
woodpile of yellow poplar because it 
would burn too rapidly." 

In planning for next season's firewood 
supply, then, a first consideration is den­
sity of the wood, determined by species, 
and the amount of moisture that will be 
in the wood at the time of burning. 

A next step is locating a source for 
firewood, a step that is simple if you own 
your own woodlot. "However, most 
homeowners do not ha vc this luxury." 
says McLaren. An alternative he sug­
gests is being on the watch while driv­
ing for trees already on the ground due 
to landslides, blow-downs and wood 
cuttings 

After obtaining permission to remove 
the wood, and paying for it if the owner 
requires payment, the next task is cut­
ting and hauling it. "Remember when 
locating your wood source that every 
piece must be transported to its final 
destination, so vehicle access and 
distance to the site must be considered," 
says McLaren. 

He notes that the type of firebox used 
dictates the length wood pieces should 
be cut. Some stoves can accomodate 
pieces up to 24 inches, while others use 
12-inch lengths more efficiently. 

"When log sections get to their final 
destination, it is almost always 
necessary to split each one, points out 
McLaren. He recommends splitting the 
wood as soon as possible to achieve pro­
per moisture content for burning. 

Once spht, pieces should be stacked to 
allow air circulation around and through 
the woodpile. Wood should be stacked 
away from the house to prevent insects 
in the wood from infesting the house . 
And the stack should be kept dry from 
the rain and snow by covering the top. 

If several species of wood arc to be 
utilized, each species should be stacked 
separately, according to McLaren. 
"This will allow easier mixing at the 

. time of burning and allow more efficient 
use of each species' burning 
capabilities," he explained. 

And don't forget the kindling that will 
be necessary for each fire. McLaren 
suggests obtaining this from small limbs 
and branches of the trees used for wood. 
"You also could ask permission from 
contractors of new building sites to allow 
you to haul off their scrap wood," he 
added. 

Finally, the specialist advises those 
who will be procuring firewood for the 
first time to consider renting a chain­
saw, splitting ax or sledge hammer and 
wedge rather than investing in several 
hundred dolars worth of equipment. 

"Many people burn fires only on 
weekends and need a small supply of 
wood," notes McLaren. "These people 
could rent necessary equipment and a 
vehicle for hauling for the short time 
they would need them."

A Floyd Circuit Court jury yesterday 
found Alfred Music, 22, not guilty of the 
murder and assault of which he stood 
accused. 

The charges against Music arose from 
an incident at h1s Martin home last 
December 10, when he shot to death Cur­
tis Hall, 31, of Topmost, and wounded 
Fred Greer, 21, then also of Topmost but 
now of Wheelwright 

After hearing testimony for a day-and­
a-half, the jury received the case around 
4:30 Tuesday afternoon and returned a 
verdict at 6:10p.m. Following the ac­
quittal on the murder and assault char­
ges, Circuit Judge Hollie Conley, on a 
motion of defense counsel, dismissed 
four wanton endangerment charges 
against Music stemming from the same 
incident. 

When Assistant Commonwealth's At­
torney Albert Burchett outlined the case 
against him Monday, the slightly-built, 
boyish-looking defendant sat between 
his attorney, Public Defender Ned Pil­
lersdorf, and his older brother, Dee Mart 
Music, who comforted him periodically 
throughout the trial. 

According to the prosecutor, Alfred 
Music returned about 9:30 the morning 
of Dec. 10 last year to the house he oc­
cupied with his 45-year-old wife, Glen­
na Mulkey Music, Mrs. Music's children 
by a previous marriage-Diane, 21, Deb­
bie, 14, and Linda, ll-and Diane's two­
year-old daughter. 

Also staying over at the house that 
night were Hall, described as Diane 
Mulkey's boyfriend, and Greer. Some 
witnesses later testified that a "party" 
was in progress at the house. 

While Mrs. Music apparently approv­
ed of the arrangement, Music "did not 
like the idea of these men spending the 
night with his stepdaughters," the pro­
secutor said. Music left the house after 
an argument earlier that night, filed a

complaint with police, and spent the rest 
of the night at his mother's, he said. 

As soon as Maloney's store opened in 
the morning, Music bought a .22-caliber 
revolver and three boxes of ammunition, 
returned home tc find all the occupants 
in the one bedroom and "started shoot­
ing," Burchett said. 

The defendant emptied his gun, kill­
ing Hall and seriously wounding Greer, 
and was himself hit by shotgun pellets 
as he fled, said the prosecutor. Music 
had not fired in self defense and his kill­
ing of Hall was intentional and without 
justification, Burchett told the jury. 

But defense witnesses would give a 
significantly different account of events 
leading up to the shooting and the se­
quence in which the shots were fired, 
Pillersdorf said. 

Hall and Greer were at the Music 
house the night before the shooting to 
discuss the disposal of stolen property, 
the defense attorney said. An argument 
ensued, in the course of which Hall 
threatened to shoot Music; when Music 
left, the others went to fetch Hall's 
shotg:m, he said . 

According to the defense version, 
when Music returned in the morning to 
find the visitors and his two older step­
daughters in various stages of undress, 
he ordered the men out of his house. 

Hall reached for the loaded shotgun by 
his bed; Greer tried to wrest Music's 
pistol from him but was struck twice in 
the arm by bullets; Hall then "nearly 
blew off" Music's right arm and pursued 
him into an adjoining room; but Music, 
a left-hander, shot Hall through the 
heart and flep, the defense attorney 
suggested. 

Testifying for the prosecution, Glen­
na Music, her two older daughters and 
Fred Greer all denied that Music had 
been attacked or threatened when the 
shooting broke out. When her husband 
appeared armed at the bedroom door, 
she "screamed at him not to do it, but 
he didn't pay any attention," Mrs. Music 
said. 

Diane Mulkey, who explained that the 
whole family was in the one bedroom 
because it was the only heated room in 
the house, said that, when he entered the 
room, Music "looked at Fred and Deb­
bie," who were sharing a couch, "like 
he was jealous of her talking to a boy." 
Earlier that night Music had tried un­
successfully to persuade Debbie to ac­
company him to his mother's house, 
Diane Mulkey said. 

Accused by the prosecutor of inten­
tionally arming himself and "hunting for 
Fred and Curt," Music conceded he 
returned with a pistol "to run them out 
of my home " "They was in the bed nak­
ed," he said. 

But he only fired the weapon in self­
defense, he insisted. "It was my home. 
They tried to run me out of my home. I 
had every right in the world to protect 
my home." 

