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Coal ''Bank'' Mishap Claims Shell 

AN ALL TOO COMMON SCENE in the mountains, that of the mouth-of-hollow vigil following a 
coal mine accident, was reenacted last Wednesday afternoon after 69-year-old Frank Shell was 
killed by a rockfall while digging coal in an abandoned mine near his home on Short Branch of 
Abbott Creek. 

Columbia Gas Transmission has had 
little publicity about its role in the in­
creasing costs of natural gas to con­
sumers while Kentucky West Virginia 
has borne most of the heat, but an opi­
nion handed down last week which 
directly affects Columbia is SP,~'I'l as a 
possible boon to customers, nation­
wide.

plies of cheaper gas. 

an average of almost $24 a customer. 
Coll.imbia, one of the country's 

largest interstate pipeline firms, sup­
plies gas to 71 local distribution com­
panies serving 4.2 million customers in 
Kentucky, New York, Pennsylvania, 
Maryland, Virginia, West Virginia, 
Ohio, New Jersy and the District of 
Columbia. 

The case has been watched with 
close interest because it is the lead 
case in a round of challenges filed with 
the commission over pipeline com­
panies' purchasing practices. 

Faced with these clauses, the 
pipeline companies simply bought the 
higher-priced supplies and passed the 
costs on to consumers.

Making Corn Meal 
The Old-Time Way 

Ballard Clark has worked at many 
things during his 88 years. At his 
father's sawmill and steam-powered 
grist mill operation on John 's Creek, he 
sawed cross-ties, worked in lumber 
and learned the art of producing stone­
ground cornmeal as a boy. Later, to 
support a family, he ran a store and 
was a bus driver in Huntington, W. Va . 
and Ashland. 

Like many Eastern Kentuckians, 
particularly the older people of the 
area who grew up during lean and hard 
times, life to Clark has meant almost 
continu~l hard work. Now, although he 
could easily "lay back" and enjoy the 
fruits of his many years of labor, which 
include a nice home and farm on Mare 
Creek, he can't seem to slow down. 

Still a jack-{)f-all-trades sort of 
fellow, Clark has concentrated over the 
past several years on the production of 
fine quality stone-ground cornmeal. 

home, he estimates that he produces . 
around 4,000 5-lb . bags of cornmeal a 
year and sells most of it "all over the 
country- Marrowbone, Hellier, Mud 
Creek- groceries and farm stores just 
about everywhere.'' 

Production, after the considerable 
task of tending and harvesting the 
crop, includes storing the corn, then 
running it through an old sheller, after 
which it is dried and finally poured into 
the antique mill which produces the 
fine-textured meal. The mill, a lovely 
old piece of equipment, has been 
adapted to run off an electric motor. 
Clark is quick to point out that the ac­
tual grinding is accomplished by large 
North Carolina hail grit stones inside 
the mill. 

Packaged in neat bags sealed with 
labels identifying the maker, his ad­
dress, etc., the meal is loaded into the 
trunk of Clark's car and delivered to 
various merchants and old customers.

By Bus Company 
Sees New Route 

The Greyhound bus route between 
Ashland and Pikeville along U.S. 23 
will apparently not be affected by route 
changes the bus company is asking the 
state to approve, and a new route may 
be opened up between here and Lon­
don. 

Greyhound Lines filed papers with 
the state Transportation Cabinet last 
month, seeking permission to abandon 
22 "back road" runs- more than half 
its currently scheduled routes- in this 
state. 

Motor carriers using K~tucky 
highways must have permits from the 
Transportation Cabinet and pay fees 
that go into the state road fund. 

The bus company says it has been 
losing money on the routes it seeks to 
abandon. Its buses will still run on rna ­
jor highways in eastern Kentucky, 
company officials said.

The 
agency currently supports six 
volunteer workers here and is orien­
ting more volunteers this month, he 
said.

The CAP 
worker first designated to implement 
the program, which is intended to fur­
nish advocacy services for nursing 
home residents in the B1g Sandy area, 
was dismissed. 

Lafferty Plans 
New Commission 
To Run Program 

Twenty months after it was launched 
as Floyd's most promising enterprise 
in years, the countywide solid waste 
system is nearly broke. 

The system was able to meet an in­
terest bill in November only by draw­
ing on an emergency reserve; 
employee paychecks bounced in 
December; and a bond agent predicts 
financial collapse for the system this 
year unless the county "gets its house 
in order." 

