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Kennedy Looks at Poverty 
On Tour Here, Wednesday 

U.S. SENATOR EDWARD M. KENNEDY talked briefly to the crowd which waited for him at 
the Mud Creek Clinic at Grethel last Wednesday. The ranking Democrat on the Senate Labor 
and Human Resources Committee, Kennedy visited Floyd and Letcher counties in the course 
of a week-long survey of hunger and deprivation in America. He was joined here by Congressmen 
Carl D. Perkins and state Rep. Clayton Little, of Pike county. 

Two Builders Fold 
As Creditors Sue, 
Bankruptcy Filed 

One Floyd builder filed for bankrupt­
cy and creditors began closing in on 
another in lawsuits filed last week. 

William Tavis Wallen, of East Point, 
who heads the Wallen Construction 
Company, listed debts of $30,000 and 
assets amounting to $4757 in a petition 
filed in the Pikeville division of U.S. 
Bankruptcy Court. 

In a suit filed last Wednesday in Floyd 
Circuit Court, the First Commonwealth 
Bank claims that David Bruce Spradlin 
and his wife, Nancy, of Mays Branch, 
are in default on debts totalling 
$1,163,986. Spradlin owns a construction 
firm called Bruney Enterprises, Inc. 

In an earlier suit, the United Federal 
Savings and Loan Assodation claimed 
the Spradlins owed that institution 
$469,700. 

First Commonwealth seeks 
foreclosure on tracts put up as security 
on 10 construction loans made to the 
Spradlins between August, 1980 and 

June this year. The properties include 
the family's College Heights home; ten 
tracts in Bruney's Creekside Communi­
ty on Abbott Road; Woodland Hills, a 
subdivision near the Clark school; and 
Lee-Wal Manor, a Mays Branch 
development. 

United Federal seeks foreclosure on 
a recently-completely townhouse­
condominium complex, called The Fif~h 
Season, on Goble Street here. The suit 
also asserts the priority of United 
Federal's claim over a lien held against 
the property by the F.S. Vanhoose Com­
pany and over other liens that might be 
claimed by Floyd county and the City of 
Prestonsburg. 

Vanhoose is said to claim $33,987 for 
building materials; the city and county 
governments are listed as potential 
claimants for back taxes. 

The Spradlins are reported to have 
moved recently to Tampa, Fla.

Already, contenders are emerging for 
the job of executive committee chair­
man, a position which does not become 
vacant until next April and which has 
not recently been regarded as much of 
a prize, anyway. 

But chance threw the local party 
machine a rare opportunity las t 
spring- when the untimely death of 
Judge-Executive Jerry Lafferty, Jr. less 
than three weeks before the May 
primary meant that the executive com-

Isaac, a Martin coal operator whom 
Stumbo chose as his deputy, indicated 
yesterday (Tuesday) he would likely run 
again for the chairmanship in .April. 
"We're going to have a good candidate 
and it will probably be me," he said. 

But Sheriff Henry Hale said Monday 
that he is interested in the job, too. Hale 
was a strong backer of Sturgill to suc­
ceed Jerry Lafferty as judge-executive.

Halo Woman 
Said Suicide 
At Jail Here 

A 19-year-old Knott county woman 
died, apparently by suicide, in the Floyd 
county jail last Tuesday evening. 

Mary Vinamae Tackett, who had 
received a 3Q-day sentence earlier that 
day on shoplifting and other charges, 
was found hanged in her cell around 
10:20 p.m. Death is thought to have oc­
curred several hours earlier. 

Mrs. Ila Hale, wife of Jailer Lawrence 
Hale and il deputy matron at the jail, 
found the victim suspended from cell 
bars by a narrow belt. Attempts to 
revive her failed. 

Mrs. Tackett, whose address was later 
listed as Halo, had been arrested and 
lodged in jail Monday afternoon under 
the name of Mary Vinamae Hall, of Top­
most. She was charged with public in­
toxication and shoplifting, following a 
complaint that she had tried to take 
three jars of coffee and other items, 
valued at $60, from the Pic-Pac store in 
Martin.

Some hinted at other motives, but 
Senator Edward M. Kennedy said he 
was here last Wednesday, the day before 
Thanksgiving, to learn the facts about 
hunger and poverty in America. 

For those who turned out to see him, 
there were va,.ious reasons: for the 
small crowds wbo gathered near 
Honaker and Grethel, a chance to see a 
celebrity; for staffers at th'e Mud Creek 
Clinic, a chance to snare the attention 
of those who might choose to work 
there and those who furnish the funds; 
for the few poor families choSen to tell 
their stories in person, a chance that the 
telling might make a difference. 

From the time he put down at Wise, 
Va. airport Wednesday morning to the 
time he wrapped up a public forum in 
Fleming-Neon more than seven hours 
later, Kennedy lost no opportunity to 
criticize the Reagan administration for 
cutting welfare programs and to pledge 
that he would bring the plight of the na­
tion's poor to the attention of his col­
leagues in Washington. 

In-between, there were visits to a run­
down water plant in Jenkins, several 
needy families on Little Mud, the Spruce 
Pine school, and the Mud Creek Clinic 

at Grethel. It was the last leg of a five­
day "fact-finding" tour which had 
earlier taken the Massachusetts 
Democrat to poorer sections of San 
Francisco, Minneapolis, Detroit and 
Pittsburgh. 

Kennedy said he plans to issue a 
report on his findings next month and he 
indicated that legislative proposals to 
deal with hunger and poverty would also 
be forthcoming. 

Last Wednesday's eastern Kentucky 
swing repeated in part a 1968 tour by his 
late brother, Robert, Kennedy noted at 
his various stops. Following a 1960 cam­
paign tour through West Virginia, 
another brother, President John F. Ken­
nedy, initiated a food stamp program 
"that began the whole tide" of federal 
poverty programs, he recalled. 

''The issues of human concern that 
motivated my brothers continue to 
motivate me," the senator told about 
100 people gathered outside the Mud 
Creek Clinic. By contrast, the Reagan 
administration has cut funds for human 
services in favor of "gold-plated 
weapons systems," he charged.

County Finances 
Under Scrutiny 

A state police investigation of alleged 
irregularities in Floyd county finances, 
which several weeks ago was thought 
nearly ready to lay before a grand jury, 
has recently been expanded, The Times 
has learned. 

