The Floyd school district will ask for 
!>t<ttP help to lift studenltes.t ~cyres, the 
Board of Education decided last week. 

At its regular meeting Wednesday, 
Don Burchett, state Department of 
Education official, explained the opera­
tion of a "school effectiveness unit," 
which was created last year to help local 
school districts that have consistently 
scored poorly on standardized achieve­
ment tests . 

Of about 180 school districts in Ken­
tucky, Floyd last year placed sixth from 
the bottom on the tests, which are ad­
ministed to third, fifth, seventh and 
tenth graders each spring, according to 
state law. 

If Floyd is chosen for the program­
ten districts participated out of 25 ap­
plicants last year- a state team will 
survey the district to identify practices 
that may be contributing to students' 
poor performance. Lost instructional 
time, absences, and shortened school 
days would be among the factors 
scrutinized by the team, Burchett said. 

Student test scores will no longer be 
used as a basis for ordering textbooks, 
board members decided, following a 
recommendation of Superintendent E.P. 
Grigsby, Jr. Instead, books will be 
distributed strictly by grade. 

"We tried to purchase books accor­
ding to (achievement test) levels, so we 
wouldn't be sending a youngster home 
with a book he couldn't read," Asst. 
Supt. Ron Hager said of the policy be­
ing replaced. But Grigsby said reverting 
to a system of ordering books by grade 
should correct a problem of textbook 
shortages which was a focus of parent 
protest and a state probe last spring. 

After November 22, school children 
will be sent home if they have not had 
the immunizations required by state 
law. Health department officials have 
been so pressed by students in need of 
shots they have reserved Tuesdays for 
that purpose. But many parents are still 
reluctant to have their children im­
munized, said Asst. Supt. Hager. 

Although six hours of daily instruction 
• are required by law, state education of-

. ficials approved a Floyd plan to set aside 
a maximum of 45 minutes each week for 
"culturally enriching" co-curricular ac­
tivities, Supt. Grigsby told the board. 
The plan, which was adopted by the 
board, will provide meeting time for stu­
dent organizations, it was explained. 

Teachers may sometimes be required 
to stay after school hours for staff 
meetings, the board decided. A ten-year­
old practice of dtsmissing school early 
on the first and third Wednesdays of 
each month- theoretically, so that 
teachers could meet was dropped this

Rate Rollback 
Made To Offset 
Valuation Rise 

In a brief meeting Monday, 
Prestonsburg city council set a tax rate, 
a hearing on the city's long-awaited 
comprehensive plan, and a date for 
Hallowe'en. 

It also heard a lengthy argument bet­
ween Charles McCoy and the Rev. L.P. 
Tussey over' the legal standing of an 
alley in West Prestonsburg, but postpon­
ed any decision on that issue. 

While the assessed values of city pro­
perties have generally risen as the result 
of the city's decision this year to use 
county tax rolls, the effect of the higher 
assessment will be largely offset by a 
rollback in the tax rate from 29 cents to 
25 cents per $100 valuation. 

City Manager David Evans said the 
new rate will bring in about $142,000 in 
revenue, which represents an increase 
in tax income of about 3.8 percent. 

A public hearing was set for Nov. 3 at 
7 p.m. to receive comments on a new 
comprehensive plan for Prestonsburg. 
The hearing will begin the process of 
adopting the new city plan, an updated 
zoning map, and a revised zoning 
ordinance. 

The city will observe Hallowe'en trick­
or-treating hours from 6 to 8 p.m. on 
Monday, October 31, according to a 
council decision. Only youngsters 12 or 
under will be permitted to wear masks. 

Mike Ormerod, former manager at 
radio station WPRT, was hired as city 
police patrolman. Ormerod will take the 
place of Sgt. James Laferty, who is on 
extended sick leave. His resig~ation 
from the radio station was made a con­
dition of his appointment to the force, on 
which he has served several months as 
an auxiliary.

City May Lose Part 
Of a Major Business 

If the Lawrence county fiscal court 
S':..lcceeds in financing renovation of the 
giant Louisa Carpet Mill building outside 
Louisa, Prestonsburg may lose a 
substantial portion of possibly its biggest 
single industry. 

The Brown Food Service has been 
negotiating for a portion of the carpet 
mill building- possibly 100,000 square 
feet of it- if the court succeeds in rais­
ing a total of$2.3 million for roof repair, 
refrigeration installation and other 
work.

Public Hearing 
To Precede Next 
Meeting, Nov. 2 

For the first time since the law gave 
voters a right to veto tax hikes of more 
than four percent, the Floyd Board of 
Education is going to seek one. 

By unanimous vote at its regular 
meeting last Wednesday, the board 
decided to advertise the public hearing 
required by the celebrated House Bill44 
before a tax increase can go into effect. 

Moreover, since the increase being 
sought exceeds the four percent cap, it 
will have to be decided by referendum 
if that's what the public wants. 

Escalating costs "leave us with no 
other recourse but to attempt to levy the 
highest rate we can," said Board 
Treasurer Ray Brackett, who explain­
ed that the law allowed the school 
district to choose one of three tax rates. 

The high rate, if approved by voters, 
would add $25.75 to the school tax on a 
$25,000 home. 

The cost of repairing school buses and 
buying more textbooks-two areas on 
which a citizens group and state in­
vestigators focused critical attention 
this summer- were mentioned by 
Brackett among the reasons for seeking 
the higher rate. High overhead and 
maintenance costs also make the in­
crease necessary, he said. 

Board Chairman Dr. J .D. Adams 
earlier cited the need to build more 
schools and proposals to pay teachers 
more as reasons for "considering other 
revenue sources." A recenti>()pulation 
study suggests that school enrollment 
here will double in the next 17 years, he 
said. 

Floyd school officials noted also that 
they have been instructed to hold three 
percent of local school funds in reserve, 
in view of a possible shortfall in state 
funds this year. 

The lowest of the three state-approved 
tax rates available to the school district 
here this year- known as the compen­
sating rate-is that which would yield 
the same tax revenue as last year, not

Discipline at Job Corps Here 
Under Fire; $793,500 Suit Filed 

On the Job Corps logo an arrow points 
the way up a ladder. That's a ladder of 
education, officials at the Prestonsburg 
center explain, and they have figures to 
show that students here are on it and 
climbing. 

But some critics have charged that, 
when it comes to discipline, students are 
climbing no ladders. And instead of an 
arrow to point the way, they say, 
students are getting mixed signals. 

Charles Alexander has worked seven 
years in Job Corps centers, first in 
Breckinridge county and later in Pres­
tonsburg. He believes in the program, 
which uses federal dollars to help disad­
vantaged youths earn their GED or 
learn a job skill. 

