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School Board Drops 
Plan for Top Rate 
Will Seek Levy 
Of 4 °/o Increase 
Over 1982 Rate 

The Board of Education has with­
drawn its plan to levy the highest per­
missible tax rate this year and will seek 
instead only a 4 percent increase over 
last year's tax income. 

The decision to rescind its earlier pro­
posal was made by the board at a 
special, unadvertised meeting Monday 
and reportedly came in response to com­
plaints by county tax officials that seek­
ing the higher rate would unduly delay 
the posting of tax bills. 

While the decision to seek a 4 percent 
increase means the board must schedule 
a public hearing-it has been set for 
November 2, at 6 p.m.-it is not subject 
to a veto by voters. That means that tax 
officials may immediately enter the new 
school rate on tax bills. 

Pushing for the higher rate would pro­
bably have meant waiting for a voter 
referendum on the issue. And that, tax 
officials argued, would hold up county 
revenues, shorten the collection period, 
and perhaps reduce the overall collec­
tion rate. 

In a memorandum summoning board 
members to Monday's special session, 
Board Chairman J.D. Adams said that 
Property Valuation Administrator 
Lovell Hail and Sheriff Henry Hale felt 
tbat any attempt to st!E!k the highest rate 
should be attempted no later than the 
summer, in order not to delay tax 
notices, which are ordinarily posted in 
October. 

It was not until October 5 that the 
board initially voted this year to levy the 
highest rate, which is known as the 
Subsection II rate, after the section in 
state law that authorizes it. 

Tax officials also suggested that the 
board might levy a different, and more 
promptly administered, tax, Adams told 
his colleagues on the board. Superinten­
dent E.P. Grigsby, Jr. later explained 
that the levy of a utilities tax later in the 
year was discussed by some board 
members as a possible option. 

Compared to the $1.1 million which the 
higher tax rate would have generated, 
assuming a 100 percent collection, the 
theoretical yield of the lower rate is 
$891,000. 

Clerk's Estate 
Named in Oaim 
On Unpaid Loans 

With various creditors, including two 
state offices and the Floyd fiscal court, 
laying claim to the estate of the late 
County Clerk C. Ollie Robinson, the First 
Commonwealth Bank moved in circuit 
court here last week to make sure it 
receives its share. 

According to a suit filed last Wednes­
day, Robinson died owing $28,205 on a 
$50,400 loan taken out in 1977 and the 
whole of a $6200 note executed in 
January thic:; year, only a month before 
his death. In borrowing the latter sum, 
Robinson was listed as "doing business 
as Jenny Wiley Advertising." 

A Mays Branch property owned by 
Robinson and his daughter, Sharon 
Robinson Spradlin, was offered as 
security for the 1977 loan and for any 
subsequent loans up to a total of $60,000, 
the bank claims. 

Plaintiff asks the court to confirm its 
status as prior lienholder and to 
authorize foreclosure and sale of the 
property. 

Also past due, it is claimed, are 
payments on two loans taken out by 
Robinson in his capacity as county clerk. 
Some $946 is still owing on a $5679 note

Broadform Deed 
Bill Earns Okay 

A bill designed to protect surface 
owners of coal lands easily cleared its 
first hurdle yesterday (Tuesday), when 
it passed out of a legislative committee 
on a near unanimous vote. 

The bill, which would limit the mining 
methods that could be used by holders 
of mineral rights, was presented to the 
Interim Joint Committee on Judiciary­
Civil in Frankfort by its sponsor, Rep. 
Gregory D. Stumbo. 

The Prestonsburg legislator's so­
called "broadform deed bill" says that 
owners of mineral rights "can only use 
the method or methods of mining that 
were known at the time" the rights were 
sold. Strip mining was rarely if ever 
practised around the turn of the century 
when many landowners sold off their 
mineral rights under the broadform 
deeds. 

Others from this county who spoke to 
the committee in favor of the bill includ­
ed John Rosenberg, head of the Ap­
palachian Research and Defense Fund 
and an expert in broadform deed law, 
Everett Akers, a former state legislator 
and an outspoken critic of stripmining 
abuses, and Billy Arms, an East Point 
farmer whose property was tom up-and 
then abandoned by a coal company that 
went broke. 

All are reportedly members of the 
Kentucky Fair Tax Coalition, a citizens 
group which has lobbied extensively for 
a legislative curb on use of the broad­
form deed as well as for a tax on unmin­
ed minerals. 

Kentucky courts have traditionally 
refused to limit the methods used by 
those holding deeds to mineral rights. A 
broadform deed bill died in committee 
on the last day of the 1982 Kentucky 
legislative session. The present bill was 
reported out of committee yesterday on 
a 12-0 vote, with one abstention. 

Otange of Venue 
In Murder Trial 
Still Undecided 

With the return to jail here from Ten­
nessee of the fourth man accused in the 
slaying of Glenda Sharon Marshall, 
Floyd teacher, a final decision may be 
reached soon on the change of venue for 
the case that apparently was prema-

. turely announced recently. 
Commonwealth's Attorney James R. 

Allen and defense attorneys for three of 
the defendants agreed on the Fayette 
circuit court as a trial site, but Circuit 
Judge Hollie Conley did not make that 
change official, and since that time he 
has disqualified as trial judge in the case 
and a special judge is to be designated. 

Yet, if Harold Gene McGuffey, the 
prisoner returned here only last week, 
agrees to the change of venue to Lex­
ington, whoever is appointed to preside 
at the trial is expected to approve the 
change. 

Ned Pillersdorf, of the Public Defen­
der's office, who represents Clyde 
Douglas Marshall, husband of the vic­
tim, has asked for a speedy trial, and 
Commonwealth's Attorney Allen said he 
expects that request to be granted. 

"We are ready for trial, but changes 
of venue to other counties involve a lot 
of preparation and trouble," he added. 

In addition to the husband and McGuf­
fey, two others-Harlos Ben Marshall, 
brother of Clyde Douglas, and Carl 
Harold McFarland-have been charged. 
It is possible that all the defendants will 
be on trial at the same time, although 
McFarland has turned state's evidence 
and may not be prosecuted. 

All the defendants except Harlos Ben 
Marshall are held without bond. He was 
released from jail here when $10,000 
cash bond was posted by his mother. 

Property Purchases Here Hint 
Possible First Guaranty Branch 

Prestonsburg has two banks and two 
branch banks, and it may have another.

If a branch bank is built on the proper­
ty, it will be a branch of the First 
Guaranty Bank of Martin. 

But Burlin Coleman, spokesman for 
the Martin bank and president of the 
Pikeville First National Bank & Trust 
Company, said any statement of this 
time of the bank's plans would be 
"premature." . 

