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~udget Loosely Handled, 
State Auditor Alleges 

Whether any criminal charges will 
come of it is not yet clear, but a state 
auditor's report released last week 
strengthened earlier claims that Floyd 
wunty's $3 million budget was so loosely 
handled under the administration of the 
late Jerry Lafferty, Jr. that hundreds of 
thousands of dollars may have been im­
properly used. 

The report by State Auditor Mary Ann 
Tobin, which was read to a meeting of 
the fiscal court by an audit supervisor 
Friday, covered the fiscal year beginn­
ing July 1, 1982, the one budget Laffer­
ty controlled The former judge­
executive took office in January of that 

ear, inheriting a budget prepared by 
'his predecessor, Bill Wells. He died in 
May, 1983. 

The audit confirmed the findings of an 
investigation conducted a year ago by 
the state Department of Finance, fin­
dings which resulted in the state's tak­
ing control of Floyd finances for seven 
months and which triggered a state 
police probe into possible criminal 
wrongdoing on the part of Floyd 

fficials. 
A report on the lengthy police inquiry 

has been for some weeks in the hands of 
Raymond Larson, director of the special 
prosecutions division of the attorney­
general's office, who will decide-next 
month, according to one source­
whether to convene a special grand jury 
to consider whether anyone should be in­
dicted on criminal charges. 

The audit report, read without 
embellishment by audit supervisor Jim 
Rogers to an attentive fiscal court au­
<lience Friday, told of "incomplete 
records and numerous noncompliances" 
on the part of the 1982 county 
administration. 

Various unauthorized persons turned 
up on tire county payroll that year. Coun­
ty officials used credit cards to charge 
"extravagant and unjustified" expenses 
to the county. Many people were allow­
ed to make purchases with public 
money, often without any proof that the 
goods were delivered to the county.

Money intended for road work was us­
ed for other purposes. The law requir­
ing that large purchases be advertised 
for bids was often ignored. Record­
keeping for the newly-opened Allen park 
pool was so primitive, auditors cannot 
be certain how much was taken in or 
where it went. 

Recommendations made by the 
auditor read like a primer in money 
management. Someone should be ap­
pointed to say what ca,n be bought with 
county money, they counseled. County 
jobs should be advertised when they fall 
vacant, not simply handed out by 
magistrates according to the customary 
quota system. A cash register might 
help keep track of receipts at the Allen 
pool. There is no excuse for officials to 
be charging meals and lodging to the 
county unless they are away on official 
business and, even then, they should 

pick up their own tab for entertainment, 
bar and room service. 

Judge-Executive John M. Stumbo was 
quick to point out that he did not take of­
fice until after the period covered by the 
audit. Moreover, most of the auditor's 
recommendations for tighter control 
have long since been implemented here, 
he said, a fact confirmed by AI Howell, 
a field officer with the state Finance 
Department. 

When Lafferty was in office, control 
over purchases was "seriously defi­
cient," the auditor found . Of 20 pur­
chases of drainage pipe, for example, 
none was properly documented; there 
was no indication the pipe was delivered 
to the county; and five of the claims, 
none of which included invoices or other 
documentation, were made out to in· 
dividuals rather than businesses. The

Qty Council Demands

The federal Department of Labor will 
be asked by Prestonsburg city council 
to sack the Singer Corporation and find 
new managers for the Prestonsburg Job 
Co~ Center. 

The decision followed a lengthy hear­
ing at the council meeting Monday night 
on charges which began circulating 
several weeks ago with the distribution 
of an anonymous letter purportedly writ­
ten by a staff member at the facility. 

Council members Paul Hunt Thomp­
son and Bill Ray Collins closely ques­
tioned a Singer official who attended the 
meeting on charges that discipline has 
broken down at the 165-student Job 
Corps Center and that Singer, w.Jlich 
operates the ~cility under contract with

the Labor Department, has proven in­
capable of managing it. 

Job Corps students have recently been 
booked at the county jail on arson, rape 
and assault charges, Thompson said. 

Gene Baker, executive director of 
Singer Career Systems, asked Thomp­
son rhetorically whether some without 
Job Corps connections have not also 
been jailed on the same charges. But 
Thompson remained unimpressed. 
"There probably have," he said, "but 
these are born and raised here. We have 
our own problems. We don't need to 
bring them in." 

To complaints by Collins that "12 to 
20" Corps members can typically be 
found on the streets after the center's 10 
p.m. weekday curfew and that the 
students in general are "not getting 
supervision or discipline,'' Baker replied 
that a recent change in Department of 
Labor policy has resulted in "different 
kinds of people'' being referred to the 
facility. 

Solid Waste Funding 
The charges related to an alleged 

wildcat stripmine on Open Fork of Mid­
dle Creek, from which 556 tons of coal 
were reported to have been removed 
over the 1982 Labor Day weekend. A 
newly-ereated investigative unit made 
up of state police and Department of 
Mines and Minerals officers shut the 
operation down and seized mining equi)T 
ment in use there. 

Whereas students were formerly 
drawn from Kentucky, Tennessee and 
North Carolina, recent recruits have 
been drawn more from the deep south, 
Baker said. Students from states like 
Alabama, Mississippi and Florida do not 
easily adjust to the mountains and so 
have more behavior problems, he said. 

In any event, Job Corps recruits are 
"not the cream of the crop but the bot­
tom of the barrel," said Baker, who ex­
plained that '17 percent were high school 
dropouts and most were on a fifth grade 
reading level. "These are all losers ... 
Our job is to transform losers into some 
winners," he said. 

Wins on Split Vote 
They have themselves to blame, a 

state official told members of the Floyd 
fiscal court, some of whom were clear­
ly irked at being asked to come again to 
the rescue of the county's embattled 
solid waste system. 

The fiscal court's "reorganization" of 
Floyd County Solid Waste, Inc. in the 
summer of 1981-barely two weeks after 
the countywide waste collection system 
got going-ushered in a year of "terri­
ble mismanagement" from which the 
system has yet to recover, said AI 
Howell, a state Department of Finance 
official specializing in county govern­
ment. 

"You've got yourselves in a hole. And 
now, to dig your way out, you're going 
to have to put up this money," Howell 
told the court at its monthly meeting last 
Friday. 

The state official earlier asked the 
county to commit $125,000 to Floyd 
County Solid Waste next fiscal year and 
to approve immediately the renegotia­
tion of a bank loan to enable the garbage 
agency to meet a $52,500 bond payment 
at the end of this month. 

Two magistrates-Gerald DeRossett 
and Kenneth Roberts-refused to go 
along. They complained that, while the 
fiscal court has no say in the manage­
ment of Floyd County Solid Waste, the 
county is expected to keep footing the 
garbage agency bills. Moreover, these 
claims on the county purse come at a 
time when their constituents are crying 
out for road repairs, they said. 

• In addition, Roberts sought to ~lock a 
recent rate hike for garbage serv1ce and 
cited an attorney-general's opinion in 
support of his claim that the fiscal court 
has the final say on rates. 

To blame for the garbage system's 
troubles, Roberts said, is Robert 
McAninch, chief architect of the system 
and chairman of the solid waste board. 
And the Second District magistrate also 
lashed out at County Attorney Arnold 
Turner, Jr., implying that he had not 
tried hard enough to force the system's 
delinquent subscribers to pay their bills. 

McAninch and Turner had ready 
alibis, however. McAninch pointedly 
reminded the magistrate that he, 
Roberts, was a member of the fiscal 
court which replaced McAninch as 
president of Floyd County Solid Waste, 
Inc. in June, 1981, when the system was 
barely under way. 

Moveover, the management of the 
garbage system was again disrupted in 
February, 1982, McAninch noted when, 
shortly after he took office, Jerry Laf· 
ferty, Jr., then county judge-executive, 
called for the resignation of the agency's 
entire board and largely took over the 
management himself. 

