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The magistrates grumbled but agreed 
in the end that there is no way to nail 
those responsible for the sewer blockage 
which recently closed down the court­
house for a week. In a special session of 
the fiscal court last Wednesday, they 
voted to pay $435 to four women who 
helped in the clean-up, the first in a 
series of bills expected to amount to 
more than $2000. 

Judge-Executive John M. Stumbo was 
authorized to negotiate with contractors 
to build concrete abutments for countv 
bridges washed out during the May 
flood By declaring an emergency, the 
court bypassed a state law requiring 
that competitive bids be sought for such 
work. 

In ~n uncommonly cooperative spirit, 
Magtstrate Kenneth Roberts voiced no 
objection to the county's paying $37,380 
to Floyd County Solid Waste, Inc., while 
the court approved without question the 
return to the county payroll of Roberts' 
daughter. Roberts abstained but was 
otherwise silent on the solid waste sub­
sidy, to which he has usually objected in 
the past.

Health Care Doctor 
Figh s To Hold Job 

An elderly physician who has worked 
the last six years for a Prestons­
burg-based health agency will go to 
court next week in a bid to prove he is 
not too outdated for the job. 

Dr Thomas L. Boneta, 73, last month 
prevailed on a circuit court judge to 
restrain his employer, Big Sandy Health 
Care, Inc., from firing him, pending a 
heari_rg 9.11his claim that hg is a vjctim 
of prejudice and discrimination. After 
the breakdown of talks between their at­
torneys, the two parties were schedul­
ed to argue their case next Wednesday 
before Magoffin Circuit Judge J. Robert 
Morgan. 

A general practitioner and former 
U.S. Army surgeon, Dr. Boneta joined 
Big Sandy Health Care in April, 1978, 
serving mostly in the agency's 
Salyersville clinic, although he also 
works part·time at its l\lud Creek clinic 
and- while it was still in business­
worked at a clinic the agency operated 
at Wheelwright. He lives in Paintsville. 

Last month, Ellis G. Buchanan, Big 
Sandy's executive-director, decided 
Boneta would have to go. The physician 
was competent, Buchanan conceded, 
but not up to the standards the agency-

' or its federal backers- insist on, he said.

Dr. Boneta practises "an old style of 
medicine," his employer said. 

But Boneta said a "personality con­
flict," not the quality of the medical care 
he gives, is the reason for his ouster. He 
was denied due process by Big Sandy, 
he said, and was being discriminated 
against on account of his age and ethnic 
background. Although he has lived in 
this country almost his entire life, he 
was born in Spain. 

At Boneta's request, Judge Morgan 
issued a restraining order on June 'l:l, 
days before the doctor's firing was to 
take effect. The order kept him on the 
payroll at least until a hearing on his 
complaint could be scheduled 

A hearing set for July 24 was cancell­
ed when it appeared a settlement might 
be worked out, under which Boneta 
would retire voluntarily in six months. 
The physician reportedly rejected that 
compromise, however. 

Buchanan insists he had no choice but 
to let the physician go, for what he calls 
"differences in philosophy" of health 
care. While agency staffers are ex­
pected to spend time teaching their pa­
tients how to take better care of their 
health, Dr. Boneta- who graduated 
from medical school over 40 years ago, 
when patient education received little 
emphasis- was unable to adapt to the 
newer style, he said. Boneta is "a duck 
out of water," Buchanan said. 

For a government-funded organiza­
tion like Big Sandy Health Care, 
philosophical consideratiopns are not 
merely academic, said Buchanan, who

Dr. Stumbo, Others 
Sue State Registry 

Dr. Grady Stumbo and two of his sup­
porters who have been under fire from 
the state Registry of Election Finance 
did some firing of their own last week. 

They filed a lawsuit in the Franklin 
Circuit Court, naming as defendants the 
Registry and Attorney-General David 
Armstrong. 

Joining Dr. Stumbo in the action were 
B.F. Reed, of Drift, and Howard Norrell, 
of Frankfort, and they maintain that the 
Registry has selectively hounded them 
by ignoring the legitimacy of loans 
totalling $300,000 from Reed and Norrell 
to Stumbo during the 1983 gubernatorial 
primary campaign. 

The suit says that state laws limiting 
campaign contributions to $3,000 per in­
dividual, and including under that limit 
any loans not made by banks, un­
constitutionally restrict a candidate's 
ability to use his assets to raise money 
to get his message to the voters. 

The suit also attacks the state's 
campaign-finance laws as unconstitu­
tionally vague and discriminatory 
against individuals who wish to support 
candidates. 

Last week, the registry found "pro­
bable cause'· to believe that Stumbo and 
his supporters willfully violated state 
election laws in connection with the 
$300.000 in loans, which helped Stumbo 

stage a late-hour media blitz that near­
ly won him the Democratic guber­
natorial nomination. 

By a 3-1 vote, the five-member 
registry approved a sharply worded 
rebuke of the three men and sent the 
case to Armstrong for possible 
prosecution. 

Armstrong has since referred the case 
to Knott County Commonwealth's At­
torney Afton McHenry Smith. 

Smith and Dr Stumbo attend the 
same church, are friends , and it was not 
clear if the Knott prosecutor will take 
the case. If he does not, the attorney­
general may provide a special prose­
cutor. 

