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Beaver-Elkhorn, Pawn 
•In Control Struggle 

Each side says it wants only the good 
of the people. Each is equally insistent 
the other side is playing politics. Either 
way, a water system that serves 1600 
people up the right and left arms of 
Beaver Creek has again become the 
pawn in an escalating scramble for 
power. 

The struggle for control of the Beaver 
Elkhorn Water District was advanced 
by a bold move two weeks ago when the 
Knoll fiscal court, acting on a recom­
mendation of Knott Judge-Executive Sid 
Williams, appointed two additional 
members to the district's board of com­
missioners. The water district-which 
has its offices in Wayland, its water 
plant at Allen, and 99 percent of its 

• 
customers in Floyd county-has tradi­
tionally been managed by three com­
missioners , two from the Right Beaver 
section and one from Left Beaver, both 
in this county. 

For Floyd Judge-Executive John M. 
Stumbo, the Knott gambit was one of 
considerable effrontery. It is simply not 
right, he said, that a handful of people­
the Beaver Elkhorn system has just 16 
customers in Knott county-should be 
represented by two commissioners. 

Moreover, said Stumbo, the attempt 
to enlarge the commission is only the 
latest in a series of moves which began 

in July, when some members of the 
Floyd fiscal court resisted his efforts to 
renew the expired term of commission 
chairman James Scott and insisted that 
Hamlet "Hammer" Lovely be named to 
replace him. 

The resulting stalemate was broken 
last month when Scott withdrew his 
nomination and the magistrates ap­
pointed Lovely. Backers of the new ap­
pointee were soon to be out-maneuvered, 

Parking Service Offered 
There's something new for Pres­

tonsburg's downtown shopping 
area, this Christmas season.

Case Against Bank Stands 
As Dismissal Said Mistake 

Attorneys for a Carter county coal 
operator were startled to learn last week 
that their client's nine-year dispute with 
a Prestonsburg bank was apparently 
settled in the bank's favor, without their 
even having an opportunity to be heard. 

It was all a mistake, said Circuit 
Judge Hollie Conley. 

On Nov. 21, attorneys for the Bank 
Tosephine filed .notice of a motion ask­
ing that a claim against the bank by 
Larry Prichard be dismissed. They 
enclose an order to that effect which 
they hoped the judge would sign. He did. 

When Prichard's lawyers showed up 
for a hearing on the motion last Friday, 
they wanted to know how it was that 
they had already received copies of an 
order dismissing the claim. He had sign­
ed it inadvertently, the judge said, and 
realized his error immediately but still 
neglected to destroy the order. Copies of 
it were routinely mailed out from the cir­
cuit court clerk's office to attorneys in 

• the case, he said. 

The case was earlier set for trial on 
Feb. 18, 1985; a hearing on the bank's 
motion for summary judgment will be 

held on that date, Judge Conley said 
Friday. 

In a complaint filed on August 13, 1980, 
Prichard, operator of the Prichard Min­
ing Company, said the Bank Josephine 
owes him $108,264 for 5552 tons of coal 
he shipped over three days in August, 
1975. In view of the bank's refusal to pay, 
he wants the court to award him the 
money, together with $100,000 he is 
claiming in punitive damages. 

The claim stemmed from a coal fac­
toring arrangement by which the bank 
agreed to lend money to the Lady 
Washington Mining Company- a firm in 
which Dr. Paul T. Brizendine, a Louisa 
emergency room physician, was prin­
cipal stockholder- allowing it to buy 
coal from a number of smaller 
operators, Prichard among them. Lady 
Washington Mining in turn sold the coal 
to the West Penn Power Company and, 
out of the proceeds, paid back the bank. 

When the factoring company ap­
peared financially shaky, however, 
Prichard sought a guarantee from the 
bank that he would be paid for any coal 
he sold Lady Washington. He says he got

First Test Kindles Debate 
• On Fire Protection Service 

• 

Prestonsburg fire department is one 
of the best-equipped on the river and the 
city recently improved its standing 
dramatically with an agency that ranks 
cities and towns for insurance purposes. 
Butfor Jack and Karen Ousley, who live 
a few miles out of town on the old road 
to Allen, the bottom line is simply : do 
they come when they're called'? 

A grease fire that broke out in the 
Ousleys' kitchen in the early evening a 
week ago Sunday did damage estimated 
at around $7000 before it was put out­
by Jack Ousley, who burned his hands 
in the process. The Allen fire depart­
ment showed up Prestonsburg, which 
was also called, never did. 

The reasons for the fire department's 
failure were vigorously debated at a ci­
ty council meeting the following night 
and even now, more than a week later, 
city officials are left with two irrecon­
cilable accounts of what happened when 
Karen Ousley's mother and, a ' few 
minutes later, her 18-year-old son call­
ed the telephone operator to report the 
blaze. 

Their insurance will cover the damage 
and she has no interest in prolonging a 
dispute with the city, Mrs. Ousley in 
sists. But the mcident nevertheless rais­
ed questions about the reliability of a 
subscription service introduced by the 
city seven months ago for property 
owners living just outside the city limits. 

The Ousley house lies barely inside the 
five-mile radius of the main city fire sta­
tion which defines the outer limit of the 
service. But they were the first to sign 
up for the service, for which about 200 
county residents have subscribed at an 
annual fee of $24. They were a lso the 
first to put it to the test. 

unless the caller gives a name- and fire 
officials say that is why the Ousleys 
were left unattended. 

Mrs. Ousley denies it, but dispatcher 
Mike Mays insists he tried unsuccessful­
ly to find out from the distraught caller 
the name of the person whose house was 
ablaze. What's more, the caller in­
dicated the fire was already extinguish­
ed, he said. 

A tape recording of the calls might 
have settled the issue, but calls to the 
fire and police dispatcher have not been

Vowing to "put some teeth" into the 
broad form deed law, Pike county 
legislator Clayton Little has prefiled a 
bill in Frankfort which would prohibit 
the state from issuing a stripmine per­
mit as long as any dispute remained 
between the landowner and the coal 
operator over a broadform deed. 

Under a law sponsored by Rep. Greg 
Stumbo and co-sponsored by Little 
earlier thts year, operators mining 
under a broadform deed are restricted 
by the deed to the type of mining 
prevalent in the area when the deed was 
signed. Since many of the deeds were 
signed before the development of 
modern stripmining methods, stripmin­
ing is often possible only if the operator 
gets permission from the surface owner. 

The new law went into effect in July, 
but 1t left unresolved the question of the 
responsibility of the Natural Resources 
and Environmental Protection Cabine\ 
in the event of a dispute between the lan­
downer and the mineral owner over the 
interpretation of a deed. Should the 
Cabinet go ahead and issue a mining 
permit, leaving it to the landowner to 
take the operator to court to block the

Legislative Group Suggests 
Parkway Tolls Be Continued 

Last of the $69.5 million in bonds sold 
during the administration of Gov. Bert 
Combs to finance construction of the 
Mountain Parkway are due to be paid 
next year, but it is doubtful if the tolls 
collected to amortize the indebtedness 
will end till much later. 

