Allen Park Pool 
Receipts ~ount 

Tighter management of the Allen 
Park swimming pool-where the book­
keeping last year was criticized by the 
state auditor as too sloppy to make any 
sense-already appears to be yielding 
results. 

In operation two weeks and two days 
so far this summer, pool manager Mol­
ly Chaffins has turned in to the 
county-$5471-$364 more than was 
turned in over the whole of last summer, 
according to a county official. Mrs. 
Chaffins took over management of the 
pool this year from Naomi Green, who 
was hired by the fiscal court last week 
as a county road worker. 

In a report issued in April, State 
Auditor Mary Ann Tobin said record­
keeping at the pool, which opened last 
year, was so rudimentary auditors were 
unable to determine how much money 
was taken in or where it went. On the 
auditor's recommendation, numbered 
tickets are being used at the pool this 
year and receipts are being balanced 
daily. 

The marked increase in receipts 
comes despite the fact that the pool kit­
chen has not yet opened this season. It 
is expected to be in operation this 
weekend, when hot dogs, hamburgers 
and french fries will go on sale, Mrs. 
Chaffins said. 

Drug abuse, it seems, is something 
everyone agrees is a major social prob­
lem and hardly anyone can get excited 
about. 

Witness the twice-monthly meetings 
of the Floyd chapter of Kentucky War 
on Drugs, where the same handful of 
people find themselves talking to one 
another. or the address last week at 
Allen Central High School, where a 
Lexington psychologist, desperate for 
news coverage, suggested headlines he 
thought might grab public attention. 

"Head your story, 'Mass1ve Case of 
Child Abuse Reported,' " pleaded Dr. 
George R. Ross, after addressing 
~bout 20 persons on a problem he 
claimed is destroying the lives of as 
many as 30 million young people 
nationwide. 

There were plenty of statistics, a lot 
of them gleaned from Ross' experience 
with a drug-rehabilitation program he 
conducts in Lexington, called 
Possibilities Unlimited. Some of the 
figures, he seemed aware, might strain 
the credulity even of an audience dis­
posed to believe the worst. But he 
wasn't backing down. 

Drug use begins, on average, at age 
121.~, he said ... one in 10 high school 
seniors is doing drugs daily ... his au­
dience could take it for granted that 
"60 to 70 percent of the kids in this 
school are using drugs at least once a 
month if you include alcohol." 
Ross 'challenged some conventional 

wisdom on the cause of drug abuse, 
too. Youngsters don't typically pop 
pills because they're insecure or 
unschooled in moral values, he said, 
citing the achievers among his own 
clientele and the 37 percent of them 
who are weekly churchgoers. 

Nor was he inclined to blame the 
schools. Drug education programs in 
some school districts are so effective, 
some students tum out to be drug con­
noisseurs, he said. 

The ready availability of drugs itself 
accounts for the surge in drug use over 
the past 20 years; peer influence plays 

Haywood Quits Here 
To Coach at Belfry

Phillip Haywood, Prestonsburg High 
School's most successful football 
coach. resigned last week to become 
grid coach at Belfry High in Pike coun­
ty. 

The development, which apparently 
has been brewing for some time. left 
the coaching position here open, and 
the search for his successor is under 
way. 

The change ended nine years of 
coaching here for Haywood, who dur­
ing that time had guided the Prestons­
burg Black Cat grid team to a record of 
72 wins against 32 losses-a record 
which included three trips in as many 
years for the team to tlfe state playoffs. 

Of his decision to make the change 
Haywood said Monday, "I feel it's a 
better opportunity for me and my fami-
ly." . 

He did not elaborate, but friends said 
Belfry will be paying him 50 percent 
more in salary. placing him as a 
teacher m the high school (not in the 
grades. where he has been teaching 
herel, supplying as many as five paid 
assistants and affording other benefits. 

Supt of Schools Pete Grigsby. Jr. 

said the Board of Education has 
nobody in mind to succeed Haywood 
but is starting the search. "We want.to 
hear from applicants." Grigsby satd. 
"We will need to go slow and try to find 
a topnotch person." 

At Belfry Haywood succeeds Dick 
Roddy. who resigned at the end of last 
season. 

Haywood was a successful coach 
here. despite the "hometown boy" 
status that is sometimes regarded a 
handicap to a coach. He was a defen­
sive back for the Black Cats during his 
high school years. He later graduated 
from Eastern Kentucky University. 
Richmond. where he was named "most 
outstanding physical education major" 
of his graduating class. Before return­
ing to Prestonsburg he was a coac~mg 
assistant one vear at Tates Creek H1gh. 
Lexington. a~d head coach at Meade 
County High School two years. . 

"His influence on his boys was as tm­
portant as his ability to teach them how 
to play football." one parent com­
mented. "Whoever gets the coachmg 
job here will have some big shoes to 
fi II "

The fiscal court may again regulate 
cable television firms operating in 
Floyd county . 

