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Major Flood Hits County 
Beaver Creeks Near 
Record High, Report

another big one. 

Floodwaters that hit the county's up­
per reaches early Monday morning and 
kept Prestonsburg in suspense until 
Tuesday afternoon appeared to be 
abating late Tuesday. The inundation 
drove scores of people from their homes, 
disrupted road and telephone traffic, did 
property damage that officials have not 
yet begun to calculate, and left many 
communities without water or 
electricity. 

Left and Right Beaver Creeks as far 
down as their junction at Martin ap­
peared to be the areas hit hardest by the 
flood, which followed a weekend of 
steady rain on ground already sodden 
from earlier rains. Many residents in 
Right Beaver communities reported it 
was the worst flooding in memory. 

According to the hourly log at the 
Corps of Engineers' Trimble Branch 
pump station, the Big Sandy crested 
here at 43.8 feet around 4 p.m. Tuesday, 
making it the least of the four major 
floods recorded here over the past 'l:l 
years. 

COn April6, Hm, the river rose to45.89 
feet, within inches of topping the flood 
wall protecting Prestonsburg. In 1963, 
the high water mark was recorded at 
46.6 feet. In the legendary flood of 
1957-a year before the flood wall was 
built-the waters topped out at 48.7 feet.) 

But in towns like Wayland and Gar­
rett, where the waters covered the

School Board Acts 
To Lower Expenses 

Parents from one school pleaded for 
classrooms and added services. Instead, 
the Board of Education announced a 
series of cuts and warned there may be 
more to come. 

Following a lengthy closed session last 
Wednesday night, the board voted to 
reduce the work year of administrative 
and supervisory personnel in an effort 
to cut expenses by $89,()()()-the amount 
by which Floyd county this year exceed­
ed its state allotment for what is known 
in teaching circles as "extended employ­
ment." 

In addition, the county's three elemen­
tary music teachers and two non­
tenured physical education teachers will 
not be rehired; and the fate of two 
workers in the Chapter I (remedial 
reading) program is also uncertain. 

Notice of the cuts came shortly after 
a Clark Elementary School delegation 
begged for more classroom space, 
carpeting, and roof repairs. PTA Presi­
dent Jean Rosenberg complained to the 
board of remedial reading students be­
ing taught in the corner of a trailer 
classroom already occupied by another 
class .. of a speech teacher forced to 
shout over the clatter of a duplicating 
machine ... of a class for gifted and 
talented students relegated to a corner 
of the school library. 

As inadequate as existing facilities are 
to provide special classes for children 
needing them, the needs of many stu-

dents have not even been identified for 
want of testing, said Mrs. Rosenberg, 
who is a member of the Prichard com­
mittee for Academic Excellence-a 
panel set up several years ago by then­
Gov. John Y. Brown, Jr. under the 
leadership of Lexington attorney Ed­
ward F. Prichard-which is studying the 
state's educational needs. 

In response to a plea by Clark teacher 
Patricia Sturgill, who explained that 
children in her first-grade class spend 
three-quarters of the time on the floor, 
Board Chairman Dr. J.D. Adams of­
fered personally to raise $600 in match­
ing funds to help replace the carpet 
there. But no money is available for the 
other improvements the Clark parents 
and teachers are seeking, school of­
ficials said. 

School psychometrist Larry Jervis, 
noting that his workload has tripled 
since he was first hired, said he cannot 
keep up with the volume of students 
needing to be tested. 

State accreditation officials have 
given the Floyd school district untill985 
to hire four more guidance counselors 
for seventh and eighth grades but it is 
not easy to find persons qualified to test 
students for learning and other disabili­
ties, said Superintendent E.P. Grigsby, 
Jr. Nor does he expect any money to be 
available soon for the new construction

railroad tracks,'some residents said this 
flood reached unprecedented levels. The 
Columbia Gas Transmission Corp. com­
pressor plant at Warco took in water, 
reportedly for the first time ever. And 
the Left Beaver communities of Wheel­
wright and McDowell also reported 
near-record high water. 

"It's possibly the worst in history on 
both Beavers," said Judge-Executive 
John M. Stumbo. "Right Beaver is 
destroyed." 

In the 48 hours from 9 a.m. Saturday 
to 9 a.m. Monday, 4.28 inches of rain had 
fallen in Prestonsburg, with .78 of an 
inch recorded in the three hours from 
5:30 to 8:30a.m. Monday. Between 9and 
10 a.m. the river rose 1.28 feet. 

Monday was a story of families routed 
from their homes at daybreak... of · 
pickups laden with appliances and fur­
niture as homes spared the initial tor­
rent awaited the inevitable backup 
waters ... of state, county and city rescue 
squads mobilized ... of merchants 
scrambling to save their stock, some of­
fering their perishables at bargain rates. 

Water surged early across KY 122, 
serving Left Beaver Creek. Slides were 
reported on Spurlock Fork of Middle 
Creek and the Left Fork of Abbott. 
Water was several feet deep in down­
town Martin and Our Lady of the Way 
Hospital was cut off. 

In Prestonsburg, social workers at the 
child welfare offices on University Drive 
and accountants at Helton, Butler and 
Wells' office on the other end of town 
spent much of Monday moving their 
records from the threatening tide. Mer­
chants who could crammed their goods 
onto their highest shelves. O.R. "Pete" 
Howard trucked much of his furniture 
to drier ground. Paul Hunt Thompson 
was selling groceries at discount prices.

Floyd School Officials Join 
$tate Effort on Bus Insurance 

Floyd school district administrators 
are cooperating with state officials in a 
statewide attempt to get a better deal on 
school bus insurance, Assistant 
Superintendent Ray Brackett confirm­
ed this week. 

