Suit To Require 
Animal Shelter 
Filed by Woman 

John and Bonnie Faulkner have a soft 
heart when it comes to stray cats and 
dogs: they have taken care of plenty of 
them. But they also think the fiscal court 
should be taking responsibility for the 
dozens of abandoned animals roaming 
Floyd hollows. And they say the law is 
on their side. 

A hearing is expected Friday on a 
complaint filed by Bonnie Faulkner in 
Floyd Circuit Court. She seeks a writ of 
mandamus compelling the fiscal court 
to comply with a state law that requires 
counties to maintain animal shelters. 

A similar motion was sustained by 
Johnson Circuit Court Judge James A. 
Knight and the Kentucky Court of Ap­
peals recently upheld a decision com­
pelling the Carter county fiscal court to 
establish a dog pound, she noted in her 
suit. 

Twice in recent years have animal 
lovers succeeded in getting a shelter 
operational here, only to see it shut down 
for want of funds. In June, 1979, a pound 
was built at the head of Sally Stephens 
Branch in West Prestonsburg with funds 
bequeathed by a Middlesboro woman. It

"We think Kentucky needs a mass 
movement for better schools," added 
Robert Sexton, the Prichard Commit­
tee's executive director. "Involvement 
has to come from the local level. "

Hager Reviews 
Dropout Causes 
As Board Meets 

Of the 813 freshmen in Floyd high 
schools last year, only 650 made it into 
this year's sophomore class. 

What happened to the other 163? That 
is a question that school administrators 
need to address if they are to stem the 
tide of students dropping out of high 
school here, Assistant Superintendent 
Ron Hager told members of the Board 
of Education last week.

The assistant superintendent said also 
that only half the school district's han­
dicapped students are in classes adapted 
to their needs. 

Hager delivered to the board a 
performance report compiled under a 
new state law requiring that school 
districts give out certain statistics by 
October 1 each year. Initially published 
in the Sept. 26 issue of The Times, this 
year's report listed attendance figures, 
retention rates, student test scores, 
dropout rates, the number of graduates 
going on1:o college or trade school, the 
percentage of ~tudents in special educa­
tion classes and the percentage 
classified as poor. By next October, the 
state's school districts will also be re­
quired to list goals and to report on spen­
ding, education and personnel. 

out of Thursday's assembly is a county­
wide organization that would be a vehi­
cle for continuing citizen input in educa­
tional matters. An evaluation form 
already prepared for distribution Thurs­
day asks participants whether they 
would consider a follow-up meeting ear­
ly next year. 

"We need to move beyond a situation 
where parents are just caught up in their 
own school's needs- some need a roof 
repaired, others need books, two schools 
fighting over one P .E. teacher," Mrs. 
Rosenberg said. "We need to get into the 
bigger issues." 

What if people trot out personal gnpes 
or use the forum to settle old scores with 
school officials? "We hope it will be con 
structive," Mrs. Rosenberg said, and the 
rules of the meeting- there is a two­
minute limit per speaker; others must 
be allowed to speak before anyone gets 
a second turn; direct rebuttal of other 
speakers is not allowed- are designed to 
discourage angry diatribes.

The fines resulted from an agreement 
between the U.S. Department of Labor 
and Incoal Inc., a firm operated by Or­
ville Adkins and three members of his 
family. The four, who are also incor­
porated as Adkins Coal, operated a mine 
near Topmost where the explosion oc­
curred on Dec. 7, 1981. 

In approving the settlement, Ad­
ministrative Law Judge James A. 
Broderick wrote that the "operator does 
not admit" that the violations occurred. 
The judge also noted that the settlement 
allows Incoal to pay the fine in in­
stallments, a concession resulting from 
the operator's pleading that the firm is 
in shaky financial condition. 

Don't noise it abroad in Tickey, but not 
in living memory has Floyd county 
voted Republican in a presidential 
election. 

Not even in 1972, when Richard M. 
Nixon won 520 electoral college votes to 
17 for George McGovern; when the GOP 
won majorities in all states but 
Massachusetts and the District of Col­
umbia ; when Kentucky gave the 
Republican candidate a 300,000-vote 
lead. 

The vote in Floyd county that year 
was 7544 for McGovern, 6099 for Nixon. 
It's the closest a Republican has ever 
come to carrying this Democratic 
stronghold. 

Nationally, Republicans experienced 
another landslide victory in 1980, when 
Ronald Reagan carried all but four 
states and the District of Columbia 
Along with Georgia, Minnesota, West 
Virginia and Rhode Island, Floyd stuck 
with the Carter-Mondale ticket, 10,975 
votes to 4179. 

And, although the nation and Ken-
tucky voted overwhelmingly for the 

• 
Republican candidate last week, Floyd 
again voted two-to-one for the 
Democrat. 

President Reagan won an un­
precedented 525 electoral college votes, 
compared to 13 for Walter Mondale- the 
smallest number received by a losing 
candidate since Alf Landon's eight 
against Franklin D. Roosevelt in 1936. 
All states but Minnesota and the District 
of Columbia gave Reagan majorities, in­
cluding Kentucky, where the president 
won 60 percent of the vote. 

But in Floyd county it was .Mondale, 
by a handy 10,259 to 5218. 

Only six of Floyd's 48 precincts voted 
Republican last week : three around the 
county seat (Courthouse, Trimble

Tickey? 
Republican presidential candidates 

don' t always carry it but, if the GOP is 
going to win a majority in any Floyd 
precmct, it will be Tickey. 

Back in the 1930's, when the original 
Mud Creek precinct of Antioch was split 
up, people who lived around Grethel 
voted in a schoolhouse at the mouth of 
Branham's Creek. The new precinct 
took its name from a well-known trader 
who lived nearby- Tickey John Hall. 

Tickey John stood out from the crowd. 
For one thing, he made a packet of 
money buying and selling cattle up and 
down Mud Creek. For another, he was 
a Democrat. 

Today there are 544 registered 
Democrats in Tickey, as against 112 
Republicans. But it was not always that 
way. And even if the registration figures 
show a Democratic majority, the polls 
often tell a different story . 

The 230 voters who turned out there 
last week favored Reagan over Mondale 
by 124 votes to 106, confirming their 
choice of four years ago, when Tickey 
was the single Floyd precinct to back 
Reagan over Jimmy Carter. 

In 1976, the Republican candidate did 
not even carry Tic key, but the margin 
was slim. At Grethel, 122 voted for the 
Georgia peanut farmer, 115 for Gerald 
Ford. 

In 1972, thP year of the Nixon­
.McGover'1 race. · record nine Floyd 
precincts were caught up m the 
Republic .. n ava mche, Tickey among 
them. Four year•' earlier, Tickey had 
been the sole precinct in the county to 
choose Nixon over Hubert Humphrey. 

The last t1me a Democratic presiden­
tial candidate won big in Tickey was in 
1964, the last national Democratic land­
slide. Lyndon Johnson won a whoppmg 
82 percent of the Floyd vote, beating 
Barry Goldwa•er in a ll precincts. In 
Tickey, the vote was 201 to 91, an im­
pressively large margm fol· a Democrat. 

All but three Floyd precincts voted for 
John F . Kennedy in 1960. For Tickey, 
Nixon was the one. 

