growth from its humble origins on 
Tinker Fork 11 years ago, through the 
years it operated out of a cramped cot­
tage on Mink Branch, to its rebirth now 
in an elegant brick building at the mouth 
of Mitchell Branch. 

But, for staff members at the Mud 
Creek clinic and a Magoffin county 
clinic also managed by the Prestons­
burg-based Big Sandy Health Care, Inc., 
the talk was not of growth but of the cut­
backs needed at least until the agency 
can get a new infusion of the federal 
funds on which its life depends. 

While details of the shakeup are not 
yet complete, one proposal doing the 
rounds among anxious clinic workers 
Saturday would have pink slips going out 
to seven employees, including four at 
Mud Creek, two at the Magoffin Clinic, 
and one on the agency's central office

Effective for a three-month period 
beginning Nov. 1, the proposed retren­
chment would shut down the pharmacy 
opened only five months ago at the Mud 
Creek site and now poised for transfer 
to its new quarters. 

The themes of the dedication speeches 
were of communities pulling together, 
federal policies that neglected the poor, 
the tenacity of clinic founder Eula Hall. 
Mrs. Hall called the new $400,000 facili­
ty "a symbol of what people can do if 
they stick together." State Rep. Chris 
Perkins, lamenting that the social pro­
grams of President Lyndon B. Johnson's 
Great Society are no longer fashionable, 
promised to "keep on working for 
people whether it's the chic thing or 
not." Don Laferty, board chairman of 
the Mud Creek Community Health Cor­
poratiOn, which owns the new clinic, 
drew applause when he said, "Really, 
this is Eula Hall's day." 

Tec;hnically a social worker at the 
clinic she organized, Mrs. Hall has 
defended it and its clients over the years 
with a mother's zeal. Clinic staffers 
presented her with a portrait of herself 
to hang in the new facility. So did Mid­
dle Creek artist Tim Sizemore. "This is 
the lady that never gave up," said one 
speaker. "And never will," added Mrs. 
Hall, who vowed, "I'll be here as long as 
there's strength in this body." 

But Sarah Ragalyi, a nurse at the 
clinic for the past four years, may not 
be there as long as next month. Sister 
Cathryn Wright, a nurse-practitioner, 
pharmacist Gwen Roe, and pharmacy 

aide Flossie Slone may also be let go. 
They are among those targeted for 
layoffs by Big Sandy Executive-Director 
Ellis G. Buchanan in an effort to trim ex­
penseo. by $63,000 over the next three 
months. 

The mixture of public confidence and 
private anguish that pervaded Satur­
day's aedication ceremony is nothing 
new for the Mud Creek Clinic which, 
from the time it first grew out of a 
"health fair" organized by Vanderbilt 
University students in the early 70's, has 
blended doughty self-reliance with 
economic dependency. A focus of contin­
uing loyalty. especially among the 
poorer families who make up the bulk 
of its clientele, the clinic has also been 
a beggar at the door of any agency with 
funds to spend on their health care. 

Until 1976, when a long strike 
bankrupted the union's health funds, the 
United Mine Workers' Association pick­
ed up the tab for much of the health care 
administered at the Mud Creek Clinic. 
Since then, the clinic has been dependent 
on a federal Health and Human Services 
Department gran£, administered by Big 
Sandy Health Care, which still accounts 
for 58 percent of that agency's $1.2 
million budget. 

While the agency is under constant 
pressure from federal officials to in­
crease the income earned through pa 
tient fees, that becomes especially pro­
blematic, Buchanan explained recently, 
when hard economic times cause more 
indigent patients to turn to the agency's

"Dootney" Horn, Prestonsburg 
businessman and chief developer of 
the project whieh will be located on Z7 
acres of land along KY 114 CMountain 
Parkway>. opposite the entrance to Ar­
cher Park. 

Work on the site. which was purchas­
ed from J. W. Clifton, area coal 
developer, and consists mostly of steep 
hillside. will begin soon. according to 
Horn, and will require extensive ex­
cavation to provide for as much as

A Town Branch man was shot and 
critically wounded early Saturday

Although another such mine }las 
been operated successfully at Beckley. 
W. Va . since 1964, the Prestonsburg 
project is considerably more am­
bitious, according to Horn. Terming 
the project "the Smithsonian Institl.lte 
of Coal Mining," he said the mine. 
which will extend 1,200 feet to the coal 
face. would include displays depicting 
the entire history of coal mining. from 
the 1850's to the present. 

Already antique mining implements 
as well as modern tools have been 
donated, including tools used by Loret­
ta Lynn's father. which have been 
donated by a brother of the famed Van 
Lear songstress. Lifelike. motorized 
mannikins will pick tirelessly at the 
coal and a continuous miner will be 
displayed as an example of "state of 
the art" technology. 

A tram will shuttle visitors in and out 
of the mine with stops along the way to 
view recorded video and sound ex­
planations of the history of coal and 
mining practices. In addition, Horn 
pointed out. "visitors will be able to dig 
a lump of coal and, for a small fee. 
receive a document certifying that 
they have dug coal in a Kentucky coal 
mine." 

It is planned that in the farthest 
reaches of the mine will be a gift shop 
and snack bar, with a coal museum 
located at the mine mouth. 

According to Horn, he has the bless­
ing of state officials. "They want to en­
courage tourism any way they can. and 
they consider this to be sort of what the 
Kentucky Horse Park is to the 
Bluegrass." he said. State and federal 
mine officials have offered to work in 
the safe design and maintenance of the 
facility and will conduct frequent in­
spections. Horn stressed 

With an April 1 target date for open­
ing, Horn said the exhibition mine will 
employ between 20 and 30 peo.ple and 
could attract as many as 200,000 visitors 
annually. 

$3 Million Contract Awarded

Special Energy Plans 
May Help Homeowners 

It won't be long before cold weather 
is upon the region. 

With the cold weather comes another 
change in many homes-higher use of 
electricity. Part of the reason for the in­
creased usage comes from heating 
systems. Part is attributed to lights be­
ing on longer because of fewer daylight 
hours. Part can be traced to electric 
water heaters and increased use of hot 
water in colder months. 

While electricity usage is a bit more, 
there are some steps which can be taken 
to make a house more energy efficient 
and to reduce the amount of heat 
necessary to make it more comfortable. 

W.W. Zoellers, Pikeville Division 
manager of Kentucky Power Company, 
said insulation in walls, ceilings and 
under floors, and storm doors and win­
dows are among the most common-and 
most effective- methods of raising the 
comfort level of a house and lowering 
heating bills. 

"We also suggest turning down the 
thermostat on the water heater to 130' 
or less if an automatic dishwasher is not 
in use. And we recommend caulking or 
weatherstripping throughout the house. 
If there is any sort of a gap at all around 
a door or window, cold weather will find 
it. It also helps to close drapes and win­
dow curtains on cold days and always at 
night. 

