Most by Verdict 
School Tax Rate 
Held at 

Against the wishes of its chairman­
who wanted voters to decide how much 
they are willing to support the schools­
the Floyd Board of Education voted last 
week to set the lowest of three permissi­
ble property tax rates. 

The b0ard1ollowed the recommenda­
tion of Treasurer Ray Brackett in set­
ting the so-called "compensating" tax 
rate of 17.9 cents for $100 of assessed 
valuation. That is a rate theoretically 
calculated to bring in $754,580, about the 
same as last year. 

Teachers who do not use all their sick 
leave will be paid for up to 30 percent of 
their accumulated days on retirement, 
the board decided. In presenting the pro­
posal, Board Treasurer Brackett called 
it "an incentive for conscientious 
teachers.' Were the policy in effect last 
year, eight teachers with a total of 248 
unused sick days would have benefitted 
from it, at a cost to the school district

Brackett defended the low rate as the 
simplest to impose, since it does notre­
quire the scheduling of a public hearing. 
The two higher rates- one would permit 
a four percent increase in revenue and 
the other nearly a 50 percent hike­
would each require a hearing and the 
highest rate would be subject to a veto 
by voters. 

Coal Plant at Ligon 
Loses Permit Battle 

Board Chairman Dr. J.D. Adams urg­
ed that one of the higher rates be 
considered- a rate of 18.6 cents would 
yield $774,698 if it were all collected; a 
rate of 27.9 cents would produce $1.1 
million- and that voters voice their opin­
ion at a public hearing. 

"People have got to realize we need 
more money if we're to straighten out 
this school system," he said. "In my opi­
nion there is not as much opposition <to 
a tax increase), at least in the northern 
end of the county, as some may think." 

Although Adams rejected the 
comparison, Brackett cited public op­
position to a proposed utilities tax last 
year as a sign that Floyd voters would 
oppose any increase in the school tax. 

The vote for the low rate was 
unanimous. 

As many as eight teachers may have 
to be cut from the payroll as the result 
of a drop in enrollment this year, 
Superintendent E.P. Grigsby, Jr. told 
the board. After about five years of 
growth, the student population in grades 
one through 12 fell by 257 this year, a 
drop only partly offset by a rise of 42 in 
the number of children in kindergarten. 

For the time being at least, the Ligon 
tipple is still. 

That is good news for the Ligon and 
Melvin residents who last month begg­
ed state environmental officials not to 
issue an operating permit for the coal­
washing plant and who learned last Fri­
day that the permit sought by the Left 
Beaver Coal Company had indeed been 
denied. 

Janice F. Forter, the attorney who 
represented several Clear Creek 
families at a hearing held last month by 
the state Natural Resources and En­
vironmental Protection Cabinet 
<NREPC), called the decision "an im­
portant first step" but stressed that "a 
lot more needs to be done." 

Clear Creek residents have long com­
plained that run-off from huge gob piles 
generated by the plant has con­
taminated their drinking water and that 
the waste piles and settling ponds are 
themselves unstable. Moreover, the 
practice by Left Beaver Coal of injecting 
waste water into underground mine 
workings could one day lead to a 
catastrophic collapse of the surrounding 
hills, some fear. 

Labor Secretary Wells Stresses· 
Workplace Health and Safety 

Stressing the importance of health and 
safety in the workplace, Kentucky 
Secretary of Labor John Calhoun Wells 
met Monday night with members of the 
Pike County Chamber of Commerce and 
Tuesday morning with Floyd county 
business leaders to explain the Labor 
Cabinet's new emphasis on reducing 
work-related injuries through enhanced 
education and training programs for 
labor and management. 

Secretary Wells' appearances in 
Eastern Kentucky coincided with a 
series of Occupational Safety and Health 
Program seminars being held 
September 11 through 14 at Jenny Wiley 
State Park. 

According to Wells, who is a native of 
Auxier, the education and training pro­
gram is primarily focused on "high­
hazard industries'', the major source of 
work-related illnesses and injuries. 

"In 1983 alone, over 100,000 Ken­
tuckians were needlessly injured on the 
job," he said. "These injuries varied 
from minor scrapes and abrasions to 
fatalities, with statistics showing that 

48% of all injuries occur in the first year 
on the job ... that's why we need to give 
special attention to these new workers 
and that's why my staff and I are here 
conducting this series of occupational 
safety and health seminars." 

Secretary Wells added that he 
believes the state's Occupational Safe­
ty and Health Program training concept 
should be viewed by both labor and 
management as a preventative 
maintenance program aimed at identi­
fying where most work-related injuries 
occur so that specific programs may be 
devised to help eliminate hazards from 
the workplace. 

Topics to be covered during the four­
day seminar at Jenny Wiley State park 
include "Policies and Procedures of the 
Kentucky OSH Program"; "Asbestos­
Occupational Health Hazard"; "Hear­
ing Conservation'; "Welding, Cutting 
and Brazing"; "Proper Manual Lifting 
Techniques"; 'Fine Protection and 
Means of Egress' ; "Powered Hand Tool 
Safety" and "Powered Industrial Truck 
Safety.'' 

Left Beaver Coal-a subsidiary of 
Turner Elkhorn Mining Co., of Drift, 
which is itself owned by the Pickand 
Mathers Corp., of Cleveland, Ohio- had 
applied for a new operating permit 
under regulations which took effect last 
year, when Kentucky asswned from the 
federal government primary respon­
sibility for enforcing environmental 
laws. 

Brack Marquette, a spokesman for the 
Natural Resources Cabinet, said the ap­
plication was denied for reasons having 
to do with the technology used at the 
plant. Attorney Porter said this week

''Study-at-Home'' Project Would 
Help Adults Catch Up On School 

As tough as it is today to get by 
without a high school diploma, getting 
one after you've dropped out of school 
can be a discouraging task. 

The kind of effort some will make to 
catch up on an interrupted education 
was movingly illustrated at the Floyd 
Board of Education last week, when the 
board considered a request by a 23-year­
old mother of two who has come back to 
school to get the three credits she needs 
to graduate. 

Anyone prepared to put out that kind 
of effort needs all the help she or he can 
get, board members decided, even 
though the school district is not obliged 
to educate adults and is not reimbursed 
for it by the state. 

But going back to the classroom­
even a classroom for adults- is not the 
answer for everyone. And, for that 
reason, a pilot program was launched 
here and in 17 other eastern Kentucky 
counties last week that will offer another 
route for Kentucky's large population of 
underschooled adults. 

A flyer distributed in connection with 
the program spells out what is at stake 
for them: A better job. A better life. A 
better feeling about themselves. 

At a May Lodge luncheon Wednesday, 
Brenda Griffin, coordinator of adult 
learning services for Kentucky Educa­
tional Television <KET>, outlined a pro-

ject for using television to help high 
school dropouts prepare for their GED 
<high-school equivalency) tests with a 
study course they can take in their own 
homes. 

Another part of the project will pro­
mote discussion of ways to keep high­
school students in school. 

Griffin summed up Kentucky's 
depressing statistics in this regard: this 
state has the least-educated adult 
population in the country. In 1980, only 
56 percent of those 18 and over had a 
high school diploma. Only 11 percent had 
graduated from college. 

