Costs To Increase, Funds 
To Drop, Court Is Warned 
Howell Predicts 
Next Year Will 
Find Problems 

While it seems unlikely to discourage 
applicants for the job, a state official 
warned recently that Floyd fiscal court 
can expect to face rising costs and 
diminished revenue next year. 

In a meeting designed to help county 
officials prepare a budget for the fiscal 
year beginning July 1, AI Howell, an ad­
viser with the state Local Finance offke, 
said the county should plan on receiving 
only half of what it received this year in 
revenue-sharing funds, coal severance 
taxes, and strtpmine permit fees. 

"They're going to be faced with deci­
sions," Howell said of the fiscal court. 
"They're going to have to watch what­
ever money they do have." 

One of those decisions will be coming 
up soon. On April19, the magistrates are 
scheduled to set their salaries for the 
next four years, the new pay rate to 
become effective January 1. Perhaps in 
anticipation of that vote, District 2 
Magistrate Kenneth Roberts noted 
pointedly at a recent fiscal court 
meeting that magistrates have not voted 
themselves a raise since April. 1982. 

The timing, if not the fact, of the last 
pay hike was a cause of some public in­
dignation. At the time, the county road 
fund was $22,500 in the red, 24 road 
workers had been laid off, and creditors 
were being told they could not be paid 
for another three months. The court met 
in special session to take an 8.9 percent 
raise, retroactive to the start of that 
year.

Over the years I've been clipping ar­
ticles pertaining to slug control. Many 
of them are novel but may provide some 
relief. I'll give you a list of some to con­
sider, but first, it's important to know 
something about slugs in order to best 
choose a control.

In essence, a slug is a snail without a 
shell. There are many species giving 
rise to many sizes, colors, and reproduc­
tive schemes.

Slugs feed on new flower and 
vegetable transplants. They feed on 
mature vegetable plants, perennial 
flowers, and lawn grasses. They feed on 
plants in the ground or on plants in con­
tainers on the ground or on any object 
or surface they can crawl up. Very few 
non-woody plants are exempt from 
potential feeding.

One problem in controlling slugs is 

their nocturnal feeding habit. They feed 
at night and hide during the day. The 
other problem in controlling them is 
their hiding places. They prefer dark, 
cool, humid places such as under mulch. 
rocks, boards, pots, and dead leaf piles. 
These are also the areas in which they 
lay their eggs, the state in which some 
species overwinter.

The first line of defense is sanitation. 
Keep vegetable gardens and flower beds 
free of litter and other favorite hiding 
places. You may have a dilemma if you 
mulch your plants to conserve moisture 
and suppress weeds but find the slugs 
like to live under the mulch. 

Pesticides can be used to control 
slugs. Pelletized slug baits are probably 
the easiest to use, but be sure to read and 
follow label directions Some chemicals 
can be used around food plants only in 
certain formulations.

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Although the 1984-'85 budget included 
provision for a 7.6 percent raise, the 
fiscal court declined it last June. Even 
without pay increases for the last two 
YE!¥S· however, the $24,443 they receive 
anbually in salary and expenses makes 
them the highest-paid magistrates in 
eastern Kentucky and among the 
highest in the state. 

In neighboring Pike county. magis­
trates voted in January to cut in half 
their $30,000 salaries. In Martin county, 
where members of the fiscal court were 
earning $10,896 a year, the magistrates 
last month took a 44 percent cut in pay. 

State law requires fiscal courts to set 
salaries once every four years-by the 
first Monday in May before a county 
primary. Mter that, they can raise their 
salaries but cannot lower them during 
the four-year period. 

The $33,000 received by Judge­
Executive John M. Stumbo in salary and 
expenses is fixed by a state law, which 
says that the judge-executive must not 
earn less than the county court clerk or 
the sheriff. 

In a March 22 budget conference here, 
Howell told Floyd officials to count on 
receiving next year only 50 percent of 
the revenue-sharing funds they receiv­
ed this year. The federal program was 
lopped from the budget proposed by 
President Reagan earlier this year. If 
Congress agrees to the cut, it will mean 
a loss of $121,500 to the county next year. 

The state officials also predicted a 
reduction in coal severance tax receipts 
that could cost the county around $74,000 
and a decline of around $21,000 in strip­
mine permit fees. 

On the bright side, much of the an­
ticipated Joss will be offset by the fact 
that the fiscal court will no longer have 
to subsidize Floyd County Solid Waste, 
Inc. The trash collection service, which 
has been a drain on the county treasury 
since its inception four years ago and 
which cost the county $125,000 this year, 
benefitted from a 33 percent rate in­
crease last April and is now reported to 
be paying its own way. 

The county will realize slight savings 
by a reduction in the amount it must con­
tribute to its employees' retirement 
fund. County workers, including those 
in the county clerk's and sheriff's of­
fices, put 4 percent of their salaries in· 
to the fund, which has been matched by 
a county contribution equivalent to 6.25 
percent. On an annual payroll of 
$898.654, that amounts to $56,165. A 
scheduled one-percent reduction in the 
county match, to take effect in July, will 
mean a savings of $8986. 

Increases in fees collected by the 
county clerk's office-up 20 percent 
from what they were in 1982-are also 
expected to keep the county solvent. 
despite other revenue cutbacks, at least 
through the 1985-'86 fiscal year. 

"Floyd county is going to be all right 
this year. I think we will be able to cover 
it," Howell said of the anticipated 
revenue losses. Nor did the state official 
overlook the role played by state finance 
officials in steadying the county's shaky 
economy. "I think we've done a good 
job-1 think Mr. Purdom <State Local 
Finance Officer Robert L. Purdom> has 
done a good job-in putting the county 
on a sound footing," he said.

The Multi-Handicapped 
Concerning the recent article about 

the Dwale Multi·Handicapped Unit, we 
would like to clarify a few points. 
Audrey Pratt stated "that mainstream­
ing was not included in any of the in· 
dividual education plans that parents 
and school officials jointly design each 
year." Public Law 94·142 states "that 
handicapped children receive a free, ap· 
propriate public education in the least 
restrictive educational environment, it 
is not a provision for mainstreaming." 
We do not want our children to be plac­
ed in a regular classroom. but what we 
do expect is that they be entitled tlw 
very same quality of education as the 
non·handicapped children. 

We not only have problems with the 
building and the location of the school. 
but we also have trouble gettmg their in· 
dividual education plans < IEP> done 
with the people that the law requires to 
be present <parents, teacher, or 
teachers and a representative of the 
local educational agencyl. 

There are seven children attendmg 
th1s school at the present time. As of to· 
day only one child has had an IEP 
meeting with all the persons required to 
attend. Two had theirs with just the 
parents and teachers. Three do not even 
have one for this year. The law review 
on PL 94·142 states in it that the "IEP 
is supposed to be done at the first of 
every school year." 

There are some people who don't 
believe these children should be in 
school. They believe that they can't be 
taught. As we are also parents ol both 
handicapped children and non-handi­
capped children, we feel our handi­
capped children deserve the same quali· 
tv education as our non·handicapped 
c.hildren If a handicapped child learns 
blue from green. that is a gn•at ac 
complishment. This would be just as im· 
portant as a non-handicapped child 
learning to add and subtract. These 
children are slow but. remember, they 
can learn to be productive people. 

1\ls. Pratt stated that "The isolation is 
not a problem for us. It is what the 
parents of the children agreed upon." 
The only reason for accepting this loca­
tion was that we believed it was to be 
temporary. Also. where else would our 
children have attended school? This was 
and is the only school available. 

Transportation is another area where 
there are severe problems with several 
of the children. Public law 94·142 states 
"that transportation includes: 1 Travel 
to and from school and between schools. 
2. Travel in and around school buildings; 
and 3. Specialized equipment <such as 
special adapted buses, lifts and ramps), 
if required to provide special transpor­
tation for a handicapped child. Also, this 
Jist can include other developmental, 
corrective or supportive services if they 
are needed to assist a handicapped child 
benefit from special education." The 
greatest problem concerns one child 
that has not attended school for five 
months because proper transportation 
has not been provided by the Floyd 
County Board of Education. Could it be 
that they do not care about our children 
missing school because they are handi­
capped? 

