School administrators have respond­
ed to all directives issued last month by 
the state Board of Education, Superin­
tendent E.P. Grigsby, Jr. told Floyd 
school board members last week-and 
the state panel will apparently not be 
taking stronger action against the school 
district. 

The state directives followed a report 
critical of Floyd school administrators 
by Don Fightmaster, a state official who 
has monitored the system since last 
April. They called for stricter control 
over school lunchroom and athletic 
funds. better communication between 
administrators and citizens, tighter 
discipline at Allen Central High School, 
and a more efficient maintenance 
operation. 

The month that followed the state 
report has seen many changes here, ac­
cording to a report prepared by Grigsby 
for state Superintendent of Public In­
struction Alice McDonald. Mrs. 
McDonald was asked by the state board 
to determine whether Floyd officials had 
responded adequately to their diree· 
tives. 

One thing that happened, Grigsby's 
report makes clear, is that a few heads

The Labor Secretary also took the op­
portunity to blast articles appearing in­
the Louisville Courier-Journal earlier 
this year which were critical of the 
state's black-lung compensation 
program.

Citizens Have a Part 
In Meeting of Board 

Citizens were quick to take advantage 
this month of their newly-won opportuni­
ty to speak out at meetings of the Floyd 
Board of Education. 

At the request of a citizens' group, and 
under pressure from state education 
authorities, the board agreed last month 
to set aside 15 minutes at the start of its 
monthly meeting for public comment. 

The system-which requires speakers to 
sign up before the meeting and limits 
them to two minutes each-was given its 
first test last Wednesday. 

The comments came thick and fast­
prompting Superintendent E P . 
Grigsby, Jr. to ask that future speakers 
leave the board a written statement, as 
well-in a spirit that was generally firm 
but civil. 

Will Challenge Area -Schools 
In Athletics, Academics Too 

Everett Akers, whose fiery oratory 
has sometimes scorched the board in the 
past, coolly pr.esent.ed a list of requests 
that included formation of a PTA at 
Martin and the opportunity for parents 
to inspect the school there-even sit in 
on classes-without advance notice 

Regena Lafferty brought before the 
board long-standing requests by Clark 
Elementary parents that a classroom 
trailer there be put into service and that 
their physical education teacher be 
reinstated on a fulltime basis. 

Athletics and academics need not be 
mutually exclusive and five area high 
school principals have organized a com­
petition to bring out the best in both 
worlds. 

To be known as the Eastern Kentucky 
Academic and Athletic Conference 
<EKAAC), the new organization will 
provide full-scale academic and athletic 
competition for area schools in the 
1986-'87 school year, with a view to selec­
ting an overall EKAAC champion. 

The schools will compete in five 
academic areas-humanities, math, 
science, social studies, and Scholastic 
Challenge-and in five athletic areas­
baseball, basketball (boys and girls) , 
football, and girls' softball. The competi­
tion is designed to heighten the schools' 
concern for their total program and to 

encourage students in a school to sup­
port one another, whether their talents 
lean more toward study or sports, 
organizers said. 

A constitution for the new organization 
was approved here recently by the five 
principals-Robert May, of Prestons­
burg High School, Russell Frazier, Bet­
sy Layne High School, Frank Welch, 
Belfry, Tom Swartz, Pikeville, and John 
Haney, Sheldon Clark. May was elected 
president of the organization. 

"This conference has tremendous 
potential for bringing together the 
various facets of our schools in a com· 
mon effort," May said. "We believe the 
academic competition will bring an ex­
citement to this area that has previous­
ly been reserved for athletic 
competition.'' 

The classroom accident in which a stu­
dent's fingers were severed at Betsy 
Layne High School recently prompted 
Karen Marcum to inquire why the 
schools don't carry insurance on 
students. A senior class trip at Allen 
Central was of concern to Priscilla Mar­
tin. Barbara Burchett, of Prestonsburg, 
wanted to know why school buses could 
not run when main roads are clear of 
snow. 

Grigsby said later he thought the com­
ment period "went very smoothly" and 
said school officials would respond to the 
citizens' questions at the next board 
meeting, May 1. 

Primary responsibility for enforcing 
the 1973 law which brought new and 
stricter safety standards to the work­
place has so far rested with federal in­
spectors in all states but Alaska and 
Hawaii. But, with OSHA's approval, 
three more states-Kentucky among 
them- are due to achieve "primacy" 
this summer. 

Wells- an Auxier native who was 
brought into state government by 
former Gov. John Y. Brown, was a 
strong backer of Dr Grady Stumbo to 
succeed Brown, but who was asked to 
stay on by Gov.

Legislators Tell Poore 
Overweight Law Ignored· 

A 1984 law dealing with overweight 
trucks is not being enforced, a group of 
east Kentucky legislators told Transpor­
tation Secretary Floyd Poore last week. 

The lawmakers complained that no 
money has been collected under the law 
to repair roads damaged by overweight 
trucks. 

"We passed a bill to help truckers 
carry more coal and tried to put in pro­
visions to return money to the coal-haul 
roads, but the bill is not being im­
plemented," said House Majority 
Leader Greg Stumbo, of Prestonsburg. 
"The roads are being smashed to 
smithereens and not one dime has been 
collected." 

Under the law, truck drivers or coal 
operators must pay $5000 a mile each 

year for the right to run overweight 
trucks on certain roads. On other roads, 
a smaller fee- 5 to 10 cents a ton per 
mile- is levied. 

Transportation officials have held up 
the plan, saying some bridges are not 
designed to carry the overweight trucks, 
but Stumbo said the bridges "have 
demonstrated that they will carry the 
weight." 

Besides Stumbo, legislators who met 
last week to discuss the problem with 
Secretary Poore were Sen. Benny Ray 
Bailey, Rep. Jim Rose, Rep. Clayton Lit­
tle, Rep. Jim Maggard, and Sen. Woody 
May. They were told that the state Vehi­
cle Regulation Department would look 
into the problem of enforcing the law.

Four Prestonsburg High School 
students are among the 617 outstanding 
Kentucky high school juniors chosen to 
attend the 1985 Governor's Scholars 
Program. 

Scholars will be in residence at Mur­
ray State and Western Kentucky univer­
sities. Dates for the sessions will be June 
22 to July 26. 

Announcing the names of students, 
Gov. Martha Layne Collins noted the · 
high quality of applicants for the 
prestigious five-week academic enrich­
ment program now in its third year. 

"We also received the most applica­
tions since the program began," she 
said. "We are accepting more students 
than our stated goal of 600 because the 
selection committee found so manv 
evenly matched students whom they 
could not turn down." 

The students represent 114 of Ken­
tucky's 120 counties, with the population 

distributiOn dose to that of the high 
school juniors of the state: 27 percent of 
the scholars will come from Eastern 
Kentucky; 24 percent from Western 
Kentucky; 20 percent, Central Ken­
tucky ; 15 percent, Jefferson county; 14 
percent, Northern Kentucky. Louisville 
and Northern Kentucky totals include a 
number of private school students. 

"It is very encouraging that this fast­
paced Kentucky program, which is 
already creating a tradition of outstand­
ing intellectual challenge and excite­
ment. IS so attractive to good students 
that they make a total commitment of 
five weeks of their summer vacation to 
participate," Governor Collins said. 
Students must remain on campus for the 
entire session, including weekends. 

Students choose a major course of 
study from areas ranging from mathe­
matics to fine arts, with additional study 
in a second area. Scholars are challeng­
ed by a wide range of enrichment and 
extracurricular activities such as na-

tionally known speakers and performers 
in science and the arts. experts in 
various fields of interest. field trips, in­
tramural sports and many others.

