"For eight years 
they've done business in secret and 
they're still doing it They ignored 
what the state said: they ignore what 
anyone says: they do what they want 
to " 

Public input in the selection of the 
superintendent had been urged for 
several months by the Floyd County 
Education Forum. and state education 
officials said in September it would be 
one of the things they would look for in 

Public Building 
Seen As Source 
Of Energy Loss 

People may not be as conscious of sav­
ing energy today as they were duiing the 
Arab oil embargo, but that is not to deny 
that public concern about fuel conserva­
tion has come a long way since the pre­
embargo days of gas-guzzling autos and 
poorly insulated homes, said James 
Ratcliff, director of continuing educa­

For all that. the managers of public 
buildmgs in this county still have much 
to learn about energy conservation, said 
Robert McAninch, professor of govern­
ment at the college, who predicted 

their continued monitoring of Floyd 
school administrators. 

The decision to ban public access to 
the selection process came as a rider to 
a motion by Ray "Shag" Campbell that 
the board hire Dr. Charles F. Faber. 
professor of school admin~stration at 
the UK College of Education. to help 
with the search for a new school chief. 
The hiring of a consultant was also re­
quired by state school officials in 
September as a condition of their leav­
ing the management of Floyd schools 
in the hands of local administrators. 

Herbert "Pe1e" Royse. the state 
Department of Education official who_ 
is responsible for monitoring the Floyd 
board and who was represented at 
Wednesday's meeting by a deputy, 
said Thursday that ''the action taken 
by the local board does not prohibit the 
consultant and the citizens' forum 
from interacting in a cooperative way 
In fact. it is my understanding that Dr. 
Faber and the forum are scheduled to 
meet December 12."

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Reorganization 
Of Police Dept. 
In Effect Soon 

The Prestonsbul'g police department 
should operate more smoothly and effec­
tively soon, with more specialization and 
better trained officers. 

A brain child of Chief Stan Fletcher, 
the new organization is based on the 
structure and methods of the U.S. Army 
military police. Fletcher served as an 
MP at Fort Knox, Louisville, before go­
ing into civilian police work. 

Effective next Sunday, the police 
department will no longer be staffed by 
officers sharing the same basic respon­
sibilities. Rather, there will be three 
distrinct branches: investigative, traf­
fic and patrol. While officers in each sec­
tion will be available to assist officers 
in other sections, their primary duties 
will be focused on a much narrower 
scale. 

The investigative section, which now 
includes only one officer, Detective Sgt. 
Mike Ormerod, will gain another officer, 
Sgt. Sue Blackburn. 

According to Fletcher, Ormerod and 
Blackburn will specialize in domestic 
complaints, work with civic and church 
groups and improve drug and alcohol 
awareness programs for schools. "We 
also plan to be more aggressive with the 
child identification program," he said.

Garage Move to New Location 
Could Have Deep Implications 

Announced at last month's meeting of 
Floyd Fiscal Court, the decision to move 
the county garage this month from Allen 
to Garth Hollow was billed as a simple, 
money-saving matter. Some observers, 
however, see the move as part of a ma­
jor reorganization of county govern­
ment. 

Without question, the(e is money to be 
savCxl OJ moving' the gar-age-now a 

county has helped us a lot in the past," 
explained Robert McAninch, head of the 
solid waste agency. "It's time we did 
something for the county." 

Nor is cheap rent the new site's only 
advantage. It also boasts a fence. 

and clock out when they finished for the 
day. 

Gasoline tanks will be installed at the 
new site, allowing the county not only to 
purchase gas in more economical quan­
tities but also to keep control over who 
gets to use it, Stumbo said. 

Centralizing the county roads opera­
tion will mean a more efficient use of 
equipment, a road maintenance plan 
better geared to the needs of the whole 
county, and substantial savings at a 
time when federal revenue-sharing 
funds are being choked off, Stumbo said.

That could prove a major asset for a 
plant traditionally so insecure that to 
store anything there was almost to ask 
for it t o be stolen. Visitors to the fiscal 
court have become accustomed to 
threading their way through a stockpile 
of truck and grader tires in a hallway of 
the courthouse annex, outside the judge­
executive's office. "Anything that is of 
any value, I don't let it go out of here, " 
explained Judge-Executive John M. 
Stumbo, who acknowledged that 
gasoline, oil, lumber, pipes and tools 
have for years regularly disappeared 
from the county garage. 

What he didn't need to add is that it 
could also plunge him into a fierce power 
struggle with the county 's four 
magistrates, who have become ac­
customed to running the road operation 
in their own districts. 

With two magistrates leaving office at 
the end of this month and another 
awaiting the result of his appeal of a 
felony conviction, the timing of the 
judge-executive's bid to regain control 
of the fiscal court is hardly coincidental. 
Nor does Stumbo make any secret of his 
belief that responsible county govern­
ment means restoring to the judge­
executive's office the control it had 
before it was dispersed among the 
magistrates-by most accounts, during 
the administration of Yvonne S. Jones, 
who served for 18 months as judge­
executive after the death of her father, 
the legendary Judge Henry Stumbo, in 
April, 1978. 

• tor of special projects in Murray State 
University's office of extended educa­
tion, the Kentucky Energy Conservation 
Consortium recently received a national 
award for its efforts to promote conser­
vation.

Few State Flags Come Free 
For War Memorial at Park 

A proposed flag plaza at Archer 
I -Park':t war memorial has run into a 

snag, but City Manager David Evans 
feels the flags will be in place by 
summer. 

• 

The idea for the flag display grew 
from a suggestion by a member of the 
park board that the city fly an American 
flag over the memorial. 

"Someone said how nice it would be 
to have a flag there," said Evans. "I 
suggested writing the governors of all 
the states to see if maybe they'd send 
their state flags. We thought they might 
consider the request because it was for 
a war memorial. The park board 
thought it was a good idea, and I mail­
ed out the letters." Evans said he sent 
out the inquiries November 13. 

So far, most of the responses have 
been cord1al, but few flags have been 
forthcoming. With ~evada. New Jersey, 
~ew Mex1co, W1sconsin, Indiana, Illi­
nOIS, Missouri, West Virginia, 
Washington, 'lexas. Georgia and North 
Carolina yet to reply, the city has receiv­
ed only six flags. plus a letter from Ten­
nessee that one was on the way. 

Those states that have sent flags in-

elude Arkansas, Florida, Louisiana, 
Virginia, Connecticut and Massachu­
setts. Conspicuous in its absence is a 
Kentucky state flag. 

Like most states that have responded, 
Kentucky pleaded a shortage of funds in 
refusing to honor the city's request. 

In answering Evans' query, Hank 
Lindsey, executive assistant to the state 
adjutant general, said Kentucky receiv­
ed about 50 requests each week for flags 
and, smce the state "is experiencing 
severe financial limitations ... a policy 
has been established that we can no 
longer provide flags at no cost." 

Lindsey said a state flag could be pu~­
chased from tht! Commonwealth for $36. 
Most states gave addresses of com­
panies or state agencies which sold 
flags, and E:vans said the city might go 
that route if flags couldn't be obtained 
any other way 

"We'll probably go ahead and buy the 
flags if we have to," he said, "but we'll 
try other ways first." He said the next 

. plan of attack might be letters to U.S. 
senators from the various states.

Citizen Protests Mark 
County Board Session 

" You can haul in a tractor-trailer load 
of pipe and in a month's time it will be 
gone and you'll never know where it's 
gone to," Stumbo said. 

Nor did the judge-executive deny per­
sistent reports that timesheets of coun­
ty road employees are little more than 
a joke, that sick leave is regularly abus­
ed, that some employees are not above 
fueling their own autos and stocking 
their own garages from county supplies, 
and that many knock off work long 
before quitting time. 

His months-long pounding on the 
Floyd Board of Education for removal 
of teachers' cars from the Martin grade 
school playground ended for Everett 
Akers in yet another stalemate at last 
Wednesday's board meeting. But Akers 
vowed, "I'll be back," and no one 
doubted it. 

"A year is long enough to give you peo­
ple. There's going to be action on this. 
I'm going to stir it up," said the Finance 
Hollow resident, who has long argued 
that the encroachment of vehicles on the 
playground, which followed the collap~e 
of a perimeter fence some years ago, IS 

an imposition on children at the school 
and a danger to them. 

Acting Superintendent Ray Brackett 
said he understood that Martin city of­
ficials were unable to provide the 25 to 
30 parking -spaces needed to accom­
modate the teachers' cars. But Akers 
claimed it is up to teachers to resolve 
their own parking problems and Rebec­
ca Abner, a Prater Creek woman who 
works in Martin, said there is "plenty of 
parking" on the area known locally as 
Back Street and on Main Street. 

"They might have to walk half a 
block," Mrs. Abner said of the teachers, 
"but it would be good exercise." 

