Turner Asks Support 
Of Rail Commission 

In a last-ditch effort to keep the Ken­
tucky Railroad Commission alive, its 
chairman, Jimmy ''Gabe" Turner, of 
Dnft, has launched a petition drive aim­
ed at drumming up public support for 
the agency. 

Turner said last week the commission 
would rely on volunteer help to obtain 
20,000 signatures in an effort to 
demonstrate to the General Assembly 
and the governor's office the need for the 
commission, which appears threatened 
by a policy of benign neglect on the part 
of state lawmakers. Workers will can­
vass shopping malls and post offices 
throughout the state to win ''grassroots 
supp<)rt'' for the agency and to persuade 
people of the need for better regulation 
of the railroad industry, Turner said. 

Turner has sat for 10 years on the 
commission. which was created under 
the state constitutiOn of 1892, and has 
recently been pressing for a bigger 
budget and more personnel to check 
railway safety conditions and to regulate 
the shipment of toxic wastes by rail 
through Kentucky. • 

Most of the $320,000 appropriated by 
the state legislature for railway regula­
tion in the 1985-'86 budget h{ls been fun­
neled to the Transportation Cabinet's 
rail division, an agency created by ex­
ecutive order in 1974. 

The rail division has been given most 
of the commission's duties, but Turner 
claims the division does little or nothing 
to regulate travel on the state's 3251 
miles of track. He said he would ask the 
legislature in January to abolish the 
division and give its budget to the 
commission. 

The commission is operating this year 
on a budget of $79,300, most of which 
goes for salaries of the three commis­
sioners"'-Turner makes $230 a month as 
chairman- and three office employees. 
The agency's budget request for 1986-'87 
asks for $475,000. Turner acknowledged 
that legislators he has spoken to about

Harold Crossing 
Records Mishap 
Again Last Week 
Even as state Railroad Commission 

Chairman Jimmy Turner was lobbying 
last week for more money to monitor the 
safety of Kentucky railroads, yet 
another accident was reported at a 
Harold grade crossing. 

The Chessie System is in process of in­
stalling boom gates and flashing lights 
at the crossing, known as the Church 
House crossing, a railroad official said 
this week. 

A truck driven by David Junior Cole­
man, 58, of Chloe Creek, was struck by 
a Chessie System train at the crossing 
near the Big Sandy Wholesale Co. ware­
house at around 8 a.m. Thursday. The 
driver, a 31-year veteran with the 
wholesale grocery firm, was taken to 
Pikeville Methodist Hospital, where he 
was treated for a cut over one eye and 
a bruised hand. No injuries were 
reported among the train crew. 

The truck, which witnesses said was 
dragged about 20 feet along the track, 
was extensively damaged. 

Big Sandy Wholesale payroll clerk 
Colleen Newsome said she was on her 
way to work when the accident oc­
curred. She did not hear the train sound 
its whistle, she said. Chessie System in­
vestigators on the scene declined to com­
ment on the mishap. 

The crossing, which js used by several 
families as well as by Big Sandy Whole­
sale employees and customers, was 
recently moved nearly 150 feet up the 
track in an effort to make it safer. Prior 
to the move, the crossing was close to a 
coal tipple and stationary railroad gon­
dolas sometimes prevented motorists 
from seeing oncoming trains, it was 
said.

- Would he consider it an asset or a 
liability 1f a candidate's administrative 
experience was wholly within this coun­
ty, the Rev. Timothy Jessen, of Pres­
tonsburg, asked Dr. Charles F. Faber, 
chairman of the Department of Ad­
ministration and Supervision in the UK 
College of Education. 

- Would he favor a candidate with a 
strong academic background over one 

whose background was mostly in 
coaching and athletics, asked John 
Rosenber , of Middle Creek. 

- Would he look for someone who can 
rise above the factionalism of Floyd 
politics, asked Ned Pillersdorf, of Johns 
Creek. 

- Would he want to see evidence of a 
candidate's past performance, asked 
Everett Akers, of Finance Hollow. 

- Did the Floyd board have to go by 
his recommendations in any case, ask­
ed David Layne, of Ivel. 

- Would the public be informed if the 
board chose a candidate other than one 
of his five nominees, was Jean 
Rosenberg's question. 

The board is not obliged to pick a 
superintendent from one of the five 
names he will submit to them on Feb. 5, 
said Faber, who added, "It is my expec-

Church Leaders Discuss 
Issues of Peace, Justice 

Appropriately for the season, two 
dozen persons met Saturday. at a Pres­
tonsburg church to make suggestions for 
the drafting of a statement on peace and 
justice to be issued next month by a 
group of Kentucky church leaders 

The meeting at the First United 
Methodist Church here was one of eight 
held across the state last week to get 
public comments on the statement's 
first draft. When the final version is 
published, it will be distributed to con­
gregations and parishes of all Christian 
denominations across the state, perhaps 
for use in Lenten study groups or wor­
ship services, said William S. Hayes, 
former president of Alice Lloyd College 
and principal architect of the peace-and­
justice statement 

In measured language, the state­
ment- entilled "Bearers of Justice: An 
Invi tation to Kentucky People of 
Faith"- calls for a multilateral halt to 
nuclear weapons testing and for a 
mutual and verifiable ban on the produc· 
tion of nuclear arms hy the U.S. and the 
Soviet Union. At the same time it 
acknowledges ' growing and persistent 

threats to the integrity and indepen­
dence of peoples and nations." 

"As Christians we recognize a double 
obligation," the statement said, "-to 
say a clear 'No!' to nuclear war and at 
the same time to protect the values of 
justice, freedom, and independence." 

The very evenhandedness of "Bearers 
of Justice" was of concern to some at 
Saturday's meeting, who felt that the 
prophetic message of the Gospel was be­
ing muted in the interests of recruiting 
wider assent to the peace statement. 
Contrary to the statement's contention 
that the proliferation of nuclear weapons 
has now made both the traditional "just 
war" theory and pacifism questionable, 
some defended the pacifist call for 
unilateral disarmament 

The meeting was moderated by 
Presbyterian pastor Timothy Jessen. A 
history of the statement was outlined by 
the Rev. Guy A. Waldrop, general 
minister of the Chris tian Church 
CDisciplesl in Kentucky, and was read 
by Dr. Hayes. Individuals and groups 
will be invited to add their signatures 
when the final draft is distributed, 
Waldrop said.

In keeping with Prestonsburg's on­
going quest for state grants. City Ad­
ministrator David Evans is preparing to 
apply for as much as $750,000 for renova­
tion at West Prestonsburg. 

The money, from a community 
development block grant, is part of $24 
million the state will be allocating next 
year for such projects. If the city's ap· 
plication is approved, the funds will be 
used for renovating some structures 
while completely rebuilding others 
Building a flood wall is also being 
discussed, as that section is highly 
susceptible to flooding 

"We're looking at complete housing 
rehabilitation for West Prestonsburg," 
Evans said, "as well as floodproofing for 
the entire West Prestonsburg area." 

Evans was quick to point out West 
Prestonsburg was not an undesirable 
neighborhood as it stands, but, rather, 
is ''an area that's been neglected for a 
number of years, and this is just an ef­
fort by the city to fix it up and make it 
look nice. It's a fine area; the people that 
live there have lived there a number of 
years. We're JUSt trying to make it bet­
ter for them." 

The fate of the grant hangs, in part, 
on the feelings of residents there. As part 
of the application package, Evans said 
a survey would be conducted to deter­
mme if the people want the changes. 

"'If there was overwhelming com­
munity feeling against it, we wouldn't 
proceed," he said. 

The application must, be filed b:r 
January 31, and Evans satd all of the 
preliminary work associated with it 
would be done by three outside agencies. 
"Haworth, Meyer and Boleyn wiil do the 
engineering plans, with the nood wall 
and housing rehabilitation. Will Lender 
is putting the grant package together, 
and the Big Sandy Area Development

But there was one more stumbling 
block on the road to the reunion The 
girls' mother, J\lrs. Stripplehoff. failed to 
record the last digit of Goebeler's phone 
number. as well as misspelling his last 
name. 

"When her mother gave her the phone 
number, Carolyn said, 'Mom, this can't 
be right: there's got to be one more 
number.' My phone number ends in 8, so 
she started calling, adding the last digit, 
starting with 1. and so on. Finally she got 
through." 

The phone conservation ended with 
Goebeler telling his sister he wouldn't be 
able to come to her Georgetown home to 
visit for a couple of weeks. 

"I really wanted to see her, and she 
wanted to see me, but we both held off. 
I guess we didn't want to scare each 
other away. But I thought about it and 

• called her back and asked her if maybe 
she could come here sooner She said she 
was hoping I would do that. " 

He wasn' t sure what it would be like. 
seeing his sister after almost three 
decades. ''I didn' t know if it would be 
like. 'Hello, pleased to meet you,' or 
something like that," he said. "It wasn't . 
like that at all. lt was the most fantastic 
thing that could ever happen." 

They arranged to meet here at May 
Lodge. He did not know what she looked 
like, except that her height was 5 feet 2. 
She knew he had a beard. 

