Edgar Jones, an owner of the JRM 
Coal Co., .Mose Meade, German Stum­
lx> Tf'ddy Kinney and Ken Rolland were 
found guilty of charges stemming from 
a violent dispute between UMWA 
members and non-union employees of 
the Ray-Mac mine-in February, 1982.

Hearing in Pike 
Of Floyd Cases 
Begins Tuesday 

A prosecutor told a Pike Circuit Court 
jury yesterday <Tuesday) that former 
Deputy Judge-Executive Thomas Laf­
ferty, Sr. abused his public trust by 
spending county money on himself at a 
time when Floyd finances were rapidly 
deteriorating. 

In her opening statement, Assistant 
Attorney-General Barbara Whaley said 
the evidence would show that, over a 
five-month period in 1982, Lafferty 
used a county credit card 44 times to buy 
meals, almost all of them at the family­
owned Plantation Motel, under the 
pretense that the expenditures were on 
county business. The allegedly improper 
spending came a t a time when the coun­
ty was slipping so fast toward insolven­
cy that the state was later forced to take 
charge, the prosecutor noted. 

"No officer is entitled to use county 
l,lloney for his own personal pleasure," 
said the prosecutor, adding, "Done on a 
large enough scale, it can destroy a 
county's finances. 

Lafferty was the first of 13 defendants 
facing trial as the result of an 18-month 
state police investigation into county 
financial practices under the 1982 ad­
ministration of his brother, the late 
Jerry Lafferty, Jr. The trials were 
transferred to Pike county in response 
to a prosecution argument that, since 
many of the defendants wielded political 
power here, they could not be tried fairly 
in this county. Pike Circuit Judge Will 
T . Scott was named to hear the case 
when Floyd Circuit Judge Hollie Conley 
stepped down. 

Two of the 16 indicted last December 
entered guilty pleas Monday, and pro­
secutors agreed to <trop charges again$t 
a third. Alma Castle, of Hueysville, who 
was indicted with her son, Anthony, on 
a charge of criminal possession of a 
forged check, pleaded guilty to a lesser 
charge of criminal facilitation. Hugh 
Fugate, of Price, who was named on an 
indictment together with Left Beaver

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Goble 'Retires' after 30 Years 
But Returns to His Old Trade 

Living in a town the size of Prestons­
burg, there are certain people you see 
so often they become almost like fami­
ly. There is the feeling that if they are 
not where they should be something isn't 
right with the world. 

One of these people is Dan Goble, who 
managed the Strand Theatre here for 
more than 30 years. He retired last 
month. 

One of the first things you notice about 
Dan and wife Pauline is how proud they 
are of their children, grandchildren and 
great-grandchildren. They talk at length 
about the granddaughter who at six 
years is a sought-after model, and the 
football coach son, whose team has won 
the class AAAA state football champion­
ship two out of the last three years, the 
daughter who is about to finish her PhD., 
and all the others who mean so much to 
them. 

Dan and Pauline reared six children 
during the years Dan managed the 
Strand. Pauline, whom Dan characteriz­
ed as being "the key to all my success," 
worked there too, as did all of the 
children at one time or another. 

Though Dan has had several jobs in 
his life, the one that everything seemed 
to revolve around was the Strand. 

He started out when he was six years 
old as a shoe-shine boy. Back in those 
days he charged a nickel a shine. He 
continued in the trade until after he had 
married, and made more money at shin­
ing shoes than his father-in-law, a 
machinist in the mines. During World 
War II, the Gobles moved to Ypsilanti, 
Mich., where he took a job at the Willow 
Run bomber plant, working on B-24 
bombers, and later worked at Hudson 
Motors as a rivet repairman on B·-29 
bombers. But llie Gobles weren't happy 
in Michigan. 

"I was working at the Hudson Motor 
company and everybody was getting 
laid off. I was the only one who wasn't 
getting laid off because I would always 
show up for work on time and be ready 
to do my job," he recalls. The only prob­
lem was that Dan was hoping he, too, 
would be laid off. "Can you imagine 
what it was like for a boy from a small 
town to be up in Michigan working in a 
factory? Everybody else was getting 
laid off and I was hoping I would, too, 
but they just kept moving me from job 
to job when they'd lay off the other 
men." Dan eventually quit working for 
Hudson and returned to Prestonsburg, 
but not before saving $1,000, quite a 
princely sum in 1944. 

"I got off the train in Kentucky with 
the $1,000 pinned inside my coat, and 
went directly to Tom Moore's barber 
shop to shine shoes for 10 or 15 cents," 
he said. And there were other jobs 
before, and during, the time he worked 
for the Strand. In 1944-'45, he managed 
a liquor store on the spot where the First 
Commonwealth Bank now stands. There 
were also stints at a mine on Caney, as 
a flagman for the state highway depart­
ment, and later as a field supervisor at 
Jenny Wiley State Park and a security 
guard at Maloney's. It was the Strand, 
however, that he took as a career, and 
it is the Strand that he misses today.

Pack's Counsel 
Rescinds Offer 
To Pay $10,789 

The deal is off, an angry attorney told 
members of the Floyd Board of Educa­
tion last Wednesday in regard to an ar­
rangement by which her client would 
have reimbursed monies missing from 
Wheelwright High School activities 
accounts. 

Ina June26order, the board held that 
former principal Ervin Pack had "acted 
illegally and unethically" in failing to 
follow proper accounting procedures 
and instructed him to pay $10,782 which 
was unaccounted for at the close of the 
school year. The board also directed its 
attorney to turn the case over to the 
Commonwealth's attorney for further 
investigation. 

