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At the close of each basketball season, the six coaches in the Kentucky In-
tercollegiate Athletic Conference vote for the 10 players who have been most
outstanding during the previous season. These 10 players make up the Women's
All-KIAC Basketball Team.

Mia Jones, 6’2" freshman from Wheelwright, has been named to this group
of KIAC elite. She received the third highest number of votes, behind Regina
Hubbard, of Union College, and Colette Jarrell, of Pikeville College.

In looking at her 1984-85 cumulative stafisties, it is not surprising that she
received this KIAC honor. Her personal statistics have been impressive
throughout the season. In 25 games, she has scored a total of 417 points with
an average 16 points per game. She was 170 of 361 from the field and 77 of
116 from the free throw line.

But Floyd Shows Gain

The first population figures collected

since the 1980 census show that Ken-
tucky's population, which was in an up-
ward surge five years ago, has not only
skidded to a halt but has actually lost
‘ground.
. Floyd and most counties of the so-
‘alled Mountain region showed gains,
fiowever, but not at the fast pace
reflected in the 1980 head count,
Estimates for a period of lwo years
(April 1, 1980 to July 1, 1982) show that
Floyd county had a population gain of
2.4%, up from a population of 48,764 in
1980 to 49,900 in '82

Martin counly had the heaviest
percentage gain, 3.6, in the area. Magof-
fin's gain, percentagewise, was the
same as Floyd's, and others were
lower—Pike 1.2, Knott 1.5, Johnson 1.6
Lawrence, Perry, Letcher and Leslie
also showed gains

Area counties recording losses include
Boyd, Rowan, Owsley, Menifee, Lee,
‘Elliott and Breathitt.

Fulton and Todd counties in western
‘Kentucky suffered the heaviesl losses,
each dropping by 4%-plus. Bourbon
county in the Blue Grass area was a
loser. Fayette county showed a gain but
Jefferson county lost.

Dr. Thomas Ilvento, a sociologist in
‘the University of Kentucky College of
Agriculture, said that in the years since
the last census 28,000 more people have
left Kentucky than have moved into the
state. The rate of exodus from the cities
has been four times greater than the
migration from Kentucky's rural areas.

The difference between the birth rate
and the death rate has more than made
up for the number of people who left,
which means the state has more people
than it did two years ago, but the new
‘eitizens are babies, Those who left were
the ones Kentucky can least afford to

lose—economically productive adults,
Ilvento said.

“During the 70s the state posted net
migration gains of around 6 percent
following decades of net migration
losses when more people left the state
than moved to it. The first part of the 80s
suggests a return to the substantially
slower rates of population growth of
earlier decades,” Ilvento said.

The rapid growth of the 70s caught
many state and local officials off guard.
Following years of population loss, there
was a sudden, often overwhelming, in-
crease in demand for local services such
as schools, water systems, roads, and
police and fire protection.

Ilvento said plans that have been
developed to provide services based on
the needs projected by the growth pat-
terns of the 70s may nol be appropriate
for the 80s.

“These figures are compiled on a
statewide basis, and suggest that trends
noted in the 70s are no longer ap-
propriate for planning. Some counties in
the state are not experiencing the same
trends, and local planning should be bas-
ed on local figures,’" llvento said.

Just looking at the numbers doesn't
tell the whole story. When the numbers
are connected to the types of individuals
they represent, the picture becomes
more serious. The state's tax base is
disappearing faster than the need for
new services.

“‘Net out-migration during the early
80s hints of a return to the years when
Kentucky was an exporter of its most
valuable resource—economically pro-
ductive adults.

**Studies of those leaving Kentucky in-
dicate that by and large they are more
educated, have higher status occupa-
tions and have higher incomes than
those who remain in the state,” Ilvento
said.

State police said Tony Randal Pate,
21, of Ages, Jeffery Taylor Fiteh, 22, of
Rochester, New York, Eric Eugene
Allen, 18, of Royalton, and Covey B
Sweeney, 19, of Inez, broke into five cars
at Lancer on Feb. 19 and stole various
items from them.

The cars belonged to Cathy Tackett,
Paul Skeens, Raymond Ralteliff, Bill Go-
ble and Kenneth Stumbo

According to a report, the students ex-
plained they had committed the thefts
in hopes of being sent home [rom the job
training center.

New Leukemia Cases
In State This Year
Expected To Be 400

Estimated new cases of leukemia,
lymphoma and multiple, myeloma will
total 67,900 in the United States, the
Leukemia Society of America reports.
There will be an estimated 24,600 new
cases of leukemia this year, about half
of them acute leukemia and half of them
chronic leukemia.

Approximately 400 new cases of
leukemia will occur in Kentucky, accor-
ding to Lawrence A. Hunt, Ph.D.,
associale professor, Dept. of Microbi-
ology and Immunology, University of
Louisville School of Medicine, and vice-
president of the Society's Kentucky
Chapter.

