Switch in Principals 
• Ordered at W'wright 

Wheelwright High School teachers, 
who only last Friday told Superintendent 
E.P. Grigsby, Jr. that the school need­
ed new leadership. broke into applause 
Monday afternoon when Grigsby told 
them they had a new principal. 

It was not Immediately clettr wh1ch 
"as the greater triumph-the superin­
tendent's prompt response to their com-

• plaint, or the fact that they had voiced 
it m the first place. "It's the first time 
we've really been together," one of them 
said Jater. "We rather surprised 
ourselves.' ' 

What was clear was that, beginning 
Tuesday , Ervin Pack's troubled, 
19-month stint as head of the 280-student 
school was over. Named to replace him 
for the remainder of the school year was 
Wilbur "Shorty' ' Jamerson, health and 
physical education teacher at the school 

• 
and a favorite among the high school's 
18-member faculty 

The week's dramatic events began in 
earnest on the Left Beaver campus last 

Thursday. when some parents reported 
receiving telephone threats of bombs 10 

the school. Rumors spread quickly. 
worried parents drove to the school to 
pick up their children. and the school 
was evacuated. 

No bombs were found, but fears wore 
sufficiently widespread that Friday 
morning's roll-call found 104 students 
absent. Further threats, including one 
called in to the superintendent's office, 
again forced teachers and students out 
into the rain while another fruitless 
search was conducted. Teachers at the 
school decided they had had enough. 

A dozen teachers traveled to Prestons­
burg Friday afternoon to meet with 
Grigsby. Of the handful who stayed 
behind, a few were thought to be sym­
pathetic to Pack and two, lacking 
tenure, may have felt vulnerable to 
reprisal, said one observer. The rest 
were said to be unanimous in their con­
viction that the principal had to go.

Hager Report Shows ... 

Administrative Cost 
• Less, So Are Taxes 

The " good " news is that administra- . 
live costs in the Floyd school system are 
only about half what they are across the 
state. But many of the other figures in 
a statistical summary presented to the 
Board of Education by Asst. Superinten­
dent Ron !lager last week were as 
dismal as they were familiar. · 

Among other things, the school official 
• pointed out, the figures show that Floyd 

taxpayers invest relatively little in 
education. 

The statistks, \Vhich must be collected 
and published annually under a new 
state law. measure the school district in 
17 categories For comparison, the 
averages for the Big Sandy region and 
for the state are also listed. All figures 
are for the 1983·84 fiscal year. 

Administrative costs per pupil were a 
• lean S28.57 here, compared to $41.43 in 

the seven school districts of the 11th 
Educational Development Region 
CFlovd, Pike. Johnson, Martin and 
Magoffm county systems and Pikeville 
and Paintsvill1• independent systems> 
and $$.1!2 for Kentucky as a whole. 

But all other per-pupil costs are below 
regional and state averages, also. Com­
pared to the ~tnte, overall spending on 
students is 20 percent lower here, and 
only hall as much is spent on textbooks 

• 
and other teaching materials in Floyd 
county as is sp£'nl in other Kentucky 
school districts. 

tendance averages 92.11 percent in 
Floyd, 93.46 in the region, 94.42 
statewide. The percentages of ninth­
graders finishing high school in county. 
region and state are, respectively, 52.52, 
58.92 and 65.84. The 39.2 percent of 
Floyd high school graduates entering 
college is better than the regional 
average (38.1 percent) but worse than 
the state's 44.1 percent. 

Floyd teachers earn Jess than the state 
average, although they do better than 
the regional average. They are some­
what less educated than their state col­
leagues but better than the regional 
norm. Teacher attendance figures, a 
cause of concern for school administra­
tors here. are not included in the 
statistical summary 

The average classroom teacher earns 
$18,686 here, $18,356 in the lllh Region, 
$19,663 in Kentucky and 71.9 percent of 
teachers in this district have their MA 
or equivalent. That is 5.3 percentage 
points below the state average but 3.7 
points above the regional figure. 

)tore than half the children in Floyd 
schools are classified as economically 
deprived. Floyd's 50.7 percent in that 
category compares with 47.5 percent in 
the 11th Region, 36 percent statewide. 

State aid accounts for 78.7 percent of 
Floyd school funding, compared to a 
regional average of 73.1 percent and a 
state average of 65.6 percent. The 
federal government's contribution is, 
respectively, 15.3 percent, 15.5 percent 
and 11.3 percent.

The decisiOn, which wraps up a case 
first filed in 1978. marks a victory for 
owners of three Porter Addition gas 
wells, who accused the city of reneging 
on a contract to buy gas from them . 

Under the 1970 pact, the city utilities 
comm1ssion, which buys most of its gas 
from Kentucky-West Virginia Gas Co., 
was to buy all the gas produced by the 
three wells, which are located in an 
area known locally as Black Bottom. 
The price of the local gas was to be the 
same as that charged by Kentucky-West 
Virginia. 

As the larger company hiked its rates, 
however, the city agency proved unwilJ­
ing to pay the local producers at the 
higher rates In April, 1977, the deal 
collapsed. 

Owners of the three wells-John Allen, 
Viola M. Cooley, .Jettie Shreve, Burl 
Wells Spurlock and Nell Hagewood­
won a Floyd Circuit Court judgment in 
April. 1982, Special Judge E.N Venters 
ordering the city to start buying their 
gas again and to compensate them for 
the profits they Jost when the city back­
ed down from its contract. 

That decision was partially overturn­
ed by the Kentucky Court of Appeals

IN AN OTHERWISE bleak, winter landscape, the bright hues 
of daffodils, like those pictured above, or scattered clusters 
of crocuses, appear all the more colorful. 

Floyd schools spend $1502.98 per pupil 
in average daily attendance, compared 
to $1572.03 10 this region and a state 
average of $1878.91. Educational 
materials cost $16.95 per student in this 
county. $23 65 in the 11th Region, $33.34 
across the state. 

Floyd has fewer teachers per student 
population, poorer pupil attendance, 

• more school dropouts, and fewer high 
school graduates going on to college. 

The pupil-teacher ratio is 23.7 here. 
'12..7 in the r(.'glon, 20 7 in Kcntut·ky. At 

Floyd's deviation from the statewide 
norm-is greatest in a category that oc­
curs near the bottom of the list of 
statistics but near the top of school of­
ficials' concerns-in the percentage of 
the school budget that comes from local 
taxes. Across Kentucky. that figure 
averages 23.1 percent; in the 11th 
Region it is 11.4 percent: in Floyd it IS 

6 percent

School Officials 
And Fightmaster 
Review Charges 

Before a packed house, Floyd school 
officials sparred last week with a state­
appointed watchdog whose report had 
earlier prompted the state Board of 
Education to hand them a set of curt 
directives. 

When the Floyd board met Wednesday 
before an audience of about 65 persons, 
it was to hear a list of instructions issued 
Tuesday by the state board and some 
pointed comments by Don Fightmaster, 
the Education Department official who 
has been monitoring Floyd schools since 
last March at the state board's request. 

The state directives call for tighter 
control of school lunchroom. athletic and 
other activity funds. which were said to 
be operating in the red in half a dozen 
county schools. 

The cases of two school employees 
were referred to the attorney-general's 
office "for investigation and/or prosecu­
tion," state officials alleging the two 
owned vending machines located on 
school properly, "an apparent conflict 
of interest." 

Superintendent of Public Instruction 
Alice McDonald was asked to determine 
at the end of a month whether Superin­
tendent E.P. Grigsby, Jr. and the Floyd 
board had responded adequately to state 
directives and, if not, to ~commend that 
a special meeting be set up between 
state and county officials. 

For his part, Fightmaster made clear 
in a report to the state board his own 
assessment of the responsiveness of 
Floyd officials, charging that they take 
"no initiative" in correcting deficiencies 
but act ''only when there are complaints 
and the Department of Education makes 
recomm~ndations for corrections " 

'l'he state official accused the Floyd 
board of taking a "paternalistic" at­
titude toward citizen critics and warn­
ed it would not be able to function 
effectively-or win a tax increase-if it 
did not attempt to win citizen support.

