Many wore lapel stickers summarizing 
the 1986legislative proposals of the Ken­
tucky Eaucation Association and some 
carried placards as well. 

A few comments suggested some 
teachers were smarting under recent 
criticism directed at Floyd schools by 
state authorities, but the governor refus­
ed to be drawn into a spat, and the 
teachers themselves appeared divided 
on the merits of the state scrutiny. 

Gov. Collins seemed bent on address­
ing the four state legislators present as 
much as anybody, noting pointedly that 
the reason she withdrew some reform 
measures from the 1984 session-and the 
reason some programs were mandated 
but not funded-was that the legislators 
were unwilling to vote higher taxes. 

At least two of the lawmakers say they 
are persuaded. "If I think it will help the 
children of this state, so help me I'll vote 
to raise taxes," vowed state Sen. Ben­
ny Ray Bailey. And Rep. Greg Stumbo 
said he and his colleagues were 
prepared to raise the necessary funds 
even "if it means we have to lay down 
our political lives." 

"We'll be looking at the corporate side 
(for tax increases), because the cor­
porations have not paid their share of 
taxes recently," the governor said, 
although it was also reported Friday 
that increased state support for the 
schools will be made contingent on beef­
ing up the local tax effort. 

Several spoke in favor of a tax on un­
mined coal but there was support, too, 
for repeal of House Bill 44-the law that 
sets a four percent ceiling on the amount 
by which local tax revenues may 
grow-and Rebecca Abner, of Banner, 
declared, "We'll pay the taxes. We'll do

Grigsby Claims 
Mee · gs Called

The role of Superintendent E.P. 
Grigsby. Jr. in organizing a teachers' 
demonstration-which included a pro­
test against state interference in Floyd 
schools-has given state officials yet 
another reason to question both his 
stewardship and the vigilance of the 
F1oyd Board of Education, one official 
said yesterday <Tuesday). 

A group of around 75 teachers 
picketed quietly near the entrance to 
May Lodge as Governor Martha Layne 
Collins and state Schools Superinten­
dent Alice McDonald arrived for a 
meeting there Friday (see related 
story) . The pickets followed the state 
officials into a meeting room. where a 
spokesman made a statement which 
outlined legislative concerns of the 
teachers and included a plea that state 
officials "stop picking on" the Floyd 
school district. 

What the teachers said. or the fact 
that Grigsby was instrumental in their 
saying it, is of less concern than is the 
fact that some teachers and principals 
were taken out of school on two days to 
prepare the demonstration. said Bob 
Spillman, an associate superintendent 
for local services in the state De~rt­
ment of Education. 

H calling the teachers out ol their 
classrooms caused any interruption in 
the instructional program, it was 
"totally inappropriate." the state of­
ficial said.

Prisoner Found 
Hanged in Jail 

A Prestonsburg man found hanged in 
his cell here last Wednesday was "a 
quiet inmate ... (who I kept to himself." 
according to a deputy jailer. Randy 
Lee Crisp, 25. also known as Randy Lee 
Robinson. was found dead in a Floyd 
county jail cell around 1:50 a.m. Five 
other inmates slept nearby. 

The victim. who left a suicide note. 
apparently hanged himself bv tying 
laces from his boots to an overhead air 
vent. Deputy Jailer Don Hall said later 
that Crisp seemed somewhat depress­
ed earlier in the week; he was "always 
a loner." he said. 

Crisp pleaded guilty to breaking into 
a Prater Fork home last October and 
received a four-year sentence in Floyd 
Circuit Court on April1. He was in jail 
here while awaiting transfer to the 
Kentucky State Reformatory. 

Born May 13, 1960 at Martin. Crisp 
was adopted by his grandparents, the 
late Henry Robinson and Myrtle Good­
man Robinson Hunter. of the Middle 
Creek road. He is also survived by his 
stepfather.

Almost everyone 
knows someone who has owned a 
monkey, a snake. a peacock, even a 
mountain lion of a wildcat. 

A word of caution-don't give in to the 
temptation. At the very least, educate 
yourself to what's really involved so you 
can be fair to the animal. 

First of all, consider the legalities. 
Animal protection laws have changed 
considerably over the past decade and 
the general awareness of the changes 
has not kept pace. Some of the animals 
which people in Kentucky might be 
tempted to keep as pets may now be en­
dangered species, and special permits 
will be required to keep them if you are 
allowed to keel? them at all. 

Some animals may be absolute 
liabilities. Wild animals such as 
elephants, lions and the like can cause 
great damage and/or severe injury to 
people. When this happens, the owner is 
likely to be held absolutely responsible 
and liable. 

Others may get you in trouble without 
having the proper permits and inspec­
tions. State laws and regulations cover 
some animals, like raccoons and skunks 
and squirrels. Special permits are re­
quired to hold them in captivity Federal 
regulations cover others, and then you 
may get into such things as zoo keepers 
or circus permits, as well as the proper 
state permits. 

Penalties can be severe. 
Beyond that, consider the peculiarities 

of the animals themselves. Baby rac­
coons are cute and cuddly and extreme­
ly playful. When they grow up and have 
decided your home is their den, they 
aren't the least bit above stripping off 
your wallpaper as they remodel to suit 
themselves. 

Some people have an affinity for 
skunks, thinking that deodorizing them 
alleviates all the problems. Skunks, 
however, are nocturnal creatures and 
prowl around at night after they sleep 
through the day. 

Monkeys are cute, often imitating peo­
ple, and can be quite charming when 
dressed in baby clothes and the like. 
They also bite, and may also transmit 
tuberculosis, infectious hepatitis and in­
testinal diseases to humans. 

Most are impossible to housebreak, in 
the sense that a dog or cat can be so 
trained, and one let loose outside may 
never return. 

These unusual captive animals are 
generally referred to as "exotic pets" 
and veterinary care for them if they get 
sick can be a problem, as not all 
veterinarians know how to treat them 
(treatment of zoo animals is a special­
ty) and others simply prefer not to treat 
them for various reasons. 

Treatment can differ significantly in 
some instances. An example is rabies 
vaccination-wild animals often 
(depending on the species) cannot 
tolerate the vaccine used most often on 
domestic animals. Most owners, well­
intentioned as they might be, simply do 
not have access to the body of know ledge 
used in treating wild animals. 

It follows, then, that wild animals may 
easily have to go untreated either 
because of the owner's ignorance or lack 
of facilities for treatment. 

Diet, too, can be a problem. Most wild 
animals require special supplements to 
their normal diet. Even their normal 
diet will be different from the prepared 
pet foods, and generally more expen­
sive. 

If they become unmanageable, or if 
the owner tires of them, humanely 
disposing of them can become a pro· 
blem. Most zoos are already overstock­
ed with the animals people want to give 
them and cannot accept them. An 
animal raised in captivity then releas­
ed to the wild may not be able to forage 
for or defend itself.

But teachers' concerns were at the 
forefront during much of the meeting. A 
proposal by Rep. Stumbo that "teachers 
be paid what teachers are worth" drew 
loud applause, as did a statement by 
Garrett Principal Ralph O'Quinn that "a 
means to relieve teachers of clerical 
duties is a must. " 

Many of the teachers gathered outside 
May Lodge to await the governor's ar­
rival stood under placards that read, 
"Floyd County Teachers United," 
"Priority No. 1: Educate Children," and 
" We Support Floyd County Schools." 
Superintendent E.P. Grigsby, Jr. made 
a point of declaring his solidarity with 
the teachers and asked to be photo­
graphed with them. 

Asked if their demonstration should be 
interpreted by the state dignitaries as a 
welcome or a protest, O'Quinn, spokes­
man for the group, said, "We want to let 
the state Education Department and the 
government know that we are very in­
terested in improving the quality of 
education in a positive way." 

"In other words, it has not been very 
positive," interjected Grigsby, who 
declined to elaborate. 

In the meeting that followed, O'Quinn 
ended a list of recommendations by ask· 
ing that "the state Department of 
Education take a more positive look at 
us, stop picking on us. " 

Supt. McDonald made no reply to 
O'Quinn's complaint and Gov. Collins 
said only that she agreed with some of 
his remarks and disagreed with others. 
But Bob Hall, a counselor at McDowell 
and Wheelwright schools, prompted a 
standing ovation when he said, "I per­
sonally do not feel picked on." Carol 
Stumbo, English teacher at 
Wheelwright, followed with praise for 
Supt. McDonald's "courage." And Doris 
Osborne, biology teacher at Wheel­
wright, appeared to speak for many 
teachers when she declared: "Give me 
an attendance policy that will keep my 
students in school, give me enough 
desks, give me enough materials to 
work with, and I don't care how much 
you pick on me. I can take it." 