To bolster his argument that Hall shot 
Music before and not after Music shot 
Hall, Pillersdorf called to the stand Co­
roner Roger Nelson and Dr. Charles 
Hieronymus, both of whom testified that 
Hall would have died almost instantly 
from the bullet that perforated his heart. 

Several prosecution witnesses claim­
ed Hall shot 1\.lusic-and even walked 
around and conversed briefly-after he 
had been shot 

"The jury upheld the right of people 
to defend themsel\'es." Pillersdorf said 
after the verdict was announced. On his 
advice. his client has left the county. he 
said.

If your father wishes to be referred to 
the UK clinic, ask his physician to call 
606-233-6677 to make the necessary ar­
rangements . Having a physician make 
the contact with the clinic may save 
your father time and money because his 
records can be sent, and tests will not 
.have to be repeated. 

Cancer is the second leading cause of 
death in the United States, and prostate 
cancer is one of the most common forms 
among men. For men over the age of 55, 
it is the third highest cause of death. For 
men over age 75, it becomes the major 
cause. 

The goal of the National Prostate 
Cancer Project is to identify and 

evaluate si ng le chemother apeutic 
agents and combinations of hormonal 
and/or chemotherapeutic agents which 
might be useful in the treatment of pro­
state cancer.

NOLIN: Crappie good around stick 
ups (5-6 feet deepl, black bass fair 
casting crankbaits along shoreline 
cover; clear to murky to muddy, rising 
slowl:y , one foot above summer pool and 
60•. 

ROUGH RIVER: Crappie slow 
around stick ups (3-4 feet deep>; murky 
to muddy, rising, five feet below sum­
mer pool and 54". 

GREEN: Crappie slow over submerg­
ed cover. black bass slow casting spin­
ner baits and crank baits along shoreline 
cover; clear to murky to muddy, rising, 
l 12 feet above summer pool and 52". 

HERRINGTON: Little to no activity; 
clear to murky to muddy, rising rapid­
ly, one foot above summer pool and 55". 

CUMBERLAND : Black bass fair to 
good still fishing nightcrawlers and 
casting crank and spinner baits in run­
ins: crappie slow to fair over submerg­
ed cover (8-20 feet deepl ; in tailwaters, 
trout good with an occasional walleye; 
murky to muddy, rising, 10 feet below 
timberline and 51 •. 

DALE HOLLOW: Catfish fair on cut 
bait in heads of creeks; crappie slow 
over submerged cover (around four feet 
deep) ; clear to murky to muddy, rising, 
at normal pool and 55°. 

LAUREL : Trout slow trolling 
medium runners and still fishing worms 
off deep banks late in the afternoon; 
crappie slow around stick ups; clear to 
murky, rising, one foot below power pool 
and 51". 

CAVE RUN: Crappie slow c;tround 
stick ups; black bass slow jigging 
nightcrawlers and casting spinner baits 
along shoreline cover; clear to murky, 
rising slowly, one foot above summer 
pool and so•. 

BUCKHORN: Crappie fair over 
submerged cover (8-10 feet deep); 
murky to muddy, rising, two feet below 
summer pool and 56'. 

GRAYSON : Crappie slow over 
submerged cover; murky to muddy, ris­
ing rapidly, two feet above summer pool 
and so•. 

DEWEY: No activity ; murky to mud­
dy, stable at summer pool and 52°.

Consumers should be v.ary of ag­
gressive sales pitches and of overly op­
timistic advertisements which promote 
oil and gas lease lotteries, according to 
Dr. Rhonda Paul, director of the Ken­
tucky Division of Securities. 

Across the country, thousands of con­
s umers have been contacted by 
telephone, through mail or through 
media advertising by companies offer­
ing to help them get instant profits by 
entering oil and gas lease "lotteries" run 
by the U.S. Government and the State 
of Wyoming. Kentucky Securities DIVI­
s ion officials point out that many firms 
c harge exorbitant fees, use high 
pressure sales tactics and misrepresent 
the services they offer as well as the 
nature of the leasing system. 

In Kentucky, these private filing firms 
that propose to help clients find the most 
profitable oil and gas lease lottery 
a round have advertised primarily in the 
Lexington and Louisville newspapers. 

Lease lotteries work something like 
this : The United States Bureau of Land 
Management six times a year posts in

its offices a list of parcels of federal 
lands available for lease by public lot­
tery. Any U.S. citizen can fi le for a 
chance to win the option to lease the 
mineral rights on a parcel by paying 
$75.00 per entry. Lands available in this 
program are not within " known 
geological structure" of a producing oil 
and gas field. The majority of leases 
have little or no market value. 

Some private filing services, however, 
encourage the public to enter the lottery 
in hopes of drawing a "sleeper," a 
valuable lease with few people filing on 
the land. Many filing services promise 
that skilled geologists on their staffs can 
pick the winning "sleeper" . 

In addition, while each filing generally 
costs $75.00, filing services have charg­
ed from $300.00 up to $20,000 to cover the 
supposed expertise of the geologist 
selecting the allegedly prime land. 

The big problem is that abuse is 
growing in the program, with 
unscrupulous promoters who charge in­
flated rates and make false promises of 
winning leases and striking it rich, said 
Dr. Paul. 

Dr. Paul pointed out that the primary 
concern, according to the North 
American Securities Administrators 
Association and the Better Business 
Bureau, is "the possible losses to the 
public from investing in the oil and gas 
lease lottery services- losses which 
have been staggering. Investors in 33 
states, including Kentucky and all the 
surrounding states, have been approach­
ed to make these kinds of deals." 

The Division of Securities has receiv­
ed numerous inquiries from consumers 
who have spotted the ads and who have 
contacted the Division for further infor­
mation. No specific complaints have 
been filed. 

No one is helpless in this situation, 
said Dr. Paul. There are several pro­
cedures to follow to lessen one's risk if 
a consumer is interested in filing for the 
lease lottery. 

• Contact the state Division of 
Securities at 911 Leawood Drive in 
Frankfort or call (502) 564-2180. Clip and 
mail the literature to the Division and 
request additional information. For ex­
ample, has any action ever been taken 
against the particular company or its 
principals? 

• Consult the Better Business Bureau 
to see if complaints have been filed 
against the company.

Notes Social Security Changes 

Several changes in Social Security 
benefits have been made by a new law 
designed to strengthen the Social Securi­
ty system, Jim Kelly , Social Security 
district director for the Big Sandy area, 
said recently. 

The new law is intended to provide 
financial stability to the system both in 
the near term, through the 1980's, as well 
as into the next century, Kelly said. 