Moreover, unless it is properly 
managed, state environmental of­
ficials threatened recently to shut 
down the county's only approved land­
fill. 

That the $2 million project was in 
crisis became clear to trustees after 
Nov. 1, when Floyd County Solid 
Waste, Inc., the agency that operates 
the garbage system, failed to make a 
scheduled debt service payment. In 
May and November each year, $90,000 
falls due on the $1.5 million in revenue 
bonds that finance the operation. 

Reportedly under pressure from the 
investors' agent, the trustees warded 
off default by drawing the $90,000 from 
a $180,000 reserve fund designed to pro­
tect the 20-year bonds in just such an 
emergency. 

However, unless the solid waste 
system can start generating enough 
revenue to cover its operating costs, 
one more call on the reserve like the 
one that saved it in November will be 
its last. And that would have implica­
tions reaching well beyond the failure 
of a project that some looked to as a 
model for the state and even the nat10n. 

"I can't begin to emphasize how 
enormous the damage would be" if the 
solid waste agency defaults on the 
bonds, said Joseph S. Reis, a represen­
tative of Seasongood and Mayer, the 
Cincinnati brokers who helped float the 
bond issue. While the bond­
holder-described by Reis only as ''a 
large corporate investor" but said to 
be the Allstate Insurance Company-is 
insured against default, a foreclosure

Rockfall Claims 
Abbott Ck. Man 

Frank Shell, 69, was crushed to death 
the afternoon of Dec. 29 by a rockfall in 
a small coal "bank" near his home on 
the Short Branch of Abbott Creek while 
digging coal for his own home use. 

Rock from a portion of the highwall 
above the outcrop of coal covered him, 
and he died almost instantly of internal 
injuries. 

Although Shell's death is not ex­
pected to be classifed as an "official" 
mine fatality, according to a spokes­
man for the Mine Safety and Health 
Administration, state and federal mine 
officials gathered at the site as rescue 
workers labored about two hours to 
recover the body, and an investigation 
was conducted. 

A native of Martin county, he was a 
son of the late James and Martha 
~dkins Shell . He was a member of the 
Trinity Pentecostal Church of God and 
was a veteran of World War II.

Citing the nationwide shortage of 
math and science teachers "from the 
early grades of elementary schools 
through the last year of high school," 
Congressman Carl D Perkins in­
troduced a bill Monday to alleviate this 
serious problem. 

Congressman Perkins, chairman of 
the House Education and Labor Com­
mittee, said his subcommittee "has 
held extensive hearings going into this 
problem of a shortage of science and 
mathematics teachers, and the pro­
blem is much more serious than most 
people realize." 

Perkins said testimony disclosed 
such glaring problems as: 

-42 states are short of physics 
teachers ... 

-43 states are short of math 
teachers ... 

-38 states are short of chemistry 
teachers ... 

He said that studies by groups in­
terested in science and mathematics 
teaching show that in the past 'ten 
years there has been a drop of approx­
imately 70 percent in the number of 
high school teachers prepared to teach 
mathematics and science at the high 
school level. 

"This means that teachers trained in 
some other subject are being drafted to 
teach mathematics and science, and 
while I am sure they are doing the best 
they can, we need our young people to 
have the best training possible, if we

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are going to be able to compete with 
youngsters educated in other coun­
tries," he said. 

"That is why I have introduced the 
Emergency Mathematics and Science 
Education Act," he said. 

The bill amends the National 
Defense Education Act, which Con· 
gressman Perkins co-sponsored and 
helped pass in 1958, after the Russians 
had shown their space proficiency by 
sending their Sputnik into orbit. 

"We are in as bad shape now, when it 
comes to training mathematicians and 
scientists. as we were then," Con­
gressman Perkins said. "And, the only 
way we can catch up is by making sure 
that youngsters in elementary school 
and high school get the proper founda· 
tion in mathematics and science," he 
said. 

Congressman Perkins said that the 
funds appropriated for the bill would 
be, "hopefully," between $200 million 
and $300 million during the first year. 
The money would be distributed to the 
states based on a formula, and the 
states would be required by law to 
distribute no less than 95 percent of the 
money to local school systems. 

Local school systems would use the 
money to train teachers so that they 
can qualify to teach mathematics and 
science, and to update and expand 
courses in mathematics, science and 
for related education improvement ac­
tivities. 

"There is another very important 
section of the bill, involving college 
students in the junior and senior year," 
Congressman Perkins said. 