The investigation, which had 
members of a special state police unit 
again poring over fiscal court records 

· this week, is said to have been widened 
to include two sums intended for 
transfer from the fiscal court to Floyd 
County Solid Waste, Inc., during the ad­
ministration of the late Judge-Executive 
Jerry Lafferty, Jr. 

The transactions reportedly came to 
light in the course of an examination by 
the state auditor's office of the county's 
1982 files. _ 

As much as $82,000 remains to be ac­
counted for, according to sources close 
to the investigation. 

The cases on Right Beaver Creek are 
the first to have been reported in that 
section for several months, said Health 
Department Administrator Earl Com­
pton. Ca~es were discovered at Garrett 
and Lackey in the early summer, he 
said.

Sheriff's Staff Miffed 
At Fiscal Court Rebuff 

Because the extra work they did to get 
this year's tax bills out on time was not 
appreciated by the fiscal court. they will 
not be putting out any extra effort next 
year, sheriff's department workers vow­
ed this week. 

The fiscal court this week paid a $5523 
claim by the sheriff's office for mailing 
out about 33,000 tax bills. Last week the 
county rejected a $6598 claim, saying it 
represented overtime as well as postage 
costs. 

But the difference was not a result of 
overtime, insisted Grace Damron a 
clerk in the sheriff's office Rather, it 
represented the time spent by sheriff's 
employees in pre-sorting the tax bills 
before they were mailed, she said 

Pre-sorting means faster mailing of 
the bills and earlier tax income for the 
county; it also means a saving of three 
cents on the cost of mailing each bill, a 
saving that should be realized by the 
sheriff's department, Mrs. Damron 
argues. 

1f the sheriff's office is not gomg to be 
paid for it, they will not pre-sort the tax 
bills in future and the county will be forc­
ed to pay the post office for the same ser­
vice, she said.

The causes of Reye's Syndrome, an 
often-fatal illness found mostly in 
children, have remained something of a 
mystery since it was first identified in 
1963. 

Some facts, however, are clear: it 
almost always follows a cold or flu (90 
percent of cases) or chickenpox (7 per­
cent of cases) ; it is rare <two or three 
cases in 100,000 children); it most often 
hits children between the ages of 5 and 
14, and it occurs more often in rural 
areas than in cities. Also, its victims 
often took aspirin for the first illness. 

Reye's Syndrome can cause liver pro­
blems and brain swelling- and the brain 
swelling is what can be fatal. 

In most cases, the relatively mild cold 
or case of chickenpox is followed by 
vomiting. Since most children some~ 
times have vomiting spells, this does not 
necessarily mean that your child has 
Reye's Syndrome. It does mean you 
need to be on the lookout in case your 
child becomes tired and listless, or even

disoriented. Early in the illness, most 
children are delirious and combative. 
On the average, victims are put in the 
hospital about two days after vomiting 
starts . 

If Reye's Syndrome is suspected, your 
I doctor probably will order a blood test 
to check the ammonia concentration in 
the blood. This, and possibly other tests, 
will indicate whether the liver is work­
ing properly. 

If the brain begins swelling, steps 
must be taken to reduce the pressure in­
side the skull. These procedures are 
tricky, so they should be done only by 
doctors who are experienced with this 
illness. 

Time is vitally important with this ill­
ness, so if your child begins vomiting 
and becomes listless after a mild illness, 
contact your doctor promptly. Watch 
carefully for any changes in your child's 
behavior. 

Although not everyone agrees, many 
doctors advise against using aspirin to 
bring down fever in colds or flu. An 
aspirin substitute such as acetamino­
phen <Tylenol) is suggested instead. 

Floyd Court Overruled 
In Compensation Case 

A Workers' Compensation Board rul­
ing, later upheld by Floyd Circuit Judge 
Hollie Conley, has been reversed by the 
Kentucky Court of Appeals. 

The ruling followed the death by elec­
trocution of Randy Patrick, a Magoffin 
county man, as he was erecting'a mobile 
home on October 4, 1980. 

In awarding benefits to Patrick's 
widow, the compensation panel found 
his employer, Tom Gibson, liable but ex­
onerated from liability Nelson Mobile 
Homes, the firm for which Gibson did 
contract work. 

The appeals court held that the ques­
tion of the liability of Nelson Mobile 
Homes had not been adequately ex­
plored by the lower court.

AUDIO ANALGESIA 
Q. There's been some talk about audio analgesia. What 
is that? 

A. Audio analgesia is an interesting concept in pain con­
trol. It's the use of sound to block out the discomfort, if 
not the actual sensation of pain, by scientifically blen­
ding certain sounds-namely, that of a waterfall work­
ing with carefully-chosen soft music. Using earphones, 
the patient can control both the waterfall sound and the 
music. The explanation for how it works is complex and 
interesting. The sounds move in and take over the part 
of the brain that interprets sensations and jams it like 
an overworked telephone switchboard so that the pain 
stimuli from the dental treatment are misinterpreted. 
Since the brain center that interprets is filled with sound 
impulses, it sends back acceptable rather than distress­
ing sensations. Audio analgesia is often used in com­
bination with local anesthesia.

Map Shows Snow-Clearance Plans 
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· When winter arrives in Floyd county with snow, the state transportation 
crews will be out to clear the roads. 

To help motorists plan their winter driving, the Transportation Cabinet has 
announced which roads will be cleared first. 

State crews will clear U.S. 23, KY 80 and KY 114 first. 
The next roads to be cleared are KY 1428, KY 3 from U.S. 23 north to KY 

3026, KY 7, KY 404 from KY 114 to KY 850, KY 550, KY 122 and KY 979. 
Other state-maintained roads will follow. 
The roads are cleared as soon as precipitation becomes significant. Crews 

set out w~th salt or plows to clear the top priority roads first. The priority 
system is based on the traffic carried by the road. 

Top priority roads include interstates, parkways, urban expressways and 
other state roads with exceptionally large volumes of traffic. 

Second priority roads are state primary roads, bypasses and roads with 
slightly less traffic. 

State secondary roads, rural secondary roads and other routes with equal 
traffic fall into the third category. 

Remaining state roads are cleared after these categories have been treated. 
The Pikeville district office is responsible for clearing the roads in Floyd 

county. 

Paintsville, Inez . 
Get Sewage Grants 

Sewage treatment projects at Paint­
sville and Inez are among those funded 
by $31.7 million in federal grants approv­
ed from July 1 to September 30, officials 
of the state Division of Water report. 