Tommy Rose feels the same way 
about the Prestonsburg Job Corps 
Center, whicil opened here in 1981 in the 
sprawling factory that once housed the 

U.S. Shoe Corp. on the city's southern 
end. A city council member at the time, 
he was a supporter of the proposal to 
locate the center here when a lot of other 
people were suspicious of the idea or else 
downright hostile. 

But both men are angry and, if not 
disillusioned, they are at least apprehen­
sive about the future of the center here 
unless it gets firmer leadership and 
tougher discipline. 

On a more personal level, Alexander, 
42, is upset because he was fired as the 
center's deputy director last March, on 
charges which, he says, were trumped 
up by a regional supervisor who wanted 
to get rid of him. 

And Rose is angry because, after ser­
ving on the center's community rela­
tions council, defending the program 
against its critics, addressing a 
graduating class, and garnering various 
certificates of appreciation, he is sud­
denly persona non grata-dropped from 
the community council and banned from 
campus by Center Director Thomas E. 
Hummer. 

Officials in the Singer Corporation, 
which operates the Prestonsburg Job 
Corps Center under contract with the 
federal Department of Labor, backed 
Hummer's March 30 decision to fire 
Alexander on charges of drunkenness 
and abusing a student. 

Alexander struck back last week with 
a lawsuit which seeks $793,500 in 
damages from Singer, the Job Corps 
Center, Hummer, and Jennifer Skeens, 
who was nurse at the center. 

The state Parole Board announced, 
following its meeting last week, that the 
petition of Roy Salisbury for parole was 
denied and that further consideration of 
the case •vas deferred for a period of two 
years. Salisbury is serving three concur­
rent life terms for a triple slaying in this 
county. 

Streets in the Briarwood Addition, 
Lafferty Alley, Graham Street, Tackett 
Street and the Mays Branch road were 
earmarked for blacktopping; the 
municipal building and rescue squad 
parking lots were also considered for the 
list; streets in West Prestonsburg and 
Goble Roberts had their advocates; but 
the final cut will depend on the cost of 
replacing city sidewalks, which must 
also be paid from the Municipal Road 
Air Fund, it was said.

Sixth Charged 
The sixth person to be charged in con­

nection with the robbery last August of 
Paintsville Mayor James Trimble and 
family is an Inez policeman who was 
fired last year from the Paintsville 
Police force. 

The accused officer is Steve Wages, 
55, who was arrested shortly before 
Thursday midnight at his parents' home 
in Magoffin county. Charged with com­
plicity to armed robbery, he was jailed 
at Paintsville and $30,000 bond was ask­
ed for his release. State Detective said 
Wages allegedly helped two others, 
Roger Dale Durham, of Lexington, and 
Steve Ketchum, of Johnson county, plan 
the robbery. 

Durham, Ketchum and James Allen 
Dixon, 24, of Johnson county, pleaded 
not guilty during arraignment hearings 
last Wednesday on charges stemming 
from the Trimble robbery and from a 
July burglary at the property of Ronnie 
Wells, of Johnson county. 

Durham and Ketchum were also 
charged with wanton endangerment. All 
three men are scheduled for trial on the 
Trimble robbery charges Nov. 14 before 
Circuit Judge James A. Knight. 

Circuit Judge W.B. Hazelrigg will 
preside at a Nov. 30 trial on the Wells 
burglary charges. 

Wages was dismissed from the Paints­
ville Police Department on April15, 1982 
for allegedly sleeping on duty. 

He filed a lawsuit on May 4, 1982, in 
Johnson circuit court seeking reinstate­
ment with back pay. But the civil action 
languished and was dismissed without 
prejudice on Aug. 11, said Johnson 
Deputy Circuit Clerk Virginia Blair.

But Prestonsburg police officers, 
especially those on the night shift, say 
they are kept busy with calls involving 
Job Corps members, mostly for 
drunkenness and rowdy loitering around 
the Lancer-Goble Roberts area. 

A couple of Job Corps students have 
been arrested on assault charges, there 
have been reports of center students 
throwing beer cans at passing cars, 
three juveniles from there were picked 
up last week with marijuana, and Of­
ficer David Caudill recently drew a 
shotgun to disperse a crowd in the Job 
Corps parking lot. 

But serious charges have been rare 
and, except for an occasional incident 
like the tragic drowning of two Corps 
members in Dewey Lake this summer, 
few Floyd countians seem even aware 
of the Center's existence. 

Both Alexander and Rose predict that 
will change soon unless something is 
done to tighten discipline and improve 
morale at the facility. 

Alexander's suit touches only the cir­
cumstances of his firing. According to 
Center Director Hummer and Jennifer 
Skeens, who was employed at the center 
as a licensed practical nurse, Alexander 
turned up at work drunk on the night of 
March 23 and beat Jeff Bell, a slightly­
built but allegedly troublesome student. 
Bell, who turned out to have had a felony 
charge pending in Texas, spent a night 
in jail and was sent home. 

Alexander claims he was sober and 
the youth, who allegedly had been snif­
fing glue, was drowsy. On a physician's 
advice, he said, he shook the boy to pre­
vent his falling asleep. 

"I talked to him rough and loud. I was 
trying to make him scared, make him 
mad," the former deputy director said. 
Skeens, who was on duty at the time, 
misinterpreted this as abusive, and so 
informed Gene Baker, Singer's regional 
director, he said. 

For reasons he doesn't understand, 
Baker apparently wanted to get rid of 
him, Alexander said. 

The main thing he wants to do is clear 
his record-he had never had so much 
as a reprimand in his seven years with 
the Job Corps and his evaluations, in­
cluding one dated March 1 this year, 
were invariably "outstanding" or "ex­
cellent, "-Alexander insists. 

But he also is hoping the suit will focus 
attention on the center and perhaps lead 
to a management shakeup there. "If 
nothing else, Singer may open their eyes 
and send someone down to straighten 
the place up," he said. 

"The place is really in bad shape now 
as far as cleanliness and discipline go. 
Students cuss the staff out and a staff 
member was assaulted last Friday. 
That has never happened before. The 
place is filthy dirty. Kids are not going 
to class. They're running up and down 
the halls," Alexander said last week. 

"I busted m)' tail for two and a half 
years trying to build good community 
relations," he added. "Now it's going to 
helrin a hand basket." 

Hummer declined to comment on 
specific charges, explaining they were 
being investigated by Singer authorities. 
But speak~ng generally, he said, "We 
feel proud of what we're doing here. This 
program deals with a segment of socie­
ty nobody else is doing anything about. 
We feel the work here is absolutely, 
vitally important." 

One thing Alexander predicts will 
cause trouble with the community is an 
"honor pass" system Hummer in­
stituted after Alexander left. (Under the 
pass system) "the kids can leave the 
center any time they want to. It's like a 
taxi service. They take them into Pres­
tonsburg, Pikeville, Paintsville, 
wherever, put them out of the van and 
leave.'' 