No application for a new institution of 
the sort has been filed, he said. "I don't 

know just yet," he added but admitted 
that "we are interested." 

The Simp Mart Mining Co. bought 
from Robert and Mona Shank the 
former Robert Goble home, including 
two lots, and from Ed Music a lot fac­
ing 40 feet along Lake Drive next to the 
bridge entrance.

Public Funds 
Investigation 
Not Complete 

Work of a special investigations unit 
of the Kentucky State Police in a probe 
into possible abuses of public monies in 
this county was expected to end last 
week and its findings to be ready for a 
grand jury, but that climactic stage of 
the investigation now seems farther 
ahead. 

A new development reportedly show­
ed up, the investigation continues and it 
is possible that the grand jury session 
will not be called till after the Nov. 8 
election. 

Members of the unit told Com­
monwealth's Attorney James R. Allen 

' last Thursday that their investigation is_ 
not yet complete and they could not say 
when it would ~· • 
· In the meantime, Allen formally re­
quested the state attorney-general's of­
fice Monday to appoint a special pro­
secutor "to assist in the investigation 
and prosecution of these matters.'' The 
commonwealth's attorney cited a heavy 
backlog of other cases as the reason for 
his request. His office has 240 criminal 
trials pending, including 11 murder 
cases, he explained. 

<Two of the murder cases are class­
ed as capibJI crimes that could be 
punishable by the death penalty. One in­
volves four men accused in the death of 
Glenda Marshall, McDowell teacher. In 
the other a single defendant is charged 
with the slayings of two.) 

The question of whether the state 
police findings will be presented to a 
special session of the existing Floyd Cir­
cuit Court grand jury or a specially­
appointed grand jury has not yeTheen 
decided, Allen said. 

Allen declined comment on any aspect 
of the probe, including unconfirmed 
reports that police will be seeking indict­
ments of several county officials and 
candidates for elective office. 

The investigation initially focussed on 
1982 spending practices of Floyd fiscal 
court under the administration of the 
late Judge-Executive Jerry Lafferty, Jr. 
It was later expanded to include a 
$500,000 deficit left by the late County 
Clerk C. Ollie Robinson.

A repPrt centering on the intersections 
of U.S. 23 with Arnold Avenue and North 
Lake Drive was being prepared this 
week, said District Engineer Kirby Ison, 
of the Bureau of Highways' Pikeville of­
fice.

next fiscal court meeting) Friday," 
Stumbo said, "and I have no question 
but what it is (just)." 

But, while the late clerk apparently 
never paid Harp, the county prot?ably 
paid the clerk for his record books, 
Finance Officer Delores Dingus insisted. 
That would mean that, if it approves 
payment of the bill this week, the fiscal 
court will have paid twice for the same 
goods. 

If that happens, it will not be the first 
time this year that the fiscal court will 
have apparently paid a bill twice on ac­
count of Robinson's alleged neglect. In 
June, the county agreed to pay Depen­
dable Data, a London, Ky. firm, $8323 for 
printing tax bills, even though county of­
ficials said the late clerk had previous­
ly been reimbursed for the bill. 

Asked why the outstanding bills were 
not charged against Robinson's estate, 
a fiscal court officer said AI Howell-a 
representative 'of the state Local 
Finance office who was closely monitor­
ing Floyd finances at the time-had 
directed the court to pay the Dependable 
Data bill . 

One reason for paying Harp Enter­
prises was even more compelling-Harp 
has the ballots and the election is less 
than three weeks away. 

The apparent loser in all this will be 
the incoming county clerk, from whose 
office account the bill will be paid, ac­
cording to fiscal court officials. Of the 
$11,500 budgeted for the clerk's office 
this year, $8153 remains .

Culprits·

Factors and persons responsible for 
lowered educational standards across 
the nation are culprits. A primary cause 
of the deterioration of our public schoo\s 
is seldom mentioned in publications that 
deplore the alarming statistics given. It 
is the widespread immorality. When 
morality declines everything else s~-

• fers. TV plays a major role in the learn­
mg process, since few parents limit the 
viewing hours of their offspring. 
Teachers often note marked improve­
ment among pupils from a family whose 
TV is in repairs a long while. Another 
culprit is desegregation, which was long 
past due. Little black children were 
neglected so long that some find it im-

: possible to keep pace with others, so the 
! daily fare in the classroom is watered 

down. 
Absence of the work ethic affects the 

picture. In countless homes youngsters 
grow up with no chores required. Fun 

. and pleasure have precedence over 
· duties, so the children loaf much of the 

time. A very potent cause of failure in 
many schools is that fringe curriculla 
have priority over the basics everyone 
needs. There are still no substitutes for 
reading, writing, spelling, simple 
arithmetic and grammar. Last week a 
Prestonsburg friend remarked that my 
little book, A TEACHER VIEWS THE 
SCHOOL CRISIS, published in 1957, 
pointed out this and other shortcomings 
now highlighted by the media. What 
child will select spinach when ice cream 
is available? Which students choose dif­
ficult courses if they can get sufficient 
credits from easy ones? It's a blessing 
for our national security that countless 
parents, teachers and school counselors 
steer many of the brightest students in­
to challenging studies, since the high 
technology of this age demands the best 
brains. 

Recently a prominent Westerner 
lamented the fact that school sports get 
more attention and often larger funding 
than academics, that many coaches are 
better paid than school administrators! 
He named one city where every dime of 
local taxes for· ·education goes to 
athletics. Th(m we wonder why some 
schools dismiss early for tournaments. 
Years ago my husband and I were in the 
office of our then county superintendent 
who said he did wish that adults cared 
more for academic achievement than 
for athletics . AMEN! 

The need to fund education better is 
stressed, but few note that the 
materialism of recent decades is one ele­
ment in the controversy. Years ago peo­
ple came before things, hence children 

• got more time and attention from 
parents and others. But the greenback 
is one. of the foremost gods of the world 
today. Any people putting mammon 
before God will pay a heavy price. One 
glance at wholesale abortion, por­
nography, drugs, homosexuality, moun­
ting divorces, increased single-parent 
families, etcetera today should show us 
what is wrong. 