(Between May, 1982 and February, 
1983-when McAninch was summoned 
back to take charge of the system at the 
insistence of bondholders and state 
officials-the solid waste board never 
met, McAninch said after Friday's 
meeting.) 

Under the first year of the Lafferty ad­
ministration, the county attorney's of­
fice was "pretty well excluded'' from 
solid waste affairs, said Turner, who 
reminded the court that legal matters 
were at that time handled for Floyd 
County Solid Waste by "the county 
judge's private counsel," a reference to 
Prestonsburg attorneys Phil Damron 
and Danny Caudill.

Both Seeking Party Leadership 
Claim They'll Win, Saturday 

After weekend precinct elections, both 
leaders of the two factions vying for con­
trol of the Floyd Democratic Party 
claimed to be confident of victory in the 
county convention to be held this 
Saturday. 

"We've got 'em thumped," said Mor­
ris Isaac, who reckoned his supporters 
were elected committee members in as 
many as·3l of the county's 47 precincts. 

Dr. Larry Leslie, who hopes to wrest 
the county chairman's position from 
Isaac, was reluctant to say how many · 
precincts he thinks his people won but 
scoffs at his opponent's claim. "I don't 
want to count my chickens before 
they've hatched,'' he said, "but I feel 
very confident. We'll know Saturday." 

The Prestonsburg physician had par· 
ticular scorn for Isaac's claim to have 
won eight out of the 16 precincts in the 
first magisterial district-territory 
where support for the Martin coalminer 
was thought to be weakest. "If he thinks 
he's got eight precincts in the lower end 
of the county, he must believe in Santa 
Claus," Leslie said of his rival. 

Isaac partisans lay claim to seven out 
of 10 fourth district precincts, fair sup­
port in the third district, and all but a 
clean sweep in the second district, where 
Garrett is said to have been the only 
precinct won by Leslie's supporters. 

One factor that makes predictions 
risky is that in some precincts the three 
committee members elected-a man, a 
woman and someone under 3o-are 
pledged to different candidates. 

The officers elected last Saturday will 
meet in the circuit courtroom of the 
Floyd County Courthouse here this 
Saturday at 2 p.m. to elect an executive 
committee of five to 15 members. The 
committee will then elect its chairman 
and vice-ehairman. 

During the current four-year term, the 
executive committee has numbered 15 
and the chair was occupied first by 
Leslie and then by Isaac. Leslie has in­
dicated he favors a smaller committee 
and stressed he will not again consent 
to any power-sharing arrangement. 

Some Isaac supporters have billed the 
contest as a chance to "beat the Pres­
tonsburg political machine",. and cite 
Saturday's gains in the first district as 
evidence that even the city's traditional 
allies are ready to buck the leadership 
of an urban elite.

Kentuckians P-ursue Dreams 
Of Unclaimed Oil Fortune

<In The Lexington Herald-Leader> 
Dan and Sue Profitt of Elsmere have 

spent the past four years searching for 
what they think is a $100 billion unclaim­
ed oil inheritance. 

In Laurel County, Gerald Rice, a used­
car wholesaler, thinks that he is an heir 
to an oil fortune tied up in banks all over 
the world-and that an oil company in 
Pennsylvania is ready to settle with him 
and other heirs. 

The Profitts and Rice are among 
about 5,000 people, many of them in 
southeastern Kentucky, who are staging 
a frenzied search for a link to a fortune 
rumored to be worth $20 billion to $100 
billion. 

Persistent legend says that the fortune 
was amassed by James Ruben Meadors, 
or Medders, and his brother William, 
who left southeastern Kentucky for 
Beaumont, Texas, at the turn of the cen­
tury. There, according to the legend, one 
or both of the brothers obtained an in­
terest in the Spindletop gusher-the 1901 
oil discovery that formed the basis for 
three of the nation's oil giants, Gulf, Sun 
and Texaco. 

No one seems to know for sure when 
or where the Meadors brothers died, and 
even their exact names are in doubt. 
Neithe~.: apparently left a will nor any 
record of an estate, but those who claim 
to be the brothers' heirs maintain that 
money from the estates has been ac­
cumulating in banks throughout the 
country. 

Rep. Perkins Receives 
Nat'l Citizenship Award 

U.S. Rep. Carl D. Perkins has been 
named recipient of a national citizenship 
education award presented by the Close 
Up Foundation. The award was 
presented recently before a group of 
students and teachers from Kentucky 
who were participating in the Close Up 
Foundation government studies 
program. 

That belief led Profitt, a commercial 
artist from Northern Kentucky, and 
James Clark, a Cincinnati roofer, to file 
probate proceedings for the Meadors 
brothers' estates last November in Pitt 
sburgh, Pa., the brothers' last known 
whereabouts. The legal date of death 
was given as Dec. 11, 1939, the day their 
Kentucky relatives last heard from the 
brothers. 

The court actions in Pennsylvania, 
which named Profitt and Clark co· 
administrators of the brothers' estates, 
have fueled a renewed effort to claim the 
fortune. Since then, some estimate that 
as many as 5,000 people in Whitley, 
Wayne, McCreary, Laurel and Leslie 
counties have claimed to be heirs to the 
money. 

But first they must prove they are true 
descendants of James Meadors. The 
proof they need is sought in county mar­
riages and deed books, school records 
and birth and death certificates. 

County courthouses, especially those 
in Wayne and Whitley counties, have 
been swamped with requests for infor­
mation on the Meadors family. Libraries 
are flooded with inquiries. And weekly 
newspapers publishing stories on the 
fortune routinely sell out, then resort to 
making photocopies to fill requests for 
reprints. 

Despite all this activity, there is little 
evidence that the fabled fortune actual­
ly exists. 

One of the skeptics is Michel T. 
Halbouty, a Houston geologist, 
petroleum engineer and independent oil 
producer who is perhaps the foremost 
authority on the Spindletop gusher. 

Halbouty, co-author of a 1952 book on 
Spindletop, dismissed the idea that a for­
tune from Spindletop was waling for a 
herd of Kentucky heirs. 

"A claim like this turning into 
anything is very rare. I'd say one in a 
thousand. One in a million," said 
Halbouty, who also serves as an energy 
adviser to the Reagan administration.

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The Job Corps and Its Troubles 
As !he Times un~ertakes ~o record the sequence of events 

and Circumstances mvolved m recent allegations against the 
Prestonsburg Job Corps, we draw the criticism that we have 
stressed the negative. More accurately, we should say that the 
atta.cks ~eJX?r~ed hav.e not bee~ a~ainst t~e ~ob Corps itself but 
agamst mdivtduals mvolved m Its administration 

This newspaper does not propose to say who is right or who 
is in the wrong in the matter. It does contend, however, that 
the Job Corps concept is good, inasmuch as it serves to take 
boys off the streets, turns them from a course that could later 
be disastrous to the~~elves and, possibly, to others, and gives 
them. a .chance, tratmng them for future gainful occupations 
and, It IS hoped, for the role of good citizens. 
_T~at~s a big ~rder, and those who are paid to teach, lead, 

diSCiplme and give these youngsters direction need to be peo­
ple who by th~ir own c.onduct are examples to the boys who 
are under their authonty and who, in a very real sense, are 
dependent upon them. 

Whatever the negative aspects of the news we like to con-
sider the positive. ' 
. On the positive side we would place those administrators and 
mstructors who are serving the students there to the best of 
their ability. We would think of students there who have in 
a strange place and among strangers, distinguished 
themselves by friendly, cooperative attitudes; those who have 
rendered valuable public service (the Job Corps students for 
example, have perhaps given more blood to the Blood Bank 
here than any other single group in the county) ; and those who 
have been tolerant and kind with a public that itself has not 
always been over-friendly toward them. 