Stumbo, who headed the Cabinet for 
Human Resources under former Gov. 
John Y. Brown Jr ., denounced the 
registry's action last week as unwar­
ranted and politically motivated. 

Stumbo has said he avoided using 
legal loopholes to inject money into his 
fast-finishing primary campaign and 
followed the advice of his lawyer when 
he borrowed $200,000 from Reed and 
$100,000 from Norrell in May, 1983. 

The lawsuit repeats Stumbo's conten 
tion that the transactions , which allow­
ed him in turn to lend $300,000 to his 
campaign, were legal and above board.

Commission were all cited for failing to 
submit water samples or operating 
reports some months between October, 
1983 and March this year- the first six 
months of the federal fiscal year. 

A persistent violator is any system 
with more than three infractions of state 
water regulations, division officials ex· 
plained. This year's list represents a 32 
percent reduction of last year's, in which 
95 community water system were 
named. 

"Those supplies are receiving top 
priority," for enforcement action, said 
John Smither, manager of the Water 
Division's drinking water branch. The 
nature of the violations raises questions 
about whether the drinking water in the 
65 systems is safe, Smither said. If he 
were a customer of one of the systems. 
he added, he "would at least try to find 
out why (the violation) is occurring and 
put pressure on the owner to correct it.'' 

Smither said all65 water systems that 
were branded as persistent violators had 
been referred for enforcement action. 
State officials said stricter enforcement 
is the cause of the steep drop in the 
number of water supplies cited for viola­
tions this year. 

But Tom Fitzgerald, an environmen­
tal attorney, said smaller water systems 
need help in upgrading their plant and 
training their operators and he criticiz -
ed the Division of Water for not monitor­
ing private wells, from which most rural 
Kentuckians draw their drinking water.

available. During typical treatment, a 
phobic meets privately with a mental­
health professional, and then joins a 
group-counseling session. Just knowing 
that others suffer such terrible afflic­
tions and that help is available is in itself 
truly therapeutic. The next step is for a 
person to work up enough courage to 
confront his or her phobia. 

Patients have l:ieen shown that if they 
repeatedly endure a feared situation fo.r 
15 to 20 seconds the panic will subside. 
It also helps to distract their thoughts 
from panic by doing such things as coun­
ting the numbers on license plates, talk­
ing out loud or fingering a good-luck 
piece . 

The Digest reports that with correct 
treatment, more than 90 percent of 
phobics show marked improvement­
on the average after only 8 to 16 sessions. 
The reason that some phobics fail to 
recover is that they either refuse or are 
afraid to confront their fears. 

Despite the fact that successful treat­
ment has been available in recent years, 
only one-half of one percent of all phobia 
victims receive it.

It marked the second straight month 
for record employment in Kentucky, ac­
cording to state labor market analyst Ed 
Blackwell "Our reports place total 
employment for June at 1,615,300. That's 
a gain of 26,300 over .\lay's employment 
of 1.589,000 and up 78,400 above the 
figure of 1,536,900 working in June 1983," 
Blackwell said. "Major gains were 
made in agriculture< 13,600). other non 
agricultural employment, including 
domestic and self-employed individuals 
<5.800>, construction < 4,500 l, manufac­
turing (2,800), trade (2,BOOJ and serviCes 
( 1,800)." 

Kentucky's 8.9 percent unemployment 
rate is the lowest since ~ovember 1981, 
when the rate was also 8.9 percent. Na­
tionally the unemployment rate for June 
was 7.4 percent, up from 7.2 percent m 
May. 

Blackwell said normally Kentucky's 
unemployment rate would also nse in 
June. due to the influx of job-seeking 
high school and college students. "The 
main factor that steadied Kentucky's 
unemployment rate remains the 
availability of jobs in the agriculture and 
entry-level non-agriculture segments of 
the work place," he said. "Students look­
ing for work for the most part found 
employment, especially in the fast food 
businesses.'' 

Kentucky's total labor force for June 
rose to 1,722.800 as compared to 1,746,100 
in May and 1,747,800 in June 1983. Total 
unemployment increased statewide by 
400 to 157,500 in June, up from 157,100 in 
May but down 53,400 from the 210,900 
figure for June 1983.

If anybody doubts the worth of the cleanup operation now 
under way at Jenny Wiley State Park, along the shorelines of 
Dewey Lake, they should read a letter to the editor of The 
Courier-Journal which was published in Monday's edition.

This letter voices the disappointment and indignation of an 
Owensboro woman who with her husband and daughter had 
undertaken a walk over one of the park hiking trails, this one 
skirting the lake in the vicinity of May Lodge. The hillside on 
both sides of the trail was littered with almost every con­
ceivable kind of trash, and the trail itself had its share of the 
same unsightly litter. 

The visitor incorrectly assumed that the hillside had been 
made the park dump. She did not know that this unsightly mess 
was what had been carried downstream from perhaps a hun­
dred homes and businesses by high water and left there when 
the water receded. 

The scene, she wrote, "was heartbreaking to one who loves 
the park." 

We have the rose garden, but she found too many toads in 
it. And that is the tragedy of this beautiful mountain area of 
the state. 

The work now being done at the park will make those 
woodland and lakeside trails inviting again. Though it cannot 
remove the disappointment of visitors who have already 
beheld the litter, or wipe out the effect of the letter which was 
given statewide circulation through the newspaper, others who 
come to the park later this year will find no such disappoint­
ment. 