A state legislative subcommittee 
recommended last Thursday that tolls 
should continue to be charged to pay for 
future maintenance of the road. 

Tolls on the Parkway and its exten­
sions amount to approximately $3 
million a year. <When the highway, the 
first major breakthrough in establish-

ing a highway link between the Moun­
tains and the Blue Grass, was first 
planned it was feared that toll revenues 
would not be sufficient to retire the 
bonds.l 

Under the bond agreement, toll collec­
tions will end when the bonds are paid 
off, but the State Turnpike Authority can 
continue to collect the toll. The Budget 
Review Subcommittee on Transporta­
tion of the Interim Joint Committee on 
Appropriations and Revenue voted to 
urge the Turnpike Authority to retain 
the tolls. 

Rep. Bob Jones, Crestwood Democrat, 
told the full Appropriations and Revenue 
Committee that the tolls should remain 
in effect and the money so collected kept 
in a separate fund earmarked for main­
tenance of the highway. 

The Parkway has deteriorated badly, 
and it was among the roads which a 
state official recently said might become 
unusable for want of repair.

They said they were granting the ex­
emption on a one-time-only basis and 
asked the KHSAA to schedule future 
statewide tournaments on non-school 
days. 

Cancer Fund in State 
For 1984 at $1,490,307 

The American Cancer Society's Ken­
tucky Division announced last week that 
income of $1,490,307 has been raised dur­
ing the 1984 fund-raising campaign. The 
money received amounts to 11.9% more 
than was contributed last year. 

Leading all sources of income for the 
current year was the Society's residen­
tial campaign, which brought in $522,260.

ABBOTT HOMEMAKERS MEET 

The state board will meet with the 
KHSAA Board of Control in January to 
discuss scheduling and other issues, in­
cluding the length of athletic seasons, 
non-teaching coaches and eligibility for 
athletic competition. Tentative plans are 
for a dinner meeting on Jan. 2, before 
the state board's meeting on Jan. 3. 

The board acted on a recommendation 
from Superintendent of Public Instruc­
tion Alice McDonald, who stressed that 
exemptions would be granted only for 
contestants and only for events where 
scheduling of faci lities presented 
problems. 

She cited as examples the Sweet Six­
teen basketball tournaments and the 
state golf finals. 

Under the ruling, the KHSAA is to cer­
tify the names of students who are to be 
exempted as contestants in each event. 

A similar exemption was granted to 
Kentucky Special Olympics Inc. for 
athletic events for handicapped stu 
dents, with only those students actually 
taking part in competition to be excus· 
ed from the six-hour school day. Both 
groups will have to certify that the 
events could not be scheduled on non­
school time.

Court Says County 
To Provide Shelter 

Floyd fiscal court must operate an 
animal shelter or contract with someone 
else to operate it "within a reasonable 
time," Circuit Judge Hollie Conley 
ordered yesterday (Tuesday) 

The order was agreed upon after a 
hearing Friday on a complaint filed by 
Auxier animal-lover Bonnie Faulkner. 

County Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr. 
said it has always been the county's posi­
tion that it is required to maintain a 
shelter for stray animals and acknow­
ledge that "people have been very 
tolerant in waiting until now" to file suit 
against the county. 

Ned Pillersdorf, Mrs. Faulkner's 
lawyer, said Tuesday's agreed order is 
the equivalent of the writ of mandamus 
his client sought. "We have a court order 
requiring the fiscal court to comply with 
the law," he said. 

But Turner said there are limits to 
what the fiscal court could be forced to 
do-"I made it clear, if they tried to 
mandate standards, we would litigate," 
he said-and suggested that that may 
have persuaded the plaintiff "it would 
be better if we tried to work it out" 
amicably. 

An animal shelter was built at the 
head of Sally Stephens Branch in West 
Prestonsburg in 1979 but was closed 
after 18 months for lack of funds. It 
reopened briefly in 1982. 

Judge-Executive John M. Stumbo said 
this week that a group of citizens 
operating a wildlife refuge near 
Martin- the East Kentucky Wildlife 
Federation-has expressed an interest 
in operating a shelter. Stray dogs are a 
major menace to deer and other wildlife.

restructured. he said, is to get him fired 
as superintendent. 

Lovely, 42, is a gas company worker 
who lives in Garrett. To hear him tell it, 
any talk of political shenanigans is 
ludicrous. Indeed, he insists, he would 
not even have sought a place on the 
water- commission if he had not heard 
that James Scott wanted to resign. 

If anyone is playing politics with the 
water system it is John M. Stumbo, the 
erstwhile commissioner said. His ap­
pointment to the commission was 
routine, he argued, until Common­
wealth's Attorney James R. Allen, a 
political ally of Lovely's, announced last 
month that he is a candidate for judge· 
executive. "Then whoosh," said Love­
ly, throwing up his hands in a gesture of 
incredulity, "all this is blown up into 
some big thing." 

In regard to the proposal to seat t~o 
Knott commissioners, Lovely said 
Saturday- three days before the new ap­
pointee was himself unseated- that he 
would be guided by the law. He added, 
however, that the system's Knott 
customers have the same right as Floyd 
customers to be represented on the com­
mission. In the meantime, there were 
serious questions to be asked about the 
water system's operation and he intend-
ed to ask them, he said. . . 

One question is whether th~ ?1str!ct 
should not advertise for competitive b1ds 
when repair work needs to be done, ~e 
said. Another is whether some commis­
sioners including chairman Monroe 
VanderPoel, may be reaping undue pro­
fits from the system while some 
employees are underpaid and customers 
overcharged. 

Moreover, while he "did not come in 
to fire anyone," Lovely accused 
Hackworth of campaigning on the job 
and indicated he would be closely 
evaluating the superintendent's 
performance. 

Both Hackworth and Vanderpool 
defended the system's management and 
operation and pointed out that they had 
nursed the system back to financial 
health from a state of near bankruptcy 
three years ago. 
· April, 1981. saw the abrupt resignation 

of chairman Gary Martin, followed the 
next month by the resignation of another 
commissioner, Doug Marshall, in the 
wake of an audit that uncovered gaps in 
the water system's financial records and 
serious flaws in its accounting pro­
cedures. The agency's books were im­
pounded ; the day-to-day management 
was entrusted to the Water Resources 
Assistance Corporation, an arm of the 
Big Sandy Area Development District ; 
and James Scott and Monroe Vander­
pool were recruited to join Raymond 
Meade as commissioners. Hackworth, 
who had recently been fired by Martin, 
was reinstated. 

<Meade later died and was replaced 
on the panel by Archie Kinney, of 
McDowell ; when Scott's bid for a new 
term failed this summer, he was replac­
ed as chairman by Vanderpool.l 

While the U.S. Attorney's office in 
Lexington reportedly conducted an in­
vestigation of the water system- in line 
with its policy, the office would not con­
firm or deny the existence of the 
probe- no indictments were issued. ~o 
one denies that the system was m 
perilous financial straits. however, and 
even Lovely conceded this week that the 
new commissioners "did a fabulous job" 
in restoring it to fiscal stability. 