On a recommendation of County At­
torney Arnold Turner, Jr., the court 
voted la:st week to consider an or­
dinance establishing a single-member 
commission to set subscriber fees and 
investigate complaints. An earlier or­
dinance was struck down by the state 
court of appeals on a technicality in 
September, 1981, after cable operators 
Mike Little and Paul Butcher challeng­
ed the ordinance. 

Turner said he believed some cable 
operators here have abused their free­
dom from regulation. In three years, 
monthly subscriber fees have risen in 
some instances from $6 to $14, he said . 

" Not a week goes by that I don't re­
ceive a legitimate complaint from 
some consumer," Turner said. "The 

operator just says, 'If you don't like it 
the way it is, we'll just take your line 
out.' The people have no place to go." 

Whereas the earlier ordinance set up 
a five-member commission, the new 
law will provide for a single commis­
sioner with expertise in the technical 
aspects of the cable television in­
dustry, the county attorney said. 
Under uie earlier law, both operators 
and commissioners sometimes com­
plained that the panel was asked to 
make decisions for which it lacked the 
necessary technical knowledge. 

The commissioner, who would be 
responsible for licensing cable 
operators, could be supported by a 
small fee levied on subscribers. Turner 
suggested. 

The proposed ordinance will be 
presented a t the fiscal court's July 12 
meeting. 

Red Cross in Review 
Of Disaster Foulups 

In a meeting so poorly~rganized it 
aptly illustrated the agency's problems 
here American Red Cross workers 
gath~red Monday at May Lodge to 
figure out what went wrong with the 
relief effort following last month's 
flood and what might be done to pre· 
pare for the next disaster. 

Long delays experienced by families 
seeking help at thinly-staffed disaster 
offices set up here point to the need for 
a network of volunteers who could be 
mobilized quickly in future emergen­
cies. the Rev. Timothy Jessen, pastor 
of First Presbyterian Church, told 
agency officials. 

The flood. and the problems attend­
ing it, have prompted renewed interest 
in activating the Floyd Red Cross 
chapter. an interest on which agency 
officials appear eager to capitalize. The 
local chapter folded last year for want 
of community support. 

In Monday's hastily-called meeting. 
national and state Red Cross officials 
met with a handful of volunteers who 
assisted in the flood relief effort here. 
In the wake of the small tornado and 
floods that hit Kentucky in early May. 
10 counties. including Floyd, were 
identified by Red Cross as ripe for the 
reorganization of local chapters. 
explained Bev Headberg, the agency's 
field service chairman for this area. 

The flood brought out the county's 
strengths and weaknesses, according 
to Jessen. who said it was his fi rst ex-

The assistance center set up in the 
Martin grade school was "hell on 
earth ... absolutely inhumane to the peo­
ple there," Jessen said. At Allen Cen­
tral High School, where another center 
operated. she became fearful when it 
looked as if 500 people would have to be 
turned away for lack of the proper 
forms, said Prestonsburg social work­
er Harrietta Ranier. 

"Lots of people wanted to do some­
thing Cto help l but didn't know what to 
do,'' said Jessen "The community was 
woefully unorganized and ill-equipped 
to provide the volunteers needed." he 
said. "We simply did not have the con­
nections to know how to mobilize and 
get them working." 

Cassie Allen. the Prestonsburg 
lawyer who coordinated the Red Cross 
effort here until staff workers were 
sent in from the national organization. 
suggested the picture was not as bleak 
as the pastor had portrayed it, but she 
conceded that the community missed 
the services of a local Red Cross 
organization and of Meals on Wheels. 
both of which had been pressed into 
service during earlier floods. 

Red Cross workers from outside the 
county failed to coordinate with local 
relief operations already in place. Mrs. 
Allen said. "They come in here and 
don't communicate with anybody. 
They don't ask for information and. if 
it's ·volunteered. they ignore it." she 
said 

A critical part of any disaster effort. 
said Harry Noftsker. Red Cross opera· 
tions director, is the initial estimate of 
the number of people aff.ected and the 
kinds of services nreded ''In an area 
like this it's harder than heck to do a 
good survey if it has to be done by pe<>· 
pie from outside," he said "That's 
why we're trying to get a local group 
set up."

Plan Mobile Home Parks 
For Ky. Disaster Victims 

Federal, state and local disaster 
recovery officials jointly will construct 
mobile home parks in Kentucky to pro­
vide temporary housing for hundreds of 
people driven from their homes by re­
cent floods. 

The decision to use group parks in ad­
dition to private sites was based on pro­
blems that developed in the late 1970s 
and federal directives approved since 
that time, according to Samuel W. 
Speck, associate director for state and 
local programs and support for the 
Federal Emergency Management 
Agency <FEMAJ 

Speck said group sites are necessary 
since federal floodplain management 
regulations now prohibit placing 
government-owned mobile homes in 
designated flood hazard areas. Much of 
the area flooded in eastern and central 
Kentucky falls into this category, he 
said. 

"A number of mobile homes placed on 
private sites in Kentucky in 1977 were 
flooded again two years-later," Speck 
said. ''That was a poor location decision 
which we will not repeat." 

The decision means that FEMA will

not place mobile homes on private sites 
which would be adjacent to many of the 
homes damaged by flood waters. 