County officials were urged at a re­
cent workshop to compare their in­
surance contracts with those in 
neighboring school districts, following a 
state Department of Education survey 
which showed a wide disparity in the 
premiums different districts pay. Many 
school districts are paying too much and 
getting too little coverage, the survey 
revealed. 

"We're concerned about seeing that 
the kids are protected as much as possi­
ble," said Don Fightmaster, director of 
the department's division of insurance 
services. "Some of the premiums being 
paid are pretty outlandish, but the main 
thing is the kids." 

The survey indicates that 49 of the 
state)s 180 school districts are deficient 
in at least one kind of insurance 
coverage, yet some are paying more 
than $800 per year for insurance on each 
of their buses. 

The study is the result of a question­
naire returned by 170 districts. Six of the 
remaining ten districts do not bus pupils 
and the other four did not turn in com­
plete responses. 

The largest deficit is in the area of in­
surance for bodily injury per busload, in 
which 40 districts do not meet the state's 
recommended minimum coverage of $2 
million. Most of those districts fall short 
by at least $1 million. The Floyd school .

district is covered up to $1.5 million per 
accident. 

Twenty-three districts do not have the 
recommended $250,000 coverage for 
bodily injury per person. Fifteen 
districts are deficient in property 
damage coverage. The state suggests a 
minimum of$100,000 in that area. Floyd 
has bodily injury coverage of $200,000 
per person and property damage 
coverage up to $50,000. 

"There is no reason for the districts 
not to comply with our insurance stan­
dards because in most cases we reim­
burse them for the costs -of their 
premiums, '' said Fightmaster, adding, 
"I can't understand why they don't go 
ahe~d and get adequate coverage." 

The state reimburses districts for in­
surance on buses which transport at 
least 10 passengers to and from school, 
those which carry fewer than 10 pupils 
but serve areas which can't be reached 
by standard buses, and service vehicles 
directly related to the pupil transporta­
tion system. 

While many districts are underin­
sured, the survey also indicates that a 
number of districts are paying too much 
for the coverage they do have. 

In releasing the results of the survey, 
Superintendent of Public Instruction 
Alice McDonald said that its purpose 
was " to encourage local school districts 
to 1ook for ways to lower their premiums 
while providing adequate insurance 
coverage to protect the children." 

One suggestion for lowering ·costs, 
Fightmaster said, is to get bids from at 
least three companies before buying in­
surance. The study showed that schools 
which received two or more bids paid 19 
percent lower premiums than those 
which got only one bid, and 13 percent 
lower premiums than those which 
negotiated directly with insurance 
companies. 

Bidding is not mandatory on in­
surance contracts and the Floyd district 
has not customarily advertised for bids 
but has negotiated directly with local

"A planting date around May 15 would 
have been much better," the farm agent 
admitted, explaining that for every 
week planting is delayed after that date 

Perkins Asks Help 
For Flood-Stricken 
In 13 Area Counties 

Congressman Carl Perkins called 
Tuesday on Governor Collins and Presi­
dent Reagan to declare 13 Eastern Ken­
tucky counties a disaster area. 

Perkins said that 13 counties, 
Breathitt, Floyd, Johnson, Knott, 
Lawrence, Letcher, Magoffin, Martin, 
Morgan, Perry, Pike, Powell, and Wolfe 
"were devastated in the last 36 hours by 
flood waters which in many areas are 
still rising." 

Thousands of homes have been 
destroyed with damage to property 
amounting to several hundred million 
dollars. Roads and bridges destroyed 
amounting to many millions more, the 
Congressman said.· Perkins urged 
federal and state agencies to move into 
the area with DES teams, and that tem­
porary housing, including trailers be 
made available immediately to the 
homeless. He also urged that emergen­
cy food, medical supplies and drinking 
water be supplied. 

Perkins said it is essential to begin im­
mediately on restoration and repair of 
bridges and roads to afford access to af­
fected areas and facilitate recovery. 

He contacted by telephone Monday 
state offices, the National Guard, the 
White House, the U.S. Corps of Engi­
neers, the American Red Cross and 
Federal Emergency Services Agency, 
urging assistance.

production. 

That explains, he said, the concern 
previously expressed by farmers in Ohio 
and other corn states about the late plan­
ting season that is a result of continued 
rainfall.

Bes.ides the plastic jugs and other 
debris which this week's flooding will 
leave on Floyd fields, sediment left 
behind by receding waters will be par­
ticularly damaging to hay crops, he 
added. 

Those looking to the brighter side 
found consolation in the fact that few 
crops and gardens were washed away 
this week-simply because they had not 
yet been planted.

The Kentucky Department of Educa­
tion has expressed concern that not all 
school districts are providing 175 full 
days of instruction, so Superintendent of 
Public Instruction Alice McDonald has 
appointed an advisory committee to 
study the problem. 

"The committee's task is simply to 
make recommendations on how we can 
reasonably get back to 175 six-hour days 
each year," McDonald said. "That is, 
after all, the Jaw and we feel it is the 
minimum amount of time needed to pro­
vide a good education for the students." 

The Advisory Committee on Pupil At­
tendance, which is being chaired by 
Paducah Independent School Superin­
tendent Dr. Lawrence Allen, held its 
first meeting on April 26 in Frankfort. 
At that meeting, members received 
specific information on the kinds of pro­
blems they are being asked to 
investigate. 

"One of the problems we've had has 
been this business of snow banking," 
said Robert Spillman, the department's 
Associate Superintendent for Local Ser­
vices. "Fortunately, the General 
Assembly got rid of it this year." 

Snow banking is the practice of adding 
several minutes to each school day, 
thereby building up a surplus of time in 
case schools have to close because of 
bad weather. The result was that many 
schools routinely provided only 170 days 
of instruction. 

"That practice was instituted by the 
legislature several years ago when we 
had two really bad winters in a row," 
said Spillman. "It was always con­
troversial. The equivalent of adding 
about 2% minutes to each class period 
isn't really the same thing as giving 
another five full days of school." 