Why this island of Republican senti­
ment in Floyd's vast Democratic sea? 
Not even the oldtimers pretend to know. 
Although the GOP monolith has eroded 
considerably over the past 20 years, the 
reasons it stood up as long as it did­
and the reasons the old loyalty still dies 
hard- are rooted in the Civil War era, 
some say, and the attachment of early 
Mud Creek settlers to Abe Lincoln. 

Volunteer firefighters, Scott and 
Triplett said rural fire departments can 
no longer make it without the tax sup­
port that a fire district can raise. The tax 
that homeowners would pay for fire 
protection- a dollar for every $1000 of 
assessed valuation- would be more than 
offset by reduced insurance premiums, 
they argued. 

But Martin said Garrett residents had 
not been told the fire district would 
mean higher taxes and, in any event, the 
area would be better served if the town 
incorporated and maintafued a fulltime 
fire department, he said. 

The settlement takes care of all the 
safety charges brought by the U.S. Mine 
Safety and Health Administration after 
the disaster. which the agency blamed 
on illegal blasting procedures.

Says State Report ... 

$26.2 Million Needed 
For School Buildings 

A report just released gives the state 
Education Department's view on 
Floyd's school building needs. Local 
board members will have their say next 
month and are expected to take excep­
tion to some of the state recommenda­
tions. But, in any event, the issue is like­
ly to remain academic for the time be­
ing : the school district's bonding 
potential its ability to borrow construc­
tion funds- is currently nil. 

Top priority, in the view of a state 
Division of Buildings and Grounds team, 
wh1ch recently visited the county to 
check on its school facilities, is construc­
tion of a new 650-student elementary 
school at Allen. It makes no mention of 
a middle school which Floyd boatd 
members would like to see built in Pres­
tonsburg. 

The new Allen school would replace 
the 44·year old flood-prone building 
which now houses 414 students. And it 

would absorb pupils now attending 
Daniels Creek, Dwale, Home Branch 
and Spradlin Branch schools, allowing 
those buildings to be abandoned and 
eliminating the last one-room school in 
the county. 

Next in order, the state plan recom­
mends construction of an eight­
classroom addition at Clark Elemen­
tary, a 12-room addition at Betsy Layne 
Elementary, and a 700-student high 
school to replace McDowell and 
Wheelwright high schools on a site bet­
ween the two schools. 

The expansion at Clark and another 
proposal, further down the list. to build 
16 extra classrooms at Prestonsburg 
Elementary, is apparently intended as 
an alternative to the Floyd board's pro­
posal to build a middle school for Pres· 
tonsburg students at Lancer.

purchase a $250,000 site for the middle 
school and then exclude the school from 
its construction plans. Local school of­
ficia ls will have a n opportunity next 
month to submit to the state their own 
assessment of the district's building 
needs. 

In any event, neither the state nor 
Floyd officials ' dreams are likely to 
materia lize any time soon. After laying 
out a building program estimated to cost 
$26.2 million, the state report noted that 
"the Floyd County Board of Education 
has no bonding potential a t this time." 

Of 28 school sites in this county, the 
state classified 18 as poor- including 10 
in the flood plain. Most buildings were 
held to be in good or fa ir condition, 
although buildings at McDowell, Daniels 
Creek, Dwa le, Home Branch, Spra dlin 
Branch a nd Spruce Pine wer e 
designa ted "poor." 

Other sta te proposals, in order , ca ll 
for : 

Renova tion of Allen Centra l High 
School ; construction of a six-classroom 
addition a t Betsy Layne High ; r enova­
tion and addition at Prestonsburg High. 

- Renovation and expansion of P ra ter 
and Prestonsburg grade schools; con­
struction of a new school, on KY 80 south 
of Martin, to replace the exis ting Mar­
tin a nd Maytown schools ; and construc­
tion of a new school at Garrett to replace 
the exist ing Garrett a nd Wayla nd 
schools. 

...:...c onstruction of an e ight-room addi­
tion at W.D. Osborne E lementary ; a 
new central office facility ; a warehouse 
on the site of the old Allen E lementa ry; 
r eplacem ent of Betsy La yne 
Elementary. 

Expa nsion of the Prater, Prestons­
burg a nd Osborne schools would enable 
them to absorb, respectively, the Spruce 
P ine, Bonanza and Melvin schools . 

In the meantime, the report says, the 
old Betsy Layne High School building 
should be r azed, a ll temporar y units 
should be removed from Harold, and the 
" asbestos abatement program" should 
be continued. 

The discovery of asbestos in ceilings 
a t P restonsburg High School created a 
storm of controversy here until it was 
removed in 1979. Supt. Gr igsby said this 
week he was "not aware of any problem 
of that magnitude" in any Floyd school 
but that school officia ls would be check­
ing on the situa tion.

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Denied Move to Johnson, Arms 
Calls for 'Yes or No' from Floyd 

Like Jason in quest of the golden 
fleece or Diogenes' search for an honest 
man. Bill Arms will ~ettle for nothing 
but a yes or a no. 

A yes or a no, he is discovering, is not 
easy to come by. 

First there was his request, contain­
ed in a question on last week's ballot, to 
let Bear Hollow, where he lives, attach 
itself wholly to Johnson county. Yes or 
no. 

The votes came in about as even as 
they could be- 3295 in favor, 3296 
against, with the reckoning of absentee 
ballots tipping the scales a little further 
toward the nays. 

So Arms went back to the Floyd fiscal 
court Friday. "I'm here to seek a 
definite yes or no," he said. He wanted 
Floyd county to assume responsibility 
for maintaining the narrow dirt road 
that twists for 2.3 miles along the Floyd­
Johnson line near East Point. "That's all 
I'm asking." 

Too much, replied Judge-Executive 
John M. Stumbo. "We've got 450 miles 
of roads in this county. We'll do 
whatever we can," he said. "But you 
can't get a yes or a no." 

Arms said there are about 28 school­
age children in the two dozen families 
who live on Bear Hollow and that they 
are sometimes unable to get out to 
school in the winter. "I do not intend to 
have our children wade the mud. I'm 
asking you to abide by the Jaw," he told 
the court. "And I'd appreciate not hear­
ing the same old excuse we've been 
hearing for 14 years- 'no money.' " 

It was to no avail. "That's what you're 
going to keep hearing," said the judge, 
"because we don't have the money." 

Residents of upper Cow Creek also 
had to be satisfied with a pledge that 
"we'll do what we can" to maintain the 
road there, which Woodrow Burchett 
said is "in pitiful condition." 

"I've got a horse; I can ride down," 
Burchett explained, "but a lot of people 
don't have horses." And a neighbor, 
Palmer Woods, noting that nearby roads 
have received attention in recent 
months while Cow Creek has been 

' neglected, said he was curious to know 
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calculating a school district's "holding 
power" - that is, the percentage of ninth­
graders completing high school- may 
paint the dropout problem in un­
necessarily harsh colors. Of the 1983-'84 
freshmen who did not make it into this 
year's sophomore class, some are 
repeating their freshman year and some 
have transferred to other school 
districts, he noted. "These are not 
dropouts," he said. 

Moreover, Floyd's high dropout rate 
may be caused in part by economic con­
ditions over which school administrators 
have no control, Hager explained. Some 
58.7 percent of this county's students 
were classified as economically depriv­
ed last year. compared with 35.8 percent 
statewide, he noted. " Sometimes 
students can't afford textbooks in high 
school, so they tend to drop out. That is 
something (state officials) may not take 
into account," Hager said. 