"Another place a number of people 
fail to recognize as a cause of heat loss 
is a fireplace. While a cracking fire 
might look pleasant, the real fact is the 
house is probably losing more heat than 
it gains because of the number of Btu's 
going up the chimney. In fact, some of 
the house's normal heating system's out­
put also goes up the chimney, especial­
ly if the damper is left open when no fire 
is present. This is especially true when 
,the wind is blowing outside, " Zoellers 
explained. 

Adding insulation and other weather­
stripping types of material, however, 

• can be a fairly expensive operation. In 
recognition of that fact, Kentucky Power 
has taken steps to help ease the cost of 
such improvements for customers. 

"We have a program, in cooperation 
with the Kentucky Public Service Com­
mission, whereby one of our trained 
employees conducts an energy audit of 
a house at a customer's request. The 
small fee charged for the audit is easily 
offset in the knowledge of what can be 
done to lower costs in the future," 
Zoellers said. 

In addition, Kentucky Power offers 
Residential Insulation Financing options 
to qualified customers. Low-interest 
loans can be made to customers who 
meet certain basic requirements to help 
meet the costs of adding insulation or 
storm doors or windows. Customers do 
not have to heat with electricity in order 
to qualify. 

Details of such programs can be learn­
ed by contacting any Kentucky Power 
Company office and asking to speak 
with an employee of the marketing and 
customer services department.

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Park Floodwall 
Planned by City 

Relief may be in sight for oft-flooded 
Archer Park here in the form of an ear­
then dike and the city may not have to 
spend a great deal to get it. 

Following the disastrous flooding of 
the past spring, an Army Corps of 
Engineers specialist recommended a 
floodwall to protect the central section 
of the park, which includes the swimm­
ing pool, tennis and racquetball courts, 
playground, skating rink and park 
buildings, but informed the city that 
the Corps did not currently have the 
money to manage the construction, ac­
cording to City Manager David Evans. 

The city, with little in the way of 
resources to undertake such a project. 
had to forget the idea-until this week, 
at least. 

The recent announcement by 
Prestonsburg developer Donald L. 
"Dootney" Horn of a planned exhibi­
tion coal mine near the park as a 
tourist attraction and the necessity for 
the disposal of the thousands of cubic 
yards of fill dirt which will result from 
the earth removal has revived interest 
in the flood control project, making 
construction of the dike a virtual cer­
tainty. 

According to an agreement signed 
this week, the city will pay $1.00 for 
each truckload of dirt which will be 
hauled, when possible, by city 
vehicles. Through the agreement, 
more than enough raw material for the 
flood wall will be made available at low 
cost while providing Hom a convenient 
location for disposal of the fill. 

Evans said a Corps engineer would 
provide final specifications and recom­
mendations on placement and height of 
the earthen structure.

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Dam Should Be Delayed 
Nobody is arguing that the Yatesville Dam should be built 

because it is necessary to flood control. 
It has been envisioned as a recreation spot, bringing an in­

come from tourists, fishermen, boaters and others that would 
justify its cost. That is the only basis for any acceptable cost­
benefit ratio. 

But in the Martha area, which will be flooded if the dam is 
completed, there are more than 800 producing oil wells, _and 
from those oil wells come the brine, oil and other excretiOns 
which will pollute the water of the lake. 

This could make Yatesville Lake unused by fishermen, 
because there could be no fish in its polluted waters, and other 
recreation values could be equally doubtful. 

The federal Environmental Protection Agency, the U.S. 
Wildlife Service and the Kentucky Department of Wildlife 
Resources-all join in arguing that construction of the dam 
should be delayed till the water problems there are solved. 

The brine and oil escaping from hundreds of oil wells along 
Blaine Creek, the stream that is proposed to be impounded to 
form the lake, constitute an unavoidable problem. The state 
of Kentucky, apparently, is to be given the task of regulati~g 
the mess, keeping the water of the lake free of that salt a~d ~11-

Col. Robert Wilson, chief of the Huntington, W.Va. d1stnct 
office, U.S. Corps of Army Engineers, says the Corps "has to 
trust" Kentucky's declared intention of doing something about 
the pollution problem. 

But Kentucky, as of this date, has no standard for chlorine 
and brine discharges into the water, and no standard is ex­
pected till next year. Besides, says Leon Smothers, assistant 
director of the state Division of Water, of these 800 or more 
oil wells in the reservoir basin, ''regulating them would en­
tail a tremendous effort." 

To which we add: 
If the state's performance at Dewey Lake is its standard of 

excellence in keeping the water of a lake pure, the outlook for 
Yatesville Lake is deadeningly drear. 

The federal government has already spent a lot on this pro­
ject. It has acquired 13,QQ9 of the 20,000 acres of land in the 
reservoir area. It has appropriated $15 million for completion 
of an outlet works. tunnel and a stilling basin at the dam site. 
The outlay of money already has been heavy. But what has 
gone before should be relegated to the time-honored "profit 
and loss" account and further work should be stopped till such 
time that the state of Kentucky shows it is capable of controll­
ing the pollution and, moreover, will actually do it.

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director, said last week it would be on­
ly a matter of time before pharmacists 
received similar notices from the 
private insurance companies that cover 
working miners. 

Under the terms of the new contract, 
the notice said, the funds "will cover on­
ly reasonable charges for prescription 
drugs and insulin, " with a reasonable 
charge defined as no more than 25 per­
cent above the average wholesale price 
of the drug. That leaves a markup of on­
ly about 20 percent over the selling price 
to cover their overhead costs, said the 
pharmacists, a number of whom quoted 
the Lilly ·Digest-which figures 
overhead at around 30 percent-as an 
authoritative guide. 

In reference to UMWA President 
Richard Trumka 's boast that he had 
stuck to a pledge of making no conces­
sions, Herrin noted that, while miners 
may have made none, a substantial con­
cession was exacted of pharmacists. 
Smaller pharmacists, especially if drug 
sales make up a large part of their 
business and miners a large part of their 
clientele, could be forced out of business 
under tlie new reimbursement formula, 
some said. 

"They're going to have the fee so low, 
it will be marginal for the small man like 
myself to stay in business," said Ron 
Johnson, pharmacist at Rose Rexall 
Drug here. "I don't know what it will 
mean for sure, but it will be real, real 
close." 

Pharmacists from six counties, ap­
parently unanimous in their dissatisfac­
tion with the new formula, decided at a 
May Lodge meeting last Tuesday to 
form a committee to relay their feelings 
to BCOA-UMWA negotiators. If the in­
dustry did not agree to renegotiate the 
reimbursement formula, they would 
stop accepting the miners' card at the 
end of this month, they resolved. 

Morris Fiebusch, BCOA's vice­
president for public affairs, said Monday 
he had not heard of the pharmacists' 
complaints and declined to comment on 
them. The recently concluded contract, 
he said, reflected several "health-care 
cost-containment initiatives." 

If pharmacists turn down the UMW A 
card, it will mean that working and 
retired miners will pay cash for their 
drugs and it will be up to them to apply 
to their insurance company or the UM­
W A funds for reimbursement. Harold 
Cooley, a member of the pharmacists' 
committee, said the druggists had no 
choice. "It would be foolish of us to keep 
on billing at cost plus 25 percent," he 
said. "It is not financially possible." 