Kentucky also has one of the highest 
high school dropout rates in the 
nation- 33 percent in 1981. Only eight 
states did worse. 

About 700,000 Kentuckians lack a high 
school diploma, and another 20,000 high 

·school dropouts join their ranks each 
year. 

Directed jointly by KET and the state 
Department of Education and funded so 
far by an Ashland Oil Foundation grant, 
the program being introduced this fall 
will aim at bringing up to high school 
level those who have already discon­
tinued their schooling and stemming the 
tide of those currently giving up on high 
school

Rural Highway 
Funds Diverted 
ToG>unty~ 

Who do you need to see to get your 
road paved around here? 

It all depends. 
Buttonhole your local magistrate if 

you hope to get a piece of the $39 million­
or-so in gasoline taxes which is being 
split up among the state's 120 fiscal 
courts this year for surfacing rural 
roads. 

But there is other road money to be 
had, too, at least by those who chose 
prudently and gave generously in the 
governor's race last November. 

Some $6 million which was earmark­
ed for state-maintained rural roads will 
be used instead on county roads, state 
Transportation Cabinet officials an­
nounced last week, resurrecting a prac­
tice that was last used in the administra­
tion of Gov. Julian Carroll. 

The transfer of road funds doesn't 
bother him, Floyd Judge-Executive 
John M. Stwnbo insisted this week. ''I'm 
glad about anything they do for the coun­
ty roads," he said. "I'm tickled to 
death." 

But Stwnbo conceded the switch may 
be tantamount to robbing Peter to pay 
Paul: While some county roads will 
benefit from the unanticipated injection 
of road funds, some other rural roads 
here-those maintained out of the state 
fund from which the $6 million was 
drawn- may go begging. 

The judge-executive acknowledged, 
moreover, that the road-money transfer 
appeared to shift from the fiscal court 
some control over which county roads 
get the blacktop. Those on the county 
level with the biggest say in how the new 
funds will be spent, it seems, are Gov. 
Martha Layne Collins' county campaign 
chairmen. Mrs. Rose Collins was her 
campaign chairman in this county.

Fiscal Court E·rred in Switching Ads, 
Conley Rules in Letcher County Case 

Letcher Fiscal Court was wrong in 
moving its advertising from The Moun-· 
tain Eagle last June, Floyd Circuit 
Judge Hollie Conley has ruled. 

Judge Conley was named as a special 
judge to hear the case after Letcher Cir­
cuit Judge F. Byrd Hogg disqualified 
himelf on grounds he had prior know­
ledge of the facts. 

Conley issued a permanent injunction 
preventing the fiscal court from placing 
legal ads in any other newspaper unless 
they are also placed in The Eagle. He 
also directed the court to pay the 
newspaper punitive damages of $2500 
and actual damages of $561 in lost adver­
tising revenues. 

In addition, the judge directed the 
court to pay costs of the suit, including 
a $3500 fee to the Whitesburg law firm 
which represented The Eagle. 

In his written opinion, Judge Conley 
said: ·'The undisputed evidence in this 
case shows that the plaintiff, The Moun­
tain Eagle, has almost twice the circula­
tion as the Community Press. Based 
upon the fact that the Mountain Eagle 
newspaper has the largest circulation, 
it is hereby ordered and adjudged that 
the defendants are required to publish 
any legal notices with the plaintiff. It is 
therefore adjudged that the defendants 
are enjoined from listing all publications 
with anyone other than the plaintiff, 
Mountain Eagle Newspaper, unless 
same is advertised in the Mountain 
Eagle." 

The lawsuit arose after Magistrate 
Roger Burke introduced a resolution at 
the June 1, 1983 meeting of the Letcher 
Fiscal Court to change the county's legal 
advertising from The Mountain Eagle to 

the Community Press, Cromona. The 
fiscal court adopted Burke's resolution 
with only one member, Steve Banks, 
voting against the resolution. CBanks 
said he advised the court to follow the 
advice of County Attorney Harold Boll­
ing, who told the magistrates several 
·months before they passed the resolu­
tion that The Mountain Eagle was the 
proper place for county legal 
advertisements.) 

When Burke introduced the resolution 
he gave as a reason that part of The 
Mountain Eagle was published out of 
state. <At the time, The Eagle's Patch 
Work section, which did not carry legal 
advertising, was printed in Norton, Va. 
The paper itself was printed in Prestons­
burg, and had been for the past decade.) 

In sworn testimony taken in connec­
tion with the lawsuit, Burke testified also 
that he was displeased with The Eagle's 
endorsement of Harvey Sloane in the 
1983 Democratic primary for governor. 
Burke served as county campaign chair­
man for Martha Layne Collins. Burke 
denied, however, that a political vendet­
ta influenced the newspaper switch. 

Attorneys for The Eagle detailed 
statistics from sworn testimony given by 
Mountain Eagle publisher Tom Gish and 
by Charles Whitaker, publisher of the 
Community Press. An examination of 
route sheets recording news stand sales 
of each paper showed that on the week 
of May 5, 1983, The Mountain Eagle had 
actual news stand sales of 3344 copies 
and the Community Press had sales of 
916 copies. Mail subscriptions within the 
county for the same week were 1453 for 
the Mountain Eagle and 741 for the Com 
munity Press.

Record Enrollment Recorded at PCC 

Dr. Henry A. Campbell, Jr., director of Prestonsburg Com­
munity College, is shown assisting Stephanie D. Maynard, of 
Raccoon, Ky., to register for classes at the college. Miss 
Maynard's enrollment pushed the college above its previous 
record enrollment of 1,154 students. 

Dr. Henry A. Campbell, Jr., director of Prestonsburg Community College, 
announced Monday that the final official enrollment figure for Prestonsburg 
Community College for the 1984 fall semester again exceeded all previous 
enrollments. A total of 1,280 students were enrolled at the end of registration 
last Wednesday. This figure represents approximately an 11 percent increase 
over the 1,154 who enrolled during the 1983 fall semester. 

Beginning in 1978, Prestonsburg Community College has had a steady in­
crease in enrollment. For several years, the increase has varied from 15 to 
33 percent. "This increase begets a myriad of other problems," Campbell said. 
"Over 135 cars are being parked in areas not zoned or paved for parking, every 
classroom is in use during the day and several special purpose rooms, including 
the home economics room, have had to be converted to classroom spaces at 
certain hours of the day. This continual growth emphasizes the problem 
created by the rejection of the building that was appropriated by the legislature 
during the past session and vetoed by the governor." 

Dr. Campbell attributed the increased numbers of students to the wide varie­
ty of courses that the new faculty has enabled the college to offer and the in­
creased number of students in the five-county area who chose to come to Pres­
tonsburg Community College rather than go outside the area.

Tommy Yankey, Martin county Extension agent, has won 
national honors with the experimental garden which he and 
Monroe Cassady, a landowner of that county, produced this 
year. 

We congratulate Mr. Yankey. It is no small achievement to 
produce on Martin county's thin soil a garden experientially 
superior to all but one that was grown this year all over the 
United States, including the fertile acres of the Blue Grass sec­
tion of Kentucky, Iowa, southern river bottoms and the like. 