We have many more concerns too 
numerous to mention. If there are any 
parents of a handicapped child who 
would like to have more information 
about PL 94-142, you can contact Protec· 
tion and Advocacy at 1-800·372-2988.

Floyd Game Clubs 
Get Quail Chicks 

Quail, long threatened by man, found 
a helping human hand last week, as 
game clubs around the state took 
delivery of thousands of day-old chicks. 

The Dewey Lake and Floyd County 
Fish and Game Clubs each received 1000 
of the chicks last Thursday from the 
state Department of Fish and Wildlife. 
under a program which has been in 
operation for the past several years. 

Under the program, club members 
agree to raise the game birds for six 
weeks and then to release them in a 
suitable habitat, in an effort to replenish 
a stock ravaged by winter and threaten­
ed by continuing losses of the farmland 
on which they depend for survival. 

The chicks delivered here last week 
were hatched on the state game farm at 
Frankfort and will be released in mid­
May. How well they will do after that is 
uncertain, but conservationists are 
twpeful that enough will survive to make 
the project worthwhile. "The success 
rate is not great," said Chalmer 
Howard, president of the Dewey Lake 
Fish and Game Club. "Pen-raised birds 
have trouble adapting to the wild. But 
a percentage do, and we hope it will be 
enough eventually to improve the popu­
lation.' ' 

Reclaimed stripmines are proving 
capable of supporting quail, if they are 
sown with trees and grasses the birds 
need, Howard said. "We are encouragng 
stripmine operators to keep wildlife in 
mind when they are reclaiming." he 
said. 

Quail are hunted from late November 
to mid-February, when they begin to 
nest.

PENTOXIPYLLINE 
A new drug has been introduced to the market that 

is designed to treat the arm and leg pains associated with 
hardening of the arteries. Pentoxipylline apparently 
works by increasing the flexibility of red blood cells so 
that blood can flow more easily to the extremities. When 
arteries harden, the flow of blood to the leg and arm 
muscles is restricted. Pain occurs because this restric­
tion causes a restriction of oxygen. The condition can 
make walking even short distances painful. In clinical 
terms of the drug, some patients suffered nausea, diz­
ziness and headaches. However, the Food and Drug Ad­
. ministration has indicated that the side effects app~r to 
be related only to the size of the dose.

In fact, in 1983, 
recycling handled over 10% of the nation's solid waste. 

Will recyling programs offer an answer to Floyd County's solid waste disposal problem? Maybe, maybe not. It is a complex 
approach that requires our elected leaders to be able to understand the nature of the problem. However, the solid waste 
problem is so immense in our county that such innovative solutions deserve, at least, our attention. 

The nation, the state and our county are moving into the last half of the 1980's. Instead of a "hand-wringing" 'approach 
to our problems that offer us time worn approaches, we need new ideas and innovative approaches. We must be assured 
that our elected leaders truly "look at things as they could be and ask why not?" James R. Allen has a college degree and 
a law degree from the University of Kentucky.

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COMPETENCE IS THE ISSUE 
These have been difficult times for Floyd County. We've had hard times financially, and instability in 

the Courthouse. A simple check of the record will reveal that we've had six (6) County Judges in seven 
(7) years. The time has come for each of us to take a sober and earnest look at the monies available and 
the problems that abound. This is no time for self-serving ambition by any office seeker desiring to in· 
crease either his or his backers' power and influence.

During the years that I had that honor, nineteen (19) one and two room schools were 
replaced with two new elementary schools at Harold and Grethel, as well as a new high school at Betsy Layne. 

So my opponent can continue to talk about his own education and heed the leadership of his State Senator, but it doesn't change 
the simple fact that the people need an individual who will competently and earnestly strive to fulfill his duty. As for myself, this I have 
done. I can truthfully say I do not seek this office at the direction of any other elected official, nor do I intend to "capture" it for the 
future manipulation of certain ambitious individuals.

Comp Care Centers 
To Receive $400,000 
To Treat Tipsy Drivers 

Approximately $400,000 to help treat 
convacted drunken drivers will be avail· 
able after April 1 to Kentucky's 14 
regional comprehensive care centers, 
Cabinet for Human Resources officials 
announced last week. 

"The funds will be used to reimburse 
the centers for alcohol and drug abuse 
assessment, education and treatment 
for clients who can't afford those ser­
vices," said Mike Townsend, director of 
the Divasion of Substance Abuse in the 
Department for Mental Health and Men· 
tal Retardation Services. 

The money will come from a $150 ser· 
vice fcc assessed all convicted drunken 
drivers under the provisions of Senate 
Bill 20, also known as the "Slammer 
Bill." The bill was passed by the 1984 
Kentucky General Assembly. Townsend 
added that the money received by the 
department will be a llocated to each 
region on the basis of the amount of fees 
collected from the 14 geographic areas .

"The money we currently have ear· 
marked for the comp care centers 
comes from fees taken between J uly 13, 
when the program went into effect, and 
January 31," said cabinet budget direc· 
tor John Cubine. "The program's budget 
for the first two years is just over $1 
million per year."

Even 
tiny Martin County, which has approximately 25% of the population of Floyd 
County received $570,062.96 or $153,288.77 more than Floyd County. 

These grants provide transportation services, senior citizens programs, recreation facilities, water/sewage services, solid 
waste disposal services, industrial development facilities and countless other services which our people need and deserve . 
Don't we need these kinds of services as much as our neighbors? Why did we not get our fair share? 

Is it because ou·r local government officials don't know about the grants available? Because they don't care? Because 
they don't understand the complex process of developing successful grant applications? Whatever the reasons, the facts are 
that we received less grant money for our people than any county in our area. Our people expect more from our local elected 
leaders; they deserve more from our county government.

Control of Fleas 
"Adam had 'em!" wagged the poet, 

and so have most of our pets at one time 
or another, to say nothing of larger 
animals. Elimination of fleas is both a 
matter of importance as well as the top1c 
of this column. 

Kittens and puppies can die as a result 
of flea infestation. while adult animals 
suffer much misery from flea bites . 
which can cause "hot spots'' and/or 
become the site of secondary infections. 
Beyond that, the flea is the means of 
transmission of the most common 
species of dog and cat tapeworms. 

The most commonly seen indication of 
fleas is continual scratching, though this 
can also occur from other causes. You 
should, however, check for further in· 
dications if your pet scratches frequent­
ly. Examine the nape of the neck or the 
back of the animal's tail. If the hair has 
thinned in these areas and/or if you see 
small scabs, suspect fleas . If you see 
"flea dirt"-small. pepper-like 
specks-in the animal's fur, and 
especially if these turn brownish-red 
when they become wet, you can almost 
sure there are fleas on your pet. "Flea 
dirt" is actually tiny specks of blood left 
behind by a well-fed flea . 

Key To Control 
The key to control is understanding 

the life-cycle of the flea. Adult fleas feed 
almost exclusively on the blood of cats 
and dogs, only rarely on humans or 
other,larger animals with tougher skin. 
They may also be present on the smaller 
wild animals, which are frequently a 
source of infestation of domestic 
animals. Yet, with all the trouble they 
cause, only about ten percent of the 
flea's life is spent on the host animal. 
The rest is spent breeding and laying 
eggs in the animal's bedding and 
elsewhere throughout the house 

After an incubation stage the eggs 
hatch into larvae and feed for about two 
weeks, then they retire into cocoons as 
pupae. After an incubation period rang­
mg from a week to a year, depending on 
temperature, they hatch into adult fleas 
and begin to repeat the cycle. Be 
assured that even the bitterly cold 
winter in Kentucky this year did not kill 
all the pupae. 