Driver of Auto 
In Fatal Wreck 
Penned 16Years 

As he was about to be tried on two 
murder charges stemming from an auto 
accident at Harold last October, a Shel­
biana man pleaded guilty to manslaugh­
ter charges in Floyd Circuit Court Mon­
day and now faces a 16-year pen term. 

Members of his family sobbed as 
Elmer Ratliff. 35, agreed to change his 
not-guilty plea in the deaths last Oct 6 
of a Dayton. Ohio couple, into whose car 
he ran head-on as they travelled to a 
religious meeting in North Carolina. 

Commonwealth's Attorney James R. 
Allen recommended that Ratliff be 
given 16 years on each count, the 
sentences to be served simultaneously. 
A conviction of first-degree manslaugh­
ter carries a penalty of up to 20 years. 
Circuit Judge Hollie Conley ordered a 
pre-sentence report on Ratliff and set 
sentencing for May 3. 

Steven Perkins, 38 at the time of his 
death, and Brenda Perkins, 29, were 
travelling south on U.S. 23 around 12:30 
p.m. when Ratliff's car. which was go­
ing in the opposite direction, crossed an 
elevated median and struck them. ac­
cording to a wlice report. Ratliff was 
drunk, police said. He was charged with 
murder under a 1984 state drunk-driving 
law.

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Chewing Tobacco Can Be

When lawmakers banned cigarette 
commercials from television, they 
hoped to cut down on the promotion of 
an unhealthy habit. But a University of 
Louisville dentist says the ban didn't go 
far enough. 

Dr. Norbert Burzynski, professor and 
chairman of diagnostic science at the 
School of Dentistry, believes a jump in 
advertising for smokeless tobacco is 
spurring another epidemic. 

Teenagers across the country are 
following the lead of sports heroes­
turned-ad-spokesmen and taking up 
chewing tobacco, he says. The athletes 
usually appear with a pouch of 
smokeless tobacco and imply it isn't bad 
for your health. 

"It's vogue for teenagers .. . It's a way 
of life and they think nothing will hap­
pen. But things do happen. Teenagers 
have died from oral cancer," he says. 

Oral cancer is a disfiguring, traumatic 
and often fatal disease which begins in 
the mouth and throat area. It is almost 
exclusively seen in tobacco users. Once 
the cancer takes hold in the mouth, it 
can spread through the lymph glands 
and circulatory system entering the 
bones, lungs and brain. 

Burzynski says it's the advertising of 
smokeless tobacco that angers him 
most. "I wish I had the money to take 
five minutes a day on TV and say, 'now, 
let's take this one and show you what 
they're doing.' " 

He says the television ads imply that 
smokeless tobacco is a healthy alter­
native to cigarettes when, in fact , both 
uses of tobacco are addictive and 
harmful.

Application forms and instructions 
have been mailed to superintendents 
and principals of public and non-public 
schools. Teachers chosen to participate 
will be announced between May 20 and 
27.

DISABILITIES AND DENTAL PROBLEMS 
Q. Do disabled children have more dental problems 

than others'? 
A. Only a few disabling conditions are a direct cause of 

dental problems. (For example, children with certain 
genetic disorders will have teeth with defective, pit­
ted enamel which decays easily.) Most disabled 
youngsters start out with strong, healthy teeth and 
gums. As they grow older, though, factors related to 
their disabilities can make them more susceptible to 
dental caries and periodontal disease. 

They may require special diets, frequent small meals, 
or blenderized foods that promote dental problems. Or 
they may need help to drink, and so are likely to take 
less fluids. That way, they lose out on the rinsing 
benefits that remove food particles from around teeth, 
and get less fluorides than they should. 

People often ply disabled children with sweets that 
promote cavities. Medications that are sugar-based 

· or reduce saliva flow are also negative factors. 

Like all children, the disabled should follow the 4-point 
oral health program: nutritious diet, daily teeth clean­
ing, use of fluorides, regular dental visits.

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"We came to tell them, this is the law, 
these are the regulations, these are your 
rights, these are your responsibilities ... 
If you don't adhere to them, we will take 
corrective action," Wells said of the 
seminars. The Labor Secretary also said 
he was "proud to have the confidence of

Wells had harsh words to describe 
stories on the state black-lung program 
which appeared in the C~urier-Journal 
on Jan. '1:1. The stories, by staff writer 
Richard Whitt, suggested the state com­
pensation program might be too liberal 
in awarding claims and is increasingly 
burdensome for the companies that are 
taxed to support it. Claims made in the 
stories were "wrong, indefensible," and 
represented "an apparent effort on the 
part of the Courier-Journal to drastically 
change the black-lung program," Wells 
said. 

One of the stories said critics viewed 
the black-lung program as "something 
closely akin to massive public fraud." 
In response, Wells said, "I think there 
is something wrong when a newspaper 
calls the black-lung program little more 
than a public fraud without even talking 
to the administrator of the program. I 
didn't even get a call on it. " 

The Labor Secretary predicted the 
newspaper's alleged campaign to curtail 
the black-lung program would fail . "I 
don't detect any sentiment in the 
General Assembly to follow the lead of 
the Courier-Journal," he said.

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According to the agreement, average 
bills for residential retail customers of 
Columbia Gas of Kentucky will decrease 
by $4.50 per month. The company will 
reduce bills by 45 cents per thousand 
cubic feet of gas used. The average 
residential use is 10 thousand cubic feet 
per month. 

Customers of four Kentucky com­
panies that buy wholesale gas from Col­
umbia Gas of Kentucky will also see 
monthly reductions of about $4.50, or six 
percent. Those companies are Auxier 
Road Gas Co., Elzie Neeley Gas Co., 
Phelps Gas Co., and Martin Gas. 

Bills for customers of five distributors 
that buy wholesale gas from Columbia 
Gas Transmission Corp. will decrease 
by eight percent, also $4.50 per month. 
Affected companies are Belfry Gas, 
Elam Utility, Mt. Olivet Natural Gas, 
Pendleton County Water District- Gas 
Division, and Western Lewis-Rectorville 
Gas and Water District. 

According to the agreement, the 
reduced rates will be effective until 
April 1, 1987. 

Affected by the settlement in this 
county are: 

- Customers who are among the 
102,000 served by Columbia Gas in 20 
Eastern and Central Kentucky counties; 

-440 customers in the Prestonsburg 
area served by the Auxier Road Gas Co., 
which buys gas from Columbia; 

- 80 customers of the Elzie Neeley 
Gas Co., which buys Columbia Gas; 

- Martin Gas, Inc., which serves 403 
customers in and around the City of 
Martin with gas purchased from 
Columbia ; 

- Belfry Gas, Inc. , which serves 715 
customers in and around Allen with 
Columbia Gas. 

Marvin E. White, chairman of Colum­
bia, said Columbia of Kentucky will pay 
$19 million less for the gas it buys from 
Columbia Gas Transmission Corp., and 
that this reduction will be reflected, 
dollar-for-dollar, in customers' bills. 

While the agreement is for two years, 
White said he is hopeful that the price 
will continue to be competitive beyond 
that time. 

Columbia Gas of Kentucky and other 
gas distributors, together with represen­
tatives of the Kentucky Public Service 
Commission, negotiated an agreement 
with Columbia Transmission to resolve 
long-standing disputes over the pipeline 
company's gas purchasing practices, 
White said.

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Pikeville attorney Larry Webster, 
who represented Ratliff, said his client 
was so anxious to settle the case that he 
had to be discouraged from accepting 
the 20-year sentence on which the Com­
monwealth initially insisted.

Math, science and learning disabilities 

teachers are usually exempted from the 
notice, since it is assumed they will be 
needed in the new year, but school of­
ficials worded this year's resolution in 
a way that will permit administrators to 
fire even math and science teachers who 
prove incompetent. "What's the use of 
evaluating teachers if we can't act on 
it?" Grigsby explained. 