Akers also joined Karen Marcum, of 
Prestonsburg, in a complaint about the 
$212,000 price paid for three classroom 
trailers at Garrett grade school, saying 
it was excessive. Brackett said the 
single bid offered on the mobile units 
was approved by the state Department 
of Education but Akers said that, if that 
was true, the state officials responsible 
"ought to be hung." 

When it rains. students and teachers 
at Betsy Layne grade school have to set 
out buckets and move desks around in 
an effort to cope with that school's leaky 
roof, said Dan Hall, representing a 
pal'ents' group there. A child was recent­
ly struck by a piece of ceiling panel that 
fell down as a result of rain damage. he 
said. 

Brackett said temporary repairs 
would be made on the roof but that 
money is not available for the major 
renovation that is needed. Similar roof 
replacements are also being held up for 

lack of funds at Clark, Osborne and 
Allen Central schools, he said. 

A "tight" working budget was 
presented by Brackett for the board's 
approval. The $18 million budget an­
ticipates a 4 percent increase in 
revenues-the result of a recent tax 
increase-but a 4.3 increase in 
expenditures. 

Officials in the U.S. Department of 
Education's disaster assistance office 
have been persuaded to expand to 
$130,000 a grant for resolving a sewage 
disposal problem at the McDowell 
school campus, Brackett told the board. 
The school was cited by EPA officials 
for dumping raw sewage into Left 
Beaver Creek after the May, 1984 flood 
knocked out its treatment plant but 
federal disaster officials originally ap-

All that is going to stop, however, if he 
has his way, Stumbo asserted last week. 
" I'm going to get a handle on it, " he 
said. Moving the county garage to Garth 
is clearly only one element in the judge­
executive's strategy for "getting a han­
dle" on the county roads operation. 

As Stumbo envisages the operation, 
the first thing to insure-after the 
garage is moved to a more central, more 
secure location-is that all county equip­
ment is stored there and stays there. 
Trucks, graders, bulldozers, pipe and 
power saws would be checked out each 
day as needed, under the instructions of 
the county road foreman, and checked 
in at the end of the day. 

Road workers, too, would be expected 
to clock in of a morning, accept 
assignments from the road foreman,

Stumbo's version of the proper rela­
tionship between the judge-executive 
and the magistrates is likely to find sup­
port this week in Owensboro, where in­
coming magistrates are scheduled to at­
tend a three-day workshop for county of­
ficials sponsored by the state Depart­
ment for Local Government. 

State officials have long sought to im­
press on county magistrates that, under 
state law, they are not road foremen but 
legislators. They have authority only 
when they meet in an official session of 
fiscal court, where they are responsible 
for . among other things , designing a 
countywide road maintenance plan. 
which is then carried out by the judge­
executive through the county road 
foreman. 

No one imagines the lesson has been 
heeded in counties like Floyd, where in­
dividual magistrates jealously guard 
their "own" p·eces of road equipment.

At mid-November, Kentucky farmers 
were receiVIng slightly higher prices for 
several commodities than they receiv­
ed in October, according to the Kentucky 
Crop and Livestock Reporting Service. 

"Though in many cases the increases 
in November were small, several com· 
modities are bringing much higher 
prices for farmers than they did at this 
time last year,·· said Agriculture Com­
missioner David E. Boswell. "We must 
be encouraged by this upward trend. ' ' 

The mid-November beef cattle price 
of $47.20 was up from the October 
average of $45.90 and up $3.20 from the 
November 1984 price of $44. 

Calves had a mid-November price of 
$58.30 compared with an average price 
of $56.10 for October. Both prices this 
year were up from the October 1984 
price of $51 and the November 1984 price 
of $49.70. 

Soybeans continued their upward 
move with a mid-month price of $5.08 
per bushel, compared to the October 
average of $5.03. Both prices this fall 
were considerably lower than the 
November 1984 average of $6.17.

The November Index of Prices receiv­
ed by U.S. Farmers for All Farm Pro­
ducts increased three points (2.4 per­
cent) from October to 126 percent of its 
January-December 1977 average.

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process. I have every confidence he 
will approach the task in an open and 
professional way." Royse said. 

Floyd County Education Forum 
Coordinator Jean Rosenberg 
acknowledged that Faber had agreed 
to attend a Dec. 12 board meeting of the 
citizens' group. which was moved to a 
larger site in view of the turnout now 
anticipated. The meeting will begin at 
7 p.m. in the Betsy Layne High School 
library. But . while the meeting may 
provide a " first step" in the process of 
citizen participation in the choice of a 
superintendent. it fa lis considerably 
short of the kind of role FCEF had 
hoped the public might play. she said. 

"We wanted people involved in a way 
that made them feel responsible for the 
process. in a way that made them feel 
that they had to follow up, that they 
were accountable. That's why we in­
vited people from groups with a stake 
in education ." Mrs. Rosenberg said. 
"It's a lot different from showing up 
one night for a meeting. saying your 
piece. and then going home.'' 

For a time. the chances seemed high 
on Wednesday night that citizens would 
be given a role in choosing a 
superintendent. Board Chairman Dr. 
J .D. Adams noted that the state had re­
quired it. Dr. Faber said he could work 
with a citizens' group. and Mrs. 
Rosenberg spelled out details of her 
organization's plan for public input. 

That plan called for the creation of a 
committee comprised of represen­
tatives of seven Floyd groups-the 
Floyd County Education Association c a 
teachers' organization)_ school prin­
cipals and supervisors. students. Pres­
tonsburg Community College. the 
Chamber of Commerce. the Floyd 
County Education Council c a citizens' 
group that was instrumental in forcing 
former Superintendent E.P. Grigsby. 
Jr. out of office last Augustl. and the 
Floyd County Education Forum C a 
distinct group that originated in last 
year's much-publicized "town forum 
on education" at Allen Central High 
School>- to help draft criteria for 
choosing a school head and to help seek 
out qualified applicants. 

Faber said the inclusion of citizens 
would probably extend the selection 
process by a month, delaying until 
February 22 the date on which he could 
be expected to submit to the board the 
names of five candidates he considered 
best qualified for the post. "I think it 
would be a good move on your part to 
involve the community." he told the 
board. 

Board Chairman Adams said the 
month 's extension would be "no pro­
blem. " The board could make its 
choice at its March 5 meeting, he said. 
But Campbell would brook no delay 
and he soon found support in the au­
dience of around 80 persons. 

Burl Scott. who last rose at the 
September 4 meeting to scold board 
members for abandoning Grigsby in 
the face of state and media pressure. 
was on his feet again. this time char~­
ing that the proposed citizen commit­
tee was "weighted toward Prestons­
burg. " Scott. a coal company official. 
lives in the Left Beaver Creek com­
munity of Hite. His remarks drew ap­
plause from many in the audience. 

Mrs. Rosenberg. who lives in the 
Clark Addition on Middle Creek. 
denied Scott 's charge. arguing that her 
organization and most of the others in­
tended · for inclusion on the search 
panel are widely representative of the 
county. But board member James A. 
Duff. citing a "difference of opinion" 
among citizens. seconded Campbell's 
motion to exclude them from the selec­
tion process. The two were _joined by 
Division 5 board member Fred 
Newsome for a majority . Adams and 
Dr. Mary Hall voting no. 

Allen businesswoman Dolores Smith 
characterized as " ridiculous" the 
charge that the proposed 0itizens' com­
mittee was unrepresentative. "But 
they were looking for a reason Cto ex­
clude the public). and I guess that gave 
them a reason." she said. 

Asked about the possibility of state 
intervention. Mrs. Smith replied. " T 
don't relish going to the state every 
time we have a problem. I don't like 
people across the state to think we 
can 't handle our own problems." 

In any event. while state officials 
" can direct that certain things be done. 
they can't live here with us and make 
them happen." Mrs. Smith said "Until 
this community itself decides it wants 
to play a major role in the educahonal 
process. I don't think it's going to hap­
pen. with or without the state. The peo­
ple who live in this community are go­
ing to have to do it for themselves."

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"We've got the facilities to fingerprint 
and identify these children now, but 
we're pretty much doing it sporadical­
ly as parents bring them in." 

The ' traffic section will include Sgt. 
Gerald Clark and Patrolman Jeff Stum­
bo. "They'll be better trained in accident 
investigation," said Fletcher. "We'll be 
able to provide better traffic 
enforcement.'' 

The police chief said Clark and Stum­
bo would monitor traffic flow ow:ith 
radar, paying special attention to school 
zones and housing projec(s. A strong 
emphasis will be placed on getting drunk 
drivers off the road. 

" One of the reasons I see a need for 
a more specialized traffic section is the 
increase in DUI arrests," he said. "In 
comparison with last year, we had 13 
DUI arrests for October of 1984. This 
past October, we had 21. In November 
of '84 we had 11 DUI's; this November 
there were 25." Fletcher said he felt the 
increase in DUI arrests was due more 
to an increase of drunk drivers than 
more efficient police work. "We've not 
been doing anything different to catch 
these people," he said. "I just feel we 
need to make a more concentrated ef­
fort now." 