"I guess I didn't think of her as being 
short." he said. "I was looking for a tall 
five-foot-two. But she cheated She knew 
I had a beard, and was looking for me 
when I got there. 

"She said . 'Clayton?' and I said 'Yeah.' 
We hugged and then just sat and stared 
at each other. It seemed lik~ we sat there 
for about five minutes, but we were there 
for almost two hours." 

Then thev went to Goebeler 's home on 
KY 3, whe;e Carolyn was introduced to 
Mrs. Goebeler and children, Corrie and 
Joshu. Later, the Goebelers went to 
Georgetown and met the other s ister . 
Diane Both of the sis ters are divorced, 
b:tt they and their children, along with 
the Goebelers, are planning to spend 
r hristmas together as a family . 

For Goebeler and Carolyn, one of the 
biggest difficulties in their search for 
each other in the pas t lay in sealed 
records at the orphanage. Both had gone 
there in recent years to try to ask where 
the other was. but were simply told the 
infor mation wasn't available. 

"These records should be open to peo­
ple ... he said. "My s1ster spent about five 
yea rs looking. She found everybody but 
me. 

Carolyn was able to track down other 
family members, such as her father, who 
she found. had been dead for severa l 
years, a nd her grandmother , through an 
organization called Adoptees Looking in 
Kentucky '' I started looking in 1980," 
she said. " I found everyone in '81. Then 
I went to the orphanage and told them I 
had found everyone except Clay, but they 
wouldn't tell me anything. They said the 
records were closed.' ' 

But the search is behind them now. " I 
feel like a lot of hollow places ins ide me 
have been filled ," said Goebeler. ··r just 
never , ever forgot my sisters. When I 
was sad or lonely, I wondered a bout 
them." 

And he admitted the reunion has made 
the holidays brighter. 

"Yeah. It 's just a fantastic Christ 
mas," he sa id 'The best Chris tmas ."

The commission recently issued regu­
lations imposing tougher safety stan­
dards for the rail shipment of waste 
material, regulations which are schedul­
ed to take effect on Jan. 15.

Martin Man Cleared 
Of Sex Abuse Count 

Tammy Henson's day in court was not 
an easy one, the prosecutor told a Floyd 
district court jury Thursday, but she 
"had the guts to tell what happened" so 
that other young women might not have 
to put up with unwanted intrusions on 
their privacy. 

The lesson was apparently lost on the 
three-man, three-woman jury, which 
found Larry McKinney not guilty of a 
charge of sexual abuse. 

Mrs. Henson, of Martin, said she was 
filling her car with gas at the 
SuperAmerica station in Martin in the 
late afternoon on June 1, when McKin­
ney, 22, also of Martin, touched her in­
decently . When she objected, McKinney 
drove off, but not before she got a good 
look at him and took note of his license 
number, she said. 

Her husband, State Trooper C.T. Hen­
son. testified that. when he went to serve 
a warrant on him, McKinney fled from 
home. Even before he explained what 
the warrant was for, McKinney's wife, 
Shirley, told him, " He didn't do it ; I was 
with him all day," Henson said. 

McKinney admitted he was at the gas 
station that afternoon but said he was in 
the company of his wife, his mother, 
Phyllis McKinney, and his sister, Artie 
Bakay- a claim they all supported- and 
tha t he did not touch Mrs . Henson. Mrs. 
Henson insis ted McKinney was alone. 

Also testifying for the def~ndant was 
Ricky Perry, of Middle Creek, who said 
he was working on his car at the gas sta­
tion when McKinney and his wife arriv­
ed and that he saw· no incident of the 
type Mrs. Henson described. Perry said 
he and McKinney served in the National 
Guard together. 

Public Defender Sandra Simmons 
called it a case of mistaken identity and 
suggested that someone had led Mrs. 
Henson to believe that it was McKinney 
who assailed her. " I'm not saying she 
made it up but she was s tartled, she did 
not know the person who touched her," 
Simmons said. 

But Assistant County Attorney Dan 
Rowland argued tha t McKinney had 
recruited his fa mily and a buddy to con­
s truct a crude a libi. The argument that 
this was a case of mistaken identity had 
a "fa ta l flaw," said Rowla nd. " Tammy 
got his license number ... she looked at 
the man .. she identified him <in court) " 

It took the jury 80 minutes of reported­
ly anguished deliberation- much of it 
focussed on the meaning of "guilty 
beyond a reasonable doubt," one juror 
said- to acquit McKinney. A disbeliev­
ing prosec utor noted later that neither 
judges nor tria l lawyers are permitted 
to interpret for jurors the meaning of 
" reasonable doubt. " 

If convicted, McKinney could have 
been sentenced to up to 90 da ys in jail 
or fined up to $150. or both .

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It was the year marking the death of 
the last of the chestnuts which graced 
these and other Appalachian hills. A 
fungus·type blight wiped out the forest 
giants which were valued for lumber 
used in the building and furniture­
making trades, and which also provid­
ed. directly or indirectly. an important 
source of food. 

Most folks of retirement age remem­
ber the old chestnuts: their deep shade. 
their lordly height, golden leaves, the 
"fruit" they bore. Their nuts grew in a 
pod that was as bristly as a porcupine 
but inside was velvety smooth, and after 
the first frost they began spilling onto 
the ground. 

Those were halcyon days for young­
sters Chestnut hunting! and eating! 
These chestnuts were sweet and are not 
to be thought of as even remotely related 
to the Chinese and English brands that 
now replace them. 

Now, 55 years or more later, it may be 
difficult for most of us to realize what a 
godsend the chestnut was to mountain 
farmers. Most hogs raised in this section 
at that time were of the razorback per­
suasion, and they were fattened at 
almost no cost. The farmer simply turn­
ed them free in the hills to fatten on the 
mast- chestnuts and beech nuts . And 
most agreed that hogs fattened on these 
nuts provided meat for the family table 
that was far superior to the pork raised 
on other feed. Some of the hogs would 
become wild-the long, rangy boars 
would grow fierce tusks <or tushes )­
and farmers often had to call on their 
dogs for help in the roundup at hog-killin' 
time. 

The wood of the tree is said to have 
had an acid which preserved it and 
guarded it against insects. Its color and 
texture were highly regarded and so it 
supplied a growing timber market. It 
also could be used for home heating, but 
a chestnut log in an open fireplace was 
the precursor of the modern-day Snap, 
Crackle and Pop, and it shot hot coals 
onto and around resting feet till those en­
joying it could rarely be considered set­
tled in for the evening. 

Anybody who has ever been near a 
chestnut rail fence invaded by forest fire 
doubtless remembers it well. The pop­
ping of the burning rails sounded like the 
132nd Kentucky had arrived and had 
engaged the enemy all long a long 
skirmish line. 

Howbeit, all that was at least half a 
century ago when s ilent tragedy struck. 
In a few places, we are told, sprouts 
grew up around the old, dead stumps, 
but they soon died. Scattered reports tell 
of "oldtime" chestnuts bearing nuts, but 
as a species the chestnut that was native 
to the Appalachians and such a vital part 
of Appalachian life is no longer even an 
endangered species. 

The blight long ago did its dirty work, 
1_ and, for all the scientific know-how that 

we boast, nobody has found a way to 
bring back the tree that appears to be 
as extinct as the dodo. 
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tation that one of the five will be accep­
table to them."

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The old crossing was the scene of 
several accidents in recent years, in­
cluding one that took the lives of two 
brothers in 1980.

On July lllast year a couple and their 
granddaughter narrowly escaped injury 
when they jumped from their car 
moments before it was struck by a train 
at the crossing. 

Chessie System track supervisor 
Gerald Fannin confirmed this week that 
the railroad is installing barriers and 
lights at the crossing. Railroad officials • 
were earlier reported as resisting in­
stallation of the expensive warning 
devices, arguing that they were not war­
ranted by the relatively light crossing 
traffic. But Fannin said underground 
wiring for the signals has already been 
laid and installation of the system should 
be complete in about two weeks The 
cost of installing the warning system is 
around $100,000, he said.

C WHAT'S NEW IN TAXES? 
~Have you been wondering lately 

what's happened to tax reform and all 
those promises of a fairer and s mpler 
tax system? F rst we had the 
Treasury's proposaL then we had 
President Reagan's plan, and now thE' 
House is working on yet anolrer ver 
sian of tax reform. 

It may be a Situation of too many 
cooks spoiling the stew. As one official 
sa1d, "It has become clear that 
whatever happens is not going to took 
much like tax reform "Special interest 
groups are lobbying to retam tax 
benefits for themselves. and politicians 
are making compromises in an effort 
to keep tax reform alive The result so 
far is mainly a reshuffling of deduc 
lions and tax "loopholes" with no'" 
damental tax reform Whether Con 
gress or anyone else can still shape a 
plan that salvages basic reform re 
mains to be seen Estimates of a date 
for passage of new legislation vary 
from before year·end to m•d 1986 

However, one bit of good news comes 
from a provision 111 the 1981 Tax Act 
which took effect in 1985. This provision 
"indexes" tax brackets and exemption 
amounts, keying them to the consumer 
price mdex. Because the CP I showed a 
3 7% increase in 1985. 1986 tax brackets 
and the personal tax exemption will be 
increased by the same amount. preven 
ling inflation from nudging taxpayers 
into higher brackets. 