But Cassie J . Allen, who represents 
the former principal, accused the board 
of reneging on her client's "good will" 
offer of settlement, said she was "total­
ly shocked to see the case tried in the 
newspaper," and added that her client 
now withdrew his settlement offer. 

Calling the board-Qrdered audit of 
Wheelwright accounts "an estimate at 
best and a travesty at worst," Allen said 
school officials had made "incorrect and 
malicious" statements about her client. 
Pack owes the board no money and will 
be vindicated by a grand jury, the at­
torney said. 

Board attorney David Barber said he 
regretted Pack's decision to withdraw 
his offer, since it forces the board to file 
suit in circuit court to recover the 
money. The board order he read at the 
close of the board's June 26 meeting 
reflected the agreement of both parties 
and is a matter of public record, he said. 

Meanwhile, the case against Wheel­
wright coach Danny Johnson, which ap­
peared to have been closed at the June 
26 meeting, was reopened Wednesday, 
after auditors reported that between 
$240 and $300 in soft drink sales remains 
unaccounted for. Questions also remain 
about sums said to have been paid to 
referees and for players, reported Don 
Wallen, an accountant with Linton and 
Company, the Pikeville firm responsi­
ble for auditing Floyd school accounts. 

After discussing it in executive session 
Wednesday, the board referred the case 
to its attorney, who was not at the 
meeting. 

1955 as a popcorn popper for $40 a week, 
but was soon moved into management. 

"When I first started working for the 
Strand, it was in kind of bad shape," Go­
ble said. "People would come in and cut 
up the seats with knives." But Goble 
would have none of that. "People would 
come to the theatre on Saturday nights 

'and bring whiskey in, hidden in their 
pants, and I'd have to throw them out. 
I've had people come up to me and tell 
me they didn't come to see the show, but 
just to watch me in action. I've had 
45-and 50-year-old men come up to me 
and say that I threw them out when they 
were young. I asked them if they were 
mad and they said, no, that they were 
acting up and deserved it.'' 

The Strand was different in other 
ways back in the 1950's and '60's. Ac­
cording to the Gobles, a major attrac­
tion used to be live stage shows. 

"Back before they made it into a twin 
cinema, the theatre seated 712 people. 
We used to have stage shows with peo­
ple like Lester Flat and Earl Skruggs, 
Minnie Pearl, Fuzzy Q. Jones, Lash 
Larue, Hilo Brown, the Carter Sisters 
and the Ink Spots. Cousin Ezra and the 
Lonesome Pine Fiddlers played here for 
30 straight weeks ." The Strand even 
played host to circus acts and profes­
sional wrestling, back in those days. 

Running the Strand became a family 
affair for the Gobles. Pauline worked 
there until she became ill several years 
ago and all six children worked there at 
one time or another. In fact, it was their 
two youngest daughters who came up 
with what has become one of the 
theatre's most popular soft drinks. 

"They just decided to mix everything 
up together and they called it a 
graveyard," Goble recalls. " Now it's 
listed on the menu right up beside Pepsi 
and the others." 

One of the most popular movies ever 
to play lhe Strand was .,Rock around the 
Clock." " It was on a double feature, and 
I figured everybody had come to see the 
other movie," said Pauline, "but they 
were there for 'Rock Around the Clock. ' 
People had to stand up, it was so crowd­
ed. They were dancing in the aisles. We 
ended up bringing that movie back 
about 30 times." 

Goble has seen the Strand go from 
charging 15 cents admission for children 
and 40 cents for adults to its present $1.50 
and $3.50, from being a full-size theatre 
to its present state as a twin cinema. He 
has seen trends in movies come and go, 
but through it all he always enjoyed his 
work. Now that he has retired, he misses 
it. 

But, at 65, he says it seems he'll have 
to be content working part time taking 
tickets . 

"I've not been well since I was in an 
automobile accident two years ago," he 
explains. There were times when I felt 
so bad I couldn't really face the public." 

So he decided last month to call it 
quits. 

"I've been off a month, but it seems 
like two or three," he said. " I'm not con­
tented. I don't like to hunt or fish or 
swim, my hobby is work." 

After he retired a few weeks ago, the 
Gobles went to North Carolina to visit 
one of their sons. "We stayed a week and 
I was almost ready to go back to work," 
said Dan. "Mr. Absher said I could work 
part time taking tickets, and as sort of 
a hobby I go down to Gary Wright's 
barber shop in the mornings and shine 
shoes. The other day, John Allen and 
Jonas Miller came in and I shined their 
shoes. It was quite a coincidence, 
because I'd shined their shoes 55 years 
ago. We all laughed about it." 

"If you want some advice from Dan 
Goble," he said, "study on it before you 
retire. Take about two weeks off and 
really make up your mind if you want 
to do it."

Success and Failure 
The support that is evident in the General Assembly's 

special session for Governor Collins' education bill and the op­
position which the governor's 5-cent gasoline tax met at the 
hands of the same legislators afford a splendid example of the 
power of public sentiment. 

The education bill, with its $287 million-plus price tag, ap­
parently has clear sailing, because the needs of, and for, 
education were emphasized in public meetings across the 
state. It is so favored, although many still doubt that money 
in such quantity is needed or will cure Kentucky's school ills. 

Conversely, the gasoline tax legislation for the building and 
maintenance of roads got an emphatic thumbs down, largely 
because the administration failed to convince the people that 
the state really needs the money. 

We were among those who favored the gasoline 'JlX. The 
construction and upkeep of roads is a plain matter of dollars 
and cents, and we believed that the extra 5-cent tax on gasoline 
(said to average $50 a year to the individual motorist) was not 
exorbitant or oppressive-especially so, in view of the fact that 
it has not been so long ago when we were all paying Arabian 
oil interests a lot more to fuel our cars and trucks. 