During the past 30 years, childhood
survival rates have soared for those
diseases under the aegis of the
Leukemia Society. The cure rate for
leukemia has climbed from virtually
zero to 65 perceént and from 16 percent
to 83 percent for Hodgkin's disease.

In the past 15 years, more than 12,000
children survived leukemia who would
have died if their disease has been
diagnosed and treated in the 1950's, ae-
cording to a report published in the Jour-
nal of the American Medical Associ-
alion,

In 1950, “‘death equalled incidence,”
according to Dr. Hunl, but with com-
bination chemotherapy first used in 1965,
the outlook for childhood leukemia
became a hopeful one

Due to improved chemotherapy and
radiation therapy, Hodgkin's disease is
now considered by the Society to be one
of the most curable forms of cancer.

There also has been dramatic im-
provement in survival rates for adults
with acute leukemia, reports the Socie-
ty. Eight times as many adults as
children are stricken with leukemia.
Survival rates for patients of all ages are
expected to keep climbing,

Held Here, Feb. 2

District 11 of the Kentucky Human
Services Association held their first
meeting of the year, Friday, February
22, at Western Sizzlin, here. The Associa-
tion consists mainly of Social Workers
and caseworkers in the five-county Big
Sandy ADD District, although it is open
to anyone to join who may be interested
in the programs administered by and
through the Cabinet for Human
Resources. District president, Bertha
Daniels, said about 40 were present

Floyd County Judge Executive John
M. Stumbo welcomed the membership,
visitors and speakers to Floyd County,
Speakers for the night were James Ran-
dall, assistant director of the Division
for Field Services, and Steve Veno, sec
tion supervisor in the Division of Child
Support Enforcement. Mr. Randall's
topic of discussion covered many areas
of interest both to caseworkers and
clients with emphasis placed on the pro-
posed changes in the medicaid program,
entitled KenPAC, which would effect
225,000 medicaid recipients statewide.
He also gave a brief description of the
new KACIS system for which the cabinet
made an out-of-court settlement last
week, This system is to be only a small
part of the $27 million system proposed
by the previous administration. Steve
Veno, supervisor of Contract Operations
for the Division for Child Support En-
forcement was also informative in his
explanation of the new child support
regulations dealing with administrative
process whereby the cabinet for Human
Resources would not only collect and en-
force existing court orders but will be
able to set obligation amounts not
already covered by the courl.
Legislative action is being taken in this
malter in order for the Commonwealth
of Kentucky to comply with already
enacted federal laws. This concept has
generated much interest as non-AFDC
parents will now be able to utilize the
services of the child support division to
thier benefit as well as AFDC parents.

The governor has recently appointed
a 20-member Child Support Commission
which will be active in getting this
legislation enacted. This commission is
made up of personnel from the Division
of Child Support, circuit court judges,
county attorneys and parents. The
custodial parent on the commission is
Earlene Newsome, a resident of Floyd
county who has-been active in forming
the Organization for Enforcement of
Child Support Laws. She was also pre-
sent at the meeting. An announcement
was made at the meeting that the Child
Support Commission will be holding an
open meeting in this area sometime in
July. More publicity will be forthcoming
later about this meeting and anyone in-
terested in or with questions about child
support should make plans to attend il.

A short business meeting was then
held by the members of the association,
and Bertha Daniels announced the next
planned meeting will be a picnic
meeting this summer with the area
legislators to be muted

depression, anxiety and pressure that so
often plague perfectionists can impede
Ltheir creativity and productivity.

Dr. David D. Burns, director of the In-
stitute for Cognitive and Behavioral
Therapies al the Presbyterian-
University of Pennsylvania Medical
Center, suggests a healthier approach to
living and working is to strive for suc-
cess, not perfection. *You may find that
you do some of your most outstanding
work when you aim for good, solid per-
formances rather than one stress-
producing masterpiece,”” he writes.

Dr. Burns notes that compulsive
perfectionists characteristically tend to
think in terms of “all-or-nothing’’ and
refuse to believe there's anything to be
learned from past failures.

He says such a mind-set can be over-
come by doing the following:

—List the things you do right each
iday. If you focus on the positives in your
Jlife you will consequently feel better
sabout yourself.

Ask yourself if the “all-or-nothing"
approach really makes sense. “‘How
many things in the world can be broken
down into all-or-nothing categories? Is
your favorite movie star perfectly
beautiful? Do you know anyone who is
totally calm and confident all of the
time? Everything can be improved if
you look at it critically enough—every
person, every idea, every work of art,
every experience," he writes. Learn to
recognize all-or-nothing thinking as a
self-defeating exercise that doesn't fit
reality,

—Learn from your mistakes. “Never
give up your rightto be wrong, because
then you will lose the ability to learn nes
things and move forward with your
life."”