Citizens Group 
And Board Agree 
On Forum Issue 

In their second approach to the Floyd 
Board of Education. members of a 
citizens' group easily persuaded the 
board last week to set aside 15 minutes 
at the start of its monthly meetings for 
public comment. 

Under a proposal submitted by 
Dolores Smith, a committee member of 
the Floyd County Education Forum. 
persons wishing to speak to the board 
will sign up the night of the meeting and 
will have up to two minutes each to say 
their piece. 

Members of the board will not be re­
quired to respond on the spot and need 
not fear that the comment period will be 
used to launch personal attacks on them. 
Mrs. Smith explained. 

Board members who were cool to the 
1dea of a comment period when it was 
proposed last month unanimously sup· 
ported it last week, Superintendent E.P. 
Grigsby, Jr. explaining that his earlier 
opposition was only to "verbal attacks " 

"I can't stress strongly enough this 
thing of working together \\;th citizens 
I think we've shown we're doing that," 
Grigsby said. 

Iromcally, the board's yielding time 
to the public coinc1ded with criticism by 
a state monitor that school officials here 
are aloof in their dealings with citizens. 
Don Fightmaster, who has been sitting 
in on Floyd board meetings since last 
March as a representative of the state 
Board of Education, reported to that 
panel Tuesday that, ''other than 
cosmetic changes such as boarrl seatmg 
arrangement and distributing agendas. 
little effort has been made <by Floyd of· 
fi<.'ials) to improve relations'' with a 
group of citizens whose widely­
publicized complaints in 1983led to close 
state supervision of the Floyd school 
district. 

Several comments at Wednesday's 
meeting suggested that schooJ.officials 
might be more willing to cooperate with 
the i'"loyd County Education Forum-a 
product of the "town forum'' sponsored 
here last November by the Prichard 
Comm•ttee on Academic Excellence­
than they were with the citizen groups 
that precedl'd it.

Student Financial Aid: 
A Bitter-Sweet Situation 

Reports about the future of federal 
linancial aid for college students have 
created an environment of cr isis in the 
media and in the higher education com· 
munity. The real situation is both bitter 
and sweet. There a re some br ight spots 
as well as some real concerns. 

The bright spots include the fact that 
need based student a1d for 1985·86 IS 

forward·funded at both the federal and 
state level and that the proposals con­
tained in the White House budget are 
just that- proposals . This means tha t 
prospective students and their families 
should proceed with their plans for col­
lege a ttendance for next Fall. They 
should work closely with their high 
school guidance counselors and the 
fi nancial a id directors of the colleges 
they are interested in attending. The 
doors of opportunity are still open. 

The concerns a re self-evident in the 
assumptions which apparently directed 
the budget which was proposed by the 
President on February 4, 1985. All 
citizens certainly must be concerned 
about a federal budget deficit that is 
growing at an alarming rate, but we 
must also be concerned about the 
capacity of society to regenerate its 
sense of values as a body politic and at 
the same time meet the economic 
demands and opportunities in the " post 
industrial" or "information age." One 
of the important keys to the future is 
economic stability, but education is as 
cntical to economic stability as is 
defense capability. 

To understand the dilemma which 
confronts us we must have some sense 
of what has happened in the past two 
decades. The nation and the states deter ­
mined that a ll citizens capable of 
benefiting from higher education should 
have that opportunity. The decision 
represented enlightened self-interest. 
Higher education joined enthusiastically 
in supporting that objective. A process 
of aiding students and their families has 
evolved . It is not a perfect process and 
it does have flaws. but by combining 
federal, state, and institutional 
resources we have seen an expansion of 
opportunity for higher education un­
paralleled in history. Higher education. 
public and independent alike, set about 
meeting the demand; facilities were 
constructed, faculty were trained and 
hired. programs were added, and the 
nature of higher education was expand­
ed and changed. In the process, public 
expectations were changed while our na· 
tiona! destiny has been tied to a new era 
of technology that demands education of 
a relatively high order for every citizen. 

The White House proposals effective­
ly address budget concerns but they 
demonstrate little or no sensitivity to 
historical, educational or equity con­
cerns. For example the proposed $25,000 
adjusted gross income cap in the Pell 
Grant Program applies equally for a 
family with one child in college or one 
with three children in college. It also ap= 
plies equally whether the child is atten­
ding a low price college or an institution 
with high tuition. The same kind of cap 
at a level of $32,500 adjusted gross in­
come applies in the Guaranteed Student 
Loan Program. 

The $4,000 ceiling which has been pro­
posed for any individual's combined 
federal grant-loan-and work financial 
aid applies to students whether they are 
attending institutions with $4,000 or 
$10,000 cost-of-attendance. Such 
simplistic assumptions force educa­
tional decisions which are dictated by 
price only Further, they have the in­
direct effect of simply transfering tax 
burdens to the states. In short, the 
budget objectives are laudable, but the 
educational impact is insensitive to 
reality and could have the result of 
seriously impair ing access, choice, and 
the effectiveness of higher education at 
a time when improved quality is 
essential. 

There are ways to address the budget 
problems equitably and effectively, such 
as limiting Guaranteed Student Loans to 
a computed remaining need and by 
stipulating that students and their 
families bear a higher proportion of the 
cost of education. The details can be 
worked out to realize federal budget sav­
ings. There is genuine disappointment, 
however, on the part of those who know 
the details and the history of student aid 
with the inconsistency and potential un­
fairness of the proposed changes. At the 
same time there is real appreciation of 
the fact that few members of Congress 
on either side of the aisle seem inclined 
to accept the proposals in their present 
form 

It would indeed be ironic if federal 
policy inadvertently reduced the effec­
tiveness of higher education at a time 
when the Nation is "at risk." Now is the 
time for all who believe in the impor­
tance of these student aid programs to 
make their voices heard to their con­
gressional representatives in both the 
Senate and the House.

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The Vending Machine Problem 
The Floyd county school system drew fire last week from 

the state Board of Education for the allegedly loose handling 
of vending machines in two of its facilities. The interest of 
private individuals in these money-makers came in for 
criticism. 

Whatever the vending machine problem in this particular 
case, it should be noted that the machines constitute a wider 
problem-not merely that they can be used for private gain 
but that they are in the schools, in the first place. 

Those machines have been in the schools for years. How bad­
ly, or how well. they have been managed we would not know. 
Hut we do know a solution to the more basic problem: Take 
the machines out. 

At the risk of having a whole generation of youngsters rise 
up to bless us out, we suggest that these machines that 
dispense soft drinks, candies, and other sweets defeat some 
of the cherished teachings of the schools that house and operate 
them. In Health class, for example, youngsters are taught that 
sugar in the diet should be shunned because it is detrimental 
to the teeth and from that class the same pupils step into a 
nearby hallway to face the invitation and temptation of those 
verboten sweets Milk and other ingredients of a sound diet 
stand little chance in competition with a tasty drink or a can­
dy bar 

It may be true that the vending machines are closed to the 
pupils before lunch, to prevent the dulling of their appetites 
to more beneficial foods, but that is not enough. It also 1s true 
that the youngsters can spend their money at a neighborhood 
store for the same drinks and candies. Youngsters can buy 
marijuana off-campus, too, but the schools don't dispense the 
stuff. 

Income from these machines may help finance some worth­
while school activities, but, as the State Board complaint im­
plies, individuals could profit as much as, or even more than, 
the schools. Removal of the machines would not be fatal to 
school activities. Parent-teacher organizations in some fine 
schools work effectively to raise funds for such purposes. And, 
if necessary, taxes <hated word!) could be increased to meet 
such needs. 

While the state Board of Education criticises local school 
people on this score, it leaves itself open to criticism. It shows 
its interest in the money derived from vending machine sales 
but little or no concern about what is being sold and to whom.

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later that year, the appellate judges rul­
ing that the trial court had used the 
wrong method in figuring out damages 
to be paid to the well owners.

That effectively reinstates Judge 
Venters' original decision. according to 
which the well owners are to be paid 
$48,402, plus interest, for their lost 
profits. 