The governor turned aside another 
barb, this one directed at Floyd school 
administrators by a former teacher 
here. Picking up on a comment by the 
governor that "the jobs are going to go 
where the skills are," Pam Precht, of 
David, charged that "in Floyd county 
that is not necessarily so." 

"There are a lot of political hirings," 
said Precht, "and I wonder how that can 
change." 

Collins ignored the question, saying 
that she had been referring to the dif· 
ficulty of persuading companies to 
locate in this state. Precht, formerly a 
special education teacher at Dwale, has 
sued the Floyd Board of Education for 
its refusal to rehire her this year. 

In a prepared address , Supt. 
McDonald struck a conciliatory note. 
"We are trying to emphasize not what 
the school districts lack but what they 
can do to improve their programs," she 
said. "We realize that your school board 
and your school administration are 
working to solve some problems that 
have beset Floyd county. We understand 
your problems and are ready for help." 

"You are not alone," Mrs. McDonald 
assured Floyd school personnel, some of 
whom have complained of being singl­
ed out by her administration. "This state 
has many communities like yours with 
problems that are similar." 

But if the state officials seemed intent 
on easing tensions here, McDonald twice 
encouraged the audience to keep up its 
questioning of school officials. "The 
public has a right to know what's going 
on," she said at one point, "and we need 
to give people the information they 
need." 

And she later urged, "Keep on us . 
Keep on your elected officials- and that 
includes your local officials- to keep on 
doing what we should be doing."

Two who were asked to act as 
spokesmen for the teachers-Floyd 
County Education Association Presi· 
dent Wayne Combs and President­
Elect William J . "Bud" Reynolds, 
III-declined, Reynolds explaining 
that they had not polled the FCEA 
membership on the proposed state­
ment and were consequently unable to 
speak for the organization. Garrett 
Principal Ralph O'Quinn, an ally of 
Grigsby's. then accepted the role. 

In his statement. O'Quinn asked that 
mandated programs be adequately 
funded; that more money be available 
for classroom supplies: that tea-chers 
be relieved of some clerical duties; 
that the proposal to establish a "career 
ladder'' for teachers be dropped; that 
new methods be found for financing the 
schools and teacher salaries be raised. 

The group was reportedly divided 
over a proposal to protest the state's 
recent and highly-publicized investiga-

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I suppose another reason the report 
of the fire hit me so squarely is the fact 
that I have on two occasions faced the 
trauma of this experience. I know how 
it feels to walk among "the ashes . 

My use of the word, "feels." in the 
preceding paragraph recalls the case 
of the oldtimer who, when asked by a 
young friend how he felt, replied: 

" I don't feel so great. sonny, but. 
come to think of it. it's great just to 
feel." 

NO TRAGEDY HERE 
Sometimes I wish I had had a 

camera. While waitiRg in the car on a 
recent morning, a tableau unfolded 
itself. A mockingbird was perched on a 
telephone wire, some 25 feet above the 
street. Down below, a Jray-and-white 
cat espied the bird, immediately went 
into a crouch, eyes fixed on the bird. 
tail swishing slowly, ready to spring. 
Then the cat edged a few feet farther 
and stopped directly beneath the bird 
and made a half-hearted pass at it with 
a paw. 

And then entered the third party-a 
dog whose interest obviously was in the 
cat. 

No harm was done. It all ended 
peaceably. If the bird saw its natural 
enemy, it gave no sign of doing so ; it 
apparently remained motionless. It ap· 
peared to be looking skyward, its in· 
terest fixed on something beyond my 
ken. It may be fanciful to do so. but 
now I'm wondering if that bird wasn't 
considering fli"ght to find a new perch 
on a fluffy cloud that hovered 
overhead. 

OF ELECTIONS PAST 
Elections still generate their heat. 

but something is missing. these days. 
Maybe it's the lack of humor. now that 
some of the more colorful figures have 
passed on. 

The old ballot boxes and their paper 
ballots and the long, tense hours of 
counting the vote. candidate by can­
didate, precinct by precinct; the days 
and nights of guarding those ballots ~ill, 
the long count was complete: the court­
house, crowded to the hallways; the 
lighter moments as well as the times of 
tension- all these were a part of the 
election process. back then. 

In those days we had Ham Wallen to 
add the spice of levity to the situation. 
Ham pretty consistently ran for jailer 
but, really. was more interested in sell· 
ing spectacles than getting votes. 

One election night. the count dragged 
on past midnight. Of the large field of 
candidates for jailer. only Ham and 
one other kept the vigil. carefully 
noting the results as they were 
tabulated. Finally, his opponent 
wearied of what was obviously an 
unrewarding task, since he wasn't far­
ing too well at the hands of the voters. 
so he climbed onto a flat-top desk. 
stretched himself and fell asleep. Ham 
continued to watch the count. 

Suddenly the sleeping candidate was 
rudely awakened. It was Ham who was 
shaking him. "Wake up man- wake 
up! " Ham yelled. "We tied in Little 
Paint." 

Scrambling to his feet, the sleeper in­
quired, "We did? How many did we 
get?" 

" Not a vote. my friend. " said 
Hamm. "Not a damn one." 

tions of Floyd schools but a statement 
to that effect was included. anyway It 
read : 

"We urge that the state Department 
of Education begin to try to form a 
more positive perception of the perfor­
mance of the Floyd county school 
district. Stop picking on us and allow us 
the uninterrupted opportunity to meet 
educational needs of students." 

Spillman said this week he had 
received citizen complaints as early as · 
last Thursday about Grigsby's role in 
prepping teachers for the governor's 
visit. If the reports are true. "it is one 
more example of where the superinten­
dent and board seem more concerne 
about public perception ... than about 
doing their job as educational 
leaders." the state official said. 

"We've been saying for six months 
that every time we turn over a rock we 
find something else-something dif· 
ferent from full commitment to quality 
education," Spillman said, adding. "It 
sounds like here's another rock." 

Asked whether the state intended tq 
investigate the matter. Spillman sai 
"It seems to me the people of Floyd 
county should be asking, 'Why isn't the 
(Floyd) Board of Education in· 
vestigating it?' They say we're picking 
on them but all we're asking is that 
they do their job. If that is picking on 
them, then we're picking on them and 
we're not going to turn loose until they 
do their job." 

The state official said it was impor­
tant that teachers be given an oppor­
tunity to express their views. and tha 
it would not be inappropriate for th 
superintendent to be involved. "but not 
at the expense of the instructional pro· 
gram." 

"It is one more thing to add to the 
Jist' ' of factors that could lead to a state 
takeover of Floyd schools, Spillman 
warned. "If (local officials) are not go­
ing to assume. responsibility, the 
General Assembly intends that the 
state board should step in," he said. 

Reynolds, a social studies teacher a 
Martin Elementary School and incom­
ing head of the professional organiza· 
tion that counts as members about 400 
of Floyd's 510 public school teachers. 
insisted that last week's schooltime 
meetings were primarily to "work out 
things we should tell Governor Collins. 
things teachers are concerned about." 

Asked about the propriety of taking 
teachers out of the classroom for the 
meetings, Reynolds replied, "When the 
superintendent calls, you go." 

Martin Elementary Princ ipa l 
William Hughes, who also attended the 
meetings, likewise said they were in· 
tended primarily to highlight teachers' 
classroom concerns. "I don't know that 
anyone was expecting a 'confrontation' 
(between teachers and state 
officials)," he said, in reference to the 
lead paragraph in a Lexington Herald· 
Leader report on the governor 's 
meeting here._ 

Hughes acknowledged that some 
school personnel feel resentful of the 
state's long probing of Floyd schools 
and said that earlier drafts of the 
teachers' statement were "stronger" 
than its final version. But the resent­
ment had less to do with the fact of 
state scrutiny than with its length and 
timing, he said. 

"We've been under the spotlight for 
two years. We would just like to be out 
from under the spotlight, not be unde 
that kind of pressure," Hughes said. 
adding, "Nothing is ever said about the 
improvements we've made. We'd be 
less frustrated out in the county if the 
good was reported along with the bad." 