The benefit changes made by the new 
law will: 

-Continue benefits for disabled sur­
viving spouses, ages 50-59, disabled 
divorced surviving spouses, 50-59 and 
divorced surviving spouses 60 or older 
who remarry. Heretofore, bertefits con­
tinued only for surviving spouses 60 or 
over who remarried. (The present-law 
provision restricting entitlement to the 
higher of the surviving spouse's or 
worker's benefit will apply to these new 
categories.) This provision is effective 
next January. 

-Provide a new way to figure benefits 
for widows or widowers whose spouses 
die before age 62. In many cases the new 
method will result in a higher benefit 
rate. This provision is effective for 

December, 1985. (However, this new for­
mula will generally not apply to current 
employees whose work was newly 
covered by this legislation.) 

-Gradually increase the delayed 
retirement credit, now 3 percent for 
each year a worker does not receive 
benefits between the full-benefit retire­
ment age <now,age 65) and age 70 be­
cause of work, to 8 percent a year be­
tween 1990 and 2008. 

-Liberalize the annual earnings test, 
the measure used to determine whether, 
and to what extent, benefits can be paid, 
for people 65 and over starting in 1990. 
Under the present test, $1 in benefits is 
withheld for each $2 of earnings above 
the annual exempt amount for people 65 
and over. Starting in 1990, $1 in benefits 
will be withheld for each $3 of earnings 
above the annual exempt amounts for 
people 65 and over. (Beginning in the 
year 2000, the age at which this 
withholding rate applies wilt increase as 
the retirement age increases.) 

• 
widows or widowers who become eligi­
ble for benefits beginning January, 1985. 

Increase benefits to disabled widows 

- Apply the government pension off­
set, which causes a reduction in Social 
Security spouse's and surviving spouse's 
benefits for people who receive a pen­
sion based on their own work for a 
Federal, State, or local government not 
covered by Social Security, to two-thirds 
of the pension for people who first 
become eligible for a pension after June 
1983. Pre~ently , the full amount of the 
pension is offset against the Social 
Security spouse's benefit. 

and widowers, ages 50-59, to 71.5 percent 
of the unreduced benefit amount the 
deceased worker would have received. 
Previously, a disabled survivors benefit 
rate ranged from 50 to 71.5 percent. This 
provision is effective after December, 
1983. 

-Permit payment of ber.efits to a 
divorced spouse at 62, even though the 

• former spouse has not filed an applica­
tion or is not receiving benefits because 
of work, provided the divorce has been 
in effect at least 2 years and the former 
spouse is eligible for benefits. This pro­
vision is effective starting January, 1985. 

- Supplemental Security Income 
payments will be increased by $20 for an 
individual and $30 for a couple, effective 
July 1983 .

Two of Kentucky's highest honors for 
high schbol students have been award­
ed to the son of a former Floyd countian. 
Donald Rudolph Laferty, Jr., son of Mr. 
and Mrs. Donald Laferty, of Clearfield, 
was chosen in March to the Golden 100, 
a group of Kentucky's most outstanding 
high school juniors. He was nominated 
by his high school, Rowan County Senior 
High at Morehead. 

More than 50,000 high school juniors 
were eligible for selection. From those 
400 were nominated and then the top 100 
were chosen on the basis of academic 
records and leadership ability. An 
academic tournament was held at Mur­
ray State University, March 27-28. 

Young'Laferty has also been chosen, 
upon recommendation of faculty and 
Rowan County Superintendent John 
Brock, to represent Rowan County 
Senior High in the Governor's Scholars 
program this summer. The five-week 
session will be held at Centre College in 
Danville. Students are selected for the 
program on the basis of academic ex­
cellence, personal and leadership 
qualities. Tuition, room and board are 
free to the approximately 250 delegates . 
The theme of the program is, "Science, 
Technology and Kentucky's Future."

tucky Area Development District Of­
fices will be asked to participate in 
developing and administrating the pro­
gram. Specific information will be 
available in early May. The Federal 
Jobs Bill limits the use of these funds for 
landscaping development and rehabili­
tation of parks and other recreational 
facilities. 

B.R. Wells, district director of the 
Louisville office for SBA, said the pro­
gram is part of the overall Jobs Bill sign­
ed into law by President Reagan on 
March 24 and the $50 million was voted 
"for the specific purpose of involving 
small business in providing jobs during 
a time of high unemployment to ac­
complish benefits of lasting value. " 
Governors or their designated officials 
have until July 1 to apply for the funds. 
All projects must be completed by Oc­
tober 1. 

States can do the tree and shrub plan­
ting directly or through qualified small 
businesses. Those businesses, according 
to SBA regulations published in the 
Federal Register, must have 70 or fewer 
employees. 

Individuals employed on the projects, 
either directly by the State or through 
a small business contractor, must not 
have full-time employment at the time 
and must not be drawing unemployment 
compensation at the time. 

The first compilation of monthly 
employment figures was by the 
Massachusetts Burea·u of Labor in 
1886, according to "Labor Firsts in 
America. " a publication of the U.S.

by Robinson's death, announced on Mon­
day his intention of seeking election for 
the rest of Robinson 's unexpired term . 

Boyd, who ran the clerk's office dur­
ing her uncle's last illness and who made 
no secret of the fact tha t she had hoped 
to be named to succeed him, insis ts she 
is in the clerk's race to stay and in­
dicated she may fight to get her old job 
back in the meantime. 

" There is no county law tha t says you 
can't hold a job and run for office," said 
Boyd, who hinted she might file a 
grievance with the state Labor Depart­
ment over her ouster . 

There was also an article in the Mountain Chronicle, published April 20, · 
1983, stating that funds were missing from February. The funds are NOT 
missing, the state auditor is now doing the audit and he can verify that 
the monies have been deposited In the proper accounts. 

This again Is just another way to play the dirty political game.

others are trying so desperately to achieve, that you will see through all 
their mumbo-jumbo and continue supporting me, the one who Is running 
the race to do the best for all Floyd Countians.

East Point Plane 
Crash Kills Cattle; 
Pilot Is Unhurt 

Three cows were killed shortly after 
noon, Friday when a Troy, Mich. man 
was forced to crash-land his single­
engine aircraft in a field at East Point. 

Fred Junod, returning from Florida 
to his home in Michigan, "belly flop­
ped" the four-passenger plane in an 
area of bottomland on the farm of 
Taylor Price, a short distance across 
the Floyd county line into Johnson 
county, when his engine died in mid­
air, it was reported. 

Three of the cattle grazing in the 
field were killed as the foundering 
craft touched down. 

Junod, a band director in the Troy 
school system, was taken to Highlands 
Regional Medical Center by members 
of the Floyd County Emergency & 
Rescue Squad for observation and 
later released. 