"Students in those years who want to 
go on to teach math and science-and 
who are highly qualified-will be of­
fered Congressional scholarships to 
complete their education, and go on to 
teaching," he said. 

The students would be nominated by 
members of Congress, and would be 
selected strictly on a merit basis, he 
said. 

The college level funds would also be 
available for special summer courses 
for teachers in subjects identified as in 
short supply by the Secretary of 
Education.

THE CULPRITS 
Housewives who drove themselves to 

distraction and the point of exhaustion 
recently in preparation for Christmas. 
only to learn all over again that the 
best-laid plans of mice and men may 
go haywire, need to know that their 
counterparts in other years-the so­
called "good, old days"-also had their 
problems. I recall one that smacked 
heavily of downright tragedy. 

We had a strange couple at our place 
in those days: a hound pup and a pet 
pig. The two were almost inseparable. 
All day long. the playful puppy 
tormented the pig, nibbling at his tail, 
tugging at his ears, worrying the 
porker as if it was his own personal 
plaything Growls of the puppy mean­
while were interspersed with pig's 
squealing protests. 

Then, as the sun dipped behind the 
hills, peace would be declared by com­
mon consent. The two would amble off 
together to a nearby "shop" building, 
there to bed down and sleep through 
the night, as cuddly as you please. But 
next morning, back to the daily 
routine. Tail-pulling, ear-gnawing, pro­
testing squeals, triumphant baying. 

Came Christmastime and the work 
m the kitchen, the baking of pies and 
cakes in wide assortment, all to be 
stored in the nearby cellar against the 
Day. That was where tragedy of a sort 
paid a visit. 

One afternoon-it may have been on 
the day before Christmas-somebody 
saw that the cellar door, which was 
usually closed tight, stood wide. En­
sued a race to the spot, but before it 
could be reached certain sounds-not 
the usual squeals and growls but con· 
tented grunts and slurps- told the 
story. 

Every cake and pie had been sampl­
ed, if not gobbled up, and continued to 
be sampled without interruption, 
although there was considerable pro­
test from the "audience." The pup ap­
parently favored cake and custard, 
and his topping~ncrusted nose at­
tested to the fact. The pig was busy at 
the fruit pies, for which the dog had lit­
tle taste, and so their raid on the cellar 
was more harmonious than usual. 

You might say the two immediately 
fell into our 111 graces after that and not 
be wrong Some dark threats were 
voiced. But by this time the afternoon 
was pretty well spent, and, chased 
from the festive board, pig and hound 
waddled their way for a night's sleep in 
the usual spot And those who ruefully 
watched forgave the "innocent" 
culprits . 
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"This is just a preliminary law judge's 
ruling.

Last February the commission 
issued a policy statement in which it 
narrowly defined its ability to overturn 
a pipeline firm's purchase practices.

Meanwhile, the Kentucky West 
Virginia Gas Co. has filed with the 
Federal Energy Regulatory Commis­
sion an appeal for rehearing of the rate 
rollback to pre-October 1 levels that 
has been ordered The company also 
has asked a stay of the order directing 
that customer refunds be made. 

Entered as second class maltE'r June 18, 
1927. at the postofflce at Prestonsburg, 
Kentucky, under the act of March 3, 1879. 
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approval, the company would drop its 
present routes along KY 15 between 
Hazard and Winchester, along U.S. 460 
between Salyersville and Mt. Sterling, 
and along U.S. 60 between Mt. Sterling 
and Winchester. 

The proposed cuts would eliminate 
the last direct public transportation 
between eastern Kentucky and Lex­
ington. 

Under the proposal a new route 
would be opened up from Ashland to 
London by way of Allen and Hazard. 
The route would follow U.S. 23·to Allen, 
then pick up new KY 80 to Hazard and 
the Daniel Boone Parkway to London. 
From London scheduled buses would 
run south to Knoxville or north to Lex­
ington. 

One effect of the proposed route 
changes is that it would no longer be 
possible for persons to be picked up or 
dropped off at their own driveways, a 
feature of Greyhound bus travel long 
valued by eastern Kentucky riders. 
Bus travelers will now have to get on 
and off at main terminals. 

"We've had several calls from dif­
fernt areas,' ' Pat Henson, a Transpor­
tation Cabinet official, said last week. 
"It's the people who used to just go out 
and flag down the bus when it went 
by." 

Linda Klein, assistant public­
relations director at Greyhound's 
Phoenix, Ariz. headquarters, said that 
in the wake of federal deregulation, the 
line is evaluating its routes nationwide 
in an effort to make better use of equip· 
ment and personnel. 