Paintsville will receive $2,417,339 for 
design and construction of expansion to 
its existing plant, and Inez will receive 
$2,537,979 for design and construction of 
a new sewer system. 

Grants were also awarded to 
LaCenter, Carrollton, Flemingsburg, 
Berea, Stanton, Irvington, Berry, Mt. 
Vernon, Owensboro, Franklin, 
Springfield, Mt. Sterling, Corbin, 
Morganfield, Somerset, Louisville, 
Princeton, Lawrenceburg and 
Williamstown. 

The grants will be combined with local 
funds on a matching basis of 75 percent 
federal and 25 percent local, state of­
ficials explained. As a result of this com­
bined financing, $41.9 million in total 
construction costs for improvement of 
water quality will be available. 

Changes in federal law require the 
level of federal participation for most 
construction grants to be reduced from 
75 percent to 55 percent beginning on Oc­
tober 1, 1984. State officials said that 
while this federal reduction will spread 
scarce grant dollars to more projects, 
the 20 percent increase in local funding 
could cause problems for some 
communities. 

In order to provide a solution to this 
funding problem, the Natural Resources 
and Enviromental Protection Cabinet is 
conducting a financial capability study 
in conjunction with the state's area 
development districts. The resulting 
financial information gathered from 
potential grant applicants wiU aid in 
determining the need for other 
assistance programs, state officials 
said.

Mrs. Tackett entered a guilty plea on 
the charges, which were consolidated, 
Tuesday morning, and District Judge 
Harold Stumbo sentenced her to 30 days' 
jail and imposed a $100 fine.

On the following Saturday, the 
precinct committee members set about 
choosing an executive committee, of a 
size to be determined by the sitting coun· 
ty chairman. The executive committee 
then selects the county chairman. 

In 1980, County Chairman Paul P . 
Burchett, who chose not to run again, 
asked for an executive committee of 15. 
The committee decided to split the 
chairmanship, naming Leshe for the 
first two years and Isaac for the latter 
two.

Kennedy's Visit ... 

No Time for Cheap Shots 
By RON ~IARSTIN 

His Thanksgiving Eve visit to eastern 
Kentucky was billed as a fact-finding 
tour. But long before he set foot on Lit­
tle Mud or heard a word of testimony at 
Fleming-Neon, it was clear that Sen. Ed­
ward M. Kennedy knew exactly what he 
would 'discover' here. 

And he obviously knew, too, what im­
age the news media would be beaming 
out to Americans across the country as 
they gathered for Thanksgiving dinner. 
A politician who cares, slogging along 
some muddy Appalachian hollow, an­
nouncing in tones of moral outrage his 
discovery that "millions of Americans 
can afford no turkey," and blasting 
President Reagan for his indifference. 

A month ago, an advance man began 
combing this area, eventually flushing 
out half a dozen families considered 
suitably illustrative of the tour's theme . 
Some would receive a home visit from 
the senator; others 'would tell their 
stories of hunger and poverty at a public 
forum. 

Where they did not turn out to be ar­
ticulate enough, Kennedy put into their 
mouths the words he wanted to hear. 
"But haven't you found it hard to get a 
job? ... Isn't it rough toward the end of 
each month? ... Don't you worry that 
your baby may not be healthy?" 

It was hard to escape the impression 
that the report promised next month has 
been written long ago and only awaits 
the addition of a little "local color"-a 
pithy one-liner from an unemployed 
steelworker in Pittsburgh, say, or a 
70-year-old widow in a place called Mud 
Creek. 

It all looked suspiciously like a put-up 
job, a charade. And any report that 
comes from it would appear likely to 
evoke more cynicism than soul-search­
ing among Kennedy's Washington 
colleagues.

It may be that, as some surmise, the 
senator is playing to a wider audience 
planning against the possibility that ~ 
draft or some other contingency might 
yet propel him into a bid for the 
presidency in 1984. But, in any event, the 
cont:ived mission that found Kennedy 
makmg one-day stands in San Fran­
cisco, Minneapolis, Detroit, Pittsburgh 
and eastern Kentucky seems sad for a 
number of reasons, not the least of which 
is that too many Americans are poor. 

Some go hungry near the end of each 
month. Some cannot afford to heat their 
homes. Increasing numbers are depen­
dent on emergency food aid. Some can­
not afford the health care they need. 
More and more children are 
undernourished. 

How widespread is the deprivation, 
what is causing it, and how it can best 
be ameliorated are questions worth 
resolving. It may even turn out that, as 
Kennedy asserts, the priorities of the 
Reagan administration are to blame. 

The bald assertion proves nothing, 
however, and stage-managed "fact­
finding" tours add little if anything to 
our understanding of these issues. 

There appears to be no reason to doubt 
the veracity of the witnesses paraded 
before Kennedy and, since this was no 
criminal trial, no legal call for rigorous 
cross-examination. But certain national 
choices were on trial and the senator's 
shamelessly leading questions amount­
ed to something less than fair treatment 
of the issues. 

''A country is not just a geographical 
area," Kennedy reminded a Mud Creek 
audience last week. "It's a group of peo­
ple who care about one another." 

That is a message this country needs 
to hear. In all fairness, it is a message 
the Kennedys have done much to pro­
mote. It's no excuse for cheap shots.

With more than 150,000 different kinds 
o~ toys for sale this holiday season, shop­
pmg can be far from easy. The best 
choices come easier when shoppers keep 
a few basic tips in mind. 

The following checklist is recommend­
ed by the Cabinet for Human Resources. 
Edsel Moore, manager of the cabinet's 
Radiation and Consumer Product Safe­
ty Branch, says each item on the 
checklist relates to one important fac­
tor: safety. 

One-fifth of all injuries to children are 
toy-related, according to Moore. 
Statistics from his office indicate that 
almost 1,200 emergency room visits 
were linked to toy-related accidents in 
Kentucky last year. 

Injuries can be substantially reduced 
if toys are properly and carefully 
selected, said Moore. He recommended 
the following tips for shoppers: 

-Match toys that fit the child's in­
terests, age and abilities. Follow age 
recommendations printed on toy labels. 

- Consider the ages of all children in 
a family. For example, a chemistry set 
for a 12-year-old can be dangerous if 
there is no place to use it and store it 
away from a curious 4-year-old. 

- Don't be motivated by price alone. 
Look for quality, durability, good con­
struction and education potential. 

-Examine toys for sharp edges and 
points that could puncture or cut. Be 
aware that small parts could lodge in a 
pre-schooler's throat and cause choking. 