"That's what happened when the two 
kids drowned. They took them up there 
<to the Dewey Dam areal and just turn­
ed them loose," the former deputy direc-

. tor said. "You just don't do that. I never 
allowed students to go to a concert or 
ballgame without staff supervision." 

Hummer credits the pass system with 
a "dramatic change" for the better in 
student attitudes. Under the system, 

students with a good record of behavior 
and class attendance may leave the 
center on unsupervised outings. Because 
students must "prove themselves" to 
earn pass privileges, the system has 
helped education and discipline, the 
center director said. 

"We instituted the pass system 
because this is a school, not a detention 
center," he explained. 

But Alexander says students there had 
many supervised outings while he was 
in charge of residential living- including 
weekend trips, movies, concerts and 
shopping excursions. "They get to do a 
lot more things than my own kids do,'' 
said Alexander, the father of three 
teenagers. 

With the county's going wet last sum­
mer, unsupervised outings make it easy 
for students to buy alcohol and mari­
juana, with the result that drunkenness 
and marijuana use is now a significant 
problem on campus, the former deputy 
director charged. 

Substance abuse is no greater a pro­
blem at the center than it is among that 
age group generally, Hummer said. And 
no one has charged that the so-called 
"hard" drugs circulate widely there. 

Rose, a Prestonsburg druggist until he 
began a new career recently as an auto 
salesman, says he holds no particular 
brief for Alexander and that last 
month's letter to Congressman Perkins 
is unrelated to Alexander's firing or 
subsequent lawsuit. 

But conditions have deteriorated 
rapidly at the Job Corps Center since 
Alexander was replaced by Tom Ward 
as manager of the campus dormitory, he 
claims. An August 18 assembly in which 
Ward "spewed forth a torrent of 
vulgarity" in front of students and other 
staff members was just the straw that 
broke the camel's back as far as Rose 
is concerned. 

"I had been aware that in the past few 
months community relations were get­
ting much worse and the cleanliness of 
the center and discipline of students 
were going downhill,'' Rose wrote to 
Perkins. "What happened Cat the stu­
dent assembly) pointed out to me a 
primary reason why." 

Rose told Perkins the program "has 
gone from a community showplace ... to 
the point that I would be embarrassed 
to take a visitor onto the center." 

Since staff members are meant to be 
role models for students, Ward's alleg­
ed use of obscenities was a serious mat­
ter, but one which Hummer tried to 
"cover up" and "play down," Rose 
charged. 

Higher salaries might attract better 
quaLified staff and cut down a high turn­
over rate, Rose and Alexander argue. At 
least until recently, resident advisers 
and dormitory attendants-positions 
described by Alexander as "vital to the 
program"-have paid only minimum 
wage or a little above it. A counselor 
with a college degree began at $9600 a 
year, an instructor at $10,000, Alexander 
said. 

"It's the lowest pay scale of any Job 
Corps center in the U.S.," he said, ad­
ding, "You get what you pay for." 

Hummer said pay scales have recent­
ly been upgraded and that t.hey are com­
parable to wages paid for similar work 
in this area. 

But, more than better staff, the center 
needs new leadership, the dissidents 
contend. "Someone should take a long, 
in-depth look at the direction in which 
management is taking this center," 
Rose wrote. 

"We will continue to run it as best we 
know how," was Hummer's reply.

As the University of Kentucky Community College System 
celebrates its 20th anniversary Prestonsburg Community Col­
lege, one of the 13 in the system, looks back with justifiable 
pride on years of solid achievement. And the administrative 
and teaching staffs of the college and its students should be 
joined by the rest of us in celebrating. 

It is easy, these days, to recognize the negative at the ex­
pense of positive achievement. It must be remembered that, 
although there are many things wrong with Floyd county and 
Eastern Kentucky, there also are many things that are good 
and right.

Tv.·enty years ago, when the community colletges first open­
ed their doors, they had, all told, an enrollment of only 2876 
across the state. Today, they have more than 22,000 students­
as many as there are on UK's main campus in Lexington. 

The partnership between the University of Kentucky and the 
community colleges has worked well. It has worked so well, 
says UK President Singletary, because of the cooperative 
spirit that has existed from the outset. 

Happily, the community colleges in this relationship have 
found the best of two worlds. They have local autonomy­
advisory boards composed of local area leaders-am' the flex­
ibility to develop programs to meet the needs peculiar to their 
own areas, at the same time enjoying the services and 
resources of UK, the state's major university. 

This is not to say that the community colleges have no pro­
blems, or that UK has met their every need. But the results 
speak for themselves, and any move in Frankfort or elsewhere 
to disturb the program that is working and working well 
deserves ,no support.

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counting taxes on new property. The 
compensating rate this year is 18.3 cents 
per $100 valuation on real property and 
22.2 cents on personal property, and 
would yield $873,708, assuming it were 
all collected. 

The next highest rate, representing a 
four percent increase, is 19 cents on real 
and 22 cents on personal property. It 
would yield $891,050. It would require a 
public hearing but would not be subject 
to voter recall. 

The high rate-26.8 cents on both real 
and personal property-would bring in 
$1,170,889, if it were all collected. That 
represents $67 on a house valued at 
$25,000, compared with $47.50 at the 
"four percent" rate and $45.75 at the 
compensating rate. 

Since HB 44 was enacted, the Floyd 
school board has set the compensating 
rate every year except 1981, when a four 
percent increase was levied. 

Last year's school tax was 16.9 cents, 
or $41.25 on a $25,000 home. It generated 
$660,587-about 85 percent of the 
theoretical yield-and represented 
about five percent of the school district's 
total income. Statewide, local funds 
make up nearly 22 percent of the 
average school district budget. 

A hearing on the proposed tax in­
crease has been set for 6 p.m., Wednes­
day, November 2, one hour before the 
next regularly-scheduled board 
meeting.

RECOGNIZING PROBLEMS 
Q. How can a person recognize gum or bone problems of 

the mouth? Are there signs that can help? 

A. Gingivitis (gum disease), or periodontal disease of the 
tooth-supporting bone, can be recognized by these ear­
ly telltale signs: pink toothbrush (consistent bleeding 
of gums), bad breath, puffy gums, or gums that are 
swollen or reddish in color. Later signs of these pro­
blems include: receding gums, itching or tender 
gums, loose teeth, gum abscesses (gums puffy with 
P.nlarged soreness), shifting teeth, and spaces between 
teeth that were never there before. 

Gum disease develops slowly. It usually does not 
cause pain unless an abscess develops, and can move 
from the gingivitis stage to periodontal disease with 
no awareness on the part of the patient. This process 
is not inevitable, though; with early diagnosis and 
treatment, its primary cause, bacterial plaque, can 
be removed, and the gingivitis state reversed.