Low salaries are listed as a primary 
culprit. Kentucky-like West Virginia, 
Mississippi, and some other poorer 
states-should increase teacher 
salaries, but that alone will not solve the 
situation. Many excellent instructors 
understandably leave the profession for 

Jhose that provide higher salaries and 
retirement. Kentucky has lost some 
teachers to states'that.pa~_more. But 
numerous splendid teachers remain,.-the 
kind who refuse to strike, the ones who 
light a spark in the minds of students 

, who may come from the lowliest home, 
the type no youngster ever forgets. For 
them, teaching is not a poorly paid pro­

. fession. It's a golden opportunity to 
serve youth, to mold young lives, to in-

• spire them to new heights. To those 
great men and women teaching will 
always be what it should be, namely, a 

, calling. While these flaws are not con­
fined to Eastern Kentucky, may God 

• give us more teachers like the ones just 
described.

Robinson died in February this year. 
Lafferty died in May. 

Among the areas said to have been 
looked into by the state police unit are 
alleged use of county personnel and 
equipment on private projects, purchase 
of tires and other merchandise which 
was never put to public use, payments 
of wages to individuals who were not of­
ficially on the county payroll, and pay­
ment of other alleged phony claims. 

The investigation was reportedly 
hampered by the unavailability of many 
1982 fiscal court records-including bills 
and invoices-which were said to have 
disappeared from county offices. 

Two bills which survive, however, are 
MasterCard and Visa bills for last Oc­
tober, when a number of county officials 
were permitted to use the charge cards 
to pay expenses incurred in the course 
of official business. 

In one seven-day period, 16 bills for 
gas and lodgings were charged to the 
county. The bills were run up in four 
states and totalled over $500, including 
a $211 bill at a Jackson, Wyoming 
establishment 

Following an instruction of state Local 
Government Advisor AI Howell earlier 
this year, the county discontinued use of 
credit cards. 

"There is no question in my mind it 
will be thorough," Commonwealth's At­
torney Allen said this week of the in­
vestigation of the two county offices.

Japanese Ceramics 
Admired in West

Twice a year, high on a slope of 
western Virginia's hill country, Rob 
Barnard gathers a few of his fellow pot­
ters in his backyard to help him load his 
kiln-a low-lying, tunnel-like 
structure-with the plates, bowls, cups 
and pitchers he's made during the past 
six months. About 48 hours later, the 
unobtrusive kiln, having been fed con­
tinuously with a couple of cords of_ oak 
logs and kindling, has been transform­
ed into a pulsating, white-hot chamber 
of flame and ash. 

As oxygen in the kiln is consumed by 
flame and the temperature rises in 
carefully monitored stages, the physical 
composition of the brittle, dried-day 
vessels is transformed to durable 
density. 

Although modern, gas-fired kilns can 
accomplish the same process with a lot 
less work, Barnard built his to approx­
imate the kilns developed in 12th­
century Japan. He is one of a number of 
Western potters whose admiration of 
Japanese ceramic achievements has 
grown into a full-time involvement with 
that country's ceramic techniques and 
aesthetic principles. 

Barnard, who studied ceramics in 
Kyoto, says he is attracted to the 
Japanese awareness of the delicate 
balance between the beautiful and the 
ugly. Some of Japan's most revered 
ceramic treasures, he explains, may be 
irregularly shaped and flawed by cracks 
and surface scars, yet are considered 
lovely. In fact, in some cases, these im­
perfections are prized qualities. 

"What we in the West think of as 
contradiction-good and bad within a 
single piece-is seen by the Japanese as 
the essence of beauty," Barnard says.

Q. I will begin chemotherapy soon and 
expect to lose my hair. Should I buy a 
wig, scarves, etc. now, or should I wait? 
Will my hair come out gradually or all 
at once'? 

A. The loss of hair, known as alopecia, 
is difficult for many cancer patients to 
accept because it so greatly alters 
their appearance. One way to minim1ze 
the impact is to buy a wig before you 
begin treatment so you can wear it as 
soon as your hair thins. If you have long 
hair, it's a good idea to cut it short before 
1t begins to thin. Some black patients 
have been able to delay hair loss by 
braiding their hair instead of vigorous­
ly combing it. Special scarves, turbans 
and hats are also helpful and may pro: 
ve cooler than wigs in hot, humid Ken­
tucky weather. You may request infor­
mation about one particularly good 
scarf and hat from the Hopeline. 

When it comes to shopping for a wig, 
do it yourself so that it fits well, and you 
know it looks attractive on you. Get the 
same color as your own hair. Less ex­
pensive wigs look synthetic, but dusting 
them with a little talcum powder will 
reduce the shine. Many people buy mpre 
tnan one wig, especially if they tend to 
perspire. A good synthetic wig washes 
better, is less expensive to maintain, and 
is coolet and cheaper than a wig made 
from human hair. 

Wigs are considered tax deductible 
medical expenses and also may be 
covered by insurance; check your 
policy, and discuss the matter with your 
agent. In addition, the American Cancer 
Society and some hospitals have wig 
banks where you can get them free. 

Hair loss from chemotherapy drugs 
varies from patient to patient and drug 
to drug. The hair may come out in 
clumps, and your head may become 
quite sensitive. The scalp also has a 
tendency to become flakey and irritated, 
but a mild-shampoo and/or olive oil 
rubbed into the scalp may be helpful. 
Check with your physician if such a con­
dition becomes severe. You may also ex­
perience body hair loss. Loss of 
eyebrows and lashes may be effective­
ly concealed by glasses with large 
frames or frames that come just in front 
of the eyebrow.

I just want 
to say thanks again to these "meddling 
mothers" who, Mr. Grigsby said, were 
meddling in his affairs. May the good 
Lord bless them, and I say this from the 
bottom of my heart.

He called the slightly built defendant 
"a monster in a choirboy's body" who 
had been to court as a juvenile 41 tiiDfS 
on 71 separate charges, many of theJn 
violent crimes beginning when he w s 
10.

Michael Rand, a statistician for the 
Department of Justice in Washington, 
has figures to back up Brown's conten­
tion that violent crimes pgainst the 
elderly are on the inerease. 

Rand said-- 139;ooo violent crimes 
against the elderly were reported in 
1979, 165,000 in 1980 and 195,000 in 1981, 
the last year for which figures are 
available. 

And James Allan Fox, a criminologist 
at Northeastern University in Boston, 
said the increase runs counter to figures 
showing that violent crime is declining 
nationally. 

"Prior to 1979, the figures on crimes 
against the elderly were relatively 
stable," Fox said. "Part of the increase 
may be because the number of elderly 
people is increasing." 

The violent nature of the attack on the 
Barnstable woman May 30-as well as 
the severity of Wagner's sentence­
shocked this vacation resort communi­
ty a few minutes from Hyannis. 