The Job Corps is dealing with young human beings some 
of real potential, all needing help. We trust that we ~11 in­
cluding those who supervise this program, remember that.

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winners, the Singer official noted. The 
60-member Job Corps staff, most of 
whom live locally, represent a $600,000 
annual payroll and the center spends 
$250,000 a year in purchases here. 

Baker said an investigation into the 
anonymous allegations of misconduct on 
the part of some staff members­
including charges that some had sold 
drugs to students . or had sex with 
them-had been investigated and a 
report filed with the Labor Department. 
He declined to comment on the findings 
of the investigation. 

But Tom Ward, manager of residen­
tial living at the center, and eight other 
staff members- including at least some 
of those named in the accusatory 
letter-have resigned in the wake of the 
charges, Baker acknowledged. Coun­
cilman Thompson added that 35 students 
had recently been terminated, also. 

Even its critics seem agreed that the 
Job Corps program is worthy in princi­
ple. But Tom Rose, a former council 
member who publicly charged eight 
months ago that discipline had serious­
ly eroded at the Goble Roberts facility, 
called on the council to insist that the 
Singer management be replaced. 

Tammy Sears, a staff member at the 
center briefly until her resignation last 
month, praised the Job Corps program 
and said claims that students assaulted 
staff members were unfounded. But she 
would "personally go along with the 
move to push Singer out," she said. 

Lloyd Samons, who has twice worked 
as a substitute teacher at the facility, 
said he resigned the first time because 
students in a masonry class pelted him 
with bricks and books. He said he 
returned when a new director was ap­
pointed but was again attacked last 
week. A Job Corps student has been 
lodged in the county jail on an assault 
charge in connection with the incident. 

Despite a defense by Mayor Harold 
Cooley-who noted that Singer enjoys a 
good reputation as a manager of Job 
Corps centers nationwide and that 
Baker had given assurances that condi­
tions would improve here-the vote to 
ask for Singer's removal passed on a 
motion of Thompson, with support from 
council members Bill Ray Collins, 
George C. Brown, Eunice Shepherd and 
Bobby Ranier. William 0 . Goebel, III 
and FraHk Adams abstained.

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That was the year, Turner added, 
when the solid waste agency "balloon­
ed" from 38 to more than 70employees. 

In any event, the fiscal court now has 
no choice but to support the county's 
garbage system, since the county under­
wrote the bonds that financed the 
system, the county attorney said. If the 
system was permitted to default, the 
fiscal court would still be liable for its 
debts and the county would have ruin­
ed its reputation on the bond market, he 
argued. 

Magistrate Lowell Samons, noting 
that maintenance of a garbage system 
is now required of counties by state and 
federal law, told his colleagues they risk­
ed losing federal revenue-sharing 
monies if the system collapsed. "You 
would lose $400,000 in order to save 
$125,000, " he told those opposing the gar­
bage system bail-out. 

The recent decision by Floyd County 
Solid Waste to raise the monthly pickup 
fee from $6 to $8 drew sharp criticism 
from some in the fiscal court audience. 
James McKinney, of Craynor, noted 
that 30 percent of those using the system 
pay nothing at all and Bill Arms, of East 
Point, complained that he was being bill­
ed even though garbage trucks have 
been unable to make it up his hollow for 
the past 10 months. 

McAninch said collections would im­
prove now that the agency has hired an 
enforcement officer. Subscribers whom 
the garbage trucks cannot reach on ac­
count of poor roads are not expected to 
pay their bill, he added. 

Ed Caudill, perhaps the solid waste 
system's most faithful advocate on the 
fiscal court, said he would gladly pay $20 
a month if it meant cleaning up the coun­
ty. "I'm ashamed of having people come 
up Left Beaver and seeing the bottles in 
the creek," he said. 

Caudill joined Samons in moving to 
give the solid waste system the financial 
support it sought, but Roberts and 
DeRossett were not persuaded. 

"If we're going to have to give the 
whole county to Solid Waste, just give it 
to Solid Waste and let it go," Roberts 
grumbled sarcastically. "I'm not for the 
two dollars (rate hike) and I'm not for 
the $125,000 (budget appropriation)." 

Nevertheless, the motion carried on 
the tie-breaking vote of Judge-Executiv~ 
John M. Stumbo.

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pipe cost the county $69,038. 
(According to county records, much 

of the pipe was bought from Edmund 
Barnett, of Martin, or firms for which 
he signed the claims. In two months­
March and April, 1982-Barnett and his 
companies received payments for pipe 
totalling $15,450). 

Neither the drain pipe nor other 
purchases-worth a total of $351,I48 
-was put out for bids, despite a state 
law requiring competitive sealed bid­
ding on all expenditures over $7500. The 
county sometimes made several smaller 
purchases rather than one large one " in 
an apparent attempt to circumvent the 
bid law, " according to the auditor's 
report. 

In addition, the fiscal court six times 
declared an "emergency" in order to 
bypass bidding procedures. 

(Among those let without bids on ac­
count of an "emergency" was the 
workers' compensation insurance con­
tract for 1983. The county paid the 
Hatton-Allen Insurance Agency $25,636 
for coverage that year. A year later, 
when the workers' compensation was 
advertised for bids, Hatton-Allen won 
the contract with a bid for $13,370.) 

The former judge-executive, mem­
bers of his staff and some magistrates 
charged over $10,000 in I982 to Master­
Card and Visa accounts for travel, food 
and lodging. This was in addition to their 
routine expense allowances-$300 a 
month for the judge and each 
magistrate-and to individual reim­
bursements for which claims were 
submitted. 

Over a seven-month period, the coun­
ty dipped into its road maintenance 
funds 127 times to pay for such items as 
travel, swimming pool supplies, private 
attorney fees and flowers . $I63,087 in 
road money was spent that way. At the 
same time, $21,156 from a fund meant 
to pay road workers was paid toward the 
salaries of park employees, summer 
swimming-pool workers and one 
employee described as a "district court 
coordinator." 

Among details revealed by the audit : 
-The county did not bother to seek 

bids for five purchases of tires, totalling 
$8567 ; two blacktopping contracts worth 
$44,531; seven purchases of gravel 
($137,859); an unknown number of 
lumber purchases ($9915); or an $81,238 
contract for building a road and laying 
water and gas lines at the county land­
fill. The road-and-pipeline work was 
done by the Mountain Pipeline Construc­
tion Company, a firm operated by 
Adrian Lafferty. 

-Credit card charges the auditor says 
"appear to be extravagant and un­
justified" include an unauthorized trip 
to Wyoming charged by Magistrate Ken­
neth Roberts, costing.$604; a $715 bill for 
a single night at the Marriott Hotel in, 
Lexington, charged by Thomas Laffer­
ty, Jr., then county personnel officer, on 
behalf of a group; and, over a three­
month period, a total of 61 charges totall­
ing $1937 for meals at the Plantation 
Restaurant, and 15 charges totalling $251 
at the May Lodge restaurant. 

-Magistrates and other county 
employees often made purchases for 
such things as tires, automobile engines 
and pipe and routinely charged gasoline 
to the county. Anthony Castle, of Hueys­
ville, who was not a county employee, 
bought $306 worth of hatdware in the 
county's name. Records rarely show 
whether the goods were received or 
whether the claimants were really on 
county business. 

-Sometimes the county paid in­
dividuals who were not on the county 
payroll to do jobs as "contract" 
employees. Harlos Marshall, of 
Hueysville, was paid $700 for cutting and 
removing a tree from the courthouse 
parking lot and was later hired for $750 
to winterize the county swimming pool. 
Robert Duncan, of Hueysville, was 
paid $2900 for electrical work at the 
Allen park. The work in these instances 
had no prior approval by the fiscal court 
and the wage claims were unsupported 
by any documentation. Moreover, the 
state administrative code makes no pro­
vision for "contract" employees. 