That is the hope for this year. For next year? More litter 
when the water rises? Another cleanup. Funds have been ap­
propriated to take care of the situation next year-but what 
of the years past that? 

Our people must be taught a greater appreciation of what 
we have, and the teaching may have to include fines and jail 
terms for those who cannot or will not otherwise be taught.

Things turn up on this desk in the 
strangest fashion . The clipping before 
me is from an unidentified newspaper (I 
suspect it's from North Carolina) , and 
I have no idea who supplied it. It pur­
ports to be the reminiscences of a 
character labelled Stafford Hartley. 

The yarn told therein goes back to 
Civil War days and tells of three Hartley 
youngsters-two boys, ages 10 and 11 , 
and a 12-year-old girl-who managed on 
a Sunday to " get the drop" on two of 
Gen. George Stoneman's Raiders 
(rapers, the narrator says he prefers to 
call them), tied them up and decided to 
have a necktie party. 

It's a gory story. They tied their 
prisoners' feet with rope around and 
beneath their horses ' bellies, and a chain 
was used to tie around the neck of the 
first to be nominated for an early 
demise.

"Some time later at church the 
preacher preached that it was a sin to 
hang a Yankee on Sunday, and old 
Grandpappy didn't like it a dern bit. He 
walked up to the pulpit and told the 
preacher Christ taught that it is lawful 
to do good on the Sabbath-will you deny 
that, or are you just jealous because the 
Lord chose my younguns to do his good 
work, his wonders to perform? "

this yarn:

Upon our arrival in Owensboro we 
found that the local paper had run a 
very timely article on Dwight Higgs' 
breaking of the legendary "King" Kel­
ly Coleman's career scoring record at 
Kentucky Wesleyan College there. It 
should be noted, as several Owensboro 
residents pointed out with pride, that it 
took Higgs four years to score more 
than the "great one" did in two-and-a­
half seasons. 

Time and time again local sports en­
thusiasts stopped us to ask, " Isn't 
North Floyd where 'King Kelly' was 
from? " or "Is that anywhere near 
Wayland?" There were also frequent 
"let me tell you a story about Kelly" 
situations and nine times out of 10, as 
sports stories go, the person went to 
school or had classes with Kelly or was 
a participant in the tales, themselves. 

Coleman, of course, was the sensa­
tional schoolboy from tiny Wayland 
High School who led the nation one 
year, averaging more than 44 points 
per game, took Wayland to the state 
tournament in the early 1950's. and still 
holds marks set during the state series. 
He went on to a short college and pro­
fessional career and was Floyd 
county 's only professional basketball 
player in this writer's memory. 

So, Coleman may take heart that he 
and his home county and community 
are still remembered and loved in 
Owensboro, Kentucky.

20 Years Asked 
As 'Baldy' Hall 
In Guilty Plea 

Shortly before he was due to be tried 
for murder in the March shooting death 
of a 17-year-old Hunter youth, Harlos • 
" Baldy" Hall, 40, of Drift, pleaded guil-
ty Tuesday morning to a lesser charge. 

In a deal worked out with prosecutors, 
Hall pleaded guilty to first-degree 
manslaughter in the death of Robert 
Gene Shepherd. Commonwealth's At­
torney James R. Allen recommended a 
20-year prison sentence. Circuit Judge 
Hollie Conley set sentencing for August 
24. 

The burly grocer was accused of fell­
ing Shepherd with a high-powered rifle 
shot as the teenager rode in his uncle's 
wrecker up a Drift road shortly after 11 
a.m. on Saturday, March 10. 

According to a police report, Jack 
Shepherd, who operates a wrecker ser­
vice, and his nephew were towing a 
disabled car toward the elder 
Shepherd's home on Old Drift Hollow 
when they were flagged down by Hall 
and his son, Tim. Hall allegedly press­
ed Jack Shepherd for payment o~ a $400 
grocery bill and, when Shepherd con­
tinued to drive on up the hollow, opened 
fire on the wrecker, first with a 
.22-caliber pistol and then with a 
.303-caliber rifle. 

As Shepherd was about to pull into his 
yard, his nephew was struck above the 
right ear by a shot fired through the 
wrecker's rear window, police said. 

Hall told police he returned fire after 
an unknown person or persons began 
shooting at him. Bullets were " bouncing 
off his vehicle and all around him" when 
he opened fire with a .22 pistol, he said. 
He was armed only with a .22-caliber 
pistol and a .22-caliber rifle, he said.

Says System Unfair 
I have been married twice. My first 

husband fathered two children and left 
me on my own when I was 19. My son 
was 7 and my daughter was 5 when I 
finally got enough money to file suit 
against him for child support. I had 
never been paid any child support. At 
this point he was well over $8,000 behind. 
Judge Conley put him in jail after eight 
times of going to court, and said that was 
all he could do. 

To date, four years later, I still haven't 
received any money from him. 

I have been married to a hard-working 
man for almost four years. He has a 
daughter from a previous marriage. His 
ex-wife has had us in court approximate­
ly once a month during the last four 
years . Judge Conley issued a warrant 
for his arrest three days after his ex-wife 
cashed that month's check for child 
support. 

Last week, at the latest court ap­
pearance, we were informed that not on­
ly were all future child support 
payments going to be taken out of his 
salary, but her attorney's fees were also 
going to be deducted. Since we can't af­
ford an attorney of our own, how can 
Judge Conley play God and force us to 
pay hers? 