But the commissioners have not been 
sufficiently vigilant, Lovely insist~d. 
citing as an example current negotia­
tions to have an $80,000 repair job done 
on the Allen water plant. Work like that 
it typically negotiated privately wh~~ it 
should be advertised for compellt1ve 
bids, Lovely said . 

He agrees in principle w1th com­
petitive bidding, says Vanderpool. who 
is postmaster at Hippo, where he also 
runs a general store. But it is in the 
nature of a watrr s;vstem that most of 1ts 

repairs have to be done on an emergen­
cy basis, he said. 

The commission chairman also 
vigorously denied suggestions that he 
may be garnering undue rewards from 
his position on the commission. Those 
suggestions were advanced last week by 
Kenneth Roberts, who said Vanderpool 
was caught in a conflict of interest 
because the water agency does business 
at his store, and by Lovely, who said 
agency records indicate that, in one 
month alone, Vanderpool was paid more 
than $515 out of various water system 
accounts. 

According to the records for October, 
Vanderpool was paid $300 from an ac­
count marked "administrative and 
general salaries," $90 listed as "com­
missioner's fee," $50 for travel ex­
penses, and $50 styled "reimbursement 
for insurance." The record reflected two 
purchases at Vanderpool's store in Oc­
tober, for goods valued at $25.74. 

Vanderpool defended the payments, 
noting that he is not only a 
commissioner-for which he is paid $90 
a month, like his colleagues- but is also 
water district administrator- for which 
he receives $300 a month. The arrange­
ment continues one which was in effect 
when his predecessor, James Scott, was 
chairman, he said. 

Of his critics, Vanderpool, 61, said 
"they're wasting their time speaking 
against me. I know what I can and can't 
do. People know me and how I work. If 
it were not for the people, I wouldn't be 
here now, especially the last six months, 
there's been so much aggravation and 
nagging." 

The water system records are com­
plete and open to any customer or of­
ficial who wants to inspect them, he 
said, adding, "James (Scott) and I, 
we've left politics out of it. We've run it 
as a business." 

The chairman also warned that im­
prudent administrative changes could 
upset the system's newly-won stability. 
" It could go down overnight if you don't 
have the right men in there," he said. "It 
could go down as fast as it came up." 

The newly-appointed Knott commis­
sioners did not show up at last Wednes­
day's meeting of the commission. 
Vanderpool said he would not have 
recognized them in any case and he 
cited a supporting opinion from County 
Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr. 

Turner wrote in his opinion that, since 
less than 25 percent of the water 
system's assets are in Knott county, that 
county is not entitled to appoint commis­
s ioners and he warned he would file suit 
to block them should they try to take 
their seats on the board. 

"I will resist efforts by anyone to 
deliver a portion of control of this Floyd 
county project to the hands of any Knott 
county officials," Turner wrote. 
"Beaver Elkhorn Water District exists 
as a result of the interest, vision, and 
monies of Floyd county citizens and, as 
long as that continues, its business 
should be conducted by Floyd 
countians."

In a divorce settlement the previous 
year, a judge had awarded Mrs. Hall a 
25 percent interest in the flourishing 
funeral business. The brothers' decision 
to let the old firm "rot on the vine" was 
calculated to cut her out of the profits, 
she alleged. • 

For their part, the brothers said it was 
well known for several years that Bir­
chell intended to retire from the business 
and that John planned to set up in 
business for himself at the new site. 

At issue in the trial was the ad­
missibility of information gleaned by 
Mrs. Hall over a four-year period when 
she used an extension phone in her house 
to eavesdrop on conversations in the 
funeral home, including conversations 
between John and Birchell and between 
both men and their attorneys. Sixteen of 
the conversations were recorded on 
tape. 

Attorney Cliff Latta, representing 
John Hall, asked that the information be ~ 
suppressed because the eavesdropping 
was "illegal and a crime." But Mrs. Hall 
argued that, as a stockholder in the firm, 
she had a right to know how the business 
was being conducted. 

She listened to conversations "once or 
twice a day" over a bedroom telephone 
which had been installed when she and 
Birchell were still living together, Mrs. 
Hall explained. Birchell Hall left the 
marital home in 1975, leaving the exten­
sion phone behind. 

Among other things, she overheard 
her former husband say, in a 1976 con­
versation with Latta, that "he would 
rather see anybody get the money than 
me," Mrs. Hall said. On another occa­
sion, she said, "Birchell said he'd rather 
see the Salvation Army or the attorneys 
have all the money than for me to get 
one penny." 

Mrs. Hall acknowledged she had been 
offered $43,000 for her share in the firm 
but said she believed it to be worth much 
more. One certified public accountant 
assessed the value of the firm at $740,000 
in 1979 and another testified this week 
that the Hall brothers had indicated 
their willingness to sell it for $800,000. 

After transcripts are made of the • 
evidence, attorneys will have an oppor­
tunity to file further briefs in the case. 
A decision in the case is not anticipated 
before April. 

Coal Company 
Wins a Round 

A Prestonsburg coal company won a 
round last week in its dispute with state 
surface mining officials over a Martin 
county stripmine. 

Franklin Circuit Judge Ray Corns 
ordered officials of the state Natural 
Resources and Environmental Protec­
tion Cabinet to reconsider their ruling 
that Triple B Corp. must remove an 
illegally-built mine access road. 

The state must also consider new 
evidence about whether Triple B lied in 
applying for a stripmine permit, the 
judge said. . 

The controversial access road hes on 
a hillside overlooking the Crum reser­
voir , Martin county's only public 
drinking-water supply. State and local 
officials have argued that the road, 
which was built without a permit, 
threatens to fill the reservoir with 
sediment. 

But attorneys for the coal company 
say soil erosion caused by the road 
would displace water in the reservoir at 
a slower rate than their critics claim and 
the main mining operation, which is in 
the Louisa watershed, would not affect 
Crum reservoir at all. 

Moreover, Triple B made no inten­
tional misstatements in applying for its 
stripmining permit, attorneys for the 
company argued. 

In ordering the state to reconsider 
both issues, Judge Corns implied that 
the Natural Resources Cabinet may 
have erred in taking the coal operator, • 
Gary Branham, to task for allegedly 
submitting false information and in 
demanding removal of the road to pre­
vent damage to the reservoir. 

Lawyers for the state, the Martin 
fiscal court, and Martin County Con­
cerned Citizens-all of whom have pro­
tested the road- contended that Triple 
B has failed to satisfy a new state law 
that makes it harder to overturn or 
delay orders issued by the Natural 
Resources Cabinet. But Judge Corns 
ordered the state not to enforce 
Secretary Charlotte Baldwin's Oct 1 
order requiring the company to remove 
the road and reclaim the site. 