"We realize this means some of those 
left homeless will have to relocate to one 
of the mobile home parks outside of their 
familiar neighborhoods," Speck said. 
" We are sympathetic to the personal 
problems this may cause, but there are 
no practical alternatives to insure the 
safety of those occupying federal hous­
ing and the housing itself." 

Development of appropriate group 
sites to accomodate upwards of 650 
mobile homes in Kentucky will be 
financed by state and local governments 
with funding assistance from FEMA. 

Speck said providing federal funds for 
this kind of project is unusual for FEMA. 
He explained that FEMA provides 
mobile homes when necessary, but the 
agency ordinarily looks to the state and 
local governments to pay the cost of con­
structing the parks. 

"Funding from FEMA for this pur­
pose is unusual," Speck said, "but it is 
necessary since state and local funds are 
not sufficient to provide decent, safe and 
sanitary housmg for victims of the 
floods. " 

He pointed out that unexpected expen­
ditures of this size can place a strain on 
a state 's financial resources. "We 
believe it is appropriate that we provide 
this support," he said. 

FEMA officials declined to estimate 
the total cost of the parks project, since 
it is not yet known exactly how many 
mobile homes will be required.

Equine Virus 
Under Control 

Discussions recently in the 
Washington have given Kentucky 
Agriculture Commissioner David E. 
Boswell the opportunity to inform 
federal animal health and safety of­
ficials that Kentucky has taken effective 
steps to control and eradicate the 
disease equine viral arteritis . 

As a result of the visit by Commis­
sioner Boswell, Deputy Agriculture 
Commissioner John Heflin, State 
Veterinarian Dr. Robert Hail and 
University of Kentucky and Kentucky 
thoroughbred industry officials, an in­
spection trip to the Commonwealth by 
USDA and British epidemiologists is be­
ing made. Those officials will satisfy 
themselves that the virus is under con­
trol and that circumstances will soon be 
such that the current 30-day shipment 
ban on Kentucky thoroughbreds impos­
ed last week by England, Ireland and 
France can be lifted. 

"Federal officials now know that all 
can be done to solve this problem ha s 
been done,'' Commissioner Boswell said 
after Wednesday's 90-minute meeting. 
"We will cooperate fully with those who 
visit us next week to assure themselves 
of the circumstances and the actions we 
have taken. " 

The disease was found on May 25 at 
Airdrie Stud in Woodford County and, to 
date, 82 horses on 20 farms in Woodford, 
Madison, Fayette and Jessamine coun­
ties were found infected and in­
noculated. Hundreds of other animals 
have received vaccinations because of 
exposure or as a safety precaution. 

On June 2, Commissioner Boswell 
ordered a minimum 30-day movement 
restriction to keep infected or exposed 
horses within the Commonwealth. This 
followed his called emergency meeting 
of the Kentucky Agriculture Board, and 
subsequently he and Governor Martha 
Layne Collins signed emergency regula­
tions imposing the temporary move­
ment ban.

*Cancer 
Hope line 

Q. Do vitamins change my cancer 
risks? 

A. Scientists have found some rela­
tionship between a lack of certain 
vitamins-A and C-and cancer. For ex­
ample, diets low in vitamin A have been 
linked to cancers of the prostate gland, 
cervix, skin, bladder and colon. 

On the other hand, studies indicate 
that vitamin A and vitamin C may help 
protect the body from some types of 
cancer. However, most people don't 
need to take vitamin pills unless their 
diets are deificient in them. You can get 
all the vitamins A and C your body can 
use if you choose two helpings daily from 
the same fruits and vegetables that are 
in a balanced diet-dark green 
vegetables, yellow-orange vegetables 
and yellow-<>range fruits. 

Q. Does drinking alcohol cause 
cancer? 

A. Excessive amounts of alcoholic 
beverages have been linked to a number 
of cancers. Heavy drinking is associated 
with cancers of the mouth, throat, 
esophagus, and liver. People who both 
smoke cigarettes and drink have a 
higher risk of getting cancers of the 
mouth and the esophagus. 

Q. Will on-the-job exposure to cancer­
causing agents increase the risk of 
developing cancer? 

A. Exposure to some industrial agents 
increases cancer risks. The kinds of 
workplace substances that cause cancer 
can be divided into three broad groups: 
chemicals, metals, dusts and fibers. On­
ly a small number of agents in these 
groups actually cause cancer. They do 
damage by acting alone or probably 
more often by acting in combination 
with another workplace carcinogen or 
with cigarette smoking. For e'::-tmple, 
studies have shown that breathing in 
asbestos fibers creates an especially 
high risk of lung disease and cancer. The 
risk is extremely high for workers who 
smoke. In fact, some scientists suggest 
that the main carcinogen in the 
workplace is the cigarette. 

Regulatory agencies, industries, and 
organized labor have develoJ*d health 
and safety measures related to hazar­
dous exposures in the workplace. Some 
measures cover individual safety. You 
can help protect yourself by knowing 
and following such worksite health and 
safety rules. If protective clothing or 
equipment (masks, respirators, 
coveralls, gloves) are recommended or 
required for your job, wear them.

way to us. Swale, on the other hand, was 
an individual, tamolii _for his racing 
achievements, a beautiful animal on 
whom some of us had even pinned our 
hopes of making a few dollars at the 
prevailing odds.