Saying that snow banking is "just one 
little piece of the overall problem,'' 
Spillman also cited the practice of 
dismissing school early for non-weather 
related reasons. 

Many schools which have been in ses­
sion for any portion of a half day have 
counted it as an entire half day. Spill­
man believes that has led to some 
abuses. 

"Some of them go only until1 o'clock 
the first day of school, or the day before 
Christmas, Thanksgiving, or spring 
break," said Spillman. "It really adds 
up." 

Snow days have caused complications 
in several systems which find them­
selves making up days after commence­
ment exercises are over. Once the date 
for graduation has been set, administra­
tors are often reluctant to change it even 
after it becomes obvious that classes will 
have to continue after that date. 

The result, according to Spillman, is 
that seniors do.not return to classes after 
graduation, but in some cases have been 
counted present by the school system. 
"It increases the daily attendance 
numbers so the schools get more money, 
but it isn't the same as providing an 
education," Spillman said. 

School districts are usually anxious to 
increase daily attendance because it 
means more operating funds for the next 
year_ Through a complex system based 
on average daily attendance, the state 
provides approximately 70% of the 
money for salaries, equipment, and 
other expenses. 

Many districts have periodically 
mounted campaigns to increase the at­
tendance rates of their students. At one 
time, the Jefferson County system 
estimated that a 1% increase in atten­
dance could bring in an additional $1 
million in state funds. 

Spillman said that the Department of 
Education was glad to see districts at­
tempting to boost daily attendance 
figures, but would also like to see them 
strengthen their commitment to 175 full 
days of instruction each year. 

The Advisory Committee on Pupil At­
tendance has formed a subcommittee to 
recommend acceptable methods for

making up missed days. The entire com­
mittee exp£:cts to meet again during 
May, and hopes that its task can be com­
pleted in just a few months 

"It's all part of a societal problem," 
said Spillman. "We as a society have 
lost our committment to productivity. 
The schools are just a small part of that, 
but it would be a start. We want the com­
mittee to advise us on how to make that 
start." 

Virginia Osborne Jamerson, principal 
of W.D. Osborne Elementary School, 
Bypro, is a member of the committee. 
Others are:

Asks Rate Hike 

Columbia Gas of Kentucky is seeking 
approval from the state Public Service 
Commission for rate and revenue ad­
justments that would increase the com­
pany's revenues $13.3 million, or 11.4 
percent. 

Of the total request, $10.2 million 
would be generated by increasing 
customer rates. The remaining $3.1 
million would come from downward ad­
justments made internally to Colum­
bia's revenue requirements.

The company plans to make the new 
rates effective May 20. 

Columbia's last rate request was in 
1983.

Criticism Should Not Cow Juries 

The Times hopes that future grand juries will not become 
over-sensitive to the criticism voiced recently by a defense at­
torney who alleged that past juries have exercised "zero 
discretion" in voting indictments. 

It is true that grand jury indictments against six defendants 
have been dismissed here recently and that a petit jury quickly 
cleared two other defendants named in another indictment. 
But the procedure prescribed by law may be as much to blame 
as the jury for the apparent failure to protect innocent in­
dividuals against damaging accusation. 

For the law leaves a grand jury operating to some degree 
in the dark, because the jury is given only prosecution 
testimony on which to base its decision to indict or not to in­
dict. No defense is offered in the grand jury room, and if the 
evidence produced by complaining witnesses indicates that the 
accused should, in the judgment of the jury, stand trial, the 
jury votes an indictment, as instructed. 

Then the trial of the case. The defense-which the grand jury 
did not hear when the indictment was made-has its inning. 
The full picture may be far different now from what the grand 
jury saw at its session, and the trial jury may be convinced 
of the defendant's innocence. Or, in some instances, the trial 
jury itself may fail of its duty to convict. 

The way between indictment and conviction or acquittal is 
not an uncluttered thoroughfare. 

The grand jury undeniably bears a weighty responsibility. 
It should be aware of the distress and humiliation an indict­
ment can inflict on an innocent person, but it cannot be cowed 
into do-nothing submission by criticism. 

Justice recognizes the tenet that it is better that a hundred 
guilty go free than one innocent suffer. But who is to speak 
for the innocents who suffer at the hands of the guilty who are 
turned free to prey upon them?

Many helpers were on hand. Schools, 
churches and neighbors opened their 
doors to provide shelter and storage for 
those driven out of their homes. The Red 
Cross, which closed its local office here 
recently for lack of support, was distri­
buting food at emergency shelters. The 
county judge and sheriff's offices had 
lines open for those in need of aid. 
Evacuations and rescue operations were 
coordinated by the state Division of 
Disaster and Emergency Services 
<DES). The Civil Air Patrol established 
a headquarters in the fiscal court 
meeting room and worked on setting up 
a high frequency radio system. The Na­
tional Guard sent in crews and four 
water tankers. Maloney's and Heck's 
donated waterproof ponchos to rescue 
workers. 

Under the direction of DES Director 
Paul Chaffm, Job Corps students helped 
evacuate families in the Goble Roberts 
addition, at Allen and on Mud Creek, 
worked on projects at Emma, Middle 
Creek, Cliff, Brandy Keg and Lancer, 
and sandbagged an area on the lower 
end of Prestonsburg. "We must have 
had a hundred boys working from 
there," said Judge-Executive Stumbo. 
"I don't know what we'd have done 
without them." 

Phones rang steadily and calls crack­
led over radios in the judge-executive's 

. office, where Chaffins had set up a com­
mand center. From the Fitzpatrick Bap­
tist Church, which was being used as an 
emergency shelter, a call for an am­
bulance ... a boat dispatched to pick up a 
Miner's Branch woman in labor ... an 
elderly Branham's Creek resident call­
ing with chest pains ... how long might a 
diabetic go without his insulin ... where 
could a Bucks Branch familw spend the 
night...