Nevertheless, "we know we have too 
high a dropout rate," the ass istant 
superintendent said, adding that the 
school district's pupil personnel depart­
m ent is working on a plan to reduce the 
rate, perhaps by offering special tutorial 
programs for marginal students or by 
better identification of those who would 
benefit by special education classes . 

While 6.2 percent of Floyd students 
were in special education clas~es last 
year- representing a rise of 11-'l percen­
tage points over the past two years- that 
figure is still well below the state 
average of 10.4 percent. 

"Twelve percent of our students are 
eligible for an exceptional children's 
program," Hager told the board at its 
regular meeting last Wednesday. "We 
need an additional30 (classroom) units 
to catch up with the rest of the state. " 
The problem is one of inadequate state 
funding, he said. 

In other business, the board voted to 
buy 10 new buses- a 71-passenger diesel, 
two 21-passenger models, and seven 
16-passenger units. Transportation 
Director Ed Pa tton said adding the 
smalle r buses to the regular fleet will 
elimina te some of the contract drivers 
now using priva te vehicles to haul 
students in and out of the more inac­
cessible hollows. 

One of the 16-passenger buses will be 
fitted with a hydraulic lift for the benefit 
of handicapped s tudents, he said. Supt. 
E .P . Grigsby said la ter the specially­
equipped bus was being purchased at 
the request of parents of students at the 
Dwale special education school.

Earnings And Social Security 
By JIM KELLY 

Social Security District Director 
For The Big Sandy Area 

More and more retirees are working 
after they start getting Social Security 
benefits. For some its a matter of finan­
cial need, and the additional earnings 
help make ends meet. For others, part­
time work is a matter of emotional 
need. They find that work keeps them 
active and involved, relieving what may 
have become the pressure of filling emp­
ty days . 

Whatever the reason, such part-time 
work by retirees causes one of the big­
gest overpayment problems Social 
Security faces today. This is because 
there is a limit on how much a person 
under 70 getting Social Security checks 
can make without affecting the amount 
of the check. And most people may not 
be as careful as they should be in keep­
ing track of their earnings. 

The limit changes with increases in 
average wage levels. For 1984, the earn­
ings limit for people age 65 through 69 
is $6,960 and for people under 65, $5,160. 
For each $2 of earnings above the limit, 
$1 in benefits is withheld. The earnings 
limit does not apply to people 70 and 
over. 

Benefit overpayments occur when the 
people do not report excess earnings to 
Social Security so that the check may be 
adjusted. The most common scenario in­
volves the annual earnings report sub­
mitted to Social Security by April15, on 
which people are expected to report total 
earnings for the past year estimate their 
earnings for the current year. If there 
is a change in earnings later during the 
year, many people may not report it un­
til the next earnings report is due. In the 
meantime they have been receiving 
checks based on an erroneous estimate 
of earnings. The law requires the over­
payment of benefits be repaid. This is 
usually accomplished by refund or by 
deducting installments from future 
checks until the amount of the overpay­
ment is repaid. 

The way to avoid overpayments is to 
report any change in earnings estimate 
as soon as possible. This way, the check 
can be adjusted before there is a large 
overpayment. Changes can be made by 
calling or visiting the Big Sandy Area 
Social Security Office, located on U.S. 23 
between Prestonsburg and Paintsville.

The Manager of the Biosphere 
By JAY D. HAIR,

National Wildlife Federation 

Every human society creates and 
celebrates mythic heroes. They serve, 
in part, to illuminate proper behavior 
and reinforce the moral purpose of the 
group. They help to educate each new 
generation. Odysseus served as an 
adventurous "role model" for his time, 
illuminating for the youth of ancient 
Greece the rewards, the perils and the 
meaning of various undertakings. In the 
United States, of course, we have tradi­
tionally honored the cowboy, the self­
made man and many other variations on 
the theme of rugged individualism. Such 
archetypes influence virtually all dimen­
sions of a society's public and private 
life, including the basic relationships 
with the rest of nature. 

Our tiny planet Earth deserves a new 
mythic hero- one who reflects our 

·modern sense of the close interdepen­
dence of all living things, who willingly 
assumes the high calling of stewardship, 
who struggles to maintain a global vi­
sion in the face of parochial, short­
sighted and' excessive demands on 
nature, and-who sees our entire living 
space as a domain for enlightened 
management. We ourselves- the flaw­
ed, contentious, ever-expanding mem­
bers of the human family- collectively 
constitute the only qualified candidacy 
for this inspiring role. 

We have already caused continental 
icecaps to recede, oceans to rise, deserts 
to bloom, forests to vanish and species 
to disappear. We have intruded direct-

ly into genetic processes and changed 
the course of evolution. We have grown 
bananas in Scandinavia 'and wheat in the 
tropics. We have eradicated smallpox 
and given birth to new cardiovascular 
afflictions. We have reversed the flows 
of some rivers, obstructed the flows of 
many others and caused a few to ignite 
with industrial residues . We threaten 
biology itself with our weapons of war, 
and we deploy our technology to sustain 
the lives that would otherwise have ex­
pired. We have squeezed the habitats of 
the world's great cats to the point that 
their genetic diversity and very survival 
are in question. We use seeds as political 
weapons and diminish wild areas that 
generate variety, resilience and 
renewal. We are fruitful, and we 
multiply- often at a terrible cost to the 
rest of nature. 

In other words, we are already the 
managers of the biosphere-however in­
ept, partial and destructive our manage­
ment. We are effectively in charge of our 
own life-support system. But now we 
urgently need a new vision of ourselves 
that matches our new responsibilities, 
a new awareness of the human being as 
an inspiring mythic figure who affects 
the universe through responsible deci­
sion and positive action. Such self­
awareness may lead, first, to better 
management of the biosphere and, later, 
to an appreciation of the human enter­
prise as a more dignified endeavor than 
we had previously imagined. The in­
telligent future of life on this planet is too 
vital to do otherwise.

Arkansas Home-Building 
Concept, Seminar Feature 

Kentucky home buyers will soon be 
able to purchase new homes at market 
prices as the result of a joint venture by 
the Louisville Office of the Department 
of Housing and Urban Development 
CRUD) and the Home Builders Associa­
tion of Kentucky CHBAK) . 

A task force composed of 18 represen­
tatives from HUD, home builders, mort­
gage bankers and realtors from around 
the state recently toured a modest-cost 
housing subdivision in Crittenden Coun­
ty, Arkansas. According to Fred H. 
Porterfield, manager of the HUD 
Louisville office, the reaction to what the 
task force saw, "was enthusiastic." 

"There is a great deal of excitement 
among the task force participants," 
Porterfield said. "The subdivision that 
we saw demonstrated for all of us what 
can be done to hold down the cost of a 
new home so that young families and 
others of moderate incomes can afford 
to own a home."

"Birds will come back year after year 

if you continue to feed them," Monroe 
said. "You just make it easier for them. 
Most birds come in early winter to 
establish their food source. so don't start 
to feed them early if you intend to stop 
during the winter." 

He continued that you don't have to 
put out food everyday-every other day 
will do. That way the birds will develop 
alternative food sources. 

The birds most common in the Louis­
ville area that will be searching for food 
this winter are cardinals, juncos, white­
throated sparrows and towhees. 