One of the things that m<l5t rankles the 
pharmacists is that they feel taken by 
surprise. No one asked for their opinion 
before the new formula was drafted, 
noted Tim Conn, president of the East 
Kentucky Pharmaceutical Association. 
"We feel slighted at not being involved 
in negotiations regari:ling our own pro­
fession, " he said. 

And worse, some believe the industry 
has been following a deliberate policy of 
misrepresentation aimed at misleading 
pharmacists and turning miners against 
them. 

First came the asterisks. They began 
appearing on the notices the funds send 
out to retirees, explaining what drugs 
the funds have paid for. Pharmacists 
understood they were to be reimbursed 
according to the profession's "usual and 
customary charges," but on the notices 
sent by the funds to their clients 
asterisks appeared next to any charge 
the insurer deemed excessive. 

Many pharmacists thought that pro­
blem was resolved when, about 18 
months ago, they agreed on a new for­
mula suggested by fund officials. But 
soon the asterisks began to reappear. 
The latest formula, further eroding their 
margin of profit, looks to some of them 
like the final move in a deliberate 
strategy of deceit. 

That impression is strengthened by 
what some pharmacists take as a 
distinctly hostile tqg~ in the notice they 
received from t71e UMWA funds. 
"Beneficiaries are being notified 
separately that they are not responsible 
for payment of any amounts which ex­
ceed reasonable charges," it said, "and 
the Funds or their agent will defend 
them in any action to collect excessive 
charges." 

That is for some the cruelest cut. "The 
(lower) price is part of it," Eric Herrin 
explained, "but there has (also) been a 
campaign to make us look like the bad 
guys. If they felt that some pharmacists 
were abusing the system, they should 
have talked to us or gone after the ones 

·abusing it. But I grew up in a family 
where the UMW A was very important. 
My father was a miner for 49 years. He 
helped organize Harlan county. I don't 
feel I've ever tried to cheat a miner."

Says She Bought a 'Lemon' 
In late July of 1983 I purchased a new 

Ford Escort. The purchase price was 
$9,950. Little did I know at the time that 
I had bought a "lemon". 

In December, the car started idling 
at 3,000 RPM, and the shift light would 
no longer work. The service manager 
told me that the computer module was 
bad. I took the car in 7 times before they 
finally ordered the right module . Even 
then, the car wasn't fixed. On the eighth 
trip they replaced the "processor". By 
this time it was April. 

In early May, the car began to 
backfire and fail to start when it rained 
or was very humid. They told me the air 
filter was dirty, and they replaced the 
air and fuel filters. On the way home, 
my car pumped over half a tank of fuel 
out under the hood The next day, they 

• 

apologized for leaving off a clamp. • 
The next week it rained again, and I 

was left stranded. They replaced the 
computer processor, again. To date, 
they have replaced the processor 3 
times. Also, they have replaced the 
spark plugs, spark plug wires, revers­
ed the vacuum hoses, changed air filters 
twice, fuel filters, distributor cap, etc. 

As of October 5, my car has been ser­
viced 22 times with little progress. In ad­
dition to the moisture problem, I have 
replaced 3 tires. I was reimbursed for 
the tires, but only after threats of legal 
action. I was told in April that my tires 
had worn out in only 7,000 miles because 
the camber was out. The next day, they 
delivered the car to me. The service 
manager told me that he had looked at 
the car pulled on the rack, and after tur­
ning it around they could not see a prob­
lem, so they aligned it. I replaced the 
tires that day and was told the car was 
out of line. I took the car back to the 
dealer that same afternoon. After keep­
ing it for 3 days, they aligned it. 

The following week I had the wheels 
checked, and they still turned in at the 
top. They finally admitted that they did 
not have the facilities to do "4 wheel 
thrust alignment', the proper procedure 
required for my front-wheel drive car. 
The same day, the service manager ap­
proved payment for the car to be align­
ed. By July, the left back tire was worn 
slick. The tire_ dealer would not 
guarantee a new tire due to the cambers 
being out so badly. 

After a heated confrontation, the car 
dealer agreed to modify the cambers 
and set the tow out. This time the car 
was in for four days. 

Meanwhile, each time it rained I was 
stranded. Each time they worked on my 
car. After 20 service visits the manager 
advised me to call Customer Relations, 
because they couldn't find the problem. 
Customer Relations advised me to make 
another appointment for service. 

This time my car went in for service 
September 7, and was returned to me on 
September 25. As of September 28, my 
car was idling at more than 3,000 RPM, 
and backfiring (it was raining). The 
shift light, which worked on September 
7, does not work now. 

It is not my claim that the dealer w~l 
not service my car, but rather that they 
cannot service it. One year to the month 
after purchasing it from them for almost 
$10,000, they offered me $5,100 trade-in 
on a new car. Of course they don't want 
to trade for a lemon! At that time, I ow­
ed about $6,000 on the car. Should I be 
expected to suffer this great a loss 
because they sold me a defective pro­
duct'? Should I suffer because they lack 
the technical expertise to fix my car'? 

Since they started working on my car 
in January the mileage has fallen from 
36 MPG to 28 MPG. They have put near­
ly 1,000 miles at 60 miles per round trip 
for service calls. -... 

I have asked the Consumer Appeals 
Board to review my case. I have yet to 
hear from them as far as a hearing date 
is concerned. I wonder if my 1983 car is 
the only "lemon" in the bunch, or if 
other owners are having similar prob­
lems. Anyone who is having a problem 
with either the tires wearing out quick­
ly, or with the car not wanting to start 
when it rains, please write me and 
describe the nature of your problem.

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State Tax B'ase 
Hearing Slated 

Representatives of civic. business and 
education groups will be among those 
giving testimony in Frankfort at a public 

• hearing on reforming the state's tax 
base. 

The hearing by the legislative Interim 
Joint Committee on Appropriations and 
Revenue will be held Thursday, Oct. 25, 
in Room 109 of the Capitol Annex. begin­
ning at 10 a.m. 

Those submitting written testimony 
include the League of Women Voters. 
the Kentucky Fair Tax Coalition, the 

• 
Kentucky Automobile Dealers Associa­
tion, the Kentucky Chamber of Com­
merce and the Kentucky Parent/ 
Teachers Association. Other groups are 
expected to be represented, and oral 
summaries of the testimony will be 
heard. 

Sen. Mike Moloney, D-Lexington, 
presiding chairman of the committee, 
said the panel felt the need for such a 
hearing because of the state's unstable 
tax base over the past few years. 

• 
"It is the feeling of the committee that 

we need to have a sound revenue base 
for the future-particularly with the 
situation we are facing with declining 
federal revenues. We need sounder plan­
ning for the future of this state." 

Moloney said he hoped there would be 
some consensus among the ideas and 
testimony presented to the committee. 

And Rep. Joe Clarke, a Danville 
Democrat who co-chairs the committee, 
said that recent attempts at reform or 
at bringing in more revenue haven' t 
been very successful. 