For all that, we have an idea that, given public support, 
especially that of public officials, some farm agent, some­
where, could come up with a production feat beside which the 
Martin county success would pale. 

This "dream project" would involve landowners as well as 
those with agricultural expertise. It would make available 
space for gardens for each family now depending upon food 
stamps and the neighborhood grocery store for their food 
supplies. 

Seeds and plants would be supplied, Extension personnel 
would lend advice in planting and tilling these gardens, and 
at harvest time would guide those who needed help in canning 
and preserving what had been raised. 

This would not be a program for everybody. The aged, the 
sick, those with other handicaps, physical and mental, would 
not be expected to participate. But those who are able to work 
would be expected to take part, and their refusal to do so 
should make them ineligible for further public assistance. 

A program such as this would not penalize anybody for be­
ing poor, nor would it humiliate those who participated in it. 
Instead, the knowledge gained, the work done, the sense of 
achievement found would all join in erasing the stigma of the 
dole and make independent many who now are pitifully 
dependent. 

1 ---
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The May Lodge meetings attracted 
representatives of the Floyd schools 
system, Prestonsburg Community Col­
lege, the Job Corps, the state employ­
ment office, the Chamber of Commerce, 
Floyd County Citizens' Education Coun­
cil and a number of private individuals. 
They heard Harlan Stubbs, of the state 
education department's adult education 
division, explain that current adult 
education services are barely keeping 
abreast of the numbers quitting high 
school each year. 

Approaches now in use include learn­
ing centers <the closest to Floyd county 
are at Morehead and Ashland>, night 
classes (offered two nights a week 
here), and .teacher aides <one in this 
county) whq tvtor at home adults who 
cannot get to a class. 

The new project includes two televi­
sion programs addressing the dropout 
problem. The first, designed as an in­
service program for teachers and ad­
ministrators, aired last week.

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that the main technical issue concerns 
the plant's waste disposal system. "The 
company claims it's a closed system," 
she said. "It isn't." 

The technology is available that would 
allow the company to operate in an en­
vironmentally acceptable manner but 
installing it might cost more than the 
owners wish to spend, Porter conjec­
tured. But Palmer Humphrey, who has 
led community opposition to the plant in 
recent months, doubts whether the tip­
ple and the community could ever coex­
ist peacefully. 

"This holler is just too close, with 
houses just above and just below the tip­
ple," he said. "I don't think there's room 
here for the kind of operation they 
want." 

Humphrey said that, for him and his 
neighbors, the problem now is, What is 
the state going to do about their water 
supply? With the coal-washing plant 
idle, the problem may resolve itself in 
time, Humphrey conceded. "But it's 
pretty doubtful it will ever clear up,'' he 
said. "They 've been pumping that stuff 
in the hills 12 to 14 years. 

It was not clear this week what alter­
natives might yet be available to 
Pickand Mathers, assuming the com­
pany wants to resume its Clear Creek 
operations. Marquette, executive assis­
tant to Natural Resources Secretary 
Charlotte Baldwin, said Left Beaver 
Coal would have to reapply for a permit 
1f it intends to operate 

But Martin Cunningham, who presid­
ed at the public hearing on the permit 
application here last month, said then 
that the application would initially be 
decided by the director of NREPC's 
division of permits, a decision which 
could then be appealed to the Secretary, 
and ultimately to the courts. 

Palmer Humphrey, meanwhile, 
wishes the company would accept what, 
from his point of view, is the simple fact 
of the matter: "They've gob bed 
themselves out."

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In the rural secondary road program, 
from which the $6 million is being 
shifted, recommendations for road work 
come from district engineers in the 12 
highway district offices. Kirby Ison, 
district engineer at Pikeville, was here 
in March to get the Floyd fiscal court's 
suggestions. They included: the Cow 
Creek road; the Buckingham road, near 
Price; Steele's Creek road, off Sizemore 
Mountain into Wayland; and Spurlock 
Fork, the road that connects Little Mud 
Creek with Left Beaver, joining KY 122 
near Salisbury. 

For county roads financed with the $6 
million, recommendations come from 
Otto Ingram, deputy transportation 
secretary for rural and municipal aid. 
Ingram said he is taking suggestions 
from a variety of people, including coun­
ty officials-and certainly including the 
governor's campaign supporters. 

The Times was unable to get a list of 
Floyd roads to be blacktopped with the 
new money, but two projects said to be 
on the list will apparently benefit well­
known Collins supporters here. Mrs. 
Thelma Spears said she had heard a sec­
tion of her road, the Coldwater road near 
Harold. would be blacktopped. Her 
family were strong supporters of the 
governor, Mrs. Spears acknowledged, 
and her brother, Leo Roberts, was hired 
under the Collins administration as a 
state roads foreman. 

But Mrs. Spears said she did not know 
if the road work was a reward for her 
family's support. "I don't know what 
they take into account in deciding what 
roads to pave or not to pave," she said. 

Another person who figured pro­
minently in the Gollins campaign here, 
Mrs. Laura Feamster, said she had 
"heard a rumor" the blacktop might be 
extended on Daniels Creek, where she 
lives, but implied it was a fiscal court 
decision and was unrelated to her sup­
port for the governor. 

The reason funds are being transfer­
red from the rural secondary road pro­
gram, Ingram said, is that the state­
maintained roads are "in fairly good 
shape," compared to the county­
maintained roads. 

That will be hard to explain to people 
who have to travel the state-maintained 
road over Spurlock, Stumbo 
acknowledged. But many county­
maintained roads are in poor shape, too, 
and if the Coldwater and Daniels Creek 
road are on the state list, they deserve 
to be, he said. 

Because rural secondary road funds 
have now been reduced by one-fifth, it 
seems less likely that the four roads he 
recommended under that program will 
be resurfaced this year, but he is still 
hopeful that they, too will be paved, the 
judge-executive said .

Bullet Victim's 
Survivor Files 
$1.2 Million Suit 

The son of a woman who was 
shot to death at Harold last July has fil­
ed a $1.2 million damage suit in circuit 
court here. 

Barry Lynn Boyd, 35, of Betsy Layne, 
filed the suit as executor of the estate of 
Mary Lou Boyd, who died of a bullet 
wound on July 25 at the trailer home of 
Ray Hamilton on Pinhook. 

Hamilton was also found dead at the 
scene, leading to speculation that he kill­
ed Mrs. Boyd and then shot himself. 
Both died of a bullet wound in the right 
temple. She was 54; he, 63. 

Named as defendant in Boyd's suit is 
Jack Bryan Hamilton, of Harold, Ray 
Hamilton's son and administrator of his 
estate. 

Boyd claims the elder Hamilton forci­
bly detained Mrs. Boyd and shot her in 
the presence of her mentally retarded 
daughter. Her family- she left a son, 
five daughters and a step-daughter- has 
suffered losses amounting to $500,000 as 
a result, the suit alleges. The family is 
further entitled to $500,000 in compensa­
tion for Mrs . Boyd's suffering, $250,000 
in punitive damages, and $3600 for 
funeral and other expenses, it is 
claimed. 