Methods of Control 
Any successful method of flea control 

must include not only the animal but its 
sleeping quarters as well, and quite 
often the areas of the house in which the 
animal is allowed. 

For the animal, there are several 
preparations available, either as sprays, 
powders or roll-ons, as well as medica­
tions and collars which make the animal 
itself a flea-killer. 

Some caution is necessary when using 
patent preparations. Almost none of the 
aerosols used to spray furniture or bed­
ding are suitable for use on the animal. 
Some preparations suitable for dogs are 

not safe for cats, especially kittens. 
Read labels carefully. It should also be 
noted that fleas, like most other insects 
today, are continually developing 
resistance to insecticides and what 
worked last year may not be effective 
this year. 

Fleas in the bedding, in the house and 
in the yard must also be controlled or 
reinfestation of the animal will occur. 
Bedding can be destroyed. Several com­
mercial preparations are available 
which effectively kill fleas in rugs or 
upholstery. Concentrate on rugs, cur­
tains, drapes and furniture at keen level 
or lower. Remember the baseboards 
and window casings. Spray, wait the 
recommended time stated on the 
package, then vacuum. 

Consult your veterinarian or your 
county agricultural agent for informa­
tion on how to control fleas in the yard. 

With Extreme Caution 
If all else fails inside the house, con­

sider using one of the various "bug 
bombs" that have come on the market 
lately, aerosol sprays that are set off in 
the house and claim to do a complete 
fumigation job. They do kill a wide spec­
trum of pests-fleas, moths, roaches, 
silverfish, flies, spiders and so on. They 
also kill fish. birds and almost anything 
else . 

If you choose to use this method, be 
sure to completely cover fish tanks and 
turn off pumps which oxygenate the 
water and cover them as well. Remove 
all animals-birds as well as pets-and 
their feeding and water dishes. Be sure 
the house is clear of people Follow in­
structions carefully. Then be sure to air 
the house thoroughly before returning 
the pets or the people, wash all dishes 
that were uncovered. Vacuum 
thoroughly and mop linoleum or tile 
floors. 

These insecticides are extremely 
dangerous and unless you are experienc­
ed in the use of pesticides, you might 
consider calling a professional exter­
minator who guarantees his work. 

Your veterinarian keeps up-to-date in­
formation on which insecticides are cur­
rently working on fleas in your area

Earthquake Threat 
Subject of Meeting 

Public Officials from parts of four 
Midwestern states were given a crash 
course in earthquakes during a day-long 
meeting in Paducah. 

The Public Officials Earthquake 
Awareness Conference is the first of its 
kind in the United States, and involved 
more than 300 representatives from 
local governments in Illinois, Missouri, 
Indiana, and Kentucky. 

Erie Jones, Executive Director of the 
Central United States Earthquake Con­
sortium, called the meeting crucial. 
"Local elected officials must be aware 
that an earthquake problem exists along 
the Mississippi Valley," Jones said. 
"Bringing these people together like this 
serves as a good starting point in achiev­
ing that awareness." 

The officials were given an overview 
of the seismic risk to areas along the 
New Madrid Fault by Dr. Otto Nuttli, 
noted geophysicist at St. Louis Univer­
sity. 

"While 1 won't say it's a prediction. I 
will say the likelihood of a 7.6 Richter 
scale earthquake along the fault is about 
7 percent by the year 2000, and 20 to 30 
percent in the next fifty years," Nuttli 
said. 

Other speakers touched upon the 
various problems local governments can 
expect to face should a quake occur. 

Martin Walsh, Building Commissioner 
for the city of St. Louis, said the political 
impact of attempting to update codes to 
include earthquake restrictions may not 
be as severe as many politicians believe. 
Walsh also told the gathering they must 
realize their main objective is to save 
lives, not buildings. 

Lifelines will also be a major problem 
the local governments will have to deal 
with should a quake occur. The loss of 
transportation routes, sewage facilities, 
water and utilities will make most com­
munities vulnerable, according to Dr. 
William Hall of the University of Illinois 
at Urbana. 

"Road surfaces may appear safe or 
unharmed, but the utilities that normal­
ly lie beneath the road will be in ques­
tionable condition," Hall said. 

Other presenters include Patricia 
Leifer who is conducting a study in 
several areas along the New Madrid 
Fault. That study includes an inventory, 
analysis, and evaluation of the popula­
tion at risk in these areas. 

Dick Rice, Secretary of Public Safe­
ty for the State of Missouri, challenged 
conference participants to return to 
their communities and evaluate their 
situation as it regards earthquakes. 

He said other areas of vulnerability in 
addition to sewage, water and electricity 
must be addressed, including public 
gathering places such as schools. "It is 
irresponsible of us as public officials to 
allow construction of schools without 
seismic protection and then send our 
children off to those facilities and hope 
nothing happens," Rice claimed. 

Kentucky Disaster and Emergency 
Services Executive Director Wilbur R. 
Buntin, said a similar forum may be 
planned for the general public in the 
near future. 

Legal Group Seeking 
Farmers' Legal Aid 

Kentucky Attorney General David L. 
Armstrong and Minnesota Attorney 
General Hubert H. Humphrey, III last 
week moved to pass a resolution at the 
National Association of Attorneys 
General meeting which calls for relief 
for farm families in obtaining legal 
assistance. 

"We know that 25 percent of 
America's farm families are facing 
severe debt crisis in the wake of moun­
ting costs and inflation," Armstrong 
said. "The attorneys general felt that it 
was our responsibility to address at least 
the one avenue open to us and that is 
making sure these families are pro­
tected legally.'' 

In the resolution, which passed by a 
voice vote, the attorneys general called 
on all states, the Congress and the Legal 
Services Corporation to expand legal 
services to farm families facing serious 
financial problems. "We asked that Con· 
gress provide direct funding and grants 
to rural legal assistance providers and 
to the Legal Services Corporation," 
Armstrong said. "Too often, farm 
families are prohibited from obtaining 
low-cost legal assistance because, at 
least on paper, their assets exceed the 
income cut-off point."

Alcohol, Tobacco: A Deadly Mix 
Everyone knows that cigarette smok­

ing is hazardous to health and that 
alcohol abuse can kill. However, not 
many people know that combined these 
two substances do worse damages than 
either would do alone. 

According to a special report in the 
April Reader's Digest, alcohol and 
tobacco act "synergistically.'' That 
means the person who both smokes and 
drinks heavily may be at greater risk of 
becoming ill than one who "drinks like 
a fish'' but never smokes, or who 
"smokes like a chimney" but never 
drinks. 

The Digest cites two major investiga­
tions exploring the dangerous interac­
tion between alcohol and tobacco. In 
one, researchers at the International 
Agency for Research on cancer in Lyon. 
France, found that the person who 
smoked heavily <a pack or more daily) 
and who drank moderately <Jess than a 
half-liter a day) was five times more 
likely to suffer from cancer of the 
esophagus than someone who drank the 
same amount but smoked moderately 
<10 cigarettes or less daily). 

The risk of esophageal cancer was 18 
times higher for someone who smoked 
moderately and drank heavily <a liter or 
more a day.) A person who both smokr 
ed and drank heavily increased the risk 
44 times. 

After reviewing scientific studies that 
reached similar findings about different 
types of alcoholic beverages and other 
cancers, including those of the mouth. 
pharynx and larynx, the U.S. National 
Institute on Alcohol Abuse stated: 
"Alcohol has a synergistic effect with 
tobacco that increases the risk of 
cancer." 

Cancer is not the only risk, however. 
Other illnesses associated with abuse of 
either of these two substances also can 
be made worse when alcohol and tobac­
co are repeatedly consumed together. 

For example, "the synergistic effect 
of alcohol and tobacco may deliver a 
powerful blow to the cardiovascular 
system as well as to the upper respira­
tory tract. For those prone to hyperten­
sion who drink more than two ounces of 
alcohol a day, high blood pressure is 
common and with it the increased risk 

of stroke and heart attack. For 
hypertensives who combine smoking 
and drinking, the risks are even 
greater." 