Teachers become eligible for tenure 
after they have been teaching for four 
years and have been hired for a fifth.

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roiled. Principals were asked to resign 
at Wheelwright and Allen Central high 
schools and the janitor in charge of 
Allen Central's pool and gym area was 
let go. 

The school system's janitorial and 
maintenance departments have shaped 
up, the report says. Custodians have new 
schedules, more supplies to work with, 
and a better idea of what they are ex­
pected to do. The maintenance staff has 
been busy, installing restroom partitions 
at Allen Central, replacing electrical 
wiring at Wayland, and patching leaks 
at Melvin. 

Grigsby, whose administration was 
criticized for not being open to the 
public, could report that citizens are now 
given the floor at the start of monthly 
board meetings.

Visible 
fibers have been painted over and ef­
forts will be made to remove or enclose 
the material , Grigsby told state 
authorities. Asbestos, an insulating 
material that has been linked with 
cancer, was also discovered in the Pres­
tonsburg grade school boiler room and 
a basement storage area, in the Wheel­
wright gym and boiler room, and in the 
boiler room at Osborne Elementary. 

Plans are under way to make an in­
ventory of janitorial supplies, to im­
prove security, and to conserve energy. 
Finding a larger storage area will pro­
bably have to await construction of a 
new Allen grade school, however, and 
school officials here have not been able 
to find step-vans for the maintenance 
department- another state recommen­
dation- at a price they can afford, the 
report says. 

Floyd officials agreed to compromise 
with the state on a plan for construction 
of new facilities, which now lists the top 
three priorities, in order, as : a middle 
school in the Prestonsburg area , a new 
grade school at Allen, and a single 
school to replace McDowell and Wheel­
wright high schools.

The state school board, which 
threatened last month to take "the 
strongest steps we can legally take" if 
Floyd administrators did not correct 
deficiencies here, planned no further ac­
tion this month, although Department of 
Education officials will continue to 
monitor progress here. 

"I think they have made some pro­
gress,'' Fightmaster w~s reported as 
saying last week, "but they still have a 
lot of work to do."

Kentucky's l~aders of the Twenty­
First Century will come from the schools 
of today. Are students getting the educa­
tion necessary to prepare them to be 
tomorrow's leaders?

The ques­
tions concerning education are too im­
portant to be totally researched and 
understood during the short time frame 
of the legislative session. We need to 
have clear-cut goals long before that 
time-goals which· are established by 
the citizens of the Commonwealth. 

We are all aware that there are many 
groups outside of government which are 
vitally concerned and are dedicated 
citizens who want to improve Ken­
tucky's educational systems; however, 
the responsibility will be that of the 
General Assembly. It will be the 138 
members who will make the final deter­
mination on a comprehensive legislative 
package which will give new direction 
to education in Kentucky in the coming 
years. 

On April18 and 19, the Committee will 
conduct five hearings in Richmond, 
Morehead, Prestonsburg, Hazard and 
Harlan to hear from the citizens of 
Eastern Kentucky. The Big Sandy area 
meeting will be at 5:30p.m., April18, in 
the Pike Building, Prestonsburg Com­
munity College. 

I urge you to take the opportunity to 
attend one of these meetings. I assure 
you that whether you speak or choose to 
submit your comments in writing, they 
will be considered as we draft legislation 
to further educational reform in the 
Commonwealth.

Moberly said, "and it lets the people 
know we're interested in hearing from 
them." 

Common threads are becoming evi­
dent in the hearings, said co-chairman 
of the education panel Rep. Roger Noe, 
D-Harlan. "The.same kinds of issues are 
emerging at every meeting. The major 
ones are of consequence to the entire 
state, such as quality teachers, teacher 
salaries and funding for elementary and 
secondary education," Noe said.

How To Get Insurance Firms 
To Stay in Area, Meet Toptc 

Burning your house down for the in­
surance might seem riskier if your 
neighbor is upset about the effect on his 
premiums. 

That is one reason insurance 
representatives are getting the word out 
that coverage will cost a lot more 
here-and may be impossible to pur­
chase at all in rural areas-unless 
eastern Kentucky can shed its image as 
a place that is high on arson and low on 
public indignation. 

For the second time in as many 
weeks, area insurance agents, under­
writers, and bankers met Tuesday with 
officials of the state Department of In· 
surance to discuss ways of coping with 
the growing reluctance of insurance 
firms to do business here. 

One thing he cannot do, Insurance 
Commissioner Gilbert McCarty told the 
May Lodge meeting, is to force under­
writers to stay. "There is no statute re­
quiring them to write policies in a par­
ticular area, especially when they are 
losing money," he said. 

And, despite some claims that in­
surance firms are manufacturing a 
crisis in order to justify higher 
premiums, McCarty insists that the 
crunch is real. Six firms serving 14,000 
policy-holders in Kentucky have gone 
broke in recent months and "five or six" 
more are likely to go under in the next 
few months, he said. 

Arson-the incidence of it, the difficul­
ty in getting convictions for it, and com­
munity tolerance of it-is a major 
reason insurance companies are taking 
losses on homeowners' policies, industry 
representatives said. And the problem 
of home fires, whether of suspicious 
origin or not, is heightened by the area's

primitive fire protection services, they 
said . 

An eight-county area in eastern Ken­
tucky represents 15 percent of his com­
pany's business, said Tim Alford, of the 
Commonwealth Life Insurance Co., but 
accounts for 50 percent of the firm's 
suspicious fire losses. "Who pays for 
that? Everybody else," he said. 

The effects can be far-reaching, 
Alford warned: "If companies will no 
longer write insurance, you can't get a 
loan on a house or car, you can't operate 
a business. The economy begins to sput­
ter, then it comes to a stop." 

The insurance industry is at least 
partly to blame for the mess it's in, 
acknowledged Bill Horn, a represen­
tative of U.S. F. and G. Insurance Co. 
Some companies which cut rates to at­
tract business when intererst rates were 
high were unable to stay afloat when in­
terest rates dropped and claims started 
to mount. "We need to have more pru­
dent pricing," Horn said. 

But Bob Hale, of Ohio Casualty In­
surance Co., said his firm's losses were 
especially high in eastern Kentucky. 
Ohio Casualty last year paid out $109 for 
every $100 it took in on homeowners 
policies, he said, but in this area it paid 
out $136.50. Communities here are "go­
ing to have to spend money to upgrade 
fire protection systems," Hale said. 

Eastern Kentucky's insurance 
squeeze is a "society problem," McCar· 
ty said. "Society has to decide how far 
it wants to tolerate people making 
fraudulent claims. Society has to decide 
if it wants to pay for fire protection,'' he 
said. "When people decide they want to 
take a hand in things that affect their 
rates, the rates will come down."

Transplanted Floyd Countian 
Quite Busy at Ohio Crossroads

A native of Craynor in Eastern Ken 

tucky, Freeman Hamilton Sr., has 
transplanted his home, h1s skills and his 
energies to turn a country crossroads in­
to a rural business center. 

The location is the intersection of two 
highways, U.S. 250 and U.S. 224, two ma­
jor roadways but located in the middle 
of an open farming area (near Ashland, 
Ohiol. 

There are three businesses involved. 
The most obvious is J & F Bargain 
Center, a "general store"-type retail 
establishment covering 7,500 square feet 
of space The store specializes in 
"everything except groceries," as 
Hamilton puts it. Next door is J & F 
Furniture. 

Across the street is Hamilton Realty, 
which is Hamilton's official full-time 
career now as family members tend to 
much of the day-today operation at the 
bargain center. 