The most heavily staffed section of 
the force, however, will remain the 
patrol unit. Seven men strong, Captains 
Bill Potter , William R. Campbell, 
Woodrow Lafferty and Darrel Conley, 
along with Sgt . Greg Hall and 
Patrolmen Jim Mullins and Chuck 
Akers, will deal mainly in security of 
homes and businesses, handling com­
plaint calls and regular foot and vehicle 
patrol. 

"The patrol unit will still be the heart 
of the agency," said Fletcher. 

The forthcoming changes will fulfill 
one of Fletcher's long range plans for 
the department. "This is something I've 
been wanting to do for a long time," he 
said. "When I took over in July of 1984, 
I wanted some day to have specific 
units. But, due to lack of manpower, we 
haven't been able to do it till now. 

He' stressed the new organization was 
designed to make life safer and easier 
here, not to be more intrusive. 

"We don't want Prestonsburg to 
become a speed trap, by any means," 
he said. "We just want the city to be a 
safe place to shop or do whatever. I think 
the community will be pleased." 
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proved a grant of only $9800, which 
school officials here insisted was inade­
quate to resolve the problem. 

Floyd students, who were scheduled 
to return to school on December 30 and 
31 after their week-long Christmas 
break, will return, instead, on January 
2 and two days' classes will be added at 
the end of the school calendar. The deci­
sion was in response to a request by the 
Floyd teachers ' association, which 
predicted high absenteeism on the part 
of both teachers and students if the 
Christmas vacation was cut short. 

The next regularly scheduled meeting 
of the Floyd Board of Education will be 
-held on January 8 to avoid the New 
Year's Day holiday. The first three 
regular meetings of the new year will be 
held at Prestonsburg High School, it was 
announced.

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The fuel bills took a reassuring turn 
downward. 

While response to the program has 
been good among homeowners and 
builders, those in charge of maintaining 
public buildings here have shown little 
interest in it, Ratcliff and McAninch 
said. A case in point, they said, was a 
planned November 12 seminar to which 
maintenance managers in the county's 
schools, government buildings and com­
munity centers were invited. Response 
was so dismal, the seminar was 
cancelled. 

Acting Schools Superintendent Ray 
Brackett said he needed no persuading 
that money could be saved by retrofit­
ting and weatherizing the county's ag­
ing school buildings. But the school 
district does not have the funds to do the 
job, he said. "Even if you end up saving 
money in the long run, you have to make 
the initial outlay, and we don't have the 
money,'' he said. 

Ratcliff said, however, that it takes lit­
tle money to start saving energy costs 
in public buildings. "A caulking gun 
doesn't cost much," he said, "and it 
doesn't cost anything to make students 
aware of broken windows, fountains left 
running, or lights left on." 

As it happens, the school district's 
energy bills may be on a downward 
trend, even without special energy­
saving efforts. Natural gas, which cost 
the schools $314,000 in 1983-'84, cost 
$262,000 last year, and $260,000 has been 
set aside for gas bills this year. Elec­
tricity, which cost $423,390 two years ago 
and peaked at $449,868last year, is ex­
pected to cost around $430,000 this year. 
Some $30,000 has been budgetted this 
year for coal purchases, which cost 
$32,000 last year, $24,000 in 1983-'84. 

County officials, on the other hand, are 
anticipating a continuing rise in the cost 
of utilities. Electricity and gas bills paid 
by the fiscal court (and reimbursed in 
large measure by the state, whose of­
ficers occupy much of the main court­
house building) amounted to $55,645last 
year and this year's budget anticipates 
bills of around $65,000. 

Neither county Finance Officer 
Delores Dingus nor Prestonsburg City 
Manager David Evans recalled receiv­
ing notices about PCC's November 12 
seminar. Prestonsburg's city hall is so 
recently constructed it enjoys a high 
degree of energy efficiency, Evans said, 
although he conceded that city-owned 
buildings at Archer Park could probably 
use some energy conservation mea­
sures. 

Larry Moore, the Murray State 
educator who founded and still directs 
the Kentucky Energy Conservation Con­
sortium, theorized in a telephone inter­
view last week that public officials, like 
the public generally, "have become 
complacent" since the passing of the 
energy crisis. For long-term energy 
education, he would like to see an energy 
curriculum in the schools, with conser­
vation principles reflected in the 
teaching of a broad range of subjects, he 
said. 

"If we can teach conservation 
awareness early in life, they'll carry it 
into adulthood,'' he said.

There's 'Nothing Hifalutin' 
About Norman Rockwell

Should you ever want to paint a 
chicken. here's some advice from Nor· 
man Rockwell for posing your model: 
"You pick up the chicken and rock him 
back and forth a few times. When you 
set him down. he will stand just as 
you've placed him for four or five 
minutes. Of course. you have to run 
behind the easel pretty quickly to do 
much painting before the chicken 
moves .. .It's very strenuous painting a 
chicken.'' 

Rockwell had "a passion for detail." 
the youngest of his three sons. Peter. a 
sculptor. has noted. For one Saturday 
Evening Post cover painting of a young 
lady after a fight at school. Rockwell 
advertised that he would pay five 
dollars for a genuine black eye. His 
plea went out over the wire. and he 
received hundreds of responses from 
football teams and prisons. 

The artist created a picture in his 
mind before he ever lifted brush to can­
vas. Rockwell. who died in 1978. always 
felt his hardest task was thinking up an 
idea universal enough to tell a story 
that would be understood and ap· 
preciated by many readers 

Once Rockwell had his idea. he 
became casting director. set and 
costume designer. prop man. actor and 
producer. He would set models. 
scenery and props in place and act out 
the parts. His son Jarvis. also an artist. 
recalled that his father "might bring a 
horse into the studio .. It was like the 
circus had come to town.'' 

schoolteacher. "Norman said I 
reminded him of his favorite teacher." 
Braman recalls. A "kind and gentle" 
Rockwell adjusted the collars, braids 
and hair ribbons of the children who 
were posing as her students. "And then 
he went to work on me. He didn't think 
my shoes were right. so he asked me to 
trade shoes with his wife. And there I 
stood. propped up against the 
blackboard in shoes three inches too 
long." 

Dr. Donald Campbell. the 
Stockbridge town doctor. posed in his 
own office as a physician about to give 
an apprehensive youngster a shot. 
Campbell chuckles when asked why he 
was chosen as a cover subject. "Nor­
man's choices were somewhat limited 
in a small town. and he preferred to do 
business locally. There was nothing 
highfalutin' about Norman." 

Rockwell was not. however. perfect. 
Once he painstakingly posed a 
neighbor's cow and painted its pro­
minently displayed rear end for a 
calendar. "Turned out to be my worst 
failure." Rockwell sighed. "What you 
want in a calendar is quiet sentiment... 
something that will last an entire 
year ... to fill a calendar with a cow's 
hind end is sheer folly." 

KET, State Join 
To Help Jobless 

The Department for Employment Ser­
vices and Kentucky Educational Televi­
sion are joining hands next month in an 
effort to help unemployed Kentuckians 
find jobs. 

They will co-sponsor ·'How To Find A 
Job," which will air Jan. 11 from 9 a.m. 
until 4 p.m. <ESTl. 

Louisville radio personality Milton 
Metz will host the day-long program, 
and viewers will have a chance to phone 
in questions. 

"This isn't going to be a job-a-thon," 
said Employment Services Commis­
sioner James Daniels. "During the pro­
gram we will offer tips on how to fill out 
a job application, how to prepare a good 
resume, what a person should say and 
do during a job interview and how a 
jobseeker can do a self-evaluation. 

"Job applicants need to think about 
the things they like to do, the hours they 
want to work, whether they will work 
overtime, whether they prefer working 
indoors or outdoors, and have these 
things in mind before they start looking 
for work," Daniels said. · 

"In one segment of the program we 
will explain the services the depart­
ment's local offices provide job ap­
plicants," he said. "We do an assess­
ment of an applicant's skills and in­
terests and develop a guide for his or her 
job search before we refer the person for 
a job interview. We also will discuss 
registering for unemployment insurance 
benefits." 

The program also will provide infor­
mation about programs for dislocated 
workers, on-the-job training programs 
and educational opportunities that are 
available. 

Taped presentations will be shown on 
each subject. In addition, department 
staff and people who operate Job Train­
ing Partnership Act programs through­
out the state will be in the studio to pro­
vide additional information and answer 
questions that are phoned in. 

Unemployed Kentuckians are not the 
only ones who can benefit from the 
show, Daniels said. ''Any worker can 
profit from the information on prepar­
ing a good solid resume and what to do 
during a job interview," he said. "And 
employers can learn more about pro­
grams operated by the department, 
such as on-the-job and other training 
programs, which may be beneficial to 
them."