This inflation adjustment will give 
the average four person family earning 
$20,000 a year a $32 dollar tax cut 1n 
1986; that average family earning 
$50,000 will get a $146 tax cut Singles 
with $20.000 income will see a S25 tax 
cut; those with a S50,000 income will 
have a $190 tax cut. 

The bad news is that the social 
security tax increases in 1986. The rate 
goes from 7.05% to 7 15'}o, and the wage 
base subject to tax increases from 
$39,600 to $42,000. A person earning 
$42,000 or more will, therefore. pay an 
additional $211 in social security tax in 
1986.

A major decision that lawmakers cer 

tainly will face during the 19A6 session 
of the General Assembly is what con­
stitutional amendments will be chosen 
to be placed on the ballot for Kentucky 
voters to approve or disapprove. 

Several issues have been addressed by 
legislative members of our Elections 
and Constitutional Amendments Task 
Force. And several amendment pro­
posals have been heatedly discussed. 

Probably the most controversial is the 
lottery bill. An obvious choosing of sides 
has taken place and it seems those who 
support a state lottery are adamant in 
their support and those who oppose it are 
just as definite in their opinions. 

Supporters claim it will generate 
needed revenue in the Commonwealth 
while those against the concept say it 
will increase chronic gambling and take 
money from low-income families who 
might buy the tickets. 

Also creating a great deal of con­
troversy has been the proposed constitu­
tional amendment to change the status 
of the Superintendent of Public Instruc­
tion to be appointed by the Governor as 
opposed to the current system of public 
election. It has also been suggested by 
some that the state Board of Education 
should appoint the person assuming that 
position. 

A great flurry of newspaper articles 
occurred over a bill sponsored by two 
House members prefiling a bill that 
would change the state Constitution to 
allow the General Assembly a greater 
degree of check and balance in the 
overall system of state government with 
the other two branches of government. 

The major proposals for expanding 
the Legislature's power are in the areas 
of administrative regulations, guber­
natorial appointments, government 
reorganization and executive orders, 
and the Legislative Research Commis­
sion. If you recall, the Legislature at­
tempted to grant these rights through 
legislation in the 1982 session. But in the 
check and balance system, the courts 
told us that we must go through a con­
stitutional amendment process to obtain 
those powers. I believe there is a good 
case to be argued for approving addi­
tional powers for the Legislature but 
before a decision is made all possible 
ramifications need to be considered by 
us and the people of Kentucky.

In utilizing the 
off-site application centers at Allen Cen­
tral and Little Nancy Church both last 
year and this year, we were able to get 
the applicants in out of the weather and 
process the applications much faster," 
Wright said. 

Wright also gave a special thank you 
to all the various agencies and concern­
ed citizens of Floyd county who gave of 
their time to assist m the application 
process. "During Component One, 
which was for the elderly and disabled, 
we were able to take 463 applications the 
first day alone," Wright said. In Com­
ponent Two, 776 applications were taken 
the first day." 

Wright said that without the off-site 
centers and volunteers who assisted, it 
would have been virtually impossible to 
have served this many Floyd countians. 
He added that the availability of the off­
site centers and the willingness of so 
many to give of their time is "indicative 
of the fact that Floyd countians are con 
cerned for the well being of their fellow­
man." The pro~ram (Components I and 
II l expired at 4:30 p .m. Friday, 
December 6, and that a grand total of 
2,095 applications were received. The 
last component, which is the crisis com­
ponent, will be handled this year by the 
Community Action Program <C.A.P.l. 

There has been no significant change 
in the types of businesses operated by 
women.

Age Structure Shifts 
Upward in Kentucky 

Kentucky's population has declined in 
its number of young persons and in­
creased in its elderly population, accor­
ding to the latest disaggregations of 
population estimates produced by the 
Population S udies Program of the Ur­
ban Studies Center, University of Louis­
ville. 

Although the state's total population 
grew by 1.7 percent from 1980 to 1984, its 
youth population (persons 18 and under) 
declined by 58,833 or 5.1 percent, with 
their share of the total population fall­
ing from 31.5 to 29.4 percent. A major 
factor contributing to this reduction in 
youth population has been declining 
births. Live births in Kentucky declin­
ed every year between 1980 and 1984 
resulting in an overall decrease of 11.8 
percent. 

The elderly (persons 65 and over) 
have been the fastest growing segment 
of the population. During the 198()-84 
period, they increased by 29,125 or 7.1 
percent, increasing their share from 11.2 
to U.S percent. Persons 85 and over in­
creased at an even faster rate, 8.0 per­
cent. The state's working age population 
(persons 19-64) experienced the largest 
numerical increase and grew fasti!r than 
the total population. They increased by 
91,955 or 4.4 percent, increasing their

Some Simple Rules 
For Heating Safety 

Although Kentucky's autumn 
weather has been mild. wintry winds 
and below freezing temperatures 
recently blasted the state . With more 
and more Kentuckians using space 
heaters and wood stoves for primary 
and supplementary heat. the Con­
sumer Health Protection Division of 
the Department for Health Services 
suggests the following Do's and Don'ts. 

For those who use space heaters: 

DON'T stand close to a heater when 
wearing long robes. nighwear or other 
clothing that could come into contact 
with the heater Position heaters so 
that they are away from upholstered 
furniture, draperies or other combusti­
ble materials. 

DON'T let children play near a 
heater. 

DO make sure heaters are properly 
: installed and vented. They should he

DON'T use a heater for a clothes 
dryer or a foot warmer-it can cause 
fires and burns. 

DON'T take shortcuts when install­
ing a wood-burning device Follow 
directions and read all labels and 
precautions.

Another important point to 

remember about gas space heaters is 
that carbon mQnoxide poisoning can 
occur if heaters are not properly 
vented. Symptoms of carbon monoxide 
poisoning resemble those of the flu at 
first - headaches. dizziness and 
nausea . Continued exposure to high 
levels of the gas. which escapes when 
the heater is improperly vented, can 
cause unconsciousness or death . Car­
born monoxide gases cannot be smell­
ed or seen.

Third in a St•rirs

Whose duty is it to protect children 
from abuse? If you answered, "Someone 
else's. not mine." you could well be com­
mitting a cnme. Kentucky Jaw makes tt 
a misdemeanor to witness a case of child 
abuse and not report it This includes all 
people. but especially medical and 
educational personnel who see children 
daily . 

Four million cases will be reported 
this ) ear in America. and this does not 
include sexual, emotional, or verbal 
abuse. In this 'area, report a case to 
either the police or the Division of Social 
Services. When a case is reported, agen­
cy personnel look into it and evaluate the 
situation. An officer may put the child 
into legal custody if he is at high risk of 
re-injury. 

The best way to help an abused child 
is to help the parent. Most abuse is trig­
gered by a crisis in the parent's life that 
creates overwhelming stress. In some 
cases all that is needed is help to get 
through this cnsis. According to Parents 
Anonymous, as many as 80 to 90 percent 
of the abusing parents who receive ade· 
quate treatment will never again abuse 
their child. 

Studies show that one of the be.st types 
of treatment for the abuser is a self-help 
group composed of other parents with 
similar problems. Parents Anonymous, 
now forming. sponsored by Prestons· 
burg Community College, is such a 
group. It will meet once a week for two 
hours, with free transportation and 
nursery furnished. 

During meetings, parents will discuss 
fears and problems without fear of be­
ing judged by others. One of a parent's 
main problems may be a feeling of isola­
tion. Seeing and hearing others in a 
similar situations shows him that he is 
not alone. Learning new ways to deal 
with childrenjllakes him a more effec­
tive parent. Making friends with others 
in the group boosts his self-esteem, and 
knowing he is of help to others remedies 
depression and feelings of worthless­
ness.

Toyota Selects 
Kentucky Site 

Governor Martha Layne Collins join­
ed officials of Toyota Motors last 
Wednesday in announcing tha t the 
Japanese auto manufacturer will build 
an $800 million plant in Scott county, 
near Georgetown 

The plant will employ up to 3,000 
workers , Governor Collins said. 

In addition to these employess, the 
Governor said, thousands of other Ken­
tuckians will find work in new factories 
buill to supply parts and material for the 
200.000 mid-size cars Toyota plans to 
produce annually in Georgetown. 

"This is a great day for the people of 
Kentucky and for Toyota," she said. 
" For our people it means jobs and bet­
ter opportunities. For Toyota I'm con­
fident this is the beginning of a higtMy 
successful enterprise." 

Governor Collins said she felt the 
Georgetown facility will become " a 
model for the industry everywhere." 