Besides, we entertained what some might term the fatuous 
hope that out of that extra tax money long-needed roads might 
be built in Floyd and other counties of neglected Eastern 
Kentucky.

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Magistrate Ed Caudill, pleaded guilty to 
three felony counts of theft by deception. 

One of the charges against Fugate in­
volved $2000 in allegedly bogus claims, 
which he said he had made against the 
county at the request of Judge­
Executive Lafferty. The other two 
counts involved sums of $1650 and $600. 
The prosecution has recommended that 
Fugate be sentenced to one year in 
prison on each charge, the sentences to 
be concurrent, and that he be ordered to 
make restitution of the sums involved. 

Dropped was a count against Robert 
Duncan, of Hueysville, who was charg­
ed with a single count of theft by decep­
tion. A prosecutor explained later that 
a key witness against Duncan was not 
available to testify. 

John Mark Stephens, of Pikeville, who 
was also expected to enter a guilty plea 
Monday, changed his mind and will now 
be tried, probably in September, on two 
counts of theft by deception and one of 
possession of a forged instrument. 

Lafferty appeared in court Tuesday 
represented by Phillip Damron, Pres­
tonsburg attorney who had himself 
come under fire by the prosecution the 
day before. As one of those listed as a 
participant in some of the meals the 
Commonwealth says were improperly 
charged to the county, Damron may 
have to be called as a witness in the case 
against Lafferty and should not be per­
mitted to act as his counsel, prosecutors 
argued Monday. But Judge Scott 
dismissed the argument as premature. 

Lafferty faces five counts of theft by 
deception, one for each month between 
August and December, 1982 when, the 
Commonwealth alleges, he used the 
county Visa card and Mastercard to 
charge 41 meals at the Plantation Motel 
and three at Jenny Wiley State Park. 

The names of various county officials 
are listed on some of the charge slips, 
but many of those named will deny they 
were present or that they were present 
as often as the charge slips suggest, the 
prosecutor said. 

AI Howell, a supervisor with the state 
Local Finance Office, testified that 
Floyd county finances had gone from 
bad to worse in the 12 months prior to 
February, 1983, when "we took the 
credit cards away from them." There is 
no state statut,e which would permit 
county officials to spend public funds to 
buy meals locally, the state official said. 

Defense Attorney Damron postponed 
his opening statement until after the pro­
secution had finished its case, but he 
questioned Commonwealth witnesses 
closely, drawing from State Det. James 
Henderson, who headed the police 
probe of the county, an admission that 
the decision to begin his investigation 
with the Lafferty administration was 
"arbitrary." 

In response to Howell's criticism of 
the way the county was being run in 
1982, Damron argued both that, under 
the doctrine of self-rule, the fiscal court 
is authorized to decide for itself the 
validity of claims made on the county, 
and also that the deputy judge, not be­
ing a member of the fiscal court, could 
not be held responsible for its decisions.

Investigator Mike Lawrence reported 

that Bell "has impeded the course of this 
investigation" by refusing to speak to 
him and has put off attempts by the 
director of the special investigations 
division to interview him. 

Lack of close supervision by MCCC's 
board of directors and by the executive­
director have contributed to sloppy 
management and "easy circwnvention" 
of internal accounting controls, Audit 
Director Roger L. Mulloy concluded in 
a June 18 report. 

An agency policy requiring purchase 
orders for any purchases over $50 was 
routinely bypassed by dividing up a pur- • • 
chase of, say, $250 among five different 
receipts, purchasing officer Chuck Hicks 
is said to have acknowledged. But Hicks 
denied charges that he used the agency 
credit card for repairs and gasoline for 
his own truck or for the purchase of a 
high-performance cam shaft. 

Investigators turned up a "totally 
unacceptable" scheme by which Hicks 
bought tires through the agency for in­
dividual staffers who then paid him by 
check or cash. Lack of docwnentation of 
the transactions between Hicks and 
other staff members opened the system 
to "all kinds of abuses," the special in­
vestigator said. 

Because no inventory is kept of unus­
ed materials, the investigator said, it is 
" virtually impossible" to account for 
materials reported to be missing. Accor­
ding to charges made anonymously, 
materials destined for use in the Layne 
House heating system, insulation intend­
ed for the Auxier greenhouse, and a col­
or television at the agency's central of­
fice were diverted to personal use. The 
audit did not confirm these charges. 

The leasing by MCCC of a building in 
Salyersville owned by board member 
Roland Conley creates at least the ap­
pearance of a conflict of interest, even 
though it is " apparently cost effective," 
the investigator said. The fact that 12 out 
of 26 board members get dental 
coverage at the agency's expense ap­
pears to contradict agency by-laws, he 
added. 

The report by special investigator 
Lawrence notes that former staff 
members were unanimously "displeas-
ed about what they perceived to be un­
warranted holdups" in the agency's 
grievance procedures. All those inter­
viewed said that "paranoia was running 
wild," that those still employed fear for 
their jobs, and that services to clients 
were "suffering drastically," the in­
vestigator reported. 

MCCC i}ersonnel policies are the sub­
ject of a distinct report, filed· June 28 by 
Richard Heine, leader of a management 
review team. The three-member team 
found some MCCC board members to be 
committed and businesslike, said the 
agency offers a " particularly attrac­
tive" benefits package, and had praise 
for MCCC's employee evaluation form. 

But determination of initial salary 
levels, written communication with 
dismissed employees, and communica­
tion between the agency's central and 
county offices are areas in need of im­
provement, the panel found. 

The review team also recommended 
that dismissed employees be allowed to 
appeal directly to the board. In a 16-day 
period in May, seven MCCC workers 
were fired and two were laid off. 