Much of the I ega I argument turned on 
whether lost profits should be the 
measure of damages The city's at­
torneys. on the argument that the well 
owners still have in the ground the gas 
the city declined to buy from them, con­
tended that the plaintiffs were not 
damaged by the collapl;e of their con­
tract with the city: 

But both the trial court and the 
Supreme Court, noting that the well 
owners have no other market for their 
gas, held they had a right to the profits 
they would have reaped if the contract 
had been honored. 

In a short concurring opinion. Jusllce 
Roy ~- Vance despaired of finding a 
solution that would be fair to both sides. 
B~t if there has to be some inequity, he 
sa1d, "it should be borne by the party 
which brought the situation about." 

"The city of PrCl;tonsburg caused this 
dilemma by its breach of contract and 
should bear the consequences of the 
breach," he wrote.

The 13-year-{)ld school "appears to be 50 
years old" and a $150,000 swimming pool 
is idle for want of maintenance, he said. 

The Floyd board was instructed to usc 
the school district's general fund to sec 
that no lunchroom or activaty funds end 
the year with a deficit balance. No 
schoois are to be allowed to buy more 
goods than they have the cash to pay for. 
And purchases may be made only by the 
superintendent, and with the superinten­
dent's permission, by school principals. 

According to an audit report, unpaid 
bills in three school lunchroom accounts 
amounted to $35,000 at the end of the last 
school year-including $24,652 at Pres­
tonsburg High School, $4997 at Wheel· 
wright High School, and $5362 at Auxier 
Elementary. In activity funds, $15,454 
was owing at Wheelwright High School, 
$13,072 at Prestonsburg High, and $1130 
at Garrett Elementary. The deficits are 
illegal under state Jaw. 

Grigsby noted that he had planned to 
centralize purchasing of all lunchroom 
supplies next year and pointed out that, 
taken as a whole, the district's lunch­
room accounts ended the 1983·'84 school 
year with a $180,000 surplus. But 
Fightmaster said individual school 
deficits were to be cleared by June 30, 
a directive that Board Treasurer Ray 
Brackett warned could cause a district­
wide deficit. 

In response to a complaint by Food 
Service Director Wayne Ratliff that 
state officials had ignored his efforts to 
cut costs in individual schools, 
Fightmaster noted that it was not until 
Feb. 1 this year that the number of cooks 
at Prestonsburg High School was reduc­
ed from nine to five. Lunch programs in 
at least 11 Floyd schools are not being 
managed in accordance with USDA 
regulations, he said. 

The practice in some schools of allow­
ing coaches to purchase athletic equip· 
ment contravenes state regulations, 
Fightmaster said. 

School psychometrist Larry Jervis 
and Wheelwright High School coach 
Danny Johnson defended their inten· 
lions in setting up soft drink machines, 
the complaint for which they will have 
to answer to the state attorney-general. 
Jervis said he had installed a Pepsi 
machine in the school district central of­
fice building as a service to employees 
and visitors and not as a money-making 
scheme. All proceeds from the pop 
dispenser he installed at the Wheel· 
wright gym were turned over to the 
school, said Johnson, who atided that 
state officials never asked him for an ex­
planation before charging him with the 
apparent conflict of interest. 

"What I can't understand is why 
someone would want to libel or slander 
someone without questioning the 
record:' Johnson said. "It seems that 
someone was out to get someone." 

Fightmaster's report to the state 
board included five pages of recommen­
dations for upgrading school mainten­
ance. "I gave them to you 12 months 
ago," he told the Floyd board, "and 
nothing has been done about them." 

Among the recommendations listed as 
not yet implemented or implemented 
fully are: a survey of each school 
building's maintenance needs; in· 
service training for maintenance 
workers; an inventory of equipment and 
supplies; the introduction of bulk pur· 
chasing; testing of suspected asbestos 
on pipe joints at Clark and Osborne 
grade schools and in the boiler room at 
Prestonsburg High School; development 
o~ an energy conservation plan; provi­
Sion of a master key system for all 
school buildings; purchase of stepvans; 
and construction of a storage building at 
Allen Elementary. 

Apart from the cost involved in im· 
plementing some of the recommenda· 
tions, state officials had overlooked the 
fact that "we had a little thing like a 
flood in May" that heavily taxed the 
district's maintenance staff, Grigsby 
replied. 

Concerning Allen Central High School, 
Fightmaster said his inspection reveal­
ed broken furniture, ceilings damaged 

· by water, locks torn off doors, student 
lockers "ripped open," a boys' restroom 
that was "practically demolished," and 
an inoperative swimming pool. "I find 
it phenomenal that Floyd county's 
facilities survey lists a total renovation 
of Allen Central," a school that is only 
13 years old, he wrote. 

Allen Central Principal J.O. Dingus 
acknowledged that "students sometimes 
throw chairs in the pool out of frustra· 
tion" but argued that the pool has been 
in operation more than Fightmaster 
gave the school credit for and added that 
maintenance of the facility was beyond 
the resources of the school district's 
maintenance staff. 

Superintendent Grigsby had praise for 
the district's maintenance and food ser­
vice departments. Board member 
James A. Duff complained that "we're 
all the time looking at the negative side 
of this school system." And Dr. Mary 
Hall, in a sharp criticism of what she 
called inadequate notice of Tuesday's 
state board meeting, said she ''under· 
stood they were making fun of the Floyd 
county school system." 

"I don't like that at all," she added. 
---------

Poacher Fined $1,000 
A Calloway county man who pleaded 

guilty to the illegal shooting of a wild 
turkey out of season has received 
substantial penalties. 

Doug Noel, Dexter, Ky., was fined 
$1,000, plus court costs. Five hundred 
dollars of the fine was probated for two 
years. District Judge Chapel Wilson also 
imposed a $500 restoration fcc for the 
b1rd. The weapon used in the shooting 
was confiscated. all hunting and fishang 
rights were revoked for three years and 
a six-month jail sentence was probated 
for two years. 
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. Guidance counselor Bob Hall depu· 
tased for the beleaguered principal Fn· 
day and Monday. But on Monday after· 
noon Grigsby drove to Wheelwright to 
tell teachers that Pack would be 
reassigned and Jamerson would take his 
place. 

• 

It will be a third term as principal for 
Jamerson, who stepped down as head at 
the beginning of the 1983·'84 school year 
and, even then, let it be known that he 
was looking forward to retirement. A 
one-time University of Kentucky football 
star and a 34-year veteran of Floyd 
schools, he was described affectionate­
ly by Grigsby as "an old warhorse, 
whom I coaxed back by telling him that 
we needed him." • 

Even among those who took the un· 
precedented step of insisting on a 
change, not aU teachers were willing to 
speak on the record this week. "If you 
knew how the school system operates, 
you would understand," said one 
teacher, who spoke only with a guaran· 
tee of anonymity. Pack, who was 
recruited from Harlan county in July, 
1983, was "ineffective" as principal, the 
teacher said. "There was no discipline • 
al the school," the teacher added. "It 
seemed he really couldn't control the 
students." 

One who was willing to speak openly 
of the week's events was biology instruc-
tor Doris Osborne, a teacher in the Floyd 
system for 18 years and one of those who 
met Friday with Grigsby. "It seemed as 
though our school was falling apart,'' 
she said in explanation of the teachers' 
action. "One of the chief problems was • 
Jack of leadership." 

But if the leadership vacuum was a 
key problem, teachers and parents 
agreed, it is by no means Wheelwright 
High School's only problem. Long before 
last week's bomb threats, discipline at 
the school was in shambles, they said. 
Fights among students-some involving 
non-students who came onto the 
campus-had left some injured, and 
minor disagreements easily erupted into 
fights, some said. 

One female teacher, who asked not to 
be identified, said she and ber colleagues 
were even fearful of physical assault. "It 
was like anyone could walk into the 
school; they couldn't be stopved," she 
said. 

Robberies have plagued the school in 
recent months. Two computers were 
stolen late last year and the lunchroom 
has been stripped of foodstuffs repeated­
ly. "We'd find ourselves eating whatever 
<the intruders) left behind," a teacher • 
complained. 