A fact that particularly rankles, both 
Hughes and O'Quinn said. was the in­
sinuation-in the comments of some 
state offiCials a nd the emphasis given 
them in press reports- that some 
teachers and administrators might b 
guilty of criminal misconduct. 

" The word 'crime' " - again a 
reference to a recent Herald-Leader 
headline-"is what frustrates and wor­
ries me." Hughes said. While the few 
teachers whose cases have been refer­
red to the state attorney-general as a 
result of recent investigations may 
have violated regulations, "I think the 
boys were honest." he said. 

O'Quinn argued that. while 
discrepancies will inevitably turn up 
whenever rigid criteria are applied t( 
operations like a school lunch pro· 
gram, they do not add up to willful 
wrongdoing . "We're not crooks." he 
said. " Most teachers are busting their 
butts." 

He welcomes criticism from the 
state but some of it has been destruc­
tive of teacher morale, O'Quinn said. 
adding. "What teachers want to know 
is, When is this going to stop? When 
can we do some teaching?" 

Forum Incorporates, 
Sets Meeting, Thurs. 

Floyd County Education Forum 
recently approved a draft of its Ar· 
tides of Incorporation, allowing it to 
function as a non-profit organization to 
which contributions will be tax· 
deductible. The Articles provide that · 
the organization will not be permitted 
to participate in any political cam­
paign and organizers say it will not at 
tempt to influence legislation. either. 

The Forum, which grew out of a 
series of meetings organized statewide 
last November. is designed to be a 
"clearinghouse" of information about 
educational matters and will continue 
to receive assistance to that end from 
the state Prichard Committee. it was 
said. 

The group is sponsoring a meeting a 
7 p.m. tomorrow <Thursday) a 
McDowell High School. which anyone 
interested in education is invited to at­
tend.

Yellow Poplar Weevil 
Damage Not Serious, 
Says Forestry Div. 

By TIMOTliY SHEEHAN 
Kentucky Division of Forestry 

Many people have addressed the 
Kentucky Division of Forestry with the 
question, "What's been eating on the 
yellow-poplar trees'?". The answer is 
the yellow-poplar weevil. also known 
as the sassafras weevil. 

The life cycle of these little critters is 
as follows. After overwintering in the 
leaf litter the adult weevils emerge in 
late April and early May to feed on the 
young buds and leaves of yellow­
poplar, sassafras, and magnolia trees. 
Eggs are deposited in the midrib of 
leaves from May to early June. When 
the larvae emerge they begin to mine 
through the leaf and develop into adult 
weevils. These adult weevils will con­
tinue to feed until mid-July. By that 
time they 're full enough to return to the 
leaf litter and hibernate until next spr­
ing. 

Usually the weevils are controlled by 
late frosts and since there have been 
none this year, there has been no 
natural check on their population. 
Despite their obvious leaf-eating habits 
they are no real threat to a tree's 
health . The worst effect they could 
have is to reduce this years growth. If 
you are concerned· about a tree in your 
yard , the weevils can be controlled by 
spraying with Sevin 5 or Sevin 10. 

The Kentucky Division of Forestry 
will be happy to field questions and 
concerns regarding trees damaged by 
insects or disease. Our office is located 
on 503 S. Lake Dr. in Prestonsburg; the 
phone number is 886-8562.

Veterans of World War II who have 
or in the future receive a form to apply 
for life insurance dividends are being 
warned that there is no dividend to be 
refunded and that the person named in 
the return address is bogus. according 
to members of Andy J .

The application asks for the 
veteran 's social security number, ser­
vice seria I number as well as other per­
sonnel data. Refunds are promised 
ranging from $78 to $312. The letter 
state~ "This refund is due regardless of 
whether or not the insurance is still 
carried" and adds that the Veterans 
Administration is urging all WWII 
veterans to apply .

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Importance Of Women's 
Work Potential Stressed 

WASHINGTON- The nation ' s 
economy will not reach the heights of 
its power or potential until it makes full 
use of the productive capacity of the 
growing number of women in the labor 
force. a top U.S. Labor Department of­
ficial said. 

"The enormous increase in the 
number of working women is one of the 
most significant social and economic 
developments of the past decade. " Dr. 
Lenora Cole Alexander. director o the 
Women 's Bureau. told an Indianapolis 
symposium on Creative Alternatives to 
Unemployment for Women. The con­
ference was cosponsored by the 
Women's Bureau and the Oppor­
tunities Industrialization Centers of 
America. Inc. 

"Many employers are not yet aware 
that the majority of American women 
now work and that women now account 
for almost half the nation's civilian 
labor force, Dr. Alexander said. "And 
even those employers who know the 
facts often lose sight of their 
significance." 

Women who are entering the labor 
market today in unprecedented 
numbers "constitute an untapped 
human resource of vast potential for 
the nation's economic growth and pro­
sperity." Dr. Alexander pointed out. 
"Unless we recognize that reality and 
act on it, the nation as well as women 
who fail to reach their full potential 
will be the losers, " she said. 

Government programs and policies 
can help women get a foothold in the 
job market and can help assure tha t 
they are not the victims of discrimina­
tion. Dr. Alexander said. " But the bat­
tle will be won or lost where the jos are 
and where the hiring decisions are 
made-in the businesses. industries. 
and financial institutions that are the 
backbone of our free marke t 
economy," she said. 

Dr. Alexander called on business and 
industry to expand opportunities for 
women "across the board.·· She said 
that means increased hiring of 
qualified women in the emerging high­
tech industries, in trades and crafts 
that still are dominated by men. in the 
professions. and in executive and 
managerial positions at every level. 

Dr. Alexander outlined for the sym­
posium participants some of the things 
her agency is doing to help improve 
and expand employment opportunities 
for women. These include programs to 
promote employer-sponsored child 
care services, nontraditional jobs for 
women, and the training of low-income 
women and displaced homemakers for 
profitable employment.

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Panel Rejects 
Teacher Tests 

Kentucky schoolteachers working 
their way up a yet-to-be implemented 
career ladder won't be required to take 
a test to prove knowledge in their sub­
ject area. a committee drafting the 
plan has dec1ded. 

At a daylong meeting in Frankfort. 
the committee decided to scrap the 
testing procedure because it would be 
difficult to devise a suitable test and to 
determ ine a minimum level of 
knowledge_ 

The decision was one of several 
made by the 25-member Career Lad­
der Development Committee. 
established by the 1984 General 
Assembly to study the career ladder 
issue. Under a career ladder program. 
a teacher's pay and promotiOns would 
be based on performance evaluations. 

The committee also -decided to 
postpone any announcement about 
public hearings on the plan because of 
the array of details yet to be ironed out. 
Four public hearings tentatively had 
been scheduled for the week of June 10 
in Lexington. Louisville. Madisonville 
and Morehead . 

On the subject of teacher pay. the 
committee said it would wait to attach 
any specific schedules to the various 
steps along the four-rung ladder unt il a 
sui table salary for beginning teachers 
is determined. 

The pay for beginning teachers is too 
low, the committee said, and should be 
comparable to those in seven other 
Southeastern states-Tennessee. 
Georgia, Louisiana, Alabama, Arkan­
sas, North Carolina and South 
Carolina. It directed the finance sub­
committee to gather more data and to 
make a recommendation. 

The committee's unanimous decision 
to scrap the teacher-testing proposal 
came after John Williams. a Paducah 
businessman. expressed reservations. 
He said too many questions remained 
about how to administer the test and 
how to measure teachers' performance 
on it. 

Donald Hunter, staff director for the 
committee. said it was not imperative 
that teachers be given a test in order to 
determine knowledge of their subject 
area . 

"You still have a measure of 
knowledge of subject even if you take 
the test out." Hunter said. "There's no 
way you can make a yearlong study 
plan if you don't know the subject mat­
ter." 

Knowledge of subject matter was 
one of five factors in evaluating 
teachers at the third level of the four­
rung ladder. The other areas are in· 
structional performance, professional 
growth and development. profe:;~iQn~l 
leadership -in itiative and student 
achievement. 

In lieu of administering a test to 
measure knowledge of subject matter. 
the committee decided to incorporate 
it with instructional performance. 

Testing still would be required, 
however. of a teacher who has suc­
cessfully completed the state­
mandated yearlong internship in the 
classroom Teachers would have to 
pass the test before steppmg onto the 
fi rst rung of the ladder. 