State Police and units of the Johnson 
County Sheriff's Department respond­
ed to the mishap as well as several 
members of the Dewey Lake Com­
posite Squadron and Pike (countyl 
Rangers Squadron of the Civil Air 
Patrol (C.A.P. ), who remained with 
the plane as a safeguard against van­
dalism, until an F.C.C. investigation 
was concluded the following day. 
C.A.P. personnel! also transported 
Junod to Pikeville where he caught a 
ride on a mail plane to Lexington and 
later home to Michigan. 

The plane, which was removed by 
truck to Somerset, sustained extensive 
damage although it was not believed

. Drug tolerance results in the body's needing a 
higher dose to get the same response as previously at­
tained. Tolerance can result from specific antagonistic 
enzymes in the body which detoxify the drug. Or, the 
body's cells may simply become less sensitive to a drug. 
A possible danger arises because the body may more 
rapidly tolerate beneficial effects of a drug while 
adverse effects are slowly tolerated. In the case of some 
sleeping pills, the margin of error between an effective 
dose and a lethal dose may be largely reduced. For this 
reason, great care and consultation with a physician 
must be observed. 

If you have beentaking a particular medication for 
a long time, you may want to discuss whether or not the 
drug still has beneficial effects, with your physician.

Rehab Services Cut 
To 20°/o of Disabled 

Laurel True, head of vocational 
rehabilitation in the Kentucky Depart­
ment of Education, announced today 
that beginning April 15 vocational 
rehabilitation services are not available 
to approximately 20 percent of disabled 
clients. 

True stressed that disabled in­
dividuals currently receiving services, 
including those clients at the Eastern 
Kentucky Comprehensive Rehabilita­
tion Center in Thelma, will not be af­
fected by the ruling. 

"When it is determined that all eligi­
ble clients cannot be served, the state 
must assure that individuals with severe 
disabilities will be served first," True 
said. "This means that persons 
classified as non-severely disabled by 
federal regulation cannot be provided 
purchased services." He said several 
states have been forced to take similar 
action. 

He said numerous cost-saving 
measures have been initiated by the 
agency since January 1980 including a 
26 percent reducation in staff. True cited 
as causes for the action of the following: 

Rising health care costs; 78 percent 
increase in number of clients accepted; 
12 percent increase in number of severe­
ly disabled clients served; loss of sup­
port services due to cuts in other pro­
grams at state and national levels; and 
loss of direct benefits to the disabled 
population causing demand to outstrip 
the resources of the agency., 

Continuous reviews of the agency's 
financial status will be conducted to 
determine when services can be 
restored to those disabled individuals af­
fected by the action, True said. 

State Bd. Again Calls 
For Higher Standards 

Following testimony in Frailkfort, the 
state Board of Education gave a second 
endorsement to more strenuous 
academic standards for Kentucky 
students. 

The board first approved the tougher 
requirements, submitted by Superinten­
dent of Public Instruction Raymond 
Barber, at a February meeting. 

Those recommendations include : 
• requiring a minumum of six hours 

instructional time in a school day ex­
cluding lunch and recess ; 

• increasing graduation requirements 
from 18 to 20 credits ; 

• requiring ninth and lOth graders to 
take two English, two science and two 
math full year courses before the end of 
their sophomore year; 

• and teaching citizenship at the 
sixth-, seventh- or eighth-grade level. 

Plans call for the citizenship require­
ment to be phased in by the 1987-88 
school year to co:ncide with adoption of 
new social studies textbooks. 

The two credit increase required for 
graduation will affect students entering 
high school in the fall of 1983. 

Barber said that he did not perceive 
the new requirements as a ''revolution 
in education" but part of a master plan 
developed when he took office as 
superintendent of oublic instruction. 

Dr. Donald Hunter, head of the bureau 
of instruction with the Department of 
Education, maintains that the new 
20-credit requirement for graduation 
will improve educational planning by 
students. 

Complete In-Service Course 
Both Coroner Roger Nelson and Asst. 

Coroner Glen Frazier have successfully 
completed coroner's in-service training 
at Louisville. 

The training course was conducted by 
the Department of Training for coroners 
and deputy coroners who are to be cer­
tified by the Kentucky Justice Cabinet 
in meeting state standards for death 
scene investigations. Coroners and 
deputy coroners who wish to be certified 
as meeting the state standards must 
successfully complete a 36-hour basic 
training course and each year thereafter 
complete an 18-hour inservice training 
course.

Good News Report 
By THOMAS W. PAUKEN 

Director of ACTION 
An idea can be like a stone thrown in 

a pond, its ripple effect reaching out to 
the far shore. Caroline Donnan, third 
grade teacher at Weybridge Elemen­
tary School in Weybridge, Vermont, had 
such an idea, and through her efforts its 
ripple-effect has reached halfway 
around the world. In so doing, the 
school's 78 pupils have been directly in­
fluenced, and through their own efforts, 
Caroline's idea is now at work, saving 
young lives in distant lands. 

The school's lunchroom was the pond 
into which Caroline tossed her idea. 
What stimulated it was her observation 
of how much food was wasted by the 
children every day at mealtime, 
anywhere from 15 to 30 pounds. Caroline 
brought her concern to Mrs. Ross, the 
school principal. That was in the fall of 
1981, and the result was that Mrs. Ross 
and her staff of five teachers initiated 
a nutrition program. The program in­
cluded everything from outside 
speakers to family-style eating-with 
table manners observed; children tak­
ing turns waiting on tables; and a Waste 
Watch system begun with the amount of 
wasted food weighed daily and indicated 
on a graph. 

The idea also rippled into the 
classroom- mathematics used to figure 
hot lunch costs; reports written on visits 
to a dairy farm and apple orchard. A 
poster contest on meal planning and 
lunch packing was a big attraction. In 
English class, the children studied 
fables where food was used as a means 
to convey the moral. In social studies 
they learned the whys and wherefores 
of economic and political and difficulties 
in worid food distribution. 

It was in this last point that troubled 
Caroline. Sure you can save food and 
talk about global hunger, but you can't 
ask children to mail peas in an envelope. 

Shortly after. the new school year 
began, she contacted UNICEF and ex­
plained the Waste Watch program. She 
learned about a food product called K­
Mix II, a supplement that saves the lives 
of starving children. The question was: 
how to translate the Waste Watch into 
K-Mix II? 