People may object to the idea that a 
Greyhound bus will no longer stop at 
the local service station or drugstore, 
but in many areas few actually use the 
service, she said. Service will still be 
available, but in low-use areas riders 
will have to travel a few miles to a bus 
depot, she said. 

The state has until the end of March 
to act on Greyhound's proposal . If the 
state rules that abandoning the routes 
is not in the public interest, the bus 
firm has the option oftaking its request 
to the Interstate Commerce Commis­
sion. 

State transportation officials have 
scheduled a hearing on the Greyhound 
proposals for Jan. 18 at 10 a.m. in the 
State Office Building auditorium in 
Frankfort. Persons wishing to protest 
the changes should inform officials 10 
days ahead of time, it was said, since 
the hearing may be cancelled if no pro­
tests are anticipated.

David Cooley, director of the solid 
waste agency, has been tight-lipped 
about the current crisis, so far refusing 
to answer a reporter's questions except 
to deny that money had been transfer­
red from the system's bond reserve-a 
denial that John Allen, head of the firm 
th3jt does the agency's billing, called 
inexplicable. 

It is no secret, however, that many 
householders do not use the county 
trash pickup and, of those who do, 
many do not pay for the service. While 
Cooley would divulge no figures, some 
observers estimate that about 60 per­
cent of families in the county use the 
service while perhaps as few as 25 per­
cent pay for it. 

That won't do, the bonding agent has 
stressed to county officials. While 
disclaiming any expertise in solid 
waste collection or disposal, Reis said 
this week "it is obvious you're going to 
have to get proper management." The 
money taken from the debt reserve 
must be replaced promptly, debt ser­
vice payments should be made 
monthly from now on, there should be 
"proper bill collecting," and house­
holders who don't pay should be made 
to, he said. 

Reis also made it clear that the bon­
ding firm will not be happy unless the 
former chairman of the solid waste 
commission, who was replaced early 
last year, is reinstated. "We have a lot 
of confidence in Robert McAninch," he 
said "We want him back in a position 
of authority." 

McAninch, a professor of govern­
ment at Prestonsburg Community Col­
lege, was a principal architect of the 
solid waste system and was chairman 
of its board of directors until all but one 
of the directors were replaced at the 
start of the Lafferty administration.

Leading de~ominations continue to 
struggle with beliefs. Many lose 
pastors and/or congregations because 
of encroaching liberalism. The 
Lutherans split over it a few years ago. 
Some join other faiths or start new 
cults. One says God has no gender.

The Talented and Gifted Program <TAG> will begin to use computers this 
year in Floyd county schools. Teachers and principals participating in this 
program were recently involved in a workshop emphasizing the use of com­
puters in the classrooms. The primary objectives for their use will be to 
enhance and extend the abilities of gifted students. 

Ronald Frasure, Jr., manager of Radio Shack, conducted the workshop us­
ing three TRS-80 computers purchased by the Floyd County Board of Educa­
tion with a grant provided by the Kentucky Department of Education. The 
two teachers involved, Janie Goodman and Tim Salisbury, learned the 
basics of computer language and programming. 

The TAG program is presently operating at Prestonsburg, Clark, Martin, 
McDowell and Osborne Elementaries. Grigsby said he hopes more funds will 
become available next year to extend this program to other schools. 

Ron Hager, assistant superintendent, said TAG students using computers 
will experience a greater challenge and interest, thereby improving their 
abstract thinking, creativity and reasoning abilities. 

Frasure emphasized that the use of computers in the classroom can create 
a greater interest in learning for students. Various programs are also 
available other than games that are geared to learning, such as math, word 
processing and typing. In addition students can develop their own programs 
in relation to their particular interests. Computers can be programmed to in­
ventory, balance check books, store and retrieve information, check atten­
dance, compile grades, write stories, and many other applications.

Wheelwright Men 
Found Not Guilty 
Of Theft Charges 

TWo Wheelwnght men were prompt­
ly acquitted of theft charges by a Cir­
cuit Court jury Tuesday. 

Richard "Sonny" Hill, 22, and Terry 
Little, 19, had been accused of van­
dalizing a disabled automobile belong­
ing to Johnny Parker, 29, and of taking 
from it the wheels and tires, a radio , 
the battery and alternator. 