- Avoid toys that propel objects or 
make extremely loud noises. If such toys 
are selected for older children, make 
sure they understand the potential 
dangers and know how to use the toys 
safely.

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Child Abuse 
On Increase 

MAYTOWN COMMUNITY NEWS 

The number of children abused and 
neglected in Kentucky has increased 
more than 60 percent since 1978, accor­
ding to Ted Marshall, associate pro­
fessor of social work at Morehead State 
University. 

The law requires anyone who suspects 
a child is being abused, neglected or ex­
ploited to report it to the Department for 
Human Resources . But how can you be 
sure? What a re the signs and symptoms 
of child abuse? 

"A general definition of child abuse is 
physical harm," explains Marshall . 
"You can spank your child with your 
hand and leave red marks , but if you 
spank your child and leave bruises, 
that's child abuse." 

Hairbrushes are the most often used 
weapon of child abusers, followed close­
ly by electric cords, according to 
Marshall. 

Some of the signs of child abuse are 
bruises on the back, neck, backs of legs 
or buttocks, and deep bruises anywhere 
on the body. 

"It's primarily br uises , although 
younger children often have broken ribs 
or bones out of socket,'' says Marshall . 
"A lot of times when a child is hospitaliz­
ed or killed by abuse, X-rays show old 
breaks that have healed." 

It is often hard to tell whether injuries 
are caused by accidents or abuse, com­
ments Marshall. But if the explanation 
don't make sense or if a child is 
repeatedly having "accidents," child 
abuse should be suspected. 

''Kids often protect their parents," 
Marshall says. "They'll say ' I fell off my 
bike.' What are you to do unless you can 
see distinct strap marks on the back?" 

Marshall's advice is to report it, even 
if you are not sure. 

"If it is child a buse, something can be 
done about the situation, and if it isn't , 
fine ," says Marshall. 

Where does child abuse happen? 
"People picture a ghetto scene, poor 

people beating their kids," expla ins 
Marshall. "But this isn't necessarily the 
case. I've done investigations where 
they were so poorly they didn't even 
have a front door. And I've also in­
vestigated homes where l was met at the 
front door by a maid." 

In addition to the increase in the 
number of child abuse cases being 
reported, the severity of abuse is also in­
creasing. Sexual abuse is also on the 
rise. Marshall attributes this increase in 
part to a heightened public awareness 
of child abuse. 

''There is no doubt that more existing 
cases are being reported, but there is 
also a rise in the number of children be­
ing abused," he says. "Over 60 percent 
of abused children will grow up to be 
abusers themselves, so you can see how 
1t grows from genera tion to generation. 
Tha t's scary." 

Children have a tendency h> grow up 
to be the kind of parent their parents 
were, Marshall says, adding that 
" Women whose mother was an abused 
wife are more likely to be abused 
wives. " 

Another cause of a buse is stress, ac­
cording to Marshall . 

"Just look at our society today-more 
single parent homes more homes with 
step-parents, unemployment, worry 
about basic necessities, not enough 
money, no extended families for support 
in hard times. Most abusiv.e parents are 
isolated physically or emotionally, and 
with all these pressures adding onto the 
pressures of raising children, they just 
blow up," explains Marshall.

Start with a question or topic that you 
know will elicit a full reply from the sub­
ject, such as a story you have heard the 
relative tell in the past. This will give the 
person confidence in his ability to con­
tribute something of value to your ' 
collection. 

Avoid generalities. "Tell me about 
your childhood," for instance, often 
elicits nothing more than a list of names 
and dates. 

Ask evocative questions. Nothing can 
kill an interview faster than a long series 
of questions that require only yes or no 
answers. 

Face up to the fact that there will be 
some information you wi!l not get. You 
may be the wrong age or sex. A relative 
may simply not trust you with sensitive 
details. If you feel you must have the 
missing material, you may be able to 
solicit help from another relative as an 
interviewer. 

Be aware that ro!e switching will oc­
cur. You have changed from a son or 
daughter to an interrogator, and both 

Show interest. Encourage your infor­
mants as much as possible. Interject 
remarks whenever appropriate and 
learn to be a creative listener as well as 
a good questioner. 

Never turn off the tape recorder 
unless asked to. It breaks the conversa­
tion and suggests that you think some of 
the material is not worth recording. 

Use props whenever possible-photos, 
letters and so on that can stimulate 
memories. 

Be sensitive to the needs of family 
members. Don't slight family members 
who show interest in your· project; inter­
view them, even if you have reason to 
believe their material will be of minimal 
value. 

Prepare some sort of report for the 
family as a tangible result of participa­
tion. 

Before publishing diaries, letters and 
other written artifacts, check on 
copyright regulations that govern the 
writer, not the recipient or present 
owner, of the materiaL

172 Mining Permits 
Issued in October 

Of 172 mining permits issued by the 
Division of Permits of the state Depart­
ment for Surface Mining Reclamation 
and Enforcement during October, seven 
were for Floyd county mining activity. 
Of these five were for surface mines in­
volving slightly less than 10 acres, one 
for underground mining of 2.75 acres, 
and one preparation plant of 1.97 acres 
land. 

Other neighboring counties include 
Pike with six surface mine permits, 
three underground permits, and three 
permits for refuse storage. These, 
altogether, involve 451 acres land. 
Johnson county had one refuse storage 
permit for 22.45 acres, and five surface 
mine permits for 175 acres. 

Magoffin county had two surface per­
mits for 281 acres and one surface/auger 
mine permit for a little more than 62 
acres. In Knott county, surface mining 
accounted for 14 permits for 130 acres 
and one underground mine permit in­
volved 11 acres. 

Martin county had three permits for 
underground mining of over 1,000 acres 
land. 

The types of permits issued were 98 
original permits , 53 revision permits, 
three amendment permits, 11 succession 
permits and seven transition permits. Of 
the 172 permits, 136 were surface min­
ing permits, 28 were for underground 
mining activities, and eight for prepara­
tion plants and refuse areas. 

Permitting activities during the 
month of October authorized the distur­
bance of 7,168.6 new acres of land and 
resulted in the collection of $228,375 in 
fees .

New Wheelwright Clinic Opens

Employees of the Wheeelwright and Potter Medical Clinic gathered at the

For the past few years the upper left 
Beaver Creek area has experienced ir­
regular intervals of medical services. 
The nearest fulltime medical facility 
available being the McDowell Appala­
chian Regional Hospital and Clinic, an 
half hour drive for some residents liv­
ing at the southernmost tip of Floyd 
county. 