Cervical cancer kills approximately 
11,000 women each year, yet this type 
cancer is one of the most curable of all 
cancers if it is detected and treatment 
begun in the early stages. There is a 
simple test to check for cervical cancer. 
This is the Pap test. It is a painless test, 
and it takes only a few moments of a 
woman's time, yet it could save her life. 
Every woman should have regular Pap 
tests to be screened for cervical cancer. 
Those women age 45 and over are 
especially urged to be screened forcer­
vical cancer every year since this is the 
high risk age for the disease. 

The Floyd County Health Department 
is having Pap clinics, Friday, October 
14, and Wednesday, October 19, from 
8:30 untilll: 30 and from 1 until2. These 
clinics are free services of the health 
department and are open to women of 
all ages. 

There will be a glaucoma screening 
clinic at the Health Department on Mon­
day, October 17. This clinic is a free ser­
vice and is open to all ages, but those 
persons aged 40 and above are urged to 
take advantage of this service since this 
is the high risk age for the disease. 

A nurse from the health department 
will be in Harold, Monday, October 17 at 
Ward's Health Food Store from 10:00 un­
til 2:00. She will offer T .B. skin tests, 
urinalyses, anemia screening, blood 
pressures, and immunizations.

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Three-Year Airport 
Transportation Plans 
Announced By State 

The state Transportation Cabinet has 
released three-year plans for developing 
airports and public transportation pro­
grams in Kentucky. 

The plans list the priority projects for 
improving the state's airports and public 
transportation systems. 

"We're doing long-term planning for 
the state's transportation programs," 
said Tim Helson, commissioner of vehi­
cle regulation. 

''The plans set logical goals and the 
steps for achieving them," Helson said. 

The three-year airport development 
plan includes 43 projects for 25 airports 
across the state. The projects are fund­
ed with equal shares of state and local 
dollars. 

The 43 projects carry a price tag of 
$3.6 million and include extending run­
ways at Hartford, Leitchfield and Col­
umbia and adding safety features at 
Hopkinsville, Murray, Princeton and 
Russellville. 

The projects were selected because 
they enhanced the airports' safety, 
security, capacity or potential for at­
tracting new industry. 

The main purpose of the three-year 
public transportation plan is to increase 
revenue from local bus service. 

The projects are funded with 80 per­
cent federal funds, 10 percent state funds 
and 10 percent local match. The state's 
costs are estimated at $2.2 million.

Discipline And Punishment 
During Child's "Terrible Twos" 

During the second year of life, 
children are beginning to develop some 
independence, and this can be a trial for 
parents, according to Growing Child, the 
monthly child development newsletter. 

Many children this age have strong 
wills, and know several ways to 
manipulate parents. Some of these are 
being very negative, refusing to eat or 
sit on the toilet, go to sleep or cooperate 
generally. . 

But punishing a child this age 1s a 
tricky situation. A two-and-a-half-year­
old will probably be angry with you over 
the punishment, and the anger he feels 
may frighten him. Instead of physical 
punishment, some parents use words­
" I won't love you anymore," "You'll be 
the death of me," "You make me sick." 
These can be equally destructive. 

The child grasps the parent's anger 
from the intonation and voice if not from 
the actual words. He doesn't know that 
anger is temporary and that angry feel­
ings are normal for him as well as for 
his parents. He learns to imitate aggres­
sion, which often takes the form of tan­
trums. Thus parent and child feed the 
flames of each other's passions, precip­
tating a vicious cycle. 

If there's another way of obtaining a 
child's cooperation, why not use it? We 
know that a child intuitively wants to be 
good and please his parents . By reflec­
ting his thoughts back to him, he can 
save face: "I know you're angry, and I 
know how you feel. You don't want to put 
away the toys. You want to play. Come, 
let's put them away together." 

Remember, not every cause must be 
resolved or every moral drawn. It's im­
portant to make allowance.s for i~­
dividual differences and feehngs . It 1s 
not too soon to set clear-eut, definite and 
reasonable limits. But avoid un­
necessary confrontations which result 
from too many "no's, ·• "don't touch," 
and "stop."

Jury Votes Akers 
$39,680 Damages 
In Trespass Case 

Triple Elkhorn Mining Company tres­
passed on the Finance Hollow prcperty 
of Everett Akers as well as on a tract 
owned by Akers' cable television .firn:, 
Big Sandy Telecasting, a Floyd ctrcUtt 
court jury decided last Wednesday .. 

The jury awarded Akers $39,680 m 
damages as a result of the encroach­
ment. 

The trespass occurred between 1974 
and 1978, when Triple Elkhorn, then a 
subsidiary of the Texas-based Za~ata 
Corporation, was mining coal on a ndge 
between Prater Creek and Beaver 
Creek, near Allen. 

In a 1979 suit, on which the jury 
deadlocked, the mining firm agreed to 
pay Mr. and Mrs. Akers $75,000 for 
damage to their home and TV tower 
which they claimed was caused by 
blasting. 

In the present trial, which lasted two 
days expert testimony focussed on the 
width of a coal haul road which Akers 
said traversed his two tracts and on the 
income Akers might have accrued had 
Triple Elkhorn leased the tracts from 
him. 

One property appraiser estimated the 
rental value of the tracts as between $200 
and $300 a month, but others reckoned 
the monthly rental value as $1400 or 
$1600. 

In his instructions, Special Judge 
Reed S. Anderson, who usually presides 
at the Pike Circuit Court, set a $75,200 
limit-the highest appraisal-on the 
amount the jury might award the 
plaintiff. 

(Harold Baldridge, the Prestonsburg 
surveyor whose plat Triple Elk~orn a~­
torney Cliff Latta sought to d1scredtt 
during cross-examination last Tuesday, 
later defended the accuracy of his work. 
What Latta questioned in court was a 
handsketched section, remote from the 
area in dispute, which was included sole­
ly to help orient a person reading the 
plat and which did not purport to be ac­
cur~te the surveyor explained. The 
area disputed in Akers' lawsuit was pro­
perly and accurately surveyed, 
Baldridge noted.)

SNIPE HUNTING? 
A lot of kids (and maybe even some 

grownups) fall for the old " snipe hun­
ting" trick and are literally left holding 
the bag in the middle of the woods on a 
dark night. 

So when folks hear about a snipe hun­
ting season, they are understandably 
just a little suspicious. But the snipe is 
an actual game bird, just like a duck or 
quail, with its own season and bag limit. 

The snipe is one of a handful of 
migratory game birds that receive lit­
tle attention from Kentucky hunters. 
Others in this group include woodcocks, 
gallinules, and rails. Regulations for 
these species are set each year within 
federal guidelines in much the same 
way duck, goose and dove seasons are 
set. 