District Attorney Phillip Rollins 
recommended 45 to 70 years in prison. 
Brown will be eligible for parole at age

As colder weather approaches, it 
seems that head lice are more 
prevalent. Head lice are the kind of lice 
that make their home in human hair. 
They grow in little round eggs (NITS) 
which are attached to the base of the 
hair shaft. 

Head lice are very contagious and 
observe no class distinction. This is why 
it is very important to never share 
combs, hats, scarfs, or other personal 
items. Having lice is not a sign of being 
dirty, but it should be treated quickly 
since it is so contagious! 

Although lice are difficult to see, there 
are several signs that accompany head 
lice. These are persistant itch of the 
scalp often with accompanying scratch 
marks, or on ciQSer inspection the actual 
eggs may be seen. Lice tend to live 
mainly in the area at the back of the 
head although they may move to the 
beard or eyebrows. . 

It is very important to begin treat­
ment as soon as the lice are discovered. 
A physician should be seen, and he/she 
will prescribe a special shampoo to use 
to eliminate the lice. 

It should also be remembered that if 
one person in a family, camp, school or 
institution has head lice, there is a 
strong possibility that others will be in­
fected also.

Is It Painless? 
By PAT PHILLIPS 

Is it painless to donate blood? There 
is really very little discomfort involved, 
no more than the stick of the needle, and 
it doesn't hurt once it's in. Usually, you 
are ·not even aware it is there. Blood is 
drawn from a vein in the donor's arm in­
to a specially designed plastic container. 
The actual blood donation will take 
about five minutes. The entire blood 
center visit, including registration, ob­
taining the donor's medical history, 
blood donation, and a rest period and 
refreshment, takes less than a hour. 

So, if you are unsure ... be honest about 
it. Almost everyone feels the same way 
until they have given for the first time. 
It's normal to be scared at first, but look 
at it this way: If you needed blood to 
live, would you understand if no one 
gave for you? Think for a moment. If 
you and others who qualify donate blood 
regularly, no one in our community will 
ever be without life-saving blood. That's 
our goal. We hope you will make it 
yours, too. 

Why can't blood be manufactured? 
There is no substitute for human blood. 
It can only be made within your body. 
That is why donations of blood are so im­
portant and are saving lives that would 
otherwise be lost. 

What is the rarest type of blood? The 
rarest type of blood is the one that is not 
available when someone needs it. It may 
be yours! This is the best reason we 
know for having willing blood donors 
volunteering on a regular schedule. 

Central Kentucky Blood Center serves 
44 counties and supplies over 40 hospitals 
with blood and its components. There 
are over 2,000 blood centers in the na­
tion.

Acid Rain Debate 
Held at Morehead 

Two Kentucky professors spoke out on 
the issue of acid rain during a recent 
debate at Morehead State University. 

The debate, which was part of these­
cond annual meeting of the Collegiate 
Association for Mining Technology 
<CAME), featured discussion from Dr. 
Ernest Yanarella and Dr. Maurice 
Bailey. 

Dr. Yanarella, a professor of political 
science at the University of Kentucky, 
spoke on "The Politics of Acid Rain: 
Scientific Agnosticism versus 
Ecological Doom." Dr. Yanarella told 
the audience that "we can not separate 
from human beings what is happening 
to our ecology." 

"We may not yet be in a crisis situa­
tion with acid rain," Yanarella said, 
"but this does not mean prudent action 
is not necessary." 

He said reports show that "en­
vironmental consciousness in the U.S. is 
a catalog of lax interest on the national 
level. 

"Acid deposits can not b~ separated 
from other pollutants in the environ­
ment,'' he added . 

Dr. Bailey, a professor of chemical 
engineering at Pikeville College, 
delivered the opposing view, entitled 
"Acid Rain: A Chemists' View from 
Canada." 

Dr. Bailey, who has spent over 30 
years in chemical engineering research, 
presented a series of slides and charts 
to the audience as he explained the cor­
rollation between sulfur and acid rain. 

His studies dealt with tests conducted 
in Sudbury, Ontario, Canada. Sudbury 
is a lake-resort area, and the residents 
of the area feel thc1t sulfur dioxide emi­
ssions from mid-western United States 
power plants are damaging their region. 

Dr. Bailey concluded through various 
tests that only five percent of the lakes 
in the region are acid, or have a "pH 
rating" of less than six. The pH scale is 
used to measure acidity in a liquid. A pH 
rating of six is considered to be "balanc­
ed," while anything under six is con­
sidered to be acid. 

"I don't see ~he damage," Dr. Bailey 
told the audience. "Not in actual 
damage or in pH levels.

Few of us would guess that just 100 
years ago telling time wasn't the 
straight-forward matter it is today. 
Even fewer would suspect that we have 
the railroads to thank for the ease with 
which we tell time. 

Yet, as recently as 1883, local time 
was precisely that-local-and usually 
it was sun time. Back then, when the sun 
reached its highest point in the sky at 
noon in Washington, D.C., it was 12:24 
p.m. in Boston and 11:43 a.m. in Savan­
nah, Ga. Different municipalities or 
businesses selected their own time. 
"Often competing and conflicting 
sources coexisted,'' Carlene Stephens of 
the Smithsonian's National Museum of 
American History in Washington, D.C., 
says. "No two public timekeepers 
necessarily kept the same time, even in 
the same community!" 

Now, of course, twice a year, like 
clockwork, most of the nation 
mechanically springs ahead or-as it 
does on the last Sunday in October-falls 
back, adjusting its collective timepieces 
to be in sync. 

To follow the train of events leading 
up to our standardized time, you need 
only visit the musuem, where the per­
manent Timekeeping hall and a six­
month exhibit on Standard Time open­
ing Nov. 18, 1983, display the history of 
the perfecting of those standards and the 
devices which use them, from ancient 
sundials to the digital display of an 
atomic clock. 

Man first kept time by natural events 
around him. The summer and winter 
solstices, the phases of the moon, the 
movements of stars and sunrise, noon 
and sunset helped record time's 
passage. When he divided the day into 
hours, and eventually into minutes and 
seconds, he had to deal with the fact 
that no natural phenomena mark these 
artificial divisions. So man has had to 
choose-and change-his standards and 
refme and redesign his clocks constantly 
through the centuries. 

Beginning with the first prehistoric 
sundial, all timekeepers have relied on 
the frequency of a recurring event to 
perfonn regular movements in equal in­
tervals of time. A timekeeper might 
measure the passage of the sun in the 
sky, dripping water, a swinging pen­
dulum or a vibrating tuning fork, quartz 
crystal or atom. A timekeeper must also 
have a means of indicating the 
movements-casting a shadow, moving 
hands or displaying numbers. 