(State Auditor Tobin later confirmed 
that two other payments were made to 
Marshall, including $4400 for an uniden­
tified service. The fact that those 
payments are not reflected in the audit 
report is not significant, she explained, 
since the report does not claim to be ex­
haustive. Rather, certain transactions 
are picked at random to illustrate the 
county's general accounting procedures, 
the auditor said. ) 

· -The county doled out $151,796 in coal 
severance receipts to three 
agencies-$49,000 to Floyd County Solid 
Waste, Inc ., $30,000 to the Beaver 
Elkhorn Water District, and $72,796 to 
the Floyd County Water and Gas 
System- without requiring certification 
that the funds were used for the purpose 
intended, a certification required by 
law. 

"We feel that the number and severi­
ty of the errors and noncompliances ... 
could be significantly reduced if the 
fiscal court exercised its authority and 
influence to compel the keeping of ac­
curate and complete records," Mrs. 
Tobin wrote in closing the audit report.

Melvin were booked on a felony charge 
of mining without a permit from the 
state Natural Resources and Environ­
mental ProtectiCin Cabinet C NREP 
Hershel Owens, of West Prestonsbu 
faced the same charge as well as ~ 
misdemeanor charge of mining without 
a Department of Mines and Minerals 
license. 

Owens pleaded guilty to the misde­
meanor in district court, paying a $300 
fine, in October, 1982. The felony count 
against him was dismissed in circuit 
court on a motion of County Attorney 
James Allen in January, 1983. 

Trial of the Shepherds began Ia 
Tuesday but was postponed for a day · 
when Owens failed to answer a subpoena 
issued at the request of the prosecution. 
A bench warrant was issued for his ar­
rest but his whereabouts were still 
unknown Wednesday, when the 
Shepherds' attorneys asked Circuit 
Judge Hollie Conley for a directed ver­
dict of acquittal. 

In instructing the jury to acquit the 
two men, Judge Conley said the gov 
ment had not sbiwn that either of them 
did any illegal mining and, while Melvin 
Shepherd had been paid for some of the 
coal mined at the site, it was for less 
than the 250 tons allowed under the law. 

NREPC attorney William L. Collins 
argued that the case against the younger 
Shepherd should have been allowed to go 
before the jury but conceded he could 
not complete his case against Dewey 
Shepherd without Owens' testimony 

Public Defender Ned Pillersdo , 
representing Dewey Shepherd, said 
that, even with Owens' cooperation, the 
government could not have made a con­
vincing case against his client. 

Judge Conley, visibly angry that 
Owens failed to answer the court sub­
poena and then "dodged the sheriff" 
seot to arrest him, vacated his earlier 
order dismissing the charge against 
Owens and said Owens would now hav 
to face trial. The Jan. 12, 1983 dismiss 
was "without prejudice''-meaning that 
the case could be redocketed at a later 
date. 

As state stripmining inspectors tell the 
story, they approached Owens on 
August 'Zl, 1982, when he was moving 
earth on an Open Fork site that Dewey 
Shepherd claimed to own and Owens 
told them Shepherd had hired him "to 
get out the coal." 

They warned him he would be in viola­
tion of the law if he mined more than 
tons without a permit, the inspecto 
said. But Owens reported Shepherd as 
saying, "You leave that up to me. I'll get 
my rifle and sit in the woods and keep 
them state and federal men out if I have 
to." 

Other prosecution witnesses said 
Owens arranged to have part of the coal 
sold in the same of Dewey Shepherd's 
son Melvin and part in the name of his 
daughter, Mrs . Ethel Howard, ClL.,. 
Pyramid, with half the proceeds to go • 
Owens. 

An accountant for Scorpio Coal Inc., 
operators of a Caney Fork tipple, 
testified that he issued a $7646 check to 
Mrs . Howard in payment for 332 tons of 
coal and a $5172 check to Melvin 
Shepherd for 225 tons. 

The Shepherds claimed they were not 
mining coal but preparing a house site. 

The original complaint against the 
strip operation was brought by Dewey 
Shepherd's sister, Ora Lee Shepher 
who also claims title to the mined pr -
perty.

Nearly two dozen Lawrence county 

residents who opposed a proposed 
hazardous-waste disposaJ plant took 
their protest to the state capital last 
week. 

"We need the attention in Frankfort," 
said Denise York, of Clifford, co­
chairperson, of the Lawrence County 
Concerned Citizens. "We want <Natural 
Resources Secretary) Charlotte 
Baldwin and Governor Collins to know 
how serious we are about this." 

PyroChem, Inc., a Louisville-based 
firm, has applied for a permit to con­
struct a $5 million waste incineration 
plant along the Big Sandy River, about 
13 miles from Louisa. 

"In a nutshell, we want them to deny 
this permit," said Ruth Graham, a 
Louisa school teacher and one of the 
spokespersons at the Frankfort news 
conference. 

The proposed facility will employ a 
new technology of burning hazardous­
waste materials at extremely high 
temperatures. 

In recent years, PyroChem has had 
difficulty locating a site for such a facili­
ty. In 1982, the company applied for per­
mission to use sites in Henderson and 
Daviess counties. Zoning boards in both 
counties rejected the proposal. The 
Louisville firm also considered sites in 
Ohio and Muhlenburg counties but 
PyroChem president Jim Neel, said the 
company later decided not to locate in 
either of those counties. 

PyroChem has not built or operated an 
incineration plant. Yet company of­
ficials claim that the new process to be 
used at the Lawrence county facility will 
be 99.99 percent efficient and will leave 
little or no pollution. 

But county residents have raised con­
cerns about the process and the com­
pany's lack of experience. 

Neel said the group represents only a 
"small minority seeking to stir up public 
support where they can't get it in their 
own county." He said that 1,300 people 
have applied for the 100 jobs the plant 
would offer. He added that 3,000 people 
have signed petitions supporting the 
plant. 

Members of the citizens group, 
however, said they have collected 7,500 
signatures from people opposed to the 
plant. The Lawrence County Fiscal 
Court also opposes the project. 

Mrs. York said citizens are upset with 
the way the company has attempted to 
locate in the county. According to York, 
when the PyroChem officials first C{lme 
into Lawrence county to seek an option 
on a plant site, "It was going to be a 
recycling plant-hazardous waste was 
never mentioned." 

York said the Lawrence Fiscal Court 
held a similar inpression of the plant 
when it initially invited the company to 
locate in the county. 

It wasn't until months later when 
residents became aware of the true 
nature of the operation, said York, and 
the company still refused to disclose the 
chemicals they intended to burn. 

The fiscal court has since rescinded its 
invitation to the company and has 
sought to enforce a 1979 ordinance pro­
hibiting hazardous waste disposal in the 
county. The court has also established 
a zoning commission so that local of­
ficials would have the authority to make 
decisions concerning local land use. 

PyroChem has reponded by filing a 
lawsuit against the fiscal court seeking 
an injunction on the 1979 ordinance.

Each area's allocation is based on the 
number of unemployed and low-income 
people compared to other areas, Austin 
explained. 

"While the programs in the nine areas 
will vary, they are designed to expose 
these young people to jobs and help them 
obtain some work experience," said 
Richard Heine, planning and research 
director in the Department for Employ­
ment Services. "They will be paid the 
federal minimum wage <luring the 
weeks they participate in the program.'' 

All jobs will be in government agen­
cies or non-profit organizations, Heine 
said. "For example, participants could 
work at city or county parks at jobs 
ranging from painting and repairing pic­
nic tables to keeping areas free of litter 
to being a lifeguard. They could work at 
schools or local libraries where duties 
may range from clerical to custodial 
work. They could have jobs at local fire 
departments or ambulance services 
where they might work as radio dispat­
chers." Exactly what types of jobs are 
funded will be based on local private in­
dustry council decisions, Heine said. 