The court agreement was that my hus­
band was to pay a set amount of child 
support every month and he was to get 
his daughter every week-end. When my 
husband gets behind in his payments he 
is held in contempt of court. It is my opi­
nion that she <his ex-wife) has broken 
the agreement several times herself. 

My questions are: How does the 
Honorable Judge Conley decide which 
ex-wife and children practically starve 
and go half naked, like me and my 
children did, and which ones will receive 
what is due them, like my husband's ex­
wife and child? 

I know several men that are thousands 
of dollars behind in child support and 
nothing is done. What is the difference? 
I thought our judicial system was to pro­
tect all the people, not just a select few.

Rabies and Wildlife 
Mention rabies and most folks im­

mediately think of a "mad" dog. 
Although dogs are most closely 

: associated with this dread disease, 
: almost any animal can contract rabies 
: and transmit it to man. 
! . There's a "reservoir" of rabies among 
: wildlife populations, which sometimes 
: reaches epidemic proportions, par­
: ticularly during the summer months. 
'" Because of this constant threat of 
: rabies among wild animals, its impor­
: tant that any pets which might have con­
: tact with wildlife be vaccinated and that 
• children be instructed to leave wild 
:-· animals strictly alone. 
: A rabid animal often does not exhibit 

the fear of humans that is normal with 
: most wild creatures and will often allow 
• itse1f to be picked up. In some cases, 
: children <or even adults) have taken 
: rabid animals home, thinking they are 
: lost pets. 
:·- Television programs which depict 

wild animals as cuddly, friendly 
creatures don't help the situation any, 
since they can foster false ideas about 
wildlife in children's minds. 

Skunks are responsible for most out-
breaks of rabies in the wild, according 

; to wildlife piologists with the Kentucky 
Departmdnt of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources. Foxes are probably these­
cond most serious threat. As populations 
of these two species increase, so do the 
chances of rabies outbreaks. 

Skunks can apparently carry and 
transmit the rabies virus for six months 
or longer without showing any symp­
toms of the disease. This means that 
even a "deodorized" skunk obtained 
from a legal source after a quarantine 
period could still suddenly contract 
rabies. To compound this problem, im­

A munization of skunks isn't very effec­
tive. All in all, the risk of rabies would 
seem to outweigh any advantages of 
skunks as pets 

Any animal which is acting sick or 
suspicious should be reported im­
mediately to the proper authorities­
either the county health department, the 
sheriff's office or a fish and wildlife con­
servation officer 

And remember that a rabid animal 
doesn't necessarily have to bite you to 

- give you the disease, since the rabies 
virus can enter your body through any 
open wound. Since the virus is carried 
in the infected animal's saliva, a bite is 
the most common means of transmittal. 

Anyone bitten by a suspected rabid 
animal< or any animal, for that matter) 
or even coming in close contact with one 
should see a physician immediately. If 
at all possible, try to capture or kill any 
animal which attacks a person or a pet. 
Health department officials can make 
positive determination of rabies and 
decide whether the individual needs to 
take the painful series of shots which are 
the only known preventative. If the 
animal cannot be located .• the victim of 
a bite usually must undergo the rabies 
treatment as a precaution, since there 
is no cure once the disease is contracted.

Hun tin & Fish in'

7th District Commissioner, Fish & Wildlife Resources 

I guess many of our Eastern Kentucky 
sportsmen are wondering what to do. 
It's too hot to fish and another two 
months until squirrel season. Well, it's 
a good time to do some night fishing, or 
maybe a little ground hog hunting. 
However, there's one important thing 
our sportsmen can do, especially this 
time of year: that is almost three million 
huntmg and fishing dollars will go into 
our state's general fund for the next two 
years. Do you realize that the Depart­
ment of Fish and Wildlife is the only 
state agency that is self-contained? In 
other words, the department operates on 
the sale of hunting and fishing licenses 
and certain matching funds, with no 
stale funds required. 

Sportsmen. the time has come to get 
involved. Well, what can I do? Get ac­
tive in your local fish and game clubs. 
If there's not a club in your area, start 
one. Also, join the League of Kentucky 
Sportsmen. The league is continuously 
working to protect our rights as Ken­
tucky sportsmen. 

The League of Kentucky Sportsmen 
has approximately 20,000 members at 
present, but I believe if we had 100,000 
members the Department of Fish & 
Wildlife would be almost 3 million 
dollars richer. I also believe the key to 
protecting what we have is communica­
tions between the sportsmen, the clubs, 
the League, and the Dept. of Fish & 
Wildlife. 

At the recent League of Ky. Sport­
smen's convention held at Owensboro 
the 7th District was honored with the 
selection of Dorothy Chapman from 
Breathitt Co. as the Wildlife Conserva­
tionist of the year. Congratulations, 
Dorothy, and keep up the good work. 

The Department of Fish and Wildlife 
has just· completed its annual quail 
stocking program and the 7th District 
received 11,200 baby chicks. The depart­
ment has also been stocking a lot of fish 
in our new Paintsville Lake. We've put 
85,000 Red Breast Sun Fish, 267,885 
Walleye, 25,250 Small Mouth Bass, and 
plan to stock 57,000 Channel Cat Fish 
later on this summer. Also. Carrs Fork 
Lake received 35,260 Walleye earlier this 
month 

Another thing we're doing statewide 
is obtaining wild turkeys for various 
stocking sites. George Wright, our 
turkey biologist, is wheeling and dealing 
with other states to obtain turkeys. 