Glenna Jo Curry, a lawyer for the 
Cabinet, said that "it is apparent... that 
each day this road remains in existence 
as an unreclaimed disturbed area, the 
reservoir will suffer further damage 
from sedimentation, resulting in further 
water displacement. "

Surety Firm Claims 
$12,000 in Suit Here 

A Cincinnati surety firm says Pres­
tonsburg realtor Joe Weddington and his 
wife are liable for $12,000 the firm had 
to pay the state when a Lawrence coun­
ty mining company forfeited its 
reclamation bond. 

In a suit filed last week in Floyd Cir­
cuit Court, ·attorneys for the Hamilton 
Mutual Insurance Company say the firm 
executed a bond in 1977 and delivered it 
to the Department for Natural 
Resources and Environmental Protec­
tion <DNREPJ on the basis of the Wed­
dingtons' written promise that they 
would indemnify the surety firm for any 
loss. 

The bond was required by DNREP 
before it would issue a permit to Carson 
Associates, Inc. for a 24-acre stripmine 
near Martin. 

Surface mining officials later issued 
a notice of non-compliance because of 
the operator's failure to reclaim the 
mine site and ordered the bond forfeited. 

The bond agreement with Hamilton 
Mutual was signed by Clifford Bevins, 
president of the Biltmore Coal Co. , and 
his wife Linda, and by Joe Weddington, 
vice-president of the coal firm, and his 
wife Joyce. 

In another suit filed here last week, 
Mary Syck lodged a complaint on behalf 
of her 15-year-old daughter, Angela 
Dawn Syck, against Burley Kidd. 

Mrs. Kidd said her daughter was 
operating a lawnmower in Kidd's yard 
on June 26 when she ran into a ditch and 
suffered severe injuries to her left hand, 
including the loss of part of a finger. 
Kidd was negligent in failing to warn the 
girl of the ditch, she said. 

Plaintiff seeks $11,000 for medical ex­
penses, $75,000 for lost earning power 
and $25,000 for pain and suffering. 

(Suits filed in court give only one side 
of the issues in dispute.)

HEALTH NEWS

Venereal disease has been called the 
No. 1 communicable disease in the 
United States. Not so very long ago no 
one talked about these diseases, but this 
attitude is changing as more people 
become aware of the drastic effects of 
gonorrhea, syphilis and other sexually 
transmitted diseases. 

The Floyd County Health Department 
has a V.D. Control Program and anyone 
who thinks he or she may have been ex­
posed to a sexually transmitted disease 
( STDl may come to the health depart­
ment to be checked. Kentucky law per­
mits the treatment of minors for V.D. 
without parents' permission. 

A pap clinic will be held at the health 
department Wednesday, Dec. 12, from 
8:30a.m. until2p.m. Thisclinicisafree 
service of the Health Department and is 
open to women of all ages. Women age 
45 and over are especially urged to take 
advantage of this service, since this is 
the high risk age for the disease. 

A nurse from the Health Department 
will be in Wayland at the Methodist 
Church next Monday from 10 a.m. until 
2 p.m. to offer T.B . skin tests , 
urinalyses, anemia screening, blood 
pressures and immunizations. 

1. A program to give deputies formal training in arrest, search 
and seizure, and filling out accident reports. 

2. Create a detective position for investigating breaking and 
entering as well as drug investigations. 

3. 24-Hour dispatching in the Sheriff's Department. (So the 
Department can respond to calls.) 

4. Work with Civic Organizations on the drug problem as well 
as working with the teachers on a program for alcohol and 
drug abuse in the school system. 

5. Apply the money received from serving papers to update 
the department with better equipment. 

6. Turn the Sheriff's percentage of the tax money over to 
fiscal court so a realistic budget can be worked out. 

7. Develop a program to receive federal and state grants. 

In the months ahead I hope to discuss these and other issues 
with all the people of Floyd County.

The 1981 Brink's robbery in Nyack, 
N.Y., was one of a series of "urban guer­
rilla warfare" attacks by elements of a 
terrorist network still active in the 
United States_ This network comprises 
black, white and Puerto Rican radicals, 
Reader's Digest reports in its December 
issue. 

Prior to the failed robbery, which 
claimed the lives of three people and 
resulted in the capture of key under­
ground members, law enforcement of­
ficials had virtually no knowledge of the 
existence of this terrorist network, 
Digest Senior Editor Eugene H. 
Methvin, writes in an exclusive account. 
Methvin adds that the terrorists grew in 
strength and number during a period 
that the U.S. had "virtually disbanded 
its domestic-intelligence network." 

Since the robbery, police and the FBI 
have uncovered evidence revealing an 
"operational alliance" among various 
terrorist groups, including: 

- The Weather Underground, a group 
of white radicals formed in the late 
1960s ; 

- The Black Liberation Army <BLAJ, 
an offshoot of the Black Panther Party ; 

- The Republic of New Afrika (RNA), 
a BLA support group launched in Detroit 
in 1968 that claims the right to create an 
independent government in five 
southern states for the "black nation in 
America." 

- The Puerto Rican terrorist group, 
Armed Forces of National Liberation 
(FALNJ ; 

- The May 19 Communist Organiza­
tion, a group of white radicals that sup­
ports the black revolutionary struggle. 

The FBI is searching for many of 
these individuals, including five involv­
ed in the Brink's hold-up either as direct 
participants or accessories. The pictures 
of Susan Lisa 'Rosenberg, Mutulu 
Shakur, Cheri Laverne Dalton, Alan 
Berkman and Marilyn,Jean Buck ap­
pear in The Digest's December issue, 
with an appeal for help in locating these 
fugitives . Also pictured is Joanne 
Debo~ah Chesimard, a convicted 
murderer, on the loose since she broke 
out of prison in 1979. Chesimard is 
believed tied in with the terrorist 
network.

Methvin writes that in the five years 
before the Nyack attack, elements of 
this terrorist army had "pulled off at 
least 18 'armed expropriations,' with 
more than a million dollars in loot and 
had freed notorious terrorists from 
prison.'' 

Although police have successfully 
rounded up more than 40 men and 
women since the Brink's robbery, and 
"delivered telling wounds to the ter­
rorist network," radicals still remain ac­
tive, he adds. 

Last November, for example, the U.S.

Salad and Sandwich Sprouts 
From Leftover Seeds 

Because Kentucky is located too far 
north to permit year round outdoor 
vegetable gardening <except with my 
pet-the cold framel, we're often 
frustrated when we want something 
fresh, green and different for winter 
salads or sandwiches. I've told you in the 
past how to store leftover seeds in the 
refrigerator in a closed jar with fresh 
powdered milk, but perhaps this year 
you'd like to germinate some of those ex­
tra seeds to eat as sprouts. 

Sprouting seeds is easy and can be 
done with ordinary kitchen equipment 
or sprout kits available at garden 
centers, department stores and from 
mail order companies. Sprouting is even 
a good idea for camping or backpacking 
trips to quickly and easily provide fresh 
greens. 