The ac­
tion is in conformity with a federal 
policy requiring that children with 
lesser disciplinary problems not be 
housed in detention facilities. 

James C. Scott, chairman of the 
Beaver-Elkhorn Water Commission, 
will not be reappointed to the commis­
sion. Magistrate Ed Caudill was alone 
in urging the reappointment. Magistrate 
Gerald DeRossett said he favored

Since I 
am the person who signed that con­
tract, it certainly was my responsi­
bility to keep my word to people who 
kept their word to me. 

For, you see, what they promised me 
was a good home, no utility bills, help 
with my rent when I needed it, a 
maintenance man for all repairs, 
usually within eight hours <if emergen­
cy, sooner), my yard and surrounding 
areas mowed and cleaned of all debris.

To Help The Innocent 
For too long, this nation's cnminal 

justice system has ignored the plight of 
the innocent victims of crime. Victims' 
pleas for justice have gone unheeded, 
and their wounds-personal, emotional, 
and financial-have gone unattended. 

Now Congress has a chance to amend 
this tragic situation by quickly passing 
the Administration's Victims of Crime 
Assistance Act of 1984. The bill would 
establish a Crime Victims' Assistance 
Fund in the Treasury to provide federal 
financial assistance to state victim com­
pensation programs and improve the 
assistance offered by every level of 
government and the private sector to 
victims of crime. 

The Administration's bill implements 
many of the recommendations of Presi­
dent Reagan's Task Force on Victims of 
Crime, including a recognition that the 
burden for compensating crime victims 
should be shared by the state and federal 
government rather than placed solely on 
the states. 

A unique aspect of this bill is that 
criminals-not innocent taxpayers­
would provide the money for the Fund 
since financing would come from 
criminal fines collected from convicted 
federal defendants. It is expected tbat 
these fines would generate $45 to $75 
million for the Fund in its first year. 

Fifty percent of the money deposited 
in the Fund wol:ld be available to states 
with operating victim compensation pro­
grams. Another 30 percent would be 
distributed to states and territories bas­
ed on their population to improve the 
assistance provided to victims by state 
and local governments and nonprofit 
organizations. The remaining 20 percent 
would be distributed among federal law 
enforcement agencies to improve the 
assistance offered by the federal 
government. 

No amount of money can erase the 
tragedy and trauma imposed on the in­
nocent victims of crime. However, some 
financial redress can be an important 
first step in helping victims begin the 
often lengthy process of recovery. For 
some, this modest assistance can be the 
lifeline that preserves not only some 
modicum of stability and dignity, but 
also life itself. 

I ask your readers to contact their 
Congressional delegation and urge 
passage of the Victims of Crime Assist­
ance Act. This Act can help end an era 
of neglect and restore public confidence 
in the integrity of our nation's system of 
justice.

P ike Co. Leads 
Ginseng Harvest 

Last summer's drought had no 
ooticeable impact on the 1983 ginseng 
harvest, according to Agriculture Com­
missioner David E. Boswell. 

Recently compiled figures from 
across the Commonwealth show a total 
harvest of 17,000 pounds, only 1,000 
pounds short of the 1982 harvest. 

Pike county, with 2,500 pounds, had 
the largest amount and usually leads the 
state in ginseng harvested. 

There were only 10 counties in Ken­
tucky which did not report any ginseng 
taken, the Commissioner added. 

"This year's harvest will get under 
way on Aug. 15,' ' Boswell said. "It is il­
legal to harvest ginseng before that date. 

"Ginseng is on the federal endangered 
list, and limiting the harvest season is 
a way to make sure we can profit from 
it in years to come," he said. "Prior to 
Aug. 15, the plants are still dropping the 
seeds which are needed to propagate the 
plant." 

The digging season ends Dec. 1. The 
ginseng selling season runs from Aug. 
15 through March 31 of next year. 

Boswell also pointed out ginseng 
dealers must be registered before June 
30, and ginseng must be certified by the 
Kentucky Department of Agriculture 
before it can be exported. 

Dealers can register by writing 
Ginseng, Office of Marketing Services, 
Kentucky Department of Agriculture, 
7th Floor, Capital Plaza Tower, 
Frankfort, Ky. 40601. 

As part of the certification examina­
tion, department inspectors determine 
whether the ginseng was dug during the 
season. Last year, one dealer was left 
holding more than $17,000 worth of 
uncertified ginseng. He was unable to 
export the ginseng when it was deter­
mined to have been harvested out of 
season. 

"Ginseng makes an important con­
tribution to Kentucky's economy," 
Boswell said. "It's equally important 
that we protect this valuable resource."

Many Effects of Disaster Cited 
On the basis of a very small number 

of research reports, it was thought for 
years that mental or emotional effect on 
families following a disaster was 
minimal at most. Recent disasters have 
shown that not to be the case. According 
to research following the flood disaster 
at Buffalo Creek, Va., in 1972, there were 
some definite unanticipated emotional 
and mental problems that persisted well 
into the second year following the 
disaster. 