•however, the river was rising by only a 
few inches an hour and it seemed likely 
that the earlier estimate would not be 
reached. 

Nobody was hoping for any record.

"We really consider anything under 
three bids to be the same as direct 
negotiation," said Fightmaster.

The average yearly premium paid by 
districts which got at least two bids is 
$160. The highest premium is being paid 
by the Augusta Independent school 
district, which has two buses insured at 
an average premium of $855 each. The 
lowest premium is $58 per bus paid by 
Dayton Independent and Livingston 
county. The overall statewide average 
is $166. Floyd pays $285. 

Average premiums in neighboring 
school districts range from $399 for 
Paintsville Independent to $130 in 
Johnson county. Pikeville Independent 
pays $143, Pike county $157. 

In order to encourage districts to seek 
lower insurance premiums, the Depart­
ment of Education has provided all 
districts with a manual containing its 
survey results. The document includes 
a listing of the names, addresses, and 
phone numbers of the insurance com­
panies used by each school district, and 
a table indicating the average premium 
per bus being paid by each district. 

In a further effort to lower insurance 
costs, Fightmaster's department is con· 
sidering self-insurance for the state's 
public school buses. 

"We're doing a study now," he said. 
"We need to get a lot of information back 
from all 180 school districts on the 
number of accidents and so forth. But if 
we could take all those districts and self­
insure them, we could get these $160 and 
$180 premiums down to something more 
reasonable." He hopes to finish the study 
by early August. 

The 170 districts which participated in 
the most recent survey pay a combined 
annual premium of $1.2 million for 7,329 
buses, down from $1.7 million four years 
ago. Fightmaster attributes the drop to 
a conscious effort to lower costs and the 
practice of obtaining insurance on a 
year-to-year basis rather than in three­
year increments.

While decisions of there­
cent legislature promise more support 
for testing students, more teacher aides, 
and smaller classes in the lower grades, 
more staff and program cuts may be 
necessary and no funds appear likely for 
urgently needed construction and main­
tenance work, the superintendent said. 

Resolution of the kind of problems 
raised by the Clark parents will require 
increased local as well as state funding, 
Grigsby said. "We have to find what 
kind of tax the people can live with. Ob­
viously they cannot live with a utilities 
tax," he said, referring to the public out­
cry that prompted the board to with­
draw its recent proposal to levy a three 
percent tax on utilities. 

Grigsby said he was confident Floyd 
citizens would increase their support for 
the schools. "Next time, we need to be 
better organized at the local level and 
to give ourselves enough time," he said. 
"People will come around."

"Mental Child Abuse" 
According to what I've read and been 

told by several, Floyd county has the se­
cond worst school system in a state that 
has the second worst school system in 
the entire country. Despite their isola­
tion, the Alaska Eskimos have a better 
school system than Floyd county. Yet 
Floyd coun.ty is the third richest county 
in the entire country (Pike and Knott 
counties are first and second) in natural 
resources. 

Why, why, why are the children not 
being educated? 

Nine years I attended school on 
Spurlock, Floyd county. Not once did 
receive a grade or a grade card on 
anything. On our first day of school, my 
friends and I decided what grade we 
would be in for that year. Our teachers 
were always there for the first time, 
many times. I am not a product of the 
Floyd county school system-I am a vic­
tim of it. I know we've improved a little 
but have we kept pace? 

What we are do.ing to our children is 
the equivalent of throwing a drowning 
man an anchor in the middle of a shark­
filled ocean and yelling, "Hang on!" We 
have laws to cover other kinds of child 
abuse--why not this? We should ask our 
lawmakers, "Why not this?" 

If unmined minerals were taxed equal 
to other real estate as required by the 
state constitution, Floyd county would 
receive more than three billion dollars 
per year. In but a few years, people from 
Maine to California would be sending 
their children to Floyd county for higher 
education because Floyd county woul 
have the finest schools in the country. 

Ninety eight percent of our minerals 
are owned by people or companies out­
side K-entucky. Some of these people are 
the same people who call us, "dumb 
hillbillies." 

The finest schools in the country will 
come to Floyd county when the people 
Jove their children enough to sta~d up 
for their children's right to be educated 
equally to the rest of the country. Going 
to Frankfort or sitting on a school boar 
is not the same thing as joining a coun­
try club. Seems to me some people don't 
know that. 

Because roads are a necessary part of 
any school system, I believe our state 
representative owes the people an ex­
planation as to why he sponsored a bill 
in the house at Frankfort to abolish the 
coal truck miles-tonnage tax. In speak­
ing against the unmined mineral tax at 
the courthouse in Prestonsburg on Feb. 
8, he urged more realistic assessmen 
on Floyd properties, noting that th 
county boasts real property taxes off 
that, we ought to quit." Some people 
might say that was representing special 
interest. I don't think it was. But I will 
say, if that's the best we can do, we 
should consider abolishing the job. 

If the millionaires and billionaires of 
New York City and Los Angeles want to 
own ninety eight percent of the vast 
wealth of Floyd county, Kentucky, I 
believe they should pay their fair shar 
of the taxes-at least the amount re 
quired by the state constitution. 

When confronted with the fair tax law, 
they would, of course, yell foul and say 
it will drive them into bankruptcy. This 
is automatic, especially since Reagan 
became president. Well, it seems to be 
the people of Floyd county have lived in 
bankruptcy for at least two hundred 
years. Maybe it's time the rich had a 
chance at it. Equality is fairness. That's 
what our country was built on.

sociologist in the University of Kentucky 
College of Agriculture. "Even though 
small farms are in trouble, attitudes still 
remain high.'' 