To attract these birds, the best food is 
mixed birdseed. Sunflower seeds, crack­
ed corn and chopped fruit are good, too, 
and breadcrumbs are still welcomed by 
the feathered foragers.

When Mrs. Janet Baldridge first 

entered the Mountain Christian 
Academy near Martin, ''there was a 
peace and calm in the whole building. 
Not because it was quiet, " she said. 
''There seemed to be a presence here.'' 

While attending a meeting of MCA's 
Christian education instructors, 
Baldridge, who teaches Christian educa­
tion in the seventh grade, said one of the 
mothers commented, . ''there's 
something here. I just feel like I'm in 
church when I'm here." 

"I think any place where God is in­
vited in, and he's welcomed, his 
presence is going to be there,'' Baldridge 
said. "And this is the way I feel about 
this school." 

An air of excitement about learning 
also exists at MCA. Mrs. Karen 
Salisbury said her daughter Jennifer 
cared little about going to school while 
in kindergarten but, since attending 
MCA, her second grader has hurried her 
to be at school by 8 a.m. every day, 30 
minutes before it starts. 

Other parents have told Baldridge of 
noticing similar changes in the attitudes 
of their children. 

Mountain Christian Academy, which 
is sponsored by the Christian Ap­
palachian Project, began its second 
academic year in September with an 
enrollment that jumped from 150 
students at the end of the I983-I984 school 
year to 276 this year . 

"Our primary goal is the education of 
the total child," said Si!<ter Judy 
Yunker, MCA principal. 

Another goal is to promote communi­
ty through Christian education, total 
family involvement, and the fostering of 
an ecumenical spirit. 

The difference between MCA and 
public schools, said Yunker, is the liber­
ty and opportunity to pray and to have 
Christian education as part of the 
curriculum. 

"We're a school that has over 14 dif­
ferent religions co-operating together, 
which is quite a challenge, especially for 
the parents who are Christian education 
instructors, to impart a Christian educa­
tion in a way that is totally non­
denominational," she said. 

An academically sound Christian 
school is what pa rents indicated they 
needed when the Rev. Ralph Beiting, 
president of CAP, was transferred to 
Floyd county in I981 by the Covington 
diocese of the Roman Catholic Church. 

"When I first came, I wanted to learn 
from the people what they needed," the 
Rev. Beiting said. "Wherever I was, I'd 
ask people what they needed most in 
Floyd county. And their most frequent 
response was a good school." 

Organizational meetings which led to 
the formation of MCA began in 1982 with 
as many as 50 people attending each 
meeting. 

The next year MCA's main building 
was started, but was unusable until 
later in the school year. While the work 
was being completed, kindergarten 
through ninth grade met, at the invita-

tion of a Baptist congregation, in a Bap­
tist church. 

A capital investment of about $1.1 
million has been made by CAP and the 
local community, which has contributed 
about $316,000. And upon completion of 
phase two, which will be a building that 
includes a gym, a science lab, and 
cafeteria, another $700,000 will have 
been invested. 

At the organizational meetings, a con­
sensus was formed on the qualities 
desired for the school. The parents 
wanted a school that emphasized 
academic excellence, direct involve­
ment by parents, discipline, Christian in­
struction, and community involvement. 

"They wanted a school that incor­
porated as many (economic and social) 
segments of the community as possible 
and fostered a truly ecumenical spirit," 
said Beiting. 

Presently 14 Christian denominations 
and one religion are represented at the 
school and students have been involved 
in community projects such as helping 
the elderly or cleaning up around the 
lake. 

The annual tuition is $1,IOO per stu­
dent. Scholarships are available. This 
year 40 percent of the students are on 
scholarships which includes mothers 
working at MCA to help reduce 
expenses. 

The board of directors include doctors, 
lawyers, businessmen, and 
homemakers, said Salisbury, secretary 
and member of the board. And they in­
clude Methodists, Baptists, 
Presbyterians, Episcopalians, and 
Catholics. 

"We have a reputation for being strict 
disciplinarians and good academically," 
Yunker said. She attributes MCA's in­
creased enrollment to this reputation. 

"We expect a lot of our students," she 
said. They are expected to behave 
themselves, have respect for 
themselves, others, and their teachers, 
and work when asked. Homework is 
assigned daily. 

The curriculum is designed to educate 
a child in the liberal arts as well as the 
practical skills needed for daily living. 
Art and music are part of the cur­
riculum with social studies being a 
strong department. 

A big emphasis is being placed on 
science, but the strongest push is toward 
mastering communications skills from 
impromptu speaking to speaking on 
television. MCA is putting a lot of time 
in speech contests and closed-circuit 
television to help students express them­
selves articulately before people. 

One of MCA's goals is to train Chris­
tian leaders, Yunker said. As a Christian 
leader, no matter the field or business 
entered, he or she must be able to ar­
ticulate their views in order to make an 
impact. 

Sports is encouraged at MCA as a part 
of educating· the s tudent's total being. 
The sports offered are because most 
students can participate in them , or 
students can continue to use them later 
in life either socially or individually, or 
the sport is relatively inexpensive. 

Basketball, tennis, golf, and volleyball 
are now offered, and dance is offered as 
an alternative to the physical education 
class. In the future it is hoped that soc­
cer will be offered and played at inter­
varsity levels . 

The success of MCA's program 
depends primarily on the competence 
and dedication of its faculty . Teachers 
are certified under criteria for non-profit 
organizations in contrast to those re­
quired for public school teachers. They 
can be certified if they have a bachelor's 
degree and experience in their field . 
Courses in education are not required. 

" We are trying to provide teachers 
with an environment which they can 
function at a professional level,' ' Yunker 
said, "which means from an administra­
tion point of view, the stricter we 
become, the easier it is for teachers to 
teach and students to learn." 

The classes are small and teachers 
are able to give individualized attention. 
This situation has allowed teachers to 
convey a joy in going to school. 

In the classes Salisbury has observed, 
she has noticed that the teachers enjoy 
what they are doing. In the social studies 
class that I observed, the teacher re­
quired strict decorum but encouraged 
the students to participate and ask 
ques tions 

Ten of the 19 faculty members are 

natives of Floyd county. Five are 
volunteers from the Christian Ap­
palachian Project, a non-profit, in­
terdenominational Christian service 
organization headquartered in Lan­
caster, Ky. Yunker has been in educa­
tion either as a teacher or in curriculum 
development for 25 years.

It is a proud and solitary mansion­

the ancestral home of a proud and singu­
lar man. 

As the visitor follows the winding ap­
proach to White Hall, home of Kentucky 
statesman and orator Cassius M. Clay 
(1810-1903), one is struck by the notion 
that nature marked out its location for 
a place in American frontier history 
even before Gen. Green Clay (father of 
Cassius) claimed the land in the 17890s. 
Situated upon one of the highest 
eminences in the Bluegrass, yet very 
near the point of the earliest fords and 
ferries across the Kentucky River, 
White Hall commands a view south 
toward Richmond and north toward the 
gentler rolling hills of Fayette County 
for miles in either direction. 