"We need to evaluate the entire tax 
system," he said. "If you're going to 
have an equitable system, then you need 
to look at the entire tax base. We need 
to determine what is business' ·fair 
share, and evaluate the income tax and 
its relationship to sales and property 
taxes. " 

Clarke said that toward the end of the 
1984 session when the state's financial 
situation appeared glum, they received 
many requests from groups wanting to 
come forward with their ideas on 
revenue enhancement. 

"At that time," Clarke said, "we need­
ed to do something one way or the other, 
and really didn't have time to listen to 
those ideas. 

"This is going to be a forum for those 
people who wanted to be heard and 
didn't have an opportunity late in the '84 
session, and will also give us a chance 
to get a general overview of how the 
public and tax experts feel about Ken­
tucky's tax structure. " 

The committee is inviting public com­
ment on four areas of tax reform: 

The stability of the state's tax basei 
the best methods for enhancing state 
revenues; how to increase the equity of 
the state-tax system ; how to ease the ad­
ministration of the state-tax system.

Food Plots Can 
Help Wildlife 

Wildlife food plots can really benefit 
our local birds and animals. Scattered 
grain patches near cover act as a "pan­
try·· for many species. 

It can be helpful to think of an 
animal's habitat as a house. In an 
animal's habitat or "house" there are 
several rooms. For instance, animals 
need a "bedroom" to sleep and take 
refuge in We often refer to an animal's 
bedroom as "cover" which is provided 
by trees and shrubs. Depending upon 
->pecies. an ammal's kitchen could be a 
\ ast tree,,a clover patch, or a grain field 
Some animals require several rooms. 
Studies reveal that quail spend time in 
four different types of rooms: woodland, 
grassland, shrubland, and cropland. 

In Floyd county, "cropland rooms" 
near cover are usually the limiting fat­
tor. Animals can't stay in a house 

·without a kitchen or pantry any more 
than humans can To correct this situa­
tion. landowners and landusers are en­
couraged to plant crops such as corn 
near cover such as trees or shrubs. This 
( an be accomplished by leaving a cou­
ple outer rows of corn in a farm opera 
tion. Others may want to put a special 
plot of grain specifically for wildlife use.

Agriculture Report: 
Harvest Nears End 

Good weather conditions have enabl­
ed completion of a great deal of farm 
field work recently, especially 
harvesting corn and tobacco, baling hay 

. and seeding small grains. 
Soil moisture is now reported as 51 

percent short statewide, with 46 percent 
of the soil listed as adequate. Some 
areas of the state have reported light 
frost, but damage is believed to be 
slight. 

"All crops are progressing about as 
expected. They are well over last year's 
yields. which suffered from the drought. 
But the yields are slightly behind 1982 
and five-year averages," said 
Agriculture Commissioner David E. 
Boswell. 

The burley harvest is virtually com­
plete, with only a few fields remaining 
to be cut. Curing weather has been 
generally good, except for when the re­
cent cool, wet weather moved through 
the Commonwealth. 

"Burley quality looks good, with little 
or no houseburn being reported," 
Boswell said. 

The corn for grain harvest is 30 per­
cent complete, with harvest being more 
advanced in the western part of the 
state. The moisture content remains 
high in many of the fields, and yields are 
reported as good · 

·soybean harvest is 6 percent com-. 
plete, compared with 10 percent last 
year and 11 percent on the average. 
Forty-two percent of the beans are shed­
ding leaves or mature, but are not yet 
harvested.

Stumbo Studies

Unopposed for reJection to his fourth 
two-year term in the state House of 
Representatives, Gregory Stumbo may 
later seek a House post for which he's 
certain to draw competition. 

Stumbo admitted Saturday that he is 
"seriously considering" making the 
race for House majority floor leader 
when the General Assembly next meets. 
In fact, he has been making contacts 
over the state, seeking- and getting, he 
says-support in his effort to unseat the 
present majority floor leader, Rep. 
James Lemaster, of Paris. 

"It's time for Eastern Kentucky to 
have a role in the leadership of the 
Legislature," Representative Stumbo 
said. "There has been little leadership 
shown by either the speaker or the floor 
leader recently except in the vote to 
override the governor's veto of com­
munity college improvements," he 
added. 

Stumbo, who represents the 95th 
district in this county, earned statewide 
attention with his bill to curb the broad­
form deed at the last session of the 
General Assembly. 

Normally, the election of a Represen­
tative would be held this year only for 
the 95th district, but the death of Con­
gressman Carl D. Perkins and the deci­
sion of his son, Chris, who now is state 
representative in the 92nd district 
(which includes 11 precincts in Floyd 
county) to run for his father's seat in the 
Congress makes necessary the election 
of a successor to the younger Perkins in 
the Legislature. 

Jim Rose, present Knott county clerk, 
is the Democratic candidate for the post. 
He is opposed by Christopher Slone, 
independent.

Judge Postpones 
Sentencing of 3 
Asking Probation 

Saying he needed more time to make 
up his mind, Circuit Judge Hollie Con­
ley last Friday postponed sentencing of 
three men, all of whom had asked that 
their sentences be probated.

As part of the plea bargain, the 
Commonwealth recommended a one­
year sentence, to be probated on condi­
tion that Collins make restitution to his 
victims. 

Judge Conley, noting that Collins has 
since been indicted on two theft charges, 
said he would put off a decision on pro­
bation until after the new charges are 
tried. 

Elvis Crum, of Allen, was arraigned 
on three counts of theft. The judge 
agreed to appoint the public defender to 
represent him but ordered Crum to pay 
$400 to the state Office of Public 
Advocacy.

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Trial of Knott Man 
In Death of Woman 
May Be Transferred 

The case of a Hindman man aeftlsed 
of strangling his 14-year-<>ld girlfriend's 
mother is expected to go before a Knott 
Circuit Court grand jury this week but 
trial of the case may be held in this 
county. 

Gerald Scott Ritchie, 19, accused of 
slaying Phyllis Slone, 38, at her Hind­
man home Sept. 28, is being held under 
bond in the Knott county jail. The vic­
tim's body was dumped in the Big San­
dy River near Highlands Regional 
Medical Center, where it was found two 
days later. 

Knott District Judge Graham Martin 
last week denied a motion to deny Rit­
chie bail wt raised the bond from 
$100,000 to $500,000 over the objection of 
the defense attorney. Public Defender 
Ned Pillersdorf said he would move to 
have the bond reduced. Moreover, citing 
public sentiment against his client in 
Knott county, the defense attorney said 
he would probably move to have the trial 
venue moved to Floyd county. 

State police said Mrs. Slone, who was 
five months' pregnant, was strangled 
after quarreling with Ritchie and her 
daughter, who said they wanted to get 
married. The girl has been charged with 
aiding in the murder. 

Ritchie was also charged with assault 
for allegedly striking Mrs. Slone's 
13-year-<>ld son on the head with a stick 
shortly after the slaying. Ritchie, the 
girl and her brother drove in Mrs. 
Slone's car to Clintwood, Va., where he 
and the girl tried to get married but 
found the courthouse closed, police said. 