The suit was filed Aug. 28 by Prestons­
burg attorneys Gary E . Johnson and 
Jerry A. Patton. 

(Claims made in filling a lawsuit pre­
sent only one side of the issue in 
dispute.)

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Officials Spoil 
Escape Attempt 

Court officials last week foiled an at­
tempted escape from the county jail by 
a man sentenced to two days for drunk 
driving. 

Phillip Akers, 26, ·of Prestonsburg, ran 
from Deputy Jailer Don Hall around 
2:30 p.m. Friday as Hall served him 
with a warrant for contempt of court 
stemming from an incident earlier that 
day. 

The deputy jailer, Circuit Clerk Frank 
DeRossett and Deputy Sheriff John 
Blackburn gave chase, Blackburn ap­
prehending the fugitive in the court­
house parking lot. 

Akers was arrested earlier Friday by 
Prestonsburg Police Det. Mike Ormerod 
and charged with drunk driving and 
driving on a suspended license. Court 
records indicated two previous drunk 
driving convictions, one in Kentucky, the 
other in Virginia. Floyd District Judge 
Harold Stumbo ordered the defendant to 
pay $407.50 in fine and court costs and 
sentenced him to 30 days in jail- the 
whole term to be probated except for 
two days in jail and one day of public 
service. 

Assigned to clean the courthouse as 
part of his public service, Akers took off 
instead, drawing an additional contempt 
of court charge. Deputy Jailer Hall at­
tempted to serve the new warrant when 
Akers returned unexpectedly to the jail, 
reportedly "to pick up his things,"1and 
Akers again fled. He was later charged 
with third-degree escape and Judge 
Stumbo set a $2000 property bond.

Wednesday in the custody of Jailer 
Lawrence Hale. 

Zendale Sherman, 22, of Endicott, was 
charged Wednesday with producing 
marijuana, State Trooper A.L. Wed­
dington alleging Sherman was raising 
the crop in his vegetable garden. Police 
said 29 plants were found during a 
search of a field at David. Sherman was 
released after posting a $50 cash bond. 

A.C. Collins, 19, of Martin, pleaded 
guilty Friday to two counts of arson, 
stemming from the burning in April last 
year of a house belonging to Z.C. Dingus 
and a motorcyle owned by Robbie 
Keathley. The Commonwealth recom­
mended a one-year sentence on each 
count, to be probated on condition Col­
lins makes restitution to Keathley for the 
loss of his motorcycle.

Questions Fuel Cost 
<Editor's note: A copy or the follow­

ing letter to the superintendent or Floyd 
schools was submitted by the writer to 
The Times for publication.> 

In reviewing your financial statement 
published in the September 5, 1984 edi­
tion of the Floyd County Times for the 
period August 1983 thru July 1984, there 
seems to be some waste in monies paid 
for gasoline purchased. One specific ex­
ample is payments made to the Martin 
Gulf Station in the amount of $30,792.36. 

As a resident of Left Beaver, when I 
buy gas in Martin, I usually buy gas at 
the lowest possible price, which is cur­
rently $1.08 per gallon at another service 
station. The cost of $1.08 per gallon is ap­
proximately Zle per gallon cheaper. Also 
I cannot understand why the board of 
education does not have its own pumps 
at Garth. If bulk fuel was purchased sav· 
ings would have been apProximately 35¢ 
to 40¢ per gallon over the charge at the 
Martin Gulf Station. 

My calculation shows that the board 
of education would have saved $5210.92 
if it had bought fuel at the lowest price 
possible at another station and $8290.10 
if they had bulk fuel for pu.mps at Garth. 

I also notice that gasoline purchases 
for other areas were made at selected 
high price service stations. While I have 
not totaled the purchases made at each 
station, I am sure that gasoline could 
have been purchased cheaper at other 
service stations in that particular area. 
More savings could have resulted in 
having bulk fuel dispensed by pumps at 
various schools. 

Recently, my son came home from 
school selling flowers to raise money for 
school improvements. This would be un­
necessary if your staff and the board of 
education would work to hold costs 
down.

Attorney General Rules 
Each Person Convicted 
To Pay An Extra $10 

Attorney General David L. Armstrong 
has announced that he is issuing an opin­
ion upholding the ability of Crime Vic­
tims Compensation Board to collect an 
additional $10 from each convicted 
defendant in Kentucky whether that per­
son receives a sentence of imprison­
ment, probation, parole or a fine. The 
money generated is placed in the Crime 
Victims Compensation Fund to provide 
financial assistance to victims of crime. 

According to Armstrong, the opinion 
addresses KRS 346.185, legislation pass-1 
ed by the Kentucky General Assembly 
in 1982, which established the funding 
mechanism for the Fund. 

Armstrong said that previous opinions 
had interpreted the law to exclude defen­
dants who had just received fines "even 
though the crime authorizes a jail 
sentence." However, he cites case law 
which requires courts to be guided by 
the intention of the legislature in inter­
preting statutory language. In his opi­
nion, Armstrong said that he believes 
the legislature intended the additional 
$10 be imposed on all defendants. 

Armstrong praised the Crime Victims 
Compensation Board for its efforts to 
assist victims. "No amount of money 
can erase the trauma imposed on the 
victims of crime,' ' he said. ' 'But, finan­
cial redress can be an important first 
step in helping victims begin the often 
lengthy process of recovery." He add­
ed that the Compensation Fund is par­
ticularly appropriate because "the con­
victed criminal, not the taxpayer, pro­
vides the money for the assistance."

Major Reform Urged 
In Ky. Tax System 

Plywood: A Modern Wood Product 
Way back in the 1850s 

Henry David Thoreau sat in 
his wilderness haven at 
Walden Pond and wrote: "It 
is remarkable what value is 
still put upon wood even in 
this age and in this new 
country-a value more per­
manent and universal than 
that of gold." 

Today in America wood is 
still an essential material in 
every industry-from the 
construction of buildings of 
every type to the manufac­
turing of furniture and other 
products to transportation 
to shipping. 

One of the ways the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture's 
Forest Service helps to en­
sure a continuing supply of 
wood to meet America's 
present and future needs is 
through research on wood 
utilization conducted at the 
Forest Products Laboratory 
in Madison, Wisconsin. The 
Laboratory was established 
by the Forest Service in 
1910 in cooperation with the 
University of Wisconsin. 
Since that time this Labora­
tory has been a respected 
leader in the research of im­
proved wood utilization. The 
findings of scientists at the 
Laboratory have led to the 
development of new, improv­
ed wood products. Among 
these developments is a 
product called plywood. 

Plywood is made of thin 
layers of knife-cut wood­
called veneer-bonded to­
gether with the grains of 
wood arranged at right 
angles. Wood is stronger 
along the grain than across 
the grain. Thus, when the di­
rection of the grain is turned 
90 degrees with each succes­
sive layer or ply of wood, the 
resulting material is equally 
strong at all points. Pound 
for pound, plywood is 
stronger than steel. 

A hardwood log is peeled for plywood on a powered back-up roll. 
The powered back-up roll was invented by the U.S. Forest 
Service's Forest Products Laboratory in Madison, Wisconsin. 