Scientists are just beginning to grap­
ple the ··double whammy" effect of 
alcohol and tobacco, yet the evidence 
clearly points to the need for increased 
public education to warn people of the 
risks they face. 

The Digest suggests that another war­
mng be included on cigarette packages, 
stressing the lethal risks of combining 
over the long term alcohol with tobacco.

Food Prices Drop 
Two Months In Row 

Retail food prices in Kentucky drop­
ped in March for the second month in a 
row reducing the average cost of 40 
selected food items by .7 of 1 percent. 

The decline brought the marketbasket 
index down to $60.03, compared to $60.43 
last month and $60.2 in January. The fin­
dings were part of Kentucky Farm 
Bureau's monthly food price survey, 
conducted by the organization since 1979 
as a service to consumers. 

Three of the six food groupings in the 
survey showed price increases during 
March, including pork, poultry and 
fruits/vegetables, while beef, dairy pro­
ducts and grain-based foods declined. 

Beef cuts showed the sharpest price 
decline of better than 4 percent, while 
dairy items fell 1.4 percent and grain­
based foods dropped just over 1 percent. 

Poultry and pork registered modest 
price hikes of 1.5 and .4 of 1 percent 
respectively Fruits and vegetables 
were nearly 3 percent higher. 

Shoppers looking for bargains could 
choose to visit the supermarket beef sec­
tion, the survey found. Rib-eye steaks 
were 15 cents cheaper for the month at 
$4.65 a pound, T-bones dropped 25 cents 
to $3.48, and sirloin roast checked in at 
$2.53 a pound, 16 cents below last 
month's level. 

Other items showing marked price 
drops were butter, down 15 cents at $2.22 
a pound, ice cream, 15 cents lower at 
$1.59 a half-gallon, and Idaho potatoes, 
14 cents down at $2.36 for a 10-pound bag. 

On the up side, cheddar cheese cost 15 
cents more a pound, at $2.74, and 
tomatoes had climbed to an average 99 
cents a pound, 14 cents higher than the 
February figure. Bacon and sausage 
were 8 and 10 cents higher for their 
respective packages. 

Morehead registered the lowest local 
marketbasket cost in March with 
Hazard checking in at the high end of the 
scale. Overall, volunteer surveyors 
working through Farm Bureau Women 
canvassed food prices in 27 Kentucky 
communities. 

The local marketbasket averages are 
Morehead, 51.87; Campbellsville, 56.46; 
Richmond. 56.50; Scottsville, 56.81; 
Hopkinsville, 57.11; Tompkinsville. 
57.17; Greenville, 58.10; Glasgow, 58.30; 
Georgetown, 58.84; Salyersville, 58.94. 

Greensburg, 59.03; Elizabethtown, 
59.66; Somerset, 60.14; Lexington, 60.23; 
Grayson, 60.39; Greenup, 60.71; 
Shelbyville, 61.55; Brandenburg, 61.82; 
London, 62.01; Owensboro, 62.09; 
Henderson, 62.64; Louisville, 63.28; Dry 
Ridge, 63.29; Jackson, 63.82; Falmouth, 
64.80; Danville, 65.91; and Hazard, 65.99. 

Farm prices showed a relatively 
strong correlation with the March 
marketbasket survey of retail food 
prices. Kentucky Farm Bureau market 
analyst Jeff Hall says beef cattle prices 
have fallen sharply in recent days, while 
hogs continue in a price holding pattern 
and grains reflect large worldwide sup­
ply conditions by wallowing at very low 
levels 

Hall says the cattle situation could be 
misleading, as farmers are selling 
breeding stock on the slaughter market, 
boosting current beef supplies and put­
ting a damper on prices. That type of 
herd liquidation, however, could cause 
a price rebound at the retail level, he 
notes, possibly as early as next month . 

The Department of Agriculture's farm 
price index released March 5, was more 
than 6 percent below the year-ago level. 
In comparison with the March 1984 
report, Kentucky farmers are receiving 
lower prices for corn and soybeans, 
about the same prices for cattle and 
hogs, and higher prices for wheat and 
m1lk.

When we toss a handful of good·luck 

rice at newlyweds, we're gracing them 
with one of the world's most important 
and \'ersatilc foods . Besides feeding 
more than half of the earth's people, 
tho:-c "hite grains elegantly enhance 
anything from apples to zucchnini. Rice 
converts even a simple stew into haute 
cuisine and can cover the entire dining 
scene: appetizer, soup, salad, side dish, 
varied main course, dessert-it even 
supplies us with beer and wine. Superb 
extender, economical and nutritious, 
rice tastily expands expensive food and 
also gtvcs fresh personality to leftovers. 

J<;xaclly what is this prolific and 
palatable grain'? Rice <Oryza saliva) is 
a cereal, a member of the grass fami· 
ly Growing on a slender stalk two to 
four feet high, it came originally from 
wild plants found in Asia Some ar· 
chcologtsls bclive that it was first 
culttvated at least 7000 years ago. 
Pelting newlyweds with rice originated 
in China or India- as a fertility rite to 

• grant young couples many children, and 
prosperity from an abundant harvest.

For a long time in the United States, 
we probably threw more rice at wed· 
dings than we ate. Today, however, 84 
percent of our households have rice on 
hand most of the time, and the per· 
captta consumption is almost 14 pounds 
per year. 

In addttion to the U.S ., rice has 
devotees all over the world. The Italians 
have made their risottos minor master­
pieces. Spain's paella, containing 
seafood. sausage and chicken, is a tradi· 
tiona! dtsh. The French riz pilafs, the 
:\1iddle East's pilaus and India's pula us 
are classics served with all kinds of 
meal. poultry and seafood. Indonesians 
set a whole table with rice and assorted 
goodies that go with the grain: the feast 
is called rijsttafel. 

Chinese and Japanese go all out for 
the pearly grain, to the extent that in 
both languages the word for a meal is 
rice. Chinese parents admonish their 
children to cat all of a serving of rice. 
According to Chinese folklore , each 
uneaten grain of rice will put a 
pockmark on the face of a future hus· 
band or wife. 

A popular Japanese rice dish could be 
equated with our hot dog or hamburger, 
smce it can be made into a sort of a sand· 
wich Sushi, cold rice flavored with 
sweet rice vmegar, is often rolled with

Some American rice eaters rank right 
up there with Orientals. Included in 
most dishes in Louisiana, rice is eaten 
three times a day in some rural a reas. 
Creoles in that state create poetry with 
rice, thetr gumbos and jambalaya mak­
ing seafood memorable. It is said that 
Louisiana's Cajuns can look at a field of 
growing rice and rattle off the exact 
number of gallons of gravy needed to 
serve wtth that amount of rice when 
cooked. 

But tt was the frugal Orientals who 
first realized the many benefits of rice. 
Each pound of white rice triples in size 
v.hen cooked, making 14 half-cup serv­
ings. The same amount of potatoes 
serves only six. Uncooked, rice needs no 
refrigeration, stores on a shelf almost in­
definttely in a sealed container, a nd 
doesn't spoil, sprout, shrivel, or lose 
nutritional value. 

Today, with so many of us "eating 
ltght," rice desserts can be a big hit, 
especially in a variety of featherlight 
custards and puddings for which it is the 
main ingredient.

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Extension Advisory 
Council Meets 

The 28-member State Extension Ad· 
visory Council met March 6-7 in Lex· 
ington for 1ts annual meeting w1th of 
ficials of the University of Kentucky 
Cooperat1ve Extension Service. · 

The advisory counc1l. consisting of two 
delegates from each of the stale's 14 Ex­
tension areas, is the statewide liaison 
and support group for programs and ac· 
tiv1ties sponsored by the College of 
Atriculture and the Cooperative Exten­
sion Service. 