Next door to the real estate office is 
Travel Inn Motel, owned by Hamilton 
since 1982 and providing him with a 
birds-eye view of his stores as he mans 
the desk at night. 

Then, up the street and next to the 
stores is his residence, a home built in 
1973 .. 

Hamilton made his way north to these 
crossroads in stages, bringing with him 
his bride-and high school sweetheart­
Melvina. 

In a soft-spoken voice that still carries 
traces of his hometown accent, Hamil­
ton says he first moved to Ashland, Ky., 
where he and his father ran a dairy 
farm. That's also where he was when the 
call came for World War II military du­
ty, duty that eventually included service 
at the Battle of the Bulge. 

When he came home, Hamilton mov­
ed to a southern Ohio farm for four years 
but found that the business world was 
where he really wanted to be .. 

So, in the spring of 1950, he and his 
family packed up and moved to Ashland 
County (Ohio) and a series of busi­
nesses, owning first a tavern, then a 
combination service station, garage and 
used car lot in Ruggles. He also sold in­
surance for a couple of years .. 

Seeing a need for a discount sales 
business to serve people living between 
towns like Norwalk and Ashland, Hamil­
ton, in partnership with his father, built 
the first J & F building in 1960, specializ­
ing in items in the hardware and fur­
niture lines. 

Obviously, his instincts were right 
because, in 1973, a second building was 
added and Hamilton says he could still 
use more space for merchandise. 

The bargain center and furniture store 
draw customers from all over the coun­
try, according to Hamilton, due in part 
to their location at two main highways. 

However, the general merchandise 
part of the bargain business appears 
geared to the rural needs of those who 
live nearby with a sizeable hardware 
section and lots and lots of work boots 
and blue jeans, going well into the large 
sizes so difficult to find in many stores. 
The other business deals in furniture and 
home decorating needs. 

With two of his three sons, his daugh­
ter and his wife handling the daily opera­
tion of the stores now, Hamilton has, for 
the past 512 years, worked on develop­
ing his real estate business, whee he is 
a broker. He has eight certificates in 
real estate and is a member of the local, 
state and national boards of Realtors. 

He also belongs to the Eagles in 
Ashland, to the Moose Lodge in Nor­
walk, to the American Legion in 
Mansfield and to Veterans of Foreign 
Wars in New London. 

He and his wife have eight grand­
children. 

To relax, Hamilton says he likes to 
follow his two sons' country bands to 
club dates to 'listen to them. And though 
he says he would like to play more golf, 
he finds he never really has enough time 
for the sport, even in the summer.

An all-too-familiar ordeal for the peo 

1ple of this area is the hospitalization o 
a family member far from home. 
Besides dealing with the emotional tur 
moil of a loved one's illness, families 
must often face the added strain of sit­
ting up long nights in the rooms and 
hallways of a hospital or facing the ex­
tra financial burden of a motel. 

The Hospital Hospitality House in Lex­
ington was established three years ago 
in answer to the needs of those who 
might have relatives seriously ill in a 
hospital there. 

One of only 10 such facilities in the 
U.S., it provides a free bed, one meal a 
day <supper>, cooking facilities, and in­
formation and support for those who 
need help in dealing with the various 
aspects of illness and hospitalization. 

" Many guests here are having to deal 
with the possible death of a loved one, 
says director Terry Hale Hicks 
McMaster, "and you might think this 
would be a gloomy place to stay. It is ac­
tually quite a cheerful group that is 
usually here. I think they have a need to 
leave their troubles behind them for a 
bit." 

As Mrs. McMaster points out. many 
of those staying there have been carry­
ing the burden of a patient's care all 
alone, but now, perhaps for the first 
time, they can share that responsibility 
and that has to be a relief. The Hospitali­
ty House is a place to rest for people who 
very much need a break. 

Many Floyd countians are already 
familiar with the Hospitality House, as 
85% of the guests are from Eastern Ken­
tucky. Mrs. McMaster, who has a 
degree in medical sociology with special 
studies in death and dying, has Eastern 
Kentucky roots. She is the· daughter of 
Floyd county natives, Celia Hale Hicks 
and Ben Frank Hicks, who are now liv­
ing in Morehead. "There's very much a 
family feeling here," says Mrs. 
McMaster. 

There are 17 beds and five couches in 
the Victorian-style home. The arrange­
ments are dormitory-style, with five 
beds to a room. 

The house serves all hospitals in Lex­
ington, and people are referred to it by 
a hospital's social worker or chaplain. 
Eligibility for referral to the house is not 
based on financial circumstances but 
solely on whether or not a person is tru­
ly a "support person." <A support per­
son can be anyone who can provide the 
patient emotional support in a difficult 
time. Having someone nearby who cares 
is often an important factor in a patient's 
recovery •. Mrs. McMaster says. l 

The Hospitality House asks nothing of 
its guests except positive identification 
and that they be 14 years of age, or older. 
Aside from limited room, the age

restriction is required by the state fire 
marshal. Any pressing need for an ex­
ception to the rule will be referred to the 
director by the hospital's social worker. 
Mrs. McMaster cited one example in the 
case of an adolescent's "simply being 
the backbone of the family. " 

When a large family group is present, 
they may be asked to select two 
members to stay. In some cases, some 
members will stay with the patient while 
others go to the house for rest. 

Alcoholic beverages are not allowed 
on the premises, and smoking is 
restricted to the "common room" which 
includes ample seating and a TV. 

The Hospitality House is a non-profit 
facility supported completely by dona-· 
tions; it receives no government funds 
of any kind. Although Lexington resi­
dents cannot use the house, the people 
of that community are its strongest sup­
porters. The evening meal provided · 
guests comes from a church group and 
there are often other food supplies for 
guests which are donated by local food 
markets, God's Pantry, and also groups 
of nurses who occasionally throw 
"showers" for the House, and donate 
canned goods. 

The founder of the house was Mary 
Frank Ewalt, whose husband, a cancer 
victim , made her promise to start such 
a facility. Over a period of nine years 
Mrs. Ewalt fought the advice of the ·:ex­
perts" about the feasibility of dependen­
cy on donations and the Hospitality 
House finally opened in February, 1982. 

Anyone interested in staying at the 
Hospitality_ House should contact the 
hospital's social worker or chaplain any 
time after the patient has checked in at 
the hospital. 

Our thanks to the staff of the 
McDowell Appalachian Regional 
Hospital, Home Health Care, Riverview 
Manor Nursing Home, the Hall Funeral 
Home, and others that helped in any 
way. 

Our very special thanks to the Left

Rose To Oppose 
Gas Rate Raise 

East Kentucky Utilities' application 
for a gas rate increase in this county and 
general bolstering of its fiscal position 
will be' topics argued at a public hear­
ing set by the state Public Service Com­
mission <PSCl in Frankfort, May 14, and 
at that hearing the utilities firm will face 
a new opponent. 

State Rep. Jim Rose, D-Hindman, who 
represents much of the Floyd county 
area served by the utilities firm, has re­
quested permission to intervene at the 
hearing on behalf of the consumers and 
has asked the PSC to look into three 
areas of contention. 

In a recent letter to Richard D. 
Heman, Jr., PSC chairman, Rose ask­
ed the commission to investigate the 
following: 

1. Hazardous conditions to the public 
because of lack of maintenance. 

2. Discrepancies in the rate increase 
and contractual agreements between 
the three companies involved, East Ken­
tucky Utilities, Southwestern Gas Co., 
and Kentucky West Virginia Gas 
Company. 

3. The Floyd County Fiscal Court's in­
volvement in contracting to East Ken­
tucky Utilities, with respect to compen­
sation to the fiscal court and the contrac­
tual agreements between the two 
entities. 