The cast of characters was the most 
important aspect for this "people 
painter." Mostly. his models were his 
family. friends and neighbors-and oc­
casionally himself. "We kids took pos­
ing more or less for granted," Tom 
Rockwell. an author of children's 
books. remembers. "Mter all. most of 
our friends were father's models. too." 
., "In spite of occasional vagaries. I 
couldn't ask for better models than my 
neighbors.'' Rockwell said of his model 
citizens in Arlington. Vt.. and 
Stockbridge. Mass. But he wouldn't 
have dreamed of asking any woman in 
Stockbridge to pose for his mermaid 
cover.

When Rockwell. in 1916. began paint­
ing covers for the Post. he haunted 
playgrounds for kids and chased dogs 
through backyards to get these ever­
popular cover subjects down on can­
vas. He bribed kids with piles of coins 
that kept growing as long as the models 
were stationary. In a mutt named 
Lambert. he found a faithful 
model-until a cat came along. 

Problems with restless and 
peripatetic models were alleviated. 
when. in the late 1930s. Rockwell began 
using photography. The artist gathered 
his production together. and a profes­
sional photographer took hundreds of 
pictures. providing a bank of visual in­
formation for the final painting. which 
became much more detailed. 

Rockwell turned for his models to 
bank presidents. clerks. farmers. um­
pires. society matrons. sheriffs-and 
always children and animals. 
Sometimes they would pose in their 
real-life roles. Often. like the local 
mailman. who was transformed into a 
big city political boss. they acted. 

For a 1956 Post cover. Anne Braman. 
the flower arranger for Stockbridge's 
Red Lion Inn. posed as a

Jobless rates rose in 85 Kentucky 
counties between September and Oc­
tober, according to figures released to­
day by the Cabinet for Human 
Resources . In 27 counties the rates 
were lower in October and in eight the 
rates were the same as in September. 

Seventy-one counties reported 
unemployment rates of 10.0 percent or 
higher in October. compared to 65 in 
September and 47 in October 1984. 

Compared to October 1984, 86 coun­
ties reported higher rates. 33 had lower 
rates and in one county the rate was 
the same. 

Higher jobless figures on the local 
level mirrored the rise in the statewide 
unemployment rate. which rose from a 
revised 8.9 percent in September to a 
preliminary 9.2 percent in October. Na­
tionally the rate decreased from 6.9 
percent in September to 6.8 percent in 
October. The comparable state and na­
tional rates are not seasonally ad­
justed. 

"The state's unemployment rate in­
creased as more people entered the 
labor force in October but were unable 
to find jobs." said state labor market 
analyst Ed Blackwell. "Job increases 
reported in trade; education; 
agriculture ; transportation. com­
munications and utilities; construc­
tion; and finance, insurance and real 
estate were offset by losses in 
manufacturing, services and 
bituminous coal mining," he said. 

Three counties reported rates below 
5.0 percent. Woodford County's 3.2 per­
cent rate was the lowest. followed by 
Fayette's 4.6 percent and Oldham's 4.9 
percent.

Two counties reported rates above 
20.0 percent. Menifee's 25.5 percent 
was the highest. followed by Carter's 
20.6 percent. 

An estimated 1,566, 700 Kentuckians 
were working in October. down 2,200 
from the 1,568,900 recorded in 
September and 33,100 below the Oc­
tober 1984 report of 1 ,599,800. 

An estimated 159,600 Kentuckians 
were jobless in October. up 6,400 from 
September, when 153,200 were out of 
work, and 11,200 higher than in October 
1984, when 148,400 were unemployed. 

Annual changes in the number of 
Kentuckians employed and those out of 
work reflect the number who have 
dropped out of the labor force. 

The state's civilian labor force .total­
ed 1,726,300 in October. compared to 
1,722.100. in September and 1,748,200 in 
October 1984. The civilian labor force 
includes non-military people who are 
working and unemployed people who 
actively are seeking work. It does not 
include anyone who is out of work but 
not looking for a job. 

In the Big Sandy district the jobless 
rate inched downward from a revised 
11 .3 percent in September to a 
preliminary 11.2 percent in October. 
Martin county's 5. 5 percent rate was 
the district's lowest and only single­
digit rate, while Floyd county's 13.3 
percent was the district's highest. 

The monthly sample of claimants of 
unemployment insurance benefits 
showed 51.6 percent had worked in 
mining, 13.5 percent in trade. 8.9 per­
cent in services and 8.5 percent in con­
struction. 

In the Kentucky River district 
unemployment rose from a revised 
rate of 14.2 percent in September to a 
preliminary rate of 14.4 percent in Oc· 
tober. Breathitt county's 9.4 percent 
was the district's lowest and only 
single-digit rate, while Letcher 
county's 19.8 percent was the district's 
highest. 

The monthly sample of claimants of 
unemployment insurance benefits 
showed 41.6 percent had worked in 
mining, 18.3 percent in serv-ices, 12.2 
percent in manufacturing and 19.6 per­
cent in trade.

The program looks at the current 
status of women all over the world to 
evaluate what has changed, or not 
changed, in the last ten years. While it 
is clear that women living in indus­
trialized nations have had a different ex­
perience from their counterparts in the 
third world, 1t is also obvious that some 
of the gains are part of a worldwide 
trend. The proportion of illiterate 
women in the world has dropped, and 
women are making gains in the work­
place. 

Despite these gains, there are areas 
of little or no progress. For example, 
women around the world have little or 
no voice in government. This has also 
been a decade of numerous worldwide 
crises-famine, economic recession, 
wars-and many of these factors have 
slowed the rate of improving conditions 
for women. 

"The Women's Decade: Beyond 
Beginnings," also includes a British 
documentary, " The Impossible 
Decade,'' which examines the decade as 
a whole. 

The program ends with a segment on 
the 1985 United Nations Conference of 
Women. The Nairobi Conference was 
the largest international gathering of 
women in this century.

In what the National Aeronautics and 
Space Administration <NASAl is calling 
"The Ultimate Field Trip," McAuliffe 
will transmit experiments into the na­
tion's classrooms via the Public Broad­
casting Service. 

"We're pleased that NASA is making 
the flight a live learning experience for 
the nation's students. I'm urging each 
teacher to take advantage of this unique 
learning opportunity and to plan ahead 
to use the lessons from space," says 
Mary Hatwood Futrell, president of the 
National Education Association. 

McAuliffe, notes NASA, will conduct 
experiments for students in the follow­
ing areas: 

• Earth's Magnetism. To understand 
the role of magnetic lines of force in 
space and to photograph and observe 
lines of magnetic force in three dimen-

Record-Keeping Rules 
For Business Auto Use 

The Internal Revenue Service has 
issued temporary and proposed regula­
tions on recordkeeping requirements for 
the business use of automobiles and cer­
tain other property. 

The regulations result from Public 
Law 99-44, in which Congress repealed 
the requirement for contemporaneous 
recordkeeping imposed by the Tax 
Reform Act of 1984. Public Law 99-44 re­
quires that for tax years beginning after 
1985 taxpayers must prove the business 
use of cars and certain other property 
with "adequate records or by sufficient 
evidence corroborating the taxpayer's 
own statement." The regulations are 
derived from the legislative history of 
P.L. 99-44 and will provide guidance to 
taxpayers on the application of this 
recordkeeping requirement. 

The new regulations clarify that con­
temporaneous logs are not required and 
include several special rules to minimize 
the burden of recordkeeping. These in­
clude a sampling technique that can be 
used instead of continuous recordkeep­
ing and a safe harbor for farmers. The 
regulations also identify a number of 
"qualified nonpersonal use vehicles"­
such as tractors and vehicles over 14,000 
pounds- that are exempt from the new 
recordkeeping rules. The use of these 
special vehicles will not result in income 
when provided to an employee. 

IRS also announced today that it will 
soon issue regulations on the tax treat­
ment of fringe benefits . The regulation 
will permit use of the standard mileage 
allowance to value the personal use of 
an employer-provided vehicle regular­
ly used in the employer's business, pro­
vided that the vehicle has a fair market 
value of $12,800 or less. This rule will 
apply as of January I, 1985.

It was a home~cooked Christmas din 

ner with all the trimmings-turkey. 
gravy and cranberry sauce. The 
travelers. far from home and family. 
welcomed the unexpected feast. 

The scene is often repeated around 
the holiday season. but this turkey din~ 
ner was not in any way typical. served 
as it was to the Apollo 8 crew circling 
the moon some 230.000 miles from 
Earth. 

The Apollo 8Christmas dinner in 1968 
was a breakthrough m the US. space 
program. for it marked the first time 
that solid foods were scheduled to be 
eaten in space. "In the early days of 
the space program. eveything was 
packed in toothpaste tubes." says 
Derek Elliott. assistant curator at the 
Smithsonian's National Air and Space 
Museum in Washington. D.C .. and the 
curator of a new exhibit on space food. 
"That's the image most people still 
have. Today. however. space food 
resembles earthly fare. Many items. 
such as granola bars. nuts and candy. 
are bought right off the shelf." 