" I'm confident for the very reason 
that Toyota chose Kentucky," she said, 
"abundant resources, America's fairest 
tax system, a location central to the na­
tion's population, our commitment to 
better education, and most important­
ly, our hard-working and highly produc 
ti ve people. " 

The governor said that while the of­
ficial announcement signified a begin­
ning, ' 'in a very sense it all began more 
than a year-and-a-half ago when my ad­
ministration first initiated discussions 
with Toyota . Some 18 months ago I sent 
Commerce Secretary Carroll Knicely 
and Ted Sauer, Kentucky's Director of 
International Marketing, to meet with 
Toyota officials in Japan and to suggest 
that they might want to consider 
locating a plant here." 

Governor Collins herself visited with 
Toyota officials in Japan in March and 
October to make the case for Kentucky's 
advantages as a location for the auto 
manufacturer's new plant, including 
talks with Dr. Shoichiro Toyoda in 
October. 

Since then, she said, she and her ad­
ministration have worked with Toyota 
or its consultants daily in locating possi­
ble sites and in the thousands of details 
necessary to complete the negotiations. 
' 'And I can tell you that from everything 
I've seen, Toyota is going to be a 
tremendous asset to the people of Ken­
tucky," Governor Collins said. " It's a 
company with vision, with leadership, 
with a commitment to being the very 
best." 

Toyota is the fifth Japanese company 
to locate in Kentucky this year, and the 
plant represents the single largest initial 
investment made in the United States by 
a Japanese firm.

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$140,000 Settlement Reached 
In Martin Superintendent Case 

Fourth Birthday

One of Kentucky's longest-running 

school board controversies ended 
Wednesday night when the Martin Coun­
ty Board of Education agreed to pay 
former Superintendent Dan Branham 
$140,000 in an out-of-court settlement. 

Branham, now a state deputy superin­
tendent of public instruction, filed a 
federal civil rights lawsuit'ag(\inst the 
Martm County board in 1983 after a cir­
cuit judge ruled he had been fired for 

• 
political reasons. 

Branham expressed satisfaction with 
the settlement but said in a prepared 
statement that "in a larger sense, we 
know that this victory will serve as a 
significant link in the chain of education 
reform in Kentucky." 

"Never again should the members of 
a school board blindly ignore their 
responsibilities ... by making politics, 
rather than education, the sole basis for 
their decisions." 

• Branham and his attorney, David 
LeMaster of Paintsville, received the 
check from the school board on Wednes­
day night after the board's insurance 
company, CNA of Chicago, agreed to the 
settlement. 

In return, Branham signed statements 
dropping all charges against the school 
board. 

While the board members who voted 
to oust him did not admit to any liabili­
ty in the agreement, Branham neverthe-

• less claimed victory. "If they were will­
ing to settle in that amount, that's more 
than nuisance value, it seems to me." 

But the school board's attorney, 
William H. Jackson of Louisa, called the 
settlement "really a business decision 
from the insurance company's stand­
point," based on the cost of further 
litigation. 

Jackson also pointed out that the 
$140,000 settlement was "significantly 

• 
less than was sued for," which he said 
was $1 million. 

"But I think the school district, the 
people of Martin County, will benefit 
from this," Jackson said. "Obviously, it 
was quite a political situation. Now the 
board can concentrate exclusively on 
the welfare of the children." 

Orville Blankenship, who was ap­
pointed superintendent after Branham's 
successor, Sheldon Hardin, resigned, 
also was relieved. 

• 
The Branham case focused a lot of 

adverse publicity on the Martin County 
system, much of which Blankenship 
thought was undeserved. 

"I'm very happy that's behind us 
now,'' he said. "Maybe now we can get 
back to education. Martin Countians 
want to have a good school system, and 
I think our people are working toward 
that end this year." 

The school board abruptly fired 
Branham in mid-1983. However, after a 

• court ruled that Branham could not be 
fired without a hearing, the board held 
a public meeting on its charges against 
him, which included failing to collect a 
local utility tax from two coal com-

MacArthur Returns 
In ''American Caesar" 

General Douglas MacArthur: Who 
was this man who boldly declared, "I 
shall return"? Was he a leader-a 

• tyrant-a self-styled shogun? He had the 
icy nerve to publicly defy Presidents, 
and the genius to give democracy to 
Japan ... yet his mother dominated him 
all his life. 

MacArthur's life story is chronicled in 
"American Caesar," premiering on 
KET Sunday, January 5, at 9:00p.m.

He 
had "retired" to those islands a few 
years earlier after losing his supreme 
position as U.S. Army Chief-of-Staff (the 
youngest ever); in 1941, he is in charge 
of the Filipino Army with the rank of 
Field Marshal-a rank that does not ex­
ist in the U.S., and wearing a dazzling 
uniform of his O\Wl design. 

Viewers also are made privy to some 
startling facts about MacArthur's 
younger years: a "mama's boy," he was 
doted upon by his mother, Pinky, and 
kept in skirts until the age of eight; she 

• accompanied him to West Point, taking 
up residence in a hotel across the quad 
from his dormitory room.

panies, letting a contract without bids, 
accepting group insurance payments 
from non-employees, misspending 
federal funds and violating school policy 
on surplus property disposal. 

Branham contended that his firing oc­
curred because a political faction oppos­
ing him won a majority of seats on the 
school board. 

In his statement. .. Branham said the 
settlement "represents a final, personal 
vindication of the cloud of accusations 
originally leveled against us'' nearly 
three years ago. 

In his seven years as Martin County 
superintendent, Branham had earned 
high marks from state officials and had 
been elected president of a state 
superintendent's group. In his federal 
lawsuit, Branham argued that his civil 
rights had been violated because the 
board had not given him a fair and im­
partial hearing on the charges. 

Before the hearing, one board 
member was quoted in a local news­
paper as saying he would vote to fire 
Branham, even if the charges brought 
against him were not proven. 

That member and another who voted 
against Branham were defeated in later 
elections-a development that led to 
Hardin's resignation.

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Safety Do's, Don'ts 
For Wood Heating 

The homeowner must be aware of 
several special considerations when con­
necting a wood heater to a masonry 
chimney. 

Check the general condition of an ex­
isting chimney. Just because it has stood 
for decades does not mean it is safe for 
prolonged use with an airtight wood 
heater. Look for loose bricks and cracks 
in the mortar that might allow sparks to 
escape and ignite dry structural wood · 
close to the chimney. Have them 
repaired by a competent mason. 

Many older homes have chimneys 
that are in good structural shape but do 
not meet all "all-fuel" or "Class A" re­
quirements. A typical example is a 
chimney constructed of 4-inch brick 
without a fireclay liner 

These chimneys can be made safe by 
lining them with UL listed prefabricated 
chimney sections or commercially 
available stainless steel liners. Stainless 
steel liners should be at least 26 gage. As 
with stovepipe, the crimped end should 
be installed downward to drain creosote 
and condensed water back to the heater. 
Note that some flues may have so many 
bends that they are impossible to line. 

Each woodburning appliance must 
have its own flue. (A fireplace is con­
sidered an appliance> The connection 
of two appliances to a single flue could 
affect the draft characteristics and 
cause smoke damage, poor heating, or 
ventilation problems. 

If you have more than one fireplace in 
your home. check the chimney to make 
sure that a flue exists for each ap­
pliance, including the fireplace, that you 
intend to use. 

Frequently, in older homes, an ex­
isting masonry chimney may have serv­
ed more than one appliance in various 
rooms It is critical to locate and seal 
these unused entry ports or breachings. 
Unused breachings are often covered 
with a thin metal "pie-plate" cover. 
They may be htdden by paneling or 
plaster, especially if the house has been 
remodeled Unused breachings should 
be sealed using masonry and fireclay 
mortar to make the former entry pot as 
sound as the rest of the chimney. 

Use of modular concrete block, also 
known as "flue block," is a common 
practice. However, in some areas this 
may not meet building codes. Consult 
your local building official before con­
structing a flue block chimney. Like 
other masonry chimneys. the modular 
concrete block chimneys must be lined 
with at least 5/8-inch fireclay flue liner 
with a l-inch expansion room between 
liner and flue block. If you plan to build 
a modular concrete block chimney, be 
sure to prepare properly and seal ex­
terior exposed surfaces. Failure to seal 
the block against moisture may cause 
heaving and cracking. Also be sure to 
consult your local building official so 
that your chimney will meet 'Cla"is A" 
standards.

Tourism, 3rd Largest 
Industry in Kentucky 

Kentucky's $3.1 billion tourist industry 
has become the state's third-largest 
business, Gov. Martha Layne Collins 
announced. 

"Our emphasis on tourism as a viable, 
revenue-producing industry has paid 
off," Collins said. 

"During 1984, tourism went up 19.3 
percent, and we expect its rapid rate of 
growth to continue. These figures 
prove that our decision to elevate 
tourism from a department to a cabinet­
level agency was a good one because of 
its increasing importance to Kentucky's 
economy," she said. 

Tourism had previously ranked fourth 
in terms of revenue generated for the 
state. Its recent growth moved it ahead 
of crop production, which grew only 
slightly last year. Coal and machinery 
production retained their first and se­
cond rankings, respectively. 

The new growth figures were contain­
ed in recent economic data obtained by 
the Tourism Cabinet's Department of 
Travel Development. 