Among the specific discrepancies 
noted by the auditor in documents sub­
mitted by Executive-Director Bell for 
travel reimbursement: 

- Seven meal receipts appear to have 
been altered. For example, on a 
November, 1983 Seelbach Hotel receipt, 
the sum of $8.14 was allegedly changed 
to $28.14; a March, 1984 Hilton receipt 
for $1.08 became $31.08; on a May, 1984 
Sheraton receipt, $5.65 appears as $25.65. 

- Lodging receipts were submitted 
from the Holiday Inn, Charleston, W. 
Va., giving the check-in date as March 
4, 1984, with check-out on March 5. The 
same month, Bell submitted a receipt 
from the Capitol Hilton, Washington, 
D.C., showing check-in on March 4 and 
check-out on March 6. 

- Bell claimed mileage for a round 
trip from Prestonsburg to Glasgow, Ky. 
on June 1, 1984. He had earlier been 
reimbursed for a trip to New Orleans 
from May 29 through June 2. 

Mileage claimed by the executive­
d ir e ctor " consistently included 
numerous round trips each day from 
Prestonsburg rather than mileage 
reflective of a specific route driven," 
noted the auditor, who gave 21 examples 
of "highly suspect" trips over a four­
month period, including journeys to 
Macon and Atlanta , Ga., to Merrillville, 
Ind., Litchfield, Conn., and three trips 
to Washington. "Mr. Bell customarily 
charges 50 vicinity miles on trips to 
Frankfort and Lexington. On his fre­
quent trips to Washington, D.C., he 
charges 100 vicinity miles," the auditor 
noted .

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a nd a tipple leased by Ray-Mac, Stum­
bo of two counts related to the 
dynamiting of the auger and the attemp­
ted dynamiting of a bulldozer, and Kin­
ney and Rolland of having a hand in the 
bombing of the auger.

coal property and who initiated the case 
before the Frankfort judge. 

At issue in the case, brought by 
members of the Kentucky Fair Tax 
Coalition, is legislation passed by the 
General Assembly in 1978 lowering the 
property tax rate on unmined coal to 
one-tenth of one cent per $100 
valuation- a rate so low that it accounts 
for only about $2,600 in tax revenue on 
$6 to $12 billion worth of property, 
statewide. 

''The evidence in this case demon­
strates that KRS 132.020(5) both was in­
tended to, and has had the effect of, ex­
empting urunined coal from property 
taxation and therefore violates Sections 
3 and 174 of the Constitution," Judge 
Graham wrote. 

The General Assembly may not do in­
directly, as it has attempted to do so in 
this case, what the Constitution prohibits 
it from doing directly, Judge Graham 
added. The Kentucky Constitution re­
quires that all property be valued and 
taxed at its fair cash value, and that ex­
emptions are allowed only through con­
stitutional amendments and not through 
legislation.

Agriculture Continues Drop 
Among Kentucky Employers 

Kentucky's rich agrarian history 
might lead many people to assume that 
agriculture is this state's chief 
employer. The fact is, agriculture barely 
makes it into Kentucky's top 10 
employers as the state moves into the 
mid-1980s, according to Cabinet for 
Human Resources figures. 

A recent review of employment trends 
in Kentucky since 1970 places trade as 
the No. 1 employer with 295,300 jobs as 
of May of this year, the latest month for 
which figures are available. And the 
trends of a changing employment base, 
which began two decades ago, are 
continuing. 

Manufacturing overtook farming as 
the state's chief employer in the 
mid-1960s. By 1970 employment in trade 
080,600 jobs) and service jobs 035,400) 
had pushed agriculture (82,800) to fourth 
place. Twelve years later, when trade 
(260,500) overtook manufacturing 
(244,800) as the sector in which more 
Kentuckians were employed, 
agriculture (68,200) had dropped to sixth 
place. 

"When members of the baby-boom 
generation began entering the work 
force the demand for goods and services 
increased," said state labor market 
analyst Ed Blackwell. "This led to more 
job openings." 

Trade jobs have increased as the 
number of families with two wage­
earners has grown, he said. "Retail 
store hours have expanded into evenings 
and weekends to accomodate them. And 
the increase in family income that 
comes with the employment of both hus­
band and wife increases the demand for 
many consumer goods and services." 

This consumer demand has helped 
manufacturing rebot.~nd from the 
beating it took during the last recession, 
Blackwell said. In 1979 more Ken­
tuckians were working in manufactur­
ing than are working in trade now. "But 
manufacturing employment dropped in 
1983 to its lowest level in more than a 
decade. Although we are seeing some 

. ,,A 

smile 

growth in manufacturing now, the May 
employment level of 256,100 is 41,100 
below the record employment set in this 
area in 1979." 

Blackwell noted that service jobs have 
risen steadily, reaching 239,100 in May 
of this year. "The primary source of new 
employees in the service sector has been 
women who have been outside the labor 
force and are new entrants to the world 
of work," Blackwell said. 

Education, which has been Ken­
tucky's fourth largest employer since 
1972, also lost some jobs during the 
recession early in the 1980s, but reported 
a record job level of 110,100 in May. 

State and local government, which has 
ranked fifth since 1978 in employment in 
Kentucky, also lost jobs during the 
recession. Recent job growth pushed the 
number of jobs in this sector up to 78,100 
in May, 7,500 below the record in 1979. 

Transportation, communications and 
utilities jobs numbered 68,400 in May, 
moving this sector to sixth place this 
year. 

Because of steady declines, 
agriculture dropped to seventh place 
this year and reported 63,400 jobs in 
May. This sector was followed by 
finance, insurance and real estate, with 
57,500 jobs reported in May. Construc­
tion was next with 53,500 jobs, followed 
by federal government, with 40,800 jobs, 
and bituminous coal mining, with 39,700 
jobs. 