The school's aging plant has 
deteriorated for want of maintenance; 
many furnishings are said to be broken 
and teaching materials in short supply; 
some complain the school is dirty. 
"When morale is low," Mrs. Osborne 
said, "other things go down, too." 

For all that, the biology teacher spoke 
hopefully of the school's future. "This 
was a tremendous school at one time 
and it can be again," said Mrs. Osborne, • 
who sees signs of "a new attitude in the 
whole community." 

Close supervision of Floyd schools by 
state education officials has helped, she 
said. In fact, state officials are schedUl­
ed to meet with Wheelwright citizens 
tomorrow <Thursday> night in an effort 
to iron out some of Wheelwright High's 
problems. 

The town forum on education spon· 
sored last November by the Prichard 
Committee on Academic Excellence and 
several follow-up meetings held since 
have also contributed to renewed in­
terest in the schools, she said. "It gave 
everyone the heart to start again." 

But the development of which she 
speaks with most pride is closer to 
home: the formation last November of 
Wheelwright High School's Academic 
Boosters Club. 

The fledgling organization boasts 87 
members, $4000 in the bank, and high 
hopes-of sending a team to a history 
bowl at Eastern Kentucky University, of 
entering another team in a chess tour­
nament, of furnishing a room fit to house 
the school's newly-replaced computers. 
of restocking the school library. 

Virgil Hall is an inspector with the 
Mine Safety and Health Administration; 
his daughter is a freshman at 
Wheelwright High; he is president of the 
Academic Boosters Club. Keeping the 
organization alive on a campus that has 
not had a viable parent-teacher 
organization in years will be no easy • · 
task, he acknowledges. 

But one thing in its favor, he said, is 
the influx of parents of children enter· 
mg Wheelwright High from Melvin 
Elementary, which has an active PTA. 
And another is the appointment of 
Jamerson. who "has attended every 
meetmg we've had.'' 

"We got so far behind. It seemed like 
we were forgotten up here." Hall said, 
"but we're starting to move right now." • 

Mrs. Osborne echoed the sentiment. 
"I feel we're on our way back," she said.

Try walking into your local garden 
center, nursery, discount store or farm 
supply store and asking for seeds of ai 
kwa, lobok, lou teou and bok choy. 
Unless the salespeople are Chinese, they 
probably won't recognize any of the 
names except perhaps the last, bok 
choy, the name for Chinese mustard 
cabbage. But the others- Chinese egg­
plant, Chinese radish and mung bean­
are all common in the Chinese diet and 
can readily be grown in Kentucky. 

There are a host of other goodies in­
cludmg Chinese okra, Chinese radishes. 
Chinese eggplants, and burdock ( a 

relative of our burdock weed). And why 
not season these Chinese vegetables 
with Chinese herbs such as Chinese 
chives , giant garlic, multiplier onions. 
Chinese parsley, sesame, watercress, 
ginger, hot peppers, and, of course, 
daylilies. 

For those with limited space, most of 
the Chinese vegetables can be as easily 
grown in containers as in the ground A 
very good book on growing and cooking 
with Chinese vegetables is Geri Har­
rington's Grow Your Own Chinese 
Vegetables from Garden Way Publish­
mg.

What's Involved in Getting 
New Water System?-Ask Akers

Overseeing the installation of a water 
system should be no special problem for 
Ervin Akers, who has seen plenty of con­
struction in his time. But for the Dana 
contractor. who is also board chairman 
of the Prater Creek Water District, get­
ting out from under the paper work may 
be another matter. 

"People want to see the backhoes. I 
can understand that," Akers said last 
week, "but they don't understand all 
that's involved." 

What is involved, he said, are enough 
legal forms to plug the bow of the 
Titanic. And, to illustrate the point, he 
indicated a checklist of tasks yet to be 
completed before bids can be advertis­
ed for construction of Prater Creek's 
proposed $1.01 million water system. 

There are 79 items on the list. 
The Farmers Home Administration, 

which manages the "Jobs Bill" money 
that Prater Creek Water District was 
able to tap in 1983, is picky about 
documentation. The checklist calls for 
proof that the district has 280 paying 
customers signed up, proof that the 
water system designed to serve them 
will do the job, and proof that they can 
pay for it. 

Homeowners have put up $42,000 in 
tap-on fees and FmHA weighed in with 
a $688,000 grant. But the district must 
borrow an additional $323,000 from the 
government to finance the project. 

Enter the attorneys-to set the district 
on a sound legal footing, to secure and 
record easements, to find buyers for the 
bonds. Perhaps it is because doing legal 
work for public utilities is not exactly a 
lucrative proposition-that's the theory 
advanced by Holly Leach, the Big San­
dy ADD specialist who is shepherding 
the Prater project through the bureau­
cratic maze-but, to commissioners and 
customers alike, the lawyers' pace can 
seem agonizingly slow. "It's like one of 
those glaciers you read about,'' com­
plained one member of the board, only 
half-joking, "that moves a half-inch a 
year." · 

The water district has already learn­
ed to its cost, however, what can happen 
when the legal niceties are not attend­
ed to. For the first two years of its ex­
istence, it later turned out, Prater Creek 
Water District was a legal non-entity-a 
fact that came to light only recently, 
when a routine check by attorneys turn­
ed up no evidence that Floyd fiscal court 
ever officially established the district. 
The oversight has since been corrected, 
but much of the early spadework-like 
canvassing signatures for a formal peti­
tion to set up the district-had to be re­
done and the project suffered further 
delay. 

The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers 
has agreed to the laying of a water line 
under the Big Sandy River at Banner, 
where the Prater Creek system wil1 tie 
into the Prestonsburg Utilities line run­
ning along U.S. 23, Akers reported at a 
progress meeting last Thursday. The 
Chessie System has indicated it will give 
an easement across its track nearby, as 
long as the water district carries enough 
insurance to pay for any damage it 
might cause. But the state Public Ser­
vice Commission has yet to approve the 
district's proposed rate structure-a 
process that has been known to take as 
long as five months-the board chair­
man cautioned. 

In the meantime, the district has yet 
to negotiate with local landowners for 
space to set a water tank and two pump 
stations. And individual homeowners 
will have to grant easements for the 
water line to cross their Jots. 

Most property owners have already 
indicated they will do whatever it takes 
to get city water to their homes. And 
Akers insists the district wants only a 
strip wide enough to lay a pipe and, if 
necessary, get a backhoe in to repair it. 

Housing Complex 
Work Under Way 
In Ivel Section 

Construction of a 41-unit housing com­
plex on the Ivy Creek road, near Ivel, 
has been begun by the Floyd County 
Housing Authority. 

Cost of construction, which is being 
done by the C.B. & S. Construction Co., 
of Somerset and Lexington, will be $1.7 
million, Julia M. May, director of the 
Floyd County Housing Authority, said. 

The housing units are being built on a 
site approximately one-half mile up Ivy 
Creek, off US 23, and the site was pur­
chased through a $60,000 grant made by 
the Kentucky Housing Corporation. 
. Ivy Creek Apartments will provide 
housing for 41 families with 20 two­
bedroom units, 17 of three bedrooms and 
four of four bedrooms. 

The $60,000 Kentucky Housing check 
was presented last week to the Housing 
Authority director. "KHC literally sav­
ed the project for us, and it's not the first 
time it has stepped in and helped us 
salvage a project,'' Miss May said. 

When the Ivy Creek Apartments are 
completed, the county will have a total 
of 646 public housing and subsidized 
housing units available, it was said. 
Nearing completion are two housing 
projects in the Martin Warco area, one 
an effort of the City of Martin, the other 
being constructed as a joint effort of the 
Floyd County and Prestonsburg housing 
authorities

Creek wells is htgh in iron and, too often, 
is contaminated by mine wastes and 
sewage. With the expansion of mining 
activities on the creek, the quality of the 
water supply is deteriorating rapidly. 
Most residents have long since made 
their choice, Akers said: ''They want 
water." 

"And they're going to get it," he pledg· 
ed, even if it is likely to be a few months 
yet before the paper is cleared and the 
backhoes roll.