The committee. which is to submit 
its final recommendations to Gov. 
Martha Layne Collins and the interim 
joint Committee on Education by J uly 
1, will meet June :12 to complete its pro­
posals.

American Cancer Society ~ 

Question: "Does cancer occur in the mouth and if so, 
is there a warning sign?" 

ANSWERline: In 1979, an estimated 24,000 cases of oral 
cancer will be diagnosed in both men and women in this 
country. Cancer can occur anywhere in the oral cavity. 
Tongue, lips, salivary glands, and the pharyngeal area (the 
area between the mouth and the esophagus) are the com­
mon oral sites. Oral cancer is not one of the major forms 
of cancer in the U.S. However, it is a special risk for users 
of any form of tobacco and for heavy drinkers of alcohol. 

Your physician or dentist should check your mouth for 
possible oral cancer at the time of your regular examina­
tion. In between visits, pay attention to any mouth sore that 
fails to heal or that bleeds rather easily. Other signs and 
symptoms may be a lump or thickening, a whitish patch, 
difficulty in chewing or swallowing food, restricted move­
ment of the tongue or jaws, or discomfort in wearing 
dentures. 

Oral cancer can be treated most successfully when 
detected early. Get into the habit of checking your mouth 
in a mirror, using a good light. 

Question: "Why do people try unproven cancer treatments'! 
What is the motivation?" 
ANSWERline: There are many answers to your questions. 
However, a basic fact is that cancer often frightens people 
more than other diseases , and there is a false assumption 
that cancer is automatically fatal. Proponents of unproven 
treatments prey on these fears by offering false hope. Peo­
ple also turn to unproven treatments because they worry 
about the expense of reputable medical care. Sometimes 
patients turn away from their medical team because they 
feel that health professionals have given up. This may not 
be the case at all and it is one reason why frank and open 
discussions between physicians and patients should take 
place on a regular basis. 

Question: "Can you name some famous people who have 
had cancer?" 
ANSWERline: The list includes former First Lady, Mrs. 
Betty Ford; Mrs. Happy Rockefeller ; TV personalities, 
Virginia Graham, Betty Rollin, Arthur Godfrey, Amanda 
Blake. In sports, there's pro football's Jack Pardee and golf 
super-star Gene Littler. One of the greats of the American 
musical theatre, composer Richard Rodgers also has had 
cancer. 

Request : ' 'How can I arrange an anti-smoking program 
for my bowling club?" 

ANSWERline: American Cancer Society volunteers and 
staff in your local unit will be glad to make program sug­
gestions, provide films, leaflets and other special materials 
free of charge. Guest speakers, including physicians, 
former smokers, etc., may be available to provide special 
insights into the smoking and health problem. 

Question: "Are some people more likely than others to 
be exposed to radiation?" 

ANSWERline: According to a report of a Federal task 
force called to assess the use, regulation and health effects 
of low-level radiation, groups of concern include patients 
who have diagnostic x-rays ; workers exposed to radiation 
and armed forces personnel and civilians exposed during 
atmospheric nuclear weapons testing. While more needs to 
be known about the effects of low-level radiation before ac­
tual danger can be defined, it is well to keep in mind that 
the benefits of rad,iation may in many cases outweigh its 
theoretical hazards. For example, a diagnostic x-ray per­
formed for sound medical reasons, using equipment that 
delivers the least radiation dose possible for a readable 
result. may be of great benefit to a patient. 

Request : "Is there an inexpensive way to obtain hospital­
type equipment for a convalescent cancer patient'?" 

ANSWERiine: Many units of the American Cancer Socie­
ty mamtain "loan closets" of sickroom supplies and equip­
ment available to the cancer patients without charge. The 
service director of your nearest ACS unit can provide you 
with specific information about what may be available on 
loan basis in your community.

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1985 Corps' Recreation Fees 
Remain Same as Last Year's 

Col. Robert B. Wilson , district 
engineer of the Huntington District, U.S. 
Army Corps of Engineers announced 
last week that the recreation use fees at 
Corps' facilities will remain the same 
this year as they were last. 

"What we try to do at all of our pro­
jects where we operate recreational 
facilities ," said Wilson, "is to make 
those facilities serve the greater number 
of people in the best pqssible way. There 
are different kinds of facilities at our 
projects; most of these are free, so peo­
ple can go in and out without paying a 
fee." 

" However, at most of our projects 
there are one or two areas which have 
been set aside as rather nice camp­
grounds where a family can go to relax 
and not be bothered by overcrowding 
and by people that are running in and 
out and disturbing their rest and relax­
ation. We maintain these campgrounds 
in a very presentable condition and try 
to make them very attractive places for 
people to vacation. In doing so, we incur 
certain costs and, therefore, charge a 
very modest fee for them to use the 
facility." 

The 1985 family (two adults plus their 
children under 18) fees for campgrounds 
in Eastern Kentucky are: Dewey Lake, 
$7; John W. Flannagan Lake, $5 for Up­
per Twin and Cranes Nest and $4 for 
Lower Twin. 

Visitors to fee campgrounds must be 
legitimately visiting a camper and will 
be charged a nominal fee. Individuals 
walking or bicycling in will be charged 
$1. For a private vehicle with one to six 
people, the fee will be $2; for. vehicles 
over six people, including bus or van 
loads, the fee will be $2 for the first six 
people plus one dollar per person over 
six people. There is no charge for peo­
ple wishing only to use a campground 
launching ramp for their boat. 

"Visitors' fees," said Wilson, "are a 
way of reducing the traffic, controlling 
overcrowding, and protecting our 
campers who have paid for the use of the 
campground by assuring a healthy 
environment.'' 

There are several group shelters at 
each Corps'-operated lake. Normally, 
these shelters are available to the public 
on a "first-come, first-serve" basis. 
However, if a group wants to reserve a 
shelter for a specific date, they may do 
so and the shelter will be reserved for 
their use on that day from 9 a.m. until 
10 p.m. There is a special fee, however, 
for those people who wish to reserve a 
shelter. This fee is $25 and must be 
received promptly. Groups or people 
who wish to reserve a shelter are advis­
ed to call the Lake office to make pro-

Once again Wilson stressed that there 
are no fees for the majority of recrea­
tional facilities operated by the Corps 
and that it is the firm desire of the Corps 
to make both the physical facilities and 
the family recreational environment se­
cond to none.

Leave Young Wildlife 
In Their Natural Habitat 

Anyone encountering baby wild birds 
or mammals should leave them alone, 
according to wildlife biologists with the 
.Kentucky Department of Fish and Wild­
life Resources. It is customary for most 
wildlife mothers to leave their young 
unattended, sometimes for long periods 
of time. And the mother will probably 
not approach her young if humans are 
in the vicinity. Therefore, many of the 
"orphaned" young picked up each year 
are not abandoned at all. 

It is illegal to take any protected 
wildlife species from the wilds except 
during the open season on that species. 
A permit is required to hold captive 
wildlife and holding facilities must be in­
spected and approved by a conservation 
officer. 

If you do encounter young animals and 
are sure that the mother has been kill­
ed, contact the local conservation officer 
for advice. A call to the local sheriff's of­
fice or county court derk will get you the 
CO's number.

Many birds go for berries in a big 
way. So a variety of plants that bear 
berries are bound to bring birds to 
your backyard. And there are bonuses: 
(I) Berry bushes can double your bird 
watching fun because the birds that 
eat bernes are apt to be different from 
the seed-eating birds at your feeder. 
and (2) Plants that bear berries also 
provtde good hiding and nesting places 
for birds that don't eat the bernes. 

With berry bushes around. watch 
for hermit and varied thrushes. wax­
wings, robins, bluebirds and mocking· 
birds. Some of your regular seed-eaters 
also eat berries and may be doublv 
attracted to your yard by both you-r 
feeders and your berry plants espe· 
ciall)' white-throated sparrows, pur­
ple and house finches. gro beaks. car· 
dinals, flickers and yellow-bellied sap­
suckers.

Most of these plants come in sev­
eral different sizes, shap~s and horti­
cultural varieties. Depending on your 
area, look for a·vailable shrubs that 
are hardy, resistant to local diseases.

scheme. All the listed plants will bear 
fq1it - though some birds find some 

tastier than others. Most important, 
the fruit that ripens in early fall will 
remain on the shrubs into late winter 
when birds may be finding wild foods 
in scarce suppl~ 

To find out about an even greater 
variety of bird-attracting berried shrubs, 
visit your local library. Excellent books 
on this topic include the following: 
American Wildlife and Plants by 
Martin, Zim and elson. Trees, Vines 
and Shrubs for Attracting Birds by 
DeGraaf and Witman and Ortho's 
How to Attract Birds. 