At New Year's, the local newspapers 
published a story under the heading, 
"Children Challenge Community to New 
Year's Resolution.'' The challenge was 
this : the students at Weybridge had 
determined to cut the amount of food 
wasted to less than a pound a day. For 
every day they succeeded they were 
asking community residents to 
volunteer whatever amount of money 
they chose. At the end of the month, the 
amount pledged would be sent to 
UNICEF to buy K-Mix II for starving 
children. Today there are 45 regular con­
tributors to the Weybridge School Waste 
Watchfarm families, teacher's families, 
organizations, a Middlebury College 
frate rnity , even "a mom in 
Massachusetts"- a broad cross section 
of New Englanders. 

Every day at the school a student is 
chosen by lot to be the next day's Waste 
Watcher. It is his or her job, after the 
noon meal is over, to weigh the wasted 
food. The following day, the student an­
nounces the results and places the 
amount on a chart before the entire stu­
dent body. If the amount is less than a 
pound, the cheers follow and the figure 
of a child is placed on the Common 
Room wall. There are 247 figures there 
now, and they soon will have them circl­
ing the entire room . 

As for her idea, Caroline says, "The 
real credit must go to our 78 children 
who are making the Waste Walch a lov­
ing reality each day."

Protecting Your Pet 
from Disease 
By MAHENDRA R . VARIA, D.V.M., 

Just as a fire is easier to prevent than 
to put out, disease is easier to prevent 
than to cure. Pet owners who are the 
most conscientious about preventive 
medicine for their pets have healthier 
pets and spend less money on veterinary 
services. Many pet owners are conscien­
tious about preventive medicine but are 
not sure what they should do. 

There are four elements in a preven­
tive program: vaccinations, stool ex­
amination, physical examination and, 
for dogs, a heartworm test. 

Vaccinations that should be given to 
puppies when they are six to eight weeks 
old include DHLP <distemper, hepatitis, 
leptospirosis and parainfluenza l and 
parvovirus. Rabies vaccine is usually 
given after the puppy series. 

Cats are given vaccines for "cat 
distemper" at 6-8 weeks and for rabies 
after the kitten series. 

Canine distemper is prevalent 
worldwide, is present year round, is 
very contagious and is usually fatal in 
puppies. An affected dog often appears 
to have a cold. 

Hepatitis localizes in the kidneys. It 
can range in severity from a slight fever 
to a fatal illness. Leptospirosis in dogs 
usually produces no visible symptoms 
but can do irreparable damage to the 
kidneys, liver, and gastrointestinal 
tract. Parainfluenza can trigger "ken­
nel cough,·· which can reach epidemic 
proportions where a large groups of dogs 
is concentrated. 

Canine parvovirus appeared sudden­
ly in the summer of 1978, spread quick­
ly and is one of the most serious diseases 
in dogs. Rabies, which is on the increase 
nationwide, is an acute inflammation of 
the brain and spinal cord. 

"Cat distemper" (feline paneluko­
penial, the most virulent and 
devastating of a ll diseases in cats, is 
highly contagious and characterized by 
sudden onset, fever, loss of appetite, and 
depression. Cats are also vulnerable to 
rhinotracheitis and calicivirus, two 
respiratory diseases. 

Most puppies and kittens have worms 
and rare is the grown dog or cat that 
does not need deworming occasionally. 
With proper treatment the common 
worms are nothing to worry about. But 
they can become serious when neglected 
or when the dog is dosed with some pa­
tent remedy that may remove only part 
of the worm infestation. 

A stool examination for worms is one 
of the most important points in preven­
tive medicine for your pet. Every pup­
py and kitten needs deworming and 
mature animals should be dewormed in 
spring and fall. 

A physical examination is especially 
important in older pets. Sometimes 
blood tests, urine tests and X-rays are 
recommended. 

A heartworm test is recommended for 
dogs every spring. 

'Supertrain • Choice 
Questioned On 'Nova' 

High-speed trains are finally coming 
to America . But a "NOVA" investiga­
tion, encoring Tuesday, May 10, at 8 
p.m., on KET, raises questions about the 
huge construction program about to 

·begin. 
"Tracking the Superlrains" reports 

that the Japanese trains were chosen 
ove1 faster French, cheaper British and 
Canadian, and sturdier but slower 
American models . That choice was 
recommended by former Amtrak of­
ficials who had received a $5 million gift 
from Japanese financier Ryoichi 
Sassagawa to study the matter. The 
hour-long "NOVA" program asks 
whether this was a proper way to make 
such a momentous technological choice. 

Perhaps more important, the Califor­
nia Bullett is in danger of becoming ob­
solete before it's built, as energy­
efficient magnetic levitation vehicles, 
capable of speeds up to 500 mph, become 
operational. Germany and J apan are in 
hot competition to build these first com­
mercial Maglevs: ironically , their pro­
gress is based on pioneering work done 
by United States engineers work which 
was squelched by lack of public interest.

Social Skills at 
Three Years Old 

A three-year-old is usually gregarious, 
full of talk, and willing to be friends with 
other children. 

But in strange social situations even 
the most outgoing child may suddenly 
turn anxious, fearful, and clinging, ac­
cording to Growing Child, the monthly 
child development newsletter. 

An only child may be overwhelmed by 
a group of as few as four strange 
children. Even a normally friendly child 
may be unable to adapt to strange 
children if she is under stress-like ad­
justing to a new baby at home. 

Pushing a child forward and insisting 
that she makes a place for herself in a 
group of strange children who are 
already involved in play is not a good 
idea. This only adds to the child's anx­
iety and tension. 

Parents sometimes seem to expect 
social skills of children that they do not 
expect of themselves! We forget the 
sinking feeling that we have when we 
find ourselves all 3lone in a social group 
of strangers. In fact, most of us avoid 
such situations by saying, "If I have to 
go alone, I won't go!" 

Yet we expect a socially inexperienc­
ed child to feel comfortable and happy 
under the same circumstances. 

Three-year-olds are capable of 
cooperative play. They enjoy it but are 
not yet very experienced in social in­
teraction. It takes time and experience 
to share toys comfortably, to take turns, 
to role play, to play together in a group. 
She needs the support and reassurance 
that only her parents can give as she at­
tempts to strike out into the social order 
of her peers.

ORDINANCE NO. 6-83 
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF 

PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY 
AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 3-83 
RELATING TO ALCOHOL CONTROL 

WHEREAS: It has been determined 
by the City Council of the City of Pres­
tonsburg that the City cannot impose an 
unloading license fee on liquor 
distributors in the city limits; and, 

WHEREAS: New rates have been

SECTION 1: Section 2.32 of ordinance 
no. 8-32 enacted August 23, 1982 is hereby 
deleted and in lieu thereof said section 
shall read as follows; "2.32 Every per­
son, firm, or corporation who engages 
in the business of wholesale malt 
beverage distributor, as defined in KRS 
243.180, within the corporate boundaries 
of the City shall pay in advance to the 
City Clerk an annual fee of FOUR­
HUNDRED DOLLARS ($400.00) as an 
unloading license fee in the City". 