Parker claimed his 1973 Pontiac 
LeMans was stripped while he was 
visiting his family in Wheelwright in 
June, 1981- he lived at that time in 
Elyria, Ohio- and two who said they 
were eye-witnesses to the crime accus­
ed Hill and Little of perpetrating it. 

Defense attorney Ned Pillersdorf 
noted that the complaint against the 
two men was originally brought by 
Parker's brother, Lowell, and that the 
key prosecution witnesses were related 
to the Parkers. Sharon Parker is their 
sister and Athene Scott an aunt, it was 
said. 

The case against Hill and Little may 
have been a "smokescreen" to divert 
police attention from illegal activity on 
the Parkers ' own part, Pillersdorf 
theorized. 

In an earlier Circuit Court case, John 
" Buck" Tackett and Tony Tackett 
were sentenced to five-year and seven­
year jail ter ms, respectively, after 
pleading guilty to charges of assault in 
the beating and stabbing last February_ 
of Darrell Hunter.

Winter Suggestions 
For Home Emergency 

Winter storms may mean isolation at 
home, warns Wilbur R. Buntin Jr ., ex­
ecutive director of Disaster and 
Emergency Services. This problem 
can be especially severe in rural areas, 
less so in urban areas. 

The suggestions that follow apply 
especially to rural areas, where isola­
tion can be prolonged. " In rural areas, 
people should be prepared to survive 
for as long as one to two weeks in isola­
tion," Buntin said. 

Keep an adequate fuel supply on 
hand and use it sparingly, since 
regular supplies may be cut off or cur­
tailed. Keep the house cooler than 
usual, or close off some rooms tem­
porarily. 

Emergency heating sources are a 
wise precaution. " In an emergency, an 
alternative heating source would keep 
at least one room warm enough to live 
in," Buntin said. This could be a coal-, 
wood- or oil-burning stove, fireplace or 
space heater. However, Buntin warns, 
use emergency heating equipment 
carefully. Proper ventilation is essen­
tial and because fire departments may 
be delayed or unable to reach you, use 
extra caution to prevent fire. Keep a 
fire extinguisher and other firefighting 
tools handy. 

It's a good idea to have emergency 
food and water supplies, Buntin ad­
vises . Even if you are within walking 
distance of a grocery store, its supplies 
may dwindle if roads are closed to sup­
ply trucks. And water pipes may 
freeze . When stocking up, include food 
that requires no cooking or refrigera­
tion, or have emergency cooking 
facilities in case of a power failure. 
Natural foods allow the body to pro­
duce its own heat efficiently, especially 
quick~nergy foods like raisins and 
other dried fruits. 

Power lines are downed easily dur­
ing winter storms. Buntin said. Have a 
flashlight, battery-powered radio and 
spare batteries. 

If your heat goes out, keep water 
pipes from freezing by wrapping them 
i!J pipe insulation or newspapers 
covered with plastic to keep out 
moisture. Let each faucet drip a little 
to maintain water pressure, Buntin ad­
vises. Know how to shut off the water 
coming into the house- as a last resort. 
you may have to shut off the main 
valve to keep the pipes from bursting. 

If pipes do freeze, remove the insula­
tion and wrap them with rags Open 
every faucet all the way and if hot 
water Js available, pour over the pipes. 
Never use an open flame to help thaw 
out p1pes, Buntin warns. 

With the proper preparation. a brief 
period of isola tion at home need not be 
terribly uncomfortable. Buntin said . It 
certainly should be an improvement 
over being outdoors during a winter 
storm

Go Hunting or Fishing Now 
Although Kentucky's squirrel and 

deer bow hunting seasons closed Dec. 
31, there's still a couple of month's 
worth of hunting for quail, rabbils and 
grouse, as well as almost <1 month until 
the waterfowl season closes after Jan. 
20 and fur bearer season ends after Jan. 
31. 

Small game seasons will extend 
through Feb. 28 this year, and even if 
most bird or rabbit hunters call it quits 
for the season long before that, there is 
a small group of dedicated die-hards 
who stick with it until the last day of 
the season. 

These late-season hunters fare pret­
ty well, too. Perhaps they are suc­
cessful because they do persist and 
learn a little more about the game 
they're hunting than the "fair 
weather" nimrod who hangs it up after 
the Christmas holidays. 

runs very early in the year, offering 
the cold-weather fisherman another 
chance to bring home some fresh fish 
for the table-and there's no better 
eating than fish caught in the middle of 
winter. Even species which taste a lit­
tle "muddy'' when caught in the sum­
mer will be firm, fresh and delicious 
when pulled out of 40-degree water. 