Last spring, Dr. Ira B. Potter, of the 
Potter Medical Clinic at Lackey, and the 
Wheelwright City Council made final 
plans for the new Wheelwright Medical 
Clinic which held open house, November 
6, with over 600 people attending to tour 
the new building and meet the staff. The 
clinic is located between the First Bap­
tist Church and the Dollar Store on Main 
Street, and within walking distance of 
hundreds of families living in Wheel­
wright and a few minutes drive of sur­
rounding communities. 

The building has 8000 square feet of 
space with emergency room, x-ray and 

laboratory facilities. Parts of the struc­
ture are unfinished, but upon completion 
will be rented to house a pharmacy and 
to other physicians for offices. 

Clinic director and owner, Dr. Potter, 
is a native of Dorton, Pike county. He 
maintains his practice at the Potter 
Medical Clinic in Lackey, but will be at 
the Wheelwright Clinic on Wednesdays . 

Dr. Potter received his Bachelor of 
Science degree from Morehead State 
University and his medical degree from 
the University of Kentucky in 1970. He 
is a Board Certified Family Physician 
and a member of the Floyd County 
Medical Society, Kentucky Medical 
Association, American Medical Associa­
tion, American Academy of Family 
Physicians and Kentucky Academy of 
Family Physicians. He has held multi­
ple positions at Highlands Regional 
Medical Center, including Vice Chief of 
Staff and has served on several medical 
committees . His father is Levi Potter, 
a miner, whO now lives at Virgie.

Rat Control Program 
Popular This Year 

More than 70,000 pounds of rat bait 
mix have been distributed this fall 
through a program of the Kentucky 
Department of Agriculture to help curb 
the state's rat and mice populations. 

"While there aren 't more rodents 
around than usual," said state 
Agriculture Commissioner Alben W. 
Barkley II, "more and more people are 
learning about the program. They want 
the free bait made available in their 
areas. We've already mixed more than 
half of the bait we mixed all last fall and 
winter, and we've still got four months 
left in the program." 

Rats are just one of the pests attack­
ed each year by programs of t,be Divi­
sion of Pest and Noxious Weed 'Control. 
The division also helps local govern­
ments control mosquitoes, ticks and 
blackbirds, as well as weeds like multi­
flora rose and Johnson grass. 

" Rats are very destructive, both 
physically and economically,'' Barkley 
pointed out. "One pair of rats can eat 
about $75 worth of grain a year and con­
taminate 10 times what they eat. 
They' re a pest we can all do without." 

Local governments and health 
districts can participate in the rodent 
control program from October through 
March. The local groups provide ground 
corn to mix with the concentrated bait 
they purchase from the pest control 
division. 

The division provides the mixing 
equipment and bags to package the bait. 
Staff members also supervise mixing 
and bagging the bait. 

Another service in the rodent control 
program is available to farmers, 
Barkley said. Since they may need more 
bait than someone controlling rats in an 
urban area , division employees travel to 
farms and mix the bait for the farmer. 
They also show how to use the bait in 
outbuildings and around livestock. 

The bait is safe to use around adults 
and large animals, but it should be us­
ed cautiously around small children and 
pets, Barkley said. Instructions on how 
to use the bait are given with each bag.

When George Anna Case withdrew 
from school to get married, after com­
pleting her freshman year in high 
school, one of the farthest things from 
her mind was someday graduating from 
college. But today, she is a junior at 
Pikeville College and says, "I would like 
to continue with graduate school next 
year. I may always be laking classes. 
Now that I'm back into it, I want to con­
tinue to Jearn for the rest of my life. 
There's a world out there, and you can 
see and be a part of it through 
education." 

The way has not been easy for the 
30-year-old housewife. She received her 
GED diploma in 1970, and went back to 
high school for one year to discipline 
herself in studying and doing home 
work. 

Mrs. Case attended Prestonsburg 
Community College for a year and a 
half, where she was awarded work study 
aid to help meet expenses. She decided, 
however, to transfer to Pikeville College 
because it was closer to her home at 
Harold and also is a four-year college. 

Her first concern was whether she 
could meet the financial obligation, but 
she found her chances of receiving finan­
cial aid at Pikeville were excellent. 
Through a Pell Grant, also known as a 
Basic Grant, and the Pikeville College 
campus employment program, she has 
been able to cope with her educational 
costs. Today, Mrs. Case is working in the 
college's alumni office, doing filing, typ­
ing, and in addition, she was the reci­
pient this fall of the Nettie Pierson 
Scholarship, funded by the U.S.A. 
Presbyterian Church, for women who 
receive some financial support, but not 
enough to meet their needs. 

The Pell, or Basic, Grant may be 
awarded to students enrolled on at least 
a half-time basis, in good academic stan­
ding, and is awarded on a "free" basis 
with no repayment generally required 
by the students. Federal law stipulates 
that no Pell Grant can exceed half of the 
cost of attendance. 

The Pikeville College Campus 
Employment Work Program is similar 
to the federally funded College Work 
Study Program with the exception that 
students with or without a demonstrated 
financial need may be served. 

Mrs. Case says, "Pikeville College has 
provided me with an opportunity that I 
otherwise wouldn't have had, the chance 
to get a college education. Without these 
various forms of financial aid I would

We Have A Birthright

Once again I feel that I must pull up the old typewriter and speak out about 
something which I feel very strongly about; my birthright and yours. 

I have been watching the TV reviews of Sen. Edward Kennedy's recent trip into 
eastern Kentucky. I feel sick as I see once again the media representation of this 
part of our state This is home to me. I am not sure that they do not share my sense 
of pride in the mountains they have grown up in. 