The woodcock is perhaps the best 
known and most sought-after in this 
group. In Kentucky, the woodcock 
season opens Oct. 1 and will run through 
Dec. 4, 1983, with a daily limit of five 
birds and a possession limit of 10 . 

The same season dates (Oct. 1-Dec. 4 l 
apply to snipe, but the limits on this bird 
are eight and 16. Snipe and woodcocks 
are both members of the shorebird fami­
ly, although woodcocks are often found 
in upland woods, probing the soft forest 
floor with their long, slender beaks for 
earthworms. 

Snipe are likely to be found near wet 
meadows, grassy marshes or bogs. Both 
woodcock and snipe have the 
disconceting habit of waiting until the 
hunter practically steps on them, then 
exploding away in a swift, zigzag flight 
that presents a challenge to even the ex­
pert wingshooter. 

Rails and gallinules may be hunted 
from Nov. 12 through Jan. 20. The 
ga Uinule limits are 15 and 30, while both 
the daily and possession limits on rails 
is 25. 

Both these birds are members of the 
rail family, which also includes the coot, 
a species familiar to most waterfowl 
hunters. 

Rails and gallinules are both marsh 
birds, and while gallinules can often be 
found in or near open water, the sora 
and Virginia rails (the two legal game 
species) tend to stay far back in the 
marsh or swamp and are hence seldom 
seen. 

The Virginia rail has a long, skinny 
bill, while the sora rail and the gallinule 
have short, chicken-like beaks. 
Gallinules look something like coots but 
are smaller, have reddish bills and white 
Jines along their sides. 

Because Kentucky doesn't have exten­
sive wetlands, it has only limited popula­
tions of the water-loving birds. Few peo­
ple hunt specifically for rail, gallinules 
or snipe. But there is a small band of

Most of these birds are taken incidental­
ly by hunters after other species. Many 
bird dogs will point woodcock in addition 
to quail, and duck or goose hunters, par­
ticularly those in the wetland areas of 
Western Kentucky, will occasionally en­
counter a snipe, rail or gallinule.

With limited habitat and short 
migrating seasons, it's not likely that 
hunting for these species will ever 
become major sports in Kentucky. But 
the next time someone invites you to go 
snipe hunting, don 't automatically 
dismiss him as a practical joker-he just 
might have an actual trip for a 
legitimate game bird in mind.

ROANOKE ISLAND, N.C.-
Somewhere here, perhaps near water's 
edge underneath an umbrella of pines 
and old oaks laced with strands of 
Spanish moss, were the first homesteads 
that Britain backed in America during 
the Age of Discovery. 

There is no doubt that English adven­
turers planted small colonial set­
tlements on this sandy island between 
1584 and 1587, settlements that substan­
tially predate those at Jamestown, Va., 
(1607) and Plymouth, Mass., (1620). But 
precisely where the colonists built their 
homes-and precisely what ill fate befell 
the last of those souls, among them the 
first child of English ancestry born in 
America-continues to intrigue 
historians and archaeologists. 

John Ehrenhard, a National Park Ser­
vice archaeologist whose enthusiasm for 
finding the exact site percolates through 
his carefully measured words, allows 
that 400 years have blurred to faint 
traces the evidence needed to pinpoint

the colonial dwellings. 
Yet Ehrenhard and his field team, aid­

ed by a battery of advanced technology, 
are confident they have found the right 
spot, the one beneath the oaks and pines. 
"I really think it is here," he says. "I 
think this is where the settlement is." 

In part, this is a story about how the 
team has reached that conclusion, but 
it also tells how one generation, whether 
digging up the earth or searching 
through historic documents, passes 
along valuable research data to the in­
quisitive of the future. 

The story behind Ehrenhard's work 
begins 400 years ago-on July 13, 
1584-when a party of English explorers 
claimed for Queen Elizabeth I what is 
now eastern North Carolina. A year 
later, a party of 108 men sponsored by 
Sir Walter Raleigh, who had inherited a 
claim to explore and colonize in the New 
World, arrived on North Carolina's 
Outer Banks-now a summer 
playground for thousands of Americans. 

But in 1584 there was nothing but hard­
ship, and, after 10 months, the men 
disbanded and returned to England. 
Raleigh, however, though he never 
came to Carolina himself, was deter­
mined to found a settlement in America, 
and in 1587 he sent a venturesome se­
cond party of 115-the ill-fated "lost col­
ony." These folks had grave problems 
from the very beginning: They arrived 
too late to plant crops for that year's 
harvest, supplies were very limited and 
the friendly natives turned hostile. 

To relieve the supply situation at least, 
the colony's governor, John White, 
returned to England, only to learn that 
his ship could not leave port again: All 
English vessels were urgently needed 
for war with Spain. 

Finally, after England's 1588 victory 
over the mighty Spanish Armada, White 
sailed for Roanoke Island, arriving in 
1590. He found little trace of the 
colony-only some remains of the fort 
established on the island's northern 
edge, a few pieces of armor and the 
word "Croatan," a neighboring island, 
carved on the trunk of a tree. No trace 
of a signal, prearranged to indicate 
distress, was found.

In his attempt at least to find the site, 
and maybe some information about how 
the first colonists lived, Ehrenhard, like

~· archaelogists passing this way before 
him, owes a lot to one Richard Hakluyt, 
an erudite 16th-century English 
chaplain, who realized that outside of 
shipping circles little was known about 
the New World discoveries. 

Hakluyt set to work in the 1580s, com­
piling a historical record that he also 
thought of as a travel guide for future 
transatlantic explorers and settlers. 
These invaluable documents, accom­
panied by drawings of natural and 
native life-the first to give Europeans 
a look at North American resources­
are filled with intrigue, idealism, 
drama, a bit of backbiting and lots of 
practical information. 

The documents also are quite frank, 
particularly as the explorer-scientist 
Thomas Harriot examines why the 
soldiers and gentlemen of the 1585 col­
ony were in so much haste to leave; he 
concludes that they were not settlers at 
all but fortune hunters. "After gold and 
silver were not so soon found," Harriot 
reveals, "(they) had little or no care of 
any other thing but to pamper their 
bellies .. . " 

In another report, John White 
describes the second colony's arrival in 
1587 at the site where the first group had 
encamped. This information is a 
valuable guide for Ehrenhard's team: 
"When we came thither, we found the 
forte rased down, but all the houses 
standing unhurt. .. ," White writes, noting 
that he gave orders "to make other newe 
Cottages, for such as shoulde neede." 