The better the standards-and 
technology-for frequency and interval, 
the more accurate the clock. Improving 
standards in one area raises them in 
another. It wasn't worthwhile to add a 
minute band to a watch until the late 
17th century- mechanisms weren't ac­
curate enough. Once able to measure 
minutes, people became interested in 
the seconds. 

But it was always the scientists, the 
astronomers, the surveyors and 
especially the navigators who demand­
ed the development of better ways of 
measuring time. "They had specialized 
needs for precise time- especially for 
longitude determination- well before 
the general population, ' ' Stephens says. 
Because of the devices developed for 
their needs, we can now read the time 
on our digital watches in hundredths of 
a second. 

"Until the 20th century, however, the 
relative position of the Earth and the sun 
was the standard against which all 
timekeeping devices were measured," 
Stephens says. The second was what 
there were 86,400 of in a day. Since 1967, 
the U.S. Naval Observatory- a keeper 
of public time since 1865- has relied on 
atomic clocks, which keep track of time 
in terms of nanoseconds- billionths of a 
second. Our standard for a second is now 
the interval in which an atom of cesium 
oscillates 9,192,631,770 times. 

Though clocks continued to become 
more accurate, no one paid much atten­
tion to standardizing time. The develop­
ment of the telegraph in the early 1840s 

made it possible for astronomers, who 
kept their own clocks fine-tuned to the 
stars, to transmit accurate time to 
subscribers, creating the first regional 
time patterns: It was "noon" along the 
telegraph line, regardless of the local 
position of the sun-or the time in the 
next town. 

Although the world's first public time 
service based on clock beats began at 
the Cambridge (Mass.) Observatory in 
1848, Samuel P. Langley, director of the 
Allegheny Observatory from 1867 to 1880 
(and later Secretary of the Smithsonian 
Institution), was, in 1870, the first to turn 
telegraphing the beats of an observatory 
clock into a profitable service. he was 
also one of the earliest advocates of na­
tional standard time. 
It was -the railroads that first 

established a national standard time, 
consisting of four one-hour zones: 
Eastern, Central, Mountain and Pacific. 
All across the nation, Nov. 18, 1883, was 
the "Day of Two Noons." In New York 
City, for example, all the churchbells 
tolled the regular New York noon; then, 
when the sun reached noon four minutes 
later at the longitude designated as the 
standard for the Eastern zone, the 75th 
meridian, a signal telegraphed from the 
U.S. Naval Observatory dropped the 
time ball on the Western Union building. 

The U.S. Congress formally adopted 
the Standard Time system in 1918, but 
established no regulatory authority. For 
nearly 50 years, the zone borders were 
in constant flux. The border of the 
Eastern zone bulged westward as more 
and more communities matched their 
time to the commercial centers on the 
East coast. 

Daylight saving, the advance of stan­
dard time for one hour during the "sum­
mer," was first tried in the United States 
in 1918 and 1919. Then Congress made it 
a matter for local choice. During World 
War II, national year-round "war time" 
was mandated to reduce peak consump­
tion of electricity; in those pre­
airconditioning days the heavy demand 
came in winter. Some communities in 
the western areas of time zones found 
the resulting late sunrises too much to 
take and shifted to other standards. Con­
fusion mounted as local governments 
vacillated about which zone to belong to 
and whether and when to save daylight. 

In 1962, the transportation industry 
launched a campaign to straighten out 
the mess, citing among many ridiculous 
examples a government office building 
in Minneapolis/St. Paul where the time 
was different on different floors during 
part of the year. Finally, in 1966, Con­
gress put the newly created Department 
of Transportation in charge, and Stan­
dard Time is now mandatory. There are 
now specific rules for changing time 
zones and for using- or opting out of­
daylight saving. 

In ancient times, timekeepers were 
looked on with superstititous awe. We, 
on the other hand, are hardly aware of 
them. In the United States, the National 
Bureau of Standards and the U.S. Naval 
Observatory are responsible for keeping 
us on time and maintaining and 
disseminating the standards of frequen­
cy, interval and date. Broadly speaking, 
in matters of time the USNO takes care 
of the U.S. contribution to the 
astronomical part of universal coor­
dinated time <UTC)- the number of 
seconds in the year; the NBS is respon­
sible for the accuracy of the atomic 
standard- the length of the second. 

The Bureau International de l'Heure, 
in Paris, averages data from 70 nations 
to calculate UTC. The BIH also decides 
when it is time for a "Leap second." The 
frequency of Earth time is imperfect 
because various factors- snowfall in the 
winter, for example- affect the move­
ment of the planet. So periodic 
adjustments- seconds added or 
subtracted- must be made in those 
atomic clocks which show the date so 
they accurately reflect the position of 
Earth in respect to the sun, and so meet 
the needs of navigators and others.

precise timing to deliver the constant 
flow of 60 hertz (60 cycles per second) 
of electricity that makes our technology 
function. Sophisticated clocks syn­
chronize TV and radio broadcasts. NBS 
reports that users of its timing informa­
tion include designers of biomedical 
electronics, automobile mechanics, 
camera repairers, jewelers, 
meteorologists, toy manufacturers-and 
even an astrologer and some pigeon 
racers. 

Even today, scientists are constantly 
meeting the demand for better and more 
accessible standards. A recent 
breakthrough at NBS makes it possible 
to use the cesium atom standard for 
time to measure length. Using a 
sophisticated method, researchers have 
shown that it is practical to define the 
meter-at one time a precisely 
measured length of platinum-iridium 
and currently defined as 1,650,763.73 
wavelengths of light from a krypton 
atom-as the distance traveled by light 
in a vacuum in 1/299,792,458 of a second. 
Some scientists now think it may be 
possible to replace the seven basic stan­
dards of measurement-time, distance, 
mass, temperature, current, voltage 
and resistance-with a single base stan­
dard, time. If that happens, it will be a 
matter of time.

The personal devastation, loss of 
dignity, sense of worth and direction ex­
perienced by many of today's blue-collar 
workers are explored in "When a F ac­
tory Closes," airing on KET Tuesday, 
November 8, at 10:00 p.m. The program 
explores the personal costs American 
workers now pay because of factory 
closings by examining the shutdown of 
a single plant in Philadelphia and look­
ing at the implications of this growing 
national trend. 

The rumors began in March of 
1980 ... by June, 1982, Eaton Corporation's 
Yale Forklift plant had closed its doors. 
Four hundred and twenty men and 
women lost their jobs. Eaton Corpora­
tion, an international conglomerate 
operating in Zl countries on six con­
tinents, blamed the shutdown on foreign 
competition. 