The program will resemble summer 
programs for youth funded previously 
by the now-defunct CETA program. It 
is open to youth 16 through 21 years old 
who are members of low-income 
families .

"We have nothing to hide," Nee! said. 
The citizen's group raised a number 

of other concerns about PyroChem's 
proposed operation documented in a 
recently completed study they released 
at the news conference. 

The president of the company is "very 
controversial," said Mrs. Graham, 
referring to Neel's past involvement in 
selecting and managing the Maxey 
Flats site for disposing hazardous and 
nuclear wastes. Maxey Flats, in Flem­
ing county, has had a long history of pro­
blems, according to Graham, which are 
now costing the state over $1 million per 
year in taxpayers ' money just to contain 
the wastes. 

"We don't know what the answer to 
hazardous waste disposal is," added 
Graham, "but we feel that it should be 
done safely and the management should 
be accountable." 

Mrs. York said the wastes would be 
transported on U.S. 23 one of the state's 
busiest coal haul roads. And since 
Lawrence county does not produce any 
hazardous waste, additional transporta- • 
tion and accident risks would be involv­
ed, said York. 

Among the new members by county is 
James D. Allen, of Prestonsburg, a 
junior in personnel and industrial 
relations.

She said the citizens' group took their 
concerns to Frankfort in order to 
publicize their concerns about the com­
pany and seek help from the state in 
preventing the company from operating 
an incineration plant.

Write an article on attracting wildlife 
to your garden and some people will be 
ready to run you out of town. Easter's 
bouncing baby bunnies too quickly learn 
to prune off the tops of seedling peas, 
beans and lettuce 

Bunnies may be out, but how about 
birds and butterflies. Although some 
birds are as good at "unseeding" a 
vegetable garden as some of us are at 
seeding one, or know just when we're 
ready to harvest our blackberries and 
peaches and thin the crop for us, they do 
have a positive place in the garden. They 
prey on many insects harmful to our, 
plants. 

And the visual delight. Brilliant red 
male cardinals dining on red-orange 

yracantha (firethornl fruits. Bluebirds 
ibbling the grayish-blue berries of 

eastern red cedars. Ruby-throated hum­
mingbirds sipping from the throats of 
pink petunias and orange trumpet 
creepers. Combine these·sights with a 
lf:linbow of butterflies, and the caring 
gardener can sit mesmerized for bours. 

Spring planting season has arrived. 
Drought-killed dogwoods and burning 
bushes may need replacing. Why not 
select a tree or shrub that will provide 

. food and shelter for the birds. 
If you need a vine try honeysuckle, bit­

tersweet or trumpet creeper. If you need 
a shrub try deciduous and red-fruited 
evergreen hollies, pyracantha and 
viburnums Or natives such as 
elderberry and sumac. , 

Trees provide birdfood via fruits ;'nuts 
and seeds. Mini-apples from crabapples 
and hawthorns are treats, along with 
walnuts and oak acorns. Conifers such 
as pines, firs, spruces and hemlocks 
yield seed as well as deciduous trees 
such as ash, beech, birch, elm, maple, 
poplar and sweet gum. You can cut 
winter birdseed costs by collecting seed 
from landscape plants in the fall. 

The hummingbirds might well be the 
favorite birds of gardeners. Their colors 
and flight patterns delight. Deep­
throated flowers, especially in reds, 

.i pinks and oranges, yieid the neetar 'ihey 
prefer. Try re<l colurnbme, scarlet sage', 
honeysuckle, phlox, bee balm, lilies, 
gladiolus, fuchsia, sweet William, 
larkspur, nasturtium, hibiscus and mor­
ning glory. 
• Flowers can be grown not only to at­
tract hummingbirds but also to yield 
seed for birdfood. Collect seed from an­
nuals such as bachelor buttons, coreop­
sis, cosmos, marigolds, sunflowers and 
zmnias. And from perennials such as 
asters, black-eyed Susans, butterfly 
weed, golden rod, globe thistle and pur­
ple coneflower. Many ornamental 
grasses also yield good birdfood seed. 

The same flower colors that attract 
hummingbirds attract butterflies. Reds 
are their favorites followed by yellows, 
pinks, whites and purples. Tl}e butterf­
ly, like the hummingbird, is searching 
for nectar, but because it "lights" to 
feed rather than seemingly pausing in 
suspended animation like the humm­
ingbird, it needs flowers that provide a 
perch. ~ 

Keep flowers constantly coming into 
bloom to insure a constant supply of but­
terflies in your garden. Their colors will 
change with the calendar as their 
various life cycles progress. April 
showers will greet. the powder blue 
spriRg azures. August heat the pale 
yellow-orange of the sleepy oranges.

But what of the caterpillars that come 
from butterflies. Aren't they plant 
destroyers? Only one is very destruc­
tive-the swallowtail-whose yellow, 
black and green-striped caterpillars love 
parsley and carrots. Most butterflies 
can, like bees, be helpful pollinators. It's 
the moths (with plump, furry bodies and 

·feathered antennae rather than slender 
bodies and slender, knobbed antennae l 
who give us the bad worms, loopers and 
caterpillars. 

Timely Tip: As you clean and prepare 
your garden tools for renewed use, 
sharpen your hoe blade not only on the 
easier-to-reach outer blade side, but also 
on the underblade side. Your hoe will cut 
far more effectively with both sides

I By the time you receive this letter I 
will have gone home and will be think­
iftg · of my friends in the Job Corps 
Center. I was a Corps member at the 
center for ten months and I originally 
came from a small town in Tennessee 
which is much like Prestonsburg 

I would like to express some truths 
about Job Corps and I hope the people 
in this community will understand what 
I have to say. 

To us, the corps members, it seems 
that the people in the community don't 
want to have anything to do with you if 
you are from the Job Corps Center. 
There is one point that seems to require 
ciarification: Job Corps is not a juvenile 
detention center. It is a school, much like 
your local high school, and its purpose 
is to teach young men a trade, help them 
achieve their high school equivalency 
diploma, and help prepare them to com­
pete effectively in the job market. 

When your kids do the wrong things 
they receive pumshment. It's the same 
here, although some of the corps­
members want to get away with things 
because they know their mom and dad 
aren't around. But they learn from 
discipline that hfe isn' t fun and games 
away from home. 

Discipline has to be taken to help us 
learn and grow. Those who don' t want 
to learn and grow are sent home. 

The article that came out in 4-11-84 
was half true, but what it said about us 
using drugs ! Who's fault can that be? 
The corpsmembers must obtain the 
drugs from somewhere, and that means 
they must get them from people in the 
community or somewhere nearby. Let's 
face it. Drugs are all over the world. 
Why should Job Corps be singled out? 

As for us being well armed. This is a 
government reservation and we are 
periodically searched. Any weapons 
found on us are confiscated and the ap­
propriate action is taken. 

We are not allowed to have so much 
as a pocket knife. How many people 
reading this article now have a pocket 
knife? Do you consider yourself well 
armed? There are very few people on 
center who have managed to keep even 
this menial weapon. 

Just remember, no matter where you 
go there will always be a trouble-maker 
in the crowd. This is true at school, at 
work, or in your neighborhood. When 
one trouble-maker hurts someone or 
does something wrong, does this mean 
that we all did it, and we are all guilty 
also?

Good Fishing vs. Good Catching Schuster Completes 
Army Basic Training 

Good days to go fishing and good days 
to catch fish aren't necessarily the 
same. The clear, bright sunny weather 
that brings anglers out in droves are 
often the very days when most species 
of fish are least easily caught. 

On the other hand, cloudy, rainy 
weather can produce some of the biggest 
strings of fish for anglers willing to 
brave the elements. 