Turkey hunting is fast becoming a 
preferred hunting sport in Kentucky. We 
had a record kill this year of 254 birds, 
with Harlan Co. taking 35 and Letcher 
Co. taking 33. Hey, those two counties 
are in Eastern Kentucky and they lead 
the state. 

Not only have we got turkeys in 
Eastern Kentucky, but we're going to 
have white-tailed deer. At our last com· 
mission meeting in Frankfort we not on­
ly budgeted 19 million dollars for the 
fiscal year 1984-1985, but we agreed 
unanimously to keep the white-tailed 
deer stocking program active in areas 
of Eastern Kentucky that have suitable 
habitats. However, there is a real 
serious problem that we'll have to con­
front during this deer restoration 
period; wild and stray dogs. I believe 
that if Eastern Kentucky is ever going 
to be a Sportsman's Paradise, we'll have 
to establish Dog Wardens and Dog 
Pounds in all our counties. You know, we 
could stock deer from now to eternity, 
but if we don't have a fawn crop every 
year, we've wasted our time and money. 
I believe that the wild and stray dogs in 
Eastern Kentucky are not only 
devastating to our deer herd, but are 
also dangerous to our people. How can 
a two or three month old fawn deer or 
a small child possibly escape a pack of 
dogs? Also, dog owners, you should 
license your dogs. This $1.50 license fee 
is not much and will help fund the dog 
warden and dog pound program. It will 
also protect your rights of dog owner­
ship. This license can be purchased at 
your county court house. 

I understand that, thanks to Mary 
Wells and an understanding county 
government, Pike Co. will be our next 
county in the 7th District to obtain a dog 
warden and dog pound. Congratulations, 
Pike Co., for meeting and dealing with 
the responsib'ility to your people and for 
helping wildlife restoration in your 
county. : 

The Knott Co. deer stocking will be 
completed in early 1985. The Universi­
ty of Kentuc:;ky and the Department of 
Fish and Wildlife will be conducting a 
study to determine the habits and the 
range of the' deer we're transporting 
from Ballard Co. Wildlife Mgt. Area to 
Eastern Kentucky. We will collar about 
30 adult does with radios and track their 
movements. Hopefully, this study will be 
very beneficial for future deer stockings.

Conservation camps have begun 
and the Department is very proud of our 
camp facilities and their staff. I'm also 
proud of the fact that our 7th District 
didn't have to run any kids down this 
year from camp. The Department is 
continuously up-grading camp facilities 
so that we can accommodate all our 
youngsters wanting to attend conserva­
tion camp.

Most of would probably say that 
flowers are for looking, sniffing and ar­
ranging, and vegetables are for canning, 
freezing and eating.

We 
can, and the summer flower garden pro­
yides many delicacies. 

Actually, one of our favorite cool 
season vegetables is just a collection of 
unopened flower buds-broccoli. Since 
we eat every other part of various 
vegetable plants-roots, stems, leaves 
and fruits-why not also eat the flowers. 

Take the common marigold. Euro­
pean cooks have long used the petals to 
color and flavor salads, soups, custards, 
cookies and other baked goods. If we can 
make dandelion wine, let's make 
marigold wine. And just as candied 
violets and roses are considered a 
delicacy, so too are candied marigolds. 

and a bowl of Day lily Soup or Marigold 
Chowder. F:or the main course try 
Marigold Chicken Pie or Flower..Stuffed 
Swordfish with Peas with Water-Lily 
Buds and Marigold Carrots with 
Almonds. Of course we'll need Lime­
Geranium Muffins with Rose Petal Jel­
ly and some Dandelion Wine or Lime 
Geranium Lemonade to wash it down. 
And for dessert White Rose Pudding 
with Orange-Blossom Fudge. 

If this sounds like a good way to perk 
up dull family meals, check bookstores 
and your library for flower cookery 
books.

Johnson Court 
Convicts Four 
Floyd Co. Men 

Four Floyd county men, including 
three brothers, were convicted by a 
Johnson Circuit Court jury last week on 
charges of receiving stolen property. 
The jury was unable to agree on whether 
two of the men should also be branded 
persistent felony offenders. 

Charles Brown, 25, his two brothers, 
Ballard Brown, 23, and David Brown, 19, 
and Terry Bartlett, 23, were convicted 
Wednesday of having merchandise 
stolen from Tackett Furniture Co. at 
Allen on March 29. Bartlett and the two 
older Browns were also found guilty of 
having household items stolen from 
Danny Akers on March 23. 

After a four-hour deliberation which 
began Tuesday afternoon, the jury 
returned guilty verdicts Wednesday 
morning in the stolen property charges, 
recommending a one-year prison term 
on each count. That afternoon, the jury 
declared itself deadlocked on the ques­
tion of whether Charles a nd Ballard 
Brown, who recently finished their 
sentence on an earlier stolen property 
conviction, should be declared persistent 
felons, a designation carrying a five-to­
ten-year prison term. 

An August 20 sentencing date has been 
set for Bartlett and David Brown. No 
date had been set this week for senten­
cing of the other two. Pending sentenc­
ing, the men are being held in the 
Johnson county jail. 