All you need for a sprouting chamber 
is a wide mouth jar (most people use a 
quart size jar) , a couple of layers of 
cheesecloth, old pantyhose or some 
metal screen and a canning jar ring or 
rubber band. Put a half-inch layer of 
seed <be sure the seed has not been 
chemically treated) in the bottom of the 
jar and cover it with several inches of 
warm water. Secure the cheesecloth, 
pantyhose or screen over the mouth of 
the jar. 

Put the jar in a warm location (65 to 
85 degrees F . l. Total darkness is not re­
quired by most seeds. Allow the seeds 
to initially soak for six to eight hours or 
overnight, then pour off the soaking 
water (just tip the jar and pour through 
the mouth covering-the soaking water 
can be saved for cooking-it's full of 
nutrients) . Now rinse the seeds two or 
three times and pour off extra water. 
This routine should be followed two or 
three times per day, for the two to six 
days it takes most seeds to sprout. Keep 
the jar on its side to give good air cir­
culation of a thin layer of developing 
sprouts. 

Sprouts are ready when the roots, and 
for some seeds, an inch or some of stem, 
have grown. Sprouts put in sunlight for 
three to four hours will "green up" due 
to the production of the pigment chloro­
phyll. Sprouts should be final rinsed, 
drained and refrigerated in a tightly 
sealed plastic bag to slow down further 
germination. Sprouts will keep 
refrigerated for about one week before 
beginning to lose their nutrient value. 

What types of seeds produce good 
sprouts? Sample some of the following 
and select for yourself: adzuki bean, 
alfalfa , barley, black-eyed pea, 
buckwheat <hulled), Chinese cabbage, 
corn, fennel, flax, garbanzo bean, lentil, 
lima b_ean, millet, mung bean, mustard, 
oat, pea, peanut, pinto bean, pop corn, 
pumpkin, radish , red clover, rye, 
sesame, soy bean, squash, sunflower 
<hulledl, watercress and wheat. Forget 
tomato or potato seeds-they make a 
terrible tasting sprout that can make 
you sick.

Sprouts aren't just for " health food 
nuts ." The nutritional value of sprouts 
should be used by all. When seeds begin 
to germinate and form sprouts its like 
Clark Kent turning into Superman. Food 
stored by the seed as fats and starches 
undergoes conversion to quick-energy 
simple sugars, plus easy to digest pro 
tein. Not to mention minerals, vitamins 
<especially Cl, little sodium but lots of 
natural fiber, all for very few calories. 

For the best results use fresh seed 
(packed for 1984 is still fine). Germinate 
small batches at a time, rinsing often to 
wash away by-product chemicals pro­
duced by germination, and replenishing 
oxygen. Sprouts from old seeds, large 
starchy seeds like lima beans, and 
unrinsed seeds can begin to ferment 
quickly- they will smell foul, taste sour 
and should be thrown away. 

If you get interested in sprouting and 
want more information you may want to 
subscribe to the bi-monthly newsletter 
called The Sproutletter available from 
editor Jeff Breakey, P.O. Box 62, 
Ashland, OR 97520. A yearly subscrip­
tion is $10.

Several Kentuckians hoping to recap­
ture some of the romance associated 
with log cabins have instead inherited 
the hassles associated with pests and 

.molds. 
W " Grandma and grandpa don't have 
' the Old House Borer to annoy them," 

said Dr. Chris Christensen, Extension 
entomologist in the University of Ken­
tucky College of Agriculture. 

The Old House Borer is an imported 
pest. It came from Europe where it is a 
pest in old buildings. In the United 
States, however, it seems to prefer new 
construction. 

a Christensen said he has received 
~everal calls from log home owners 

complaining of sounds coming from in­
side their log walls . 

The larvae of the Old House Borer 
make audible noises as they chew their 
way through the sapwood of a log. The 
life cycle of the Old House Borer is 
anywhere from four to 17 years, so Jog 
homes may be silent for several years 
before the walls literally come to life. 

"Log cabins used to be built out of oak, 
tf long-lasting wood. Now they're using 

pine because it's cheaper and quicker 
growing and it's softer, easier to work, '' 
Christensen said. 

· Surface treatment of timber will not 
cure the Old House Borer problem, the 
insects are inside the wood, and nothing 
short of tenting the log home and 
fumigating will destroy the pests. And 
even then there is no guarantee they 

won't return, Christensen said. 
"The insects are infesting the wood 

when it is being processed from raw logs 
into log home kits," Christensen said. By 
the time a surface treatment is applied, 
the insects are securely inside the logs. 

The good news is that the damage 
done by the noisy larvae is usually not 
so severe that wood has to be replaced. 
The larvae mature and turn into harm­
less beetles before structural damage is 
done to the home, Christensen said. 

The damage being done to many 
modern 'og homes comes from molds 
and fungi. The oak early settlers used to 
build their homes was resistant to many 
wood-rotting organisms. The pine many 
producers of modern log home kits use 
is not as resistant. 

Dr. Mike Levi, a professor of forest 
resources at North Carolina State 
University, said the shortcomings of 
pine versus oak can be controlled in 
most cases and prevented in many. 

"Regular building practices will pre­
vent many of the problems," he said. 
Log homes should be built away from 
the soil and should include adequate 
overhangs from the roof to prevent ex­
cessive rain against the walls of the 
home. Good caulking to keep moisture 
out of the home is another preventive 
step. 

Levi said the type of wood used, even 
the type of pine, can make a difference 
in the amount of maintenance a log 
home will require. 

Rains Dampen Small Game Opening 
Miserable weather during the first two 

days of Kentucky's small game hunting 
season apparently caused many out­
doorsmen to stay indoors by the fire. A 
check with regional fish and wildlife law 
enforcement supervisors across the 
state showed the number of hunters, and 
the amount of game taken, down from 
last year. 

• The commonwealth's conservation of­
ficers checked 2,503 hunters during the 
first four days of the season, which open­
ed Nov. 15. During the same period last 
year, 3,376 hunters were checked. 

The officers counted 1,636 rabbits and 
589 quail. Twelve quail hunters had 
reached their daily limit of eight birds, 
while 46 rabbit hunters had bagged 
limits of four cottontail. 

This amounts to .65 rabbits per hunter, 
-.as compared to .80 rabbits per hunter 
wast season. The ratio among quail 

hunters was .24 quail per hunter, down 
from .35 last year. 

While most of the supervisors felt that 
the weather was the big factor, surveys 
conducted during the summer by the 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources indicated that both quail and 
rabbit numbers were down-about 10 
percent for rabbits and approximately 
two percent for quail. 

But there still should be enough game 
eo go around. By the end of the season, 

Kentucky's approximately 140,000 rab­
bit hunters will h~ve made a combined 
total of 985,000 hunting trips and brought 
home over 1.1 million rabbits. The 
state's 67,000 quail hunters will make 
almost 430,000 trips and bag over 822,000 
quail, according to a post-season survey 
conducted last year. 