Many community members displayed 
continued apathy, loss of interest in 
work and interpersonal relationships, a 
diminution of sexual relations, and a 
marked decline in general day-to-day ef­
ficiency, in contrast to their former level 
of functioning. Moreover, anger, resent­
ment, and hostility were widespread. 

Frequent symptoms appearing 
among adults included the following: 

Initial anxiety; depression and loss of 
ambition ; increased marital discord 
with difficulties in managing money, 
caring for children and responsibility 
for housework ; increase in alcohol con­
sumption or tranquilizing agents ; in­
crease in medicines needed to manage 
stomach ulcers, headache, and 
hypertension; increase in suicide rates ; 
increase in heart attacks. 

Most survivors respond to disaster 
with a deep sense of loss- a nameless 
feeling that something has gone grotes­
quely awry in the order of things, that 
their minds and spirits have been bruis­
ed beyond repair, that they will never 
again be able to find coherence, that the 
world as they knew it has come to an

end. It is a reminder to the survivor how 
vulnerable he is and how uncertain life 
can be. 

Lonesomeness increases and is rein­
forced. People have heavy loads of grief 
to deal with, strong feelings of inade­
quacy to overcome, blighted lives to 
restore-and they must do all these 
things without much in the way of per­
sonal resources or self-confidence.

Drunken Driving Law

"We felt that it is 
critical that training on the intricacies 
of the new law be provided for legal and 
law enforcement professionals." 

The seminars will cover such topics as 
reporting requirements and how the new 
law affects police procedures, trial 
preparation and sentencing. There will 
be a panel discussion on case prepara­
tion, trial techniques and problem areas 
with the new law.

For Smith Holdings 

Properties belonging to Bill G. and 
Peggy Craft Smith, of Prestonsburg, 
went under the hammer in an auction 
conducted by Master Commissioner 
Marshall Davidson on the courthouse 
steps Thursday. The sale was to satisfy 
a debt the couple owed the First Na­
tional Bank of Pikeville. Smith is 
owner of the Bill G. Coal Company. 

The couple borrowed $250,000 from 
the bank in November, 1982, putting up 
as security their Middle Creek home 
and farm, a trailer park, and a Mare 
Creek property. Payments on the loan 
were to be made over three years at a 
rate of $8666 monthly. 

When no payments were made after 
July, 1983. the bank sued. claiming 
$238,664 was still due. Liens on the pro­
perties were also filed by the Internal 
Revenue Service, which claimed that 
$114,521 was due in federal taxes, and 
by the Kentucky Revenue Cabinet. 
which claimed $13,125 in state taxes. 

Last June, judgement was awarded 
Campbell Oil and Mine Supply. of Pike­
ville, which claimed Smith owed them 
$8231. Davidson said a claim had also 
been filed against the properties by 
Bernie Ratliff for $38,000. On May 4, 
Circuit Judge Hollie Conley ordered 
the mortgaged properties sold to 
satisfy the Smiths' debts. 

Value of the Mountain Parkway 
home and property, on the Ike Fitz­
patrick subdivision, was estimated by 
appraisers at $140,000. Attorney Jack 
Page represented the Pikeville bank in 
bidding against David Layne, of Ivel, 
and Micky McGuire, a director of the 
Bank Josephine here, whose joint bids 
acquired the property for $127,000. 

The trailer park, appraised at $47,00o, 
was sold to John Earl Dillon. of Pres­
tonsburg, for $46,050. The Mare Creek 
property, valued at $80,000, reverted to 
the First National Bank, which submit­
ted the only bid, for $55,000.

Two Drivers Involved 
In Two-Car Collision 
Deny Blame at Trial 

A Floyd Circuit Court jury began to 
hear Tuesday a complex series of claims 
and counterclaims stemming from a 
1982 automobile collision on the Moun­
tain Parkway. 

Ellis Castle, 49, of Auxier, was near­
ing Prestonsburg around 11 p.m. on 
March 6, 1982, when his Cadillac ran 
head-on into a Dodge driven by Leonard 
Stephenson, Jr., 25, of the Middle Creek 
road. Both drivers claim the other 
driver crossed the center-line prior to 
the collision. 

Stephenson, who suffered injuries to 
the hip, liver and spleen, said he had 
medical bills amounting to $46,000 and 
he also seeks damages for his pain and 
suffering.

Though memories of the flood of 1984 

are now quickly fading for those who 
were not deeply affected, many citizens 
in the county remain in need of many 
kinds of assistance before their lives can 
return to normalcy. With the departure 
of the American Red Cross Center from 
Allen Central High School, more and 
more of the recovery effort will be left 
to local agencies for follow-up and 
assistance. 

It is at this point-when Red Cross and 
federal aid efforts are exhausted-that 
the services of the churches and the 
community at large are greatly needed. 
To this end, several recent meetings 
have been held to help organize the long­
term recovery efforts. 