In 1982, Kentucky had 101,000 farms 
and three out of every four were in­
dividually or family operated. Of these, 
two out of every three farms had annual 
sales below $20,ooo-Congress' definition 
of a small farm. And in 1981, one-third 
of Kentucky's small farms reported no 
net income or a loss. 

So why do these farmers stick with it? 
"Farmers farm because they want 

to." Swanson said. "They stick with far­
ming because they have a strong attach­
ment to the commodity they produce 
which is probably due to their farm 
background and any 4-H training they 
may have had." 

But, because so many farms are not 
making profits, the majority of the farm 
family income comes from off-farm 
jobs. "Most Kentuckians take over the 
family farm or inherit it in their 
mid-30s," said Swanson. The study 
showed that fe'Wer than four out of 10 
farm families are working full-time on 
the farm and that one-half of the Ken­
tucky farm ~en and one-third of the 
women had off-farm jobs. 

Swanson speculates that despite the 
physical labor advantages that men 
have over women, more men hold off­
farm jobs than women because tradi­
tionally the man is supposed to be the 
bread winner of the family. 

"He may feel uncomfortable having 
the wife work off the farm," Swanson 
said. "Also, most of the farmers with off­
farm jobs are employed fulltime." 

The study found that most men who 
are employed off the farm hold primari­
ly blue-collar jobs, such as precision pro­
duction and repair operations. Most 
women working off the farm have white­
collar jobs, the majority of these being 
clerical and educational positions. 

Even though these small farm 
operators hold off-farm jobs they usually 
do not hire farm hands or extra help. 
"The farmers who have off-farm jobs 
work nights and weekends and try to 
mechanize their farm operations as 
much as possible in order to be able to 
keep up with the workload," Swanson 
said. 

The study revealed that farmers are 
turning to off-farm jobs to increase their 
buying power and in many cases to 
enable them to keep the farm. Nine out 
of 10 farmers indicated that their reason 
for getting an off-farm job was because 
they needed money for living expenses 
and personal use, and eight of 10 were 
working off the farm so they could ac­
quire farm machinery and tools. 

"The off-farm income is often used to 
purchase farm equipment or additional 
land," Sw!lllson said. "Farmers con­
tinue to invest money into their farm 
operations, even if they are faltering, 
because of social rather than economic 
reasons. They hve a strong attachment 
to the land. It adds texture to their rela­
tionship with their work." 

In an attitude survey, three quarters 
of the farmers preferred farming to 
their off-farm jobs and half are disap­
pointed that they cannot farm full-time. 

"The land itself and the satisfaction of 
being your own boss are reasons why 
they stay in farming," Swanson said. 
''But while most part-time farmers 
prefer farming, they do not see it as a 
good source of income." This may be ac­
counted for by the results of a report 
done in the late 1970s which showed that 
80 percent of the agricultural com­
modities are produced by 'Only 20 per­
cent of the farms, the specialist said. 

"Even though their farms may not be 
profitable, small farmers stick with it 
because the off-farm work place is 
usually not any more secure than their 
farming operations," Swanson said. 
"Most farmers have low wage positions 
and their kind of jobs are the first to go 
in a recession and the last to return in 
a recovery. " 

Kentucky's persistence in remaining 
a small-farm state also may be a direct 
result of the state's major commodity­
tobacco, said Swanson. Seventy-five per­
cent of the farmers in Kentucky raise 
tobacco. 

Because of government restrictions on 
tobacco, Swanson said Kentucky farms 
are still small when compared with 
those of other states, and no drastic 
changes are expected within the next 
decade. 

The study showed that farmers 
perceive supply-oriented cooperatives 
as one of the few agribusinesses that 
help in battling the cost-price squeeze.

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State Rulings 
Cut End-of-Year 
Student Outings 

When is a picnic not a picnic? 
When the Board of Education says it's 

a field trip. 
That was apparently the conclusion to 

be drawn from a discussion prompted at 
last Wednesday's board meeting by are­
quest from a Clark Elementary School 
group. 

Causetta Bryant told the board it was · 
unfair to cancel a half-day picnic pro­
mised earlier to students who missed on­
ly three days or less of school during the 
year. But Superintendent E .P. Grigsby, 
Jr. said state rules forbid letting 
children out of school for reasons not 
related to schoolwork. 

Board member James A. Duff said he 
thought the Clark youngsters should 
have their picnic, "no matter what the 
state says." But his colleagues were 
~ore cautious, voting to approve the pic­
me only as long as it was called a "field 
trip." 

Some 204 students-about a third Of 
the total school enrollment-are eligible 
for the picnic, said Mrs. Bryant, who 
added, "I don't care what it's called. " 

It was not immediately clear what ef­
fect the board decision would have on 
other schools which have traditionally 
planned end-of-year outings-often 
unrelated to attendance records-but 
expected to scrap them this year in view 
of the closer state scrutiny of Floyd 
schools. Superintendent Grigsby in­
dicated later that any school would be 
permitted an end-of-year outing if it 
were justified as a field trip or other 
educational activity. Schooltime excur­
sions approved by the board without dis­
sent Wednesday included a McDowell 
High School visit to the Museum of 
Natural History in Cincinnati and an 
Allen Central High School band trip to 
a music festival in Gatlinburg, Tennes­
see. 

Board Chairman Dr. J.D. Adams ran 
in~ opposition with his proposal that the 
mmutes of the April board meeti!lg be 
changed to indicate that board members 
had asked to see replies prepared by 
school officials and the board attorney 
to charges raised last year by a citizens' 
group. 