"I write in the house where I was born. 
It is a well-burned brick structure, with 
heavy range work of Ke11tucky marble 
and grey limestone ... (At White HaW 
Even at that day (1812) the original 
forests ... were almost unbroken by the 
axe. The tulip, walnut, ash, Kentucky 
coffee-bean, beech, and other magnifi­
cent trees rose at places to sixty feet 
without a limb, with native vines carried 
up with their growth perhaps centuries 
old." 
-from The. Memoirs of Cassius 
Marcellus Clay 

The house took on its present form in 
the 1860s. Clay commissioned his friend, 
Polish emigre architect Thomas Lewin­
ski, to design a three-story, double­
winged structure with a large central 
hall. The house built by Clay's father 
was incorporated as one wing; the other 
wing features a large ballroom. 
Wrought-iron balconies and carved 
wooden cornices adorn the front of the 
mansion, in a style that may be describ­
ed as Italianate. 

Within are displayed many of Clay's 
own furnishings-an 1859 Steinway 
piano, one of the first in Kentucky; 
chairs decorated in petit-point with hunt­
ing scenes, tributes to the talent and 
dexterity of Clay's wife and daughters; 
a copper-bottom tub carved from a 
single massive log of yellow poplar, ad­
joining one of Kentucky's first indoor 
"privies!" 

On view as well are the souvenirs of 
a long and illustrious career. Always 
controversial because of his stand 
against slavery (and the fiery barn­
storm speeches he made in support of 
that stand), Clay was rewarded when 
Abraham Lincoln named him Minister 
to Russia in 1861. Two portraits in par­
ticular commemorate this, the high 
point of Clay's life: one of Czar Alex­
ander II riding in a sled (given to Clay 
by the Czar himself) , hung in the central 
hall; and the other, in the ballroom, of 
the famed "Russian ballerina," a

With Kentucky's small game and 

furbearer seasons set to open Nov. 15 
(the traditional third Thursday of 
November), now is a good time to 
review some of the hunting rules and 
regulations you may have forgotten 
since last year. 

If you use a pump or auto-loading 
shotgun, check its magazine before you 
set out opening day-especially if you 
used the gun during the deer season. The 
law requires that shotguns used to hunt 
all game except deer be plugged to hold 
no more than three shells total (one in 
the chamber and two in the magazine). 

So check to make sure that the "plug" 
which limits the capacity of the 
magazine is in place. Hunting with an 
unplugged gun is a common violation 
and in many cases an unintentional 
one- the hunter took the plug out during 
deer season and forgot to replace it, or 
he loaned the gun to a buddy, who 
removed the plug for him. 

If you haven't already bought your 
1984 hunting license, don't forget to pro­
cure this important little piece of paper 
before your first hunt. The only people 
who don't need licenses are landowners 
or tenants. their spouses and their 
dependent children when they are hun­
ting on land which they own or rent. 
Tenants must actually live upon the 
land, and both tenants and landowners 
must be Kentucky residents. 

For the first time this year, veterans 
who are totally and permanently disabl­
ed as the result of a military-related in­
jury may sport hunt or fish without a 
license. 

Kentucky residents who are 65 years 
of age or older don't need a license, but 
they should get a free card from their 
county court clerk which attests to their 
age and residency status. Servicemen on 
furlough of more than thre~ days don't 
need a license to hunt in the county of 
their legal residence before joining the 
service, but they must carry proper 
identification and papers showing their 
leave status. 

While youngsters under 16 may fish 
without a license, they must have a 
junior hunting license before hunting. 
Anyone who is exempt from licensing re­
quirements is not required to purchase 
a deer or turkey tag. Free deer tags are

Remember the daily and possession 
limits for the game you're hunting. 
Possession limits apply to transporting 
game after two or more days of hunting. 
These limits are: Squirrel, six and 12, 
quail, eight and 16, rabbits, four and 
eight and grouse, four and eight. There 
are not limits on furbearers (mink, 
muskrat, beaver, opposum, red fox, 
weasel, skunk and raccoon) except a 
daily limit of one per hunter or three per 
party of three or more hunters on 
raccoon.

Hand- or mouth-operated calls may be 

used on unprotected species, furbearers, 
upland game birds, small game, water­
fowl and turkey. Amplified or recorded 
calls may be used only to take gray fox, 
groundhog, coyote, crow or other un­
protected species. No calls of any kind 
may be used after one-half hour after 
sunset. "Rattling" antlers to attract ' 
deer is permitted. 

Also remember that all hawks, owls, 
eagles and other birds of prey are pro­
tected by both state and federal laws and 
may not be taken at any time.

Services In Floyd 

Beginning the week of November 26, 
Our Lady of the Way Hospital will ex­
tend its services to four sites within its 
present geographical service area 
Clinic days and locations are: Mondays, 
beginning November 26, at the David • 
School in David; Tuesdays, Tram; 
Wednesdays at the Church of Christ in 
Hueysville; Thursdays and Fridays in 
Wayland. A mobile health van will pro­
vide clinic services to these areas from 
11 a.m. to 4 p.m. daily; programs and 
services to patients will emphasize 
wellness and preventive care. 

The scheduled rtiral health services 
result from the administration's desire 
to make medical services more readily 
available to area residents, thereby 
enabling those with minor health prob­
lems to obtain medical care sooner. In 
taking health services out to the com­
munity. the hospital hopes that transpor­
tation difficulties will be minimized and 
patients will be aided in avoiding the 
more expensive cost of emergency room 
treatment. 

The cost of care to patients will be 
covered by grants and patient fees. The 
privately-sponsored project will have no 
federal funding . A social worker from 
the hospital will be available at each 
clinic site to evaluate the need for ad­
justed payment. 

Medical services to be provided at 
each of the clinic sites include: well­
adult/well-child care; adult and child 
physicals; common childhood illnesses ; 
care for burns, wounds, minor injuries ; 
removal of sutures; blood-pressure 
checks; screenings and preventive 
medicines; immunizations; pneumonia 
and flu vaccines. Additionally, some 
types of lab work will be done at the 
clinic sites, in other instances, lab 
samples drawn at the clinic site will be 
processed overnight at the hospital 's 
laboratory. 

Patients who are being seen at one 
clinic site are free to seek services at 
any of the other sites. Efforts will be 
made to coordinate clinic care with the 
medical care currently being provided 
by the patient's primary physician. 

The mobile health unit will be staffed 
by a nurse practitioner, an intake 
worker, and a social worker; physi­
cians ' services will be available at 
specified times. To ensure confidential 
care and the protection of property, the 
van will be stripped nightly of records, 
money, drugs, and equipment.

THE RAZOR'S EDGE. (PG-13-Co/umbia Pictures) Starring 
Bill Murray, Theresa Russell and Catherine Hicks. * *

"The road to salvation is a 

narrow path," says the high 
priest at the Indian mountain­
top temple. "It is like walking 
on the razor's edge." Bill Mur­
ray has come to the mountain­
top in search of happiness. 
Embittered by his experiences 
in World War I, Murray has 
rejected the comfortable but 
constricting post-war Ameri­
can lifestyle. Like Dustin Hoff­
man in "The Graduate," one 
can sense his disillusionment; 
we expect someone to come 
up to him and say just one 
word: "plastics." 

Murray plays Larry Darrell, a 
sort of hippie of the Roaring 
'20s who can't go back to the 
old homestead now that he's 
seen Paree. He leaves his fian­
cee to find himself in Europe. 
taking on odd jobs ranging 
from fish packer to coal miner. 
A well-read coal miner tells him 
of the secrets of India, and 
away goes Murray on a pil­
grimage in search of self. 