Coal Company 
Told To Move 
Road to Mine 

A Prestonsburg coal company has 
been ordered to remove an illegal access 
road to a Martin county stripmine, 
Natural Resources Secretary Charlotte 
Baldwin saying it threatens that coun­
ty's only public supply of drinking water. 

A state hearing officer earlier sug­
gested the company made false 
statements on its stripmine permit ap­
plication and may already have built the 
road at that time in an effort to circum­
vent environmental regulations. 

In response to complaints by Martin 
county officials and residents, Mrs. 
Baldwin ordered the Triple B Corpora­
tion to cease operations at its 333-acre 
strip-and-auger mine until the road is 
removed and the area reclaimed. 

The access road, 4000 feet long, was 
built more than a year ago without the 
required state approval. It lies on a 
mountainside upstream from Crum 
Reservoir, which supplies drinking 
water to an estimated 60 percent of the 
county's 13,925 people. 

Mrs. Baldwin found that soil erosion 
caused by the road had "already pro­
duced substantial deposition of sedi­
ment" in the reservoir and a nearby 
stream. She said the Natural Resources 
Cabinet had erred in issuing a permit for 
Triple B's Job No. 6 mine before an 
opportunity was given for public 
comment. 

Triple B was cited Sept. 14 last year 
for building the road without a permit. 
The firm was fined $9500 for that viola­
tion, said David Rubinstein, an attorney 
with the Appalachian Research and 
Defense Fund, who represented some of 
those who complained about the road. 

A hearing officer who gathered 
evidence about the road reported later 
that the company "allowed devastating 
sedimentation of the stream and reser­
voir" to occur during the road's 
construction. 

J. Gregg Clendennin said the company 
included "numerous serious factual in­
accuracies" in its stripmine permit ap­
plication. The application erroneously 
described the road as "an existing road" 
and said falsely that the closest 
municipal water source was seven miles 
away, he wrote. 

The hearing officer's report says "it 
is reasonable to infer" that Triple B built 
the road before filing its stripmine per­
mit application "to pre-empt the 
Cabinet's power" to ban construction of 
a road in the reservoir's watershed. 

Protestors said spoil and siltage pro­
duced by the road have reduced the 
capacity of the Crum Reservoir at a 
time when public water in Martin coun­
ty is in short supply. During the 1983 
summer drought, officials had to ration 
water. 

Gary A. Branham, president of Triple 
B, said this week he intends to appeal the 
Secretary's order. The process leading 
up to it, he complained, was "all in the 
form of hearings." 

"No one ever came to look at the road 
itself," he said, adding, ''It's probab1y 
one of the better haul roads I've ever 
seen constructed." 

When the road was built it did not fall 
under federal or state stripmine laws 
because it was not then a mine-access 
road but simply a road any owner might 
build to property that would otherwise 
be landlocked, he said. 

$9 Million Suit 
Filed by Woman 
In Death of Son 

A Floyd woman has filed a malprac­
tice suit asking for more than $9 million 
from three Ashland doctors, a dentist, 
and three nurse-anesthetists in the death 
of her 19-year-<>ld son a year ago. 

Barbara Allen, of Prestonsburg, 
formerly of Drift, filed the suit last 
Wednesday in Boyd Circuit Court. She 
acted as administrator of the estate of 
Kevin Hall, a Boyd County High School 
graduate who died last year following an 
operation on his jaw. 

Mrs. Allen said her son was admitted 
to a Boyd county hospital Oct. 11, 1983, 
under the care of Dr. Lindsey R. 
Douglas, III, who is a dentist and oral 
surgeon. The youth was scheduled for an 
osteotomy, the surgical removal of a 
small piece of bone, to correct an 
overbite. 

Hall suffered "severe and irreversible 
brain damage" while under general 
anesthesia Oct. 12 and died five days 
later as a result, according to the suit. 

"They told me it was just a simple 
operation, one that's done every day," 
Mrs. Allen said this week. "It's one 
nobody should die from." 

Her suit alleges Hall was healthy at 
the time of the operation, that his death 
was caused by the defendants' 
negligence, and that one or more of 
them tried to conceal the cause of her 
son's death. Entries were made in 
medical records attributing Hall's death 
to causes which the defendants "could 
not reasonably have believed to have 
been the actual cause of death," the suit 
claims. 

Named as defendants are Dr. 
Douglas, who has recently opened an 
oral surgery practice in Paintsville; two 
Ashland physicians, Hugh L. Ray and 
Edward Knauff; and Dr. Charles 
Rogers, a former Ashland doctor who 
has since moved to Mesa, Ariz. The 
nurse-anesthetists are Sonja Greene, 
James Riley and Pam Thacker, who has 
since moved to Reynoldsburg, Ohio. 

Plaintiff asks $3 million for the loss of 
Hall's earning power, $1 million for his­
pain and suffering, $5 million in punitive 
damages and $50,000 for medical ex­
penses. She seeks a jury trial. 

Mrs. Allen is manager of the 
American Legion Club in Martin and 
supervisor for a security firm there. She 
declined to identify the hospital where 
her son died, saying that is a condition 
of a settlement she is negotiating with 
the hospital. 

In a suit filed here last week, Eugene 
Newman, of Grethel, seeks $105,000 in 
damages for injuries allegedly suffered 
by his son in a Jan. 2, 1980 collision bet­
ween a school bus and a county truck on 
the Mud Creek road near Grethel. The 
suit says that Keith Newman, 13 at the 
time, was a passenger in a bus driven 
by Paul D. Tackett, of Teaberry, when 
it collided with a truck driven by Odis 
Martin, of Beaver. The boy suffered a 
broken jaw and injuries to his head, 
teeth and neck,it is alleged. 

Named as defendants in the suit are 
the two drivers, members of the Floyd 
fiscal court and of the board of 
education. 

Motions for summary judgment on 
behalf of both plaintiff and defendant 
were overruled in the case of Ronald L. 
Gullett et al vs. Island Creek Coal Co. et 
a!. 

Ronald and Barbara Gullett, of 
Wheelwright, asked for summary judg­
ment in a $10 million suit stemming 
from a February, 1982 accident. Gullett 
lost a hand and a foot and was badly 
burned when he touched a live wire near 
an Island Creek Coal Co. mine on Jack's 
Creek. Plaintiffs argued in their Sept. 24 
motion that there is no question that 
Island Creek was negligent. 

For its part, the coal firm asked to 
have the case dismissed, claiming it had 
recently sold its property, including the 
Blue Branch substation where Gullett 
was injured, to Inspiration Coal Co. 
shortly before the accident. 

Circuit Judge Hollie Conley turned 
down both motions but set no date for 
trial of the case. The Kentucky Power 
Co. was dismissed last year as a defen­
dant in the case. 

(A suit filed in court outlines the 
grievance of one party against another; 
it does not present both sides of the issue 
in dispute.)

Officials To Probe 
Unpaid Withholding

State Revenue Cabinet Secretary 
Gary W. Gillis and Attorney General 
David n. Armstrong here announced a 
joint program between their offices to 
investigate and possibly prosecute 
businesses and individuals who have 
failed to remit employee withholding tax 
monies to the state.