When plywood was first 
developed, its use was re­
stricted to interiors, places 
where it would remain dry. 
But, with the discovery of 
superior adhesives, plywood 
is used widely in outdoor con­
struction. Nowadays, it is 
found everywhere, in exteri­
ors of houses, in paneling, in 
furniture, cabinets, even 
boats. In addition to its 
strength and its ruggedness, 
plywood conserves precious 
wood. More expensive grades 
of wood are used for the top 
ply, while less attractive 
pieces made from less valu­
able species are used for the 
inner layers. Thus, valuable 
wood is conserved. Nothing 
is wasted. 

Eighty-four percent of all 
plywood used in the United 
States is manufactured from 
either the Douglas-fir or the 
Southern pine. 

Presently, the majority of 
plywood manufacturing 
plants are located on the 
Pacific Coast, a region where 
the vast forests of the majes­
tic Douglas-fir flourish. Im­
mense quantities of the mas­
sive Douglas-fir-200 feet in 
height, yards in diameter­
grow in the Willamette Na­
tional Forest in Oregon. This 
National Forest, which is a 
prime source of Douglas-fir 
veneer logs for plywood, sold 
an astounding 442,667,000 
board feet of Douglas-fir in 

1982. This timber, when cut, 
will generate $66,152,132 for 
the U.S. Treasury. Moreover, 
it will add immensely to the 
economy of then surround­
ing community-creating 
3,000 jobs and contributing 
some $800 million to the local 
area. 

A recent advance in ply­
wood technology is the 
Powered Back-up Roll (PBR), 
developed by scientists at 
the Forest Products Labora­
tory. 'Ib make plywood, logs 
are peeled on a veneer lath. 
The Powered Back-up Roll is 
a device that supplies an 
auxilliary force to turn the 
logs, which prevents the log 
from "spinning out." Spin­
out ruins the log for plywood 
use. In addition, the PBR 
peels logs down to a thinner 
core, thus enabling fuller 
utilization of a precious 
resource. 

The PBR, which has per­
formed successfully in tests 
at a plywood plant in Wash­
ington State, is expected to 
save the plywood industry 
$75 million a year. The 
Forest Service has applied 
for a patent in the public's 
name, so that this device 
may benefit the entire public. 

Plywood and other wood 
products developed through 
research are examples of 
forest conservation through 
wise use of its products. 

A recent study by a University of Ken­
tucky professor strongly suggests the 
need for major tax reform in Kentucky. 

At a tax policy conference in Lex­
ington last week, political scientist 
David Lowery released an 85 page docu­
ment calling for significant changes in 
the state's tax system. The conference 
was sponsored by the Kentucky Fair 
Tax Coalition and the Commonwealth 
Tax Policy Education Group. 

Lowery said Kentucky needs to find 
better ways to export taxes, having con­
sumers or corporations in other states 
pay, rather than forcing Kentuckians to 
finance more of governmental 
operations. 

One such tax would be to institute a 
property tax on coal in the ground, 
Lowery said. The burden of an unmin­
ed minerals tax would be paid mainly by 
large corporations headquartered out of 
Kentucky, the associate professor said. 

Lowery's study also promotes the idea 
of higher business taxes, citing figures 
that Kentucky is among the lowest 
states when total ·business taxes are 
taken into consideration. 

"There's virtually no evidence that 
further tax giveaways will do anything 
to increase business activity in Ken­
tucky," Lowery explained at the 
conference. 

The state should not look for revenues 
from sales tax increases, a lottery, or 
through a flat rate income tax, he said. 
Kentucky needs to raise taxes through 
a tax on horses, a progressive income 
tax and from an increase in the 
severance tax, according to the 
document. 

A proper combination of tax levies 
could be raised in the state while cutting 
taxes for the average Kentucky resi­
dent, Lowery said. For example, a two 
percent raise in the coal severance tax, 
an unmined minerals tax, and a pro­
gressive income tax could net the state 
about $250 million per year, according 
to Lowery's projections.

I wonder if anyone is finding any 
squirrels in eastern Kentucky. Most 
hunters are not, probably due to the 
spotty mast crop last year. However, I 
think one can find a few squirrels later 
on in the season when the young start 
getting away from the den. Squirrel hun­
ting later in the fall enhances a hunter's 
chances for a limit of squirrels and 
decreases his chances of encountering 
a copperhead or rattlesnake. 

The Knott county deer stocking pro­
gram will continue as soon as the 
weather gets cool enough to transport 
the deer. We should be able to finish the 
stocking program in Knott county by 
early 1985. Because of the great public 
acceptance of the deer in the county, I 
have every expectation that the deer 
stocking program will be a tremendous 
success. 

The time is nearing to decide where 
to establish our next deer stocking area. 
A few areas are being considered, but 
several questions must be answered 
before stocking a particular area. Does 
that county or counties have a dog 
warden and a dog pound? Will the public 
accept the deer? Are local conservation 
clubs active and willing to help? Is there 
sufficient habitat to support a deer herd? 
Although these questions have to be 
answered, the bottom line is that if the 
people want deer bad enough, they'll 
have to be willing to sacrifice the effort 
to achieve this goal. 

Another item that may be of interest 
to sportsmen of eastern Kentucky is the 
establishment of a Wildlife Management 
Area at Paintsville Lake in Johnson 
county, and also a possible Management 
Area at Fishtrap Lake in Pike county. 
The establishment of Wildlife Manage­
'ment Areas, not only in eastern Ken­
tucky, but all over the state, will go a 

long way to help in the restoration of our 
fish and wildlife resources. 

At our last Department of Fish & 
Wildlife Commission meeting, we 
recognized George Wright, our turkey 
biologist, for his outstanding effort in 
establishing a successful wild turkey 
program in Kentucky. Through this 
stocking program Elliott county and the 
Paintsvile Lake Wildlife Management 
Area will receive turkeys this year. We 
have excellent turkey habitat here in 
eastern Kentucky and I anticipate good 
turkey hunting in the near future for our 
counties. 

Our 1985 spring turkey season will be 
a week later and the Commission voted 
to prohibit tpe use of muzzle-loading 
rifles to hunt turkey. The reason for this 
is that scopes are being used and many 
turkeys are hit and not recovered from 
long-range shots. Also, these long-range 
shots present a great danger to other 
hunters in the area. Fort Knox and the 
Pioneer Weapons Area are the only ex­
ceptions to this change in regulation. 

Waterfowl seasons were also set at our 
last commission meeting. The first 
phase of duck season will begin Nov. 20 
and continue through Nov. 25, with the 
second part of this split season set for 
Dec. 8 through Jan. 20. 

Goose season will open 'Nov. 20 and 
run through Jan. 20. However, in the 
western zone, goose season will open 
Jan. 7 and run through Jan. 31 or until 
a quota of 7,000 geese is harvested. Duck 
and goose hunting on the Ballard 
Wildlife Management Area will begin 
Jan. 9 and run through Jan. 31, or until 
the quota is reached. Hunting on the 
Ballard WMA is by drawing only and 
hunters will be allowed two hunting 
days. 

Sportsmen, if you have any questions 
about this year's seasons, hunting and 
fishing guides are available from me, 
conservation officers, county clerks, 
various sporting good stores, or anyone 
that sells hunting and fishing licenses. 