The group heard reports from ad­
ministration personnel and loured the 
College of Agriculture facilities the first 
day of the two-day session 

On the second day. the group held 
discussions on the stale budgetary pro­
cess. and shared news of Extension pro­
grams from each area. 

"We try to make the advisory council 
as knowledgeable as we can about the 
total spectrum of Extension programs 
and activities." said Randall Burchett, 
assistant director of UK's Cooperative 
Extension Service. "They are users of 
Extension services who also are willing 
to work to continue strong educational 
programs." 

The advisory council represents the 
top liaison level for about 10,000 lay 
leaders and Extension supporters across 
the state working in areas of agriculture. 
home economics, 4-H and community 
development. Barnett said. 

"Through a network of county ad­
visory councils, area councils and the 
state council they can feed information 
about their needs and problems to us, 
and we can easily send information and 
suggestions back," Barnett said. "It has 
proven very beneficial to us to have 
these community leaders working to fur­
ther our mutual goals." 

When they visit the information 
department and see the volume of 
material on a wide variety of subjects 
being distributed across the state 
through Extension programs, they are 
more articulate in discussing Extension 
programs Barnett said. 

The Extension Advisory Council also 
elected officers to serve during the com­
ing year. 

Dan Hardaway, of Meade County, was 
elected president with Gary Miller of 
Greenup County and Sheila Hardy of 
Fayette County elected vice president 
and secretary respectively.

The 20th anniversary of that program, 
now known as Chapter 1, is being 
observed in April. 

The late U.S. Rep. Carl D. Perkins, D­
Hlndman, was largely responsible for 
the federal legislation that provided the 
funds, the Elementary and Secondary 
Education Act of 1965. The enabling pro­
vision. then known as Title I, was sign· 
cd into law on April 11, 1965. 

"Chapter I has had a major impact 
upon the disadvantaged children of Ken­
tucky," Superintendent of Public In­
struction Ahce McDonald said. 

In a joint resoluhon of the Kentucky 
Department of Education and the State 
Board of Education. McDonald and 
board Chairman James Ratcliffe ex­
pressed ''deep gratitude for the efforts 
of the late Congressman Perkins in sup­
port of the Chapter I program." 

The resolution further reaffirms the 
state's commitment to the educational 
benefits conferred in the past by Chapter 
I and those to be conferred in the future 
to disadvantaged children in Kentucky 
and the rest of the nation. 

The funds supplement instruction 
priman ly in reading and math. The 
la test figures from the Department of 
Education show that 98,214 Kentucky 
children were served by Chapter I funds 
in 1984. 

The Department of Education esti­
mates that 2 million Kentucky children 
have been served by the program in the 
20 years it has been in effect. 

The program serves children enroll­
ed in both public and non-public schools. 
Moneys can be used in any grade level, 
from kindergarten through high school . 
said Joanne Brooks, director of the 
department's Division of Compensatory 
Education. 

"Generally, the local districts choose 
to apply the greater portion of their allot­
ted funds to the lower grade levels, 
where it can have maximum impact," 
she satd 

Each district is free to spend the 
money m whatever way it feels will best 
improve the academic performance of 
needy children. 

The Department of Educa tion esti­
mates that more than 90 percent of 
Chapter 1 money is spent to pay the 
salaries of school personnel. In 1984, for 
example, 1,636 teachers were paid from 
Chapter 1 funds . 

Other school personnel provided total­
ly or in part through Chapter 1 include 
aides, curriculum specialists, llbrarians, 
counselors, psychologists. social 
workers and nurses. 

Chapter 1 money also buys special 
materials needed by the teachers ef 
students identified as being educational­
ly deprived. Books of high interest to 
such students and at appropriate 
reading levels are also bought from 
Chapter 1 funds .

Ambulance Policy 
Raises Questions 
Following Meeting 

When the Prestonsburg City Council 
E>lected to continue the c1ty's am­
bulance policy at last Monday's council 
meeting. tht' action seemed a routinE' 
piece of business . Rut word of the mm·E' 
apparently spread along thE' "grape· 
vine." causing concern and consterna ­
tion among c;ome residents 

The city's policv states that m thE' 
event the city must respond to an 
emergency. the ambulanct> company 
within the city limits tin this case. P & 
R 1 would be called unless otherwise 
requested by the persons in need of am­
bulance service. 

Apparently some thought that thE> 
council's decision denied their right to 
choose which area ambulanct> sen•ice 
they preferred. If they were injured 
they would be transported by P & R 
and that was it . Others voiced objec­
tion that the move discriminated 
against other ambulance services. 

Councilman Bill R. Collins this week 
stressed that the policy allowed first 
for the individual involved to choose in 
what manner and by whom they he 
transported and that the primar~· pur­
pose of establishing a policy in the first 
place was simp!~· to specif~· one am­
bulance service. in this case. the onlv 
one within the city limits. in the e\"en"t 
that no other was requested. 

"We can't start leafing through the 
phone book if we're in doubt about how 
someone seriously hurt should be taken 
to the hospital." Councilman Collins 
explained. "The city is simply choos­
ing to call the one ambulance service 
within the city. the one that pays city 
taxes. to make the run. but only if no 
other one is requested by the person 
who's injured." 

Collins said the first move of the city 
in an emergency involving in.iury is to 
dispatch Squad 6. a speciallv trained 
and equipped emergency response 
unit. "and they'll beat any ambulance 
service to the scene every time " After 
Emergency Medical Technicians ad­
minister first-aid and make an evalua­
tion of the injuries. an ambulance is 
called if the patient needs transporla· 
tion to a hospital. 

"It's just a continuation of a basic city 
policy that's been in effect for two-and­
a-half years." Collins explained

Expeditions Attract 
Research Volunteers 

Want to map shipwrecks off Majorca, 
dig for Stone Age artifacts in Swaziland 
or birdwatch on the Galapagos Island? 
They're not your usual two-weeks-in-the­
sun vacation. 

Earthwatch Expeditions, according to 
an article in the April Reader's Digest, 
offers people with special interests the 
thrill of exotic locales- and the possibili­
ty of a tax deduction for volunteering 
their time and services to scientific 
research. 

Some 13,000 volunteers, ranging in age 
from 16 to 82, have enlisted in Earth­
watch projects. Expeditions'last from 
ten days to four weeks, and the volun­
teers work side-by-side with experts . 

"Earthwatch appeals to the American 
volunteer spirit, ' ' says Brian A. 
Rosborough, president of the 16,000-
member organization. "It's a little like 
Tom Sawyer. He made painting a fence 
fun and got his friends to help. We make 
science research a challenge and ask the 
public to support it with money and 
manpower." 

Scientists submit proposals to Earth­
watch, which evaluates them for their 
scientific value and potential for public 
participation. Volunteers usually do not 
need special skills, although some of the 
projects require a certain amount of 
stamina. One regular said, "I want to 
roam through the wild and rub shoulders 
with the experts. When I do that, I ex­
perience something I don't get by being 
a tourist. I experience the triumph of 
adventure."

Probe Shows Few 
State Residents 
Doubled on Stamps 

A year· long investigation launched by 
the U.S. Department of Agriculture 
found only eight Kentuckians who col­
lected food stamps in more than one 
southeastern state for the same month, 
Cabinet for Human Resources officials 
announced today. The eight individuals 
identified illegally obtained food stamps 
worth approximately $3,700. 

The investigation computer matched 
the Social Security numbers of Kentucky 
food stamp recipients with Social Securi­
ty numbers of recipients in seven other 
states to find duplication. 

Other states participating in the in­
terstate match with Kentucky included 
Alabama, Florida, Georgia, Mississip-. 
pi, North Carolina, South Carolina, and 
Tennessee. The Florida Division of 
Public Assistance Fraud conducted the 
match of more than three million entries 
and gave each state a list of its food 
stamp recipients who appeared on other 
states' rolls. 