One of the utility's requests expected 
to be acted upon by the commission is 
for approval of the bond ordinance 
ado~ted by the fiscal court in 1981, ex­
tendmg the lease by the court to East 
Kentucky Utilities from a period of 5 to 
30 years. 

In 1979 the court enacted an ordinance 
for the issuance of Floyd County Water 
and Gas Revenue Bonds to pay off 
$165,000 principal and $65,000 interest 
due on bonds issued in 1953. The utilities 
were leased to East Kentucky Utilities, 
and the lease period was extended to 30 
years. 

Besides approval of increased rates 
and the lease period extension, East 
Kentucky Utilities also is asking PSC 
authority to borrow $134,000 to settle in­
debtedness to its gas supplier. 

Of the proposed rate increase, Rep. 
!Rose wrote Heman: "The elderly and 
the citizens on fixed incomes simply can­
not stand these continuous rate 
increases."

Judge's Decision 
Favors Limiting 
Broadform Deed 

A state law passed last year and 
designed to limit the scope of old broad­
form deeds passed an important court 
test last week, when Perry Circuit Judge 
Calvin N. Manis upheld the constitu­
tionality of the law. 

John Rosenberg, director of the Ap­
palachian Research and Defense Fund 
of Kentucky and a principal architect of 
the law, said it is the first Kentucky case 
in which any law aimed at limiting the 
power of the broadform deed has been 
ruled constitutional. The case could be 
expected "to go on up (to the Kentucky 
Supreme Court)," he said. 

The constitutional question was rais­
ed by Matthew Baker, a Perry county 
coal operator, who cited a 1910 broad­
form deed in an effort to stop Elizabeth 
Wooton from interfering with his com­
pany's efforts to stripmine her Bulan 
property. 

The new law says that coal mining 
permitted by broadform deeds is limited 
to methods commonly in use at the tim~ 
the deeds were executed. Judge Manis, 
noting that stripmining did not exist in 
Perry county before the 19405, held that 
landowners like Mrs. Wooton could 
block coal operators from stripmining 
under a broadform deed. 

Library Celebrates

Mon. Is Application 
Deadline For UK Aid 

The deadline for students who plan to 
attend the University of Kentucky or one 
of UK's 13 community colleges to apply 
for financial aid is April 15. 

UK Financial Aid Director David 
Stockham said the university will help 
students again this academic year 
(1985-86) secure more than $32 million 
in financial aid. 

Stockham says current and first-time 
UK students need to apply early because 
"the cupboard will be more bare if they 
wait to apply until after April 15." 

Stockham noted that students need on­
ly apply for financial aid one time dur­
ing the year under ordinary circum­
stances. 

Students who want to apply for finan­
cial aid from the university need to com­
plete two forms, Stockham said. In most 
cases, both can be acquired from the 
high school counselors. 

The forms (both of which have a 
purplish color) are : 

- Kentucky Financial Aid Form 
<1985-86) , and 

- 1985/86 Financial Aid Application, 
University of Kentucky, University of 
Kentucky Community College System. 

If for some reason the financial aid 
forms are not available from high school 
counselors, Stockham encourages 
s tudents to write to his office in care of: 
University of Kentucky Student Finan­
cial Aid Office, 567 Patterson Office 
Tower, Lexington, Ky. 40506-0027, 
telephone (606) 257-3172. Simply ask for 
a set of the forms and this office will 
mail them out on the same day as the re­
quest is received. 

These forms are also available, Stock­
ham said, at any of UK's 13 Communi· 
ty College financial aid offices. He 
pointed out the same form is applicable 
to community college enrollment. 

UK Tuition Increases 
To $614 Per Semester 

Undergraduate students at the 
Univesity of Kentucky will pay tuition 
and fees of $614 a semester beginning 
this fall. 

The Executive Committee of the UK 
Board of Trustees recently confirmed 
the raise in tuition rates set by the Ken­
tucky Council on Higher Education. The 
student fees will remain at this year's 
rate-$35.25-and the $25 health fee re­
mains the same both are included in 
the per-semester tuition of $614. 

One dollar of the student fee is 
dedicated for Student Government 
Association use in providing the associa­
tion's services to the campus. 

Tuition and fees for undergraduate 
students at UK for the current school 
year are $562 per semester. 

By state Jaw, the Council on Higher 
Education sets tuition fees for the state 
univesities. The new tuition rates were 
designed to bring UK's fees closer to its 
benchmark institutions-those schools· 
outside the state similar to UK in size 
and scope. 

Tuition and fees for undergraduate 
students from outside the state were 
raised from $1,601 per semester this 
year to $1,759 per semester effective 
next fall. 

Semester fees for graduate students 
will be $672 compared to $614 for the cur­
rent school year. Non-resident graduate 
students will pay $1,931. Non-residents 
this year paid $1,757. 

Increased tuition rates were also con­
firmed for Jaw, medical and dental 
students and non-resident pharmacy 
students. 

Students at the Lexington Communi­
ty College, one of UK's 13 community 
colleges, will pay the same per-semester 
fees as students on the Lexington 
campus. 

Tuition and fees charged students at 
UK's other community colleges will be 
$260-up from the current rate of $234 . 
Non-resident students at the communi­
ty colleges will pay $780 per semester­
up from the current year's $701. 

NEA Calls For Credit 
For Work in the Home 

"Marriage is clearly an economic 
partnershp and each spouse contributes 
services of economic value to the fami­
ly. Yet unpaid work in the home is not 
counted as work to qualify for Social 
Security benefits," Mary Hatwood 
Futrell, president of the National Educa­
tion Association, testified April3 before 
the House of Representatives Subcom­
mittee on Labor-Management 
Relations. 

Futrell called for "earnings sharing," 
which would base Social Security 
benefits on earnings records shared 
equally by a couple for each year of their 
marriage. 

"Earnings sharing would. 
acknowledge each person as a worker 
with earnings for all work done­
whether in the home or in the paid labor 
force," Futrell said. 

The NEA president also called for a 
national retirement income policy bas­
ed upon a comprehensive employment 
policy; more adequate nutrition, hous­
ing and better health programs for 
senior citizens; federal protection of 
public pensions similar to the private 
sector, and portability of pensions for 
public employees who move from one 
state to another.

Disc on Tooth 
Said Best ID 

The current concern for identifying 
children- seen most recently in a rash 
of fingerprinting campaigns- has 
spawned something new in means of 
identification. A couple of Chicago den­
tists have designed an ID that can be at­
tached to a person's tooth. 

"It's the best technique available," 
said Betsy Layne dentist Brent Clark, 
who is partic;ipating in the I.D. DOT pro­
gram introduced recently at the Chicago 
Dental Convention. "A lot of dentists are 
thinking about it." 

The I.D. DOT is a clear plastic disc, 
an eighth of an inch in diameter, that is 
imprinted with the wearer's social 
security number. The dot is bonded to 
the outside of a rear tooth. It is applied 
without anesthetic or drilling, lasts four 
to six years, and is not harmful to the 
tooth, Clark said. 

Promoters of the program say it pro­
vides identification for children and 
adults who may be missing, lost, hurt or 
unconscious. Unlike other means of 
identification, it cannot be lost, stolen. 
destroyed or left at horne, they point out.

"Snoopy" Exercise 
Toy Is Recalled 

On January 31, the Cabinet for Human 
Resources· product safety section re 
quested "Snoopy" crib exercisers be 
recalled in Kentucky by Rose's Depart­
ment Store. The exerciser contains two 
blue-painted wooden balls, red plastic 
rings with a cut-out of Snoopy on a 
yellow and red swing bar, and mounts 
on a standard size crib or playpen. The 
product is recommended for children l-8 
months old. 