Space Age food was not always so 
heavenly . In the 1950s. researchers ex~ 
perimented with ways to provide 
nutritious food on board space flights 
without adding unnecessary bulk and 
weight. Some strange ideas were pro~ 
posed. 

"Space men may get slug and snail 
diet. " read a New York Times headline 
on Nov. 29. 1958. "Chickens. rabbits to 
ride spaceship." proclaimed a 1959 
headline to a Christian Science Monitor 
article suggesting that the creatures 
could provide fresh meat on a long 
space voyage. 

That these unappetizing predictions 
did not come true is due in part to 
scientific ingenuity. Of course. when 
man first ventured into space in 1961. 
scientists did not have to worry about 
meals because the flights were so 
short. The astronaut would eat a hear~ 

ty pre-launch breakfast and an equally 
hearty meal on the recovery ship after 
the splashdown. As the flights grew 
longer. there were new dietary con~ 

cerns to face. 
On Earth. a person consumes about 7 

pounds of food per day. For a typical 
12~day mission. this would mean 98 
pounds of food per person. a lot of ex~ 
cess baggage. l'n addition. space food 
had to be both nutritious and stable 
enough to avoid spoilage during long 
voyages. For psychological reasons. it 
had to resemble the color. flavor. taste 
and texture of freshly prepared food. 
making meal time in space a 
pleasureable act reminiscent of meals 
on Earth. The food also had to be con~ 
venient to eat in a weightless environ~ 
ment. and that turned out to be a dif~ 
ficult requirement. 

Food does funny thmgs in zero gravi~ 

ty. A slowly lifted glass of water was 
apt to splash onto an unsuspecting 
face . A forkful of peas raised to the 
mouth would continue right on moving. 
But the result is no laughing matter. In 
a spacecraft's enclosed environment, 
bits of food. crumbs. even water 
droplets could short out electrical cir~ 
cuits. clog oxygen lines and saturate an 
astronaut's clothing. 

Scientists went to work. The guinea 
pig was Friendship 7 astronaut John 
Glenn. who on Feb. 20. 1962. became 
the first American to orbit the Earth 
and to "dine" in space. During his five~ 
hour flight. he pulled an object 
resembling a toothpaste tube from a 
storage compartment. placed it in his 
mouth and squeezed out pureed ap~ 
plesauce. 

"Before Glenn's flight. no one really 
knew how well an astronaut could 
chew. swallow and digest in space." 
the Smithsonian's Elliott says. "Glenn 
proved that the body could negate the 
efforts of weightlessness. His muscles 
took over and forced the food through 
the digestive tract." 

In the beginning. space food was bas~ 
ed. with little or no modification. on 
methods used by the Air Force for

Two approaches were pursued· 
freeze-dried food 1 made b~· a process 
in which moisture is removed without 
appreciably changing thP shap€'. eolor 
or texturel and bite-sized eubt-s of 
sandwich sections. brownies. cin 
namon toast and the hke. coated with 
an edible gelatin to control crumbling. 

During Project Gemini in thP 
mid~1960s. the meals were vacuum­
packed in plastic containers: the 
astronauts chose each iiPm But the 
astronauts were not impressed The 
appearance of most items was not ver~· 
appetizing. Only lukewarm water 
could be added to rehydrate mt>ats and 
stews. and the result was often a thick. 
tepid soup. 

Determined To get a decent meal. 
some astronauts tooks thmgs mto thetr 
own hands . ' 'On Gemim 3 in 1965." 
Elliott says. ''John Young surprised 
fellow astronaut Virgil Grissom with a 
corned beef on rye sandwich that 
Young purchased at a Cocoa Beach. 
Fla .. deli and smuggled aboard. 
Grissom never finished his sandwich . 
though. because it started to crumble." 
This was the first time- although unof­
ficial-that solid food was consumed in 
space. 

During the Apollo program. a more 

sophisticated systPm made hot and 
cold water available for the prepara~ 
t ion of food The astronauts. using a 
water "gun." added liquid to food en~ 
ca.sed in a plastic pouch, kneading it 
with their fingers to bring it to the ap 
propriate consistency Sandwich 
spreads were also introduced tuna 
and ham sandwiches became popular 
meal items But most food was still 
dished up in pouches and squeezed 
directly into the mouth . 

Skylab 1 197:n improved celestial 
cutsine further The spacecraft had a 
refrigerator and freezer. and ice 
cream soon became a favorite food. The 
orbiting space station had a full galley 
in which the astronauts could cook and 
eat -and use forks and spoons. 

Eating in space took on an interna~ 
tional flavor in 1975 when American 
astronaut-; sampled Soviel treats dur­
ing the Apollo~Soyuz Test Project. 
Astronauts dined on such Russian 
delicacies as caviar. riga bread and 
borscht in the now-familiar tubes. 

The space shuttle ushered in a new 
era of space food . "On the shuttle. we 
use commercially available foods as 
much as possible." says Rita Rapp. 
shuttle food systems manager who 
joined the National Aeronautics and 
Space Administration in 1961 and work~ 
ed on meals for the Apollo program . 
"One advantage is that the manufac~ 
turer does the consumer research. so it 
is less costly for NASA. In addition. a 
company can produce food in volume 
and still maintain high quality ."

Of all the vital education issues ex­
pected to be debated by the 1986 legis­
lature, one stands alone in clarity and 
importance: the need for a professional, 
appointed state superintendent of public 
instruction. 

The need has never been so acute for 
top flight leadership, continuity. and 
good planning in Kentucky education. 

''Yet under the current system, our state 
'!'uperintendent becomes our chief 
('ducator by being a good politician. 
\lost of the superintendent's four years 

. in office are spent learning the ropes of 
this complex job, and the remainder is 
often spent running for some other elec­

' li\'e office. 
The Prichard Committee for Aca­

demic Excellence, a state-wide citizens 
·group dedicated to education reform, 
. pelieves there is a better way. In many 
:l'tates. the state Board of Educa· 
t ion-appointed by the governor 

• -carefully selects the best professional 
possible for the job. We believe the Ken­
tucky constitution should be amended to 
~elect the superintendent in this way. We 

· do this now in Kentucky when we select 
: university presidents; university boards 
of trustees search for the best individual 
available to do what needs to be done. 
And Kentucky school districts do this 
when they select local school superinten­
dents; "search committees" look long 
and hard for just the right person. 

lt all sounds quite logical. But there 
has been strong resistance to the con­
cept of an appointed, professional state 
superintendent, and sometimes the 
argument has revolved around public 
control of our schools. Supporters of that 
argument say that electing the superin­
tendent gives the public needed control, 

that public schools are public property 
and the voice of the public must be 
heard. 

Actually, the public has little control 
now; a superintendent cannot be remov­
ed for four years except for the most dire 
reasons, even if that person is doing a 
poor job. On the other hand, a superin­
tendent hired by a board of education 
could be removed just like any other 
employee. 

And it seems to us that the most im­
portant public voice in education must 
be at the local level, through the election 
of local school boards. That we elect 
hundreds of these local school board 
members is true public control, at the 
level where it's most critical. 

But even though the Prichard Com­
mittee has a clear position on this issue, 
we believe even more strongly that there 
needs to be widespread public dialogue 
on this critical question. We hope to pro­
vide the opportunities for just such 
discussions, discussions that will include 
school officials, teachers, the media, and 
every concerned parent and citizen. 

During the next few weeks we will 
identify individuals in communities 
across Kentucky to organize these con­
versations, provide discussion 
materials, and help bring the issue 
before the public. 

We're confident that thoughtful reflec­
tion will underscore the need for a pro­
fessional educator in the job of superin­
tendent of public instruction, an 
educator who can be in the job long 
enough to plan and implement an effec­
tive system of public schools. We're con­
fident of the logic in our view that educa­
tion is too important to be decided by 
partisan politics every four years, too 
important for rapid turnover in officials 
and staff, and too important to be sad-

The current nuclear threat, it says, 
calls into question both of the positions 
traditionally taken by Christians on the 
issue of war-the "just war" theory on 
the one hand and, on the other, com­
mitments to pacifism and unilateral 
disarmament. 

The letter calls for actions ranging 
from Bible study, prayer and fasting to 
keeping informed about weapons 
systems and communicating with 
legislators. 

Christians must say "no" to nuclear 
war but "at the same time protect the 
values of justice, freedom and in­
dependence," it says.

33 Floyd Adults Join 
Study-At-Home Project 

Since October, KET's new GED 
Study-at-Home project has enrolled 
students from 93 percent of Kentucky's 
120 counties. Currently, only seven per­
cent of Kentucky's counties have no 
students enrolled in the program. 