Tourism Secretary G. Wendell Combs 
said the new ranking underscores the 
huge economic impact of tourism. 

"Tourism crosses several sectors of 
the economy, so it isn't well known as 
coal mining or crop production," he 
said. 

"But this ranking shows that it is an 
important economic force for Kentucky, 
and we believe it will continue to show 
substantial growth." 

The Department of Travel Develop­
ment research also showed that tourism 
retained in its standing as the second­
largest private employer in the state. 

Tourism accounted for 110,000 jobs, an 
increase of 9,000 from prior year figures. 

Collins said the new figures provided 
"tangible proof of something we've 
known all along. 

"Kentucky is a beautiful state that 
features infinite variety. We want 
everyone to come and see what we have 
to offer."

is important, but the impression or ef­
fect of the fact on your mind." 

The fact is-one out of four students 
nationwide leave high school before g t­
ting their diplomas This signals a crisis 
of devastating proportions. The effect on 
our minds of this fact is a sense of 
urgency 

What causes so many teenagers to 
drop out of school before graduation? 
The same answers appear: poor grades, 
unexcused absences. poverty, hunger, 
sexual abuse, pregnancy, drugs, il­
literacy, undiagnosed health problems. 

We must do more to help these so­
called untouchables . 

We know any program of rescue for 
the dropout and the potential dropout 
must have parental support which would 
mean going into the homes. There must 
be frank discussiOns to identify the 
youngsters at risk. Many parents are 
unemployed, disabled, many are il­
literate, have low self-esteem. Their 
children often exhibit these same traits 
and tend to isolate themselves from the 
structured academic programs. 

There are proposals to establish 
"Alternative Schools" to serve the 
dropout and the potential dropout. This 
type school would address the human 
needs rather than solely academic re­
quirements. Programs would focus on 
self-esteem, discipline, school adjust­
ment and student attitudes towarp 
school. Hoped for would be an improve­
ment in attendance, better peer relation­
ships, more interaction between 
students and staff and fewer students 
dropping out. · 

We must continue to remind ourselves 
that dropouts range from affluent to 
poor, black and white, minority to ma­
jority, childhood to mature teens. The 
fact remains, "When students cannot 
read they cannot succeed in school and 
many of them just give up." Thus the 
bulk of learmng ability is wiped out, 
usually in early childhood. The child is 
then losing touch with the world. We 
cannot guess what the future of this 
child-the dropout-will be like. We 
know that the dropout will, in all 
likelihood, not learn the commonly 
agreed upon skills and knowledge of the 
ongoing culture, i.e ., reading, writing, 
figuring, history and the like; will, more 
than likely, learn aggression, narrow 
mindedness and narrow competition. 
Failure to learn creativity, delight, shar­
ing, awareness and control of emotions, 
empathy for others. can eliminate one 
from the main purposes of life. 

The urgency of the dropout program 
is being recognized in the state of Ken 
tucky as well as on a national level The 
1986-87 school year will see fundmg of 
dropout and illiteracy preventiOn pro­
grams on state and nationalle els in an 
attempt to cut the dropout rate in half 
by 1990. 

In Floyd county schools a program of 
dropout prevention has been organized 
and is under the direction of Mr. 
Maurice Allen and Mr. Ulysus Horne. 
The purpose of the program is to provide 
educational and counseling services that 
will seek to prevent identified students 
of high risk from dropping out of school 
before receiving a diploma. The pro­
gram uses three basic approaches: 

I. Counseling approach: Academi~ 
counseling is stressed with the present­
ly employed guidance counselors being 
utilized on an as needed basis. Voca­
tional and career counseling will be 
available. 

II . Tutorial approach : Teaching in­
dividually or in small groups. Students 
will be assisted in essential skills to help 
the students to improve their self est~m 
and their grades. 

III. Parent involvement approach: 
The parents of students will be inform­
ed abut the goals of the program and 
their support of the students and the pro­
gram will be solicited. 

If excessive absenteeism is en­
countered, a referral to the Director of 
Pupil Personnel will be made and court 
proceedings will be pursued if neces­
sary. It is felt this program will result 
in increased attendance, reduce 
disciplinary referrals and improve 
recorded grade averages, and, above 
all, reduce the number of withdrawals 
prior to graduation. 

We as parents and educators must 
engage in "thought stopping," a tech­
nique used by psychologists with people 
who have compulsive thoughts. We must 
do away with the old concepts, the pat­
terned process of regimented education 
as the solution to the dropout problem. 
Now what can we do in the classroom? 
In short, there are two things that can 
be done in the classroom that generally 
aren' t done. One is to examine alter­
natives such as to broaden the cate­
gories of Math. English. Science. and 
Social Sc1ence. The use of volunteers, 
career employees from area businesses, 
to serve as role models and show the dif­
ficulities they had overcome. what they 
did when reality came face to face with 
~hem, how they handled the shattering 
of their illusions. Secondly. we can 
bypass entirely the remedial measures 
that presently pass for reform, a pat­
chwork measure at best. We can cut 
straight to the heart of the educational 
enterprise, in and out of school. seek new 
methods, new content, new purpose, 
and. indeed. a new definition of educa­
tion. Ways can be worked out to help 
average and below s tudents lea rn 
whatever is needed of today's subject 
matter in a third or Jess time now re­
qwrcd. pleasurabl~ rather than painful­
ly . ,,·ith r~lmost <:Prtain success. 
The conventional classroom. seemmg­

ly quiet and near orderly. truly abounds 
with noise and confusion in the minds of 
the children . These human beings, uni-

que in their own way, are subject to fix­
ed scheduling and instruction that 
borders on inefficiency. Most educators 
agree that we. as human beings, use on­
ly ten percent of our mental capabilities. 
It appears that the dropout has not 
learned to use that ten percent effective­
ly. We must help education break out of 
the old subject-matter trap with narrow 
academic goals. Education is necessary, 
in fact imperative. if one is to survive in 
this so-called high-tech society. That is 
what the adults say to the youth of today. 
Is this reality or an illusion? What is so 
good about the way we are living today? 
Our soc1ety is a drug-taking society, it 
borders on the unreal. We tell the young­
sters to go to school, to follow a rigid cur­
riculum, then you will be a survivor in­
stead of a casualty of our illusory 
society. 

Learning should be life's ultimate pur­
pose. Conditions are critical now for the 
slow learner and those looking to learn 
other than rigid,.conservative, required 
subject matter. 

We as parents and educators need to 
develop an increased awareness and 
understanding of the subculture of 
youth-its language <verbal and non­
verbaD-the stresses and problems they 
face, and to increase their ability to ac­
cept and respect themselves as well as 
their parents and teachers. 

We know that normal adolescence is 
a time of great psychological turmoil, 
proof is in the astonishing increase in 
teen suicides. Patterns of coping with 
reality developed during the teenage 
period are significant in determining 
their behavior as adults. 

We, as a nation, have created a na­
tional effort to combat the drug prob­
lem. We now must develop new and in­
novative approaches to bridge the 
generation gap and try and solve the 
root causes of alienation of our youth 
from our educational system.

Cabinet for Human Resources 
Secretary AI Austin said 76.135 applica­
tions for heating assistance have been 
received since the second HEAP phase 
began on Nov. 18. 

"That makes a total of 129,442 applica­
tions processed in both o{ the HEAP 
segments being handled directly 
through the local offices of the Depart­
mentfor Social Insurance," Austin said. 
."That's about even with the figure of 
133,878 requests for assistance during 
the first two segments of the 1984 
program." 

Federal funds totaling $15.3 million 
were allocated to fund applications dur­
ing the completed portion of this year's 
home energy assistance program. An 
additional $6 million is earmarked for 
the final HEAP segment. 

Beginning Jan 6, 1986 and continuing 
through April 30, the final segment of 
HEAP, for low-income families with a 
heating crisis, will be accepted by the 24 
regional community action agencies 
across the state. 

In this portion of the program, 
assistance may take the form of utility 
or heating fuel payments as well as 
space heaters, blankets and heating 
system repairs with a maximum value 
of $300 per household. Eligible ap­
plicants will be Kentucky households 
without heat or facing a heating source 
loss within five days. 

Easter Seal Society 
Gets $50,000 Grant 

The Kentuclcy Easter Seal Society and 
its president, R. Bruce Farrer, made 
known the receipt of a $50,000 grant from 
the UPS Foundation, a charitable 
organization supported by United Parcel 
Service. 

The grant will be used for the con­
tinued operation of Camp Kysoc, a resi­
dent camp for the most severely physi­
cally and mentally handicapped 
children and adults.