Blackwell cited U.S. Department of 
Labor studies that claim people who 
have entered the labor force since the 
1960s will be more likely to stay in until 
retirement. 

He predicted continued foreign com­
petition will adversely affect manufac­
turing industries but will lead to an in­
crease in service jobs.

A localized oil slick was reported to 
the Corps' Paintsville Lake manager, 
Bob Beverly, May 29. Since then, the 
lake has dropped about one foot due to 
naturally dry conditions, exposing the 
location of the old well. 

During the development of the flood 
control-recreation project, the Corps 
located and properly capped 95 old 
wells. The newly located well was not 
found at that time because it had been 
covered by the Mine Fork road. 

Beverly said the top of the casing was 
about nine inches below the road 
surface. 

A metal drum has been placed around 
the casing, straw has been spread over 
the area to absorb random seepage, an 
earth dike has been built at the water's 
edge, and a plastic boom has been plac­
ed in the lake a short distance from the 
shore. 

Beverly said the well will be properly 
plugged as soon as the Corps can ar­
range to get appropriate equipment to 
the site. 
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County's Water 
Problems Drop 

Across the state, water systems are 
generally trying harder to stick to anti-

' pollution regulations that prohibit 
bacteria and limit cloudiness, according 
to the state Division of Water. The 
number of persistent violators was near­
ly halved in the year ending March 30, 
state officials reported last week. 

Among the state's 575 community 
water supplies, 66, or ll.5 percent, were 
classified as persistent violators-that 
is, as breaching anti-pollution regula­
tions four or more times in a year­
while 188 had no violations during the 
same period. Floyd county was repre­
sented in both categories. 

While the Weeksbury system was the 
only water supply listed in this county 
as actually containing bacteria-one in­
stance was reported-state officials said 
the system failed to submit required 
bacteria reports on six occasions. 
Among the other persistent violators in 
the county, the Martin system failed to 
submit bacteria reports on three occa­
sions and turbidity reports on 12 occa­
sions; Wheelwright missed one bacteria 
report and 12 turbidity reports; and the 
Alpike Mobile Home park failed to sub­
mit bacteria reports on 12 occasions. 

On the positive side, the Prestonsburg, 
Beaver-Elkhorn and Mud Creek 
systems were all reported as finishing 
the year with no violations. 

The report failed to make mention Qf 
the Sandy Valley Water System which 
serves parts of Floyd and Pike counties. 

Anti-pollution standards are set by 
federal regulation. The state adopted the 
regulations and is responsible for enfor­
cing them.

All three drivers were taken by P & B 
Ambulance Service to the emergency 
room at HRMC, as were two passengers 
in the Flannery vehicle, Aaron Flannery 
and William Smith. All were said to have 
received minor injuries and, with the ex­
ception of Mrs. Dingus, who was kept for 
observation until Tuesday, were releas­
ed Sunday.

Make Vacation 
Problems Fewer 

How many times have you seen car 
trouble spoil a vacation before it has had 
a chance to really get started? The Blue 
Grass Automobile Club <AAA) reports 
that careful planning can prevent car 
trouble and make your vacation as safe 
and enjoyable as possible. 

According to Ned McAfee, manager of 
Emergency Road Service for the Blue 
Grass Club, the most common vacation 
spoilers are broken fan belts, flat tires, 
and leaking radiator hoses. "These are 
all problems that can be avoided by tak­
ing the time to get your car in the best 
possible shape before your trip," 
McAfee said. 

McAfee advises vacationers to review 
their owners' and maintenance manuals 
and have their car tuned by a trusted 
mechanic before leaving. But, McAfee 
warns, don't be satisfied with that. 
"Before pulling out of your driveway 
give a final check to.your belts, hoses, 
tire pressures-including the spare­
and fluid levels, and keep checking them 
during the trip," he said. Also, before 
leaving, make sure the jack and lug 
wrench are in a serviceable condition. 

Even with all your careful planning 
there is no assurance a breakdown won't 
occur, so be prepared. Include in your 
trunk some tools and either reflective 
triangles or flares. Also, make sure 
there is a flashlight with fresh batteries 
in the glove compartment. 
·u problems do develop, AAA offers 

some tips: · 
•If the temperature light comes on or 

steam is pouring from the engine, pull 
off the road and turn off the engine im­
mediately. Open the hood, but do not 
remove the radiator cap for at least 30 
minutes. If you add water to the 
radiator, it should be warm, never cold. 
Cold water could cJ,"ack the engine block. 

*Place a flare or other warning device 
just behind the car, and another at least 
300 feet farther back. 

*Don't try to change a flat tire unless 
you are sure the jack can be placed on 
a firm surface. 

• A void exiting or working on your car 
on the side that is exposed to traffic. 

AAA also suggests that you not drive 
for more than four hours at a stretch 
and, as any other time you're on the 
road, wear your safety belt.

One of Forgotten 

As I read the story, <The Forgotten 
US Soldiers) June 19. 1985 issue of your 
paper, by AI Haas Lexington Herald­
Leader, I could not keep from noticing 
this was a one-sided story of the forgot­
ten soldier. The men in his story were 
the lucky ones, they came home, able to 
work and provide for a family . There 
was nothing said about these men t>e­
ing one of the 103,248 that were wound­
ed. I would like to say, Mr Haas, let's 
look at the records of one of the 103,248 
that Y.as luckier than some but not as 
lucky as others. 