The Kcntuckv :\lilrtarv Historv 
Must•um. located in the. Old State 
Arsenal on East i\lam Street in 
Frankfort. has several exhtbits to ex· 
plain the role of Kentuckians rn World 
\\'ar 11. These are permanent exhib1ts. 
and the museum staff is constantly seck· 
tng new acquisitions for its World War 
I I collection. 

The war began with tragedy for K('n· 
tucky. The 38th Tank Company of the 
Kentucky National Guard fought against 
tht• Japanese in the Phihppines late tn 

l!l-IH2 The survivors of the defeated 
American forces endured the cruel Ba­
taan Death ~larch and years of captivi­
ty in Japanese prison camps. Th1s 
eptsode is commemorated in the display 
of a uniform worn bv General Jonathan 
Wainwright. who commanded American 
forces in the Philippines after the depar­
ture of General Douglas MacArthur. 
Photographs of 38th Tank Company 
members in Harrodsburg before the war 
and in Japanese prisons are also in the 
exhibit along with a commemorative 
plaque. 

World War II was a ''total" war. and

Annual Report Deadline News

District Social Securih Dirt>ctor 
People who get Social Security retire­

ment or survivor checks and who earn· 
ed more than the annual exempt amount 
in wages from a job or in self­
employment in 1984 have until Aprill5, 
1985. to file an annual report of their 
earnings. 

The 1984 exempt amounts were $5,160 
for people under 65 all of the year and 
$6,960 for people 65 or over any part of 
1984. In general. a person has $1 in 
benefits withheld for each $2 of annual 
earnings over the exempt amount. 

Soc1al Security uses the annual report 
to decide whether the person received 
the correct amount of benefits during 
1984. If too much or too httle was paid, 
an) adjustment necessary is made bas­
ed on the annual report. 

A special monthly test is used during 
a person's first year of retirement. 
Under this test, a person can get a 
benefit for a month in which he or she 
did not earn wages over the monthly 
limit and did not perform substantial 
services in self-employment. This mon· 
thly test can be used only in the person's 
first year of retirement. 

.:\lost people who need to file a report 
should ha\'e received one in the mail If 
a person did not get a form, or lost or 
misplaced the one he or she did get, 
another copy of the annual report form 
can be obtained at your Social Security 
office. 

The people at the office will be glad to 
answer any questions. They also have a 
leaflet , How work affects your Social 
Security checks. which contains more 
information about the earnings test. 

The annual exempt amounts for 1985 
are $5.-tOO for people under 65 and $7,320 
for people 65 or over. The earnings test 
does not apply to people who get disabili 
ty benefits, Kelly said, as they must 
report earnings of any amount.

warden's helmet from :\orthern Ken­
tucky. Wotnl'n played a greater role in 
the rnilttarv than e\'er before. and one 
cxhibtt is decltcated to the WACs, Waves. 
and other female participants in the 
war. 

Most Kentucky National Guard units 
fought in the Pacific theater. Their part 
in the w~r is represented in the museum 
by their uniforms and equipment and by 
captured Japanese arms, some of which 
a rc very rare examples. A large selec­
tion of weapons and uniforms from both 
sides make up the " War in Europe'' sec­
tion of the museum One interesting item 
in this exhibit is an M3A l submachine 
gun with the barrel bent 90 degrees. The 
weapon was not intended, as it appears. 
for shooting around corners. but was 
planned as a defensive weapon sticking 
out the top of tanks, Hughes explained 
Engineers at Fort Knox evaluated the 
bizarre weapon, but found it unsatisfac· 
tory for use in the field. Captured Ger· 
man weapons include a Guerlich, 
"Squeeze Bore" anti-tank gun captured 
in North Africa. 

The museum's large collection of 
automatic weapons contains many 
World War II machine guns. Exhibits of 
aviation and naval material round out 
the museum's coverage of this global 
conflict. 

People who lived through this war 
may find nostalgic memories awaken· 
ed by viewing the museum's exhibits. 
The young wJII find the museum a good 
place to learn about the war their 
parents or grandparents fought. The 
museum is open from 9 a.m. to 4 p.m 
Mon.-Sat. and from 1 p.m. to 5 p.m. Sun­
days. It is closed on Christmas. New 
Year's. Easter and Thanksgiving, and 
hours may be limited on other state 
holidays. There is no admission charge.

Case Involving 
Bank at Louisa 
Again Delayed 

A special judge last Wednesday 
declared a mistrial in the case involv­
ing ownership of the First National Bank 
of Louisa. 

Circuit Judge James Knight said he 
ended the case because plaintiffs War­
ren Clevenger and Harold Gene Britton 
"didn't think I would give them a fair 
trial." 

The action is the second change of 
judge m the 14-month conflict, Judge 
Kelley Asbury disqualified himself 
earlier because of a possible conflict of 
interest with one of the attorneys in the 
case. 

Asbury is a Boyd circuit judge; Knight 
is from the Johnson-Lawrence-Martin 
circuit that includes both Inez and 
Louisa. 

The case involves the right of Dr. 
Ralph L. Touma of Ashland to sell his 
bank stock to a group beaded by Inez 
banker Mike Duncan and Dr. James 
Williamson of Ashland, Clevenger and 
Britton have sued, maintaining they 
have a 1982 agreement under which 
Touma guaranteed them first refusal on 
any sale of the stock. 

Touma's 4,864 shares of stock, valued 
at $525,040, represent 18 percent of 
ownership. 

The Duncan-Williamson group, which 
owns 42 percent of the bank's stock, has 
managed the bank for nearly a year. 

Knight said he had once shared office 
space with Eugene Rice, a co-counsel for 
Duncan, and other members of an Inez 
group seeking control of the Louisa 
bank. 

Knight said he did not believe his 
removal would mean a significant delay 
in the case.

"I have a little cabinet letter file on 
my desk in front of me. I was thinking 
and wondering about a title for my story, 
and I had settled on 'Wizard' as part of 
it. My gaze was caught by the gilt let­
ters on the three drawers of the cabinet. 
The first was A-G; the next drawer was 
labeled H-N; and on the last were the let­
ters 0-Z. And Oz it at once became." 

In 1903, L. Frank Baum, author of The 
Wonderful Wizard of Oz, gave 
Publisher's Weekly this account of the 
birth of the word "Oz." Although some 
students of Baum's life and work have 
pointed to apparent historical incon­
sistencies in Baum's story, Michael 
Hearn disagrees: "It's just nitpicking." 
Hearn, author of The Annotated Wizard 
of Oz (Clarkson N. Potter, Inc., 1973) 
and a forthcoming Baum biography, 
says: "This is the story Baum himself 
told, and I have no reason to doubt it. Of 
course,'' Hearn adds, "the man was a 
great storyteller, and the name cuuld 
have come from anywhere-even a tube 
of toothpaste." 

Baum, who wrote 13 Oz sequels and 
about three dozen other books for 
children, adolescents and adults, was in­
deed a superb storyteller. Yet no story 
Baum ever told was more fascinating 
than the tale of his own life. 

Lyman Frank Baum was born on May 
15, 1856 in Chittenango, N.Y., but spent 
most of sheltered childhood at Rose 
Lawn, the Baum country estate outside 
Syracuse. A shy boy who had been 
diagnosed as having a defective heart, 
the youngster spent much of his time 
with imaginary playmates and books. At 
15, he and a younger brother published 
The Rose Law Home Journal. Baum, 
son of indulgent parents, spent his 20S 
experimenting with life. He was an ac­
tor, salesman, newspaper reporter and 
theater manager. 

"The Maid of Arran," an Irish 
melodrama, with book, lyrics and music 
all written by the handsome young lead 
who was calling himself Louis F. Baum, 
was a big hit in 1882 and ran for two 
years. That same year, Baum also em­
barked upon a truly successful lifelong 
engagement when he married Maud 
Gage, daughter of the influential suf­
fragist Matilda Joslyn Gage. Over the 
years, no-nonsense Maud provided the 
stability and the awareness of economic 
realities that the family of a creative 
dreamer required. Baum was an 
easygoing and entertaining father to 
their four sons, who were the first lucky 
children to share the fantastic imagina­
tion of the creator of Oz. Mrs. Gage con­
sidered her son-in-law impractical and 
once in a letter called him "a perfect 
baby." Nevertheless, she encouraged 
Baum to write down the stories he had 
been telling his sons for years. 