If you are not already one of the 60 
million Americans busy wooing birds 
to their backyards (to the tune of about 
5500 million worth of birdseed, accord· 
ing to a 1980 Fish and Wildlife Service 
survey). a good way to start is to join 
the 12 million who do their persuading 
by maintaining trees and shrubs (espe· 
cially berry-bearing plants) for wild· 
life on their home grounds.

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Kentucky Fishing Report 

Frankfort, Ky., May 20-Cool 
weekend temperatures and scattered 
showers in the east kept many 
fishermen off the lakes this weekend. 
However. those who made the effort 
were often rewarded with good str­
ingers of fish during May 18-19 period 
covered by this report. The lake-by­
lake rundown. as reported by conser­
vation officers and creel clerks. is as 
follows: 

KENTUCKY: Creel clerk Don 
Fortenberry reported heavy fishing ac­
tivity for crappie, although stringers 
were light. Some bass were being 
caught plastic worms in weeds and 
brush. Catfishing was very good for 
those fishing night crawlers in deep 
water off rocky ledges. The lake was 
clear. stable at summer pool and 72'. 

BARKLEY: Creel clerk Norman 
Brantley reported catfishing was pick­
ing up around rocky points and rip-rap. 
Bluegill were being caught in the backs 
of bays; bass and crappie were slow: 
The lake was clear. stable at summer 
pool and 7~ . 

BARREN : Conservation officer 
Donald Depp reported black bass being 
caught on topwater lures and plastic 
worms off points early in the morning 
and late in the evening; bluegill were 
being picked up in 10 feet of water off 
steep bluffs ; crappie were best at night 
under lights. The lake was clear to 
murky, rising, 12 1/2 feet below sum­
mer pool and 74'. 

NOLIN : Moderate fishing activity 
for black bass was· reported by creel 
clerk James Shipp who said that most 
anglers were casting plastic worms 
and spinners into shallow banks and 
points; bluegill were being caught off 
rocky banks in 8-10 feet of water. The 
lake was clear to murky, rising, five 
feet below swnmer pool and 74'. 

ROUGH RIVER: Officer Harold Belt 
reported that fishing activity was very 
slow with only a few bluegill and an oc­
casional crappie being caught. The 
lake was clear, rising, six feet below 
swnmer pool and 70'. 

TAYLORSVILLE : Officer Joe Bland 
reported that bass were being caught 
on spinner baits and plastic worms in 
shallow water and around points: 
bluegill were being picked up in brushy 
cover. Tailwater activity was very 
slow for crappie and bluegill. The lake 
was clear, stable at swnmer pool and 
76'. 

HERRINGTON: Moderate to heavy 
fishing activity was reported by officer 
Charles Goode and creel clerk Bill 
Pinkston. Most anglers were catching 
bass on top water lures and plastic

worms along shallow points and banks 
and at night on night crawlerS; white 
bass were good in the lower end of the 
lake. The lake was clear, stable, five 
feet below summer pool and 72'. 

GREEN RIVER: Officer Buddy Loy 
reported bluegill fishermen having 
best success in brushy areas and off 
points: bass were being caught on 
plastic worms early in the morning and 
late in the evening. Some bluegill and 
catfish were being caught in the 
tailwaters. The lake was clear to 
murky. rising slowly. one foot below 
summer pool and 75°. 

CUMBERLAND: Excellent str­
ingers of white bass were being caught 
according to officer Fred York, with 
most being caught in 2(}.30 feet of water 
off points and rock walls in the main 
lake at night.

grow downwards into deeper skin 
layers. When downward growth begins, 
the LMM often becomes raised. It then 
has the ability to spread to other organs. 

The way in which it is removed 
depends on the size and location of the 
malanoma. A wide local excision 
removal of the entire lesion with borde~ 
of healthy tissue, is usually done. A skin 
graft may be needed if the lesion is very 
large. 

It is hard to predict what will happen 
if your friend refuses more surgery. 
Some melanomas can grow on the sur­
face for a long time before spreading. 
But, if the cancer does spread, it will be 
much harder to treat successfully.

Many Veterans Unaware 
Of Benefits Available 

Although almost $18 billion was pa1d 
out in veterans benefits in 1983. billions 
more went unclaimed in the past few 
years Every year eligibility for 
benefits and even the array of 
available benefits are changed and 
very few veterans of their survivors 
keep up with the latest rules. 

These were the findmgs of a study 
group of the Consumer Education 
Research Center. a national. non-profit 
group. They found that over one-fourth 
of the money paid in veterans benefits 
goes to persons who never served in the 
armed forces of the United States. 
Most of these were related by blood or 
marriage to veterans but many were 
not. Others were members of the arm­
ed forces of countries who fought with 
us against our enemies. 

Robert L. Berko. executive director 
of the consumer group. said that many 
survivors of veterans are unaware that 
they might be eligible to receive 
money. medical care. educational 
assistance. help in buying a home or 
other benefits. In fact. eligibility and 
benefits change constantly and some 
people inelgible in previous years are 
now able to start receiving money. 

The study found that many people 
are unaware that they are considered 
dependents or survivors of veterans. 
These include those involved in illegal 
marriages. those who remarried 
before the death or disability of a 
veteran. children born out of wedlock 
to a veteran. parents of a veteran and 
even adopted grandchildren. Any of 
these may be eligible for benefits. 

It was found that most veterans were 
unfamiliar with most of the benefits 
now being granted under Federal laws. 
For instance. disabled veterans can 
receive apparel allowances if they use 
wheel chairs. artificial limbs or any 
prosthetic device that can wear or 
damage clothing, or that vets. in many 
cases, can get dental treatment for 
non-service problems. Few knew that 
limited income veterans over 65 or 
older are considered permanently and 
totally disabled and can collect up to 
$9.474. The amount increases $840 for 
each dependent child. 

"As much as the Veterans Ad­
ministration is anxious to assist former 
service people and their families." Mr. 
Berko said. "unless the person knows 
they are eligible and apply they will not 
collect anything."

Favors Big Rivers Merger

East Kentucky Power Cooperative's 
board of directors voted ·last week to 
adopt a resolution favoring a consolida­
tion with Big Rivers Electric Corpora­
tion of Henderson after reviewing a 
preliminary study by Bechtel Energy 
Corporation which shows the action to 
be advantageous to the rural electric 
cooperatives. · 

The study assumed that the two 
aluminum companies served by Big 
Rivers will stay in business and that the 
Kentucky Public Service Commission 
will approve an equal rate structure for 
both systems, according to Bob Miller, 
East Kentucky's director of member 
and public relations. 

"We're also working under the 
assumption that the federal Rural Elec­
trification Administration <REA) will 
work with the consolidated utility to find 
a suitable method of financing for the 
combined system," he said. 

In addition to the approval of both 
utilities, the consolidation plan will need 
the approval of REA and of a majority 
of cooperatives served by Big Rivers 
and East Kentucky. Big Rivers' board 
approved the consolidation resolution at 
its April 12 meeting. 

"Our position has always been that 
East Kentucky would not consider a con­
solidation unless it would benefit our 
member systems' consumers," Miller 
said. "After reviewing the Bechtel 
study, our board feels the merger would 
be a positive step that would benefit the 
state's rural electric cooperatives. " 

Miller said the uniting of the two 
utilities offers several advantages to 
East Kentucky, including additional 
generating capacity and an increase in 
the ability to share power with surroun­
ding utilities. 

" If the consolidation takes place bas­
ed on the conditions we have agreed to, 
East Kentucky's rates would be less or 
equal to the amount they would be with­
out the consolidation," he noted. "We

may be able to delay or cancel the con­
struction of the partially-constructed 
J.K. Smith plant in Clark County, and a 
combined system would have a more 
balanced mixture of residential and in­
dustrial consumers." 

East Kentucky serves approximately 
280,000 consumers in 89 counties through 
18 member cooperatives which distri­
bute the power. Big Rivers serves 71,000 
consumers in 22 counties through four 
member cooperatives, but 70 percent of 
the utility's power is consumed by two 
large aluminum smelters. 

Miller maintained that a consolidation 
would have little effect on East Ken­
tucky's wholesale power rates.