SECTION 2: Section 2.33 of ordinance 
no. 8-82 enacted August 23, 1982 is hereby 
deleted.

Columbia Official Tells 
Views on ffigh Gas Rates

We in the natural gas industry are 
very concerned about the financial hard­
ship that many utility customers face to­
day, and the Reagan Administration has 
recognized the problem, too. But the 
natural gas bill that the Administration 
has proposed in Congress would not 
bring prices down any time soon. In­
stead, it would allow them to rise 
further . 

Action by Congress is badly needed to 
deal with. the natural gas issue, and it 
should be directed to the heart of the 
problem- which is that the price of 
natural gas simply is too high. 

The Natural Gas Policy Act of 1978 
(NGPA) started us toward a desired 
goal of a free market for gas- by a 
gradual removal of many stifling 
federal regulations. What we have to­
day, however, is a situation where there 
is more gas available than is needed by 
gas consumers, but the price keeps ris­
ing. This is because the way the Act 
works is to influence gas prices in only 
one direction-up. What we need are ad­
justments to reverse that steady upward 
movement. 

The Administration believes th«:> way 
to lower costs is to remove federal price 
controls at the wellhead on all gas- both 
"new" gas, developed since 1977, and 
"old," low-cost gas. This is what we in 
Columbia believe to be the most serious 
flaw in the Administration bill. The price 
of "old" gas, under present law, would 
remain under federal controls, and we 
believe that should not be changed. 

The Administration's theory is that we 
would get a lower average price for all 
gas by allowing producers to get a 
higher price for the "old," low-priced 
gas while permitting the principal 
purchasers- interstate gas supplier 
companies- to negotiate a lower price 
for the "new," or more expensive gas.

from a provision in its bill to give either 
the purchaser or producer a one-shot 
chance to terminate a gas-producer 
contract-through a " market-out" 
clause-effective in 1985. 

Based on Columbia's experience, it is 
extremely doubtful that producers 
would agree to renegotiate lower prices 
on contracts covering "new" gas im­
mediately after enactment of the Ad­
ministration proposal. Producers can be 
expected to try to maintain high prices 
for "new" gas, particularly for gas that 
already has been deregulated (such as 
the most expensive, very deep gas) for 
as long as possible, or at least until 1985 
when buyers could exercise the 
"market-out" option. 

At the same time, producers of "old" 
gas would most certainly insist on 
higher prices for that less expensive gas 
if it were deregulated. And if the original 
purchaser did not match a higher offer 
for the gas, the producer, after next 
year , could cancel the contract and sell 
it to the higher bidder. 

The result as we see it will only be 
higher, not lower, consumer prices if 
"old" gas price controls are removed at 
the same time all controls are lifted on 
"new" gas. Columbia is against 
deregulation of any gas not already in­
tended to be deregulated under the 
NGPA because this would raise the 
price to consumers unnecessarily. 

Corrective legislation is urgently 
needed, however, from Congress to give 
gas suppliers more flexibility in con­
tracts with producers. Specifically, 
such legislation should include these 
provisions ; 

- In all contracts that require a gas 
purchaser to accept or pay a producer 
for a minimum percentage of contract 
volumes, there should be a limit of 50% 
on such "take-or-pay" obligations for 
three years.

No Coal Tax Checks 
Issued For LGEAP 

Although the Revenue Cabinet has not 
changed its estimaste of the coal 
severance lax, the Secretary of Finance 
has exercised his option and decided to 
issue no checks from the Local Govern­
ment Economic Assistance program for 
the third quarter. 

Secretary Fisher bases his action on 
a number of factors : 

March receipts of coal severance tax 
were only a little more than $14 million, 
down $12 million from March, 1982. 

The total for '82-'83 through March is 
now only $14.9 million, down 17.5 percent 
from '81 -'82. 

In order to reach the estimate of the 
Revenue Cabinet, receipts would have 
to average about $19 million for the last 
three months of this fiscal year, virtual­
ly the same as collections in the same · 
three months of '81-'82. 

The LGEAP has already paid out $11 
million in coal severance funds this 
year. At that level, total collections 
would have to total about $200 million for 
the year. At the current rate of 17.5 per­
cent below last year, collections would 
total only $196 million. 

Counties receiving shares of the 
severance tax on other minerals have no 
such problems. With $2,445,848 being 
paid to those qualifying local govern­
ments, those receipts have remained on 
the targeted estimates.

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State Unveils Its Plan 
To Cut Health Care Costs 

<In The Lexington ll<'rald-Leaderl 
A new state health plan designed to 

slow the rise of medical costs could be 
biller medicine for hospitals. 

The plan also offers this unpalatable 
idea for individuals who are victims of 
heart disease, cancer, strokes and other 
diseases : Many of them, the report sug­
gests, are victims of smoking,lack of ex­
ercise and poor nutrition. In short, their 
own lifestyle is to blame. 

The state would de-emphasize 
"curative" medicine under the plan and 
direct more attention to education pro­
grams that could help people prevent the 
onset of serious illnesses 

Whatever the cause of those illnesses, 
last year the state's hospitals spent a 
record amount buildmg new facilities for 
treatment Some $369 million in capital 
improvements was approved by the 
state last year, twice the amount ap­
proved in 1981 and about 11 times the 
amount approved in 1977. 

Enough is enough, a committee of the 
Kentucky State Health Planning Coun­
cil seems to have said. The council's 
committee on planning approved a 
preliminary health plan yesterday and 
the full council is expected to give at 
least a tentative OK to it today. 

"We've always made the assumption 
that none of these ideas would float," 
said state health planning director 
George Kent. "We think it's time to test 
the waters.'' 

For starters, the plan would place a 
$166 million limit on capital expen­
ditures for 1983, less than half the $369 
million approved last year. 

Hospitals that overbuilt in the past or 
for any reason have too many empty 
beds might have those beds taken away 
from them. A hospital with more than 
300 beds, for instance, would have to 
keep 87 percent of those beds filled or 
risk losing licenses for some of them. 

The state also is overloaded with 
physicians, according to the plan. Noting 
that each physician represents at least 
$9 million of health care expenditures 
over the course of his career, the plan 
says the supply of physicians in Ken­
tucky is increasing at a rate faster than 
anywhere in the nation. The state has 58 
percent more physicians than it had in 
1970 although population has increased 
only 13.6 percent. 