Even if everything is completely 
frozen over, you can still catch fish. 
Test the ice on your favorite farm pond 
and if it's over four inches t,hick, go ice 
fishing. An ultra-light spinning outfit, a 
small hook, a light line and some meal 
worms or other suitable bait is all 
you'll need, plus an ice auger, a hat­
chet or some similar instrument to 
make a hole in the ice. You'll generally 
find a school of bluegill near the bottom 
of the deepest part of the pon<;J, and the 
fish will amost always bite readily. 

So there's no reason to sit around the 
house this winter wishing for warm 
weather. Just put on an extra pair of 
socks or two, bundle up good and get 
out of doors for a while-you just might 
discover that you've been missing 
something.

Since fishing licenses are also issued 
on a calendar year basis, the angler 
who wants to get the most for his 
money will also buy this license early 
in the year and take advantage of what 
is often some very good late winter and 
early spring fishing. 

Crappie school tightly during the 
winter months and the fisherman who 
locates the fish can have some "hot" 
cold weather fishing. Since the fish are 
sluggish in cold water and don't move 
around much, you can usually locate 
schools of crappie in just about the 
same location day after day.

Mountaintop Project 

Officials of Martiki Coal Corp. and 
Morehead State University stood this 
fall on a surface-mined reclaimed 
mountaintop to announce a joint 
research and demonstration project to 
determine the feasibility of using such 
land for agricultural production.

"From an academic perspective, 

this joint venture will provide our 
students and faculty members ·with an 
ideal laboratory for applied research 
into the adaptbility of various 
agricultural enterprises to reclaimed 
land." 

Vallez announced that Martiki will 
spend about $250,000 during the first 
year for construction and operation of 
the first phase, with MSU planning and 
managing the entire project under a 
15-year lease arrangement. 

The 250-acre site is off Wolf Creek in 
Martin County, about nine miles 
southeast of Inez. 

Plans call for the eventual develop­
ment of swine, poultry, and beef cattle 
facilities and for cultivation of row 
crops, orchard crops, greenhouse 
flowers and vegetables, and forests for 
commercial wood products and 
wildlife habitat. 

In addition to agriculture, the project 
also will involve MSU's students and 
faculty members in mining, reclama­

Kentucky's Department of Public 
Advocacy provides legal assistance to 
thousands of citizens across the state.

NATURE TRAILS 
By RUFUS REED 

We despise the dandelion when it in­
vades the lawn, but see it in bloom else­
where and it is one of our prettiest wild 
flow~rs, with a ~howy, bright golden 
yellow blossom Dandelion has a pretty 
name for a wild flower. Its name 
comes from the French c;lent-de-lion, 
meaning lion's tooth. The smaller lobes 
of the leaves suggest the tooth . 

Dandelion is unique in the plant 
kingdom . It never produces pollen, nor 
does it need pollen. It has a rare 
method of reproduction. which I shall 
explain later 

We should never despise the 
dandelion. This comon wild flower has 
more medical and food values than 
almost any other plant. A person with 
anemia can eat cooked dandelion 
greens a month or so and be cured. It 
puts the proper nutrition salts in the 
blood to overcome the anemia. 

Dandelion blooms in early spring; 
then is the time to begin eating it for 
greens, for its great food value. Some 
complain of its bitter taste, but if you 
cook it then pour out the first water 
before cooking again, this helps 
destroy its bitterness. 

Dandelion has a deep tap root, which 
can be'dried and ground up to use in 
place of coffee. 

Medicine made from the roots of 
dandelion is used to cure such diseases 
as scurvy, scr:>fula and eczema 
medicme made from dandelion also 
cures dropsy and helps cases of 
diabetes. It IS also considered a good 
remedy for the liver, pancreas and 
spleen 

Dandelion contains 28% of sodium, 
which puts nutritive salts in the blood 
and corrects the acid condition caused 
by anemia. It IS also used to cure 
yellow "janders" and various skin 
diseases. 

Look for dandelion early in the spr­
ing; pick its lender leaves for greens 
and dig its roots to lllake a coffee that 
will not keep you awake. 

Now for the dandelion's deep secret. 
Next time you see dandelion look at it 
and thmk. "Here's a plant that can do 
what no other plant can do." Its secret 
is, It produces seeds without being fer­
tilized. It bears no pollen and doesn't 
need it. 