I do not dispute the fact that the sights which the film crews and Mr. Kennedy 
saw were there. I am asking why must this side of eastern Kentucky always be the 
one exposed to the nation. I have met people outside of Kentucky who think we have 
one leg shorter than the other from walking on the hillsides. They think we only wear 
shoes in the winter. Where do they get these ideas? From the people who are will­
ing _to sell their birthright for a Thanksgiving turkey or a little limelight. They are 
selling out themselves and their children and their children's children. Nothing sticks 
in the minds of men as long or gets stretched quite as much as a negative idea Those 
who point out the sights of poverty without showing the progression going on in 
eastern Kentucky are committing a crime against the mountain people. What is being 
taken from us cannot be replaced in our lifetime. 
! heard. the statement that so many people would not have Thanksgiving dinner 

th1s year m eastern Kentucky. I take issue with that. Where is it written that it takes 
a Kroger basket and a Butterball turkey to make a Thanksgiving dinner. I serious­
ly doubt that anyone here went without dinner on Thanksgiving unless he or she 
chose to do so. A Thanksgiving dinner is a time of sharing and caring among fami­
ly, friends , and neighbors. It doesn't matter what the menu is. Some people don't 
like turkey anyway. As I was growing up we had a chicken or sometimes killed a 
hog about that time or even a beef. After all dm't we be as thankful over a porkchop 
and potato as we can over a drumstick and stuffing? How many remembered the 
Thanks while they were worrying about not havmg turKey·! 

I have recently moved my family back home to eastern Kentucky. I left a home 
I loved and my husband resigned a good job with security. We came home because 
we wanted to give our children something they cannot get in the city. We brought 
them home so that they would grow up with that something that only can be found 
here in these mountains. It's something that defies words and can only be experienc­
ed. I have only found it here. We already are seeing a change in our children. They 
are becoming one of the people. I also must say we do not have much money. We 
have not found jobs yet. We simply came on faith and a deep feeling that now was 
the time to bring them home. We are struggling but we will hang in there because 
there is something h~re that is more important than money. This is our birthright. 
How can we let it be sold across this nation for a few welfare dollars and a few peo­
ple's need to have public exposure? I feel like we have been stripped and exposed, 
naked for the world to see. When the moneys secured in this way are long spent, 
the impressions in the minds of the public will remain, vivid and ugly. 

I want to issue a challenge. I challenge Mr. Kennedy to take a tour of our homeland 
with someone who does not want something from him. Go up on Mud Creek and 
ask for Eddie Akers or go to Little Mud Creek and ask for Millard Parsons or Lester 
Parsons. These are not rich men. They are poor men but they are proud of their 
heritage and not willing to sell. There are many others there that feel the same. 
More than w~s found waiting at the Mud Creek Clinic for the Senator. Any man who 
does responsible research knows that information volunteered and indeed thrust 
upon the researcher is not always reliable. It should be checked out if that resear­
cher is indeed a responsible person. 

Last of all I want to say, people of eastern Kentucky, you are a unique people. 
There is a rich heritage here. Sure there is a group of poor people here. There have 
always been. But poor is one thing and pitiful is another. We never sought the pity 
of the world before, why now? Stand up and be proud of who you are. You can im­
prove your lot if you try. Grow a chicken and you will have Thanksgiving dinner. 
A welfare turkey cooked and eaten can never be given back. Pull up your pride and 
cover yourself. Do not sell your birthright. It cannot be gotten back for a very long 
time .

Highlands Regional Medical Center 
and Our Lady of the Way Hospital have 
a physician in the emergency room 
around-the-clock to treat emergency ill­
nesses and injuries. However, in man/ 
emergency situations there is a great 
deal that can be done for the victim's 
health and safety before he reaches pro­
fessional medical assistance. One such 
condition is a thirddegree burn. 

A burn that destroys all layers of the 
skin is a third-degree burn. In a third­
degree burn the injured area appears 
white or charred and little pain is pre­
sent because nerve endings have been 
destroyed. Do not remove clothes that 
are stuck to the burn, put ice or ice water 
on the burns or apply ointments, sprays, 
antiseptics or home remedies. 

If the victim has been burned around 
the face, neck and mouth, check to be 
sure that the victim is breathing. If not, 
place the victim on his back on a firm 
surface and clear the mouth and airway 
of foreign material. Gently tilt the vic­
tim's head backward and pinch the 
nostrils together using thumb and fore­
finger. Open your mouth widely and 
take a deep breath, placing your mouth 
tightly around the victim's mouth and 
giving fourquick breaths. These should 
be followed by approximately twelve 
breaths per minute. Twenty breaths per 
minute should be administered to in­
fants and small children. 

Continue this practice until assistance 
arrives. Place cold cloths or cool water 
<not ice water l on burned areas of the 
face, hands, or feet to cool the burned 
areas. Cover the injured area with a 
thick sterile dressing such as a clean 
sheet, pillow case or disposable diaper. 
Call an ambulance immediately. It is 
very important that a victim with even 
a small third-degree burn consult a 
doctor. 

If possible , the burned area should be 
elevated higher than the victim's heart. 
Treat the victim for shock by elevating 
his feet eight to twelve inches unless the 
victim is unconscious, has neck, spine, 
head, chest or severe lower face or jaw 
injuries. These victims should be plac­
ed on their sides to pr<.!vent choking on 
secretions. The victim should be kept 
comfortably warm. 

First degree burns are characterized 
by redness and mild swelling and have 
no blisters. These burns should be held 
under cold water until pain decreases 
and then covered with a s terile bandage. 
Second degree burns are characterized 
by redness, swelling and blisters. They, 
also, should be held under cool water un­
til the pain subsides, and patted dry . Do 
not break blisters or apply medication 
Seek medical attention.

Paul Simon 

Trio "Trio and Error" 
(Mercury) - The German 
threesome (Stephen Remler. 
Peter Behrens and Kralle 
Krawinkle) scored a dance 
club hit last year with "Da Da 
Da," which reappears on this 
album. All of these spunky 
tunes are danceable but, more 
than that, they are fun. Trio 
takes an askance view of rock 
'n' roll - possibly due to the 
international perspective -
and comes up with a cockeyed 
gem. 

Paul Simon - "Hearts and 
Bones'' (Warne• Brothers) -
This was going to be a Simon 
and Garfunkel album, but the 
duo had a falling out at the last 
moment and Garfunkel's 
vocals were stripped off the 
tape. 

Parts of the LP cry out for 
Art's pure voice. The trUe cut, 
an achrngly beauuful melody, 
would be so enhanced by that 
sweetness.

Elderly, blind and disabled 
people will receive top prionty tor 
assistance, and 40 percent of the approx 
imately $17 million in federal HEAP 
money is earmarked for these groups. 
The remaining funds will be used to help 
people who are in danger of losing their 
home heating source because they can­
not pay the bill. 

"Kentucky will receive about $17 
million in federal funds to provide 
energy assistance payments this 
winter," Cabinet for Human Resources 
Secretary Buddy Adams said. "Many 
Kentuckians are going to need help with 
fuel bills, and with these funds we expect 
to assist about 76,000 households. The 
amount of assistance will range from 
$175 to $300 per household ... 