Though these documents are 
priceless, as far as they go, they leave 
unanswered the question of exact loca­
tion. The search for the site is based on 
the premise, Ehrenhard points out, that 
the fort established by the first settlers 
on the northern side of the island, and 
mentioned in the accounts, is the one 
located and fully reconstructed by ar-rl' chaeologists in the 1940s. Hard by that 
site, a few yards directly west, is a small 
but so far lucrative "activity area," 
possibly the settlement. 

Ehrenhard's team didn't just stum­
bole upon this spot. In 1982, working 
from the fort information and location, 
the team conducted remote sensing tests 
with a proton magnetometer, a device 
that electronically sniffs for buried iron, 
masonry and other cultural fragments, 
and a soil resistivity meter. By charting 
the flow of electricity through the soil, 
the meter indicated changes in the resis­
tance of sub-surface materials: charred 
wood, for example, recorded less 
resistance than drier soil around it. The 
information was then fed into a com­
puter, which printed out topographic 
maps that, when ready by the team, in­
dicated features worth excavating. 
- Using small trowels, but as often as 
not their cupped hands, the team com­
bed the research area for clues. Pa­
tience was their watchword. "Just col­
lecting the samples is difficult," 
Ehrenhard says. "The lumps in the soil 
that may turn out to be remains of 
nailheads," he adds, "have a tendency 
to break into dust.'' 

But there have been rewards, 
evidence on which the archaeologists 
are basing their assumptions and con­
structing interpretations. The area has 
yielded ceramic shards, pieces of crude 
plaster, mdl traces and chas.:red 
fragments confirmed to be house-post 
remains. Radiometric dating of the 
fragments place them in the colonial 
period. Additionally, 15-20 post stains 
have been found along a straight line, in­
dicating a man-made structure. "We 
won't know exactly what the structure 
is," Ehrenhard says, "but I feel confi­
dent that it is a rectangular building." 

"Though the evidence is weak," he 
continues, "you can rule out a number 
of possibilities. There are no markings 
in the site, suggesting that no one was 
living in it and that no one was cooking 
lliere. It could have been a storage shed, 
rather than a principal building, and its 
relationship to a large charcoal pit in­
dicates that it might possibly have been 
a blacksmith's shed." 

These discoveries had escaped earlier 
archaeologists, who, unequipped with 
the scientific tools needed to unearth 
such ephemeral evidence, paradoxically 
were limited to hunting for bigger 
game-skeletons, utensils and the like. 
But in Roanoke Island's acidic soil, 
bones and other large samples of 
organic matter would have decompos­
ed long ago. Furthermore, if the poorly 
equipped colonists left the island, as is 
generally assumed, it is unlikely that 
they would have left metal and other 
man-made items behind. 

In constructing history from the 
ground up, archaeologists are not only 
trying to solve intriguing mysteries, 

. they also are trying to draw a picture of 
lo!lg-ago everyday life often ignored by 
historical documents. For example, old 
wells located on property once belong­
ing to middle-class families of Alexan­
dria Va., often are filled with layers of 
dishes and other objects, helpful for 
understanding earlier times. 

Among that debris, whole vessels 
have been unearthed, some of which will 
go on display in 1984 in a new Smithso­
nian exhibition, ''After the Revolution: 
Everyday Life in America," organized 
by Faith Ruffins of the National 
Museum of American History. Yet "the 
retrieval of objects that can be exhibited 
is very rare," she says. 

In far greater abundance are the 
fragments that will never be displayed, 
objects that, nevertheless , are of 
tremendous value to archaeologists. On 
Roanoke Island, however, even this 
material is scarce. "We're looking at the 
traces of a culture," Ehrenhard says, 
then adds softly, "but what we've found 
is pretty nice to have."

Forest Fire 
Season Opens 

A season opened Oct. 1 which all out­
doorsmen should be particularly aware 
of this year. It's not a hunting season, 
but the fall forest fire hazard season, 
when special regulations governing bur­
ning go into effect and when anyone who 
ventures into woodlands or brushlands 
should be especially careful about fires. 

Unless we get a lot of rain soon, the 
danger of forest fires will be very great 
this year, according to Townley 
Bergmann, of the Kentucky Division of 
Forestry. Autumn is always a critical 
time because of leaf fall and with the 
forest floor already dry, conditions are 
right for major fires. 

The forest fire problem in Kentucky 
is more extensive and more serious even 
during normal or wet years, than many 
realize. Last spring, for example, there 
were 1,380 fires which burned over 26,700 
acres of woodlands-in spite of the ab­
normally high rainfall at that time. 

In the fall of 1982 there were only 518 
fires affecting 9,667 acres, according to 
Division of Forestry figures. But in 1980, 
another dry year, 2,293 fall forest fires 
burned over 341,000 acres. 

The 1982 general assembly substan­
tially increased the penalties for 
deliberately setting woods or brush fires 
on the lands of another. This crime is 
now a felony punishable by fines of from 
$1,000 to $10,000 and imprisonment of up 
to five years. 

Other violations of the fire code are 
misdemeanors with minimum fines of 
$100 and maximums of $500. Special 
regulations are in effect during both the 
spring <March 1-May 15) and fall <Oct. 
1-Dec. 15) fire hazard seasons. 

During these periods it is illegal to set 
any fire within 150 feet of a woodland or 
brushland exept between 4:30p.m. and 
midnight. Late afternoon or evening 
hours are safest for controlled burning, 
fire prevention officials say, because the 
wind generally lays about dark and 
because escaping sparks are easier to 
spot. 

Since most hunting seasons fall within 
this autumn fire hazard season, hunters 
should be particularly careful whenever 
they are in the woods during dry condi­
tions. They should also remember that 
it is illegal to use fire or smoke in any 
form to drive game or to destroy or 
molest the den or nest of any wild 
animal. 

Forest fires not only endanger lives 
and property, burn valuable timber and 
leave ugly scars on the landscape, they 
also destroy wildlife habitat and can 
have harmful effects on fish populations 
by increasing erosion and steam silta­
tion. We all owe it to the outdoors that 
we love and enjoy to be careful with fire.

People across the United States and in 
150 other countries will observe the third 
annual World Food Day, Oct. 16. 

Begun in 1981 to mark the anniversary 
of the founding of the United Nations 
Food and Agriculture Organization, 
World Food Day seeks to generate in­
creased awareness of the problem of 
hunger and to build support for efforts 
to end hunger.

Efforts to fight hunger, however, 
must consider both ways to address 
long-term structural solutions to hunger 
as well as meeting immediate needs of 
hungry people. 

It is to this latter end that the "Food 
Pantry" will be directed. It will seek to 
meet the immediate needs of people­
both local and transients-who come to 
the churches and other agencies in need 
of food. 

Participating in World Food Day pro­
vides an opportunity to focus on hunger 
in our community and to build support 
for resources that help to fight it. The 
community's support is encouraged in 
this local effort and in all the other ways 
we can work together for a better world, 
where each person has enough to eat and 
enjoy a full life.