The Yale forklift was .once a symbol 
of American quality. Today it is a relic. 
Americans no longer build the truck­
Japanese and Mexican workers do. 

The programs shows the increase in 
spouse and child abuse that occurs when 
a factory closes, as well as the increase 
in alcoholism, attempted suicide and the 
death rate among for mer employees 

The lack of substantial retraining pro­
grams in the U.S. makes it especially 
tough for the unemployed factory 
worker.

·awareness of VA burial benefits can 
often spare the family of a deceased 
veteran anxiety and financial hardship 
following the veteran's death. 

Interment in a national cemetery is 
available to veterans discharged under 
conditions other than dishonorable. Also 
eligible under certain guidelines, are a 
veteran's spouse and minor children. 

VA will furnish a headstone or marker 
to mermorialize a veteran or mark the 
grave of a veteran buried in a national, 
state, or private cemetery. VA will also 
provide markers to eligible dependents 
interred in a national or state veterans' 
cemetery. 

A memorial marker or headstone for 
veterans whose remains have not been 
recovered or identified is also provided 
by the VA. This includes those who were 
buried at sea, those whose bodies were 

~·vucuo::u to science, and those who were 
iW~re:mated and the ashes scattered. A 

memorial section in national cemeteries 
honors these veterans.

Information

Medicare coverage generally begins 
with the third month after the month the 
person starts getting dialysis 
treatments. Coverage can begin in the 
first month of a course of dialysis if the 
person takes part in an approved self­
dialysis training program and the per-
on expects to self-dialyze after the 
ourse. 
Coverage can also begin the month the 

person is admitted to an approved 
hospital for a kidney transplant if the 
transplant takes place within 3 months. 

Medicare generally ends 12 months 
after the month a person no longer needs 
maintenance dialysis or 36 months 
following a kidney transplant.

VA also provides up to $300 toward the 
burial expenses of eligible veterans and 
$150 as a plot or interment allowance if 
the veteran is not buried in a national 
cemetery or other government 
cemetery. 

Burial allowance eligibility is 
established if the veteran was entitled 
at the time of death to VA compensation 
or pension payments or had died in a VA 
medical facility . This eligibility may 
also be established in cases of certain in­
digent veterans whose remains are 
unclaimed. 

The plot allowance is available if the 
veteran is entitled to the burial 
allowance, or served during a war 
period, or was discharged or retired 
from service because of a disability, 
which was incurred or aggrevated in 
line of duty. If the veteran's death is ser­
vice connected, VA will pay an amount 
not to exceed $1,100 in lieu of the usual 
burial and plot allowance. 

VA will also provide an American flag 
for use in covering a casket; a reim­
bursement for part of the cost of a 
headstone or marker bought and plac­
ed on the grave of a veteran. The cur­
rent amount is $67, the average cost of 
government headstones purchased by 
VA; and, a memorial certificate, bear­
ing the signature of the President, ex­
pressing the nation's recognition of the 
deceased veteran's service.

Kentucky Fishing Report 

FIREWOOD AND WILDLIFE 
A lot of folks wait until the ap­

' proaching cool weather before sharpen­
'ing up the chain saw and taking to the 
woods to cut their winter's supply of fire­
wood, so if you're cutting wood now, 
keep in mind that many species of trees 
provide valuable wildlife foods. If you 
have a choice, spare these trees in favor 
of species with little value to wildlife, 
says Jim Durell, an assistant director in 
the Department of Fish and Wildlife 

'Resources' wildlife division and an ex­
, pert on wildlife foods. 
• Look for trees of these species which 
are vigorous and which produce heavy 
seed or nut crops- or which produce a 
crop every year, Durell says. Leave a 
few of these good producers and mark 
the others for cutting. 

Another category of good wildlife 
trees are more scarce and should 
definitely be spared, Durell says. 
Species in this group include post oak, 
laurel oak, green ash, walnut, shellbark 
hickory, sassafras, persimmon, paw 
paw, black haw, beech, gum or hazelnut. 

If you're wondering by now if there's 
anything left you can cul, Durell says 
that the following are poor food trees 
and can, from a wildlife point of view, 
be safely cut: sycamore, elm, maples, 
yellow poplar, basswood, redbud and 
hemlock. · 

There's a final category, Durell says: 
the "pest" trees, those which have lit­
tle wildlife food value and which grow 
so fast and so abundantly that they 
crowd out more desirable species. Trees 
in this group include box elder, bitter­
nut hickory, honey locust and sometimes 
even otherwise desirable trees such as 
persimmon and black locust. 

Also remember that trees provide 
homes as well as food for many wildlife 
species. Large den trees- those with 
large hollow places- are scarce and 
should not be cut. Neither should all 
dead trees be felled, Durell says, since 
these provide insects which feed 
woodpeckers.

CUMBERLAND: Crappie fair to good 
drifting over channels in heads of 
creeks; black bass fair still fishing 
crawfish off points early and late and 
casting plastic worms off points and 
over stump beds at night; walleye and 
rockfish fair vertical jigging over ledges 
(30-40 feet deep) ; in tailwaters, trout ex­
cellent; 

DALE HOLLOW : Black bass good 
casting plastic worms or deep runners 
off steep banks; crappie fair over 
submerged cover (6-8 feet deep); 
bluegill fair off steep banks; clear, fall­
ing, six feet below normal pool and 70'. 

LAUREL: Trout good at night off 
steep banks still fishing worms, cheese 
or corn; black bass fair to good on spin­
ner baits or crank baits off points and in 
coves; clear, stable at eight feet below 
power pool and 68°. 

CAVE RUN: Musky good trolling over 
main river channel and casting 
shorelines; black bass slow on plastic 
worms off points and around shoreline 
cover ; clear, falling slowly, 2% feet 
below summer pool and 66'.

VA Makes Large 
Cmnputer Investment 

In what amounts to one of the largest 
single acquisitions of data processing 
equipment ever undertaken in the health 
care field, the Veterans Administration 
has awarded several contracts to com­
puter hardware firms expected to cost 
$62 million over the next two fiscal 
years. 

The VA computer acquistion will 
equip the agency's medical centers with 
over 300 computers, 12,000 terminals, 
6,000 printers and about 800 communica­
tion linking devices.

Research Centers 
On Vietnam Vets 

Did attending Morehead State Univer­
sity help prepare Vietnam veterans for 
return to civilian life? 

This is one of the questions Dr. John 
Hanrahan, professor of history at MSU, 
and Michael Downs, history graduate 
student, hope to find an answer to 
through current research. 

Dr. Hanrahan and Downs are inter­
viewing alumni who served in Vietnam 
about their war experiences and their at­
titudes toward the war. 