The amount of sunlight is probably the 
key. Fish's eyes have fixed pupils, which 
means that the only way they can regu­
late the amount of light entering their 
eyes is to move to a location where there 
is less light. 

So when bright sunshine hits clear 
water, don't expect to find fish in open, 
shallow water-they'll most likely be 
either in deep water or in the shade­
behind a stump, under a drift pile or on 
the shady side of a submerged boulder. 

But when the sun isn't shining direct­
ly on the water, the fish will be free to 
move about, come into the shallows and 
generally feed more actively and 
aggressively . 

Experienced anglers know that the 
very best fishing often occurs just before 
a cold front passes through. Look for 
several days of warm, stable weather, 
followed by slowly developing clouds 
and light, warm rain, that's the time to 
hit the lake. 

But if you wait until after the weather 
front passes through, you will be faced 
with a clear blue sky, cooler tempera­
tures and winds out of the north or nor­
theast. Under those conditions, it's often 
hard for even expert anglers to produce 
fish. 

Of course, we can't always choose the 
days when we're able to go fishing, and 
poor fish catching weather seems to 
coincide with holidays and vacations a 
lot more than random chance would 
indicate. 

So if you find yourself on the "wrong 

side of the weather," remember that 
fish will likely be < l) deep and (2) not 
very active. Fishing will be tough, but 
you can come home with enough for a 
supper if you go about it right. 

First, try to find some water with a lit­
tle "color" to it. Clear water and bright 
sun are the worst possible combinations, 
so look for murky water, usually in the 
upper end of the lake or up a large 
tributary where a large, dingy stream 
flows into the lake. · 

• Second, go with lighter tackle and 
smaller lures. And fish slower and 
deeper than you might otherwise. 

Third, look for shady areas try to 
visualize where shadows are being cast 
underwater and pay attention to the 
direction of sunlight. In the morning or 
afternoon, seek out the shady banks. 

Finally, get out early, stay later or fish 
at night. During the middle of the day, 
your time is often better spent playing 
cards or taking a nap.

$3 Million Bond Proposal 
For Motel Wins Court OK 

A group of Prestonsburg businessmen 
received approval from Floyd fiscal 
court last week to make application for 
$3 million in industrial revenue bonds to 
build a motel on U.S. 23, near the top of 
the Katy Friend hill. 

The request was made to the court 
Friday by H.D. Fitzpatrick, Jr., one of 
four partners in the FADA Service 
Company- the name is an acronym for 
Fitzpatrick and the other three partners, 
Dr. J.D. Adams, Tom G. Dingus, and 
Jack Absher. The four have managed 
nursing homes here since 1965; their in­
tention of operating a motel first became 
widely known in December, 1982. when 
they received a liquor license in the 
name of Prestonsburg Inn, Inc. 

In defense of its bid for the state· 
backed bonds, Fitzpatrick said the motel 
project would create 80 jobs directly and 
20 "indirectly" and make Floyd county 
more attractive to the tourist and other 
industries. 

His group had applied unsuccessfully 
for a conventional bank loan but was told 
the project would not be feasible unless 
it were approved for a revenue bond 
issue, said Fitzpatrick. Because interest 
on the bonds is tax-free, they are more 
attractive to lenders than are conven­
tional loans. 

Cost of the hotel-motel was put at $3.6 
million. If a state oversight commission 
approves Prestonsburg Inn for in­
dustrial revenue bonds, they will be 
bought by the First National Bank of

Cincinnati, the Bank of Louisville, and 
the Bank Josephine, Fitzpatrick said. 

The court approved the 1984-'85 budget 
for the Floyd county jail in the amount 
of $162,080, upped Jailer Lawrence 
Hale's salary to $30,605, and approved 
a 3.8 percent cost-of-livmg adjustment 
for all other jail employees. 

Harp Enterprises, of Lexington,, was 
awarded a $2634 bid for setting up and 
servicing voting machines. The fiscal 
court will save $5000 annually by stor­
ing the machines on county property, 
Judge-Executive John M. Stumbo said. 
The court also entered an agreement 
with Motorola Communications and 
Electronics, Inc. to service the county 
mobile radio system for a fee of $133 
monthly. 

Gordon Boyd was rehired as super­
visor at the Allen park at a salary of 
$1000 a month; Elmer Johnson was 
hired as deputy jailer at $5.19 an hour.

Virginia Ousley was told Con­
ley's Fork of Spurlock would be graded 
when weather permitted. 

A grader will be sent up Mink Branch 
of Mud Creek when the road dries up, 
Judge-Executive Stumbo assured Den­
nis Reynolds. But Reynolds was told 
there is no money to buy the rock he 
sought for the road. 

A proposal to take over from the state 
and then to close an abandoned section 
of old KY 80 at Maytown was rejected. 
The road, which used to lead to Martin 
from the top of the Maytown hill, has 
become a site for drug and other 
undesirable transactions, some said. But 
others noted the road still serves two 
family cemeteries.

Kentucky citizens can "have their 
say," concerning the state's water quali­
ty standards, according to Bob Ware of 
the program development branch of the 
Division of Water. 

The division, in the Environmental 
Protection Cabinet, is revising state 
regulations governing the Kentucky 
water-quality management program. 

The regulations under review are 401 
KAR 5:029, listing general provisions, 
and 401 KAR 5:031, setting surface water 
standards. "These standards set water 
quality goals and requirements for 
specific bodies of water in the Common­
wealth," according to Ware. 

"They also form the basis for enforce­
ment and regulation of municipal and in­
dustrial wastewater discharges into the 
state's waters under provisions of the 
Kentucky Pollutant Discharge Elimina­
tion system, state law and the federal 
Clean Water Act," he said. "They help 
us plan our pollution control programs 
and measure their effectiveness." 

He explained that the regulations are 
reviewed and revised periodically in ac­
cordance with both state and federal 
law. Ware said that public comments 
are especially requested in four areas: 

- determining appropriate water use 
classifications and associated criteria, 

-refining water quality criteria and 
the application of that criteria, 

- refining provisions for the control of 
toxic pollutants, and 

-revising general policies dealing 
with mixed zones, variances and low­
flow regulations. 

City May Form 
Body To Enforce 
Parking Rules 

If you park in the wrong place or put 
no money in the meter, you may soon 
face a Prestonsburg city commission be­
ing set up to enforce the city's parking 
regulations. 

Traditionally, parking infractions 
have been adjudicated, if at all, in 
district court, where city police officers 
have complained it is all but impossible 
to win a conviction . 

The state legislature this year passed 
a bill enabling cities to establish their 
own parking enforcement commission, 
with authority to impound cars and levy 
fines. Prestonsburg city council voted 
Monday to set up such a panel. 

Draft of an ordinance to that effect is 
being prepared by City Attorney Larry 
Brown. If the new commission is 
created, motorists will be able to appeal 
its decisions to district court. 

The council awarded a $179,500 bid to 
the Smeal Fire System Company, of 
Snyder, Nebraska, for a ladder truck for 
the city fire department. East Kentucky 
Mack, which competed vigorously for 
the business, submitted a bid for 
$199,950. The White truck offered in the 
Smeal bid has been used for demonstra­
tion purposes, it was explained. 

On a motion of Bill Ray Collins, Mike 
Wells was hired as a city firefighter. 

Harold Man Cleared 
Of Equipment Theft 

A Floyd Circuit Court jury Wednesday 
acquitted a Harold coal miner of a 
charge of receiving stolen mining equip­
ment. 

William Lloyd "Bimbo" Hall, 25, was 
accused of hauling motors, pumps, jacks 
and other equipment from a deep mine 
on Spewing Camp Branch, near Orkney, 
last June 24, and of selling it later to a 
Hi Hat mining firm. 