The four were arrested in a Johnson 
county residence in March, hours after 
the Tackett Furniture break-in was 
discovered. Property taken from the 
store and the Akers residence was found 
there. 
~ Bartlett and the two older Browns yet 
face a number of charges in this coun­
ty, including burglary counts stemming 
from a March 19 break-in at Jerry's 
Restaurant- in which a $1500 safe, a $300 
handgun and $4000 in cash was alleged­
ly stolen- and the Tackett Furniture 
heist, in which merchandise valued at 
$2500 was reported missing. 

Bartlett and Charles Brown are accus­
ed of stealing $1783 worth of household 
items from Danny Akers' mobile home. 
Charles and Ballard Brown face a 
charge of receiving a safe containing 
$1300 which was stolen last November 
from Wendy's Restaurant here and 
Charles Brown is charged with receiv­
ing a battery charger stolen from Den­
nis Adams in March. 

Bartlett and Charles Brown escaped 
from the Johnson county jail in April but 
were returned to custody about a week 
later. No indictment has yet been return­
ed in connection with the escape.

Recently, an attorney argued man ar­
ticle appearing in the Lexington Hearld­
Leader <September 12, 1983) that he 
thought people who became emotional 
about marijuana "hadn't thought the 
subject through ... and that they hadn't 
researched any of the scientific studies 
on tt or that they could have a real emo­
tional bias against any forms of intox­
ication whatsoever." He further explain­
ed that since "the American public is 
willing to spend billions of dollars for 
marijuana either medicinally or 
recreationally," then we ought to 
legalize it as a cash crop in Kentucky. 
He explained, "I don't think we should 
allow anybody to take the lead in the 
production and distribution of Mari­
juana ... " If we're talking about "Main­
taining the farming heritage of Kentuc­
ky." 

Unfortunately, this lawyer's viewpoint 
is indicative of many adults in Kentucky 
and nationwtde who have not taken the 
time to carefully review the facts on the 
effects of rnartjuana use. 

A careful scrutiny of the facts would 
indtcate that: 

- Marijuana contains '418 chemicals 
other than THC that could be potential­
ly harmful. 

-Regular use, even once or twice a 
week, means the user is never entirely 
free of the drug. 

- In 1976, lung researchers reported 
that smoking 3 to 5 joints a week is 
equivalent to smoking 16 cigarettes a 
day. 

- Marijuana smoke contains larger 
amounts of cancer-producing hydrocar­
bons than tobacco. 

- Physicians warn that marijuana's 
effects on heart function may pose an in­
creasing health problem if use continues 
to spread among older adults and if 
youthful users keep smoking pot as they 
grow older 

- Acute marijuana intoxication im­
pairs learning, memory and intellectual 
performance. 

- Marijuana usage may reduce fund-

-Heavy and continuous marijuana 
use can possibly result in subtle and 
lasting changes m brain function. 

-Marijuana used daily and in 
substantial amounts may adversely im­
pair some aspects of the reproductive 
function. 

-Smoking a joint has the objective of 
getting "high," that is, intoxication in a 
way that alters judgement, self­
perception, memory and other aspects 
of psychological function. 

-Marijuana is a psychologically ad­
dicting drug that can result in damag­
ing personality and behaviorial changes. 

In addition, careful review of this 
issue would take into consideration the 
opinion of Associated Press writer John 
Barbour, who wrote "The evidence is 
visible and convincing-millions of 
American families must cope with 
drunk or stoned teenagers or deal with 
the probability that their teenagers are 
daily confronted with this growing 
hazard"; or Dr. Robert Dupont, former 
director of the National Institute of Drug 
Abuse, who warned in 1979.

The office is presently assisting Great 
Amwell Productions of New York City 
in preparation for a remake of the belov­
ed Twain classic. 

"'The three-hour production for PBS 
may eventually be shown on cable-TV as 
well." said Toole. It will be made in and 
around Maysville, Mays Lick, 
Washington. Augusta and Manchester 
Islands on the Ohio Toole said that the 
production company had seen the 
Augusta area in the film CENTEN­

Must Have Itemized Bill 
· Many people in the Big Sandy area 
wait longer than necessary to get pay­
ment from their Medicare medical in­
surance because they fail to submit 
itemized bills with their request for pay­
ment form. 

Medical insurance is the part of 
Medicare that helps pay for doctor bills. 
outpatient hospital services, and other 
items and services not covered by 
hospital insurance. 

To receive payment under medical in­
surance, a person generally submits a 
request for payment form and the doc­
tor or other supplier provides an itemiz­
ed bill to send with the form. 

The trouble, Kelly said, is that often 
the bill does not provide enough informa­
tion about the services provided and, 
therefore, a decision cannot be made as 
to whether they are covered. As a result, 
the patient must be contacted for more 
information and payment is delayed. 

To prevent this delay, the person 
should be sure that each bill shows : a 
description of each service provided, the 
date the service was provided, the place 
the serv1ce was provided, the charge for 
each service provided, the doctor or sup­
plier who provided each service, and the 
person's name and health insurance 
claim number exactly as they are shown 
on the person's Medicare card 

It is helpful if the diagnosis is a lso 
shown.

dates . Be sure to get yours in on time 

At two military posts, timing is most 
important because applications are re­
jected unless received between specified 
dates . 