A person not familiar with wildlife 
management or wildlife population 
dynamics might view these figures with 
alarm and wonder how long it will be 
before rabbits and quail are added to the 
endangered species list. But regulated 
sport hunting does not decrease widlife 
populations. 

Small game animals such as quail and 
rabbits have remarkably high reproduc­
tive capacities-so high that each year 
they produce many more offspring than 
can possibly survive the winter. It has 
been estimated that only 20 percent of 
the quail born each spring survive to the 
next breeding season, whether or not 
they are hunted. 

What hunting does is remove a part of 
these excess animals, what wildlife 
biologists call the "harvestable 
surplus.'' Season lengths and bag limits 
are designed so that the essential 
breeding stock is not harvested, so there 
are enough of the species around next 
spring to restore the population.

Southern yellow pine has Jess dimen­
sional st2.bility than white pine or cedar, 
but it also costs less. Homes built of 
southern yellow pine will need to be re­
caulked more often than those built of 
white pine or cedar. 

Regardless of what type of wood is us­
ed, it should be dry. Levi said many pro­
ducers sell log homes and kits for log 
homes that contain green wood. These 
homes will settle and shift as the wood 
dries naturally and gaps in walls, and 
around windows and doors will appear. 

"I've seen gaps where the air was 
coming straight through a wall," Levi 
said. Inspect the wood when it is 
delivered. It should be clean and there 
should be no blue stain on it. A blue stain 
indicates that the wood has been stored 
in moist c·onditions and may be infested 
with insects. Also inspect the wood for 
tiny holes. These too are indications of 
insects. 

Levi said that in addition to knowing 
what to look for when the kit is delivered 
or when inspecting an already built log 
cabin, knowing the reputation of the 
builder or supplier is also important. 

"Visit with one or:· two home owners 
who bought their kit from the same com­
pany you ·are considering, or from the 
same t>uilder,''"Levi said. Those home­
owners will be able to discuss some of 
the special maintenance requirements 
of a log home.

ctober Work 
Picture Fades 

F'ollowing a two-month decline, Ken­
tucky's unemployment rate rose from a 
revised rate of 8.5 percent in September 
to a preliminary rate of 8.9 percent in 
October. according to figures released 
last week by the Cabinet for Human 
Resources. Nationally, the rate decreas­
ed from 7.1 percent in September to 7.0 
percent in October. 

State labor market analyst Ed Black­
well attributed the increase in the state 
rate to seasonal factors. "Our figures 
show there were 6,600 more people 
employed, mostly in trade and education 
jobs," he said. "Anytime there are new 
job openings, we have more people 
entering or reentering the labor force to 
r~pply for those jobs. The labor supply 
simply exceeds the demand for 
workers." 

The state's total employment was 
~stimated to be 1,590,000 in October, 
compared to 1,583,400 in September and 
1,545,000 in October 1983. 

Blackwell said more trade jobs reflect 
mcreased activity in tobacco trade, and 
m wholesale and retail trade as the 
Christmas shopping season approaches. 
Trade employment expanded in apparel 
and accessory stores, department stores 
and dealerships selling new and used 
automobiles. The increase in education 
jobs reflects part-time employment of 
students at colleges and universities 
within the state, he added. 

Manufacturing employment remain­
ed at the same level as in September, 
which signifies economic stability, 
Blackwell said. "However, we have 
38,700 fewer manufacturing jobs than we 
did in October, 1979, just before the last 
recession began. This is one reason Ken­
tucky's economy is not improving as 
· pidly as the nation's overall 

economy," he said. 
Meanwhile, service jobs continued to · 

mcrease. "We have 24,700 more people 
employed in services than we did in 
1979," Blackwell said. "However, many 
of these people are earning minimum 
wages. Some people once employed in 
manufacturing jobs at higher wages 
have entered the services sector simp­
ly in order to have a job," he said. 

Employment in the bituminous coal 
mining industry was down. "Utilities 
that use coal had stockpiled it through 
September in anticipation of a possible 
strike by the United Mine Workers," 
Blackwell said. "When union members 
ratified a new contract without a strike, 
we expected layoffs in the coal fields. 
The coal industry probably will show 
decreased employment for several 
months while these coal supplies 
decrease." He noted that coal employ­
ment was 12,200 below the October 1979 
level. 

While the number of Kentuckians 
working rose by 6,600, the number of 
unemployed rose by 8,600, from 147,600 
in September to 156,200 in October. 
However, that's 7,200 below the October 
1983 estimate of 163,400. 

The civilian labor force estimate for 
October was 1,746,200, compared to 
1,731,000 in September and 1,708,400 in 
October 1983. This figure includes non­
military persons who are working and 
unemployed people who actively are 
seeking jobs

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Over-Limit Class Size 
To Cost School Systems 

The State Board of Education has 
reaffirmed its support of legislaLion 
establishing maximum class sizes in 
Kentucky schools and will begin levying 
penalties for non-compliance in the sec­
ond half of this school year. 

"This was a major concern of the state 
legislature, and we need to follow the ex­
tent of the law as much as possible," 
Superintendent of Public Instruction 
Alice McDonald told board members at 
a meeting in Murray on Wednesday 
(Nov. 28l. 

Violations could mean a loss of state 
funds for classes that exceed the limits 
and for which the state board has not ap­
proved exemptions. 

Board members approved a report 
from McDonald recommending a penal­
ty of one full minimum foundation 
unit-:-the amount of state money provid­
ed for one classroom- for each class 
determined to be in violation. Units lost 
in this way would also be deducted from 
totals used in calculating the amount of 
money districts would receive for super­
visory costs. 

The board also instructed McDonald 
to notify the 180 local school districts 
that few exemptions from the size re­
quirements would be granted in the 
1985-'86 school year. Exceptions would 
be cases involving a large influx of new 
students or the loss of school facilities 
thorugh some disaster. 

The 1984 Geperal Assembly approved 
a bill limiting class sizes to 29 in 
kindergarten through the third grade 
and to 31 in grades four through six. The 
legislation, Senate Bill26, provided that 
no more than 20 percent of the classes 
in any school could exceed the limits and 
that exemptions would have to be ob­
tained for those classes. 

Districts seeking exemptions are also 
required to submit a plan to the state 
Department of Education for reducing 
class sizes before the next school year. 

Exemptions were requested by 95 
districts for the fall term, and a report 

from the department showed that 22 
other districts had classes in excess of 
the maximum sizes but failed to seek ex­
emptions. The department granted ex­
emptions for 464 classes. 

An additional 46 classes were not ap­
proved for exemptions, and the sizes of 
22 of those classes have since been ad­
justed to meet the requirements, the 
department said. 

The report approved by the state 
board requires local districts to verify 
at the start of the second semester next 
month that the approved listing of ex­
empted classes is correct and that no 
other classes exceed the size limits.

Good News Report 
Ry THOMAS W. PAUKEN 

Director of ACTION 
Back in 1966 John Fales had it made. 

He had served nearly four years in the 
Marine Corps and had come home to 
New York City, \\here he'd landed a 
good job in a major bank . 