A meeting sponsored by the United 
Methodist Committee on Relief was held 
at the first Methodist Church here last 
Thursday, with pastors, lay people, and 
other interested persons present from 
three counties affected by the 
flooding-Floyd, Pike and Martin. In ad­
dition to representatives from the New 
York headquarters of the Relief Com­
mittee, the district superintendent, 
Robert Wood, met with people from 
Salisbury, Allen, Elkhorn City, Shel­
biana, Warfield, Inez and other com­
munities in the Big Sandy Valley. Ef­
lorts to help these and other flooded 
areas by United Methodists will be coor­
dinated with other church and 
ecumenical agencies. Chalmer Frazier 
will coordinate Methodist help locally. 

The Rev. Alan McCraine, disaster 
coordinator for the Kentucky Council of 
Churches, working out of Lexington, 
spoke at the Prestonsburg meeting of ef­
forts of the Kentucky Council to aid vic­
tims whose needs fall "between the 
cracks" of Red Cross and federal and 
state programs of aid. Under the leader­
ship of the Rev. Timothy Jessen, presi­
dent of the Floyd County Ministerial 
Association, an ad hoc group is being 
formed to help direct assistance from 
various church groups and agencies to 
persons most in need. 

A preliminary meeting was held two 
weeks ago at Our Lady of the Way 
Hospital, Martin, and a follow-up 
meeting will be held at the Martin 
Methodist Church tomorrow (Thursday) 
at 7 p.m. The Martin church was itself 
severely affected by tbe recent flooding. 
All ministers, concerned Jay people, and 
other citizens willing to be involved in 
volunteer recovery efforts are being 
asked to attend this meeting, to plan for 
a more effective, coordinated response 
to needs. 

The Rev. Mr. McCraine will be pre­
sent from the Kentucky Council, as well 
as representatives of other church 
denominations that are willing to send 
in volunteer groups to do home repair 
and help rebuild flooded homes. Already 
several work camp groups have been at 
work in the county-last week from 
Barberton, Ohio and Raleigh, N.C.­
doing such work under the leadership of 
agencies already at work in the county. 
It is hoped that the work may be coor­
dinated, and special needs identified,

But All May Not Be Lost 

Mother Nature is keeping Kentucky's 
farmers on their toes Cor back on their 
heels?>. 

This spring, planting was delayed in 
many areas of the Commonwealth by 
heavy rains. In some areas, rain flood­
ed lowlands and riverbottoms where 
corn and other crops were planted. 
Cooler-than-normal temperatures kept 
early plant growth at a minimum. 

Now, farmers are faced with another 
weather extreme-above-average 
temperatures and below-normal rain­
fall. They are concerned with getting 
enough water to livestock and crops

each day, and getting field work done in 
90-degree weather. 

"Current weather conditions are caus­
ing problems in parts of the Com 
monwealth," said Agriculture Commis­
sioner David E. Boswell. "It's hard to 
forget what the drought did to livestock 
and crop production last year." 

Figures released by the Kentucky 
Crop and Livestock Reporting Service 
show that Kentucky's crop planting is 
ahead of the planting at this time last 
year. 

As of June 10, corn planting was 94 
percent complete That is 15 percent 
above last year's figure and 1 percent 
above a five-year average. 

Soybean planting is currently 23 per­
cent above last year's figure. This figure 
should increase as some Western Ken­
tucky fields, still wet from flooding, 
begin to dry. 

Sixty-two percent of Kentucky's 
burley planting is completed. This time 
last year, planting was only 42 percent 
complete. A five-year average finds this 
year's crop still 2 percent below the 
average. 

Generally, tobacco plant supply is 
adequate, and tobacco in the field is in 
good condition. 

This year's peach crop is estimated 
only 3 million pounds, half of last year's 
harvest. This is the third consecutive 
year the Commonwealth's peach pro­
duction has declined. The decrease is 
blamed on poor weather conditions. 

"Even though most of Kentucky is 
now experiencing hot, dry weather, we 
can be optimistic that so many of our 
crops got a good start before the heat 
came," the Commissioner said. "Draw­
ing on our experience from last year, we 
hope to battle the elements and make 
this a productive growing season."

Kentucky Power Asks 
Stiff Rate Increase 

Kentucky Power Company filed last 
Friday an application with the Kentucky 
Public Service Commission, seeking a 
$51.7-million increase in its retail elec­
tric rates. Under normal Public Service 
Commission procedures, the new rates 
would take effect in December. 

The increase amounts to an average 
of about 26%, according to Robert E. 
Matthews, president of the company. 
The effect of the proposed increase on 
a residential customer using the com­
pany average of 1,088 kilowatt-hours a 
month would be an increase of $14.65. 
The company serves some 145,000 
customers in 20 eastern Kentucky 
counties. 

The power company executive said 
the major portion of the increase is 
made necessary by two major additions 
to the Kentucky Power system which 

the total generating capacity of the Big 
Sandy Plant, our only generating facili­
ty. Our customers' needs this coming 
winter could well exceed our g~erating 
capacity," Matthew said. 