The replies- to deficiencies and possi­
ble violations of the law alleged by the 
Floyd County Citizens' Education Coun­
cil- had to be submitted to the state 
board of education by April 24. Adams 
claimed that the Floyd board had 
agreed to review them first but other 
board members said they could not 
remember any such agreement. "They 
just had to satisfy the state board " Duff 
said of tpe school officials. ' 

"They also have to.satisfy this board " 
the chairman shot back. "H we are to 
run things, we need to know what these 
people are saying. " 

According to' a calender approved for 
the 1984-'85 school year, students will 
begin classes on August 13; holidays are 
scheduled on Sept. 3 (Labor Day), Nov. 
? (Election Day), Nov. 22 (Thanksgiv­
mg), and Dec. 25 (Christmas); the 
Christmas vacation will run from Dec. 
24 through Jan. 2; schrol will be out, and 
the days made up, on October 12 (East 
Kentucky Education Association meet­
ing) , October 19 (teachers' in-service), 
Mar. 15 and 22 (boys' and girls' state 
tournament), March 29 (in-service) 
April 5 (Floyd County Educatio~ 
Association), and Aprilll and 12 (Ken­
tucky Education Association) . 

Board member Ray "Shag" Campbell 
opposed the early school opening, claim­
ing "it's too hot to start in August." But 
others said it was a choice between star­
ting earlier in August or finishing later 
in June. 

The board approved a plan, submitted 
by Asst. Supt. Ron Ha~er and required 
by state accreditation officials which is 
designed to insure that, in thr~ years, 
all 7th and 8th grade teachers are 
teaching in fields for which they are 
trained.

Work To Do But 
Time Is Needed, 
Says McDonald 

''There is a great deal of work to do,'' 
Superintendent of Public Instruction 
Alice McDonald said last week. 

She was speaking of the educational 
reforms enacted by the Kentucky 
General Assembly and the May and Ju­
ly meetings of the State Board of 
Education. · 

"Very few of the reforms can be im­
plemented simply by a letter from my 
office," !ihe said. "Most require action 
on the part of the State Board and many 
require long-range planning before 
subsequent board action can make the 
measures fully effective." 

At its May 7-8 meeting, the state board 
will review legislation, discuss 
strategies and timelines for implemen­
tation and take action on several regula­
tions. The high school textbook rental 
program, allocation of Minimum Foun­
dation funds , essential skills testing in 
all grades in reading and math, the 
teacher testing and internship program, 
revisions in the program of studies and 
in the accreditation guidelines are 
among the items that will be discussed, 
McDonald said. 

Other legislative mandates, such as 
the call for development of the "career 
ladder" for teachers and the newly re­
quired training programs for school 
board members and instructional 
leaders, will be considered at this 
meeting with actions pending at the Ju­
ly meeting. 

The General Assembly passed 43 bills 
requiring action by the State Board and 
the Department of Education, 
McDonald said. 

" So many measures, of such far­
reaching importance were enacted that 
we as a staff had to sit down together 
and review each bill in order to assign 
the personnel and the duties necessary 
to carry out the legislative mandates," 
McDonald said. 

The assignments were made at a two­
day department workshop held in mid­
April at the Kentucky State University 
Conference Center. 

"We were impressed all over again 
with how much the General Assembly 
accomplished to better education in 
Kentucky," McDonald said. "The scope 
and significance of the legislature's ac­
tions cannot completely be appreciated 
on the spur-of-the-moment. It takes a lit­
tle time to see how the measures fit 
together and how they will work to 
upgrade the quality of instruction." 

"The legislators focused on accoun­
tability, on the quality of the educational 
services now being offered and on the 
provision and use of six hours of instruc­
tion every day five days a week," she 
continued. "New funds were scarce but 
the funds that were allocated go for 
those purposes. The bigger, more cost­
ly programs, such as the career ladder, 
will be .4leveloped over the next two 
years f~ legislative consideration in 
1986." 

Surcharge Extended 
For Gas Customers 
In Part of County 

Customers of B&H Gas Co. will con­
tinue to pay a 58-cent surcharge based 
on usage through most of May, accor­
ding to the state Public Service 
Commission. 

Earlier this year, the Commission 
authorized B&H to make emergency gas 
purchases from Kentucky West Virginia 
Gas Company. To recover the additional 
cost of the emergency purchases, the 
Commission approved a 58-cent sur­
charge on customer bills from Jan. 1 
through March 31. On April9, B&H ask­
ed the Commission to extend the sur­
charge time through May because the 
surcharge revenues were $6,524 less 
than the cost of gas purchased from 
Kentucky West. 

The Commission will allow B&H to 
add the surcharge to customer bills for 
April and May. Should B&H balance its 
account with Kentucky West before May 
31, the company will cease billing the 
surcharge. 

B&H Gas Co. serves about 355 
customers in Stanville, Tram, Mare 
Creek, Toms Creek and part of the Bet­
sy Layne community.

Recently, there has been a lot of atten­

tion focused on the use of ultrasound dur­
ing pregnancy. A few months ago, a 
group of leading experts on ultrasound 
decided that after 25 years of use in this 
country, there was no scientific evidence 
that ultrasound harms either the mother 
or the fetus. 

Before ultrasound was invented, doc­
tors were forced to use x-rays if they 
needed to see what was happening with 
the developing fetus. Now, physicians 
can use high frequency sound waves to 
take a fnoving picture of the fetus in the 
womb to help them and you learn a 
tremendous amount about the health of 
your unborn child. Smce medical pro­
cedures are not done routinely unless 
there is some benefit, the panel of ex­
perts found no reason to screen all 
pregant women routinely with 
ultrasound. 

We use ultrasound to determine the 
age and size of the fetus, if it is growing 
and developing on schedule, and to see 
if there is more than one. Ultrasound can 
be used from early in pregnancy to 
diagnose problems in the mother or 
fetus into labor to check the baby's well­
being and position. It is used during and 
after childbirth to monitor the placenta. 

If you have some medical condition 
that may or may not be related to 
pregnancy, such as diabetes or high 
blood pressure, your doctor may use 
ultrasound to make sure that your 
baby's development is n~t being af­
fected. Certain tests during pregnancy, 
such as amniocentesis for birth defects, 
are made safer by the use of ultrasound. 