"The Razor's Edge" is 
based on the book of the same 
name by W. Somerset Maug­
ham. and for the fine film star­
ring Tyrone Power made after 
World War II. Is Bill Murray in 
the same league as Tyrone 
Power? One needn't be a 

high-priest to know the answer 
to that question. Murray is an 
incredibly talented performer, 
and may yet produce a fine 
dramatic role, but this film 
doesn't contain it. 

That's only partially 
Murray's fault. Although Mur­
ray co-authored the script with 
director John Byrum, it1s an ill­
conceived, poorly executed 
project. Maugham's tale may 
have some timeless messages 
adaptable to a post-Vietnam 
America. but Byrum and Mur­
ray have 'mishandled the 
story's presentation. There are 
scenes in this film that linger 
far too long, while others skirt 
the satire of a "Saturday Night 
Live" sketch. 

As if to make sure he 
doesn't fall into too many · 
traps, Murray decides that the 
best way to act is not to act at 
all. He goes through the film as 
stiff as a board, the most com­
plex character in the story 
turned into a one-dimensional 
wanderer who lets the others 
around him compensate by 
overacting. 

Murray gets an "A" for 
effort, but this "Razor's Edge" 
may turn out to be his downfall 
rather than his redemption.

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Work Ok' d To Aid 
Drainage Problems 

A lot of work, at the very least. and 
ultimately. a considerable outlay of 
money, may be required to cope with 
drainage problems which regularly 
plague the Friend Street-North Arnold 
Avenue section of Prestonsburg. 

These conclusions were reached 
following discussion of an engineer's 
report by members of the Prestons­
burg City CounciL Monday evening. 

The problem was brought to the at ­
tention of the council at a meeting two 
weeks ago by Prestonsburg attorney 
Clifford Latta . whose homt> on North 
Arnold is among several threatened 
during heavy rains. and again. Monday 
night by another resident . Gladys 
Allen. 

" The water coming out of Trimble 
Branch is so great it's backing up 
water everywhere." was the way 
Councilman Bobby Watson summed up 
the dilemma . But the problem 
originated and has since intensified 
with the construction and associated 
filling of former drainage "sump" 
areas by new businesses . council 
members agreed. 

Forty -two -inch pipe behind 
Druther's Restaurant. for example. is 
now inadequate to accomodate runoff 
which has. through filling activity. 
become concentrated into a smaller 
area. 

" Since construction of the 
floodwall. " said Mayor Harold Cooley. 
"people. with or without the city's per­
mission. have installed their own pipe 
and filled in the area ." In reponse to 
Mayor Cooley's statement. council 
members agreed with a suggestion by 
Councilman Paul H. Thompson that 
"some sort of drainage ordinance 
should be included in the zoning pro­
cess to avoid these problems." 

Citing the engineering report. com­
piled by John Hill Engineers. of 
Prestonsburg , council members 
discussed installation of la rger 
diameter pipe but were at a loss for a 
suitable funding plan for such large 
scale excavation work.

Mrs. Allen . who said there wt>re 
times when "I have tq wade the water 
up to my knees to get to my car.·· com­
plained that trash and debris art> 
regularly dumped into the low bottom 
area behind some of the businesses 
along U.S. 23 in the North Arnold area 
and the consequent damming effect is. 
in her opinion. a major cause of runoff 
problems. 

Street Superintendent Leonard 
Joseph supported Mrs . Allen's 
grievance pointing out that workers 
had carried two truck loads of trash out 
of a culvert in the area last Friday. " I 
think it would help to keep it cleaned 
out ." he said. In addition to garbage. 
weeds and brush which are allegedly 
thrown into the drainage area. siltation 
has clogged some sections of pipe 
reducing their capacity by as much as 
half. it was said. 

It was decided by the council that 
warnings be issued to all businesses to 
discourage indiscriminate disposal of 
brush and debris. followed by clearing 
of the pipes in question . But City 
Manager Dave Evans warned that 
"you have a lot of methane gas in 
there." the cause of recent and widely­
publicized deaths to workmen in a 
Salyersville sewer line, and workers. 
who will probably begin clearing work 
shortly after Thanksgiving, will have 
to be equipped with suitable breathing 
devices to minimize the danger. 

In the meantime. Evans said. cost 
estimates on replacement of pipe will 
be made. 

Considering. at council 's last 
meeting, the possibility that some in­
surance companies may be short­
changing the city in returning ade­
quate license fees. City Manager 
Evans. charged with devising a 
suitable means of auditing the firms. 
suggested that all companies involved 
first be identified through inquiries to 
local agencies. "Then we can see 
which ones aren 't paying and force 
them to begin payment. and later pick 
three for a random audit to see if 
they're paying enough." 

The council ruled to turn down a re­
quest by Ed Walters. new owner of the 
former Ken Isaacs auto dealership 
here. that he be allowed to lease or 
otherwise use Hughes Street. a short 
lane connecting Riverside Drive with 
U.S. 23, for expansion of the business. 
A group of Riverside residents had re­
quested that the street stay open for ac­
cess to their homes. 

The yearly audit rei>ort for the last 
fiscal year ending June 30 was submit­
ted to council members for study with 
discussion expected at the next 
scheduled meeting, November 26.

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Winter Heating Aid 
Applications Resumed 

The Cabinet for Human Resources 
began taking applications again Monday 
for assistance to pay winter heating 
bills. All low-income Kentuckians are 
eligible to apply for help during this se­
cond phase of the federally-funded 
Home Energy Assistance Program 
which continues through December 31. 

Applications will be taken at most 
local Social Insurance offices throughout 
the state, but in some communities ap­
plications will be taken at other loca­
tions. Clients should check with their 
local Social Insurance office to find out 
where to apply for HEAP benefits. 

During the first segment of HEAP, en­
ding Oct. 26, approximately 53,000 ap­
plications were taken from only those 
households with elderly or disabled 
members. Social Insurance Commis­
sioner Jack Waddell said low-income 
elderly or disabled persons who failed to 
apply during the first part of HEAP may 
apply during the second part. 

With $9 .7 million available for 
distribution from Nov. 12 through Dec. 
31, the Cabinet for Human Resources ex­
pects to be able to provide funds to ap­
proximately 77,000 applicants. 

A third phase of the Home Energy 
Assistance Program was added this 
year to assist low income households 
who are without heat either because of 
utility cutoff or inability to purchase 
heating fueL Waddell said his depart­
ment has reserved $4 million for this 
third, or "hardship", phase of HEAP 
which begins on Jan. 7.

TIME AFTER TIME 

Kentucky Power 
Official Named 
To Coal Council 

W.S. White, Jr., chairman and chief 
executive officer of Kentucky Power 
Company and of its parent, American 
Electric Power Company, Columbus, 
has been appointed one of 23 charter 
members of the newly created National 
Coal Council. 

The Council was established last 
month by U.S. Energy Secretary Don 
Hodel. It will serve as an advisory com­
mittee to provide recommendations to 
the executive branch of the federal 
government on government-industry 
cooperation in coal-related matters. It 
is patterned after the prestigious Na­
tional Petroleum Council, set up in 1946 
to further government-industry coopera­
tion that had proven successful during 
World War II. 