According to Gillis, the current pro­
gram began to take shape when 
Revenue Cabinet employees identified 
23 companies that collectively owe in ex­
cess of $1 million in unpaid taxes. The 
nature of the problem is multiplied when 
the employees concerned file for a re­
fund of excess taxes withheld but never 
paid to the Revenue Cabinet by their 
employers. This amounts to a double 
embezzlement of public funds, he said. 
After Revenue identifies these possible 
violators, the cases are turned over to 
the Attorney General's office for further 
criminal investigation to develop 
evidence for presentation to a grand 
jury.

"A racist cop who loves and 
respects his black partner and 
doesn't even recognize his 
own inconsistency is a chal­
lenge to play," says Haid. 
"Renko can be pretty obnoxi­
ous at times, but he's real, and 

that's why right no\\' I have no 
interest in playing the lead in 
my own series. 

"A TV star has a heavy load 
to carry," says Haid. "TV, 
generally, is about well­
coiffed and handsome men 
who walk out with pretty. 
ladies, but our show doesn't 
have a lot of that. People 
don't scream and chase me 
for autographs when I walk 
down the street. But when I go 
to work, I'm part of an ensem­
ble of actors who are respect­
ed for doing a good job, and 
that's rare in television ... and 
very satisfying." 

Haid says that if NBC had 
been looking for star materi­
al, "Hill Street Blues" would 
never have been put on the 
air. "As it is, there is absolute­
ly no network interference 
with our show," he says. "The 
writers, producers and actors 
do the best job they know how. 
It's also the best time I have 
ever had in my career." 

Haid's "Hill Street" sched­
ule permits him to pursue his 
interest in producing material 
for TV and movies - a sec­
ond hat he admits he would 
not have time to wear if he 
were a full-fledged star, car­
rying a show almost alone and 
working 80-hour weeks. 

In 1979, he shared a 
producer's Emmy with Henry 
Winkler for "Who Are the 
Debolts and Where Did They 
Get 19 Kids? " He has just 
returned from producing 
"Children in the Crossfire," an 
NBC movie filmed in Ireland. 

"I'm not about to knock any 
other show on television -
they're successful because 
they're damn good and the 
people in them are stars 
because they are terrific at 
what they do," says Haid. 
"Renko happens to be what I 
want to do."

High-flying Bird will 
lead Celts to NBA top

Beat the Bird. That has 
become the rallying cry for 
any team hoping to dethrone 
the defending National Bask­
etball Association champion, 
the Boston Celtics, during the 
1984-85 season. Beat the Bird. 
La Bird. 

Larry Bird 

The Celtics remain the 
NBA's power team. They have 
the talent (Kevin McHale, 
Robert Parrish, Bird) and 
class (Red Auerbach) to beat 
back the challenge of anyone, 
despite the fact that they play 
in the Eastern Division, the 
NBA's strongest. 

The Philadelphia 76ers are 
an aging team. Julius Erving 
is a year older and Moses 
Malone is not as aggressive as 
his salary indicates he should 
be. The Los Angeles Lakers 
will again pounce on any team 
in the West, but then, as 
always, they must face the 
Celtics in the finals. As 
always, they will lose. 

The 1984-85 season should 
bring on a batch of younger, 
stronger teams, which should 
come as no surprise to those 
following the NBA's life cycle. 

Each season a few teams 
exceed expectations. Last 
year, it was the Detroit Pis­
tons and the New York 
Knicks. This year it should 
again be the Pistons and 
Knicks, to be joined by the 
vastly improved New Jersey 
Nets. 

The Pistons are the NBA's 
street fighters. Isiah Thomas 
and Kelly Tripucka are the 
gang leaders, stomping oppo­
nents up and down the court. 

That the Knicks are as good 
as they are is a credit to two 
people - coach Hubie Brown 
and all-world forward Ber­
nard King. They have an 
erratic backcourt, a weak 
front line, a temperamental 
center and a rotating bench. 
But, they win. They have tak­
en Brown's system (the best in 
the league), adapted it to fit 
King's style and managed to 
win games they bad no busi­
ness winning. This year they 
should pull more of the same 
and may make it to the finals. 

The NBA Western Division 
is always given short shrift by 
fans and media: The West 
does not play defense; the 
West does not like to rebound; 
the West thinks it is uncool to 
block shots. That's why it's a 
common occurrence for a 
Western game to have a final 
score of 145-137. It's also why, 
except in very off years, the 
West always loses. 

And come next spring, the 
Celtics will still bold the win­
ning band. The coaching may 
not be the best, their bench 
not as strong as other teams, 
their backcourt unguarded at 
times, but none of that 
matters. The Celtics have 
memorized the words to the 
definition of winning. They 
always do and always have. 
This year should prove to be 
no exception.

Hopeline 

Q. I am an ovarian cancer patient who 
has had surgery and is now on 
chemotherapy. My doctor said that 
when the chemotherapy is ov.er, I will 
need exploratory surgery to make sure 
all the cancer is gone. My big question 
is this: Is there any alternative to 
surgery for determining this? 

A. Your wish to avoid any un­
necessary surgery is understandable. 
However, there is no currently available 
technique, other than exploratory 
surgery (often called a "second look" 
operation), to determine whether or not 
all cancerous tissue has been eliminated 
by the recently completed treatment. 

Ovarian cancer usually recurs within 
the abdominal cavity. These tumors or 
lesions (growths l are often too small to 
be detected on an x-ray or radioisotopic 
scan. For this reason, a second look 
operation is recommended for most 
patients. 

The procedure is usually done soon 
after chemotherapy or radiation 
therapy is completed. Close examina­
tion of the abdominal cavity and biop­
sies <removal of tissue which is then 
looked at under a microscope) help to 
determine if additional treatment is 
necessary.

Heirs of the late Jerry Lafferty, Jr-., 
former judge-executive and auto dealer, 
are named as defendants in a suit filed 
by the Bank Josephine, the bank claim­
ing that a mortgage note signed three 
years ago by the judge, his wife Stella, 
son Jerry Bryan Lafferty, and daughter­
in-law Anita Flanery Lafferty is in 
default.

Prepares for Fall Hunts 

The Redbird Wildlife Management 
Area will begin its fall hunting seasons 
with a two-week archery hunt for 
antlered deer only from October 15-30. 
Management area gates at Sugar Creek, 
Gilbert's Creek, Elisha Creek, Amy 
Branch, Rockhouse, Lucinda and Henry 
Fork will be opened on October 14 to 
allow hunters access for scouting and to 
set up camp. Camping is allowed 
anywhere not posted as a " NO CAMP­
ING" area. The gates will remain open 
through October 30. 

All Kentucky Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources regulations pertain­
ing to statewide archery seasons will be 
enforced.

The longer you wait to order, 
the greater the chance there is that they 
may run short on the varieties you are 
needing. Call the local conservation 
district to have an order form forwa~d­
ed to your address or come by the office 
at 105 Court Street and pick up an order 
form. Order forms are also available 
from the District Forestry office on 
South Lake Drive. It looks like we will 
have a good tree planting season with 
plenty of moisture to give trees a start 
and to carry them through the winter.