Remember, every year the hunting 
and fishing opportunities get better. I 
believe this trend will continue if we all 
do our part. Sportsmen, join a fish and 
wildlife organization, support your local 
conservation officer, share your fish and 
game with the landowners, take your 
family hunting and fishing, share some 
of that hunting and fishing with others, 
but, most important, be concerned and 
dedicated sportsmen.

A losing club 
still offers pleasure

Much to the cc.lsterna­
tion of baseball's non­
contenders, college foot­
ball now dominates the 
tube from noon to midnight 
on Saturdays during the 
late summer and early fall 
months.

tion game on ESPN or an 
SEC get-together on Ted 
Turner's WTBS. 

And the question is: With 
all that college pigskin, will 
anybody notice a ballgame 
between two mathemati­
cally eliminated clubs? 

"If we're not doing well 
we're going to lose viewer 
support,'' admits James 
Healey, director of market-

ing and broadcasting for 
the Red Sox. 

Boston will oe bringing 
south rookie pitcher Roger 
Clemens, who recently 
came within two of tying 
the Sox' single-game 
strikeout record of 17. 
Maybe, if WSBK is lucky, 
it'll be Clemens vs. last 
post-season's pitching wiz, 
Mike Boddicker. Maybe 
Clemens will send signals 
to those Boston fans, 
whose patience hasn't yet 
worn through, or whose 
skepticism hasn't thick­
ened to the point of 
callousness, that their hit­
happy Sox will not be so 
one-dimensional come next 
season. 

Watching baseball being 
played just because the 
season isn' t over yet is 
strangely soothing, almost 
humbling, often reassuring. 
A ground ball still gets field­
ed with as much care as 
one would take bagging 
the raked autumn leaves .

The National Secondary Education 
Council announced recently that Lee

The NSEC has established the 
Academic All-American Scholar Award 
Program in order to offer deserved 
recognition to superior students who ex­
cel in the academic disciplines.

Positive feelings, improvement in 

test-taking skills and community in­
volvement in schools are a few of the in­
itial benefits of the School Effectiveness 
Project, according to officials in the 
Kentucky Department of Education and 
m participating school districts. 

Although the program is only two 
years old, educators are pleased with 
the results achieved so far and are giv­
ing the program partial credit for this 
year's improved test scores. Almost all 
participating districts, including Floyd 
county, bettered their scores. 

All but one of the 21 participating 
public school districts posted higher 
scores this year on the Comprehensive 
Test of Basic Skills, and one district 
maintained the level achieved last year. 

"We are very pleased with the results 
. achieved by these districts," Superinten­
dent of Public Instruction Alice 
McDonald said. 

"Schools can clearly improve their 
own efforts, but in districts where a cy­
cle of discouragement has prevailed for 
a period of time, the School Effec­
tiveness Project approach can over­
come it." 

McDonald attributed the gains to a 
concentration on "time on task," or 
time devoted to instructional ac­
tivities; the construction of positive at­
titudes; and improved instructional 
leadership. 

Because the program is still young 
and many factors are involved in school 
improvement, department officials are 
hesitant to call the project a miracle­
worker, despite the improved test 
scores. 

Kay Anne Wilborn, director of the 
department's Division of School Im­
provement, said, "We feel that it is a 
really good project, but I don't think you 
can obtain a true reading for two ~r 
three more years." 

The School Effectiveness Project was 
initiated two years ago to help lower­
ranked districts analyze and improve in­
structional practices. 

Twenty-five districts were initially in­
vited to take part in the program. They 
were targeted primarily because they 
had the lowest scores on the CTBS. 

Ten districts agreed to participate in 
the pilot project during the 1982-83 school 
year, and 11 more joined during these­
cond year. 

Teams of education officials visited 
participating districts and found that the 
most prevalent problems involved lack 
of curriculum materials, minimal com­
munity involvement, lack of instruc­
tional leadership, lack of high expecta­
tions and lack of rewards for teachers 
and students. 

Department of Education staff 
members then conducted in-service 
training sessions, leadership con­
ferences and other activities, and helped 
each district compose an improvement 
plan to meet its specific needs. 

''The crucial thing seems to be 
awareness," Wilborn said. "We try to 
see that the districts become more 
aware of how to use their test results, 
have them think about rewards for 
teachers and students and encourage 
them to improve their school-commun­
ity relations." 

The program also tries to acquaint 
parents with ways to help their children 
do well in school. 

"Simple things like making sure 
children go to bed at a reasonable hour 
and have proper nutrition make a big 
difference," Wilborn said. 

"We also try to encourage high expec­
tations for all children, not just the ones 
who are consistently at the top of the 
class." 

Officials in participating districts 
spoke highly of the project, although 
most agreed that other factors were also. 
involved in their increased test scores. 

Nancy Stout, instructional supervisor 
in the Spencer County school system, 
said diagnostic use of test results, prac­
tice in test-taking skills and an improv­
ed self-image were among the factors in­
volved in her district's improvement. 

"I do feel the School Effectiveness 
Project has been a big factor, although 
we began working on some of those pro-
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blems about five years ago," she said. 
"This has been the first time we've 

had a team to take an objective look at 
the district. They've reinforced some of 
the good things as well as working on our 
'problems. We've improved our self­
concept and raised our expectations." 

John Willis Smith, superintendent of 
the Jackson county schools, agreed that 
increased awareness had been a factor 
in his district's higher scores.

"We've increased our awareness 
about the test scores and how to use 
them," he said. 

"We've also placed greater emphasis 
on attendance and improved our com­
munication with the community. We've 
been getting some articles in the paper 
about school activities, and we've im­
proved our internal communications."

Pineville Independent Schools 
Superintendent Ronald F. Jones said 
that although his district had only been 
involved with the project a short time, 
it had made a difference. 

"Utilizing our test results in the 
classroom has been very helpful to us," 
Johnson said. 

"Teacher evaluations and rewards for 
the kids have also been effective. When 
we've been involved longer, we hope to 
see an increase in parent involvement." 

Pineville was the big winner in this 
year's CTBS results, with overall scores 
rising 22.3 points. The Clinton county 
system, also a participant in the School 
Effectiveness Project, recorded a gain 
of 12.1 {>9ints. 

Nine participating districts increased 
their scores by between five and 10 
points, including Casey, Floyd, Jackson, 
Leslie, Magoffin, Martin, Rockcastle 
and Spencer counties and the Covington 
Independent district. 

Nine other systems recorded in­
creases of up to five points. They were 
Breathitt, Harlan, Knott, Lawrence, 
Letcher, McCreary, Menifee and 
Whitley counties and the Richmond In­
dependent schools. 

Providence Independent Schools 
maintained the same results as last 
year, but that score was 2. 7 points higher 
than its average in 1982, the year before 
the School Effectiveness Project began.

The most recent unemployment roster 

included more than 9.5 percent of the 
Kentucky labor force. More than 20 per­
cent of the state's adults are "functional­
ly illiterate," unable to read or write 
well enough to cope with many of the 
demands of daily life. 