Kentucky's list contained 430 unveri­
fied matches. When the investigation 
was begun last April, the Department of 
Agriculture's Food and Nutrition Ser­
vice estimated that one-fifth, or 86, of the 
matches would prove to be cases of ac­
tual duplication after the matches wen• 
verified to eliminate factors such as 
clerical errors. 

Cabinet for Human Resources Secre­
tary AI Austin said he was pleased with 
the results of the investigation. "it's 
gratifying to me to know that so few 
Kentuckians are defrauding the govern­
ment by obtaining food stamps in more 
than one state at the same time," Austin 
stated. 

The eight individuals identified as 
violating the rule of dual participation 
in the Food Stamp Program had obtain­
ed food stamps in Alabama, Florida, 
Georgia and Tennesee while also receiv­
ing them in Kentucky. 

The cabinet will begin administrative 
proceedings to recover benefits issued 
erroneously.

Calves Must Have 
Brucellosis Vaccine 

The Kentucky Board of Agriculture 
has adopted admmistrative regulations 
wh1ch 1m pose upon Kentucky cattle pro­
ducers a mandatory program of 
calfhood vaccination against 
brucellosis. 

Kentucky Agriculture Commissioner 
David K Boswell pointed out that for the 
time being. the program is being paid 
for by Kentucky government, so that 
there is no cost to farmers who see to it 
that their heifer calves between four and 
10 months are vaccinated on the farm. 
The Legislature in 1984 appropriated 
about $400,000 for each year of the 
1984·86 biennium for the project. The 
Federal government has withdrawn 
from funding the program. 

"There is no guarantee that funding 
of this program will continue, and it is 
to the Kentucky livestock producers' ad­
vantage that this program be utilized. 
On the farm. the vaccinations cost the 
Kentucky farmer nothing. If they wait 
until the animals reach the stockyard, 
they'll have to pay and the animals may 
be too old, and therefore lose a great 
deal in value." Commissioner Boswell 
said. 

He cited a growing number of states 
with which Kentucky producers do cat­
tle business adopting regulations requir­
ing brucellosis vaccinations for animals 
entering their markets. "IIJinois is the 
most recent state of about 23 that now 
require the vaccinations,'' Commis­
sioner Boswell said. "We ship about 
50,000 heifer calves to Illinois, and they 
require that Kentucky farmers begin a 
program of vaccination for all animals 
born after July 1. 1985, in order for them 
~o continue to ship cattle to Illinois. To 
fail to do that would severely damage 
our marketing capacity." 

The requirement touches all heifer 
calves born after July 1, 1985, and four 
months of age or older, either entering 
the Commonwealth for feeding or 
breeding, purchased at a Kentucky 
livestock market and scheduled to be 
returned to a Kentucky farm, or such 
animals which change ownership. 

The vaccinations must occur between 
the ages of four and 10 months and be 
accompanied by a vaccination tattoo in 
the ear and an official vaccination ear­
tag, or in the case of registered cattle, 
by an ID tattoo. The vaccination must 
be administered by a licensed, ac­
credited veterinarian or an authorized 
representative of the Kentucky Depart­
ment of Agriculture. <Pol. adv paid lor by candidate. ll·pd. l

foreseeable future, the costs of the 
veterinarian's trip and the vaccine will 
be borne by existing funds appropriated 
for that purpose, administered by the 
Department of Agriculture.

"Ken­
tucky must take all necessary steps to 
eradicate brucellosis in its cattle herds," 
he said. ''We have made significant pro­
gress in recent years, from 500 herds 
down to all but 100 herds certified 
brucellosis free. 

He said that Kentucky is now classi­
fied as a Class B state where brucellosis 
sanitation is concerned. "It is very possi­
ble that we can attain Class A status 
over the next couple of years with this 
mandatory program," the Commis­
sioner added.

Local Records Grant 

Floyd County Clerk Carla R. Boyd has 
received a $6,293 grant from the Dept.

Records Program. The funds will be 
used for document preservation, securi­
ty microfilming and reproduction in the 
county clerk's office.

Thank You, John James Audubon!

If John James Audubon could be here 

for his 200th birthday on April26, he'd 
no doubt be amazed at the strength and 
breadth of the conservation movement 
he unconsciously helped to spawn. 

These comments were made by 
Lieutenant Governor Steven L. Beshear, 
chairman of the Protective Services Ad­
visory Committee, as he formally sub­
mitted a report, entitled "Kentucky 
Children: A Critical Moment", making 
recommendations of this group to the 
Governor. 

The Committee, created on November 
13, 1984, was charged by Governor Mar: 
tha Layne Collins with taking an in­
depth look a t the state's current system 
of care for dependent, neglected and 
abused children. 

The Committee's primary recommen­
dation was for additional social workers. 
· ''We believe that an essential first step 
to reform of the system is to provide ad­
ditional funding so that social workers 
will have smaller caseloads," Beshear 
said. 

"In fact, all of the Committee's other 
recommendations are predica ted on the 
addition of sufficient qualified and train­
ed social workers and paraprofes­
sionals,., Beshear added. He stated, 
"These proposals are geared toward a 
sweeping and fundamental reform of 
our protective services system." 

Since 1980, children's needs have in­
creased drafuatically while massive 
fundittg reductions were made, causing 
children to become one of Kentucky's 
most ~glected assets. Between 1980 and 
1984, Kentucky's Department for Social 
Services lost in excess of $18 million in 

At the same time that funds and per­
sonnel were decreasing, the number of 
child abuse and neglect repor ts doubl­
ed from 15,668 to 32,713. The number of 
reported cases of sexual abuse increas­
ed from 671 to 2,126, and the number of 
children in state custody in foster care 
increased from 2,595 to 2,825. 

The Committee has asked Governor 
Collins to extend the life of this group so 
that they may meet per iodically to 
review the progress that is being made 
on the recommenda tions proposed. The 
Committee felt strongly that the work of 
this group is not over and, in fact, may 
be just beginning.

There seemed little need for such 
sentiments during his lifetime, the years 
between~ the American Revolution and 
the Civil War when our wildlife and 
other na tural treasures seemed inex­
haustible. And in the eyes of Audubon's 
in-laws. !'orne of whom had been his 
partners and creditors in failed business 
ventures. John James wasn't good for 
mul'h at all . 

But he 
could only be heartened by the legions 
of nature lovers who are fighting to 
preserve what remains of our natural 
beauty and biological diversity, who are 
even striving to make amends for man's 
previous mismanagement by restoring 
endangered species like the California 
condor and the whooping crane. 

Love of nature is an indispensable al­
ly of the conservation movement, and 
John James Audubon did much to 
spread this love. Today, as a conse­
quence, an environmental ethic is in­
grained in our national consciousness. 
Audubon's namesake organization, 
founded to protect birds from market 
hunters and egg collectors, now 
numbers more than half a million 
members. Together with many other 
citizen conservation groups, the Na­
tional Audubon Society has broadened 
its mission to include the protection of 
all life-animal, plant and human-and 
the air, land and water on which all life 
depends.

"He neglects his material interests," 
said one, .. and is forever wasting his 
time, hunting, drawing and stuffing 
birds, and playing the fiddle. We fear he 
will never be fit for any practical pur­
pose on the face of the earth." 

What Audubon did do exceedingly well 
was to roam the wilds of North 
American from Florida to Newfound­
land, identifying, observing, collecting 
and drawing the birds of this continent. 
Whether his subject was a bald eagle or 
ruby throated hummingbird. Audubon 
painted them life size. Most important, 
he was the first wildlife artist to portray 
birds as living, breathing creatures, and 
to show them as dynamic and dramatic 
components of a larger environment. 

In so doing, Audubon made millions of 
Americans aware of birds and of the 
wonder and beauty of nature. Through 
his paintings and his lively written 
descriptions of bird behavior, he spark­
ed a latent interest in America's wild 
heritage. It is not surprising that, three 
decades after his death, the fledgling 
bird-protection movement'took his name 
as its own. 