The exerciser, Model99939 is made in 
Taiwan and imported by Danara Inter­
national, Ltd., South Hackensack, NJ. 
The painted surfaces contained ex­
cessive lead- many times the amount 
permitted by law- and ingestion would 
create a serious health hazard. 

The exerciser was also recalled by 
Hill's Department Stores in this state. It 
is not known if these were sold by other 
stores or how many may have been 
distributed in Kentucky prior to the 
discovery of the violation. People who 
have purchased the exerciser are advis­
ed to remove it from areas where 
children are exposed to it and to return 
it to the place of purchase for credit. 

St. Jude Children's Research Hospital 
was founded by entertainer Danny 
Thomas. The institution opened its doors 
to the public in 1962 to combat 
catastrophic diseases wh1ch afflict our 
children. 

A spokesperson for St. Jude's said, 
"we sincerely appreciate the concern 
that Mrs. Quillen has for our work and 
we hope the citizens of Dwale will sup­
port the Bike-a-Thon this spring to help 
provide the funds that are needed to 
preserve the worlds greatest asset-our 
children."

Want Seat Belts 
In School Buses 

The movement to put seat belts in 
school buses has gained momentum 
because "a new generation of parents ... 
who adhere to s tate-mandated child­
safety seats in their family cars. does 
not want their children to ride on school 
buses without safety restraints. In 1983, 
ten school bus passengers were killed 
and 3.300 students were injured in school 
bus accidents, according to the National 
Safety Council. 

In the past two years, more than 20 
school districts around the country have 
put seat belts in their new school buses. 
and some are even adding safety 
restraints to their older buses. At lea~ t 
five states are considering legislation to 
require seat belts on buses, and two bills 
are being considered m the Congress 
that would tie federal funds to seat belt 
requirements. 

Many concerned parents say their 
children are frightened to be riding the 
school bus without seat belts. because 
the school bus is the first vehicle they 
ride regularly without seat belts. 
According to the newly-formed National 
Coalition for Seat Belts on School Buses, 
there are two basic reasons to put seat 
belts in school buses: They reduce the 
number and the extent of injuries to 
passengers. and they reinforce the im ­
portance of buckling up.

George Armstrong Custer, whose 
defeat at the Battle of Little Bighorn re­
mains one of the great enigmas of 
American history, is the subject of 
"Heroes and the Test of Time," a 
"Smithsonian World" special airing 
Wednesday. April24, at 8:00p.m. <ETl, 
on KET. 

DANNY P. CAUDILL 
On the sunny Sunday afternoon of 

June 25, 1876, Lieutenant Colonel George 
Armstrong Custer led more than 200 
members of the United States Cavalry 
into Montana's Valley of the Little 
Bighorn. Less than two hours later, 
every man lay dead. The fascination, the 
mystery and the debate surrounding 
Custer's last stand remain strong even 
after a hundred years. 

Why did Custer, with such a small 
force, attack an encampment that con­
tained the largest Indian fighting force 
ever gathered? Was he a tragic hero or 
a reckless egomaniac? 

Historian and writer David McCul­
lough, who hosts "Smithsonian World," 
says "Custer was everything the 
American people and press could hope 
for in a hero on horseback. He was 
dashing, handsome, courageous, often 
controversial, always conspicuous, and 
until that fateful Sunday, blessed with 
what was called 'Custer's Luck.' " So 
what went wrong? 

"Smithsonian World" examines how 
Custer, and the events at the "Battle of 
Greasy Grass," as the Indians called it, 
have withstood the scrutiny of a century.

Forest fire detection pilot Kirk Wells (center) consults with 
District Forester Steve Brackett <right> concerning areas of 
possible fire violations.

Everyone knows Smokey the Bear goes to great lengths to prevent forest 
fires . But few associate Smokey with an airplane. Has he taken to the air? 
Well, in a way he has. Just ask Kirk Wells, owner of Quality Aviation at 
Pikeville. 

One job during his 10 years as a pilot has been spotting forest fires for the 
Kentucky Division of Forestry. 

On the warm and windy days of spring and fall, Wells spends several hours 
flying over six counties in eastern Kentucky to locate the many wildfires that 
frequently burn-up local hillsides. Pinpointing each fire on a map, he radios 
its location to Forestry's district office in Prestonsburg, which in turn dis­
patches firefighters to contain each fire. "From the air I can tell firefighters 
a lot about the fire-how to get into it, barriers that might keep it from 
spreading, homes and buildings threatened by the flames, and sometimes even 
who started the fire," Wells said. 

"Flying the plane, spotting fires and burning violations, handling maps and 
grids, monitoring air traffic control, (contacting) Forestry headquarters and 
ground crews-all this keeps me plenty busy on these detection flights, " Wells 
said, adding when winds are strong he takes someone along to assist. He told 
of landing after an especially hard trip on March 4 when winds were gusting 
to 45 miles per hour. " I found out later I was the only detection pilot in the 
state who had dared the winds that afternoon," he said. 

Hamm explained all nine forestry districts across the state use aerial detec­
- lion for locating forest fires. "Fire towers are still used some,' ' he said, " but 

we get better detection for less cost with good pilots like Kirk Wells. "

Grow a Bouquet of Dry Flowers or Everlastings

You allen see people selling bouquets 

of dry flowers and grasses at flea 
markets and craft shows across Ken 
lucky. These arc very popular items. 
especiaJiy with the sellers. because most 
are very easy to grow. A few rows in the 
nower garden and a corner in the tobac­
co barn can yield hundreds of bouquets 
for enjoying and selling. 

There 1s a difference between the true 
"dry" flowers and flowers that are 
dried. Dry flowers are ones whose petals 
are relatively dry when the flowers 
develop or open as opposed to a 
marigold or a zinnia whose petals are 
fleshy t the cells contain lots of water> 
when the flowers are fresh. To use the 
everlastings as dry flowers they are 
simply cut and air dried for a few days . 
To use a marigold or a zinnia as a dried 
flower the water is generally removed 
from the petals with a dehydrating agent 
or dessicant <silica gel. cornmeal, 
borax >. 

Some flowers are intermediate. The 
fluffy white gypsophila or baby's breath 
that florists use as a " filler" flower is 
often used fresh and hydrated in an ar­
rangement and then allowed to air dry 
naturally once the arrangement fades. 

The dry flowers or everlastings are 
found in all three floral groups: annuals. 
biennials and perennials. Annuals are 
plants that grow. flower, and die all in 
one growing season. Everlastings in this 
group include acroclinium <daisy-like 
white, pink. apricot and salmon colored 
flowers with large yellow centers l . 
celosia t the yellow. red, orange and pur­
ple feathery or cock 's comb flower>. 
gomphrena or globe amaranth <white, 
yeJiow, orange, pink, red and purple, red 
clover-like flowers l, gypsophila, Bells of 
Ireland <the green bell-like flower> and 
perhaps the best known dry flowers, the 
multicolored strawflowers. 

The biennial everlastings, which form 
their leaves the first year and flower and 
die the second year mclude ammobwm 
<little white daisy-like buttons l, lunaria 
or money plant t with flat, papery seed 
pods l , and another filler flower used fre­
quently by florists, statice <clusters of 
small white, yellow, pink, blue and pur­
ple flowers l. And the perennials which 
can live for several years include some 
types of baby's breath and statice along 
with teasel-relatives cirsium thistle and 
globe thistle and the weedy Queen 
Anne's lace.

The plumes or seed heads of many 
grasses arc cut for dry nowers including 
sea oats. white and pink pampas 
grasses, fountain grass. silverfcather. 
bridal veil, Job's tears, hare's tail grass, 
quaking grass. and animated oats. 
Many of these grasses can also be used 
as striking specimens in the landscape. 