More than 6,200 adults have inquired 
and have been pre-screened in a tele­
phone interview since enrollment began 
in September. From these inquiries, 
KET has already enrolled 1,157 adults 
for the October start date, and for the 
January 7 start date, 224 adults current­
ly are enrolled. A third start date will 
begin in April. Students may register by 
calling 1-800-KET+GED. 

KET's GED Study-at-Home project 
was developed to provide an alternative 
means for adults who have been unable 
to obtain their high school diploma 
through traditional adult education ser­
vices. This allows students the chance 
to prepare at home for the General 
Educational Development <GEDl test 
by receiving instruction on television. 

Floyd county has 33 students currently 
enrolled in the program.

Men Turning 26 
Must Register Soon 

The Selective Service System 
reaches an important milestone in the 
registration of young men on January 
1. 1986. 

HOLIDAY 
CHRISTMAS PAGEANT 

Beginning on this date. men who 
were required in 1980 to register with 
Selective Service will be turning 26. 
Selective Service does not have the 
authority to accept registrations of 
men after they turn 26. Men who failed 
to register will have permanently 
forfeited their right to certain Federal 
student aid and Job training benefits as 
well as Federal employment. Addi­
tionally. registration with Selective 
Service is a requirement in some states 
for various employment opportunities. 
such as law enforcement agencies and 
permission to practice law.

Many of the men who are 
nonregistrants may be unaware of the 
requirement or do not understand the 
importance of the obligation to 
register. Some have served in the 
military but failed to register either 
before entering the Armed Forces or 
after leaving active duty. Others may 
have been incarcerated at the time of 
their 18th birthday and not realized 
they were required to register if releas­
ed from custody prior to age 26. 

Men age 18 to 25 who have not yet 
registered should register promptly to 
avoid prosecution and/or loss of 
benefits. Registration takes only five 
minutes at any post office. Failure to 
register is a felony, punishable by a 
fine of up to $250.000 and/or up to 5 
years imprisonment.

Census Bureau Seeks 
Data On Labor Force 

The Census Bureau are visiting area 
residents (December 9-14) to collect 
data on employment and farmworkers, 
according to Joseph Harris, director of 
the Census Bureau's Charlotte regional 
office. 

The employment data will contribute 
to the national labor force picture to be 
released January 8 by the Bureau of 
Labor Statistics. The latest workforce 
data, for October, show an overall 
unemployment rate of 7.0 and a civilian 
unemployment rate of 7.1 percent-the 
same as in September. 

The data on farm operators, hired 
farmworkers, and unpaid farm workers, 
which are gathered periodically, will 
contribute to a comprehensive picture 
of the agricultural labor force.

Ask Major Revisions 
In State Medicaid 

Meeting its deadline, the Special 
Medicaid Program Review Advisory 
Committee today approved its final 
report and forwarded the document to 
Cabinet for Human Resources Secretary 
AI Austin. 

The committee, created by Gov. Mar· 
tha Layne Collins Aug. 1, recommend­
ed major revisions in the structure of 
Kentucky's Medical Assistance pro­
gram as well as expansion of services 
to additional recipient groups. The 
58-page report will be used by the 
cabinet, the Collins administration and 
the legislature in preparation for the 
1986 General Assembly session. 

Committee chairman Brereton Jones 
of Midway said, "This committee has 
performed an invaluable service to the 
Commonwealth. We have come up with 
fundamental recommendations forma­
jor changes in the Medicaid program.'' 

Key segments of the report call for in­
tensified efforts to eliminate fraud and 
abuse in the Medicaid program, 
broadening of the cabinet's Ken-PAC 
program of individual health care case 
management to include all Medicaid 
providers in a system based on efficient 
use of least expensive care and shared 
financial risk, an increase in fees paid 
to physicians and dentists, more atten­
tion to preventive health care, and ex­
pansion of Medicaid eligibility to cover 
more older children and mothers and 
young children under the Aid to Fami­
lies with Dependent Children (AFDC) 
program. 

Jones said, "Nowhere do we suggest 
this report must be accepted as a total 
package. Time will only tell if we have 
enough money for the expansions. But 
the responsibility for funding the 
Medicaid program lies with the legis­
lature." 

Human Resources Secretary Austin 
praised the 36-member committee for its 
comprehensive study of the health care 
issues facing recipients and providers. 

"The committee members have met 
the challenge of an enormous task with 
a series of long-range findings aimed at 
improving the quality of life for 
thousands of Kentuckians," said Austin. 
"They have given this administration 
and the 1986 General Assembly an edge 
on the legwork necessary to develop a 
Medicaid program for the rest of this 
decade and beyond." 

Austin said the cabinet would im­
mediately begin studying the recom­
mendations and making copies of the 
report available to other state agencies 
and to the legislature. 

He said, "For the past four months'the 
committee and its staff have been 
pushing hard to place a well-researched 
document into our hands and the hands 
of the legislators. Now we must examine 
their work and prepare this agency's 
Medicaid program plan for the upcom­
ing biennium."

Bobcats Topple Rebels 
In Preseason Tourney

Late autumn is a time \\hen many 

anglers turn their attention to \1 all eye 
There's a bonanza in store for those 
anglers hardy enough to brave the 
cold-walleye stacked up on rip-rap 
gravel flats or points in 15 to 25 feet of 
water, willing and eager to attack slab 
spoons, crankbaits, jigs, or 
nightcrav.:ler/spmner combmatlons 

Although Lake Cumberland now pro· 
duces walleye up to 14 pounds and is con­
sidered by many anglers to be the state's 
best impoundment for those deep water 
beauties, four other major lakes are now 
being stocked and have the potential to 
support good walleye fisheries. 

Water quality studies show that most 
of the Jakes m Kentucky don't have 
enough coldwater habitat to support 
walleye during the critical summer 
months. "I have no doubt that walleye 
could live in almost any lake in Ken­
tucky, but our goal is to establish quali­
ty fisheries capable of maintaining high 
population density levels. We're concen­
trating our efforts on the lakes which 
have the best cool water habitat so the 
fish will have good survival and max 
imum growth potential. "explained Ben­
jamin T. Kinman, manager of the 
Predator Fish Evaluation Study for the 
Kentucky Department of Fish & Wildlife 
Resources. 

Kinman said that this past May three 
major impoundments were stocked with 
one to two-inch walleye fingerlings . 
Paintsville Lake received 60,075 fish; 
Lake Cumberland, 355,570; and Laurel 
River Lake, 482,685. Carr Fork Lake was 
stocked with walleye in 1984, and is 
scheduled to be stocked again in 1986. 
"The stocking rate was 50 walleye per 
acre, or approximately 35,000 fingerl­
ings for the entire lake," explained Cen 
tral Fishery District biologist Kerry W. 
Prather, who managed Carr Fork at the 
time of the stockings. "The walleye ex­
hibited exceptional growth during that 
first year, with some fish reaching 15 in­
ches," Prather said. All thr~e of the im­
poundments that rece1ved walleye in 
1985 will be stocked again in 1986 

Because walleye are one of the first 
fish to spawn again in the spring, just as 
water temperatures reach 46 degrees F. 
they often face threatening weather con­
ditions capable of disrupting their 
reproductive efforts . If water 
temperatures fall drastically. or a flood 
hits <as often occurs in springl, the 
spawn can be completely lost. Also, 
since few small fish are available in ear­
ly spring, many walleye fry or finglerl­
ings are eaten as forage by other fish 
species. This combination of factors 
makes the survival of young-of-the-year 
walleye tenuous at best, and is one of the 
reasons why biologists recommend 
s;tockings to supplement natural 
reproduction. 

Lake Cumberland is one of the fe\\ 
lakes in Kentucky where biologists are 
certain walleye are having good success 

··at spawning. "Spring spawning runs 1 

have been observed at Rough River 
Jiake, Nolin River Lake and Laurel 
River Lake, but only a few young-of-the­
year fish have been captured as proof of 
successful reproduction," explained 
Kinman. At Lake Cumberland it's ap­
parent that not all of the walleye in the 
impoundment migrate to the South Fork 
during the spring spawning run. "The 
same day that we sampled ripe <full of 
eggs> adults in the river, we found large 
number of adults in the lower lake near 
the dam. some 95 miles downstream," 
Kinman said. The so-called "northern 
strain" walleye which have been stock· 
ed in Lake Cumberland in recent years 
are capable of spawning in still water, 
and often utilize rocky points, gravel 
bars or rip-rap near the dam- areas 
!"inter anglers shouldn t overlook.

A Prairie or Meadow Where a Lawn Used To Be 

Even the most avid gardeners among 
us sometimes yearn for a yard that 
"takes care of itself' and, at the same 
time, invites wildlife into our lives. 

Lawns. Perfect lawns can, of course, 
be attractive. But a "flawless'' lawn 
has a price. There's all that watering 
and mowing! And, most distressing, 
the pest-killing! Sometimes we can go 
overboard with the use of chemical 
fertilizers and pesticides (often applied 
by a lawn-care firm whose products 
are not always easy to identify). thereby 
creating a weedless, insectless (life­
less!) green expanse that actually can 
be a neighborhood menace, especially 
to wildlife. 