Death Of Soldiers 
Strikes A Chord 

The death of 248 soldiers in the crash 
of a DC-8 charter near Gander , New 
foundland, last Thursday had special 
significance for at least one Floyd resi­
dent. "I didn't know any of those boys, 
but I feel a loss ," said Russell May, of 
Prestonsburg, a former member of the 
lOlst Airborne Division 's 502nd regi­
ment, to which the dead U.S. service­
men also belonged. May recalled last 
week that, 41 years ago, the regiment 
was in France, preparing for the Belgian 
encounter that became known as the 
Battle of the Bulge .

more " Unless we pray about little 
things we cheat ourselves. for small 
needs make a big total. Besides 
guidelines for potential prayers there 
are aids galore. Keeping a record of 
prayers enriches life and increases 
faith . Imagine how Joshua felt when 
God answered his plea to let the sun 
stand still one day. (Josh. 10:12-13. l 

Prayer life is stimulated by stories 
about prayer warriors like George 
!\luller. Praying Hyde, Billy Sunday, 
Marlin Luther, Charles Finney, Gipsy 
Smith. Sr.. Adoniram Judson. and other 
notables. also by reading good devo­
tional booklets such as THE UPPER 
ROOM, OUR DAILY BREAD, or THE 
IMITATION OF CHRIST.

Authorities say failure to pray 
regularly makes anemic Christians, 
weakens the moral fiber of individuals 
and nations.

:• pleasure is dead while she yet liveth. 
~: mead spiritually.> There is little if any 
;; doubt that America became the greatest 
·: nation in history in record time chiefly 
:; because God had preeminence in the 
;. lives of our forefathers. All things are 
•: possile with him. He can alter the course 
: of our land by himself, and in a split se­
: cond, but he uses human instruments to 
: .Co his work. He made us creatures of 
: choice. Everything depends upon the ex­
: tent to which we yield to him. He can 
: res tore the values tried and proved for 
: centuries, but he will do this only if we 
! do our part. That includes work. 
' Aren't we often reluctant to spend the 
• necessary time and effort to achieve 
: desired goals, which God himself yearns

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Consumer Food Prices 
Take Leap In October 

Consumer food prices po~led their sc• ­
cond largest mcn•ase of the year 111 Oc­
tober. according to figures from lht> 
Bureau of Labor Statistics 

Food prices rose 0.-t percent. outpae -. 
ing a 0.2 percent rise in the Consunwr 
Price Index < CP I 1. 

"Higher food pnces in September and 
October have virtually erased six 
months of stable or declining food 
prices,·· said state Agriculture Commis­
sioner David E. Boswell. 

In contrast. the overall CPI has main­
tained a steady though moderate pace 
upward, rising 0.2 percent during each 
of the last four months . 

A 3 percent federal tax on alcholic 
beverages bottled after Oct I led the in­
crease in October food costs . The cost of 
non-alcoholic beverages fell 0.1 percent. 

Meat prices. led by beef and veal, rose 
slightly for October. Beef and veal in 
creased by 2.1 percent. Fish and egg 
prices rose faster than in September. up 
0.8 percent. 

"On the other hand, poultry and pork 
prices both declined," Boswell said. This 
was the third consecutive decline for 
pork prices. 

There were also continued increases 
in fresh fruit and vegetables. up 0.5 
percent. 

"Dairy prices show uncertainty as 
dairy farmers and federal legislators try 
to agree on a method to lower produc­
tion, while maintaining farm income," 
Boswell said. Dairy prices fell 0.3 per­
cent in October after rising 0.2 percent 
in September. 

Cereals and bakery products revers­
ed a small September gain and fell 0.1 
percent in October.

VA Answers 
Q- I received an evaluation of my 

service-connected condition which was 
rated zero percent by the VA. What ad­
vantage is there to having such a 
disability status? 

A-There are several advantages, the 
most important of which is having a 
record that your disability is related to 
your service. This entitles you to free, 
priority treatment by the VA for the con­
dition. Establishing the disability will 
also allow a quicker decision if your con­
dition worsens and you claim compen­
sation for it. With basic entitlement 
established, the VA will only need to 
determine the current extent of your 
disability. 

Q- During my 22 years in the Army 
I became an alcoholic . Will the VA pay 
me compensation for this disease? 

A- No. The VA can offer treatment 
for alcoholism, but no benefits may be 
paid. Alcoholism is not considered a con­
dition for which compensation is 
payable. 

Q-May I borrow on my Veterans 
Group Life Insurance policy? 

A- 'No. Your Veterans Group Life In­
surance is a term insurance policy and 
does not develop a cash or loan value. 

Q- I entered military service before 
December 31, 1976 and plan to serve at 
least twenty years for retirement 
benefits Will I lose my GI Bill benefits 
which expire on December 31, 1989? 

A-No. Under the provisions of Public 
Law 98-525, enacted in 1984, a new GI Bill 
protects your benefits. Under this law 
you would receive $300 per month for 36 
months plus one-half of the GI Bill rate 
you would have received under the non­
contributory G I Bill if you start training 
after December 31, 1989. 

Q-Does the VA grant loans to start a 
business? 

A- No. The VA does not offer a 
business loan. The Small Business Ad­
ministration has a number of programs 
designed to assist veterans. 

Q- What is a specially-adapted hous­
ing grant? 

A- A grant not to exceed 50 percent of 
the cost of building, buying or remodel­
ing a home to meet the needs of serious­
ly disabled, service-connected veterans 
who are mobility-impaired. The grant 
cannot exctled $35,500.

The controversial"Entry to Practice" 
proposal which the Kentucky Nurses' 
Association <KNAl plans to introduce in 
he 1986 General Assembly was the topic 

<>f a presentation given Dec. 6 at Our 
!Lady of the Way Hospital. 

Joy Brands, assistant professor in the 
:school of Nursing at Bellarmine College, 
Louisville, made the presentation on 
behalf of KNA. 

The proposal would require applicants 
for a registered nurse Hcense to have a 
baccalaureate degree in nursing and ap­
plicants for an "associate nurse" license 
to have an associate degree in nursing. 

The resolution includes "grand­
mother" clauses which allow all nurses 
licensed as registered nurses by 1992 to 
continue to be licensed as registered 
nurses and those licensed as licensed 
practical nurses by 1992 to be licensed 
as associate nurses regardless of their 
educational preparations. 

Presently registered nurses may take 
a two-, three-, or four-year program at 
commumty colleges, hospital nursing 
schools or universities to prepare for 
their licensure exam. Practical nurses 
prepare educationally with 12-18 month 
programs. usually at vocational schools. 

poses the KNA proposal. Its position 
statement reads. "Statistics show that a 
very high percentage of licensed prac­
tical nurses take advantage of educa­
tional courses on their own time and at 
their own expense .. There is no evi 
dence that the move to two levels of nur­
sing would improve the quality of care 
needed or warranted by the public. To 
eliminate this profession from the health 
care team would work a definite hard­
ship on both the individual patient as 
well as the health care structure as a 
whole." 

During the presentation's discussion, 
registered nurse Waneta Newsome com­
mented that she went into nursing "to 
serve humanity." The continued debate 
centers on whether present or proposed 
nursing legislation will allow her and 
others to do that best.

Brands said she sees the proposal as 
''looking where we are at educationally 
and where we want to be professional­
ly." She sees the proposed legislation as 
lessening the educational gap between 
nurses and other health care profes­
$ionals such as doctors, S<X:ial workers 
~nd physical therapists. She also cited 
increasing technology as demanding 
more knowledge than can be crammed 
into existing educational programs. 

In the discussion initiated by her talk. 
$everal key issues emerged. 

Storm Doors 
Probably most obvious to the nurses 

in attendance was that future entry in­
to nursing would be much more difficult 
~nd expensive for the student. Not only 
would more years have to be spent in 
training, but greater distances (for per­
sons in this area) would have to be 
traveled to attend an institution with a 
four-year program. 

Brands conceded that most two-year 
registered nurse programs offered by 
community colleges and hospitals could 
not be adjusted to a four-year program 
and that the practical nursing school 
programs of most vocational schools 
would have to close. 
: On a more positive note, Brands 
stated that Bellarmine College's 
Outreach Consortium was developing a 
!Dodular nursing program at the bac­
calaureate and master degree levels for 
Use in rural areas of Kentucky, including 
this region. However, the program has 
pot yet been implemented because funds 
are still being sought to finance it. 
: Another point made was that if the 
proposal was passed without the so­
called "grandmother clauses", today's 
licensed nurses could not regain licen­
sure without further education. An ad­
aitional concern was that, even with the 
"grandmother clauses" intact, regis­
tered and associate nurses with less 
education might be discriminated 
against in hiring and pay scales. 

Brands left copies of the proposal to 
Clear up the confusion caused by its 
previous unavailability. In addition, she 
promised to find out the bill number so 
interested persons can write their legis­
lators about it.

A report released by the Mountain 
Association for Community Economic 
Development <MACED l recommends a 
state-wide program to assist families 

e who get their drinking water from 
private wells. Over half the families in 
21 counties of southeastern Kentucky, in­
cluding Floyd, rely on water supplies 
which are prone to contamination but 
are unprotected by state or federal laws. 
Health officials in this area estimate 
that of approximately 321,0QO people 
dependent on private water supplies, 
over 218,000 <68%) rely on water sup­
plies contaminated by bacteria. 

The report, Drinking Water and 
• Health in Southeastern Kentucky, points 

out the the incidence of hepatitis in this 
region is over two times the national 
average Environmentalists interview­
ed by MACED believe flooding, im­
proper sewage disposal, and improper­
ly constructed and maintained wells are 
the primary reasons for bacterial con­
tamination. Research indicates most 
wells are not routinely treated. 