After three years and four months as 
a patient m an Army hospital he was 
sent home, cutting a nine-year enlist­
ment four years and two months. So he 
returns to Johnson County, which had 
been his home since birth and applied 
for his disability through the V.A. 
Veterans Administration. No problem, 
20% When he appealed they inform him 
that he must prove his disability. Fine 
and good, we have all your medical 
records and you do not see them. After 
Congress passed the Freedom of Infor­
mation law in 1982 he received his 
medical records which were very shock­
ing to him. He did not know that he had 
laid on the battlefield for two days and 
two nights, the temperature in the teens; 
he did not know that he had spent 23 
hours and 28 minutes in surgery, the 
doctors trying just to save his life, not 
trying to save his legs so he could walk 
again, or his arms so he could feel hisself 
again. . 

Mter 30 years of appeals and hospitals 
and the doctors informing his wife that 
she must be a nurse to him 24 hours a 
day for the rest of his life, the V.A. says 
now we will give him 40% which pays 
$214 a month, no other income. 

After going through and living in hell 
for 34 years, what kind of other thanks 
has this man received? 

He has seen his state with law that in 
the name of the riches and wealth will 
allow corporations to force their way on 
his property and create a death trap for 
his neighbor's children, state agents say­
ing you correct the problem, even 
though the low bid is $77,000,00. 

He has seen the county where he lives 
pass county laws that give their ap­
pointed agents the right to search his 
property without a warrant or his 
permission. 

He has seen the county adjoining his 
property pass laws that say, if he has a 
shack on his property beside the one that 
he lives in he must get permission from 
an agent of the county before it is rented, 
or pay a $500 fine each day someone liv­
ed mit. 

He has seen an attorney general's 
report that said you have a boss in your 
county. 

He remembers seemg another coun­
try that had a l;>oss in their town that the 
citizens had to get permission from to 
plant their rice paddies. 

Above all these thanks, he has had his 
voting rights taken away because he 
spoke out against this kind of system, 
without being charged with any crime. 

As this letter is being written on the 
209th birthday of America, I pray she 
will have 209 more, but if she has nothing 
to give, then she will have nothing to ex­
pect m return.

'Rendezvous With Disaster' 
"We fear for our children." This com­

. pelling language opens the recent report 
submitted to Governor Collins by the 
Protective Services Advisory Commit­
tee, which I chair. This committee was 
appointed by the governor in November, 
1984, to take an in-depth look at the ser­
vices provided by the state to children 
committed to its care. 

We found Kentucky on a course which 
is leading us to an inevitable rendezvous 
with disaster. Years of neglected and 
misplaced priorities have left us with a 
system of protective services danger­
ously inadequate, and the consequences 
of our inaction are being painfully felt 
by thousands of children throughout 
Kentucky. 

An historical perspective is helpful in 
understanding the magnitude of this pro­
blem. Since 1980, children's needs have 
increased dramatically, while during 
the same period massive funding reduc­
tions were made, causing children to 
become one of Kentucky's most 
neglected assets. Between 1980 and 1984, 
Kentucy's Department for Social Ser­
vices lost in excess of $18 million in both 
federal and state funding. In addition, 
141 social worker positions and 152 
paraprofessional positions were abolish­
ed during this time. 

At the same time that funds and per­
sonnel were decreasing, the number of 
child abuse and neglect reports more 
than doubled, rising from 15,668 to 
32,713. The number of reported cases of 
sexual abuse increased from 671 to 2,126, 
and the number of children in state 
custody in foster care increased from 
2,595 to 2,825. 

What does all this mean? It means 
that many of J5:.entucky's children-our 
children-are suffering emotional and 
physical trauma, sometimes too great 
to imagine. Such pain cannot adequate­
ly be described through statistics and 
budget figures. But one thing is 
certain- something must be done about 
this problem-now! 

The Protective Services Advisory 
Committee, in recognition of the critical 
needs and problems facing our youth, 
compiled and submitted to the Governor 
a series of recommendations geared 
towards a sweeping and fundamental 
reform of the system- reforms that in­
clude reducing social worker caseloads, 
providing adequate training and liability 
insurance for foster parents and the 
development of "review units" to assure 
that children are being provided ade­
quate protection and services. In addi­
tion and perhaps most importantly, all 
of the recommendations flow from a 
basic and important change in philoso­
phy-from a reactive system to one that 
stresses prevention. 

In response to our report, Governor 
Martha Layne Collins has included this 
issue in her call for a special session of 
the General Assembly. I encourage all 
Kentuckians who are interested and 
committed to quality care for our youth 
to contact their legislators and urge sup­
port for the protective services legisla­
tive package. 

What takes place during this special 
session may well affect the health and 
well-being of many of our children. 
Please do not let this important oppor­
tunity slip by. Innocent children should 
not have to pay for our neglect.

Fourth Conviction 
For Drunk Driving 

A 24-year-old Lackey man has been 
convicted of drunk driving for the fourth 
time in a little over a year, the third time 
in as many months. 

Terry Lee Sturgill was arrested at 
Lackey by Constable Bob Hackworth 
last Saturday and booked on charges of 
DUI, driving without a license, and let­
ting his registration run out. He plead­
ed guilty to the charges in Floyd District 
Court Monday, received a 30-day jail 
sentence, and was ordered to pay $707.50 
in fine and court costs. 

Sturgill was convicted only last month 
of drunk driving, driving on a suspend­
ed license, and failing to carry in­
surance, charges brought by Prestons­
burg police officer Jeff Stumbo. In May, 
he was sentenced to 30 days and fined 
$407.50 on identical charges, following 
his arrest on North Lake Drive by Pres­
tonsburg Police Sgt. Gerald Clarke. 

Sturgill was first convicted of DUI in 
June last year, following his arrest at 
Garrett by State Trooper W. Scott. 