Following his early success as a 
playwright, he worked as an axle-grease 
salesman and authored a treatise on 
raising chickens in New York; he 
became the proprietor of a variety store 
called "Baum's Bazaar" and publisher­
editor-humor columnist for The Aber­
deen Saturday Pioneer in the Dakota 
Territory; and he took turns as a 
reporter, department store crockery 
buyer, traveling salesman and founder 
of The Show Window, a periodical for 
window trimmers in Chicago. But in 
1896, the very special life of L. Frank 
Baum was about to begin at 40. In that 
year, he completed the manuscripts for 
his first two children's books, one of 
which would be published successfully 
in 1897 as Mother Goose in Prose. 

The Wonderful Wizard of Oz was 
published in 1900, and the world's love 
affair with a fantastic place called Oz 
began. "The children won't let me stop 
telling tales of the land of Oz. I know lots 
of other stories, and I hope to tell them 
sometime or another, but just now my 
loving tyrants won't let me," Baum 
mock-complained. He had never intend­
ed to write a sequel to "The Wizard," let

L. Frank Baum, the author of The 
Wonderful Wizard of Oz, first published 
in 1900, was a man of many occupations 
and talents, but the "Royal Historian of 
Oz" was, above all, a superb storyteller. 

alone a long series, but economic 
necessity and public demand proved an 
irresistible combination. Over the years, 
he received hundreds and hundreds of 
letters like this one: "I am going to write 
you a letter. You wrote a nice book. It's 
called The Wizard or Oz. I couldn't write 
a book like that. I think I love you." 

A new Oz book for Christmas virtual­
ly became a tradition for American 
families. In his sixth Oz book, The 
Emerald City of Oz, Baum tried in 1910 
to escape from Oz so he could write 
other kinds of fantasy tales. He inform­
ed his young readers that Oz had ~n 
cloaked in a barrier of invisibility, seal­
ing it off forever from the rest of the 
world, and so there could be no more 
stories about Oz. One newspaperman 
didn't think Baum was going to get away 
with it: "The only graceful way Baum 
can quit telling tales of Oz is to die." He 
was right. Poor sales of two non-Oz 
books and a general outcry from his 
readers forced Baum in The Patchwork 
Girl of Oz to re-establish contact with Oz 
by wireless telegraph. 

At rainbow's end, he found Hollywood. 
There in 1910 he built his home "Ozcot." 
Baum brought fantasy to fantasyland 
before it had any of its own. Once had 
made his peace with Oz, he sat in his 
garden among his prize dahlias, listen­
ing to the songbirds in his aviary, 
answering the call of the children with 
six more Oz books before his death in 
1919.

In separate actions the state board ap­
proved the Kentwcky Plan for Com­
prehensive Arts in Education and 
reviewed a list of essential skills in the 
arts. 

The plan is designed to improve the 
quality of educational opportunities for 
all students by incorporating the skills, 
creative processes and cultural ex­
periences of all the arts into the schools' 
curricula.

Clean Water Compliance 
Creates Financial Puzzle 

Allen Mayor Obie Crisp is bluffing 
when he threatens to dissolve the city's 
charter. 

While that would be the "easiest" solu­
tion, a document filed by the city with 
state authorities last week concedes it 
would be the "least responsible 'way to 
go and "is not acceptable to the city.'' 

But that is not to say there are any 
easy alternatives for resolving Allen's 
problem which, as environmental 
authorities have defined it, is that the ci­
ty's sewage system does not comply 
with the Jaw. 

There is an irony in thal. Much of the 
county, including some of its mcor­
porated towns, is without a sewage 
system of any kind. If a community has 
no system, it cannot be out of com­
pliance with the l~w. 

But a WPA project brought sewer 
lines to Allen in the 1930s. The condition 
of the aging lines is doubtful and they 
lead straight to the river-no treatment 
plant was ever built-but they are a 
sewage system and, as such, must meet 
new, tougher federal standards. 

Under the Clean Water Act, all 
municipal wastewater systems have un­
lil1988 to meet the new discharge stan­
dards. The state Division of Water sent 
a letter to Crisp recently reminding him 
of Allen's obligations under the Act. That 
reportedly prompted a threat by the 
mayor to simply "unincorporate" the 
city. 

'not likely to get near the head of the line 
before 1989. An application for Farmers 
Home Administration monies could be 
made next fall and funds from the Ken­
tucky Pollution Abatement Author ity 
might a lso be tapped, a lthough at 
relatively high interest rates, said Hol­
ly Leach, a water specialist with the Big 
Sandy Area Development District.

A better solution, the compliance plan 
says, would be to install sewer lines to 
serve the whole residential area at the 
mouth of Beaver Creek and to pump the 
sewage to Prestonsburg for treatment. 
The project could probably cost around 
$2 million to build but would be more 
economical in the long run, the plan 
says. 

Whatever their merits, neither plan 
will see the light of day unless financing 
can be found. As the author of Allen's 
compliance plan acknowledged in a 
memorable understatement, "the two 
options are at this time without sure 
funding."

State Opposes 
Power Plants 
On Ky. River 

Natural Resources Secretary 
Charlotte E. Baldwin has announced 
that the Commonwealth has filed papers 
to intervene in the permit applications 
of two proposed hydroelectric genera­
ting plants on the Kentucky River at 
locks and dams 5 and 6. 

The Cabinet petitioned the Federal 
Energy Regulatory Commission for 
denial of permits to install one 
hydroelectric plant at each of the two 
dams and requested a hearing on the 
intervention. 

The Cabinet's action follows the sign­
ing of a Memorandum of Understanding 
with the U.S Army Corps of Engineers 
on Feb. 22, when the state and the Corps 
agreed to work jointly to open the Ken­
tucky River navigational system and 
provide a mechanism for the State to 
pursue eventual ownership of Jocks and 
dams 5 through 14 on the Kentucky 
River 

Secretary Baldwin stated that "the 
Cabinet, acting for the Commonwealth, 
must establish that Kentucky has an in­
terest in keeping the entire Kentucky 
River open for navigation. Any activity 
along the river that may jeopardize the 
river's navigational potential, such as 
the hydroelectric plants. will be 
challenged by the Cabinet." 

"This intervention should have no ef­
fect on our ability to prepare the naviga­
tional system for use this summer," 
Baldwin added.

Eastern Kentucky University now has 
nearly 13,000 students pursuing more 
than 150 degrees programs in a com­
prehensive regional university 

Eastern Kentucky State Normal 
School's name was changed in 1922 to 
Eastern Kentucky State Normal School 

· and Teachers College. In May 1925 the 
first four-year degrees were awarded. 
Graduate programs were launched in 
1935 with the master's of education 
degree. 

University status was attained in 1966 
when then-Gov Edward T. Breathitt 
signed into law House Bill 238.

New Teachers To Do Internship 
The Slate Board of Education at its 

March 5 meeting accepted a proposa1 to 
establish a statewide teacher internship 
program and strengthen educational re­
quirements for middle school teaching 
certification 

Under the regulation, teacher intern­
ship will take place during the first year 
of a teacher's employment in a full-time 
teaching position in an accredited Ken­
tucky school. The one-year internship 
shall include a minumum of 140 days of 
actual full -time teaching in the 
classroom. 

The internship program, developed 
subsequent to the passage of Senate Bill 
19, is designed to provide beginning 
teachers with supervision, assistance 
and assessment during the initial period 
of their employment. 

The program is required of all Ken­
tucky teachers certified since Jan. 1985 
and out-of-state teachers with less than 
five years' teaching experience seeking 
initial certification in Kentucky. 

The Postsecondary Model is already 
being tested at state vocational­
technical schools in Morehead and 
Covington. 