May Substitute for Burley 

Within the next few weeks, 285 
farmers in northern. central and 
southeastern Kentucky will have 
planted about 3.5 million green pepper 
plants in an effort to show that vegetable 
crops can be a profitable diversification 
to tobacco in the Commonwealth. 

Peppers are a good crop with which 
Kentucky farmers can begin to diver­
sify, Boswell pointed out. The plants 
grow well in Kentucky, and experience 
has shown that quality peppers can be 
grown here. The pepper plants can be 
set a nd cultivated with the same equip­
ment used in tobacco production. And 
the pepper crop's planting and harvest 
seasons are compatible with tobacco 
a nd other cash crops in Kentucky.

"The federal government's attitude 
toward the tobacco program has provid­
ed an impetus for many Kentucky 
farmers to redirect their farming opera­
tions from a complete dependency on 
burley as the primary cash crop, ·· said 
Agnculture Commissioner David E . 
Boswell . 

"The Department of Agriculture has 
been very busy during the past year 
working with the University of Kentucky 
Extension Service. Morehead State 
University and local governments to 
help these co-ops get started," Boswell 
said. "Our staff is already helping 
several other counties lay the ground­
work for vegetable co-operatives next 
year, and we're seeing interest in expan­
ding to produce several other vegetables 
and fruits for the fresh market. " 

Hours: Mon.-sat. . 9 a.m.-a p.m. 

"Our Division of Marketing Services 
helped secure a market in Georgia this 
year for Kentucky-grown green peppers 
and cucumbers," he continued. "These 
two co-ops are expecting sales of more 
than $1 million this year. Everyone's ex­
cited. That's an extremely healthy 
return for the first year of operation.'" 

Kentucky Mountain Farm Co-op will 
serve 200 farmers in seven counties sur­
rounding Lee county. The farmers will 
grow 200 acres of green peppers and 200 
acres of cucumbers. 

The co-op received a $66,000 federal 
loan from the Kentucky Commerce 
Cabinet in February to buy land and 
equipment for the packing line and cool­
ing facilities. Construction is now under­
way so the facility will be ready for this 
season's harvest. 

The Kentucky Agricultural Marketing 
Association in Lexington received a 
$33,000 grant from the city of Lexington 
to purchase equipment for its opera­
tions. The co-op is located at Parker 
Tobacco Co. for its first season. 

Eighty-five farmers in central and 
northern Kentucky · are growing 135. 
acres of bell peppers for the co-op. 

Produce from the Mountain Farms 
Co-op will be shipped from the Lexington 
operation to the market in Georgia. Sup­
ports of the co-op already visualize Lex­
ington as becoming a regional wholesale 
produce outlet. 

"It's important to the future of farm­
ing in Kentucky that our producers 
diversify a little," the Commissioner 
said. " We need to prepare ourselves for 
future changes in the tobacco program."

RUSTLER'S RHAPSODY (PG-Paramount) Starnng Tom 
Berenger. G. W. Bailey, Marilu Henner. * *

Lost somewhere in the 
murky haze between well­
intended homage and failed 
comedy is "Rustler's Rhapso­
dy." 

Its first few moments are a 
delight, especially if you're a 
fan of old movie westerns. On 
the screen is a black-and-white 
chase scene from a "singing 
western" - the kind in which 
the good guys wore white. the 
bad guys wore black, and the 
hero would never aim for the 
desperado's heart (instead. he 
would shoot the gun out of the 
ruffian's hand) . 

The narrator wonders what 
those films would be like if they 
were made today. The black­
and-white screen flashes into 
full color, the gunshots that 
sounded like cap pistols before 
boom like cannons. and the vil­
lains don't get routed quite so 
easily 

Thus. director /writer Hugh 
Wilson sets the stage for 
"Rustler's Rhapsody." It's not 
an anyth1ng-goes send-up, like 
Mel Brooks' "Blazing· 
Saddles." It's a satire that 
foregoes the easy joke so it 

can make the larger point of 
how the Western has changed. 

Now the bad guys are "only 
misunderstood.·' the . saloon 
gals are something less than 
virginal. and even our hero has 
a personal identity crisis. Wil­
son includes comments on 
"spaghetti westerns" and the 
violence of films like Sam 
Peckinpah's "The Wild 
Bunch" as well. 

This is Wilson's first movie 
since his phenomenally suc­
cessful "Police Academy." He 
apparently has been wanting 
to do "Rustler's Rhapsody" for 
a long time, and his respect for 
the old westerns causes him to 
re1n 1n the silliness. 

The jokes are on the money, 
but they are more illuminating 
than hysterical. Those willing 
to accept this movie on its own 
terms will find it a witty and 
observant m1n1-lesson 1n film 
h1story 

But those looking for a 
"Police Academy"-style farce 
should be warned to let this 
one nde on through.

''While weight loss by dieting alone 
results in some loss of muscle as well as 
fat, weight loss by exercise and 
moderate dieting leads to an increased 
proportion of muscle mass.'' Heart func­
tions improve too, and the individual is 
more physically fit and can perform 
better. 

It's important to choose an exercise 
you like, Wood cautions. Then you can 
"forget 'exercise ' and think of the ses­
sions as your 'play periods.' Don't let 
anyone cheat you out of them. It is this 
mental transition-from 'work' to

weight."

They 
found that the deaths were triggered by irregular heart­
beats and that the dieter's hearts has actually shrunk in 
size. New warning labels are now being required. The 
FDA ordered very low-calorie protein diet products 
(those below 400 calories daily ) to carry labels warning 
that their use as a total diet, without medical supervision, 
"may cause serious illness or death."

Jobs Program 
Includes Floyd 

Bill W. May, manpower director for 
the Big Sandy Area Community Action 
Program, announced this week that the 
agency will be operating a Summer 
Youth Employment Program in the 
counties of Floyd, Johnson, Magoffin, 
Martin and Pike. 

The program will serve economical­
ly disadvantaged youths, ages 16 
through 21, who are high school 
graduates, college students, vocational 
school students and high school dropouts 
who are planning to return to school in 
the fall .

Employment Program of Hazard. The 
program will run for five weeks, begin­
ning on June 24 and ending on July 26, 
1985, and will pay $3.35 per hour for 40 
hours per week. 

To be considered for this program, an 
applicant must meet all eligibility 
criteria and be certified as eligible by 
the state Department for Employment 
Services. Documentation of proof of age, 
family size, and family income will be 
required prior to certification. In ad~i­
tion, all applicants must have a vahd 
social security card and all male ap­
plicants 18 and older must provide 
proof of military registration. 

Applications are now being taken 
Monday through Friday, between the 
hours of 8:00a.m. and 4:30p.m. at the 
local Community Action Program of­
fice. In Floyd county, the office is 
located at the Allen Park at Allen. 

Deadline for filing an application in 
Floyd county is June 18. 

perhaps, we mourn them for what they 
were. As our own years rush by, we 
trudge with slower steps to those quite 
places, bend with growing <fifficulty to 
read the names on white markers with 
aging eyes. We remember them as they 
were, their lives frozen in time. They 
still are straight and strong, unwrinkl­
ed, bright-eyed, fair and so very young. 

If we weep, is it because they are gone 
or because they, never growing older, 
remind us that even the minutes spent 
remembering them have aged us? Or do 
we think, as perhaps we should, of those 
years they might have lived if death had 
not surprised them in the midst of life? 

How would they have spent those 
years? Like us, they doubtless would 
have squandered some, invested others, 
cherished a few . Many, presumably, 
would have married, had children, built 
homes, held jobs, paid taxes, con­
tributed to the gross national product 
and served their communities. 

But what else is buried there? What 
uninvented mechanical device? What 
undiscovered medical miracle? What 
unwritten book or symphony? What 
unspoken truth? What undelivered ser­
mon?

To us, the living, the loss of young lives 
always seems the great tragedy of war. 
Perhaps the greater tragedy is the loss 
of those anticipated lives that never will 
be lived and of the potential that will re­
main forever unfulfilled. 

What they sacrificed was time-not 
the lives they had spent but those days, 
months and years they never were able 
to live. Perhaps what they bought with 
it also was time-a few moments more 
for us to work out the problems that cost 
them their lives and maybe, just maybe, 
to find some answers . 

Each life-whether it was given in a 
moment of glory or taken in a moment 
of defeat or lost by some senseless 
happen-stance-must be remembered 
for what it was and what it might have 
been. May we spend the time 1t bought 
for us in some effort to improve the 
human condition. 