The state would reorder its educa­
tional priorities under the plan by en­
couraging the training of students in the 
allied health professions. 

Students still in the state's medical 
schools would get a few more lessons in 
saving money as well as lives. Both of 
the state's medical schools would be re­
quired to start a department of "Affor­
dable Medicine" which would teach 
mandatory courses in cost containment 
and the role of nutrition and lifestyle in 
health. 

Other points of the plan include: 
"' A three-year ban on the construction 

of nursing homes. 
* Certificates of need-that is, permis­

sion from the state for new facilities or 
programs-would no longer be required 
for new birthing centers, primary care 
centers, community hospice programs, 
rural health centers, urgent-treatment 
centers, ambulatory surgical centers 
and home health care programs. State 
laws must be changed to exempt those 
types of facilities from the jurisdiction 
of the state Certificate of Need Board. 

• Establishment by the General 
Assembly of a Rate Review 
Commission. 

• Wherever possible, limit long term 
institutional health services in favor of 
in-home services . 

* Reward physicians for providing 
services outside hospitals by giving 
them preferential Medicaid 
reimbursement. 

• Tax credits for physicians who prac­
tice in underserved rural areas. 

"' Allow Advanced Registered Nurse 
Practioners to write prescriptions for 
noncontrolled drugs. 

The plan would designate Lexington 
and Louisville as tertiary care centers, 
where the most specialized kinds of care 
are available. Each hospital in these 
areas would emphasize different 
specialities to reduce duplication. 

In other areas, one hospital would be 
designated a Medical Service Center. 
These hospitals would become regional 
centers and offer medical specialties 
and more sophi5ticated care. MSCs 
would be given greater freedom to pur­
chase certain equipment and expand but 
in return would have to offer an array 
of services and spend designated 
amounts on indigent care. 

The plan's education programs run 
the gamut from nutritional re­
quirements for day care centers to blood 
pressulif screening for older adults . 

One recommendation would en­
courage the study of living wills 
whereby individuals could record 
whether they wanted relatives to employ 
extraordinary medical means to prolong 
their lives. 

The public has 30 days to send in writ­
ten comments on the plan and a public 
hearing will be held May 19. The coun­
cil will then revise the plan and send it 
to the governor for his approvaL

Community Groups 
To Handle Funds 
For Food, Shelter 

About 100 community organizations 
around the state will receive new federal 
funds to provide emergency food and 
shelter this summer, according to 
Cabinet for Human Resources Secretary 
Buddy Adams. 

The Federal Emergency Manage­
ment Agency allocated approximately 
$880,000 to the Kentucky Department of 
Military Affairs to provide emergency 
food and shelter for hungry and 
homeless individuals. Major General 
Billy Wellman recommended to Gover­
nor John Y. Brown, Jr. that assign 
the responsibility for administering the 
funds to the Cabinet for Human 
Resources. 

"I chose to work with local communi­
ty groups who are close to the people and 
know the needs," said Secretary Adams. 
"I am appointing an independent board 
of labor, business and agency represen­
tatives to decide which groups will 
receive the money," he added. 

Further information, forms to be us­
ed by agencies to apply for funds, and 
technical assistance in completing the 
forms, will be furnished at a one-day 
conference in Frankfort, May 3, begin­
ning at 9 a .m. at the Frankfort Civic 
Center Auditorium. The conference is 
jointly sponsored by the Cabinet for 
Human Resources' Nutritional Support 
Project, the Kentucky State AFL-CIO 
and the Kentucky Retail Federation 

The emergency food and shelter funds 
for Kentucky are a part of a $50 million 
appropriation in Public Law 98-8, the 
"jobs" bill signed by President Reagan 
March 24. 

"Working through our Department for 
Social Insurance we will select a nine­
member board to review applications 
and make recommendations on what 
distribution can do the most good for the 
people with the greatest need," 
Secretary Adams stated.

Boy Scouts Hold Court of Honor Coal Study Views Relation 
Of Sulphur to Size of Lump 

Many small coal operators have been 
forced out of business by the high cost 
of removing sulfur from coal. 

If the results of a study being done at 
Morehead State University are 
favorable, however, they may be back 
in operation. 

Sam Kumar, assistant professor of 
mining technology at MSU, says it may 
be possible to remove sulfur by screen­
ing, or crushing and screening, the coal. 
Currently, the only way to reduce sulfur 
content is by cleaning. 

"The coal cleaning process is very ex­
pensive, and most small miners can't af­
ford the necessary equipment," Kumar 
said. 

Kumar is working to determine if the 
amount of sulfur decreases with the size 
of the lumps of coal. 

plained Kumar. 
"When all the samples have been 

gathered and tested, we will know 
whether there is a correlation between 
the size of the lumps and t])e amount of 
sulfur," he added. 

Samples are being gathered from the 
Vanlear, Fireclay and Mudd Slip seams 
in Boyd, Carter, Elliott and Morgan 
counties. If the results of this study are 
good, coal from other Kentucky counties 
will be tested later. 

Although the research should be com­
plete within a year, Kumar expects to 
have a correlation between size and 
sulfur by the end of this summer.

Small Cities Program 
Gets $7 Million More 

The state Department of Economic 
Development will receive another $7 
million from the federal government for 
its Small Cities Community Develop­
ment Block Grant Program, Commis­
sioner Dale Smith announced recently. 

The funds are Kentucky's share 
resulting from a federal jobs bill pass­
ed in March and signed into law. 

Smith said, "We're pleased to receive 
this money to help stimulate job­
creating projects. This allocation makes 
the block-grant program an even more 
valuable tool for spurring Kentucky's 
economic growth." 

Kentucky already received $29.3 
million in block grants for the federal 
fiscal year that started Oct. I, 1982, 
Smith noted. Those funded are divided 
into categories covering economic 
development, housing and public 
facilities projects, he noted. 

Sally Hamilton, director of the depart­
ment's Office of Community Develop­
ment, said the new money will not be 
placed in any of the three categories. 
"We'll make grants based on a pi·oject's 
potential for creating jobs and the local 
unemployment situation," she said. 

She added that all but the state's seven 
largest cities-known as entitlement 
areas-are eligible to apply for the new 
funds. The largest cities will automatic­
ly receive allocations.

Why the Kentucky Derby 
is run at Churchill Downs 
TOP TRACK - They call it 
America's top horse race. 
So, it's fitt1ng that the Ken­
tucky Derby is run at the 
track that bills 1tself as 
''The Greatest Name in 
Racing." 