Intelligent readers know that in 
order for a plant to produce offspring, 
the male sperm must be united with 
the female ovum. This is true in the 
animal kingdom, as well as in the plant 
kingdom So dandelion ·is unique in the 
plant kingdom . All plants I know pro­
duce pollen (the male part) and 
ovaries Cthe female part) so they can 
produce sec·ds But dandelion defies 
the law of nature and produces its 
seeds without the necessity of being 
fertilized.

How your child gets along with her 
siblings can make the difference in 
whether your fami ly life is order ly 
(relatively speaking>, or chaotic. It 
can a lso influence whether you are 
able to enjoy your children. or find 
them draining . 

Your child's s1bhng relattonsh1ps are 
important to her now and in the future . 
They w1ll set many of her life patterns 
for how she will deal with others who 
are close to her. And they will strongly 
affect her feelings about herself. 

Her interactions with her brothers 
and sisters can be stormy or calm. lov­
ing or angry, cooperative or com· 
petitive- and often all within a brief 
time period. The following are a few 
guidelines from Growing Child, the 
monthly child development newsletter. 
to help you help your growing child to 
get along as harmoniously as 
possible- as often as possible-with 
her siblings. 

1 l Try not to compare this child with 
your other children . They are different 
people. Each has his or her own ways 
of reacting to the things that happen. 
Each has special strengths and 
weaknesses Each has his own rate of 
growth and his own pace of doing 
things Each child is drawn to different 
activities, things, and people. 

It IS natural to compare the times at 
which your f1rst and second children 
walked. talked, or were toilet trained. 
It's understandable to wonder why 
your third child is afraid of the water 
when your first two learned to swim 
when they were infants. But it's impor­
tant to let each child be herself. 

Notice the things that make each of 
your children unique. and encourage 
them to develop their own special 
talents . Accept your children 's dif- · 
ferences and you will help them to ac­
cept themselves and each other. 

2l Try to spend time each day alone 
with each of your children. If you can 
arrange it, it would be good to set aside 
at least ten or fifteen minutes a day 
that each child can look forward to and 
count on as his or her own special time 
with you.

For example, you might plan to 
spend fifteen minutes each afternoon 
with your preschooler, while her little 
brother takes his nap. Or you might 
give your oldest fifteen minutes 111 the 
evenmg after the younger ones are in 
bed. If you can't do this regularly each 
day. then try to find a regular schedule 
you can stick to at least once a week. 

This "special time" should be that 
child's time with you to use as she 
wishes. You can offer a story, a game, 
or simply an understanding ear, bullet 
her choose. These special times with 
you will help you get to know and enjoy 
each of your children more whi le you 
help them each to feel special to you. 
You may find that this gives you more 
time for yourself, too, as your children 
stop competing for your attention at 
other times . 

3) Try to provide your children with 
opportunities for coperating w1th each 
other in planned activities or daily 
routines. For example, when you go to 
the supermarket, you can ha\'e the 
youngster who is sitting in the grocery 
cart look for one item you need in each 
aisle , and then have another child get it 
and hand it to the child in the cart. 

Or you can ask your older child to 
teach your toddler how to use the toilet 
when he's ready. In additJon, be sure to 
notice and compliment your children 
any time you see them working and 
playing together cooperatively: "Tom­
my, thank you for helping Michelle get 
dressed You're a help to me." 
"Angela and Ann, I'm so glad to see 
you're enjoying playing dress-up 
together." 

4)Set limits that you think are fair 
for each of your children Let your 
children know what the limits are and 
what the consequences of breaking 
them will be. Then try to stick to these 
rules as well as you can, changing 
them <with children's knowledge) 
when they no longer seem appropriate. 

This kmd of "planning ahead" can 
avoid many fights and jealous1es over 
such things as who goes to bed at what 
time and who gets to do what. You will 
probably still get some protests of " It's 
not fair that I can't stay up as long as 
she does!" and so on. But it 's fair for 
children of different ages to have dif­
ferent limits, privileges, and respon­
sibilities. When thev know what to ex­
pect, each child can look forward to 
grov.ing into new ones. 

5) Try to plan time for the family to 
meet together. It might be a good idea 
for family members to talk together 
about things that are important to 
them personally, and as a family . You 
probably already do this informally, at 
mealtimes or at special family times 
you share on weekends. 