Households with at least one member 
who is 60 years old or older or a member 
who is permanently and totally disabled 
may apply for the regular component of 
the Home Energy Assistance Program 
beginning Dec. 5. They may apply 
through Dec. 16 unless the funds ear­
marked for the elderly. blind and dis­
abled are used before that dale. 

Other households facing a heating 
crisis may apply for assistance from the 
crisis component beginning Jan. 16 and 
continuing until the funds are exhausted. 
All households applying for HEAP bene­
fits must meet financial criteria to be 
eligible.

A little w1ld flowf'r called "Trailing 
Arbutus" changed the de!,tin) of 
American history. Had it not been for 
the inspiration this httle flower gave to 
our Pilgrim Fathers in the sprmg of 
1621, we might today be living under the 
French or Spanish government 

This wild flower has been highly 
honored in being made the state flower 
of Massachusetts and also of Nova 
Scotia. The Trailing Arbutus is a 
member of the heath family and often 
forms patches on sunny hillsides of south 
facing slopes with acid soil. 

Wild arbutus is an evergreen with 
course leathery leaves. As soon as the 
cold March weather is over. it begins to 
bloom. In order to find the pretty 
pinkish-white flowers. one has to rake 
away the old winter leaves, under which 
the fragrant white blossoms often hide 
from the cold. The blossoms are mostly 
white and are very fragrant. 

As history tells us, the Pilgrims had 
a hard winter at Plymouth in 1620. Dur­
ing that cold, hard winter, the Pilgrims

nor, John Carver, died. The hardships 
were just too much for the hardv 
Pilgnms to endure Their ship, th~ 
Mayflower. was riding at anchor in 
Plymouth harbor She would soon be 
sailing back to lhei1· homeland. So the 
few remaining Pilgrims firmly resolv­
ed to go back to England on the 
Mayflower. While they waited for the 
weather to improve for sailing and just 
as the snow began to melt away on the 
hill above the settlement, one of the 
Pilgrim men took a walk upon the hill, 
hoping he might see just one small sign 
that spring might be near. He found a 
clump of Trailing Arbutus still with 
green leaves and fell on his knees beside 
the plants. He raked away the old winter 
leaves and ther€ he found dozens of lit­
tle white flowers in bloom. He rejoiced 
at the1r boldness to come out with a rare 
sign of spring. He ran to the other Col­
onists and led them upon the hillside to 
see the flowers. They decided the 
flowers were sent to inspire them to take 
new hope and go ahead and plant their 
crops. 

So, the very sight of this little flower 
changed the course of American history. 
If the Pilgrims had gone back home on 
the Mayflower there would have been no 
permanent colony in Massachusetts 
What might have happened if they had 
abandoned their colony? No doubt the 
Spanish or French would later have 
come and established colonies in New 
England. 

The little flower was a sign that the 
long winter had been endured and relief 
was in sight. The Pilgrims had endured 
the worst. And they took heart in their 
victory over the elements and 
persevered to maintain their position.

Reserve grand champion honors were 
won by Keela Hov:ard's 1,305 pound 
steer, a Chianina-Angus cross. The steer 
was named grand champion at the 
Oklahoma Junior Chianina Association 
Show and reserve grand champion at 
the 1983 Oklahoma state fair.

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Social Security Card 
Is Harder To Falsify 

Staring this month, people in the Big 
Sandy Area who apply for a Social 
Security number for the first time and 
those applying for a replacement card 
will get a Social Security number card 
printed on banknote paper, Jim Kelly, 
Social Security District Director for the 
Big Sandy Area, said recently. 

The new card is being introduced to 
make the Social Security system more 
secure, Kelly said. The new card is 
much more difficult to alter or 
counterfeit than the old card. 

Social Security cards now in use are 
still valid, Kelly said, and there is no 
need to get a new card unless it is 
necessary. 

People who do need a new Social 
Security card because they lost their old 
one or who have changed their name can 
apply at any Social Security office for a 
replacement. They will need evidence of 
their identity, and if they have changed 
their name, the evidence should show 
both the old and new names. 
~ person applying for a number for 

the first time needs evidence of age, 
citizenship or immigrant status, and 
identity. 

A person will receive his or her card 
about two weeks after applying and sup­
plying all necessary evidence. All Social 
Security cards are issued from Social 
Security headquarters in Baltimore, 
Maryland.

The highlight of Martiki's reclamation program was the announcement in 1982 that under a joint agreement with 
Morehead State University, an agricultural research and development complex would be constructed on land reclaim-
ed by Martiki. · 

The project involves the construction of several phases over a 15-year period. Martiki has agreed to fund the project, 
and Morehead State University will manage it. The first phase of the project is nearly completed. It is a 240 sow-swine 
facility, which will produce 4,500 p1gs per year. Martiki has already constructed a 70,000 gallon water-storage tank and 
treatment plant and has laid more than 4,000 feet of water-lines for the complex. 

Martiki and Morehead have recently been joined in the venture by Pocahontas Development Corporation. Future phases 
of the project are planned to include a 82,000 hen-poultry facility, commercial greenhouses, and commercial cattle herds. 
An orchard is currently in place at the site and has produced it's first crop. 

Manure from the animal phases is being spread on the reclaimed land in order to stabilize it, and add organic, chemical, 
and water-holding characteristics to the existing surface material. 

The total acreage now being used by Morehead State University exceeds 200 acres of the 4,000-acre final planned area . 
The Martiki Reclamation crew has played an important role in the reclamation phase of the mining operation.

Shop for Safe Toys 
To Prevent Injuries 

Looking for just the right toy to please 
that special youngster on your holiday 
list? Before you buy, be selective, warns 
the Kentucky affiliate of the National 
Society to Prevent Blindness A little 
forethought can prevent giving harm­
less looking toys that can actually 
become dangerous in the hands of a 
child. 

According to the Society, more than 
60% of toy-related eye injuries occur in 
children less than 15 years old. 

"Most of these injuries are caused by 
commonly available toys," says Elinor 
Zollinger, executive director of the Ken· 
tucky affiliate. "These include toy guns, 
slingshots, flying toys, dolls and 
vehicles." 

Equally alarming are eye injuries 
caused when using BBs, pellets, bows 
and arrows, and air, gas or spring 
operated guns. "Sometimes handled as 
a toy, these weapons can be especially 
dangerous in the wrong hands," Miss 
Zollinger adds. 