The University of Kentucky Com­
munity College System is celebrating its 
20th anniversary this year. Prestons­
burg Community College has been a 
part of the system since 1964 and will be 
commemorating its 20th anniversary 
with a luncheon at the Carriage House 
Motor Hotel on Saturday, October 29 at 
12 noon. The cost of the luncheon is $8 
a person and anyone desiring a reserva­
tion should call (606) 886-3863 by Friday, 
October 21. 

"We think that being a part of the 
University of Kentucky is very impor­
tant," said Dr. Henry Campbell, PCC 
director. "We have the autonomy to 
develop programs to meet our local 
needs, but at the same time we have the 
offices, services, and resources of the 
University of Kentucky to help us." 

"The partnership has worked well," 
Dr. Campbell said. 

Prestonsburg's two-year college grew 
from a 1962 meeting of a group of 
citizens who formed the Big Sandy Col­
lege Development Corporation. That 
group-composed of Burl Spurlock, W.J. 
Reynolds, Jr., H.D. Fitzpatrick Jr., Glen 
C. Spradlin and Frank E. Harmon­
raised $100,000 towards the purchase of 
40 acres owned by Graham Porter and 
Charles Elliott. 

In June 1964, Dr. Campbell, then presi­
dent of Crowder College in Neosho, Mo., 
was named director of Prestonsburg 
Community College. Campbell, Walter 
Reed and Robert J. Wallace were 
employed prior to the completion of 
PCC's campus and had offices in what 
is now the Fountain Korner Drug Store. 

One of Campbell's first acts as direc­
tor was to hire Judy Smiley as secretary 
to the director and Walter Frasure as 
counselor. 

Since its beginning, PCC has grown 
from an original enrollment of 322 
students to 910 students in 1982. 

"Our enrollment has exceeded by far 
every study by the Council on Higher 
Education concerning the projected 
growth in our service area," Campbell 
said. "The growth of our community 
services and continuing education pro­
grams has gradually become one of the 
largest such programs in the UK Com­
munity College System." 

The 2,000 people served annually by 
PCC's Community Education Office 
participate in activities ranging from 
refresher courses for the professionals 
to how-to classes for the hobbiest or 
novice. Courses are taught in business 
and commerce, mechanical and other 
engineering technologies, the "helping" 
profession- family health and childbirth 
education, physical fitness, arts and 
crafts-and the humanities, dance and 
drama, music and· college preparatory 
workshops. 

PCC administrators and faculty meet 
regularly to respond to the needs of the 
college's service area. One outgrowth of 
these meetings was the formation of 
PCC's guild system which combines the 
talents of the faculty and staff at PCC 
with those in the community in such 
areas as art, pottery, photography, 
science fiction, writing and the 
computer.

Allen, associate director at PCC. 
"Students of all ages continue to seek out

Lawrence Kasdan has writ­
ten or co-written some of the 
most successful pictures of all 
time - "The Empire Strikes 
Back," "Raiders of the Lost 
Ark" and "Return of the Jedi." 
Those are his "big" films, but 
some of his "little" films are 
just as enjoyable, notably 
"Contmental Divide" and 
"Body Heat." 

Going from "Body Heat" to 
"The Big Chill" is not as far a 
trip as a thermometer might 
indicate. Although "Body 
Heat'' had a terrific plot, the 
characters were remarkably 
well defined, and the story 
really hinged on their personal 
traits and flaws. 

"The Big Chill" rests entirely 
on its characters as the film's 
prem1se. Seven people have 
come together at a friend's 
funeral - a friend they knew in 
the '60s who has committed 
su1cide. The reunion IS both 
tragic and com1c, as lost 
dreams face present realities. 
past ideals are set against cur­
rent attitudes, and romances 
from the1r youth are compared 
to today's marriages. affa1rs 
and divorces. 

Kas.dan 1s a child of that 

t1me. and the college referred 
to in the film is his own alma 
mater. It's not surprising that 
Kasdan would be able to write 
well what he has experienced. 
but conveying past memories, 
feelings and friends through a 
script, and then shaping that 
into a popular movie is an 
enormous task. 

That Kasdan has succeeded 
so well is a tribute to everyone 
else involved as well. As an 
ensemble piece much in the 
spirit of "Diner," "The Big 
Chill" takes a remarkably per­
ceptive script that says as 
much, if not more, about the 
'80s than it does the '60s. 

"The Big Chill" combines 
warmth, humor and friendship 
without the ponderous trau­
mas of a reunion f1lm such as 
"That Championship Season." 
The soundtrack (put together 
by Kasdan's w1fe) is terrific. 

Kasdan learned from 
George l,.ucas how to pack a 
lot of information into each 
shot and frame. and so "The 
B1g Chill" IS the kind of film 
that can and probably should 
be seen aga1n. It 1s one of the

DOE Extends Funds 
For Coal Fuel Study 

The U.S. Department of Energy has 
extended its contracts with two univer­
sities for up to $9 million in 
' ' magnetohydrodynamics'' < MHD ) 
research to be carried out in fiscal year 
1984, beginning October 1. 

This experimental fossil energy 
technology, to be studied at the Univer­
sity of Tennessee Space Institute <UT­
SIJ, Tullahoma, TN, and Mississippi 
State University < MSU> , Mississippi 
State, MS, could be one option for burn­
ing coal cleanly and efficiently in the na­
tion's electric generating plants in the 
21st century. 

The contract extension with UTSI pro­
vides, in 1984, up to approximately 
$6,975,000 in research and development 
funds for the Energy Department's 
Coal-Fired Flow Facility, located adja­
cent to the UTSI campus. The Govern­
ment's arrangement with UTSI also pro­
vides for optional extensions of the con­
tract for 1985 and 1986. Should the 
Energy Department exercise its option 
to continue the contract, up to $21.5 
million could be provided to UTSI over 
the three-year period. 

The total funding will depend on future 
decisions by the Energy Department 
and the Congress regarding the scope of 
the federal MHD program. The Energy 
Department has proposed to orient the 
MHD program to address several fun­
damental scientific aspects of the MHD 
concept that are crucial to the success 
of the technology. Congress, however, 
has continued to appropriate funds for 
demonstration of the MHD system at 
large scale facilities, including the Coal­
Fired Flow Facility. 

The contract extension with MSU calls 
for approximately $2,000,000 to continue 
research and development activities at 
the university's MHD Energy Center in 
FY 1984. 