"There have been a number of oral 
histories written about the Vietnam ex­
perience," says Dr. Hanrahan. "What 
we are trying to do is a similar oral 
history for our region." 

Downs, an Owingsville native, served 
in Vietnam. He was wounded in combat 
and received four Purple He.lrts. 

"Being a vet had a lotto do with my 
interest in this project," he says. "I am 
curious about what effect being in the 
war is having on their lives today, what 
they did after the war ended, and why 
they decided to come back to school." 

A significant number of Vietnam 
veterans have attended MSU on the GI 
Bill. Since 1961, more than 1,000 veterans 
have enrolled, with 591 receiving 
bachelors degrees and 219 earning 
masters degrees. 

Currently, there are 118 Vietnam 
veterans enrolled at MSU; 22 of them 
are enrolled in graduate programs.

Douglas Trumbull likes visual 
effects. He created many of 
them for such films as "Close 

. Encounters of the Third Kind," 
"Star Trek: The Motion 
Picture" and "Blade Runner." 

"Brainstorm" is set in the 
future. with Trumbull using as 
his premise not outer space 
but th'e inner workings of the 
human mind. Two scientists 
(Christopher Walken and a 
chain-smoking Louise Fletch­
er) have developed a machine 
that can tap into and record 
brain waves to be played back 
and experienced by another 
person. 

As premises go, th1s one 1s 
not so farfetched. especially 
tor a sc1ence-fiction film. Brain 
waves are electricity, and with 
some appropriately exot1c 
laser tape and lots of comput­
ers. "Brainstorm" becomes a 
kind of "WarGames" for the 
mind. 

What is done with the 
premise IS more 1mportar.t. 
however, and "Brainstorm" 
seems like a series of missed 
opportunities. The 1dea of 
being able to walk around 1n 
someone else's mmd - let 
alone his moccasins - opens 

up a limitless number of possi­
bilties, but few are tapped. 

The special effects come 
into play when the sensory 
effects of such a device are 
exploited. Recording 
someone's trip aboard a roller 
coaster can be played back 
directly to your own mind, to 
give you the impression that 
you are experiencing the 
sensation . For these 
sequences. Trumbull shifts 
from regular Panavis1on to 
70mm Panavision, with some: 
success, but all too fleeting 
and transient. A few of the

PORK STEAKS 

Supplement Allows 
Best Use Of Forage 

Most Kentucky beef producers depend 
heavily on winter pasture and hay to get 
through the cold months. To make the 
most efficient use of forages and assure 
maximum beef production, the wise use 
of supplements is necessary, says Dr. 
Warren Gill, Extension livestock 
specialist at the University of Kentucky. 

He adds that a good supplement pro­
gram is especially important this year 
because this summer 's drought has 
lowered the qua lity of feedstuffs 
available for livestock. 

Gill defines a supplement as normal­
ly being a concentrated form of a 
nutrient that is added to provide energy, 
protein, vitamins or minerals. Sup­
plements also may contain other feed 
additives, such as antibiotics or buffers. 

To determine whether a supplement 
· is needed and at what level it should be 
fed, Gill, who is headquar tered at UK's 
Robinson Substation-Quicksand, says 
these questions must be answered : 

What is the quality of the forage 
(hay)? 

What type and size animal will be 
eating the forage? 

What stage of production is the attimal 
(early pregnancy, growing, lacta ting, 
etc.)? 

"The first question is best answered 
by getting a forage analysis,'' says Gill. 
County agriculture Extension agents 
can provide details on how to do this, as 
well as help visually appraise hay. 

" In general, high quality hay is cut at 
an early stage of maturity, and is leafy, 
green, pliable, free of dust and has a 
pleasant odor," says the specialist. Poor 
hay is stemmy, late-cut, brown, moldy 
and may contain weeds or foreign 
material, and while it is undesirable to 
have poor hay, it can be useful if proper­
ly supplemented, according to Gill . 

Bulls, calves and cows all have dif­
ferent nutrient requirements and dif­
ferent supplement needs, notes Gill in 
explaining the second question.

The Kentucky Garden Journal

Are you like me-your spirits quickly 
sag when frosts blacken the remains of 
your summer garden and warn your fall 
veggies that the end is near? Do you 
begin to miss your walks to the garden 
to see what is ready to pick? 

I decided a few years ago that spring, 
summer and fall vegetable gardens just 
weren't enough. I wanted a winter 
vegetable garden too. I wanted to be 
able to go out on Christmas day, even in 
the snow, to pick lettuce and radishes for 
a fresh Christmas salad. And I did, with 
very little effort. 

No, I wasn't vacationing in Florida 
that Christmas. I was in the cold north 
picking from my backyard garden. But 
here's the secret- my garden was inside 
a cold frame. 

A cold frame is simply a bottomless 
box-like frame with sloping side walls 
that sits on the soil. The back (north 
wall) is several inches higher than the 
front <south wall) so that a lid or cover 
placed over this frame is on a slope. The 
frame should slope down towards the 
south so that sunlight can passively 
heat the soil and plants within. Normally 
sunlight is the only heat source for a cold 
frame. 

I know many gardeners who have cold 
frames. Most used them for hardening 
off vegetable transplants in the spring, 
chilling pots of bulbs for indoor spring 
forcing or rooting cuttings from favorite 
landscape plants. 

But one friend had a passion for 
spinach salad. He picked spinach from 
his garden all year, in fall and spring 
from his regular garden, in winter from 
his cold frame and in summer from his 
"shade frame" (he replaced the cold 
frame lid with lath strips). 

Cold frames can be constructed for lit­
tle or no money making them excellent 
garden additions. Used windows can 
serve as the lids, with bales of hay or 
concrete blocks for sides. Extra heat can 
be provided by mixing con:post or 
manure into the soil. 

Timely Tip: As you enjoy squash and 
pumpkins this fall and winter, save the 
seeds for birdfood. Wash the pulp from 
the seeds or place them on a cookie sheet 
and leave overnight in a gas oven. The 
pilot light will dry the pulp and make it 
easy to separate the pulp and seeds. Car­
dinals in particular seem to enjoy this 
winter treat.

My cold frame wasn't built and seed­
ed until mid-October the year I started, 
but on Christmas day, even with a light 
cover of snow, I harvested green onions, 
leaf lettuce, radishes and spinach to ac­
company my turkey. I took enough pic­
tures that day to rival anyone's vacation 
trip.