The property allegedly stolen from the 
P.I.A. Mining Company mine was 
valued at $17,115. Prosecutors produc­
ed a check for $1800 made out to Hall by 
Dennis Jones, an officer of the Jones 
Branch Coal Company at Hi Hat, which 
they claimed was in payment for the 

· stolen equipment. 
But Hall denied stealing any equip­

ment from the Orkney mine and said the 
check he received from Jones was in 
payment for timber props he sold Jones. 

The case was prosecuted by Assistant 
Commonwealth's Attorney Albert A. 
Burchett; Hall was defended by Pike­
ville attorney Randy G. Clark. The jury 
returned its verdict in little over half an 
hour.

If the burning pain is tolerated or ig­
nored, the vomiting and bleeding in 
severe cases usually prods ulcer victims 
to finally visit a doctor, according to Dr. 
Robert W. Shaw, a specialist in internal 
medicine of the staff at Norton Hospital 
in Louisville.

Shaw studies the result of an outpatient 
test called an upper G.I. The patient 
drinks a large glass of barium and an X­
ray is used to detect ulcer craters in the 
stomach lining. A crater on the upper 
area of the stomach indicates a gastric 
ulcer, Dr. Shaw said. Treatment usual­
ly includes restriction of alcohol, aspirin, 
caffeine, and cigarette smoke.

Gastric ulcers tend to occur in older 
patients and may indicate cancer in less 
than one percent of the cases. For this 
reasons, Dr. Shaw recommends a biop­
sy for gastric ulcer patients to allay any 
fears of cancer. 

But in most patients, the ulcer is not 
cancerous. Often, it has been ag­
gravated by something they ate or 
drank. Alcohol, aspirin and coffee all 
tend to irritate the stomach.

The most common type of peptic ulcer 
is the duodenal. It occurs in the lower 
area of the stomach where the intestinal 
tract begins. Excessive acid secretion 
often cause duodenal ulcers and acid 
secretion inhibitors, such as Tagamet or 
Zantac, can be used to treat the pro­
blem. Antacids are also commonly 
prescribed. Another medication, 
Carafate, is also an effective treatment 
for both gastric and duodenal peptic 
ulcers. Carafate is used to fill the ulcer 
crater to protect the inflamed tissue.

Laxatives, overused by millions of Americans, can 

rob the body of important vitamins and minerals. 
Because muscle-stimulant laxatives are potent and fast­
acting, they are the ones most commonly used and 
overused. It is believed that they can prevent the body 
from absorbing adequate amounts of vitamin C, vitamin 
D and protein by speeding waste through the digestive 
tract before the nutritional contents of the food can be ab­
sorbed. As a result, although heavy laxative users may 
eat adequate diets, they can sti!l suffer from nutritional 
deficiencies and may be vulnerable to toxins in the air 
and food.

He counsels his patients about eating 
habits and only rarely prescribes radical 
diet changes unless large amount of 
alcohol, aspirin, or caffeine are regular­
ly consumed. 

If an ulcer does not heal in six to eight 
weeks and remains inflamed for three 
to six months, more extreme treatment 
may be required. The unhealed crater 
or inflamed area of the stomach lining 
may by surgically removed. But that is 
usually a last resort in the treatments 
of ulcers. 

Dr. Shaw has found little evidence in 
his practice to indicate probable ulcer 
victims or types. However, duodenal 
ulcer patients are often young, 
agressive, stressed people. 

"But I see many duodenal ulcers pa­
tients who appear very calm and simp­
ly have overactive acid secreting 
systems," Dr. Shaw said. 

Though ulcers are common among 
Americans, Dr. Shaw cautions against 
casual diagnosis . Gallstones or hiatal 
hernia foster similar symtoms and re­
quire completely different treatment, 

But if that smoldering burn wakes the 
patient up in the middle of the night to 
be soothed only by a midnight snack, an 
ulcer is probably in the making, Dr. 
Shaw said. And proper treatment may 
save the patient a lot of pain.

The Postal Inspection Service has 
reported initial contact with the public 
is made via phone or postcard to notify 
the recipient that they have been 
selected by computer to receive an ex­
citing three-day, two-night vacation in 
"one of 32 different major resort areas 
including Atlantic City, Mexico City, 
Canada or the all new Disney World Ep­
cot Center." 

They are promised first class accom­
modations for four and as a further en­
ticement to accept the package, a 
coupon for a lifetime su~ply of Kodak 
color film and several hundred dollars 
of vacation discount books is offered. 
For their part, recipients are asked to 
accept a COD package through the mail 
usually costing $39.00 to cover the ex­
penses incurred in the processing and 
handling of the vacation package. 

Investigation by U.S. Postal Inspec­
tors disclosed recipients were led to 
believe no other additional payments or 
fees would be necessary. Upon receipt 
of their free gifts, however, customers 
noted the packages did not include 
transportation to or from the resort 
areas, many additional fees and sur­
charges were required, and the free film 
and vacation discount books were 
available only if additional payments 
were made for processing and handling.

Based on early inquiries about the 
travel offer, thousands of victims nation­
wide are losing money to th1s scheme. 
With summer approaching, similar 
schemes may appear. Consumers are 
asked to check the legitimacy of the 
advertisement and company before ac­
cepting a COD. The U.S. Postal Service 
allows customers to read and copy the 
name and address of the mailer from 
COD mail while the mail is in the posses­
sion of a postal employee. The addressee 
always has the option to refuse or accept 
delivery of a COD article. 

The majority of business people who 
use the mails are legitimate and ethical 
in the conduct of their businesses, Postal 
Inspectors say. To avoid problems, con­
sumers receiving COD's through the 
mail should deal with reputable firms 
known to the consumer. If COD mer­
chandise is unsatisfactory, the con- ' 
sumer should first correspond with the 
sender. If consumers believe a mailer is 
involved in blatant merchandise 
misrepresentation, they may refer the 
information to the Chief Postal Inspec­
tor, Washington, D.C. 20260.

Governor To Name Council 
To Push School Efforts 

Governor Martha Layne Collins an­
nounced last week that she will soon 
name the Governor's Council of Educa­
tional Reform to carry on her efforts to 
improve Kentucky schools. 

"Ultimately, the responsibility rests 
with me to sustain the momentum we 
have built for educational reform," she 
said. "And I accept that challenge." 

Governor Collins made the announce­
ment in a major address before the Ken­
tucky Broadcasters Association. She 
also outlined her administration's other 
priorities, and called for cooperation 
between herself and and the General 
Assembly in working toward solutions 
for the state's most pressing problems. 

She praised the General Assembly for 
beginning to respond to the clear need 
to improve the state's schools, caution­
ing, however, that the session's ac­
complishments for education were "only 
a beginning." 

"Kentucky still needs comprehensive 
education reforms to improve the pro­
ductive skills of our people, to improve 
the chances we can diversify our 
economy and to prepare for long-term 
economic development," Governor Col­
lins said. 

The Governor said her education 
council "will focus the various reform 
efforts into a positive plan of action." 
The council will include representatives 
of various education groups as well as 
concerned citizens, she said.

In outlining other priorities, she said 
her administration will move quickly to 
address problems in Corrections. "I do 
not want the federal courts dictating that 
we release prisoners early, "she said," 
"and most Kentuckians do not either . 
Neither do they want the federal courts 
diverting money from other state pro­
grams to pay for improvements in 
Corrections." 

Creating new jobs and keeping ex­
isting ones in Kentucky will also be top 
priorities of her administration, she 
said. 

Governor Collins praised Commerce 
Secretary Carroll Knicely for the suc­
cess already shown in this area. Since 
she took office, she reported, her ad­
mininstration has announced 85 new or 
expanded industries. 

This represents 4,611 new jobs and an 
investment of $490 million. "Secretary 
Knicely hopes to be in a position to an­
nounce 6,000 more new jobs in the next 
two months for a total of 10,000 in the 
first six months of my term," she said. 