• At Ft. Knox, applications for weekend 
bow hunts will be accepted only between 
July 14 and July 29. Those wishing to 
participate in the No\' 24·25, Dec. 8-9 and 
Dec. 15-16 gun hunts should apply bet­
ween Aug. 11-26.

Fishing Made Worthwhile

[f vou do. a lot of fishing in the Oh10 
Rive.r, it could pay off. The Department 
of Fish and Wildlife Resources is offer­
ing cash rewards for certain tagged fish 
caught from the river. 

The prize money may be just enough 
to buy your bait, or it may yield enough 
to buy a brand new motor for your boat. 
The values of the tagged fish range from 
$1 to $1,000. 

• Approximately 375 fish were tagged in 
the western part of the river this year. 
The rewards provide fishermen with an 
incentive to return the tags. Fisheries 
biologist Ralph Jackson uses the tags to 
study fish movement, age and growth 
rates 

Jackson estimates that without the 
tags the return rate would be around five 
percent. Last year's overall return rate 
was 16 percent. Approximately $669 was 
split among 67 fishermen. Some of the 

• $1,000 fish from three prevwus years of 
the study are still in the river 

Cash rewards also encourage fishing 
in the Ohio River, which has become a 
much cleaner place in recent years 
because of stricter anti-pollution laws. 

Among the different species, around 
25 percent of the bass tags and 25 per· 
cent of the crappie tags have been 
returned. Only three to six percent of the 
catfish and carp tags were returned . 

• Jackson said although catfish and carp 
were considered rough fish, they were 
included in the study because some 
fisherme do fish for them. 

The biologists use electrofishing gear 
to catch the fish or tagging. The AC cur­
rent stuns the fish until they can be tag­
ged and returned to the same area. 

Jackson said the brightly-colored tags 
look much like a "plastic price tag that 
you would find on clothes." The tag is a 
small piece of plastic tubing sticking out 

• of the fish's back, just below the dorsal 
fin, with "KY FISH" and a number on it. 

Special envelopes for returning the 
tags are available from fish and wildlife 
conservation officers, at local bait and 
tackle shops or docks. In addition to the 
information requested on the envelope, 
the department needs a few scales from 
the fish. Complete details are printed on 
the mailing envelopes. 

If you're a catch-and-release fisher­
man, you can clip off the tag and remove 

• a few scales from the fish's side just 
behind the gills. Measure the length of 
the fish and release it, then fill out and 
return the special mailing envelope.

Group of 23 Named In Move 
To Halt High Dropout Rate 

State Superintendent of Public In­
struction Alice McDonald last week an­
nounced the appointment of 23 educators 
and community leaders to a new com­
mission aimed at preventing school 
dropouts. 

The new Dropout Prevention Advisory 
Commission will hold an organizational 
meeting at 10 a.m. Aug. 2 in the state 
board room on the first floor of the 
Capital Plaza Tower in Frankfort. 

Noting that Kentucky ranks last 
among the 50 states in the percentage of 
residents 25 and older who have com­
pleted high school, McDonald said that 
statistic reflected a dropout rate that 
was "totally unacceptable." 

"I am seeking the advice of 
legislators, school officials, local board 
members and leaders of business and in­
dustry, as well as community organiza­
tions, as to how public education can 
best address this problem," she said. 

Members of the advisory commission 
will be asked to look at the overall 
climate in the state's schools as they for­
mulate recommendations to the State 
Board. of Education for reducing the 
dropout problem, McDonald said.

CAUGHT FLOSS 
Q. My dental floss often catches between my teeth and 

is very hard to move. How can I prevent that? 

A. Sometimes, when teeth are close to each other floss 
' meets resistance in getting between them or getting 

out .again. To make this easier, there is a gadget 
available at pharmacy counters which permits a bet­
ter finger grip and more leverage in flossing between 
tight teeth. Extra-fine floss may help, too. 

Other patients may run into flossing difficulties 
because of rough edges or overhangs of fillings which 
catch and fray the floss. This happens when amalgam 
fillings crack or roughen at their margains, creating 
uneven surfaces. Floss catching can also occur around 
crown (cap) margins that do _not fit properly. Your 
dentist should be able to remedy any of these 
problems.

Council on Educational Reform-a 
panel of 34 Kentucky leaders met with 
Gov. Martha Layne Colhns recently at 
the Mansion in Frankfort and listened as 
she said, in clear, uncompromising 
terms, "You are not a study group. Your 
task is to come up with specific recom­
mendations for action.'' 

With this clear mandate, Gov Collins 
outlined her charge to the group. a 
charge that council chairman AI Smith 
noted, "leaves no doubt what she is ex­
pecting from us .. 

Gov. Collins told council members, 
"During the past session of the general 
assembly we made an important begin­
ning. But it was only a beginning. I see 
this group as a catalyst for ensuring that 
we continue the work started then. I in­
tend to see better schools before I leave 
office." 

The governor urged the council to 
weigh the valuable information and 
1deas about the schools already compil· 
ed by the Chamber of Commerce. the 
Prichard Committee, various educa­
tional task force reports and recent 
general assembly efforts.

Dr. Ray Nystrand, ::-<>cretary of the 
Education and Humanities Cal..inet. will 
prepare a draft for the council­
hopefully for a mid-September 
meeting-based upon review of all the 
issues. problems and conclusions from 
these prior studies and laws.