But America was at war in Vietnam, • 
and nothing spoke louder to Fales than 
his country's call. So John did what 
came naturally, resigned the security of 
his job and re-upped in the Marines. 
. Within months he was in combat, part 

of a Marine division special landing 
team. As a scout sergeant for artillery, 
John acted as a forward observer, call­
ing in artillery and naval gunfire. Our· 
ing a landing near Con Thien that would 
spearhead a battalion-sized operation, 
John's company was ambushed. The at­
tack cost him his sight. 

Ask him about it and Fales says, "The 
thing to note about that ambush is that 
we lost so many lives." And that's what 
it is about John Fales-it's not himself 
he thinks about. He thinks of others. 

After staying in hospitals in Vietnam 
and Japan, Fales was Medevaced to St. 
Albans Naval Hospital. His next several 
years were spent in blind and vocational 
rehabilitation programs sponsored by • 
the Veterans Administration. A typical 
Vietnam veteran, John didn't know what 
it was to quit. Before long he'd finished 
training and completed his education, 
earning a B.A. from St. John's Univer-
sity and his master's degree from 
Hofstra University. 

From there, John set out to make a 
difference. He immersed himself in an 
extraordinary range of volunteer and 
veterans' activities. In 1979, he was 
awarded a Presidential commendation 
for exceptional service to others. He 
voluntarily began authoring his "Sgt. 
Shaft" newspaper column which ap­
pears in the National Vietnam Veterans 
Review and provides veteran who write 
him with informal counseling and vital 
information. He worked tirelessly with 
organizations like the National 
Rehabilitation Center and the Disabled 
American Veterans, and devoted almost 
all his spare time to volunteer efforts 
that help veterans tackle problems and 
assist the families of MIAs and POWs of 
the Vietnam War. 

So it was a lucky day when John 
agreed to serve as my special assistant 
here at ACTION. He is a true dynamo. 
He's established liaisons between our 
volunteer programs around the nation 
and such veterans' organizations as 
Paralyzed Veterans of America, 
Veterans of Foreign Wars of the United 
States, and the American Legion. And 
his activities are by no means limited to 
veterans' issues. He got the U.S. Postal 
Service to issue a stamp commemo­
rating American volunteers. He has 
fought in the battle to save children from 
drug use and bolstered programs that 
help refugees. He was my right hand 
man in coordinating federal relief ef­
forts in the Rio Grande Valley of Texas, 
an area devasted by last year's winter 
freeze. The list of his accomplishments • 
goes on and on. 

I was very honored recently to serve 
as John's official escort at Washington 
ceremonies where he was presented one 
of 10 Outstanding Handicapped Federal 
Employees Awards for 1984. Counselor 
to the President Edwin Meese joined Of­
fice of Personnel Management Director 
Donald Devine in presenting John his 
award. In his moving remarks to the 
crowd, Mr. Meese, noting that he 
himself has a brother who is wheelchair­
bound, said that the word "handi­
capped" didn't really apply to John and 
the other awardees, except that it meant 
that people like John are an inspiration 
to all Americans, not only to others with 
disabilities.

He's the same man 
who landed near Con Thien, and that's 
who he'll always be.

New Task Force 
Named for War 
On Drug Abuse

State Board Acts To Remove 
Doubt of Tests' Credibility 

The State Board of Education has 
adopted lists of essential skills to be 
taught in Kentucky schools in the areas 
of writing. spelling and library use. 

The lists approved by the board at its 
meeting at Murray High School Nov. 28 
complete the identification of essential 
skills ordered by the 1984 General 
Assembly in Senate Bill 169. The board 
previously adopted essential skills lists 
in reading and mathematics. 

lines for the administration and 
safeguarding of the tests and to allay 
doubts about the credibility of the state­
wide testing program. 

In addition to specifying the pro­
cedures to be followed, the code calls for 
certification from each school and each 
local school district that the tests have 
been kept secure and administered in 
accordance with the guidelines. 

January. The first evaluations of 
teachers are to begin by Nov. 1, 1985. 

The board also approved a list of pro­
viders for the 42 hours of in-service in­
struction that school administrators are 
required to receive every two years 
under the same legislation. The pro­
viders include local school distr icts, 
state universities, private educational 
groups and business concerns. 

During the training, students receiv­
ed instruction in drill and ceremonies, 
weapons, map reading, tactics, military 
courtesy, military justice, first aid, and 
Army history and traditions.

Owensboro Physician 
Interviewed on KET 

The director of marketing and promo­
tion for Owensboro on the Air, Inc., Kirk 
Kirkpatrick, Jr., will interview Dr. Cliff 
Robertson, noted osteopathic physician 
and author, on the next edition of 
"Bywords," airing Friday, December 
14, at 7 p.m. <ET) on KET. 

Dr. Robertson, author of "The Health 
Explosion," has practiced medicine for 
many years, and was becoming quite 
dismayed with dramatically increased 
health care costs. His own body was 
racked with physical disorders which in­
cluded major sinus and colon problems. 
At that pivotal health point, Dr. Robert­
son discovered Dr. Andrew Taylor Still, 
the founder of osteopathy, which em­
phasizes natural healing and health. 
Still's philosophy had a profound impact 
on Dr. Robertson, who has devoted a 
half-century of medical practice to fur­
thering the concepts of understanding 
one's own body, and using natural 
elements in lieu of drugs and high-priced 
physicians to heal common maladies. 

Dr. Robertson discusses with Kirk­
patrick several criticisms he has receiv­
ed regarding his unorthodox medical 
methods. But the doctor perseveres with 
his abilities developed under "God's 
grace and guidance," which he feels 
enabled him to write "The Health Ex­
plosion," so future generations can learn 
and further osteopathy. · 

Tests based on the Kentucky essential 
skills lists in reading and math will be 
given next spring. The tests to be given 
in the spring of 1986 will include all five 
skill areas. 

As with the reading and math lists, the 
initial lists in the three remaining areas 
were drawn up by staff members from 
the Department of Education's Office of 
Research and Planning in cooperation 
with the Office of Instruction, McDonald 
said. 

Skills in those areas-writing, spelling 
and library use, which includes research 
and reference skills-were based on 
minimum skills lists approved by the 
state board in 1983, skills lists used by 
other states, current research, and 
recommendations from consultants on 
subject matter. 

Concepts covered in the Comprehen­
sive Test of Basic Skills, which has been 
administered annually to students in the 
third, fifth, seventh and lOth grades, 
were also taken into consideration. 
Drafts of the lists were reviewed by 
representatives of local school districts 
at a meeting in Frankfort on Sept. 26. 

Recommendations from that meeting 
and from drafts circulated in local 
districts were considered in a final 
review by experts in the three subj~ct 
areas from local school districts. 
Representatives from 31 districts 
reviewed and revised the lists in a two­
day workshop, McDonald said. 

She said the skills selected for each 
level represented those considered 
essential for mastery of the subject and 
for success at the next grade level. The 
skills lists are not intended to be a com­
plete curriculum but rather "a basis and 
a foundation upon which to build a com­
prehensive curriculum," she said. 