Also contributing to the need for the 
rate increase are the costs associated 
with a major transmission line which 
will be completed later this year, rein­
forcing Kentucky Power's ability to ob­
tain large blocks of electricity when 
needed, and to export idle capacity when 
we do not need it, Matthews added. The 
line will provide another major tie for 
the company with other member com­
panies of the American Electric Power 
System.

Unit I of the new Rockport Plant in In­
diana, of which Kentucky Power has 
petitioned to own 15%, and the 
765,00G-volt Hanging Rock-Jefferson 
transmission line.

When he was 20, Tom Brown entered 
New Jersey's Pine Barrens with nothing 
but desire, curiosity, intuition, and sur­
vival skills he learned from an Apache 
Indian. received the Blue Grass Award given a 

third-year student selected by 
classmates for leadership, scholarship, 
activity and character. The award is 
sponsored by the Bluegrass 
Pharmacists.

He lived in the ~ods for a year, mak­
ing clothes from bark fiber, shelter out 
of leaves, tools from stones and bones, 
and a believer out of himself, according 
to the current issue of National Wildlife 
magazine. 

Brown now runs a wilderness school, 
teaching 2,000 people a year how to sur­
vive in the outdoors. He also tracks lost 
hikers and fugitives, and teaches police 
officers and rescue crews how to track. 

When Brown stepped naked into the 
Pine Barrens, a desolate place the size 
of Yosemite National Park, he was 
fulfilling a childhood dream at the age 
of 21. 

"I wanted to test myself completely," 
he said in National Wildlife, published 
by the National Wildlife Federation. 
"I've been thinking of it ever since I'd 
learned, as a child, that Indian scouts 
frequently spent a year alone in the 
wilderness." 

Brown grew up near the Pine Barrens 
and began learning about the woods at 
age 7. His teacher was an 83-year-old 
Apache Indian who lived with and 
taught Tom about survival for nine 
years before returning to his home in 
New Mexico. . ..... _____ .... As a sort of final exam, the Indian took 
Brown to a path made by an animal and 
asked him to read it.

"I said it was made by a two-year-old 
female coyote, weighing 25 pounds, car­
rying a rabbit in the left side of her 
mouth, and that an old injury to her right 
rear leg-probably she had been hit by 
a car-was causing her to put her weight 
more on her inner three toes," Brown 
recalled. 

That kind of knowledge helped Brown 
in his time in the Barrens. His first 
shelter was a hut of leaves he built on 
a pole frame. He wove cedar bark fibers 
into a loincloth and ate edible plants. He 
used an ancient Indian weapon, a short, 
heavy stick hurled with great accuracy, 
to catch animals. He skinned rabbits 
with a tool known as an eolith, a 
sharpened stone. 

Brown's Indian teacher had made 
Brown spend two weekends a year blind­
folded in the woods, an experience that 
paid off one winter day when Brown 
became snowblind. He now teaches his 
students how to survive "blind." 

Brown also teaches students how to 
create a fire, improvise animal traps, 
make bows and arrows, chip arrow­
heads and create wilderness shelters. 

Not everyone has to take Brown's 
class to get the most out of a trip to the 
woods. Brown has some suggestions for 
outings: 

-Don't worry about setting a 
schedule that must be followed when go­
ing for a walk-take your time. 

-Do something different-take a new 
path, lie down, look up into the trees in­
stead of down at the ground, look into 
dark places. 

-Know where and when to look­
wildlife concentrate in transition areas 
<the edges of forests, fields and 
streams), at night and before and after 
storms. 

-To hide your scent from animals, try 
bathing with a natural soap. You can 
also rub your clothing and exposed parts 
of your body with pine needles, catnip 
or any other aromatic herb.

pancake breakfas Dunng the summer of 1983. extended 
eriods of extremely hot weather, ac­

companied by stagnant air. were blam­
ed for hundreds of deaths across the 
United States. In Kentucky, 42 heat­
related deaths were recorded during Ju­
ly and August alone with 30 of the vic­
_tims being over age 65. And last summer 
temperatures around the state didn't 
start breaking the 90-degree mark until 
the final week of June. 

With longer stretches of hot weather 
arriving much earlier this year, the Ken­
tucky Department for Social Services 
wants to make certain that older Ken­
tuckians aren't forgotten and don't 
forget their own health during these 
periods. According to Marge Brock, 
director of the department's Division for 
Aging Services, extended periods of stifl­
ing heat and foul air can be life­
threatening to older persons, particular­
ly those with health problems. 

"Last year many elderly Kentuckians 
succumbed to the summer weather 
because they either had made n& 
preparations until we were in the midst 
of a heat wave or they didn't know where 
to turn for help,'' Brock said . ''We want 
to avoid the tragedies of last summer." 

The Division for Aging Services has 
advised area agencies on aging to 
develop local contingency plans to assist 
elderly people who participate in aging 
programs. Special emphasisis is on 
coordination with local senior citizens 
centers. Brock said, "Aging programs 
have been authorized to extend the 
operating hours of these centers, most 
of which are well-ventilated and may be 
used as a cool refuge from the outside 
weather. As part of the local planning, 
staff may make referrals to other agen­
cies on requests for such things as fans, 
air conditioners or utility bill assistance 
for senior citizens." 