However, if you are under 35, healthy 
with no continuing medical problems, 
and having a normal pregnancy, your 
doctor may not feel that an ultrasound 
is necessary. Ultrasound should not be 
performed just to get a "picture" of the 
baby nor to determine the baby's sex. 

The ultrasound examination is simple 
and painless. You will be asked to drink 
fluids before the examination because a 
full bladder helps the operator locate the 
other organs. Pressure from your full 
bladder should be the only discomfort 
you feel.

But what about abused adults who 
can't fend for themselves-elderly peo­
ple, the adults with disabilities, the abus­
ed spouses? These citizens also have a 
law and agencies to protect them. Ac­
cording to Cabinet for Human 
Resources Secretary AI Austin, the 
Department for Social Services office in 
Floyd county can provide help through 
its Adult Protective Services workers. 

"Simply put, that's their mandate," 
said Austin, "to investigate alleged 
abuse or neglect, to assist adults in Ken­
tu~ky who need protection and to help 
those citizens find the support necessary 
to avoid the same kind of abuse in the 
future." 

Harrietta Ranier, Social Services field 
office supervisor for Floyd county, 
agrees. "Our adult protection workers 
are dedicated beyond resolving a single 
incident in the life of a person referred 
to our office," she said. "In every case, 
we attempt to link the individual with 
available services that can help that per­
son remain independent. It is not our in­
tent to protect people by imposing some 
highly restrictive service. Instead, we 
look for options such as the in-home and 
home health services available across 
Kentucky. We want to avoid a continua­
tion of the abusive situation and at the 
same time maintain the client's indepen­
dence." 

Last year 4,939 cases of suspected 
adult abuse or neglect were r:eferred to 
the Department for Social Services for 
investi~ation and assistance. At least 28 
of those cases involved citizens of Floyd 
county. 

Richard Newman, manager of the 
Adult Protective Services branch in 
Frankfort, said most of Kentucky's 
adult abuse or neglect cases fall into four 
categories: self-neglect, mental or 
physical abuse, caretaker neglect and 
exploitation. 

"Self-neglect is probably the most 
frustrating situation of all," said 
Newman. "Most of these cases involve 
adults who are old or disabled and have 
difficulty functioning on their own. Often 
they don't realize they can benefit from 
some outside assistance-assistance 
that won't deprive them of their in­
dependence or dignity. Many elderly 
people have never needed government 
help and look upon our social workers as 
though we're trying to interfere with 
their right to live as they choose. It's 
almost always a very sensitive situation 
until we can show that all we want to do 
is help them help themselves." 

Almost as challenging to deal with, ac­
cording to Newman, are the cases of 
physical and mental abuse. "Approx­
imately half of these cases involve 
spouse abuse. However, we also see 
numerous incidents of family members 
who take out their frustrations on older 
relatives. And, some cases involve 
harassment of older family members 
for financial assets," he. said.

The failure of an insitution or in­
dividual to provide the proper assistance 
to a dependent adult constitutes care­
taker neglect. The institution could be a 
nursing home, a family care home, a 
provider of in-home services or any 
other agency responsible for providing 
specific services. 

Exploitation is the misuse of an in­
dividual's government benefit funds by 
another person or agency. This category 
includes misappropriation of unemploy­
ment benefits, social security checks or 
other government assistance funds . 

Newman said the first step in all cases 
referred to Adult Protective Services is 
to set up direct contact between the staff 
and the affected individual. "When ap­
propriate, we attempt to put the victim 
in touch with community services that 
can help prevent future abuse, neglect 
or exploitation," he said. 

Floyd countians can help adults who 
need assistance by contacting the 
Department for Social Services and its 
Adult Protective Services workers. "In · 
cases of child abuse, the problems may 
come to the attention of a teacher or a 
physician, who sees that help is obtain­
ed," said Ms. Ranier. "That's not as 
common with adults. We need the assist­
ance of anyone-friends, neighbors, 
medical professionals-who suspect an 
individual's health or welfare may be in 
jeopardy.''

You swear it isn't her at first, this woman you see tramp­
ing on horseback through the woods, carrying a sick child. 
When she flags down a car and starts pleading for help, 
her voice is even farther from what you know it to be. And 
when the boy stops breathing and she, without thinking, 
takes out a penknife and cuts a hole in his trachea to save 
him (calmly saying, "There's no time for doctors now"), 
you can't believe it's Jane Fonda, but it is. 

The actress who we've seen as a prostitute, a reporter, 
a sex object and a secretary is now portraying Gertie 
Nevels, the Kentucky farm woman who moves to Detroit 
with her husband and five children on "The Doll maker," 
airing May 13 on ABC. In this film, Miss Fonda shows us 
more of the stuff that won her two Oscars (for "Klute" 
and "Coming Home") . 

In a role that took 12 years to complete, she says, "I 
was frightened all the time that the day would come when 
we would have the script and we would have the money 
and the crew would be hired and everyone would be ready 
to go, and I wouldn't be able to perform Gertie. When it 
came to actually doing it, it was the easiest thing I ever 
did. I was so ready - I was like ripe fruit." 

To prepare for the role, she spent three weeks living 
with people she'd rl}et when Dolly Parton, her co-star in 
"Nine-to-Five" who was born in the same hills, took her 
through Missouri, Tennessee, Kentucky and Arkansas. 

But even harder than learning the accent and the life­
style was filming the scene where Gertie's daughter Cassie 
is killed by a train. "I didn't have anything running through 
my head except the reality for Gertie," Miss Fonda says, 
choking back tears. "I mean, it was my daughter, and it 
was my daughter who was my most beloved, and I still 
can't even talk about it."

Pedal Power Vs. 
Cystic Fibrosis 

Ea<:h year more people are finding 
that they can bike their way to a 
healthier life. 