Secretary Hodel explained: "The 
Reagan Administration believes that the 
time has come to give coal-our most 
abundant fossil-fuel resource-the same 
voice within the federal government that 
has existed for petroleum for nearly four 
decades." 

The Council, a self-funded advisory 
committee chartered under the Federal 
Advisory Committee Act, will assist 
both government and industry in deter­
mining ways to improve cooperation 
between them in such areas as coal 
research, production, transportation, 
marketing and utilization. 

In his announcement, Hodel indicated 
that the Council's membership would be 
increased from the initial23 to 100 to 125. 
The existing members represent coal 
companies, electric utilities, railroads, 
coal-related manufacturers, state 
government, universities and several 

I energy/economic/ mining associations. 
Others from Kentucky among the 23 

original members of the Council are: 
Larry Forgy, president, South East Coal 
Sales, Lexington, and James L. Rose, 
president, LEECO, Inc., London. 

Another AEP executive has been 
named to a key post in another national 
coal organization. He is John C. Bren­
nan, senior vice president- public af­
fairs of the AEP Service Corporation, 
Columbus, who has been elected a direc­
tor of the American Coal Foundation, 
Washington, D.C. He will represent the 
nation's utilities on the ACF board, 
which was organized in 1981 to promote 
the advantages and uses of coal. 

SERVICE AND PARTS SPECIALS

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Kentucky May Benefit 
From Potato-Chip Gap 

By ANDREW DAVIS

College of Agriculture 
Dick Roberts has his eyes on the 

potato chip industry in hopes they'll need 
help from Kentucky. 

Dr. Roberts, an Extension horticul­
turist in the University of Kentucky Col­
lege of Agriculture, thinks Kentucky 
might be able to help the potato chip in­
dustry, which recently has had trouble 
getting enough potatoes to make into 
chips. 

"We would like to," Roberts said. 
Kentucky has only a handful of growers, 
but Roberts still thinks Kentuckians can 
help the industry. 

There are seven potato chip com­
panies in or near Kentucky. Roberts said 
the majority of Kentucky potato growers 
are under contract to Frito-Lay. 

Last year, Frito-Lay and Gordon's 
Chip had to shut their doors because 
they did not have enough potatoes. 
Roberts said Kentucky can help the in­
dustry with their problem. 

"There's a window in the market," he 
said. "We can fill the order." 

According to a study by the College of 
Agriculture, Kentucky might be able to 
fill the mid-summer void. 

"The major advantage for Kentucky 
growers is the close proximity to Cthel 
market," the report reads. 

"The potato chip processing plants in 
Kentucky and nearby states begin haul­
ing potatoes from Florida and southern 
Alabama in early summer. As the 
season progresses, potatoes are pur­
chased from states more to the north in 
order to keep the plants operating 
continuously. 

"Kentucky fits into the production and 
marketing scheme for a six-week period 
from July 15 to the end of August," 
Roberts said. Most Kentucky potato 
farmers plant in early April and harvest 
in early July. 

Roberts said it's very costly for com­
panies to transport potatoes from as far 
away as New York and Maine, two big 
potato producing states. 

The potential for more Kentucky 
growers is there, Roberts said. The com­
panies offer farmers a guaranteed price 
of $5.50 per 100 pounds, which, in a good 
year, makes it very profitable for 
growers. 

According to the report, Kentucky 
farmers could make more than $1.6 
million annually if the potato crop were 
increased to meet the companies' de­
mand of 1,518 acres. 

Harold Hempfling of Valley Orchard 
has been in the business for more than 
30 years. He cautioned farmers who are 
thinking of getting into potatoes that it 
will take a lot of work and effort before 
they begin to show a profit. 

Hempfling said 1984 was one· of the 
worst years he has ever had, but he is 
not going to leave the potato business. 

"There's money to be made in pota­
toes," he said. "In a normal growing 
season $5.50 is a fair price. It's risky. It's 
a gamble every day you get up." 

John Mayer of Bardstown started in 
the potato business this year. He said he 
was unhappy with his results: He got on­
ly 150, 100-pound-bags per acre. 

He said, however, he would stay in the 
business for another year, in hopes that 
his return would increase. If not, he . 
wouWn't grow any more potatoes for

Frito-Lay, with whom he has a contract. 
"There's no way you can do it (make 

a profit) in a year," Hempfling said. "It 
could take about five years. Experience 
is three-fourths of it, though. Roberts 
cautioned everyone that they could lose 
big money." 

Hempfling said farmers must look at 
the entire picture before entering the 
business. He added that they just .Jook 
at the big contract price the companies 
pay and sometimes get into the business 
too quickly. 

Roberts said it is very expensive to 
enter the potato industry. He estimated 
if a farmer buys used equipment, it 
would cost at least $50,000 to start off. He 
also said potato farming is open only to 
farmers who can commit 40 to 50 acres 
a year to the companies. 

Roberts said tobacco farmers who are 
looking for an additional or alternative 
crop may want to consider potato 
farming. 

Milton Schuffett, professor of agricul­
tural economics in the UK College of 
Agriculture, said tobacco farmers would 
be more likely to get into potato farm­
ing a~ a second source of income. 

"They're going to stay in tobacco as 
long as they can," Shuffett said. ''They 
might want to as a second source of in· 
come. Farmers are always looking for 
additional income.'' 

Roberts said it would be an 
economic boost for Kentucky as a 
whole if there were more potato farmers 
because there would be more tax 
revenues to collect. He added it would 
take a major effort from bankers to help 
finance the farmers the first few years. 

"The potential is there," he said. "We 
can do it."

OUr examination was ma'de in accordance with the 
Standards for Audit ~ Governmental Organizations, Programs, Activities ~ 
Functions, issued by the Comptroller General of the United States, and 
accordingly, included such tests of the accounting records and such other 
auditing procedures as we considered necessary in the circumstances. 

The Sheriff and former County Clerk have contracted Steven R. Allen, 
Certified Public Accountant, to examine the statements of receipts, disburse­
ments and excess fees of their offices. 

As recommended by the State Local Finance Officer, pursuant to 
KRS 68.210, the accompanying financial statement is prepared primarily on 
a cash basis. Consequently, certain revenues and the related assets are 
recognized when received rather than when earned, and certain expenses are 
recognized when paid rather than when a liability is incurred. Accordingly, 
the accompanying financial statement is not intended to present financial 
position and results of operations in conformity with generally accepted 
accounting principles. 

In our opinion, the accompanying financial statement presents fairly 
the receipts, disbursements and excess fees of the County Clerk for the 
period November 10, 1983 through December 31, 1983, in conformity with the 
accounting system described above, applied on a basis consistent with that 
of the preceding year. 

We also conducted tests of compliance with state laws and regulations, 
and unless otherwise noted below, the tested items were in compliance with 
applicable state laws and regulations. During our examination, nothing came 
to our attention to cause us to believe that the untested items were not in 
compliance. 

We did not conduct a study and evaluation of internal accounting 
control as we concluded that the audit could be performed more efficiently 
by expandin9 substantive audit tests. Therefore, we placed very little 
reliance on the internal accounting control system. 

Comments, recommendations and areas of noncompliance are as follows:

The annual settlement was not presented by March 15 to the 
fiscal court as required by KRS 64.152. In future years, we 
recommend compliance with this statute.