Brightens in All but 18 Counties

City of Wayland will observe "Trick 
or Treat'' on October 30th from the hour 
of 5 p.m. until8 p.m. only.

All but 18 of the state's 120 counties 
reported lower unemployment rates in 
August than in July, according to figures 
released last week by the Cabinet for 
Human Resources. Only 17 counties 
reported unemployment rates in August 
that were higher than in July. In one 
county the rate remained the same. 

The figures reflect the drop statewide 
from a revised rate of 9.8 percent in 
July to a preliminary rate of 8.7 percent 
in August, the lowest in 34 months. Com­
parable national rates were 7.3 percent 
for August, down from 7.5 percent for 
July. 

Bluegrass counties continued to head 
the list of those with lowest rates. Wood­
ford county reported the lowest rate in 
the state, 3.4 percent, followed by Scott, 
with 3.7 percent, Jessamine, which 
reported a 4.4 percent rate, Fayette, 
with 4.5 percent, and Carroll and Clark, 
each of which reported 4.8 percent rates. 

Three counties in northeastern Ken­
tucky reported the state's highest rates. 
Carter county had the highest 23.1 per­
cent. Menifee, which had reported the 
state's highest rate for three months, 
reported the second-highest, 19.8 per­
cent, while adjacent Morgan county had 
the third highest rate, 19.3 percent. Let-

• cher county was next with 19.0 percent. 
The number of working Kentuckians 

was estimated to be 1,578,000, up 12,600 
from July's estimate of 1,565,400 and 
67,000 greater than the 1,511,000 reported 
in August 1983. 

Meanwhile, an estimated 149,500 were 
unemployed, down 19,600 from 169,100 in 
July and 33,600 below the 183,100 who 

• were out of work in August 1983. 
State labor market analyst Ed Black­

well said seasonal factors caused the 
drop in the statewide rate. "Agricultural 
employment was up by 9,600 as the 
tobacco harvest season was underway," 
he said. Other gains were recorded in 
trade (2,300), state and local education 
0,500), bituminous coal mining 0,300) 
and services (1, 000) . 

He said manufacturing employment 
was down by 1,600, mainly because 700 
jobs were lost in food and kindred pro­
ducts and 500 fewer jobs were reported 
in the paper, printing and publishing 
sector. 

The state's civilian labor force 
estimate decreased from 1,734,500 in Ju­
ly to 1,727,500 in August, but was 33,400 
higher than the August 1983 report of 
1,694,100. Blackwell said, "Part of the 
decline between July and August can be 
attributed to the fact that students drop­
ped out of the labor force to return to 
school." The civilian labor force in­
cludes non-military persons who are 
working and unemployed people who ac­
tively are seeking jobs. 

In the Lexington metropolitan area 
unemployment dropped from a revised 
rate of 5.2 percent in July to a 
preliminary rate of 4.5 percent in 
August. In the area comprised of 
Fayette, Bourbon, Clark, Jessamine, 
Scott and Woodford counties, employ­
ment rose from 177,204 in July to 179,211 
in August, while unemployment 
decreased from 9,764 to 8,448 during the

same period. The area's civilian labor 
force estimate rose from 186,968 in July 
to 187,659 in August. 

Unemployment in the Louisville 
metropolitan area decreased from a 
revised rate of 8.8 percent in July to a 
preliminary rate of 8.1 percent in 
August. In the area comprised of Jeffer­
son, Bullitt and Oldham counties in Ken­
tucky and Floyd and Clark counties in 
Indiana, employment declined from 
403,841 in July to 400,267 in August, while 
unemployment dropped from 39,177 to 
35,364 during the same period. The 
area's civilian labor force estimate fell 
from 443,018 in July to 435,631 in August. 

In the Big Sandy district unemploy­
ment dropped from a revised rate of 12.9 
percent in July to a preliminary rate of 
11.2 percent in August. Martin county, 
which has reported the district's lowest 
rate since October, 1978, was the only 
county with a single-digit rate-5.5 
percent-in August. Magoffin county's 
14.2 percent rate was the district's 
highest. 

The monthly sample of unemploy­
ment insurance benefits recipients in the 
district showed 44.0 percent had work­
ed in mining, 22.6 percent in trade, 19.0 
percent in services and 11.1 percent in 
construction. 

With a work force of 15,891, Floyd 
county had 14,028 employed during 
August. The 1863 unemployed brought 
the county's rate to 11.7 percent. 
Johnson county, with all but 1069 of its 
9498 workers employed had a rate of 
11.3. Magoffin, highest in this area with 
a rate of 14.2, had 5ffTl of its 5918 workers 
employed. Pike county had an 
unemployment rate of 12 percent, with 
28,219 of its workforce of 32,066 at work. 
Martin county's rate, as usual, was 
lowest at 5.5 percent, with all but 490 of 
its 8902 employables at work.

Known by admirers in her time as 
"The First Lady ofthe World," Eleanor 
Roosevelt was a woman of many in­
terests and priorities- the abolition of 
poverty, careers for youth, women's 
rights, the rights of minorities, new 
homelands for refugees of war and, 
above all, peace. Her contribution in 
drafting the landmark 1948 United Na­
tions' Human Rights Declaration is con­
sidered the crowning achievement of 
years of activism. She was "an 
American phenomenon comparable to 
the Niagara Falls, " one U.N. diplomat 
said. 

Eleanor simply loved people. She 
delighted the king and queen of England 
on a Hyde Park visit by serving them hot 
dogs. Each spring at her wooded site, 
she hosted- and thoroughly enjoyed­
an ali-day picnic for several hundred 
youths from the nearby Wiltwyck School 
for disturbed boys, also serving hot dogs 
and treating them royally. 

She was constantly growing, 
biographer Joseph P . Lash writes, 
quoting from a letter of 1937: "If the day 
ever comes when someone talks to me 
about something and it does not at once

ing up ... '' On another occasion, Eleanor 
advised a graduating class, "Don't dry 
up by inaction but go out and do new 
things and see new things with your own 
eyes." 

Slowly at first, and often painfully, 
Eleanor had moved away from a patr i­
cian background of privilege in which 
she could have settled down to a comfor­
table life of teas and charities. Instead, 
Eleanor Roosevelt "wanted to be fully 
involved-with work, with people,'' Lash 
explains. "She did not want to be a name 
on a letterhead, an oranmental woman, 
without a job of her own to do." 

By the close of FDR's second term in 
the White House, the first ll;ldy was 
highly praised for her independence of 
thought and action, says Howard Mor­
rison, organizer of the Smithsonian's an­
niversary exhibition, "Eleanor Roose­
velt: First Person Singular," at the Na­
tional Museum of American History in 
Washington, D.C. Against President 
Roosevelt's wishes, Eleanor actively 
fought the lynching of blacks in the 
South. "It seems to me a terrible thing 
to stand by and let it continue and feel 
that one cannot speak out," she said at 
the time. 