Department of Education officials 
believe that the link between adult il­
literacy and unemployment is a strong 
one and are joining forces with another 
state agency to break it. Their efforts 
are attracting national attention. 

The Department of Education, with its 
long-established network of adult educa­
tion programs, and the Cabinet for 
Human Resources, with funding provid­
ed under the federal Job Training Part­
nership Act, are attacking the problem 
of adult illiteracy in Kentucky. It is no 
small problem. 

According to department statistics, 
Kentucky ranks last among the states 
in the educational attainment of its adult 
population. Forty-seven percent of the 
state's adults 25 years of age and older 
do not have high school diplomas. One­
third of the people in that age group have 
not gone to school past the eighth grade. 

The Department of Education has of­
fered adult education programs since 
1966 and now serves more than 23,000 
people every year. Now, with funding 
from Human Resources, the department 
is expanding adult education services. 

The funds go to local agencies that 
help adults learn to read better. The 
tota1 allocation for 1983-84 totaled 
$213,233. This year's allocation is still be­
ing negotiated, but Department of 
Education officials expect a substantial 
increase. 

Superintendent of Public Instruction 
Alice McDonald calls the liaison bet­
ween Education and Human Resources 
a "productive linkage" that is meeting 
a genuine need. 

"Most of the adults who enroll in adult 
education tell us their enrollment is 
employment-related. They want to get 
a job or get a better job," McDonald 
said. "Many have low incomes and are 
eligible for the kinds of training pro­
grams offered through Human 
Resources, but they can't read or write 
well enough to take advantage of the 
programs. 

"This project helps them jump that 
hurdle, to prepare themselves for train­
ing so they can prepare themselves for 
jobs. The average age of project par­
ticipants is 29, which means each has 25 
or more years of employment ahead." 

McDonald said the Job Training Part­
nership Act funds allowed a substantial 
increase in the number of adults serv­
ed by adult education programs last 
year. In 1983-84 the project financed 21 
local programs that in three months of 
operation served 750 students new to the 
adult educaton system, she said, and 
those students made significant 
academic progress. 

"For every 75 hours of instruction they 
received, students in the project averag­
ed gains of 1.37 grade levels in their 
reading skills,'' McDonald said. "Gains 
like that make us know the program is 
getting the job done." 

Sharon Darling, director of the 
Department of Education's Division of 
Adult Education, believes the project 
has been successful because it uses an 
existing adult education network and 
proven teaching methods. 

All local programs financed by the 
project are based on the Jefferson Coun­
ty Adult Reading Program, which Darl­
ing said has become a national model 
and has been adopted by more than 200 
school districts in the United States. 

"This teaching plan has exceeded our 
most optimistic expectations," she said. 
"The U.S. Department of Education has 
named it an exemplary program 
because it is a more efficient method of 
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teaching reading and retraining adult 
students than other adult education pro­
grams ' 1 the nation. " 

The Jefferson County Adult Reading 
Program was developed with financing 
from the state Department of Educa­
tion. It has been disseminated nation­
wide through the National Diffusion Net­
work, a federal funding system that 
makes exemplary education programs 
available to schoos, colleges and other 
institutions.

Seven Floyd Projects 
Slated for Improvement 

One bridge and six roads in this coun­
ty are scheduled for improvement, State 
Transportation Secretary Floyd G. 
Roore announced last week. The pro­
jects are: 

A deck overlay on a bridge on KY 1210, 
the Blue River-Martin road (Manton); 
repaving the existing surface on one 
mile of County Road 5133, the Branhams 
Creek road, and .8 mile of County Road 
5113, the Pike-Floyd Hollow road; place 
bituminous initial treatment surface on 
.2 mile of County Road 5014, the Daniels 
Creek road, and .2 mile of County Roaq 
5116, the Coldwater road; and do 
bituminous patching on 2.6 miles of KY 
1100, the Whitaker road, and 9.6 miles of 
KY 1427, the Abbott Creek road. 

These projects are estimated to cost 
a total of $184,378 and are being financ­
ed with Rural Secondary funds. 

The two bituminous patching projects 
are to be done by state forces and will 
be worked into the schedule as soon as 
time will permit. The remainder of the 
projects are expected to be accomplish­
ed by contract and will be advertised for 
bids as soon as possible.

"Between 40-60 percent of the por-~!a­

tion have problems with fa ... ial pain and 
the function.nf t!-.<., Jaw at sometime or 
other iu their lives. For most of our pa­
tients we are the end of the line for these 
complex problems that are often dif­
ficult to diagnose," says Dr. Jeffrey 
Okeson, director of the facial pain and 
temporomandibular disorder pain 
center and associate professor of 
restorative dentistry, University of Ken­
tucky College of Dentistry. 

"For some there is no pain involved, 
just clicking and popping of the jaw; for 
others the pain is often unbearable," 
states Okeson. 

Located on the second floor of the 
Warren Wright University Medical 
Plaza, four UK College of Dentistry 
faculty members staff the facial pain 
clinic, in which 5-20 patients are seen 
each week. The UK program is unique 
in that it is the only one of its kind in the 
state 

The center is specifically designed to 
aid the patient experiencing facial and 
temporomandibular joint area 1pain. 
This involves, diagnosis, treatment and 
prevention. Patients with these types of 
problems are most always referred to 
the UK program by their regular den­
tist or physician. Referrals not only 
come from Kentucky, but also from 
West Virginia, Ohio, Illinois and 
Indiana. 

Okeson describes two classic ex­
amples of patients he treats. "One 
typical patient has a disorder which 
priginates from the function of the jaw 
joint- a disc interference disorder. His 
or her classic sy111ptNUs..l!re clicking, 
popping, catching or locking-of the jaw. 
The second example is a patient who has 
muscle problems; moving the jaw hurts 
the facial muscles. This problem could 
be related to hyperactivity of the 
muscles." 

Diagnosing what causes the pain and 
joint problems is the difficult part. Be­
ing a good listener and counseling pa­
tients on their lifestyle is an important 
aspect in the treatment modality 
chosen. 

"Some people are totally unaware of 
their habits," says Okeson. "We need a 
certain amount of stress each day, but 
some of us manifest this stress in dif­
ferent ways. For instance, clenching 
your teeth while driving a car or study­
ing for a big exam increases the muscle 
activity of the head and neck. This can 
cause a great deal or discomfort." 

According to Okeson, "People under 
stress tend to clench their teeth more 
while sleeping, especially during their 
dream cycle. We try to help these pa­
tients find the source that is causing this 
stress before we can begin treatment. If 
the cause of stress can be controlled, 
then we may not have to use medication 
or an appliance." 

One such treatment modality often us­
ed is a splint, better known as a bite 
guard. "The jaw joint can be running a 

. marathon with talking, chewing and 
clenching," says Okeson. "Using a splint 
is like using crutches- it unloads the 
joint, gives it a rest and helps in the heal­
ing process. " 

JoAnn Lutts of Lexington, a patient 
referred to the facial pain center from 
a local dentist, says she had unbearable 
jaw pain before her problem was 
diagnosed and treatment began. 