"Audubon's greatest contribution was 
fostering awareness," says ornithologist 
Roger Tory Peterson. "Awareness in­
evitably leads to concern." 

There are perhaps 20 million birdwat­
chers in the United States today, rang­
ing from the casual kitchen-window 
observer with a backyard bird-feeder to 
the zealot who will travel to Patagonia 
for a rare sighting. If Roger Peterson is 
the father of this modern birding boom, 
as many believe, then J .J. Audubon 
must be the grand-daddy. 

"Birds are a vivid expression of life," 
explains Peterson, "and because of their 
high rate of metabolism and furious 
pace of living they reflect change in the 
environment rather quickly. Birds are 
indicators of environmental quality-an 
ecological litmus that sends out warn­
ings when things are out of kilter." 

Which may also explain why so many 
birdwatchers. from Teddy Rossevelt to 
Rachel Carson, have spearheaded the 
environmental movement. 

Were Audubon present at his 200th 
birthday party, his response to present­
day America would probably be a mix­
ture of distress and joy. He would cry, 
I think, at the loss of so much of his 
beloved wilderness and the marvelous

Dept. or Fish & Wildtire Resources 
Because of the results of our last 

hunter survey, there will be some 
changes in Kentucky's 1985 hunting 
seasons. The first change is that 
squirrel season will begin on September 
14. This change was requested by the 
majority of sportsmen in Kentucky, 
because many suckling squirrels were 
destroyed when adult female squirrels 
were killed during the early season. 
Hopefully, we'll begin to find more 
squirrels in the future because of this 
change 

Deer season will also begin later this 
year Gun season will begin on Novem­
ber 9. Archery season will start on Oc­
tober 1 and run through December 31. 
Archers will have to follow the gun 
regulations if they bow hunt during gun 
season. In the counties that have a ten­
day season muzzle-loaders will be allow­
ed a special season on November 19th 
and 20th. Deer hunters should pay close 
attention to the new deer regulations ob­
tained when they purchase their 1985 
deeer tags. 

The Knott County mass deer stocking 
has been completed and only time will 
tell whether it is to be a success. 

At our last commission meeting Clay 
county was chosen to be the next mass 
deer stocking site. Because of the great 
acceptance by the people of Eastern 
Kentucky, the commission felt that the 
Department of Fish and Wildlife should 
keep the deer coming . 

Clay county will be closed to deer 
hunting until the stocking is completed. 
This will cause us to temporarily go 
back to a deer drawing on the Red Bird 
Wildlife Management area. The open 
hunt worked well last year, but it was 
felt that with Clay county closed, a lot 
of hunting pressure would be put on Red 
Bird. 

Because deer and turkeys were stock· 
ed in the Paintsville Lake Wildlife 
Management Area, the entire area will 
be temporarily closed to all hunting and 
dog training, with the exception of a two­
week small game season beginning the 
third Thursday in November. It was felt 
that this regulation would enhance the 
chances of Paintsville Lake W.M.A. 
becoming a productive hunting area in 
the future. 

With more and more wildlife being 
stocked in Eastern Kentucky, our wild 
and stray dog problem looms even 
greater. Three of our tracking collared 
deer from the Knott county stocking 
have been killed by dogs. We must pur­
sue the feasibility of working with our 
county governments to establish dog 
pounds and hire dog wardens in all our 
counties. 

Curtis Hughes and the Eastern Ken­
tucky Wildlife Federation have taken 
over the Floyd county dog pound and are 
doing an excellent job in operating this 
facility. Naturally, it takes money to 
operate a dog pound and I'm sure any 
donations or help would be greatly 
appreciated. 

Sportsmen, the dog problem will not 
go away, just by talking about it. Now's 
the time for action. I believe one of the 
best things sportsmen, clubs, or citizens 
can do to benefit the wildlife program is 
to help in any way to get dog pounds 
established in their prospective coun­
ties. 

Congratulations to a Leslie countian, 
Paul Wells, who caught a 14-pound large 
mouth bass in Florida. I guess that one 
will go on the wall. 

Our trout stocking program will begin 
in April. Now's the time to get out the 
fishing gear and get the frying pan 
ready. Oh. yes, don't forget to take the 
wife and kids when you go fishing: You 
may find that they'll enjoy fishing as 
much as the "ole pro". 

The time is nearing to get those 5th 
and 6th graders enrolled in Conservation 
Camp for the summer. The Department 
of Fish and Wildlife has excellent camp 
facilities and instructors. The kids will 
have a great time and will learn a great 
deal about conservation education. Our 
newest addition to the conservation 
education staff is Phillip Glass. He is a 
very capable individual and I'm sure 
will do an excellent job training our kids 
in the 7th district. 

With the help of Jim Maggard, our 
state representative from Jackson, we 
should see improvements on our launch­
ing ramp at Pan Bowl Lake in the very 
near future. I also understand that Jim 
is going to introduce some legislation 
that will help curb our poaching prob-

In n•spon~P to rt-quc:sts for Kentu<:k~ 
lawmakers, the University of Kentucky 
as conducting a survey to determine the 
extent of farm financial problems in !he 
stale. 

Little formal information exists in 
Kentucky on how many farmers are in 
difficult situations or just what it would 
take to help them out. In an effort to get 
that type of information. Kentucky's 
state and federal lawmakers have been 
calling on the Cooperative Extension 
Service at the University of Kentucky. 

"Frankfort calls and wants to know," 
'How bad is it really?' and all we have 
is personal contacts, word-of-mouth and 
secondhand information. Legislators 
need documentation to back up pro­
posals they might make in Frankfort or· 
Washington, •· explained Charles Moore, 
Extension specialist in farm manage­
ment and coordinator of the survey now 
underway. 

" We are trying to find out just what 
the situation is in Kentucky. We have 
sent questionnaires to 7,000 of the 
estimated 100,000 farmers in Kentucky, 
asking them to tell us, anonymously, 
some fairly detailed information about 
their financial situation," Moore said . 

The detailed information is needed to 
help correct what Moore said may be 
some common misconceptions about 
agriculture in Kentucky. 

"A common notion in Washington, and 
even among some Kentuckians, is that 
Kentucky is all thoroughbreds and coal 
manes; that the average Kentucky 
farmer is a city worker who just dabbles 
in agriculture as a hobby. And that's just 
not the case. If every one of Kentucky's 
hobby farmers disappeared it wouldn't 
even create a ripple in the price of com­
modities." Moore said. 

While many Kentucky farmers do 
have jobs in nearby towns and cities. the 
jobs are to provide the necessary capital 
to keep the farm afloat. These are 
farmers who have gone into the towns 
to try to keep their land. not city people 
who are out entertaining themselves by 
growing a few vegetables, Moore said. 

Another point :\1oore hopes to estab­
lish is that suggestions by some analysts 
that only 3 percent of the nation's 
farmers are in trouble are not accurate. 

''The number is probably much higher 
than that. Early indications are that as 
much as 30 percent of the national farm 
debt will go unserviced this year. But 
even if that is correct, that means there 
are 3,000 people in Kentucky alone who 
are in danger of losing not only their 
jobs, but their homes as well. When an 
auto plant or a steel mill closes down and 
puts 3,000 people out of work, that's 
headline news on all three networks. But 
some people are trying to suggest that 
it 's no big deal when those 3,000 people 
are farmers," Moore said. 

The one-page questionnaire was mail­
ed in early l\tarch. Returns thus far have 
been a little less than what had been 
hoped for. 

"Some people have questioned why 
the Extension Service is gathering this 
information, and what we're going to do 
with it. We're gathering it to answer 
questions from government and 
agricultural leaders, and we will provide 
the results to legislators and agricul­
tural policy makers to help them 
develop and get passed appropriate 
measures to help farmers in Kentucky," 
Moore said.