None of the everlastings or ornamen 
tal grasses is any more difficult to grow 
than ordinary garden annuals. The most 
important requirements for any of these 
flowers to do well are simply plenty of 
sunlight and adequate water. So why not 
grow a bouquet this summer that will 
continue to give you color and cheer 
when the snows fall again next winter. 

Timely Tip: For a good lettuce substi­
tute for your summer salads, try grow­
ing Swiss chard. Swiss chard can verv 
easily be blended with plantings of an­
nual flowers to produce an "edible land­
scape." An especially showy variety is 
Rhubard chard with red leaf stalks and 
veins. 

According to the EPA ' s latest

Park Area Drainage Begun 

John M. Stumbo, Floyd county judge-executive, Harry 
Bilton, of the Soil Conservation Service, and Shelly Woods, 
supervisor, inspected the Allen Park project last week. Drain 
tile is being installed in the ball field. 

In the past, the Allen Park ball field would not be usable for long stretches 
of time due to poorly drained soil. A shower of rain would turn a good playing 
field into a swamp for several days. Now, however, drain tile and gravel are 
being installed to remedy this situation. The Floyd Fiscal Court and the Big 
Sandy Resource Conservation and Development District combined resources 
and sponsored this project that includes tiling for 15 acres, vegetative cover 
for two acres of critical area, and a grassed waterway with a rock rip-rap 
outlet. 

The project is designed to impro~e the appearance of the area and reduce 
the cost of excessive maintenance and lessen the inconvenience of cancella­
tions due to rain and poorly drained fields. In effect, the park will have better 
playing conditions and will be able to be used more days during playing season.

Some Filers Can Get 
Four-Month Extension 

Taxpayers who file Form 1040 or 
1040A can request an automatic four­
month extension of time to file their 
federal income tax returns, according to 
the Internal Revenue Service. The IRS 
stresses the extension to file tax returns 
is not an extension of time to pay. 

To obtain the four-month extension 
beyond April 15, 1985, taxpayers must 
complete Form 4868, "Application for 
Automatic Extension of Time to File 
U.S. Individual Income Tax Return, " 
and forward it to the service center pro­
cessing returns for your area. Kentucky 
residents should file their extension 
forms at the Internal Revenue Service 
Center, Memphis, TN 37501. Form 4868 
must be filed on or before April 15. 

On Form 4868, taxpayers should make 
a tentative estimate of the year's taxes 
and submit any balance due with the 
form . If the unpaid tax is more than 10 
percent, a penalty is assessed for late 
payment unless the taxpayer can show 
reasonable cause for not paying the tax 
when due. The penalty is one-half of one 
percent per month on the unpaid 
balance, up to a maximum of 25 percent. 
Interest is also assessed on any unpaid 
balance. 

Taxpayers who wish to take an In­
dividual Retirement Arrangement 
<IRA > deduction for 1984 must make 
their IRA contributions by April 15, 
whether or not they have been granted 
an extension to file, the IRS said. 

Taxpayers filing Form 1040EZ, or 
those requesting the IRS to compute 
their tax, are not eligible for an 
automatic extension.

Job Corps Plays Big Role 
In Fight With Forest Fires 

Crews from the Carl D. Perkins Job Corps Center prepare to 
help Division of Forestry officials fight fires in the area. 

Since 1983, trainees from the Carl D. Perkins Job Corps Center here have 
provided valuable service as forest firefighters . Instructed and tested in 
firefighting techniques, trainees work under close supervision by Kentucky 
Division of Forestry personnel. 

"The Center provides as many as four seven-man crews," said District 
Forester Steve Brackett. "They are good firefighters and have saved many, 
many acres of woodland from burning in this county," he said. 

The Job Corps Center is part of the Singer Company's Career Systems pro­
gram. Leonard D. Grant, placement specialist for the center, said trainees 
stand ready to help with community needs . "We have helped with the recent 
snow clean-up, the 1984 flood clean-up, maintenance work for public service 
projects, and, to date, suppression of over 30 forest fires in Floyd and Magof­
fin counties," Grant said. "Firefighting does not interfere with our members' 
regular classroom work," he said, explaining that some are enthused enough 
about the forestry work that they are inquiring about forest career possibilities. 

Don Hamm, director of the Division of Forestry, emphasized the protec­
tion and service provided by the Job Corps fire crews. He said that in 1980, 
timber harvested from Floyd County land was valued at $208,000. It was nearly 
$925,000 in Magoffin. Hamm emphasized that these values would have been 
much greater if fires were not scarring the hillsides. "If local landowners are 
ever going to grow quality timber, they have got to stop fires," he said, ad­
ding that "all should appreciate the Job Corps crews helping contain the many 
fires that are occurring in the area." 

Second Birthday Tuition At Pikeville 
To Remain Unchanged 

The Pikeville College Board of 
Trustees has announced that there will 
be no increase in tuition costs for the 
1985-86 academic year. The only cost in­
crease will be in the area of room and 
board, which will go up by only $100 over 
the cost last year_ This increase is 
primarily due to the increasing cost of 
food and cafeteria expenses. 

This decision represents an effort on 
the part of the Board of Trustees to keep 
Pikeville College "affordable". Other 
Kentucky colleges and universities will 
be raising their tuition rate between 5 
and 11% during the 1985-'86 academic 
year.

For Special Children 

The month of April is very "special" 
for "special" or exceptional children in 
the Big Sandy and Buffalo Trace areas, 
as it has been designated Child-Find 
Month by the office of Education for Ex­
ceptional Children, Kentucky Dept of 
Education. 

According to project coordinator Cyn­
thia Champer, of the Kentucky Educa­
tional Development Corporation 
< KEDC l of Ashland, which coordinates 
a 10-district project in the Big Sandy 
area and a nine-district educational coop 
in the Buffalo Trace area. the month is 
an annual event designed to find 
children who are either first priority­
that is, exceptional or handicapped and 
not receiving any services-or second 
priority children. those children who are 
receiving some but limited or inappro­
priate services. 

''Throughout the history of our discre­
tionary grant projects" (five years in 
Big Sandy and six years in the Buffalo 
Trace, Mrs. Champer said, "We still 
find that parents are often unaware 
where to turn for help for their child." 

"Thus, our projects are designed to 
cooperate with local school districts in 
providing supplemental services in such 
areas as referral. testing, evaluation 
and placement, in addition to therapy 
and other additional services that are 
not always available through a local 
school district." 

For example. Big Sandy personnel 
recently participated in a Behavioral 
Management workshop for TMH 
teachers and aides. while Buffalo Trace 
districts have been able to participate in 
a cooperative Occupational Therapy 
workshop and in-district therapy 
services 

"This month we want to find those 
children in our area who are m need of 
service. and provide it to them. par· 
ticularly those in the 5 17 year age 
range." l\1rs Champer said.

Landscaping With 
Native Wildflowers 

Your neighbor spent no money and did 
no plan.ting. yet there are flowers in her 
yard? How can that be? Despite our 
neglect, there are flowers that come up 
year after year, like spring daffodils and 
iris, or summer day lilies and coreopsis. 

Many bulbs and flowering perennials 
are familiar. But another group of 
perennial, flowering plants deserves 
more attention-that of native wild­
flowers. Whether for highway plantings 
to save fuel and mowing time, for 
development areas to restore habitats 
for wildlife. or for the home garden, our 
native wildflowers should be used more 
extensively. 

Once established, wildflowers can be 
a tremendous aesthetic asset, requiring 
minimal maintenance. However, estab­
lishing them is not as easy as popping 
a marigold seedling out of a tray and 
planting it in the ground. Certam 
wildflowers can be very fussy about 
their growing locations, dying in one 
spot but thriving in another no more 
than five feet away. 