Meadows and prairies. There is a 
way to by·pass the "perfect lawn" 
hassle- without sacrificing the large, 
sunny, open spaces that lawns afford. 
Go natural. Depending on what grows 
best in your area, plant part of your 
lawn as a meadow or prairie of native 
grasses and wildflowers. 

Once established, your wild yard 
will be relatively easy to maintain. It 
will be a nice visual contrast to trees 
and shrubs, and it will attract far more 
birds, butterflies- and bunnies than 
ever visited your lawn. 

Your neighbors will probably ooh 
and aah even more than they did over 
your lawn - especially if you've alerted 
them early-on to the fascinating new 
plans for your yard. (Alert them, how­
ever, after you've cleared the way for 
transforming your property with your 
local authorities, to make sure there 

is no "weed ordinance" to prohibit 
you from "going wild.") 

How to establish a meadow or prai· 
rie. The first couple of years may not 
be easy, and it takes 2 to 3 years to 
establish a meadow or prairie. The 
hardest part is preparing a seed bed 
by killing off your lawn with an herbi­
cide in the spring. Next comes roto­
tilling and, perhaps, reapplication of 
herbicide. 

Choose one of 2 ways to establish 
your meadow or prairie: 

1. The lengthy ( 2 to 4-year) process. 
Treat the area as a large planting bed 
and introduce (plant-by-plant) all-native 
perennial wildflowers and grasses, ei­
ther grown from cuttings, transplanted 
from nearby locations (with landown­
er's permission. of course) or propa­
gated from seed. 

2. The quicker, easier (but riskier) 
way. Buy a wildflower or prairie seed 
mix. It will include both native and 
non-native plants. The risk: the non­
native plants may tend to take over 
and spread beyond your own prop­
erty-or they may not prosper at all 
in your soil. However, careful shop· 
ping and close attention to package 
instructions can prevent such wayward 
activity. 

Maintenance of a prairie or meadow 
means identifying and eliminating 
weeds that sprouted from seeds ex· 
posed during tilling. However, many 
weeds- including the noxious rag· 
weed - usually disappear naturally by 
year two. when barren areas are cov· 
ered by meadow or prairie growth. 
With some initial hard work, and mow· 
ing once- every two years, you'll have 
an almost self-maintaining yard that 
you, your neighbors and wildlife will 
enjoy for many years to come.

As the holiday season approaches. 

we become busier. more active people. 
Shopping. visiting with friends or 
relatives. entertaining. or attending 
parties are a tradition during this time 
of the year. 

Most of us think nothing about this 
hectic pace we set for ourselves. but 
for the diabetic person the holiday 
season can present many serious prob­
lems. Eating out at fast food 
restaurants or at parties is one of those 
problems diabetics must face. 

As a general rule . people who have 
diabetes can eat where everyone else 
eats. They merely have to do some in­
telligent choosing. Here are some 
guidelines recommended by the 
American Diabetes Association to 
make that choosing easier. 

- Know your diet. If you use insulin. 
try to choose foods that are close to 
your allotted exchanges. "NO'' to a n 
extra large burger and "YES" to juice. 
skim milk or tea . 

- Note nutritional value. Many fast 
foods can provide good nutrition. but 
they can also be high in carbohydra tes 
<starch l and fat. An order tha t in­
cludes French fries. a shake. and apple 
pie has about 835 calories and little 
nutritional value. Choose a sala d <with 
low-calorie dressing l. plain baked 
potato and diet soft drink instead . 

- Skip the sweets. Avoid obviously 
sweet foods such as shakes. pies and 
desserts . 

- Foods to order include: fresh fruit 
salad <with low-cal dressings l; broiled 
meat. poultry ; poached. boiled. or 
scrambled eggs ; baked potato <pla in l . 
vegetables. coffee. tea. and diet soft 
drinks. 

- Foods to avoid : Creamed soups or 
vegetables. fried or breaded meats and 
poultry, cream sauces. gravies, barbe­
qued meats, fried eggs. French fries. 
coleslaw. canned fru its. swee t 
desserts . regular soft drinks. milk 
shakes . c ho colate m i lk and 
cheeseburgers. 

In addition. remember to take your 
insulin or pills as ordered Don't skip 
meals. Eat a light snack before exer­
cising <for example. shopping tripsl. 
Test your urine for sugar and ketones

the 1984 Kentucky General Assembly 
and took effect in July 1984. Organiza­
tions such as Mothers Against Drunk 
Driving < MADDl and Students Against 
Drunk Driving <SADDl have drawn 
national attention to the problem . 

But individuals and community 
groups are organizing their own efforts 
too. she added. Public forums are be­

"Programs that advocate serving 
non-alcoholic beverages or limiting the 
intake of alcoholic drinks are quickly 
gaining in popularity." said McAvoy 
"Many party-goers now insist on get­
ting a taxi for a friend who has had too 
much to drink or having a non-drinking 
friend to drive them home." 

Other programs such as the Traffic 
Alcohol Patrol and toll free telephone 
numbers to report drunk drivers have 
sent a message to the public that drunk 
drivers will not be tolerated or excused 
as they were in the past. she added. 
Many employers a nd businesses are 
limiting the serving of a lcohol a t office 
parties, and bar te nders. waiters and 
waitresses a re being urged to refrain 
from serving patrons who have had too 
much to drink. 

"By supporting programs that keep 
drunk drivers off the road. pushing for 
strict enforcement of drunk dr iving 
laws, and calling for stiff penalties for 
persons convicted of DUI. we can send 
a message across the state -sober 
driving is in; drunk driving is out." 
said McAvoy.

Perhaps the biggest surprise this season is the suc­
cess of ABC's "Growing Pains," a family show starring 
former talk-show host Alan Thicke as psychiatrist Jason 
Seaver.

Both 
Thicke and Miss Kearns are single parents, and they of­
ten take Thicke's sons, Robin and Brennan, and Miss 
Kern's daughter, Ashley, on recreational outings 
together. 

"His children live with him every other week, so he's 
not a weekend father," continues Miss Kerns. "He works 
hard with those kids. And on our show, he works like a 
dog. Many people just think of him as a snazzy talk show 
host, but he's also a television writer with great instincts. 
And of course, he's so cute!" 

As a single parent, Miss Kerns sees a great need for a 
· show like "Growing Pains." "We (the Seavers) are a nu­

clear family. There are so many divorces in this country 
that people need to watch a whole family that is working 
things out." Miss Kerns says she doesn't see the con­
nection many critics have seen between her show and 
the family-oriented "Cosby Show." "Our characters are 
different. At the end of the day, Maggie just doesn't pat 
people on the back or dry some tears. She's in there 
fighting." 

Miss Kerns is quite a fighter herself. Until the success 
of "Growing Pains," she had always stood in the shadow 
of her sister, Donna de Varona, a gold medal-winning 
Olympic swimmer who is currently a commentator with 
ABC sports. "I'm very, very proud of Donna. But the best 
thing I ever did was to change my name (when she was 
married 10 years ago). It's very tough to have a sibling in 
the limelight." 

The de Varona sisters grew up in Santa Clara, Calif., 
and both excelled in athletics. Miss Kerns, a gymnast, 
tore a knee cartilage shortly before the 1968 Olympic tri­
als. She subsequently became a dancer, then a stage ac­
tress. She starred in Alan Aida's brief TV series "The 
Four Seasons" and wrote an as-of-yet unsold screen· 
play based on her sister and herself that she calls "Free­
style." "In it, the younger sister learns she doesn't need 
that gold medal after all to feel good about herself."

Forty states will participate in Opera­

tion C.A.R.E. 's second annual "D" Day 
on Trafficways, an intensified drunk­
driving enforcement effort. on Friday. 
December 13, 1985. 

Operation C.A.R.E stands for Com­
bined Accident Reduction Effort. It is a 
network of state and highway patrols 
concerned with highway safety issues 
such as drunk driving, safety belts and 
the 55 MPH speed limit. 

This year the theme for "D" Day on 
Trafficways will be "An Unlucky Day 
for Drunk Drivers," appropriate for the 
campaign's target date and the 13-hour 
enforcement period in which it will take 
place, from 4 p.m. on the 13th through 
5 a.m. the next day.

The eerie look 
When a new band 

breaks out with a strong 
video, it makes sure it ties 
that first clip in with the fol­
low-up. 

"The Sun Always Shines 
on TV," from A-Ha, a band 
that owes everything to its 
first clip about a comic­
book charactor who 
comes to life, starts off 
with a formal ending to the 
first clip - complete with 
a Warner Bros. "THE 
END." (Warner Bros. just 
happens to be A-Ha's re­

The clip then moves into 
a bold, new world where 
the band, in mostly black­
and-white, plays to a large 
crowd of mannequins in a 
church.