Private wells contaminated by 
• chemicals from coal mining and oil and 

gas recovery operations are a serious 
problem in many localized areas of 
southeastern Kentucky, the reMrt says. 
However, since private water supplies 
are seldom tested for chemicals and tox­
ic metals, it is virtually impossible to 
assess the extent of contamination and 
the health threat posed by these 
chemicals. According to the report, 
problems like acid mine drainage, 
"black water," "red water," water loss, 

• crude oil, and brine continue to plague 
well users and have raised concern 
among health officials and citizens 
throughout the region. 

William Duncan, the president of 
MACED, said, "Wells used to be an ade­
quate source of drinking water for scat­
tered rural residents. But, with the 
population and industrial growth in rural 
Kentucky over the past 20 years, that is 
no longer the case." The report asserts 

• 
that wells are becoming an increasing­
ly expensive, unreliable, and often 
unhealthy source of drinking water for 
rural residents because groundwater 
has been allowed to deteriorate. Whitley 
county well driller Buhl William concurs 
with MACED's findings, "You like to tell 
people what they want to hear but some­
times you just can't. I'm afraid that if 
something isn't done soon to protect our 
groundwater, we'll have to find another 
source of drinking water." 

• 
Current state and federal policies 

have not kept up with the need to 
develop safe drinking water in rural 
areas served by individuals wells. Ac­
cording to Duncan, "Public grants and 
loans are available to subsidize com­
munity water systems, but it is not feasi­
ble to serve the majority of families that 
way in areas like southeastern Ken­
tucky. There is, however, an opportuni· 
ty to improve the drinking water avail­
able to families which cannot be served 

• 
by public water systems." 

MACED's report suggests that there 
are reasonable and relatively inexpen· 
sive ways for the Commonwealth to play 
an active, non-regulatory role in solving 
the problems inherent in providing rural 
families with access to safe drinking 
water. In addition to data collection and 
increased enforcement of water quali­
ty regulations, the report highlights the 
need for a statewide "Well Assistance 
and Development Program,'' establish-

• 
ed and coordinated by the Natural 
Resource & Environmental Protection 
Cabinet's Division of Water, in coopera-
tion with other agencies of state and 
local government. 

The proposed program has four ma­
jor parts: to increase public awareness 
of groundwater protection needs 
through a statewide educational 
endeavor; to identify water quality 
problems by providing free water sam­
ple analyses to all rural residents upon 

• request; to provide comprehensive tech­
nical assistance in solving problems 
identified; and to provide low cost well 
improvement loans. 

• 

Duncan said MACED undertook this 
analysis of drinking water and health in 
southeastern Kentucky in order to con­
tribute to the public discussion of how to 
provide safe drinking water in rural 
areas.

By JULIE SMITIIEH 
fo~armers, what would you give to have 

something in your barn that can eat 
more rats and mice each night than a 
dozen cats? This rodent hunter has vi­
sion 35 to 100 times more sensitive than 
man's and is a mouse trap with hearing 
so acute that it can locate and catch prey 
in total darkness. Because of its ghost­
ly appearance and weird cries, it is 
known in Australia as the "Ghost Bird." 
We call it the Barn Owl 

A barn owl can appear quite scary. It 
can appear silently and suddenly out of 
the darkness, a large, white apparition 
overhead, emitting haunted-house 
noises: a soft, ascending, wheezy cry or 
a shrill snore which makes one think of 
strangulation. If the bird is alarmed, it 
will utter a shrill cry of fright, a rasp­
ing call like the sudden, violent ripping 
of a sheet of heavy canvas. The Pima In­
dians of Arizona picked the barn owl as 
the species inhabited by a ghost because 
of these uncanny sounds. Its heart­
shaped face, together with its ability to 
blink with the upper (not lower, as in 
many other birds) eyelids, gives it an 
uncanny, primate-like appearance, 
which is why it is also known as the 
monkey-faced owl. 

Barn owls are masters of the art of 
noiseless approach. Their flight feathers 
are covered with soft downy hairs that 
muffle all noise. While they have ex­
cellent vision, it is their keen sense of 
hearing that makes them such efficient 
predators. The barn owl's curious, 
heart-shaped facial disc is thought to be 
an aid in detecting weak sound waves 
from small quarry, enabling quick 
perception of the slightest movements 
of a mouse. Its ears are placed asyme­
trically allowing it to face the sound and 
adjust its head to receive a maximum 
intensity in each ear, aligning its flight 
pattern on "sight" with the target. This 
system is so efficient that barn owls can 
flawlessly detect and capture prey in 
total darkness. 

The barn owl can be recognized from 
our other owls by its white heart-shaped 
face, small dark eyes (in contrast to the 
often large, yellow eyes of most typical 
owls) and lack of ear tufts or feathered 
"horns." Its long legs, which have 
developed into the world's most efficient 
rodent traps, and their large wings 
spreading almost four feet give a false 
sense of size. Its body is actually only 
about the size of a closed fist. Its wings 
and back are light buff in color, and its 
unde"rparts are white. 

Although relatively rare in Kentucky, 
the barn owl has worldwide distribution 
surpassed by few other birds. Man and 
owl have maintained a tolerably happy 
relationship for centuries. Farmers 
especially appreciate these nocturnal 
hunters of rats and mice. In England, 
oid barns contam built-in nest boxes for 
bam owls, and in Holland farmers even 
built access routes into their lofts and 
roofspaces.Somelargefarrnhousesin 
Holland have a decorative complex call­
ed an "owl board" <oeleboerd) on the 
front of the roof ridge, with a round 
opening in the center called the "owl 
hole" (oelegat). 

Barn owls nest in almost any dark, 
secluded place, but seem to prefer 
haylofts or deserted buildings. They 
may also be found nesting in hollow 
trees. In Kentucky, they are often

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reported around distillery warehouses. 
The large quantities of grain stored at 
the distilleries attract many mice and 
rats which provide a constant food sup­
ply for the owls. One colony of barn owls 
that used to live around a distillery near 
Tyrone in Anderson county contained at 
least 40 adults. 

While the great horned owl has been 
known to kill barn owls, their only 
serious enemy is man. Cleaner and 
neater farms with fewer fencerows and 
more efficient storage of grain have 
reduced the abundance of mice. 
Pastures where voles flourished are now 
plowed fields, and wetlands over which 
barn owls used to hunt beneath the moon 

have been dramed. As with many other 
predatory birds, pesticides and other 
toxic chemicals have led to thinning of 
egg shells and reduced reproduction 
rates.

Permits Now Required 
For Coal Processing 

Effective December 1, Kentucky was 
required to issue permits and enforce 
performance standards on all off-site 
coal crushing, screening and sizing 
facilities which wish to continue 
operating after August 1, 1986. 

Prior to December 1, these operations 
did not need a permit from the Depart· 
ment for Surface Mining Reclamation 
and Enforcement. But because the U.S. 
Office of Surface Mining recently denied 
Kentucky's request to continue exemp· 
ting these facilities, these operations 
must obtain a permit by February 3, 
1986. 

These new requirements do not app· 
ly to coal processing plants or crushers 
which are already permitted or to coal 
processing plants located at power 
plants. 

Some exemptions to these require­
ments are available for existing 
facilities. For information, contact the 
Department for Surface Mining 
Reclamation and Enforcement in 
Frankfort. 

To further explain these new permit 
requirements, the state has scheduled 
two seminars in Frankfort on December 
16 and 17. They will be held in the State 
Office Building Auditorium CD.O.T. 
Building) located at the junction of Hig.h 
and Holmes Streets, beginning at 9 a .m.

Herbicide Tolerance 
Of Corn Is Sought 

Researchers at the University of Ken­
tucky are hoping to find the key to corn 
tolerance of a new herbicide that pro­
mises to be a boon to soybean produc­
tion. 

· Imazaquin, currently being tested by 
American Cyanamid under the trade 
name Scepter, is a broad spectrum her­
bicide designed to provide broadleaf and 
grassy weed control in soybeans. The 
appeal of being able to solve several 
weed control problems with a single ap­
plication is offset, to some degree, by the 
fact that imazaquin persists in the soil 
and may hinder the growth of corn. 

That is a problem for many farmers 
who rotate from producing soybeans one 
year to growing corn the next. The prac­
tice of crop rotation is commonly ac­
cepted as an effective method of 
hampering the buildup of nematodes 
and various crop specific diseases. 

Preliminary research at Michigan 
State University showed that corn 
varieties differ in their susceptibility to 
imazaquin. The research at UK is aim­
ed at determing what accounts for the 
differences. 

Kip Sander, a graduate student work­
ing with Michael Barrett, a weed scien­
tist at UK, is investigating the various 
processes that take place in corn plants 
to determine which of them accounts for 
the greater tolerance of imazaquin in 
some varieties than in others. 