Also convicted of drunk driving this 
week was James Arthur Tackett, of 
Drift, who was fined $400 in his absence 
Tuesday. Charges of drunk driving and 
driving on a suspended license brought 
against Gary N. Blackburn were amend­
ed Monday to charges of public intoxica­
tion and driving without a license. He 
was given 20 days' probation and 
ordered to pay $67.50 in fine and costs.

Home-grown herbs and spices are 

special because the desired root, bark, 
leaf, flower, fruit or seed can be 
harvested fresh for a stronger aroma or 
flavor, or dried for future use. Foods can 
be given better or more interesting 
tastes when herbs and spices are added 
and stale air can be transformed when 
an herbal scent wafts through it. 

In general, herbs are easy to grow, 
often thriving in poor, dry soil, and have 
few cultural requirements or pests. 
Many spread v~ry readily, and if there 
is one disadvantage in growing them it 
may be their overly zealous growth rate. 
Many people have had one small mint 
plant consume a large garden area in 
only a few years. 

While herbs we specifically add to our 
gardens are regarded as domesticated, 
Kentucky's fields and woods yield wild 
herbs such as goldenrod and sassafras. 
Herbs that we add to our outdoor 
gardens will be either annual or peren­
nial plants, the difference important to 
note when herb gardens are being 
designed. 

Annual herbs such as dill and the 
many basils must be planted each year, 
although many will reseed themselves. 
Perennial herbs such as chives and 
mints return each year without replan­
ting. Herbs can be used in free-flowing 
kitchen gardens, or at the other ex­
treme, may be used in rigidly designed 
and very traditional, geometric beds. 

Herbs integrate nicely into not only 
the home vegetable garden, but also the 
flower garden and landscape. Chives an­
nually produce clumps of pink, lavender 
or blue flowers. Chamomile has small 
white and yellow daisy-type flowers 
while calendulas bear large yellow and 
orange flowers whose petals are often 
added to salads. 

Several low, spreading herbs make 
good ground cover substitutes. Instead 
of English ivy or vinca (periwinkle), use 
woolly thyme, prostrate rosemary, 
lamb's ear or sweet woodruff. 

Striking colors can be added by using 
purple basil or bronze fennel, or a cool, 
serene garden all of gray can be 
developed using sage, lavender, san­
tolia, lamb's ears and wormwood. 

Many herbs containerize well, either 
as outdoor pot plants and hanging 
baskets, or as indoor windowsill plants. 
Some herbs, such as migts, are actual­
ly planted outdoors in tM ground in' con­
tainers to keep them from overspread­
ing an area. 

Whether you're an herbal novice, or 
an experienced herb grower looking for 
something new for your garden, plan to 
visit the herb garden at the State Fair 
in Louisville this summer. Designed and 
supervised by Jefferson County Home 
Horticulture Extension Agent Donna 
Michael, the garden, started last year to 
replace the fruit and vegetable garden 
on the.east side of the rose garden, will 
eventually have 52 varieties of herbs in­
cluding several different mints. During 
the Fair this year demonstrations of 
both culinary and ornamental uses of 
herbs will be held in the herb garden.

Officials of the U.S. Department of 
Agriculture have confirmed the 
presence of an avian virus which can 
cause death rates of 50 to 95 percent in 
infected chicken flocks. The disease was 
found in a pet bird dealer's facility and, 
so far, exposed birds from the business 
have been traced to 11 states, including 
Kentucky

Dr. Presley Winner, assistant area 
vetermarian for the USDA in Frankfort, 
said the Kentucky bird was in the Louis­
ville area, and when found, had not ex­
hibited any signs of Exotic Newcastle. 
The USDA purchased the bird so the ex­
tremely contagious disease would not 
spread, should it show up, he said.

Birds coming into the country must go 
through import centers where they are 
observed for about 30 days before mov­
ing on, he said. The only problem is that 
the birds are so expensive they are often 
smuggled in. 

"These birds sell for as much as $1,000 
each." said Tom Johnson, research 
poultry production specialist in the 
University of Kentucky College of 
Agriculture. "They are smuggled in 
much the same way people smuggle in 
drugs. These birds forego import 
centers and may be carriers of the 
disease.'' 

Twins' 6th Birthday 

John Tuttle, Extension poultry 
specialist at UK, described the symp­
toms of Exotic Newcastle that farmers • 
should look for. 

"The chickens are very nervous," he 
said. "They gasp, cough, chirp and 
throw their heads back. If they hear a 
loud noise they will roll onto their backs 
or put their heads between their legs." 

If your pet bird or poultry show signs 
of Exotic Newcastle disease, isolate the 
birds and have them tested. Individuals 
who handle infected birds also can con­
tract the virus, which in humans causes 
a temporary eye inflammation and flu­
like symptoms Humans can spread the 
disease to birds. 

Bert Hawkins, administrator of the 
USDA's Animal and Plant Health In­
spection Service, said USDA pays 
owners whose birds are destroyed to 
prevent spread of the disease, unless the 
birds are smuggled into the country or 
are found to be infected while still in 
port-of-entry quarantine.

ST. ELMO'S FIRE (R-Columbia) Starring Andrew McCarthy, 
Emilio Estevez, Ally Sheedy. * *

" St. Elmo's Fire" is the 
name of a bar in the chic 
Georgetown section of Wash­
ington, D.C., that is frequented 
by seven recent college gradu­
ates. 

"St. Elmo's Fire" is also the 
name for the atmospheric 
lights that are occasionally 
seen curing electrical storms. 
But both the film and the natu­
ral phenomenon to which it 
refers are dazzling visual dis­
plays that signify very little. 

" St. Elmo's Fire" follows the 
stories of this post-collegiate 
magnificent seven who find life 
a little different on the outside. 
But the substance is that of a 
soap-opera episode gone big­
screen. It's a far cry from Mike 
Nichols' eloquent summation 
of what it was like to be the 
graduate in the '60s. 