The director of Vocational Region 7, 
John Corwin, reports significant im­
provement by students in the pilot 
Postsecondary Model project at Nor­
thern Kentucky State Vocational­
Technical School in Covington 

"We've seen three years' growth in 
reading and math skills in 10 weeks or 
Jess,'· Corwin said. Progress was deter­
mined by pre- and post-testing, he said. 

Vocational educators throughout the 
state will assemble at the Rowan State 
Vocational-Technical School April2 and 
3 to observe the new program in opera­
tion and receive training for statewide 
implementation next fall.

NEW VACCINES GUARD AGAINST FLU, PNEUMONIA 

New v~cines will be protecting 
older Americans and others this 
winter against influenza and 
pneumonia, diseases that were re­
sponsible for 60,000 to 70,000 
deaths in the winter of 1980/81 
alone. 

Anyone over the age of 50, and 
especially over the age of 65, is at 
increased risk from flu and 
pneumococcal pneumonia, the 
most serious form of pneumonia. 
Also at increased risk are people 
with certain long-term illnesses­
chronic heart and lung disease, 
diabetes, kidney fai1ure, impaired 
spleen or liver function and sickle 
cell anemia. 

Highly effective vaccines are now 
available to help protect against flu 
and pneumonia, and are strongly 
recommended for high risk groups, 
according to The National Founda­
tion for Infectious Diseases (NFID), 
a non-profit, nongovernmental or­
ganization dedicated to the support 
of research, education and preven­
tion of infectious diseases. Its pres­
ident, Dr. Richard J. Duma, says 
that an improved pneumococcal 
pneumonia vaccine, offering 
greater protection against the 
strains of bacteria that cause the 
disease, was introduced in 1983. It 
confers longer-lasting protection 
and probably need not be given 
more than once. Influenza immuni­
zation must be administered annu­
ally.

Vocational Ed Control 
Should Stand Unchanged, 
State Groups Suggest 

The State Advisory Council on Voca­
tional Education plans to recommend in 
its annual report that administration of 
Kentucky's vocational system remain 
with the State Board of Education and 
the Kentucky Department of Education. 

Control of vocational education in the 
state should not be changed without 
compelling reasons, council members 
said in a recommendation approved at 
a meeting in Bardstown on Feb. 25. 

Noting that various proposals have 
been made for transferring control of 
vocational education to other agencies, 
Superintendent of Public Instruction 
Alice McDonald said, "We at the 
Department of Education appreciate 
this expression of confidence on the part 
of the business and community leaders 
who make up the state advisory coun­
cil." 

Advocates of the recommendation in• 
eluded Dr. Charles Wethington, chancel­
lor of the University of Kentucky Com­
munity College System and a member 
of the council. 

"No governance system can ensure 
the success of a program," he said. 
' 'Governance is a political issue, not an 
educational one. We are working 
together, and if a serious issue should 
arise we will deal with it." 

The state's vocational system was 
established earlier than the UK Com­
munity College System, Wethington 
said. Each developed independently, he 
added, and each. is meeting its respon 
sibilities as ordered by the legislature. 

"There is a history of coordination and 
cooperation between vocational educa­
tion and community colleges, which has 
been continued in both formal and infor­
mal agreements," Wethington said. 

Wilburn Pratt, associate superinten­
dent for vocational education, said he 
was encouraged by the efforts made by 
his office to improve communications 
with the community colleges. The result 
has been an increase in cooperative ef­
forts and the sharing of physical 
facilities, he said. 

"We believe our present system is the 
most effective way to provide a wide 
range of vocational studies for young 
people and also meet the needs of adults 1 

and ind~try for employment-oriented 
programs," Pratt said. "At the same 
time, we need to be open to improve­
ment in this sytem." 

The advisory c6uncil also approved a 
state plan for vocational ~ducation 
developed by the Office of Vocational 
Education. Under state law, the plan 
must be approved by the council before 
being submitted to the State Board of 
Education for review and approval. 

Council Chairman Stanley Wall said 
the Bardstown meeting might be the last 
for the council as now constituted. Under 
the federal Carl Perkins Vocational 
Education Act of 1984, he said, a n~w 
13-member State Council on Vocational 
Education is to be appointed by Gov. 
Martha Layne Collins.

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Park Rangers' 
Upgrading Set 

The Department of Parks is 
upgrading its park rangers program 
through new training sessions, recruit­

, ment and uniforms, said Director of 
Park Rangers Lloyd Alexander. 

"We've got a good group of rangers, 
but for a long time our system has need­
ed improvement in some areas," he 
said. "We want to be well-trained and 
appear fnendly, because we're here to 
help.'' 

In past years, park rangers have had 
a problem being recognized as law en­
forcers and getting the proper training 
to do their job, Alexander said. When 
Alexander accepted the position as 
director a year ago, he said he was sur· 
prised to find 15 rangers working in the 
parks with little medical or legal 
training. 

To improve the situation, rangers are 
now required to take an SO-hour training 
program at Eastern Kentucky Univer­
sity's Law Enforcement Center before 
they're qualified. The first session, at­
tended by those already in the field as 
well as cadets, took place last April. 
Courses in first aid, criminal and traf­
fic law, firearms and survival training 
and writing reports are included in the 
two-week period. 

•·we want to stay on top of things," 
Alexander said. Park rangers do the 
same jobs as police officers: they patrol 
areas, make security checks, answer 
complaints and make arrests. 

Because park rangers face the same 
dangers daily as police officers, their 
jobs should be considered hazardous du­
ty, and they should get the same train­
ing, the former police officer said. But 
rangers haven't had that type of train­
ing since they were removed from the 
state police division in 1981 and placed 
under the park ranger division, he 
added. 

Capt Roy Martin, area supervisor of 
the park rangers, echoes Alexander's 
concern for training rangers. "We get 
our rangers from the top of the 
register," he said, "and we make sure 
they're in the best physical and mental 
condition through these programs. The 
training isn't only for the rangers, it's 
for the public." 

Martin, who has worked with different 
law enforcement agencies and has been 
a ranger for three years, said he can 
already see positive results from the 
training. "I just wish we could train 
eight weeks instead of four," he said. 
The police department trains for 20 
weeks. 

In addition to the initial training ses­
sions, rangers must attend annual in­
service programs in their region. These 
sessions, which last four days, give 
rangers a chance to brush up on their 
skills and knowledge. One of the major 
topics stressed is public relations. 

"Besides the front desk, the first thing 
visitors see in the parks are the 
rangers," Alexander said. "We teach 
our rangers to be friendly-it costs 
nothing." 

The training is especially important 
now because Kentucky's 43 parks are 
understaffed. The number of rangers 
has fallen from about 140 to 53 in the past 
few years, primarily because of budget 
cuts, said Bob Bender, parks' ad­
ministration and budget director. 
"Rangers are a top priority for increas­
ed funding in the next budget," he said. 

Twenty-three of the parks, including 
the 15 state resort parks, have rangers, 
but about 50 more are needed to make 
the parks fully staffed. Most of those that 
have no rangers, such as Old Fort Har­
rod and My Old Kentucky Home, are 
near cities and are being patrolled by 
police officers, Bender said. 

Alexander is trying to rebuild the 
force. He hopes to recruit 15 officers 
from a group of cadets who will 
graduate from the State Police 
Academy in March.

Ice Cover On Ponds, Lakes 
May Have Caused Fish Kills 

While late winter and early spring fish 
kills are a fairly common occurrence for 
a number of reasons, biologists with the 
Kentucky Department of Fish and Wild­
life Resources say this winter's prolong­
ed ice cover may cause more di~ffs 
than usual. 

The blasts of cold, arctic air, and snow 
which blanketed much of the state from 
January through early February caus­
ed many bodies of water to freeze over. 
On shallow ponds, especially, the ice 
cover may have been substantial, and 
parltal or complete fish kills could have 
occurred due to shortages of dissolved 
oxygen in the water. 

Fish kills, induced by prolonged ice 
over, were common during the late 
1970's when the state suffered a string 
of record-breaking severe winters. Ice­
induced fish kills occur because a layer 
of ice, covered by snow, prevents 
sunlight from reaching aquatic plants. 
This causes plants such as filamentous 
algae and plankton, for example, to die 
and begin decomposing. 