So far, we have not done well with the 
time that was bought so dearly. For cen­
turies, we have squandered it as though 
the supply were limitless. Someday, we 
may realize that it is the rarest, most 
precious commodity we have.

The Wheelwright Problem 
I've received numerous inquiries from 

residents of the Wheelwright-Burton 
area regarding the contaminated water 
these persons are purchasing from the 
Wheelwright Utility Commission. I 
would like to answer them as follows: 

All of you received your information 
from the 5/8/85 Floyd Co. Times. It may 
come as a surprise to you, but I, too, 
received the information from the same 
source. 

For a long period of time, we 
members of the City Commission have 
been trying to take steps to determine 
information about the policy and finan­
cial management of the utilities but, 
through various legal maneuvers, the 
utility Commission has obtained an in­
junction that prohibits us from interfer­
ing, at this time. 

Be assured that, had we been allow­
ed to obtain this information, immediate 
action would have been taken to corrrect 
this situation before it reached the point 
of jeopardizing the health of our 
families, friends and neighbors. 

If the City Commission had been kept 
informed regarding utility affairs, as the 
law requires, the alleged perpetrators of 
the contamination would have had their 
water service discontinued, thus 
eliminating the problem. They certain­
ly wouldn't have been provided service 
again until corrective measures were 
taken. 

In the meantime, we are continuing 
our endeavors, in your behalf, to obtain 
full accountability of all aspects of the 
Utility Comm. and suggest that you, too, 
require this from the Management of the 
utilities. 

I understand, from the news article, 
that Mr. Recktenwald, Big Sandy ADD, 
was aware of the situation. Neither he, 
nor Don Daniels, Utility Comm., notified 
your Mayor or City Comm. of this 
dangerous problem. This is just one 
more instance of secretiveness about 
public affairs that should have proper­
ly been referred to the Mayor and Com­
missioners, elected by you for that 
purpose.

An article appeared in the May 15

If for 
some reason a discrepancy may be 
found in a citation or an arrest we try 
to work with all parties involved to 
reach a fair conclusion. 

I don't mind our officers being 
criticized when they are in the wrong 
but I certainly don't want them to be 
subjected to half truths when they are 
right. Please. in the near future check 
both sides of the coin before you do a 
story.

Social Services 
To Add Positions 

Effective July 1, the Kentucky Depart­
ment for Social Services will add 171 
positions for child protection and 
juvenile treatment services staff work­
ing in the department's local offices and 
residential treatment facilities . 

The new positions were authorized by 
Gov. Martha Layne Collins and Cabinet 
for Human Resources Secretary AI 
Austin. "These positions are for local of­
fices and residential programs identified 
as critical need areas with respect to the 
large numbers of children they are 
responsible for," said Gov. Collins. 
"This action is in no way a solutiuon to 
our need to improve this state's services 
to its troubled children. It is not a quick 
fix. But it is a start and it represents ac­
tion we are able to take now as we work 
with the limited resources of the existing 
budget." 

Austin said the new positions will be 
funded from the existing budget. " One­
time money is available in next year 's 
budget due to normal department staff 
turnover and funding accumulated when 
some existing positions were not filled 
at the start of the current budget year " 
he said. ' 

Social Services Commissioner Anna 
Grace Day said the new staff positions 
are almost exclusively dedicated to per­
sonnel who will work directly with abus­
ed and neglected children and juveniles 
placed in state custody. "There will be 
112 new protection services positions, 
mostly social workers and paraprofes­
sional aides, ~ho will help to ease the 
most serious overloaded caseloads in 
child protection, foster care and family ' 
treatment," she said. "The residential 
programs-treatment centers, group 
homes , clinical services and day 
treatment- will receive 46 full-time and 
13 part-time positions to be involved 
directly in the day-to-day treatment of 
children. Those programs are also over­
crowded. The additional staff will allow 
some increase in the number of avail­
able treatment slots , thus reducing 
somewhat the existing waiting list for 
these children. " 

The action carries an estimated price 
tag of $2.5 million for the fiscal year 
beginning July 1. The positions will be 
included in the department's proposed 
funding request for the 1986-'88 biennial 
budget.

Blaze Destroys 
Newspaper Plant 
At West Liberty 

(Although its plant was destroyed by 
fire on press day last Wednesday, The 
Licking Valley Courier at West Liberty 
contrived to publish. The following is ex-
cerpted from its story of the Fire which 
swept the newspaper plant and other 
businesses.> 

A fire, which gutted a Main Street 
business building in West Liberty early 
Wednesday morning, destroyed four 
business places and for a time threaten­
ed to spread to adjoining buildings. 

The fire. which is believed to have 
started in the office of The Courier 
Publishing Co. in the basement of the 
McClain Building, destroyed the 
publishing company, two jewelry 
stores-Treasure Trove and Howard's 
Jewelry-which occupied the street­
level floor. and Conley's Bible and Book 
Store on the top floor. 

The fire was discovered about 12:15 
a.m. by West Liberty Police Officers 
Kelse Hensley, Hershell Stevens, and 
Russell Foster, who said they went to in­
vestigate when they heard glass break­
ing. They said when they arrived at the 
scene, flames were bursting from the 
door and window of the newspaper 
office. 

Firemen from three Morgan County 
departments-West Liberty, Caney 
Valley, and White Oak-battled the 
blaze for more than six hours. 

Cause of the fire is unknown. The 
cause of fire is still being investigated. 

Courier Publishing Co. manager, Earl 
Kinner, said the firm, which publishes 
three county-seat newspapers, appeared 
to have been almost totally destroyed by 
flames and water damage. Only the 
newspaper press, located in an addition 
at the rear of the building, escaped 
serious damage, Kinner said. All com­
puterized typesetting equipment, 
linotypes, darkroom, and commercial 

.-----------------------. · printing equipment was either destroyed 
or badly damaged, along with all paper 
stock and newsprint supplies, he said. 
The front office was entirely gutted by 
fire . He satd many of the paper 's 
newspaper files and historical records 
were burned or badly damaged, along 
with most of the company's business 
records.

May Is the Bluegill's Finest Month 
By ART LA:\ODER, JR. 

The bluegill is one of the most popular 
and widely distibuted panfish in Ken­
tucky_ He's found all throughout the 
state-in small streams, sluggish 
backwater areas along big rivers, and 
farm ponds. as well as huge manmade 
lakes. 

But often times this scrappy gamester 
doesn't get the respect he's due. And it's 
a shame too, because what the bluegill 
Jacks in size and glamour, he certainly 
makes up for at the dinner table. The 
bluegill's flesh is firm and sweet. He's 
one of the best-tasting fish found in Ken­
tucky, ranking right up there with crap­
pie and sauger. Bluegill feed mostly on 
insects, larvae. fish eggs, scuds, 
mollusks, worms and the fry of fishes; 
they have gluttonous appetites which 
they never seem to satisfy. Bluegills are 
continuously on the move, except during 
the spawn, when they become fiercely 
territorial. 

If you want to catch a mess of bluegill, 
the next few weeks offer some of the best

fishing of the year because bluegill 
prefer shallow water throughout the 
spring and early summer. Spawning oc­
curs usually in May, when water 
temperatures reach into the 70's. 
Bluegill nests are saucer-shaped, and 
clustered in colonies. · 

Adult bluegill are beautiful fish. Their 
coloration is variable, but generally they 
are olive green with emerald, copper, 
green and bluish reflections on their 
sides, dark above the lateral line. Their 
lower sides and belly are whitish to 
yellow. Sometimes big "hawg" bluegill 
have bright red underbellies. The 
bluegill's geographic range extends 
from northeastern Mexico to Florida, 
north to the Great Lakes; its scientific 
name is Leoprnis rnacrochirus. 

Extreme hot or cold weather tends to 
make bluegill very selective in their food 
choices, especially the larger fish_ In 
summer the biggest bluegill go deep, 
and are usually taken in 15 to 30 feet of 
water by drift fishing stairstep points, 
steep rock walls, deepwater holes, rock 
shelves, beside boat houses, or in 
brushpiles and flooded treetops. Some of 
Kentucky's top bluegill waters are 
Taylorsville Lake, Shanty Hollow Lake, 
Kentucky Lake, Corinth Lake, Herr­
ington Lake, Elmer Davis Lake, Laurel 
River Lake, Lake Malone, Greenbo 
Lake and Green River Lake. 