Churchill Downs, built in 
1874 in Louisville, Ky., on 
the site of the old Churchill 
Farm, isn't the oldest maJOr 
U.S. race track. But it's the 
only one to have had con­
tinuous annual thorough­
bred racing since its open­
ing. 

Live coverage of the 
1 09th Kentucky Derby on 
Saturday, May 7, will be 
tP.Iecast by ABC. Among 
the ABC commentators for 
the annual "Run for the 
Roses" are Jim McKay, 
Jack Whitaker and Howard 
Cosell. 

The race is the first leg of 
the Triple Crown for 3-year­
olds. Next come the Preak­
ness at Pimlico in Baltimore 
and Belmont Stakes in New 
York. 

Kentucky Derby crowds 
have been massive for 
years. In 197 4, a throng of 
163,628 watched Canno­
nade win the 1 OOth 
running . There has been a 
steady increase 1n bett1ng 
on the Derby at Churchill 
Downs 1n recent years. 

Today about $5 million IS 
bet at the track on the 
preStigiOUS race 

In the early 1870s. Col 
M L ew1s Clark Jr a well­
connected Lou1Svliliar. in 
h1s rnld-20s. conce1ved the 
1dea for construction of a 
local dream track - and a 
series of nch stakes races .

The late Col. Matt J. 
Winn, however, is the 
sportsman who turned the 
Kentucky Derby into the 
most publicized horse race 
in America. 

In 1875, while standing 
on the seat of h1s father's 
flat-bed wagon, he 
watched Aristides win the 
first Derby. He took over 
management of Churchill 
Downs in 1 '302. direct1ng 
75 consecutive Derbies 
until his death 1n 1949. 

Ever since. Bill Corum 
( 1 950-58). Wathen Kne­
belkamp ( 1959-1969) and 
current president Lynn 
Stone have managed the 
Churchill Downs tradition

How To Turn Profit 
On Cow-Calf Operation 

''I think we know enough to do a lot 
better than we're doing." 

That statement sums up Dr. Roy Bur­
ris' observations on cow-calf operations 
which are struggling to stay in the black. 

Burris, an Extension beef cattle 
specialist at the University of Ken­
tucky's Research and Education Center­
Princeton, says a must for producers ex­
pecting to make a profit is the commit­
ment to treat their operations as a 
business. 

"This includes keeping good records 
so you know where you are at all times," 
says Burris. He explains that several 
years' records of a cow's number, the 
date she calved, calf's number and 
weight at weaning allows a producer to 
make comparisons and decisions on 
replacement. 

The specialist suggests several ways 
to improve an operation: 

Increase cow-calf crop percentage; 
improve weaning weights; increase ~ell­
ing price; hold production costs to a 
minimum. 

"If a producer doesn't get a calf crop 
on the ground, he has failed," says Bur­
ris. A cow should calve every 12 months, 
he adds, noting that failure of beef 
families to become pregnant and losses

during calving are the leading causes of 
poor calf crop percentages. 

To counteract these problems, the 
specialist urges better nutrition before 
and after calving. If conception rate is 
a problem, Burris recommends getting 
clover into br~eding pastures or giving 
supplemental feeds if pastures aren't 
adequate. 

"Proper nutrition can cut down on the 
time needed for rebreeding, thereby 
allowing earlier calving dates and in­
creased calf crop percentage," says 
Burris. 

Higher calf-crop percentages also can 
be achieved with pregnancy checks 
and culling of open and slow breeders, 
as well as cows producing lightweight 
calves. The expense of carrying ope,n 
cows is considerable, and Burris recom­
mends purging herds of such non-money 
makers. 

"A veterinary check for pregnant 
cows in the fall is cheaper than pregnan­
cy checking by overwintering," notes 
the specialist. 

Crossbreeding and the use of 
crossbred females may produce bet­
ter weaning weights. "It's also impor­
tant to know a cow's number, age and 
track record for weaning calves, com­
pared to herd mates," says Burris. In 
addition, he suggests that producers 
consider growth implants as a means of 
achieving heavier weaning weights. 

Dehorning, which should be done 
before the onset of fly season, also im­
proves selling price at marketing. And 
selling calves in uniform lots-age and 
size- helps at marketing time. 

Holding production costs to a 
minimum is another major factor in 
cow-calf operation returns. Burris notes 
that the largest single expense is over­
wintering the beef cow herd. Looking at 
ways to hold down costs, he first sug­
gests culling cows that won't calve i11 the 
spring. 

"Hold feed costs down by grouping," 
recommends the specialist. Cows with 
suckling calves need more feed than dry 
cows, so they should be separated, "If 
you feed them together, one group is 
overfed while the other is underfed." 

The use of feeders , such as hay rings 
if feeding from large bales, also helps 
cut down costs. Burris estimates that 
waste can go as high as 30 percent when 
feeders are not used. 

Another way to cut production costs is 
by soil testing to determine the need for 
fertilizer on pastures. 

Burris also recommends feeling the 
lowest quality hay going into the winter 
when nutritional needs are not as great 
as they will be _later in the season.

Fruits from Nature's Store 
Berry-picking season doesn't last very 

long, about two or three weeks, so watch 
for it and don't let it slip by without can­
ning a supply for winter use. Here are 
the best ones to can or eat: 

1. The Blackberry Season, about July 
10 to 20. Great for canning or making 
jam and jelly. Only our best berries. 
Blackberry juice is an old cure for 
dysentery. 

2. T Raspberry. Finest flavor of all. 
You'! nd raspberries along streams or 
at edg of old clearings. Good for can­
ning or pies. You have to beat the birds 
to get them. 

3. Dewberries. This vine trails on the 
ground and has very sweet berries. 

4. The Huckleberry and Blueberry. 
The blueberry grows on small shrubs 
and ripens in mid-July. Its berries are 
fine-flavored, juicy, good for canning or 
pies. Grows on ridges or dry points. The 
huckleberry grows taller and bears 
large, dark blue, very sweet berries. Not 
as juicy as blueberries. Watch out for 
rattlers when picking them. 

5. The Mulberry. Fruit is jet black 
when ripe. Talk about something good. 
Pick a pail of ripe mulberries and make 
a cobbler. Serve with rich cream and 
you have something good. Animals and 
birds go after the ripe mulberries. 

9. The Wild Crab Apple. This hand­
some, little tree bears a crop of small, 
hard apples, which often lie on the 

ground until mellow. They make 
delicious jelly. 

10. Persimmons. One of nature's best 
wild fruits. Rich in vitamins and 
minerals. Ripens when first frost comes. 
Makes good jam. 

11. The Pawpaw . . Here is one of 
nature's most delicious fruits when 
brown and fully ripe.