Sometimes it's hard to get everyone 
together at the same time, especially if 
you work odd hours or if your children 
are involved in many diffe rent ac­
tivities. It's important to try to have 
some time together as a family , 
though- just to enjoy ea ch other's 
company Also, each family member 
has responsibilities to the family, as 
well as expectations and needs of it. 
These can be worked out to mutual 
satisfaction when the family gathers 
together and tties to support and 
u1.derstand each other 

For example, if squabbles occur fre­
quently between siblings over 
household duties, this might be 
discussed at a family meeting . 
Sometimes it helps to make up a chart 
listing each family member's _duties 
for the week or month. Then household 
tasks nobody likes can be assigned on a 
·rotating basis. 

The attempts and perseverance in 
trying to resolve matters constructive­
ly and supportively in a family provide 
a good example for your growing 
child- a model of what a family can do 
for another, and how to foster this 
mutual understa nding .

another common topic of discussion for 
a fami ly meeting. This can sometimes 
be a source of riva lry between older 
and younger children . Again, you can 
help each child to understand why they 
get the amount they do. At the same 
time, you can exr>lain a little about 
what it costs you to run the household, 
mcluding food, clothes, and other 
things they need. This might help them 
understand the family's econom1c 
situation and their part in it-a helpful 
lesson for their future.

The children will Jearn 
from your example <in time, if not 
right away l to respect each other as 
you respect each of them .

Timely Application 
Urged For Benefits 

People in the Floyd county area who 
plan to apply for Social Security retire­
ment or survivor benefits before they 
reach 65 should remember to apply no 
later than the month they want benefits 
to begin. Jim Kelly, Social Security 
District Director for the Big Sandy 
Area, said recently. 

This is because. with few exceptions, 
a person who wants to receive reduced 
benefits before 65 cannot receive them 
for months before the month he or she 
applies Retired workers and their 
wives or husbands can start getting 
benefits as early as 62 and widows and 
widowers as early as 60. 

A worker and his wife or husband 
can receive benefits only for months in 
which they are eligible throughout the 
entire month. This means ntat unless a 
person reaches 62 on the first or second 
day of the month. he or she cannot 
receive a benefit for that month. 

A person who applies after reaching 
65 can receive benefits for up to 6 mon­
ths of application, but not before the 
month he or she became 65. 

It is a good idea to apply 2 or 3 mon­
ths before a person wants benefits to 
begin. This give Social Security enough 
time to process the claim so benefit 
checks will begin shortly after income 
from work stops or is reduced. 

Before applying, a person should get 
certain documents and information. 
This includes the person's Social 
Security card or a record of the 
number: Forms W-2 for the past 2 
years; or if self-employed, self­
employment tax returns for the past 2 
years and evidence of filing (a cancell­
ed check); evidence of date of birth, 
preferably a birth certificate or bap­
tismal record recorded before age 5.

Burial Allowances 
A vail able To Veterans 

Burial allowances, not to exceed 
$300, can now be paid to states or local 
governments by the Veterans Ad­
ministration for interment of unclaim­
ed bodies of certain indigent veterans. 

Recent legislation allows payment of 
the allowance for the burial and 
funeral expenses of a veteran who had 
wartime service, or who was discharg­
ed for service-connected disability, 
and whose remains are held unclaimed 
by a state or local government agency. 
Only expenses incured after 
September 30, 1982, qualify for 
reimbursement. 

These deaths also trigger eligibility 
for payment of an amount, not ex­
ceeding $150, as a plot or interment 
allowance when the veteran is not 
buried in a national cemetery. 

Eligibility for the burial and plot 
allowances also exists with respect to 
more than 3 million veterans currently 
on VA compensation and pension rolls, 
or who would be on those rolls but for 
the receipt of military retired pay. 
Eligibility may also be established if 
the veteran's death occurs in a VA 
medical facility . Deaths that are ac­
tually service related give rise to 
eligibility for reimbursement of up to 
$1,000 in burial and funeral expenses. 

Burial in a national cemetery is 
available to any deceased veteran of 
wartime or peacetime service who was 
discharged under conditions other than 
dishonorable. The VA will furnis:1 a 
headstone or grave marker to 
memorialize a veteran or mark the 
grave of a veteran. 

The VA may also pay an amount 
equal to the cost of the government 
headstone-currently $67-toward par­
tial reimbursement of a private 
headstone for placement in a cemetery 
other than a national cemetery. 

The VA will furnish an American 
flag to drape the casket of a veteran. 
The funeral director obtains these 
from a VA regional office or post of­
fice. The flag is then given to the next 
of kin.