"Almost every eye injury can be pre­
vented. Parents who are alert to the 
potential dangers of certain toys, and the 
need to supervise children at play, can 
avoid turning holiday fun into a tragic 
memory. 

"Don't take chances. Don't give your 
child easily breakable playthings, those 
with sharp, pointed edges, or toys with 
projectiles that could be shot into some­
one's face," she said. "After careful 
selection, the next important element to 
consider when giving toys is supervision 
of their use. It 's vital that parents ex· 
plain how best to operate or use toys 
safely-and then keep an eye on children 
while they are playing. Remember, 
children can be surprisingly creative, 
that is, they can take an otherwise safe 
toy and turn it into a dangerous 
weapon," Miss Zollinger concluded. 

safety tips: Carefully check out all toys 
before purchasing. Buy toys that suit the 
child's age range. Show the child how to 
use the gift wisely and safely. Older 
children · should keep their more 
advanced toys out of reach of younger 
members of the family. Watch how the 
child handles the toy for clues to the 
amount of supervision needed.

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State Workers 
Aid United Way 

Exceeding their goal by more than 12 
percent, employees of the state's 
Cabinet for Human Resources have con­
tributed an estimated $67,400 to this 
year's United Way campaign. 

Secretary Buddy Adams last week 
brought his cabinet's United Way fund­
raising drive to an official close with 
a reception for the agency's campaign 
coordinators. He told one group at the 
reception that he wasn't surprised that 
cabinet donations surpassed the $60,000 
goaL 

"Human Resources exists to meet 
basic human needs, and our employees 
know there are many people needing 
many kinds of help," Adams said. "The 
workers in this cabinet routinely give 
more than 100 percent to deliver the 
kinds of help government can provide, 
so I am gratified but not surprised that 
they would also give more than 100 per­
cent to help support other kinds of ser­
vices as welL" 

Adams announced that the largest 
single group contribution within the 
cabinet was $11,352 collected by the staff 
of Western State Hospital, a mental 
health facility in Hopkinsville. The 572 
employees there raised the money 
through weekly reminders, showings of 
a film about United Way programs, a 
special United Way Day and one-to-one 
appeals. 

Almost every department, division 
and facility in the cabinet collected more 
money this year than last. Some doubl­
ed or even tripled their totals, even with 
fewer employees than they had a year 
ago." 

The cabinet's United Way coor­
dinator, Virginia Nester, said the 
cabinet this year collected at least $5,223 
more than last year's $62,177 totaL 
Nester, a program specialist in the 
Department for Social Services, added 
that the 1983 contributions are still be­
ing tallied and the total may go even 
higher when last-minute donations are 
received and counted. Most of the 
money has been donated through volun­
tary monthly payroll deductions. 

Preliminary subtotals from the 
cabinet's four departments and the staff 
offices are as follows: Department for 
Health Services, $24,887; Department 
for Manpower Services, $5,439; Depart­
ment for Social Insurance, $13,387; 
Department for Social Services, $12,783; 
and Staff Offices, $5,830. 

Also included in the cabinet's con­
tribution is more than $4,600 raised 
through bake sales and United Way raf­
fles for donated prizes, many of which 
were supplied by the employees 
themselves.

Bowling Green, Ky.-Looming like a 
black cloud over every college student 
is freshman English. 

"I just hate to write. I don't know 
how," English teachers hear all the 
time, always to their dismay. 

Forever, it seems, the teaching of 
writing has been a perplexing task for 
countless teachers of English as well as 
students, especially those who do have 
very real feelings about inadequacies in 
expressing themselves on paper as 
they'd wish. 

Dr. James Flynn, head of Western 
Kentucky University's English depart­
ment, has done studies that have shown 
over the years "a deterioration in 
students' ability to write." Such studies 
have also been corroborated elsewhere, 
and blaming freshman English teachers 
isn't always a good answer, the studies 
are also showing. 

"There's a general perception that 
students aren't being asked to write with 
frequency beyond their freshman year," 
says Flynn. "As a result, they aren't 
seeming to write with a regularity that 
will improve their writing," he says. 

The perception is a national one. 
· A Harvard study that showed senior 
science students wrote worse than their 
freshman counterparts started some 
tremblings up East, and when the 
University of Michigan began exit inter­
views of seniors and found much the 
same thing, Michigan started requiring 
at the request of some students, an up­
per division course that required a fair 
amount of writing. 

It has become a movement, called 
"Writing and Thinking Across the Cur­
riculum," and according to James Kin­
neavy, who headed the largest freshman 
English program in the country at the 
University of Texas, "is the most ex­
citing thing that's happening in the 
teaching of writing at the present time." 

Kinneavy, a well-known authority on 
the subject, visited WKU in October to 
launch the Writing and Thinking Across 
the Curriculum program on campus. 

Last year, a 1o-member army of facul­
ty was appointed by Vice President for 
Academic Affairs James L. Davis to a 
"Writing and Thinking Across the Cur­
riculum Task Force," to promulgate the 
concept on WKU's campus. 

The basic assumption of writing and 
thinking across the curriculum is that all 
departments have some responsibility to 
teach literacy to students in their depart­
ments, and teachers should be concern­
ed about students' writing in their 
disciplines. That's a twist in thinking 
from the "old days" when the respon­
sibility of teaching writing was 
delegated to the English department 
"while the rest of the campus forgot it," 
Kinneavy aaid. 

The first activity was a two-day 
workshop at Lake Malone. Appropriate­
ly nestled amidst October's forrested 
miracles, 24 faculty members from 
across campus retreated to write and 
think and to learn how to make their 
students do the same. 

They started out listening to the 
husband-wife team of Burt Hatlen and 
Virginia Nees-Hatlen, writing con­
sultants from the University of Maine. 

Both have worked at the Bard College ' 
in New York's Center for Writing, and 
they yearly conduct a number of 
workshops on writing and thinking. 

Their workshop at WKU was a "first,"

Funding Is Assured 

The U.S. Department of Education 
has approved the Kentucky Education 
Department's three-year annual pro­
gram plan for the Bureau of Education 
for Exceptional Children. 

Approval results in Kentucky receiv­
ing federal funding for educational pro­
grams for exceptional children during 
school years 1983-84 through 1985-86. The 
grant award for fiscal year 1984 is 
$17,349,486.