The Coal-Fired Flow Facility is 
operated for the Energy Department by 
the University of Tennessee Space In­
stitute. During the past five years, UT­
SI has focused its principal efforts on 
developing ways to recover and use the 
heat and potassium seed exiting the 
MHD power generating system . UTSI 
also has completed a test program that 
showed the potential for the 
MHD/steam power plant to remove 
nitrogen oxide and sulfur oxide emis­
sions in amounts greater than required 
by the stringent New Source Perfor­
mance Standards. 

During the new contract period, UT­
SI will complete the installation and 
testing of the additional components 
necessary to simulate an MHD/steam 
plant, including a baghouse and elec­
trostatic precipitator for particulate 
control. The system will then be tested 
under continuous operating conditions, 
simulating the entire range of power 
plant operations. In addition, research 
will continue on seed regeneration, the 
process by which the recovered 
potassim seed is converted back into 
potassium carbonate for reuse. 

The MHD Energy Center at Mississip­
pi State University has conducted MHD 
research for the Department for the past 
seven years. Since March 1980, the 
center has concentrated on development 
of instrumentation and control systems 
for Energy Department MHD research 
facilities. 

In the upcoming year, refinements 
will continue on other innovative in­
strumentwation systems, such as ad­
vanced diagnostic instrumentation for 
making measurements in the MHD 
channel itself. The Center will also con­
tinue its support of MHD engineering 
development test facilities, such as the 
Coal-Fired Flow Facility and a second 
test unit in Montana. The MHD process extracts electrici­

An added potential advantage of the 
MHD system is its inherent capability 
to clean sulfur from coal during the 
power-producing process. A potassium 
carbonate "seed" injected into the 
stream of· hot combustion gases to 
render the gases electrically conductive 
also chemically combines with the 
sulfur in the gases. The reaction and 
subsequent cooling of the combustion 
gases produces solid particles which 
must be efficiently collected to avoid air 
pollution. The cost of this sulfur pollu­
tion control technique is expected to be 
offset by elimination of expensive lean­
ing systems that must be added to power 
plants today to scrub sulfur from com­
bustion gases .

More than $3,500 was contributed by family and friends to establish the liv­
ing endowment which is designed "to aid a deserving person or persons from 
Floyd county or a direct descendant of James Emory Hall in obtaining an 
education." 

"I was completely surprised," he said. "It is a very wonderful kind of 
recognition, and I think it is more than I deserve, but it's the type of thing 
I like-helping educate others." 

The certificate acknowleding the endowment fund was presented by his 
nephew, Harold Newman, of Hi Hat, a teacher at Wheelwright High School. 
In presenting it, he said, "When I finished up my undergraduate degree at 
the University of Kentucky, Uncle Palmer said, "Why don't you come on over 
to Morehead, and I will help you get an assistantship to go to grad school to 
get your master's degree." 

"There were so many of us in the family that Uncle Palmer helped," Adrian 
Hall, another nephew, of Minnie, told the more than 150 relatives, "It's great 
that a family can get together and honor one who so richly deserves it. I can 
truthfully say that if it had not been for Palmer, I would not be where I am 
today." 

Dr. Hall, born May 3, 1910, in McDowell, attended elementary school at 
Frasure CrE!ek and graduated from Caney High School in 1928. He taught school 
one year in McDowell before graduating from high school, then attended Caney 
Junior College (now Alice Lloyd College) where he received a two-year 
diploma. · 

After teaching one more year, he attended Tusculum College in Greeneville, 
Tennessee, where he graduated in 1931 with a bachelor's degree in social 
sciences and pre-law. He returned to McDowell where he taught in the con­
solidated grades and served as principal in the mid-1930's. He also served an 
interim term as Superintendent of Floyd County Schools from February un-
til September, 1936. · 

He then attended law school at the University of Kentucky and returned 
to Floyd county to serve as supervisor of Floyd county schools for seven 
months, before returning to law school for two more years. He was admitted 
to the Kentucky Bar Association in 1939. 

He was assistant supervisor and supervisor of schools until 1943 when he 
joined the U.S. Army.

He came to Morehead State 
University in 1957 as director of graduate studies. In addition to administrative 
duties, he taught in the College of Education, and retired in 1975 as assistant 
graduate dean. 

He married the former Oval Bingham, of Prestonsburg, in 1940, and they 
had one child, Pamela Hall Lapish, of Lexington. He has three grandchildren. 

Since retiring, Hall said "he has traveled to Israel twice and spent a lot of 
time keeping in touch with his family." He has been instrumental in arrang­
ing for and contacting family members for the annual Hall reunion. 

Of the 13 children of J.E. "Polk" Hall, nine are living, and eight attended 
the reunion.

to 161,599 during the same period, which 
resulted in an increase in the unemploy­
ment rate from 5.5 percent in June to 5.7 
percent in July. 

The unemployment rate in the Big 
Sandy district decreased from 19.1 per­
cent in June to 18.8 percent in July. All 
five counties in the district reported a 
double-digit unemployment rate, with 
Martin county registering the lowest, 
10.7 percent, and Floyd county the 
highest, 21.2 percent. 

The monthly sample of unemploy­
ment insurance benefits recipients 
showed 63.4 percent had worked in min­
ing, 10.1 percent in construction and 9.4 
percent in services. 

In the Bluegrass district, the 
unemployment rate inched upward from 
6.9 percent in June to 7.1 percent in Ju­
ly. Woodford County reported the 
district's and state's lowest rate, 4.6 per­
cent. Lincoln County had the district's 
highest rate, 15.3 percent. Four of the 
district's 17 counties had an unemploy­
ment rate above 10.0 percent.

In Feed Grain Program 

Secretary of Agriculture John R. 
Block has announced a 10 percent 
acreage reduction for "acrea~e conser­
vation reserve purposes" fm the 1984 
feed grain program. Program signup 
period will be Jan. 16-Feb. 24. 

Regular Commodity Credit Corpora­
tion price support loan and purchase 
rates, per bushel, for corn will be $2.55. 

To be eligible for price support 
benefits, a producer must agree to limit 
corn, acreage planted for harvest to not 
more than 90 percent of the farm's feed 
grain base and devote to an acreage con­
servation reserve an acreage of eligible 
cropland equal to 11.11 percent of th~ 
1984 planted acreage. 

The 1984 acreage base will . lie the 
average of the acreage plantt>d"imd con­
sidered planted to feed grains in 1982 and 
1983. 

Land designated for acreage conser­
vation reserve use must have been 
devoted to row crops or small grains in 
two of the last three years. The land 
must be protected from wind and water ' 
erosion throughout the year. 

Offsetting and cross compliance will 
not apply to the 1984 program. 

No advance deficiency payments. 
Haying will not be permitted on the 

conservation use acreage; the acreage 
may be grazed, however, except during 
the six principal growing months.

A native of North Carolina, Wade 
Mainer began performing at colleges 
and universities throughout the United 
States in 1972.