OPEN WOUNDS 

An open wound is any injury in which 
the skin is broken. The objectives in 
treating an open wound consist of stop­
ping the bleeding, preventing con­
tamination, preventing or treating 
shock, and seeking medical attention if 
the wound is severe or the victim has not 
had a tetanus shot within five years. 
Though professional medical attention 
may be sought at the Highlands 
Regional Medical Center emergency 
department or Our Lady of the Way Hos­
pital emergency department, at times 
steps must be perf,)rmed first by non­
medical personnelu order to preserve 
the health of the victim. 

If the bleeding of the wound is severe, 
use direct pressure to stop the flow of 
blood. Do not clean a large severe wound 
or apply any medication. Seek medical 
attention immediately. 

Wash your hands thoroughly and ex­
amine the injury. If it is not severe, wash 
the wound thoroughly with soap and 
water arld, if necessary, scrub gently to 
remove all of the dirt and other con­
taminating particles. It may be 
necessary to remove foreign particles 
with tweezers that have been sterilized 
over an open flame or boiled in water. 
Foreign materials that are deeply 
embedded in tissue should only be 
removed by a physician. 

After washing the wound, rinse it 
thoroughly under cool running water 
and pat dry with a clean cloth. Do not 
apply medication unless directed by a 
physician. Cover the wound with a 
sterile dressing and bandage in place. If 
the cut is slightly gaping, apply a but­
terfly bandage or tape the wound to get 
the edges as close together as possible. 

There are some cases in which 
medical attention should always be 
sought. A visit to the emergency room 
is necessary if the wound is severe, the 
bleeding will not stop, the injury was 
caused by a dirty object, foreign 
material is embedded in the wound, 
signs of infection or if there is any doubt 
about tetanus immunization.

Marvels of Bird Migration 
The arctic term is the champion 

migrator of all the birds. This bird is 
closely related to the seagull and has 
long, strong wings for long flights. It 
nests on the tundra of the arctic, where 
the sun never sets, and in autumn it flies 
11,000 miles to where the sun never sets 
in Anarctica. So this is one bird that 
never knows darkness except during 
migration. 

For travel the bobolinks are next to 
the tern. In the fall they leave New 
England and fly 700 miles to spend the 
winter on the plains of Argentina. 

Our local robins go south in winter, 
and their place is filled by robins from 
Canada. About seven years ago, all the 
robins of Canada formed one great flock 
of perhaps 500,000 birds and flew to the 
Tug Fork valley to spend the winter. For 
their winter quarters they chose a large 
pine grove on a hillside of John Cline's 
farm at Lovely, Martin county: Those 
Canadian robins looked bigger and 
brighter than those we know. 

Daytime, they fanned out in all direc­
tions, in search of food. They devoured 
every berry, every seed, every nut 

within a radius of 20 miles of their roost. 
They would fly back to the pines, late in 
the afternoon, and it took them two 
hours for all to get settled in. 

People came from all over to see these 
robins. Such a multitude of birds had 
never before been seen in this region, 
and some people brought chop (chopped 
corn) and spread it among the pines, but 
the robins· wouldn't eat it. Others 
brought raisins. The visitors stayed in 
the pines until they had consumed all the 
available berries and seeds within a 
radius of some 20 miles. They they left 
and settled again in North Carolina. 

September and October are the 
months of migration. If you could look 
deep into the night sky, you would see 
flocks of thousands making headlong 
flight, in a hurry to go south. In these 
flocks are warblers, thrushes, vireos, 
tanagers and orioles. They often fly so 
fast that they are often dashed to their 
deaths against some high object. At the 
foot of a high television tower in Ten­
nessee several hundred dead birds were 
found. 

The wood thrushes fly to Castro's 
Cuba to spend the winter; the chimney 
swifts fly 400 miles to winter in Peru. 
The martins, which go to Brazil, left in 
August. • 

We have several species of birds that 
do not go south, but these are mostly 
seed-eaters and have strong bills for 
cracking seeds and nuts. The warblers, 
vireos and others have weak bills and 
feed on insects. Since no insects are fly­
ing here in winter, these birds must 
migrate south or starve. 

Our state bird, the cardinal, stays with 
us, all winter. If he should go south, too, 
we would be without a state bird half of 
the time.

Professionals 
in Atlanta, Minneapolis, Washington, 
D.C. and Los Angeles acknowledge four 
stages of drug abuse: experimental, 
regular use and misuse, early abuse and 
finally dependancy.

"Community Answers," airing Nov. 9, 
depicts communities and groups of men 
and women working together to set up 
task forces. Viewers are shown how task 
forces obtain information about treat­
ment centers and learn about interven­
tion.

Q. I have polycythemia vera, which I 
never heard of until my doctor said I had 
it. Can you give me any information on 
this disease and why it makes me apt to 
get leukemia? 

A. Polycythemia vera is characteriz­
ed by an increase in the number of red 
blood cells and in the total volume of 
blood in the body. It is found most often 
in patients over the age of 60. Because 
of the increased number of red cells in 
the blood, the viscosity (thickness) of the 
blood is greater, and the patient appears 
flushed and often complains of 
headaches. In addition, the patient's 
blood pressure also usually rises. 

Methods of treatment include regular 
phlebotomy or withdrawal of blood to 
reduce the volume of the blood. Other 
more complex treatment involving 
radiation and/or chemotherapy may 
also be used. Mild anemia may develop, 
which later can become marked. Since 
the platelets in the blood (necessary for 
clotting> may be reduced in number or 
become abnormal, the patient may have 
a tendency to hemorrhage. In IQ-15% of 
cases abnormal changes in white blood 
cells may ultimately result in acute or 
myelogenous leukemia. Thus, it is essen­
tial that polycythemia vera patients be 
regularly and carefully monitored and 
treated by a physician.

Unemployment was on the retreat 
during August in 95 of Kentucky's 120 
counties, reflecting on the local level im­
provement already recorded in Ken­
tucky's state jobless rate-dropping 
from 11.4 percent in July to 10.6 percent 
in August, the lowest monthly 
unemployment report of 1983. 
Preliminary figures released last week 
by the Cabinet for Human Resources 
also showed 53 counties registered 
single-digit unemployment in August 
compared to 42 in July. On the national 
level, the August jobless rate declined 
to 9.2 percent, down from J uly's 9.4 
percent. 

"The lower rate reflects our continued 
economic recovery," said state labor 
market analyst Ed Blackwell. " In 
August about 20,500 more people had 
jobs than in July.

in the hospital by other brothers and 
sisters; providing information and sup­
port for mothers choosing to breastfeed; 
and providing supportive resources for 
families experiencing an unexpected 
outcome.

VITAMIN A AND TEETH 
Q. Does a Vitamin A deficiency affect teeth and gums?