In Human Resources, Governor Col­
lins said a top priority would be "look­
ing closely at cost containment 
measures" to combat rising medical 
costs. These rapidly escalating costs 
"are hurting our elderly and indigent," 
she said. "We must be aware of all costs 
that cause particular hardships for these 
people and others of fixed income."

Unusual Eclipse On The Way 
According to the May issue of 

Science Digest, an unusual eclipse is on 
the way, and local residents are in a 
good geographic position to observe 
the show. 

The phenomenon, known as an an­
nular eclipse, will take place May 30 
and should be visible over the 
southeastern United States. As the 
moon moves in front of the sun. its 
shadow will race from Louisiana to 
just south of Washington, D.C.. in 
about 50 minutes, starting at 12 noon. 
Eastern daylight time. Other parts of 
the county will see only a partial 
eclipse, with the moon seeming to take 
a "bite" out Of the solar disc. 

This particular eclipse will be 
especially interesting for professionals 
and amateurs alike because the moon 
will seem to be only a very little bit 
smaller than the sun. The ring of 
sunlight will be exceedingly thin-so 
thin, in fact, that the moon's mountains. 
may be tall enough to cut the ring of 
sunlight into pieces. What observers 
may see, then, is the phenomenon 
known as Baily's beads, a string of 
shapes of different sizes defining the 
moon's outline. 

Science Digest encourages observing 
the remarkable event but stresses em­
phatically that the eclipse must be 
observed safely, to avoid irreparable 
damage to the retina of the eye. Their

advice: Never look directly at an 
eclipse, no matter what filtering device 
you've been told is safe. 

The only certain safe way, SD points 
out, is by projection. Here's what they 
recommend. Take two pieces of white 
cardboard, one larger than the other. 
Prick a pinhole in the larger one. Then. 
during the eclipse, hold the large piece 
so it shadows the smaller one and the 
light of the sun passes through the 
pinhole. Change the distance between 
sheets to focus. Even better: substitute 
a pair of binoculars for the pinhole, 
large end toward the sun.

" Romancmg the Stone" IS 

"Raiders of the Lost Ark" told 
from a woman's perspective. 
The pervading mood of Diane 
Thomas' script is light. The 
adventure is rough but not too 
rough. the circumstances are 
d1re but not too dreadful, and 
the villains are evil enough 
without being like the house­
of-wax heroes of vice and 
depravity. 

Kathleen Turner may have 
played a worldly wise woman 
in "Body Heat," but her char­
acter in "Romancing the 
Stone" gets nauseous shop­
ping at Bloomingdales. She 
seems to spend most of her 
time in her apartment. cuddled 
up with several cats and a 
typewriter. producing romance 
novels full of rapture. revenge 
and roses. 

When her s1ster gets 
involved in some sinister deal­
ings 1n South America. the 
vicarious author suddenly finds 
herself mixed up in an adven­
ture straight out of one of her 
novels, including chapters of 
murder, kidnapping. ransoms 
and treasure maps. In yet 
another chapter. she meets a 
man appearing to be the very 

embodiment of her fictional 
hero played by M1chael Doug­
las. It's love at first rescue. 
Together the two comprise the 
"good" set against Danny 
DeVito's "bad" and Manuel 
Ojeda's "ugly." 

DeVito plays mostly comic 
relief as a small-time American 
gangster robbing Columbia of 
its native treasures. The vil­
lainous threat comes with Oje­
da who plays a sinister and 
corrupt Columbian policeman. 

"Romancing the Stone" has 
little of the intensity of "Raid­
ers of the Lost Ark," but direc­
tor Bob Zemeckis is no Steven 
Spielberg (even if he is a Spiel­
berg protege of sorts)·. In fact, 
the film is more like a "Perils of 
Pauline." Certainly Michael 
Douglas is a far cry from Indi­
ana Jones. w1th half the cour­
age, one-third the ingenuity 
and one-tenth the wit. 

In the end. when Ms. Turner 
saves herself from the evil 
grasp of the fiendish villain, the 
women in the audience will 
give a resounding cheer. The 
men might give polite applause 
but will eagerly await the return 
of Indiana Jones.

State Jailers Meet 
To Urge Improvements · 

Clay County Jailer Homer Weaver, 
president of the Kentucky Jailers ' 
Association, announced that the associa­
tion will conduct its second annual Jail 
Improvement Conference April29-May 
1, in Owensboro. 

Purposes of the conference are to in­
form county officials about the legisla­
tion passed by the 1984 session of the 
Kentucky General Assembly and to pro­
vide educational workshops on jail 
operation, budgeting and official liabili­
ty. Weaver said that invitations have 
been extended to county officials, the 
finance and corrections cabinets in 
Frankfort and to members of the 
general assembly. 

Development of the conference, 
Weaver noted, is a recognition that jails 
now demand more attention, effort and 
money from our public officials than at 
any period in the history of the Com­
monwealth. The 1984 session-even in 
the face of limited resources-provided 
jails a moderate increase in funding and 
doubled the jail bonding authority's bon­
dmg capacity for new jail construction 
and renovation.

She had been the driv­
ing force in the establishment of drug 
education programs in the 22 Councils 
of the Telephone Pioneers throughout 
the state. In Alabama more than 10,000 
school children have had the benefit of 
these programs. "Oh, if we'd only had 
something like this earlier," is the fre­
quent comment from older youngsters. 

Not so long ago, their motto was "Do­
ing drugs is cool." Today through Bee's 
efforts, Alabama students are sporting 
a button with the slogan, "Be proud with 
me for being drug free ." One hundred 
thousand of these buttons are now being 
distributed. 

As for Bee, at the request of the presi­
dent of her Pioneer chapter she has now 
become the Alabama chairperson for 
Drug Abuse Prevention-a new and 
broader challenge for a lady who feels 
spiritually inspired to carry on this 
tremendously important crusade.

1. Summary of Significant Accounting Policies 

The accounting policies of the Ci ty of Wayland conform to generally 
accepted accounting principles applicable to governmental units. The 
following is a summary of the more significant accounting policies. 

A. Fund Accounting 

The accounts of the City are organized on the basis of funds 
or account groups, each of which is considered to be a separate 
fiscal and accounting entity. Each fund is accounted for by 
providing a separate set of self- balancing accounts that. is 
comprised of its assets, liabilities, reserves, f~nd equ1ty, 
revenues and expenditures or expenses, as appropriate. 

Governmental Fund Types are those through whi ch most governmental 
functions are financed. The governmenta 1 fund measurement focus 
is upon determination of financial position and budgetary control 
over revenues and expenditures. Proprietary Fund Types are used 
to account for operations that are financed and operated 1n 
manner similar to business enterprises - where the intent of the 
governing body is that costs of providing services be financed 
or recovered primarily through user charges. 

The following funds are used by the City of Wayland. 

Governmental Fund Types 
General Fund - The general operating fund of the City i s 
used to account for all financial resources except those 
required to be accounted for in another fund. 

Special Revenue Funds 
Revenue Sharing Fund - A special revenue fund used to 
account for revenues received from the U. S. Treasury 
under the federal revenue sharing program. 

B. Basis of Accounting 

Basis of accounting refers to when revenues and expenditures or expenses 
are recognized In the accounts and reported in the financial statements. 
Basis of accounting relates to the timing of the mea surements made, 
regardless of the measurement focus applied .

All governmental funds are accounted for using the modified accrual 
basis of accounting. Under the modified accrual basis of accounting, 
revenues are recognized when they become measurable and available. 
Expenditures are generally recognized under the modified accrual basis 
of accounting when the related fund liability Is incurred. Exceptions 
to this general rule include: (1) accumulated unpaid vacation and 
similar amounts; and (2) principal and Interest on general long- term 
debt which is recognized when due . 

C. Budgeting 

The City follows the procedures established pursuant to Section