Conservation News 
Wildlife food plots can really benefit 

our local birds and animals. Scattered 
grain patches near cover serve as a 
"pantry" for many species. It can be 
helpful to think of an animal's habitat as 
a house in which there are several 
rooms. 

For instance, animals need a 
"bedroom" to sleep and take refuge in. 
We often refer to an animal's bedroom 
as "cover" which is provided by trees 
and shrubs. Depending upon species, an 
animal's kitchen could be a mast tree, 
a clover patch, or a grain field. 

Some animals require several rooms. 
Studies reveal that quail spend time in 
four different types of rooms: woodland, 
grassland, shrubland and cropland. In 
Floyd county "cropland rooms" near 
cover are usually the limiting factor. 
Animals can't stay in a house without a 
kitchen or pantry. any more than 
humans can. To correct this situation 
landowners and landusers are encourag­
ed to plant crops such as corn near cover 
such as trees or shrubs. This can be ac­
complished by leaving a couple of outer 
rows of corn in a farm operation. Others 
may want to put out a special plot of 
grain specifically for wildlife use. 

ASCS has a cost-share program to 
assist in the cost of these special plots. 
Call the local Conservation District at 
886-3128 for more information.

Some people, who would not ordinarily take medica­
tion of any kind, take it to help with their exercise 
regimen.

A. :\lultiple myeloma is a cancer of the 
l>lood·forming organ. the bone marrow, 
in wh1ch a form of white blood cells call­
l'd plasma cells grow abnormally. They 
group together forming tumors that 
mav crowd out the normal bone mar­
row, and eventually they may grow in­
to the bone itself and spread to other 
parts of the body . 

There are about 9,400 new cases of 
multiple myeloma in the U.S. each year. 
l\Iedical scienti&ts do not know what 
causes this disease. Men are more like­
ly to have it than womerr, and it almost 
always occurs in people over 40. 

Myeloma is often a low-growing 
cancer. People with this disease may not 
have any symptoms for years . The first 
symptom is almost always bone pain, 
often in the back or neck. This pain, 
which usually seems worse at night, is 
mi ld and occasional at first, but 
becomes increasingly severe as the 
disease progresses. Other: possible 
symptoms of multiple myeloma are ab­
normal bleeding and increased suscep­
tibility to infections. 

Bone tumors associated with multiple 
myeloma usually develop in bones 
which contain the most bone marrow: 
the ribs. spine. skull, pelvis and long 
bones of the arms and legs. If the disease 
is not treated, these tumors can cause 
bone fractures and collapsed vertebrae. 

Chemotherapy is the treatment most 
frequently given for patients who have 
active multiple myeloma. Radiation 
therapy also may be used to control the 
bone tumors 

A patient who responds well to treat­
ment usually feels better, has less bone 
pain and is more active within three to 
five weeks. Some patients treated with 
chemotherapy have full remissions in 
which all signs of the disease are gone. 

Provides Warm Environment

many physicians prefer that newborns stay in a nursery warmer for their first 
four to five hours of life. 

The new over-the-bed radiant warmer in the HRMC Obstetrics Department 
satisfied the wishes of both mother and doctor. The unit provides warmth for 
the new mother and baby in her hospital room. This has several benefits such 
as facilitating the bonding process and soothing afterbirth pain . 

"This feels like sunbathing" , said Mrs. Elkins when experiencing the ra­
diant warmer. " It is wonderfully relaxing." 

The radiant warmer equipment was purchased by the Medical Center 
Obstetrics Department with a $1500 grant award from the March of Dimes 
and matching funds donated by the HRMC Auxiliary.

His latest play, 
" The Burnt Wind," was taken from a 
story by the noted 19th Century /Russian 
writer, Artzibashev, and he hopes to see 
it produced. But along with his creativi­
ty, Marcel craves companionship. Very 
few of his old theater friends are still 
around, and Leon is the one who fills the 
great gap of loneliness.

And his friend told him about AC­
TION's Senior Companion Program in 
which men a nd women who have retired 
offer companionship and assistance to 
their less able contemporaries. "But 
that takes training," said Leon. 

Indeed it does, and for the next year 
under the guidance of the United 
Neighborhood Houses of New York, 
Leon became a trainee. In so doing he 
learned the manner, the methods and 
the psychological approach necessary to 
be a companion to the handicapped, par­
ticularly to those who are blind. 

That was 10 years ago, and since then 
Leon has spent an average of four hours 
a day, five days a week with his clients, 
building relationships that are mean­
ingful and through which real friend­
ships are established. 

Today he has three clients. "Issac 
Daise is my guitar player," he says. 
"He's blind, and he lost a leg to diabetes, 
but he can play the guitar, and I've been 
able to encourage him to do that, most­
ly by arranging for him to play with dif­
ferent groups. I bring him to the center, 
and that way he keeps active and in­
terested, you know. He's a widower, and 
we spend a lot of time just talking 
together." 

Leon's juggler, Don Ricardo, offered 
a different challenge. An entertainer 
who had lost his juggling capability, he 
had become withdrawn and morose­
not caring. Leon recognized he had to 
find a way to get Don to re-juggle his 
focus in life. He found it by involving him 
in his own creative efforts. He would 
bring his art work to Don and ask him 
for an opinion; he would do the same 
with his poetry. And slowly, Don the 73. 
year old former juggler became Don,