In other actions the state board ap­
proved guidelines for the development 
of codes of student conduct by local 
school districts and adopted guidelines 
for the evaluation of teachers and 
administrators. 

The discipline guidelines are to be 
distributed to local districts by Jan. 1, 
under legislation approved by the 1984 
General Assembly. The guidelines 
outline procedures and minimum con­
tent for codes to be developed by local 
districts by June 1 and submitted to the 
state board for review and approval. 

The evaluation system is required 
under Senate Bill 364, the Effective In­
structional Leadership Act, approved by 
the 1984 General Assembly. Local 
districts are to use the guidelines ap­
proved by the board to develop and sub­
mit plans by June 1, 1985, for evaluating 
all teachers and all administrators, in­
cluding the superintendent, beginning 
next fall. 

The original proposal called for 
evaulation of administrators every year 
and of teachers every two years. 
However, board members decided to let 
local boards decide whether to evaluate 
administrators every year or every two 
years after the initial evaluations, which 
are to begin by Oct. 1, 1985. 

Board members also favored having 
tenured teachers evaluated every three 
years rather than every two years and 
said they would consider making that 
change after a public hearing on the 
regulation to be scheduled sometime in

The Kentucky School Boards Associa­
tion was approved as the provider for in­
service training required for members 
of local school boards under another bill 
approved by the 1984 General Assembly, 
House Bill 153. 

To provide the 15 hours of training 
each board member is required to com­
plete annually, the KSBA will offer 10 
regional workshops in addition to special 
statewide workshops and clinic sessions 
planned in conjunction with state 
conventions. 

In another action, the state board ap­
proved procedures for gathering infor­
mation on missing schoolchildren. 
Under House Bill 486 approved by the 
1984 General Assembly, the Department 
of Education is responsible for develop­
ing and administering a program to 
identify and locate missing school­
children. 

Under the plan approved by the board, 
local school districts and private schools 
will be given forms to be filled out on 
missing chldren. Information on miss­
ing children will be compiled by the 
department's Division of Student Ser­
vices, which is to send annual lists and 
monthly updates to all schools in the 
state.

The pink decor in the outer offices of 
Governor Martha Layne Collins will 
definitely have to go if 14-year-old Scott 
Webster ever really reaches this top­
level position in the state. The Pike coun­
ty youth, son of Larry and Sheryl 
Webster, served as governor at the Ken­
tucky Youth Assembly held recently in 
Lexington and Frankfort and had some 
frank observations to make following his 
Capitol visit to see the real Governor of 
the Commonwealth. 

"Well, I went to ·her office and 
everything was decorated in pink, like 
a girl's bedroom, and reminded me of 
a slumber party ... There were all these 
girls <aides) who looked like her, minus 
20 years, and they were sitting around 
drinking tea in tall, thin glasses. Her 
personal aide told me she'd go get Mar­
tha Layne Collins. She went in her office 
<inner office) and came out about 15 
minutes later with the governor. The 
governor shook my hand and then her 
personal aide just shoved her on. I got 
the impression she <the governor) didn't 
know what was going on except that she 
had written a speech and she knew she 
had to go give this speech in front of 
some kids. 

"Her personal aide told her which 
elevator to get on and go upstairs. Her 
personal aide told her when to go into the 
House of Representatives, when to go up 
to the podium, and when to go back to 
her office. I didn't really talk to her. She 
just said, 'Hello,' and that was it." 

The necessity for such automation in 
the governor's activities was likely bet­
ter understood by Scott after he had 
undergone three days of gruelling work 
at the YMCA-sponsored event. While 
making no secret of the fact that he had 
sought the governor's position because 
it represented power, the mock official 
found little or no time for sleep as he 
discharged the duties of his office. 

"You gotta fight for everything when 
you're in politics," he lamented. "You 
try to impress everybody and satisfy 
everyone ... If you veto somebody's bill, 
you have to convince them that they 
shouldn't have written it like that." 

Making a speech before the mock 
General Assembly seems to have been 
the hardest task for the young political 
aspirant. 

"I worked on that speech a whole 
day," he recounted. "I went over it and 
over it. I knew I had to talk to 800 peo­
ple and try not to make anybody mad ... " 

There were compensations for such 
punishment, he allowed. 

"The part I really liked best was be­
ing an officer- just sitting up there at 
the front table where always before I sat 
in the crowd. And the office offered more 
freedom ... You could go about any­
where." 

Scott was also favorably impressed by 
the-attorney general with whom he had 
lunch one day. Scott recalls his confes­
sion of a restless night due to problems 
of a case he had been working on. The 
attorney general discussed the case with · 
Scott, relating the details before the 
story hit the press that afternoon. 

Scott's brief tenure was not without its 
moment of embarrassment. 

"You know when you're an officer 
you're used to clapping for every little 
thing. If somebody in the audience claps 
for something you always clap with 
them or they'll think you don't like it, so 
I got used to clapping. 

"I got so used to clapping that once I 
even clapped for myself." 

Judging from Scott's record, there is 
reason enough for self-congratulations. 

He won the outstanding speaker

award at the mock State Legislature in 
1983, a fact he attributes modestly to a 
short speech rather than a long, boring 
one. His score in music was so high when 
he tried out for the Junior High All­
County Concert Band that he was put in 
first chair baritone in the Senior High 
All-County Concert Band. 

Music, Scott affirms, is his first love, 
outranking his interest in politics. 
However, he does have some definite 
ideas to offer Governor Martha Layne 
Collins in her drive for improvement in 
Kentucky schools. 

"I'd have all extra-curricular ac­
tivities stricken from the school hours. 
There's just too much doing in schools 
with sports and other activities. I'd have 
them after school or on weekends. 
"Also~'d like to see all teachers wat­

ched to be sure they're able to teach. 
Some know it, but can't teach it. Some 
teachers could pass the competency 
test. That is not a guarantee they could 
do the job." 

Taking careful note of Scott's com­
ments and suggestions during this inter­
view was a younger brother, Mickey 
Todd. Mickey is on the Executive Coun­
cil at the mock United Nations Assembly 
this year. Scott's recountal of his ex­
periences as governor of the mock 
General Assembly for Kentucky youth 
this year will doubtless serve him well.

The Lackey-Garrett-Wayland 
Woman's Club met Nov. 19 at the home 
of Mrs. Louise West, of Garrett. The pro­
gram on "Public Affairs" was given by 
the club's Public Affairs Department 
chairman, Mrs. LaFaye Hughes, who 
spoke on the Jenny Wiley Theatre.

Finally the speaker pointed out that 
while the Theatre had its most success­
ful season in many ways, it still needs 
to raise $60,000 in new and continuing 
support during 1984-85 in order to fulfill 
•its commitment of providing high quali­
ty family theatre at an affordable ticket 
price. For this reason the Board and Ad- · 
ministration of the Jenny Wiley Theatre 
has launched Project 1000.