Brock emphasized that the worst thing 
elderly individuals or couples can do 
during a prolonged heat wave is to 
isolate themselves inside their homes. 
"I well understand that personal safety 
is often a greater concern than im­
mediate personal comfort. Many of our 
clients are afraid to leave their homes 
no matter how hot it may get," she said. 
·'But, as last summer proved, extremely 
long periods of hot weather can be just 
as deadly to someone behind locked 
doors and windows as a mugger may be 
to someone out on the streets."

The teachers will hear from noted 
authors, educators, and consultants, and 
will spend much of their time in small 
group sessions discussing topics covered 
in the lectures. 

The conference opened with a recep­
tion hosted by University of Kentucky 
president Dr. Otis Singletary, and a din­
ner featuring a keynote address by Ed­
ward Prichard, eminent Lexington at­
torney and chairman of the Prichard 
Committee for Academic Excellence. 

The institute is one of the first projects 
to be conducted under the auspices of the 
Kentucky Educational Foundation. 
Funded in part by a $25,000 grant from 
the AshJand Oil Foundation, it is the first 
in a series of institutes for teachers. 

More than 400 applications were 
received from elementary and secon­
dary school teachers, and the 40 who are 
participating were selected on the basis 
of length and type of teaching ex­
perience and professional development, 
educational and civic service, letters of 
recommendation, and philosophy of 
teaching and classroom practice .. 

The seminars are being held on the 
University of Kentucky campus, wh~re 
the participants will be housed. They 
will also receive a $400 stipend. 

Superintendent of Public Instruction 
Alice McDonald said, "We expect that 
these teachers will be the first am­
bassadors of the classroom. It will be 
their responsibility to return to their 
communities, not to forget the ex­
perience, but to share 1t and the en­
thusiasm it generates with their fellow­
teachers and citizens." 

As part of that responsibility, the par­
ticipants will return for two follow-up 
weekends during which they will present 
opinions and suggestions for future in­
stitutes and for the general improve­
ment of education in Kentucky.

Water Conservation 
July and August are the most stressful 

on our plants-be they tomatoes, turf or 
trees- when it comes to low water 
availability. Decreased rainfall, in­
creased sun intensity and duration, and 
dry southwesterly winds each contribute 
to a lack-of-moisture problem that in 
some years, like last year, can be 
devastating. 

Every summer brings dry spells dur­
ing which we need to irrigate. But the 
problem for many of us is the expense 
of watering. We want those beans and 
tomatoes but question the economics of 
growing them when we see the high 
dollars on our water bills. 

Some Kentuckians are lucky in that 
part or all of their water supply may be 
"free" -from their own wells or ponds. 
But as last year showed, ponds and lakes 
can hold finite quantities of water. 
Therefore watering techniques that con­
serve water are beneficial to all. 

Use a combination of indicators to tell 
you when plants really do need to be 
watered. Keep a rain gauge in an open 
area near your garden. If less than one 
to one and one half inches of rain falls 
per week, supply the balance by 
irrigating. 

"Read" your plants for moisture 
stress. If vegetables and flowers wilt 
during the heat of day but recover at 
night, don't water. But if cooler evening 
temperatures and reduced moisture 
stress fail to perk them up at night, do 
water.

Do water if bluegrass or fescue takes 
on a bluish green tint, or if the grass fails 
to spring back to fill in your footsteps. 
And do water if flower buds dry and drop 
or if tree leaves turn yellow, flag (droop) 
or prematurely fall. 

Water plants with the least amount of 
moisture stress tolerance first Water 
vegetables before turf, an azalea before 
a juniper, spring-transplanted trees 
before mature trees. 

Water only where water can be ab­
sorbed by the target plants. Don't water 
the whole lawn if only a new tree needs 
water-put the hose at the base of the 
tree and forget the overhead sprinkler. 
Or set a soaker hose or drip line along 
a row of vegetables. If you water bare 
soil between vegetable rows, your weed 
problems will increase. 
, Water deeply to encourage deep root 

systems. Apply enough water to 
saturate approximately the top six in­
ches of soil, a bit less in heavy clay soils, 
a bit more in light sandy soils. To deter­
mine how long it takes to saturate that 
depth, catch the water you apply in a 
rain gauge or other calibrated measure 
and compare that with the wetted col­
umn of soil brought up with a soil probe 
or with the soil profile in a test hole you 
dig. 

Apply water as low to the ground as 
possible to prevent water pattern devia­
tion by the wind. An oscillating overhead 
sprinkler will give a less uniform pattern 
than a low-riser impact sprinkler. Both 
give less uniform patterns than a trickle 
or drip irrigation line laying on the 
ground. And the trickle or drip will use 
many times less water-an excellent 
way to conserve water and dollars. 

And I'll .say it for the last time this 
summer -MULCH! 

Timely Tip: Mow lawns when the turf 
is under the least moisture stress, ear­
ly morning or evening, but avoid hot 
mid-day hours.