Here, in Prestonsburg, bikers also 
can bike their way to help support a 
healthier life for the children and 
young adults who suffer from the 
number one genetic killer of young peo­
ple in the United States-Cystic 
Fibrosis. 

Cystic Fibrosis is an incurable, lung­
damaging and digestive disease, ac­
cording to the Kentucky-West Virginia 
Chapter of the Cystic Fibrosis Founda­
tion, sponsor of the CF bike-a-thon on 
May 19 at Jenny Wiley State Park. 
"Onl~ when people become parents 

of a CF child do they know that they 
are carr!ers of the CF gene," accor­
ding to the Jaycees, and Jaycee 
Women, chairpeople of the event. "The 
Foundation is funding research to find 
an effective carrier test and to find a 
control for Cystic Fibrosis," they said. 

Although there is yet no cure for 
Cystic Fibrosis, earlier diagnosis and 
more effective treatment now mean 
that about half of the children born to­
day with CF can be expected to live 
past the age of 20-once such children 
never lived to start school. 

According to the Jaycee's, "Ac­
curate early diagnosis is sometimes 
difficult because CF symptoms mimic 
other lung and digestive disorders such 
as chronic bronchitis, allergy and 
asthma." 

The signs of CF includ a salty taste of 
the skin, recurrent wheezing, persis­
tent coughing with excessive mucus, 
pneumonia more than once, excessive 
appetite with poor weight gain, and 
enlargement of the fingertips. Addi­
tional signs include persistent, bulky 
diarrhea and nasal polyps. 

"Every year of research added more 
than one year to the average life expec­
tancy of a CF child during the past 10 
years," a CF Foundation spokesman 
said. "Funds from this event will help 
to insure continued research." ·

As the weather warms up this spring, 
those of us who like colorful flowers in 
our gardens will begin making trips to 
garden centers, nurseries, discount 
stores, grocery stores, hardware stores 
and other likely and unlikely places that 
plants are now sold to purchase our 1984 
display. Two flats of petunias, a dozen 
potted geraniums, three six packs of 
marigolds-and look at the bill! How 
could those few little flowers cost so 
many big dollars? 

Are there ways to cut some costs and 
avoid these annual buying trips, planting 
hours and yet still have pretty posies? 
You bet. It may require a bit more hunt­
ing for plants initially and a little more 
precise garden design, but one reward 
can be an almost effortless year-round 
floral display. <And please, I'm not sug­
gesting using plastic flowers that keep 
blooming through the· snow! ) 

What I'm advocating is the use of 
more perennial flowers and not just the 
"usuals "-iris, peonies, day lilies, 
hollyhocks-or the spring bulbs-daffo­
dils, tulips, etc. Little forget-me-nots and 
anemones can be tucked in four blues 
and purples in the spring. A wide range 
of daisy relatives can provide cut flower 
bouquets in summer. And there'§_even 
the Christmas rose ~ a trutf rose-a 
hellebore) that gr6ws up and blooms 
right through a snow cover. 

Because people are looking for alter­
natives to buying and planting annuals 
(plants living only one growing season), 
perennials are increasing in popuJarity. 
Wider varieties are offered each year at 
local markets and through mail order 
sources. 

With careful selection of species, a 
perennial garden in Kentucky can be in 
bloom from February through Novem­
ber. Once planted, most perennials re­
quire relatively few expenditures or 
maintenance. But because they will live 
for many years in one location, a good 
planting design should be developed that 
blends size, color and bloom time for the 
different plants selected. 

While it is true that annuals general­
ly bloom continuously for a longer 
period of time than perennijals Cmost 
perennials bloom for two weeks to two 
months per year), and generally have 
large numbers of flowers, there are 
more plant and flower sizes and shapes, 
and more flower colors available with 
perennials. 

nials work well as cut flowers. Try cor­
eopsis in place of cosmos or mixed 
perennial gaillardias in place of zinnias. 

Not only is the use of perennial flowers 
increasing but so is the blending of an­
nuals and perennials. Mixing the two 
types of plants can decrease costs, in­
crease the bloom season, give more cut 
flowers, and in the perennial garden, 
summer annuals can fill spots where 
spring perennials have already 
bloomed. 

Many of the perennials that are grown 
mainly for their foliage can serve as 
outstanding background plants for an­
nuals. In the shade, try brightly colored 
impatients or begonias in front of dark 
green hostas, or in full sun, petunias in 
front of silver-leaved lamb's ear or 
silvermound (artemisia) . 

Some annuals can actually become 
" perennial" in nature if they are allow­
ed to go to send in our gardens. Annuals 
such as alyssum, ageratum and por­
tu.laca (moss rose) will reseed them­
selves year after year-just get to know 
what their seedlings look like so you 
don't "weed" them out of your garden 
when their seeds germinate in the 

,spring. 
It just goes to show there are ways to 

save money and yet have quality and 
variety in the flower garden. 

Timely Tip: As cool season trans­
plants go into the spring vegetable 
garden and we plan for summer toma­
toes, we worry about the little worms 
that like to snip off young plant tops­
the cutworms. New lawn areas turned 
over for garden space can be sterilized 
with Vapam or put under plastic by the 
sun to kill these pests. Insecticides can 
be watered in around seedlings and 
transplants CdiazinonJ or sprayed on 
young plants C Sevin, malathion, Dipel). 
Mechanical barriers such as paper cups 
and aluminum foil collars can be iitted 
around juicy young stems. With a little 
extra effort before or at planting time, 
a whole lot of future grief can be 
avoided.

The initial purchase of perennial , 
plants can be moderately expensive 
although you can save money by start­
ing many species from seed. Many 
species naturally propagate new plants 
each year as their roots and/or stems 
branch and divide, so if generous friends 
have pla~ts you can often get a "start" 
free.