Dr. Terry Jones, Extension hor­
ticulturist at the University of Kentucky 
College of Agriculture Robinson Substa­
tion, said colorful autumn leaves do not 
lose their attractiveness when they fall 
to the ground. 

HOURS: MONDAY-SATURDAY 8 A.M.-8 P.M. SUNDAY 10 A.M.-6 P 

"Most of the beautiful fall color in 
Kentucky has past, and the leaves are 
falling like rain. In the past these leaves 
were r~ked into piles and burned or 
bagged and hauled off to the dump," 
Jones said. 

"But that pile of leaves is a valuable 
resource. Composted leaves can serve 
the same important function as peat 
moss at much less cost," Jones said. 

While most types of leaves are 
suitable for composting, oak leaves can 
also be used immediately for mulch. 

"Generally oak leaves make the best 
mulching material because they are 
stiff, decompose slowly and do not pack 
tightly around plants. Soft leaves, such 
as maple, ash and poplar, tend to mat 
and should not be used directly as 
mulch," Jones said. 

The addition of soil and feritilizer to 
a compost pile will hasten the deomposi­
tion of the leaves. 

Jones gave these tips for making a 
compost pile: 

Alternate layers of leaves six to 10 in­
ches deep with layers of soil one inch 
deep. 

Sprinkle one and one half cups of 
10-10-10 fertilizer and two-thirds cup of 
dolomitic limestone per packed bushel 
of leaves over each layer of leaves 
before the layer of soil is added. 

If the compost is to be used on acid­
loving plants, use three-fourths cup of 
ammonimum sulfate in place of the 
limestone. 

Finished compost piles should be no 
less than three feet wide and three feet 
high, since smaller piles will not decom­
pose very well.

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Preschool Opens at David

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF

As Energy Secretary, Evans 
Spearheads Research on Coal

George E . Evans Jr. is as comfortable 
seeking a couple of million dollars in a 
corporate deal as he is luring a 
smallmouth bass from a secluded 
Canadian lake. 

IneitQ.er setting, he just tries to enjoy 
a conve~ijon and maybe a common in­
terest with some of the biggest names 
in Kentucky business. Since 
December, when Evans joined state 
government as energy secretary, 
much of his serious work has involved 
promoting the coal industry. 

"You'd look at him and think he would 
always wear a tie and sit behind a big 
desk," said University of Kentucky 
basketball coach Joe B. Hall, Evans' 
fishing buddy. "But he is as much at 
home in a canoe, with a big fishing rod." 

Or sitting on the UK basketball bench, 
puffing on a fat victory cigar. Or wear­
ing heavy boots and a safety lamp for a 
trek through a deep mine. 

In 1942, three-quarters of a century 
after his grandfather left Wales to dig 
coal in America, Evans, a native of 
Charleston, W.Va., began his career as 
an independent coal operator in Eastern 
Kentucky. 

Ever since, through the launchings of 
numerous small ventures of his own and 
the pressures of holding executive posi­
tions with large companies like National 
Steel Corp. and Island Creek Coal Co., 
his creed has been the same: Let's make 
a deal, but let's also make sure we have 
some fun while we're making it. 

During an interview last week in his 
spacious office off Ironworks Pike in 
Lexington, Evans, 66, said: "I'm a firm 
believer that you have to have fun at 
what you're doing every day. I demand 
it. People who can't hav!! fun don't en­
joy being around me very much." 

At a Glance

The mixture is doing a "near perfect 
job" in removing· the troublesome pro­
ducts of coal burning, Evans said. 

The center is also researching various 
uses of solar energy and other alternate 
energy sources, "but they're still related 
to coal," Evans said. 

In fact, it was Evans' concern for coal 
that led to his placement in an otherwise 
all-Democratic Cabinet. Why else would 
he have been the one chosen to serve, as 
he said, as the " token Republican"? 

"I don't always look to see how they're 
registered, but he had a tremendous 
background in coal," Collins said of the 
appointment. " I have been to several na­
tional meetings with him where we were 
trying to get an energy policy based on 
coal. These people all hold him in very 
high regard ... (so) it is certainly a help 
to Kentucky to have him in that slot." 

"I've shared a lot of my earnings with 
other people that were loyal to me by 
giving them stock in a company that I 
started when it cost nothing. I had a cou­
ple of guys that made over a million 
dollars in just one deal. They were loyal, 
dedicated people." 

Don Johnson of Lexington is one of 
Evans' close friends and sometime 
business partner. Johnson made a mark 
in the coal industry with his own com­
pany in Pike county, then made the 
mark in the horse industry by selling a 
yearling last year for a record $10.2 
million. 

"He's not the kind of person that will 
ever retire," Johnson said of Evans. The 
two are co-owners of Sprite-Flite Jets 
Inc., an executive flight service based 
at Blue Grass Airport. "When he's 90, 
he'll look to do something constructive, 
and the money has nothing to do with it." 

Indeed, Evans seemed more at ease 
discussing his vast collection of miners' 
lamps than his annual government 
salary of $59,499. The money was trivial 
compared with the sentimental value he 
attaches to the lamps, which date back 
to the 1870s. 

But make no mistake. Evans, who 
came out of retirement for the second 
'time to join the administration of Gov. 
"Martha Layne Collins, is indeed con­
cerned. with pioneering advances in 
energy re!learch, especially as it affects 
coal. 

Stonie Barker Jr., who last week 
retired as chairman of Island Creek Coal 
Co., said a good administrator without 
a coal background might be able to per­
form the role Evans does, "but he 
wouldn't have the industry at heart like 
George would." 

Quipped Evans: "The way I knew for 
sure I was secretary of energy was when 
I was answering to two women instead 
of one." 

One "investment" that excites Evans 
is represented by a framed stock cer­
tificate hanging on the wall behind his 
desk. It verifies that he owns 1.05 million 
shares of Fisherman Extraordinarius 
Unlimited, a mock company listing 
Evans as president and Joe B. Hall as 
secretary. 

On one fishing trip, the close associa­
tion with Hall led to trouble. The two 
waged an impromptu bet on who could 
hook the next fish . Hall was the victor, 
but to Evans went a mixed bag of spoils. 

• 

In contrast with-most Cabinet-level 
agencies, the Energy Cabinet has no 
regulatory or enforcement powers, so it 
is committed to research and education, 
said Mark McDaniel, Evans' principal 
assistant. 

In 1971, Evans lobbied then­
gubernatorial candidate Wendell Ford 
for funds to open a modern center for 
energy research. Thirteen years later, 
in his Cabinet role, Evans oversees the 
Kentucky Center for Energy Research 
Laboratory, the fruit of his earlier effort. 

"And I feel a strong obligation to it, 
because it really hasn't done what I had 
in mind," Evans said. Where past em­
phasis had been on academic research, 
current emphasis is geared toward ap­
plied research, because "this lab has to 
function to the benefit of the people of 
Kentucky," he said. 

So far, research has been concen­
trated in two major areas : 

• The use of dry "scrubbers" in coal­
burning facilities to replace a washing 
system now used in coal preparation to 
remove sulfur and other potential 
pollutants from the coal. 

Before joining government, Evans 
was president of National Steel's coal 
development division. 

He was content living in Lexington 
with his wife, Jo, following the lives of 
their three daughters and eight grand­
children, traveling to almost all of UK's 
basketball games, and fishing with his 
cronies whenever possible.