Look magazine named her "the most 
influential woman of our times" in 1941, 
but there were plenty of detractors. 
When FDR ran for his third term, the op­
position party campaigned against 
Eleanor as well as the president. And 
though she spoke more of brotherhood 
and equal opportunity than of substan­
tive racial equality, most white 
Americans in the 1930s had considered 
her positions radical, Morrison 
observes. 

For all her causes and concerns, in the 
end, she wrote a close friend, "The peo­
ple I love mean more to me than all the 
public things." 

Val-Kill (a Dutch name that the 
Roosevelts took to mean valley stream) 
was a place she could be with those peo­
ple. When Franklin was in residence at 
the Roosevelt family's Hyde Park 
estate, Eieanor joined him there. But 
that house overlooking the Hudson was 
too much mother-in-law Sara's home for 
Eleanor. At dinner parties Eleanor was 
seated among the guests while mother 
and son presided at the ends of the table. 
"Whenever I can I want to be at the cot­
tage," she wrote of Val-Kill. "My heart 
is in the cottage." 

The delightful approach to the Val-Kill 
site- the property and buildings are 
maintained by the National Park 
Service- takes one along a little dirt 
road that parallels a low wall of stack­
ed fieldstone. Crossing over the Fall Kill 
stream, Eleanor's L-shaped cottage and 
an earlier house come into view. With its 
20 rooms of all sizes and shapes, its 
alcoves and unexpected step-ups and 
step-downs, the cottage, she herself said, 
was "fairly comfortable if somewhat 
odd. " 

Odd, or as others thought, charming, 
the house started out as a furniture 
factory- fitting for a home often filled 
with guests. In 1926, Eleanor and two 
friends decided to set up a small plant 
to make Colonial reproductions. Val-Kill 
Industries was also a social experiment, 
the idea being that cottage industries in 
rural areas could provide jobs for 
unemployed youths who might other­
wise move away to big cities. Eleanor, 
who managed sales, and her partners 
felt they •·were moving to a great 
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future.'' Actually, Eleanor was the fac­
tory's best customer, buying items for 
the Roosevelt clan. 

The enterprise didn't work out, and by 
1937 Eleanor had converted the old shop 
into apartments for herself, her 
secretary and any overflow of visitors 
from the Roosevelt mansion. Eleanor's 
favorite room was the second-floor r 
sleeping porch off her bedroom. There,. 
from May until October, she would 
awake to a view of the surrounding trees 
and the chirping of birds. At Val-Kill she 
found inspiration and moments of peace. 
"It was something of my own," she said 
of the place she called home. 

And yet, as much as she cherished the 
tranquillity and restfulness of the cot­
tage, always she cared more about the 
people who visited there. ''Val-Kill came 
to serve Eleanor's purposes beautiful­
ly,'' Park Ser vice unit manager 
Margaret Partridge says. "She was not 
the type who wanted solitude. If she

came up and was alone, she'd call and 
invite people over." Even Sara 
Roosevelt, ever the grande dame, came 
over and enjoyed picnics and the setting. 

''The house instantly drew you into 
itself, welcoming you from room to 
room," a niece of Eleanor's once wrote. 
" It was a paradise for children who lov­
ed to explore, to discover books or to 
play hide and seek." Though pine­
paneled rooms invited small, informal 
gatherings, they were rather awkward 
for the large delegations that arrived 
there so often. However, the niece add­
ed affectionately, " my aunt never 
seemed to see any relationship between 
the length of her guest list and the size 
of her cottage. " During Eleanor's last 
days, she would tell her long-time 
housekeeper that there would be no 
more big parties, then, in the next 
breath, mention that there would be 14 
for breakfast the next day. To Mrs. 
Roosevelt, that wasn't a big party. 

Throughout the gatherings-to the 
uninitiated they could seem like 
bedlam- Eleanor somehow managed to 
find serenity. As guests assembled in 
her living room before lunch or dinner, 
Dr. A. David Gurewitsch, her personal 
physician and close friend, remem­
bered, " she often sat at her desk, seem­
ingly oblivious to the conservations that 
went on around her, reading her mail or 
making notations on how letters should 
be answered." And often she would pull 
someone aside and sit in a favorite spot 
near a living room window for a private 
talk. 

Val-Kill also symbolized a major pat­
tern in Eleanor's life, Morrison believes: 
independence. During FDR's 1920 cam­
paign for vice-president, Eleanor had 
begun to take an interest in public life 
herself. She soon joined the League of 
Women Voters, monitoring political 
legislation for the group. 

This was the beginning of her political 
stirrings that would last a lifetime. "Ac­
tion brings with it its own courage, its 
own energy, a growth of self-confidence 
that can be acquired in no other way," 
she said, words that precisely fit her own 
life. 

That self-confidence was vitally need­
ed after FDR's death when she wrangl­
ed with Soviet and other delegates at the 
United Nations through hours of ex­
cruciating debate over the declaration 
outlining international rights and 
freedoms that people should expect from 
their goverrunents. "I just did what I 
had to do as things came along," she 
said later with much modesty, reveal­
ing that " I got my most satisfaction 
from my work at the U.N." 

Val-Kill provided sanctuary. The first 
thing she did each day there was to walk 
her Scotties in the surrounding 
woodlands. Mrs. Roosevelt loved 
flowers, and during her walks, depen­
ding on the season, she'd cut dahlias, 
marigolds or gladioluses. Later she 
would put them in vases around the 
house, remembering her guests' special 
favorites. 

Work and her mail continued through 
the day. After lunch she often pulled the 
children aside to read to them for an 
hour or so before slipping out for a mid­
afternoon swim. Dinners were filled 
with lively talk of the issues and dilem­
mas of the times. And when she retired 
about 10 or so, it would be to work on ad­
ditional correspondence until she drop­
ped off to sleep on her bedroom porch 
around midnight. 

" I like the still nights, " she once said, 
" sleeping on my balcony at home, with 
only the stars to look at, just because it 
gives one a feeling of taking it in. "

Children Need Evidence 
By JIM KELLY 

Social Security District Director 
Everyone who applies for a Social 

Security number must provide evidence 
of age, identity, and U.S. citizenship or 
lawful alien status, including young 
children. 

Parents sometimes have difficulty fin­
ding the required evidence for their 
children. They especially have trouble 
with the idea of providing evidence of 
identity. 

Proof of age is relatively easy, an of­
ficial U.S. public birth certificate 
recorded before age 5 is preferred. This 
document will also establish citizenship. 

Documents which will establish a 
young child's identity and which are 
usually available to most families, in­
clude a report card, school identification 
card, newspaper birth announcement, 
court order for name change, church 
membership or confirmation record, 
doctor or hospital record, vaccination 
certificate, day care or nursery school 
record, or child's membership in youth 
organization, such as Scouts. 

This is not an exclusive list. Any docu­
ment providing enough identifying data 
can be used. 

Foreign born applicants will also need 
the appropriate Immigration and 
Naturalization Service documents. 

Only original documents or copies cer­
tified by the issuing agency can be used.