"My problem started when I was out 
shopping and decided to grab a candy 
bar. I opened my mouth and my jaw 
locked. It was very painful and I could 
not open any further. I was finally able 
to close my mouth, but I was still in a 
lot of pain," says Lutts. In addition she 
said her jaw made popping and crack­
ing sounds.

She immediately contacted her 
regular dentist who treated her for mus­
cle spasms and prescribed a mild tran­
quilizer. When this did not work, a mus­
cle relaxant was given. 

"That didn't help the problem .. .I still 
had pain. My contacts wouldn't even 
stay in my eyes because of the muscle 
relaxant. It hurt to bite into a thin ham­
burger, so I ate lots of mashed potatoes 
and drank milkshakes," she says. After 
that, she was referred to the facial pain 
center by her dentist. 

"On my first visit, Dr. Okeson made 
two painless adjustments to my jaw with 
his hands to give me a wider opening," 
says Lutts. 

After the initial visit, she was fitted 
with a splint to alter the jaw position, 
change her bite and pull the disc back 
into place.

According to Okeson, ''There has been 
an explosion of knowledge in this area 
of dentistry, especially in the last 10 
years." The UK College of Dentistry 
uses this particular program as part of 
the teaching curriculum for fourth-year 
dental students.

"Our center is here mainly to aid in 
the diagnosis of facial pain and tem­
poromandibular joint problems, and to 
recommend treatment," says Okeson. 
He stresses that the center uses a 
multidisciplinary approach in diagnos­
ing these problems. "We often work with 
physicians including neurologists, 
neurosurgeons, internists, ENT (ear, 
nose and throat) specialists, physical 
therapists and other dental specialists. 
After we recommend treatment and get 
it started, patients eventually go back to 
their referring dentist or physician." 

If you are one of these people who 
have facial pain or jaw discomfort, don't 
despair. JoAnn Lutts is one of those suc­
cess stories. After several months of 
treatment at the UK facial pain center, 
she says, "Through Dr. Okeson's pa­
tience and counseling, it has helped me 
realize how stress can bring on jaw pain. 
With that and the treatment he prescrib­
ed, I have very little pain, if any."

tional program and says that other ac­
tivities are not to be allowed during the 
time provided for instruction. 

Laurel True, secretary of the State 
Board of Education, said a joint meeting 
between the board and the athletic 
association was recommended by 
Superint~ndent of Public Instruction 
Alice McDonald and board Chairman 
James Ratcliffe. The date has not been 
set. 

Tom Mills, commissioner of the 
athletic association, said members 
would like to discuss concerns about the 
scheduling of athletic events with 
members of the state board and to sug­
gest some "alternatives or possi· 
bilities." 

Noting that scheduling must be done 
far in advance for most events, he ask­
ed for a one-year delay in implementa 
tion of the regulation and requested that 
school districts not be penalizeJi for the 
loss of class time to athletics during the 
present school year. 

Under the regulation, districts 
devoting Jess than six hours a day to in­
struction would Jose a portion of the state 
funds provided through the Minimum 
Foundation Program. 

Conley Manning, director of program 
development in the Office of Instruction, 
said the Department of Education ''has 
never recognized athletic practice as in­
structional activity" and that practice 
for interscholastic sports would not be 
permitted as part of physical education 
classes. 

True said McDonald and the state 
board were not opposed to athletics but 
were "trying to make sure that the 
students of Kentucky get an education" 
by requiring a full six hours of 
instruction. 

State Supt. McDonald has repeatedly 
stressed the need to put greater em­
phasis on academic performance and 
called for the time provided for learn­
ing to be used solely for that purpose. 
She notified all school systems earlier 
that they would be held accountable for 
instruction six hours a day, 175 days a 
year, and that encroachments on that 
time would not be acceptable. 

The Department of Education has 
found "gross abuses of the six-hour 
school day" in some school systems, 
True said at the hearing. In some cases 
school has been dismissed for games 
and practice allowed during the school 
day, he said. 

"Unfortunately the total educational 
system in Kentucky is weighed by those 
few who abuse the system," he said.

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Paintsville Seminar 
To Study Law Changes 

Recent changes in Kentucky's 
unemployment insurance compensation 
laws will be the focus of 11 seminars the 
Department for Employment Services 
wLII sponsor during October for 
employers. Targeted Jobs Tax Credit 
and on-the-job training programs also 
will be addressed at the meetings, which 
will be held in nine locations across the 
state. 

The seminar for this section will be 
held Oct. 24 at the Carriage House, 
Paintsville. 

"The 1984 legislature made several 
critical changes in laws governing 
unemployment insurance," said 
Employment Services Commissioner 
James Daniels. "One of the more signifi­
cant changes affects the employer 
charged for a person's benefits. Under 
the old law benefits were charged to the 
employer for whom a person had most 
recently worked during a 3G-day period. 
Under the new Jaw, which became effec­
tive July 13, benefits are charged to the 
employer for whom a person had work­
ed most recently over a lG-week period.'' 

Another change Daniels cited affects 
representation at hearings of appeals on 
unemployment insurance claims. "A 
new law permits either party to have lay 
representation at hearings. A claimant 
may represent himsell or herself, retain 
an attorney, or appoint someone else, 
such as a union representative, to repre­
sent him or her at an appeals hearing," 
Daniels said. "An employer may be 
represented by someone such as a com­
pany officer or a personnel manager." 

The seminars also will feature a mock 
hearing and presentation on unemploy­
ment insurance protest and appeal 
rights and procedures. 

Daniels said employers also will learn 
how to save money by using the depart­
ment's services. "Staff in our local of­
fices can recruit, interview and refer job 
applicants, which saves employers time 
and money," he said. "On-the-job train­
ing and Targeted Jobs Tax Credit pro­
grams can help defray the cost of train­
mg new workers."

Qualified counselors 
take calls Monday-Friday from 9-5 and 
return recorded messages the next 
working day. They do not diagnose 
cancer, recommend treatment for in­
dividual cases, nor dispense money.

Q. How can doctors recognize cancer 
cells in a biopsy? 

A. When a biopsy (removal of a small 
piece of tissue by a surgeon> is perform­
ed, the tissue sample is sent to a 
pathologist for examination. A 
pathologist is a doctor who specializes 
in the laboratory study of normal and 
diseased body tissue. 

Using a microscope, the pathologist 
examines the tissue specimen to deter­
mine if it is cancerous (malignant) or 
non-cancerous <benign>. Normal cells 
have an orderly appearance in tissue. 
Also, they have the distinctive features 
of the organ from which they came. 
Cells from the thyroid gland, for exam­
ple, are different than those from lymph 
nodes. 

Cancer cells are disorganized. 
Although cancer cells usually bear some 
resemblance to the cells in the organ 
from which they came, their sizes and 
shapes vary, and they tend to be larger 
than normal cells . In addition, 
cancerous cells grow uncontrollably, pil­
ing on top of each other and forming 
unruly clumps. 

If the tissue is malignant, the patho­
logist will perform additional tests on 
the specimen to gather more informa­
tion. These tests will help identify the 
type of cancer cells present in the tumor 
and how fast they are reproducing. 
Special stains help to determine if blood 
or lymph vessels are involved. This in­
formation gives the patient's doctors im­
portant information which helps them to 
decide the proper course of treatment.