Va(·cination Fears 
Are ~ot Warranted, 
Health Chief Says 

A n•ct>nt telt•vision program. wlm:h 
suggested that vaccinations could be 
hoked with sudden infant death syn· 
drome tSIDS>. was "sensationalized" 
and "mislt>ading." according to the 
:\larch newsletter of tht> epidemiology 
division of the state lkpartm('nt for 
Health Services. 

The newsletter. which was released 
locally this week by Floyd Health Ad­
m1mstrator Earl Compton, said that the 
ABC program "20/20." which aired Feb. 
5. "contained a great deal of mismfor­
mation regarding adverse reactions" to 
DTP vaccine. 

The vaccine, which protects against 
diphtheria. tetanus and whooping cough. 
is normally given to infants in four 
stages- at two, four. six. and 18 months. 
Under state law, children must have 
received the vaccine before being enroll­
ed in public schools. 

One effect of several recent lawsuits 
against pharmaceutical firms and of the 
negative publicity surrounding them 1s 
that some of the firms have quit mak­
ing the vaccme, Compton said this week. 
As a result, supplies are short and the 
cost of a lOdose vial has soared from $9 
Ito $42. he said. 

Because of the shortage. Floyd Health 
Department is administering only the 
first three shots in the series, the ad­
ministrator said. "We think that's effec­
tive, but we don't guarantee it" without 
the fourth. or booster, shot, he said. 

According to a statement released by 
the Center for Disease Control in Allan 
ta and reproduced in the current issue 
of the epidemiology division newsletter, 
the most carefully designed of several 
studies of possible links between SIDS 
and DTP vaccinations failed to show any 
such connection. Two studies which did 
suggest a link-one of which was cited 
in the "20/20" broadcast-are 
unreliable, according to the CDC 
statement. 

Some stud1es have suggested possible 
connections between DTP vaccination 
and various neurological injuries in m­
fants, but most health authorities con­
sider that any such risk is more than 
outweighed by the risks children would 
be exposed to if they were not vac­
cinated, a Floyd physician said this 
week. 

"Our feeling is, <the DTP vaccine> is 
safe," Compton said.

and I am doing very well physically, but 
emotionally, both my husband and I are 
having problems. We need to talk to 
someone but can't afford expensive 
therapy. What can I do? 

ANSWER-Living with cancer can be 
stressful for the patient and the family. 
Not only does it affect the body, but also 
it affects your feelings about yourself 
and how you get along with others. For­
tunately, there are many places to turn 
to for help. 

You could start with the social ser­
vices office of the hospitals or clinic 
where you are getting treatment. They 
can tell you whether your hospital pro­
vides group or individual counseling. 
They can also provide help with prac­
tical matters such as finances. 

Comprehensive Care Centers exist to 
provide diagnostic, therapeutic and 
rehabilitative mental health services. 
Call the center in your area and ask if 
any of the staff members have worked 
with cancer patients These centers and 
many private counselors adjust their 
fees to your ability to pay. 

The American Cancer Society offers 
supportive and educational programs. 
Examples include the International 
Larynegectomee Association, Reach to 
Recovery, I CAN COPE and the Ostomy 
Association. Other resources might in­
clude a women's group or your local 
church or temple. 

U you just need to talk to an under­
standing and supportive listener or if 
you need help in making decisions, the

.Magoffin Approves 
Work for Prisoners 
<From Tht• ~alycrwille Independent, 
i\Jan·h 27) 

The Magoffin County Fiscal Court met 
in special session Wednesday night and 
gave approval to starting a work pro­
gram for prisoners in the local jail. 

The program "til be set up primarily 
for persons convicted of drunk driving 
who are gtven the option of doing com­
mumty service rather than serving jail 
time. It will be up to the discretion of 
Dtstrict Judge C. Graham Martin to of­
fer offenders such a choice. 

" It 's better for someone to go out and 
work for five days <as part of communi­
ty service> rather than have the tax­
payers feed him for 30 days in the jail,'' 
according to Estill Honeycutt, a repre­
sentative of Kentucky River Communi­
ty Care who explained the program to 
court members. Honeycutt supervises 
the work program in Knott County. 

The much-publicized drunk driving 
law passed by the 1984 General 
Assembly and effective last July gives 
judges the right to sentence convicted 
firs t·time offenders to the work pro­
gram.

The vtdeo builds with each 
vo1ce sounding more 
pamed than the last. until 
the tension is released 
when the group is assem­
bled as a whole in a what 
looks and sounds like a gos· 
pel chotr. 

The h1ghlights of the clip 
are a set of visual duets. 
The first, with a tall Kenny 
Rogers and a tiny Paul 
Simon is at first funny, but 
then it seems to tell us that 
when "we are the world" 
size doesn't matter. When 
Diana Ross and Michael 
Jackson sing together. it 
almost sounds and looks 
like a Pepsi commercial 
(and that's said without an 

ounce of disrespect) 
But the real joy is the 

Stevie Wonder and Bruce 
Springsteen scene that 
seems to embody the pas­
sion that video and record 
are strrvmg for 

This vtdeo has to be 
compared to the Band Aid 
"Do They Know It 's Chrtst­
mas" vrdeo by our brothers 
across the sea. "We Are the 
World" ts techmcally a 
smoother video and it's 
better constructed to pull 
at our emotions. But the 
Band Atd vtdeo was held 
together by immediacy. 

Wtth cymes taking 
potshots at th1s prOJect, we 
have to remember that this 
vtdeo, m addttion to ratsmg 
money for this important 
cause, is also teaching 
some positive values to an 
MTV aud1ence that often 
gets messages of another 
kind.

children were abused, negleded or both. 
What people don't realize is that. for 
most of these and probably hundred~ of 
other Kentucky children, the acts of 
child abuse and lack ot adequate care 
set in motion problem:-. they\\ ill face for 
the rest of their lives." 

In making that statement, Anna 
Grace Day. commiss10ner of KentU<.'ky's 
Department for Social Ser\'ice~. em· 
phasized two key points in understan· 
ding the child abuse problem in this 
state. "Most experts agree that the 
reported and confirmed cases of child 
abuse are only the tip of the iccbt•rg ... 
she said .. And we have to rea liZ!.' that 
catching and prosecuting child abusl'rs 
isn't a final answer. We must be able to 
treat the victim and the abuser while 
simultaneously workmg to prt•,·cnt 
other acts against more ch1ldren ... 

Gov. Martha Lavne Collins has 
designated April as child Abuse Preven 
tion :\1onth in Kentucky in conjunction 
with a nationwide observance of the sub· 
ject. And the Department for Social Ser­
vices. under its mandate for service!> in 
child abuse cases. is working to increase 
Kentuckians' awareness of the " long­
term .. consequences of abuse and 
neglect. 

··An abused child very often grows up 
to be an abusive adult. " Day sa1d . 
"When they become parents. they tend 
to respond to their children as they 
themselves were treated. Without some 
help these families can get caught up in 
a cycle of one generation of child 
abusers raising a new generations of 
abusers." 

Margaret Frederick, manager of the 
department's Children's Services 
branch, said, "Extensive treatment is 
essential for both the abused or 
neglected child and the adult involved. 
Both face the possibility of recurring 
problems years after the act. Early 
treatment can help prepare the in­
dividual to better handle these 
problems." 

In 1984 the department received 32.713 
reports of Kentucky children being a bus· 
ed or neglected. While that is more than 
double the cases reported in 1980. the 
percentage of cases in which abuse or 
neglect is substantiated is virtually un­
changed 145% in 1980. -t-t% in 1984 l. 

"Public awareness. sparked by surg· 
ing media attention, has undoubtedly in· 
creased the abuse reports we receive, " 
said Frederick. "We have better train· 
ed staff in the field with better skills at 
getting past the denials and defense~ 
within the troubled family. But we'n• 
still frustrated because, first of all. there 
are a lot of kids being abused we never