One of Kentucky's wildflower experts, 
both as a gardener and a photographer, 
is Leslie County's Agricultural Exten­
sion Agent Rufus Fugate. He says to 
study the natural environment of a 
wildflower and try to find an identical 

environment in the proposed landscape 
site. Conditions to note include the 
amount of shade or sunlight, the types 
of surrounding vegetation and ground 
cover, the exposure, the soil's pH. 
drainage and moisture status,' soil 
disturbance and rockiness, and soil 
organic matter content. If a particular 
wildflower needs an acid soil with plen­
ty of moisture, and your site has a dry. 
alkaline soil, don't even bother. Try 
moving trilliums or butterfly weeds to 
foreign environments and you''ll be met 
only with frustration. 

Wildflowers for landscaping can be 
obtained in many ways. They can be dug 
from the wild and transplanted, but be 
sure you have the landowner's permis· 
sion and that the wildflower is not an en­
dangered species. <It's illegal to dig en­
dangered plants.) Often an easier way 
to collect from the wild is to harvest 
seeds when they're ripe. Either way, 
never remove all of the plants or seeds 
unless the site is about to be destroyed 
by construction or mining or an event 
that will kill the plants or irreparably 
alter their environment. 

Many wildflower nurseries and seed 
companies offer transplants, and col­
lected or specially grown seed A nice 
gift item is a can of wildflower seeds that 
the recipient can scatter to create a 
rainbow-colored meadow. Compare that 
to a plain old green lawn! 

Interest in conserving and increasing 
the use of wildflowers has escalated so 
much recently that in 1983 a National 
Wildflower Research center was estab­
lished in Austin, Texas. Write to them 
at 2600 F.M. !173 North, Austin, TX 78725 
for more information about their educa· 
tiona! and research programs. Send 
them a No. 10 self-addressed stamped 
envelope for their list of recommended 
wildflowers for Kentucky plantings.

Estimated Tax Payment 
Due April 15, IRS Says 

The first installment of 1985 estimated 
federal income tax payments by indivi­
duals other than farmers should be 
made by Aprill5, the Internal Revenue 
Service warns. 

Generally, taxpayers who have 
estimated tax of $500 or more must use 
Form 1040-ES, "Estimated Tax for In­
dividuals," and make estimated tax 
payments, the IRS said. 

Single social security and tier 1 
railroad retirement recipients whose 
total income for 1985-including tax­
exempt interest and one-half of their 
social security and tier 1 railroad retire­
ment benefits is expected to be more 
than $25,000- may have to pay tax on 
part of their social security and tier 1 
railroad retirement income. Married 
social security and tier I railroad retire­
ment recipients who expect fo file a joint 
return, and who expect their joint in­
come, including tax-exempt interest and 
one-half of their social security and tier 
1 railroad and retirement benefits to ex­
ceed $32,000, may also have to p~y tax 
on part of their social security and tier 
1 railroad retirement income. There­
fore, these taxpayers may need to pay 
estimated tax, it was said. 

The Form 1040-ES package, contain­
ing instructions, an estimated tax 
worksheet and four payment-vouchers, 
should be sent to those taxpayers who fil. 
ed estimated tax last year. Those did not 
file Form 1040-ES last year will have to 
get a form. Form 1040-ES is stocked at 
many local offices.

All medicines vary in potency. This means· that it 

takes a smaller amount of some drugs to produce the 
desired effect than with others. Doses are usually divid­
ed into three levels: "subthreshold doses "threshold 
doses" and "ceiling doses". Doses that prod~ce no effect 
at all are called subthreshold doses. A threshold dose is 
the amount necessary for a drug to have any effect at all. 
Ceiling doses are those where the drug no longer produces 
any further desired effect. Doctors prescribe specific 
drugs in specific doses for specific reasons. It is how 
much, how often and how long a drug is taken that pro­
duce the desired results.

In movieland, there are no 
sure things. Take for instance 
"The Slugger's Wife," a film 
that seemingly has everything 
going for it. 

First, there's a script by Neil 
Simon. Unless you've just 
arrived from another planet, 
you know that Simon has 
penned hits such as "Barefoot 
in the Park," "The Odd 
Couple," "The Sunshine 
Boys," "The Goodbye Girl" 
and many, many more for the 
stage and film. Some of his 
tales are certified classics, and 
almost everything he's written 
has enjoyed some amount of 
success. 
_ Next, there's the -director, 
Hal Ashby, whose credits are 
no less impressive. He has 
directed "Harold and Maude," 
"Coming Home,'· 
"Shampoo," "Bound for 
Glory" and "Being There," 
among others. Many of Neil 
Simon's past hits were helmed 
by JOurneyman directors. so 
when a Simon script IS aug­
mented w1th a talent like 
Ashby's, expectations run 
high. 

Producer Ray Stark is a vet­
eran of eight other Simon films, 
as well as such Hollywood 
blockbusters a,s, ",YV~s! 9id~ 

Story" and "Funny Girl." "The 
Slugger's Wife" is about a 
baseball player and his rock­
singer wife, so Stark hired 
Quincy Jones as executive 
music producer to make sure 
the musical sequences were 
first rate. 

Caleb Deschanel is the 
director of cinematography. 
Deschanel recently did a 
superb job of shooting "The 
Right S.tuff" and has as anoth­
er baseball film, Robert 
Redford's "The Natural," to 
his credit. 

That all this talent should be 
brought together is a 
producer's dream. That it 
should fail so miserably is a 
producer's nightmare. 

It is difficult to place blame 
in one specific area. In fact. all 
these talented people may 
have ended up canceling each 
other out. Film is a collabora­
tive art, but there still has to be 
someone at the controls. "The 
Slugger's W1fe" wanders 
aimlessly, hampered by an 
unfunny script, barely likable 
characters, a preposterous 
baseball backdrop and a total­
ly predictable ending. But few 
filmgoers will hang around that 
long.

tions. created a bellows effect making 
it all but impossible to extinguish the 
flames which leaped several feet into 
the air. "Finally. we had to just con­
centrate on protecting people's proper­
ty ." Brackett commented. Four full ­
time forestry crews. county Disaster 
and Emergency Services personnel. 
and the Wheelwright and Garrett 
Volunteer Fire Departments fought the 
woodland blazes in this county. 

A barn. owned by Norma L. Hicks. 
burned Friday night at Goodloe on the 
left fork of Middle Creek and may have 
been the result of a hillside fire which 
burned about 500 feet from the struc­
ture . Police are also investigating the 
possibility of arson. it was said . 

By the time winds had abated and 
thunderstorms slowed the flames. Fri ­
day night. 446 acres of woodland had 
burned in Floyd county and Brackett 
described a figure of 2.400 acres for the 
entire district as a " conservative 
estimate." 

With about 13.000 acres being burned 
in ~5 mountain counties . the Eastern 
District suffered the most. a situation 
which forestry officials have come to 
expect. according to Brackett. "The 
Pineville District usually runs right up 
there with us." he commented. poin­
ting to the ruggedness of the terrain in 
both districts as a cootributing factor. 

Brackett said 18 citations had been 
issued for illegal or careless debri s 
burning in connection with last week's 
rash of fires although "close to half" 
were the result of woods arsonists . 
" These are people who actually set fire 
to some leaves or brush along a road 
side or on a ridge for no apparent 
reason." he commented. "And if it was 
iust in Floyd county maybe we could 
say it was the work of one weird in­
dividual. '' he said. " But it 's all over the 
district . so it 's clear that there are a lot 
of dangerous people around." 

Brackett said Magoffin county .