Going nowhere 
The Cars videos are al­

most always creative and 
interesting.

SANTA CLAUS, THE MOVIE (PG- Tri-Star Pictures) Star­

Santa Claus is coming to 
town, this time in cinematic 
form in a $50 million epic ti­
tled "Santa Claus: The 
Movie." 

The film covers the whole 
story: how Santa got his start, 
how he met the elves, where 
his workshop is at the North 
Pole and so on Example: It's 
the m1ddle of the 17th centu­
ry Mrs. Claus has a great idea 
- why not g·ve toys only to 
good little boys and girls? 
Santa thtnks the •dea is just 
peachy. He turns to his chief 
elf and says, "Make a list of 
who's naughty and who's nice 
... and remember I'm going to 
check it twice." An often 
tongue-in-cheek sense of hu­
mor shows up frequently in 
"Santa Claus: The Movie." 

But this is really two mov­
ies. The second part of the 
film deals with Dudley Moore, 
who plays an enterprising 
young elf who applies some 
assembly-line tactics to San­
ta's workshop. The result is 
defective toys. The disgrun­
tled elf then heads for New 
York, where he falls under the 
wing of an unscrupulous toy 
manufacturer, played with ag­
gressive villainy by John 
Lithgow. 

Is the $50 million that was 
spent making the movie evi­
dent on the screen? For a set 
of kids raised on the special 
effects of "Star Wars," the 
answer is a resounding no. 
But the sets are lavish and 
colorful, Santa's workshop is 
everything a child ever 
dreamed it would be, and 
Santa's flying scenes are ex­
quisite, although they seem a 
bit passe today. As Santa 
Claus. David Huddleston is 
everything one could ask for, 
and the same can be said of 
Judy Cronwell, who plays Mrs. 
Claus. 

There's a minimum of gushy 
sentimentality and enough 
satire to hold the interest of 
adult viewers. And most chil­
dren will be enchanted 
enough to keep trips to the 
candy stand to a minimum. 

Obviously playing it safe, 
the producers have kept the 
film devoid of any religious 
overtones or implications. 
They are no doubt hoping this 
will become a perennial re­
lease. Even if it does, at a cost 
of $50 million, it will take a 
number of years for all the red 
ink to disappear.

Bruce Weitz has a natural 
rapport with most kids

Bruce Weitz is neither a 
reformed substance abus­
er nor a squeaky-clean All­
American type. So why did 
the "Hill Street Blues" star 
choose to devote his time 
to the National PTA's Drug 
and Alcohol Abuse Pre-
vention P

"I've always had a good 
rapport with kids," says 
Weitz. "I wish more people 
felt that way." 

One aspect of his work 
with the National PTA was 
the "Write Bruce" project 
in Chicago. (It is now being 
repeated in Los Angeles). 
"Kids wrote to me and told 
me what problems they 
had with alcohol and 
drugs, what influence peer 
pressure had over them," 
Weitz explains. "The re­
sults were used to put to­
gether a fascinating bro­
chure." (That brochure 
can be obtained by writing 
to the National PTA at 700 
N. Rush St., Chicago, IL 
60611). 

Did the Chicago re­
sponses produce any sur­
prises? "I was very sur­
prised to see 7- and 
8-year-olds hitting the bot-

tie rather heavily," says 
·weitz. "What's shocking 
to me is not what the kids 
do, but the tremendous 
amount of denial that goes 
on - among parents, 
among schools, among 
principals. 

"One mother told me 
how pleased she was that 
her 11-year-old son didn't 
use drugs. He just got 
drunk. I said, 'Lady, if your 
son drinks, he does drugs. 
Alcohol is a drug."' 

Weitz hotly denies that 
there is any more sub­
stance abuse in Hollywood 
than there is anywhere 
else. 

"I guarantee you that if 
you took a survey, you'd 
find more substance 
abuse among doctors than 
you would among actors," 
says Wietz. "And people 
don't depend on actors for 
their lives." 

Professionally, Weitz 
shows some signs of rest­
lessness, though he re­
mains proud of his work as 
Belker on "Hill Street 
Blues." "After six years, 
it's difficult to keep the 
character fresh," he says. 
"We've come about as far 
as we can go." 

None of his four broth­
ers are involved with show 
business ("I'm the only 
fool in the lot"), but many 
younger family members 
have shown an interest in 
following in their illustrious 
relative's footsteps. "I 
have a cousin, Eric Weitz, 
who's in the Guthrie The­
ater. He's very talented. " 

Weitz laughs. "And I 
don't think his mother has 
ever forgiven me."

Some weighty changes

All America is talking 
about the Chicago Bears' 
"Refrigerator," William 
Perry, but David Letter­
man discovered a "Refrig­
erator" before the Chica­
go Bears did. He was Terry 
Forster, a left-handed re­
liever for the Atlanta 
Braves. To say Letterman 
made sport of Forster's 
weight problem on his 
late-night TV show would 
be to put it charitably. 

Letterman gave Forster 
and his midsection (For­
ster tops the scales at 270 
pounds) national 
attention. 

After Letterman re­
ferred to him as a "a fat 
tub of goo," Forster ap­
peared on the show and, 
going along with the gag, 
discussed his favorite 
foods.

He's going to spend 
two weeks on a weight-re­
ducing program at the La 
Costa Lifestyle and Lon­
gevity Center in Carlsbad, 
Calif.

"I'm tired of everyone 
throwing my weight in my 
face and telling me how 
bad it is," says Forster. 
"I'm going to take the 
weight off, keep it off, and 
just pitch. I'm doing it for 
health reasons. I had to 
make some changes. No­

the way I want it."

Of course, if Forster Is 
really serious about losing 
all that weight and keeping 
it lost, he could get a job 
as a basketball referee.

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Child Abuse 
An Endless Cycle

• Child abuse cases reported to 

authorities doubled between 1976 and 
1981, according to the American 
Humane Association. That means 
413,000 cases were reported nationwide 
in 1976, 851,000 in 1981. Much of the in­
crease stems from growing willingness 
to report family violence, as the nation's 
attention focuses on this problem. 

Physical abuse means more than a 
spanking that gets out of hand. Mary, a 
middle-class suburban dweller, was 

• • reported in Time magazine as saymg: 
''What I remember most about my 

• mother was that she was always beating 
me. She'd beat me with her high-heeled 
shoes, with my father's belt, with a 
potato masher. When I was eight, she 
black-and-blued my legs so badly, I told 

• her I'd go tell the police. She said, 'Go, 
they'll just put you into the darkest 
prison.' So I stayed. When my breasts 
started growing at 13, she beat me 

• 
across the chest until I fainted. Then 
she'd hug me and ask forgiveness. When 
I turned 16, a day didn't pass without my 
mother calling me a whore, and saying 
that I'd end up in Potter's Field, dead, 
forgotten, and damned for all eternity. 
Most kids have nightmares about being 
taken away from their parents. I would 
sit on our front stoop, crooning softly of 
going far, far away to find another 
mother." (5 Sept. '83) 

Some children are abused sexually. 
• and numbers of incest and child­

molestation cases are growing. In The 
Silent Scream, autobiography of Linda 
Halliday, she writes: "All the time my 
father would be having sex he would be 
telling me I really liked it or telling me 
what a great body I had." She relates 
how her father had intercourse with her 
and three sisters from when she was 
seven until she was sixteen. "I would 
fight the waves of vomit that washed 
over my body but never made it past my 

• throat. In my mind I would scream all 
my hate of what he was doing to me but 
again it never passed my lips. I would 
lay there wishing I could die." 

What causes a parent to do such 
things? According to Parents Anonym­
ous, a self-help group with branches in 
Kentucky, any case of abuse has three 
underlying causes: a reminder of 
something from the abuser's own child­
hood, such as unresolved anger at his 
own parents; a need in the present that 

• is not being met, such as the need to be 
understood; and a stressful everl that 
triggers the situation, for example, be­
ing laid off from work. 

Child abuse, both physical and sexual, 
has effects on the child in later life, and 
may cause him to become an abuser 
also. The basic emotional problem is 
depression and lack of self-esteem, caus­
ed by growing up to believe himself 
worthless. Another effect ts rage at 

• 
authority figures and being unable to 
handle conrol by another. People with 
this problem can get into trouble at work 
or with the law. The abused child is also 
frequently immature and impulsive in 
his behavior. Thus he is likely to abuse 
his own children when under stress, 
even though he always swore he would 
never repeat what was done to him. 

Child abuse creates a cycle of abusers 
and victims who become abusers­
endless until someone breaks the cyle 
by going for help. l:felp is at hand. Pres­
tonsburg Community College is sponsor­
ing a Parents Anonymous group to pro­
vide help and support for the potential 
abuser. For further information, call 
Hugh or Alice Adams, 874-9874.