There are three popular hypotheses of 
why some plants are not susceptible to 
imazaquin. Some produce enough of the 
critical enzyme on which imazaquin acts 
to accommodate its affects. Some pro­
duce a type of the critical enzyme that 
is not affected by imazaquin. And some 
plants change the imazaquin into a 
harmless form .' 

Sander 's initial tests have suggested 
that is is the later process, the plants' 
rate of metabolism, which accounts for 
the varying tolerance of imazaquin in 
corn. 

"With further research we will be able 
to pinpoint the source of the tolerance 
characteristic and seed producers will 
be able to incorporate this valuable trait 
into their hybridization designs. This 
will allow the rotation of corn and soy­
beans which many farmers desire, and 
also the use of this convenient form of 
weed control," Sander said.

Students are asked to write an essay 
in response to the topic: "What my 
school system could do with an addi­
tional $100,000 of revenue from an un­
mined minerals tax." 

Unmined minerals tax legislation will 
be introduced in the 1986 legislative 
session. 

All students in Kentucky elementary 
and high schools are eligible to partie­
pate in the contest. Essays should be up 
to 250 words long and may follow any 
format the student chooses. Essays 
must be received by KFTC by February 
1, 1986, with the winners to be announc­
ed on Valentine's Day, February 14. 

Three prizes will be awarded: $100 of 
books (of the student's choice) or school 
materials for first prize ; $50 worth as se­
cond prize, and; $25 worth for the third 
prize. Essays will be evaluated, based 
on an understanding of local school 
systems and creative ideas for the use 
of the revenue as well as on clarity of 
writing, and will be judged according to 
one's age and grade level. KFTC claims 
the right to publish all or part of any 
entry. 

In submitting an essay the student 
should send his or her name, address 
and telephone number, age, name of 
school and grade. Submissions should be 
sent to KFTC Essay Contest, P .O. Box 
864, Prestonsburg, Kentucky 41653.

Retired Teachers' Problems Thanks to Churches 
~o one in the state of Kentucky can 

deny that retired teachers are struggling 
to hold onto a life style in which they can 
do more than survive. :\!embers of the 
General Assembly are sensitive t the 
slump in benefits of the teachers' retire­
ment program and have a sincere desire 
to ease the urgency of their need for ad­
di tiona! medical and retirement 
benefits. 

Although the retired teacher's prob­
lems were not included in the call of the 
July special session of the Legislature. 
it was on the minds of most legislators. 
And, as a result of that concern. a 
special task force was established to 
look at the problems and come up with 
specific recommendations for con­
sideration by the 1986 General Assem­
bly. 

Among the other issues the task force 
is currently looking at is the retired 
teachers who have thirty years of ser­
vice to the Commonwealth but worked 
during a time when salaries were ex­
tremely low. And, as a result of the low 
salaries combined with recent high in­
flation rates we've experienced during 
the past decade, those teachers are now 
struggling to just survive on extremely 
low retirement benefits. 

A legislative package that the retired 
teachers have composed and presented 
to legislators includes a two part in­
crease in benefits-one in July of 86 and 
then again in 87. 

Retired teachers will be asking for in­
creases in the percentage of the tab that 
the state picks up for funding for their 
medical insurance program. In the 1984 
General Assembly, there was an at­
tempt to increase the state's contribu­
tion rate by .28 percent. But there was 
no money available to cover the increas­
ed revenue needed by the state so the 
issue died. 

During these negotiations, the Ken­
tucky Retirement System agreed to use 
some investment income that was 
received during 1982-83 that was over 
and above the seven and one half per­
cent assumed rate to meet the state's 
normal obligation of matching that 
member contribution rate. So far into 
1984-86, the system is paying $5.3 million 
that is normally paid by the state. It was 
only a short term measure that was ear­
marked to be used only for a two year 
period. State government is obligated to 
resume its contribution July 1, 1986. And, 
I might add that this is an issue that the 
special legislative Task Force on 
Retired Teachers Benefits is consider­
ing carefully. 

There is a bill prefiled for the 1986 ses­
sion that would return the borrowed 
money in full to the Teacher's Retire­
ment Fund and prohibit further borrow­
ing in the future. 

And because retired teachers are now 
paying, for the first time, ten dollars a 
month for medical insurance which 
began in January 1984, a bill has also 
been prefiled for the 1986 regular session 
of the General Assembly to require the 
state to provide for total medical 
coverage of the retired teachers. 

Rep. Caroline White from Barbours­
ville has prefiled a bill that would allow 
teachers to retire after twenty-seven 
years of service instead of thirty without 
penalty. 

It is not an easy time for any of us in­
volved in state government. The new 
federal budget proposals are not kind to 
Kentucky and education. If we are to 
make it through this crisis period in our 
state, we must pull together for the 
overall improvement of our state.

At W'wright 

In what owner Paul Gearheart 
described as ·•stepping into the 21st cen 
tury.' ' the Wheelwright exchange of the 
Harold Telephone Company last Friday 
changed to state of the art digital ele.-:­
tronic switching systems, complete with 
options such as touchtone dialing, call­
waiting and conference calling. 

The new system. culmination of two 
years of engineering and construction 
work, carries a price tag of about 
$800,000. Gearheart says, however, there 
will be no increase in the basic rate at 
this time. He was unwilling to commit 
to a timetable for future rat<? hikes, but 
said that for now the only additional 
charges would be for the optional 
services. 

With the new hardware, the approx­
imately 1,400 customers of that ex­
change have acquired a 15 to 20 percent 
increase in the number of available 
trunk Jines, with 36 toll trunks connec­
ting to the national telephone network, 
and 70 free service trunks going into the 
extended service area grid. Each trunk 
carries one call at a time. 

The new equipment replaces the old 
'"step" switching method used there 
since 1960. " It's called step," said 
Gearheart, "because everything has to 
be done step by step, electrically. " With 
the new set up, he says customers can 
look forward to faster and more efficient 
switching. 

The Harold Telephone Company is on­
ly the second independent telephone 
system in the state to use all digital 
equipment 

Though things are more streamlined 
and easier to handle there now, 
Gearheart said no jobs were threaten­
ed in the changeover.

In " Rocky IV," Sylvester 
Stallone works with the phi­
losophy "if it ain't broke. 
don 't fix it " and keeps the for­
mula pared down to the ba­
sics: Rocky is the underdog, 
the v1llain is despicable, and 
the only way to win is to be­
lieve 1n yourself 

If you think th1s sounds like 
apple p1e and motherhood , 
you re on the right track . This 
time. the villain is a Russian 
superman known as "Drago" 
who comes to the United 
States for a boxing demon­
stration and promptly sends 
Apollo Creed to that great 
boxing ring in the sky. Now we 
all know that you don 't tug on 
Superman's cape, you don 't 
spit into the wind . and you 
don 't beat up on Rocky's 
good buddy, especially not 
when he's wearing his Ameri­
can-flag boxing trunks_ 

At this point. there's little 
question that Stallone knows 
how to create slick, manipula­
tive images that achieve the 
desired result, so " Rocky IV" 
is far more interesting associ­
ology than it is as a film. 

The characters. so carefully 

created in the first "Rocky" 
film are now cardboard cut­
out~ of their former selves. In 
fact , so little needs be set up 
that Stallone resorts to what 
are essentially musical videos 
to fill 1n the time and flesh out 
the movie. For all the flash­
backs and to cover travel 
scenes, the turntable is trig ­
gered and the rock music be­
gins. The music is performed 
by everyone, from Kenny Log­
gins to Gladys Knight to 
James Brown. 

At the end of the film, Stal­
lone delivers a comic-book 
speech of such screeching­
political naivete - delivered 
in a boxer 's dialect of " dese, 
dem and dose" - that most 
viewers will laugh out loud. 
Yet , they will still cheer loudly 
as Rocky pummels the Rus­
sian so badly that even the 
Russian premier stands up 
and applauds. 

What's left? The scariest 
part of "Rocky IV" is that one 
of the closing shots of the film 
is of a young boy who is por­
traying - you guessed it -
the son of Rocky_

Berry said the Job Corps finds 
employment for about 85% of the 
students who complete the program. A 
number of students are placed in jobs 
while still at the corps. 

"We put some kids at Elliott Contrac­
ting," he said, "and we put some at the 
lodge (at Jenny Wiley State Park). They 
get six weeks of a helper for free, and 
we get feedback" on the student's 
capabilities. 

Though students are not paid for out­
side work done during their training, 
they do receive a monthly stipend from 
the Job Corps itself, and that money in­
creases w1th the amount of time the stu­
dent is at the center. 

Federal guidelines say that the center 
here must keep a yearly average of 165 
students. One way Berry is achieving 
this quota is by a sponsor program, aim­
ed at lowering the number of students 
who drop out during the initial 30 days 
after coming here. 

"Since we began our sponsorship pro­
gram m May, our 30-day rate has im­
proved tremendously," he said. "We 
have six sponsors here, staffers who 
have a good rap with the students. We 
get an itinerary on the students and the 
sponsors call them up and tell them 
what to expect. It eliminates 
dissappointments ." 

Among the things sponsors tell pro­
spective students are that cars, alcohol 
and girls are off limits.