This film might even be 
called "The Making of the 
Yuppies." Judd Nelson. a 
Democrat in college, suddenly 
finds it's far more profitable to 
be a Republican. Ally Sheedy 
plays his girlfriend, who isn't 
ready for marriage and utters 
such depth-defying comments 

as, " I can't picture my whole 
life with him, but I can't picture 
myself without him." 

Demi Moore is a young busi­
nesswoman who keep her 
nose far away from the grind­
stone and steadfastly onto the 
next line of cocaine. Mare 
Winningham fares only slightly 
better as a social worker trying 
to forsake her " Sister Sarah" 
image but not her ideals. And 
Emilio Estevez's story should 
have been left on the cutting­
room floor. 

Together. the tales intermin­
gle with romance. careers, and 
uncertain futures. Director Joel 
Schumacher and the fine cast 
of Hollywood's hot kids keep 
the film moving along, and 
beneath the soap bubbles. 
there's a lot of truth. 

But one still wonders what 
would happen if someone 
walked up to any of these kids 
and said, "Plastics." 

" St. Elmo's Fire" ends up 
with none of the emotional 
depth of "The Big Chill" or 
even "Diner," a similar but far 
superior film of a group of kids 
with the "real world" blues.

FLOYD COUNTY-Riverview 
Manor, Prestonsburg-to add five in­
termediate care beds in existing space 
($4,821); Highlands Regional Medical 
Center Home Health Agency, Prestons­
burg- to establish a home health agen­
cy to serve residents of Floyd, Johnson, 
Magoffin, Martin and Pike counties.

Crop Conditions Remain 
Good Across Kentucky 

Scattered summer thundershowers 
and high soil moisture have kept many 
farmers across the Commonwealth 
from outdoor work during the past 
several weeks. 

Only 3.8 days out of the first six in Ju­
ly were suitable for fieldwork, according 
to reporters for the Kentucky Crop and 
Livestock Reporting Service. During 
those few workdays, farmers were busy 
harvesting wheat and hay, planting soy­
beans and sorghum, and controlling 
weeds. 

''The showers which ushered in July 
were so variable," said Agriculture 
Commissioner David E. Boswell, "that 
soil moisture ranged from short to 
surplus within some counties." 

Statewide, soil moisture was reported 
11 percent short, 64 percent adequate 
and 25 percent surplus. Shortages are 
mostly in the southern counties of Cen­
tral Kentucky Surpluses are reported 
scattered from Western to Eastern 
Kentucky. 

''The next four to eight weeks is a very 
critical growing period for tobacco, 
corn, soybeans and sorghwn," Commis­
sioner Boswell said. "Since overall crop 
conditions are mostly good now, we're 
looking for good things from this year's 
harvest." 

The 1985 tobacco crop is rated 12 per­
cent excellent, 74 percent good, 13 per­
cent fair and 1 percent poor. Some ear­
ly fields will soon bloom. 

Approximately 15 percent of the crop 
has reached a height of three feet or 
more. Another 45 percent of the crop is 
two to three feet tall. 

Right now, blue mold is not a ·major 
problem with tobacco, Boswell noted. 
However, some West Central and Cen­
tral Kentucky fields have been troubled 
by black shank and angular leaf spot. 
Manganese toxicity has bothered crops 
in the Purchase, Northern and Blue­
grass counties. 

The state's corn crop is rated 65 per­
cent good, Zl percent excellent, 7 percent 
fair and 1 percent poor. About 30 percent 
of the corn is silking, compared with on­
ly 8 percent a year ago and 18 percent 
for the five-year average. 

Double-crop soybeans are being 
planted as weather permits. About 91 
percent of the crop is planted, compared 
to 93 percent at this time last year and 
88 percent for average. 

About 7 percent of the soybean 
acreage is blooming. This compares 
with 2 percent at this time last year and 
5 percent for the five-year average. 

Producers are experiencing only the 
usual insect, disease and weed problems 
with soybeans, so the crop is rated in 
mostly good condition. 

Pastures are in mostly good condition.

The National PTA adopted 18 new 
resolutions at its annual convention, 
calling on its 5.6 million members to 
take action on such topics as corporal 
punishment, advertising and labeling of 
tobacco products, and seat belts on 
school buses. 

Citing that "the first object of the PTA 
is to promote the welfare of children and 
youth," the National PTA adopted a 
statement opposing corporal punish­
ment and urging local and state PTAs 
to work with school districts to "develop 
disciplinary procedures which will 
result in positive behavior of students 
and to utilize techniques which are not 
based on physical abuse." 

Convention delegates voted to adopt 
two resolutions related to tobacco pro­
ducts : one urging support for amending 
the Federal Cigarette Labeling and 

dress children's fears about perceived 
nuclear dangers; and 

-A resolution encouraging PTAs and 
PTSAs (Parent-Teacher-Student 
Associations> to support legislation 
which would allow videotaped sessions 
with professionals to be accepted as 
valid testimony in child abuse cases in 
lieu of the child's personal appearance 
in court. 

Additional resolutions addressed the 
topics of drinking by minors, migrant 
children's education, ingredient label­
ing, organ donation al'ld transplantation, 
the sale of martial arts weapons, her­
bicides and pesticides, missing children, 
retirement of pre·l977 school buses, the 
American Academy of Pediatrics Policy 
statement on Children, Adolescents and 
Television, and block parent programs.

-A resolution calling on PT As to urge 
school districts to implement Parent 
Notification Programs where parents 
are notified if their child does not arrive 
at school; 

-A positive calling for PTAs to in· 
form members of their communities 
about nuclear age education and to ad-