The problem may continue as water 
temperatures increase, although in most 
cases the fish kills has already occurred 
by the time the ice melts. Sometimes, in 
severe cases, the decomposition of plant 
material will continue until a majority 
of the available oxygen in the water is 
used up, thus creating a total kill. 

The severity of the problem is often

keyed to the amount of vegetation in the 
pond or lake, and the amount of time the 
body of water was denied penetrating 
sunlight. But there are a number of 
reasons why ponds or small lakes may 
escape this form of winter kill. Low 
levels of dissolved oxygen may be 
averted if a body of water is extremely 
deep, is fed by springs or creeks, or 
doesn't contain an over abundance of 
aquatic plants. 

By the time a pond owner notices that 
a die-off has occurred, it is too late to do 
anything about it, biologist say. Ponds 
will generally recover from a partial die­
off but a complete fish kill will require 
that the pond be restocked. <Contact 
your local conservation officer for 
details about the Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources' farm pond 
stocking program.>

Testing of donated blood for antibodies 
to the HTLV-III virus, suspected of caus­
ing AIDS, could begin in Kentucky 
within three to four weeks, according to 
officials of the Cabinet for Human 
Resources. 

"When the testing actually begins 
depends on the individual blood collec· 
tion centers," said Dr. Ward Hinds, 
director of the Department for Health 
Services' Division of Epidemilogy. "The 
centers have to set up facilities for 
testing the blood and train technicians 
who can perform the test.'' 

There are currently four whole blood 
donation centers in Kentucky and seven 
blood plasma centers. The whole blood 
banks, which rely on volunteers for 
blood, are in Lexington, Louisville, 
Owensboro and Paducah. There are four 
blood plasma centers in Louisville, two 
in Lexington and one in Richmond. 
These centers buy blood from donors. 

The test, which will be conducted after 
the blood has been donated, was approv­
ed March 2 by the U S. Food and Drug 
Administration and the Department for 
Health and Human Services. It is 
designed to screen the blood for an­
tibodies to the HTL V-Ill virus, suspected 
of causing AIDS <acquired immune defi­
ciency syndrome) 

"While some people are hailing the 
test as a "godsend" and "the answer to 
the prayers of thousands," Hinds warn­
ed that this test, like many others, is not 
perfect. 

"There is speculation about the pro 
portion of false positives and false 
negatives with this test, but we won't 
know for sure until the test has been us­
ed for at least several months," said 
Hinds. According to officials of Abbott 
Laboratories, which manufactures the 
test kit, the test did not register the 
presence of antibodies in seven percent 
of the tests given to known AIDS vic­
tims. Officials added that about one per· 

State Board Adopts 
Adult Education P lan 

The State Board of Education adopted 
a three-year state plan for adult educa­
tion at its March 5 meeting. 

The state plan provides funds and pro­
cedures for programs enabling adults to 
develop the basic literacy skills 
necessary to function in society. 

"There is tremendous need for adult 
education in Kentucky. The adult educa­
tion program is critical J.o overall educa­
tional improvement in the state," educa­
tion officials told the board. 

"Kentucky has a large number of 
adults over the age of 25 who do not have 
a high school diploma. This causes prob­
lems. not only for those individuals, but 
also for the state as a whole. Businesses 
tend to look at the statistics and classify 
Kentucky's work force as largely 
uneducated," said Sharon Darling, 
director of adult and community educa­
tion. 

The adult education program seeks to 
offset this problem by providing instruc­
tion to motivated adults, Darling said. 
This year the adult basic education pro­
gram serves 23,000 people, more than 
6,000 of whom are identified as illiterate. 
The programs operate in 114 Kentucky 
counties. Seventy percent of those 
enrolled in adult education programs 
are unemployed, and 60 percent are 
below the poverty level, she said. 

The state three-year plan has several 
major areas of concern. The program is 
designed to meet the needs of the 
unemployed and underemployed adults 
and undereducated parents. It also 
seeks to improve the interaction of agen­
cies in order to meet the needs of special 
adult populations and to ensure the par­
ticipation of citizens with the least for­
mal education.

cent to two percent of the tests will show 
a positive result, but approximately 17 
percent of those results will be wrong. 

A positive test result does not 
necessarily mean the person has AIDS 
or will develop AIDS, Hinds noted. It in­
dicates that probably the person has, at 
some time, been exposed to the virus or 
a related virus. 

Hinds added that it will be hard to 
measure the test's effect on Kentucky's 
blood supply. While there have been 113 
cases of AIDS transmitted through blood 
transfusions nationwide, Kentucky has 
yet to report the first such case in the 
state, Hinds said. 

"Most donated blood tends to be used 
locally, and since there isn't a big in­
cidence of AIDS in Kentucky, our blood 
supply is relatively safe," he said. 

While the test is effective in detecting 
antibodies to the HTLV-III virus in 
donated blood, Hinds warned that cer­
tain high-risk groups, such as homosex­
ual or bisexual males and intravenous 
drug users, should not donate blood. 

"The test is not perfect, a nd there is 
the possibility of contaminated blood be­
ing undetected by the test," he said. 

AIDS has become a major concern 
among health officials a nd the public in 
recent years. There have been a lmost 
8,500 cases reported nationwide, approx­
imately 4,000 of which have been fatal. 
Kentucky, which repor ted its first case 
in 1982, has 21 reported cases of AIDS, 
16 of which have been fatal.

Philip Michael Thomas 
of "Miami Vice" 
By Wendy Wallace 

When creator and Executive Producer Anthony Yerko­
vich brought actors Philip Michael Thomas and Don John· 
son together to audition tor the roles of two vice detec­
tives, there was an instant rapport The interaction 
between the two stars of what has become "Miami Vice" 
(Fridays on NBC) was evident from the beginning. 

The popularity of "Miami Vice" . is fueled by Thomas, 
who plays Detective Ricardo Tubbs. a relocated New York 
officer. who works with Detective Sonny Crockett (John­
son) along the boulevards of Miami. "Anthony Yerkovich 
conce1ved the role of Tubbs around what my interpreta­
tion of a character was on an ep1sode I did on 'Starsky 
and Hutch,· says Thomas. ''When I read with Don. there 
was magic. What I expose on TV is just a tip of the 
iceberg. Don and I have had similar careers. Astrological­
ly, our signs are fire and air, which helps the combination. 
The best is yet to come ~· and I don't intend to stop." 

Thomas had his own Idea of how he perceived Tubbs. "I 
had a conception about Tubbs when I first began." he 
says. "I conceived of him as a cat who has already lived 
eight lives. He always expects the unexpected. He's been 
in the streets and is ready for anything. Right now the way 
I'm playing my role, I'm a chameleon,'' Thomas continues. 
''I'm eating my role up. Tubbs will always keep his edge. 
Each week he IS developing as a man. a policeman, a 
multidimensional character. You always have to expect 
the unexpected from me. This is my expression." 

And like his co-star Don Johnson. Thomas researched 
his role by spending time w1th local undercover detect1ves. 
Thomas's family also offered some ass1stance. "I did a lot 
of research for the role,'' he says. "I never take anything 
for granted. I talked to my older brother about Vietnam. 
My uncle was a pollee officer and I found that the honesty 
and mtegrity in h1m helped me create Tubbs. 

"It's pretty realistic, ·• Thomas says about the show. 
"We take artistiC license 10 a sense that we make it flam· 
boyant. It should not be misconstrued. We are not try.ng 
to depict real life. There are very few flamboyant police 
officers. It's very regimented." 

"Miami Vice" may be new, but Thomas is hardly an 
overnight sensation. "I lived the quality of life through the 
arts and it has given me a great dimension." Thomas says. 
"What you have are two of the hottest artists today. Both 
Don and I have gone through much to get where we are 
today. Don relates to me as an artist. I'm very well orga­
nized and structured Yesterday is a canceled check. 
today is a promissory note and tomorrow 1s cash in hand."