It probably would be very difficult to 
land a bluegill on light tackle if they 
grew as big as bass do. The current Ken­
tucky state record bluegill was caught 
by Prul M. Conyers of Madisonville, and 
weighed four pounds, three ounces. The 
monster bluegill was caught on a spin· 
ning rod and reel, and plastic worm 
while bass fishing in a stripmine lake. 

Some deepwater bluegill anglers use 
specialized gear, rods tipped with piano 
wire, and jig the bottom because that 
technique imitates the natural action of 
benthic organisms. The best live bait for 
bluegill are crickets, red worms, bits of 
nightcrawlers, meal worms, horseweed 
worms, bag worms, catalpa worms, 
grasshoppers and wax worms. 

The angler forever searching for the 
one bait which will entice big bluegill 
consistently has on occasion even tried 
maggots, wasp larvae, crayfish tails or 

• tiny bits of saltwater shrimp baited on 
jigs. The ideal tackle for bluegill is 
ultralight spinning gear, four pound test 
monofilament, and hooks of size 8, 10 
and 12. Maribou jigs, 1/16 ounce 
curlytails, sinking flies, size 16 dry flies, 
and 1/16 ounce spinners, are excellent 
artificial lure choices. 

Fly fishermen take huge stringers of 
bluegill in the early summer on poppers, 
nymphs, sponge spiders and rubber 
crickets. An especially productive 
method for fishing for bluegill with spin­
ning gear utilizes a clear bobber, one 
that resembles a "dummy" casting 
plug, except that it has an eyelet on each 
end_ An 18-inch leader is tied to the rear 
eyelet. Both dry and sinking flies work 
well on this rig; the weight of the clear 
bobber makes it easy to cast on light 
tackle. The "bobber and fly" rig is 
perfect for casting for bluegill when they 
head for open water during summer 
evenings, when the mayflies hatch.

Mountain Division anglers don't 
have to wait long to hit the waters 
again. The fourth RedMan tournament 
is scheduled for June 16 on Ft. Loudon 
Lake out of Lenoir City, Tenn. The en­
try deadline is June 5. 

Exactly 200 fishermen competed for 
$7,sjo in total prize money on Cherokee 
Lake. 

Placing second was Ron McClure of 
Mt. Vernon. Ky. with seven fish 
weighing 1&-4. The 3&-year-old contrac­
tor won $1,125 by fishing the shallow 
flats of the upper river area with a T's 
spinner bait. 

The $843 third place prize went to 
John Devere of Berea, Ky. with seven 
fish weighing 14-5. He used worms on 
mud banks in the darn area. The 
3()-year-old builder placed second on 
Lake Cumberland in April. 

Rounding out the top five were Ricky 
Pennington, 35, of London, Ky., and 
Ronnie Grant, 36, of Columbia, Ky. 
Pennington's seven fish weighed 13-14 
and were worth $387. Grant's seven 
fish weighed 13-10 and brought him 
$294.

Red Man tournaments are geared to 
the weekend angler with Sunday 
events that cost only $50 to enter. 
Mountain anglers compete for points to 
advance to an October regional tourna­
ment, and then on to the Red Man All 
American Bass Championship worth 
$100,000 to the winner. The All 
American will be held Nov. 5-9 at 
Queen's Bay Resort on Lake Havasu in

Cumberland Gap 
Tunnels Okehed 

Interior Secretary Donald Hodel has 
lifted the federal government's suspen­
sion of construction of twin tunnels 
under Cumberland Gap in 
southeastern Kentucky and work was 
resumed this week. 

Hodel's decision came less than a 
month after a House appropriations 
subcommittee rejected a Reagan ad­
ministration proposal to kill financing 
for the multimillion-dollar project. 

The vote of that subcommittee, 
whose chairman, U.S. Rep. Sid Yates, 
D-Ill. , also opposes the project, was 
likely the key to getting the suspension 
lifted Rep. "Hal" Rogers said. 

Rogers, whose district includes the 
Cumberland Gap area. U.S. Rep. 
William Natcher, D-2nd District, and 
Kentucky's two U.S. senators, Wendell , 
Ford and Mitch McConnell, have been 
pressing Hodel to allow resumption of 
construction at the tunnel project. 

Late last month, the four Kentucky 
lawmakers wrote Hodel a letter. say­
ing that the victory in the subcommit­
tee was a strong indication that the 
project's congressional supporters 
would prevail in getting Congress to 
override the administration's move. 

"The key was beating them in their 
own camp," Rogers said of the sub­
committee vote . Before Then, he said, 
" It looked like mission impossible." 

Congress has appropriated $38 
million for the project for this fiscal 
year, but the administration suspended 
work last December and asked Con­
gress not to spend any more of the 
allocation on the project. 

The administration had opposed the 
project and wanted to use the ap­
propriated money for National Park 
Service firefighting programs. 

In their letter to Hodel, the four Ken­
tucky lawmakers said that each 
month's delay of construction costs the 
federal government $200,000. They 
noted that southeastern Kentucky and 
eastern Tennessee have waited for the 
tunnel project for 30 years. 

Ford credited Rogers and Natcher as 
being responsible for the successful ap­
propriations subcommittee vote, and 
Rogers said that Hodel had been lean­
ing toward lifting the suspension since 
the vote. 

McConnell, who was notified of the 
decision in a call from Hodel. called the 
news gratifying. ·

A water body- whether a creek, foun­
tain or birdbath-can be an enticing 
feature in the outdoor landscape. Com­
bine the water with lush foliage and col­
orful blooms and a water garden can be 
a focal point in a formal city garden or 
an informal farm landscape. 

Water gardens can be developed in 
naturally occurring areas such as 
shallow ponds, in poorly drained bog 
areas, or they can be created using pond 
liners and containers. Keep in mind that 
a special group of plants is necessary for 
a water garden-plants whose roots will 
flourish in aquatic environments. Most 
of our terrestrial (land) plants have 
roots that must grow in a more highly 
aerated, or more specifically, oxy­
genated, medium than water. 

Whether an existing pond, a pond built 
specifically for water plants or a large 
container is used, the preferred water 
depth is from eight to 24 inches. Plant 
management will be easier if plants are 
kept in individual containers. This is 
especially true if tropical plants are us­
ed because they need to be put in a pro­
tected location during the winter.

the bottom of a pond, plants should be 
potted in a mixture of good loam soil and 
rotted cow manure. Leaf mold and peat 
moss should be avoided due to decom­
position, and perlite and vermiculite 
should not be used because they float. 

A layer of sand or gravel atop the pot­
ting soil may be necessary to help weigh 
the pots down. Slow release fertilizer can 
be mixed into the soil or the plants can 
be fed monthly throughout the summer. 

The standard of all water plants is the 
water-lily. There are hardy water-lilies 
(including the dwarfs or pygmies)­
their flowers float on the water 
surface-and tropical water-lilies whose 
flowers are held a few inches above the 
water. 

Water-lilies will generally bloom from 
May or June well into the fall, but should 
be in a very sunny location to do so. 
Many excellent whites , pinks, yellows, 
reds, blues and purples are available, 
and the flowers work well as cut flowers. 
There is also a group whose flowers 
change colors, and additional color is 
available by way of variegated foliage. 
And for " the most romantic and seduc­
tive flowers grown," use night blooming 
water-lilies. 

For fragrance it is necessary to look 
to the lotus-flowers. Lotus are similar to 
water-lilies but hold their flowers and 
leaves above the water. An added lotus 
benefit is the large seedpod that is fre­
quently dried for arrangements. 

Other flowers available on hardy 
plants include floating heart, white and 
yellow snowflakes, pickerel rush, sagit­
taria and the real royalty of the bog, 
irises. Among the tropicals are water 
cannas, water poppies and bog, floating 
and spider lilies. 

There are many foliage water plants 
to combine with the flowers including 
dwarf bamboo, cattails, arrowhead and 
horsetail <all hardy), plus umbrella 
palm and dwarf papyrus <tropicals>. 
Don' t forget an "oxygenator" such as 
vallisneria, cabomba or anacharis that 
are found in fish tanks, or even some edi­
ble plants such as watercress and wild 
rice. 

Few pests bother aquatic plants. A 
few snails will help to keep down algae 
and wastes to promote a clean, healthy 
system. And not only will a few goldfish 
add interest but they eat the aphids that 
may occasionally bother the water-lilies.
